NOVI - Although apparently not 
entirely convinced the city should 
rezone 71 acres of property at Hag­
gerty and Eight MUe, Novi planners 
have nevertheless voted to recom­
mend just that. 

The rezoning would allow expan­
sion of the Orchard Hill Place office 
parl£. Without the rezoning, single 
family homes and apartments or con­
dominiums will be developed on the 
site. 

A majority of the planning board 
said February 1 that it wants to study 
the office areas proposed in the city's 
master plan before acting on the re­
quest to rezone the property. 

Board members supporting tlie 
rezoning said they have previously 
discussed the fact that office areas in 
the master plan may need to be revis­
ed. Planners also said they were hesi­
tant to limit the Orchard Hill Place 
development, which has successfully 
attracted Fortune 500 companies to 
Novi. 

But Planning Chairperson William 

Briggs repeatedly urged the board to 
act on the matter rather than table it 
for further study, and the board 
voted 6-3 to recommend the city 
council approve the rezoning re­
quest. 

Planners were acting on a request 
that a 17-acre parcel abutting 
Whispering Meadows be rezoned to 
an office service (OS-l) classifica­
tion. Building heights are limited to 
two stories In an office service 
district. On the remaining 54 acres an 
offlce-service-commerclal district 
was requested. The OSC district per­

mits 65-foot buildings. 
Planners acted on the rezoning re­

quest after hearing approximately 
two hours of opposition from 
residents in Whispering Meadows 
subdivision, which abuts the office 
park. Approximately 65 residents 
turned out for the public hearing. A 
hearing conducted approximately 18 
months ago on a similar rezoning re­
quest from Orchard Hill Place drew 
nearly three times that number of 
residents. 

This time around, residents told 
planners they object to five-story 

buildings near their homes. They 
also said the development would 
create too much traffic. High density 
lights required by buildings in the of­
fice park also disturbed residents. 

Residents also requested the city 
investigate a new zoning classifica­
tion which does not include commer­
cial development as the current 
' 'office-service-commercial'' district 
does. Residents further urged plan­
ners to study the matter before 
rezoning the property and making a 
major deviation from the master 
plan. 

Planning Consultant Charles 
Cahns told the board he could not 
recommend the rezoning without stu­
dying "the whole area to determine 
how to best develop it to serve the en­
tire city." The rezoning request 
represents a major deviation from 
the master plan. Calms said. 

Cairns also told the planners that if 
there was any area of the master 
plan that "had a weakness, it's of­
fices." He explahied the office areas 
of the plan were added quickly.

NOVI - A majority of the city 
council has resolved differences of 
opinion over the temporary or­
dhiance to control the business 
district surrounding the Novi Road/-
Grand River Intersection. 

The council adopted the ordinance 
on a 5-2 vote Monday. 

Adoption of the regulations sets the 
stage for rezonings to occur. The or­
dinance has no effect on property un­
til it is rezoned. 

One week ago tbe councU divided 
over the question of whether tbe or­
dinance should limit building heights 
to five stories and a maximum of 65 
feet. 

They also disagreed over the ques­
tion of whether industrial land usies 
should be allowed'to remain in the 
area under the temporaiy ordinance. 
Those businesses made non­
conforming uses could remain hi 
operation, but would not be allowed 
to expand and would not be able to 
sell their property to a like user. 

When the matter was voted on 
January 30, the councU divided on a 
3-3 vote. CouncU Members Ronald

Watson, Arlen Schroeder and Mayor 
Robert Schmid supported the or­
dinance including the five-story 
height Ihnitation and excluding in­
dustrial land uses. CouncU Members 
Martha Hoyer, Patricia Karevich 
and Edward Leinlnger opposed those 
provisions. As a result of the tie, the 
matter was defeated. Foreseeing a 
second tie, councU members postpon­
ed further action on the ordinance. 

CouncU members were urged Mon­
day by representatives of KeUy Con­
struction Company to again defeat 
the ordinance. The Kelly represen­
tative told the councU it would take 
away his rights as a property owner 
to sell the property as he chooses If 
the ordinance were adopted. 

He said if the city left him in the 

town center under a special provision 
of the ordinance, as proposed by the 
plannhig board, he would be wUling 
to work with the city to make sure the 
area develops as the city hopes. But 
if he is excluded, his natural reaction 
is to fight the city, he said. 

Leinlnger said he had decided after 
visiting the two industrial parcels 
that neither would be greatly 
hampered by becoming non­
conforming uses. He said the 
topography limits the KeUy Com­
pany from expanding and therefore 
the ordinance would have little effect 
on the company. 

Schroeder stated that the city must 
make tfie two hidustrial properties

NOVI - In response to criticism 
leveled by the planning board, the ci­
ty councU has revised the respon-
sibUities of a committee designed to 
make plans for city-owned property 
on WaUed Lake. 

A resolution detaUing the duties of 
committee has been changed to 
remove all references to master 
plannhig. Planners had maintained 
that master planning is one of thehr 
responsibUites and should not be 
turned over to a citizens' copimittee. 

The committee now is charged 
wiUi workhig with a planning consul­
tant to develop a site plan for the pro­
perty. It also is responsible for 
presenting the plan to the planning 
board for review. 

"There was some concern over the 
use of the terms 'master plan' and 
planning hi general," City Manager 
Edward KriewaU explained as he in­
troduced tbe revised resolution. 
"We've reworded this to make the 

pohit that this is a site planning com­
mittee to deal with the shoreline pro­
perty the city has acquired in past 
months." 

Kriewall went on to explain the 
planning board review of the plan 
now Is spelled out hi the resolution. 
"We were never trying to cU'cumvent 
them," Kriewall said. 
. The committee wUl be responsible 
for site planning approximatly 12.5 
acres of property, hicludlng more 
than 900 feet of lake frontage near the 
Novi Road/Thirteen MUe intersec-
Uon. 

The city has spent approximately 
$500,000 to acquire the lakefront pro­
perty in the past year. Land became 
avaUable as the city was seeking pro­
perty for the relocation of East Lake 
Drive. Additional land became 
avaUable as the city proceeded with 
its plans and it was assembled. 

City planners objected to the for­
mation of the committee, saying the 

city was in effect taUng the role of a 
developer in the area. Planners also 
argued that plans for the property 
would effect the entire lake area and 
they should be hicluded hi those 
plans. 

CouncU members responded by ap-
provhig a second resolution redefin­
ing the responsibllltlies of the 
"Shorelhie Property Site Planning 
Committee." 

Additionally, councU members re-
affhmed the appointment of City 
Clerk Geraldhie Stipp to the commit­
tee. Stipp offered to step down after 
receiving criticism that due to the 
proximity of her home to the city's 
property on Walled Lake her position 
on the committee could be a conflict 
of interest.. 

"I've lived there 21 years and if the 
councU thhiks there is a conflict of hi-
terest I'd be glad to step down," Stipp

NOVI — In an unassuming con­
dominium Just south of Novl, 
Douglas Fraser and his wife, 
Winifred, have made their home. 

The couple has lived in the area 
since July and̂  wUl continue to do so 
"probably forever," accordhig to 
Fraser. 

The former president of the United 
Auto Workers explahis the move was 
one of convenience. NorthvUle is 
close to his six grandchUdren. Jason 
and Julie Walker, his daughter 
Jeanne's chUdren, and Kate and 
David McKenzie, the chUdren of Win­
nie's daughter Barbara, all live hi 
Novi. Two more grandchUdren live hi 
Southfield. 

The city Is also convenient to 
Metropolitan airport where Fraser 
spends a lot of time on his way to 
teach, speak or serve on any of a 
number of boards and committees on 
which he is stUl active. 

Shice retirement from the UAW, 
Fraser has taught, first at the 
University of Michigan, then at 
Wayne State. He also gives semhiars 
at Harvard where he is speakhig on 
trade unions at the John F. Kennedy 
School of Government and the Ken­
nedy Institute of Politics. 

From the couch of his llvbig room, 
the past president of UAW describes 
the future of the labor movement hi 
the United States as he sees It. 

Fraser doesn't agree with those 
who are ready to strike the death 
kneU for unions hi this country. "I 

don't take a pessimistic view of the 
unions," Fraser says. 

Despite a growhig antl-unlon at­
mosphere and the difficult times 
unions recently have gone through, 
Fraser sees conthiued growth for the 
labor movement. 

"Unions wUl have to become more 
hivolved hi the political arena and 
provide more education within the 
union," he says. "They wUl have to 
explahi the union and its role in socie­
ty. The membership has to be 
educated on what is fah- coUective 
bargainhig. That wUl be the challege 
for unions." 

But hi order to meet Fraser's ex­
pectations, unions wUl have to 
change conthiuously. 

"Unions aren't perfect. Some are 
less perfect th(m others. The most 

difficult thhigs to change are habits, 
especially bad habits. And unions 
have them. Unions wUl have to 
develop the abUity to change. It wUl 
be very difficult and slow in comhig. 
But as long as there are bosses there 
wUl be unions." 

Faser admits times have been dif­
ficult recently for the labor move­
ment due to a combination of self-
inflicted problems and those outside 
the unions'control. 

"This is not a good time for the 
labor movement. There's been the 
recession and many thhigs beyond 
the union's control. The Iranian 
revolution changed things 
dramatically. When the oil supply 
dropped two mUUon barrels a day

Does a new "Freedom of Speech" 
policy for students In Novi schools 
preclude prospects for clvU disobe­
dience? 

Trustee Gillwrt Henderson does, and 
he made his feelings known as the 
board adopted student policies for 
freedom of speech as well as societies-
fraternities and right to access/privacy 

of records at its February 2 meeting. 
The problem with the Freedom of 

Speech policy, according to Henderson, 
is that it precludes students from being 
Involved in civil disol>edience. 

"If a group of students wants to pro­
test our Marines being in Lebanon, it 
would be precluded under this policy 
even ii It were not disruptive to the 
educational program," said Hender­
son. 

"There's a movement now to permit

prayer in the schools," he continued. 
"If a group of students wanted to In­
dicate their support for prayer in 
schools by praying out on the courtyard 
during their lunch hour, it would be for­
bidden under this policy." 

Henderson added that progress in the 
adult world is frequently made as a 
result of civil disobedience. "We might 
stUl be fighting a war in Vietnam if it 
weren't for civil disobedience," he said. 

He also noted that strikes are ex­
amples of civil disobedience. 

The Freedom of Speech policy 
adopted by the board last week states 
that "Provision for expression of dif­
ferences of opinion as provided in the 
First Amendment shall be adequately 
provided and protected." 

However, Henderson objected to a 
section of the policy which defined pro­
hibited activities: 1) Promulgating any 
theory or doctrine subversive to the 
laws of the United States or any 
political subdivision thereof; 2) Ad­
vocating governmental change by 
violence; and 3) Any activity that may 
violate the canons of good morals, man­
ners or taste, or be injurious to the 
building grounds, equipment or Instnic-

tional program. 
Henderson's arguments received lit­

tle support from other Iward members, 
however. 

Trustee Ron Milam said he approved 
of the policy as presented. "Any actions 
taken to change the law should not be 
subversive to the laws," he said, adding 
that he would disapprove if the schools 
had speakers who encouraged students 
to violate the law. 

Trustee Robert Schram agreed, say-

J 
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ing he did not want his children to be in­
fluenced to break the law. Trustee 
Michael Meyer suggested that students 
should be encouraged to challenge 
teachers "in a proper way with good 
manners" if they feel the teacher Is 
wrong. 

Milam and Meyer twth said they op­
posed civil disobedience, while Hender­
son responded that he would be honored 
if one of his children resorted to civil 
disobedience "after he'd gone through 
appropriate channels." 

Noting that five of her children have 
gone through the Novi system. Trustee 
Sharon Pelchat said she felt Novi 
students do question teachers In an ap­
propriate manner, "I don't think the 
students in our community feel sup­
pressed in any way," she said. 

Henderson's motion to amend the 
policy by striking the section which pro­
hibits "promulgating any theory or doc­
trine subversive to the laws" was 
defeated on a 1-6 vote with Henderson 
casting the lone affirmative ballot. 
However, an amendment by Schram to 
prohibit activities disruptive to the 
"instructional program" was adopted 
unanimously. 

The board also rejected an amend­
ment by Meyer that would require 
teachers "to promote" freedon̂  of 
speech on a 4-3 vote. "I think It would 
be good for principals and teachers to 
encourage students to exercise their 
freedom of speech," said Meyer In pro­
posing the amendment. 

Schram responded that It was not 
clear what principals should do to en­
courage freedom of speech, suggesting 
that the policy which endorsed freedom 
of speech was sufficient.

NOVI - A 20-year-old Redford 
Township man has been arraigned In 
connection with a number of break­
ing and enterlngs which have oc­
curred across the city over the last 
nine months. 

Police say eight break-Ins have 
been cleared up as a result of their 
three-month Investigation and they 
expect at least six more cases will be 
solved In coming weeks through the 
on-going Investigation. 

One man has t)een taken Into 
custody and police believe at least 
two more will soon k)e apprehended. 

Robert T. Pick faces circuit court 
arraignment February 13 before 
Judge Gene Schnelz in connection 
with the break-in of a home In the 
20000 block of Center Street. Ap­
pliances and rings were stolen from 
the home. Pick has been charged 
with breaking and entering of an oc­
cupied dwelling with intent to com­
mit larceny. 

Police said the break tn the case oc­
curred when a detective located a 
piece of stolen property at a gold and 
silver dealer in a neighboring city. 

Police developed a suspect from in­
formation regarding the property 
and placed the suspect under 
surveillance. As a result of that 
surveillance, several other suspects 

are being identified. 
Police also obtained finger prints 

at the scenes of numerous breaking 
and enterlngs in Novi. Known prints 
of the suspects were compared with 
those obtained at the crime scene by 
Michigan State Police crime techni­
cians. Matches were made from 
more than one break-In, police 
reported. 

Through continued surveillance, 
police have arrested an additional 
suspect. Warrants have been obtain­
ed through matching finger prints. 
His name is being withheld pending 
arraignment. Police also said they 
apprehended two suspects as they 
were breaking into a home. 

Police said their investigations has 
solved break-ins of homes in Meadow 
Brook Glens, Turtle Creek, Whisper­
ing Meadows, Dunbarton Pines and 
North Hill subdivisions. Additionally, 
police expect break-ins in Lake in the 
Woods and Village Oaks will be solv­
ed before the investigation Is com­
pleted. 

According to police, the suspects 
are part of a group of burglars who 
has been operating in the communi­
ty. Police believe a second group also 
may be working in Novi and are con­
tinuing their investigation.

* WALLED LAKE - Grand Trunk 
Western Railroad recently filed an ap­
plication with the Interstate Commerce 
Commission (ICC) for abandonment of 
its Pontiac to Wixom line. 

The proposed effective date for the 
abandonment is April 12. 

Meanwhile, negotiations continue 
between attorneys for Franklin resi­
dent Larry Coe and Grand Trunk over 

y Coe's proposed purchase of the Wixom 
to WaUed Lake line. 

Principal users of the line, all of them 
Walled Lake business or Industry, were 
notified December 27 of the intent to 
abandon and had 30 days within which 
to file an objection. 

Those served by the line include Gay 
Toys, 799 Ladd Road; Haggerty 
Lumber, 2055 Haggerty Road; Marco 
Brothers, 1947 Haggerty Road; Beatty 
Lumber, 2000 Easy Street; and 

. Wolverine Foundry Supply Company, 
< 1109 Decker Road. 

According to the application for aban­

donment, the Pontiac to Wbcom line has 
experienced "a steady and sizeable ero­
sion in traffic" and a corresponding 
"steady and sizeable increase in its 
losses incurred in handling this traf­
fic." 

The application notes that the 
number of trains operating on the Pon­
tiac to Wbcom line has decreased from 
221 in 1981 to 143 in 1982 and to 69 in the 
first nine months of 1983. Grand Trunk 
cites the recession as the primary 
cause of decreased traffic. 

"Principal traffic is lumber (for 
home construction) and plastic pellets 
(for toy production), and plastic toys, 
all of which have been badly hurt by re­
cent recession, greater use of trucks, 
and reduced industrial activity in this 
area." 

According to Grand Trunk's 
statistics, shipments of toys from Gay 
Toys decreased from 457 in 1980 to 28 in 
1982. Only eight toy shipments were 
made In the first nine months of 1983. 

Carloads of lumber into Walled Lake 

decreased from 403 in 1980 to 99 In 1962. 
However, 132 carloads of lumber were 
shipped into WaUed Lake in the first 
nine months of 1983. Shipments of 
plastics dropped from 80 in 1960 to 44 in 
1962. The total number of shipments to 
Orchard Lake, WaUed Lake and Wixom 
plummeted from 965 in 1S6D to 175 In 
1982. 

Grand Trunk reported that the raU is 
paraUeled by a number of state, federal 
and county roads which could serve the 
WaUed Lake customers. In addition, 
the C&O RaUroad serves Wbcom. 

Grand Trunk also eluded to the possible 
purchase of the Wbcom to WaUed Lake 
raUbyCoe. 

"Efforts to seU the line between Wbc­
om and Orchard Lake to a private par­
ty, who wUl offer raU service, have 
been made. It is believed that they have 
some great Interest in this acquisi­
tion...." 

Both West Bloomfield and Orchard 
Lake VUlage officials have expressed 
interest in acquiring the right of way 
through their communities for highway 
use, Grand Trunk officials noted.

More than 860 high school students in 
the Walled Lake district are par­
ticipating in vocational education pro­
grams, Bottke noted. This includes 475 
students at Western and 390 at Central.

WALLED LAKE - In February, 
1981, City lyianager J. Michael Dor-
nan said negotiations with the city's 
Department of Public Works (DPW) 
employees "could be very fast." 

But three years later, contract 
negotiations are no further now than 
when they began, the negotiator for 
the union said last week 

Stan Kurzman, who began 
representing the DPW workers about 
one year ago, said either the city will 
have to "resume bargaining 
realistically," or the six DPW 
workers will be left no alternative but 
to seek resolution through the 
Michigan Employment Relations 
Commission (MERC). 

The only resolution available 
through MERC is for the union to file 
an unfair labor practice charge 
against the city. 

Under the Public Employees Rela­
tions Act, DPW workers do not have 
the option of mediation and bindhig 
arbitration as police officers do. 
They also are not permitted to strike, 
therefore leaving them with little 
leverage in contract negotiations, 
Kurzman said. 

Several DPW employees protested 
outside the city's annual apprecia­
tion dinner at Laneson's Restaurant 
recently. According to union 
spokesperson Basil Stoddard, the 
group objected to the city council 
spending money for a dhuier when 
they had been without a contract -
and therefore without a raise — for 
three years. 

According to City Manager J. 
Michael Doman, the city orlghially 
offered the department a three-year 
package that amounted to about 
$4,000 per man. This hicluded $1,300 
for the first year (1981-82), 11,350 hi 
the second year (1982-83), and $1,300 
this year. 

Kurzman said the union rejected 
this offer for two reasons. First, the 
three-year package offered no hi­
crease m base pay. If an employee 
was makhig $10,000 hi 1981-82, a 
$1,300 increase should raise his 
salary to $11,300. In 1982-83, a $1,350 
increase would then raise his salary 
to $12,650, Kurzman speculated. The

WIXOM - Petitions seekhig the 
recall of veteran Council Member 
Gunnar Mettala are behig ch-culated 
in the city. 

The Oakland County Elections 
Commission last week approved the 
petition for clarity. Jennifer 
Stamper, who submitted the petition, 
began circulating it over the 
weekend. Under state law, the peti­
tion must be filed withhi 90 days of 
the first signature. 

To call for a special election, the 
signatures of 503 registered Wbtom 
voters are needed. The number is 
based on 25 percent of the votes cast 
hi the last gubernatorial election. 

To aid the recall efforts. Stamper 
has formed a group called Citizens 
Advocating Positive Politics 
(CAPP). The group is scheduled to 
meet tomorrow (Thursday, 
February 9) at 7:30 p.m. at 
Stamper's home, 3395 Theodore 
Street. 

Stamper also lias discussed the 
possibility of recalling Council 
Members Nancy Dhigeidey and John 
Lee "for not acting in the city's best 
uiterest." 

"I looked hito this recall a great 

deal. Once I have learned the process 
I will look into this more," she said. 
"If there would be more recalls and I 
handled it, I would look hito thhigs 
deeper." 

The petition seeks to recall Mettala 
because "at the September 27 council 
meetuig Mettala voted yes to grant 
Korex Company a 12-year 50 percent 
tax abatement." 

Mettala and Council Member Den­
nis Andrews, now mayor pro tem, 
voted m favor of abatement. Council 
Members Wayne Glessner and John 
Lee voted agahist the tax break, 
creathig a 2-2 deadlock that was 
broken by then-Mayor Lillian 
Spencer, who voted to grant the 
abatement. 

A previous recall petition that was 
rejected by the elections commission 
charged Mettala with conflict of hi-
terest due to his wife's employment 
at Korex. 

Shice the petition does not charge 
Mettala with any wrongdoing. 
Stamper said the circulators will 
answer any questions posed by 
residents. "The petition has to be 
self-explanatory and most people 
saw the yellow sheet Mettala cir­
culated," she said.

WALLED LAKE - Michael 
Forbes, who was convicted last 
month on charges of assaulthig an 11-
year-old Dublhi Elementary girl, 
was arraigned on a probation viola­
tion this week. 

Oakland County Circuit Judge 
Robert Templhi set baU at $25,000 
and scheduled a hearhig for 8:30 a.m. 
Friday, February 10, to determine a 
sentence for the probation violation. 

Forbes, a White Lake Township 
resident, was on three years' proba­
tion for a 1982 conviction on one count 
each of first and second degree 
crimuial sexual conduct. The convic­
tion carried a maximum penalty of 
life imprisonment, but Templin 
ordered three-years' probation. 

In Tuesday's brief five-mhiute ar­
raignment, Templhi rehistitued the 
bond set when Forbes was charged hi 
1982: $15,000 on the fh-st degree 
criminal sexual conduct charge and 
$10,000 on the second degree charge. 

Forbes' conviction hi 52nd District 
Court January 27, on charges of 
"assaulthig" the Dublhi safety patrol 
girl led to this week's probation ar­
raignment. 

Forbes, 32, was arrested in 
November under a White Lake 
Township ordinance which states 
that any person who commits an 
assault on another person shall be 
deemed a disorderly person. Ac­

cordhig to Gary Dovre, the attorney 
for White Lake Township, the assault 
occurred on September 26 when 
Forbes stopped his car, got out and 
allegedly began to approach the 
child, causing her to flee to her school 
buildhig hi fear. 

Accordhig to the girl's testimony, 
Forbes honked his horn and told her 
through a rolled-down window, "I 
just want to make you smile." She 
said she turned away, but he stopped 
his car, got out and began walkhig 
toward her. 

After a day and a half of testimony, 
a six-member jury found Forbes guil­
ty on the assault charge — a misde­
meanor carryhig a maxhnum penal­
ty of 90 days in jaU and/or a $500 fhie. 
Judge Michael Batchik set bail at 
$2,000, but delayed sentenchig untU 
after a probation hearhig. 

Forbes remahis hi custody at 
Oakland County jail. His record also 
includes a 1969 conviction for 
statutory rape of his then nhie-year-
old step-sister. 

After Forbes' conviction last 
month, Oakland County Prosecutor 
L. Brooks Patterson said he would 
recommend that he be removed from 
the community. 

• Forbes trial inspires 
mothers to organik-e/SA

WALLED LAKE - Proposed 
water rate hikes have left some city 
council members — and probably 
many residents — askhig the same 
question: Why? 

"How did we get so bad, so quick­
ly?" Council Member Lhida Ackley 
asked last month after City Enghieer 
Alex Moiseef outlhied rate changes 
that will more than double the 
average residential water bill. 

Moiseeff explahied why this week, 
puipointuig inadequate debt reth-e-
ment charges, unrealistic user fees 
and no surplus funds for equipment 
repair and replacement as primary 
reasons for the water department's 
precarious fhiandal condition. 

If the city continues with current 
rates, Moiseeff noted, large deficits 
will beghi mounting this year and 
contuiue hito the future. 

The inadequate debt service 
charge has been a primary con­
tributor to the loomhig deficit situa­
tion, Moiseeff said. 

When the water system began 

operation in 1969, customers were 
charged $4 per quarter for debt 
retirement. In 1974, the rate was hi-
creased to $7 per quarter, but the 
council dropped it to $2 per quarter 
one year later. 

"The annual debt service charge 
should pever have been dropped," 
Moiseeff said, City officials may 
have thought they were ac­
cumulating money too rapidly with 
the $7 quarterly charge, he 
speculated. But when the fee was cut 
back, the responsibility for makhig 
the bond payment shifted to other 
funds. 

It is a case of "robbing Peter to pay 
Paul," Moiseeff told the councU. 

At the existhig charge of $2 per 
quarter, the city faUs short of its an­
nual bond payments by over $100,000. 
Interest hicome and money from 
user fees is used to make up the dif­
ference, leaving hiadequate funds for 
repair and mahitenance, Moiseeff 
noted. 

The proposed hicrease in debt 
reth-ement to $8 per quarter would 
stUl faU short of the annual $148,000 
bond payment by about $20,000, 

Moiseeff said. But although some hi-
terest income stUl would be needed to 
cover the annual bond payment, the 
primary burden would rest where it 
should - on the debt reth-ement 
fund. 

Conthiuous efforts on the part of 
the city to "tighten its belt" also con­
tributed hi great measure to the pre­
sent plight of the water department, 
Moiseeff conthiued. "Every time you 
tighten the belt, you set different 
priorities," he noted. "Something 
suffers somewhere." 

In the past, city officials tried to 
run the water system on a bare 
minimum to avoid hicreaslng taxes 
or water rates. However, this 
philosophy compromised preven­
tative maintenance and updathig 
equipment, Moiseeff noted. The new 
rate structure includes a minimum 
charge of $12.50, which would provide 
funds for regular mahitenance and 
periodic equipment replacement -
items that often have been picked up 
by the city's general fund hi past 
years.

WALLED LAKE - For a group of 
Dublhi elementary mothers, the trial of 
Michael Forbes last month was a learn­
ing experience. 

"Most of us had never been hi a cour­
troom before. We didn't know anythhig 
about court procedures," said Laura 
Teeples, who, after the Forbes ordeal, 
hopes to organize a new support group 
simUar to "Mothers Agahist Drunk 
Drivers" (MADD). 

The name behig considered for the 
new organization is "Mothers Agahist 
Molesters." 

"If they can (organize) agahist drunk 
drivers, we can (organize) agahist 
molesters," Teeples said. 

Teeples and 10-12 other women 
followed the Forbes case from start to 
fhiish, attendhig both pre-trial and trial 
proceedhigs. Forbes was arrested hi 
November for aUegedly annoying a 
Dublhi 11-year-old girl whUe she was at­
tendhig her safety patrol post. 

The parents became hivolved after 
school officials were notified Forbes 
had two prior convictions for crimhial 
sexual conduct. On both occasions, 
however, he was granted probation and 
not sentenced to jaU. 

The mothers picketed outside the 
52nd District Court on Maple Road after 
Judge Marthi Boyle refused to approve 
an arrest warrant for Forbes because 
of the upcomhig Thanksgivhig holiday. 

Instead, he signed a "come hi letter 
warrant" askhig Forbes to appear at 
court a week later. 

When Forbes was arraigned, the 
parents agahi were hifuriated by the 
court action — this thne because of 
what they considered lenient baU. 
Judge Michael BatchUc set baU at $100 
personal bond and Forbes was free to 
leave untU his December pre-trial hear­
hig. A handful of parents agahi picketed 
outside the court after the arraignment, 
charghig the judges with faUhig to pro­
tect their chUdren. 

Teeples said the new organization 
would be a public awareness group — 
"letthig the average citizen know 
what's gohig on." In addition to 
pressuring for stiffer penalties for sex­
ual offenders, they would provide sup­
port for the famUies of victUns of sexual 
crimes — particularly those hivolvhig 
chUdren, she noted. 

"I thhik this is needed," she added. 
"We didn't know anythhig about court 
procedures before. We had to keep 
checkhig with the police department to 
see if we could do certahi things without 
jeopardizhig the case. We all learned a 
lot," Teeples said. 

"This is somethhig the average 
citizen could do," she conthiued. "The 
only requh-ement (for johiing) would be 
that people care."

NOVI — Novi students apparently have a fairly 
high regard for their local school district. 

That observation was made by Trustee GUbert 
Henderson at the February 2 board meethig and ap­
pears to be verified by attltudhial results measured 

^)n the American College Testhig (ACT) exam. 
Henderson, who is principal of a middle school in 

Farmhigton, commented at the February 2 session 
that he has an opportunity to visit a lot of high 
schools throughout Oakland County and has always 
been impressed by the relatively small amount of 
vandalism at Novi High School. 

"That tells me a lot," he observed. "You usually 
get a lot of vandalism when students are frustrated 
or angry. There seems to be considerably less van­
dalism hi Novi High School than hi many of the other 
high schools I visit." 

- Superintendent Robert Piwko expressed simUar 
Vlientiments, sayhig he believes students are ap­

preciative of the faculties the community has pro­
vided. 

"I thhik it speaks highly of our students and our 
community," said Piwko. "The community has pro­
vided them with a nice buUdhig and they are dohig 
their best to take care of it." 

Henderson said his observations seem to be 
verified by the results from a section of the ACT ex­
am in which students are asked whether they're 
satisfied or dissatisfied with various aspects of their 
high school educational program. 

Invariably, said Henderson, Novi students rate 
Uieir school district as high or higher than students 
hi other high schools rate theh- programs. 

For example, 72 Novi students hidlcated satisfac­
tion with the histructional program on the ACT whUe 
only nine said they were dissatisfied. In Oakland 
County public schools, only Bloomfield HUls Lahser 

(67-7) and Bloomfield HUls Andover (68-9) were 
comparable. 

Asked to rate the testhig program, 64 Novi 
students said they were satisfied whUe five hidicated 
dissatisfaction. Comparable scores were recorded at 
Brandon (62-4), Pontiac Central (66-7) and 
Southfield (63-8). 

Approximately two-thirds of the Novl students 
who took the ACT hidlcated satisfaction with school 
policies (51-24), but it was stUl among the highest 
ratbig among county schools. Comparable rathigs 
were achieved at Clawson (55-15), Pontiac Central 
(58-23) and Waterford Mott (58-15). 

Novl students also rated school library faculties 
high, givhig a satisfaction ratbig of 69-12. Higher 
scores were given their high schools by students at 
Oxford (78-6), Southfield (764), Southfield Lathrup 
(72-4), Waterford Mott (75-5) and Hazel Park (62-6).

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WALLED LAKE - A UirecKlay 
suspension from school no longer 
means a few afternoons to watch the 
soaps on television, play some video 
games or hang out around town. 

"If a liid needs to be suspended, he 
needs to be punished. Sitting at home 
watching television is not solving the 
problem," said School Board Member 
Bonnie Venzlte last week when the 
board adopted an alternative suspen­
sion program. 

The program, which will require hir­
ing one staff person and one teacher's 
aide, is expected to cost approximately 
$18,250. 

The pilot program is designed to keep 
students in a normal school setting dur­

ing suspension periods up to 10 days. 
The program, which will be housed in a 
Centra] High School classroom, is 
scheduled to begin second semester. 
Superintendent Don Sheldon said. 

"This way they stay away from their 
peers. They have to earn their way 
bacic into the classroom," Venzlte 
noted. 

The suspended student will be with a 
supervising teacher in a classroom for 
the entire school day. All activities, in­
cluding lunch, will lake place in the 
classroom. 

Central High School was chosen 
because of its central location and ac­
cessibility to all four secondary schools. 
Transportation to and from Central will

be the responsibility of the suspended 
student and his or her parents or guar­
dian. 

The alternative suspension teacher 
would provide the curriculum for 
students assigned to the classroom for 
less than four days. Students assigned 
for longer periods would be responsible 

for completing malceup work assiped 
by their regular classroom teachers. 

Students cannot be assigned to the 
alternative suspension program more 
than twice per semester, Sheldon noted. 
Additional suspensions would tw served 
outside the school setting. 

The alternative suspension program 

is an option open to parents. If they 
choose to use the program, building 
principals will be responsible for 
assigning suspended students to the 
alternative program for a specific 
period of time. Principals also will be in 
charge of obtaining regular classroom 
worli for students assigned to the 
classroom for more than three days. 

A certified classroom teacher and 
one teacher's aide are necessary to 
staff the program, Sheldon explained. 
Salary for the teacher will be JIS.OOO 
per semester. Including the aide and 
materials, the total cost of the program 
was estimated at $18,250. 

After having been assigned to the pro­
gram, the parent and student must sign 

a contract, agreeing to the rules and 
regulations of the program. No tallcing 
is to be allowed in the alternative 
suspension classroom, except with 
specific permission of the supervisingĵ  
teacher. ^ 

Students in the program will be ex­
cluded from all extracurricular ac­
tivities and school assemblies while 
assigned to the alternative program. 
The program will run from 9 a.m. to 2 
p.m. 

Upon completing the specified period 
of time in the alternative program, the 
teacher will evaluate the student's per­
formance. Appropriate behavior in the^ 
program earns the student the right t^B 
return to the regular school schedule. ^

WALLED LAKE - Remodeling costs to create a 
television studio at Huron Valley's Lakeland High 
School may snag a community programming pro­
posal offered through Greater Media Cablevislon. 

To facilitate community programming, the Huron 
Valley and Walled Lake school districts have been 
asked to provide studio space. But a problem has 
developed over the estimated $75,000 needed to 
create a television studio at Lakeland High School. 

WalledJj&ke school officials estimate only 1500 for 
remodeling. 

"There are two things involved. One is the access 
studio. There is no problem if one district is yes and 
the other is no," said Greater Media Spokesperson 
Mac McCormack. "The other is the community pro­
gramming concept which is in combination with the 
districts.'; 

If Huron Valley decides not to provide space for 
the local access studio, McCormack said another 
location would be found. "At the same time the local 
programming proposal would be out," he added, 
because this proposal requires the participation of 
both districts. 

Huron Valley Schools Assistant Superintendent 
Michael Flanagan said the $75,000 estimate was 
based on comparable facilities in the area. 

"The studio would be in a shop area which has 
high ceilings," he said. "The cost could go up to 
$350,000 but $75,000 would give US what we need.'' 

Huron Valley does not offer television classes 
and, therefore, does not have existing studio space. 
Commerce Township cable representative Richard 
Olson said television courses were offered in Walled 
Lake Schools until budget cuts in recent years. 

As a result, remodeling at Walled Lake Western 
High School would consist of removing a wall. "We 
felt taking a wall out and making an L-shaped room 
would make the studio a better facility," Olson said. 

"The key is that it doesn't have to be opulent. The 
$75,000 sounds like a seat of the pants estimate." 

Flanagan conceded the costs might run less than 
the $75,000 estimate. Beyond the remodeling costs 
the program would need to be self-funded, he added. 

"If we buUd a studio there wlU be an instructional 
program and we will have to provide a teacher like 
any course," Flanagan said. "If we go into com­
munity programming due to the change In the facili­
ty, are we responsible for other costs? " 

Under the cable franchise agreement. Greater 
Media will provide staff for the community pro­
gramming and $450,000 for equipment. 

The Huron Valley Board of Education has not yet 
addressed the situation, Flanagan said. "The board 
has to look at the final cable offer on equipment and 
other support and then at the total program cost," 
he said. "If it is not going to cost us any more for the 
community programming, the board will need to 
decide if the remodeling cost is worth it." 

In reviewing the proposal for hidden costs, 
Flanagan said it appears the studio would not 
generate additional expense to the district. 

"The grant is strictly for equipment and Greater 
Media retains ownership," Olson said. "We did that 
on purpose so they would be responsible for repair 
and replacement." 

Greater Media needs direction from the West 
Oakland Cable Authority about the local access 
studio soon, according to McCormack. 

"We are in the process of designing our building 
and we don't need a large studio if we use school 
space," McCormack said. The Greater Media of­
fices and headquarters are expected to be located at 
the southeast comer of Commerce and Wise roads. 
The four-acre site is part of 34 acres owned by the 
Walled Lake School District. 

"We won't know about the property till the end of 
the month," McCormack added. "We go before the 
school board next week and before the township 
planning commission for a special exception permit 
later in the month."

Continued from WaUed Lake, l 
of misleading people that has gone 
on. This really doesn't stem from 
something specific in the last six 
months."

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Continued from Novi, 1 
primarily the result of a feeling that 
since Farmington Hills was planning 
offices, Novi "should have some 
too." 

"Whether all that land is logical or 
feasible in the area where it's plann­
ed has been of concern to us since the 
plan has been adopted," Calms said. 

Cairns added approval of the 
rezoning at this time would "outright 
destroy the Integrity of the master 
plan and make it more difficult for 
your consultant to defend you." 
Cairns said the master plan must be 
changed before a request such as the 

Orchard Hill Place proposal could be 
approved. 

However, he also noted that Farm­
ington Hills has proposed offices on 
the east side of Haggerty Road. 
"There is some merit to relating of­
fice to office," Calms said. He noted 
that the area proposed for rezoning 
may be an appropriate one to expand 
the city's office zoning, but the city 
does not yet have the Information It 
needs to make that determination. 

Joseph Gerak of Orchard HUl 
Place told planners that expanding 
his development would "place no de­
mand on the schools, create job op­
portunities, create the least objec-

tional use as far as the community 
environment and have the greatest 
impact for Improving the city. This 
has the least kind of impact on the 
community and the greatest 
benefit." 

Gerak said the city's master plan 
calls for approximately 3.5 percent of 
the city to eventually be developed as 
offices, but currently only one per­
cent of Novi has an office zoning 
classification. He pointed out that it 
makes sense to expand the city's of­
fice zoning next to Its existing office 
district. He also noted Orchard HUl 
Place is on the city's boundary, 
which Is traditionaly considered a 

good place to locate office 
developments. 

Planner Joseph Toth said he sup­
ported the rezoning request because 
he feels traffic In the area will be 
handled better if it develops with one 
developer. If the property develops 
resldentally, there would be no cen­
tralized traffic plan, Toth maintain­
ed. 

"If the property Is released we're 
getting an unknown. We have a quali­
ty developer with an established 
track record," Toth said. 

Planner Lee Mamola said he 
believed the rezoning would be an Im­
provement in the city's master plan. 

"Whenever we have a chance to Im­
prove the master plan, we should do 
It. This does effect office areas in 
other areas in the city, but the city 
has had problems trying to market 
those areas. This is a first class type 
of development. We have a unique 
opportunity. We're not going to move 
ahead unless we have something to 
start with." 

Planner Judy Johnson criticized 
petitions submitted by residents, say­
ing they were was worded in a way 
that nearly anyone would sign them. 
She also supported tabling the rezon­
ing request In order to study the mat­
ter further. 

Planners Kenneth Albers and 
Thomas Hoskinson also supported 
studying the matter further, while 
Phillip Manrlng supported the rezon-
Ing. ^ 

Briggs opposed the rezoning re­
quest on the grounds It Is a major 
deviation from the master plan."If 
we're going to have a plan, we owe it 
to the community to stick to it. Other­
wise it's like; 'What's this week's 
plan?' 

As more members appeared to 
support tabling the matter for fur­
ther study, Briggs told the planners 
that Gerak "didn't request a study, 
he requested a rezoning.'' 
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WALLED LAKE - AU Is not cream puffs and 
croissants when planning the arrival of 26 visitors 
from France. 

Thirty families in the Walled Lake area are hustl­
ing this month to finalize a three-week schedule of 
events for the French children, their teacher and 
their counselor, who all arrive February 29. To help 
fund special activities during their stay, the 30 host 
families are seeking support from the community. 

"The parents are responsible for all preparations 
for the exchange students' visit," Theresa Morris, 
coordinator for the parents group said. 

Immediately after sending over 550 letters to area 
businesses, the parents group received several 
positive responses. Lakeside Market in Walled Lake 
has offered to pay for the children's first field trip — 
to Greenfield Village March 6, Morris reported. In 
addition. Great Lakes Rvbber, Ryken Tvbe 
Manufacturing, Pioneer Precision Products and 
Shelter Globe, all of Walled Lake, have together 
contributed $500 to help cover program expenses. 

Morris has estimated about $2,300 will be needed 
to cover scheduled activities. Plans include a trip to 
Fort Maiden, Ontario, Jackson Space Center and 
Cranbrook School. Other expenses to be incurred In­
clude auditorium expenses for the French 
children's performance March 16 and bus transpor­
tation to the airport for their departure March 21.

Calandro said he was particularly pleased with 
the appointment of Schmid to the Community 
Development Advisory Council. 

"The advisory council is an oversight committee 
which makes recommendations to the board (of 
commissioners) for the expenditure of federal 
grants," said Calandro. "It's a particularly impor­
tant position, especially for someone from a growth 
community like Novi." 

Calandro also said he was pleased with the ap­
pointments of Gladden and Bish. Gladden is the 
founder of the Nov! Historical Society and currently 
serves as chairman of the city's Historical Commis­
sion. Bish is administrator of the Novi Public 
Library. 

Calandro said he is unsure whether Novi has had 
more residents on county boards and commissions 
in the past, but indicated that he will continue to 
push for more residents to serve on the county level 
in the future.

Ordinance No. 188 provides that weeds shall be cut as often as shall 
be sufficient during the months of May, June, July, August, and 
September, to prevent accumulation or growth of weeds, grass, brush, 
dead, dangerous, diseased or insect-infected trees or other rank, nox­
ious, poisonous or otherwise harmful vegetation to a height greater than 
eight (8) inches. When such growth or accumulation occurs in any subdivi­
sion in which buildings have been erected on sixty percent (60 percent) of 
the lots included In that subdivision, or when such growth or accumulation 
occurs on land along improved public street to a depth of two hundred 
(200) feet, or on land with n two hundred (200) feet of any structure design­
ed for human occupancy or use, is hereby determined to be detrimental to 
health, comfort, safety, and welfare of the inhabitants of the City and is 
hereby deemed to be a nuisance. 

If weeds are not cut on offending property, the City Is authorized to 
order the weeds to be cut and expenses incurred in carrying out provi­
sions of this Ordinance to be paid by the property owner, in the event that 
the cost of destroying such weeds remains uncollected by the 15th day of 
September, the City Council shall cause an assessment roil to be 
prepared by the Assessor in the same manner as other special 
assessments are made under the charter of the City of Wailed Lake.

AlUiough a worker participating in 
Uie protest outside Laneson's last 
monUi said Uie union has requested a 
6 percent raise for each of Uie Uiree 
years, Kurzman would not confirm 
or deny this. 

The workers' protest outside 
Laneson's was "appropriate action," 
Kurzman said. He suggested Uiey 
should conthiue wlUi such protests to 
brhig their situation to public atten­
tion, he added. 

Durhig March of 1979, Uie workers 
went on a Uiree-day strike after 
working eight months without a con­
tract. Then members of the 
American Federation of State, Coun­
ty and Municipal Employees 
(AFSCME), Uie DPW workers began 
their walkout over conflicts over 
cost-of-living allowances. 

A three-year contract was finally 
signed in May, 1979. The pact was 
retroactive to July 1, 1978, and 
granted workers a 10 percent raise 
during that first year and seven per­
cent each in the second and Uih-d 
years. 

That contract expired In June, 
1981, and the she-man department 
has been wlUiout a contract shice. 

The workers have since 
disassociated with AFSCME and 
formed their own union, Uie Walled 
Lake Municipal Employees Associa­
tion.

As with any issue that involves 
an expense to Walled Lake 
residents, the city council has 
discussed in exhaustive detail the 
proposed new water rate structure. 

While its members differ on 
many issues, the council con-
sistentently stands united when it 
comes to avoiding unneeded ex-
)ense to city residents. That's why 
axes have not increased in Walled 

^ake since 1981. When a one mill 
tax hike for 1983-84 was proposed, 
the council promptly discarded the 
notion. It was a relatively small in­
crease, but they were certain it 
could be avoided, and, indeed, they 
scrutinized the budget until they'd 
pared it back to the 1982-83 level. 

At times the council seems 
frugal to the point of debating spen­
ding issues to exhaustion. But we 
have seen no financial com­
mitments on the part of the Walled 
Lake City Council without due con­
sideration for those footing the bill 
— the taxpayers. 

That's why acceptine the new 
water rates has been a'struggle. 
The new rates will more than dou­
ble the average resident's water 
bill. Council members have tried to 
find something — anything — in the 
plan to lessen the dramatic effect 
on customers' bills. But the facts 
are plain, and the increases cannot 
be avoided. 

"Examining ... the existing 
conditions of the water depart­
ment, we find large deficits star­
ting this year and continuing into 
the future. A clearly unacceptable 
condition That was the state­
ment by City Engineer Alex 
Moiseeff after thoroughly anaylz-
ing the water department. He 
found inaccurate billings, inade­
quate user charges, unrealistic tap-
in fees, no surplus funds for 
emergencies or equipment repair 
and replacement, and no plan for 
future improvements. 

With firm resolve, the council 
has set aside this year as the year 
for turning around the water 
department. With better planning 
10 years ago, some of the problems 
could have been avoided. But the 
important thing at this point i^ for 
the mistakes to be corrected and a 
new course established. And that 
means rate increases. 

The first task was to remove 
from the city's general fund all 
water department expenses. By 
allocating one mill (about $52,400) 
to the water department, all tax­
payers — whether they used a 
large amount of water, a small 
amount of water, or no water at all 
— were supporting the water 
system m equal measure. Moiseeff 
proposes allocating all costs of 
operating the water system to 
those who use the water system. If 
this adjustment is made. City 

Manager J. Michael Dornan has 
noted that there should be a slight 
reduction in taxes — at least half a 
mill. 

The next step was adjusting the 
user fee. While Walled Lake water 
customers were paying an average 
$14-15 for water each quarter (bas­
ed on 25,000 gallons). Commerce 
water customers were paying 
about $33, Farmington Hills about 
$25 and Novi about $49. At about $16 
per quarter, Wixom, like Walled 
Lake, is "givmg water away," ac­
cording to Moiseeff. 

Moiseeff originally proposed 
hiking the user fee to 80 cents per 
1,000 gallons. At the council's prod­
ding, that was reduced to 60 cents 
per 1,000 gallons. Customers 
presently pay $8 for the first 10,000 
gallons and 45 cents for every 1,000 
gallons over that. 

Next Moiseeff dealt with the 
annual debt service charge. At the 
existing charge of $2 per quarter, 
the city was falling short of the 
needed revenue to cover its annual 
bond payments by over $100,000. 
The city used interest income and 
money from its user fees to make 
up the difference, leaving inade­
quate funds for operaton and 
maintenance. The proposed in­
crease to $8 per quarter will still 
fall short of the annual $148,000 
bond payment by about $20,000. 
Therefore, some interest income 
still will be needed to cover the an­
nual bond payment, but monies for 
operation and maintenance will not 
be depleted. 

Providing sufficient funds for 
operation and maintenance was the 
last major area of adjustment. 
Moiseeff estimated all costs involv­
ed in operating the water system, 
even if no water is sold. He includ­
ed costs that have never before 
been budgeted, such as regular 
repair and maintenance of the 
system. He included a percentage 
of the DPW superintendent's 
salary, and estimated percentages 
of clerical salaries. The customer's 
portion of these costs came out to 
about $12.50 per quarter. 

One other proposed adjustment 
will affect Walled Lake's water 
customers — not thehr bills, but the 
future quality of their water 
system. Moiseeff has suggested 
charging a one-time "System 
Benefit Fee" to be paid by all new 
water connections. Monies in this 
fund would be set aside for future 
improvements to the water system. 

The council has reviewed the 
proposed ra te adjustments 
thoroughly. Water customers 
should realize that the new charges 
have been scrutinized. The ad­
justments are needed to operate 
the system efficiently and to 
guarantee future improvements. 

A b a s i s f o r a c t i o n 

In much the same manner as 
an old-time revival preacher, 
David Toma rolled into Novi 
recently. 

Organizers report that positive 
results from Toma's appearance 
already are being felt. Youngsters 
have come forward to discuss non-
drug related problems with 
counselors. Lines of communica­
tions between young people and 
parents have been opened. 

The purpose of Toma's visit — 
to educate people about drug and 
alcohol abuse and to demonstrate 
the community is concerned 
enough about such problems to 
sponsor such an event — appears to 
have been achieved. 

The People Who Care Commit­

tee is to be congratulated for suc­
cessfully pulling together Toma's 
appearance in a short period of 
time. 

Whether Toma's presentation 
has the short range impact of a 
revival meeting where the new 
coverts are "saved" for a week or 
two and then revert back to their 
previous habits is now up to the 
community. 

Hopefully the community will 
continue to support the work which 
began with Toma's presentation. 
The group will need assistance as it 
works to develop on-going pro­
grams for substance abusers and 
their families, as well as further 
e d u c a t i o n a l p r o g r a m s for 
younsters and parents regarding 
drug use. 

O o p s , d o n ' t f o r g e t t i e l i p o r t s 

From our 'Meetings Can Be Fun' 
Department. 

There are 189 pages in the Propos­
ed Novi Zoning Ordinance. This little-
known fact comes to light because the 
Novi City Council is currently In the 
midst of a review of the whole thing. 
Section by section. Page by page. All 
189 pages. 

Now the average observer might 
think this is a meeting only an In­
somniac could love. As the uninitiated 

go through life, they may reject these meetings as tedious 
things to sit through, never realizing the consequence of the ac­
tion being taken in these sessions. 

They undoubtedly would not understand the importance of 
regulations keeping houses far enough apart from one another, 
providing enough parking for Industrial buildings and assuring 
that the right color bricks go up on buildings. They may not 
realize the ramifications of deciding whether pole bams can be 
banished forevermore from the city's commercial areas. 

But the zoning ordinance is the suburban Bible. It tells a 
builder what he can and cannot do. For a community that wants 
to foster only development of "the right stuff," decisions regar­
ding the zoning ordinance are of major significance. 

Take the section on building materials. After scanning the 
extensive list of materials Novi allows on buildings, council 
members were faced with the perplexing problem of figuring 
out if there is anything not allowed on buildings. Council 
members were assured that allowing glass products as an "ex­
terior finish material" does not mean coke bottles can be used, 
however. Beyond that council members determined the city 
allows just about everything but nylon, rayon and polyester 
buildings. 

The ordinance does prohibit "manufacturer's standard 
light weight and normal weight aggregate concrete masonry 
units," which are also known as old-fashioned concrete blocks. 

CouncU members also discussed accessory stuctures 
which, under provisions of the ordinance, are not to be confused 
with accessory buildings. 

What those accessory buildings are constructed of posed 
another problem. One proposal was that the accessory buildings 
be made of the same materials as the primary building. 
Foreseeing that a reflective glass-covered building might be re­
quired to have a miniature buUding with reflective glass behind 
it and the resultant triangulated glare of sunlight could set trees

ablaze for miles around, councU members scratched that idea. 
Whether the city would allow innovative types of construc­

tion such as those that are essentially large. Inflated balloons 
)osed another predicament. Somebody asked whether a large, 
nflated balloon would be required to have a little balloon for an 
accessory buUding. The planning consultant assured them no 
balloon buUdings, big or little, are allowed in Novi. 

Plodding right along, councU members became embroUed 
in a controversial debate over the amount of parking required 
for factories. It seems many of the industrial buildings In Novi 
are buUt and then sold to an industrial concern. The buUding has 
enough parking for a certain number of employees but, as 
business picks up, more employees are added and parking 
spaces are not. Employees start parking ail over the place, 
creating traffic problems. 

The formula used for calculating parking in other parts of 
the city, which is based on buUding size, doesn't work in this 
case because a 50,000 square-foot industrial warehouse could 
end up being required to have 300 parking spaces for its two 
employees. The councU argued over whether parking should be 
provided just in case the company expanded and outgrew its 
parking. After 20 minutes of debate councU members decided 
"this really doesn't deserve this much discussion" and the mat­
ter was dropped. 

Contrary to what might be expected, the new landscaping 
sections of the zoning ordinance wUl not require that trees be 
painted on the sides of all aluminum buildings which face major 
thoroughfares. But that's probably only because no one has 
thought of it. 

CouncU members also have yet to take up the problem of 
sun rights — a person's right to use the sun for solar energy. But 
someone did suggest It may be more Interesting to discuss sun 
"rites." Air rites are another matter entirely.

Continued from Novi, 1 
and gas lines formed, the country 
switched from large to small cars 
overnight. It's been shown that In 

panada where they didn't have gas 
~nes they kept Uieir big cars. 

"We got sloppy in our quality," 
Fraser continues. "In 1977 and '78 the 
auto companies were selling 
everything they could build. Dealers 
were selling every car. The plant 
manager's responsibility was to get 
as many cars out the door as he 
could. Priorities shifted, 

"Japan was building a good quality 
car and to be competitive American 

Ajmpanies had to improve, and they 
nave — substantiaUy. 

"The auto industry is trimmer, 
more profitable. During the next 
downturn they'll be able to absorb 
more without losing the tremendous 
amounts of money that was lost." 

As a result, Fraser predicts: 
"WiUlin a week they'll be reporting 
record profits and Uiey've done it on 
relatively low volumes. 

^Fraser also does not agree with 
^ose who believe union members, 
accustomed to rich contracts in Uie 
past, have simply become greedy. 

"Unions have made concessions.... 
There are situations when Uiey're not 
going to do it, when they thhik 
management is bluffing or Uiat Uiere 
are alternatives. And Uiere is a point 
beyond which people wUl not go. In a 
democratic union you've got to let the 
membership make Uiose decisions..., 

0"lt 's a matter of timing and 
strategy — not principle," Fraser 
continues. "It depends on the 
economic circumstances. When 
workers have high wages and good 
fringes, Uiere are situations where 
Uiey should take concessions. But 
when management tries to take ad­
vantage and exploit Uie workers, 
even when they are profitable, Uie

workers should resist. 
"In 1984 Uiere is no justification for 

concessions and the companies 
wouldn't be so bold as to ask for them 
In light of Uie profits they wUl report. 

For Fraser Uie labor movement is 
an integral part of a free society. 

"If you look around Uie world, 
wherever Uiere is a democratic coun­
try Uiere are free trade unions. 
Where there are no free trade unions 
Uiere is a totalitarian government. 
The first Uiing dictators do is destroy 
the labor movement.... 

He also is a firm believer in Uie 
labor movement as an Instrument for 
social change. 

"What is the union's role in socie­
ty? Some people in the union feel it's 
limited to putting money in the pay 
check and increasing fringe 
benefits.... 

"I've spent my enUre adult life in 
Uie labor movement and I wouldn't 
have spent Uve mhiutes of it Uiere if 
we hadn't taken Uie broader view of 
advocathig social change and helping 
the people of this nation," Fraser ex­
plains. 

"For example, if you go back far 
enough we fought for public educa­

tion. We were in Uie forefront of Uie 
struggle for civU liberties and civU 
rights. We worked for increasing the 
minimum wage, even Uiough none of 
our people work for minimum wage. 
The appropriate role of Uie union is a 
phUosophical argument. 

"That doesn't mean Uie unions 
always know what's best," Fraser 
adds. "We can't do it alone. We can't 
make someUihig happen without sup­
port. We have to have a coalition wiUi 
oUier segments of society." 

Fraser explahis Uiat when unions 
advocate changes the rest of society 
does not agree with, unions wUl not 
be able to put togeUier Uie coalition of 
support necessary to make it take 
place. "If you have outlandish ideas 
they aren't going to be supported." 

But, he adds: "The fact you're tak­
ing a minority pohit of view should 
never be discouraging. You buUd 
from that by convincing and per-
suadhig people. Maybe Uien Uie 
minority wUl become Uie majority." 

As Uie former leader of what has 
been described as one of the coun­
try's more liberal and socially-
conscious unions, Fraser many years 
ago was dubbed a "self-proclaimed 
ultra-liberal." With a laugh, Fraser 

now dismisses the label, saying it's 
meaningless. He says his politics 
could be described as liberal, but he 
sees Uiem as "progressive." 

"1 like to view myself as a 
'pragmaUc Idealist.' The important 
Uiing in life is to have Uie abUity to 
change. Too many people are wedded 
to history. You have to change wlUi 
Uie times and events. You have to be 
ready to change. 

"One Uilng about Uie changes in 
the world in the last couple of 
decades is Uiat change comes about 
more quickly and profoundly," he 
continues. "That makes it more im­
portant to review decisions and cor­
rect Uiem if necessary. You have to 
be flexible, you can't be a captive of 
history. That's one of Uie secrets to 
successful government and leader­
ship. 

Having led an organization Uiat 
once counted 1.5 million members, 
Fraser has a number of views on 
leadership. 

"The role of a leader is first to lead, 
not simply react, express and vote 
the wish of the constituent. 
Sometimes you have to take chances 
and get out ahead. When you're hi a 
leadership position you have more 
knowledge available to you. 

As an example of a risk he took, 
Fraser notes he marched wiUi Mar­
tin LuUier King at a time when UAW 
members in Uie souUi would not have 
approved. 

"At thnes Uiere is a test of leader­
ship," he says. He cites Michigan's 
tax increase as one of those tests. 

"PhU Mastin and David Serotkin 
were absolutely right supporting It. 
But Uiey paid Uie price of leadership. 
They took a risk and paid for it." 

Fraser served on a state commis­
sion composed of representatives of 
diverse political vlewpohits which 
reviewed Uie state's fiscal position.

NOVI - If you're one of Uiose people 
who has been parking in Uie bus drives 
while attending functions at any Novi 
elementary or secondary school, here's 
a warning — don't do it anymore, 

The school board last week adopted a 
city ordinance designed to protect 

Alool property. 
The ordinance itself is fairly routine. 

For example, it makes it unlawful for 
any person to "enter a school buUding 
or school grounds without authority" or 
"to refuse to depart from a school 
bulldhig or school grounds after havUig 
been dhrected to depart therefrom by 

Uie chief admhiistrator or Uie prin­
cipal...." 

Superhitendent Robert Plwko ex­
plahied Uiat Uie advantage of adopthig 
the ordinance is Uiat it makes offenses 
a part of the crimhial code and enables 
school officials to summon police when 
enforcement action is needed. 

However, board members believe 
Uiat one section of Uie ordinance is 
bound to create problems. SpeclflcaUy, 
Uiey are concerned with a section which 
makes it unlawful for anyone to park 
"...In any area designated for Uie 
loadUig or dlscharghig of pupUs from 

school buses...." 
The problem, noted Trustee Robert 

Schram, is that Uie bus turn-around 
areas are one of Uie most popular park­
ing areas at every school. 

"It happens at every school," said 
Schram. "The bus turn-around areas 
are Uie most popular parking spots for 
people coming hi after school or at 
night because they're so close to the 
buUdhig. 

"We have to do someUihig to let Uie 
public know Uiat Uiey could be ticketed 
If Uiey park Uiere hi Uie future." 

Trustee Sharon Pelchat added that 

Uie bus turn-around areas also are tire 
lanes, makhig Uie "no parting" restric­
tion aU Uie more important. 

Plwko suggested Uiat word wUl 
spread quickly as soon as one person Is 
ticketed for parking hi Uie bus turn­
around areas. In addition, Trustee 
GUbert Henderson noted Uiat Uie areas 
already are posted wiUi "no parking" 
signs. 

"We have 'no parUng' signs and Uiat 
ought to be enough," he said. "Anyone 
who parks hi a 'no-parking' area 
shouldn't get too upset if he receives a 
ticket."

Videomat machine rents movies on video cassettes 

V i d e o r e n t a l b u s i n e s s 

u s e s v e n d i n g m a c h i n e

Renting home video cassette ver­

sions of major motion pictures just 
got a lot easier - and cheaper - for 
patrons of a new computerized ven­
ding machine placed on a trial basis 
in a Northville store. 

Handy Video, Inc., a Southfield-
based corporation, is counting on the 
ease of access and lack of club 
membership fees to draw business 
to its Videomat machine located at 
the Northville Arbor Drug store. 
v-The machine, manufactured in 

Connecticut by Essex Enterprises, 
operates in much the same way as 
the electronic teller devices for 
banlcing transactions. 

"These are going to be distributed 
nationwide," said Handy Video 
marketing director Howard 
Periman. "Right now they are plac­
ed on a trial basis in two Michigan 
locations and a couple others in Ver­
mont." 

The metropolitan Detroit area, he 
said, was chosen as one that gives "a 
'very good reflection of consumer 
response." Choosing to place the 
machines in convenience locations, 
Periman added, the firm approach­
ed both Arbor Drugs and Fanner 
Jack's grocery chain to arrange 
locations. 

Farmer Jack's chose an east side 
location and Arbor the Northville 
store, based on traffic volume and 
demographics. 

"We share a percentage of the 
gross with the store, in exchange for 
the space (only nine square feet) but 
what they're really counting on is 
that the machine will draw addi­
tional traffic," he explained. 

Periman said another 30 machines 

will be installed in Michigan starting 
about two months from now. 
'Guided through each step by in­
structions appearing on a small 
video display screen, customers in­
sert a Mastercard or Visa in the ap­
propriate slot, punch in the code 
number of the selected video 
cassette (VHS or Beta formats) and 
receive the tape and a receipt. 

The receipt shows rental rates ($4 
the first day, $2 each day thereafter, 
plus Michigan sales tax), date and 
time the transaction was made, and 
the credit card number. If there has 
been an error, the tape can be 
returned within 10 minutes and there 
will be no charge. 

Assuming the customer accepts 
the tape, the built-in computer 
begins clocking the rental time. To 
return a tape, the customer simply 
Inserts a credit card (not necessari­
ly the one used to remove the tape -
a friend or relative could drop it off 
and use a different card), and a 
drawer opens into which the tape is 
dropped. The machhie reads a bar 
code to verify that the tape is return­
ed and memorizes the information 
for inventory purposes. 

Another receipt is produced, show­
ing the rental charge (the first day is 
timed at 25 hours, to allow for poten­
tial delays in making the return) and 
the original credit card number. The 
charge is made to the credit car via 
a telephone link to the machine. 

"Some people are a little afraid of 
it at first," Periman said, "but it's 
really very easy to use. All you need 
is a credit card and to know how to 
read. And a VCR, of course.

S e w o w n e r s e x p a n d r o l e o f c e n t e r

When Bob and Connie Schott opened Highland 

Pines School and Day Care September 7, 1983, 
clients of the former center noticed some "big" 
changes. 

The playground equipment was painted and per­
manently stabilized in cement; the inside had 
undergone remodeling; and, all was spit-spot clean. 
The big change, however, was epitomized by the the 
word "school". 

Bob and Connie agree that neither of them could 
run a babysitting service where children could be 
dropped off, spend time, and be picked up. "We 
want a chance to make a difference," Bob said. 

"That is basically why we chose the area near the 
former Duck Lake Elementary School as the loca­
tion for our center. This is an area where children 
need what we have to offer," Bob explained. "We 
could have opened in West Bloomfield or Royal Oak 
and made more money for our services, but here we 
have a challenge and an opportunity to make a liv-
higaswell." 

The center is at 5085 Duck Lake Road, Highland. 
It is open Monday through Friday from 6:30 a.m. to 
6 p.m. 

Enrollment can be daily for pre-schoolers whose 
parents work, or only for scheduled school days for 
pre-schoolers whose parents want their child to at­
tend pre-kindergarten development classes. 
Classes are Monday and Wednesday for one group 
and Tuesday and Thursday for another. Highland 
Pines is one of few centers accepting bifants. 

Connie has a college degree in social work and 12 
college hours in child development. She was a social 
worker with the Farmington schools and director of 
the Myasthenia Gravis office in Mount Cannel 
Hospital. She is director of the Highland Pines 
center and Bob business manager. 

There are five employees. All were chosen by Bob 
and Connie for expertise with children, and all 
receive on-the-job training from Connie. 

A school day at Highland Pines begins at 9 a.m. 
with free play. At 9:20, Connie takes attendance, 
followed by finger play or a flannel board story. 
Then the children break up into groups to par­
ticipate hi activities at four or five interest tables. 
Connie says she tries to have a craft table, a science 
table, an alphabet recognition table and a pre-math 
table daily. Often, she has the water table where the 
children subconsciously learn while playing in 
water. "They love it!" Bob laughed. 

The schedule for the children on the day-care pro­
gram begins with breakfast at 7:30 a.m. Day-care 
children get two meals and two snacks daily while 
pre-school children receive one snack. Day-care 
children can nap from 1 until 3 p.m. Each child has 
his own bed every day and his own linens and 
blanket.

Most meals are cooked from scratch by the 
employees. Bob has installed a large freezer in the 
kitchen so he can take advantage of grocery sales 
and so the cooks have fresh food available for 
snacks and meals.

, Many married couples nowadays have a hard 
time makhig ends meet. And, wiUi tax fUhig season 
upon us, Uiey need to get Uie best deal Uiey can from 
Uie IRS. When it comes to taxes, Uiat means takhig 
advantage of what Uie law aUows, advises Uie 
Michigan Association of CPAs. 

The most slgniUcant tax break Uiis year is Uie 
deduction for married workhig couples. It has 

I doubled since last year. If you and your spouse fUe a 
joint return, you can deduct up to 10 percent from 
Uie salary of Uie lowest-paid spouse. The maximum 
deduction is $3,000. 

Last year, when married workhig couples could 
have received as much as $1,500 for Uie marital 
deducton, two mUlion couples faUed to claim it. If 
you are among them, fUe an amended retiun to get 
your deduction, plî s interest. The IRS is payhig 11 
percent hiterest (compounded daUy) for Uie 
overlooked deductions, and Uie Interest paid is com­
puted from your fUhig deadline of last year. 

Here's how Uie marital deduction works. If Bob 
eamed $20,000 hi 1983 and Linda's salary was 
$15,000, Uiey can deduct $1,500 (10 percent) from 
Lhida's salary if Uiey fUe johiUy. Keep hi mhid Uiat 
contributions to IRAs and Keoghs, as weU as 

R e f u n d to be reported 

Some taxpayers need to 
report 1982 state and local 

•
hicome tax refunds on 
Uieir federal tax returns, 
Uie IRS notes. 

This applies to tax­
payers who itemized 
deductions Uie previous 
year and claimed state 
and local taxes as an 
deduction. Refunds, 
credits or offsets for a tax 
paid hi a year when not 
claimed as an itemized 

.deduction do not have to 
9 be reported. 

In its hicreased en­
forcement effort, IRS ex­

pects to match aU data 
from state and local 
governments in this 
reporting program. 
Because states wUl be 
sendhig Uie hiformatlon 
on refunds to Uie federal 
government using 
magnetic tape, Uie mat-
chhigwUI be easier. 

Worksheets hi the tax 
package and publication 
525 help figure the 
amount or part of the re­
fund to be reported as hi­
come. The worksheet hi 
publication 525 is most 
appropriate for Michigan 
taxpayers. 

bushiess expenses, must be subtracted from gross 
Income before makhig Uie deduction. 

Though Uie marital deduction provides an easy-
to-get tax break, some couples may get even bigger 
breaks if they fUe separate returns and take ad­
vantage of oUier tax laws. Just a few minutes of 
simple computations can help you see which option 
Is best, CPAs say. 

To Ulustrate, take a look at Uiis year's tougher 
medical deduction formula. 

Now you may deduct only unreimbursed medical 
expenses Uiat exceed five percent of your hicome (it 
used to be Uiree percent). Furthermore, you may no 
longer deduct $150 separately for medical hisurance 
premiums you paid; Uiey're to be hicluded wiUi 
your overaU medical expenses. 

In Bob and Lhida's case, wiUi combined hicome of 
$35,000, Uiey can deduct any medical expenses 
above $1,750 (five percent) if Uiey fUe joinUy. 
Because Linda incurred $3,000 hi medical expense, 
Uiey are entiUed to a $1,250 deduction if Uiey fUe 
johiUy. 

If Uiey fUe separately, however, Lhida alone is en-
UUed to a $2,250 deduction ($3,000 mbius five per­
cent of her Income). Shice Uie $2,250 deduction is 
greater Uian Uie $1,500 marital deduction, it may 
pay for Bob and Lhida to fUe separate returns. 
Always figure it out boUi ways, CPAs say, because 
Uiere are many factors hivolved, hicludhig a higher 
tax rate for separate returns. 

One of Uie best ways for a married couple to cut 
taxes is to open two IRAs. Two wage earners can 
stash away up to $4,000 a year hi Uieh- Individual 
Retirement Accounts and avoid payhig taxes on 
Uiat amount untU Uie money is wlUidrawn. The prin­
cipal is tax-deductible and Uie hiterest it earns is 
tax-deferred. 

Married couples wlUi chUdren may be eligible for 
a ChUd and dependent care tax credit if Uiey paid so­
meone to watch Uieh: chUdren whUe Uiey were at 
work or attendhig school full-thne. If your chUd is 
under 15 years old or if you have anoUier dependent 
who cannot care for hhnself or herself, you may 
qualify for Uie credit. 

The credit is allotted, on a slidhig scale. For 
famUies wiUi an income of $10,000 or less, a 30 per­
cent credit may be clahned on chUd or dependent 
care expenses of up to $2,400 for one chUd and $4,800 
for two or more chUdren.

Many married couples 
nowadays have a hard 
time making ends meet. 
And, with tax filing 
season upon us, they need 
to get the best deal they 
can from the IRS. 

When it comes to taxes, 
that means taking ad­
vantage of what the law 
allows, says the Michigan 
Association of Certified 
Public Accountants. 

The most significant 
tax break this year is the 
deduction for married 
working couples. It has 
doubled since last year. 

If you and your spouse 
worked and file a joint 
return you can deduct up 
to 10 percent from the 
salary of the lower-paid 
spouse. The maximum 
deduction is (3,000. 

Last year, when mar­
ried working couples 
could have received as 
much as 11,500 for the 
marital deduction, two 
million couples failed to 
claim it. If you are among 
them, file an amended 
return to get your 
deduction-plus interest. 

The IRS is paying II 
percent interest (com­
pounded daily) for the 
overlooked deductions, 
and the interest paid is 
computed from your fil­
ing deadline of last year. 

Here's how the marital 
deduction works. If Bob 
eamed 120,000 inl983 and 
Linda's salary was 
(15,000, they can deduct 
$1,500 (10 percent) from 
Linda's salary if they file 
jointly. 

Keep in mind, however, 
that contributions to IRAs 
and Keoghs, as well as 
business expenses must 
be subtracted from your 
gross income before mak­
ing the 10 percent deduc­
tion. 

Though the marital 
deduction provides an 
easy-to-get tax break, 
some couples may get 
even bigger breaks if they 
file separate and take ad­
vantage of other tax laws. 

Just a few minutes of 
simple computations can 
help you see which option 
is best. 

.To illustrate, take a 
closer look at this year's 
tougher medical deduc­
tion formula. 

Now, you may deduct 
only unreimbursed 
medical expenses that ex­
ceed five percent of your 
income (it used to be 
three percent). Further­
more, you may no longer 
deduct $150 separately for 
medical insurance 
premiums you paid; 
they're to be included 
with your overall medical 
expenses. 

In Bob and Linda's 
case, with they combined 
income of $35,000, they 
can deduct any medical 
expenses above $1,750 
(five percent) if they file 
jointly. 

Because Linda incur­
red $3,000 in medical ex­
penses, they are entitled 
to a $1,250 deduction if 
they fUe jointly. 

If they file separately, 
however, Linda is.entltled 
to a $2,250 deduction 
($3,000 minue five per­
cent of her'income). 

Since the $2,250 deduc­
tion is greater than the 
$1,500 marital deduction, 
it may pay for Bob and 
Linda to file separate 
returns. 

Always figure it out 
both ways, because there 
are many factors involv­
ed, including a higher tax 
rate for separate returns. 

One of the best ways for 
a married couple to cut 

taxes is to open two In­
dividual Retirement Ac­
counts. 

Two wage earners can 
stasli away up to $4,000 a 
year in their IRAs and 
avoid payhig taxes on 
that amount until the 
money is withdrawn. The 
pr inc ipa l is tax-
deductible and the in­
terest it earns is tax-
deferred. 

Married couples with 
children may be eligible 
for the child and depen­
dent care tax credit if 
they paid someone to 
watch their children 
while they were at work 
or attending school full-
time. 

If your child is under 15, 
or i f you have another 
dependent who cannot 
care for him or herself, 
you may qualify for the 
credit. 

The credit is allotted «n 
a sliding scale. For 
families with an income 
of $10,000 or less, a 30 per­
cent credit mayjje claim­
ed on child or dependent 
care expense of up to 
$2,400 for one child and up 
to $4,800 for two or more 
children. 

So, a couple with an in­
come of $10,000 or less 
who paid $2,400 to care for 
their child can subtract 
$720 from their tax bUl. 
The maximum credit for 
two or more children 
would be $1,440. 

As income increases to 
$28,000 and more, the 
credit decreases to 20 per­
cent Of expenses. The 
maximum tax credit for 
one child at that level is 
$480 and $960 for two or 
more ChUdren.
