NOVI — A proposed amendment to 
the Novi City Charter dealing with 
primary elections was adopted by 
voters in the primary election yester­
day (Tuesday). 

Voters approved an amendment to 
Section 3.17 of the city charter. 
Formerly, Section 3.17 required a 
primary to nominate candidates to 
all elective offices whenever the 
number of candidates was twice the 
number to be elected. The charter as 
amended requires a primary 
whenever the number of candidates 
is more than three times the number 
of vacancies. 

The amendment was passed by a 
margin of 630 to 466. Some 1,395 of the 
city's 15,079 registered voters cast 

ballots — a voter turnout of approx­
imately 9.25 percent. 

As a result, the city will be re­
quired to hold primaries in the future 
only when the number of candidates 
is more than three times the number 
of positions to be filled. 

City officials decided to put the pro­
posed charter amendment before the 
voters as a result of low voter tur­
nouts in past primaries. 

The question was placed on the 
ballot despite an opinion from the 
state attorney-general's office which 
stated the proposal Is in violation of 
state election law. The attorney-
general's office twice has ruled that 
the city can eliminate the primary 
totally, but if a primary is held, it 

must be held whenever the number of 
candidates exceeds twice the number 
of vacancies to be filled. 

The attorney-general's opinion 
means that future elections could be 
subject to a court challenge. Anyone 
who believes they have been aggriev­
ed by the new procedure may 
challenge the city's charter provision 
by filing suit before the particular 
election. 

City Attorney David Fried has ad­
vised the council that he believes the 
attorney-general's opinion is Incor­
rect. Fried maintains the attorney-
general's office used the wrong sec­
tion of state election law in reviewing 
the legality of the proposed charter 
amendment.

NOVI — Parents will have an opportunity to select 
which elementary school their children will attend under 
a new policy approved by the Novi Board of Education. 

Specifically, the board voted 4-1 last week to adopt a 
policy which stales: "It shall by the policy of the Novi 
School District to allow parents the option of selecting the 
elementary building, other than the assigned building by 
attendance area, their child will attend at the time of en­
trance into the kindergarten program." 

Board President Robert Schram and Trustees Joan 
Daley, Sharon Pelchat and Norman Miller voted to adopt 
the policy, while Michael Meyer cast the lone dissenting 
vote. Trustees Gilbert Henderson and Ron Milam .were 
absent. 

The new policy grew out of a recommendation !rom the 
Task Korce on Excellence in Education and will be ini-
piemeiiled for the 1984-85 school year. 

Under the new policy, parents may decide which school 

their child will attend at the time the child enters 
kindergarten. During the 1984-85 school year only, 
however, a parent may request that any child in grades 1-
4 be assigned to a different elementary school. Parents 
with children in grades 1-4 who would like their children to 
be assigned to a different school this year must send a let­
ter to the receiving school by August 15. 

Meyer said he opposed the policy because he did not 
understand the reason for it. "I think we have excellent 
teaching staff at all our schools," said Meyer. "1 don't 
understand why parents wouldn't want their children to 
go to the same school as the other children in the 
neighborhood." 

When Meyer asked about the possibility "for a rur'' on 
one specific school, Superintendent Robert Piwko said he 
did nol foresee ii.

NOVI — Motorists will have to grin 

and bear the construction on 1-96 for 
at least four more months, according 
to Project Engineer Dick Kluck. 

The project, which has tied traffic 
in knots all summer, Is scheduled to 
be finished by November 15. Kluck 
said final elean-up and guard rail 
work will not be completed until next 
spring, but the part of the job which 
requires closing lanes will be com­
pleted this year. 

The Michigan Department of 
Transportation is overseeing three 
simultaneous construction projects, 
Kluck reported. 

Within a six-mile stretch from one 
mile east of Viixom Road to the junc­
tion of M-102 and 1-696, asphalt Is be­
ing resurfaced, concrete is being 
replaced and concrete work 
underneath the Beck Road and Wix­
om Road bridges is being repaired. 
Total cost of all three projects is 
estimated at approximately $4.7 
million. 

Depending on the work being done 
each day, the number of construction 
workers ranges from eight to 20. 
Motorists, especially truck drivers, 
have not been especially cooperative 
as they drive through the construc­
tion zone, according to Kluck. He 
said trucks travelling at high speeds 
through the construction area make 
the job hazardous for workers. 

"We're concerned about the safety 
of the workmen," Kluck said. 

So far workers have laid two layers 
of asphalt from one mile west of Wlx-

NOVI - Superintendent Robert 
Piwko has received "outstanding" 
grades from the Novi Board of 
Education on his annual evaluation. 

Although Piwko failed to earn 
"straight A's" In every category, the 
superintendent's annual evaluation 
was marked by ratings of "outstan­
ding" in virtually every area. 

Board members assessed the 
superintendent's performance in 
seven areas: relationship with the 
board, community relations, staff 
and personnel relations, educational 
leadership, business and finance, 
maintenance and personal qualities. 

A grade of 5 was given for outstan­
ding, 4 for good, 3 for average, 2 for 
needs improvement, 1 for unaccep­
table and NA for unable to evaluate. 

Out of 357 total responses, Piwko 
received 248 "outstandings," 89 
"goods," six "averages" and 14 
NA's. There were no "needs im­
provements" or "poors" on his 
evaluation. 

He received a grade of 4 or 5 on 50 
of the 51 items rated on the evalua­
tion and his overall evaluation was a 
4.7. 

Piwko received his highest grade 

(4.87) in the area of Educational 
Leadership and his lowest grade 
(3.6) in the area of Maintenance. 

Other grades on his annual report 
card were 4.77 for Personal Qualities, 
4.74 for Staff and Personnel Rela­
tions, 4.62 for Relationship with the 
Board, 4.6 for Community Relations 
and 4.33 for Business and Finance. 

Piwko said he felt "extremely 
good" about the perceptions of the 
board. "Overall, I'm very pleased 
with the process and the outcome of 
the evaluation," he said. "I feel 
we've made progress in addressing 
the goals we developed last year, and 
I think that's what the board was In­
dicating on its evaluation." 

Following is a breakdown of 
Piwko's performance in each of the 
seven areas on the evaluation: 

• "Relationship with the Board" 
was evaluated with 14 different ques­
tions. Piwko received straight S's on 
two of them: (1) maintains the con­
fidentiality of discussions with board 
members and (2) refrains from 
criticism of individual or group 
members of the board. 

His lowest grades under "Relation­
ship with the Board" were a 4.1 for

In the case of McDonald's, it 
means the difference between ap­
proval and denial of its plans for a 
restaurant on the city's southern 
border. 

Plans for a McDonald's restaurant 
at Eight Mile and Haggerty Road, 
which had been shot down by the Zon­
ing Board of Appeals (ZBA), receiv­
ed preliminary site plan approval 
from the planning board August 1. 

McDonald's became eligible for 
site plan approval two days earlier 

when the city council adopted revi­
sions to the zoning ordinance. Under 
the revised ordinance, setback re­
quirements for a freeway-service 
district were reduced, clearing the 
way for approval of McDonald's 
plans. 

Planning Consultant Charles 
Cairns told the board August 1 the 
freeway-service district In the new 
zoning ordinance no longer requires 
75-foot setbacks and now is similar to 
a general business district. "There is 
no longer a problem with the set­
backs and the plan meets ail other re­

quirements. Concerns regarding 
stacking space in the parking lot 
have been addressed; we're satisfied 
there is sufficient stacking space. 
The site plan is in order and can be 
given approval," he said. 

Planners voted 6-0 to grant 
preliminary site plan approval. Plan­
ners Riley Richard, Gary Phillips 
and chairperson William Briggs 
were absent.

NOVI - The family, carrying suit­

cases, stands on the front porch while 
Dad turns the key in the lock. They 
are home from vacation. 

As the door opens they are greeted 
by the sight of a ransacked home — 
the contents of closets on the floor, 
drawers rummaged and household 
Items in disarray. 

It could be a scene out of an in­
surance commercial. Unfortunately, 
all too often, it is real life. 

With vacation season in full-swing, 
police note steps can be taken to 

reduce the chance of a break-In that 
brings an unhappy ending to a vaca­
tion. 

"A lot of things, like pinning the 
windows, are things homeowners can 
do themselves, and they are inexpen­
sive," according to Al Rasmussen of 
the Novi Police Department. Do-it-
yourself safety measures appear 
esi)eclally inexpensive in light of the 
cost of replacing stolen items. 

Sometimes victims have ignored 
the obvious: close and lock all doors 
and windows, including those in the 

garage. Rasmussen recommends 
single-cylinder deadboit locks with a 
bolt that extends at least one inch 
from the edge of the door (a one-inch 
throw.) Both door and window locks 
are available at hardware stores. 

Valuables such as jewelry, coins or 
stamp collections should be stored in 
a safe deposit box off the premisis. 
Guns also are a favorite item for 
thieves and police recommend they 
be hidden or stored in a locked case. 

"Tell one or two close neighbors 
you're leaving; limit it to thdt," 

Rasmussen warns. "Make sure you 
know who is watching your home." 
He also advises against as)cing a 
neighbor to house-watch who has 
teenage children with whom you are 
unfamiliar. 

"Most break-ins are committed by 
people from the area, usually one or 
two young men working together," 
Rasmussen explained, "Most break-
ins are committed by someone 
familiar with the people who live in 
the neighborhood." 

Other burglars are those who 

travel subdivisions looking for homes 
that are obviously vacant, "One of 
the people we recently apprehended 
was an Individual living in Livonia 
who said he looks for houses where it 
appears no one is home," Rasmussen 
said. 

Police warn residents that an emp­
ty house is a tempting target for 
burglars. Steps should be taken to 
assure your home does not look va­
cant.

Planners did 
not have time lo work on' the ordinance 
during that period, but completed their 
v.'ork and sent the ordinance to council 
for approval earlier this year.

luiueen 1975 and 1981 the city 
„(i(ipied several amendments to tlie or-
(ii/i.iiice which needed to be compiled 
I'lio a single text. 
Additionally, the city asked for stan­

dards to regulate mobile homes in sub­
divisions, to improve landscaping, to 
provide screening controls and to pro­
vide new regulations for the city's of­
fice district. 

"Performance standards of the zon­
ing ordinance are more comprehensive 
with regard to architectural control, 
landscaping and screening re­
quirements," Cairns told the council in 
presenting the revised ordinance. 

He said one of the expanded sections 
in the new ordinance deals with land­
scaping. Property owners now must 
plant landscaping that screens from the 
outset, Formerly, they could plant trees 

and shrubs that would provide screen­
ing after a number of years. Additional­
ly, it is no longer adequate to screen Uie 
front of a building - all sides must be 
screened from view, 

"Architecturally, people will have to 
be more cognizant of screening and 
building materials," Cairns said. 

He noted that the city has created a 
schedule of acceptable building 
materials which lists the types of 
materials suggested for the appearance 
they can contribute to a building. The 
schedule also details the percentage of 
specific building materials which can 
be used on buildings. 

The revised ordinance is geared 
toward relating land uses on the site to 
land uses on adjacent sites. Land uses 
must now relate with respect to func­
tion, as well as the horizontal and ver­
tical planes, Cairns said. 

Additionally, revisions to the or­
dinance have eliminated a grandfather 
clause which allowed some industrial 
properties to expand their outdoor 
storage. Previously, property rezoned 
from heavy to light industrial was 
allowed to maintain and expand its out­
door storage if neccessary. The grand­
father clause was used as an incentive 
to industrial property owners for pro­
viding screening, 

"The city tightened and eliminated 
certain elements of the ordinance that 
were somewhat generalized or per­
missive in an effort to improve the 
quality of land use development within 
a district," Cairns said. 

Another change increases the set­
backs belween commercial buildings in 
general commercial areas. 

Olher changes in the ordinance deal 
strictly with language. The titles of 
some zoning districts were changed to 
create more continuity in the ordinance 
without changing restrictions applying 
to the districts, Cairns said. For exam­
ple, the name of small farms residen­
tial district (R-l-F) was changed to 
residential agricultural (RA), but there 
was no change in the district's regula­
tions.

It is made up of 
elected officials, local government 
representatives, public interest groups, 
private citizens and private business 
and industry representatives, 

A member of SEMCOG for eight 
years, Hoyer was reappointed recently 
to a one-year term. 

NOVI - An anonymous tip line into the local 
police department has proven successful in pro­
viding good leads in at least three criminal cases, 
according lo Novi police. 

But police are concerned some residents are us­
ing the line in cases when the emergency line should 
be used, especially in cases when suspicious 
vehicles or subjects are seen. 

"The only problem we've experienced so far is 
that people have called the line when they should 
have called our emergency or business line," Detec­
tive Ralph Fluhart said. 

Most of the time the tip line is nol manned and 
messages are tape recorded to be answered at a 
later time. Those messages often are not played 
back until 12 hours later. Fluhart said. 

"If you're calling in something that needs im­

mediate police response, it definitely should not be 
called in on the tip line," Fluhart said. 

Fluhart said residents who call the lip line instead 
of the emergency line probably do so because they 
do not believe the case is serious enough to be con­
sidered an emergency. 

But residents calling to report suspicious cir­
cumstances have solved more than one breaking 
and entering case, Fluhart said. "A lot of B&Es 
have been solved exactly that way. We'll get a call 
of a suspicious car, and when the officers pull it over 
they'll find stolen property." 

Fluhart speculated some people calling in 
emergencies on the tip line want to retain their 
anonymity. Complainants can retain their anonymi­
ty when calling police in emergency cases, but 
police discourage the practice. 

"We need witnesses and we need citizen involve­
ment lo help prevent crimes and apprehend 
criminals," explained Officer Al Rasmussen. 

Police also said a complainant may be asked to 
leave his telephone number in case of an emergen­
cy. As the situation progresses, the complainant 
will be called back to determine what changes have 
occurred. That way police officers can be advised 
what is happening and will know what to expect 
when they arrive at the scene. 

Otherwise the tip line, known as "Drop a Dime on 
Crime," has proven successful, according to ' 
Fluhart. "We've received three anonymous tips 
that were accurate and we were able to use " 
Fluhart said. 

Those wishing lo give anonymous tips to the 
police department may call 349-6887. In emercencv 
cases, call 348-0911. 

WALLED LAKE - A question about 
which firm should engineer the plans 
for completing the Walled Lake Sewage 
Treatment Plant temporarily has 
delayed progress in design of the pro­
ject. 

Walled Lake and Novi officials both 
passed a resolution in June informing 
Oakland County of their Interest in pur­
suing construction of the third and last 
treatment tank at the 12-year-old facili­
ty. The resolution specifically stated 
Novi's consulting engineers, JCK and 
Associates of Clarkston, would be the 
design engineers. Walled Lake's con­
sulting engineers, Spalding, DeDecker 
and Associates of Madison Heights 
would review the plans as they are 
developed, according to the mutually-
approved resolution. 

However, Walled Lake officials now 
have raised the question as to which 
engineering firm Is more qualified to do 
the design work. JCK and Associates 
recently has lost three engineers to 
other consultant firms. In a letter to 
Novi City Manager Edward Kriewall, 
Walled Lake City Manager J. Michael 
Dornan last week suggested both 
engineering firms submit their 
qualifications for completing the pro­
ject. 

"It's really a prudent thing to do," 
Walled Lake's engineer Alex Moiseeff 
said of the request. 

Cily Manager Edward Kriewall said 
Novi's engineering consultants were 
responding to the request for qualifica­
tions. 

As soon as the cities resolve whose 
engineering firm will head up the pro­
ject, design plans could be completed in 
about two months, Moiseeff suggested. 

Including the bidding process, con­
struction of the third tank would take 
about 6-8 months "with no complica­
tions," he added. 

Rapid development in Novi and soar­
ing sewer bills in Walled Lake led the 
two communities to pursue completion 
of their jointly-owned treatment plant. 
The plant was built in tlie early 1970s 
under a contract wllh Oakland County. 
The county agreed to provide a total of 
C.OOO capacity units in the plant - 3.000 
units for each city. 

The plant was designed for three 
treatment tanks, but It was decided at 
the time of construction that only two 
tanks were needed. The money for the 
third tank was left in an escrow account 
with the county where it has collected 
interest for about 12 years. The account 
now contains approximately $1,212 
million, accordmg to Donald Ringler, 
manager of the county's sewer, water 
and solid waste division. 

According to Novi's Engineering Con­
sultant Michael Powell, the city cur­
rently is using 1,462 units in the plant, 
while Walled Lake is using 2,303 units. 
Novi has two new developments pen­
ding which would require an additional 
750-1,000 units. 

Walled Lake also has proposed 
developments which could require 
about 300 additional units. According to 
engineers for both communities, these 
figures show a definite need for addi­
tional sanitary sewer treatment capaci­
ty in the Walled Lake/Novl facility. 

If there are no hitches, Moiseeff said 
the third tank could be completed by 
the fall of 1985. "Many times projects 
like this are held up because of money. 
But since they already have the 
money," the project should proceed 
smoothly, he suggested. 

Novi recently signed an agreement to 
participate in the regional Huron/-
Rouge Sewer System. But projections 
show than even with this added capaci­
ty, the extra 3,000 taps in the Walled 
Lake plant still will be needed within 20 
years.

""Formation of the clerical union was ^PP^jf 
with five supporting votes and a smgle opposing 
vote. The election was completed Thursday. August 
2, in less than ten minutes. 

Prior to the election Mayor Gary Lentz spoke wtU) 
the clerical employees urging them not to unionize. 
Lentz was not available to comment on the union 
election results, 

"The mayor did meet with all six employees as a 
group a couple days ago and talked with them, 
commented Mayoral Assistant Keith Salo. "He was 
disappointed with the results, and he had recom­
mended that they vote against the union." 

The unionization reportedly is related to the per­
sonnel and wage study implemented a year ago by 
the city council. The loss of longevity pay and other 
provisions were among complaints against the 
study. Union employees are exempt from the policy 
and are dealt with under their union master con­
tract agreement. 

Two recent incidents involving clerical 
employees also were reported as motivating factors 
in the unionization. One employee worked as deputy 
treasurer for six months and was denied any com­
pensation for the additional responsibilities. 

Clerical employee Delores Lewandowski attemp­
ted to form a single member union after being 
denied a change to the secretarial classification. 
The city objected to her solo unionization noting 
other employees had similar duties. 

The clerical employees will be represented by the • 
American Federation of State, County and 
Municipal Employees (AFSCME) Council 25. That 
local also represents Wbtom's Department of 
Public Works (DPW) employees, who currently are 
in contract negotiations with the city.

WALLED LAKE - City council has approved 
purchase of a new half-ton pickup truck for the 
water department.

Ill other races, incumbent William

Representatives, upsetting incum­
bent Robert McGee by a total of 329 
voles. 

In the race for Commerce 
Township Supervisor, Long received 
1,391 votes to Tozzi's 622 and now will 
(ace Democrat Robert Kratage in the 
November general election. 

Incumbents carried the other Com­
merce Township races, as well. 

Deborah Gray won her first elected 
term as clerk with 1,012 votes. Oppo­
nent Nancy Sparks received 634 
votes, while Becky Harkey received 
2«4. Gray was appointed to replace 
Robert McGee as clerk when he was 
elected state representative in 
January 1983. 

Bruce Enfield, Richard Higgin-
bolham, Edward Holmes and War­
ren Williams retained their seats on 
the township board of trustees, 
defeating challengers Timothy 
Carpenter, Carl Kerr, Donald 
Phillips and William Senior. Higgin-
botham led the field with 1,064 votes, 
while Enfield was second with 1,012. 
Williams received 946 votes and 
Holmes was named on 859 ballots. 

Carpenter was the closest 
challenger with 761 votes, followed 
by Kerr (702), Phillips (536) and 

Senior (453). 
Because there are no Democratic 

candidates for the clerk's or trustees' 
positions, the primary winners essen­
tially have been elected to office. 

Incumbent Patrick Dohany was 
unopposed for the office of township 
treasurer. 

Township voters defeated two 
millage proposals. The first called 
for .72 of a mill for three years to 
develop and maintain township 
parks. The second proposal called for 
.6 of a mill for two years to purchase 
new parkland. This millage would 
have generated $364,000 over the two 
years to purchase 105 acres from the 
Huron Clinton Metropolitan Authori­
ty-

The first proposal was defeated by 
a vote of 1,341 to 1,192, while the se­
cond went down by a margin of 1,667 

to 837. 

In the county election, incumbent 
William Caddell won the Republican 
nomination for the 25th district 
(Walled Lake, Wolverine Lake and 
Commerce Township) county com­
missioner's seat by 1,132 votes. He 
carried 1,920 votes to defeat 
challenger Stephen Rosman, who 
received 788 votes. Caddell will face 
Democrat Michael Hughes in the 
general election. 

In one of the most interesting local 
races, David Honigman, a newcomer 
from West Bloomfield Township, 
defeated incumbent Robert McGee 
for the Republican nomination from 
the 24th District of the State House of 
Representatives. Staging a hard-
fought campaign, Honigman receiv­
ed 3,291 votes to edge McGee who 
was named on 2,962 ballots. 

• COMMERCE CLERK: Incumbent Deborah Gray led the 
field of three clerk candidates with 1,012 votes to Nancy Spark's 
634 and Becky Harkey's 284. 

• COMMERCE TRUSTEES: The incumbents captured the 
four board of trustee seats. Richard Higginbotham had 1,064 
votes; Bruce Enfield, 1,012, Warren WUliams, 946; and Edward 
Holmes, 859. Timothy Carpenter captured 761 votes; Carl Kerr, 
702; DonaldPhUlips, 536; and WUliamSenior, 453.

COMMERCE - While an estimated 500 people crowded 
outside Williams International in a peace demonstration, 
two Walled Lake residents responded with a counter-
protest last weekend. 

"We had a grand time," said Harry Patterson, who with 
Paul LeBlanc stood opposite the Williams plant in a protest 
of his own Saturday, .August 4. Both men are Walled Lake 
residents and members of Walled Lake-Wixom VFW Post 
3952. 

"There were only two of us," Patterson admitted, noting 
that they got word of the Williams protest at the last minute 
and had little time to organize. But from now on, he added, 
•'we're going to keep an eye on those rascals." 

According to the Oakland County Sheriff's Department 
there were no arrests or incidents of any kind during the 
51-j-hour protest organized to mark the 39th anniversary of 
the bombing of Nagasaki. 

Last week's protest, like several others in the past year, 
was staged at the Commerce Township plant because of its 
contracts with the U.S. government to build engines for the 

stealth Air Launched Cruise Missile (ALCM). The ALCM 
can carry conventional weapons or nuclear warheads. 
Signs carried by the protestors called for an end to cruise 
missile production. 

"We held a counter-demonstration — against what they 
wanted and for what we feel is best for the nation," Patter­
son explained. "They are determined to destroy the defense 
of the United States." 

Some protestors suggested that if the U.S. reduces 
nuclear warheads the Russians will follow suit. Patterson 
called the notion "ridiculous" and carried a sign proclaim­
ing to those on the other side of Maple Road, "Moscow loves 
you." 

A strong defense, "gun against gun," is the only way to a 
peaceful world, Patterson said. The protestors' idea of 
peace is "a nice thought," he added, "but it just won't work. 
11 never has and it never will." The weak nations always 
are obliterated by the strong, he said. 

The peace demonstrators "crop up in every generation. 
They don't do the country any good. They never prevented a 
war," Patterson added.

WALLED LAKE - Larry Coe, 
owner and operator of "Coe Rail," 
said last week he is moving toward 
an end of August start-up date for his 
private rail service. 

Despite a thicket of red tape, the 
Franklin resident made "Coe Rail" a 
reality in just over one year. He first 
announced his plans for the private 
rail service to city officials in July of 
1983.

Marco Brothers are among the local 
businesses that formerly used Grand 
Trunk Western Railroad and now will 
have access to continued rail service 
through Coe's operation. Grand 
Trunk's abandonment of its Wixom 
to Keego Harbor line is effective 
Thursday, August 9. 

The Interstate Commerce Com­
mission (ICC) approved Grand 
Trunk's abandonment of the line 
after determining that the company 
had experienced significant losses in 
its operation due to declining traffic. 

"On balance, we believe that 
neither the speculative prospects for 
future economic development of the 
area, nor the adverse effects on pre­
sent shippers, offsets the actual 
burdens which continued operation of 

the line will impose upon (Grand 
Trunk) and interstate commerce," 
ICC officials concluded. 

Meanwhile, Coe is predicting bet­
ter service for local customers and 
increased potential for industrial 
growth in Walled Lake as a result of 
his operation. He bought an added 
stretch of track - bringing the total 
miles to eight — in anticipation of 
new industry on Haggerty Road, he 
noted.

COMMERCE - Commitment to the Huron Rouge 
Valley regional sewer system was authorized In a 
unanimous vote of the township board last week. 

The board approved a contract with Oakland County for 
construction and service of the regional interceptor. The 
regional system has been under study since 1959. 

Commerce's share for the Interceptor is $3.7 million. It 
was previously estimated the interceptor would cost the 
township $2.8 million, but the figure has been updated. 
The costs for constructing laterals to extend the service to 
various areas are additional. 

The board also adopted a resolution making the validity 
of the contract contingent upon a voter referendum. The 
township would need to increase taxes to fund construc­
tion of the interceptor. Because the board has a policy op­
posing tax increases without voter approval, the contract 
must be okayed by voters. 

About 1,200 signatures are needed to place the sewer 
question on the ballot. Residents of Wolverine Lake 

Village would not be eligible to vote on the referendum. 
"Signatures from Wolverine Lake Village residents 

would be invalid. Their council decided not to join the 
system some time back," Supervisor Robert Long said. "1 
certainly thought they should have capacity, but they 
decided against it." 

Long said public assistance would be sought to obtain 
the needed signatures. "We will decide on which ballot the 
questions will appear and the wording for the questions. 
That has not been determined yet," he added. "November 
would be the logical time." 

Petitions are currently being circulated by members of 
the Lakes Area Environmental Action Group. Contrary to 
common opinion, the environmental group is not just op­
posed to the Huron Valley Hospital, Danice DeLyon, the 
group's president, said. 

"Its our environment. We figured we better find out 
what was going on," she commented. "We have been wat­
ching what was going on and our group decided to take ac­
tion."

W a l l e d L a k e S c h o o l s 
Superintendent Don Sheldon, along 
with other school superintendents 
and public officials in the state, 
should give more than casual con­
sideration to the recent amende-
ment to the Michigan Open 
Meetings Act (Public Act 267, 
1976). 

The amendment allows public 
bodies to meet in a closed session to 
evaluate the performance of public 
o f f i c e r s such as s c h o o l 
superintendents or city managers. 
The action does not make the clos­
ed meeting mandatory; rather, the 
public official in question must re­
quest that such an evaluation 
meeting be closed to the public. 

When asked about the 
measure, which became effective 
July 3, Sheldon said he has sup­
ported passage of the amendment. 
However, he said he has "not given 
it much thought" yet whether he 
would request closed meetings for 
the periodic evaluation of his per­
formance. We would request 
Sheldon and other public officers 
give the matter much thought ... 
much serious thought, indeed. 

Enactment of the amendment 
nullifies a December 1981 Michigan 
Court of Appeals decision which 
called for the Dearborn School 
Board to hold an open meeting for 
the evaluation of the Henry Ford 
Community College president and 
the Dearborn school superintedent. 
Both officials had requested in 
writing that the meeting be closed. 

The school board maintained 
closed evaluation meetings are 
necessary to allow unsubstantiated 
charges to be discussed without 
harm or embarrassment to the 
employee. The board noted its final 
decision on any contract would be 
made in public session. 

The appeals court rejected this 
argument. The people of Dearborn, 
in order to evaluate the decision of 
the board, needed to know the basis 
upon which the board's decision 
was made, the court said. If the 
purpose of the closed meeting was 
related to a specific charge or for­
mal allegation against the college 
president or school superintendent, 
a closed meeting would be war­
ranted. But the meeting had been 
scheduled for the purpose of a 
general performance evaluation 
only. 

From the Dearborn school 
board's point of view, disclosure of 
the performance evaluation to the 
public was an intrusion of privacy 
which outweighed the public's right 
to know the content of the evalua­
tion. But the court said this 
perspective overlooked public in­
terest in the operations of govern­
ment. 

Although this decision has been 
overruled, we think public officials 
should give the argument some 
thought before deciding to hold 
closed evaluation sessions. 

A major portion of the local tax 
dollar goes tov/ard public educa­
tion. As exemplified during the 
Walled Lake district's millage 
campaign last fall, taxpayers are 
holding school boards and ad­
ministrators more and more ac­
countable for these tax dollars. In 
addition, national, state and local 
reports on education have fostered 
an increasing public interest in the 
educational process, and the public 
is expecting its elected school 
board to be accountable for its ac­
tions affecting that educational 
process. 

For example, when the Walled 
Lake school board reported the 
results of Sheldon's annual per­

formance evaluation in June, 
several district residents demand­
ed an explanation of the document. 
Although the evaluation was 
public, board members were hesi­
tant to air at an open meeting their 
concerns with the superintendent's 
performance. Consequently, on his 
public evaluation, Sheldon receiv­
ed "high marks." Yet when asked 
for a recommendation on his con­
tract, three board members 
favored non-renewal, 

The discrepancy between 
"high marks" on the evaluation 
summary and the three recommen­
dations for non-renewal of contract 
created confusion. The residents 
asked for an explanation, but none 
was given. They were not given the 
opportunity to understand the 
board's reasoning. 

Last year's evaluation of the 
superintendent was followed by a 
workshop in which the evaluation 
marks were discussed. The 
workshop was open to the public. It 
was difficult for Sheldon; difficult 
for the board, as well. But it was 
the first time the public learned of 
the school board's concerns about 
certain areas of the superinten­
dent's performance. For the first 
time, the public had the opportuni­
ty to agree or disagree with the 
board's perceptions of Sheldon's 
performance as superintendent of 
Walled Lake schools. 

No such process took place this 
year. Instead, a workshop last 
month was used to formulate goals 
and objectives for the superinten­
dent for 1984-85. Unanswered ques­
tions concerning the evalution still 
remain and may not be answered 
until 90 days before the end of 
Sheldon's contract when the board 
votes to renew or not renew his con­
tract. This is what closed evalua­
tion meetings mean to the public. 

Sheldon suggests that negative 
evaluations of public officials are 
"disruptive" and "disquieting" to 
the community. The Walled Lake 
board obviously agrees, since so lit­
tle explanation was attached to 
Sheldon's evaluation this year and 
closed sessions for evaluating his 
performance have been suggested 
for next year. We would argue that 
negative evaluations may be 
disruptive and disquieting to the 
public official involved, but they 
are helpful and informative for the 
community. 

Negative as well as positive 
evaluations serve the same pur­
pose. They reflect the board's 
perception of the superintendent's 
performance. In both cases, the 
public needs to have the opportuni­
ty to examine those perceptions. 
By discussing the performance 
evaluation of public officials in 
open meetings, public bodies have 
the opportunity to gain community 
support for their actions. The of­
ficial in question, likewise, has the 
opportunity to explain or defend his 
or her performance. 

Like the Dearborn School 
Board, some people may contest 
that a superintendent should not 
have to face such public scrutiny. 
Some people may consider open 
performance evaluations for public 
officials an invasion of privacy. But 
Sheldon is the top executive in a 
multi-million dollar corporation 
funded almost soley by local tax 
dollars. He must be responsible to 
the board. The board must be 
responsible to the public. Closed 
performance evaluations — just 
like an excess of closed sessions for 
other purposes — hold much op­
portunity for the seven members of 
a board to develop opinions within 
too narrow a perspective, sadly 
lacking the influence and inspira­
tion of broader public opinion. 

I s H e a v e n f i l l e d w i t h b o o k s ?

Slowly but surely the books are taking 
over the bedroom. They used to be 
neatly stacked on the bookcase. But 
somewhere along the line their 
numbers outgrew the amount of shelf 
space provided. 

After one recent book-buying binge 
— I hit three used bookstores in one 
afternoon — they have begun to take 
over. 

It hasn't always been this way. 
Most of my literary collection is of re­

cent acquisition. For three-quarters of my life I did not buy 
books. I asked myself why spend good money on books when 
there are public libraries with rooms full of books. I literally did 
not understand why bookstores existed. 

Then I moved to South Lyon. What a shock. A deeper ap­
preciation for the books one took for granted can be instilled in a 
person who has grown up with the vast resources of a 
metropolitan library equipped to serve a large city and six 
outlying townships when he or she encounters the tiny collec­
tions of a rural community. 

Not all my library experiences have been pleasant ones. 
One of the earliest library memories I have is from the days 
when we lived on a farm outside Muncie, Indiana. The details in 
the years that passed have become sketchy, but the way I 
remember it our library service was cut off. A questionnaire 
was sent out asking whether non-city residents were satisfied 
with the library. When they said no, library service ended. I 
have not forgotten the sense of outrage I felt at being banned 
from a library. 

When we moved to Battle Creek the family spent hours 
browsing through the children's collection. There 1 found "The 
Wonderful Flight to the Mushroom Planet" and the whole series 
of books about Tyco Bass and the children who built a rocket to 
fly off to his planet, providing the dying people there with the 
chickens and eggs they needed to improve their diets. 

Some teenagers rebelled by taking drugs. I rebelled by 
reading books. By that time I'd graduated to the adult's collec­
tion. If my parents had not strenously objected, I would have 
spent the entire weekend reading. As it was, Saturday morning 
chores were strictly enforced, primarily to get me out of bed 
where I was reading a book. 

There was definitely a secret thrill in reading a book I

figured would curl the parent's hair, if they had known what I 
was reading. My mother did occasionally ask: "Why do you 
read that weird stuff?" as she looked at the bug-eyed-monsters 
on the jacket of another science fiction book. They never cen­
sored my reading, though. 

Books often proved to be a salvation; like the summer 1 
worked at the restaurant and the laundromat. I finished 
Michner's "Hawaii" to the whir of washing machines. I thought 
that island was never going to make it out of the ocean. But the 
island's geological and cultural upheavals kept my mind work­
ing in an otherwise mindless setting. 

One thing that definitely has been lacking in my literary 
past is what is known as "the classics." Have you ever looked at 
the boring jackets they put on "classics?" With a whole library 
of books to choose from why would a person pick a book with a 
gray jacket? 

At times I have attempted to remedy this deficiency in my 
reading background, but I keep coming back to the books with 
bug-eyed monsters. 

Buying books can be as much fun as reading them. I think it 
has something to do with the enjoyment of being surrounded by 
books. I was struck by sudden inspiration one day on my way in­
to a B. Dalton's. "This is what heaven is like — shelves and 
shelves of great books and nothing to do but walk through them, 
pick them off the shelves, and read them." 

Now in the bedroom there is the pile that will make it's way 
back to the used bookstore and the pile of books that eventually 
will work their want onto the bookshelf. If I plan this right I may 
be able to create that "surrounded by books" excitement in my 
own home.

DeLyon sent a letter to Long re­
questing a special referendum vote 
on the proposed regional sewer 
system. "We feel it is the citizens 
who should decide the fate of this pro­
ject," she wrote in the letter. "The 
number one issue is (that) Input from 
Commerce Township residents be 
recognized before any decision or 
millage is passed," she wrote. 

The board also approved a resolu­
tion outlining their position against 
mandatory sewer hook-ups. "The 
board feels strongly that the in­
terceptor is needed," Long said. 
"But they maintain the position that 
to get the capacity, no laterals will be 
constructed until they are needed. 

That has been our position for 
years." 

The Department of Natural 
Resources (DNU) has taken a posi­
tion of requiring lateral installation 
to qualify for 75 percent federal fun­
ding for the sewer extension along 
Benstein Road, from Potter Road to 
Commerce Road. 

"The other part of the system is 
grant eligible and Uie DNR won't 
make a determination on the rest un­
til phase three of the project," Long 
said. "Wayne and Oakland counties 
both feel we meet the guidelines." 

Long said he was confident that 
voters would approve the referen­
dum to purchase capacity in the 
regional interceptor.

Piwko noted that parents who elect 
to send their children to an elemen­
tary building other than the building 
in the assigned attendance area have 
to make several serious decisions. In 
addition to having to provide 
transportation to and from the 
"other" school, parents will have to 
consider the concept of a 
neighborhood school as well as hav­
ing their youngsters not being able to 
attend school with their friends and 
playmates. 

"I suspect this policy will stimuate 
some interesting discussions bet-
weeso husbands and wives regarding 
some very important issues about 
their children's future," said Piwko. 
"The value of the policy is that it 
gives parents a choice. It's just 
another option." 

The new Elementary Building 

Selection Policy is governed by five 
rules: 

• The parents shall notify the 
receiving school (if other than the 
assigned building) by May 1 of their 
desire to have their child attend that 
building. 

• The child will attend the re­
quested school for the entire elemen­
tary program, i.e. K-4 under current 
arrangements. 

• Parents will be required to pro­
vide transportation to and from the 
request school. 

• A parent may request that their 
child return to the assigned school at 
the end of the school year. In doing so 
the parent will relinquish the right to 
select another building for the dura­
tion of the elementary program. 

• Acceptance at the requested 
school for the 1984-85 school year will 
be contingent upon availability of 
classroom numbers of students.

WALLED LAKE - Three new business or in­
dustrial operations are moving into the city, br­
inging with them a few more jobs for area residents. 

Ace Hardware Store will be closing Friday, 
August 24, and moving across Uie street into the 
former D&C Department Store location in Maple 
Plaza. The store has been purchased by AGO Hard­
ware, which plans a Tuesday, August 28 opening. 
Dave Granbach, ACQ'S director of properties, said 
four new people have been hired for Uie expanded 
store. Most of the Ace employees have been retain­
ed for the AGO store, Granbach noted. 

In addition to extensive interior remodeling, a 
3,500-square-foot addition has been added to the 
former D&C building to accommodate AGO. Im­
provements to the site have been estimated at 

$192,000, 
Granbach said several retail operations are in­

terested in the soon-to-be vacated Ace Hardware 
building. Although no deals have been finalized, in­
terested parties include a food market, a meat 
market and a fruit market. 

Also on Maple Road, Husky Envelope Products of 
Commerce Township has purchased the former A-
Line Plastics plant at 1225 East West Maple Road. 
President William Settle said he hopes to double his 
operation over the course of the next two years. This 
will include doubling the number of employees — 
presently there are 25. 

Husky moved from a 12,000-square-foot building 
at 8234 Goldie just across the border in Commerce 
Township.

West Maple wi|l enable Settle to consolidate his 
operations, moving his warehouse under the same 
roof as the plant. "We will be growing as the 
economy lets us grow," Settle said. Husky has been 
in business about 10 years.

WIXOM — More work is needed to 
define the city's policy on tax 
abatements, the council decided last 
week. 

The proposed policy was developed 
by Council Memoer John Lee, who 
sought comments from other council 
members and Planning Consultant 
Charles Leman. 

The $500 filing fee included in the pro­
posed policy received a number of 
remarks from council members. "I 

think that filing fees are just a part of 
doing business," Lee commented. "If 
they can't afford the fee, they probably 
aren't a viable business." 

Mayor Gary Lentz said he did not In­
tend the ?500 fee to pose a hardship (or 
the businesses. He said It would be an 
indication of aUitude. 

"This community doesn't need tax 
abatements to grow. This is a unique 
community with a lot to offer," Lee 
said. 

Linder state law communities can ap­
prove 50 percent tax abatements for up 
to 12 years. The city's policy proposes a 
point system for abatement requests to 
determine the length of time for which 
the abatement would be granted. 

"If some business really needs this 
abatement, I'm not sure I want to grant 
it," commented Council Member 
William Wyllie. "You would be using ci­
ty equity without any return for the ci­
ty. My gut feelling is that I am against 

tax abatements." 
Council Member Dennis Andrews 

said he favors tax abatements less now 
than he did two years ago. "I agree with 
this policy, except (for) the point 
distribution," he added. "The state 
didn't try to do that. I would prefer that 
we give the abatement or not." 

Lee, Wyllie and Council Member 
Nancy Dingeldey were appointed as a 
committee to study the tax abatement 
policy further.

Continued from Novi, 1 
ed the need to change the freeway 
service district standards and 
ultimately decided to recommend 
those changes. 
The only property zoned "freeway 

service district" Is located on the 
east side of Haggerty Road. Con­
sidering the configuration of the pro­
perty, planners agreed the setback 
requirements were unreasonably ex­
cessive. Consultant Planner Charles 
Cairns said the city does not an­
ticipate adding more freeway service 
districts, so planners felt the stan­
dards should be more applicable to 
the property. He said the large set­
backs originally were Included In the 
district with anUcipation a hotel 
might locate there. 

Plans for the restaurant had been 
stalled when the planning board re­

jected the site plans, saying the 
restaurant was "too intense a land 
use" for the property on the east side 
of Haggerty Road. The proposed 
building could not meet front, rear or 
sideyard setback requirements. 
McDonald's representatives asked 
the ZBA for a waiver of the three set­
back requirements which the 
building did not meet. 

McDonald's representatives. 

Robert Chapel and Joseph Galvin, 
argued the odd shape of the parcel 
precluded them from building a 
restaurant with the setbacks provid­
ed by the ordinance. But ZBA 
members took the same position as 
the planing board and rejected the 
request. 

McDonald's officials were con­
sidering whether to proceed by sub­
mitting a new plan or by challenging 

city requirements. Both proved un­
necessary, however, when the city 
changed the requirements by adop­
ting the new zoning ordinance. 

The setback before the ZBA was 
the second for the proposed 
restaurant. Earlier, McDonald's 
plans were delayed while the city 
studied traffic patterns in the area. 
Plans were revised to incorporate the 
findings of the study.

customers better, Coe suggested. 
Coe has purchased a Whitcomb 

switch engine of 1942 vintage which 
he has completly restored. Initially, 
Coe said he hopes to run two or three 
cars on the line.

Poor television reception may be a 
tiling of the past thanks to ttie 
marketing of satellilc dishes. 

Technological improvements 
resulting in lower prices have made the 
dishes a feasible investment for 
homeowners, evidenced by the number 
of dishes popping up all over the area. 

Take, for instance, Frank Cleary, 
owner of the South Lyon Hotel, who pur­
chased a satellite dish for the hotel in 
July to accommodate customers. 

"There are several sporting events 
and movies you can pick up with the 
satellite that you can't get with the 
regular TV," Cleary said. "It's conve­
nient for a lot of people to come to 
watch programs they can't get on 
regular television." 

In the past six months, the number of 
customers interested in buying satellite 
dishes has increased by about 40 per­
cent, some local television shops say. 

"A lot of homeowners and business 
people come into the store who don't 
know how the dishes work, what they 
cost or how to install them, so we 
educate them," said Jim Atherton, 
salesperson for Michigan Satellite in 
Ann Arbor. 

"In the future, every home outside a 
major metropolitan area will have a 
satellite dish because the dishes offer 
the solution to poor reception and are 
able lo offer more channel selection at 
the same time," Atherton said. 

Prices of satellite dishes vary, depen­
ding on their diameter and the quality 
of the hardware components. Installa­
tion of a nine- or 10-foot dish may cost 
between $3,500 and $4,000, according to 
dealers. Some four-foot dishes sell for 
as little as $300. 

In Novi, South Lyon and neighboring 
communities, the ordinance governing 
the use of accessory buildings in 
residential areas also applies to 
satellite dishes. 

The dish cannot exceed 12 feet in 
height and must be secured at least 10 
feet from the main building, according 
to the South Lyon building inspector. 

Dealers say the biggest problem fac­
ing customers who wish to install the 
dish themselves is finding a good site. 

"If it's not placed in the proper spot

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with regard to longitude and latitude 
the satellite dish will be of little use," 
said Thomas Loy, owner of Loy's 
Television in Ann Arbor. "But general­
ly speaking they are not difficult to in­
stall." 

One of the great advantages of 
satellite television is that several 
educational programs occupy the chan­
nels, Atherton said. 

"A lot of universities are renting the 
open channels to teach courses," Ather­
ton explained. "There are all kinds of 
cooking shows and instructional shows 
on the air now. In the future, schools 
may be taught in large part by the 
television medium." 

While several homeowners and mer­
chants seem thrilled about the 
availibility of satellite dishes, at least 
one pay TV channel is up in arms over 
them. 

Home Box Office, the nation's leading 
pay TV movie channel, has fought bit­
terly with satellite-dish users. HBO 
says it is illegal to intercept the signal 
free of charge.

As a result, HBO is spending between 
$(i-$10 million on a highly complex 
scrambling system that will be im­
plemented sometime in 1985, according 
lo HBO spokesman Larry Lauck. 

"We estimate that there are nearly 
00,000 people receiving HBO who are 
not paying for it and that is wrong," 
Lauck said. 

"We are a business out to make 
money and we pay for the copyrights to 
the films we show," Lauck said. 
"Besides, it isn't fair to the people who 
have to pay for the channel. We have 
taken legal action in some instances 
and won." 

Cleary, however, thinks HBO is at­
tempting to infringe on the rights of 

satellite dish users. "The airwaves are 
free to everyone as far as I'm concern­
ed," Cleary said. 

"If the federal government said it 
was illegal for us to intercept the signal 
for free I would abide by the law, But at 
the present time, 1 know of no such law 
preventing us from receiving the signal 
free of charge, "Cleary added. 

Lauck expects other pay channels to 
implement scrambling systems similar 
to HBO's system in the near future. 

"When the scrambling system goes 
into effect there will be a lot of irate 
people, I'm sure," Lauck said. "But 
those people should never have had 
received the signal for free anyway.''

W A L L E D L A K E - The Detroit 
Tigers are among the professional 
baseball clubs that have acknowledg­
ed a serious interest in Walled Lake 
Western pitching star Dan Gabriele. 

But the Tigers aren't the only ones. 
The Yankees, Reds, Dodgers, Giants, 
Phi l l ies and Padres also are in­
terested in the Warrior ace. And al l 
the major state universities — 
University of Michigan, Michigan 
State, University of Detroit and 
Eastern Michigan — would like to 
have Gabriele attend their schools. 

" D a n is a hot prospect," said 
Western Coach Chuck Apap. "One 
scout kept trying to gel my phone 

number after we won the slate title. 
He wanted to tell me Dan will be the 
hottest thing this spring. 

"I already know that." 
And so do the numerous scouts cur­

rently dogging the hurler's trail. 
That trail started last year when 

Gabriele won eight games for the 
Warriors as a sophomore. It reached 
a stunning climax three weeks ago 
when Western won the MHSAA Class 
A State championship by defeating 
the state's number one team. Harper 
Woods Bishop Gallagher. 

Gabriele, a right-handed fastball 
specialist, won six of Western's seven 
straight post season games, in­
cluding the state final, in which his 
younger brother Mike knocked in the 
winning run. A l l total he won 11 

games against two defeats. 
"We've seen Dan quite a few 

times," said the Tiger Scouting 
Director George Bradley. "We have 
an on-going program to continue wat­
ching him this summer in Connie 
Mack action and again next year . " 

Bradley added that he wasn't 
allowed to divulge the Tigers' cur­
rent evaluation of Gabriele. "I can't 
tell you what's in the book - that's 
revealing information,'' he said. 

Scouts are allowed to talk to 
athletes they are studying, and, 
although college coaches are not 
allowed contact with athletes who 
are underclassmen, coaches are 
usually wil l ing to provide informa­
tion indirectly. 

Since he was only a junior this spr-

ing, Gabriele was not eligible for the 
major league draft. Consequently 
many pro scouts admitted to a "wait 
and see'' attitude this year. 

"I can say this," Bradley explain­
ed. "We definitely know of him and 
we will definitely be looking seriously 
at him next year." Bradley's latest 
scouting report on Gabriele is dated 
June 28, he said. 

Al l four of the Tigers Michigan 
scouts have studied the 17-year-old, 
including Bradley himself who wat­
ched Gabriele in the state finals at 
E M U . 

"We are well aware of h im , " said 
regional Yankees scout Dick Groch, 
"but because of his year (in school), 
we're looking more at boys who are 
immediately signable." 

Groch said he has not seen 
Gabriele pitch, but that several 
Yankees scouts had. "I 've heard a lot 
about him and know the reports are 
pretty good," he said. " H e seems to 
be a promising young pitcher.'' 

A scout for five years, Groch 
covers Michigan, Indiana, Ohio and 
Canada. 

" A boy of his quality has to have so­
meone take a close look at h im, " 
Groch said. "We plan to do that with

more zeal next year." 
Because an athlete's performance 

may vary from day-to-day, week-to-
week, month-to-month and year-to-
year, scouts are reluctant to reveal 
much, said Groch. 

"We reserve judgement until our 
organization needs i l , " he said. "Not 
only is information about a player 
confidental, it'snot concrete." 

One of the things the scouts have 
looked at closely is Gabriele's 
fastball which was clocked at 91 
miles an hour a l the regionals by a 
Dodgers scout, Phi l Sahara. 

"Next year he'll be even faster," 
said Apap who expects Gabriele to be 
drafted very high next year. 

"He's an outstanding prospect; 
he'll develop and have a great 

career," added the coach. 
One member of the Regional Major 

League Scouting Bureau, who asked 
to go nameless, said Gabriele was 
well-known among the scouts assign­
ed lo the Michigan area. 

"He 's a talented, challenging pit­
cher who will learn to develop his pit­
ches," he said. "We've kept running 
tabs on him since last year. I can't 
say much more than that." 

Gabriele hasn't slopped pitching 
wi lh the end of Western's 1984 
season. He currently throws for the 
West Bloomfield-North Farmington I 
team in the Connie Mack League. 
Todd Krum of West Bloomfield, 
another of the slate's top pitching 
prospects, also is on the team, giving 
the club a formidable pitching staff.

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NOVI - County Place Con­
dominium residents asked the city 
council Monday to exempt their com­
plex from regulations requiring the 
screening of dumpsters. 

Over the objections of residents 
who wanted immediate action, coun­
cil members delayed a decision until 
legal interpretations of proposed 
revisions are obtained. 

Country Place Condominium com­
plex is among 205 businesses, apart­
ments and condominiums that 
received notices in June that they 
will be found in violation of the city's 
trash collection ordinance if their 
dumpsters are not properly screen­
ed. Failure to comply with the or­
dinance is punishible by a J500 fine or 
90 days in jail. Each day of non­
compliance is a separate violation. 

Originally, Country Place was 
notified that only six of its 36 dump­
sters comply with the city's screen­
ing ordinance. The ordinance re­
quires dumpsters and trash com­
pactors to be screened on three sides. 
The screens must have gates and be 
two feet taller than the refuse con­
tainer. They also must be made of 
masonry, brick, concrete block or 
reinforced concrete. Hardwoods also 
may be used. 

Since receiving its initial warning 
that the majority of its dumpsters do 
not meet city standards. Country 
Place was told the matter will be 
reviewed. 

Residents told the council Monday 
they believe they have been treated 
as a business instead of a residential 
complex. They asked the council to 

consider a moratorium on enforcing 
the ordinance and an ordinance 
amendment that would make a 
distinction between commercial and 
residential dumpsters. 

Council members agreed there will 
be no attempts to prosecute Country 
Place until a satisfactory solution to 
the problem has been worked out. 

Approximately 150 residents ap­
peared before the council Monday to 
express their displeasure with the 
content of the dumpster screening or­
dinance. Several residents suggested 
the ordinance was drafted to deal 
with problems that do not exist in 
Country Place. 

Ernest Aruffo, president of the con­
dominium association, said "there 
are places In the city where there Is 
paint dripped all over the dumpsters, 
there are grocery stores with trash 
flying all around their dumpsters. 
Our dumpsters, are not unsightly. 
Our people would not stand for trash 
around the place" 

Residents, represented by Aruffo, 
asked for an amendment to the cur­
rent ordinance which would allow 
them to retain their dumpster 
screening without modification. 
Dumpster screens In Country Place 
do not have gates, although many 
have screens on three sides. Others 
are partially screened by small 
shrubs. Residents objected to the re­
quirement for gates, saying they 
would be a hazard In winter and 
dangerous during wind storms. 

Aruffo argued that a residence Is

C E M S s e r v i c e c a l l e d ' a d e q u a t e ' 

NOVI - Ambulance service pro­
vided by Community Emergency 
Medical Services (CEMS) Is "more 
than acceptable," according to a 
study conducted by the city ad­
ministration. 

Assistant City Manager Craig 
Klaver said Monday that charges of 
poor response times and excessive 
bills leveled by Novl Ambulance 
against CEMS proved unfounded. 

Novi Ambulance last month asked 
the city to reopen a study that 
resulted In the award of local am­
bulance calls to CEMS. Novl, Nor­
thvilie, NorthvUle Township and Far­
mington entered into an agreement 
with CEMS In March 1983 following 
an 18 month ad hoc committee study 
of aoibulance service in the area. 
Under terms of the agreement, the 
police departments contact CEMS

when they receive calls requiring an 
ambulance. 

To dispell concerns raised by Novi 
Ambulance about excessive response 
times, Klaver reviewed police 
dispatch logs for the past six months. 
The logs showed there was a problem 
last spring, but it was resolved when 
the situation was brought to OEMS' 
attention. The new procedure which 
caused the increased reponse times 
was changed and response times 
again returned to acceptable levels, 
Klaver said. 

In July response time averaged 7.5 

minutes, Klaver reported. 
"With the exception of one month 

when they modified their back-up 
system there have been no problems 
with response time," he said. "We 
feel the service now provided is more 
than acceptable." 

In response to Novi Ambulance's 
claim that CEMS is billing customers 
for hidden charges, Klaver studied 
one month's bills. He compared each 
bill to the proposal submitted when 
the ad hoc committee studied which 
ambulance company would provide 
regional ambulance service. Klaver 

reported all 19 of the bills he review­
ed complied with the original pro­
posal. 

"This adequately addresses the 
concerns raised regarding billing," 
he said. 

CouncU Member Edward Lein-
inger cited one remaining problem -
when both companies respond two 
ambulance companies are fighting 
over control of an emergency scene. 

Klaver explained such problems 
are controlled by Oakland County 
Emergency Medical Service. "There 
have been a number of claims and 
counter-claims dealing with that par­
ticular issue. Hopefully, there will be 
a response from that office in the 
near future addressing this issue. I 
wouldn't want to see a municipality

V a n d a l s a t t a c k l a k e p r o j e c t 
NOVI - Vandals have repeatedly 

struck the Meadowbrook Lake 
drainage project, leading the con­
tractor, Loyer Construction Com­
pany, to threaten prosecution against 
anyone caught tampering with equip­
ment. 

Meadowbrook Lake is being dredg­
ed to a depth of 12 feet as part of 
Novi's cltywide drainage project, but 
dredging operations have been 
hampered by continuous vandalism 
at the site. 

Company representatives said 
they are trying to work with 
residents to get the job done as quick­
ly and with as few problems as possi­
ble. But recurring vandalism has 
made the Job difficult. Rene Hayes, a 
company spokesman, said a wat­
chman will be hired to protect the 
site if vandalism continues. 

Teenagers are suspected of caus­
ing the problem, Hayes said. She ex­
plained there has been no Indication 
the work Is done by someone who 
wants to halt the project. "If they 
really wanted to stop the project, 
there are a lot more serious things 

they could do. The things that have 
happened are the things kids do," 
Hayes said. 

"We're not sure what to do now. 
We've used all the correct pro­
cedures. We want this job to be com­
pleted on time. We've tried to 
cooperate and &sked for their 
cooperation." 

City Engineering Consultant Ray­
mond Couslneau confirmed the con­
tinued problems with vandalism. 

In the most recent Incident, holes 
were poked in discharge pipes used 
in p u m p i n g water from 
Meadowbrook Lake, causing approx­
imately $2,000 to $4,000 worth of 
damage. 

The contractor was at the site the 
weekend the incident occurred and 
discovered the vandalized pipes. "If 
he hadn't caught it In time, the lake 
could have filled back up and he 
could have lost anywhere from 
several days to a month's time," 
Couslneau said. He noted that pumps 
and wells sitting on the lake bottom 
would have been damaged if the lake 
refUled. 

In another .incident youngsters 
destroyed the banks of the ditch used 
to divert water from the lake, 
Couslneau reported. After a heavy 
rain fall, the weakened bank collaps­
ed and equipment was damaged, 
Couslneau reported. 

Hayes said residents have been 
asked repeatedly to watch for van­
dals. Residents were notified when 
the project got underway and have 
since received several cor­
respondence, Hayes said. 

"We've reminded them the equip­
ment Is^xpensive and dangerous," 
Hayes said. "We've asked for their 
help If they see anything suspicious 
to notify the owners or the foreman. 
We've gone way overboard and now 
we're at the point we may need to 
hire a security guard." Hayes said 
the damange usually occurs Sunday 
nights. 

Subdivision association represen­
tatives could not be reached for com­
ment on the request for assistance 
from residents. 

The company has now reached the 
point it cannot afford any further

losses on the project. "Next time we 
wUl prosecute," Hayes said. "It's 
gotten to the point where we work 
four days and have to repeat what 
we've Just done." 

Hayes noted the problems ex­
perienced at Meadowbrook Lake are 
unusual for the corporation. "We 
have few insurance losses," Hayes 
said. "The de-watering equipment, 
the pumps and wells are not thhigs 
you can just go out and replace.'' 

Despite the vandalism, the project 
remains ahead of schedule, ac­
cording to Couslneau. Excavation 
which will soon get underway was not 
expected to begin until winter. 
Couslneau cautioned that hitting bad 
soil or a spell of wet weather cotild 
delay the project. 

The project is slated to be com­
pleted and the lake refilled by next 
spring. 
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
