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Higher cable charges

eyed by MetroVision

NOVI — City council members will
consider a $2.70 rate increase for
some cable television subscribers at
its next meeting on Monday, January
7.

MetroVision of Oakland County is
seeking a rate increase amounting to
$2.70 for cable subscribers with tier-
three service — channels 2 through
56. The proposed increase would
raise MetroVision rates to $9.95 [rom
$7.25. The company also proposes no
rate increases to tier-three
subseribers who also have three paid
services.

The company has requested the
rale increase before permitted by the
original contract due to changes in
the system and the cable industry.

To grant a rale increase, the city
council must approve changes in the
franchise agreement and franchise
ordinance. Identjcal revisions were
introduced simultaneously in Farm-
ington and Farmington Hills, which
are combined with Novi in the
Southwest Oakland Cable Commis-
sion (SWOCC1.

In making their request, company
officials said increased rates are

necessary because of revisions to the
design of the cable system, costs in
providing satellite services that did
not exist when the franchise was
awarded and the fact that an-
ticipated revenues from specialized
cable services, such a$ security
systems, have not materialized.

The cable commission, a body of
local officials and city ad-
ministrators that oversees cable
operations, has recommended the
rate increase be approved by the
three communities served by
MetroVision.

Even with the rate increase,
MetroVision's rates are within “a
dollar or two™ of rates charged by
other cable companies, according to
city officials.

City Manager Edward Kriewall
said the commission supports the
rate increase because the company's
bid was based on infortatlon provid-
ed by the three communilies which
turnec out to be erroneous. As a
result, the company made certain
presumptions regarding market
penetration and miles of cable to be

laid, which were incorporated in 15
bid.

In the original proposal, it was an-
licipated the three communities
would have a 360-mile system that
passed 35000 homes. In fact, the
systern required 440 miles of cable
and passes only 31,000 homes,

Kriewall said iarge-lot develop-
ment in Novi and Farmington Hills
skewed original projections of paten-
tial subscribers, "It took more miles
of cable to build the system and the
actual number of hores was less
than anticipated,” Kriewall said. He
noted the downturn in the economy,
which caused housing starts to fall
off, also affected the number of
potential subscribers. When the
system was proposed the city had
3,000 developed residential lots and
the company was lold those lots
would be available for connection to
the system. Since those lots were not
built on, the company has not realiz-
ed those subscribers, Kriewall said.

Mayor Robert Schmid said he
“personally, has no problem with
American flags. 1 like the American

flags."

But Council Member Patricia
Karevich said the ordinance review
committee believes the ordinance as
it stands is being abused. The propos-
ed new language would allow one flag
on a building and one on a pale. ‘

Karevich said she did not personal-
ly oppose the flying of flags, unless
they were used to get around the ci-
ty's sign ordinance.

The council cited the Marty
Feldman Chevrolet dealership on
Grand River and the Soft Shine Auto
Wash on Novi Road as businesses
that most flagrantly abuse the cur-

NOVI — As city council and plann-
ing board members interviewed pro-
spective planning firms last week,
the city’s current planning con-
sultants, Vilican-Leman and
Associates, were elirinated from
further consideration.

The council and planning board
have narrowed the fieid of planning
consultants from six to two, and
Vilican-Leman is nol among the
finalists.

In joint meetings December 10 and
December 12, the council and plann-
ing board interviewed six planning
firms. At the conclusion of those in-
terviews, each member listed the
firms they believed should be given
further consideration.

Vilican-Leman was listed as a
finalist only by Council Members
Martha Hoyer and Patricia
Karevich, who suggested it was a
poor lime lo change planners, con-
sidering the recent resignation of the
in-house planning coordinator. It was
the concensus of the group to
eliminate Vilican-Leman from the
running.
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City Manager Edward Kriewall
said after the meetling he notified
Vilican-Leman Thursday that their
contract will be terminated within 30
days of the hiring of a new planner,

The exisling contract between
Vilican-Leman and the city has a 30-
day cut-off clause. Vilican-Leman
has served the city for the past 16
years.

“Until a formal appointment is
made, they are still our pianners,”
said Kriewall. “But Vilican-Leman
was notified that although we haven't
selected a firm yet, it is obvious they
will not continue as our planner."

The two firms still under con-
sideration are Branden Rogers &
Associates of Harper Woods and
Wzacny & McKenna of Birmingham,
Those two firms emerged as
favorites in virtually a unanimous
decision of the two boards,

City officlals said they were im-
pressed with the philosophies espous-
ed by both firms. Rogers promoted
strong ordinances and working with
developers through pre-development
meetings. Wzacny & McKenna
stressed a “balanced approach” to
planning, integrating urban planning
and architectural review.

rent standards.

But Schmid argued the proposed
language limiting businesses to one
fiag was too restrictive.

On the opposing side of the issue .

was Council Member Arlen
Schroeder who said he *'doesn’t like a
policy that encourages the commer-
cial use of the flag."

Angry words exchanged in interview with Vilican-Leman

NOVI — Vilican-Leman's presen-
tation to city council and planning
board members erupted in angry
words as a principle of the firm
eriticized a planning board member
for statements made at a recent
board meeting.

The incident occurred while the
council and planners were interview-
ing applicants for the position of city
planning consultant.

The short exchange between plan-
ner Joseph Brelt and Charles Leman
of Yilican-Leman was one small part
of the 60-minute interview with the
current city planning consultant. For

Leman clarified that il was the at-
titude of board members he perceiv-
ed from reading the newspaper that
disturbed him. '‘We want to serve
you, but we had reservations about

whether it was worthwhile to spend

time to respond after reading that.

We would very much like to continue
" toserve you."”

Leman’s outburst was sparked by

comments and a question Irom Brelt,

who asked if the firm wanted to re-
main as the city’s consultant, “'The
thing that discourages me is that this
is like having a brilliant child who's
not doing too well,” Brett said. “1l’s a
disappointment.... In this interview
you've told us you have some reser-
vations. My question is do you want

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Professional planners contend for city contract

NOVI - The eity councid and piann-
ing hoard continaed te interview pro-
spective  planning  consultants  fas!
week, hstening te proposals {rom three
firms - Brandon Rogers & Assoclales,
Vilican-Leman and Gerald Luedke.

Bach firm was given 30 minutes 10
describe ils services and 30 minutes to
ANSWEr questions.

The city is seeking & new planning
consultant, [allewing the recommenda-
hion of the consultant review commitlee
eartier this vear. Originally. the plann-
ing board decided it did not want to seek
another planner, but agreed to hear
proposals after meeting with the city
vouncil.

In joint meectings., the council and
planning board interviewed six firms:
impacl, Wzacny & McKenna and
WBDC were interviewed December 10,
while Brandon Rogers. Vilican-L.eman
and Gerald Luedke were interviewed
December 12.

[n Wednesday's session, Brandon
Kogers told city officials his philosphy
is that 'no commumily need be unat-
traclive or inefficient.” Hogers said
communities can adopt policies and or-
dinances to control archilectural
design, and even develop policies for
reasonable review of single-family
homes.

{pen space also is important, Rogers
said. *‘Beauty and order make for bel-
ler development and enhance properly
values.”

One aspect of planning the city may
involve preserving some land for future

economic development, Rogers noted.
But the fulure character of the com-
munity may be delermined by the city's
ability Lo obtain sewer service, he add-
ed.

Rogers said he did not believe the eity
has become over-restrictive. **You are
such an altractive community that peo-
ple will wanl lo come here. There are
other communilies with standards in
excess of what you have,” Roger said.
1 don't see where you have to let vour
standards down, Bul you do have o be
able to give developers a straipht
answer. You can't continue to lable
things in hopes thal they’ll go away.
Overall, consistent, firm standards are
desirable.”

In cases where a developer proposes
a plan thal is overdevcloped for the site,
Rogers said such problems can be dealt
with in a “pre-preliminary ™ conference

where the planner *'talks philosophy
and does a liltle cajoling.” Rogers
stressed that it is important to talk to
developers before they draft plans.
“Once he has his plans drawn, he isn'l
us willing to change them."

Rogers said he believes architectural
control ordinances are '‘great,” and
noled that he had written one for
Bingham Farms. Rogers maintained
the Michigan Zoning Enabling Actl
allows zoning ordinances to control ar-
chilecture as a *'secondary purpose' of
zoning. He said the act makes **a lot of
implied references to architectural con-
trol.”

When a master plan is prepared pro-
perly, it provides not only good land

uses, but & good lax base and job base,
Rogers said. Zoning ordinances suc-
ceed when they oifer property owners a
return on their investiment, he con-
finued, “There has to be a marriage
between the development policy of a
communily and relurn [for the
developer. [t has Lo be a 50-50 balance,"”
he said.

Regers said that if he were hired, he
would bead a team of planners and ar-
chitects to work on plans for Novi,
"This waouid be a major job and I would
take prime responsibility,” he stated.

The city’s planning consultants of 16
years, Vilican-Leman, also was inter-
viewed. (See related story.)

A third planner, Gerald Luedke of
Detroit, said it would be most cost-
effective for the cily o hire an in-house
planner and retain him for special pro-
jects.

Luedke demonstrated his problem-
solving abilities by identifying five
planning concerns in the city and outlin-
ing how he would resolve each of them.

Luedke also addressed concerns
regarding lhe Town Center plan. He
said the plans show ‘‘no clear
understanding of pedestrian-scale
orientation.” He suggested pedestrian
scale had not been clearly defined and
the plans might be improved if that
were done. Some amenities that might
improve the pedestrian scale of the
area would be climate-conlrolled
passageways or activily nodes such as
a financial district for stock brokers.

Luedke also commenled the plan was
“spread out all over the place.”

A mode] of the area could be used as a
loal to promote the Town Center,
Luedke added. He explained that rather
than intreducing the area by showing il
to developers, it would be better to have
a model demonstrating what the city
expects to develop there.

Luedke commented thal lhe city's
“‘on-paper planning effort is superior 10
what you can see on the landscape.’” He
sdid it may be that the planning simply
has not shown results yet, but he sug-
gested in some communities *'good in-
tenlions never get transferred into
reality.”

Afler reading some of the planning
studies the city has completed, Luedke
said he was surprised to find the com-
munity as he did. “it’s not as im-
pressive as you would be Jed to believe.
There are a lol of small isolated

buildings that are nol as attractive as
they could be. There are some property
owners redeing older buiidings from
the '40s, putting a lot of money into
them, and they are not very attractive.
These people need architectural ad-
vice. Some communities have used
biock grant money to provide {ree ar-
chitectural sketches. The properly
owner has to carry out the plans or he
pays back the city,”" Ludke explained.
Unattractive buildings can be avold-
ed by meeting with developers and
negotialing voluntary design im-
provements, he added. “They'll get
mad if you ask them to do this after
they've put thousands o Jollars lnto
their plans. So this negotiation has to
lake place very early. That's when you
go over the design and make some sug-
gestions. You can get a lot done by

negotiating.”

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Shaw tells council
civic center views

NOVI — The ongoing debale over the
proper location for city hall prompted
former Council Member James Shaw {o
appear al Monday’'s council meeting
and olfer his opinions on the matter.

The councii originally was scheduled
to review cost comparisons for bullding
a city hall in two proposed locations —
the municipal property on Ten Mile and
the commercial area at Grand River
and Novi Road known as the Town
Center.

However, City Manager Edward
Kriewall explained the figures were
received just prior to Monday's
meeting and he did not feel comfortabie
presenting them to council without fur-
ther review. The council now is ex-
pected to review those numbers at its
next regularly scheduled meeting,
January 7.

Shaw told the council that recent
discussions had raised a number of
questions in his mind.

“It seems to me the Town Center

. we've been discussing is nothing more

than a spin-off of the highway inter-
change,” he said. Shaw said further
that he believes interchange
develepments can go one of two ways —
up or down. When it is going down, it at-
tracts development such as strip
centers, fast food restaurants and gas
stations. When it is going up, il attracls
hotels and convention centers.

"From what I see of the plans for the
Town Center, we're regressing to strip
development. There will be a hotel as
an anchor, but that’s about it. Do you
want to put city hail in the middle of
that? In the midst of what will be the
most intense development in the com-
munity?" Shaw asked.

If the plan called for the kind of
small-scale downtown that some had
envisioned, it might be an appropriate
location for a city hall, Shaw suggested,
"“But 1 don't see that developing and I

haven't gotten any indications that it
wiil. Then it might be viable — if you
didn't have a reasonable alternative.”

Shaw suggested the city does have a
reasonable alternative in the Ten Mlle
property. *“This has been planned for
over a decade and was provided at the
lowest land costs imaginable. It pro-
vides a singie location for city offices
that were spread out all over. If you
move this downtown, 20 years from now
city offices wlll be spread out in hali-a-
dozen sites all over town. We have
something unique in a civic center that
incorporates a lot of different facitities.
It meets all the goals I can imagine; it's
been voted on and planned for. Why all
this discussion is coming up when we
have a citizen's committee working on
plans for a civic center is beyond my
understanding...."

Shaw also expressed concern that as
the city grows it will not be abte to ex-
pand city hall if it is located in the Town
Center. "If you need to expand the cost
would be unimaginable,” Shaw con- .
tended. “l also don't undersand why
you would take that kind of real estate
off the market when you have a
reasopable plan here (on the Ten Mile
municipal site.)"”

Municipal facllities are sometimes
located in a developing area to serve as
a magnet, Shaw admitted. But he said
he did not see the particular attraction
of a city hall in this case.

“I don’t understand what develop-
ment you will attract with a city hall
that you won't get with the three big ap-
peals of this area — location, location,
location. What kind of magnet is a city
hall going to provide that you don't
already have?" he asked,

“If (providing a magnet } is one of the ~

goals, it appears to me, if I were a hute)
development, locating in the midstofa

city complex would offer me no par- -
ticular advantage," Shaw maintained.

RESURFACING OF TEN MILE between Beck and Novi roads will nol he con-
sidered in the coming conslruetton year, according to the Oakland County Road
Commission,

A road commission stafl review shows that the percentage of accidents along
that stretch of road during winter months is slightly higher than for all roads in
the county. In the past three vears there have been an average of six aceidents
per year in which snowy-icy pavement has been o contributing factor. Six more
accidents per year have been attributed to wet pavement there.

Bul the staff report went on to say the road commission maintenance depart-
ment annually ranks roadways thal require resurfacing and there are usually
7590 caunty reads in immediale need of resurfacing.

to handle this account? We have to
make a decision and part of that deci-
sion will deal with attitude. If you're
attitude is not 100 percent, can your
attitude be changed?"

Prior to the exchange between
Brett and Leman, the city's current
planning firm indicated it intended to
improve its service to the city by of-
fering two levels of ptanning —
routine planning and special pro-
jects.

To accomplish the two levels of
planning, an associate-level planner,
such as Charles Cairns, who current-
ly consults to the city, would handie
Novi as 50 percent of his workload.
An intermediate-level planner would
be hired, who also would devote 50
percent of his time to Novi.

But Leman indicated if the firm
eontinued as the city’s planners “it
would have to be under dilferent con-
ditions."”" He said staffing would be
beefed-up. The firm also had not
determined whether Cairns would
continue to work In Novi because he
is ""burned out,"” Leman said.

Cairns told the city that Vilican-
Leman is the best gualified firm for
Novi, because as the cily’s planner
for the past 16 years it prepared the
city's zoning ordinance and masler
plan. *'At the firsi of the year, plann-
ing continuity will be critical, and
we're the only ones qualified to pro-

vide that for you,”’ Cairns said.

He explained the communication
between himself and city employees,
which amounts to between 10-15 calls
daily, is very important to maintain,
That service also would be improved
with the hiring of an additional plan-
ner, Cairns sald.

Cairns added that the most critical
planning issue alfecting the city
could be the lack of sewer service. He
said the city should be ready to
change its tnaster plan in the event it
cannot chtain the sewer service It ex-
pects through a regional sewer
system,

“You need something prepared to
go,” Cairns said. “You may need to
reduce residential lot densities, if
sewer capacily becomes critical.
You may also need standards that
wlill allow you to make the decisions
you could be facing; if you have plans
for a 500,000 square-foot office com-
plex and a 250-lot subdivision, which
one should get sewer service? These
are the kinds of things the city will
have to look at regardless of who you
retain.”

If retained by the city, Leman said
one of the first steps would be to
define the city’s planning goals and
objectives.

“We haven'l defined where we
want to go in this community and
there is some question as to whether
everyone agrees with the master
plan,” Leman said. He said the firm

has not conducted a goal session in
Novi because the city did not budget
for It when it was previously recom-
mended.

Leman told city officiais that
Viltcan-Leman couid meet the
various services sought by the city in
its request for proposals — one of
which was innovation,

“We can be as innovative as the ci-
ty will let us be,”” Leman said. "“But
we want 10 be Innpvative with ideas
that will be lasting. There’'ve been
many ‘innovations’ that haven't
lasted. Right now you are studying
performance zoning, and it's a good
idea.

*The first performance zoning or-
dinance was writlen in the late 1940s
in Park Forest, lllinois, and was co-
authored by George Vilican {(of
Vilican-Leman). But the com-
munities using it have moved away
from it...” Leman said the standards
¢ould not be enforced.

He noted that commmunities *still
need conventional zoning stan-
dards.” And he went on to say that
“innovation (had) better accomplish
your objectives.”

Mayor Robert Schmid told Leman
and Cairns that he was discouraged
with their presentation, especially
the statement that the city hadn't
budgeted enough lo set planning
goals. “'We just spent $50,000 to plan
the Town Center. We've spent a lot of
money on planning, If you had come

to us and sold us your ideas, we might
have done this three years ago. The
problem I see is that we have a lack
of leadership from cur planner, who
should be out front.”

As an example, Schmid sald
Vilican-Leman has consistently said
it could not evaluate architectural
design controls. 'Other planners said
at least it's possible to negotiate,”
Schmid said.

“You outlined the pitfalls of per-
foermance zoning. That’s fine, but you
seem lo spend more time teling us
what can’t be done as opposed to
what we can do," Schmid continued.
“Zoning regulation is an arca that’s
changing every day — the last zoning
ordinance hasn't been written. It's an
area where you have to be innovative
and challenging.”

Leman again responded thal the
firm would be “as innovative as you
allow us to be. We're in the forefront
of most zoning ordinances, he said.

Cairns added the firm 1is
“providing leadership in lhe areas
we feel competent to lead you." He
suggested the architectural stan-
dards the city has developed are
questionable, but the firm agreed
something needed to be done, so they
were drafted.

Some times are more appropriate
than others for enacting legally ques-
tionable standards, Cairns maintain-
ed.

Technical issues are being ad-
dressed in conjunction with con-
sideration of the rate increase. The
commisston recommended the com-
pany nolt be forced to provide im-
mediately some technical services
agreed to when it received the fran-
chise because the technology is not
available or has not proven cost ef-
fective in other areas.

During a public hearing on the pro-
posed amendments to the iranchise
agreement and the franchise or-
dinance, most of the concerns ex-
pressed related to service, Kriewall
told the councll.

- NORTHVILLE — How much the City
of Novi pays for access to a Northville
Township Interceptor sewer running
(rom Eight Mile inle Plymouth
Township along Haggerty Road is like-
Jy-to be an issue in a January 3 special
assessment district hearing,

<Novi city council last munth agreed to
pay $350,000 of the estimated $3.13
miltion construction cost. Advantages
include elimination of a sewage pump-
ing station, simplified wastewater
routling and reduced need to use the ci-
1y's holding tanks. Development along
Haggerty Road, north of Eight Mile,
cpuld continue without access to Nor-
thville Township's sewer, but providing
seyver service would be more complex
and costly.

“The Northville Township board of
irustees set the January 3 hearing date
at its regular meeting December 13,
where it also heard what is likely to be
the first of many protests from
homeowners in the special assessment
district established in July.

Techrically, the hearing is to confirm
that each of the 84 parces in the district
is actualty within the district, owned by
the listed person, does not presently
receive sewer service and has been
assessed in accordance with the pro-
cedure used. Past special assessment

fow equitably the cost has been spread
among these benefitting {rom the pro-
ject at hand.

For Haggerty Road, Northville
Township consulting engineer Edward
J. McNeely has proposed a relatively
complex method of spreading the costs
that had at least one homeowner —
Marvin Gans of Six Mile, protesting
that the share assessed to homeowners
is oul of proportion to the shares assess-
ed large property owners,

Gans, who is a member of the
township planning commissien, showed
trustees his own caleulations showing
that Dun Rovin Goif Course at Six Mile
and Haggerty, which is zoned R-3 for
single family housing, would be assess-
ed a per acre cost somewhat over
$1,200, while the average for individual
homeowners exceeds $1,900 per acre,
The area from Haggerty west to Boyer
and from Dun Revin's southern boun-
dary to Six Mile, he said, bears an
average cost of $1,664 per acre — more
than Dun Rovin would pay but
significantly less than would the
homegwners in that area.

Gans also suggested that the City of
Novi, which would like access to the
Haggerty interceptor in order to reduce
the cost of serving new development
near the Eight Mile intersection, is not
being charged enough far the privilege.

"“As for Novi," Gans told the board,
"I understand that joining the Hagger-

and simplifying the routing of
wastewaler from the Eight Mile/-
Haggerty intersection. "I certainly
hope there would be some continued
fees for providing service. As it Is,
$350,000 is highly inadequate for Lhe
benefits Novi would receive.”

According to MeNeely's proposal,
Northville Township's water and sewer
department would pick up $450,000 of
the total cost and the city of Novi would
pay $350,000 for the privilege of routing
some of its sewage through the Hag-
gery intercepior. Forty percent of the
remaining $2.33 million would be
covered by ‘'unil factor access
charges'’ and 60 percent ($1.39 million
or a bit more than one-third of the tofal)
would be paid by the special
assessments against properties in the
district.

Unit factor access charges are one-
time flat fees for tying Into the sewer
system. Under MecNeely’s proposal,

City of Novi’s tab for sewage line to be

each parcel of property large enough to
house a family under the prevailing
zoning classification would be charged
$932 for sewer access.

The special assessment costs would
be spread by a method similar to that
used by the township in the pasi. One
porticn of the assessment would be
determined on the basis of how much of
the property fronts on the sewer line ~
McNeely suggests a charge of $15 per
linear foot, which puts 30.84 percent of
the assessed cost under this portion.
The remaining 69.16 percent would be
assessed per ‘‘acreage-zoning unit
(AZU)"

This latter charge amounts to a count
of how many sewer tie-ins could con-
ceivably be generated by a property
under its current zoning class. An ex-
ample cited is a 10 acre parcel in an
area zoned R-3. The township's R-3 zon-
ing allows 2.7 home per acre, thus such
a parcel would be assesed for 27 AZUs.

debated

The cost per AZU is proposed at $404.15.
With commercial properties assessed
at arate of 5 AZU per acre and multiple
family residential at 6.2 per acre, the
total number of AZUs in the district
comes to 2,392.7, according to McNee-
ly's calculalions.

The assessment roll reflects the
owiership of property within the SAD
by the State of Michigan, which Is not
listed as a participant in the funding
plans, Stateowned property used for
Hawthorn Center and the Northville
Reglonal Psychiatric Hospital fronts on
Haggerty and on Seven Mile. Elimina-
tion of a pumping station on the state
property is possible if sewage is routed
to Haggerty instead of to the west,
MeNeely explained during earlier
meetings,

Local governments cannot levy an
assessment against state-owned land,
but McNeely had been seeking an
agreement from the state allowing it to

tie into the system in exchange for pay-
ing some share of the cost. The assess!
ment roll shows no payment from the
state is anticipated.

A tlawsuit filed August 10 by the
owners of the Dun Rovin Golf Course
seeking an injunction to prevent the
township from levying the assessments
plus unspecified monetary damages no
longer poses a threat to the project, ac-
cording to township supervisor Susan
Heinlz,

Heintz said the dispute has been
transferred from circult court to the
Michigar Tax Tribunal, which cannot
grant an injunction to stop the project.

Dun Rovin owners contend that the
137-acre golf course, zoned R-3.(the
township's maximum density single
family residential class), would have to
go out of business and be developed as a
subdivision if the assessments are
levied.

As We See It

City’s best choice
was new planners

Those watching the state of
planning in the City of Novi will not
be surprised to learn the city will
so0n terminate its contract with the
current consultants — Vilican-
Leman and Associates.

Over the past three years,
there has been a sleady erosion of
city officials’ confidence in their
planners as il became increasingly
clear that the town city officials
were planning and the one Vilican-
Leman perceived were not the
same.

Although the move to replace
Vilican-Leman is not surprising,
- the timing of it is.

, Considering the current high

level of planning activity in the city
. and the recent resignation of the ci-
-ty's top planning official, this is a
. poor time to be changing planning
_consultants.

- For that reason, it seemed
- Vilican-Leman had a better than
- even chance of continuing as the ci-
- ty's planner, at least in the short
run. Unfortunately, the firm’s
. presentation to the cily seemed
. designed to discourage what sup-
port Vilican-Leman had around the
table. Whether it was a reflection of
the deterioration in the relationship
belween the city and its consultant
or that Vilican-Leman simply
underestimated its chances of re-
taining its position with the City of
Novi, the firm did not demonstrate
the intimate knowlege of the city it
should have gained in the past 16
years.

The feeling many city officials
“were left with after the presenta-
. tion was that Vilican-Leman simp-
- ly wanted out — a position which

would be understandable consider-
ing the verbal snipes city council
and planners have made at their
consultant on a regular basis in re-
cent years,

The relationship has at times
appeared adversarial, as the con-
sultant recommended one thing
and city officials did the opposite.

The differences everyone knew
existed were drawn into sharp
relief last week as city council and
planning board members inter-
viewed six firms for the position of
planning consultant,

In a community which prides
itseif on its daring, a community
fond of saying it is “*plowing new
ground,”” Vilican-Leman gave a
qualified commitment to innova-
tion. Charles Leman said the firm
will “be as innovative as the city
wants.”” But went on to say Lhe firm
“wants to be innovative with ideas
that will be lasting.” And he sug-
gested some of the “innovative”
planning techiniques the city is in-
vestigating have not stood the est
of time or have proven ineffective
in other areas.

Vilican-Leman's position was
one the city has heard before —
although it criticizes the “‘in-
novative'’ planning the city in-
vestigales, it offers no alternatives.

Viltcan-Leman's positions
were in sharp contrast with those of
other planning firms who told the
city they viewed their role as
“*leaders.”’

As the inlerviews proceeded, a
pattern emerged. Planners from
various firms told city officials that
on paper it's plans are in order, but
those plans are not being
translated into reality. Even many
of the city's new developments are
not as attractive as they could be,
one prospective planner told the ci-

ty.

More than one planning firm
told the city the answer is to in-
tegrate land planning and architec-
tural review. Most firms had ar-
chitects on staff, ready to assist the
city in drafling architectural stan-
dards.

The prospective planners em-
phasized the need to meet with
developers hefore they begin their

plans. Through “pre-development'”

meetings, developers can be en-
couraged to put up buildings that
not oniy meet city zoning stan-
dards, but exceed them. The key is
asking them io do so before they
have invesied a great deal of
money in plans, planners maintain-
ed. Equally important is
understanding the value of the
developer’'s project, so the city
knows how far it can push, when it
makes such requests.

While other firms stressed the
need to incorporate architectural
review and urban planning into a
single package, Vilican-Leman
came to the city with an architect it
intended to retain, apparently to
review site plans.

By seeking proposals from
other firms, the city was saying it
needed more than the pure land
planning Vilican-Leman has of-
fered in the past.

City officials are well aware of
how much they are giving up by
hiring a new planner — they are
losing the expertise of the firm that
drafted the city zoning ordinance
and the planner who [fully
understands its interpretation.
They are losing a firm widely
respected throughout the
metropolitan area and the state.
And they are losing this expertise
at a time which is at best inconve-
nient.

Given the number of planning
firms that expressed the attitude
toward planning and development
city officials have been seeking,
but not getting, from Vilican-
Leman, there was little choice but
to make a change.

And President Dan Mullendore is trying (o find a
Eood home for some orphaned produce.

As the crowd of shoppers thins, he walks up and
down the makeshift aistes in the Novi United
Methodist Church Hall, which ce-op members
transform into a grocery every Saturday morning,
hawking unclaimed preduce.

Inevitably, some thrifty shopper snaps up the
bargain,

Now in its sixth year, Lhe Novi Goodstuff Food Co-
op bhoasts an aclive membership ol some 50
families. They are people who have organized in the
interests of reducing their food bills and purchasing
quality (natural) feods.

They accomplish their objective by eliminating
the *- “ddle man' in the food chain, purchasing
directly from the People's Wherehouse in Ann Ar-
bor, Eastern Market in Detroit and John Pichler's
German Sausage Haus.

Family memberships cost $25 which is refundable
whenever the membership is cancelled. There are
reduced rates for senior citizens and singles. The
deposit enables the co-op to purchase food without
billing members in advance,

In addition, members agree to work approximate-
ly three hours per month. Jobs range from picking
up food in Ann Arbor or Eastern Market, repackag-
ing items bought in bulk into smaller, family-size
quantities, cashier, set-up and clean-up commit-
tees.

Members aiso agree to shop at the co-op once a
month, but there is no minimum purchase require-

ment. The co-op is run mu h like a store in that
items are set on tables, and shoppers pick up a
register (purchase record) slip, then select their
food, filling in their items and costs as they go. A
cashier totals their register slips and collects
payments.

Much of the food is purchased from the People’s |
Wherehouse which places a premium on natural,
whole or unprocessed goods. Juice, ails, soap,
honey, temato paste, butters, whole and processed
grains and flours and natural cheeses are made
available from this source.

Splnach noodles, whole wheat spaghetti,
unsweetened and uncolored toothpaste, soup and
sauce mixes, canned goods, tofu and shampoo are
some items which were available on a recent Satur-

day.

All fresh fruils, vegetables, bread, eggs and
yogurt are purchased by three members who drive
down to Eastern Market early each Saturday morn-
ing. German-style sausages and luncheon meats,
produced without color or other additives, are
bought at John Pichler’s.

A 10 percent mark-up on wholesale prices is add-
ed Lo all goods to cover the costs of space, heat,
packaging materials, gas and other basic supplies.
The co-0p opens every Saturday al 9:30 a.m. to set
up, make announcements and check volunteer lists.
By 10 a.m. they’re ready to shop. And by 11:3¢ a.m.
the hall is usually empty.

The ¢o-0p does not meet during the summer due to
various vacation commitments of members. They
have one organizational meeting during this time to
prepare for the fall opening.

Many families join the co-op because a member
has allergies to food additives and preservatives.
Others, like Bill and Irene Scott, are 'just into
natural foods."'

‘‘“We buy as much here as we can and as little as is

necessary at the grocery,” said Irene Scott.
One advantage, according to Irene, is the healthy

eating habits of her 2\»-year-oid son, Justin.

“We discovered last Easter that he'd rather eat
cheese than chocolate,” she said with a smile,
“Also, | like the camaraderie of the co-op."'

Sharing ideas on nutrition and food preparation is
another benefit. According to Diana Canup, a foun-
ding member, **You do need to learn to cook a little
differently,

““Most of us tend to make things from scratch, At
first my kids thought 1 was trying to poison them,"
she laughed, ''but they've adjusled.”

Stili, some things aren't for everyone.

“We found whole wheat macaroni a bit difficult to
digest,"” Canup admitted. “*And raw nuts delinitely
are different from store-bought roasted varieties.”

Carolyn Duffy, the order and pick up person for
John Pichler's meats, is especially appreciative of
the fact thal “there are no nitrites in his meats.”

“1 do 80 percent of my food shopping at the co-
op,”* Duffy said, "The produce is belter and
cheaper. Where else can you get potatoes at nine
cents a pound or mushreoms at 58 cents a half-
pound? Sometimes a bag of apples is only 50 cents.”

Membership in the Goodstul{ Co-ap is limited, but
there are openings now available. And, as Muljen-
dore explained: *'The more members we have, the
more smoothly things run.”
