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Kriewall sees issues
coming into ‘focus’

NOVI — The year ahead will be one
in which issues that previously have
been indistinct will *come into
focus,” according to City Manager
Edward Kriewall.

**Several issues that were moving
in 1984 will come together as realities
or definite plans,” Kriewall predicts.
“The Town Center should focus in
1985, as will the Community Center/-
City Hall, the lakeshore property, the
convention center and sewer capaci-
ty. There also will be a focus on new
directions in planning.”

Kriewall says the city currently is
analyzing the recommendations of
Zuchelli, Hunter and Associates
(ZHA) — the consultants hired to
plan the Town Center. The analysis
will show the present developer's
ability to ‘‘architecturally and
aesthetically integrate his plan with
the ZHA concept,” Kriewall says.
Simultaneously, ZHA is analyzing
the developer’s ability to have a
viable project and also provide
amenities, open space, pedestrian
orientation and upgrade architecture
there.

“Based on the time limits of the
dev;loper s option (to buy the school
propierty on Novi Road), the project
will focus one way or the other,"
Kriewall says. ‘‘We will learn
whether we have a ‘go project’ with
the present developer. Or we'll agree
to disagree. They'll walk away from
their option and we’'ll start again.
This will come into focus in 1985 one
way or the other.”

In the coming year, the civic center
committee will present the mforma-

tion it gathered in 1984, Kriewall
says. ‘‘The past year has been one of
information gathering and analysis
for the citizens' committee, as they
posture themselves for a 1985 bond
issue campaign,’’ he says.

“Regardless of the recent debate
on the location of city hall, the pro-
ject will have to focus early in the
year so plans can proceed at the com-
mittee level and the program has
enough lead time to develop specific
plans,” Kriewall says.

Another on-going project is the
development of 12,5 acres of city-
owned property on Walled Lake. The
lakeshore project s *‘one of the most
exciting preojects we have going in
the community and the citizens' com-
mittee has spent 1984 working with
the Oakland County planners and
citizens in the area to formulate
plans for the property that are
workable and will benefit the entire
community,"” Kriewall says.

He notes that the Oakland County
Planning Department formulated a

number of design schernes that will -

be shown to private sector
developers to demonstrate what the
city wants built there, The ground-
work for development in the area
was laid in 1984 with the establish-
ment of definite traffic plans and
road alignments. The city also
received jurisidiction of East Lake
Drive. Further plans were made to
design and build South Lake Drive in
1985.

By the spring of the coming year
the citizens’ committee should be
focused on a development plan that

can be released to the private sector -

for bidding,” Kriewall says.
Kriewall predlcted the committee

will recommend development and
finalization of a public/private part-
nership by mid-1985 which in turn
could signal that development of the
lakeshore site will be under construe-
tion by 1986.

“We plan to relocate the roads in
1985 and everything else has been or-
chestrated to move this project for-
ward,” Kriewall says.

The future of the commereial
development west of Twelve Oaks
Mall, known as Section 15 is stiil
cloudy, but should become more
clear in the coming year, according
to Kriewall. He calls Section 15 — and
the proposed convention center —
“probably the most complex project
the city has on the drawing board."’

There are three elements of the
project, all of which must be ac-
complished for the project to pro-
ceed. Litigation contesting the
special assessment district must be
resolved if the city is to have a way to
finance construction of streets, water
mains and sewers in Section 15. The
interior street system must be built if
the city is to construct a ramp that
will alleviate traffic problems into
Section 15 and on Novi Road. The
‘ramp must be built if a convention
center is to be constructed. But the
litigation most likely will not be settl-
ed unless property is purchased to
build a convention center, Kriewall
contends.

“If this resembles a domino:
theory, that's exactly what it is,”’ he
says.

He goes on to explain a special
assessment district was formed to
give the city the ability to provide

Candidates interviewed
for plan director’s post

NOV1 — The city's search lor an
on-staff planning coordinator has
been narrowed to four finalists from
a field of 30 applicants. At the same
time, the city is continuing to conduct
background checks on two prospec-
tive planning consultants.

A recommendation regarding the
appointment of a new planning coor-
dinator could come the first week in
January, according to City Manager
Edward Kriewall.

Kriewall added that he has been
pleased with the caliber of applicants
attracted by the city.

“All the finalists have done this
kind of job,” Kriewall said. *'They
have had a combination of communi-
ty development and planning coor-
dination responsibilities. We were

surprised at the number of good ap-
plicants who fitustoa ‘T."”

Most of the applicants in the runn-
ing for the post have Masters degrees
in planning and two to five years'
work experience, Kriewall said.

The city is seeking a replacement
for Planning Coordinator Janice
Rom, whose resignation becomes ef-
fective January 4. After serving as
planning coordinaor just four mon-
ths, Rom has accepted a position
with Manufacturers Hanonver .in
Maitland, Florida. She cited ‘‘per-
sonal’’ reasons in her resignation.

With the announcement of Rom's
resignation, the city began an im-
mediate search for a replacement.

At the same time the city is seeking
a new planning consultant. City coun-
cil and planning board members
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recently interviewed six prospective
planners and narrowed the field to
two finalists. The city’s current plan-
ning consultant, Vilican-Leman
Associates, was eliminated {rom fur-
ther consideration during the inter-
view process.

Kriewall said he currently is runn-
ing reference checks on the two
finalists — Brandon Rogers &
Associates and Wzacny & McKenna.

The city manager and selected city
officials also will attend planning
board meetings in communities
where the two firms serve as con-
sultants to determine how they
operate under those circumstances.

Kriewall said he expects to prepare
a recommendation regarding which
of the two firms should be hired by
mid-January.

Water rates rising
due to dry season

NOVI — Water rates are expected
(o increase approximately 5.5 per-
cent in July, according to figures just
released by the Detroit Water and
Sewer Department,

The proposed 5.5 percent increase
comes after a 22 percent decrease in
water rates during 1984. Engineering
Consultant Michael Kalinowski
reported that water rates could go
from $6.90 to approximately $7.29 per
thousand cubic feet. ‘

The increase in water rates is
directly attributable to the dry sum-
mer the area experienced,
Kalinowski said. Increased use of
water, especially for lawn sprinkling,
resulted in higher water rates.

Kalinowski also noted, however,
that it appears a voluntary water
conservation program initiated by
the city last year kept rates from ris-
ing even higher. *'It’s hard to tell ex-
actly how successful it was, but
without the program the rates pro-
bal;ly would have been higher," he
sal

Residents were asked to voluntari-
ly lower maximum day and peak
hour flow rates by controlling sum-
mer lawn sprinkling. Water

Residents successfu.ly curbed
water use during what is called the
“peak water-use periods’ and city
officials attribute the relatively low
rate hike to that fact.

The amount of water used during
the “peak’’ period is the ‘‘peaking
factor” and becomes part of the for-
mula used to set water rates for the
coming year. To determine a com-
munity's ‘‘peaking factor” Detoit
measures the amount of water being
used during the peak hour and peak
day. When Detroil's water system
hits its peak hour and day, the flow
recorded for a community at that
time becomes the factor used in the
rate formula,

Kalinowski said he reviewed the
numbers provided by Detroit and
found them generally to be accurate.

NOVI ~ The city has authorized its
legal counsel to seek condemnation of
two homes in the Lake Area. One of the
homes is rat-infested, while the second
is structurally unsound, according to ci-
ty officials.

The city council recently authorlzed
City Attorney David Fried to proceed to
circuit court to seek permission to
demolish the houses at 128 Henning and
1533 East Lake Drive,

The council took action after a city or-
dinance enforcement officer reported
unsafe conditions at the two homes.

Ordinance Enforcement Officer Ter-
rance Morrone reported the house at
128 Henning violated state construction
codes becuase it needed structural
repairs.

The owner was ordered to repair
decayed portions of the house, remove
defective equipment, remove *'fiith and
contamination” and board the struc-
ture. Morrone further advised the
owner to rid the home of rats.

The.owner of the home at 1533 East
Lake Drive was advised that the vacant
house was unsound and told of 20 steps
to take to bring the house into com-
pliance..

Morrone said action was taken
against the owners of the homes after
residents complained of the unsound
nature of the two houses. Morrone also
sald.he.was-aware of problems with the
houses and had been ‘'keeping an eye
:)n them’’ before the complaints came

n

City officials moved to take action
against the owner of 128 Henning when
tenants moved from the residence,

“] walked in and saw a rat and that
was enough for me,” Morrone sald. He
added that he found garbage inside the
house, as well as unsafe conditions.

Morrone said it was the first time he
l&as xiseen rats when inspecting ahome in

ovi.

Morrone warned residents in the im-
mediate area to keep their garbage in
tight cans. He said that garbage left in
easily opened bags attracts rats, so it
should be kept in tight containers.
Without food, rats will “eventually
disappear,” he said.

The city took action against the
owner of 1533 East Lake Drive after a
lengthy title search. After determining
that the title was clouded, notification
was sent to all interested parties.

The city is taking the two matters to
circuit court where it will seek permis-.

utilities in the area before develop-
ment and the resultant pressure from
development occurs,

“The concept seems only (oo
logical, but looking back it seems
land speculators have purchased the
property. 1t’s usually the developer
who bears the cost of the public im-
provements, and speculators are not
willing to pay those costs,” he ex-
plains.

“Once the key properties are pur-
chased by people who will be the end-
developers, then we'll see the litiga-
tion ended and the improvements
built,” Kriewall says.

“We're hopeful the convention
center issue will focus in early 1985,
he adds.

The manner in which the city will
deal with it's pending inability to pro-
vide sewer service to new develop-
ment is another issue looming in 1985.

“Probably the most unromantic
issue for 1985 is the subject of sewers,
but it could be the most critical,”
Kriewall says. ‘‘We felt that in 1984
we would see a solution to the
sanitary sewer problem. Un-
fortunately that solution did not
materialize.”

Kriewall has hope for the project,
even though federal funding for
sewers is drying up. “'Federal fun-
ding for super sewer is being cut
back vigorously by the Reagan ad-
ministration and 1985 will be the last
hurrah for receiving federal funding
for this project,” Kriewall says.

Kriewall is encouraged by the ac-
tion taken by the governor's office to
assign a person to ‘‘pull the project
back together.” He says: ‘‘Everyone
seems to be resigned to putting the
pieces back together for one final at-
lempt at the elusive regional pro-
ject.” A request for 55 percent
federal funding for the $120 million

regional sewer will be submitted by
October 1985.

““The only thing that keeps some
communities in the project is that the
federal government will be man-
dating pollution compliance across
the nation by 1988, Kriewall ex-
plains. *If a comraunity passed up
federal funding and still is not in
compliance with the Clean Water
Act, they won't be given much sym-
pathy. Communities had better plan
to deal with pollution problems.

“We're confident that this issue
should focus in 1985 — even without
federal funding. We're already in-
vestigating three alternative plans
for handling our community’s needs
independently of federal funding or
regional planning.”

New directions in planning the
community is one more area Novi
will focus on in the coming year.

“In the past year we saw the con-
clusion of old business and the begin-

_ning of a search for new direction,”

he says. He explains the various
forms that search took on. “We
started new planning ventures like
the Town Center analysis and hiring
a special consultant for a particular
project. Debate’ensued at the plann-
ing board and council level regarding
the role of the planning board and the
perceived role of the city council. In
general, it seemed to be a year of
debate about the new directions the
city should be looking into and pursu-
ing, not the least of which was the
whole issue of getting-a new planning
consultant.” -

Kriewall sees good things ahead
because ‘‘economic indicators are
very positive now and the
metropolitan area seems to be
resurging quite well.”’ High
technology industries and
developments are locating in the
area, and Novi seems to be getting its
share of the ‘‘development cream,”

Fried told the council the policy ques-
tion at issue is whether the city should
pay liability insurance for
homeowners’ associations and asked if
the associations had been promised
their liability insurance would be paid
by the city through the stormwater
management program,

The city attorney also told council the
fact that the ponds were built by the ci-
ty does not in itself create a liability
question. It depends on who creates the
problem, he said.

Joseph Toth, chairperson of the now-
disbanded citizens stormwater

Legislators must
face up to issues

Five for ’85. That's our label
for five issues we believe our
locally-elected representatives to
Washington and Lansing should ad-
dress in the coming year.

Some will take longer than a
year to resolve, others may seem
only remotely related to this area.
We believe each is a pressing issue
that demands some response in the
next 12 months and expect the state
legislature and Congress to ad-
dress them. If the representatives
of this area ignore any one of these,
they are missing the boat.

* Michigan’s business climate
could stand additional im-
provements and protections. Fine-
tuning is needed on the workers
compensation package for
starters, where some firmer defini-
tion of what constitutes ‘‘work
related” injury or illness is
necessary.

Simple *‘stress’’ cannot be allow-
ed to stand as sufficient evidence
that a job led to a worker’s illness
or death, for instance. Stress-
related illness depends too much on
factors beyond an employer’s con-
trol — how the employee reacts to
pressure, his diet and exercise, his
work habits and private life are all
contributing factors. Under pre-
sent Michigan law, employers have
been held responsible for such il-
Inesses, or injuries resulting from
them.

Health care costs in general
must be reduced. The preferred
provider package is one means of
addressing the problem, but cannot
be our only response.

Our federal representatives
should insure that federal actions
do not worsen our business climate.
Pollution standards aimed at the
control of acid rain, for instance,
should take into account that
Michigan’s environmental stan-
dards already exceed those of sur-
rounding states. One proposal that
would cut each state standard for
emissions from burning coal in half
would do Michigan great harm.
Our Congressmen should be

fighting it.

* If it can be done without in-
viting diversion, the federal
government should insure protec-
tion of the Great Lakes. Regional
governments have attempted to
band together to protect this vital
resource, but have not been entire-
ly successful in reaching a consen-
sus. These efforts should continue,
and Michigan Governor James
Blanchard should be a leading ad-
vocate for Great Lakes protection.

Federal agreement that the
lakes belong to the neighboring
states and provinces would go a
long way toward easing the minds
of those who fear a Sunbelt *‘raid”’
on the largest fresh water supply in
the world. The lakes may be the
key to economic survival in this
area of the country. They must be
protected before overt action
against them is taken.

e The State Board of Educa-
tion made a big splash in early 1984
by proposing a $500 million im-
provement plan for Michigan
schools. The report, ‘‘Better
Education for Michigan Citizens: A
Blueprint for Action” has good in-
tentions but, in light of the cost,
does not seem feasible.

The recommendations have
not yet become mandates, though
some local educators fear this may
be the case down the road. Given
the expanded revenues to state
school aid generated by the lottery,
and particularly by the Lotto
game, some may believe we are
ready to require some of the
costlier items contained in the
report.

Unfortunately, those lottery
funds are not going to out-of-
formula districts such as Nor-
thville and Novi, though the added
cost of education improvements
certainly apply here. In 1985, we'd
like to see local legislators address
the question of state aid for out-of-
formula districts. Changing the for-
mula by which the state distributes
education funding would be an
awesome taski A revision in
categorical funding (for transpor-
tation, special education and other
uses) should be feasible, however.

o Expanded sewer capacity in
western Wayne and Oakland coun-
ties should be a top priority. Boring
though the topic may be, it is one
vital to continued economic growth
in this region.

Since this area is one of the hot
spots for such growth in Michigan,
it would be short-sighted indeed if
our federal and state leaders were
to allow it to come to a screeching
halt simply for the lack of sewer
capacity. We hope the current in-
itiative to revive the former Son of
Supersewer project in some form
bears fruit. 1f it does not, however,
alternatives must be explored.

¢ Some equitable means of
selecting sites for state prisons,
and for funding construction of
them, must be found.

We must all share the burden
of having these facilities in our
communities. That means no in-
dividual community should be
loaded down with them, and no
community should be immune
from having facilities located
within their boundaries. Such a
policy won’t resolve the problem of
the NIMBY (Not In My Back Yard)
syndrome, but it would at least be
perceived as fair.

Funding prison construction is
a more difficult task. Voters re-
jected a funding proposal several
years ago out of fear of increased
taxes. The climate for tax in-
creases is, if anything, worse than
it was then. But Wayne County Ex-
ecutive William Lucas argues that
crime itself imposes a tax on socie-
ty. Rather than continue paying the
‘“‘crime tax,”’ we should pay for suf-
ficient prison space that the threat
of imprisonment again acts as a
deterrent to violation of the law.

Injuries

plague

Sherry’s career

NOVI — Don't call Sherry Lawlon a
wimp. She’'d probably smack her leg
cast upside your backside.

1 hate that aspect of it,”" the Novi
High senior says of her injury-prone
athletic career. ‘I hate it even if
somebody says I'm a wimp jokingly."

Lawton's medical history would be a
tragedy even if she didn't have the
potential to be one of Novi's best
athleles ever. It would be a tragedy
even if she weren't the type of person
who hates even to admit she's hurt,

It would be a (ragedy if it weren't
gruesomely funny.

“I'm a born klutz," she says with a
helpless laugh. 1 was OK through
ninth and tenth grades. Then 1 hit The
Wall.”

Since her junior year. The Wall has
stood between the born klutz and five
consecutive athletic seasons. A three-
sport athlete, Lawton has managed to
pick up an injury that's sidelined her
for part of every one.

Let's look into her medical chart:

e [Fall. 1983: Lawton was slated to -

start at guard for Novi's varsity basket-
ball team, coming off a conference
championship season. "'l was feeling
really tired and drained and 1 was try-
ing to get in shape for basketball,'* she
recalls. "I was having trouble staying
awakeinclass."

Diagnosis: intestinal disorder. Doc-
tor's orders: surgery and plenty of rest.
And no basketball.

» Winter, 1983: Lawlon earned a slar-
ting job on the front row for the varsity
volleyball squad. Early in a mid-winter
malch, Lawton made a gracelul spinn-
ing leap toward the ball for a return.
But she forgot something.

I turned my body, but I didn't turn’
my feet,” she says. When she landed —
on the side of her foot — she realized
her mistake.

Diagnosis: Pulled cartilage in her
ankle. Doctor’s orders: crutches. And
no volleyball.

¢ Spring, 1984: Lawton was expected
to be a triple-threat standout on Novi's
varsity trackers. She high jumped, she
long jumped. she could run. "Coach
(Chris) Ceresa had me try some long
jumps at practice one day." she says.

I remember I did five and then went
to do some running. As soon as I did, my
upper leg started hurting. By the lime |
got back to the locker room to dress. my
leg was bruised all over. I could barely

get my jeans on, 1t was so swelled up.”

Diagnosis: pulled quadriceps. Doc-
tor's orders: track will have to be a
spectator sport in "84,

» Summer, 1984: Lawton wasn't do-
ing anything. Basketball camp was a
few weeks off. She was feeling healthy
and strong. She was horsing around a
swimming pool with some friends and
got pushed into the water, dragging her
foot on the one jagged, broken piece of
tileon the entire perimeter of the pool.

Diagnosis: Deep cut in her foot. Doc-
tor's orders: 23 stitches.

By now you get the idea. But it's not
over yet.
The latest injury Lawton sustained

« was painful to watch. Afler playing

healthy up till the final game of regular-
season varsity basketball — well
enough to be named second-team all-
conference and second-leam all-area —
Lawton once again hit The Wail.

It was the final game of the regular
season. Novi was playing Northville in
an intense non-confercnce tune-up for
the Class B district playoffs.

Several minutes inlo the second
quarter, Lawton was running back to
cover on defense when she made a
quick turn on the court. Too quick.

She crumpled to the floor in agony as
the game continued around her. “'All |
remember is the room,spirning around
me and trying to crawl off the court.”
she says. "1t felt the same way my
ankle felt when I landed on it."

It was the same type of injury as her
ankie. Only this time it was her knee —
torn cartilage and ligaments. She
underwenl surgery soon aflerwards,
and now sports an ankle-to-thigh cast.

“It comes off next week," she says
brightly. “The doclor says it'll be 30
days till I'm back on the (volleyball)
team.”

But Lawton will return with a cons-
tant risk of re-injuring her knee at
almost any time. As for the jumping
and punishment her legs and feet would
take in track — possibly her best sport
—it'stoo early totel).

There's little doubt her injuries may
have kept Lawlon away [rom some
athletic scholarship offers — maybe not
a full-ride, but something, perhaps. that
might have made the *B" student’s
planned course of study more af-
fordable.

What does she want to study?

“Physical therapy." she replies.

She could probably get an honorary
doctorate.

for home heating

. Alfirst look, Dave McGrath's middle-
priced passive solar home is less than
attractive.

Architect-builder MecGrath calls it

“stark.”

But it’s only the north side of the
home that can be described with that
djective. The south side of ihie building
= the side facing the sun, is very open
in its appearance with its tall panes of
glass. It is this glass side of the house —
with its windows facing as much as
possible directly to the south — that
makes it an energy-efficient passive
solar building.

McGrath, a graduale of the Lawrence

 Instifiite 6f Technology. is building the *

nassive solar houses for middle- to
wer-income families. These houses
are going up in the Roediger subdivi-
sion off Martindale Road. south of Pon-
tiac Trail in Lyon Township.

At $60-$70,000 for a 1,628-square foot
house, McGrath said his house is cost-
competilive with conventionally heated
houses of similar size and make-up in
the same subdivision.

““The reai story here isn't that we're
building passive solar homes,"”’
McGrath said. *"But that we're building
passive solar homes for cosls com-
petitive with the costs of houses in the
subdivision."'

Exactly what is passive solar
heating? There are two types of solar
heating — active and passive. Active
solar heating is a form of collecting
solar energy in a device outside the
home (such as solar panels) and then

“Active solar is energy-efficient, bul
Michigan weather makes (using) it dif-
ficult,”" McGrath said.

sun by having the majority of the win-
dows in the house face south.

“We maximize windows on the south
side while minimizing them on the
north side,” McGrath said. Thal is part
of the reason the north side of the home
is stark looking. “‘People are used to
seeing windows. The only windows we
have are to keep the house to (fire)
code."

The heat is collected in the home by
placing materials such as quarry ltile.
concrete and darkly colored walls
around the area to collect and hold the
heat. Passive solar heating can provide
an estimated 25 to 35 percent yearly
energy cost savings.

Passive solar is a method of design-
ing the house,” McGrath said. *There
are mathematical relationships 1o the
length of the window, the overhang
{which will help cut out the suns rays in
summer) and the direction of the suns

rays.”

While the price of a passive solar
house and conventionally heated house
can be competilive, passive solar
heating offers some things a conven-
tionally heated home can't, The biggest
advantange to buying a passive solar
house is the tax credit which can be
claimed on it. According to McGralh,
owners of passive solar homes can
claim up to $5.000 in federal and state
energy tax credits.

Another big advantage is *'this house
is going to heat itself everytime we
have a sunny day.” McGrath said.
(There is a back-up heating system
should the sun refuse to shine for
several days.) '

A passive solar home is usually better
insulated than a conventionally heated
home. Because of the number of win-
dows facing the south side, the house is
well-lighted and bright. *Even on dark

days, this house is brighter than the
normal house,” McGrath said.

He also maintained his passive solar
house makes better use of available
space.

The houses going up in Lyon
Township have two-bedrooms with a an
optional third bedroom or study. The
bedrooms, kilchen and dining area are
on the first floor of the split-level home.
The living room and optional third
bedroom (which also can be left as
basement storage space) is on the
lower level of the house.

*Normally, pecple driving by think it
is a small house,” McGrath said. **But
what they see from the front is only
half.” ‘ B ‘

As the architect, McGrath said he
took special care in designing the
bedrooms around the width and length
of a queen size bed. The larger
bedrooms and such extras as the wet

bar in the dining area are other ad-
vantages to the house, said McGrath.
One of his biggest concerns in designing
the house was ‘‘eliminating the chop-
piness and small unuseable rooms
which are common in smaller-sized
builders' homes."

The most intriguing space in the
house is the area meant to catch and
collect the solar energy located directly
next to the south-side windows. This
area stretches from the ceiling of the
first level to the the quarry-Lile floor of
the second level. It looks like the
periect place for hanging plants. And.
said McGrath, a solarium is exactly
what it should be.

McGrath, who designed his own
passive solar home on Crooked Lake,
said a number of people have shown in-
terest in his newest design.

“A lot of young people like the con-
temporary design,” he said.
