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Next step in

NOVI — Consultants planning the
commercial area al Grand River and
Novi Road have received authority to
proceed to the next step in the plann-
ing process — drafting an agreement
outlining aspects of the development
to be negotiated.

Although city officials previously

have criticized aspects of the plan
originally proposed by consultant’s
Zuchelli, Hunter and Associates
(ZHA), there were few negative
remarks about revised plans
presented to a joint meeting of the
planning board and city council
Thursday.

Some Indicated their concerns
were addressed by changes In the
plan, while others said the proposal

still does not represent what the city
originally intended. But overall reac-
tion to the proposal appeared
positive, if not enthusiastic.

The consultants also advised city
officials the city must soon become
‘‘actively involved” in the project.

“The developer is going to need
assistance from the city {inancial or
otherwise,”” Consultant Thomas
Yockey said. ‘‘The city will need to

form a redevelopment district,
establish a Tax Increment Finance
Authority, acquire land or set a
master plan for development.”’

Consulant Michael Dzaman en-
couraged the city to acquire the pro-
perty through eminent domain. “You
have to do something unless you can
find Father Novi who Is going to
come in and build a statue you can
plan your town center around.”

The city must take a “high
posture’’ in the process, either by ac-
quiring the property or by
establishing a redevelopment
authority, Dzaman said. ‘'You have
to institute a planning process."’

The Town Center will be off tv a
“better start” if the city acquires the
property, Dzaman said.

Yockey cautioned against taking
an ‘“extreme approach’” — assembl-

ing properly — at this point. He told
city officials there are other steps
that can be taken which could work
as well, without actually purchasing
property in the Town Center.

He also indicated the city could
purchase the property and go
through a planning process, only to
end up with the same type of develop-

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Late tax
payment
creates

problem

NOVI — More than 1,000
homeowners in the Novi/Northville
area will be unable to deduct winter
property tax payments on their 1984
federal income tax relurns because
their mortgage-lender failed to pay
the taxes from their escrow accounts
within the calendar year.

Empire of America, a Brooklyn-
based firm that bought up thousands
of mortgages in southeastern
Michigan several years ago, did not
pay the taxes before December 31 in
Novi, Northville and Northville
Township among other southeastern
Michigan communities, according to
tax officials in the three com-
munities.

Repeated efforts to telephone the
firm’s Southfield offices for an ex-

planation of the delayed payments
failed to elicit a response this week.
Published reports listing 48 com-
munities where Empire of America
missed the December 31 payment
date did not include Northville or
Northville Township, but officials in
both communities said that the firm
had not made the payments,

Property taxes on roughly 40
homes in the City of Northville were
paid January 8, said Deputy
Treasurer Donna Kohs. Stiil unpaid
as of Monday were taxes on 443 pro-
perties in Northville Township and
525 in the City of Novi, according to
Township Deputy Treasurer Syd
Harral and Novi Assistant Treasurer
Evelyn 1. Natzel.

Although the due date on property
tax bills is February M, it is
customary for mortgage companies
lo make the payments by December
31 s0 that homeowners may claim the
deduction. Taxes are paid from funds
collected from the borrowers and ac-
cumulated in escrow accounts
throughout the year. Local officials
said no other mortgage company had
failed to beat the December 31 date.

shovelers warned

PONTIAC — It is unlawful to shovel
or plow snow from driveways into or
across roads or streets, according to
the Oakland County Road Commission.

Snow dumped onto the roadway, even
in small amounts, presents a hazard for
passing motorists. Violations are
reported and police do enforce the law,
said John L. Grubba, managing direc-
tor of the road commission.

Grubba recommended that snow be
piled on your own side of the road,
behind the curb or shoulder if possible.
If you must pile it on the shoulder, be
sure to place it to the right of the
driveway as you face the street so that
road plows will push it away from
rather than back into the driveway en-
trance.

Road plows unavoidably roll some
snow from the road itself into the
driveway entrance because plow blades
cannot be lifted for the thousands of
driveways.

. Grubba offered a few simple precau-
tions for improving the safety and con-
venience of all and helping to hold down
the tax cost. Here are some tips for
roadside attention:

¢ Mailboxes installed on the right-of-
way are placed there at the owner's
risk. Get them as far off the road as
practical. A flag or other identifying
marker will help plow operators see
and avoid them. If the mailbox post is
rotting, it should be replaced so the
weight of plowed snow will not break it.

o When a storm is forecast, remove
all vehicles from the sides of roads and
streets. This allows plows to clear the
area the first time through without ex-
pensive return trips. Many com-
munities have winter roadside parking
prohibitions, and the fines and towing
charges can be costly to the citizen.

Here are other ways everyone can
help with roadway snow and ice control
this winter:

¢ Slow down during all winter condi-
tions. Air temperatures anywhere near
freezing can cause icing on areas ex-
posed to winds, such as bridges or in
shady spots. Allow time to reach
destinations unhurried. And be safe,

* Do not drive in a winter storm

unless absolutely necessary, especially
during storms of wet snow or freezing
rain. Stalled and stranded vehicles pre-
sent hazards to other motorists and
significantly impede snow and ice
removal. The longer it takes road com-
mission crews to do their jobs, the more
it costs to Lhe taxpaying motorist.

* Properly equip all vehicles for
winter driving, from snow tires to wiper
blades. Winter driving is difficult
enough with the proper equipment.
Faully equipment is dangerous to you
and others, and is an invitation to be
stranded.

* Snowplow trucks operating with
blades up do not mean drivers are not
doing their jobs. They might be heading
for fuel or repairs, or enroute to their
area of plowing responsiblity.

* Remember, during a heavy or pro-
longed storm, the limited crews musi
remain on the heavily-traveled critical
and priority main routes until they are
safe. Only then can they turn their at-
tention to subdivision streets, and
sometimes this will be a day or two
after bad conditions begin. It is too cost-
ly to staff and equip to clear all roads
and streets on the same priority.

¢ Avoid calling the road commis-
sion’s snow removal operations
centers. They are extremely busy cop-
ing with storm situations and telephone
lines should be kept open for emergen-
cy calls. Emergency claims must be
verified, such as by a doctor.

* If you note an unusually hazardous
road problem on state trunklines, which
include the freeways, or on county
roads, call the road commission's
Department of Citizen Services: 858-
4804 during office hours or 858-4751 at
other times.

Grubba said that highway safety re-
mains the road commission’s top priori-
ty. “Every dollar of winter operating
costs that can be saved is a dollar for
spring, summer and fall road work,
such at patching potholes, that other-
wise would not be available,” he said.

Grubba noted that snow and ice con-
trol are paid for by motorists through
state-collected vehicle fuel and
registration fees.

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Small lot supply threatens development

NOVI — When 1984 got underway, ci-
ty officials were concerned that
residential building could soon be cur-
talled due to a shortage of lots and were
hoping for a resurgence in subdivision
plans, ‘indicating renewed interest in
residential construction.

As Novi's supply of developed lots
continued to dwindle throughout the
year, there was no movement to build
up the supply again. But then again,
there was little of that kind of activity to
be¢ found anywhere in the area.

This year, City Manager Edward
Kri wall reports the city has about a
one-year supply of lots and predicts the
city's lot inventory could be nearly gone
by the end of the year. ''Some are large
lots that won't sell rapidly,” he points
out, but the inventory of other lots could
be cut in half by year’s end.

Without an increase in the number of
available lots, it will be difficult for
Novi to continue to see the growth it has
realized in past years. Where Novi once
had 3,000 lots, developed and ready for
construction, it now has in the

neighborhood of 300. (Developed lots
are served by sewers, water lines and
roads.) The city’s inventory of
developed lots dropped to 600 by the
beginning of 1984 and now has dropped
to less than 300.

“From what we can estimate, if
building continues at the same pace it
did (in 1984), we have two more years of
single family building left,”” Kriewall
said one year ago. *'If there is no plat-
ting by mid-1984, we will have a shor-
tage of lots and future residential
development could be at a standstill."’

Building could be slowed or stopped
while new lots are developed, since it
takes approximately one year to install
pub(liic utilities — sewers, water and
roads.

Kriewall: ‘If there is no platting by
mid-1984, we will have a shortage of
lots and future residential develop-
ment could be at a standstill.’

However, the outlook might not be
quite 50 bleak, according to represen-
tatives of the Builders’ Association of
Michigan, who say platting activity ex-
pected in Novi last year could very well
take place this year.

Paul Robertson, Jr. of the Builders'
Association said communities like Novi
may see some platting activity in the
coming year even though there are
available lots in other communities.

“There still is a large supply of lots in
places like Rochester Hills — that’s one
of the reasons they’re going to see a lot
of building this year. But there will be
some additional platting this year and
one of the places it could occur is Novi,"
Robertson said.

The lack of platting activity locally

could be attributable to the abundance
of developed lots in many of the area’s
growth communities.

Officials in four communities con-
tacted in an informal poll by The News
reported they were experlencing little
or no platting activity because they
have a large supply of developed lots.

In Farmington Hills, Planner
Richard Lampe reported a surplus of
approximately 1,500 developed lots.

“Last year we had a three-year supp-
ly; now we have a two-year supply,”
Lampe said. He also noted that there
are many preliminary plats on the
books which could be brought in for
final approval at any time.

“‘They’re just waiting,” Lampe said.
““We'll probably deplete our existing in-
ventory first. Then if interest rates
come down, we'll see (builders) coming
in for final approval.”

Lampe reported that developers have
mixed reactions on the outiook for the
coming year. *‘One will tell you interest
rates will go up and another will tell you
they're going to go down."

In Canton Township, there was no
platting activity during 1984. Chief
Building Official Aaron Machnik
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reported Canton has a large number of
available residential lots — about 3,000
of them with approximately 1,800 ready
for immediate construction,

Canton expected about 190 single-
family housing starts during the past
year. The township also has a large
number of preliminary plats on file that
could soon be presented for final ap- -
proval, according to Machnik.

“I think we'll see a little improve-
ment in the economy and they'll try to
use up the inventory in the ground,”
Machnik said. “We expect a substantial
amount of commercial and industrial
growth.”

There is nearly a three-year supply of
developed lots in Rochester Hills
(formerly Avon Township), according

‘to Gene Ferrera. Even so0, two subdivi-

sions moved forward and finalized
preliminary plats prepared several
years ago, adding approximately 200
more lots to the city’s inventory.

‘‘We have about 2,000 lots available in
subdivisions that have been platted
since the 1970s,” Ferrera said. “We
have a three-year supply, depending on
how fast building comes back.

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Gardner family seeks damages

NOVI — The family of a former Novi
teacher, who pled guilty to breaking in-
to the school administration building
and planning to set if afire, has filed
suit against two bars,"accusing them of
serving the man after he was intox-
jcated. .

The wife and daughter of Russell
Gardner are seeking $1 million in ex-
emplary dagmages and $10,000 in com-
pensatory damages in a suit filed in
Qakland County Circuit Court before
Judge Steven Andrews.

The suit is brought against Jamie's
on 7 Bar in Livonia, the Pit Stop Lounge
in Novi, and Gardner.

Gardner apparently is included as a
defendant to meet the legal re-
quirements of state law that says he
must be named in the suit. It appears
that in this case Gardner is what is
known as a “friendly defendant” — one
named because he must be.

‘Carol Gardner's suit against the two
bars is based upon provisions of state
law known as the “‘Dramshop Act.” The
law allows a person who is injured as a

result of a bar giving alcohol to a clear-
ly intoxicated person to sue the bar for
whatever injury occurs as a result of
the intoxicated person’s condition. The
law usually is applied in cases where
there has been bodily injury to the in-
toxicated person.

But this suit claims Gardner was
served alcohol by both bars when his
senses were ‘‘destroyed or distracted
by the use of intoxicating liquor,” caus-
ing him to act in a way he would not
have otherwise behaved.

As a direct result of being served
while intoxicated, Gardner was ‘‘caus-
ed to engage in the conduct of breaking,
entering and burning of a public school
building office, and but for the selling,

. (of liquor to Gardner) he never
would have engaged in said conduct,”
the suit states. ‘

Gardner’s wife and daughter have
suffered ‘“‘great discomfort, mental
pain and suffering, humiliation,
disgrace, embarrassment, exclusion
from society, loss of love, companion-
ship, affection and support,” as a result
of his conduct, the suit alleges.

The suit goes on to charge that by ser-

ving Gardner the two bars were *‘gross-
ly negligent or acting in wanton and in-
tentional disregard of the laws of the
State of Michigan.”

Gardner’s alcoholic condition
rendered him unfit to “‘even be in the
defendants’ establishments”’ and his
condition ‘‘was known or should have
been known” by the bars’ employees,
according to the suit.

Jamie's Enterprises Inc, has
responded to the suit by denying that
Gardner was served negligently and
that he was served while his senses
were “‘destroyed or distracted by the
use of intoxicating liquor.”

Attoneys for Jamie's also argued that
any damages that occurred were caus-
ed in part by the negligence of Mrs.
Gardner and her daughter. The bar also
“reserves the right to file appropriate
cross claims.”

Attorney William D. McCririe,
representing Mrs. Gardner, refused to
comment on the suit. Peter Lyons,
representing Jamie's Enterprises, Inc.
also refused to discuss the case.

When reached at his office in South
Lyon, Gardner said he understood he

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x.

was named as a defendant in the suit,
but did not know the reasoning behind
it. Gardner is not currently represented
by an attorney. He added that his wife
has been advised not to discuss the case
with him and he has not spoken with her
attorney.

The Gardners are married and living
in Green Oak Township. Gardner has
opened an insurance company in South
Lyon. He was a teacher and wrestling
coach in the Novi schools from 1971 to
his resignation in 1983.

Gardner pled guilty to one count of
breaking and entering with intent to
commit arson in March 1983. A second
count, burning real property, was
dismissed. He was piaced on two years
probation, ordered to pay $400 court
costs and directed to make full restitu-
tion for damage to ‘school property,
which amounted to $5,770.

Restition was divided between Gard-
ner and co-defendant Richard Trudeau
who took the matter to trial and was
found guilty on both counts leveled
against him. He was sentenced to serve
six months in the Oakland County Jail
on both counts. He also was placed on

NOVI — Funds from the federal
government will be distributed among
six different projects, including
engineering for a pedestrian path, im-
provements to Lakeshore Park and
purchase of a radio for the fire depart-
ment.

Novi expects to receive $37,600 in
funds through the Housing and Com-
munity Development Block Grant
(HCDBG) program in the coming year.

NOVI — The dominoes are not going
to topple quite yet.

The sequence of events that ultimate-
ly will lead to development of the com-
mercial center in Section 15, west of
Twelve Oaks Mall, has been compared
by City Manager Edward Kriewall to
toppling dominoes.

And Kriewall had hoped the ‘‘domino
theory” was underway when the
Michigan Court of Appeals upheld the
city’s position to establish a special
assessment district to fund construc-
tion of public utilities (streets, water
mains and sewers) in the area.

But at the last minute, property
owners have asked that the case be
heard by the Michigan Supreme Court.

City Attoney David Fried said that on
the last day the decision could be ap-
pealed, attorneys representing Dixon
Road Group and Novi-12 Associates fil-
ed a request that the case be heard by
the high court.

In response, the city has asked that
the court to give the case immediate
consideration and reject the property
owner's appeal.

As they discussed the recommen-
dations, city officials seemed to
agree they must decide exactly what
kind of amenities they expect in the
Town Center before they determine
the best financing mechanism. The
group decided it must review in
detail each of the six strategies
previously recommended by ZHA for
developing the Town Center.

Last week ZHA presented the plans
it has discussed with the proposed
developer and showed how it believes
he can improve the quality of his
‘development while at the sanie time
retain the profit he expects from the
ptoject.

The developer is proposing an L-
shaped shopping center with three
major anchors of approximately
30,000 square feet apiece. Another
53,000 square feet of retail space in a
cluster of small shops is part of the
developer's plan. A hotel is planned
along the expressway.

First the consultants reviewed the
developer's proposal to determine if
it’s financially sound. **We found this
fs riot an outrageous deal, It’s a well-
conceived project for whal it is and
it’s "basically in the ball park,”
Yockey said.

“We thought a lot of the pieces
weré right,” Dzaman agreed. ‘‘We
originally thought the market would
support a neighborhood shopping
‘center, and we think there is poten-

viable spots in the

The con-
sultants suggested a new layout for
the shopping center, to improve its
pedestrian orientation. They aiso in-
creased the number of small shops
proposed for the center. With fewer
anchors and more small shops, the
consultants said the center would
have a better “mix and environ-
ment.”

Revisions to the plan also called for
the developer to increase his “‘hard”
construction costs 10 percent to pro-
vide better architecture and site
development.

When the conversation turned to
steps the city may have to take to
assure the quality of the develop-

ment, such as building a road
through the Town Center, Mayor
Robert Schmid Stated flatly the city
would not take such steps at this
time. “Right now we're not doing
anything,’” he said.

Schmid reiterated his position that
the property in the Town Center is in
such a prime location that the
developer will not let the property go
quickly. *“This is one of the most
viable spots in the tri-county area. In
this general area it's one of the hot-
test.

Planner Joe Brett pressed the
mayor, asking if a shopping center in
any configuration would be accep-
table to the city council.

are unable to deduct the winter pro-
perty taxes this year. Tax payments
made this year will be deductible on
income tax returns filed in 1986, and
homeowners may find they are
claiming two years of propety tax on
next year’'s returns.

“As of right now, they lose
whatever the value of the deduction
is this year, and use of the money un-
til next year, but they’ll collect it on
the 1985 return,” McNeff said. **One
saving item is that it doesn’t affect
State of Michigan income taxes. The
State of Michigan allows the claim on
the homestead property tax exemp-
tion, whether it was paid in 1984 or
not.

Oakland County traffic deaths decline

. PONTIAC — For the second con-
secutlve year, Oakland County has
recorded the fewest traffic fatalities in
31 'years, according to the Traffic Im-
provement Association of Oakland
County (TIA).

Some 125 traffic deaths were reported

in 1984 and 117 in 1983. The last year in
which fewer traffic deaths were record-
gd was 1962 when there were 115
fatalities in Oakland County.
. The 1984 fatalities represent a 6.8 per-
cent increase over 1983. Traffic
fatalities throughout the state in 1984
wvere 13.2 percent higher than in 1983
(1,508 compared to 1,331).

TIA Managing Director Bruce
Madsen sald Oakland County
authorities had been concerned about a
substantial increase in traffic fatalities

which occurred during the first few
months of 1984,

“During the first quarter there was a,
slight increase in the number of fatal

accidents, but several of them resulted
in multiple fatalities which pushed the
traffic toll 75 percent above the same
period in 1983,” said Madsen.

He said reasons for the substantial in-
crease could not be identified, but that
the unusual fatal accident experience
resulted in stepped up prevention ef-
forts on the part of local authorities.

“This doubtlessly had a positive im-
pact during the rest of the year,"” he
said. ’

Though recent trends toward fewer
traffic fatalities cannot be attributed to
any single cause or prevention activity,

-,
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the work of special alcohol enforcement
teams comprised of sherif’s depart-
ment personnel and local police officers
has played a significant role¢ in the
reduction, Madsen said.

The ohservation is based in part on
the fact that alcohol-related fatalities in
designated target areas patrolled by
special alcohol enforcement leams
were down 60 percent last year as com-
pared to the two-year period prior to
1980 when the countywide alcohol en-
forcement and education project was
launched.

During the first three years of the

project, total alcohol-related accidents .

in the county were reduced 20 percent,
some 3,650 less than projected trends.
Almost half of these accidents would
have been in the fatal or serious injury

classifications, according to TIA.

Madsen reported that approximately
$700,000 was spend on the project from
mid-1980 to mid-1983, during which time
there was an estimated $15.6 million
reduction in the cost of alcohol-related
accidents.

Madsen said other factors whlch'

helped keep fatalities down include im-
provements in traffic engineering, law
enforcement, emergency medical ser-
vices and vehicle safety engineering.

Both the Oakland County and state
traffic death figures are provisional.
Slight increases in year-end totals may
be anticipated due to reports of deaths
that occurred after 1984 but which
result from accidents which happened
inthat year, Madsen said.

Council must set
Town Center goal

= A concensus to discuss
strategies for developing the Town
Center would appear to be the most
positive thing to arise out of a
meeting between city officials and
the consultants planning the com-
mercial area, Zuchelli, Hunter and
Associates (ZHA).

To get the results the city
wants in the Town Center, ZHA
‘fecommended the city adopt a
policy statement which includes a
physical design plan. It also advis-
ed the city to rescind the current
zoning for the Town Center and
.adopt a new ordinance spelling out
the location of public utilities and
‘other specific plans, hire a town
‘center economic director, locate ci-
ty hall in the Town Center, use tax
increment financing to fund public
improvements and negotiate with
developers.
;. So far city officials have
discussed generally the recommen-
dations made in late October, but
have reached no decisions on five
of the six proposals. Whether the ci-
ty has been waiting for the consul-
‘tant to assist them in implementing
‘the recommedations or whether it
'simply was not in a position to act
-on them because of the changes in
.the planning department is
unclear.

+ But it is becoming increasingly
obvious the city will have to make
.some decision regarding which, if
any, of these options it wants to
use.

The most difficult problem city
officials seem to be facing is
whether or not they actually want
to encourage development in the
area. Some believe it will take no
action on the city’s part to get the
development it wants.

but cannot afford to upgrade the
project and build the road. Faced
with the prediction that building
the necessary roads, water and
sewer lines in the Town Center
could cost as much as $2.3 million,
city officials have not discussed
how to fund the improvements.

Yet, construction of the im-
provements may be the
‘“something’’ the city must offer if
it is serious about attracting
development to the Town Center.
So far it has offered nothing but the
“privilege’’ of locating in the City
of Novi.

This attitude ignores the fact
that despite its location, the Town
Center in its current condition is
not a physically attractive place
for a major development.

The decisions now facing the
city are how badly it wants that
first developer to break ground and
whether it is ready for him to do so.
The city also must decide whether
it believes it must make conces-
sions to the developer in order to
get the high quality project it
wants.

With so much of the city’s
policy regarding development in
the Town Center unformed, the city
does not appear to be in a position
to negotiate with the developer at
this time. Although, ZHA has not
indicated when the city must be
prepared for negotiations, it did
say the developer must move
rapidly or his lease agreements
with prospective tenants will ex-
pire. For that reason we believe the
city must also move quickly to set
the development policy for the
area.

As long the negotiations do not
proceed too rapidly, the city may
yet be able to prepare itself in time.
But to do so will require a
timetable, a clear picture of what
decisions must be made, and a
commitment to talk less and act
more.

appy conclusion

School and city officials pro-
mptly pointed out that the traffic
counts were conducted in August —
before school was in session — and
asked the road commission to
reconsider its decision. At the same
time, Calandro was asked to lend
his support to the effort to obtain
signalization for the intersection.

The road commission subse-
quently agreed to conduct another
study but announced that nothing
could be done until the 1986 fiscal
year because the commission’s
signalization program for the 1985
fiscal year had been budgeted and
finalized.

After further intervention by
Calandro, the road commission an-
nounced last week that it would
provide a signal at Ten Mile and
Taft Road, and the light is schedul-
ed for installation in March.

Calandro’s intervention was an
important factor in getting the road
commission to reconsider its
original decision. During his term
on the county board of commis-
sioners, Calandro continually has
impressed local officials with his
willingness to work hard for their
interests and his ability to get

things accomplished. His success’

with this particular project is a fur-
ther example of that.

At the same time, Managing
Director John Grubba and the road
commission are to be commended
for their flexibility in reconsidering
an earlier decision and willingness
to cooperate with local officials.

The happy conclusion is that
Novi students and citizens will be
able to utilize a potentially
dangerous intersection with a
higher degree of safety.

Since donning my first
pair of ballet shoes at
the age of four, I have
always fantasized of
being a prima
ballerina. Though it’s
been many years since
I've pas de deuxed my
way across a hard
wood floor, I still get
chills up my spine at
the sight of dancers on
astage.

Last Thursday’s opening performance of
*‘Alexander Gudonov and Stars’” once again
had me tripping down memory lane. Though
the production could have used an art director,
and a technical mishap during the last number
of Don Quixote distressed both the audience
and the company’s principal *‘star,” there is no
question that the dancing was superb.

While Gudonov lacks the finesse of a
Nureyev, Panov or his former ABT colleague
Baryshnikov, his dynamic stage presence car-’
ries him through. The other dancers, primarily
two of the femaie leads, gave performances
equal to those seen in much larger (and more
affluent) companies.

The taped music and stark stage used by
the Gudonov company is a far cry from the
elaborate sets and orchestrated numbers of the

New York City Ballet or the American Ballet
Theatre.

However, the lack of staging did not dwarf
the company’s dancers. Though initially I was
disappointed by the lack of spectacular set-
tings, I soon came to appreciate that all my at-
tention was focused on the dancers — not the
background effects.

During more than a decade of ballet
lessons, 1 did my fair share of dancing on an
empty stage. Recitals, usually the culmination
of the year’s lessons, provided tiny dancers a
chance to show off their hard work. If I recall
correctly, I was a “‘snowflake' during my first
recital performance. I danced with a corps of a
dozen or so other preschoolers wearing multi-
colored tutus embroidered with sequins. We
also wore little silver tiaras on our heads.

The slides of that infamous recital still
cause hysteria among my family members.
Dimpled knees, chubby thighs and a pixie hair-
cut hardly muster images of Pavlova. I'm just
thankful we don’t have home movies to show
the neighbors.

While my ‘““snowflake” performance hard-
ly caused a rumble in the dance world, it prov-
ed the beginning of a lifelong love affair with
ballet. During the next 10 years, I came to ap-
preciate the discipline, hard work and dedica-
tion needed to achieve even the slightest suc-

cess as a dancer.

Before taking over as dance instructor at
Detroit Country Day, my teacher Barbara Mc-
Call Seaver taught out of a little studio in
downtown Birmingham. Throughout elemen-
tary and junior high school, that studio proved
a sanctuary for those of us hoping to rid our
frustrations.

Like most ballet studios, it was long and
narrow. One side of the room was mirrored
while the other was adorned with Degas prints.
Ballet bars extended along both walls and a
grand piano tucked in the corner provided us
with Mozart, Brahms and Schumann.

Back in those days, leotards came in basic
black in two styles — scoop or high neck. Tights
were pink with seams down the back (always
straight) and hair was always tied back or
worn in a.chignon. The studio’s wood floor
always gleamed despite the marks left by toe
shoes covered with rosin.

I'll never forget the feeling which seemed
to take hold as I walked into that room. Though
I never became a prima ballerina and abandon-
ed ballet for cheerleading, Sadie Hawkins
dances and other high school nonsense, I still
remember the little girl standing before the
mirror waiting for the command.

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NOVI — Driving west along 1-96
through the city is not a pretty sight,
but the city is working to clean up one of
the alleged eyesores that lines the
highly-visible expressway property.

The city recently filed suit in Oakland
County Circuit Court, asking that the
Novi Pallet Company be required to
stop storing used, disassembled pallets
on its property.

The suit requests that the company
be forced to stop manufacturing,
assembling and taking apart wooden
pallets.

Further, the suit asks the court to
order a ‘‘permanent injuction ... requir-
ing (Novi Pallet Company) to per-
manently abate the nuisance and enjoin
the company from ... storing used and
disassembled wooden pallets on its pro-

perty.”

The city has filed suit to get the Novi Pallet Company lo discontinue outside storage

City sues to relocate pallet firm

Should the city prevail, the company
could be forced to relocate to another
partof the city where the type of work it
does is a permitted land use or shut
down its local operation.

Enforcement Officer Alan Amolsch
explained the law suit was filed when
the company refused to comply with
provisions of various zoning or-
dinances.

“It started out with the enforcement
of the city’s green belt requirement
along Grand River,” Amolsch said.
““This was something the city council
wanted our department to look into.
The pallet company was one of those on
the list of companies with old zoning or-
dinance violations.”

Novi Pallet Company has been in
operation since 1977. Wooden pallets
are repaired, re-manufactured and
stored there.

The city attorney’s office charges the
work at the pallet company is not allow-
ed in the zoning district in which it is
located.

In fact, the law suit charges the com-
pany is operating a junk yard since the
pallets are second-hand materials and
are stored and taken apart on the pro-
perty.

Under provisions of the city’s zoning
ordinance, junk yards are not permit-
ted unless the property is zoned for
heavy industrial use. A junk yard also
is limited lo property that is enclosed
within a building or eight-foot obscur-
ing wall. It also must abut a railroad.

The Novi Pallet Company meets none
of those provisions, according to the
suit filed by the city.

Before the property was rezoned
from heavy to light industrial, prior to
1982, the company was permitted to

have outdoor storage. But even then the
company did not comply with or-
dinance requirements that the material
being stored be screened by a wall on
those sides abutting a residential zon-
ing district and abutting a public road,
according to city officials.

““Contrary to the provisions of the
zoning ordinance, the company is using
the property for outdoor manufacture,
assembling and disassembling of
wooden pallets,” states the city’s suit.
“The continued maintenance of a junk
yard and outdoor storage upon the pro-
perly and the continued use of the pro-
perty for outdoor manufacture of
wooden pallets is in violation of (city or-
dinance) and constitutes a nuisance."”

The law suit has been started in
Oakland County Circuit Court before
Judge Robert Anderson. The parties
are awailing a trial date,

Sprinkler pipes at the Kerr Company
on Nine Mile broke Monday, January
21, causing the collapse of an interior
wall. Fire fighters were called at ap-

proximately 7 a.m. when water from
the broken pipe caused electrical arc-
ing in the building.

Water flooded a room on the second
floor, went into an office, an employee
tocker area and then into the
warehouse. An alarm went off and
ultimately a 20-foot wall caved in,
Lenaghan reported.

““We shut down the sprinkler system,
checked for an electrical fire, and then
cleared the scene,” he said. **We were
there about an hour."’

Lenaghan said Kerr employees

started to report for work as fire
fighters were called to the scene.
Employees found water spilled over
mechanical equipment in the building
and ran out the door.

Broken sprinkler system pipes also
were reported by ACO Hardware in the
Novi-Ten Plaza at noon the same day.
Fire fighters shut the system down.

Water pipes snapped as a result of the
extremely cold temperatures recorded
the weekend of January 19. Lenaghan
explained pipes often are located close

to metal decking and the metal con-
ducts the cold.

‘“When a building is constructed this
way, the pipes are usually exposed to
more cold than they would normally be
exposed to. When they get more ex-
posure in weather like we experienced
last weekend, they are susceptible to
breaking.”

Fire fighters are called to the scene
when water pipes break because of the
high probability that electrical fixtures
gould short out and cause an electrical

As the new year begins, Social Securi-
ty Supplement (SSI) officials are issu-
ing a reminder that you must report if:

* Youmove.

* You start or stop working or the
amount of your earnings changes.

* Any beneficiary dies or becomes
unable to handle benefits.

«  You are confined to a jail, prison,
penal institution or correctional facility
for conviction of a felony.

« A person for whom you are (iling or
who is in your care dies, leaves your
care or custody, or changes addresses.

« Your marita) status changes — by
marriage, divorce or annulment of

marriage.
» You have cash, bank accounts,

bonds, property other than your home,
or other belongings totaling $1,600 or
more ($2,400 or more if you are married
and living with your spouse), beginning
January 1, 1985.

To report these changes and any
other changes that affect your SSI pay-
ment, contact your local Social Security
office. You can report by phone, mail or
in person. Phone numbers and ad-
dresses are listed in the telephone book
under Social Security Administration.

Social Security officials state that
changes should be reported as soon as
they happen. If they are not reported
within 10 days after the month they hap-
pen, a penalty may be assessed.

“We had Wayne's (her hushand)
salary from Numatics Incorporated to
live on, but I figured if I did so much per
day, 1 could pay my bills,” she explain-
ed. ‘I really wanted to make a goof it.

Deciding to capture the early morn-
ing trade, McBride offered a stick-to-
your-ribs breakfast special of two eggs,
‘bacon, ham or sausage, real home fries
and two slices of toast with jelly for
$2.25.

The special caught on, along with
good service, free coffee refills, and a
cheerful atmosphere. Today her
restaurant boosts a big trade.

McBride says she cooks at least 300
breakfasts on weekends when people
often wait in line to get a seat. Her hus-
band, Wayne, lends a helping hand at

the grill on Sundays, and their children
from previous marriages (ages 9, 12, 13
and 14) pitch in when things are really
hectic.

“We make everything from scratch,”
McBride said, which accounts for her
starting a typical day at4:30 or5a.m.

By 6 a.m., many of McBride's
“regulars’ are there, drinking coffee
and reading a newspaper while she and
her six employees scurry to feed
everyone: -

Later, road commission workers and
school bus drivers arrive, along with
numerous business people. On
weekends it is a favorite after-church
stop,

Considering the fact that her
restaurant only holds 38 customers, it is
somewhat amazing that McBride's
weekly orders include 13 cases of eggs
(15 dozen per case), 1,200 pounds of
potatoes, 210 pounds of bacon, 100
pounds of sausage and 200 pounds of
ham.

Other breakfast offerings include
omlets, French toast, pancakes, and
biscuits and gravy.

For lunch, customers can choose a
daily special such as beef tips and
noodles, liver and onions, sandwiches,

burgers, Coney Islands with chili sauce
and homemade soup. The most expen-
sive item on the menu is a strip steak
sandwich with fries at $4.29.

What makes D's Restaurant popular?

Don Barnes, a regular customer,
knows exactly what it is. I think it's
the food. You never leave here hungry.

Asked how she learned to cook,
McBride chuckles. ‘‘Raising
kids. . . youlearn how!" '

As a wife and mother, McBride must
also juggle her schedule at home. On
her her two days off, she does paper-
work from her business, along with the
laundry, housecleaning and chauffer-

ing their youngsters.

The potatoes are real, too — none of
that instant stuff. And best of all, you
don’t pay an arm and a leg,” he said.

McBride says good service also ac-
counts for her restaurant’s success.
“It’s hard work. My girls and 1 are on
our feet, running all day. I've hired
three or four men, but they don’t seem
to want to work.”

“They can’t keep up with us,” added
waitress Jane Wingate.
