Reading awaits retiring librarian

NOVI — Eight o’clock in the evening slips up and
Dorothy Flattery is as fresh as a crisp new book.

Her desk, a zig in the long zig-zag row of work sta-
tions that runs through the Novi Library's ad-
ministrative office, looks exactly the way a head
librarian’s desk should. It is swimming in books —
each one tagged and coded — and papers and knick-
knacks and mementoes.

With a cheery smile and the bustle of a woman
who adores her work, Mrs. Flattery picks up her
tote bag, stuffs a book inside, offers a quick recom-
mendation on a new novel lying on her desktop and
heads out the door.

The message on her tote bag tells it all: **The Novi
Library is my bag.”

You'd have to look a long time to find a person
more suited to that book bag. To many people,
Dorothy Flattery is the Novi Library. More than a
librarian, more than a nice lady behind the desk.
She’s a friend.

Now, 22 years after hiring on as part-time city
librarian, Mrs. Flattery is about to embark on a new
career — retirement. She's set her last day for
Thursday, May 30. Community residents are invited

to attend an open house the library staff is hosting in
her honor from 4-7 p.m. at the library.

Mrs. Flattery expects to feel a little sorrow over
leaving a job she's loved, and she does. *'I am going
to miss the routine,’’ she said. *Twenty-two years is
a long time to work, but it’s been fun the whole
way."

True to her optimistic nature, she’s looking on the
bright side of retirement. She plans to spend more
time with her husband, Bob, who retired several
years ago. She'll probably play a little golf, and
she’s eagerly anticipating the arrival of her eighth
grandchild in July. *'Of course we're going to stay in
the community," she said.

And then there’s that big stack of books she’s been
eager to get around to reading.

““You know, we have a lot of retirees who come to
the library regularly,” she said. **They come in and
they’ll spend two or three hours at a time reading. 1
think it's lovely — and I plan to do the same thing
myself. When I have the time.,

“I've got my name on several reserve lists for
books,” she confides with a grin.

Oh, yes. She’s also got some volunteer work lined
up. And where else would it be but the Novi
Library? She’ll continue to help buy adult fiction
and mysteries, which she’s selected since 1963, at

least until a new librarian has been hired.

She’ll also help keep track of overdue books until
the library is computerized later this year. Mrs.
Flattery's excited about getting actively involved in
the Friends of the Novi Library. "'They're very
special to me,"’ she said, ‘‘but I've never really had
the time to be involved. Now I will."'

Library Administrator Brenda Burrell is sad to
see Mrs. Flattery leaving the city’s employ, but
Burrell is thrilled she wants to stay on as a
volunteer. And, she doesn’t plan to let her retire
from volur.'cer duty any time soon.

“Dorothy won't ever be considered just a
volunteer,” Burrell said. “‘It would be intolerable
for us if Dorothy were to retire and not be involved
at all. Her spirit just couldn't leave the library."”

Dorothy Flattery's spirit has filled the Novi
Library since 1963, the year she and Rose White,
now retired, were hired to run the fledgling opera-
tion — then just three years old.

““The library was organized in 1960," she said.
*‘People had donated books and they had worked for
months and months to sort them all out.” The
original libarians — Annie Nichols, Dorothy Pac-

Public preschools get mixed reviews

acquires Hilton,

remaining land

NOVI — The Orchard Hill Place
Partnership last week sold the Novi
Hilton Hotel and 100 acres of the re-
maining undeveloped office and com-
mercial park behind the hotel.

The Orchard Hill Place Partner-
ship, consisting of Eriro Land Com-
pany and Eight-Haggerty Proper-
ties, whose general partners include
Edward T. Samson, Richard Nord-
strom and Joseph A. Gerak, sold the
Eight Mile/Haggerty Road office
park to the Samelson Group of
Bloomfield Hills.

The sale has no affect on the
management of the 240-room Hilton,
according to General Manager Gary
Seibert, who noted the hotel still
plans a July grand opening.

Ted Flynn of the Samelson Group
explained the sale encompasses all
undeveloped portions of Orchard Hill
Place. **We will be working to master
plan the entire parcel,’" he said.

This development plarn, expected to
be presented to city officials
sometime this summer, includes
more office space, ‘‘a couple
restaurants, a health club. .. and a
retail feature, either a small special-
ty shopping center or a very fine,
free-standing store,”’ Flynn said.

Walkways connecting the various
aspects of the development, jogging
paths and extensive landscaping also
are part of the overall scheme, he ad-
ded.

Other Sameison. Group projects in-
clude the West Hills office develop-
ment on Twelve Mile in Farmington
Hills, the Stoneridge office develop-
ment on Woodward Avenue in Bloom-
field Hills, the 300 Park building in
Birmingham and ‘“Picadilly”, a
festival market place, also in Birm-
ingham.

Altogether Orchard Hill Place en-
compasses 165 acres of office and
commercial property. Tenants
already located within-the develop-
ment include Digital Equipment Cor-
poration, which occupies the first two
floors of a 63,000-square-foot office
building constructed by S.N.G.
Associates.

Norris Industries occupies a 75,000-
square-foot research and office
facility, and the Hewlett Packard
Company has a 90,000-square-foot
regional sales and instructional
center. The National Bank of Detroit
also is among the Orchard Hill Place
tenants.

In her more than 15 years as a
preschool teacher and director, Lane
Norton has found the key to operating
a successful child-care program in
the 80's may have as much to do with
meeting parental needs as the needs
of the child.

A teacher at Northville Co-op
Preschool prior to opening
Willowbeck Farm Nursery School in
1975, Norton contends that while to-
day’s child-care program may be
designed to offer preschoolers emo-
tional, physical and social growth,
parental convenience coupled with a
peace of mind also is a primary con-
sideration.

Sitting in the classroom of her Beck
Road nursery, Norton notes her
tenure In the child-care field has
covered the gamut from infant and
toddier care to latchkey.

In the past 15 years, she has

- modified her program to suit the
needs of a growing number of work-
ing and single parents.

Though her current program
caters to children 2% to 6 years old,
Norton took the plunge into infant
day-care four years ago when she
opened a second facility at West
Twelve Mile in Novi.

Though she pulled out of the
Willowbeck Child Center (now under
new ownership) last September, Nor-
ton says that program was born in

response to the growing needs of
working parents.

The program, one of very few in-
fant and toddler programs in the
area, offered full day-care (6:30 a.m.
to 6 p.m.) for newborns (two weeks
olds) to children older than 2'z.

“When 1 opened the day-care
center in 1981, calls came in for how
much and how soon,” Norton says,
noting that she had an ongoing
waiting list for children under 2%.

Though she no longer offers infant
and toddler care, Norton says the
needs of working and single parents
still must be addressed.

To illustrate her point, she notes
that while she’s “had a waiting list
for day-care in the last few years,
there are vacancies in the nursery
school program.”’

She further notes that of the 106
children currently enrolled at
Willowbeck, 38 are full day-care par-
ticipants (with day-care limited to 15
children per day).

In recent years, Norton also has
catered to a number of latchkey
children — kindergarteners who
needed a place to go after school let
out.

Noting that “this year, all latchkey
people came from Moraine,” Norton
fears that her latchkey arrangement
may cease to exist in light of
Moraine's closing and the school
district’s plans to offer an additional
kindergarten experience as well as
latchkey.

A vocal opponent of the Northville
Public Schools’ plans to open a child-
care facility at Moraine next
September, the (.ormer public school

teacher claims the district has the
money and clout to give private
operators a run for their money.

“I don’t like not being on the same
side as the schools,” Norton says,
noting she has always been a public
school supporter.

However, she says she believes
there already are enough ‘‘quality
programs” in the area and is most
adamantly opposed to the district us-
ing taxpayers’ dollars.

“If they're going to use taxpayer
dollars, the program shouldn't be of-
fered to anyone outside the district,”
Norton notes.

While the school district’s program
will be self-supporting with fees
charged according to program
needs, private school opponents have
argued that the district has not incur-
red the ‘“‘start-up costs’’ — building
rental or purchase, furnishings and
utility costs.

New kid on the block

Andrea Lenzi, who opened Little
Hornbook Day School last
September, admits that as the
newest operator in the area she "'has
the most to fight for” in her opposi-
tion to the public schools plans.

Noting that her start-up costs were
phenomenal, Lenzi says she ‘‘wasn’t
going to open a garage sale nursery
school.

“I didn't chintz on anything,”” she
says of the state-licensed day-care,
kindergarten and nursery located in
Holy Cross Episcopal Church on
West Ten Mile.

Lenzi admits that her enroliment of
17 students is respectable consider-
ing she has been open only nine mon-
ths. However, she adds that with a 29-
student capacity she still has a way
to go.

She says she feels competition
already is tough enough in light of the
number of preschools in the area and
has no doubts that enrollments will

Officials give nod
to band uniforms

NOVI — The high school's mar-
ching band will have spanking new
uniforms next fall, but no new in-
struments.

“Get the uniforms by Community
Appreciation Day, if you can,” sug-
gested School Board President
Robert Schram after the $40,000
uniform expenditure was given the
green light at a budget workshop last
week.

Instrumental Music Director Craig
Strain brought along an outfitted stu-
dent to the session, pointing out the
special features on the sample Kkelly
green and white uniform,

Although several board members
questioned the willingness to fund
uniforms over new instruments,
there was little discussion of leaving
the uniforms off the 1985-86 capital
expenditure list.

Superintendent Robert Piwko's
recommendation at the Thursday,
May 23, budget study session was to
include both band and choir uniforms
in next year's general fund. The
uniforms account for approximately
30 percent of the $155,000 in *‘addi-
tional items' to be included in the
1985-86 budget.

But Piwko proposed deferring any
purchase of new instruments for the
music department.

Instrumental Music Director Craig
Strain requested over $50,000 in new
band and choir equipment, including
10 tubas at a cost of over $17,000.

The majority of instruments Strain
requested are for enhancing the
music program, Piwko noted. ‘1 do
not feel we are in a position to fund
those items,’’ he said.

Piwko’s recommendation opened
discussion of the philosophical issue
raised by Strain in budget discus-
sions a week earlier: If the district
funds Bunsen burners for chemistry,
why shouldn’t it fund instruments for
music programs?

“Novi is an excellent city. It's an ex-
cellent location for our restaurant,”
said Howard Berry, head of real estate
at Bob Evans corporate offices in Col-
umbus, Ohio.

A number of Novi residents are Bob
Evans fans, Berry claimed. “We have a
very loyal customer base,”’ he explain-
ed.

In 1982 Bob Evans submitted plans
for a restaurant in front of the West
Oaks shopping center. However, the
West Oaks developer had chosen to
build the shopping center under provi-
sions of the city’s planned development
option. This option gives the city coun-
cil authority to consider plans based in
part on whether they are “‘harmonious-
ly compatible” with existing develop-
ment.

The council considered the Victorian
style of the Bob Evans restaurant out of
character with the modern shopping
center and rejected the plans. Although
the restaurant corporation filed a
lawsuit against the city, the action
eventually was withdrawn.

Road.

“A lot of (Novi residents) were very
upset with the city the last time,”’ Berry
said. ‘‘We hope there are no waves this
time. (The I-96 corner) would be a good
location.”

When asked when site plans for the
proposed restaurant might be for-
thcoming, Berry responded, *‘Not in the
near future."”

The largest portion of the Bob Evans
parcel is in the city's Town Center
District. The Town Center ordinance
allows restaurants (except for drive-
through), as long as setback and park-
ing requirements are met.

“1 don’t think the Town Center or-
dinance can prevent this kind of use,”
noted Community Development Direc-
tor James Wabhl.

A small portion of the Novi Road pro-
perty was excluded from the Town
Center zoning. There remains a strip of
light industrial zoning along the
Mohawk Liqueurs access road, as well
as a portion of general business zoning
near the 1-96 ramp.

Developer revising
Town Center plan

NOVI — City officials still are work-
ing with proposed developers of proper-
ty in the northeast quadrant of the
Town Center District, with new plans
expected in *‘a couple weeks."

“Trammel Crowe is getting involved
in the project,” Community Develop-
ment Director James Wahl noted last
week.

Representatives (rom Trammel
Crowe, along with those from the
Weatherford Walker Company, have
been reviewing the recently adopted
Town Center conceptual design plan
with city officials.

“We expect (the developers) to come
back in a couple weeks with more
plans,” Wahl noted.

The design plan was commissioned
earlier this year after the Weatherford
Walker Company presented plans for a
commercial retail center on approx-
imately 12 acres in the northeast
quadrant. Ailtogether Weatherford
Walker has options on more than 26
acres in the area, including the 11-acre
Novi Community Building site.

submitteed site plans for the commer-
cial retail center, but planning officials
suggested a ‘‘discount center’” was an
accurate description of the proposal, :

Following discussion of the an-
ticipated Weatherford Walker pro-
posal, the council agreed to establish'a
Town Center Steering Committee fo
work with developers in generating
plans that are compatible with the
Town Center concept.

That *‘concept” was defined rurther
when the steering committee, and
subsequently the city council, adopted
the Town Center conceptual design plan
last month.

“We sat down and went over the
Town Center (conceptual) plan with
them,” Wahl noted. The city is en-
couraging the developers to come back
with a proposal that incorporates some
of the ideas in the conceptual plan, in-
cluding more office use in the northeast
quadrant.

But a retail commercial center re-
mains the cornerstone of the proposed
development plans Wahl added.

Milam suggested the *‘bottom line"’
is that the district can afford to han-
die only one-half the music depart-
ment's requests this year. Perhaps
the remainder will have to be
covered by the Band Boosters, he
said.

But the boosters do not consider
capital items, such as instruments
and uniforms, their responsibility,
spokesperson Neill Austin respond-
ed. The boosters prefer to *‘supple-
ment’’ the band’s activities, he said.

Expenses covered by the Band

Boosters last year included: Festival
entry fees not covered in Strain's
budget; auxillary equipment for the
flag corps ($700 is estimated for flag
equipment this year); material for
some homemade uniforms; hat
replacements ($700 was spent for
new hats prior to last year's Florida
trip); and refreshments for the band
students during rehearsals or per-
formances in hot weather.

In addition, the boosters have their
own organizational expenses for
newsletters and postage.

“We see that as the way we should
spend our money — to increase the
quality of the band, both in the way it
sounds and the way it looks,”” Austin
explained.

Walkway

NOVI — The Board of Education last
week agreed to fund $155,000 worth of
items over and above last year's educa-
tional program.

The additional expenditures, in-
cluding staff to meet growing enroll-
ment, band uniforms and high-tech
computers, require the district to levy
its full authorized millage of 33.04 mills.

At the board’s Thursday, May 23
budget study, Superintendent Robert
Piwko reported it would take 32.66 mills
to provide the same educational pro-
gram in 1985-86 as 31.98 mills provided
in 1984-85.

In addition to the 32.66 mills to main-
tain a status quo program, the board
has indicated it will levy the remaining
.38 of a mill to fund additional budget
requests,

At earlier budget sessions, the board
was presented a list of nearly $400,000
worth of additional budget requests to
consider. In order to remain within the
authorized millage, only about $155,000
of those requests could be funded from
the district’s general fund, Piwko
pointed out.

However, by using the 1970 and 1974
building and site funds, Piwko was able
to accommodate all the additional re-
quests, except for approximately
$50,000 in band instruments requested
by Instrumental Music Director Craig
Strain.

The 1970 buitding and site fund will be
depleted in order to fund improvements
to the district's oldest school building,
Orchard Hills Elementary. The cost of
renovating and modernizing the school
has been estimated at $50,000 to $60,000.

The 1974 building and site fund will
cover three additional items on the
board’s request list: typewriters, bar-
rier free facilities and a covered
walkway, all at the high school.

The 32 new typewriters for typing
classes at the high school will cost an
estimated $32,000. The barrier free
facitities to bring the high school into
compliance with state regulations are
pegged at $20,000.

The covered walkway, estimated at
$12,000 to $24,000, has been requested by
the high school students, Piwko ex-
plained.

“For the past number of years, we
have met with the students at the end of
the year and asked them to identify
areas where they think the district is
doing a good job and areas where they
would like to see improvement,” he
said. ““Each year (a covered walkway)
has surfaced as something the students
would like to see addressed."

Assistant Superintendent William
Barr said he planned to investigate the
possibility of constructing a walkway
that would be covered, but not enclosed.
An enclosed walkway would pose
logistical problems with the current

fire exit pattern, he noted.
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IS among

new budget items

“The building and grounds are so
beautiful. I'd hate to see something ruin
it,” responded Board President Robert
Schram. Several other board members,
including Ron Milam and Michael .
Meyer, echoed his concern over the
aesthetics of the proposed walkway.

Board Member Gilbert Henderson
suggested the money could be better
spent elsewhere. ‘“‘Wait a minute.
(Some of) these same people are going
to be outdoors (at college) all winter
next year, walking a mile or two bet-
ween classes. . . I'd much rather spend
that money on something else,’’ he said.

But Board Member Ron Milam noted
students do not usually have their coats
when they make the *‘75-foot dash’’ bet-
ween the main building and the com-
mons for lunch or class.

The board agreed to include a line
item for the walkway in the budget,
allowing Piwko to investigate construc-
tion options. "It could be something
that, ultimately, we're not going to do
anything about. But at least we will
have explored it,” said Piwko.

The superintendent also recommend-
ed an expenditure of about $8,000 from
the 1974 building and site fund to con-
struct a vestibule at the high school.
The vestibule will trap cold air before it
reaches the hallways and help the high
school realize an energy savings, he ex-
plained.

Altogether Piwko proposed taking
$72,000 to $84,000 from the 1974 building
and site fund (depending on the cost of
the waikway).

From the general fund Piwko recom-
mended funding band uniforms, chior
uniforms, computers, staff and another
$10,000 in barrier free facilities. C

The additional barrier free ac-
commodations are those not at the high
school and, therefore, not allowed
under expenditure of the 1974 building
and site fund.

Band uniforms are pegged at $40,000;
choir uniforms at $3,000. Also requested
by the music department was over
$50,000 in musical instruments. These
were not recommended for inclusion in
the 1985-86 budget.

Computers for the high school com- .
puter lab were recommended for pur-
chase this year, The $12,000 in high-tech -
computer equipment provides “an ex- .
tremely valuable kind of experience -
(for students) going into a high-tech .
field,” Piwko said. He described the -
computer purchase as a *‘dire need" for -
the high school educational program.-

Finally, $100,000 for new staff was
recommended for allocation from the .
district’s general fund budget. Piwko ;
said four teachers are needed next year -
to handle projected enrollment in- -
creases and new programming at the
high school. Two high school, one
elementary and one special education
teacher are expected to be added.

gets Senate O.K.

LANSING — Legislation authorizing
the state department of corrections
purchase of the Detroit House of Cor-
rection for $6.7 million was approved in
the Michigan Senate Tuesday morning.

The legislation was previously in-
troduced and approved by the house of
representatives.

.The 19-bill package, including a
moratorium against future prison
sitings in either Northville or Plymouth
Township and a cap on the number of
inmates to be housed in the two
townships, cleared the Senate on a vote
of 31-1.

Local officials pressed for the
moratorium bill on the grounds that
state acquisition of DeHoCo would
place three state prisons within one
inile on Five Mile Road, the boundary
between the townships.

The portion of DeHoCo to be purchas-
ed is south of Five Mile in Plymouth
Township. The other two state prisons,
both in Northville Township, are
Phoenix Correctional Facility (former-
ly the women’s division of DeHoCo) and
the Scott Regional Correctional Facili-
ty, now under construction at Five Mile
and Beck.

“We're excited about this," said Nor-
thville Township supervisor Susan
Heintz. It means we're finally done
with prisons here. We've done more
than our share accommeodating prisons
and now we can get on with other
things."

‘The moratorium legislation introduc-
ed by Representative Gerald Law (R-
Plymouth Township) was amended by
Geake last week in the appropriations
committee to forbid Detroit use of its
remaining %00 acres of land for prisons.

A clause added to Law's bill in the
house attempted to exempt the Detroit
land from the moratorium provisions,
but Geake's amendment lo the clause
ensures that no more than three prisons
with a total permanent population of
1,461 inmates will be situated in the two
townships. A temporary inmate cap of
650 at DeHoCo, to be renamed Western
Wayne County Correctional Facility,
will be reduced to 500 after January,
1987,

"The bill also caps the number of in-
mates allowed at Phoenix at 311 and at
the Scott facility, scheduled to open in

early 1987, at 550.

The Senate amendment requires
House concurrence before the
moratorium bill is forwarded to the
governor.

I expect the governor to sign the bill
within the next couple of weeks,"
Geake said.

Law said May 24 that if the package
cleared the Senate he expected ''no pro-
blem" in obtaining house concurrence.

Many of the bills in the package res-
cind previous legislation regarding
DeHoCo, which was the only correc-
tional facility of its kind owned and
operated by a city in the state.

The only opposition to the package
came from Senator Nick Smith (R-
Addison), newly-appointed chairman of
the senate appropriations subcom-
mitlee on corrections, replacing
Senator Robert A. Welborn (R-
Kalamazoo), whoisill.

Smith, whose district includes Col-
dwater where a mental health facility is
1o be converted to corrections use, op-
posed the moratorium bill on *‘public
policy’’ grounds in the appropriations
commiltee last week and threalened a
floor fight.

Geake said Smith’s threat to delete
the moratorium bill from the package
*“‘allowed me to gather the support |
needed before it came up.”

Geake said he had “enough votes
organized on the floor that he (Smith)
didn't even try to delete the bill."

Smith was the only senator to vote
against the package Tuesday morning.
Six senators were absent when the vote
was laken at about 10:30 a.m.

Gelting approval of his amendment
to the bill required that Geake trade off
support for several elements of the
gackage he has opposed, he said Tues-

ay.

Geake has questioned portions of the
bills that allow Detroit to retain
mineral rights on the property, give the
city the *‘right of first refusal” if the
state ever decides to sell the property,
and require that the city's DeHoCo
employees be retained by the state.

Also remaining in the package are
provisions regarding the Detroit
employees. Ten of the workers,
classified in the skilled trades, are to be
hired at their Detroit wage rates, which
are higher than the state pays its
simitarly classified employees.

.. suffer in the private sector once the
. public school program opens.
., ‘Begindergarten wiped out six
students at Little Hornbook this
, year,'" she says of the Northville
. public school’s pre-kindergarten pro-
gram offered free of charge through
its Community Education Program.

I think the feeling is that we're a

bunch of hobbyists,” she expiains,

- noting that nearly all preschools in
the area are operated by women —
many of whom are {ormer public and
private school educators.

Lenzi says the disadvantage faced
by private programs is that in light of
negative nation-wide publicity sur-
rounding some day-care centers,
small, independent programs have to
work harder to convince parents they
are above board.

*‘The schools just open their doors
and everyone automatically assumes
everything is above board,” Lenzi
says. “‘And I'm sureit is.

“l guess | wouldn't huave any
qualms if they paid legitimate costs
of heat, light, building maintenance,
etc.,” she says.

“1f | only had to pay for materials,
I wouldn't have to take out a loan and
could offer lower fees.

“Ireally feel they are infringing on
private business,” Lenzi notes.
“Where were the schools when you
wanted to drop your kid off early and
they wouldn't even let them inside
the building?"’

Private vs. public

Like many school districts
throughout Michigan, Northville
Public Schools has found its role in
education no longer is limited only to
kindergartners through 12th graders.

A steady decline in the district’s K-
12 enrollment since the mid-1970s has
changed the make-up of the tradi-
tional student. To quote School
Superintendent George Bell, school
districts need to leok at programm-
ing *‘from womb to tomb" to combat
the decreasing enrollinent at the K-12
level.

Evidence of alternate programm-
ing can be seen in the expansion of
community education offerings. Both
Northville and Novi have extensive
offerings for a wide-range of students
— from Tip Top Tots to Senior Citizen
Fitness.

While programming largely has
focused on leisure time pursuits,
physical fitness and the like, both
districts have a number of early
education programs.

Preschool for 3-5 year olds is of-
fered through Novi Community
Education at both Village Oaks and
Orchard Hills schools. In addition to
the preschoo! program, other offer-
ings include Preschool Story and Art,
Time for Twos and Tip Top Tots.

Since moving into a consortium
agreement with Garden City schools,
Northville has expanded its
preschool offerings beyond the tod-

building?’

kindergarten-age children, was im-
plemented last year under the
auspices of the Community Educa-
tion Department.

The district also offers Kids'
Kreative Korner, a licensed
preschool housed at Amerman
Eldementary which caters to 3-5 year
olds.

The limited size of preschool pro-
grams offered in both districts has
posed little concern for private
operators.

However, as parental demands for
quality child-care increase and the
public schools play a larger role in
serving those needs, independent
preschool owners fear they may be
losing ground in the preschool
market.

In its decision to expand its
preschool offerings into a full-fledged
child-care center last February, Nor-
thville school officials noted the com-
munity need warranted expanding
the public school program.

That claim was disputed by private
operators who appeared before the
board to argue the ‘‘need” issue.
Nearly all who protested noted they
had vacancies in their programs.

The school district countered the
argument by pointing to the results of
a community-wide survey which in-
dicated considerable interest in a
wide-range of programs. '

Mary K. Scullen, Northville's
preschool program coordinator,
notes that most of the child-care of-
ferings implemented by the school
district reflect the March survey
results. She also points out that the
district has received many phone
ca}ls regarding preschool program-
mimg.

Scullen notes that one of the
greatest ‘“‘need’” areas is the addi-
tional half-day program for
kindergartners. Nearly 400 of the
survey respondents said they would
seriously consider enrolling a child in
akindergarten care program.

While independent operators
argued the survey was sent out after
the district proposed expanding its
preschool offerings, the survey
results — as well as registration
figures totaled after three open
houses — indicate that parents are
taking the public school program
very seriously.

According to Scullen, 49 parents
registered children for the public
school programs during three open
houses recently held at the new
Moraine Early Childhood Develop-
ment Center.

The largest registrations were in

or provide stiff competition in an
already flooded preschool market,
the impact on independent owners
most likely will not be known until
sometime in September — when
registration drives conclude and new
enrollments are tallied.

While combating one school
district is difficult enough, com-
peting with two could pose an even
greater dilemma for the independent
operators.

While a proposal for implementing
a preschool and all-day kindergarten
in the Novi Community Schools is on-
ly at the discussion stage, future im-
plementation is a possibility. The op-
position faced by Northville school
officials already has given Novi ad-
ministrators and school board
members a look at what the district
may face should they opt for a
preschool program down the pike.

However, despite protests from in-
dependents, Novi — like other
districts in the state — may expand
their offerings as more importance is
placed on early education.

With nearly one quarter of
Michigan’s school districts im-
plementing preschool programs, it
appears that the public schools are
Joining the child-care ranks at a fast
and furious pace.

“I think it's only the tip of the
iceberg based on the direction the
State department of education seems

to be going,” says Dolly McMaster,
girector of curriculum and instruc-
ion.

Noting that the state earmarked
approximately $1.5 million for
districts implementing pilot
preschool programs, she says the
“‘state seems to be recognizing that
there is a significant segment of the
community which can't afford
privale day-care.”

However, there seems to be some
contradiction in terms of cost.

While McMaster notes school
districts are not making a profit in
the preschool business as most *‘just
break even,” Northville school of-
ficials claim the district’s fees are
competitive with other local
preschools. Since that appears to be
the case based on fees quoled in its
new brochure, the school district can
hardly be addressing the needs of
those parents who cannot afford
private day-care.

On the other hand, it also can be
argued that both Northville and Novi
are regarded as *‘upscale’ suburban
areas where cost is not necessarily a
key factor in choosing a preschool.

The untouchables

While many independents have
balked at the public schools’ new role
in early education, some operators
have indicated the new competition
will have little impact on their
enroliments.

Long-established programs and
those which cater to a specific seg-
ment of the population or boast a
strong academic base will remain at-
tractive to parents looking for *‘op-
timum’’ child-care.

Valerie Hambieton, director of
Northville’s William Allan Academy,
notes that while she has cutback her
preschool classes from four to two in
the last few years, she expects her
enrollment of 44 students will remain
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“From my standpoint I personally
don’t think it will affect me’”
Hambleton notes. *My school pro-
gram has been so long established.”

She says thal many students enroll-
ed in the Academy's preschool con-
tinue their elementary education at
the private school.

Though she admits she feels no per-
sonal threat, Hambleton says she
sympathizes with other private
operators and has concerns as a tax-
payer. .

[ feel it's unfair if they utilize a
public school building that has been
paid for by taxpayers.

““If they are going to charge rental
for the building — fair enough.”

Hambleton also notes there has
been a steady decline in student
enrollment since she opened her
Eight Mile school nine years ago.

“l don’t see the numbers,"” she
says, noting that the district's declin-
ing enroliment is what “closed the
schools in the first place.” .

Ghetta Rao, directress of
Northville-Novi Montessori, one of
the areas two Montessori schools,
also says she feels no personal
threat.

“I will always have my own
clientele,” she notes of the preschool
which follows the methods establish-
ed by Maria Montessori.

While she notes her program *'is by
no means filled"’ with about a dozen
vacancies, Rao says parents are at-
tracted to the school for its offerings
- not simply for convenience.

While both Novi-Northville
Montessori and the Northville
Montessori Center on Haggerly Road
have incorporated ‘‘extended hours’
in the last few years to accommodate
single and working parents, the
school’s strong curriculum base and
emphasis on the Montessori method
seem to be the biggest draw for
parents.

As part of the largest child-care
franchise in the country, Kinder.
Care Learning Center on Silver Spr.
ings most likely will not feel the
economic pinch brought on by a new
competitor.

Like some of the other private
child-care programs, Kinder-Care
caters lo a specific population —
mostly the working parent.

According to Jill Miller, director of
the center, 70 percent of the g5
children enrolled are full-time day-
care students.

Noting that enrollment has beep
steady, Miller says that “every
preschool meets the needs of dif-
ferent parents."”

A definite plus for the Kinder-Care
program is its flexibility. While
many preschools operate on the
public school calendar, Kinder.
Care's door always are open —
regardless of spring breaks, in-
service days, snow days and the like.

In addition, a latch-key program
also is available with Kinder-Care
picking up students at elementary
schools in the Northville and Novi
area.

Because of the growing demand for
toddler care, Kinder-Care is about to
open a separate infant and toddler
room in addition to its preschool pro-
gram which calers to 2!4 to § year
olds.

Summer day camp also is part of
the program.

While philosophies and programs
may vary among the area's
preschools, operators agree that
parents need to shop comparatively
when looking at child-care.

While cost and convenience are
growing concerns, nearly all contend
that the first consideration should be
what's best for the child.

FARMINGTON HILLS — A Michigan
Department of Transportation (MDOT)
study of possible interchanges off the 1-
696 corridor must be completed before
local officials can consider moving for-
ward with a proposed financing scheme
to improve the office corridor along
Twelve Mile in Farmington Hills.

Both state and local officials are cer-
tain that at least one more interchange
is needed for 1-696. The MDOT study of
possible interchanges between Orchard
Lake and Novi roads is still *“in-
conclusive,’ according to Farmington
Hills City Manager William Costick.

“They (MDOT) are focusing on Hag-
gerty Road,” said Costick. ‘“That
seems to be their preferred location.

The decision regarding another inter-
change off 1-696 has forced Farmington
Hills officials to delay implementation
of a Tax Increment Financing Authori-
ty (TIFA) to fund improvements to
Twelve Mile. MDOT’s decision regar-
ding another interchange is not ex-
pected until at least October.

When cost estimates and firm recom-
mendations for I-696 are available {from
MDOT, city officials will be able to
determine the total cost estimates

needed for establishing a TIFA. Of-
ficials are certain that any im-
provements along the Farmington Hills
section of 1-696 will affect the Twelve
Mile corridor.

Under TIFA, city officials can create
a special taxing authority to provide
money for road and drainage im-
provements along the city’s Twelve
Mile *‘growth corridor."”

Farmington school officials, mean-
while, remain opposed to the TIFA pro-
posal. Superintendent Lewis Schulman
acknowledged that the Twelve Mile cor-
ridor is a key area but expressed reser-

vations about establishment of a TIFA.

School officials have asked the state
attorney general’s office for an opinion
on TIFA. The letter to the state at-
torney general also boasts the support,
by signature, of such state legislators
as Representative Sandy Brotherton
(R-Farmington) and Senator Jack Fax-
on (D-Farmington).

School officials have yet to receive a
reply on their request for an opinion.
The city council adopted a resolution of
intent to create an authority and
district last November.

Progress

A recent Novi Planning Board
meeting at which the progress of
the Grand River Avenue study was
discussed is worth recounting, at
least in part. It is worth the review
because for the first time in several
months the meeting between city
officials and Novi property owners
and developers was characterized
by positive dialogue.

Dialogue — the interchange
and discuss.ion of ideas in the pro-
cess of secking mutual understan-
ding — was missing from earlier
meetings on the Grand River
study. Positive dialogue also has
been absent from some of the Town
Center meetings, as well.

Grand River and the Town
Center District to which it leads
both present special concerns for
the city’s planners. There is a need
to protect the area against strip
_development, which would sharply
_curtail the area’s potential for
quality office and commercial use.
There is a desire to turn around the
hodge-podge development allowed
in the past by surrounding it with
. more uniform land uses.

Unfortunately, the planning for
all this has progressed slowly, leav-
" ing some property owners in limbo.
Business owners who want to stay
along Grand River are concerned
“about being ‘‘zoned out,” while
: some of those who want to sell their
property are delaying potential
buyers because their property is

under a building moratorium.

Consequently, many ex-

While there is much discussion
about the future growth and develo-
ment of Novi, there remains a very
strong concern for the continued
undeveloped state of certain areas
of the city.

In several ways the City of
Novi has distinguished itself from
other fast-growing communities by
keeping in mind a quality environ-
ment while striving for quality
development. The city has
wetlands, watercourses and
woodlands that provide important
benefits for city residents, as well
as enhance the aesthetic value of
the community.

The city took a major step
toward protecting these sensitive
lands when it adopted the Storm
Water Management Master Plan,
which calls for certain areas to be
protected for natural storm water
control. In March a Sensitive
Lands Report was completed. The
report recommended site plan
review standards to encourage
developers to plan projects in keep-
ing with the natural features of the
land. A separate, detailed or-
dinance for woodlands protection
also is under study.

Recently, another step was
taken to ensure the continued pro-
tection of Novi’s natural resources.
This time it was not the city that
acted, but rather the city’s con-
sulting engineering firm — JCK

by positive input

changes between property owners
and city officials have been
characterized by frustration and
aggravation. City officials, at
times, seemed insensitive to the
business and property owners. But
at the same time, the most vocal
business and property owners were
recommending that the entire area
be left to ‘“‘develop on its own’
without interference from city of-
ficials.

Happily, that pattern was
broken when Planning Consultant
Brandon Rogers presented his pro-
posed plans for the Grand River
corridor at the May 15 planning
board meeting. Several business
owners and local Realtors saw glit-
ches in Rogers’ proposed zoning
changes. They pointed them out,
explained why they posed a pro-
blem, then offered solutions.
Almost all the changes suggested
were agreed to by Rogers and the
planning board. Those not conced-
ed on the spot were referred for ad-
ditional study and probably will
surface for discussion again at the
June 12 public hearing, which will
cover all the proposed Grand River
zoning changes.

It should be noted that the input
from the audience at the May 15
meeting was not required. The
planners could have insisted it be
held off until the public hearing,
which is designated specifically for
comments from the audience on
rezonings. But they invited the in-
put nearly a month ahead of time
and, as a result, will have a better
land use plan for Grand River

Avenue.

She an-
ticipates serving as an en-
vironmental consultant on other
JCK projects, as well, particularly
in carrying out the easement ac-
quisition program within the Storm
Water Management Master Plan.

Nayh, a seven-year resident of
Novi, received a bachelor’s degree
in environmental science from the
University of Michigan, Dearborn.
This weekend she will share her ex-
pertise with local residents in a
more informal capacity, serving as
guide for a nature walk through the
tree farm at 12%; Mile Road.

The city is fortunate that there
is such a strong element of concern
— among its own officials, as well
as its professional consultants —
for the conservation and protection
of the city’s natural environment.

“But it's sure hard work — I never
worked so hard in my life — I thought 1
worked hard before, but 1 had no idea
how hard newspaper work is," com-
mented his wife.

“The first week we worked 38
hours around the clock trying to make

deadline,’’ she added.

The Hoffmans already are becoming known in the northern
Michigan community located on U.S. 75 about 25 miles south of
Mackinaw City. Jack is a member of the Kiwanis Club, and they
introduced themselves editorially in the May 16 issue, starting
their columns — His Turn, Her Turn and Your Turn (letters
from readers). Joan stated their policy that The Resorter will
be endorsing candidates and taking stands on community
issues.

Even their ownership box makes a commentary: The
Straitsland Resorter is a politically independent newspaper,
published weekly each Thursday morning at Indian River,
Cheboygan County, Michigan, by the husband-and-wife team,
Joan J. and Jack W. Hoffman — publisher, editor, business
manager, sales representative, circulation director, reporter,
photographer, you name it.

Jack's column in that issue related the problems of the
round-the-clock issue:

This Saturday — and again on June 8
— thousands of sweaty-palmed high
school students clutching No. 2 pencils
will gather in high school cafeterias and
auditoriums across the country to take
the most famous of all standardized
tests — the SAT and ACT.

The American College Test and
Scholastic Aptitude Test are among the
many factors used by college admis-
sions directors in assessing the
academic potential of high school ap-
plicants.

The ACT, widely used by colleges in
the Midwest, measures skills in the
areas of English Usage, Mathematics
Usage, Social Studies Reading and and
Natural Sciences Reading. The SAT
measures verbal and mathematical
abilities.

While more and more colleges across
the country — including Harvard
University — are reassessing the im-
portance of standardized tests in the
college admissions process, such grow-
ing doubts have done little to curb the
high anxiety felt by most students fac-
ing the numbered grids on test day.

In recent years, one of the issues rais-
ed by SAT and ACT critics surrounds
the existence of preparation workshops
which are growing by leaps and bounds
as college admission requirements
become more stringent.

Questions surrounding the validity of
preparation workshops and concerns
that coaching undermines the fairness
of the tests may be part of the reason
colleges and universities are taking a
second look at test scores.

However, Dorothy Grant, instructor
for the ACT Test Preparation
Workshops at Schooleraft College, con-
tends that most “*coaching’’ workshops
are designed to help students rid the
anxiety and stress associated with test-
taking — not help them cram for the ex-
am.

“] tell students right off the bat that
it's not content that we're reviewing,”
Grant says, noting “it's impossible to
cram 12 years of education into a three-
week course.”

Grant notes that pressure to do well
on the test often times will keep
students from performing to their
potential.

Therefore, her course is designed to
familiarize students with the ACT, pro-
vide test-taking strategies and
highlight tips for reducing test anxiety.

The workshop, offered through
Schooleraft’s Learning Assistance
Center, has attracted throngs of local
students since its inception four years
ago.

Sirkka Gudan, Learning Assistance
Center coordinator, notes that - Nor-
thville students comprise the ‘‘biggest
enrollment’’ in the workshops.

In Novi, high school students have on-
ly to head to one of the school's lecture
rooms for a similar workshop, ac-

thville High School, says the
Schoolcraft workshop she took in
March helped her *'a great deal” in
preparing for the April 20 exam.

‘“‘Let’s just say it was a lot better than
going into the test cold,” says La Van-
way, who scored a 22 out of a possible
composite score of 36.

She also notes that while she *‘didn't
think the workshop was long enough,”
it familiarized her with the format of
the test and alleviated some of the
stress.

Grant says many students taking the
workshops have indicated three weeks
is not enough preparation time.

The school district regularly offers
ACT workshops through its community
education program. Instructed by con-
sultants Phyllis Katz and Beverly
Brown, workshops cover all ACT test
areas and focus on test-taking
strategies and time-saving techniques.

While SAT workshops also are of-
fered at Schoolcraft, Gudan notes
enroliments usually are smaller as
“more Michigan high school students
take the ACT.”

Though most Midwest colleges prefer
ACT rather than SAT scores, she says
students applying to east coast schools
should also take the Scholastic Aptitude
Test.

Gudan explains there is little con-
crete evidence has to how effective the
workshops are as most students test on-
ly once.

However, she notes ‘‘feedback in-
dicates they are very successful.

“We tell students the more familiari-
ty they have with the test, the better off
they'libe,” Gudan says.

Diane La Vanway, a junior at Nor-
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that Bertagnolli first took the SAT as an
eighth grader, his score is more than

respectable.
He notes he was given the opportunity
to take the SAT as part of the Midwest

Talent Search which annually identifies

gifted students across the country.

Though he scored a 31 (out of 36) on
the ACT (putting him in the 99th
percentile) and scored in the %4th
percentile on the PSAT, Bertagnolli ad-
mits he’s somewhat obsessed about im-
proving his verbal score.

Math, however, is no problem.

“*Math sort of runs in our family,”
says Bertagnolli, who received a
perfect score on the Mathematics
Usage portion of the ACT.

The son of a Burroughs' executive,
the high school junior has set up his own
SAT prep test with CBS software and an
IBM computer.

Noting that he is studying approx-
imately 160 words every night, Ber-
tagnolli says he's finding his alternate
study plan slightly overwhelming.

“When ] decided to take the test in
June, I said “‘Okay, I'm going to start
studying May 1,"" he says. ‘‘Before I
knew it, it was May 16."

In addition to the computer program,
he also is using Barron's ‘‘How to
Prepare for the College Entrance Ex-
aminations” — one of several recom-
mended readings for the SAT.

Should his verbal score improve, Ber-
tagnolli may just defy the experts’ con-
tentions that studying will not help
students prepare for the SAT.

Though the Educational Testing Ser-
vice in Princeton and the College Board
in Manhattan, creators, administrators
and graders of the SAT, have somewhat
modified their position on preparing for
the exam, they still contend that cram-
ming doesn’t work.

Mark Bertagnolli may prove them
wrong. If not, he says he's at least im-
proved his study habits.

“I have terrible study habits,” says
the 4.0 student. "I just don't study."”

However, she emphasizes that the
workshop is not designed to teach
students what they already should
know.

Grant notes that the three-week
workshops are offered in two-hour ses-
sions mornings, afternoons, evenings
and weekends to offer flexibility.

She further notes the workshops are
scheduled to conclude approximately
two to three weeks prior to the test date
to help students retain the information
gathered during the workshop.

While critics have called the prepara-
tion tests discriminatory in terms of
price, both Schoolcraft and Novi Com-
munity Education have kept their costs
to a minimum.

Schoolcraft’s three-week course in-
cluding tutorial assistance runs $40 for
six hours of instruction. Novi's two-
week, seven hour program runs $35.

In outlining her syllabus, Grants
notes that pretests are administered
and scored during the workshops to
determine how well prepared students
are for the exam,

“We try to zero in on the areas they
are weakest in,”’ she explains, noting

geometry is one area where most
students seem to need some sort of
refresher.

She also explains that the ACT is
designed for students with two years of
algebra and geometry, chemistry and
U.S. history. She adds that govern-
ment also would be helpful but notes
that most students taking the exam are
juniors and usually do not take govern-
ment until their senjor year.

If students need work in a particular
area, Grant says six hours of individual
instruction are provided by Schoolcraft
tutors as part of the workshop.

Computer materials also are
available at the Learning Assistance
Center for students needing a refresher
in a particular curriculum.

Grant explains that for most
students, budgeting time for the test
and reading test directions are two
trouble areas.

To help students overcome the time
pressure, Grant advices that students
answer the easy questions first to help
build up confidence and reiterates that
itis *‘not a time-pressured test.

“The average student will have
enough time to do the test,” she said.

In terms of general strategies, she
emphasizes that students ‘‘know the
directions' for all types of questions
ahead of time.

“I tell thern to look the test over when
they first get it,”” she explains. “'A lot of
students take the exam without reading
the directions.”

She also tells students to stay alert
and not to panic.

In addition to test taking strategies,
Grant also outlines relaxation exercises
to help keep students calm during the
nearly three-hour exam.

Grant also tells students how to inter-
pret their scores in the four separate
test areas and reassures them that
wrong answers will not cost them their
life's ambition.

NOVI — It may seem surprising that Novi could
place no higher than sixth at the Kensington Valley
Conference track meet last Wednesday. After all,
the Wildcats had defeated two conference op-
ponents this season.

“We did as well as could be expected,’’ said Coach
Chris Ceresa. ‘'‘But we're a much better dual meet
team than invitational-type team. We don't have
any real superstars."’

No superstars maybe. But at least a few stars.
Senior Sherry Lawton, who will compete at the
Class A state finals this Saturday, cleared 5-0 for a
second place in long jump. Novi's only other second-
place finish came from the mile relay team of Tam-
my Onofrey, Sheila Clark, Jennifer Bonkowski and
Becky Prost. The foursome ran a 4:16.1, just two
seconds out of first place.

Debbie Vosie recorded a pair of fourth-place
finishes in shot (30-5) and discus (96-4). Amy
Rodgers’ leap of 15-5 gave the Wildcats another
fourth.

Onofrey clocked a 50.1 in the 330-yard hurdles for
a fifth place. Clark’s 63.9 was good for a fifth in the
440. Novi's two-mile team of Kris Huotari, Mindy
Park, Leslie Helling and Prost together ran a
10:29.0 for fifth, just a couple of strides away from a
third-place finish.

Although Kelli Rolfes and Park did not place in
the mile run, both runners cracked Novi's old team
record. Rolfes ran a 5:42.1 to nip Park, at her
shoulder in 5:42.15.

Ceresa said he wasn't at all disappeinted in his
team’s finish, although he conceded that if sprinter
Patty Lenaghan had been at 100 percent (she had a
{lip injury), Novi’s point total might have been bet-
er.

But the Wildcats accumulated exactly four team
points at the 1984 KVC meet compared to 33 this
year. While Novi will lose some talent te graduation
this year — notably Lawton, -Park and Vosie —
there is a good deal of future talent in the junior,
sophomore and freshman contingent,

Among that freshman contingent, Onofrey has
had a particularly outstanding season. At the All-
Oakland County Freshman meet in Milford last
Saturday, Onofrey took one second and two thirds.

Her 17.09 clocking was exactly 0.03 seconds
slower than the winning time in the 110-yard
hurdles. She added thirds in the 330 hurdles (49.9)
and the 440 (62.7) even though the latter two races
were separated by only one event.

All told, Onofrey racked up 20 points at the meet,
won easily by Pontiac Northern.

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State tourism industry investing millions in facilities

Michigan travel/tourism properties
are investing more than a quarter of a
billion dollars in new or expanded
facilities in 1984 and '85, according to

. the Michigan Travel Bureau.

Resort and attractions operators are
making ski hills higher, runs longer and
golf courses more challenging; install-
ing new equipment; building new
buildings and planning a $1.2 million
corkscrew roller coaster — only the
third of its kind in the world.

An emphasis on expanding to year-
round recreation is evident at many of

Michigan's 55 downhill ski areas. Se-
cond only to New York in the number of
alpine slopes, Michigan's ski industry
has evolved rapidly in the past decade
from a handful of small, winter-only
operations to a regional center for
winter fun.

As more and more skiers from across
the Midwest began traveling to
Michigan slopes, operators had to ex-
pand — adding more lifts and runs,
restaurants, lodges and, finally, resort
amenities such as condominiums,
heated swimming pools, saunas, health

among cheapest in U.S.

Homes in the metropolitan Detroit
area have risen in value in the past year
but continue to rank among the most af-
fordable in the nation.

According to Metro MLS, a quarterly
survey of median home prices in 43
metropolitan communities found that
only Buffalo/Niagra Falls ($46,900),
Louisville ($50,400) and Akror: ($50.900}
rate Jower than Detroit ($51,300).

Compared to the end of the first
quarter survey of median home prices
here showed a 6.65 percent increase.
The national median price edged up
from $71,500 to $73,900 over the same
period to show a 3.1 percent gain.

‘ “The local increase parallels that

shown by our figures," said Metro MLS
President Robert F. Craver. “We
follow pricing trends in terms of
averages which provides a figure
several thousand dollars higher than
medians.

“Through the first quarter this year,
our average of $61,347 was six percent
above the $57,848 of a year earlier.
While this average price increase was
aided somewhat by our members sell-
ing an unusuaily high number of more
expensive homes early this year, we
think it does indicate that local prices
will continue to move up.”’

Craver said existing home sales,
which are running about 12 percent
above a year ago, are expected to con-
tinue strong, while listings will not be as
high as in the past year. The Metro MLS
sales-to-listing ratio rose above 43 per-
cent in April when listings were running
17 percent less than in 1984.

Economists predict that national
home prices will continue to accelerate
at a higher rate than inflation this year
and next. The median price for an ex-
isting home across the nation should
read $75,000 by year’s end and $77,900 in
1986.

Prices for homes in the nation’s
highest priced metropolitan area —
Orange County in California, dipped
slightly from a year ago but remained
above $132,000. Other high-priced areas
were New York/Northern New Jersey/-
Long lIsland ($125,400), Los Angeles
($114,300), Boston ($108,600) and San
Diego ($101,200).

Showing the sharpest drop in prices,
all more than 4.5 percent, were Birm-
ingham, Alabama; Milwaukee and the
Tampa/St. Petersburg/Clearwater
area of Florida. The New York area
shows the highest median price gain at
24.6 percent followed by Boston at 21.5
percent.
