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No relief ahead
for local drivers

If there is one issue in Novi that is
guaranteed to raise the ire of local
residents, it is traffic.

As the community grows, key in-
tersections like Nine Mile/Haggerly
Road, Ten Mile/Meadowbrook Road
and Eight Mile/Haggerty are becom-
ing increasingly congested, increas-
ingly hazardous.

Concerns over traffic have stalled
or completely halted more than a
half-dozen development plans in Novi
over the past six months. Among
them:

¢ A Mobil Oil gas station, car wash
and convenience - store at Grand
River/Haggerty;

¢ A Marathon Oil service station at
Eight Mile/Haggerty

* A shopping center on Haggerty,

just south of the Grand River in-
tersection; and,

* An industrial development off
Novi Road near Ten Mile.

In addition, the city put a halt to all
development along on Grand River
Avenue this spring while Planning
Consultant Brandon Rogers studied
ways to help prevent future traffic
problems along that thoroughfare.
The resultant zoning requires larger

lots in some areas and discourages -

multiple driveways on and off Grand
River.

While planning officials scrutinized
growing traffic problems along the
city’s business corridor, residents in
the Nine Mile/Haggerty area be-
moaned escalating traffic along
Novi's condo corridor. In particular,
concerns were raised over construc-
tion of 825 new apartment units sand-
wiched between Lakewoode Park

condominiums and Crosswinds West
condominiums.

Traveling south one mile, the
August opening of Northville’'s Mei-
jer Thrifty Acres and the Novi Hilton

— both at Eight Mile and Haggerty —
met everyone’s worst traffic expec-
tations. While Novi Police have not
yet noticed an increase in traffic ac-
cidents at the location, Detective

Ralph Fluhart noted a number of '
residents have called the department
for instructions on how to get through

Subdivision well water

is safe, city tests show

Test results on a water sample
from a residential well in Novi
Heights subdivision were *'all clear,”
City Manager . Edward Kreiwall
reported this week.

Results reported earlier this month
from two initial tests on wells in
Pioneer Meadows and Echo Valley
revealed a trace of diethyl phthalate

. ester, a chemical on the En-
vironmental Protection Agency’s
(EPA) Priority Pollutant list. The
amount detected was far below the
EPA level of *‘acceptable daily in-
take.”

Kriewall noted the Michigan
Department of Natural Resources
(DNR) has requested that these two
wells be retested. “There is still
some concern the sampling process
may have been faulty,” he told the
council Monday.

“{The state), in conjunétion with

the city, is going to retest the first

two wells,”’ he explained.

A second set of water tests con-
ducted on wells in Pioneer Meadows
and Echo Valley, but {rom different
acquifers (underground water sup-
plies) than the first two, showed *'no

signs of diethyl phthalate — and they
apparently are clear in all other
respects,” Kriewall reported.

The water testing was initiated by
Kriewall and the city’s consulting
engineers, JCK and Associates, after
a local resident presented research
suggesting a frequent eccurrence of
serious illness in the three subdivi-
sions. Officlals have no indication at
this time that any link exists between
the illnesses reported and the well
water in the area. .

Susan Nayh, an environmental
consultant for JCK, said she has
received about a dozen telephone
calls from residents since the water
testing was -publicized two weeks
ago. .

‘‘Basically the people (who
telephoned) were just curious about
the water in general. Not many asked
about the chemical (diethyl
phthalate)," she noted.

“Many wanted to know how to go
about it if they wanted to have their
water tested,’ she added. Those who
inquire are provided a well water
testing fact sheet printed by the East
Michigan Environmental Aection
Council (EMEAC), Nayh noted.

Murder-suici

Two people were found dead in a residence at the
Village Wood Place Townhouse Apartments Friday in
what police are calling a homicide/suicide.

Dead are Timothy Quinn, 33, and his wife Deborah Ann
Quinn, 32. According to police reports, the bodies were
found in the townhouse off Haggerty Road shortly after

noon last Friday, August 16.

The body of Mrs. Quinn, a Registered Nurse, was found
on the staircase, while her husband's body was found in an
upstairs bedroom. Mr. Quinn was employed at Selfridge

Air Force Base.

Police said Mrs. Quinn had suffered a blow to the head,
apparently from a length of pipe found near her body, and
a knife wound in the chest. Mr. Quinn apparently died
from a gun shot wound to his head. A small caliber rifle

The city has not been notified by

either of the health agencies that the .

level of diethyl phthalate discovered
in the two wells is dangerous or that
any cautions should be issued about
drinking the water.

However, Kriewall noted Monday
thal several commercial filtration
companies have come forward with
products that are able to reduce the
level of diethyl phthalate in the
water. These filters cost about $250-
$300, he added.

EPA research on the toxic effects
of diethyl phthalate show it can in-
duce birth defects in rats if they are
injected with high doses of the
chemical. Although little information
is available on the chemical’s possi-
ble affect on humans, il is not con-
sidered a carcinogen. Its most com-
mon use is in cosmetics as a perfume
carrier.

City council postponed action on
the Quazite Corporation Monday
after complaints from a nearby resi-
dent persuaded the officials to order
additional noise tests on the site.

Mary Wikman of 26220 Taft Road
reported a constant “‘whirring all
day and throughout the night coming
from the Grand River Avenue in-
dustrial operation. Although not loud,
the constant annoyance ‘‘is destroy-
inlg our lifestyle,” she told the coun-
cil.

Assistant City Manager Craig.
Klaver noted noise tests have been
taken on the property repeatedly
“‘without once finding any levels ex-
ceeding the allowable limits.

But Wikman’s reports persuaded
Council Member Edward Leininger
that a visit to the site is warranted
before the operation is given the ci-
ty's final stamp of approval. Other
council members agreed additional
noise tests were needed, particularly
during the unloading of gravel on the
site.

The city has been reviewing the
Quazite operation since May when
the corporation applied for a permit
from the Michigan Water Resources
Commission to store chemicals
underground.

“It seems clear that due to the
Water Resources Commission per-
mit process and the resulting public-
debate, we have subjected this com-
pany to a scrutiny that.far exceeds
our normal review process,’’ Klaver
noted.

Quazite has agreed to comply with
each of the city’s recommendations
to ensure protection of the environ-
ment, he reported. As a result, Coun-
cil Member Patricia Karevich sug-
gested Quazite probably would be
‘‘one of the safer businesses in the ci-
[y.H

But as the environmental concerns

“were being resolved, a second pro-

blem developed for the Quazite Cor-
poration. For the past four to six

- weeks, city council has debated

whether Quazite is a ‘“‘light” in-
dustrial operation or a *‘heavy’ in-
dustrial operation.

These discussions, which have
taken place in closed sessions
because communication from the ci-
ty attorney was involved, were based
on Quazite’s use of toxic chemicals in
its manufacturing process.

The firm makes industrial con-
crete floor bricks. The operation re-
quires on-site storage and use of such
chemicals as polyester resin and
methylene chloride. Because it is
highly flammable, the Fire Code re-
quires large quantities of polyester
resin to be stored underground.

Some council members apparently
believed that the presence of toxic
chemicals makes Quazite a heavy in-
dustrial operation. However, Klaver
noted in his report Monday: *'It does
not appear-that our standard plann-
ing review process focuses on the
nature of the chemicals used in a

Candidates gear up for primary battle

A political telephone survey, plann-
ing campaign fund-raisers and door-
to-door literature distribution have
kept mayoral campaign voluteers
hustling in these last weeks before
the September 10 primary.

Meanwhile, Waiter Cronkhite, the
Shamrock Hill resident who forced
the mayoral primary by his last-
minute filing, vacationed from his
work and warded off would-be cam-
paign contributors. ‘

According to the city clerk’s office,
Cronkhite was not registered to vote
in Novi until just prior to his filing to
run for mayor. Nevertheless,
Cronkhite claimed he took the action
as a ‘“concerned resident’’ to
eliminate any possible challenge of
the general election results in
November,

Although candlidates Patricia
Karevich and Carol Mason an-
ticipated the primary, incumbent
Mayor Robert Schmid did not.
“We're a little behind, frankly,” he
said last week. ‘‘But we're trying to
put it together."
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Door-to-door distribution of cam-
paign literature and the placement of
campaign signs by the Schmid camp

. is planned for the last weeks before

the primary. A fund-raiser is not
planned until after the primary,
Schmid said.

Karevich had a $12-a-head fund-
raiser planned this week at Country
Epicure on Grand River Avenue. The
candidate plans continued door-to-

door contacts throughout the re-
mainder of her campaign.

Masan plans a “‘campaign picnic”
this weekend, after which volunteers
will canvass the neighborhood. Cam-
paign funds were solicited through a
mailing rather than by a fund-raising
event, Mason noted.

In addition to receiving literature
or a personal visit from one of the
mayoral 'candldates. a number of

residents were contacted by

- telephone over the past two weeks for

participation in a political survey.

The survey was conceived and or-
chestrated by Timothy Pope, cam-
paign manager for council candidate
Nancy Covert. The survey had a
twofold purpose, Covert explained
this week.

First, Pope, who also works at the
state capitol, used the survey to
determine public recognition of
various state political figures. But
the survey also was geared to guage
the public response on local issues,
Covert explained.

“We wanted to get some feeling for
the attitudes of residents," she said.
Respondents were asked about the ci-
ty’s building height limitation and
other community development con-
cerns.

Results of the survey, which was
conducted in part by Novi
Republican Club volunteers using
telephones provided at ERA Rymal
Symes Company, have not yet been
tabulated, Covert noted.

LANSING — Nearly three out of
every four constituents polled in a re-
cent survey favored an immediate
return to the 4.6 percent income tax
rate, according to State Representative
Willis Bullard (R-Highland).

Bullard said 73 percent of the
respondents approved of such a tax
rollback. Almost 60 percent believed
the income tax rate should be reduced
before any property tax relief is con-
sidered.

“The people of the 60th District solid-
ly support a decrease in the income
tax,’’ Bullard said. ‘'‘House
Republicans have introduced several
proposals to reduce the tax to 4.6 per-
cent and we'll continue our efforts to ac-
complish this goal.”

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Novi officials are planning expansion of the city’s Lakeshore Park facilities on Walled Lake

New park land is for picnickers

]

If double the space means double the
fun, Novi's Lakeshore Park will be
more popular than ever in future years.

Actually, the recent property acquisi-
tion by the parks and recreation com-
mission adds only five acres to the 26-
acre park. But Parks and Recreation
Director Tom 0’Branovic notes most of
the new space will be opened for addi-
tional picnic grounds in the front of the
park where activity currently is most
congested.

. The new picnic area “will give us
some elbow room’ in the front of
Lakeshore Park, he said.

The property acquisition, finalized
earlier this year, also includes 148 feet
of lake frontage east of the present

beach area.

The parks commission has adopted a
master plan for park improvements en-
compassing both the old and the new
park property. A public hearing on the
plan is set for 7:30 p.m. Thursday,
August 29 at the Lakeshore Park
building.

After public review, the plan will be
submitted for planning board approval.

The first priority in the $367,000 plan
is the relocation of the park entrance to
the new eastern-most edge of the park.
“The longer entry is advantageous
from the standpoint of controlling the
traffic coming in and out,”” O'Branovic
noted.

To accommodate the new entrance,

South Lake Road must be realigned, he
added. Plans call for the road to be
straightened and approximately six to
seven feet to be cut off the grade. The
lower grade will improve the visibility,
which is a problem with the current en-
trance, O’'Branovic noted. ..

The road realignment and new en-
trance together are expected to cost
about $130,000. There is no timetable for
the completion of this project, the parks
director added.

The commission currently has 820 000
available to begin the grading and land-
scaping of the new picnic area. Demoli-
tion of a house and an old motel on the
site was expected to be completed this
week. Four residents were relocated as

part of the property acquisition project,
O’'Branovic noted.

Additional phases of the park im-
provement plan will be completed as
funds become available, he said.

“Qur number one priority now is to
make the additional area usable and to
clean up the new beach area. Our next
priority will be to get the entrance and
road relocation completed,’’ he said.

Future plans for upgrading the park
include a wetland trail area with
asphalt walkways and a boardwalk
overlooking Shawood Lake; a boat ren-
tal area and observation deck at the
fingertip of a canal leading to Shawood
Lake; a new play center: and a new
concession building.

The original 5 p.m. deadline was ex-
tended to 7:30 p.m. to assure those in-
terested have adequate time to submit
applications.

manufacturing process, but rather
the process itself.”’

Declaring Quazite in violation of
the zoning ordinance based solely on
the existence of hazardous chemicals
-would represent *‘a departure from
our standard practices,” he conclud-
ed.

But at least one official was not
convinced. “I'm beginning to wonder

why we're spending all this time . .
on an obvious non-conforming use in
an I-1 (light industrial) district,”
Mayor Robert Schmid commented.
“Unfortunately, somehow it got in
there . . .

And before we allow it in an
1-2 (heavy industrial) district, I think
we should look at the ordinance and

the intersection safely.

City officials are quick to note that
the most congested intersections are
at crossings under county jurisdic-
tion. County officials, of course, then
complain of inadequate road funds
from the state.

Notes County Commissioner John
Calandro: “Everyone attempts to
absolve themselves (of responsibility
for the traffic problems). But the bot-
tom line is, somehow we’ve got to ad-
dress the problems."”

Novi, along with several other
rapidly growing communities, is lag-
ging behind in road funding and road
improvements, according to City
Manager Edward Kriewall. *'But
whatever we're experiencing, it's
worse in Troy, worse in Farmington
Hills and worse in Southfield,” he
suggested.

Much of Novi's traffic congestion is
due to the fact 1-275 was never ex-
tended. The traffic on Haggerty
Road, along with that on all the mile
roads feeding onto Haggerty, would
be reduced significantly with another
freeway access ramp between Com-
merce and Novi, Kriewall noted.

“But Novi’s not going to invest a lot
of local tax dollars to resolve the
Haggerty Road problems,” he add-
ed, noting that Haggerty Road comes
under the county's jurisdiction.

“The city’s position is that we
shouldn’t be expected to solve the
problem for Commerce Township
and points north. We've got precious
few road dollars anyway — and I
think we should spend them on Novi
doads. The alternative to spending
local dollars, of course, is persuading

The Oakland County Road Com-
mission is attempting to persuade the
Michigan Department of Transporta-
tion (MDOT) to review its formula
for allocating federal highway funds
for 1986, Grubba explained. In addi-
tion, county officials have lobbied for
a change in the allocation of state
fuel and vehicle tax proceeds to in-
crease the share for local units.

But county officials have not been
able to generate even ‘“mild en-
thusiasm’’ for the proposed changes,
Grubba said. “‘It just appears there’s
going to have to be more local
dollars,’ he said.

Unless local, county and state of-
ficials are able to operate in partner-
ship to address the traffic problems
of Novi and other fast-developing
communities, special road millages
will be the only answer, Calandro
suggested. “‘And no elected official

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Final touches set,
Hilton doors open

It was like watching the pieces fall in-
to place on a giant puzzle, each one ad-
ding another unique feature to the
overall picture.

Those inside the Novi Hilton this sum-
mer — the managers, staff and various
work crews — shared the excitement as
color, texture and dazzling illumination
were added to the grey shell of the
seven-story building at Eight Mile and
Haggerty Road.

“It's never f{as!t enough,” said
Manager Gary Seibert on a muggy
afternoon in mid-July. Inside an equal-
ty muggy office — the kinks were still
being worked out of the air conditioning
system, the hotel manager described
his hectic summer days.

“It's a lot of work. | spend a lot of
time opening boxes,”" he said. Among
the shipments this particular week
were pots and pans for the kitchen and
desk tops for administrative offices.
The desk tops were the wrong size and
had to be shipped back — a small delay
in the overall schmeme, but irritating
nonetheless.

There are still a few pieces missing
here and there, but the grand picture of
the Novi Hilton is close enough to com-
pletion for its proud developer, Joseph
Gerak. and general manager, Seibert,
to stand back and marve].

“It’s unlike anything else: it's uni-
que, it's different,” Seibert said of the
formidable structure rising out of a
wooded corner of the Orchard Hill
Place office park.

From the poinl of drop-off under the
glowing, Porte Cochere, to *'Zip Out
Check Out,”” Gerak and Seibert
endeavored to creale a unique ex-
perience for Novi Hilton visitors.

The 160-foot-long front desk is design-
ed to prevent check-in delays, but
guests.may wish to linger anyway to en-
jay the likes of Glen Michaels, Richard
Kozlow and other Michigan artists
featured throughout the lobby.

Seibert describes each room in detail,
from the inlaid hardwood floor in the
Orchard Cafe to the intricate neon
lighting in Whispers lounge. But it is
more the mechanics than the aesthetics
that make the Hilton unique.

Gerak and Seibert chuckle over the
publicity their plumbing system has
received — less water with every flush
saves money for the hotel and water for
the city.

“We've got the newest and the latest
in a lot of areas.” they agreed. The
elevators are another example. The
system uses battery power to go up.
then recharges the battery on the way
down. It can operate up to nine hours
with no electrical assistance. The
system was developed by Otis Elevator

last year. The Novi Hilton has the se-
cond system installed in Michigan.

The lock system in the Novi Hilton is
the first of its kind in Michigan, ac-
cording to Seibert. Produced by
Safelock of Troy, the system replaces
door keys with a plastic card. The
cards, which have been pioneered in
other hotels throughout the country, are
inserted into the door; when a tiny light
comes on, the door is unlocked. But the
card mus! be removed before the door
can be opened. “*So you can't forget the
card in the door,"" Seibert noted.

The anticipated market for the Novi
Hilton is expected to lean heavily
toward frequent, individual business
travelers. Therefore the amenities
designed especially for these traveling
business men and women abound:
Oversized desks to accommodate com-
puters, electric shoe polishers and
pants pressers, bathrobes, televisions
in the bathrooms (so they can listen to
the news while shaving or applying
makeup) and complimentary
breakfast.

The Novi Hilton also has made
special accommodations for the han-
dicapped traveler. But instead of rely-
ing on their own ideas as to what a han-
dicapped guest might want, Gerak and
Seibert called in a local resident who is
confined to a wheelchair.

“Some of the things he came up with
we never would have thought of,”
Seibert noted. For instance, doors to the
handicapped rooms now have two peep
holes — one at eye level for someone
standing, the other at eye level for so-
meone seated.

Their “expert” also noted that hotel
rooms often place heavy chairs in front
of the air conditioning controls. This
problem has been eliminated at the
Hilton. I think we've got all the angles
covered,"” Seibert noted.

Gerak describes the staff of over 200
as “‘a very vibrant young group.’’ Many
are recent Schoolcraft college
graduates in various areas, he noted.

Future looks good
for psychic group

Scorpiana:
‘People from
all walks of life
come to us.
Usually the
reason they
come is
something they
can’t ex-
plain...’

Scorpiana peers across a table at the
Sheraton Oaks hotel and says this:

““It's come to our attention that not all
psychic people are spiritual people. We
believe in using our psychic gifts to help
people. We don’t want to encourage
devil-worship or witchcraft.”

Her eyes and the tone of her voice
project an image of utterly calm
sincerity, as if as if she were confiding
her reasons for forming a local garden-
ing club instead of an entity she calls
‘The Psychic Eye, Ltd.

The Psychic Eye, Ltd. is a non-profit
organization dedicated to the study of
what it refers to as the ‘‘esoteric
sciences (among them clairvoyance,
psychometry and many others) and
psychic phenomena.” It opened its fifth
chapter in the Detroit area this sum-
mer, this one for residents of Plymouth,
Canton and Northville,

The newest chapter (a sixth is in the
process of being organized in Ann Ar-
bor) now has about 15 members and is
welcoming new constituents — if they
have the right spiritual orientation.

“There is the potential to develop
psychic ability and tune into the lower
forces,”” explains Scorpiana (she
prefers her given name not be publiciz-
ed). “A lot of cults, especially out in
California, have done this. We've had to
tighten up (our membership) so we can
keep the energy on a high spiritual
plane.

“Generally, spiritually gifted people
are kind, like animals, they have a
peaceful temperament and they tend to
meditate A person does not
necessarily have to be psychic to join.
But they have to be spiritual.

“‘People from all walks of life come to
us. Usually the reason they come is
something they can't explain.”

Chapter functions generally consist
of monthly dinner meetings with
speakers, classes, meditation circles,
readings and parties. Among the plann-
ed activities are a *‘Psychic Night at
the Races’’ and an annual ghost story-
telling party. “The only difference,”
Scorpiana adds, ‘'‘is that we’ve got the

real stuff.

But there is a larger agenda to The
Psychic Eye's aims, she says. *'When
1'd founded it, I'd intended it to be a na-
tional organization,” she explains. ‘]
expect it will be an awesome force for
national and international use. I see it
as a network of helping people become
more enlightened.

“We’re not out to force our opinions
on people. We like people to think for
themselves. 1 think skepticism is
healthy to a certain degree.”

Scorpiana herself was the skeptical
type. But she confides that a sudden
spiritual-psychic awakening and subse-
quent prophetic dreams have persuad-
ed her the supernatural world is very
real.

“I remember one night seeing an
angelic form and being surrounded by
light. It was so bright I literally thought
the room was on fire."

From then on, she was convinced.
“The difference between a psychic and
someone going to church is that chur-
chgoers hear about prophetic things
and have no way of knowing'‘it. A
psychic experiences it. Once you've had
a spiritual encounter, life becomes full
of questions. Your values change. But
there is no doubt in your mind what-

No easy
to traffic

The most difficult aspect of the
city’s growing traffic concern is the
realization that Novi is just one
small part of a much larger traffic
problem in Oakland County.

.- In addressing the first half of
the problem — the growth within
Novi — the city’s planners are still
floundering with their primary line
of attack: ‘‘marginal access
roads.” These are roads which run
parallel to a major thoroughfare.
They reduce the number of
driveways onto a heavily traveled
road by providing access to a
number of businesses from one en-

try point.

The city has tried unsuc-
cessfully to implement marginal
access roads at several locations in
the city, particularly along the
west side of Novi Road opposite
Twelve Oaks Mall. Original plans
called for all businesses north of
West Oaks Drive to be serviced by
a single marginal access road, but
the city had difficulty getting the
road established. Planners are en-
couraging or requiring developers
to construct buildings far enough
away from property lines to permit
marginal access roads, but no
plans for construction of such roads
have materialized.

The Eight Mile/Haggerty Road
intersection is another location
where marginal access roads were
recommended, but never im-
plemented. In this instance, the ac-
cess road was proposed by the ci-
ty’s police department. Traffic of-
ficials warned that the combination
of the McDonald’s restaurant and
the Elias Brothers Big Boy
Restaurant on this heavily traveled
corner would create the potential
for tremendous traffic jams and a
high volume of accidents.

The narrow configuration of
the parcels for the two restaurants
and their inability or unwillingness
to purchase bigger parcels to ac-
commodate the access roads
resulted in this recommendation
being scrapped. Consequently, the
anticipated traffic problems at tnis
location already are a reality. Novi
Police report 18 traffic accidents at
the intersection since January —
and Northville’s Meijer Thrifty
Acres has not been open long
enough for its impact to be included
in the statistics.

Marginal access roads now are
being discussed and planned along
the Grand River Avenue corridor.
This was one of the most important
aspects of the Grand River study.
If these access roads are not pro-
vided, the zoning changes made
along Grand River in the interest of
controlling development and

reventing traffic problems will
gave little impact.

But what of the traffic coming
through Novi, backing up at every
Haggerty Road intersection along
the city’s eastern border. It is not
enough for Novi to handle its own

answers
problem

traffic; right now it must deal with
vehicles coming from all points
north, rushing to reach the
freeways each weekday morning.
It is on this level that Novi
residents must accept their traffic
problems as part of a much larger
county-wide issue.

Many residents do not realize
that local tax dollars go toward the
construction and upkeep of local
roads only. County roads, which in-
clude Haggerty and all the mile
roads, are improved and repaired
with county dollars, or with state
and federal dollars allocated by the
Michigan Department of Transpor-
tation (MDOT).

As county and state officials
are quick to point out, the alloca-
tion of these dollars follows very
complex formulas that even they
have difficulty explaining. For
traffic nightmares throughout the
county, only $500,000 from the coun-
ty’s general fund is dedicated for
road improvements — a mere pit-
tance considering the magnitude of
the problem in rapidly growing
areas such as Novi, Troy and
Rochester.

Other funds come from state
fuel and vehicle taxes divied up
among the state’s 83 county road
commissions and the thousands of
city and township road commis-
sions. Because these taxes are
allocated for roads, the county
government has taken the position
that major allocations for roads
should not come from county cof-
fers. However, as Road Commis-
sion Director John Grubba notes,
the county is actively pursuing
economic development throughout
the county. This development
depends on an adequate road
system. But when road im-
provements are made to ac-
commodate growth, the resulting
increase in county revenues
benefits the county general fund
exclusively.

Grubba points out that county
revenues were $51.9 million in 1974;
the road commission’s was $30.8
million. In 1985 the county general
fund revenues were $216 million (a
316 percent increase); while the
road commission’s were $44.9
million (a 45 percent increase).

Clearly the solution to traffic
problems in Novi and elsewhere in
the county will not come from any
one source. There are measures
such as marginal access roads that
the local government can take to
improve the situation. Beyond that,
however, local officials can only
continue to pressure county and
state officials to resolve the road
funding inequities and to take ac-
tion on problems such as the need
for another 1-96 access ramp bet-
ween Commerce and Novi.

Novi officials have done more

than their share in this regard, hav- -

ing supplied the state with ideas for
solving the traffic problems along
Haggerty when none were for-
thcoming from state or county road
personnel. The state subsequently
organized its own study of traffic
conditions along Twelve Mile from
Haggerty to Southfield. This study
area was recently extended to in-
clude Novi.

With traffic along Twelve Mile
and traffic along Haggerty Road
still in these ‘‘study’’ phases, the
situation along both thoroughfares
is likely to get much worse before it
gets any better.

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After the birth of her son, Carol
negotiated to resume her job as a
clinical researcher, working just three
days a week. Her part-time position lets
her spend more time with her children
and continue her career — the best of
both worlds, she says.

Rhonda works part-time, but not by
choice. The supermarket where she is a
cashier hires only hourly employees in
order to avoid paying overtime and fr-
inge benefits.

To make ends meet, she cleans office
buildings at night, and she babysits,
putting in more than 60 hours a week at
minimum wage.

Some call it opportunity; some say
exploitation. Part-time employment is
a fast-growing phenomenon in the
American work force, according to
Joyce L. Kornbluh, research scientist
at the University of Michigan's In-
stitute of Labor and Industrial Rela-
tions.

“In 1982, one out of every five
American workers was employed on a
part-time basis, according to the U.S.
Bureau of Labor Statistics. Some
studies have predicted that half of all
jobs will be part-time by the year 2000,"”
she said.

In professions such as dentistry or
medicine, part-time work offers practi-
tioners such attractions as flexible
hours and more time for family, educa-
tion and leisure pursuits.

But in the rapidly expanding service
sector, the advantages of part-time
employment are more heavily
weighted on the side of the employer,

" Kornbluh said.

“Relatively few part-time employees
receive paid vacations, health in-
surance, pensions or other benefits
beyond Social Security,” she noted. In
1982, they earned an average of $3.88
per hour, compared to a $6.44 average
for full-time workers. Part-timers have
littie job security or opportunities for
advancement.

Employers not only save on labor
costs but can increase productivity by

Q scheduling part-timers during peak

business hours, Kornbluh pointed out.

“For example, many banks hire ex-
tra tellers for the noon-hour shift.
Similar patterns are apparent in retail
outlets and fast-food chains."

The people who fill these positions
also are changing, said the U-M labor
expert.

“Part-time jobs were once con-
sidered suitable only for teenagers,
retirees or persons who were either un-
motivated or incapable of filling
fulltime jobs.

“Now we are seeing a dramatic in-
crease in the number of people who are
working part-time because they are
unable to find fulltime positions,’" Korn-
bluh said.

“This category more than doubled
between 1970 and 1982 from 2.19 million
to 5.8 million. The number of involun-
tary part-time workers is the highest
every since the Bureau of Labor
Statistics began keeping records 30
years ago."

The majority of such workers are
women, who likewise are concentrated
in the lower-paying service industries,
Kornbluh said. ‘‘While men hold 30 per-
cent of all part-time jobs, they are like-
ly to be moonlighting to augment a
fulltime salary, For women, it is often
the only option.”

As the part-time job market con-
tinues to expand, Kornbluh sees a need
to ensure part-time employees more
parity with their full-time counterparts.

“We need legislation that protects
part-timers with some benefits,” she
said. “Raising the minimum wage
would help, since many are paid at
minimum wage."”

Another solution, she believes, is to
shorten the work day. *'A six-hour work
day would coincide with school
schedules and enable both men and
women to spend more time with their
children,” she suggested. ‘‘The 40-hour
work week was established during the
1930s. Why not set it at 35 hours, or 30?

““This would reduce the disparity bet-
ween full and part-time jobs, and give
people more time for family and
volunteer activities, continuing educa-
tion and other personal interests."

Parents who are interested in making
long-term plans to fund a child's educa-
tion will have to make some careful
choices in the next five months, before
any tax measures are passed.

According to the Michigan Associa-
tion of CPAs, tax rules on trusts and
gifts for children are likely to be chang-
ed if a tax reform bill is adopted by Con-
gress this fall.

The President's tax plan, designed to
promote fairness, economic growth and
simplicity, may force many families to
rethink their long-term strategy for
funding a child’s education.

Right now, nobody knows if Congress
will be able to pass a tax reform bill,
much less exactly what a final version
of the tax bill might say. That's still be-
ing decided in Congress. For contingen-
cy planning. however, it's important to
know about the current rules on gifts
and trusts and how they would be
changed under the President's pro-
posal.

Trusts and gifts have become a
helpful answer to pay for soaring col-
lege costs. They can aid a middle-class
family whose income is too high for
federal financial aid. but strained by
rising costs of college.

With a gift. a parent in a high tax
bracket could give money or invest-
ment assets to a child who is in a much

lower tax bracket. The income
generated by the gift is taxed at the
lower rate of the child.

With a trust, the same income shif-
ting occurs, But with certain kinds of
trusts, parents can build a fund over a
period of years while basically retain-
ing control of the money during the life
of the trust. Most importantly, assets
contributed to the trust can return to
the parent after a set period of time.
But a gift is a gift.

Here's how income shifting typically
helps a family under the current rules.
The Smiths are in the 50 percent tax
bracket in 1985, when they give their
son a $20,000 certificate of deposit that
annually yields 10 percent in invest-
ment income. The Smiths would have
paid $1,000 in federal income tax on
$2,000 of investment income, but their
child, who is in the 15 percent tax
bracket, pays just $300 in tax on the
$2,000.

By managing their money right. the
Smiths get a $700 tax savings in 1985.
Thanks to income shifting, the Smith
family over the years will pay less in

tax on the investment income
generated by their $20.000 gift.

Under current rules, certain trusts
provide the same tax savings as a gift.
The big difference between these trusts
and a gift is that the amount originally
set aside in the trust can be returned to
the parents after a set period of lime.
Trusts that permit this are Clifford
Trusts and Spousal Remainder Trusts.

According to tax experts, however,
the proposed trust rules will effectively
eliminate these trusts. That's because
the rules proposed by the President say
that all trusts will have to span the
parents’ lifetime in order lo shift in-
come from a parent to a child. ‘

If you believe the rules proposed by
the President will be adopted. you may
want to consider establishing a Clifford
or Spousal Reminder Trust before the
end of this year. Income shifting trusts
set up before then will be allowed to sur-
vive their term under proposed rules.

If you plan to set up an income shif-
ting trust before 1986 or if you are think-
ing about giving your child a gift to
start a college fund, there are some

other changes proposed that you should
know about. The new tax brackets pro-
posed by the tax reform package put
every taxpayer in the 15 percent, 25 per-
cent or 35 percent tax bracket. A parent
currently in the top bracket of 50 per-
cent would lose 15 percent of the tax
saving benefit of shifting income
through a trust or gift under proposed
rules. That's because the new top tax
bracket would be 35 percent,

The Smiths, who had saved $700 by in-
come shifting before 1986, would save
$400 under the new bracket structure.
In other words, income shifting would
still be viable, but not as attractive,
CPAs say.

The proposed rules also will affect a
child under the age of 14 who receives
more than $2,000 a year in investment
income through parents' gifts or trusts.
Those children will have any amounts
above the $2,000 level taxed at the
parents’ higher tax rate. Once the child
is 14 years-old, the $2,000 passive in-
come cap is eliminated.

For further information about setting
up a short-term trust, how your existing
trust will be affected or how to cope
with the $2,000 income cap. consult your
local CPA who can answer specific
questions about your personal situa-
tion.

EDITOR'S NOTE: The following first-person story was writ-
ten by Ann Chowdhury of Northville, a free lance writer for
The News and a patient who had a kidney stone removed
successfully in a new method being welcomed as a major
scientific breakthrough. . .

Exacily three months ago, on May 21, I found myself
literally up to the neck in warm water and waiting for more
than 1,000 shock waves to start pounding through my body.

I looked up at the life preserver someone had hung over
the bath with a “Swim at Your Own Risk'' sign attached.
The atlempt al humor helped relieve my tension.

This was not your everyday kind of bathtub. It had cost
about $2 million and was designed to deliver powerful

. acoustic shock waves to the "bather’’ at the rate of about

one per second. If [ were fortunate, an hour's treatment
would pulverize the large stone lodged in my only kidney.

In January, my urologist, Dr. Virinder Bhardwaj at Oak
Creek Medica! Center in Livonia, had shown me the stone
on an X-ray. “That kidney is your lifeline," he said, and to
protect it the stone has to come out of there. You don’t have
another kidney to rely on so we mustn't wait too long."

I had already experienced episodes with high fevers and
extreme weakness in the previous weeks and written them
off as flu. They were, in fact, the result of an infection caus-
ed by the stone.

Small tasks were beginning to seem large burdens.
Christmas had loomed ahead like a chore instead of a joy. I
had not even had the energy to bake cookies, and
decorating the tree had left me exhausted.

There were two methods, the doctor toid me, for remov-
ing the stone. One was open surgery during which the stone
would be lifted out in one piece. It was major surgery with
about two weeks in the hospital and a long, eight-week
recuperation. The other was percutaneous removal,
whereby the stone would be broken with shock waves sent
through a tube inserted into my kidney through my side.

The later method was less traumatic but still a major pro-
cedure and, if it caused bleeding in the kidney, I would have
to have open surgery anyway.

I knew thal kidneys were occasionally lost in such
surgery, and I did not have a second one as a back up. The
possibility, however remote, of having to rely on dialysis
for the rest of my life or the need for a transplant was
frightening. !

The doctor understood my reluctance for surgery on that
only kidney and encouraged me to ir.vestigale a new
nrethod of removing kidney stone which was only just beng
approved for use by the F.D.A.

He warned me that it was not yet available in Michigan
nor covered by most health insurance plans.

He sent me for a second opinion to Dr. Joseph Cerny,
chairman of urology at Henry Ford Hospital in Detroit, who
already had sent several patients for the new treatment to
Methodist Hospital in Indianapolis.

The treatment is called Extracorporeal Shock Wave
Lithotripsy. Extracorporeal means outside the body and
tithotripsy means stone pulverizing. .

The patient is placed in a bathtub-like device, and
acoustic waves are generated underwater by a ‘“spark
plug’ electrode. lgnition of the electrode generates a spark
which vaporizes a small amount of water. This causes a
pressure wave to pass through the water and biological
tissue to the stone. Multiple ignitions aimed at the stone
result in its pulverization but do not damage the surroun-
ding tissue. The gravel resuiting {rom the stone is passed,

@ usually painlessly, in the urine.

Dr. Cerny told me the methed had been developed in West
;ermany by Dornier, an aerospace manufacturer, with the

. cooperation of urologists from the University of Munich. He

said the treatment is to medicine what the Wright brothers’

-1 4irst flight was to aviation.

“It’s the most striking advance in the treatment of kidney
stone disease ever, a stupendous advance for the preserva-
tion of kidney function.”

Unfortunately, il is not for everyone. There are height
and weight limits and certain medical conditions that make
the procedure unwise. Adults as old as 85 and children as
young as three have been treated successfully, however.

" Fortunately, 1 met the medical criteria, and my health in-
surance plan agreed to cover the cost. It would be less than

open surgery — $4,600 as opposed to $6,200.

The waiting list, however, was a long one. I was taking
antibiotics to keep infection at bay, and the stone was pretty
uncomfortable at times. If it moved, or complications
arose, | realized 1 would have to go ahead with surgery, but
I decided to try to wait it out.

Often 1 would wake up at night, conscious of a nagging,
tender spot in my side. It was a bit like living with a time
bomb. :

Finally the long wait was over, and I lay strapped to an
operating platform which had been lowered into the bath
with an overhead crane. My arms were strapped alongside
my head, and my body was numb from my underarms to
my toes.

The medical team positioned me so that the energy of the
shock waves would be concentrated on the stone.

Dr. James Lingeman, a Methodist Hospital urologist and
one of the first doctors to go to Germany to learn the new
procedure, was now in charge of my case.

He instructed me to breathe shallowly and not to try to
speak or move as the shocks were delivered. The doctors,
he said. could see the stone on a screen because of the two

- X-ray monitors in place over my abdomen. They would
‘monitor the progress of the stone as the shocks proceeded.

There was a bright flash under my right side and a loud
bang. Then the shocks started to come in quick succession,
like a jack hammer. It didn't hurt. All I could feel was a
slight sensation in my side like someone flicking.

From time to time the shocks were stopped, and I was
repositioned in the bath,

“It's breaking up,” 1 heard someone say and tried to re-
main relaxed despite a surge of relief. I tried counting the
shocks but was lightheaded with valium and could not keep
count for long. It was well into the hundreds.

Then it started to get uncomfortable as the anesthetic
began to wear off. The shocks started to feel more like a
punch in the stomach than a gentle flick in the side. Dr.
Lingeman, who kept watching me closely, noticed me
whince, and the shocks stopped immediately until more
anesthetic took effect.

The discomfort was never such that 1 regretted not hav-
ing gone the more usual route and asking for a general
anesthetic. 1 enjoyed visualizing the stone breaking up
more with every shock. It was like being a conscious par-
ticipant in my own return to health. [ couldn't help thinking
what the alternatives would have been had the stone only
been found a few weeks earlier, before this method was
available.

About 45 minutes and a total of 1,000 shocks later Dr.
Lingeman said, ‘It's all broken up now. Just 200 more for
good measure.”

I tried counting them off in 50s and the feeling of relief as
they came to an end was euphoric.

The whole medical team shared my happiness as though
they were all enjoying being part of a procedure that is
revolutionizing the treatment of one of the most painful
diseases known.

1 am going to write about this when I get home,’" | told
them as they lifted me out of the bath.

'(‘jJ ust be sure to spell our names right,"" one of them quip-
ped.

Most of the next day was spent wandering around the
hospital corridors, glass of water in hand, following my in-
structions to walk and drink a lot to help the gravel pass.
Other patients were doing the same, and we compared
notes and marveled at the new procedure that had enabled
us to avoid major surgery.

The only evidence of the shock waves were a few slight
bruises across my back and abdomen — nothing compared
with the scars that would have resulted from surgery.

Next morning Dr. Lingeman released me from the
hospital. 1 was free to travel back to Northville. No more
antibiotics, no more waking up at night wondering about
that nagging tenderness in my side.

Aiter a good night's sleep at home I went to work
energetically digging my garden, trying to make up for this
year's late start.

I thought as I worked of what Dr. Lingeman had said.
“The inventors of the lithotripter deserve the Nobel prize. It
was a brilliant idea and brillantly executed. It is as easy ta
use as pushing a button. It is less painful, costs less,
shortens the hospital stay and has fewer complications."

To me it is nothing short of a miracle.

noted three principal functions serv-
ed by sports were: a fulfiliment of the
urge to play, an instrument of
character development and exercise.
It stands to reason any successful
physical education program, either
in schools or in a governmental

recreation department, should ad-
dress those aims.

Lel's examine how we can ap-
proach those three functions point by
point: '

Fulfilling the Urge to Play

When a child is signed up for a
sport, the parents should consider
themselves signees as well. As in any
contract, parents should take a good
look at the terms and make sure it's
ineveryone's best interests by asking
themselves the following questions:

Is my child really interested in the
game, or s he or she signing up
because [ (we) expect it?

There are numerous dangers in
signing up a child for a sport he or
she doesn’t want to play. Among
them is the worst thing that can hap-
pen in a child's game: boredom. Not
only will the player not get the exer-
cise he or she could get in a sport he
or she likes better, but often a lack of
interest results in a lack of playing
time. And if a sport is boring to play.
it's absurdly boring to watch from
the bench.

Does my child’s coach have an ap-
propriate perspective on winning?

Rainer Martens of the Department
“of Physical Education at University
ot Illinois believes there are ex-
tremists on both ends of the question
Ofgauth competition: the win-at-all-
costf laction and the winning-isn't-
important-at-all faction. ,

Martens comments: *“'The key to
whether youth sports are an op-
portunity for learning to cope or a
jungle in which a high degree of cop-
ing is essential to simply survive, is
dependent on the objectives em-
phasized by parents, coaches and
sport organizers. When the the
predominant emphasis is usually on
the child’s physiological and
psychological development and not
just on winning, the chances increase
that competitive stress will be put in
perspective.”

Most importantly, make sure your
child plays. If parents are vigilant in
guarding their children’s right to
participate in the game, eventually
every coach will get the message.

Is my child’s ability and maturity
suited to the level at which he is to
play?

Children are susceptible to stress
in sports. as Martens points out. In
the charter of the American Associa-
tion for Health, Physical Education
and Recreation (AAHPER) the pro-
blem of too -much competition too
soon is clearly addressed:

“Inasmuch as pupils below 10th
grade are in the midst of a period of
rapid growth, with consequent bodily
weaknesses and maladjustments,
partial ossification of bones, mental
and emotional stresses and
physiological adjustments, be it
therefore resolved that leaders in the
field of physical and health education
should do all in their power to
« -rourage interscholastic competi-
tion ! this age level because of its
strenuous nature.”

from columnist Erma Bombeck to Hall of Fame pitcher Bob Feller.

It's obvious various competitive
pressures have taken the teeth out of
that original aim. To implement it,
all our junior high interscholastic
sports programs would have to be
dismantled. But already in various
parts of the country, and even local-
ly, interscholastic competition at
even the elementary-age level has
been introduced and emphasized.

Already the cry may be going up.
“‘But how can we expect our children
to compete on a level with other
schools when they get older, if other
schools promote such competition?”’

The fact is, youth sports programs
often have little impact on the level of
ability this or that player eventually
attains.

For example, a 1973 study showed
one junior high school in an eastern
state boasted no fewer than seven
boys who could run a mile in under
five minutes — their combined
average mile time was an oustanding
4:47.3.

Instead of becoming a nucleus to a
high school track dynasty, in three
years only one of the boys was still
running regularly. The best time he
ever ran? Four minutes, 23 seconds.
Not bad at all, but hardly enough
power for a track powerhouse.

In many cases, youth programs
prone to regimentation may actually
be detrimental.

As Richard A. Magill of Texas A&-
M's Department of Health and
Physical Education points out:
“Youth sports programs should en-
courage participants to experience a
wide variety of skills. It is
deplorable, for example, that an
elementary-age boy who is large for
his age and participating in organiz-
ed football is used only as a lineman.

““He never gets an opportunity to
be a receiver, a running back. a
quarterback or a linebacker. He is
used only to serve the team’s present
needs. The same child may be an ear-
ly maturer and by high school he
may actually be too small to be an ef-
fective lineman. Because he has had
such limited experience in handling a
football at other positions, his past
experience will dictate his future
lack of success in football. The same
analogy could be made in other
sports.”

Indeed, New Zealand track coach
Arthur Lydiard states flatly that
longer sprints (200 meters to 800
meters) are simply unsuitable for
children — they are too physically
demanding. The easy pace of a mile
run or the lesser demand of shorter
sprints, he contends, is more ap-
propriate.

Other top-notch sports figures find
the way youth athletics programs are
run similarly lacking. Football great
Fran Tarkenton is an outspoken
critic of youth football programs, and
Hall of Fame pitcher Bob Feller has
expressed similar sentiments toward
little league baseball.

Building character: Good and bad

Playing time isn't the only aspect
of recreational sports necessary to
preserve players’ interest in
athletics. Every season in youth
athletics, it seems, there are losers.
Not just 4-8 teams, or 2-10 teams, but
1-11 or 0-12 teams. Every time that
happens, coaches and parents should
take a very close look at what is hap-
pening in a league that causes that to
happen.

At the beginning of most recreation
sports season a draft is held to make
sure there is a reasonably equitable
distribution of talented and less
talented players. More often than
not, this is a loosely constructed draft
that allows some flexibility with
regard to geographic logistics and
friends’ ability to play on the same
team.

But when the spirit of the draft is
not entirely followed, coaches who
are unfamiliar with the players are
easy prey to be saddled with a team
of less-talented players and a losing
record.

So is that such a terrible thing?
Jerry R. Thomas of the Department
of Health, Physical and Recreational
Education at Louisiana State Univer-
sity answers ‘‘yes."

**Failing players consider
themselves low in ability, meaning
there’s little hope for future suc-
cess,” Thomas contends. ‘‘Subse-
quently they are less likely to res-
pond to failure with increased effort
(emphasis ours).

In test cases of losing teams, he
adds, *‘Children felt the outcome of
the game is beyond their personal
control, and thus, they tended to drop
out (of the sport)."”

Seconding that notion was G.C.
Roberts, who said in a 1975 address to
the AAHPER: “Teams which con-
sistently lost were more likely to at-
tribute their success to unstable fac-
tors (luck) instead of their own abili-
ty.il

Thus, when coaches meet to select
teams, they should take special care
to spread the pool of talent as evenly
as possible. Appointing an indepen-
dent commissioner to approve the
draft distribution may be an ap-
propriate way to deal with continued
lopsided records.

‘Physical’ in Physical Education

Already, local middle schools and
elementary schools offer an in-
tramural sports program. These pro-
vide an excellent opportunity for
youngsters to sample various sports,

and parents may want to monitor
their children’s reaction' to them
carefully.

The better administered the in-
tramural program, the better op-
portunity the young athlete has to
learn a wide variety of physical
skills, from the cardiovascular condi-
tioning of distance running to the
power and quick reflexes required
for wrestling.

Improvements and expansions of
intramural programs should be en-
couraged. An ideal intramural pro-
gram would expose youngsters to
sports not typical of the school cur-
riculum: volleyball for boys, flag
football for girls, skiing, bowling, ar-
chery, field hockey, and so forth.

In this area already, ample de-
mand has been demonstrated for
junior varsity soccer competition —
it's easily within the ability of booster
clubs to help bankroll such an addi-
tion to the athletic curriculum.

As we noted, before, “lifetime”
sports are the best to encourage: ten-
nis and swimming are activities that
will promote a lifetime of good exer-
cise.

But perhaps the best way to
stimulate youngsters’ interest in
athletics may be one of the simplest:
ask them what they'd like to do. As
long as adults keep tabs of what ac-
tivities interest their youngsters,

- there’s a good chance their children

will develop physical education skills
which are useful throughout their
lives.
