Some 241 Novi voters were among
the nearly 17,507 Oakland County
residents approving a .75 mill tax
hike Monday for special education
services.

Unofficial tallies show that voters
In the county’'s 28 districts over-
whelmingly approved the tax in-
crease with only three districts rejec-
ting the three-quarter mill hike.

Don Place, coordinator of the
county-wide millage campaign, said
unofficial tallies show 17,507 voters
approving the proposed request and
9,674 rejecting it.

In Novi, 410 voters turned out at the
polls with 241 casting “yes” votes
and 169 rejecting the proposal.

Only three school districts turned
down the county’s request, Place ex-
plained.

Brandon school district voters re-
jected the proposal in a 171 to 117 vote
with Oxford voters turning down the
request 171 to 184.

The South Lyon school district had
a much wider voting margin with 162
{ residents supporting the proposal
and 269 rejecting it.

Place said Monday’s county-wide
campaign was a far cry from its
dismal 1981 attempt to Increase
special eduation millage. )
“In the 1981 election, we were re-

Park,” Place said.

He attributed the success of Mon-
day’s election to a more organized
campaign effort. -

“We had excellent support from
professionals, parents and agency
people,” he noted. ‘‘Our effort was
aimed at attracting the ‘yes’ voter.”

Place also noted “‘the weather was
good and there were no other school
issues on the ballot.”

Approval of the .75 mill tax in-
crease will cover the county’s deficit
for special education services as well
as current costs and anticipated pro-
gram increases through 1985,

The additional .75 mills will yleld
about $10.5 million. Prior to Mon-
day’s election, Oakland County
residents were paying $1 per $1,000
for special education approved in two
separate millage elections in 1954
and 1965.

Had Monday's millage been re-
jected by county voters, the local
districts would have been responsible
for their share of Qakiand County’s
special education shortfall retroac-
i tive to the 1982-83 school year.

In Novi, that shortfall would have
amounted to about $700,000.

The county’s shortfall has been at-
tributed to a number of factors. Cut-
backs in state aid have come at a
time of increased need for special
education services.

In addition, new federal and state
rules and regulations targeted for
implementation in July, 1986, also
are expected to increase the cost of
special education.

New housing starts coupled with a
growing reputation for quality educa-
tion has put Novi Community Schools
beyond its anticipated enroliment for
the 1985-86 school year.

The official ““Fourth Friday’’ count
reported at last Thursday’s board of
education meeting shows an addi-
tional 99 students in grades K-12 as of
September 27.

The increase puts Novi's K-12
population at 3,303 — a new enroll-
ment high for the school district. .

“We are growing faster than an-
ticipated "’ school board president
Robert Schram observed, noting that
the district’s enroliment as of August
30 was 3,274,

The Fourth Friday figures show
the greatest enrollment increase in
the district since its peak period in
1980. While the district experienced
enrollment growth during the 1983-84

and 1984-85 school years, increases
ranged from 41 additional puplils in
1983 to 71 additional pupils last year.

Enroliment dropped 22 students to
3,164 in 1981 and fell another 70
students to 3,094 on the official
Fourth Friday count in 1982.

School officials anticipated enrol-
ment increases in light of the number
of new subdivisions, apartments and
condominiums planned for the area.

A population-facilities study com-
mittee reported to the board last spr-
ing that the school district could see
an enrollment increase of nearly 300
new students within the next two
years if housing and apartment con--
struction continues at its present
pace.

As anticipated, the greatest in-
crease is at Novi Woods Elementary
School where 59 new students are
enrolled in grades K-4. The enroll-
ment increase puts Novi Woods'

Thefts onrise;
police ask help

Concerned about a 41.6 percent rise
in larcenies during the first seven
months of 1985, Novi Police Captain
Richard Faulkner is asking for an
assist from residents,

“Qur crime reports are up over
last year, and the primary reason for
the increase is larcenies,” reported
the veteran Novi law enforcement of-
ficer.

Faulkner is convinced, however,
that the crime statistics can be im-
proved considerably if residents
would just take a few common-sense
precautions to protect their personal
property.

“The ‘hot item’ today appears to be
radar detectors,” he noted. ‘“They're
small and portable, and that makes
them easy for thieves to pick up and
carry off."”

They're also easily spotted by
anyone walking past a parked car,
and that’s where Faulkner believes
local residents can protect
themselves and help police combat
the increase in larcenies.

The vast majority of radar detec-
tor (also called ‘‘fuzz busters’)
thefts also involve property damage.
In a typical case, the thief will look
inside the car, see the fuzz buster in-
side, smash the window and make off
with the merchandise.

As a result, the victim not only
loses a radar detector but also is left
with a broken window to be repaired.

A case in point occurred recently in
the Twelve Oaks Mall parking lot.
Police on routine patrol found a car
with its window broken out and the
cord from a radar detector dangling
from the cigarette lighter.

Officers determined the identity of

the car’s owner by tracing the license
plate number and then contacted her

at her place of employment inside the
mall. The vietim, a young Livonia
woman, told police her radar detec-
tor had not beén stolen because she -
had detached it from the cord and
taken it to work with her.

The thieves apparently saw the
cord inside the car and smashed the
window in order to steal it. Although
the woman'’s radar detector had not
been stolen, she still was stuck with a
repair bill to replace the broken win-
dow. ’

Faulkner said similar incidents
could be avoided if residents would
take the time to make certain any
evidence of a “fuzz buster’ inside a
vehicle is totally concealed from
view, ' _

The police captain also noted that
there are numerous other simple
measures that residents can take to
protect their personal property —
things like making certain garage
doors are shut and that garage door
openers are not left lying in plain
sight on the dashboards of vehicles.

“I was driving through our residen-
tial areas with a detective from
Detroit recently and he was amazed
at what he saw,’' reported Faulkner.
“Bicycles left on front lawns ..
garage doors standing wide open
with nobody in sight. He said Novi
looked like a crime wave waiting to
happen.

“Leaving your garage door opener
on the dashboard of your car is like
handing thieves the keys to your
garage,” he added. -

“People just aren’t paying atten-

Trooper saw train collision

Novi resident David Halre was *‘almost on the tracks"
on Seven Mile east of Northville Road Thursday when two
Chessie System freight cars rolled by at 35-40 miles an
hour.

Haire, a Michigan State Police trooper, was headed for
the Northville Post with a prisoner when he saw the
freight cars hit a westbound auto broadside and clip the
auto directly in front of him, spinning it around into a pole.

What happened next has earned the trooper the title of
“hero’ with his family and many others,

Haire drove south on Northville Road, which parallels
the railroad tracks, and saw the car still being pushed
along by the Chessie boxcar. He parked at the Six Mile
overpass, where he knew the car would never clear the
narrow span.

Haire handcuffed his prisoner to the bumper of his
police car and began running north along the tracks.

“As the boxcar went by with the car on the front, the
gentleman in the car was waving, calling, ‘Help us!’ 1
grapped the handrail and swung on between the boxcars.

“I've seen a lot of cars and each has a handbrake — I
figured the best place to board was between the cars as
they were going south. I cranked the handbrake as hard as
I could as soon as 1 boarded.”

The action stopped the boxcars loaded with auto parts

about 500 feet north of Six Mile.

When Haire arrived home three hours late Thursday

night, he was greeted in the front hall with a banner
reading, “What a Hero,”” made by his 13-year-old
daughter, Wendy.

Wendy learned of her father’s heroics that afternoon at

Meads Mill Middle School, located near the Six Mile over-
pass in Northville. Her banner was still hanging Monday ~
at the Haire home on Sheffield Road when the family
celebrated son David’s third birthday.

Haire says he didn’t give last Thursday’s events a lot of

thought until a relative called to say he was reading the
story on the front page of the San Antonio paper.

“There was absolutely no warning,” the trooper

remembered Monday. He says he understood the train
wasn't expected and, therefore, the warning signal and
crossing gates weren't activated:

Although he had heard of runaway boxcars, Haire says

he had never operated a train brake, Fortunately, he was
familiar with the way they operate.

The brake can be released by a crank wheel or by a pull

lever, he explains.

“It’s possible that kids not knowing what they were do-

ing tried to board by lifting themselves up by the lever,
releasing the brake, and then not knowing what to do.”
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Rourge’s
pollution:

A 23-year-old Novi man, who died
last month from a rare parasitic in-
fection, may have contracted the
disease when he accidently fell into
the Rouge River two months ago, '
Wayne County health officials said
last week.,

Samples of the Rouge water tested
over the weekend ‘‘only confirmed
what we've known before — the
water is polluted,” said Glien Brown
of the Wayne County Health Depart-
ment, environmental division. “Peo-
ple should stay out of it.”

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Utilties fouled up
by drain installers

Bill Troth was a demolition expert in
Vietnam for 18 months, but he doesn't
recall ever doing as much damage as
he viewed in his subdivision last week.

Troth was one of about a dozen
Whispering Meadows residents who
lost one or more of their utilities during
installation of a stormwater drain bet-
ween Sunrise and Sunflower streets.

What should have been a simple pro-
ject turned into “‘a comedy of errors”
when utilities were marked inaccurate-
ly, Public Works Superintendent
Robert Shaw reported. Gas, water,
electric, cable and telephone lines all
were hit at least once — and some
twice.

‘““They were all either mismarked or,
for some reason, were not where they
were supposed to be,' Shaw said. “It
just went from bad to worse."’

The utilities were staked out by Miss
Dig, a company which is retained by
contractors and municipalities to iden-
tify the location of underground
utilities.

Shaw said he had ‘“no idea” how
much damage was done. When Miss
Dig stakes out the utilities, each com-
pany is responsible for any damage to
its own lines, he explained.

The $9,800 stormwater drain installa-
tion was completed Friday by the South

Hill Construction Company of Wixom.
The project was contracted by the city
to eliminate stormwater backup in the
backyards of about six lots between
Sunrise and Sunflower streets. The
work was requested by the Sunrise
residents.

The stakes marking the gas line were
four feet off, City Engineer Joseph
Kapelczak told city council Monday.
“*As soon as they hit one (utility), they
started hitting another,”’ he said.

It sounds like the (contractor) was a
hatchet man,” Mayor Rebert Schmid
responded. ““This looks to me like
another example of inept engineering.”

But Kapelczak defended the contrac-
tor. ‘‘Better contractors than (South
Hill) have hit gas mains when they’'re
staked wrong,"” he commented.

““The big culprit was Miss Dig," said
City Manager Edward Kriewall.

Both Kapelczak and Shaw noted the
landscaping, firewood piles and
gardens posed added difficulties for the
contractor. ‘‘They tried to take the line
of least resistance,” Shaw said.

Work in the neighborhood was com-
pleted Sunday when the contractor
returned to roll back the sod and refill
some of the trenches that had settled.
“It looked fairly good, as of this morn-
ing,” Shaw said Monday.

Mobile companies
debate paving cost

The paving of Napier Road hinged on
a cost allocation agreement between
the two mobile home parks this week.

City Manager Edward Kriewall said
Monday that Old Dutch Farms and
Novi Meadows were running out of time
to work out the funding arrangement.
Construction on the first phase of the
road must begin soon if it is to be com-
pleted this fall, he said.

Cadillac Asphalt Paving has agreed
to complete the first phase of the road
construction at cost. The two mobile
home parks originally were to split the
$150,000 needed for this phase.

However, Cadillac recently agreed to
finance half the project cost, thereby
reducing the initial cost to each mobile
home park by 50 percent.

Under Cadillac’s proposal, Old Dutch
Farms and Novi Meadows each would
provide $37,500 up front for the project.
The parks would then pay back Cadillac
$37,500 each over a period of years. This
cost would be passed on to the mobile

“Harvest Time Jamboree”

home park tenants in a monthly assess-
ment.

Kriewall said Novi Meadows has
agreed to this funding arrangement.
However, Old Dutch Farms has sug-
gested the split should be on a fourth-
sevenths/three-sevenths basis — with
Novi Meadows paying the greater
share.

Owners of Old Dutch Farms have
suggested this arrangement would be
more equitable since Novi Meadows
eventually will have more mobile
homes than Old Dutch Farms.

Owners of Novi Meadows, on the
other hand, point out that the proposed
road will service the entire frontage of
Old Dutch Farms, but only extend to
the drive of Novi Meadows.

Kriewall said he talked with
representatives of both mobile home
parks Monday and was hopeful the mat-
ter would be resolved by mid-week.

The county is to fund the second
phase of the Napier Road construction
next spring at a cost of $100,000.

Dispatcher
costs up

Novi dispatchers will receive a $1,500
salary increase this year under a new
three-year contract approved by the ci-
ty council.

Assistant City Manager Craig Klaver
said the first year of the agreement pro-
vides a “one-time salary adjustment”
of $1,500. Dispatchers will receive a §
percent salary hike the second year of
the contract and a 4'% percent hike the
third year.

“We're seeing a real increase in the
demand for dispatchers,” Klaver said.
Livonia is offering a starting salary of

$21,000, “‘and a lot of communities are -

responding in kind," he noted.

The $1,500 adjustment this year
raises the top dispatching salary (three
years experience) from $17,200 to
$18,700.

The contract also establishes a new
starting salary for dispatchers of
$15,000. This entry level salary will be
frozen for three years, Klaver said.

In the same bargaining group as the
dispatchers are the police department’s
clerks. According to the new contract,
clerical staff will receive a $1,000 one-
time salary adjustment this year,
followed by a § percent increase next
year and 4% the last year of the con-
tract.

Under the agreement, the top clerical
salary will increase from $15,827 to
$16,827 this year.

The new entry level clerk’s salary is
$14,255, which also is frozen for three
years.

“Virtually nothing else was chang-
ed,” Klaver noted.

The city had been bargaining with the
dispatchers/clerks union since late
March. City council unanimously ap-
proved the new contract at its Monday,
September 23, meeting.

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Novn has ‘upscale’ Slde after all

A shortage of single-family homes in
the price range over $100,000 in Novi?

Not - according to Don Converse,
general manager of Allstar Homes,
which is developing the Dunbarton
Pines subdivision on the northeast cor-
ner of Nine Mile and Taft Road.

“I wondered if Dunbarton Pines was
not considered part of Novi any more,”
said Converse, referring to a front-page
article in The News’ October 2 edition in
which his subdivision was not mention-
ed.

“We’ve got lots of homes in the price
range over $100,000 and we’re building
more,” he continued. ““In fact, we've
just received final plat approval from
the city to begin Dunbarton Pines II,
and that will include 187 additional
single family lots.”

If pressed, Converse might admit
there’s a shortage of homes in the upper
price ranges even in his subdivision.
The problem is not that the lots aren’t
available; it's that Sheldon Korn, the
builder in Dunbarton Pines, is having
trouble keeping up with the demand.

“We sold eight houses in two weeks
during September,” reported Con-
verse, ‘‘Houses in the lower price range
may be selling faster in other com-

. munities, but for houses in this price

range that’s almost unheard of.

Memories

“We started out with a total of 153 lots
in Dunbarton Plnes I and we only have
about 47 lots left. That's why we had to
move up our plans to develop Dun-
barton Pines II.

“We're even bullding houses on
speculation, and that was almost
unheard of as recently as last year,” he
continued. ‘“The problem we're running
into is that people are selling their
houses and need somewhere to move
right away or people are being transfer-
red to Michigan from out-of-state and
need to buy something that's already
built.”

The Dunbarton Building Company of-
fers a total of seven basic models rang-
ing in price from the Saxony at §115,900
to the Wellington at $128,900. The seven
models include five colonials and two
ranches, ranging in size from 2,000 to
2,600 square feet.

Converse maintains that one of the
reasons Dunbarton Pines is selling well

Converse: ‘Novi is a city that’s con-
cerned about not letting its growth
go hog wild without rules and
restrictions to make sure it’s a
prestige place in which to live.’

Is that the company offers its seven
basic models with 23 different eleva-
tions (outside appearances).

“We had no problem whatsoever
when the city adopted its ‘similar/-
dissimilar’ ordinance because we were
already doing it,” he said. ‘At the time
the ordinance was adopted we were
building in Whispering Meadows III as
well as Dunbarton Pines I and we only
had one site plan rejected as being too
similar.” .

Converse also offers several theories
as to why sales in Dunbarton Pines in
general and the Novi/Northville area in
particular are doing well.

“The quality of the schools is a big
draw,” he said. ‘‘And while Dunbarton
Pines is in the City of Novi, it's in the
Northville School District. We get peo-
ple asking whether their children will
be attending the Novi schools and we
just explain that both Northville and
Novi have very fine school districts.

The quality of education in both
districts is among the best in the state.”

In addition, Converse maintains that
Novi is gaining a reputation along with
Farmington Hills and Rochester as one
of the “places tobe.”

That reputation, he adds, extends
even to out-of-staters looking for a
home in Michigan.

He figures people buying homes in
Dunbarton Pines are about 50-50 out-of-
staters and people looking to ‘‘move
up” from suburban communities like
Redford and Canton.

‘““The people who buy these homes are
not first-time buyers,” he said. “Most
of them are second- or third-time
buyers.

“I think the word is out that Novi is
planning its growth so it won’t get in the
same trouble other communities have
had with cookie-cutter type housing,”
he continued.

“A lot of people don’t want to live on
streets where every house looks the
same. It's more than aesthetics,
however; it shows that Novi is a city
that's concerned about not letting its
growth go hog wild without rules and
restrictions to make sure it’s a prestige
place in which to live.

“When people come out here, they
like the looks of the city. A lot of people
have told me it reminds them of being
up north. They like the wide-open
spaces.”

Quazite closure

Quazite Corporation will remain up
and running despite a request from the
city to cease operations, corporate of-
ficials said Monday.

Richard Hammitt, vice president of
manufacturing at Quazite's corporate
headquarters in Houston, Texas, said
their attorney has requested ‘‘more
specific information” on the city’'s
reasons for requiring Quazite to leave
its Grand River Avenue plant.

In a 5-2 decision Monday, September
23, city council determined that
Quazite's operation is not a use permit-
ted in a light industrial district.

The decision was based primarily on
what council members and adjacent
homeowners described as an ‘‘objec-
tionable noise” from the plant during
gravel deliveries. Quazite uses the
gravel in the manufacturing of concrete
industrial floor bricks.

The city’s zoning ordinance calls for
light industrial districts to promote
manufacturing operations that are free
from danger of toxic matter, offensive
noise, vibration, smake, odor and other
objectionable influences.

Although ‘‘toxic matter’’ was
originally a concern at the Quazite
facility, the company complied with all
recommendations for environmental
protection forwarded by the city,

“‘Objectionable noise’’ then became
the primary stumbling block for the
company in receiving city council sanc-

tion of its operations. A Taft Road resi-
dent told the council noise from Quazite
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created a constant annoyance. Her.
complaints prompted several council

members to visit her home to hear the
plant noises for themselves.

The on-site visit persuaded at least
three council members to oppose the
operation on the light industrial site. In
a 5-2 decision, council voted to prohibit
Quazite from remaining at its Grand
River plant.

Council members Martha Hoyer and
Patricia Karevich opposed the action.
Karevich suggested the council should
have resolved the zoning issue when it
was first raised in August.

Hoyer objected to voting on the mat-
ter because it was listed under Special
Reports rather than matters for council
action,

Following the council’'s decision,
Fried notified Quazite it had 10 days to
terminate operation. He subsequently
was contacted by Quazite’s attorney for
more specific information on the coun-
cil's decision. A meeting with the
Quazite attorney is planned but has not
been scheduled yet.

*Council will be advised before we go
into court,”” Fried told council
members Monday.

Quazite, which has been in operation
in Novi since May, has never received
its certificate of occupancy for the
Grand River facility.

The accident occurred approximate-
ly six-tenths of a mile south of Grand
River when a truck driven by Honora
Lewis, 45, of Detroit apparently was at-
tempting to make a left-hand turn from
the M&B Construction Company

driveway with the intention of pro--

ceeding northbound on Novi Road.
Police said the truck appeared to

have been struck broadside by a south-

bound car driven by Albert Massoll, 93,

| of Plymouth.

Both drivers were injured in the acci-
dent and transported by ambulance to
St. Mary Hospital in Livonia. Police

said Lewis suffered “visible but not in- -

capacitating injuries” and Massoll suf-
fered “incapacitating injuries.”

There were no other passengers in
either vehicle. Hospital reports regar- .
ding the status of either of the injured

drivers were unavailable.

Novi Police Detective Ralph Fluhart

said the investigation of the accident is

being hampered by the lack of
witnesses. Fluhart asked that anyone

who might have observed the crash
contact him at 348-7100.

‘“We would prefer that any witnesses
reveal their identities to us, but
anonymous information will be ac-
cepted,” said Fluhart.

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Radar detectors hot theft items

State will conduct auto exhaust tests

Motorists in southeastern Michigan are being
warned that they may be required to have the ex-
haust systems on their vehicles tested before they
can get new license plates.

Notice of the federally-ordered Auto Exhaust
Testing (AET) program will come in the plate
renewal envelopes from the Department of State
that motorists receive get to eight week before their
plates expire.

The nearly 110,000 drivers with commercial
plates will receive notices as early as the first week
in October. Motorists with passenger plates will
begin getting their plate renewal applications con-
taining the AET notice in November. They will go
out at the rate of 30,000 to 40,000 per week.

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) has directed Michigan to begin Auto Ex-
haust Testing in Wayne, Oakland and Macomb
counties because the air in those counties does not
meet federal air quality standards. The goal is to
reduce air pollution in those counties by requiring
motorists to keep the emission control systems on
their vehicles working properly.

The law takes effect January 1, 1986.

EPA has threatened to block new industrial con-
struction and cut federal highway money to the
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Detroit area if steps are not taken to meet federal
Clean Air Act standards for ozone and carbon
monoxide.

Approximately 1.9 million of the 2.4 million cars
and light trucks registered to addresses in Wayne,
Oakland and Macomb will have to be tested once a
year.

Vehicles that are excluded from the program and
do not have to be tested are:

* vehicles more than nine years old;

 vehicles sold as new in the last 12 months;

* diesel or electric-powered vehicles;

* vehicles with a GVW rating of 8,500 pounds or
more;

* motorcycles and mopeds; and

* vehicles owned by people receiving Medicaid
and General Assistance.

Owners of vehicles that do not have to be tested
must take them to an official emission testing sta-
tion once a year for a tailpipe check. Under
Michigan law, the most a testing station may
charge for an AET test is $10.

‘““‘Already more than 600 privately-owned repair
shops, service stations and other businesses have
been licensed by the state to become official inspec-
tion stations,” said Rodger James, director of the

state Auto Exhaust Testing Division. “Many of
them are already set up to do tests,” he added.

If a vehicle passes the emission test, the driver
gets a Certificate of Compliance that is good for six
months. The certificate must be presented when ap-
plying for a license plate or tab.

If a vehicle fails the AET test, the driver can
either make repairs, which EPA estimates average
$40 in cost, and take a re-inspection, or, if repairs
are estimated to cost more than $63, he or she can
get a low emission tune-up. The low emission tune-
up involves simple adjustments to the engine to
make the car run cleaner. The car is retested and
certified, although it is not required to pass the test.

Motorists who have tampered with the vehicle
emission systems may be required to repair the
system no matter what the cost.

“Although motorists don’t have to comply with
the AET requirement until January 1, 1986, we want
to tell people about the program now so they can
avoid delays and inconveniences in getting their
plates,” said James,

“Because Certificates of Compliance are good for
six months after the test is taken, motorists with
birthdays in the first months of the year could get
their AET tests out of the way now,” he added.

GARBAGE AND RUBBISH is a serious problem that demands attention,
George Schutte of the Oakland County Solid Waste Division told city council last
week.

Schutte reported that local municipalities in Oakland County have until
December to decide whether they will participate in the county-wide solid
waste management plan. Initial participation costs will be over $18,000 for the
City of Navi.

The plan was approved by the Board of Commissioners in 1982 and by 73 per-
cent of the local municipalities in 1982-83. The first draft of an intergovernmen-
tal agreement was forwarded last year.

The agreement calls for a Muncipal Solid Waste Board to be established with
one member representing each municipality. This board will work out the cost
allocation for planning and implementation of the plan.

The agreement has not been scheduled for action by the council.

A PROPOSED BAND TRIP to Washington D.C. and Williamsburg, Virginia,
was presented to the Novi Board of Education last Thursday by the high school
band boosters.

The proposed trip, scheduled May 1-6, includes performances on the Capitol
steps and the Navy School of Music as well as tours of the Capitol, White House,
FBI, Smithsonian, historic Williamsburg, Busch Gardens and the Langley
Research Center ( NASA).

Band Boosters attending the board’s meeting said the trip will cost approx-
imately $235 per student with all monies raised through fundraising. It also was
noted the price per student may be somewhat lower when commitments for
food and lodging packages are finalized.

It is estimated that approximately 155 students will attend along with 28
chaperones.

The school board will vote on the proposed trip at its next meeting October 17,

PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES are under way in the Novi Community
Schools.

Hearing screening for students in grades Kindergarten, 2 and 4 is scheduled
November 5-12 at Novi Woods, November 13-18 at Orchard Hills and November
19-22 at Village Oaks.

Vision screening for students in grades 1, 3, 5 and 7 is scheduled October 23-25
at Orchard Hills, October 28-31 at Village Oaks November 14 at Novi Woods,
November 6-8 at Middle School North and November 12-14 at Middle School
South.

During the 1984-85 school year, 767 students were screened for hearing im-
pairment. Of those screened, 66 students were referred for further testing.

More than 1,000 students were screened for vision problems during the 1984-85
school year with 78 referred for further testing.

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Area Briefs

THE DEVELCPMENT BOOM in Southfield is continuing at a record pace.

Building activity in Southfield for the first eight months of 1985 is pegged at a
value of $139.4 million. The eight-month building report already exceeds a
record-breaking year in 1984 when new development was pegged at $110
million. After eight months in 1984, the building permits had an estimated value
of $54.6 million.

In terms of residential growth in 1985, Southfield has issued 45 permits for
apartment buildings containing 717 units and valued at $31.2 million. During the
same period, 11 permits valued at $582,000 have been issued for single-family

homes.

TOUGHER LANDSCAPING STANDARDS are being considered by the Farm-
ington Hills City Council in light of continued new construction.

City Manager William Costick said Farmington Hills' standards will be com-
pared with those in neighboring communities, such as Southfield and West
Bloomfield Township. '*With this level of development, we want the city to con-
tinue to look nice,"’ he said.

Costick said some areas of the city are aesthetically pleasing and others are
not. The city’'s toughest zoning requirements are along Northwestern Highway
where some of the newest office buildings are located. But despite the tough
regulations, Southfield’s section of Northwestern Highway is far more land-

scaped, according to Costick.

EIGHTY-EIGHT PERCENT of Southfield manufacturers rate the city as a good
or excellent place to do business, according to a recent business retention and
expansion survery conducted by Michigan Bell.

Len Singer, Michigan Bell's corporate affairs manager, said Southfield
received high marks from local manufacturing firms because of its location,
community attitude and support toward manufacturing.

The major concern cited by the respondents was the lack of space for physical
expansion. Sixty-three percent of the firms surveyed indicated they had suffi-
cent space to expand and 18 percent plan to expand on their current sites.
Another 16 percent plan expansion elsewhere in Michigan and 14 percent plan
expanding outside the state.

FOR THE FIRST TIME IN 10 YEARS the West Bloomfield Schools are reporting
an increase in enrollment. Unofficial Fourth Friday figures showed that enroll-
ment has increased 35 students from 4,492 last year to 4,528 this year.

West Bloomfield has four elementary, two middle and one high school.

Head lice outbreak in recession

Orchard Hills Elementary Principal
Joseph Imrick believes the worst is
over.

“I think it's run its course,” he said
Tuesday about the outbreak of head lice
at the school which has caused more
than a little concern among parents.

According to Imrick, three cases of
head lice have been detected over the
past two weeks. One child was found to
have head lice on Monday, September
30, and another case was found the
following day.

But there had been no new reports of
infestation until the nits were detected
on the head of a youngster yesterday
{Tuesday, October 8).

“For awhile there I was getting op-
timistic that we had finally gotten rid of
them altogether,” said the Orchard
Hills principal from his office Tuesday
afternoon. “Still, I think we've just
about won the battle.”

Head lice is the common name for
“pediculosis.” It’s caused by a louse
which is about one-eighth of an inch
long and light to dark tan in color. The
lice lay eggs, called nits, which are
smooth, plump and greyish-white in
color.

The lice are transmitted from person
to person by direct contact or by shar-
ing clothing (hats, scarves, etc.) as well
as personal items (combs and
brushes).

The outbreak of pediculosis at the
school has created a great deal of con-
cern among parents, particularly in
regard to the Qakland County Health
Department’s recommendation to wash
the heads of affected youngsters with a
product called Kwell Shampoo.

One Orchard Hill parent called The
News last week to report that a doctor
who visited the school last spring had
advised against the use of the product.
The report was confirmed by Imrick,
who added that Kwell is a very strong
shampoo and should be used only in ac-
cordance with printed directions.

However, Dr. James Rasmussen,
MD, a physician associated with-the
University of Michigan Hospitals in
Ann Arbor, said parents do not need to
be concerned about the use of Kwell
provided they use it properly.

Rasmussen is affiliated with both the
Department of Pediatrics and Der-
matology at U-M Hospitals and is
regarded as an authority on the use of
the shampoo, according to a U-M
spokesperson.

“There is absolutely no record
anywhere in the world of anyone having
a toxic reaction through use of Kwell
for treatment of head lice,” said
Rasmussen.

“There’s no question that it's a toxic
substance. If you eat it or pour it over

your cereal you're going to have a toxic

reaction just like you would to any toxic
substance. But if you put it on the scalp,
lather it up for five minutes and then
wash it off — as prescribed by the direc-
tions, there’s no need for concern.”

Rasmussen also addressed the
stigma associated with having head
lice, noting that many individuals
regard it as being a sign of poor
hygiene.

““They (head lice) have no respect for
income, social status or intelligence,”
he commented. “They can pop up

anywhere."”’

Imrick remains optimistic that the
problem at Orchard Hills has been just
about eliminated. “We're following all
the procedures handed down to us by
the health department,’’ he said.

“I think one of the big reasons we're
on the right track has been the
assistance of the parents in checking
their children on a daily basis,’" he add-
ed. “We're not seeing very many new
cases, and that's due to the fact the
parents are doing a good job.”

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Planners say ‘no’
to rezoning query

A 70-year-old Detroit resident who
has been unable to pay taxes on Novi
Road property she owns pleaded with
the planning board last week to rezone
the 20 acres to allow a high density
apartment development,

Vera Nelson told the board she could
sell the property for development if the
rezoning were approved. The land,
located on the west side of Novi Road
just south of the Ten Mile intersection,
currently is zoned residential-
agriculture.

While expressing ‘‘great sympathy’’
for Nelson, the board unanimously
recommended against the rezoning.

Nelson’s property is surrounded by
older, small homes, with several
businesses at the Ten Mile intersection,
Planning Consultant Brandon Rogers
said.

The city’s master plan recommends
the property for office use. Vacant land
already zoned and master planned for
multiple use exists across Novi Road to
the south, he noted.

“1 cannot support the request for
rezoning,” he concluded. Rogers cited
the conflict with the master plan, spot

zoning and the existing property
already zoned for multiple family use
as reasons for his recommendation.

Nelson told the board her mother liv-
ed on the Novi Road property for 50
years. She died in 1981, leaving the 20
acres to her daughter. Nelson said she
owes several years back taxes on the
property.

““Obviously, there is a problem on this
section of Novi Road. The area is not
developing; the land is not selling,”
Board Member Charles Kureth com-
mented. However, he noted high densi-
ty multiple family development would
generate ‘‘a tremendous amount of
traffic.”

Although expressing sympathy for
the landowner, Kureth suggested the
potential for traffic problems is ‘“too
serious” to allow rezoning of the pro-
perty.

Other board members echoed
Kureth’'s sympathy for Nelson’s
predicament, but agreed the rezoning
was not appropriate for the city as a
whole. In a 90 decision, the board
recommended that city council deny
the rezoning.

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Zoning issues subject of most suits against city

Of the 19 civil court lawsuits that will call Novi Ci-
ty Attorney David Fried to court this year, nearly
half involve the city's zoning ordinance.

In addition to defending the ordinance, Fried's of-
fice will debate tax appeals, defend special
assessments and attempt to prosecute persons
issued tickets by the building department.

“We're keeping you busy,” one city council
member commented recently after reviewing
Fried's summary of all pending litigation. The
report was prepared for the city’s auditor's Plante
and Moran.

Only one case presents the potential for signifi-
cant {inancial loss, according to Fried.

A challenge of the city’s special assessment
district for the construction of public utilities in Sec-
tion 15 has been appealed by property owners to the
Michigan Supreme Court. If the special assessment
is not upheld, the city may be unable to recover
significant planning, engineering and legal fees it
has spent on Section 15.

For the exception of tax appeals, the most com-
mon litigation in Novi involves the city's zoning or-
dinance.

New regulations in the ordinance limiting look-
alike houses generated two lawsuits shortly after
the regulations were adopted in April. The or-
dinance prohibits the building of similar homes on
adjacent lots or on lots across the street from one
another.

The city currently is involved in two lawsuits
against city employees. One alleges unreasonable
force during an arrest; the other claims damages as

aresult of a car accident two years ago.
Fried's summary of these and several other suits
currently pending follows.

MOBIL OIL CORPORATION v. THE CITY OF NOVI:
Mobil 0il Corporation filed suit in Oakland County
Circuit Court on August 16, attempting to force plan-
ning board approval of plans for a service station,
convenience store and car wash on the southwest
corner of Haggerty Road and Grand River Avenue.
The matter is in *‘discovery stages.” Fried last
week advised the board to continue with site plan
review. The plans were tabled August 7.

BYRNE BENSON HOMES v. CITY OF NOVI: Byrne
Benson Homes, developer of Simmons Orchard sub-
division off Ten Mile, was the first builder to have a
plan rejected by the city’s engineers under the new
similar housing regulations. The developer filed
suit in Oakland County Circuit Court seeking to
have the ordinance provisions held invalid and seek-
ing damages for alleged loss of business.

Although the court dismissed the developer’s
original claim for damages, an amendment to the
complaint filed last week still seeks more than
$10,000 from the city, Fried said.

R&R Building Company, which also is developing
lots in Simmons Orchard, also filed suit as a result
of the new similar housing regulations. However,
Fried noted this suit was dismissed by the court in
September.

CITY OF NOVI v. CITY OF DETROIT: This suit
against Detroit’s water and sewage department
was filed in Oakland County Circuit Court over two
yvears ago. The suit challenges the 1983-84 and 1984-

CITY OF NOVI v. ALLOR MANUFACTURING: In
June the city filed suit against Allor Manufacturing,
46350 Grand River, for an alleged sign ordinance
violation. A trial was held in July, and the court
ordered the sign removed.

However, in another sign ordinance case involv-
ing Yanni's Restaurant, the court dismissed the or-
dinance violation tickets issued by the city for a non-
conforming pole sign.

c The city has appealed to Oakland County Circuit
ourt.

CLIFFORD DICKEY v. OFFICERS FLUHART, JEL-
LY AND CITY OF NOVI: This action was brought
against the city after Dickey claimed he was in-
jured by the officers during an arrest. The trial
began in May 1983. Judge John O’'Brien ruled
against Ralph Fluhart only, awarding damages of
$5,480. Both Dickey and Fluhart appealed to the
dMichigan Court of Appeals. The matter is still pen-

ing.

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Retired

firemen

bring expertise
to Novi’s force

When the fire alarm sounds at Novi's
Fire Station No. 1, Ted Kovarik and
Leonard Zembrzuski become fidgety.

Their adrenalin begins to pump; their
pulses begin throbbing. After more
than 30 years of conditioning, they both
feel a natural impulse to react im-
mediately — to jump on the truck and

go.

Instead, they wait.

Three volunteers must show up
before the first engine can leave the sta-
tion. It is an unsettling new experience
for two men who have each spent near-
ly three decades as full-time
firefighters,

Kovarik, 59, is retired from the
Livonia Fire Department after 27
years. He became a part-time assistant
fire chief for Noviin July.

Zembrzuski, 54, Is retired from the
Detroit Fire Department after 33 years.
He was hired by the city as a part-time
training officer in July.

Although Kovarik may fill in for Fire
Chief Arthur Lenaghan on occasion and
Zembrzuski sometimes responds to the
fire scene as an observer, neither are
active participants in fire fighting any
longer. But they are providing a wealth
of experience for the volunteers who
are,

Kovarik never gave a thought to
becoming a fireman when he was atten-
ding school. “‘I wanted to be an airplane
pilot,” he noted recently.

The Farmington native was working
for the Post Office in 1953 when a fire
leveled the General Motors transmis-
sion plant in Livonia.

“As a result of that fire, Livonia
decided to increase its fire department
(personnel),” he recalied. Kovarik
answered the city’s advertisement and
was hired.

“There was no training. You got
training on the job,” he said, noting he
was called to a house fire his first day
on the job. ‘“We took off — there were
two of us. We got the job done, For-
tunately, it wasn't a very big fire.”

About a year later Kovarik did
- receive some formal training from the
Fire Academy in Detroit. Then as now,
the academy taught firefighting basics,
including techniques for holding nets,
leaping into nets and climbing ladders.

When asked to recall his worst fire,
Kovarik cites the Wrigley Supermarket
fire at Grand River and Eight Mile. ‘It
was six above zero with a windchill of 20
below. We were out there nine hours. It
took me two weeks to thaw out.”

Kovarik said he retired from the
Livonia department in January 1982,
but when the Novi department began
seeking someone to assist with annual
fire inspections, he applied for and
received the position.

The 20-hour a week assistant fire
chief post was created this year to
assist Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan, The
expanded position includes fire preven-
tion,

“1 don't actively get involved in the
fire fighting, but I still like to get there
and see what the heck is burning.”

Kovarik describes Novi’s volunteer
force as “well-trained and well-
disciplined.”

“It’s probably the best volunteer
department around this whole area,”
he commented.

Zembrzuski agrees. “They're pro-
bably as well-trained (as any full time
department) — if not better. Although
they don't have all the experience.

“Without a doubt they're better
equipped than many paid departments
in and around Detroit."”

Zembrzuski, also a 20-hour a week
employee, provides four training ses-
sions a month for the volunteers.
Sometimes the sessions expand the
volunteer’s knowledge — providing new
information on hazardous materials,
for instance. Other times they go back
over ‘‘the basics.”

“If you miss some of the basic things,
then you just compound the problem. I
tell them, ‘You have the best equipment
and some of the best training. But if you
fail to use the equipment properly or
fail to follow the training, then you
become part of the problem — and that
takes away manpower from the job that
has to be done.”

The volunteers differ from paid

firefighters ““just a bit,” Zembrzuski
noted. “They crave information and
knowledge. (Volunteer departments)
don’t generally get the volume of activi-
ty, so the volunteers don’t have as much
experience.
_ While full-time firefighters are not as
interested in training, they generally
have much more experience in actual
fire fighting, he noted.

Zembrzuski admires Novi's
firefighters. ‘‘Volunteers are a unique
group of people,” he noted. *‘They work
five days a week . . . But they still find
time to come to the rescue of people in
their community."

Having worked his way up through
the ranks of the Detroit Fire Depart-
ment, Zembrzuski is accustomed to a
different breed of firefighter. In the
full-time department, battling fires is
more a job than a community service.

“The major difference is in the
volume of activity,” he explained.

Zembrzuski struggles when asked to
recall his worst fire. ““There have been
numerous situations over the 33 years,"
he said. He remembers a house fire that
claimed the lives of five children; a
hotel fire that killed five or six people.
“Life loss is something that always
sticks with you,

“After a while it becomes nothing
more than a fire and a series of
numbers . .. You build up an immuni-
ty. You can’t get involved personally,
emotionally.”

Zembrzuski’s retirement from the
Detroit Fire Department lasted only
three days. He applied for the part-time
position in Novi after someone sug-
gested: “Why don't you use all the ex-
perience you've gained and pass it on to
someone who can use it."”

Zembrzuski hopes to make the jobs of
Novi's volunteer firefighters a little
easter.

“To pass on some of this experience
is what makes me feel good,"’ he said.
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Rezoning allows senior housing plans

City council rezoned eight acres on West Road
from business to multiple family Monday, paving
the way for Novi's first senior citizen housing pro-
ject.

Dr. Alan Mendelssohn of Bloomfield Hills pro-
poses a two-story, 114-unit congregate senior hous-
ing development on the site.

The project will be “similar to a Holiday Inn for
seniors,” Mendelssohn told the council Monday.
The one-bedroom apartments would be designed for
people who do not require special medical attention,
he said. Their $1,250-$1,325 a month rent would in-
clude two meals a day in a common dining room,
laundry and housekeeping services,

Mendelssohn's property, located on the west side
of West Road, just south of the Pontiac Trail in-
tersection, previously was zoned for business.

He originally requested the property be rezoned

to RM-2, high density multiple, to accommedate a
three-story, 180-unit building. However, after ada-
ment opposition from nearby homeowners at a
public hearing last month, he changed his request to
the lower density RM-1 zoning.

Both the planning board and the residents ex-

%lanning Consultant Brandon Rogers noted the
property is part of a business district at the
southwest corner of Pontiac Trail and West Road
which is designated in the master plan for future
commercial use.

However, there has been little or no demand for
business property in the area, he said. *“The flavor
of the neighborhood is residential.”

Encouraging the development of senior citizen

housing was one of the council's goals for 1985-86,
Council Member Arlen Schroeder noted. *“I'm very
happy to see someone coming into our community
whé) e(\ivants to provide senior citizens housing,” he
added.

Planning Board Member William
Briggs last week described the propos-
ed Meadowbrook Shopping Center as
“bad land use, bad zoning and bad plan-
ning.” But he voted in favor of the pro-
ject anyway.

Preliminary plans for the one-story
shopping center were approved in a 54
decision of the board Wednesday, Oc-
tober 2. The project is to be located at
Ten Mile and Meadowbrook Road,
behind the Novi Plaza shopping center.

“The planning board is an advisory
board,” Briggs said, noting that the
board advised city council 1ast month to
rezone the 2.6-acre parcel for office use.
The property currently is zoned for
business, although the city’s master
plan calls for office zoning on the
parcel.

“We gave themn some advice; they
didn’t follow it — which I think was a
collective blunder on their part,” he ad-
"ded. Given the council’s refusal to
follow the board's advice, Briggs sug-
gested the action required of the board
was “‘quite clear.”

But board members Richard Clark,
Charles Kureth, Judy Johnson and
Isabel Collins — all of whom opposed
the preliminary site plan approval —
viewed the matter differently.

Clark said he recognizes the city
council is “in charge,’” but added his
oath as a planner was to exercise his
own independent judgement,

“Putting another shopping center
there, one behind another at that loca-
tion, will generate substantial traffic
problems that will (affect) the safety
.and welfare of the residents of the ci-
ty,” he said.

Clark noted he “took some offense”

“If you do not consider this site plan
(in relation to the business zoning)
tonight, you will be knowingly and
willfully violating the law,” Schroeder
told the planners. *If that’s what you do
... I could not in good conscience sup-
port spending one penny of our tax-
payers' money to support that deci-
sion.”’

Schroeder noted he was the one who
originally suggested that the proposed
shopping center site be rezoned to con-
form with the office zoning specified in
the master plan. The board promptly
held a public hearing on the matter and
decided offices would be a more ap-
propriate use of the land. The board
unanimously recommended the rezon-
ing to city council for approval.

But in the meantime, the developer,
Krikor Arman, had met with adjacent
property owners and adjusted his plans
to accommodate many of their con-
cerns. As council considered the rezon-
ing, Arman presénted new plans with
increased landscaping, a brick screen-
ing wall instead of a poured concrete
wall and an all-brick building facade.

Schroeder noted he has never voted
against the city’s master plan.
However, in this case he suggested the
proposed shopping center meets the in-
tent of the office zoning in the master
plan — that is, to provide a suitable buf-
fer between residential areas and
higher intensity development.

But despite the improved plans,
board members still insisted the shopp-
ing center would adversely affect the
Ten Mile/Meadowbrook area.

“The preamble guides you as plan-
ners,” Fried explained. **When a zoning
ordinance change comes before you,
you should consider (the statement in
the preamble).” But site plan review Is
an administrative act which should
follow the guidelines set forth in the or-
dinance, he added.

“The planning board has several dif-’
ferent functions. It probably wears
more hats than any other body in the ci-
ty,” Fried commented. He then cau-’
tioned the board against intermixing
the various board functions.

The ordinance provides different
guidelines for considering zoning than
it does for reviewing site plans, the at-
torney explained.

Fried agreed traffic is a legitimate
concern when reviewing site plans. But
only traffic generated from a proposed
development should be addressed in
site plan review. The board cannot turn
down a site plan based on a traffic pro-
blem that already exists outside the
proposed development.

“1f you're going to reject the plans on
the basis of traffic, you must point to
something in the record to support your
conclusion,”’ he added.

Member Kureth presented his own
traffic study suggesting an average of
up to 2,500 cars would come and go dai-
ly from the proposed shopping center —
compared to an average of about 600
from general office use.

But Board President Ernest Aruffo
questioned Kureth's results, describing
the figures as ‘‘pretty idealistic."'

Members Gary Phillips, Riley
Richard and Joseph Toth joined Aruffo
and Briggs in supporting preliminary
site plan approval. .

Arman, who has appeared before the
planning board five times in the past
nine months, now must secure final site
plan approval. *‘I've lost so much time
... hopefully we can expedite things
now,” he said last week.

The developer, who also has projects
in Orchard Lake, Farmington Hills,
Southfield and West Bloomfield, said he
hopes to open his Meadowbrook Shopp-
ing Center next summer.

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City wisely nixed
redundant report

City council wisely declined to
fund a $12,000 traffic study propos-
ed by the planning board recently.

The decision was wise not
because Novi does not have a traf-
fic problem, but because the pro-
posed study would offer little new
information and few feasible solu-
tions to that problem.

The traffic study was to focus
on the city’s development ‘‘hot
spots” — including Haggerty Road
from Eight to Fourteen Mile,
Grand River from Haggerty to
Novi Road, Novi Road from Ten to
Twelve Mile, and Twelve Mile from
Haggerty Road to Beck Road. As
promptly pointed out by Council
Member Edward Leininger, half of
the study was to be devoted to coun-
ty roads. And not just any county
roads — Haggerty and Twelve Mile
probably are the most studied
roads in southwest Oakland Coun-
ty.

Several studies of Twelve Mile
were conducted during the 1970s,
and a joint task force for Novi and
Farmington Hills was formed in
1980 to study improvements for the
road. In 1983, Farmington Hills
proposed to update all the data and
master plan improvements for the
thoroughfare. But in the meantime,
the Michigan Department of
Transportation (MDOT) initiated a
study of the I-696 corridor — in-
cluding Twelve Mile from Farm-
ington Road to Beck Road.

Haggerty Road is included in
the MDOT west 1-696 corridor
study, as well. The goal of the pro-
ject is to determine.locations for
new interchanges to provide im-
proved highway access to the Novi
and Farmington Hills area. Clear-
ly, these additional interchanges
will have a dramatic effect on the
traffic problems currently ex-

Road’s a

Until recently, the cost of pav-
ing Napier Road was prohibitive.

Last month the estimated pav-
ing costs were slashed from
$700,000 to $250,000, but owners of
the two mobile home parks to
benefit from the project continued
to wkaffle over cost allocation this
week.

The sometimes swamped, fre-
quently rutted road on the city’s
western boundary has been the
subject of petition drives, angry
telephone calls and emotional
public meetings over the past
several years. The dirt road pro-
vides access for approximately
2,500 residents of Old Dutch Farms
and Novi Meadows mobile home
parks, which currently hold about
500 homes. Plans call for 200 addi-
tional units before the parks are

filled.

With the spring thaw, the dirt
road is rendered almost impassi-
ble. The park managers, residents
and city officials all agreed last
spring that the condition of the road
was not only undesirable, but un-
safe, as well.

Since then City Manager Ed-
ward Kriewall and Oakland County
Commissioner John Calandro have
worked diligently to resolve the
problem. Last year the' paving
costs were estimated at $700,000 —
with the only means of financing a
special assessment against the
residents. But last month Kriewall
announced a generous offer from
Cadillac Asphalt Paving that would
slash the first phase paving costs to
$150,000. .

Cadillac, which also generates
traffic on Napier, proposed con-
structing the base of the road at
cost. The Oakland County Road
Commission : then agreed to
squeeze $100,000 into its 1985-86
road program to complete the road
in the spring.

In addition to the fact two of the
four thoroughfares included in the
proposed study currently are being
studied, the work plan for the traf-
fic engineer appeared redundant
considering work that already has
been completed. For example, the
engineer proposes reviewing all
current development proposals, as
well as future planned land uses. In
the case of Grand River, the task
would be facilitated by the fact
Planning Consultant Brandon
Rogers just finished compiling this
information.

The traffic engineer also pro-
poses evaluating service roads (or
marginal access roads) along
Grand River. These already have
been proposed in Rogers’ Grand
River corridor study. The problem
is funding the roads, not deciding
whether they are needed.

Studying Novi Road also seems
pointless. Obviously, there are traf-
fic problems between Twelve Mile
and Grand River. The relocation of
the 1-96 exit ramp will resolve part
of the problem. The roads planned
to open up Section 15 also would
help solve the traffic on Novi Road
— but again, the problem is fun-
ding, not deciding what action is
needed.

As pointed out by Community
Development Director James
Wahl, the planning board needs
some assistance in determining the
traffic impact of site plans submit-
ted for land in the city’s develop-
ment “hot spots.” If there are
areas for which no traffic data ex-
ists, an evaluation from the traffic
engineer may be warranted.

But the city already has traffic
improvement recommendations it
cannot fund. It does not need to
spend $12,000 to develop more.

Now, with the road construc-
tion season ebbing away, owners of
the mobile home parks are arguing
over who should pay more for a
project from which they will
benefit equally.

To ease the burden on the park
owners and their residents, Lyon
Sand and Gravel Company, parent
firm of Cadillac Asphalt Paving,
also has offered to finance half of
the first phase construction costs.
Each mobile home park owner now
has been asked to provide only
$37,500 ‘‘up front.”’” Lyon Sand and
Gravel will finance the remaining
$75,000 over a 2'2-year period “‘at a
favorable interest rate,”” according
to a company spokesman. The
mobile home park owners would
pay back the $75,000 loan from
special assessments to the
residents. This assessment has
been estimated at less than $8 per
resident per month.

Novi Meadows apparently has
agreed to the funding arrange-
ment. However, Old Dutch Farms
has suggested the split should be on
a four-sevenths/three-sevenths
basis — with Novi Meadows paying
the greater share. -

Owners of Old Dutch Farms
say this arrangement would be
more equitable since Novi
Meadows eventually will have
more mobile homes than Old Dutch
Farms. Owners of Novi Meadows,
on the other hand, point out that the
proposed road will service the en-

tire frontage of Old Dutch Farms,

but only extend to the drive of Novi
Meadows.

The bickering is only a disser-
vice to the Napier Road residents.
The road, as currently proposed, is
a bargain. If it is to be paved before
the winter and subsequent spring
thaw create a hazard to anyone at-
tempting to travel the road, the
mobile home parks should agree to
pay their half of the J)roject costs-
and get the paving underway.

Subdivision names.

For the smart real estate investor, choosing the right sub-
division name is more important than choosing the right roofing
material. When considering what to name one’s neighborheod,
the property owner is faced with numerous choices, which
should be mulled over carefully before deciding.

In the highly successful Novi-Northville area, there basical-
ly are two motifs: the idyllic pastoral and the neo-colonial.

The identifying characteristics of the idyllic pastoral or I.P.
style are terms from nature. The following examples are ap-
propriate: glen, pike, cove, fields, heather, cedar, pine, grove,
cypress, willow, sierra, chestnut, pond, lake, loch, walnut,
forest, beech, birch, poplar, meadow, shire, vineyard, field,
woods, garden, concourse, ford, brook, hills, dales, bluft,
woodland, knoll, highland, ridge, valley, vale, dell, crest, and so
forth. '

A stumbling block for many property owners is the
widespread misunderstanding that these natural terms have to
describe the property in some way. It cannot be stressed strong-
ly enough that this is not so. You want to be a ridge, be a ridge.

The identifying characteristics of the neo-colonial style of
subdivision name are proper and antiquated nouns available
from any comprehensive textbook on late-18th century
American history. Examples include: Lexington, Princeton,
Carleton, Covington (in fact, any proper name ending in —ton),
Concord (or Concorde), Colony, Portsmouth, New Haven, Com-
mons, Saratoga, Yorktown, Yorkshire, Devonshire (in fact, any
proper name ending in —shire), Willamsburg, Davisburg, Rich-
mond, Newport, Washington, Jefferson, Lafayette, Franklin, et
cetera.

Among the frowned-upon nature terms are: swamp,
cliff, quicksand, bog, quagmire, volcano, crater, crag, flatland,
cowee, depression, trough, wormwood, pasture, plot, weed,
turf, pool, gully, drain, dune, grade, incline, upgrade,
downgrade, descent, slope, precipice, shrub, bush, sprout,
dandelion or kudzu.

Similarly, in the neo-colonial style, expressions such as
Fort, Puritan, New York, Harlem, Benedict, Arnold, Ethan
Allen, Paine, Poor Richard, Yankee Doodle, Appalachia, Whig,
Crispus Attucks, and ‘‘Mad Anthony’’ Wayne are less desjrable.

Possibly the worst thing that can be done is to combine the
two and arrive at subdivision titles like Yankee Doodle Weed,
Puritan Volcano, or Harlem Dune.

So remember: next time you're shopping for a property in-
vestment, remember Shakespeare’s query, “What’s in a name?
A rose by any other name would smell as sweet,”’ or something
like that. Then remember that Shakespeare will never be
reggembered for his real estate investment acumen. Enough
said.

The state police accident investiga-
tion will determine whether the box-
car’s brake failed or was released, he
says.

As Haire detailed the events of the ac-
cident Monday, he noted that railroad
personnel on the scene said the boxcars
“must have been doing all of 35-40 miles
an hour” before being stopped.

Brown said it is impossible to
determine whether Hagstrom con-
tracted the disease from the river.
Although the disease can be con-
tracted from polluted water, it also
can be contracted from the urine of
infected animals, particularly cattle,
dogs, racoons, rats or possums, he
explained. Any of the latter animals
could have transmitted the lep-
tospirosis bacteria to the river.

According to Frederick Rosen, an
attorney representing the family,
Hagstrom and his wife, Diane, had
rented a limousine with another cou-
ple for a special occasion the evening
of August 10.

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Pizza Cutter battles industry giants

By PHIL JEROME

Yes, Jim DeLano has heard of Tom Monaghan of
Domino’s Pizza and Detroit Tiger fame.

And, yes, DeLano has hear of Mike llitch, owner
of Little Caesar’s and the Detroit Red Wings.

But the owner and star pizza-maker at the Pizza
Cutter on Center Street in Northville swears that his
goals and aspirations do not include following in the
illustrious footsteps of the two famous pizza

millionaires.

1 don’t have any aspirations to be like either one
of them,” said DeLano. “‘I'm happy with this one
store. 1 just want to keep growing at this location.”

DeLano, 28, has been in the pizza business almost
since he started working — when he was a
sophomore at Farmington Harrison High School.

His career in the pizza business began when he
was hired to work at Papa Romano’s, a pizza parior
owned by Ron Hancock in Southfield.

DeLano said he started at the bottom — cleaning
up and working in the stock room — and worked his

his primary market! area, including Domino’s and
Little Caesar's. Bul despite the competition,
DeLano said business at the Pizza Cutter is continu-
ing to grow.

“When Domino’s opened in Northville last year,
we felt it the first two or three weeks, he reported.
**But our volumne returned to normal and continued
to grow fairly quickly after that.

“We have a lot of loyal customers and they con-
tinued to come back here for their pizzas."”

DeLano’s compelitive nature is usually well-
hidden, but it comes out when he’s asked to explain
why his small operation has continued to grow
despite the competition from the larger companies
with their large advertising budgets.

“We didn't make any changes when Domino's
came lo town,” he said. *‘We just try to make good
pizzas.

“The big chains use gimmicks to try 1o lure new
customers. Our gimmick is making good pizzas. We
don't have the two-for-one deals that the big chains
offer; we just make one good one with the best in-

gredients we can get.”

DeLano’s pride in the quality of his work is one of
the reasons he has no plans to expand his operation
with pizzerias in other communities. Several
customers, he reports, have talked to him about
becoming partners and putting pizzerias in towns
like Plymouth or South Lyon.

“You don't have the quality control in a chain that
you do in a single operation,” he notes, explaining
why he has not been receptive to business proposi-
tions.

Another factor is that he likes living and working
in Northville. DeLano and his wife, Liz, have two
daughters — a two-year-old and a four-year-old.

“I'm having a great time and Northville is a
perfect town,” says the “little guy' battling in out
with the giants of the pizza industry.

‘““There are a lot of great people here and it's an
honor being part of this business community.

“No, I don't think I'll get rich here. But we're do-
ing all right and it's very enjoyable living and doing
business here."’

way up to a ‘‘pizza-maker."”

After graduating from high school, he reports, he
thought about going on to college but decided to give
the pizza business a whirl instead.

“IL (the pizza business) was one of the doors open
to me,” he said. *1 figured I could always go back to
college if it didn’t work out."’

DeLano, a soft-spoken, easy-going individual,
continued to work at Papa Romano’s until he per-
suaded Hancock to join him as a partner in opening
a pizzeria called the **Northville Station’’ on Center
Street. Hancock and DeLano opened the Northville
pizzeria in 1978 and continued to operate it jointly
until DeLano purchased Hancock's share of the
business in 1982 and renamed it the **Pizza Cutter."

‘It was our plan all along that I would eventually
take over the business,” said DeLano. *‘Ron (Han-
cock) stuck around as a partner until 1 was able to
stand on my own two feet.”

Like most pizzerias, the Pizza Cutter offers a
variety of items on the menu, including chicken,
barbequed ribs and 10 different types of submarine
sandwiches as well as several varieties of pasta —
spaghetti, lasagna, mostaccioli and ravioli.
