Anyone who thinks the Twelve
Mile-Novi Road area has reached its
commercial saturation point with ex-
isting stores and a proposed conven-
tion center had better think again.

There’s more on the way. Lots
more.

Representatives of Ramco-
Gershenson, the real estate develop-
ment firm which owns the West Oaks
Shopping Center on Novi Road, an-
nounced plans to build as many as 40
stores — including five major ‘‘an-
chor” stores — on 29 acres of land

west and south of the Midas Muffler
outlet on the Twelve Mile-Novi Road
intersection’s southwest corner.

The Novi Planning Board last
Wednesday voted to recommend city
council uniformly zone for
commercial/retail use all 14 of the in-
dividual parcels constituting the
large L-shaped property where
Ramco-Gershenson intends to build.

The board is scheduled to review
preliminary site plans for the project
at its regular meeting, Wednesday,
November 20.

“We're desperately hoping to
break ground by February 15,” said
Michael Ward, one of the owners of

Patricia Karevich emerged as the
top vote-getter in seven of Novi's 10
precincts in defeating incumbent
Robert Schmid in the November 5
mayoral election.

Despite winning the hotly-
contested mayoral race by a substan-
tial 306-vote madgin, a precinct-by-
precinct analysis reveals that the
Karevich victory was crafted by
relatively small margins in each in-
dividual precinct.

Karevich received 54.03 percent of
the vote, while Schmid received 45.97
percent of the vote. If Schmid had
won, he would have been the first
mayor in City of Novi history to be
elected to three consecutive terms.
Key precincts in the mayoral race
were Precincts One (Church of the
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& Company’’ telecast. Joining Alexander as guests on the show

Ramco-Gershenson. *'If we can, if all
administrative approvals can be ob-
tained by that point, we could have it
done by fall of '86. If everything's not
in place, I'd have to say fall of '87."

Ward estimated construction of the
new plaza would cost $40 million.
When completed, it would employ
around 500 full and part-time perma-
nent employees.

Among the firms negotiating to
become anchor tenants of the new
shopping center are Builders Square
(a home improvement subsidiary of
K Mart), Marshall's (department
store), Kids R Us (a subsidary of
Toys R Us), and Main Street (a fami-

ly clothing retail division of
Federated Department Stores, which
operates among other stores, Bloom-
ingdale’s).

In all, there will be 335,000 square
feet of store retail space in the new
area. All the stores are one-story
and, according to Ward, will be “a
step beyond” the firm’s West Oaks
plaza development in appearance.

“The new center will have tradi-
tional architectural themes,” he ex-
plained. ‘‘The exterior facing
materials will be brick in earth
tones."

Ward added the new shopping
center will “*broaden the retail base

Novi’s new mayor
talks about goals

If Patricia Karevich is a little ner-
vous about stepping into her new job,
it's perfectly understandable.

Novi’s brand-new mayor presides
over an increasingly complex com-
munity — a community in which the
stakes in the development game keep
going up.

Karevich considers the attitude of
city residents her best card in that
high-stakes game.

“I'm grateful for the support I've
received so far, and now I'm looking
forward to being a mayor for all the
people,” Karevich said Monday. *I
hope we can continue to enhance our
community spirit. That's one of the
best things Novi has going for it.”

Karevich said one of her first
priorities as mayor will be to im-
prove the lines of communication
between the city council and the plan-
ning board. She hopes to schedule a
special joint session of the board and
council for no purpose other than to
improve communication between the
two arms of local government and to
set goals they can work toward
together.

“That's extremely important,”
said Karevich. “Rather than spen-
ding so much time putting out fires,
hopefully we can get something ac-
complished for the people.”

Karevich also said she hopes to
play an active role in preserving the
city’s natural resources, and at

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precincts she carried. Karevich also
won the battle of the absentee ballots,
receiving 190 votes to 141 for Schmid.

While Karevich was winning the
majority of the precincts by relative-
ly small margins, the Schmid camp
was able to win just three precincts
— only one of them by a substantial
margin. Schmid’s greatest support
came from Precinct Ten (Fire Sta-
tion No. 3 on Nine Mile) were he
defeated the challenger by a 91-vote
margin (225 to 134).

Schmid also carried Precinet Five
(Orchard Hills Elementary School)
and Precinet Nine (Novi High
School), but his margins of victory in
each of those precincts were negligi-
ble. He won Precinct Five by 19 votes
(228 to 209) and Precinct Nine by 28
votes (170 to 142) . . . far short of the

MEAP results:
Novi’s near top

When you're Number 1, it's hard to
settle for anything but the best.

Despite more than exemplary
scores on this year's Michigan
Education Assessment Program
(MEAP), the Novi Community
Schools did not quite live up to last
year's sterling performance on' the
state-wide test.

*“I think the scores are very good
overall,” School Board Trustee Joan
Daley noted last Thursday. “It's just
that when you're Number 1, it’s hard
toslip.” ‘

In reviewing this year’s MEAP
results at the school hnard’s meeting
Thursday, Superintendent Robert
Pikwo pointed out that ‘‘our
youngsters continue to perform at a
high level.”

Though this year’s overall scores
were not as high as the 1984 results,
administrators knew a repeat per-
formance would be difficult.

Last year, Novi’s fourth, seventh
and tenth graders ‘registered the
highest scores in the district’s history
by placing in the 90th percentile in
five of the six test categories.

The district also had more students
receive perfect scores on last year’s
test than any other school district in
the state.

Despite a decline in math and
reading scores at the fourth and
seventh grade levels on this year's
test, Novi's tenth graders improved
their overall performance, scoring
91.3 in mathematics and 95 in
reading. .

The tenth grade mathematics
score is an improvement over last
year's score of 88.9. The reading
score also is up slightly over last
year's 93.7.

The most dramatic decrease this
year was at the seventh grade level
where mathematics scores dropped
10.1 points from last year's 90.9 to
80.8.

Seventh grade reading scores also
dropped from 96.5 last year to 89.3
percent this year.

Slight decreases also occurred at
the fourth grade level with students
registering 94.9 in mathematics (in
comparison to last year's 97.3) and
92.1 in reading — a drop of 2.6 points
over last year's 94.7. .

In reviewing this year's results,

load,” Ward insisted. He said he ex-
pects access to the new shopping
center will include a driveway lining
up with the northernmost Twelve
Oaks Mall entrance along Novi Road
as well as from the entrance to West
Oaks to the south.

John Weiss may yet be allowed to
build apartments on his property near
the northwest edge of Walled Lake. But
he will have to do it against the wishes
of the Novi Planning Board.

Weiss, who owns 25 acres of land just
east of the West Road/Pontiac Trail in-
lersection, contends an old contract
with the city entitles him to a zoning
change which would allow him to build
apartment buildings on his property.

The planning board refused to en-
dorse his request following a public
hearing last Wednesday. But if city
council acts on the board's recommen-
dation and denies the rezoning, it is
likely Weiss will take his case to the ci-
ty's board of zoning appeals — and
possibly to court, if necessary.

If Weiss succeeds, his two adjacent
property parcels, now restricted to
detached single-family housing
development, could be used for apart-
ment buildings up to five stories tall.

The board's denial of the rezoning
last week was contrary to the advice of
city planning consuitant Brandon
Rogers. Rogers recommended Weiss’
northern parcel’s zoning be changed to
allow two-story apartments and the
southern parcel retain its single-family

housing classification.

Rogers pointed out the northern
parcel faces the City of Walled Lake
and other apartment-commercial uses
located at the intersection. Board
member Gary Phillips further noted
the 150-foot setback from the lake now
required of all muitiple-family housing
structures may actually have less im-
pact on the lake than would detatched
housing with required setbacks as low
as 30 feet.

The board’s denial may have been out
of step with Rogers and Phillips. But it
was right in line with more than 100
Novi residents and more than 100 Wall-
ed Lake residents who live in the vicini-
ty of Weiss' property.

munities circulated petitions urging the
board to oppose any change of use for
the land. About 40 attended last
Wednesday's meeting to show their op-
position to Weiss’ request and to pre-
sent their petitions to the board.

Speaking for the petitioners, C. Jerry
Bertrand said, *‘We've got an extreme
quantity of traffic in that area; we have
sewers that can't handle what we have
now . . . You're turning us from the nice
little City of Novi into the City of
Southfield.

“It'll put an extra strain on the police
and fire departments, and it's inconsis-
tent with the city’'s master plan,” Ber-
trand declared. “We're talking about
neighbors who have been residents here
since 1945, third and fourth generation.
We've done our best to keep it a quiet
well-maintained area, and a lot of us
have put a lot of money into our homes
to improve them. You have this rezone
and you'll have garbage move in.”

West Bloomfield Township counsel
Paul Bibeau, representing Weiss, noted
that Weiss signed an agreement with
the city requiring him to pay for 210
sewer taps on the property — at a cost
exceeding $325,000 — in anticipation he
would later be able to develop his land
for apartments.

“I urge the boad to consider not only
the planning aspects of this case, but
also the injustice done by the city in re-
quiring him to honor his contract and
then not allowing him to develop the
property as it's called for,” said
Bibeau.

Bibeau also pointed out that when the

Rising tide
soaks plan

It’s easy to tell a developer ''no’ if he
tries to put his condominium closer to a
lake than permitted hy law. But what
does one say when il's the lake that
moves too close to his planned condo”?

Local officials and backers of Harbor
Cove condominiums recently have
found themselves in just about those
circumstances.

The Harbor Cove site plans approved
by Novi officials in 1983 call for phased
construction of a building located just
over the required minimum 30 feet
away from the Walled Lake shoreline,
But by the time the developers had sunk
a reported $200,000 into preparing a
five-phase construction plan for thefr
project, a not-so-funny thing happened.

The lake level rose.

It rose three inches heyond the lake
levels determined by the 1981 survey
Harbor Cove developers used as a
reference point.

As aresult, the Walled Lake shoreline
encroached onto solid ground sloping
downward toward the lake several feet
in places. And among those places was
near where the next phase of Harbor
Cove condominiums was to be built, br-
inging its location somewhat closer to
the shore than 30 feet.

Consequently, the Novi building
department recently refused to grant
developers a construction permit for
their planned building until the short-
coming was resolved.

That left developers pleading their
case to the Novi Planning Board last
Wednesday. The board first rejected a
motion Lo take no action in order to br-
ing the issue before the board of zoning
appeals.

Then the board moved by a 6-2 vote,

NEW LOCATION
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‘Special education bus aides debated

Following a request by school bus
drivers and parents of special educa-
+ion students, the Novi Board of Educa-
tion agreed last Thursday to consider
hiring aides for the district’s special
education buses.

Charging that current conditions on
special education buses are *‘unsafe,"
transportation personnel and special
education parents turned out at last
week's school board meeting to petition
for aides on each of the district’s three
special education buses.

ﬂ‘ “Our main concern is that we need
"

ore than just one person (bus driver)
on these buses,” said Phyllis Opper-
man, a Novi parent and the district's
representative to the Oakland County
Special Education Advisory Commit-
tee.

“If a bus driver was incapacitated,
there would be no way these children
could do anything about it.

‘““Most of them couldn’t even get off
the bus,”’ she added.

& The issue initially was brought to the
o

oard's attention at its October 17
meeting by the same group of parents
and bus drivers. The board agreed at
that time to study the issue as a regular
agenda item at its November 7
meeting.

In a letter drafted by the district’s
Transporation Employees Association,
the group noted that it *‘has attempted
to persuade our school administration
for more than a year to appoint aides to
the special education buses. Both ver-
bal and written communication have
resulted in rejection of our request.”

In its letter, read in part to the board
by Opperman, the employees’ group
noted that the three special education
buses transporting students to schools

. outside the Novi area may travel 150

miles a day compared with in-district
travel of 80 miles for a regular bus.

It also was noted that the special
education buses utilize the expressways
to transport students to more than a
half dozen schools outside the Novi
district.

“The greater distance traveled and
the longer time period special educa-
tion children spend being transported
increases the potential risk of an acci-
dent occurring,’” the letter stated.

Currently 39 special education
students are transported to schools out-
side the Novi district. The average
travel time for all three special educa-
tion buses is 52 minutes to school and 55
minutes for the ride home.

However, it was noted that the
longest bus ride to school is nearly two
hours for some students. The longest
ride home is two hours and 30 minutes.
It was pointed out that the physical
disabilities of the dozen or more
students transporied on each bus
makes it virtually impossible to
alleviate much of that travel time —
aside from the district purchasing addi-
tional buses. On one bus, in-district
pick-up time alone is approximately
one hour.

Drivers argued that it is difficult to
supervise special needs students on
such long routes.

It was noted that one bus ‘‘currently
transports an individual who urinates
while on the bus, he will do so when he
feels the driver’s attention is averted
from him.”

It was further pointed out that a
female rider on the same bus is known
to carry Hepatitis ““B"* virus and is a
constant spitter.

“The management of children who
are belted in their seats, who are in
physical restraint harnesses, who are
confined to wheelchairs, deaf children
who cannot respond to any directions
from a driver’s seat position, all pre-
sent a serious problem for the driver
who must first give his full attention to
traffic and the safe operation of the bus

itself," the transportation group stated.

“The assistance an aide could pro-
vide lo keep children belted in position,
to prevent wheelchair children from
removing their belts because they have
hecome uncomfortable, to give a driver
time to devote his full attention to his
primary function cannot be stressed too
highly.”

John Swallow, Novi schools' director
of special services, said that while
there is no county policy requiring
aides on buses, Novi is the only district
in its county quadrant currently not us-
ing aides on special education buses.

A quadrant transportation survey
dated October 25 showed Novi to be the
only one of seven school districts not us-
ing aides. However, it also should be
noted that Novi has the fewest special
education buses in the county quadrant
and that some districts such as West
Bloomfjeld have nine special education
buses and only one aide. Clarenceville
also has only one aide for four special
education vehicles.

Huron Valley with 13 special educa-
tion buses (six in-district and seven out-
of-district) has the greatest number of
aides with six currently employed by
the district.

Swallow told board members that
aides usually are used on vehicles
where demand indicates — depending
upon the severity of the students'
disabilities.

He also noted that it is usual for the
receiving school district to request
aides be placed on buses. At this time,
no receiving school district has asked
Novi to place aides on its special educa-
tion buses.

In considering the request, Trustee
Raymond Byers cautioned board
members against making a hasty deci-
sion.

“We have a very emotional issue

here,” he noted. *'This is not something
we can simply edict overnight.
“We have to step back and look at it

... it can't be an instantaneous resolu-
tion."”

While Board President Rober!
Schram expressed appreciation for the
approach taken by the petitioners tn
discuss the need for aides rather thaa
addressing the issue of cost, he had
harsh words for the district's Transpor-
tation Employees Association.

“I think this letter is terribly ir-
responsible,” Shram said of the group’s
five-page memorandum. ‘It makes it
sound like you're going by scare tactic
and not need.”

Trustee Michael Meyer said he felt
the letter should have been addressed
to the board of education rather than
“the parents and friends of special
education pupils in the Novi Communi-
ty Schools.”

Trustee Gilbert Henderson told
Schram that it is not up to the board to
gecide whether the letter is irresponsi-

le.

“I'm sure the person who wrote it felt
they were being responsible at the time
they wrote it,” he said.

Jim Bruce, a bus driver and
spokesperson for the TEA, said "it was
not the intention to create anything ir-
responsible or anything that provides
scare tactics.

““We have talked to (Superintendent)
Dr. (Robert) Piwko and (Assistant
Syperintendent) Dr. (William) Barr for
a long time about these problems,”
Bruce said.

Piwko confirmed that the administra-
tion met with transportation personnel
this summer to discuss the issue.

Byers concluded the discussion by
saying he did not ‘‘want to see this
become a money judgment.

““We are not talking about a
negotiated item with the transportation
department,” he said. ‘“This is a need
item between students and parents."

At the board’'s request, the ad-
ministration will bring a recommenda-
tion to the board table at its next
meeting.

*‘Warren man faces trial in Novi Killing

A 20-year-old Warren man has been
bound over to Oakland County Circuit
Court to stand trial on manslaughter
charges stemming from a June 23 acci-
dent which took the life of a Novi resi-
‘dent.

Karl Edward Bendert was bound
over to circuit court by Judge Harold
Bulgarelli following preliminary ex-
amination in the 52nd District Court,

First Division, in Walled Lake last
Thursday. He will be arraigned before
Circuit Court Judge Frederick Mester
later this month,

Bendert is charged in conjunction
with an accident which claimed the life
of Robert A. (Randy) Haass, 40, of Novi
on June 23.

According to police reports, Haass
was traveling eastbound on Ten Mile at

approximately 2:16 a.m. when he was
struck from behind by another east-
bound vehicle driven by Bendert.

After the impact, Haass' vehicle
veered onto the south shoulder of Ten
Mile, while the Bendert vehicle veered
onto the north shoulder of the road.
Bendert and a female passenger in his
car incurred non-incapacitating in-
juries in the accident and were

transported to local hospitals for treat-
ment.

According to Novi police, Bendert
had been attending a graduation party
in Novi on the evening of the fatal acci-
dent and had a blood alcohol level of .18.
Police also stated that Bendert’s vehi-
cle was traveling ‘“‘well over the posted
speed limit" at the time it overtook and
struck the Haass vehicle from behind.

On election night, November 5,
Karevich said she was optimistic
about the strong foundation for the
future offered by the presently-
constituted city council.

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Officials trying to match zonings to Master Plan

Novi moved five steps closer to
meeting the guidelines of its Master
Plan last week when the planning board
recommended that the city council
rezone property at five locations within
the city.

Should council approve the zoning
map changes as expected, there would
be ro effect on any of the properties’
present usage — but any of the property
owners wishing to change the use of his
property or to expand buildings on his
property would have to follow the
regulations of the new zoning district.

The rezonings are the first in a series
of zoning map changes planned by city
officials. The changes are designed to
eliminate areas where existing zoning
conflicts with the five-year-old Master
Plan, the city's long-range guide for
development.

Differences between uses of property
now permitted in existing zoning

classifications and uses in zonings
outlined by the Master Plan recently
have led to confusion, both for
developers and for local officials
evaluating new construcion projects.

To end the confusion, city officials
are trying to bring zonings threughout
the city into conformance with the
Master Plan. The planning beard’s role
in the process is to conduct public hear-
ings on the proposed rezonings and
decide whether to recommend city
council approve them.

After conducting public hearings last
Wednesday, the Novi Planning Board
recommended zoning changes at these
five sites:

» Four vacant parcels of land fron-
ting the south side of South Lake Drive
between Maudlin and Owenton. The
parcels currently are zoned for general
business even though they are sur-
rounded by property zoned for low-
density residential use. The land is part
of alarger parcel to the south extending

* A long irregular-shaped parcel
bordering Lakeshore Park and exten-
ding from South Lake Drive south to
Shawood Lake. The city-owned land
once was the site of a motel and is now
zoned for general business use. Its
rezoning for residential use would per-
mit its existing use as a park.

* Chateau Estates Mobile Home
Park on Thirteen Mile east of Decker.
Even though the property is used for
mobile homes, it is zoned for
residential-agricultural use. The board
recommended by a 7-1 vote its zoning
classification be changed to Mobile
Home (MH). Casting the only ‘“‘no"
vote, Board Member Joseph Totk con-
tended the change would give owners of
the mobile home park legal leverage if
they seek to expand mobile home use to
neighbaring property.

Rogers pointed out rezoning the
parcels for office service *‘would allow
compatible use of the property between
the Town Center to the west and the
emerging light industrial/research and
development/high tech development to
the east.

‘“The OSC district allows a
reasonable intensity of uses (e.g. plann-
ed office including integrated commer-
cial, hotel, restaurants) for which a de-
mand is seen,’’ Rogers reported.

The owner of a neighboring industrial
building, William Lee Walker Jr.,
pointed out his metal stripping business
generated loud noise levels that would
detract from the parcel's suitability for
office or hotel use.

“If I were a customer of a hotel there
and at 11 at night I were to hear poun-
ding noises, I would not be happy about
it,” Walker said.

Rogers disagreed, saying common
building techniques and setback re-
quirements would provide adequate
buffering from the noise.

Representing the subject parcel
owners, Jack England said he was “a
little resentful’ of the city's intended
action. “'It’s absolutely unsuitable (for
office service),” England said of the

property. “'I request you leave itupto

the property owners to ask for a rezon-
ing."”

Walker at least partly agreed, stating
the proposed rezoning constituted, “a
steady attempt to eliminate the in-
dustrial zoning district."

Board member Gary Phillips cited
Walker and England’s remarks as his
reason for casting the lone ‘‘no” vote.

City council is expected to consider
the zoning changes at its November 18
meeting.

By then, construction should be completed on a
$1.8 million one-story, 26,000-square-foot facility
which will provide enough reom for Clayton to add
50 new employees to the 100 the firm presently
employs.

But aside from the tax revenue boost any new
business brings to local schools and the city, the
Clayton firm adds an additional plus. It does work
its Novi neighbors can be proud of.

It’s Clayton Environmental's job to tell
businesses and government when they are harming
the environment, their workers or the inhabitants of
their buildings.

meeting, when council was scheduled to
consider doing away with the pro-
cedure,

An ordinance study committee sub-
mitted to council an amendment which
would retain the notice traditionally
sent to adjacent single-family
residence (including condominium) in-
habitants when a public hearing is
scheduled to waive ordinance re-
guirements, but the amendment would
remove the requirement to notify
tenants of multiple-family dwellings.

The problem, City Clerk Geraldine
Stipp explained, was administrative.
No up-to-date comprehensive roll of

apartment residents in the city exists
for a city mailing list. In addition, she
noted, the cost of notifying each of the
unit-dwellers in a large apartment com-
plex by certified mail is expensive.

Canup told council members,
however, that the city's policy of notify-
ing apartment tenants has in the past
had a constructive impact on dealing
with ZBA matters. “Tenanis have
rights and they need to be heard,” he
said.

Leininger agreed, saying: ‘“‘These
people have genuine concerns,

especially on ZBA matters. Maybe we
can require the owner to notify
tenants,’”’ he suggested.

Schroeder recommended council
return the amendment to the ordinance
review committee to devise a notifica-
tion method which would be fairer to
renters. “They have rights, teo, and
their rights often are not considered by
the owner of the property,” he said.

Council agreed to send the amend-
ment back to committee for futher

study.

will salvage trees

‘“The reason they’re back is to save
trees,” Brandon Rogers said simply
and dramatically.

Novi's planning consultant was ex-
plaining to members of the city plann-
ing board last Wednesday why
developers of a proposed five-story of-
fice building in the Orchard Hill Place
professional office park had chosen to
revise and re-submit site plans for their
project — even though their original
site plans had received preliminary ap-
proval last month.

“It's the first case where the process
is exactly what would happen under the
new Woodlands Ordinance,” said
Rogers. He credited the cooperative ef-
forts by the city’s landscape architect,
Linda Lemke, and by the Samelson
Group’s architects, Hobbs & Black
Associates of Ann Arbor.,

““They plotted every tree (calipered)
from four inches to 30 inches,” Rogers
said. *‘One of the things we’d tried to do
(earlier) was to sit down and go
through the site plans and see where
some trees could be preserved.”

Operating with the approved plan for
the 6.2 acre site, a new irregularly-
shaped parking lot was designed to
allow the salvaging of a large number

of trees with diameters of 15 inches and
over — some with diameters as large as -
U inches.

After listening to Rogers' remarks,
planning board members unanimously .
reaffirmed their preliminary site plan
approval.

According to Jerry Kowalski, who is
directing Samelson Group operations in
the area, censtruction of the building
could be completed next year. Ac¢- .
cording to Kowalski, the structure will
include many state-of-the-art’
developments in economic and energy’
efficiency. ,

The building will be the first addition
to Orchard Hill place since the
Samelson Group assumed ownership, of
the 100-acre office park last May. The .
purchase from Orchard Hill Place III, a
Michigan partnership, included the
Novi Hilton. T

At the time of the purchase, Samelson
Group representatives said they would
draw up what they call a “‘master plan"
of the entire office park outlining the -
location of new offices, restaurants and '
commercial development, ;

Kowalski said the Samelson Group's -
complete master plan would likely be
presented ‘‘around the first of the
year." '

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As We See It

The campaign is over. The
votes have been tabulated. And
Novi has a new mayor for the first
time since 1981.

Patricia Karevich, a city coun-
cil member since 1975, defeated in-
cumbent Robert Schmid by a 306-
vote margin in the November 5
general election to become the
sixth mayor in the city’s history.
Had Schmid been successful in his
bid for re-election, he would have
become the first Novi mayor to
serve more than two terms.

The Karevich/Schmid race
was an interesting one, pitting
against each other two longtime
council members (both had served
on the city council since 1975) with
well-established credentials and
hard-working, enthusiastic cam-
paign committees.

One of the more interesting
aspects of the campaign was that
there were few substantive
philosophical differences between
the two mayoral candidates. Both
the incumbent and challenger
espoused the same philsophical
views regarding the issues of
development which seem to
dominate campaign discussions in
every Novi election.

Instead, the key issue in the
mayoral race was one of style or
demeanor at the council table.
Karevich underscored the primary
difference between herself and her
opponent when she told News
Reporter B.J. Martin in a post-
election interview, ‘I think (the
election) showed the community
agrees with the direction we're go-
ing, but not with the approach.”’

In a sense, the comment was
something of a compliment to her
redecessor in the mayor’'s seat.
chmid’s contribution to Novi has
been significant. He, perhaps more
than anyone else, has been the
primary spokesman for many of
the city’s prevailing philosophies
regarding development standards,
i.e. strong ordinances, low-rise
building configurations, aesthetic
conformity on all four sides of new
buildings, etc.

Schmid’s failure to win re-
election may well be traced to an
increasing tendency to lose pa-
tience with developers and others
who either veered away from or at-
tempted to challenge his vision of
what should be done to create a
quality community ... ‘“one that

Schmid’s campaign committee
attempted to convert their can-
didate’s occasional outbursts from
a liability into an asset by labeling
him as the mayor who will stand up
and fight for the citizens of Novi
. . . the mayor who is strong enough
to say “‘no’’ to developers.

Karevich's campaign, on the
other hand, was based on the
premise that it’s possible to say
“no”’ to developers firmly and
politely without being rude or
argumentative.

An interesting sidelight to any
campaign is talking with the 50 or
100 ““insiders,’’ those who follow ci-
ty politics closely and therefore
have a greater understanding of
the critical issues. In the recent
mayoral campaign, many of those
“insiders’’ supported Karevich. A
frequently heard comment was
that they supported Schmid’s
philosophies but could no longer
condone his behavior in attempting
to force implementation of those
philosophies.

For us at The News, the most
memorable part of the campaign
was the responses from both
Karevich and Schmid in a joint in-
terview conducted in the editorial
offices. Three weeks before the
election, both candidates were ask-
ed to assume the negative and
reflect on the possibility that they
will no longer be on the city council
after the election.

Their responses were reflec-
tive of the quality and committ-
ment of both individuals. Both said
their 10 years of service to the city
has meant a great deal to them,
and both said they would ‘“‘bleed a
little’” if they were the one to be
eliminated.

The just-completed campaign
has been vigorous. And, as is com-
mon in most vigorous campaigns,
emotions ran high on occasion.

But the race is over now. Novi
voters were fortunate to have had
to make a decision between two
qualified, competent, committed
individuals. Hopefully, any hard-
feelings will be forgotten quickly
and supporters of both Karevich
and Schmid will rally behind the
new mayor so that the city can
push forward and tackle its pro-
blems in a unified, determined
manner.

P Sounds like an enthusiastic review
Kevin of a U.S. Supreme Court opinion (or one
Wilson of Frank Kelley’s press releases),

doesn’t it? Actually, the enclosure in a
letter sent to local governments in Michigan was a 12-page legal
opinion supporting a decision handed down September 26 by
none other than 35th District Court Judge John E. MacDonald,
former Northville Township supervisor.

At issue? Canton Township’s attempt to enforce a portion of
its zoning ordinance and building code restricting the location of
“structures’ in residential yards. The structure in question was
a satellite dish antenna. Obviously, the enthusiastic review of
MacDonald’s legal prowess comes from a biased party — name-
ly a staffer for the Satellite Dealers Association of Michigan.
Now you can probably guess that MacDonald’s decision went
against the township and in favor of the property owner who had
erected such an antenna in the side yard of her home.

What MacDonald said, in 12 pages, boils down to this: If a
government wants to regulate the location of dish antennae, it
should pass an ordinance doing so, rather than attempting to
stretch provisions prdinarily applied to such *structures” as air
conditioner compressors and toolsheds. What got the Satellite
Dealers Association all excited is that MacDonald cites the
First Amendment to the U.S. Constitution and a handful of court
decisions as restrictions on governmental authority in this in-
stance. In short, he says the government has to go a little far-
ther to justify regulating a means of communication than it does
when restricting such mundane items as fences or flag poles.

I suspect the good judge would have made a lot more money
for his trouble had he remained in his legal practice and offered

Hocks adjust to changing economy

Edward J. Hock is the man who provides a good

@ lie on several local golf courses. He’s also partially

responsible for some of the attractive yards in the
area, as well as the grass that surrounds apartment
complexes.

No, the 51-year-old South Lyon resident is not a
greens superintendent or an employee of a fertiliz-
ing company. Instead, he's the owner of a sod farm
|oin '4‘ten Mile, three miles east of the South Lyon city

mits.

Hock has been growing and selling sod since 1960.
Just recently, however, he turned all his accounts
over to close friend Harold Edwards, owner of the
Pebble Creek Golf Course which is across the street
from Hock Nursery Sod Farms.

Edwards now handles the leg work, while Hock
takes care of the planting and growing. Edwards
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purchases everything that Hock grows, usually by
the acre.

“‘We used to do it all,” said Hock, sitting at a desk
inside his home. “‘We used to seed it, grow it,
remove it and deliver it. We've even shipped it as
far as Cleveland before.

“‘But just last year we decided to give up retail.
We've got the driving range now, so that takes up a
lot of our time.”

The driving range, called Hock Acres, is located
just east of the farm. It opened July 4, 1977, and has
been “‘going strong’’ ever since, according to Hock.

The Hocks have been in South Lyon since 1937,
For the first 23 years, they simply were involved
with general farming, as were several other people
inthe area.

But with increasing taxes, farms started going up
for sale. The Hocks felt the pinch as well, but in-
stead of surrendering, they discovered an alter-
native.

“My dad (Edward R. Hock) and I got the sod
farm going,” Hock said. ‘'We just starting clearing
woods and planting sod. It was a slow process, but it
paid off."” )

The sod farm began paying big dividends in ap-
proximately 1965. Since then, it has been a mild
roller coaster, but the track currently is headed up-
ward.

“It's starting to peak again,” Hock said. “From
1965 until the early 1970s, things were real good. It's
been kind of on and off since then. Three years ago
things were pretty slow, but they're turning around
this year.”’

There used to be over 150 sod farmers in
Michigan, one of the first states to specialize in sod,
but the current count is somewhere between 60 and
70. Economic problems in 1982 forced several
growers to quit the business.
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Ross claims economy’s
making quite progress

Quiet progress is being made on two
of Governor James Blanchard's
econornic recovery programs, ac-
cording to State Commerce Director
Doug Ross.

One is called ‘‘technology transfer'
— the ease with which college pro-
fessors can make money from their
research and inventions. The other is a
streamlining of state franchising laws.

““We and California led the nation in
research and development,” Ross said
in a talk at Schoolcraft College recent-
ly.
“In technology transfer, there is op-
portunity on two levels,” said Ross in
an interview.

“First is to get professors to interact
with entrepreneurs over inventions
with commercial possibilities,”’ he said.

To do that, the state is setting up a
computerized technology transfer net-
work linking his Department of Com-
merce with five universities, including
Wayne State and the University of
Michigan.

The network will contain an inven-
tory of college professors and their
areas of expertise. “We're taking ap-
plications for the network,” he said.

Second, he said, “We have initiated
discussions with universities to have
them review their own rules on pro-
prietary involvement of faculty and
patents.”’

Blanchard in 1983 said Michigan trail-
ed other states in translating university
research into productive inventions
because of laws inhibiting professors
from licensing their research. Blan-
chard held up the state of Minnesota,
where he went to law school, as a model
place where professors can reap max-
imum economic advantage of their in-
ventions.

The administration now says,
however, that amending university
rules will surmount the problem.

Ross, a former Democratic state
senator from Southfield (1978-82) and
founder of the Michigan Citizens Lobby
in the mid-1970’s, said the area along
the freeways from Oakland University
in Rochester Hills to the U-M in Ann Ar-
bor is emerging as a high-technology

unién
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center of national prominence.

Ross said the belt — along 1-696, 1-275
and M-14 — has three major ad-
vantages: educational resources, quali-
ty of life and proximity to industrial
customers.

“We really did a job with the fran-
chising laws,”’ said Ross.

Franchising is a procedure whereby
a national firm grants a local
businessperson a name and method of
doing business for a fee. Examples are
fried chicken restaurants and shopping
center printing shops.

“‘Michigan has gone from one of the
most difficull states to establish a fran-
chise to what the Wall Street Journal
called the most accommodating,”” Ross
said. I don't know yet what the impact
will be on franchising.”

Blanchard won amendments to the
state Franchise Investment Law
eliminating the time-consuming review
system by the Corporations and
Securities Bureau. The changes were
suggested to Ross’ predecessor, Ralph
Gerson, who left the Commerce post
earlier this year, by the Governor's
Commission on Small Business and En-
trepreneurship. Among its members
were Judd Freeman of American
Speedy Printing Inc. in Birmingham;

Richard May, attorney in Bloomfield

Hills; and Fred Woodworth, Birm-
ingham lawyer with a Detroit firm.

Franchised businesses have a very
high success rate after two years, while
a majority of independent businesses
call it quits in the same time frame.

Ross told a Livonia gathering that
Michigar will recuperate economically
— despite Texans' predictions that
‘‘you’re turning into a big Greenfield
Village, a museum to industry.”

“They missed something vitally im-
portant — that this is the most powerful
industrial system ever created in the
world. They forget we knew how to
compete.”

The success formula, he said, will be
a partnership between government and
business, an end to the “‘old confrontive
relationship” between business and
labor, and expansion by existing small
businesses.

Sod farm adds driving range

Hock's innovation again was apparent in 1977
when he came up with the idea of a driving range
and minature golf course. Before starting construc-
tion, however, he had to convince his father it would
be successful.

“He couldn’t believe people would actually pay
money just to hit golf balls into an open field," Hock
said. "I had to take him over to Oasis (corner of
Five Mile and I-275) just to prove it to him.

'] figured the range was about five years ahead of
its time, but I also knew it would catch on eventual-
ly. Andithas.”

Just a couple of weeks after construction of the
driving range began, Hock's father died. The two-
man show which had produced a very successful
business suddenly was a one-man struggle.

Hock picked up the pieces, though., He kept the
sod farm going, and opened the driving range three
months later. The company was back on its feet.

Hock delivered sod all over Michigan, but the one
stop he’ll always remember was at a mobile home
in Novi 14 years ago. The owner of that mobile home
is now his wife, Rita Hock.

“It was a real romantic beginning,” she said,
while holding back a laugh,

Rita, who was raised in Detroit, runs the driving
range during the spring and summer months. Ac-
cording to her husband, she's involved with the
business just as much ashe is.

The Hocks used to have five or six employees, but

since turning over their accounts, they’ve cut down
to three. Of course, the help is necessary only bet-
ween March and October.

In the winter months, Rita and Ed work alone. It's
atime for repairing equipment, painting and simply
gearing for the upcoming season.

The *“‘gearing” this winter includes an expansion
of the driving range, which will be concluded next
spring.

““The sod farm definitely was a good move,” Hock
said. “‘The driving range was better move, though.
It's improved every year since 1977."'

Hock admitted he has had thoughts of building a
golf course, but says his age is a factor now. “I'm
getting too old for something as wild as that,” he
commented.

Hock never played a round of golf before building
the driving range, but he now plays an average of
four times a week during the season. Rita also plays
on a regular basis, but says she can't match her hus-
band’s consistent scores in the 80s.

Hock also was an excelient baseball player during
his prime. He was a pitcher on two world champion-
ship amateur teams, and received an offer to try out
for the St. Louis Browns after graduating from
South Lyon High School in 1952.

“We just couldn't get together money-wise,” he
commented. ‘‘Back then in pro baseball, you either
took what they offered or hit the road."

Hock did hit the road, and instead of hitting
baseballs, he's hitting it big in the sod and driving
range business.

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s Dr. Harold Wright, direc-

tor of Hawthorn Center, talk-

ed to parents of elementary
and middle school children on the
subject of drug abuse among
children last Thursday, he observed
that the 30 years he has spent in the
field of child psychiatry has coincid-
ed with a tremendous increase in the
problem.

Asked by the Northville Action
Council to speak at the public forum,
Wright said he was guardedly op-
timistic about recent studies in-
dicating that with the exception of
alcohol, drug abuse among young
people has tended to decrease within
the last five years.

He is concerned, though, about a
“drifting down' or use of drugs
among children as young as fifth
graders.

He said that when addressing the
subject, the whole spectrum of ad-
dictive substances — including
alcohol, marijuana, cigarettes and
illicit drugs — should be included.
He called alcohol the greatest pro-
blem of abuse at this time to the
country in general.

It is a particular problem for
young people, Wright said, because

‘No matter what

it can do its most severe damage in
the developmental peried when
young people are learning new skills
and developing lifetime habits.

The psychiatrist regrets that
health professionals did not take a
firm stand sooner on the dangerous
effects of certain substances —
especially marijuana, which more
studies are indicating has very
serious adverse effects.

There is a definite, recognizable
pattern, he claimed, that most
young people go through if they are
headed toward the drug culture.

Experimenting first starts with
beer, wine and cigarettes. Next
comes hard liquor, third, marijuana
and, finally, hard drugs. It does
seem, Wright said, that if a teenager
stays away from beer, wine and
cigarettes through middle and high
school, he or she is very unlikely to
ever take illicit drugs.

The drug culture, he said, increas-
ed in an uncontrolled way from
World War [ until the mid-1970s
when parent groups started forming
to combat the problem. And he em-
phasized one cannot minimize the
impact of such groups, which since
have mushroomed with various pro-
jects all over the country to fight the

Drug Deal

spread of drugs.

He cited an annual study begun by
Dr. Lloyd Johnston in 1975 in which
high school graduates were given
questionnaires to document the ex-
tent of their involvement with drugs.

Until 1980, Dr. Johnston's study
showed a gradual, continuous rise in
the use of all substances. In 1980 the
use began to diminish in most of the
categories, continuing to do so until
this year when it began to level off.
This year has seen a slight increase
in TCP, cocaine and opiates, but the
overall picture is brighter.

The study, he said, suggests that
parent groups and other educational
devices are having an impact.

While maintaining there is no easy
single answer for combating drug
use, Wright stressed, ““I do think
that there’s no single device that is
so useful in that respect as the in-
fluence of the child’s parents.”

He recognized, however, that in
some cases there may be biological
predisposition to addiction and that
peer pressure can be a strong in-
fluence on children.

“There’s no question,” he said,
““that the youth who becomes involv-
cd with hard drugs or alcohol tends
to associate with youths who are
having similar problems."”

But he said he feels parents can
overreact and tend to blame the peer

group too much while simultaneous-
ly underestimating their own in-
fluence.

Certain symptoms in children
below 12 years old can be precursors
to drug involvement, he warned.
These are low academic achieve-
ment, low motivation,
rebelliousness, alienation, low self-
esteem and low religiosity. He ex-
plained that not all children with any
of these symptoms necessarily are
headed for disaster, but he added
they are warning signs to be aware
of.
Parental attitudes toward drugs
also have a great influence on
children and if parents adopt a
laissez-faire attitude, children may
take advantage of it.

“l think limit setting is vital,”
Wright stressed. Parents are wiser
to find some kind of agreement on
issues regarding drugs, curfews and
sex education and present a united
front on these issues when possible,
he advocated.

Diseipline should be fair and con-
sistent, Wright said, with firm fami-
ly guidelines.

“In a child’s life no matter what
problem you are addressing — delin-
quency, academic underachieve-
ment, inappropriate sexual activity
— the most influential factor in
keeping the child in line is the family
situation itself."”

He did concede, however, that out-
side factors, such as peer pressure,
availability of drugs, paraphanalia
shops are all an influence.

Other factors making the family's
work more difficult are the ur-
banization of society, high divorce
rates, and the economic situation,
making it necessary for both parents
to work.

Creative measures are necessary
to fight these pressures, such as
parents working different shifts so
one of them can be with the children,
he advised.

It is now recognized, he mention-
ed, that fathers are excellent
parents, too, and it does not always
have to be the mother at home with
the children.

The high divorce rate especlally
worries Wright, and he said he has
noticed from his own extensive prac-
tice and long experience, and has
heard from other professionals, that
they have never treated a child in a
divorce situation who did not think
the bottom was falling out of his
world.

Wright said he wishes he could
persuade people to work harder at
their marriages, because both a bad
marriage and divorce are
devastating to children.

When children are faced with in-
consistencies at home, they cannot
develop self-esteem, confidence and

the feeling of self-worth that they
need to face the outside pressures,
he explained.

Open communication lines bet-
ween parents and children are vital-
ly important, Wright stressed. Even
be prepared to talk about problems
the parents have with substance
abuse, be it smoking or drinking, he
advised.

“Let the children know you ap-
preciate their concern for your
smoking habit and that you are
working on it but explain it is harder
for adults to break a set habit than
for a child,” he said.

There should be no taboo subjects
between parents and children, and
it's important to treat drug abuse
questions, stranger interaction, sex
education and disciplinary matters
matter-of-factly when they come up,
he told parents.

When adolescents give parents a
hard time about limits, Wright said
he thinks it’s important for the
parents to be able to say, *‘These are
the rules in our household. This is
the way it is here no matter what
happens in Johnny’s house."’

It is helpful, though, if parents in a
community can come up with
similar appropriate household rules,
the speaker said, advising, “If not,
stick to your own.”

Don’t feel bad about calling the
adults in a home when your child is
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attending a party to be sure an adult
will be present, Wright advised.

Throughout his long practice —
and he now has treated the grand-
child of an original patient — Wright
said he has had the opportunity to
see the long-term results of firm but
fair limit setting. Youngsters grow
up to appreciate parents who were
strong enough to set rules, even if at
the time it seemed hard to do.

Another piece of advice Wright of-

fered was that “if you have the
slightest suspicion your child is on
drugs, do ask about it. Don’t look for
excuses or avoid the issue.”’
It is all right to say, “I could be
wrong, but I'm worried about you
and [ think we'd better talk about
this.”

You may get initial denials,
Wright said, *‘but you've let the child
know you care.”

Keeping up some type of physical
activity with the children as they
grow up, where it is natural to talk to
each other, is important, Wright
feels.

*“I think that when you keep that
ongoing communication, encourag-
Ing self esteem and praising good

He mentioned, too, that it is possi-
ble for single parents to do a good
job raising children but the very fact
that there is only one person instead
of two makes it very difficult.

In conclusion, Wright suggested
that parents expose their chiidren to
many varied activities so they have
worthwhile ways to pass their time.
It saddens him, he said, when some
of the children he sees in his practice
say ‘‘nothing,” when he asks them
what they most like to do.

He joked that he may have over-
done that a little with one of his own
children. The son, who had been tak-
ing piano lessons for two years,
finally said, “‘Dad, are you trying to
make me the same kind of person
you are?” — and went on to be the
Athlete of the Year in his senior
year.

The point, he noted, was that he let
his son try a variety of activities un-
:]ll he found something that suited

im.

Local organizations help

Growing concern over drug and
alcohol use among local youth has
prompted school, student and parent
groups in the Northville and Novi
communities to take a tough stand in
the fight against substance abuse.

Through the efforts of such groups
as the Northville Action Council,
Novi Youth Assistance and SADD
(Students Against Driving Drunk),

" parents and community members

have become more aware of the
dangers of drug and alcohol abuse
and what can be done to prevent it.

During this past year, students at
both Northville and Novi high
schools formed separale SADD
chapters in an effort to educate
fellow classmates about the hazards
of drinking and driving.

An offshoot of Mothers Against
Drunk Drivers (MADD), SADD’s
thrust is on positive peer pressure.

The group requires students and

parents to sign a ‘‘Contract for Lite”
stating that if a student is drinking,

he or she will contact a parent for a
ride home. The agreement also ap-
plies to parents who are expected to
call their child if they cannot drive
themselves home.

Novi High School’s SADD chapter,
founded last February, currently is
gearing up for a new recruitment
drive and plans to send 10 students to
the November 19 Leadership Con-
ference for the planning of 1986 Pro-
ject Graduation.

Project Graduation has gained
considerable support in the
metropolitan Detroit area during the
past few years through its efforts to
promote drug and alcohol-free prom
and graduation activities.

Some 43 students at Northville
High School recently met for their
first SADD meeting with nine
members and two counselors
scheduled to attend the Project
Graduation conference.

While admitting that the problem
of substance abuse occurs at dif-
ferent times for different reasons,
William Hamilton, Northville High

School assistant principal, notes that
the ‘‘two prime times of the year are
prior to Easter break and before
graduation and prom.

“Christmas time is more family-
criented,”’ he explains.

Hamilton, an active proponent and
administrative liaison to the Nor-
thville Action Council (NAC), says
the organization's offorts since its
grassroots beginn...gs in 1983 has
helped open communication bet-
ween parents and children.

‘“‘We are beginning to make an im-
pact,” Hamilton says of the NAC.
“Parents are much more open about
what their kids are doing.”

Though participation at the
organization’s monthly meetings
usually totals no more than a dozen
parents, Hamilton emphasizes that
a lack of numbers does not reflect a
lack of enthusiasm or energy.

“Qur focus is more on activity
planning,” Hamilton notes, adding
that during the past two years the
NAC has sponsored several
community-wide lectures, compiled

combat substance

brochures for local liquor store
owners and supported staff training
for the development of student peer
groups.

Hamilton notes that within the
next few weeks, the NAC will offer
its first support group for students
who have been through a drug or
alcohol rehabilitation program.

‘“We feel there is a need for us to
provide this service to students who
have committed themselves to en-
ding substance abuse,” Hamilton
notes. “‘The main objective of the
support group is to provide them
with positive reinforcement In
school.

“We don’t want kids to feel that
because they are into this that they
are outcasts,” he adds.

While much effort has been placed
at the high school level, Hamilton
says the NAC is looking to expand its
prevention program to the elemen-
tary and middle school grades dur-
ing this school year.

In addition to last Thursday’s lec-

ture by Dr. Harold Wright (see
related story), the NAC also will
sponsor the Crossroads Productions
presentation of “‘One for the Road,
Case No. 9177 to middle and senior
high students next March.

The group also plans to send high
school social studies teacher Jane
Lauber to BABES (Basic Alcohol
and Drug Addiction Beginning
Education Series) Training this spr-
ing. Lauber in turn will train her
community services students to pre-
sent programs to elementary
children about | the dangers of
alcohol and drug abuse.

‘“The focus really needs to be on
the early age levels,” Hamilton
says. ‘‘So hopefully in the future we
won't need to do the things we’re do-
ing at the high school.”

Fran Jozefowicz, co-chairperson
of the Family Education program
for Novi Youth Assistance, notes
that her group also is aiming much
of its programming toward younger
students.

abuse

Noting that drug and alcohol
abuse prevention programs are only
one of the many services offered
through Novi Youth Assistance,
Jozefowicz emphasizes that the
oirganizatlon’s thrust is on preven-
tion.

“Novi Youth Assistance works
from two aspects — problem preven-
tion and counseling,” she says.

Formed in 1974, the organization is
supported by the Novi Community
Schools, the City of Novi and the
Oakland County Juvenile Court.

Programs range from parenting
classes for high school students to
self-reliance workshops for lower
elementary children, Jozefowicz ex-
plains.

“We aiso do programming in
terms of substance abuse,” she
says, noting that organizers current-
ly are meeting to discuss programs
for the new year. .

“We try to increase parental
awareness of the problem,"
Jozefowicz says.
