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Novi Schools employees agree to two-year p̂ :̂

The Novi school district received an early 
Christmas present last Thursday when the 
board of education ratified tentative two-year 
agreements with three of its bargaining units. 

Ratification of the new agreements 
culminates three days of intensive bargaining 
December 10-12 between the school district and 
the three employee groups including the Novi 
Education Association, the Novi Secretarial 
and Paraprofessional Association and the Novi 
Community School District Food Service 
Employees Association. 

The new tentative agreements mark the se­

cond consecutive time the district has reached 
early settlements with its bargaining units 
since the bitter employees' strike of 1982. 

The new contracts, which cover the period 
from July 1,1986 to jttne 30,1988, include a six 
percent salary increase for all three employee 
groups for each year of the agreement. Current 
contracts with all three bargaining units will 
expire June 30,1986. 

School board president Robert Schram said 
the district agreed two years ago to only 
negotiate a few contract provisions rather than 
opening up the entire agreement. 

"We have a very good contract in terms of 
not having a lot of vague language," he said, 
noting the most significant change was the 

salary adjustment. 
"Basically, we're just refining an already 

good contract," he added. 
According to Gary Hurst, a Middle School 

North teacher and Novi Education Association 
negotiator, the six percent salary adjustment 
for teachers is on par with other Oakland Coun­
ty school districts. 

Teacher salary schedules for the 1985-86 
school year begin at $17,437 for those with a 
bachelor's degree. Maximum salary for 
teachers with a bachelor's is $30,942. 

Salary schedules for teachers with master's 
degrees range from $19,097 to $36,165. 

Administrators and negotiators from all 
three employee groups seemed pleased with 

the negotiation process as well as its outcome. 
"This clearly was the best (negotiation) ses­

sion," said Hurst, who has negotiated three 
contracts with the Novi Community Schools. 

"In working for just three days, we ac­
complished a great deal," Hurst said of the ex­
pedited bargaining sessions. 

Schram noted that the two sides agreed on a 
tentative contract by early evening December 
12 after bargaining 12-16 hours for three con­
secutive days. The employee groups ratified 
the agreements prior to last Thursday's school 
board meeting. 

He said the three employee groups came to 
(he bargaining table requesting a one-year con­
tract with the district asking for a three-year 

agreement. The board president noted that 
neither side felt uncomfortable with the two-
year compromise. 

Schram further noted "historically most con­
tracts are for two years. 

"Neither the school district nor the teachers 
want to predict the economy more than two 
years down the road," he said. 

Aside from the salary adjustment, other pro­
visions in the contract amount to minor wor­
ding changes, according to Schram. 

In the Novi Education Association tentative 
agreement, minor changes were made in the 
teacher evaluation and part-time teacher pro­
visions. 
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'Downtown' 
on the way

Novi's planning board and city council last week 
got a glimpse at what the Trammell Crow Com­
pany hat< in mind for 51 acres of the Town Center 
area at Grand River and Novi Road. 

The real estate development firm's project plans 
were unveiled at a special joint session of the board 
and council December 17. 

The officials' reaction: so far so good, 
"I'm pleased. This begins to give us a place of be­

ing downtown," said Mayor Patricia Karevich, 
"It's something that says this is Novi, not just an 
adjunct to Twelve Oaks , . , We're looking forward 
to our part in the venture," 

Outlining the project plans (more detailed site 
plans are expected by the end of the month), Tram­
mell Crow's Tim Barrett told officials: "What 
we're showing you tonight is 51 acres of commer­
cial development. We will commit (eventually) to 
mixed uses for a total of 100 acres on the northeast 
comer." 

Within that 100 acres Trammell Crow intends to 
build stores, a hotel, offices, research buildings, a 
movie theatre, restaurants and a health club, as 
well as an extensive network of new streets and ac­
cess roads. 

While tax increment financing for future 
development has been discussed among Trammell 
Crow representatives and Novi planning depart­
ment staff, Barrett said all the construction pro­
posed in the project plan revealed last week would 
be funded by "conventional" (private) sources. 

According to Craig Manske, who will coordinate 
the remainder of the project at a future date, "It's 
premature to show you what we're doing because 
we're in the middle of planning. Until we get our 
road network set up, we'd rather not discuss it. 
We'll show you some kind of plan when we come 
back later." 

The acreage contained in the Trammell Crow 
project plan discussed last week provides for: 

• About 400,000 square feet of retail space, con­
tained in a variety of shopping environments. 

• A total of seven new buildings, one of which 
apparently will be a movie theater. 

• A network of access roads servicing the 
Town Center, including two boulevard entrances 
from Novi Road. 

• Two gazebos for pedestrian convenience. 
• Bicycle paths, a jogging trail and sidewalks. 
• Preservation of existing buildings in the 

quadrant, including banks, a car wash, the Stan­
dard service station on the northeast corner and a 
restaurant. 

• An estimated 1,500 parking places. 
• Extensive landscaping work, including 

berms and tree plantings and relocations. 
• Bicycle racks, sculptures and other 

amenities. 
In addition to an overall map of the area, Tram­

mell Crow representatives showed officials ar­
chitectural sketches of the proposed buildings.

You haven't been able to get Marcus All-
Steak sandwiches in Detroit for more than 30 
years. But for a few lucky insiders around 
Novi, they're still a treat. 

Old-timers from the Detroit area might 
remember the Marcus All-Steak restaurants 
from the days the Tigers played at Navin Field. 
Charlie Marcus began selling his tasty 
hamburger-and-onion-on-a-hot-dog-bun con­
coction out of a lunchwagon in the early '20s. 

It quickly became a local favorite and even­
tually had 12 franchises around the Detroit 
area. The last family-run outlet closed in 1952, 
but the sandwiches still are a Marcus family 
tradition. 

Charlie Marcus' nephew Donald and wife 
Mary Marcus, who together ran the business 
for nearly 30 years, brought the recipe with

them to Novi when they moved here in the '70s. 
They and the next generation, including son 
Tom Marcus, owner/operator of Marcus Glass 
in Novi, still fix up a few hundred on special oc­
casions - for Tom Jr.'s Novi High varsity fool-
ball team, or for family and friends around the 
holidays. 

That's in keeping with the Marcus All-Steak 
tradition. The family often served the burgers 
at picnics for police and schools in Detroit, as 

well as family functions. 
Marcus All-Steak sandwiches were practical­

ly a staple for major league ballplayers back 
then - among the regulars were Babe Ruth, 
Schoolboy Rowe and Lou Gehrig. 

Donald began helping his uncle Charlie in the 
late '20s. He remembers the big breakthrough 
for Marcus All-Steak was the franchise off the 
Davison near Livemois and West Chicago. 

"That was Detroit's first big expressway," 
Donald says, "A lot of truck drivers could get in 
there pretty easily. We opened it three days 
before Christmas in 1931 and that Saturday we 
ran out of buns three times.'' 

"You know, we'd like to open one up again 
sometime," chuckles Donald, now 74. It may . 
happen yet — the family has considered open­
ing an outlet in Novi. 

But it won't be Tom Sr. running the show. 
"I'm too busy as it is with my glass business," 
he declares.

The proposed Expo Center/-

Fashion Center and Sheraton Oaks 
hotel expansion in Novi came 
another step closer to reality last 
week, 

Specifically, the Novi Planning 
Board recommended that the city 
council grant approval to a request 
from Dallas Market Center to rezone 
property adjacent to the Sheraton 
Daks Hotel to Novi's first-ever Con­
vention Center District. Dallas 
Market Center is a subsidiary of the 
Trammel Crow Company of Dallas, 
Texas. 

The board's recommendation will 
be forwarded to the city council 
which makes the final decision on 
zoning changes. 

The Convention Center District 
zoning designation was drafted 
earlier this year to permit building 
heights exceeding the city's five-
story limit in specific circumstances. 
Developers of the long-awaited trade 
center-hotel contend they need the 
extra height to proceed with the pro­
ject. 

The 30-acre site for the proposed 
district is a thin strip of land along 
the 1-96 expressway immediately 
east of Novi Road. The site borders 
Novi Road to the east, the C&O 
Railroad line to the west, the Novi 
Sheraton, and West Oaks property to 
the north and the expressway to the 
south. 

According to Gerald Abel, 
representing the hotel's interest in 
(he cooperative venture, developers 
hope to break ground in April and 
open by fall 1986 or spring 1987. 

Abel also informed planning board 
members that more property is being 
sought for the project. "We will 
possibly want to come at some time 
In the future to expand the district, 
but it won't affect where the 
buildings are going to be placed," he 
said. 

Site plans for the project are ex­
pected to be submitted to the Novi 
Planning Board in January. They 
will provide for a two-section trade 
and exposition hall containing about 
150,000 square feet of Hoor space in 
two one-story buildings joined to an 
eight-story addition to the Sheraton. 

The trade-exposition hall is ex­
pected to be used primarily by gar­
ment buyers and sellers in the 
Midwest region.

More than any other thoroughfare, 
appropriately enough, Novi Road 
symbolizes the changes Novi has ex­
perienced since its beginnings. Less 
than a mile apart alongside Novi 
Road stand the small old Town Hall 
building dating back to 1914 and a 
state-of-the-art regional retail 
center, Twelve Oaks Mall. 

As recently as the 1960s, city 
residents might not have conceived 
the amount of visitors and residents 
who now travel Novi Road. But a look 
at traffic projections here for the 
next few years is no less unsettling. 
Where They Come From 

Disscussing Twelve Oaks recently. 

Plannhig Consultant Brandon Rogers 
said the drawing power of the mall 
exceeds what would seem to be its 
natural economic bondaries. Its ap­
pealing design and merchandise 
selection, he noted, draw many peo­
ple from as far away as Flint and 
Lansing. 

By contrast, Ramco Gershenson's 
West Oaks Plaza across Novi Road 
does not add many out-of-towners to 
the mix of shoppers. Its drawing 
power is primarily local. Although 
holiday traffic is often a mess, West 
Oaks never really threatened to tilt 
traffic counts way out of balance, 

But Ramco Gershenson's West 
Oaks II is a different story. Of its five 
major "anchor" store chains, only 
one has an outlet as close as 
Southfield: the Toys R Us at

The other anchor stores are Kids R

Federal Community Development 

Block Grant (CDBG) funds totalling 
over $100,000 will go into recreation 
facilities, a bicycle path, home repair 
programs, parks and recreation ad­
ministration and a department con­
tingency fund in 1986, following action 
by the city council last week. 

The fund balance includes an 
estimated federal allotment of $87,500 
for 1986, plus about $24,000 accumulated 
over the last three years. 

Council unanimously approved the 
following budgeting proposal submitted 
by Novi Parks and Recreation Director 
Thomas O'Branovic: 

• $24,000 of the pre-1986 funds for 
site grading, landscaping, fence in­
stallation and possible play equipent 
and w a l k w a y c o n s t r u c t i o n at 
Lakeshore Park. 

• $27,000 of the 1986 funds for the 
same use. 

• $50,000 toward construction of a 
"safety path" along Decker Road from 
Thirteen Mile to Fourteen Mile with a 

possible extension to the shoreline pro­
perty. The path would connect with the 
Walled Lake safety path on Decker and 
Fourteen Mile. The total project is ex­
pected to cost between $120,000-130,000 
when finally completed, probably in 
1987. 

• $8,000 for administering the Com­
munity Development Block Grant Fund 
program by establishing a more ag­
gressive communication campaign In 
the low-moderate income service area. 

• $1,500 toward the Parks and 
Recreation contingency fund, available 
to cover cost overruns and/or re-
programming. 

• $1,000 for minor home repair for a 
householder who can demonstrate a 
need for financial assistance. The small 
amount is designed to supplement 
Oakland County's Housing Rehabilita­
tion Loan Program and to provide 
emergency relief to senior citizens, 
h a n d i c a p p e d a n d l o w - i n c o m e 
households. Another $5,000 exists in the 
city's fund balance for the program. Area churches set Christmas services

The Novi Planning Board Wednesday 
declined to recommend approval of a 
rezoning request which would allow the 
Woodland Glen Apartments to expand 
westward on Eight Mile, east of Novi 
Road. 

But the Teklin Corporation, which re­
quested the change of zoning designa­
tion from residential-agricultural to 
multiple-family, may yet win the war. 

The WoodlancI Glen Apartments are 
currently under construction im­
mediately west of the Country Place 
Condominiums on the north side of 
Eight Mile. 

Planners based their rejection on the 
recommendation of Novi Planning Con­
sultant Brandon Rogers, who noted the 
city Master Plan provided for detached 
residential housing in the area. 

But William Gladden, representing 
Teklin, told the board that when the 
Master Plan had been drafted more 
than five years ago, officials included 
the 17.75 acres Teklin wanted rezoned 
in a much larger low-density detached 
housing tract extending diagonally 
from Eight Mile (Base Line) and Novi 
Road to Meadowbrook and Nine Mile. 

At that time, planners noted there 
were houses on the property Teklin now 
has under option. When it was proposed 

the larger area be earmarked tor 
multiple-family (apartment) use in the 
Master Plan, the 17.75 acres was 
automatically included — even though 
the site was adjacent to multiple-zoned 
property to the east and even though 
long-range studies suggest Eight Mile 
wi l l be widened enough to ac­
commodate any possible additional 
traffic strain caused by apartment 
classification. 

"The baby was thrown out with the 
bathwater," Gladden said. 

Rogers argued that Woodland Glen 
apartments never were meant to be ex­
tended westward, and told planners: 
"If you do recommend rezoning, it does 
set a precedent for rezoning other pro­
perty (in conflict with the Master 
Plan)." 

Rogers suggested the property could 
be re-evaluated If city officials take on 
the task of re-drafting the Master Plan, 
as has been discussed recently. But to 
rezone piecemeal in anticipation of 
Master Plan changes "could cause 
some problems,'' he concluded. 

In spite of the board's opposition, 
Gladden said he would try to persuade 
Novi City Council to approve the rezon­
ing, probably next month.

"It speaks to our number one concern 
which has been brought out - longevi­
ty. It should endure beyond the (initial) 
tenant mix," Barrett said of the project 
plan. 

Trammell Crow Architect Fred 
Goebel added the site would provide a 
location for passive and active use, 
functioning as a city infrastructure. 

"It can be used for anything from the 
start of a Fourth of July parade to a 
crafts fair," he said. "It will function as 
a public realm of space at the corner." 

Several planning board members ex­
pressed concern with traffic flow to and 
from the project, but agreed to review 
traffic details at the time of site plan 
review, probably in January. 

According to Barrett, the site plans 
will "closely resemble" the project 
plans. "Our goal is for a groundbreak-

.v'̂ lng in March and to open by November, 
1986," he said. 

Barrett said he would not reveal the 
names of businesses who are 
negotiating with Trammell Crow as 
potential tenants for the development 
firm's buildings. In fact, Barrett did not 
want to specify the generic use for each 
of the buildings contained in the project 
plan. 

Trammell Crow representatives had 
been scheduled to request rezoning for

Market rising fast for rental housing 

Trammel Crow representatives unveiled plans for ty Council and Novi Planning Board last weeit. The 
51 acres of commercial development on the nor- Dallas, Texas-based company ultimately plans to 
tliwest corner of the Novi Road/Grand River in- develop some 100 acres in Novi's Town Center 
tersection at a special joint session of the Novi CI- area. 

Despite the uncertainty of tax reform 
legislation, apartment owners, 
developers and financiers are bullish on 
real estate Investments. 

"The rental situation has reached a 
crisis stage because of the shortage of 
units in the Detroit area," said Ed Fen­
ton, president of Cadroy Management 
and the Apartment Association of 
Michigan, at a recent seminar at the 
Southfield HUton. 

"My forecast is that there will be an 
acceleration in construction of apart­
ment dwellings with modem projects 
providing almost resort living — tennis 
courts, swimming pools, clubhouses 
and well-maintained buildings and 
grounds. 

Mark Weidleman of the Craig Hall 
Real Estate Group said he's seeing a 
rush to the marketplace and a large 
number of real estate investment tran­
sactions. 

"Who knows what tax bills will 
pass?" he asked. "It's an exciting 
financial market. Syndication is alive 
and well, and business is good but dif­
ficult. 

"The most important words in real 
estate used to be location, location, 
location. Then it was economics, 
economics. Now it's write off, write off, 
writeoff." 

Eric Lutz of Eric Lutz, Inc., said 1985 
is the year of Detroit, Last year the 
Tigers won the World Series. This year 
developers are swinging the bats, he 
said. 

"There's an epidemic of apartments 
spreading from Detroit's riverfront to 
the center of Southfield," he observed. 
"Investors have heaps of opportunities 
to sift through and make large profits." 

According to Tom Trimble of Con­
solidated Capital, Michigan is one of the 
better real estate investment markets. 
The local market isn't set for a big turn­
down, he predicted. 

Tuck Brubaker of Mutual Service 
Corporation said real estate investment 
syndicates are the fastest growing and 
most dynamic part of the real estate 
business. Private and public sector ac­
tivity in this area is increasing, he said. 

"Nobody knows which if any tax 
reforms bill will be passed," said Neil 
Sosin of Northern Equity Group. "The 
uncertainty caused a slowdown in in­
vestments in the first few months of the 
year, but in the last four months, we've 
seen a push to beat the possible 
January 1 tax shelter deadline." 

Special interest groups are jumping 
into tax reform considerations, Sosin 
said. 

"Democrats don't want to be caught 
with Republicans saying the Dems kill­
ed the great tax reform,'' he said. 

The attitude on Wall Street has com­
pletely turned around," Sosin said. 

"Perception is the king. It's not that 
apartment development is hotter or col­
der, but In the last two years the de­
mand has outstripped supply. 

"Wall Street isn't laughing anymore 
about property in Southfield, Novl.Far-
mlngton Hills, Troy and Rochester. 
EDS and GM employees are leasing of­
fices and renting apartments. The rust 
belt is going to have its day again.'' 

Weidleman said sellers are rushing to 
the marketplace and real estate 
brokers are asking how to stucture 
deals, how much inventory exists for 
syndication and what the new tax laws 
wUldo. 

"Good economics make good real 
estate deals and when you're 
marketing property you must be sen­
sitive to changes in structure," he said. 

"New affiliates are holding mor­
tgages on employee's properties. 
Foreign companies are investing in 
pension funds. Mortgage backed 
securities are expanding to the com­
mercial and apartment market.'' 

Real estate syndicates will be alive 
next year, but the ranks will dwindle, 
Weidleman predicted. The middle-sized 
players will disappear. Broker-dealers 
will have to beef up diligence and the in­
stitutional marketplace will be more 
active if new tax laws are detrimental 
to the individual investor, he said. 

"Investors like instant gratification," 
Weidleman continued. "You should be 
looking for patient money with 10-year 
financing when you sell to syndicates. 

"Michigan is at or near the top of the 
cycle and it's a good time to sell. There 
will be excellent opportunities for ac­
quisition in 1986." 

The local market is ready for good, 
long-term growth, Trimble maintained. 
Automobile companies are bringing in 
employees who pay apartment rents no 
on: thought was possible, he said. 

"The syndication business is ever-
changing," he said. "Investors are 
looking at the overall rate of return 
after taxes, cash flow, equity buildup, 
appreciation potential and tax benefits. 

"These benefits won't disappear, and -
changes in tax laws won't be as 
dramatic as everyone fears. Investors 
are enticed by tax benefits, but they're " 
also looking for a high rate of return. 
The small guy is more concerned about 
tax changes."

A GROUP OF ONLY IS Farmington Hills residents turned out to picket the 
Keiko Health Spa on Nine Mile on Saturday, December 14. The picket was 
organized by a group calling itself "Citizens for a Decent Community" to pro­
test alleged prostitution activities. 

Sharon Chilson, president of the two-month-old organization, was unhappy 
that more protestors did not attend. She said members of 60 area church groups 
contacted prior to the picketing did not show up. "Everybody who lives here 
should be out here walking with us," she said. 

Kelko is one of five Oriental health spas suspected of offering illegal sexual 
activity. All five spas were raided by Farmington Hills police October 7-8. Sbc-
teen women and one man were charged with illegal sexual activity after the 
police raids. The suspects are awaiting trial in 47th District Court in Farm­
ington. 

THE VILLAQE OF FRANKLIN, tiot Birmingham, is the richest town in 
Michigan. 

Billed as "the town that time forgot," Franklin was thrust into the spotlight 
recently when a national newspaper published figures showing the vUlage'sZIP 
code ranks fifth in the nation in average household income. The study done by 
Market Survey identified areas by ZIP code and found the SO wealthiest In the 
United States. 

Franklin (48025) placed fifth with an average income of 1101,741. Bloomfieid 
Hills and most of Bloomfieid Township (48013) was 25th on the list at f84,289. A 
southern portion of Bloomfieid Township, Bingham Farms and part of Beverly 
Hills HUls (48010) was 40th in the dollar derby with an average income of $78,249 
per household. 

THERE'S QOOD AND BAD NEWS in the area of crime in the City of Southfield. 
The good news is a 31 percent drop in residential burglaries during the first 10 

months of the year compared to the same 1984 period. The bad news is that 
Southfield, with more easy access to freeways than any other Oakland County 
community, continues to suffer a repeated pattern of robberies and commercial 
break-ins. 

Robberies, most of them armed, rose 13 percent from 205 cases through Oc­
tober 1984 to 232 in the first 10 months of 1985. Police reports show that a number 
of robberies occur during the night or in the early morning hours and on 
weekends. Frequent targets are service stations, party stores, fast-food outlets 
and customers at bank machines near expressways.

Novi Postmaster James Asher said Monday that 
mail volume Is up 22 percent over last year, while revenues during 
the holiday season are up 25 to 28 percent over 1984.

Northville project may be no-go

NORTHVILLE - The property on the southwest 
comer of Main and Center Streets in downtown Nor­
thville went back on the market a week ago Monday 
(December 16) — just over 10 months after its 
owners, known as the Ten Grand Club, had accepted 
an option to purchase by downtown businessmen 
Paul N. Hoffmann and John R. Standish. 

Hoffmann and Standish last April announced they 
had formed a partnership, The 108 Group, to 
develop the site as a six-story complex of "shops, of­
fices, a restaurant and residential living en­
vironments" to be known as 100 Center Street. 

Subsequent to the announcement, plans for 100 
Center Street, drawn up by Northville architect 
Walter Coponen, had received all the necessary 
municipal approvals and were hailed by many 
downtown business owners. 

What happened to the development that had ap­
peared to be going ahead without a hitch? 

According to A.M. Allen and Philip Ogilvie, 
spokesmen for the nine members of Ten Grand, the 
end of Hoffmann's dream for the center of town 
came after a meeting at 10 a.m. December 14 with 
Hoffmann and his attorney in Allen's office. 

"The bottom line was that he needed more time 
(to raise funds to exercise the option)," Allen said. 

Noting that Hoffmann had stated repeatedly that 
"money is no problem," Allen said that the Ten 
Grand members decided not to extend the option 
since Hoffmann did not raise the required $50,000. 
The purchase price, Allen and Ogilvie indicated, is 
"in excess of $500,000." 

The men reported they then received a call from 
Hoffmann's attorney December 16 in which he 
stated that Hoffmann "hasn't got the money and it 
looks like he can't get it. His investors have disap­
peared." 

When contacted last week, Hoffmann said, on ad­
vice of his attorney, he had no comment. 

"We do not blame John Standish at all," Allen ad­
ded, revealing that Standish "is attempting to pick 
up the pieces and would like to continue the pro­
ject." 

Ogilvie explained that the Ten Grand group made 
the decision not to extend the time on the basis of the 
fact that Hoffmann all along, he said, had indicated 
he was in a hurry to get the approval of the liquor 
license transfer and would be starting as soon as it 
was granted. 

For that reason, he said, the group had gone along 
with Hoffmann's request not to have the bowling 
lanes open this fall. 

"If we give 60-90 days more without any money 
coming in," Ogilvie said, "we're basically losing as 
there's no income (from bowling leagues) to carry 
the investment." 

Allen added that he thinks "it's a disappointment 
to the community for what it would do for the tax 
base. 

"We feel Northville is ready (for such a complex) 
- we could sell the building (bowling alley) today, 
but that's not what the city needs. We want to 
develop properly." 

In announcing the failure of Hoffmann to com­
plete the purchase arrangement. Alien and Ogilvie 
detailed the group's involvement since February 8 
of this year with Hoffmann's plan. 

The initial offer came from Dari-Noor Investment 
Corporation, agent for a partnership to be formed 
by Hoffmann and Standish, on February 8. 

"The terms were agreeable (to the Ten Grand 
group) and we accepted the offer," Ogilvie said. 
The agreement subsequently was assigned to the 
108 Group. 

"It was a real hurry-up deal giving a 90-day option 
for them to decide whether to go ahead," they 
recalled. 

"They did decide to go ahead. The actual pur­
chase agreement was for buying the cocktail lounge 
(which includes the liquor license) and buying the 
bowling alley. We were told the way to do it was to 
break the purchase up this way." 

August 6 two agreements were made, one for the 
alley and the other for the cocktail lounge including 
the license. 

Ogilvie and Allen emphasized that each agree­
ment was contingent on the other closing — subject 
to approval of the transfer of the liquor license with 
the requirement that closing be 30 days after the ap­
proval of the transfer. 

After arrangements were made in August, Hoff­
mann, they said, informed them he had bought out 
Standish and was the sole stockholder. 

"However, he said he had investors who were go­
ing to come in and put up funds," they said they 
were assured. 

Therefore, Ogilvie explained, the license was 
"filled out to Paul N. Hoffmann as an individual." 

In early November they were notified the liquor 
transfer was approved and placed in escrow in the 
Ten Grand name pending property purchase con­
firmation. 

"Now, all during this time Mr. Hoffmann told us 
he was readyand willing to close - he prevailed on 
us to (let him) close the bowling leagues and get 
relocated as he thought he was going to start the 
building (construction) before the end of the year," 

Ogilvie said. 
"Then Mr. Hoffman cam? back to us and said he 

was having a 'little problem' in getting all the 
money together and asked if we would take a land 
contract. 

"We said 'yes' with half down and basically one 
year on balance but he must close on or before 
December 16," Ogilvie recounted. 

Dave Owens of Schweitzer Real Estate Inc. in 
Plymouth and Stan Tomga of Stanley Realty and 
Management Inc. of Novi were Realtors handling 
the sale. 

"Owens went ahead and got the title work ready," 
Ogilvie said Friday. "He called on Friday the 13th 
to confirm that he (Hoffmann) would be ready to 
close Monday. Hoffmann then told him to talk to his 
attorney (Alan Gagleard in Troy). 

Both Allen and Ogilvie expressed their 
displeasure that Ten Grand had allowed the closing 
of the bowling alley in view of what has occurred. 

"We closed up our business, which was paying its 
way although he (Hoffmann) was advised not to do 
so as it would be a means of carrying the property 
(until it was developed)." 

Ten Grand group is composed of Allen, Ogilvie, 
Stan Johnston, Donald DiComo, Ervin Kamp, 
WUliam Fenkell, John M. Miller, Linwood Snow Jr. 
and Robert Hodson. 

Ogilvie and Allen acknowledged that Hoffmann 
had spent a great deal of money as he had a com­
plete architectural plan for property which has been 
approved by the Downtown Development Authority. 
A scale model had been constructed and test bor­
ings done on the site. 

Allen said Ten Grand had no indication that Hoff­
mann was not going to have financing, recalling 
that when he (Hoffmann) was present at Northville 
Rotary in early summer to explain the project he 
was asked if he were interested in having other in­
vestors. 

Allen said the reply was, "Not really, I've got it 
all set to go." 

Noting that Ten Grand has employed a broker to 
lease the property, Allen added, "We are exploring 
people who have expressed an interest before. 

"He and Ogilvie emphasized that they were 
holding both the property on the southwest corner 
and the piece across the street (adjacent to the 
parking deck) in the interest of having it developed 
properly. 

"If it's developed fully, they're going to need the 
other piece as a construction storage yard," Allen 
explained. 

"Hopefully, Standish will go ahead — that would 
be the practical way to go."

Regional agency needed on traffic 
While Michigan's economic 

health seems to be returning, it's 
important that state officials and 
residents keep in mind some of the 
lessons from its hardships during 
the late '70s and early '80s. One of 
the most important o.f those lessons 
is that in order to compete with the 
Sun Belt for businesses and jobs, 
the State of Michigan must be alert 
to ways to make the state a conve­
nient place to develop. 

There is overwhelming 
evidence that in the area of traffic 
management the state has not 
learned its lesson. Financing road 
improvements here falls under a 
catch-as-catch-can grab-bag of 
often-conflicting state, county, 
federal and private sources. As a 
result, both short-range and long-
range traffic planning in Michigan 
is poorly organized at best, and at 
worst, downright dumb. 

The most visible symptoms of 
this confusion in the Novi area are 
the absurd levels of north-south 
traffic on Haggerty Road, on Novi 
Road at 1-96 and on sections of the 
two-lane mile roads, paricuiarly 
Twelve Mile, Ten Mile and Nine 
Mile. 

Let's examine, for example, 
the fact that there is no interchange 
for Haggerty Road at I-96/I-275. 
The line state authorities give for 
not recommending its construction 
at the time the rest of the inter­
changes on the freeway were built 
is that the Novi-Commerce 
T o w n s h i p - W a l l e d L a k e -
Farmington Hills-West Bloomfieid 
region would be essentially rural 
ior the foreseeable future. 

Huh? Hindsight may be 20-20, 
but it didn't take corrective lenses 
in the first place to see that a road 
next to the intersection of two ma­
jor freeways less than 10 miles out­
side of Detroit ought to have some 
local access for residents and 
businesses — particularly when the 
road is the major north-south con­
ductor for nearly 20 east-west 
miles. 

That last point highlights yet 
another oversight. One criterion 
used by the county to justify road 
improvements is traffic counts. 
But the way this statistic can be 
misleading should be obvious. 

A large percentage of the 
vehicles on Haggerty are trucks, 
not cars driven by commuters. 
While it may have taken 30,000 
trips per day to get Orchard Lake 
Road widened (Haggerty now is 
estimated at about 21,000 and grow­
ing fast), Orchard Lake never car­
ried the amount of sluggish truck 
traffic Haggerty bears as the 
regional north-south connector 

route. 

But there are far more signifi­
cant failures of Michigan transpor­
tation policy than traffic jams on 
Haggerty. Among them are the 
lack of a regional commuter transit 
system for the City of Detroit and 
its suburbs, and the poor planning 
behind the original construction of 
1-696 — and the failure to complete 
1-275 for many of the same reasons. 

So how could these situations 
have been avoided? How are peo­
ple in Pontiac and Lansing — let 
alone Washington D.C. — supposed 
to act on the needs of people here? 

We suggest some problems 
would be effectively handled by an 
independent regional road 
transportation authority appointed 
by the state and legally empowered 
to dictate where and when road im­
provements should take place. 

For example, if Commerce 
Township is unwilling to share with 
the City of Novi the cost of some 
m u n c i p a l l y - f i n a n c e d im-
provements to Haggerty (when 
much of the township's commuter 
traffic uses the road) a regional 
authority could step in and require 
Commerce to assume a fair share 
of responsibility. That would cer­
tainly give quicker results than 
waiting for the county to make the 
improvements because the two 
sides couldn't reach an agreement. 

An empowered independent 
regional authority covering 
Oakland, Macomb and Wayne 
counties might have been able to 
direct an urban transit system for 
the Detroit metro area that power 
struggles and squabbles among 
Detroit and suburban officials have 
so far thwarted. There is no ques­
tion not only the City of Detroit, but 
its suburbs as well would be much 
better off today if an independent 
regional authority had created a 
comprehensive commuter system. 

Financing for improvements 
could be handled in the same man­
ner. The difference would be that 
the regional authority could direct 
municipal or county governments 
the amount they must contribute. 
The regional authority would also 
be able to present to the state a 
stronger, unified regional plan with 
specific data to justify state and 
federal funding. 

The state and county must 
recognize emerging commercial/-
residential areas where state and 
local revenues can be boosted in 
the long run with some short-run 
tactics. Creation of an independent 
regional transportation authority 
with some clout might be a good 
place to start. 

A time forgiving 
Much is written about the 

negative aspects of the Christmas 
season — the rampant commer­
cialism and the sophisticated 
advertising pitches of Madison 
Avenue-types attempting to con­
vince youngsters that they must 
have a particular toy, for example. 

But there's also a very nice 
side to the holiday season — people 
taking time away from their own 
interests to provide assistance to 
those who need a little help at 

. Christmas time.

Optional reading is about carols 

Cinnamon rolls were holiday treat 
I was sitting at my VDT late Sun­

day night, trying to recall all the things 
that were special about the holidays to 
me and my family. That's when I 
remembered our special Christmas 
morning breakfasts. 

My mother was a great one for 
traditions. The Jerome family pro­
bably had more "traditions" than any 
other family around. We still observe 
many of the traditions she started 
many years ago. But there's one we 
haven't been able to carry on. 

The problem is that this particular tradition involves a cer­
tain recipe, and none of us knows where to find it. Back when we 
were kids, my mother always made cinnamon rolls for 
breakfast on Christmas morning. 

If we weren't already up by six o'clock, she'd wake us up. 
Make us stand at the top of the stairs until she and dad turned on 
the Christmas tree lights. Then gave us the word to come down 
and start opening our presents. 

After all the presents were open, she would head for the kit­
chen to bake the cinnamon roles. They were great, too. Nice big 
rolls, filled with cinnamon and raisins. A thin layer of frosting 

spooned over the top. 

Geez, we loved those rolls. And she only made them 
Christmas morning. Those rolls were as much a part of 
Christmas as going to church or being a shepherd in the Sunday 
school play. 

My brothers and sisters and I were sitting around last 
Christmas talking about those rolls. How nice it would be to 
have them once again... if only we knew the recipe. 

My sister Jane recalled that the recipe used to be on the old 
Bisquick box. But that's all we know about it, except, of course, 
for the cinnamon, raisins and frosting. 

What I was wondering was this; Does anyone remember 
that recipe? Does anyone still have that recipe' Could 
somebody send it to me if they do? 

By brother Johnny and his wife have flown in from 
Washington with their new baby this year, so the Jerome family 
is going to be all together again.

All told, there are more things I like about 
Christmas than things I dislike. Reunions of 
friends and family. Cards. How The Grinch 
Stole Christmas. 

But possibly my favorite thing about the 
season is the music, despite the best efforts of 
many to trivialize it. Flipping around the TV 
dial the other night, I was riveted by The 
Twelve Days of Christmas as performed by the 
Solid Gold Dancers. In this little number, the 
lead male dancer pranced around opening big 
packages, each containing a leggy female 

dancer in a spangly red-and-green leotard. How 
Christmas-y. I couldn't wait to see what they 
did mlhO Holy Night. 

Still, driving along and picking up on the 
AM radio Nat King Cole doing The Christmas 
Song or John and Yoko doing Happy Christmas 
(War Is Over) is kind of redemptive. 

The reason I mention those two songs is 
that I think they're as durable as the "classic" 
carols of old. I don't know if Mel Torme knew 
he'd struck a deeper chord than the jazzy ones 
in the middle of The Christmas Song when he 
rhymed "Jack Frost nipping at your nose" and 
"folks dressed up like Eskimos." But what he 
did was find a modern musical context for the 
holiday spirit as valid in its way as The Wassail 
Song or Jingle Bells. 

Happy Christmas Is probably rock and 
roll's best gift to the holiday tradition, Jingle 
Bell Rock notwithstanding. It has the kind of 
melody and words you can picture a third-
grade class singing at a holiday pageant 20 
years from now. 

I'm impressed with the lasting musical 
quality of many of the older carols. I like the 

way We Three Kings has those minor-key 
verses that give way to the major-key chorus. 1 
like the imaginative narrative of 0 Little Town 
of Bethlehem and its dreamlike, sometimes 
somber melody. 

I think it's important to hold on to musical 
traditions, not for tradition's own sake, but 
because of the way they symbolize the continui­
ty of the human condition. And the way to do 
that is to keep the tradition fresh, imaginative 
and inspired. 

That's one reason I'm glad 20th century 
carols like White Christmas and Rudolph The 
Red-Nosed Reindeer appear to have that kind 
of permanence. It means that the carols of the 
past aren't stuck reverently in a museum 
somewhere and viewed from behind a pane of 
glass. Instead, they are kept shoulder to 
shoulder with carols composed by younger 
generations with no less generous and op­
timistic a spirit. 

So here's to dusting off the sheet music to 
old carols and stopping at the music store for 
new ones. We now return you to your family 
and friends. Merry Christmas. Happy New 
Year.

Novi Road: Busy, but help is on way 

With holiday celebrations in full sw­
ing, many of us find ourselves at parties 
that feature foods and beverages high 
in fat, cholesterol and calories.

"Whether you're at an of­
fice party, a neighborhood open house 
or a family reunion, Uie refreshments 
tend to consist of high calorie snacks 
and alcoholic beverages." 

Sparrow offered these tips for surviv­
ing holiday parties: 

• Instead of high-fat finger foods 
like cheeses or butter cookies, and 
highly-salted munchies like nuts and 
chips, treat yourself to fresh vegetables 
and fruit. Another good tip Uiat will 
help you avoid overindulging at parties 
is to move away from the refreshment 
table. 

• As for alcoholic beverages, don't 
use the holiday season as an excuse to 
overdo — not only is alcohol high in 
calories, but it can present an even 
more serious and immediate risk when 

you mbc drinking with driving. If you do 
want to enjoy a drink, limit the amount 
of alcohol and don't drive if you have 
been drinking. 

• When your family gets togeUier to 
create a festive assortment of cookies,: 
consider using recipes from the 
American Heart Association Cookbook. 
It features several cookie recipes that 
take a low cholesterol diet into con­
sideration. You'll find Uiese goodies a 
great treat to share with family and 
friends. 

• Make a new year's resolution to 
adopt an eating plan that's low in fat 
and cholesterol. Your local office of the 
Heart Association has free information 
on heart-healUiy eating. 

"Don't let Uie holidays become an ex­
cuse to let your exercise program fall 
by the wayside," Sparrow said.; 
"Include exercise with your socializing. 
Schedule a date with friends for a walk 
or run. Go ice skating wiUi the family or 
enjoy down-hill or cross-county skiing. 
Enjoy and have a healUiy and safe 
season."

generate 625 new inbound trips and 
665 outbound trips to the road system 
during peak hours. 

A look at the communities im­
mediately east and far to the north, 
west and south of Novi shows no com­
munity's commercial district offer­
ing the sort of volume and selection 
encountered in what will be central 
Novi. 

Add to that traffic generated by the 
trade center-hotel expansion (about 
500 trips in and out between 7:30-8:30 
a.m. and slightly less from 4:30-5:30 
p.m.) 

Add to that development of the 
Town Center immediately to the 
south of all that activity - an out­
door, pedestrian-oriented business-
office-retail store district — and it 
begins to look as if the traffic pro­
blems in central Novi will be insur­
mountable. 

That sort of regional commercial 
appeal has been on Novi's agenda for 

years. It's not a surprise. But when 
much of the groundwork for it was 
laid - the late 1970s to early 1980s -
the city's growth was affected by a 
national building recession that in 
particular slowed Michigan's new 
business climate to a crawl, Al that 
time, the vision of Novi's economic 
potential seemed remote enough for 
it to be unthreatening. 

In spite of the present, unexpected­
ly high-gear growth rate, Novi has a 
surprisingly well-organized plan to 
accommodate the extra traffic — at 
least on Novi Road. Much of that plan 
should become reality in 1986. If it 
doesn't, then there may be cause to 
worry. 

Novi Road: Solutions 

Already some of the roadwork that 
will relieve the traffic strain on Novi 
Road is visible. Most of the traffic tie-
ups stem from one problem in par­
ticular: drivers coming off the ex­
pressway and turning left into West 

Oaks Plaza. 
The widened ramp from westbound 

1-96 onto Novi Road by itself hasn't 
helped. But when the road under con­
struction directly west of that ramp 
is completed, that problem could 
very well be solved completely. 

Traffic bound for West Oaks, West 
Oaks II, the hotel and the trade 
center will have another route to and 
from the freeway: an access road 
which will run parallel to the 
freeway, then curve north to link up 
with Twelve Mile Road west of West 
Oaks Plaza. 

Other improvements expected to 
ease the traffic load on Novi Road in­
clude the expansion of West Oaks 
Drive to five lanes and elimination of 
driveways to Art Van and Fretter Ap­
pliance which now face Novi Road. 
Access to Art Van and Fretter would 
be via a service drive running 
parallel to Novi Road extending from 
West Oaks Drive north to an east-
west road directly across from the 
northernmost Novi Road entrance to

Additional developments are 
expected to be forthcoming In up­
coming weeks, Including the an­
nouncement of a proposal for a Hag­
gerty Road interchange, plus a 
review of the city's road Improve­
ment funding policy.

There were no changes in the extra­
curricular schedule or in fringes. 

In the tentative pacts with the 
Secretarial-Paraprofessional Associa­
tion and Food Service Association, a 
change in the leave day provision now 
requires employees to tell a unit ad­
ministrator of their reason for re­
questing a Personal Business Leave 
rather than submitting a written re­
quest. 

An increase in tax shelter annuity of 
$10 per month if selected rather than 
hospitiiization also was included. 

In addition to the minor language 
changes in each of the three tentative 
contracts, all agreements include new 
language for snow days. 

As a result of legislation passed two 
years ago, the school district has in-: 
eluded in its contract new language 
assuring there will be 181 instruction 
days regardless of the number of "snow 
days." 

The legislation required districts to 
make up any days under the regular 
180-day school year. 

Last Thursday's ratification of the 
three agreements leaves the district 
with only two remaining contracts to 
negotiate prior to June 30. 

Schram noted the district still has to-
negotiate new pacts with its cooks and 
transportation personnel. 

"Hopefully we can try to wrap those 
up early," he said. "I don't anticipate 
any problem with those two groups."

For the Seiberts, room service, gourmet food, and elevators are a way O f life 
Gerhard Seibert is motoring along Interstate 275 with 

his four-year-old son Jonathan. As the silvery exterior of 
the six-story Novi Hilton comes Into view, Jonathan 
cries, "Look Daddy, there's our house!" 

Jonathan Is not at all Impressed with the size and ap­
pearance of the Hilton, though. He's just glad to be 
home. 

Indeed, Gerhard, general manager of the Novi Hilton, 
his wife Kathryn, his eight-year-old son Matthew and 
young Jonathan quite accurately call the Hilton 
"home." 

Their luxurious two-bedroom apartment in the hotel is 
presently dominated by a huge Christmas tree, 
decorated In the traditional old-fashioned style, a sharp 
contrast to the sophisticated tree with pink bows In the 
main lobby. 

Just like other children, the two boys have been 
wondering what Is In the parcels under the tree and 
can't wait for Christmas Day. 

Some things In the Seibert family will be different on 
Christmas Day than In many homes, however. For one 
thing, nobody will have to cook. There will be a choice 
between the Christmas buffet In the hotel restaurant or 
room service. 

In fact the best thing about "living In," Kathryn says. 
Is that when coming home tired after a day out, no one 
has to cook dinner. "We just go down to the coffee shop, 
and If the boys don't want the same thing to eat, they 
order what they want and we come back to a clean kit­
chen," she explains. 

The Hilton Hotel Corporation requires general 
managers to live In the corporate hotels. 

"I personally find It an advantage because I'm 
somewhat of a workaholic," Gerhard admits. "If I 
didn't live in, I would probably spend 12 to 14 hours on 
the job and then go home and have very little time with 
the family. 

"By living in I can spend eight to 10 hours on the job, 
then go home for an hour, and on Saturday and Sunday 
mornings easily pop Into the office and do some more 
work, which 1 probably wouldn't do if 1 lived 20 or so 
miles away, "he says. 

He also enjoys not having to worry about icy roads or 
traffic jams on the way to work. 

Even though the family lives In the hotel, Seibert 
claims he can separate work from home life. "I do get 
away from it In tlie sense that when I'm at home I feel 
at home. 

"I have enough supervisory staff to whom I delegate 
enough authority that they can settle most problems. Of 
course, If It's something serious, they call me and I am 
there." 

He finds it helpful that Kathryn, whom he met In col­
lege after his 3'/.j years In the Army, also trained In 
hotel management. 

"She understands the hours 1 work and that's very Im­
portant. It's rare we discuss anything about the hotel at 
home. Like other couples we talk about the kids and 
watch some TV," he said. 

Gerhard says he wouldn't change his career for 
anything In the world. 

"1 enjoy the people contact and the service environ­
ment. I also enjoy the flair that goes with a hotel," he 
says. "Most of the time a hotel manager is looked on as 
an asset to the community. I enjoy that." 

As a result of living in the hotel the Seibert children 
are well-behaved in restaurants, confident beyond their 
years, and not only capable of ordering their own meals 
but aware of any mistakes in table settings. 

But Seibert concedes he sometimes worries a little 
about what will happen to the children's sense of values.

"Things are so easily accessible to them," he says. 
"Not many children eat in a restaurant as often as they 
do, or have a pool, sauna and exercise room available. 

"One time, Jonathan wanted something and I told him 
I didn't have enough money. So he replied, 'Well, just go 
to the front desk and cash a check, Daddy.' " 

On another occasion, they were out of ice cream in the 
apartment when one of the boys called room service. 
That's strictly against the rules now. 

Though the boys have many advantages, they are also 
expected to behave responsibly. They are polite to the 
staff and to guests and have to follow quite a strict dress 
code. 

There is no going through the hotel and lobby in their 
"grubbies," even if on the way to the beach. They have 
to change into play clothes when they arrive at their 
destination and clean up before they come home, or 
sneak in the back door. 

It's harder for them to make friends, too, because 
there are no neighbors' children into whose homes they 
can run In and out. 

To compensate for this, Kathryn sometimes brings 
their school friends home in the car, and they are allow­
ed to use the pool and have a snack In the coffee shop. 

What the Seibert boys take for granted, their friends 
consider a great treat. 

According to Seibert, one thing his children never 
seem to consider old hat is pushing elevator buttons, 
however much of it they do. 

The elevators give plenty of scope for their imagina­

tions, even though they are not allowed to go in them 
alone. Recently they shared an elevator with some 
businessmen who asked the well-dressed children who 
they were. 

"That's Spike and I'm Sneaker," Jonathan replied 
without hesitation. 

"What funny names," Kathryn heard one man say to 
his companion as the elevator doors closed behind them. 
The boys thought it a great joke and have used the 
names for each other ever since. 

They have learned a lot through hotel life, too. Mat­
thew has lived in seven states and both boys know the 
names of all the states in the U.S. 

Most weekends the boys tour the hotel with their 
father and learn about the machinery most children 
never see; the behind-the-scene things like elevator 
pulleys, huge water heaters and furnaces, the internal 
telephone system workings and all the laundry and 
cooking equipment. 

Matthew looks forward to the time he will be strong 
enough to be a bell man arid carry the luggage. He 
wanted to try when they first moved in, and when his 
father told him he would need more muscles he replied 
he would tell the guests he felt a little weak that day so 
maybe they could help him. 

Jonathan wants to be a general manager like his Dad 
because then all he would do Is "walk around and look 
at things." 

Kathryn acknowledges she enjoys the benefits most 
homemakers would envy - limited cooking, a bell man 

to carry to the apartment what few groceries she buys, 
valet and laundry services, and the use of guest rooms 
for family visitors during less busy times (imagine hav­
ing someone else to wash the guests' bedding and 
towels, clean their bathroom and cook and serve their 
meals). 

But it's not easy to keep two energetic and outgoing 
boys as closely supervised as hers have to be under 
their special living conditions. 

Every time they leave the apartment one of their 
parents has to be with them, because for the comfort of 
the guests the Seiberts do not allow the boys the run of 
the hotel. 

{(athryn even has to go out to the school bus with 
them because there is no safe place for it to stop on the 
road outside the hotel, and it cannot use flashing lights 
on private property. 

It would be hard to imagine what would be a treat for 
a family to whom the luxuries of life are everyday 
routine. 

For Gerhard Seibert, it's taking his family tent camp­
ing and roughing it for a few days. For his wife and 
children it's eating junk food in a fast-food restaurant, a 
welcome change from veal, shrimp and steak. 

As for the rest of us, we can look longingly at the 
Hilton as we pass it on the way home from work, or 
coming back from an exhausting shopping spree at 
Twelve Oaks Mall, and dream about how nice It would 
be to visit the coffee shop or call room service.

It's becoming apparent that nothing 
is going to come easy for John Cicchelii 
and the Novi basketball team this 
season. 

A rash of injuries has proven to be 
devastating in the eariy going, but even 
with some of the players back in 
uniform, the Wildcats have had to 
struggle all the way. Last week, Novi 
tussled with two teams of similar talent 
and both turned into heart-pounding, 
down to the wire-type affairs. 

The Wildcats came out on top 56-55 in 
double-overtime against Livonia 
Clarenceville on December 17 but two 
days later the tables were turned and 
Dearborn ducked out with a 62-58 barn­
burner. 

Novi heads into the Christmas break 
with a 14 overall record, 0-1 in the Ken­
sington Valley Conference (KVC), but 

it could be worse. Clarenceville's Devin 
DeRoeck had a one-and-one free throw 
opportunity with one second left in 
regulation and Novi clinging to a 51-50 
lead. DeRoeck made the front end but 
missed the second, sending it into over­
time. If DeRoeck had made the shot, 
the WUdcats would likely be 0-5. 

Novi's next game isn't until January 
7 and the break is a welcome break to 
Cicchelii. Against Dearborn, the 
Wildcat coach had only eight players 
dressed for the game, and the Wildcats 
have yet to get the starting five out on 
the court at the same time because of 
the injuries. 

Starting guard Jeff Tanderys, out 
with a fractured finger, may return in 
January, but guards Gregg Giorgio and 
Mike Ladd have quit the team, leaving 
Cicchelii with virtually no backcourt 
depth. To make matters worse, top 
pard Joe Miskovich, the team's 

leading scorer, missed the Dearborn 
game for personal reasons. 

With all these problems, maybe a 1-4 
record isn't so bad. 

"If we ever get everybody back, we'll 
be able to substitute a little bit," Cic­
chelii said. "With everybody back we'll 
have a different look and we'll be a lot 
stronger overall." 

For a change, the Wildcats made 
some key free throws and benefitted 
from some Clarenceville misses. With 
the score tied 55-55, Novi's Ray Samolin 
sank the winning free throw with six se­
cond left in the second overtime to 
notch the season's initial win. 

"It was a fight between two teams 
that were about the same talent-wise," 
Cichelii said, "In the overtimes it was 
just a matter of free throws." 

But DeRoeck's miss at the end of 
regulation gave the Wildcats new life. 
In the first overtime, Miskovich con­

nected on two free throws in both over­
time periods to offset a pair of 
Clarenceville baskets, but it was 
Samolin who finally put it away. 

Junior forward Matt Kamish scored a 
team-high 20 points, Miskovich added*. 
14 and Samolin chipped in with 13. 

At Dearborn, a slow start put the 
Wildcats in an eariy hole they never 
could dig their way out of. Novi trailed 
by seven at halftime and the deficit 
ballooned to 16 with a minute left in the 
third quarter. 

Then the Wildcats made a comeback. 
They outscored the host team 19-13 in 
the final eight minutes but had to foul 
down the stretch. Dearborn made the 
free throws to seal the victory. i 

Cichelii is seeing good production out 
of the forward spots, an area of concern 
before the season. Samolin poured in 23 
points, while Kamish had another fine 
outing with 21 points and five assists.

Novi's upstart swimming team suf­

fered a 101-71 loss to North Farmington 
last Thursday - their first dual-meet 
setback after three straight victories. 

But Coach Larry Teahan wasn't 
disappointed at all — for a number of 
reasons. 

• Two days eariier, the Wildcats had 
swamped Farmington, 101-68. 

• Novi has set school records in each 
of its first four meets, including four in 
the last two outings. 

• Freshman Jon Cohen continues to 
dominate opponents. He has now set 
new school marks six times already 
this year in four events. 

• Times keep dropping, and the im­
provement is really there for all the 
swimmers to see. 

As for the loss to North Farmington, 
well... the Raiders have one of the top 
programs around and were ranked 
sixth in the state last season. The en­
couraging thing was the Wildcats 
managed to give them a good com­
petitive meet. 

"We lost to North Farmington but we 
gave them a pretty good meet until the 
last three events when they were able to 
pull away from us," Teahan said. "We 
forced them to make some line-up 
changes, and it was a lot closer than the 
score indicates." 

The Wildcats started off with a bang, 
grabbing first place in the 200-yard 
medley relay and setting a new school 
record. Jeff and Jon Cohen, Todd 
Marker and Steve Warthman combined 
for a time of 1:49.7, bettering the 
previous mark set by themselves just 48 
hours earlier against Farmington.

What do homemakers do after the 
children are off to college and they 
want a new challenge? 

For Berclay Ruschak, buying a book 
i Store was the ideal thing. 

But not just any book store — the 
Bookstall on the Main in Northville. 

"I had been thinking about something 
for a couple of years but I really didn't 
know what I wanted to do," Ruschak 
admitted. "This just jumped up and it's 
perfect. 

"As soon as I heard the store was for 
sale, I thought, 'this is for me.' 1 
couldn't be more delighted with it 
now." 

^ ' Ruschak purchased the store from 
Berenice Ellis back in April. Ellis and 
Madelon Rathburn opened the shop six 
years ago. But the change last spring 
went so smoothly that a lot of area shop­
pers didn't even notice the new owner. 

"I really didn't get involved as soon 
as I would have liked to — it wasn't un­
til the early part of the summer," she 
said. "I think that's why it was such a 
well-kept secret that I had bought the 
store. I'm finding out that a lot of people 

. < 'have just recently found it out." 
Ruschak, a Northville resident for 16 

years, was busy raising a family prior 
to buying the Bookstall, but she ad­
justed to the new career quickly. 

"It was all new to me," she said. "Ac­
tually, I haven't worked in a long time, 
I've been busy raising my two sons. I 
love books, I thought the store was 
charming and I like people. I think 
those are three of the important ingre­
dients that go into the store. 

iH "You need to enjoy reading," she 
continued. "You don't necessarily have 
to know every book ever written. Some 
people think you do, but it's not true. I 
j ust picked it up as I went along." 

The Bookstall is nestled among the 
downtown shops on Main Strict. As a 
matter of fact, the store is only eight-
feet wide and has just 320 square feet of 
floor space. Despite being much 
smaller than the book stores you often 
see in the malls, Ruschak, and the 

'f; previous owner, have developed ways 
to remain very competitive. 

"Personal contact in the store is very 
important," Ruschak said. "It's a lot 
different than If you work at Walden's 

or Daiton's because you get a chance to 
chat with the customers. 

"I think the people in this area are 
very friendly. I know that when I pur­
chased the store, there was already a 
lot of goodwill with the customers 
already there. Goodwill that I inherited 
from Mrs, Ellis." 

When she's in town, Mrs. Ellis still 
helps out around the store, and made 
Ruschak's first few months much 
easier to handle. In all, four others 
work in the store to help recommend 
good books for customers and provide 
sevices like special ordering. That and 
the country atmosphere keep the 
patrons coming back. 

"The bigger stores aren't overly 
crazy about (special ordering) because 
it takes so long, but we rely on services 
like that," she said. "It's the way we 
can compete. We also like to find out 
what the customers have read before 
because it gives us some type of of idea 
what to recommend." 

Another advantage Ruschak has 
noticed is the location. 

"All the shops in the downtown area 
are cooperating and people are coming 
from all over. I have regular customers 
who come from Grosse Pointe and 
others from Birmingham and even 
Toledo. And they are not just shopping 
at my store, they're shopping at the 
other stores, too. A lot of it is the at­
mosphere — there's a really nice feel­
ing downtown." 

One reason the change in ownership 
went so smoothly was that Ruschak 
made very few changes. The addition of 
two new rows of shelves increased the 
stock in the front room, and some new 
shelves in the children's room in the 
back provided more display area. 
Those are the only real changes 
Ruschak made. 

"I'm trying not to change too many 
things," she admitted. "I want to keep 
the same flavor. I will definitely keep 
all the antiques. It gives the place a 
county look — a Northville look. 

With the emergence of cable T.V. and 
video tape recorders, you would think 
that books sales would fall, but not at 
the Bookstall. 

"I don't think it's had much of an ef­
fect — people who read are going to 
continue to read," Ruschak said.

The interest is compounded monthly to make the 
new account more attractive. This provides a three-
year, effective annual yield of 8.70 percent. The 
average yield among major banks and savings & 
loan institutions for two-year certificates of deposit 
is 8.45 percent and 8.93 percent for four-year cer­
tificates. However, those certificates charge a 
substantial penalty for withdrawal prior to maturi­
ty.

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As Novi residents reacted to newer, 
stronger development pressures in 1985. 
some of their reaction took the form of 
increased environmental awareness. 

One catalyst was lifetime city resident 
Kathy Crawford's lay research in and 
jround Novi Heights, Echo Valley ano 
Pioneer Meadows sutulraisions. all ot 
which include areas served by residen­
tial well water. Crawford was concerned 
alwul what she believed to be an 
unusually high Incidence of serious i l ­
lnesses and diseases among her 
neighbors. 

Using her longtime contacts in the 
community, Crawford documented 
residents' illnesses in those subdivi­
sions in what she called a "non-
scientific report" she presented lo city 
o f f i c i a l s . W h i l e n o n - s c i e n t i f i c , 
Crawford's fact-gathering was discom­
forting. She logged more than 40 cancer 
cases among the more than 3D0 homes 
she studied in addition to numerous 
kidney ailments, tumors and birth 
defects. 

Al the same time many residents were 
going as far as to buy bottled water, of­
ficials began well-water testing in 
response to Crawford's concerns. Early 
findings produced Ihe information thai 
diethyl phthalate ester, a common 
ctiemica! relatsd in Environmental Pro­
tection Agency reports lo birth defects in 
high doses, existed in trace amounts in 
the well water. 

While city consultants advised there 
are no guarantees of safely in any well 
water in urban and suburban areas, of­
ficials and residenis were relieved lo 
find subsequent tests indicated diethyl 
phlhalale ester levels in Novi well water 
were well within safe limits. 

Adding further impetus to concerns 
about groundwater was the Ouazile Cor­
poration's request lo store polyster 
resin (a harardous chemical the firm 
uses for producing industrial floor

bricks) in double-walled tanks. 
While the state Department of Natural 

Resources gave its approval, along wilh 
the Water Resources Commission, 
ne ighbor ing res idents fumed — 
especially after Novi Fire Chief Arthur 
Lenaghan told officials his department 
could "probably not" put oul a fire al Ihe 
Quazlte building. Lenaghan qualified the 
statement by saying his department 
couldn't guarantee the safe outcome of 
any fire. 

As part of a gradually growing concern 
over groundwater throughout the stale. 
Novi officials ordered a thorough study 
of potential environmental hazards, in­
cluding documentation of underground 
chemical and fuel storage tanks. 

Fire department officials carried out a<s 
complete a record of underground ar I 
above-ground tanks as was possible i -
ing written and oral sources for their i, • 
vestigation. What they found was startl­
ing — at least 232 underground tanks 
containing flammable substances exist 
in the city limits. 

"Everybody's a little surprised al the 
number of them and al their age, " said 
Lenaghan. All the tanks were inspected 
by department officials and many were 
ordered removed al the owners' ex­
pense. None, according lo inspectors, 
showed any signs of leakage. 

In November, city engineering con­
sultants JCK and Associates presented 
city officials a catalog of potential pollu­
tion sources in the city, in a report called 
Environmental Inventory for the City of 
Novi. 

The Inventory included information 
about existing contamination siles, iden­
tification ot businesses with varius 
storage and discharge permits, com­
panies using critical or hazardous 
chemical materials, registered hazar­
dous waste generators and the 
underground tank listing compiled by 
the fire department.

Middle Rouge River at 
Nine Mile Road 

The Meadowbrook Lake Dam is at the lower end of the Wal'ed 
Lake branch of tfie Middle Rouge River. This stream is the main 
artery into wtiicti approximately 7 0 % of ttie city's stormwater runoff 
flows. Because ttiis stream services such a large portion of the ci­
ty, it was important that it's efficient operation be maintained. 

In addition to a dam that was inadequate boih structurally and 
hydraulicaily, some of the problems that existed before this project 
was undertaken were: 

—A lake that was too shallow to function as it was intended and 
contributed nothing to water quality; 

—A winding stream between the dam and 9 Mile Road that was a 
continuous maintenence problem; 

—Culverts under 9 Mile Road that were inadequate and con­
tributed to flooding in the area; 

—A stream south of 9 Mile Road that was choked with vegetation 
and impossible to maintain. 

The improvements include a deeper & healthy lake, a larger dam, 
bank protection for the existing stream between the dam and 9 Mile 
Road, larger, deeper culverts with concrete headwalls under 9 Mile 
Road, and ctiannel improvements south of 9 Mile Road to increase 
the stream's capacity to handle major floods. 

We are proud of the work we did at Meadowbrook Lake and are 
confident that the stormwater problems in that area have been 
resolved.

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AWARD WINNERS: Marcus Glass and 
the Frank W. Kerr Company were 
selected as the first recipients of two 
new awards sponsored by the Novi 
Chamber of Commerce to honor 
businesses which have worked hard to 
beautify Novi. 

Marcus Glass received the Chamber-
sponsored Landscaping Award, while 
the Frank W. Kerr Company won the 
Building/Renovation Award. 

The new awards were established by 
former Chamber President Chartas 
Wood to honor local businesses which 
have worked to make Novi a fine com­
munity in which to do business and en­
courage other businesses to upgrade 
and beautify their own buildings. 

PARADE REST: The Delwal Corpora­
tion earned a huge vote of thanks from 
city officials on two different occasions 
during 1985. 

In January the company purchased the 
engine to the city's Novi Special race car 
for a price of $160,000. The Economic 
Development Commission took out a 
loan to purchase the engine, but the 
principal on the loan will be repaid by 
Delwal. 

And in March, Delwal President 
William "Spike" Walker agreed to spon­
sor the city's Novi Special float in the In­
dianapolis SOO Festival parade on May 25. 

"Since we sponsored purchase of the 
engine, we thought it apropos to spon­
sor the float. It's just something we 
wanted to do for the city," said Walker. 

CREME OE NOVI: Two prominent Novi 
businesses — Gusmsay Farm Dairy and 
Mohawk Liquors — combined efforts to 
produce an official city ice cream. 

City Manager Edward Kriewall came 
up with the idea to create a city ice 
cream utilizing the products of the two 
local businesses. The new flavor was 
made by adding a dollop of Mohawk's 
Creme de Menthe liqueur to a batch of 
Guernsey ice cream and adding a batch 
of chocolate shavings. 

Some 200 people submitted entries in 
a contest to name the new ice cream, 
and 10 of them submitted the name that 
was selected as the winner — Creme de 
Novi. 

BIGGER DAIRY: Guernsey Farm 
Dairy did more than develop an official 
city ice cream during 1985. 

Under the direction of Manager Marty 
McGuire, Novi's number one dairy also 
started and completed construction of a 
5,140 square foot addition to its Nov! 
Road headquarters. 

The addition doubled the seating 
capacity of the restaurant and allowed 
for expansion and updating of kitchen 
facilities. In addition, the retail sales and 
ice cream dipping areas were enlarged. 

After the addition was completed, 
Guersey received a "Cartilicata of Com­
mendation" from the Novi Planning 
Board " in recognition of the best fulfill­
ment of a general site plan in terms of 
facade treatment and landscape im­
provement." 

Planners were particularly impressed 
with efforts made to preserve a towering 
landmark oak tree on the site. 

NEW OWNERS: One of the city's 
oldest and most prestigious restaurants 
changed hands in 1985 when Bavarly and 
Lirio Angelosanta acquired the Saratoga 
Trunk restaurant on Grand River. 

The Angelosantes already owned the 
Appe'teaser in Milford and the Toll Gate 
restaurant at Fairlane shopping center in 
Dearborn. A well-known restaurant fami­
ly, the Angelosantes son, Chris, 
manages the Appe'teaser, while the Toll 
Gate is managed by their daughter, 
Karen 

The Sarotaga Trunk was closed for a 
complete remodeling job and re-opened 
as the Country Epicure in August. 
Another Angelosante daughter, Jill, was 
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Applying themselves: Meijer job-seekers 
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named manager of the new Novi 
restaurant, while yet another daughter. 
Michele, was named to be her assistant. 

END OF AN ERA: The last "Dave's" 
hamburger was served in May at the ci­
ty's landmark hamburger stand on the 
corner of Novi Road and Grand River. 

But that didn't mean the hamburger 
stand was out of business. Instead, the 
little restaurant was closed for remodel­
ing and reopened in November by Noble 
Bates. 77. 

Bates built the hamburger stand in 
1962 and managed it for nearly two years 
belore retiring and selling it to Dave Full-
ington in 1964. 

When the Fullington's lease expired 
this year, property owner Frazer Staman 
worked out a new lease agreement with 

Bates. 
Bates said he was planning numerous 

improvements, including the addition of 
city water. "There's a well out back now 
— I drilled it. And everytime you get 
busy, the well breaks down," he said. 
Bates wanted city water to improve the 
quality of the coffee. "I want the best," 
he said. 

ANIMAL FARM: It's not your typical 
business. Any business which stocks 
pythons, boa constrictors, iguanas, par­
rots, macaws and South American 
marine toads never is. But it was a new 
business nonetheless. 

The Living Science Foundation moved 
its stock of exotic birds and animals from 
Battle Creek to Novi during the summer 
to be closer to its clients — schools and 

libraries which provide youngsters an 
opportunity to meet and touch the 
various animals from different parts of 
the world. 

One of the Living Science Founda­
tion's interpreters is Erika Brown, 
daughter of Jane Brown, children's 
librarian at the Novi Public Library. 

NOT IN NOVI: The new Meijer store 
wasn't located in Novi, but had a big im­
pact on the city anyway. 

Situated on the southeast corner of 
the Eight Mile/Haggerty Road intersec­
tion in Northviile Township, the 175,000 
square foot store opened in July, 
generating significantly more traffic for 
the already-overburdened intersection 
which also serves Big Boy and 
McDonald's restaurants in addition to 
the Novi Hilton. 

NEW BUSINESS: Raid Light ing 
opened for business at 43443 Grand 
River during the fall of 1985. The com­
pany is affiliated with Reid Manufactur­
ing and Red Glass and Plastics of 
Southfield. 

The Reid Lighting showroom features 
a wide array of lighting types and styles, 
including track and recessed lighting, in­
terior and exterior lighting and decorator 
crystal chandeliers. 

STATE CONTRACT: Foote Gravely 
Tractor was awarded a contract by the 
State Department of Natural Resources 
to provide 16 Gravely tractors for use in 
maintaining state recreational facilities. 

Lisa Foote, vice president of sales, 
said it was the largest bid the company 
has ever received from the State of 
Michigan. 

PROMOTIONS: Numerous Nov i 
residents received promotions, earned 
achievement awards or moved on to 
new positions during 1983. Among them 
were:

Despite a 1-5 conference 
dual meet record (4-5 overall), and a 
sixth-place finish at the KVC meet, the 
Wildcats still qualified as one of the 
state's top 26 with a third-place team 
finish in the Class A regional in Royal 
Oak. 

Novi placed 2Sth in the state meet but 
as coach Norm Norgren said: "Hey, 
there were a lot of teams that stayed 
home." 

Top mnners were freshman Kelli 
Rolfes and junior Kristfne Huotari. Both 
grabbed All-Regional and AII-KVC 
honors. 

The Novi men harriers had a much 
tougher season.

NEW YEAK'S RAPE: It didn't take long 
for crime to strike Novi in 1985 as a 
mother and her daughter were assaulted 
by a pair of masked intruders in a com­
bination breaking & entering/rape which 
occurred early in the morning on New 
Year's Day. 

The two women were home alone at 
approximately 4 a.m. on New Year's Day 
when they were conlrontsd by two mask­
ed intruders, one of them armed with a 
handgun. Both the mother and daughter 
were tied up and the daughter ultimately 
was sexually molested by both men. 

ANOTHER RAPE: City police recorded 
their second rape incident ot the year 
less than two weeks after the first. 

A 41-year-old Novi woman was raped 
by an unknown intruder in her home in 
the Chateau Estates Mobile Home Park 
on Saturday, January 12. Police said the 
incident appeared unrelated to the 
January 1 rape case. 

The victim told police she was awaken­
ed by the chimes from the front door at 
approximately 2 a.m. When she went into 
the living room to investigate, she was 
confronted by a lone intruder who 
ordered her back into the bedroom and 
proceeded to commit the sexual assault. 

WOMAN ABDUCTED: Three males ab­
ducted a 21-year-old Pontiac woman 
from the Twelve Oaks parking lot March 9 
and raped her repeatedly before releas­
ing her on the Twelve Oaks ring-road. 

The abduction occurred in the lot out­
side Hudson's between 1 and 1:45 p.m. 
The woman told police she was getting 
into her car when two men jumped out of 
a blue van parked next to her vehicle and 
pulled her inside. According to her ac­
count, the tfiree man held her captive 
and raped her repeatedly. The only time 
the van stopped was to change drivers. 

The assailaints eventually let her out 
of the van near the Glen Oaks Apart­
ments on the opposite side of the park­
ing lot from her car. 

FATAL SHOOTING: A West Bloom-
field man fatally shot himself with a 
sawed-off shotgun after shooting his ex-
wife outside her residence in the 
Chateau Estates Mobile Home Park on 
\ - : i l 12 . 

Killed was Michael Leonard Gumay, 
38. His ex-wife, Patricia Ann Gumey, 33, 
was transported by ambulance to 
Botsford Hospital. 

According to police reports, Gurney 
showed up al his ex-wife's residence at 
approximately 6 p.m. Moments later the 
woman came running out the back door 
with Gurney in hot pursuit, according to 
witnesses. The man fired a shot and 
Patricia Gurney fell to the ground. Her 
ex-husband then kneeled beside her 
body, raised the muzzle of the gun to his 
neck and shot himself. 

"A WAR ZONE:" That's how Jim 
Sliger, owner of Sliger's Driving Range 
at 39725 Grand River, described the ap­
pearance of his business after a break-in 
that occurred in April. 

According to Sliger, il was the 24th 
time in the past 10 years and seventh 
time in less than nine months that 
thieves had broken into the business, 
vandalizing the building and helping 
themselves to whatever was inside. 

"There's nothing here; nothing left," 
said Sliger, surveying the most-recent 
damage. "Here's a business on Grand 
River Avenue and it looks like something 
out of a war zone. All the windows are 
boarded up, and it's still not enough to 
stop them from breaking in whever they 
want. 

"They just rip the window frames right 
out of the cement and comfe in. Take 
whatever they want. And there's not 
much left to take anymore. They've got it 
all." 

Sliger was particularly critical of the 
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Officer of the Year: Frank Barabas 
Olde Orchard Condominiums, which he 
believes is the home base of the in­
dividuals responsible for the break-ins, 
and the Novi Police Department, which 
he feels does a poor job of patrolling the 
area and investigating thefts. 

"It's a sign of the times," he said. 
"More people, more crime. I've been 
here since 1971 and we never had a pro­
blem until they built those con­
dominiums . . ." 

FATAL ACCIDENT: A 4(>-year-old Novi

man, Robert A. (Randy) Haass, was fatal­
ly injured in an automobile accident 
which occurred Sunday, June 22, at ap­
proximately 2:16 a.m. 

According to police reports, Haass 
was traveling eastbound on Ten Mile bet­
ween Meadowbrook and Haggerty roads 
when his vehicle was struck from behind 
by another eastbound vehicle driven by 
Karl Edward Bendert. 19, of Warren. 

Haass' wife, Michelle, was traveling in 
a car in front of her husband and had just 
turned off Ten Mile when the accident

occurred. She told police she looked in­
to her rearview mirror in time to see 
sparks from the accident. 

Bendert was later bound over to 
Oakland County Circuit Court to stand 
trial on charges of manslaughter in con­
junction with the accident. Police said 
Bendert had a blood alcohol level of .18 
and was traveling well over the posted 
speed limit when the accident occurred. 

SENTENCED: Former Novi City Coun­
cil Member Louie Campbell was 
sentenced to serve from 9 to 20 years in 
Jackson Southem Michigan Prison after 
pleading guilty as charged to two counts 
of first degree criminal sexual conduct. 

The sentence was handed down July 2 
by Oakland County Circuit Court Judge 
Steven Andrews. 

The sentence apparently brought an 
end to a case stemming back to 1979 
when police obtained six felony warrants 
for Campbell's arrest. He was charged 
with two counts of statutory rape, two 
counts of first degree criminal sexual 
conduct and two counts of second 
degree criminal sexual conduct. 

Campbell fled the state before the war­
rants could be served and remained a 
fugitive until he was apprehended in July 
1984 by Louisiana State Police. He was 
extradited to Michigan in September 
1984. 

NINJA WARRIORS: Residents in the 
Meadowbrook Lake subdivision became 
alarmed when two men described as 
wearing "wet suits" were seen prowling 
through the subdivision at approximately 
6:40 a.m. on a Monday morning in July. 

The men were spotted stopping on 
several patios during the heighth of a tor­
rential downpour. 

Police subsequently announced that 
two 15-year-old juveniles had been 
positively identified as the suspicious 
prowlers. Detective Ralph Fluhait said 
the two male juveniles are both involved 
in martial arts courses and own black 
ninja outfits. 

"Both were dressed in full ninja outfits 
with masks and wooden-type swords in 
the area around Meadowbook Lake on 
the morning in question," said Fluhart. 
"Somewhere around 6:30 a.m. it started 
to rain and the young men started runn­
ing for home, stopping on patios and 
porches wherever they could to seek 
shelter from the downpour."

N e w s that s o m e 2,000 apar tment and 
c o n d o m i n i u m uni ts received ci ty ap­
proval dur ing 1984 p r o m p t e d the Novi 
Board of Educat ion in early February to 
form a popula t ion- fac i l i t i es s u b c o m ­
m i t t e e lo study the affects of the hous­
ing boom on the d is t r ic t ' s c lassrooms. 

Tfie c o m m i t t e e ' s f ind ings , re leased in 
May. showed a potent ia l increase of 300 
s t u d e n t s wi th in the next t w o years p ro ­
vided housing and apartment const ruc­
t ion cont inues at i ts present f renz ied 
pace. 

Though the study c o n c l u d e d that the 
nearly 300 new s tudents pro jected over 
the next two years would be spread 
among the 13 grades (K-12). the commit ­
tee noted all new hous ing deve lopment 
was expected in the Novi W o o d s ' a t t e n ­
dance area. 

Caut ioning that Novi W o o d s w o u l d be 
near capacity or possib ly exceed capaci ­
ty by the start of the 1985-86 schoo l year, 
the commi t tee urged the school board to 
pay special a t tent ion to the d is t r ic t ' s 
most popula ted e lementary s c h o o l . 

The commi t tee 's pro jec t ions became 
a reality at the start of the 1985-86 school 
year when 522 s tudents in grades K-4 — 
59 more t h a n bu i ld ing capaci ty — took 
their seats at Novi W o o d s . 

The school board 's e f for ts to handle 
the overcrowding through the addi t ion of 
a mobi le uni t for art c lasses and use of 
former non-c lassroom areas sparked 
angry cr i t ic ism from parents. 

Faced wi th parental protests and the 
potential for an even greater s tudent 
populat ion increase dur ing the course of 
the school year, the board approved 
Super intendent Robert Piwl^o's request 
to convene another c i t i zens ' c o m m i t t e e 
to further study Nov i 's enro l lment and 
recommend proposed changes to be im­
p lemented by September . 1986. 

Formation of the commi t tee and 
sol ic i tat ion for vo lunteers proved a t ime­
ly propos i t ion . Only one week shy of 
naming 15 m e m b e r s to the task force, 
the d is t r ic t 's enro l lment hit an a l M i m e 
h igh . 

The increase at Novi W o o d s c o u p l e d 
with the addi t ion of new s tudents at Or­
chard Hi l ls , Midd le School Nor th and 
Novi High School put the d is t r ic t ' s 
enro l lment at 3,303 — an addit ional 99 
s tudents over last year. 

Increased enro l lment coup led wi th ad­
dit ional program needs resul ted in a 
record budget of $12.9 mi l l ion for the 
Novi Communi ty Schools in 1985-86. 

To help offset the nearly $1 mi l l ion i n ­
crease to its previous year 's budge t , the 
board approved the levy of i ts total 
authorized mi l lage of 33.04 m i l l s tor the 
1985-86 school year. The improved in ­
crease marked an addi t ion ot 1.06 mi l ls t o 
last year 's mil lage levy. 

The board d i s c u s s e d levying its ful l 
mil lage rate as early as mid-May when it 
was determined that at least $260,000 — 
or .69 mil ls — would be needed just to 
maintain the current p rogram. 

Despite the levy of its fu l l mi l lage , the 
board only was able to f inance $155,000 
in addit ional budget reques ts . Other i m ­
provements were paid for out of the 1970 
and 1974 bui ld ing and s i te funds . 

Among the addit ional i tems paid for 
out of the d is t r ic t 's general fund were 
new band and choir u n i f o r m s , h igh- tech 
computer equ ipment for Novi High 
School and four new staff m e m b e r s . 

The distr ict also took $10,000 out of its 
general fund to pay for bar r ie r - f ree i m ­
provements to the d is t r ic t ' s faci l i t ies. 

Barr ier - f ree i m p r o v e m e n t s at the h igh 
school were taken out of the 1974 
Bui ld ing and Si te Fund w h i c h a lso paid 
for new typewr i te rs for the h igh school 
and a walkway for the taci l i ty .
