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’83 legal-ese tangle
forces millage vote

A conflicting provision in the wording of a 1883
ballot proposal will send Novi voters to the polls
March 24 to decide the fate of a 13-mill renewal of the
school district's operating millage.

Novi School Superintendent Robert Piwko told
school board members last Thursday that in review-
ing the language of the '83 ballot proposal, school of-
ficials noted there was a conflict in reference to the
period of time the renewal would be effective.

While the proposition stated the renewal would be
effective for a “three year period,” it also specifical-
ly outlined ‘“‘the years 1983 to 1586."

Piwko noted that after reviewing the proposition
approved by voters in 1983, school officials determin-
ed the millage was renewed for a three-year period
from 1983 through 1985 with the millage expiring last
December.

“From a legal standpoint we could go one more
year on the tax collection,” Piwko said. However, he
noted the district is *‘dealtng with intent and not
legal aspects.

“The (school) board has always been credible

)

with its positions and statements,” Piwko noted.
““Our interpretation is that the millage has expired.”

The March 24 election will coincide with
Schoolcraft College’s special millage election, allow-
mgtthe college and school district to share election
costs.

Schooleraft College (which serves a portion of the
Novt distriet) is seeking an additienal half-mill from
voters to help defer rising costs and offset an an-
ticipated budget shortfall of nearly $700,000 to next
year's program.

Although the board established a date for the
distriet’s special election at its meeting last week,
school officials postponed setting the millage rate
until the January 16 school board meeting,

1t is gur opinion at this time that we will not have
to ask for an increase beyond the 13 mills,”* Piwko
told board members, adding that Assistant
Superintendent Willlam Barr will be looking at
salary projections for the coming school year to bet-
ter determine the district's needs.

Council keeps right
to OK key site plans

Big-scale developers will have yet another hur-
dle to clear in obtaining approval for projects in
Novi’s Town Center, following action by the City
Council Monday.,

Over objections from the Planning Board last
week, the council backed Mayor Patricia
Karevich’s preference that council have flnal say
on approving site plans for projects over five acres
in the Town Center. ‘

The issue of whether the board or council
authorize final plan approval appeared Lo be a non-
issue until the January 6 council meeting. At the '
meeting, Karevich suggested the ultimate decision
on major Town Center projects should helong Lo the
council instead of the board, as had been specified
in a 12-page ordinance amendment spelling out
design and use guidelines in the Town Center area
at Novl Road and Grand River (see related story).

The mayor sald she proposed the council’s final
approval measure to keep the elected body inform-
ed of planning events with a major impact on the
community. She noted that without the change, the
cursory project plan presentation the Trammell
Crow Company made in December for a 50-acre
development in the Town Center's northeast
quadrant would be the last time council could
review it. At that time, Trammell Crow had not
even specified what businesses would operate in
which bulldings contained In the plan.

job,” Karevich maintained. “We just need to stay
informed of what's going on ... We're talking
about maybe one or two projects; we're not talking
about many. 1 think the council should be held
responsible for these kinds of major projects. If it
is to have a major impact on the community, we
should have control over it."”

.Although the issue had not been debated among
members of the Town Center Steering Comnmittee,
councll members agreed Karevich’s Idea had
merit, and sent it to the board for consideration on
Wednesday.

BB gur.....
shatters 28
windshields

The BB-gun vandals have struck again, smashing
the windows out of at least 28 automobiles parked
along streets in Novi subdivisions during the night of
January 34.

The gutbreak of smashed windows in Novi was the
first since the windows of some 81 automobiles were
broken out during the night of October 27-28.

But this time, the vandals traveled beyond Novici- |

ty limits and left a trail of broken windows up and
down Haggerty Road from Novl and Farmington
Hills on the north to Plymouth and Canton townships
on the south.

Plymouth Township police reported 48 incidents of
broken windows, while Canton Township police
reported an additional 24 incidents. Total damage in
the two townships was estimated at $5,000,

Several other communities, including Farmington
Hills, Northville Township and the cities of
Plymouth and Northville, experienced similar van-
dalism during the night of January 3-4, according to
Plymouth Township Deputy Chief Chip Snider,

Damaged automobiles in Novi were reported in
the Turtie Creek and Whispering Meadows subdivi-
sions, the Country Place and Crosswinds West Con-
domlniums and the Novi Ridge Apartments.

According to police officlals, all the windows were
broken by a BB or pellet gun. Police also believe that
juveniles are responsible for the damage, and one
law enforcement official suggested the responsible
parties reside in Novi or Farmington Hills.

“The commeon denominator seemed to be Hagger-
ty Road,” said Deputy Chief Snider of Plymouth
Township. “They seem to be working one-half mile
either side of Haggerty from Farmington Hills to
Canton. They’re hitting every thing on the street.

“] think it's some frustrated juveniles out for a
good  time,” Snider added. ‘‘We have reason to
believe they started in the north, which leads us to
believe they’re from Novi or Farmington Hills."”

The apparent modus operand/ in all the incidents,
according to Novi Police Captain Richard Faulkner,

is for a group of*twoor-more juveniles armed with § -

BB or pellet guns to drive down subdivision streets;
shooting out the windows of cars parked on or near
the road.

After the October cutbreak, Faulkrer indicated
that police were investigating several suspects, but
the Novi police captain satd Monday that none of
those leads had panned out to the point where war-
rants could be obtained.

"“We need some help,” said Faulkner, **We need to
catch them in the act or else have some assistance
from the public. One of the best weapons we have at
this point Is public awareness that this type of van-
dalism is taking place.

“If people are aware of what's going on, they are
more likely to observe something that might be
helpful to us in apprehending the responsible par-
ties. What we need Is for somebody to catch a license
number or a good deseription of the car and then
contact us immediately.”

Any information regarding the vandatism can be
reported to Novi police by calling 348-7100.

In the meantime, Faulkner advised residents to |

take precautions against similar outbreaks of van-
dalism by using garages when possible or pulling
their automobijles as far away from the street as
possible.

The rezoning received the Novi Planning
Board's recommendation December 18,
aithough Board Member Riley Richard had
misgivings concerning the rezoning's ap-
pearance and subsequent approval prior to of-
ficials effecting a change to the city's Master
Plan — which does not provide for a conven-
tion center district.

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City retains clause
to allow expansion

In a split vote Monday night, Novi Ci-
ty Council loosened the knat on expan-
sion rights for Town Center properly
owners whose businesses conflict with
the long-range aims ol the new district.

According lto Mayor Patricia
Karevich, expansion rights for existing
businesses were an important conces-
sion city officials made when trying to
win approval for creating a “*downtown
district” in 1984,

The righls were incorporated into the
Town Center ordinance drafted for the
City Council's approval last week. But
Council Member Arlen BSchroeder
thoughl the measure governing expan-
sion rights was too permissive and per-
suaded counci]l members to return the
matter to the Planning Board for a
recommendation.

Planners last Wednesday recom-
mended by a 5-3 vote Lo leave in the
clause, even though taking it out would

have put more pressure on lhe non-
conforming businesses to relocate.
Noling only a handf{ul of businesses —
mostly auto service operations — would
be affected, Board Member William
Briggs poinied out, *'I don't think the
damage to the concept of the Town
Center is that greal.”

That sentiment prevailed — barely —
on the City Council as well.

“We're not sacrificing the Town
Center by allowing this section to stay
in,”" said Karevich Monday. *‘1 think
our working relationship with those ex-
isting businesses is something I
wouldn't want to risk by taking out the
paragraph (conlaining expansion
rights)."

Sehroeder and council members
Ronald Watsen and Nancy Covert voted
to cut out the expansion right clause;
Karevich and council members Hugh
Crawford, Martha Hoyer and Edward
Leininger overruied them.

The proposed 4.68-acre Highland
Sguare shopping center at Twelve Mile
and Novi Road hit a snag last Wednes-
day when the Novi Planning Board in-
sisted it needed more information
before it would recommend that the ci-
ty council approve a rezoning permit-
ting the developtnent.

If eventually completed, the Tram-
mell Crow Company project will con-
lain a 21,000-square foot Highland Ap-
pliance outlet as well as another 30,000
square feet of various smaller retail
stores.

The board voted 5-3 to delay a deci-
sion instead of recommending denial of
the rezoning — a sign the board
acknowledged the city’s requirement of
a report on the rezoning's traffic, social
and economic impact was unclear,
Planning Consultant Brandon Rogers
recommended approval of the rezon-
ing, though not of the project site plans,

Board Chair Ernest Aruffo, Judy
Johnson and Joseph Toth voled agalnst
delaying a decision, reasoning that
since the property is earmarked for
regional shopping center use in the ci-
ty's Master Plan (long-range planning
guide), rezoning for such use ought to
be granted regardless of concerns
about the specific project.

“You either have to say we support
the Master Plan or you've got to per-
suade the legislative body to totally
research and change it,"” said Johnson.

One reason cited for withholding a
decision was insufficient information
about the project’s impact on traffic.
Several board members agreed rezon-
ing and subsequent development could
cause severe traffic problems — pro-
blems they believed were not addressed
adequalely in the traffic impact report
prepared by Trammell Crow con-
sultants Reid, Cool & Michalski, Inc. of
Southfield.

Board Member Richard Clark said
that while the Master Plan guideline for
the area appeared to be sound, it was
“not yet time" for the rezoning to take
place. “We already have tremendous
problems at Twelve Mile and Novi,"”
Clark declared. ‘“The City of Farm-
ington Hills has already had serious
concerns about traffic on Twelve Mile,
to the point they say it is now affecting
the quality of life in their community.

“Progress is good and wonderful if
you have the infrastructure to deal with
it,” he continued. “‘But with Ramco-
Gershenson (West Qaks Il developers)

coming in and other developments, we
don’t yet have the road system to deal
with ft . . . Everyone's saying the state
or county will have to step in. That may
be what you want, but you're getting
the cart before the horse."

Charles Kureth seconded Clark’s opi-
nion, and said the board should stick to
its procedural issue that when a rezon-
ing is pursued by the developer rather
than by the city, a thorough impact
statement is required of the developer.
“There is not enough information for us
to make an informed decision,” Kureth
insisted,

Toth countered that those concerns
could be addressed in reviewing site
plans for the project itself — that the
broader question of proper long-term
land use shouid guide the beard’s deci-
sion on rezoning.

“] feel we have charted our course in
bringing the blg properties into con-
formance with the Master Plan. I
realize this may cause some problems

in the short run, but we either do this or.

sit back and watch the developers
decide what they're going to do.”

Trammell Crow had planned to ob-
tain preliminary site plan approval of
its project Wednesday. But since the
property does not yet have the proper
zoning, the site plans also will have to
be considered at a later date.

Tim Barrett, a Trammell Crow
representative, complained the city's
requirements on the issue were
“somewhal vague,” but said his com-
pany will have no problem providing
the additional information and re-
submitting its proposal at a later date.

Hotel planned at Eight/Haggerty

NORTHVILLE — A 126-room, four-
story Hampton Inn hotel is being plann-
ed for the southeast corner of Eight
Mile and Haggerty Road, across the
street [rom the Meljer store that open-
ed iast year,

Hampton Inn s a division of Holiday
Inns, Inc. Corporate officials have
estimated the construction cost of the
new hotel at $ million in decuments
prepared for a Northville Township
Economic Development Corporation
(EDC) meeting tonight {January 15},

Company officials could not be reach-
ed for comment prior to press deadline,
but an outline of the firm’s plans can be
found in documents presented to the
Northvilie Township EDC and planning
commission. Township officials said
Hampton Inn representatives expect to
submit a site plan for the hotel for pian-
ning commission review in February,

The company is seeking EDC
assistance In financing the project
through issvance of tax-free municipal

" bonds. Last week, it also sought direc-

tion from the township planning cormn-
mission, which is evaluating the entire
Haggery Road corridor plan.

In a letter to Commission Chairman

Riqhard Duwel, Hampton Inn's
regional director of system develop-
ment Davis Smith, noted that the pro-
posed four-story hetght would require
an exception from the eurrent zoning
ordinance.

The 8.7-acre, triangular parcel is zon-
ed for commercial use, but the max-
imum height currently allowed is 2%
storles. The new hotel would use 1.9
acres of the parcel, according to the re-
quest for EDC support.

A new ‘“freeway service” zoning
category under siudy by the township
planning commission would allow (in
its latest proposed form) a 48-loot
height — enough for the four-story
building proposed. The revised master
plan now under review calls for the
freeway service zoning at the Hampton
Inn site,

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South Haggerty development to move in rapidly

‘The southern Haggerty Road cor-
ridor you will see at the end of 1986 wiit
look considerably different from the
Haggerty Road corrider you're seeing
inJanuary.

_Oh, the Novi Hilton still will stand out
ag a beacon to passing travelers. Bul in-
stead of perching alone on the nor-
thwest corner of Eight Mile and Hag-
gerty, the Hilton seon will have plenty
of company.

-Workers already have started con-
struction of Orchard Hill Place, a five-
story office building located im-
mediately north of the Hilton. By the
end of this year, developers expect to
nave completed several more projects
nearby, including a bank, a medical
facility and more restaurants.

The Samelson Group, the Bloomfield
Hills-based development firm that
owns the Hilton and most of the proper-
ty along Haggerty between Eight Mile
and Nine Mile, intended to announce an
overall plan for the area this month.
But the process of obtaining a reliable
marketing study has taken longer than
project ceordinators had anticipated.

“The earliest possible date we could
announce our overall plan would be
March," said Gerald Kowalski, who is
heading up The Samelson Group's Novi
development. Kowalski was willing to
discuss In general terms what lies
ahead for the Haggerty Road corridor,
however.

Kowaiski said he expected the by«

earliest construction projects would be
those closest to Eight Mile and within
easy reach of 1-275. From there,
devetopment would spread to the nor-
thernmost parcels bordering Golden
Pond subdivision.

“We're looking for something to real-
ly frame the Hillon, something design-
ed so that it's still the focus,’ he said. "I
envision buildings with kinds of see-

through architecture, atriums,
skylights, that sort of thing."

Of particular concern, he explained,
is the property immedately south of the
Hilton: *“What we do there will anchor
that area and establish the direction
(for the area), If we make a wrong
move there. .. "

As a result, The Samelson Group is
being very careful about making the

right move there - the property's pro-
posed use is a key element in the
marketing study still in progress.
Kowalski originally envisioned a
retail/office complex and possible
festival area. Now he {s leaning toward
its development as a central locatlon
for restaurants.

“I've been talking to a couple people
in the restaurant business, and my feel-

ing is if we had a row or a group of
restaurants together in that area offer-
ing a wide range of dining cheices, it
might be a good attraction — people
could just head there or bike there
aiong the bike paths for any kind of din-
ing they want, from (existing)
McDonald’s to something as nice as the
Crystal Swan (the Hilton's restaurant).

Kowalski sald he expected by year's

E
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end to complete construction of a bank
on the norufwest corner of Orchard Hill
Drive and Haggerty Road and a
medical building, “'1'd like lo do two
restaurants and set a deal for another
office building we could use as an an-
chor.”

Among the sites being considered for
a large office building is the properly
just south of Norris [ndustries, located
on Orchard Hill Drive north of Eight
Mile. “We've had talks with Norris
about acquiring the property, so we're
not really sure what's going to happen
there just yet," said Kowalski.

An expansion of the Novi Hilton (as
soon as this year) is a virtual certainty,
he added. Kowalski is also a booster of
construction of a heliport to service the
Hilton, although the fate of that concept
is uncertain,

Kowalski said the pace of The
Samelson Group's development is be-
ing forced somewhat by other projects
in the vicinity.

Northville Township immediately to
the south is considering an amendment
to its Master Plan which would permit
four-story office buildings south of the
Meljer shopping center property. And
last week, the Livonia Planning Com-
mission approved a rezoning which
would permit development of that city’'s
largest-ever private development pro-
ject — a 104-acre corporate office Jux-
ury park east of I-275 between Seven
Mile and Eight Mile. Permitted in the
new zoning district are hotels 12 stories
in height — double the height of the
Novi Hilton, Novi’s tallest building.

We can't agree with the reason-
ing of the Novi Planning Board ma-.
jority who last Wednesday voted to
delay approval of a rezoning re-
quest from the Trammell Crow
Company. While Trammell Crow
has played hurry-up-and-wait with
several of its projects, last Wednes-
day the board bogged one down
"without any help from the
" developer.

For once, Trammell Crow ac-
" tually seemed to be on a prompt
schedule with its project: a4.7-acre
shopping center on the northwest
corner of Twelve Mile and Novi
Road. By obtaining the board’s
favorable rezoning and
preliminary site plan recommen-
dations, the developer probably
already could be preparing for
final approval and construction.

But the board voted 5-3 to table
the matter until the firm could pro-
vide a more thorough economic,
social and traffic impact analysis
— more thorough, we note, than
what recently was required of the
much larger Ramco-Gershenson
Weilt1 Oaks II project immediately
south.

The majority apparently based
-its vote on the belief that there was
not enough information to make an
- informed decision. We disagree, as
did minority-voting board
members Ernest Aruffo, Judith
: J(')]hnson and Joseph Toth. Here'’s
why:

Having spent the last two
weeks providing readers with our

prioritizing issues to be addressed
in 1986, little has been mentioned of
the recent contract settlement bet-
ween the Novi Community School
District and three of its five
bargaining units.

The expedited bargaining ses-
sions December 10-12 between the
school district and its three
employee groups (teachers,
secretaries-paraprofessionals and
food service personnel) resulted in
only minor changes to what
negotiators for both sides have
desctribed as an already *‘‘good con-
tract.”

By negotiating only a few con-
tract provisions, the district avoid-
ed the arduous and timely task of
negotiating a new contract on an
item-by-item hasis. The six percent
salary adjustment — the most
significant change in the agree-

assessment of the past year and

developing according to the new
zoning. But Trammell Crow pro-
vided minimal information in this
area for good reason: according to
the city’s Master Plan, the involved
property is earmarked for regional
shopping center use anyway.

If Trammell Crow is providing
exactly what the city carefully set
out to achieve when drafting its
Master Plan, why should the firm
be required to make as extensive
an impact statement as someone
seeking to rezone property for a use
clearly different from what is plan-
ned? The intent of the requirement
is for someone wanting, for exam-
ple, to put a factory in a residential
subdivision, to explain his reason-
ing very carefully.

What about the precedent set in
not requiring this developer to fur-
nish an extensive impact state-

ment? Actually, we see no threat at -

all, since the circumstances of this
case can be cited in future cases.
Why should our officials get picky
if someone wants to rezone proper-
ty for a use consistent with the
Master Pian?

The city itself has gone to no
small expense to initiate rezonings
in order to get the city's zoning
somewhat aligned with its Master
Plan. Along comes Trammell
Crow, actually paying the ad-
ministrative expenses to obtain
such a rezoning, and the planning
board hems and haws over it.

Aruffo, Johnson and Toth
understood this. The board would
have been well-advised to listen fo
them and in the future, not to delay
similar projects for similarly fee-
ble reasons.

Pact’s good news

ment — represents only a slight in-
crease over the 5 and 5.5 percent
salary hikes agreed upon two years
ago.

citizens’' task force studying
population trends and building
needs. The committee’s report —
expected to be released tomorrow
(Thursday) night — will un-
doubtedly warrant considerable at-
tinti?ln — both now and in the years
ahead.

Police nab fuzz buster suspects

Novi and Farmington Hills police combined
forces last Wednesday night to apprehend two
suspects in a series of break-and-enterings of
automobiles and the subsequent thefts of radar
detectors.

Thomas Scott Brightbill, 17, of Plymouth and a 15-
year-old juvenile from Canton were taken into
custody when both marked and unmarked police
cars from Novi and Farmington Hills converged on
their vehicle while it was stopped at the traffic light
at the Eight Mile/Haggerty Road intersection.

Brightbill was arraigned on two counts of ‘‘break-
ing and enlering/automobiles” in the 47th District
Court in Farmington Hills.

Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole halled the ap-
prehension of the two suspects as ‘‘an outstanding
example of cooperation and communication bet-
ween police departments.

“Both cities (Novi and Farmington Hills) have
been experiencing a rash of radar detector thelts
from automobiles parked at hotels and
restaurants,” said BeGole. “Hopefully, this will
help put a dent in the number of those crimes.”’

BeGole said Novi police became aware that so-

meone was stealing radar detectors from
automobiles when a Grosse Pointe man reported
that he left the Red Timbers restaurant on Grand
River at approximately 11 p.m. and discovered the
window in his 1984 Chrysler had been smashed out
and the radar detector stolen.

In the same general time period, Farmington
Hills police received a report from a witness who
reportedly had observed someone break out the
window of a car parked at the Farmington Holiday
Inn, reach inside and then run to a car which exited
the parking ot westbound on Ten Mile.

A description of the suspect vehicle broadecast
over the police radio was heard by a plain-clothes
Farmington Hills officer in dn unmarked car, who
reportedly observed the vehicle enter the Novi
Hilton parking lot on Haggerty Road in Eight Mile.

The officer in the unmarked car positioned
himself near the Hilton and reportedly observed the
suspect vehicle cruise around the Hilton parking lot.
The officer said he observed a passenger get oul of
the suspect vehicle on several occasions and walk
around the iot, looking in the windows of parked
automobites.

The officer summoned back-up help from both
Novi and Farmington Hills, with both police depart-
ments dispatching marked and unmarked patrol
units to the location.

After some time, the undercover officer said he )
observed the passenger from the suspect vehicle
make a throwing motion at the window of a 1984
GMC vehicle, reach inside and then run back te the
suspect vehicle which was parked near Haggerty
Road. The suspect vehicle then exited the parking
lot southbound on Haggerty at a high rate of speed,
reports indicated.

When the suspect vehicle got stopped by traffic
waiting for the light at the Eight Mile/Haggerty
Road intersection, police from both communities
converged and took both occcupants into custody.

A subsequent search of the vehicle uncovered
three radar detectors in the trunk and a fourth
radar detector on the sun visor, according to police,

The radar detectors were later determined to
have been stolen that same evening from vehicles
parked at Mountain Jack's and the Farmington
Holiday Inn in Farmington Hills and the Red
Timbers and Novi Hilton in Novi, police reports
said.

CENTURY’S ANNUAL 3 DAY ONLY

By MARY GEDDES

Not everyone is lucky enough to suc-
ceed in a career field that is both per-
sonally enjoyable and challenging, and
also offers the opportunity for economic
advancement.

But that was the case for Robert Tr-
ingali, owner of Continental Borlng In-
corporated, a machining company that
moved into Milford Village In early
November. .

I started working in machine shops
when I was 18 years old,” Tringali said,
“I always llked machining. It came
easy to me, and 1 was good at it. |
stayed in the field that I enjoyed, and I
have succeeded at it."”

But that success has not been without
setbacks for the Dearborn native.

After 15 years in the machining
business, soliciting contracts from the
likes of Ford Motor Company and John
Deere, Tringali still must work more
than 50 hours a week to maintain his
sales and keep on top of the quality
workmanship he demands.

Tringali began Continental Boring
with a partner in 1971, opening their
first location in Dearborn Heights.
While the economy seemed ad-
vantageous for expansion, Continental
moved to Farmington, and then to
ax;ﬁther larger facility in Farmington
Hills,

“We moved when we thought things
were going well,"” Tringali said. “But
we never used more than a third of that
building, and the whole company need-
ed to be restructured. We needed fo
streamline to be more efficlent.”

The last five years brought economic
depression for many machining com-
panies, Tringall said. Continental Bor-
ing survived, but not without losses.

“We finally started to plek up in
1985,” he sald.

Tringali developed a strategy for sur-
vivalin a tough market.

“T bought out my partner two years
ago, and began to restructure the com-
pany. 1 wanted lo re-size the opera-
tion," he said.

A logical, but overlooked place for the
smaller company, was practically in
Tringali's backyard. ’

“I had always liked the Milford area.
1 use to come here when I was akid. I'd
spend time in the tent city at Camp
Dearborn, and 1 would come into town.
Later, I moved here, and I knew that

the (Old Agnew) building was right in
town, but I always though that it was
too small," he said.

On closer inspection, Tringali thought
it would be the ideal place for his com-
pany.

“The building is really bigger than it
looks. There is about 13,000 square feet
in there, and it is in pretty good shape,”
he said.

There are other advantages to the
location,

“I like the town. Most industrial
parks get to be a real drag. Being in
Milferd is really different. There are
people around. There is the party store
and bakery, and you just don't feel so
isolated," he said.

The company employs 21 people, with
about three living in the immediate
Milford area. Tringali is still searching
for more employees to fill the com-
pany’s night shift,

“I hope to find people from the rural
area to work. They say that all farmers
are mechanics and that they work
harder than people Irom bigger cities.
There should be a good work force out
here," he said.

The employees typically work 10 or
more hours a day, flve days a week,
Saturday overtime hours are not
unusual for both the day and night
shifts.

Because of his love of the machinery
and his experience in operating and
repalring the equipment, Tringali
wishes he had more time to spend train-
ing his employees.

“When we first started the company,
I would train just about every one of
them. I would be with them, like [ was
their shadow,” he said. “Now I'tn
available il something goes wrong, if
we need someone to drive the truck, or
things like that, But handling the orders
and sales is a fulltime position.”

Tringali plans on completing some in-
terior and exterior improvements to the
bullding requested by the Muford
Village Council. But he also would like
to further improve the appearance of
the 49-year-old structure,

“And 1'd like to work with the village
and the Downtown Developmen!
Authority. But, on the other hand, [ am
an industrial site and there is only so
much I can do,” he said.

“I'm glarl 1 came back here. 1 plan to
be in Milford for quite awhile,” he add-
ed.

Spongy bone

‘Silent disease’ hits women hard

Cross-sections compare nor-
mal bone {top) with bone ef-
fected by osteoporosis (bot-
tom). Effected bone shows
thinning of compact bone;
spaces around spongy bone
become larger.

While “thin” may be in, American
women most likely are losing a lot more
than pounds through continuous
dleting, according to the program coor-
dinator for the Dairy Council of
Michigan.

Addressing the Northville Woman's
Club at its January 3 meeting, Connie
Gillespie noted that a lack of caleium in
the dally diets of women Is one of the
key reasons osteoporosis — or porous
bone — affects eight times as many
females as males.

The painful, crippling condition, in
which the bones become abnormally
porous and brittle so they easlly irac-
ture, affects about 15 milllon
Americans with hospitalization costs of
$81 billlon a year, Gillesple sald.

Another unsettling statistic shows
that 50 percent of women over 65 will
have the disease with 25 percent of
women over 65 suffering an
osteoporosis-related bone fracture.

Gillespie explained that women suf-
fer frem the condition more frequently
than men because their bones are finer.
Since men usually eat rwre due to their
larger sizes, they ailso consume more
calcium which helps develop denser
bones.

After menopause, women lose
calcium from their bones more quickly
due to a drop in estrogen levels. A lack
of estrogen seems to increase the
breakdown of bone tissue and makes it
more difficult to abserb caleium from
food, :

Women ulso diel more than men,
often following fad diets, low in the
calcium bones need to stay strong.

Calcium is drawn from the bones dur-
ing breast feeding and pregnancy if
mothers do not increase their intake.

Often called ‘‘the silent disease,”
Gillesple said women often are not
aware they have it until a bone frac-
tures.

She also noted the visual appearance
of a woman with osteoporosis gradually
changes. Her spine becomes deformed,
causing a bent humped back; her rib
cage drops; her stomach protrudes and
she loses several inches in height as the
vertebra compress.

Glllesple stressed the importance of
preventing the disease. She noted that
once damage is done it cannot be
reversed though lts progress can be
slowed by good nutrition.

Though the disease could strike
anyone, Gillespie said the people most
vulnerable have a combination of the
following characteristics:

O Female

O Caucasian or Oriental

[0 Small bones (if you can reach
around your wrist with your thumb and
tirst finger of the other hand)

O Family histoery of osteoporosis

(O Sedentary; do little exercise

O Diet frequently

O Smoke

(0 Drink too much alcohol

O Drink more than two cups tea or
coffee daily

O Donot drink milk

O Areoverip

O Arefrequently under stress

O Regularly take cortlsone, antacids
or laxatives

Some of the characterists are
unavoldable, but many of them are
things we can do something about,
thereby reducing our chances of
becoming victims, Gillesple sald.

An adequate intake of calcium
throughout life is important, she noted,
but surveys show that Americans —
especially women — do not come close
to the recommencded allowances,

“Women are not dolng a thing for
themselves,” Gillespie told her au-
dience, describing the lifestyle that
easily can lead to osteoporosis.

“Girls usually do well for calcium In
their pre-teens,” she acknowledged,
“but then they become figure-conscious
and often go on unbalanced diets.

““Let your teenage daughter know she
can keep her figure by going on a
balanced diet and eating from all four
food groups,'’ she urged.

She added that as children reach
their teens, many families become busy
and involved in so many activities they
no longer sit down for regular meais.

Teens often stop for fast food instead
of coming hotne, and girls eut out milk
as they go on dlets, she noted.

“It's often not until a young woman
becomes pregnant that she starts
eating well again, because she wants to
take care of the baby,” Gillesple
pointed out.

“After the baby Is born, she goes
back to her old ways,” she added.
“Busy work, running work, eating
scraps the kids have lefts, and as we
grow older calcium consumption is

about half it should be."

Glllespie sald that many people Incor-
rectly think that once they have finlsh-
ed growing they no longer need a
regutar supply of calcium.

Though most people reach full height
by about age 20, the bones can be made
denser until about age 40 by consuming
calcium, '

The denser and stronger the bones
become during this time, the lower the
chance of osteoporosis in later life.

Alfter about age 40 the bones become
thinner, losing calcium faster than they
gain it. The rate of loss can be slowed
down by eating calcium-rich foods and
exerelsing.

Gillesple said the present recom-
mended dally allowance of 800
milligrams of caleium for adults will
probably be increased due to the grow-
ing number of women suffering from
osteoporosis.

Seventy-two percent of the calcium in
the American food supply comes from
the milk group of foods.

The vegetable group provides 10 per-
cent of the calcium, mostly the lealy
greens such collard, kale, mustard
greens and Llurnip greens,

The meat group provides nine per-
cent, particularly canned salmon and
sardines provided the bones are eaten.

The grain group provides about four
percent of the calelum though it comes
mainly from the milk and baking

The remaining five percent is from
the “‘others’ category which includes
fats, sweets and alcohol.

Calcium supplements are available,
but Gillesple stressed “Get if from food
for a good, safe balance,"

She explained that some supplements
have additives and impurities with tox-
ic effects, and may not have ali the
trace elements food does to help the
body absorb the calcium.

Since caleium does not work alone in
the body and needs other nutrients to
help absorb it. A wide variety of foods
from each of the four main food groups
should be eaten.

In addition to two glasses of milk or
two servings from the milk group,
adults need two daily servings from the
meat group, four from the fruit and
vegetable group and four from the
grain group,

Too much protein, too much flber or
too much aleohol can interfere with the
body's ability to absorb caleium, she
warned,

People with a tendency for kidney
stones need to be careful about their °
calcium intake and check with their
doctor for advice, It also is important
for them to drink plenty of water to pre-
vent calcium retention in the kidneys.

For some alder people who may find
milk difficult to digest, Gillespie sug-
gested drinking it a little at a time
throughout the day, instead of all at
once, and taking it with other foods.

A nightmare-like December has tem-
porarily turned into sweet dreams for
Navi cage coach John Cichelll, With
most of the disasters of the early going
behind them, the Wildcats are now pois-
ed and ready to make an impact in the
Kensington Valley Conference (KVC)
and Milford was the first victim.

For the first time this season, Cic-
chelli had the services of his top five
players, and lo and behold -~ all five
were actually on the floor at the same
time in last Friday's 6545 victory over
Milford.

Almost lost in the shadow of the key
league win though, was Novl’s poor per-
fomance in the a non-league game
against Dearborn Edsel Ford three
days before the Milford win.

“We were flat, lifeless and
lackadaisical,” Ciechelli admitted. “'It
didn’t look like we wanted to be there.

Cichell] let the Wildcats (now 2-5, 1-1

in KVC) know how dipleased he was
following the loss and he obviously got
the point across. The on-again-off-again
Wildcats were definitely on against the
unwitting Redskins.
