u' PONTIAC - A record level of 425,000 
people were employed in Oakland 
County's private business sector during 
1985 — a figure which exceeds the pre-
recession high of 380,000 jobs in 1979. 

The employment levels were forecast 
by the Oakland County Economic 
Development Group's (EDG) 
econometric model. 

The econometric model, developed 
for EDG by the Institute of Labor and 
Industrial Relations at the University 
of Michigan, projects private sector 
employment gains in Oakland County 
of 3.5 percent in 1986 and 4.5 percent in 
1987. 

Oakland County withstood the 1980̂ 2 
recession better than most areas of 
Michigan, according to the model. Dur­
ing this period, county private sector 
employment levels dipped about 7 per­
cent compared to a state drop of 13 per­
cent. Since 1982, when private sector 
employment in Oakland County hit a 

recession low of about 350,000 jobs, ap­
proximately 75,000 new jobs have been 
created, a gain of 21.4 percent. 

Oakland County Executive Daniel T. 
Murphy said the rapid recovery is even 
more remarkable in light of the predic­
tions by experts a few years ago that 
the state would never recover all the 
manufacturing jobs lost during the 
recession. "Our forecast now predicts 
that the 25,000 manufacturing jobs lost 
during the recession will be fully 
recovered by early 1987," said Murphy. 

Murphy added: "The success of 
Oakland County In supporting the 
growth of local businesses, attracting 
new high technology companies and 
creating 75,000 new jobs for our 
residents makes Oakland County the 
leading growth area in Michigan." 

The econometric model also 
forecasts that an additional 6,400 
manufacturing jobs and 28,000 non-
manufacturing jobs will be created in 

Oakland County during 1986 and 1987 
for a total of 34,000 new private sector 
jobs. At this time, the model does not In­
clude government employment 
segments. 

The leading growth segment of 
Oakland County is in the service in­
dustries. This industry gained 24,000 
new jobs between 1982 and 1985, and it is 
forecast that another 15,200 jobs will be 
added in 1986 and 1987 for a gain of 5.6 
percent in 1986 and 6.3 percent in 1987. 
The service industry In Oakland County 
grew continuously from 1979 through 
the 1980-82 recession to 1985 at rates 
varying from 4 to 10 percent each year. 

While employment in the wholesale 
and retail trades is forecast to continue 
strong, employment in finance, 
transportation and utllites are pro­
jected to grow at a more moderate rate 
of 3 to 4 percent each year of 1986 and 
1987. 

"The magnitude of the county's 
economic growth is clearly reflected in 
the volume of new office space con­
structed during the past few years," 
said Joseph Joachim, director of the 
Oakland County EDG. In fact, he said, 
"the latest figures show that nearly 
two-thirds of all new office space built 
in Michigan during the past two years 
has been constructed in Oakland Coun­
ty." 

The Oakland County forecasts are ac­
tually the product of two econometric 
models. The first is the University of 
Michigan's national model which 
generates forecasts of the national 
economy which are, in turn, used in the 
second model — the Oakland County 
model. The Oakland County model is 
the first such model developed at the 
University of Michigan for a unit of 
government smaller than a 
metropolitan area. 

T w o m o b i l e h o m e s r a v a g e d b y f l a m e s 

Two mobile homes suffered damages 
estimated at approximately $53,500 as a 
result of fires last week, according to 
Novi Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan. 

There were no injuries in either inci­
dent, but both mobile homes suffered 
extensive damage. 

A fire in a mobile home at 631 Fled-
dermouse in the Old Dutch Farms 
Mobile Home Park on Wednesday, 
February 5, did an estimated f22,000 
worth of damage. 

Fire fighters arrived on the scene at 
4:49 a.m. to find the "whole rear end of 
the residence pretty well involved," 

said Lenaghan. 

The fire apparently broke out in a 
bedroom occupied by a four-month-old 
infant, reports said. Lenaghan said the 
owner reported smelling something 
burning at 4:30 a.m. and checked it out 
but was unable to find anything. Shortly 
later, he observed smoke in the 
residence and was able to get both his 
wife and the Infant outside before they 
were Injured. 

Lenaghan said the probable cause of 
the fire was an electrical problem. 

He added that response time was 

slowed by the condition of Napier Road. 
"The road was in terrible condition," 
said Lenaghan. "We had to take our 
trucks down there at five miles per 
hour." 

The second fire Involved a mobile 
home at 30125 Joliet Court in the 
Chateau Estates Mobile Home Park 
and occurred Monday, February 10. 
The call came in at 12:08 p.m. and fire 
fighters arrived on the scene at 12:19 
p.m. to find the residence fully involved 
with flames. 

The fire was reported by a neighbor 
who saw smoke and flames coming out 

the back, Lenaghan said. Nobody was 
in the residence when the fire occurred. 

Lenaghan said the mobile home suf­
fered extensive damage. "Half of it was 
still there when we arrived, but the ex­
tent of heat and smoke damage appear 
to have rendered it a total loss," he 
said. 

Fire investigators from the Oakland 
County Sheriff's Department were call­
ed to investigate the blaze, but were 
unable to determine the cause due to 
the extensive damage. Estimated value 
of the loss was placed at $31,500.

The council voted unanimously to establish the policy, although Council 
Member Arlen Schroeder said he reserved the right to reverse his vote if the 
ban on cigarettes proved detrimental to Hoyer's ability to function coherently.

F a x o n p r o p o s a l p r o t e c t s a u t o b u y e r s 

A bill introduced by State Senator 
Jack Faxon (D-Farmington Hills) 
woiUd fill a gap in Michigan's consumer 
protection laws. 

Under current law, a person who 
buys a new car or a dealer/-
demonstrator model from a dealership 
has almost no protection if that car was 
severely damaged prior to sale. 

Other than to avoid bad customer 
relations, the dealer has virtually no in­
centive to inform a prospective pur­

chaser that a car has been damaged. 
The Faxon bill would require a new 

car dealer to fully inform a customer 
about all damage the dealer knows or 
should know about it, if the damage 
amounts to $500 or more. 

"I heard about a case where a 
dealer/demonstrator car was hit by two 
police cars involved In a high-speed 
chase," said Faxon. "The city's in­
surance company paid for the repairs, 
and the car was sold as new. 

"It wasn't until the unfortunate 
owner confronted the dealership about 
the severe problems with fit, finish, rat­
tles, missing parts, bad brakes and bent 
wheel rims that they admitted the 
source of the damage. 

"The owners had no relevant 
recourse except to swallow their pride 
and take the car back to the dealership 
whenever a new problem was 
discovered." 

Under the bill, if a car is being sold as 
new or as a demonstrator model, the 
dealer would have to provide the 
customer with written notice of all 
repairs made to the vehicle. The notice 
would indicate the area of damage, cost 
of repairs and a description of each ma­
jor part repaired or replaced. 

If the dealer faUed to fully inform the 
customer, the car could be returned for 
a full refund. 

C i t y s e e k i n g f u n d s 

t o c o m p l e t e c e n t e r 

Novi's City Council has made it 
perfectly clear that it wants the new 
civic center to be first-class. 

"We've been looking forward to a city 
hall in this community for many years, 
and I do not want to see one item cut 
short provided we can find the money 
within the budget constraints we told 
the voters," stated Council Member 
Martha Hoyer at the February 10 ses­
sion. 

Hoyer made the comment after hear­
ing a report from Matthew Quinn of the 
Civic Center Planning Committee. In 
essence, Quinn informed council 
members that it appears the cost of the 
proposed civic center may be 
somewhat higher than originally an­
ticipated. 

"We're now at the stage of refining 
our plans . . . getting down to specific 
items, and we're concerned that our 
original cost estimates might have been 
somewhat low," stated Quhin. 

Quinn emphasized that the possibility 
costs will run higher than expected is 
only speculation at the current time. 
"We won't know for sure what our costs 
are going to be until we actually take 

bids," he explained. 
Assistant City Manager Craig Klaver 

told The News after the meeting that ci-
ty officials are concerned the recent 
boom in construction may result n̂ 
higher prices. 

Klaver also noted that two building 
trades are scheduled for contract 
negotiations which could result in 
higher than anticipated construction 
costs. 

In addition, the bids for civic center 
construction are scheduled to be let in 
late summer - a time when bids tradi­
tionally come in somewhat higher than 
they do at the start of the construction 
season. 

To cover any cost overruns the coun­
cil gave informal approval to a pro­
posal that would generate an additional 
$438,000 in revenues. The plans calls for 
a special assessment of 5 percent 
against Buildhig Department reveniies 
and 1 percent against Sewer & Water 
Department revenues. Both depart­
ments are self-supporting, Klaver ex­
plained, and the city previously has 
levied charges agahist their budgets for 
use of office space.

An addendum to Robert's Rules of 
Order is hi the works for the Novi Plan­
ning Board. 

Board members are discussing Issues 
and possible rule changes suggested by 
a special committee appointed to 
review board policies. While no official 
action has yet been taken, it's likely 
several changes may be put hi effect 
soon - possibly if and when city council 
approves changing the board to a plan­
ning commission. 

Among the changes being discussed 
are:

• Requiring the vicenihair or alter­
nate to attend all zoning board of ap­
peals meetings dealhig with a planning-
issue. 

• Effecting an 11:30 p.m. adjourn­
ment time, unless the rule is waived by 
the chairperson. No adjournment will 
be called if there are petitioners still to 
be heard or if administration needs 
direction from the board on a matter 
that cannot wait untU the next meeting.; 

• Instituting a monthly meeting in 
addition to regular meetings for the 
purpose of discussing planning issues 
without plan approvals or other routine 
bushiess.

Approximately two million car 
owners in Oakland, Wayne and 
Macomb counties are getting extra in­
structions this year with their license 
plate renewal applications. They're 
receiving notices that their vehicles are 
subject to exhaust testing to determine 
the amount of pollutants being emitted 
into the atmosphere. 

The test, which is available at local 
service stations, takes approximately 
five minutes if the car is properly 
warmed up. 

The testing program was mandated 
by the federal Environmental Protec­
tion Agency when tests conducted in the 
late 1970s showed metropolitan 
Detroit's air quality levels for ozone 
and carbon monoxide exceeded federal 
standards. 

"In a perfect world, everybody would 
need to undergo the test," said Rodger 
James, director of Michigan's auto ex­
haust testing program. "Unfortunately, 
we don't live in a perfect world and the 
area where Uie federal government 
mandated changes was the tri-county 
area." 

The federal government had promis­
ed to withhold permits and funding for 
constmction projects unless the state 
implemented the testing program. 

J a m e s : 'In a per fect world, 
everybody would n e e d to undergo 
the test . Unfortunate ly , we don' t 
live in a per fec t world and the area 
where the federa l government man­
dated c h a n g e s was the tri-county 
area . ' 

James added that since the program 
went into effect January 1, no permits 
and no funds have been withheld. 

Originally, James said, the state ex­
pected 1,500 facilities would be licensed 
to perform the exhaust testing. 
However, as of February 8, only 1,150 
service areas had received their licens­
ing. 

"There was some concern last sum­
mer that Uiere weren't enough facilities 
to perform the testing we anticipated 
we would need," James said. "That 
problem has been resolved, and we an­
ticipate we will have ti^ required 
number of testing places by Spring." 

Testing facilites must already be 
licensed by the state of Michigan before 
they are eligible for auto exhaust 

testing (AET) licensing. There is a $50 
charge for the license, and mechanics 
performing the actual tests must be 
tested by the state. 

Individual facilities also must pur­
chase the emission testing machine 
which costs about $7,000. 

Although the state does not mandate 
the minimum cost of Uie test, James 
said Uiere is a $10 maximum charge. 
He added that he knew of only one 
facility - Chrissman Cadillac - which 
offered the test for less than the max­
imum, alUiough early in the program 
anoUier testing facility advertised Uie 
emission test for $10 wiUi a coupon. 

"We had a chat wiUi Uiem and sug­
gested Uiat Uieir advertising was 
misleading and they have since 

withdrawn Uie coupon offer," James 
said. 

While it was anticipated that most 
vehicles would pass the test, for Uiose 
which don't, Uiere is a $65 limit Uiis 
year (that limit is expected to rise) 
which a customer may be charged for 
repairs. 

If repairs to the car exceed the limit, 
the customer may opt for a "low emis­
sion tune-up", which, when completed, 
may serve as a waiver for the vehicle.. 

All vehicles more Uian one year but 
less than nine years old, excepting 
dlesel or electric-powered vehicles, 
motorcycles or mopeds or which weigh 
more than 8,500 pounds must be tested 
under state requirements. 

Cars or light trucks owned by 
Medicaid or general assistance reci­
pients do not need to be tested.

LANSING - Renewed efforts to gain 
suburban influence on the Detroit 
Water Board has several lawmakers 
pledging support in Lansing. 

Spearheaded by State Representative 
John Bennett (D-Redford Township), 
the efforts follows recent disclosures of 
sloppy bookkeeping procedures by the 
Detroit Metro Water and Sewer 
System. 

An audit conducted by the firm of 
Peat, Marwlck, Mitchell cited several 
management and accounting ir­
regularities that led to improper bUllng 
of residents. 

Bennett called the water system "an 
operating disaster looking for a place to 
happen. 

"In my 40 years in the accounting 
profession, I have never seen a finan­
cial report showing so many material 
weaknesses and serious deficiencies," 
said Bennett in a recent letter to state 
lawmakers. 

Bennett believes the operation would 

be Improved if a Regional Water 
Authority were established, allowing 
greater representation from the 
suburbs which contribute 70 percent of 
Uie system's revenues. CurrenUy, the 
seven-member board is appointed by 
Detroit Mayor Coleman Young. Only 
one mUllon of Uie system's 3.5 mUlion 
customers are Detroit residents. 

State Representative WUlis Bullard 
(R-Hlghland) is among the legislators 
who have expressed support for Ben­
nett's proposal to expand suburban in­
fluence on the Detroit Water Board. 
BuUard's 60th District includes Novi. 

Bennett said he plans to have the 
draft in bUl form within a few weeks. 
He said a new board should be larger, 
maybe nine members, with suburban 
areas selecting their own represen­
tatives. 

Bennett was critical of Young's ap­
pointees, saying "he's appointed people 
who haven't done anything. 

"I'd lUce to see some CPAs put on that 

board," Bennett added. 
He said he is concerned that the 

system be operated efficiently so that 
"water rates won't be raised every 
year." 

The 3>/i>-page audit report Includes 
these disclosures which Uie firm recom­
mends be corrected. 

• Accounts are not routinely up­
dated, for instance, to list wheUier a 
location is even occupied. 

• Consumption records are not up­
dated for sometimes four year, throw­
ing off correct bUlIng amounts. 

0 Procedures that would have stop­
ped disputed late charges were not in 
place over a two-year period of time. 

• Physical inventories were un-
conducted. And certain contracts also 
were unrecorded. 

• Balances on bank statements were 
not done during the year. 

• Errors went undectected because 
monthly balances on accounts, such as 
suburban municipal ones, were not 

done. 
A legislative effort to increase subur­

ban representation on the Detroit 
Water Board was attempted unsuc­
cessfully five years ago. That bUl, 
which Bennett also drafted, passed the 
state House but was never reported out 
of the Senate's utUity committee. Ben-, 
nett blamed the large Detroit blQ& for 
its demise. : -

"Detroit has 19 (lawmakers) In the 
House and four or five Senators so it's 
very difficult to pass anything. (of 
suburban concern)," said Bennett. ; 

NoneUieless, he said he Is optimistic 
about Uie bUl's chances for success this 
time around because "a lot of people 
have changed their minds about this 
sort of Uilng." He said disclosures such 
as Uie accutningaudU should help. ' 

The audit report, dated last March 22 
and marked confidential to Young apd 
members of the Detroit city councU and 
water board, only recenUy came to his 
attention, Bennett said.

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teachers Karen Tomilo, Jill KurU, 
Barbara Knight, Oreathta Farley 
and Wendy Gould along with PTO 
President Cindy White. 

Imricic believes several factors 
were responsible for the selection of 
Orchard HUls. 

"We tried to bring out the fact that 
we were involved with the Wayne 
State University (WSU) staff 
development program for three 
years," said the Orchard Hills prin­
cipal. 

"Through that program we were 

able to identify needs and then 
received funding from the federal 
government through Wayne State to 
develop programs to meet those 
needs." 

Imrlck said one of the focuses of 
the WSU program was improving in­
structional programs in math and 
reading. The school sponsored in-
service programs to help teachers 
develop responsibilities for teaching 
specific objectives and monitoring 
systems to determine if the objec­
tives were being achieved. 

In addition, educational con­

sultants were brought in to lead 
seminars on the latest classroom in­
structional techniques and to 
demonstrate the importance of work­
ing as a team. 

"One of the focuses here has been 
to determine if children are learning 
what they're being taught," explain­
ed Imrlck. "All too often teachers are 
satisfied to have taught a certain ob­
jective without going back to find out 
If the student has learned that objec­
tive. 

"I think one of our major ac­
complishments has been the develop­

ment of 'mini-mastery' tests that 
show whether the child has mastered 
an objective. If the test shows the ob­
jective has not been mastered, we'll 
go back and re-teach it to make sure 
that learning is taking place." 

Other factors cited by Imrlck for 
the success of the Orchard Hills pro­
gram include parental involvement 
as illustrated by the work of the 
Parent/Teacher organization, high 
scores on the MEAP and the support 
provided by the school board and 
school admhiistration. 

"Our PTO is very active, not only 

In providing parent volunteers to 
assist teachers and students, but also 
in sponsoring 'social' activities in the 
school," he said. 

"Activities like pancake dinners, 
and ice cream socials not only raise 
money for the school but also serve 
the very valuable purpose of creating 
the spirit of a school family." 

Imrlck also praised the school 
board and school administration for 
their support of education. "They're 
very interested in achievement," he 
said. "They're supportive of 
anything that will improve student 

education." 
Although pleased with having been 

named one of the top elementary 
schools in Michigan, Imrlck said he 
does not view the honor as an indica­
tion that Orchard HUls has achieved 
all that it can. ^ ^ 

"We don't have the attitude that 
we're a perfect school or that we've 
achieved all we're capable of achiev­
ing," he said. "We haven't. 

"What's important is the attitude 
of constantly re-assessing what 
you've been doing to see if there's a 
way of doing It better."

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disruption to the famUies of those re­
quired to move, the task force recom­
mended the board consider a two-
year implementation (September 
1986 to June 1987). 

The two-year proposal recom­
mends all students entering 
Idndergarten as well as first and se­
cond graders in 1986-87 be required to 
attend school in the new attendance 
area. All 1986-87 third and fourth 
graders may stay hi the current 
school or may opt to go to the school 
in the new attendance area. 

All new residents in the attendance 
area wUl be required to attend the 
elementary school within the new at­
tendance boundary regardless of 
their grade level-

However, famUies with more than 
one chUd attending an elementary 
school would be aUowed to send 1986-
87 klndergartners, first and second or 
third graders to school with their 
older siblings at Novi Woods. 

The committee also has recom­
mended that busing only be provided 
for the duration of the implemented 
program. 

School Superintendent Robert 
Piwko told parents the district has 
verified that 18 youngsters currently 
at Novi Woods wUl have older sibl­
ings in the third or fourth grades next 
year. He noted nine students are at 
the kindergarten level, with the other 
nine hi the first grade. 

Should the school board approve 
the task force plan, those 18 students 

wUl have the option of either continu­
ing at Novi Woods with their older 
siblUigs (should the third and fourth 
graders choose to remain) or attend 
school in the new attendance area. 

Several parents told the board Uiey 
felt the "siblhig option" was a form 
of reverse discrimhiation agahist 
famUies with only one chUd and sug­
gested the board aUow for more op­
tions or forego the exceptions propos­
ed. 

Many residents voiced concern 
that the options will divide 
neighborhoods with some students 
attending a new school and others 
stayhig at Novi Woods. 

"The more simplistic way to han­
dle this would be to go with it as it is 
(without options)," Trustee Michael 
Meyer noted. "However, I think 
that's why Novi is a quality school 
district. We're letting you make the 
decision rather than us makhig the 
decision for you." 

He went on to say that he could not 
see the school board "radically 
changing this recommendation" 
when it votes on the task force pro­
posal March 27, 

Karen Wineman, the mother of a 
kindergartener attending Novi 
Woods, was the first to address the 
issue of dissimUar teaching methods 
among the three elementaries. 

"Cap you assure us that our 
ChUdren wiU get the same education 
at VUlage Oaks as they wUl at Novi 
Woods?" she asked, noting that 
parents are particularly considered 
about continuity hi the academic pro­

gram. 
Though he admitted the district 

does "have deviations" in its pro­
gram, the superintendent said the 
"levels of attainment at each 
elementary are very high and very 
comparable. 

"There Is very little difference bet­
ween the buUdhigs," he added. 
However, Piwko was quick to point 
out that "if a youngster goes to 
another buUding and experiences dif­
ficulty hi transition, we'U assure that 
we'U get them back on track." 

A parent from Whispering 
Meadows told the board she thought 
much of the discussion about the 
elementary programs was based on 
hearsay. 

"I think the feelings that VUlage 
Oaks is inferior is based on ignorance 
of that program," she pointed out. "I 
don't thhik anybody has to worry 
about curriculum in this district." 

School board president Bob 
Schram concurred, noting that 
"education in Novi is not static - it 
changes every year. 

"This district hi the past three 
years has made great strides," he 
noted, pohiting to the district's 
Michigan Education Assessment 
Program (MEAP) scores. 

"We might have different methods 
at each school but the outcome is the 
same," he said. 

Board trustee Raymond Byers also 
noted that teaching methods wUl 
change at the three elementaries as 
staff members move to different 
buildhigs. 

"We've talked about kids movhig, 
but we haven't talked about staff 
movhig," Byers said. "We'U have to 
realign staff. We're not just redistric^ 
tUigstudents, but teachers as well." 1 >, 

Byers went on to commend the. r 
citizens' task force for iookhig.atx. 
long-range as weU as immediate conv . 
cems. ^ . . 

"I thhik one thhig the committee ,. 
has done Is in setthig up boundaries',' 
they have looked at expansion," h^ J: 
noted. "They have given Novi Woods 
growth potential. 

"I'm lookhig at how quickly " 
developers are bringing in plot 
plans," he continued. "I don't believe , 
the city isn't going to grow by leaps'" 
and bounds." 

The superintendent assured ' 
residents the admhiistration wUl 
work toward a smooth transition for ; 
students and staff should the board : 
approve the task force recommenda­
tion. 

Board trustee Sharon Peichat also .' 
offered some reassurhig words to 
calm the somewhat anxious crowd. 

"We've been through so many ! 
growhig pahis hi Novi," said the 32-
year resident of the community and : 
one of the school board's longest 
tenured members. 

"I know you're always thinking the : 
worst," she said, "but we're not. 

"In anything we do, your chUd wUl '• 
always be fhrst hi our minds,'' she ad- . 
ded. "I'm sure the chUdren in this 
district wUl take the transition better : 
than their parents." 

C a u t i o n u r g e d f o r f u r n a c e o p e r a t i o n s 

With furnaces working almost continuously due to 
freezhig temperatures, Consumers Power Com­
pany is warning homeowners to take necessary 
precautions if they suspect faulty furnace opera­
tion. 

"It is very important that homeowners who 
suspect they might have a problem with their fur­
nace operation take action quickly," said John Rob-
bins of Consumers Power's Livonia District. 

Furnaces require large amounts of air to bum gas 
properiy. Also, the combustion products must be 
safely removed through a vent. Lack of air for com­

bustion, or improper venting, can cause dangerous 
combustion fumes and can cause chronic 
headaches, nausea or even unconsciousness. 

"Because of simUarities, it is possible that eariy 
stages of carbon monoxide poisoning can be 
misdiagnosed as the flu," said Robbins. "A simple 
blood test can detect the effects of elevated carbon 
monoxide inhalation. 

"One sign that might hidicate the furnace is not 
venthig properiy is excessive moisture buUd-up on 
the walls and ceUhigs inside the home. If a 
homeowner suspects a problem, he should call a 

qualified heathig contractor," Robbins advised. 
Robbins recommended that homeowners check 

the following items: 

• The chimney should be kept completely free of 
leaves, nests and other obstructions. 

• The vent pipe should be tightly connected to 
the chimney and be free of rust or holes. 

• Furnace blower door ± o u l d be kept shut. 
• Any enclosed appliance that is operating

se rv i ce is ve ry impor tan t . A f t e r a l l , they argue, 
you can change your packag ing , you r promo­
t ion o r your adver t i s ing , but it is ve ry di f f icul t 
and usual ly not recommended to change the 
name . 

We consumers l ea rn to associate the two 
together and if i t ' s changed, i t can m e a n pro­
b lems for the product . Tha t ' s why i t 's not 
unusual for a company to spend as m u c h as (1 
m i l l i on to come up wi th the r ight name . P roc to r 
and G a m b l e spent that m u c h to come up with 
Coast soap and Tide detergent. (They obviously 
spent a lot of t ime on the beach.) 

Mos t new automobi les a re n a m e d four or 
f ive yea rs before they ever hit the market . 

Nowadays , c a r s often have s t range-modem 
names l i ke Laser, Tempo and Ceiica, or se­
quences of numbers and let ters l i ke Z-28, RX-7 
and 300 SX. T h e reason for this is that a l l the 
good names h a v e a l ready been taken. If you 
want to name a new c a r a f ter a horse, good luck 
f ind ing one that hasn ' t been used {Pinto, 
Mavericic, Mustang, Bronco e tc . ) . A s a mat ter 
of fact , most good a n i m a l names have been us­
ed , w i th lean ings toward cats (Cougar, Botxat, 
Lynx, Jaguar etc.). 

One of the new t rends i n n a m i n g a product 
is to sp l ice together two descr ip t i ve words into 
one s e e k t e rm . G i l l e te comb ined s i l k and 
sc ience and c a m e up wi th Silkience. Ano ther 
re la t ive ly new t rend is the use of a c r o n y m s l ike 
Kodaii&w^ Xerox. 

Bu t there a re also m a n y product names 
that become so w ide ly used and accepted, that 
it develops bito just another n a m e in our every­
day language. H o w m a n y people say , " p l ease 
pass the fac ia l t i s s u e " or " I ' l l have some 
g e l a t i n ? " I t 's a l w a y s Kleenex and Jeilo, but 
those are b rand names . They a r e so c o m m o n , 
you can even f ind them in some d ic tonar ies . 

In adver t i sments , they now say " J e l l o 
b r a n d g e l a t i n " in an at tempt to avo id los ing 
thei r t r ademark . It doesn't he lp the ident i ty of 
J e l l o if everybody re fers to gelat ta by their 

n a m e . We wear den im jeans and dr ink co la soft 
d r i nks but we say Levi's and Coke. We also 
throw around a spher i ca l saucer and ca l l it a 
Frisbee. E v e n ou r underwear has become 
BVD's. 

A n d then there is the opposite. The name of 
a type of product that many people assume to 
be a b rand , l i ke Granny Smith Apples. 

A n d wi th a l l the money and effort that goes 
hito n a m i n g these things, we s t i l l get the rea l 
c lunkers . H o w long d id it take Ronco to think up 
Mister Micropiione? Some names are so 
un imag ina t i ve o r r id icu lous you wonder if it 
wasn ' t p lanned that way just to d r a w attention 
to a pa r t i cu la r product . E x a m p l e s : Aipo dog 
food, B&M baked beans. Corny c o m puffs, 
Twinkies sponge cake and the ever-popular 
Ty-D-Boi. 

I ron ica l l y , a l l this commot ion about putt ing 
a labe l on a product is a re la t i ve ly new adver­
t i s ing scheme. Legend has it that Har ley P r o c ­
tor, a founder of P r o c t o r and G a m b l e , named 
Ivory soap after hear ing a se rmon in qhurch 
that quoted the B i b l e and used the word ivory . 
Th i s happened in 1879, and s ince Ivory was in­
t roduced, it has been one of the company ' s best 
se l l h ig p r o d u c t s — s t i l l is today.

Like Mr. Zanotti, I've also been asked 
many times to chauffeur my pre-

I don't mind Uie driving 
except for Uie ever-increasing conges­
tion in and around Uie mall. What could 
be a 20-minute round trip often turns in­
to 40 or 60 minutes.

As The Novi News has reported, Uie 
state and county do not have Uie funds 
to bail Novi out. 

We have to come up wiUi local solu­
tions, working wiUi developers to pro­
vide efficient, safe traffic patterns. If 
this necessitates a slowing down of new 
development until our roads can ac­
commodate more traffic, so be it. 

HealUi, safety and welfare of people 
should come first. Let's not build a city 
Uiat people don't want to live in some­
day.

The National Reye's Syndrome Foun­
dation (NRSF) is warning parents to be 
aware of Uie symptoms of Reye's Syn­
drome, a fatal children's disease Uiat 
has been associated wiUi Uie flu, 
chicken pox or upper respiratory il­
lnesses. 

Federal healUi officials say Uie 
winter flu season is taking a heavy toll 
on school children, and Uie outbreaks 
are expected to Increase in coming 
weeks. An epidemic of flu-type illnesses 
Is commonly followed by an increase in 
Uie number of cases of Reye's Syn­
drome. 

Influenza has been reported In 28 
states, and most cases have been Type-
B influenza, a virus more frequently 
associated with outbreaks in children. 

AlUiough Its symptoms are similar to 
oUier flu viruses, Type-B flu can ben a 
forerunner of Reye's Syndrome, a 
neurological disease with a 20 percent 
death rate. 

Reye's Syndrome affects children 
from infancy through young adults and 
can develop Uiree to five days after Uie 
onset of the chicken pox, an upper 
respiratory Illness or other viral infec­
tion, It affects all organs of Uie body, 
but predominanUy Uie liver and brain. 
It Is non-contagious and Is often 
misdiagnosed as encephalitis, men­
ingitis, diabetes, poisoning, drug over­
dose or sudden infant deaUi. 

After a viral infection has seemingly 
run its course and Uie person Is feeling 
better, Uie following symptoms should 
be treated as serious and possibly as 
Uie first indlcaUon of Reye's Syti-
drome: 

• Persistent or continuous vomiting 
• LIsUessness (loss of pep and 

energy, drowsiness) 
• Personality change (Irritability, 

combaUveness or slurred speech) 
• Disorientation (unable to identify 

whereabouts or family members) 
• Delirium, convulsions 
A life can depend on early diagnosis, 

Reye's Syndrome should be suspected 
In any child or young adult who shows 
any of Uie above symptoms. Phone your 
physician immediately if Uiese symp­
toms develop and tell him/her you 
suspect Reye's Syndrome. 

If your doctor Is not available, take 
your child to an emergency room pro-
mpUy. Two liver function tests can be 
done to determine Uie possibility of 
Reye's Syndrome. There is a 90 percent 
chance of recovery when the syndrome 
Is treated in its earliest stages by physi­
cians and nurses experienced in Uie 
treatment of Uie disease. 
Thomas Price, executive director of 

Uie NRSF, said Reye's Syndrome can 
strike at any time wiUiout much warn­
ing. "No child or young adult is immune 
against Reye's," he said.

Jim Boylan is discovering that the 
shiny piece of metal he once cherished 
Isn't all it's cracked up to be. 

The former Green Oak Township 
police chief currently is in his fourth 
year as a private investigator. And 
even though his police badge opened 
several doors during 18 years on the 
force, he says it sometimes got in the 
way. 

"The badge can be good and bad," 
said Boylan, whose detective agency is 
located on Main Street in Brighton. "It 
puts you in control of a lot of situations, 
but It also turns people off. 

"As a private Investigator, I've found 
that people are more open with me. 
They're not intimidated, so they'll talk 
freely and on the level. Of course, now 
that I don't have the badge, they don't 
have to talk if they don't want." 

Boylan offered an example of the 
badge-less benefits. He said he once 
was taken into six different "dope 
houses" by an Informant while in­
vestigating a homicide in Livingston 
County. 

"That was the first time it really 
dawned on me that not having the 
badge made a difference," Boylan said. 
"Those people all knew I was a PI, yet 
they were talking to me about a lot of hi-
teresting things." 

As a private investigator, Boylan no

longer is involved with apprehending 
suspects. He still can make a citizen's 
arrest, but admits he usually just 
reports hiformatlon to his clients. 

Boylan does carry a gun, however, 
and says It's for "obvious protection 
purposes." He has never been Involved 
In a shooting incident as a private in­
vestigator. 

Boylan, 45, began police work in 
Grand Rapids in 1963. He then was a 
sergeant on the Federal Narcotics Task 

Force in Detroit for 13 years before tak­
ing over In Gi'°en Oak in December of 
1978. 

"I just wanted to do something dif­
ferent," said Boylan, who resigned 
from Green Oak in August of 1982. "I 
knew I would always be involved In 
police work, but I wanted to get away 
from the grind. 

"I really like it, too," he added. "In

63,000 in 1985 to a six-year high of 3.934 

Vnillion. Michigan's employment peak­
ed in 1979 when it averaged a record 
3.979 million. 

As employment improved so did the 
state's jobless rate which fell to an 
average of 9.9 percent last year - a full 
percentage point below the 1984 
average of 11.2 percent and 5,6 percent 
below the 1982 peak average of 15.5 per­
cent. 

It was the first time that Michigan's 
annual average unemployment rate 
has been in single digits since 1979 when 
it averaged 7.8 percent. 

Simmons noted that the largest job 
gains occurred among men as their 
employment total grew by 45,000 to 
2.225 mUlion. 

Employment among women grew at 
a slower pace to 1,709 million, an in­
crease of 18,000. 

Overall teenage unemployment fell in 
1985 to 22.2 percent from 24.5 percent in 
1984. The jobless rate for black teens in 
the state increased to 57.7 percent from 
51.6 percent in 1984.

this field, you can do the things you 
want to do and deal with the people you 
want to deal with. You can be selective 
to an extent, and that's nice." 

Boylan spends most of his time woric-
ing for insurance companies and in­
vestigating possible frauds. For exam­
ple, if a company is suspicious about a 
claim, they will call Boylan and asic 
him to talic to the people Involved and 
compile facts. 

After a few days of investigating, 
Boylan reports bacic to the company. 
His three most common conclusions are 
fraud with proof, no fraud with proof, 
and possible fraud with no proof. 

"There are a lot of phony claims out 
there," Boylan noted. "The real bad 
area Is auto theft. I've heard figures 
that say anywhere from 15 to 50 percent 
of all auto theft claims are phony. 

"I really can't say if that's true or 
not, but 1 will say that I see a lot of bad 

ones." 
Boylan also Investigates fire losses, 

body Injuries and other types of theft 
for Insurance companies. He checlcs in­
to criminal defense and domestic pro­
blems on an individual basis as well. 

Boylan employs one full-time in­
vestigator, Tom Reese, and five part-
timers. Boylan and Reese worlted 
together In Green Oak, and Reese also 
is a current part-time officer In South 
Lyon. 

"Tom and 1 work closely on some 
cases and alone on others," Boylan 
said. "There are times when you want 
two people at an Interview though. One 
reason Is to read the other people at the 
scene and another Is for protection." 

Boylan does not get Involved with 
domestic work very often. Actually, he 
tries to talk people out of using his ser­
vice. 

"First of all, we don't come cheap 
and a lot of people can't afford us," he 
said. "We mainly try to advise people 

on what their alternatives are. If 
they're dead set on us, though, we'll 
usually do it. 

"We don't take pictures In the motel 
room like you see on television. We 
might put people inside the motel at a 
time and outside at a time, but we'll let 
the judge decide what actually went on 
in the room." 

Boylan's job requires knocking on 
doors and talking to a lot of people. He 
also performs surveillance, which is 
better known as a stakeH)Ut to televi­
sion buffs. 

"Television makes PI life seem a lot 
more exciting than it really Is," Boylan 
laughed. "People are very curious 
when they first learn I'm a private in­
vestigator. I think they expect me to 
look like Tom Selleck and throw them 
up against a wall or something. 

"To be honest, the glamour just isn't 
there. I love the work and it's very 
challenging, but it's not even close to 
what you see on the tube." 

Boylan's agency has been moving up 
the ladder slowly but surely since 1982. 
He says he's very comfortable with his 
position and plans to continue work in 
the field for "quite a whUe." 

Boylan and several other related 
companies in the metropolitan Detroit 
area have considered forming a small 
confederation. The idea is to help each 
other since so many people approach 
the wrong service for help. 

"This way, we could direct the people 
to services within our group," he said. 
"I would be the only PI in the group, 
and if a person who needed my service 
went to one of the other places, then 
they would send the person to me. And 
then vice versa if someone came to me 
and needed someone else." 

Boylan, who stands 6'4" and weighs 
well over 200 pounds, doesn't drive a 
sleek red convertible or wear a Detroit 
Tiger baseball cap like his television 
peers. Nonetheless, he's making it in 
the PI life.

The Michigan Business 
Activity Index (MBAI) 
increased one percent in 
December to close the 
year at 137.

Love, the feeling Uiat makes the world go round, 
has been the Inspiration of artists since time im­
memorial. 

In a light hearted, tongue-in-cheek presentation 
of "Heart in Art," Detroit Institute of Art docent 
Joyce Moore translated the many love-inspired 
works housed in the DIA collection in a slide 
presentation last Friday at Northvllle Woman's 
Club. 

Her translation offered a tempting invitation to 
revisit the Institute and Inspect theorlghials. 

She asked her audience to imagine each painting 
or sculpture on the front of a valentine card, and, 
after telling them a little about the artist, subject 
and s^le, suggested an appropriate message to in­
clude in the card. 

"I hope none of you have any ripe fruit or 
vegetables in your pocketbooks," she Joked. 

Her first slide, an example of the love of a father 
for his son, was the bronze sculpture, Return of the 
Prodigal Son, by the 17th century Italian artist An­
tonio Montauti. 

It illustrates the Bible story from Luke: the 
father coming down the house steps to greet his 
repentant son, retumUig in rags after squandering 
his share of the inheritance. 

It was, Moore said, one of the 12 bronze figures on 
biblical themes ordered from the Medici 
workshops hi Florence. 

She pointed out the fine detaU poasible on the 
bronze which would not have been attainable on 
wood or stone, a tear on the father's cheek and 
holes in his son's clothes. 

'it is typical baroque Florentine bronze of the 
finest quality, because they were acknowledged to 
be the best wori(ers in the medium," she said. 

For the accompanyhig message she suggested, 
"I don't know why I love like I do. I Just do!" 

From the biblical theme she moved to myth and

legend and the pabiting by Peter Paul Rubens -
Brlseis being given back to Achilles. 

The paintbig Illustrates a story of the Trojan 
wars when King Agamemnon claimed, among war 
prizes from captured cities, the beautiful slave girt 
Briseis. 

Because Achilles loved Briseis, the khig agreed 
to return her realizing he could not have won the 
war without Achilles' help. 

In the paintbig, Achilles is rushing forward with 
his arms open wide to greet Briseis who has Just ar­
rived by ship. 

Other figures surround the lovers on the harbor, 
creatbig a lively, vivid scene. 

Moore explained that Briseis resembled the ar­
tist's second wife, and the paintUig (done on panel) 
was Intended as a sketch for tapestry for his new 
father-in-law who was a tapestry merchant. 

"A better painter could not be chosen to pabit a 
love scene than Peter Paul Rubens because he 
reaUy did a lot of loving," Moore said, "He loved 
life, he loved to paint, he loved his wife, his 
ChUdren, his home and his fellow citizens and he 
was loved by them, too." 

For the message to go with the painthig she 
chose, "Valentine, you take the prize!" 

Another of Moore's choices for the valentine 
theme was the paintbig of Pygmalion and Galatea 
by French artist Louis Lagienee, 1724-1805. 

The story, from Greek mythology, which in­
spired the painting, told of how Pygmalion, Ung of 
Cyprus, carved a statue of Galatea. It was so 
beautiful he fell in love with it. He prayed to the 
goddess of love to bring her to life. 

His prayer was answered and the painting shows 
him next to the statue as it turns from marble into 
warm, pink flesh. However, one foot still was cold 
White marble. 

"This is probably awful," Moore noted, "but the 
message to go in this valentine card is. 'Valentine, 
you're marbelousi'" 

A statue of Aphrodite by Pierre Auguste Renoir 
was another of Moore's choices. Aphrodite was In 
Greek mythology, the Olympian goddess of love, 
beauty and fertility. 

Her naked figure is represented by Renoir at the 
end of the I9th century, with a solidity and volume 
not typical of other artists' works at the time, but in 
keeping with his eariier paintings of the female 
figure. 

Moore explained Renoir turned to sculpture 
when his rheumatic hands could no longer 
manipulate a brush. 

In her outstretched hand. Aphrodite grasps the 
golden apple of discord, awarded to her by Paris 
when she offered him Helen, the fairest of women. 

The message Moore chose for the card depleting 
Aphrodite was, "Valenttoie, you are the apple of my 
eye!" 

For a change of pace, a hanging Chinese scroll 
complete with calligraphy and painting was chosen 
asavalenthie. 

It was made about 1500 and was, Moore said, the 
work of two friends who she imagines to be sitting 
In a garden drinking wine. They decided to send a 
card to a friend, who, though getthig along in 
years, has no male heirs. 

One of the friends does the calligraphy, a verse 
titled, "Ode to a Pomegranate," a pomegranate 
behig a symbol of fecundity. 

They wish their friend the blessing of a male 
heir, and add a painting which represents a branch 
with pomegranates and buds of a special type of 
melon which ripens in the fall. 

For this card, which is pregnant with meaning, 
Moorechose the message, "This bud's for you." 

Pieter Bruegal's pahithig, The Wedding Dance, 
was another of Moore's choices. The Flemish 
painter lived from 1525-1569 and his unique, easily 
recognizable style depicts the everyday life around 
him at a time when most artists were staying with 
religious themes. 

The Wedding Dance depicts more than 100 Joyful 
people dancing and celebrathig a marriage. It's a 
lively, colorful painhig, typical of the artist. 

Accordhig to Moore, it was painted on wood, and 
the thin paint allows the under drawing to show 
through, giving a good feel to Bruegal's technique. 

Moore's message? 
"Valentine, may I have this dance?" 
The Nut Gatherers is one of the Detroit Institute 

of Art's best loved paintbigs, so it too was chosen 
since it illustrates a friendship between two young 
girls which probably will last a lifetime. 

It was pahited by William Bougereau and shows 
the two friends relaxhig after a nut gathering ex­
hibition, engrossed in conversation. 

Moore said she chose the type of message to go 
with it that school friends would write in each 
other's autograph books: "Yours tUl the U.S. 
drinks Canada Dry."

There's a first time for everything. And the Novi 
swim team toolt that adage to an extreme last week. 

The Wildcats recorded an 84-80 win over Kens­
ington Valiey Conference rival Brighton last Thurs­
day (February 6), but it wasn't just an ordinary vic­
tory.

Both Eric Sarlund and Dave Bolton logged best 

times ever in the 200 freestyle. Sarlund's 1:54.8 was 
good for second and Bolton's 2:01.4 took fourth as he 
was just touched out for third place. Jon Cohen 
breezed to a win in the 200 IM (2:01.2), but his 

C o h e n b r e a k s 

c o u n t y r e c o r d 

Novi's Jon Cohen didn't prove that he is one of the 
top freshman swimmers around at the 1986 Oakland 
County Championships last Saturday (February 8). 
He made a convincing bid as one of the top swim­
mers, period. 

The 14-year-oid wonder stirred up quite a commo­
tion as he showcased his immense talent at the 
championships held at Oakland University and also 
helped lead the WUdcats to a 12th place finish out of 
25 teams. 

Not only did Cohen take first piace individually in 
the 500-yard freestyle event, his time of 4:40.54 
established a new Oakland County Meet record. It 
was also his personal best time ever and, of course, 
another school record. 

"I was very happy," Novi Coach Larry Teahan 
said. "Jon looked real good and Wî nt out and swam 
his race. He looked like he's been doing this his 
whole life, even with the pressure. 

"He took charge the first two lengths and nobody 
even came close to challenging him. It was an 
outstanding swim from a very talented young man 
and also a very nice young man." 

Cohen added a second-place finish in the 200 IM 
with a time of 1:59.45 - a lifetime best and yet 
another Novi High School record. He then ended an 
outstandhig outing by swimming the anchor leg on 
the Wildcats' 400 frestyle relay team that placed 
10th and was seeded 11 th. Cohen was Joined by Steve 
Warthman, Dave Bolton and Eric Sarlund. 

Novi diver Brian Paul also had a very impressive 
performance. His score of 352.55 was good for ninth 
place overall out of 24 divers. It was 36 points better 
than Paul compiled a week and a half ago at the 
Chelsea Invitational. 
• "(Brian) dove very well," Teahan said. "He Is 

improving, but 1 think he can still do a little better 
before the season is over." 

The Wildcats fared poorly in the five other events, 
;but it was definitely overshadowed by Cohen's 
achievements. 

brother Jeff was touched out for third. 
In the 50 freestyle, Warthman swam'a nice 24.2 

but was also just touched out, this time for a win and 
suddenly Novi's lead was gone and it was tied at 31. 

"We got touched out hi three straight races and I 
was not too pleased," Teahan said. "We had a 
chance to put them away early, but we didn't do it. 

"As a coach, you don't like to see your team lose 
the close races in your own pool. You turn those 
three around and we have a big lead." 

Diver Brian Paul set a new school record of 216 
points in the one-meter event, but it was only good 
enough for second place as Brighton went 1-3-4 to 
take a 42-36 lead. But Novi outscored the Bulldogs 
11-5 in the next event to tie it up again at 47. Matt 
Lorenz put together his best performance of the 
year in whining the 100 butterfly (59.6). Marker took 
third and Suchyta was right behind him in fourth. 

It remained tied at 55 after the 100 freestyle as 
both teams scored eight points. Warthman won the 
race (52.4) and Bolton came hi fourth. 

But it was the 500 freestyle that proved to be the 
key race for Novi. Jon Cohen took first place honors 
with a 4:44.0, but Sarlund dropped a full four 
seconds off his previous best time (5:08.9) to touch 
out a Brighton swimmer for second place. It gave 
the Wildcats a fOur pohit advantage headhig into the 
fhial three events. 

"Eric had an outstanding meet," Teahan said. 
"We fhially out-touched them for a change and we 
really needed that second place—it was real impor­
tant." 

Novi didn't win the 100 backstroke, but placed 2-3-

4 to up the lead to six. Lorenz had another best-ever 
time of 1:05 to take second. After the 100 
breaststroke, Teahan was feeling better as me lead 
was now 84-74 thanks to a first by Jon Coheir (1:09.3) 
and a third by Suchyta (1:10.9). 

"All we had to do was at least get a second to win 
the meet and that's what we did," Teahan pobited 
out. 

Bolton, Marker, Sarlund and Lorenz teammed for 
a 3:43.1 in the 400 freestyle relay and second place. 

"It was kind of the mythical KVC cbampkmship 
because we are the only two schools hi the league 
that have swimmmg," Teahan said. "It makes the 
players and the coach feel real good." 

Five days earlier, Novi competed hi the five-team 
Chelsea Invitational but no team scores were kept. 

"We didn't swim too bad," Teahan said. "If there 
would have been team scores, Chelsea would have 
won it and we would have been hi second." 

Two WUdcats took taidlvMual flrsta at Chelsea. 
Vastly improving Matt Lorenz won the 100 butterfly 
(1:00.7) and freshman Jon Cohen took top honors in 
the 500 freestyle (4:44.6). 

Other top three fbiisbes by Novi included 
Sarlund's second hi the 200 freestyle (1 :S6.5); a se­
cond for Marker in the 100 butterfly (l :02.5); a third 
for Bolton in the 10» freestyle (56.6); Sartund agahi, 
this time a third in the SOO freestyle (S: 17.7); a third 
for Tim McBride in the 100 backstroke (i:0S.9); a 
second hi the 100 breaststroke by Jeff Cohen (l :(»,4) 
and a pair of second place finishes hi the 200 medley 
and 400 freestyle relays. 
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Novi sophomore Scott Brown pull­
ed off an upset and captured the 105-
pound Kenshigton Valley Conference 
title last Saturday (February 8) in 
front of the home crowd at the KVC 
league league. But it was one of the 
few bright spots for the Wildcats. 

Novi did have several outstandhig 
individual efforts, with Brown's at 
the top of the list. But as a team the 
WUdcats finished sbcth in the brutal 
seven-team tournament. 

"I thought we were flat," Novi 
Coach Tom FriU admitted. "I think, 
as a team, we peaked last week." 

MUford took team honors with 
iSd'k pohits, 22 ahead of runner-up 
Howell, whUe surprising Hartland 
place third with 117, Lakeland came 
hi fourth (111 pohits), Brighton fifth 
(106>/i>), then Novi (76>/&) and South 
Lyon (61). 

A very loud and vocal crowd 
assembled at the Novi gymnasium 
for the meet and there was little 
doubt the KVC takes its wrestling 
seriously. The Wildcats placed two 
wrestlers in the fhials, but Brown's 
stunning whi was definitely the high 
point of the day for Novi. 

Brown was seeded third hi the 105-
pound category behhid Lakeland's 
Mike Sanderson and Hartland's Jim 
Brake. After phinhig Damon Greven 
of Brighton hi 22 seconds hi the open­
ing round. Brown went up agahist 
Brakeband trounced hhn hi a 12-0 
decision to advance to the fhials. 

Sanderson, the unanimous number 
one seed, had an easy time of it when 
the two met earlier in the season but 
on this day. Brown was determined 
to avenge that loss. In the fhial 
minutes of the third period, Brown 
broke a 3-3 tie with an escape and 
went on to a 6-3 decision, to the 
delight of the crowd. 

"Sanderson is real tough so at the 
end I just said to myself 'why not go 
crazy and pull this out,'" Brown said 
after the win. "I thhik he beat me 4-0 
earlier in the year so I was out for 
revenge and I got it." 

It seemed the only person who 
wasn't surprised about the upset was 
Brown himself. Even Fritz had a 
hard time believhig it. 

"I honesUy didn't thhik Scotty 
could do it because (Sanderson) 
handled him so easUy earlier hi the 
season," he said. "But he went out 
there and did it, and it surprised me. 
Scott did a great job. 

"Everybody, myself included, 
thought Sanderson would whi." 

The only other Wildcat to make it 
to the finals was senior Kurt 
Schuster, but the result wasn't as 
rewardhig. In the openhig round of 
the 138-pound match, Schuster 
recorded a close 3-2 decision over 

Milford's Scott Young to advance to 
the finals against Dennis WUkerson 
of Howell. But WUkerson established 
control early and Schuster spent the 
whole match trying to avoid a pin in 
the 14-0 decision. The two had wrestl­
ed earlier hi the season but it was 
much closer. 

"It surprised me that Kurt lost by 
that much because it was somethuig 
lUce 8-4 when they wrestled in the 
dual meet," Fritz said. "I thought it 
could have been closer but the result 
was about as I had expected." 

Four WUdcats lost in the first few 
rounds but managed to advance all 
the way to the consolation finals. Ron 
Nutt at 98, Luchito Mejia at 119, Ron 
Fritz at 145 and Ken Saylor at 167 all 
made it hi the fight for third piace 
and three of them were successful. 

Mejia wrestled as good as he has 
all year, accordhig to Fritz, and it 
showed as he beat tough B.J. 
Schroder of Hartland hi the consola­
tion finals to notch an impressive 
third place overall. Fritz ran into an 
old nemesis in the second round after 
beathig South Lyon's Jeff Jacobs 8-0. 
Jim Vaughn of MUford edged Fritz 2-
1 to knock him into the losers bracket 
but he rebounded to beat Howell's 
Marc Sunberg 3-2 in the finals for 
third place honors. 

Saylor lost to Lakeland's Bob 
Calderon 14-6 hi the second round but 
also fought his way to a 9-3 win in the 
consolation finals over Brightonis 
Eric Newberg. Nutt fell to Joe Hafele 
of South Lyon in the battle for third 
pace at 105. 

"I guess we did pretty much as I 
expected we'd do," Fritz said. "I just 
thought there were a few spots where 
we were capable of scorhig more 
points." 

In other action last week, the 
WUdcats ended the regular season 
with a 43-31 KVC diial meet win over 
South Lyon on February 6. It raised 
Novi's record to 8-4 overaU, 2-4 in the 
conference. 

"We handled them rather easUy up I 
untU 185," Fritz reported. "We were : 
leadhig 43-13 and they pinned us in -
the last three matches and it made : 
the score closer, but we were hi con- -
trol. Other than that, I thought we did ' 
realweU." 

The WUdcats have a full week to 
prepare for the state district tourna­
ment at YpsUanti High School this 
Saturday (February 15). There wUl 
be 22 teams represented, and the top 
four hidividuals in each weight 
classification wUl advance to the 
re^onals. 

"I'd like to think we do have a 
chance to send quite a few guys to the 
regionals," Fritz said. "Realistical­
ly, it wUl probably be four or five, op­
timistically maybe seven or eight 
and negatively only one or two."

The Novi-Brighton basketball clash 
slated for February 4 was rescheduled 
for last Monday (February 10). But as 
things turned out, the Wildcats would 
have been better off not playing the 
game at all. 

Brighton didn't have school February 
4 because of bad weather and the school 
district has a "no school, no play" rule. 
But it seemed the Bulldogs were the on­
ly team that showed up Monday in the 
73-47 fiasco at Novi. 

"We dug ourselves in an early grave 
and never got out of it," Wildcat Coach 
JohnCicchelli said. 

The correlation to a grave was ac­
curate as the game was uninspired and 
unintense. The setting could have easily 
been a morgue instead of a high school 
gymnasium. A sparse crowd looked on 
as Novi bumbed its way on offense and 
seemed to labor at the simplest of 
tasks. 

"The Intensity just wasn't there," 
Clcchelli said. "We got some of the 
shots we wanted in the early going, but 
when we kept missing them, we got 
frustrated." 

The Bulldogs had an 11-9 advantage 
after a mistake-filled first quarter, but 
after a disasterous second stanza, the 
Wildcats were already in serious trou­
ble. 

Novi actually took a brief 15-14 lead 
early in the second stanza before 
Brighton came on strong to score the 
next six points.
