Television evangelist and unof-
ficial Republican presidential can-
-didate Pat Robertson appeared at
-the Novi Hilton last Friday to real-
firm his endorsement of Wayne
: County Executive Willlam Lucas as
the Republican Party's Michigan
.gubernatorial candidate this

Robertson delivered his state-
ment of support following a lun-
_cheon meeting of local pastors
belonging to The Liberty Founda-
tion, formerly known officially as
- the Moral Majority.

“I'm endorsing Bill Lucas for
_four reasons, " said Robertson.

“First, he's a proven aad suc-
. ¢cesful administrator of a major ur-
_ban center in Michigan, which 1

While Lucas stopped short of
returning the endorsement by back-
ing a Robertson presidential bid,
the Wayne County Executive
described Robertson as a ‘‘man of
great' integrity whom 1 admire
greatly” and sald, “'i would be
remiss 1f I didn't glve (endorsing
him) serious consideration. I'm a
very loyal person, and I appreciate
Pat Robertson has placed himself

Is Grand River Avenuc becoming
another Orchard Lake Road — fill-
ed with one small shopping center
after another?

Novi City Council members ap-
parently think so. And they also
believe they have identified the pro-
blem — the Non-Center Commer-
clal (NCC) zoning district which
was adapted last year for the pur-
pose of improving development
along the eastern portion of Grand
River between Haggerty and Novi
roads. ,

- In essence, the NCC district was
designed to limi¢ the construction of
small uses on small parcels by
establishing standards which re-
ql.llrm:’s the assemblage of several

parcels.

And while It has proved suc-
cessful in forcing developers to
assemble parcels, the end result
has been that developers are plac-

to a letter that the Novi City Council
directed its engineering consultants
to send to By-Rlte last week.

The letter demanded Immediate
testing to determine whether con-
taminants recently discovered by
By-Rite on iis site had spread to
residential areas beyond By-Rite's
property.

According to By-Rite’s consulting
geologist Glenn Miller, however,
the environmental damage from
the spill is minimal. “There
hasn’t been enough spilled to go off-
site,”” Miller said. **They’re sticking
thelr nose Into areas that are not
part of their environment.

“Hydrocarbons are a naturally
occurring ‘substance. They break
down into hydrogen and carbon
which eventvally are absorbed
naturally ... It's mot a major
hazard. The contamination is
typical of many similar sites across
the country,

School in Birmingham, Shay Elementary School
in Harbor Springs and Sylveater Elementary
School in Berrien Springs.

Michigan pfivate elementaries honored were
Dickinson Area Catholic School in Iron Moun-
tain, Holland Christian Middle School in Holland,
St. Johm Lutheran School In Rochester, St.

Lorenz Lutheran School in Frankenmuth and St.
Mary Cathedral School in Gaylord,

The recognition program is part of Bennett's
overall effort to focus national attention on the
early years of a child’s education, In October, he
proclaimed 1985-86 the *Year of the Elementary
School” and announced that he would issue a ma-
jor report about the condition of elementary
education in the United States. The report is
scheduled to be released at the start of the up-
coming schoot year.

The general conceensus among Novi
ity Counneil members s that
Westhrooke Place would be a highly
dustrable development at  the
wostern entrance te the city on
virang ver at Beck Road.

The Weslhrooke Place proposal
has been put together by Joseph
Serak, the same individual whe put
iopether the Urehard Hill Place
vdevelopment @t the Eight Mite/Hag-
aerly Road inlersection.

As proposed  the multi-million
dollar - Westhrooke Place project
would include a combination of pro-
iesstonal office, hotel, commercial
and recreational development on a
Jl-ucre parcel.

Nope, Westbrooke Place seems to
e the type of development the ma-
jority of the councit wants at the
western galeway to Novi.

I's the rest of the west Grand
Kiver corridor between Novi and
#eck roads which is up in the air,

The council and commission
renewed discussions on the future of
the west Grand River corridor at a
special joinl meeting last Wednes-
day, attempting lo develop a concen-
sus to a problem for which there has
heen no concensus since the city's ex-
wting Master Plan was adopted in
HUB0.

The major problem in deciding
haw property along the west Grand
itiver corridor showd be master
planned appears to be the existence
of.several small but long-established
husinesses. The owners of Foote
aravely Tractor and Wilkins Auto
rurts. for example, have vigorously
opposed any zoning change which
would detract from their current B-3
‘peneral commercial) zoning
elassificalions.

'n an attemp! to accommodate
hose concerns, the council several
vears ago adopted an ordinance
which allows existing B-3 businesses
to continue as permitted uses in an I-
L (light indusirial) distriet.

Properly owners maintain,
however, Lhal the ordinance is insuf-
ficien! lo satisfy their interests and
maintained their opposition to any
plan that would change the existing
zoning to anything other than
‘general business."

The position of the existing proper-
ty owners is championed by Council
Member Hugh Crawford. “The real
world," said Crawford at last
Wednesday's session, “'is that you
nave some peopie who've been there
4 long time and have made plans. If [
were planning the Town Center from
the start, I wouldn't have a gas sta-
tien and a hamburg stand on the cor-
ner. Bul that's what we've got and
that's whal we have o live with.”

On the other hand, some council
and commission members believe
the city should fecus on “good plann-
ing™ instead of attempting to protect
the interests of individual property
owners regardless of how long
they've been in their current loca-

tions.

Councll Member Naney Covert
suggested Jast Wednesday that some
council members are more concern-
¢d with special interests than proper
planning. “We need te clean up
Grand River," she said. **We need to
look at what we want it to be in the
future,”

The latest proposal for resolving
the impasse is a proposed amend-
ment to the light indusirial zoning
classification which would permit
uses in an I-1 district to include over-
the-counter sales provided that the
retail aspect of the husiness com-
prises no more than 25 percent of the
overall aperation.

As has been the case in the past,
however, the proposed amendment
was greeted with widely differing
views,

Supporters included Mayor
Patricia Karevich and Council
Member Martha Hoyer. Karevich
said she supported the amendment
and was willing to allow limited sales
areas in the light industrial district.

Hoyer called the amendment
“‘necessary. What we're doing,” she
said, *'is providing for the types of
businesses and services thalt are
necessary for the community and are
not provided anywhere else (in any
other zoning classification)."”

Oppaosition to the proposed amend-
ment was led by Covert and Council
Member Arlen Schroeder.

Saying that the amendment would
“‘undermine the future of the city,”
Covert said she would not support it.
“It will seriously undermine what
we're trying to do on Grand River in
terms of good planning,' she
asserted. “If this amendment is
adopted, 1 don't think we'll ever be
able to recover it (Grand River)."”

Schroeder added that he beiieved
permitting commercial uses along
the west Grand River corridor was
inappropriate. Permitting commer-
cial development anywhere except
the Town Center area would damage
the city’s central business district, he
suggested.

Although split on the proposed
amendment permitting 1-1 uses to
have 25 percent retail sales, council
and commission members seemed to
be in agreement that office develop-
ment along the corridor should be en-
couraged.

Crawford suggested the city should
move gquickly to permit development
of Westbrooke Place because It
would set an environment for related
office development.

Commissioner Judy Johnson added
that the city should consider a new
zoning classification that would have
office development as its primary
use but also permit light industrial
uses.

Further support for establishing a
research/office classification was
provided by William Bowman, presi-
dent ¢f the Thompson-Brown
Development Company.

SEMTA approves
operating budget

SEMTA buses will be running to-
day, after board members took two-
and-a-half hours Monday approving
a $79.662 million operating budget.

Currently, there is no SEMTA
large bus service in Novi. There is
service, however, in Farmington and
Farmington Hills.

It took a compromise amendment
by board member Fred Todd to get
the 15-member board to reach an ac-
cord. Three board members —
George Killeen and Harold Grove of
Macomb County and Nansi Rowe
from the City of Detroit — voted
against the amendment. SEMTA
rules require a two-thirds majority
for passage.

The budget controversy centered
around an expected $2.1 million
deficit. Some board members
favored the City of Detreit transpor-
tation department sharing the cost of
the deficit.

Todd proposed an amendment
which would reduce SEMTA's con-
tingency fund by $300,000, increase
the amount of money SEMTA ex-
pected to receive from gas and
weight taxes by some $600,000 and
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reduce the appropriation received by
the Detroit transportation system by
$600,000. Should SEMTA income in-
crease by the end of the second
guarter, SEMTA general manager
Alfred Martin would attempt to
restore the SEMTA and D-DOT funds
in accordance with budget pro-
cedures.

Martin told the commissioners it
was probable Act 51 (gas and weight
tax) monies would exceed the
budgeted amount,” but cautioned
board members to “'avoid the idea we
are passing a deficit budget. We have
historically received more money
from the state than the amount
budgeted," he said.

Northville Township Supervisor
Susan Heintz voted with the majority
to approve the budget as amended,
and also voted with the nine
members who would have approved
the original budget. She voted
against an amendment, proposed by
Kiileen, which would have divided
the defieit and forced SEMTA and D-
DOT each to share the $2.1 million
shortfall.

All water customers with
automatic sprinkling systems are
asked to set their time clocks to
sprinkle between midnight and 6
a.m., which is normally a low-
demand period.

“This will save money,” Smiadek
emphasized.

AIDS can be threat to everyone

PONTIAC — Don't be complacent
when you read that Oakland County,
with i million residents, has reported
.only 24 cases of AIDS (Acquired Im-
mune Deficiency Syndrome).

“Anyone sexttally active can get
AIDS. It's just a matter of time
before executives bring it home from
prostitutes they pick up along Wood-
ward and Eight Mile. 1 used to live
there. I've seen 'em go into motels,"”
Richard Villaire said.

Villaire and Craig Covey are with
MOHR (Michigan Organization for
Human Rights), a statewide group
that helps homosexual men and les-
bian women. They spoke during a
county-sponsored conference in Pon-
tiac,

Last week they were saying that

AIDS isn't confined solely to male
homosexuals.
. Villaire and Covey are touring
Michigan cities on a $27,000 state
grant with a general informational
program for the public and press.
Their meeting with public and press
in the county health division
auditorium was followed by an
unadvertised, explicit one for high-
risk groups on. safe sexual techni-
ques. One of the latter was held at
Oakland University.

Besides metropolitan Detroit,
MOHR is visiting such outstate col-
lege towns as East Lansing and
Kalamazoo, along with west shore
spots such as Traverse City, which
attract tourists from Chicago.

Since AIDS was recognized in 1981,
there have been nearly 21,000
reported cases in the U.S., 161 in
Michigan and 24 in Oakland County,
according to Joel Blostein, county
epidemiologist.

The. number of reported cases
doubles every year.

Homosexual and bisexual males
account for 73 percent of the cases;
intravenous drug users, 17 percent;
blood transfusions, 2 percent;
heterosexual persons, 1 percent; and
unknown ot '‘other’' 7 percent.

Of the homo/bisexual men with
alDS, 12 percent were also in-
travenous drug users, Blosteln said.

AIDS leaves the patient vulnerable
to cancers, pneumonia and other
diseases, though many carriers show
no symptoms, Blostein sald.

The AIDS retrovirus is transmitted
by semen, by dirty needles, in the
womb and by blood, as well as by
urine and feces.

(The American Red Cross now is
confident its tests will discover all
contaminated donated blood. High-
risk groups are asked not to donate.)

AIDS can't be transmitted by nor-
mal social contacts, sneezing,
donating bleod or swimming pools.

This led to Viliaire’s prediction
that AIDS will be introduced into

suburbia through contact with pro-
stitutes, who are also known as drug
users.

Covey, Executive Director of
MOHR, added: “I1{ we all practiced
safer sexual practices and lived
healthier lives, it would be ended in
four years, 1 agree with (conser-
vative evangelist) Pat Robertson on
that.

“We disagree on what to do about
it. He would put them all on a desert
{sland.”

Covey said there's as much chance
high-risk groups will glve up sex as
there is that all smokers will quit
overnight.

‘People in high-risk categories are
afraid to deal with it,”" sald Covey,
scoffing at Republican legislative
bills to require testing of varlous
groups such as people arvested for
prostitution.

Blostein gave this advice for
preventing AIDS:

* Don't have sex with people who
have AIDS.

* Don't have sex with many people
or with people who have multiple
partners. :

» Don't abuse intravenous drugs.

*Don't have sex with drug

abusers.

district of his hometown suffered severe adverse repercussions.

“One of my goals on the council,” he explained, "is to protect the in-
tegrity of our central business district."

Schreeder’s point was valid, but we refrain from comment on the quali-

COMMERCIAL AND RESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION is now prohibited
in Farmington Hills on Sundays and Jegal holidays.

The Farmington Hills City Council has enacted an emergency or-
dinance which prohibits construction on those days as a result of com-
plaints from residents close {o construction sites.

The ordinance states: *“The right to enjoy peace and quiet on a Sunday
and legai holiday is paramount to the builders’ right to disturb thal peace
and quiet by construction actlvity."”

Violation of the ordinance is a misdemeanor carrying a maximum
penalty of a $500 fine and 90 days in jail.

Because some residents are building their own houses or making their
own improvements, the council also has approved an administrative
order exempting homeowners [rom the new building ordinance.

BIRMINGHAM WILL TAKE ITS BATTLE to display a Christmas nativity
scene to the U.S. Supreme Court for final judgement.

City commissioners recently voted 4-2 to appeal a decision of the U.S. .

The practice was halted by court order in 1984 when U.S. District Judge
Anna Diggs-Taylor agreed with plaintiff Levin and ruled that the display
was unconstitutional.

City should restrict
‘'strip’ development

“We're encouraging ‘strip com-
mercial’ along Grand River Avenue,
and that’s exactly the thing we attemp-
ted to stop in the first place.”

That pronouncement by Mayor
Patricia Karevich at a special joint
meeting of the city council and plann-
{ ing commission Jast Wednesday set the
tone for what may well lead to heated
discussions — and possibly even a few
‘| lawsuits — in the weeks and months
ahead.

Karevich was not alone in her con-
cerns. In fact, the majority of both the
council and the commission appears
deeply concerned about the current
proliferation of the so-called ‘“‘strip
shopping centers” across the city in
general and along Grand River Avenue
in particular.

The culprit, they point out, is the
NCC (Non-Center Commercial) zoning
designation which was adopted last
year as a means of improving the
qRqality of development along Grand

iver.

The concern at the time the NCC
-| ordinance was adopted was that a
| series of unrelated commercial uses
would develop individually along
Grand River. By adopting the stan-
‘dards of the NCC ordinance, the coun-
cil through the use of such means as
setback requirements made it more
difficult to develop individual uses on
individual parcels, thereby encourag-
ing prospective developers to assem-
ble two or three of the smaller parcels
to accommodate a single development.

The NCC has been successful in
achieving the assemblage of parcels.
What the council and commission were
unable to foresee at that time is that
the assembled parcels would be utiliz-
ed for development of what is known as
. “strip commercial’’ or ‘“‘convenience
commercial” centers — small shopp-
ing centers generally designed to meet
the daily needs of residents within the
immediate area,

. The fact that the city is now receiv-
-ing an unusually high number of pro-
posals for ‘'strip commercial’’ centers
is ironic in light of the fact that
eliminating ‘‘strip commercial’’
development was one of the primary
goals of the 1980 Master Plan.

The theory at that time was that
Novi should centralize its commercial
development in the Town Center Area.
With “strip commercial’’ development
~ the alternative to a centralized
business district, the city could expect
its major arteries, including Ten Mile
and Grand River, to end up looking
something like Orchard Lake Road in
Farmington Hills — a situation that
everyone wanted to avoid.

The concept of restricting *‘strip
commercial”’ centers and providing
‘for commercial development to be
-located in the Town Center Area is as

valid today as it was then.

The council has wisely perceived
the problem and taken steps to
counteract it by directing its planning
consultants to prepare an amendment
to the NCC zoning classification which
will restrict further retail uses outside
the Town Center.

The proposed action almost cer-
tainly will be met by stiff opposition
.. . some of which is quite legitimate,
One developer told the council last
week that he has acquired additional
property and prepared site plans for a
convenience shopping center which he
is about to submit. ‘‘Now you're chang-
ing the rules again,’’ he complained.

Despite the legitimacy of that par-
ticular grievance, the council should
continue efforts to prevent the pro-
liferation of small shopping centers up
and down major arteries and at every
intersection.

One of the arguments the council
already has confronted is that restric-
ting small shopping centers restricts
the small businessman who cannot af-
ford the higher rates associated with
being located in West Qaks, Twelve
Oaks or the Trammeli Crow project.
One developer has even suggested that
“strip commercial’’ centers have an
undeserved bad "connotation and
should instead be termed “*family con-
venience’’ centers.

To pursue that line of reasoning,
however, is to attempt to reconcile two
unrelated arguments. Yes, there must
he room for the small businessman.
But, no, you don't have to provide it by
permitting ‘‘strip commercial”’
development up and down Grand
River, Ten Mile or any other road.

We reject the argument that the ci-
ty must permit “strip commercial”
development in order to accommodate
small businesses. We are convinced
that there’s sufficient acreage in the
Town Center Area for the type of
development which serves ‘‘family-
type” businesses.

Two points seem particularly rele-
vant:

First, strip commercial develop-
ment by any other name (*‘family con-
venience'’ center, for example) is still
‘‘strip” development. And “strip com-
mercial” development is undesirable
and will lead to the creation of another
Orchard Lake Road.

Secondly, if the city does in fact
want to create a viable Town Center
Area it must insist that commercial
ventures be located in that area. Per-
mitting the proliferation of commer-
cial development along major arteries
will lead not only to unattractive
development but also will help to
undermine the concept of a centralized
business distriet in the heart of the ci-

ty.

May fatalities down 25 percent

Traffic fatalilies among Michigan
residents contined to decline in May,
including the Memorial Day holiday
weeltend, the unofiicial start of the
summer vacation driving season,

Among vehicle occupants with
belts available, fatalties decreased
25 percent last month when com-
pared with fatalities during May of
last year, according to a Michigan
State Police Traffic Services Divi-
sion report.

The report states that fatalities
among Michigan motorists with safe-
ty belts available dropped to 66 in
May 1986 compared with 88 in May,
1985

- The State Police also noted that the
1586 Memorial Day weekend was one
of the safest in years. There was a 39
percent decrease in the number of
persens killed in traffic accidents
over the 78-hour holiday period this

year, compared with the number kiil-
ed during the 1985 holiday perjod.

State Police officials have adopted
a tougher attitude toward violations
of passenger restraint laws (viola-
tions of the safety belt) and child
restraint laws. *‘During Al
American Buckle Up, May 22-26, our
troopers issued 1,513 citations for
passenger restraint violations,' ex-
plained State Police Unlform Ser-
vices Division Commanding Officer
Major Michael Andersen. *‘During
the 78-hour Memorial Day weekend
alone, %48 such citations were
issued.”

For the first five months of 1936,
traffic fatalities among those oc-
cupants with belts avallabie have
been reduced by 19 percent com-
pared with the first five months of
1945.

Michigan State Police officials cau-

tion that all traffic fatality figures
are provisiona) and subject to revi-

sion,

“We are hoping that Michigan
residents will heed the tougher at-
titude adopted by the State Police
toward safety belt violations,” said
Constance Soma, executive director
of the Michigan Coalition for Safety
Belt Use. ““The latest University of
Michigan Transportation Research
Institute safety belt usage study
shows that safety belt use in
Michigan, which soared to almost 59
percent after enactment of the law in
July of last year, then declined to 43
percent, appears to be leveling off.
The latest usage figures show that 44
percent of our state’s motorists are
buckling up.

“The Slate Police fatality statistics
clearly indicate that the safety belt
use law is working. We hope that

more Michigan residents will take
that message to heart and begin the
buckle up habit,” Soma sald.

The Michigan Coalition for Safety
Belt Use is an alliance of health and
medical associations, safety and in-
surance groups, law enforcement
organizations, state agencies,
businesses and private organizations
dedicated to promoting the use of
safety belts as a means of saving
lives on Michigan highways.

In addition to Michigan, 25 states
and the District of Columbia has
passed safety belt use laws. These in-
clude Florida, California, Connec-
ticut, Hawali, Illinois,
Masgsachusetts, Missouri, Nebraska,
New Jersey, New Mexico, New York,
North Carolina, Texas, Indiana,
Louisana, Kansas, Idaho, Ohio,
Oklahoma, Utah, Maryland, Min-
nesota, Tennessee, Washington and
lowa.

Faxon can’t stem new tax bill tide

Investments in minority-owned
businesses would get a hefty credit
against the single-business tax under
a bill that passed the Michigan
Senate,

Adopted earller by the House, the
bill goes to Govener James J. Blan-
chard for his signature.

Senators gave it 35-2 approval after

. rejecting amendments to place time

limits on the tax credits.

“It's a very selective kind of pro-
gram ... a drain on our already
limited (tax) resources,” said
Senator Jack Faxon (D-Farmington
Hills). He joined Senator Gary Cor-
bin (D-Clio) in voting against the
measure.

oupporting it were area Senators
Doug Cruce (R-Troy), William Faust

(D-Westland), Robert Geake (R-
Northville), Patrick McCollough (D-
Dearborn}, and Rudy Nichels (R-
Waterford).

Absent was Senator Rlchard
Fessler (R-West Bloomfield).

The measure (House Bill 4275) pro-
vides that a person may claim a 50
percent credit against the single
business tax for a “‘quailfied invest-
ment” in a certified "‘minority' com-

any. :
P The bill's sponsor, Republican
Carolyn Cheeks Kilpatrick (D-
Detroit) reportedly worked on it
three years.

State treasury and commerce of-
ficlals would be required to report
annually to the Legislature on how
many credits were sought and how
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much SBT revenue was lost.

Corbin, ranking Democrat on the
Senate Finance Committee, sought to
put a January 1, 199, *‘sunset’’ on the
measure, meaning the Legislature
would have to renew the tax credit or
it would expire.

He was supported by Demoncrats
Faust and Faxon and Republican
Geake, but lost on an 18-16 vote.

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Fritz develops future stars

Tom Fritz knows about winning big in high school
wrestling, While coaching at New Boston Huron High
School, his teams won two state championships.

Now, as coach of the Novi wrestling team, Fritz
wants to build another dynasty and knows exactly what
is needed to contruct a powerhouse. And his mind is set
on building one in Novi.

In the tough Kensington Valley Conference (KVC),
the Wildcats haven't had a whole lot of success in
wrestling and coaching sure isn't the problem. Ac-
cording to F'ritz, the problem is the feeder pregrams at
the junior high level and even below that.

“I would very much like to be a powerhouse in wrestl-

~ing, and to be one you have to start from the ground

up,” Fritz explained. **You need a feeder program and
I'm not exactly pleased with the junior high program.

“Don’t get me wrong, it's great if you're a parent or
an administrator, but to build a winning program,
which is one of my goals, it doesn't enhance it.”

Not one to sit back and remain inactive, Fritz took the
maltter into his own hands and organized a wrestling
program for eight to 14-year-oid boys in conjunction
with the Novi Parks and Recreation Department. The
ciass meets twice a2 week on Monday and Wednesday
night at Novi High School, and roughly 40 kids signed up
for the summer program.

“l am very pleased with the turnout,” he said. *'I
want to give them a taste of what real wrestling is all
about. Not what they seeon T.V."

The junior high wrestling program in Novi is basical-
ly organized in conjunction with basketball every
winter. Basketball is offered for six weeks in November
and December with Novi teams competing against
other area schools. The programs shifts to wrestling for
the next six weeks with a majority of the top athletes
competing in both sports. The end result — the same
athletes dominate play.

“Lets face it — basketball players are usually the bet-
ter athletes,” Fritz peinted out. “If the same kids
dominate both sports, the kids I eventually get aren’t
gefting any help because the better athletes — the
basketball players — are piaying the most and getling
the most instruction."

The main objective behind Fritz’s new program is to
reach these kids as early as possible. Through past ex-
perience, he knows it is the only way to build a suc-
cessful program down the road.

“1 came from a very successful program and one of
the reasons was we had a feeder program like I'm try-
ing to get going here," he said. ‘*They had three months
of wrestling and three months of basketbali, but you
couldn’t do both, So the kids made their decisions at an
early age, which really helps any sport.”
~ Fritz is the only instructor at the classes, but several
players from his high school team help out. Roughly 28
to 30 kids attend each session with about 15 to 20
regulars,

“We're trying to teach the basics,” he pointed out.
“But with just one instructor, it's hard to get a lot of
teaching in.

“‘What I'm hoping for is to subject them to wrestling

— real wrestling — and to help then become aware of
their body parts. Good hips, good balance, speed and
agility — pretty much what you're asking for in any
sport, but it's all geared toward wrestling."

The first 45 minutes of the class is strictly Fritz
teaching wrestling. He goes over throws, scoring
moves, pinning combinations and other technigues
associated with freestyle wrestling. The next 40
minutes is actual wrestling between kids matched ac-

. cording lo age and weight. The final 20 minutes is fun

games like a battle royal or mat wars. In a battle royal,
all the eight and nine year olds are put in the middle of
the mat on their hands and knees. The iast one left in the
circleis the winner.

*The games teach them to use their balance and hips,
and this can only help them out by the time they reach
the high school level,” Frilz said. **We also teach them
moves, and we do let them wrestle.”

Fritz wanted to start a program like this several
years ago, but the paper work and logistics always got
in the way. So he went to Novi Parks and Recreation
Program Coordinator Dan Davis, who organized the
whole thing.

“1 knew 1 wanted wrestling, but I didn’t want to go
through all the bureaucraey,” Fritz said. *'So to avoid
it, I presented the idea to Dan (Davis) who thought it
was 2 good idea. This way, he takes care of Lhe
bureaucracy, and [ take care of the important things —
like wrestling."

The program began June 16 and will continue through
July 16. Fritz has no doubt it will strengthen the wrestl-
ing program in the years to come.

“1 delinitely think it’s going to strengthen somebody’s
wrestling program,’’ he joked. "I can see five kids right
now who are naturals. We have a lot of kids from Nor-
thville and a'lot from Scuth Lyon. In fact, my best littie -
eight-year-old is from Northville,

“But we're talking five or six years down the road
before we will see any impact at the high school jevel. It
will definitely help them in football, too. I don't think it
will make them any better basketball players, but it
will make them better football players.”

But even with the current program, Fritz isn't totally
pleased. He believes the ideal time for wrestling clinics
for youngsters is during the high school season in the
winter months.

“It's true," he admitted, "“This isn’t the best time to
run this program. Idealistically, my long-term goal iz to
get this through Parks & Rec during our regular season.
Then the kids will be able to wrestle in freestyle tour-
naments that involve other teams,

*I always want to upgrade the competition because
you are only as good as your competition.”

Fritz wants the kids to be able to compete in lour-
naments offered by the AAU and the American Federa-
tion of Wrestling. [n deing so, the youngsters will get a
chance to go up against others from other areas.

“They can get medals, they can reap their own
benefits,” Fritz explained. **The current program is
really just fun and games right now, and it can only go
so far.

“If you have a true competitor, samebody who is go-
ing to be something some day, he wanlts to get into the
type of programs he can compete against his peers.”

If Novi's ever going to win a Kensington Valley Con-
terence wrestling championship, it's got to have a bet-
ter ‘‘feeder’” program. That's the conviction of High
School Wrestling Coach Tom Fritz who has decided to
do something about it by offering a summer wrestling
camp for youngsters through the Novi Parks & Recrea-

- A special “fanlasyland” is now
available in Green Qak Township for
people [ew who enjoy water sports
but prefer them in the privacy of
their own backyards.

Silver Fox Estates, a unique water-
front residential development, was
created with the waterskier in mind.
Encompassed by 200 acres of scenic
land, Silver Fox Lake is the former
site of Tiveli Gardens, host of the 1978
American Water Skiing Association
Nationals and practice site of many
dedicated skiers.

Brighton developer Tim Mahoney,
who recently bought the land from
the large American Aggregates
Corp. mining company, divided the

@area Into 15 plots of land. The

homesites range in size from 7.5 to 13
acres, all of them surrounding
erystal clear Silver Fox Lake.

The natural amphitheater that has
made the lake such a popular site for
water skilng events now provides
prospective home buyers with a
selection of elevated homesites, each
with an excellent view of the lake and
surrounding park areas.

In addition to the individual
homesites, all lot owners will have
access to 30 acres of communitly
areas including three private
beaches, a tennis court, picnic areas,
and, eventually, horse stables and
bridle trails.

The communily is strictly private
and has no public access.

“The intention for this develop-
ment is to provide my family and 14
neighbors the luxury of wateriront
living in a rural atmosphere,”
Mahoney explains. ‘‘Under-
populating a lake is a rare commodi-
ty and will ensure the preservation of
the ecological beauty of the whole
area."”

Three homesites at Silver Fox

Estlates have been designed so that
buyers can enjoy both waterfront liv-
ing and simple access to the stables
area. A nature trail encircles the 200-
acre development providing about
two miles of trails for walking or
riding enjoyment.

Mahoney, a partner in the
Farmington-based Logical Design
Corp. computer software {irm, was
introduced to the site in the late 1970s
as a competitive waterskier. Though
no longer a tournament participant,
the developer still enjoys a dally 15-
minute workout on a slalom course.

While Silver Fox Lake is widely
known for its ideal waterskiing condi-
tions, Mahoney is quick to point out
many other attractions available to
prospective home builders. Anglers
will appreciate the lake because of a
fish stocking program implemented
there years ago by American Ag-
gregales.

“With the abundance of recrea-
tional activities and central park
area, I feel the homeowners will be
ahle to enjoy their neighbors without
being either isolated or suffocated,”
Mahoney said.

Two homesites have already been
sold at Silver Fox Estates, and con-
struction is expected to begin in ap-
proximately eight weeks, according
to Mahoney. This summer the
developer is devoting his time to
establishing beaches and picnic
areas, and planting more trees along
the lakeshore.

Roads leading into Silver Fox
Estates will also be developed this
summer, with one coming off of Me--
Cabe Road and another providing ac-
cess from Silver Lake Drive.

To avoid overcrowding on the lake,
access to motor hoats will be provid-
ed to residents as opposed to allowing
the use of individual privately-owned

Investigate all possibilities
before refinancing mortgage

Not since 1980 have interest rates
been so Jow. Many people who bought
homes during the last five years are
carrying mortgages with interest
rates as high as 18 percent; refinanc-
Ing your moertgage for a lower rate
could save you money.

Now, with rates having dipped to
aboul 10 percent, refinancing your
mortgage for a lower rate could save
you money. But is i{ worth it?

How much you save depends on the
cost of the new loan and how much
longer you stay in your home, ac-
cording to the Michigan Association
of CPAs. Generally, at least two
percentage points should separate
the rate of your existing mortgage
and the refinanced mortgage. Also,
as a rule of thumb, you should own

. your home for a least two years after
“refinancing to recoup the cost of
refinancing.

A new mortgage doesn't come easi-

_ly or cheaply. All the normal closing
costs must be paid, as well as an
origination fee in the form of
“points.” You may also need money
to make a larger down payment and
to pay a possible prepayment penal-
ty.

Tolal all the expected refinancing
costs and fees, then divide that figure
by the anticipated difference izt mon-
thly payments. This will tell you how

" many months it will take to get back
. the cost of your new mortgage. If it’s

i less than the length of time you In-

tend to live in your house, refinanc-

. Ing will save you meney.

Say you have a 15 percent mor-
' tgage and a $70,000 balance.

- Payments are $889 a month. Your

. bank will give you a 30-year fixed
- rate loan for 12 percent if you
+ refinance. The new monthly payment

| Money Management

of $720, if subtracted [rom your cur-
rent payment of $889, would save you
$169 a month. But suppose reflnanc-
ing costs come to $3,400. To recoup
that cost, you must live in your home
for an additional 20 months ($3,400
divided by $169).

For another example, let’s say you
have a $50,000, 30-year mortgage at
14 percent with menthly payments of
$592. By refinancing at a rate of 10
percent, those payments would be
$438, a savings of $154. If escrow and
closing cost come to $2,500, you could
recoup that cost in about 16 months.

Remember that, although refinan-
cing results in an improved cash
flow, a lower interest rale means a
smaller tax deduction and therefore
a smaller tax savings from the new
lower-interest 1oan. To do your own
calculations, you wiil need the follow-
ing figures for the current interest
rate, points, other closing costs,
downpayment and prepayment
penalties, if any.

O Interest rate, Start by asking the
bank, savings & loan or lending com-
pany that holds your mortgage what
its current interest rate is. Also, call
other morigage companies and see
what they can offer,

Take this opportunity to in-
vestigate adjustable rate mortgages
(ARMs). Most likely, their rates will
be lower than the 30-year fixed rate
mortgage for at least the first year,
allowing you to break even on your

Remember, if interest rates in-
crease, your interest charges will
probably increase as well.

Another alternative is the 15-year
mortgage. The interest rate may be
lower than your conventional loan,
but the shorter payback term means
higher monthly payments, Those
payments, however, will cut your
total interest charges drastically by
the time the lean is paid off.

O Closing costs. Ask the lender
how much closing costs will total.
They usually include costs for loan
origination (points), title examina-
tion and insurance, aitorney's fees,
deed recording, house appraisal,
survey and credit check.

01 Owner's equity. As with your
original loan, you will have to leave
from five to as much as 20 percent
equity in the property, depending on
what your mortgage broker requires.

(1 Prepayment penaity. Make sure
you figure any prepayment penalty
on your first mortgage. A one o two
point penaity could be substantial,
but is also tax deductible.

Now total all your refinancing ex-
penses, then caleulate the savings
per month and the length of time
needed to recover your expenses. If
the interest rate on your existing
mortgage is at least two percentage
points higher than the one you are
constdering, say CPAs, chances are
you will be pleased with the outcome,
