new heights
on state test

FFourth, seventh and 10th graders
in the Novi Community School
District have given what could be
thelr best performance to date on
the Michigan Education Assess-
ment Program (MEAP).

The Novi Board of Education
learned Thursday that Novi
students placed in the 90th percen-
tile and higher in five of the six test
categories.

This year's overall performance
could equal results recorded during
the 1984-85 school year when
students registered the highest
scores In the district’s history.

The distriet also had more
students receive perfect scores cn
the 1984 test than any other school
district in the state.

“We're not only pleased with
whal we see here, but that our
students are achieving at such a
high level,” Superintendent Robert
Piwko told the board.

*On a year-by-year basis, we con-
tinue to score at the very top."

The 1986-87, fourth and seventh
grade scores in both reading and
mathematics increased over last
year's results. Only slight
decreases were recorded in 10th
grade reading and mathematics,

The most dramatic increase this
year was at the seventh grade level
where 91.1 percent of the students
mastered 75-100 percent of the
mathematics objectlves, This
marked a 10 percen! increase over
last year when only 80.8 percent of
the seventh graders mastered 75-
100 percent of the math objectives.

This year's fourth graders may
have given the district’s best
MEAP performance ever with 96.0
percent of the students mastering
75-100 percent of the reading objec-
tives and 98.2 achieving 75-100 per-
cent of the mathematles objectives.

While annual comparisons of
MEAP resulls are misleading (as
different students are lested each
year), the sehool district noted an
improvement in this year's 10th
prade results over the performance

Police seek bombing suspects

Police are withholding the title of a
book which they believe may have
been used by a group of local
students to learn how to make home-
made hombs.

Six separate bombing incidents
were reported in the Nine Mile/1 ~ft
Road area between Oct, 25 and 31, ac-
cording to Detective Ralph Fluhart
of the Novi Police Department.
Three bombings were reported in
Novi and three more occurred in Nor-
thville,

Novi Police Detective Al
Rasmussen and Northville Police
Detective Dave Fendelet are in-
vestigating the incidents in conjunc-
tion with federal officials.

Four of the incidents involved the
placing of home-made incendiary
devices in mailboxes, but two of the
incidents were much more serious in
nature.

The most serious incident occurred
in Novi's Dunbarton Pines subdivi-
sion at approximately 4:30 a.m. on
Oct. 31, according to Fluhart. In that
case, a metal cartridge-type bomb
taped to the window of the residence
exploded, blowing shaitered glass
fragments through the dining roem
of the home.

Fluhart: ‘When we contacted the
book stores, one of them .
responded that they will sell it
only to people who are over 21
years of age. The other said they
would sell the book to anyone
who has the money to pay for it.’

A similar incident occurred on the
Northville side of Nine Mile on Oct.
25, In that case, a metal cartridge-
type bomb that had been taped to the
front door exploded.

No injuries were reported in either
incident.

Fluhart reported that two different
types of bombs were used in the six

Incidents. One type is a C0-2 car-
tridge filled with some sort of ex-
plosive powder, while the second
type is a two-liter plastic botile filled
with some sort of liquid.

Potice believe the powder used in
the cartridge-type bombs is elther
pyrodex or a smokeless powder
which currently is used lo load
modern ammunition, The liquid used
In the plastic bottle-type bombs is
believed to be some type of acid.

Fluhart said the contents of the
bombs currently are being analyzed
to determine the exact nature of the
explosive materials.

Fluhart said police are fairly cer-
tain that the responsible parties are
Northville High School students who
have learned lo make the bombs
from a book which he declined to
identity.

Trees at issue in Timber Ridge

The name of the proposed sub-
division is Timber Ridge Estates,

But city officials as weltl as
neighboring residents are concern-
ed that development of the propos-
ed 82-lot subdivision will have a
substantial adverse impact on what
has been described as a “‘magnifi-
cent stand'* of trees which current-
ly occuples the 39-acre site near the
southwest corner of the Nine
) Mile/Novi Road intersection,
" 'he Novi Planning Commission
was scheduled to hold a public hear-
ing to consider the request of The
Selective Group, developers of the
site, for tentative preliminary plat
approval last Wednesday, Nov. 5.

The public hearing had to be
delayed, however, after commis-
sloners learned that adjoining pro-

perty owners had not received pro-
per notification.

Consideration of the request for
tenialive preliminary plat approval
has been rescheduled for a public
hearing next Wednesday, Nov. 19.

Complicating the approval pro-
cess for the proposed subdivision is
the existence on the site of a 100-
year forest of mature beech and
maple trees.

Linda Lemke of Brandon Rogers
& Assoclates, the city's planning
consultants, called it “a upique
woods’’ . . . *‘a woods of giant trees
2410 36 Inches in djameter.”

Lemke, who is charged with ad-
ministering the city’s Woodlands
Ordinance, believes that developers
have not complied with the re-
quirements of the ordinance in at-
tempting to preserve the wooded
areas.

Lemke told the planners in in-

formal discussion iast week that
she appreciates the fact that the
developer has tried to save certain
trees by reserving 2.39 acres for a
park and detention area through the
use of front yarg utility easements,
but also believes that insufficient
efforts have been made to preserve
the woods, which is identified on the
city's official Woodlands Map.

Spectifically, Lemke charged that
The Selective Group has falled to
comply with a section of the
Woodlands Ordinance which re-
quires that other means of develop-
ing the site be fully explored when a
ngnificanl stand of trees is involv-
ed.

Referring directly to the or-
dinance, Lemke pointed out that the
burden of demonstrating that no
feasible and prudent alternative
localion for structures or im-
provements without undue hard-

ship shall be upon the applicant.

“We've asked the developer to
provide alternatives (means of
developing the site), but he has not
complied,'" said Lemke.

The recommendation of the plan-
ning consultant to deny tentative
preliminary plat approval on the
basis that alternative means of
developing the site, utilizing the
Cluster Housing Option, for exam-
ple, have not been explored promp-
ted a strong response from Michael
Horowitz of The Selective Group.

“I'm trying to keep my cool, but
I'm getting mixed signals,” said
Horowitz. “*Are you telling me that
the only thing that's important is
saving the trees — at the expense of
everythingetse?

Horowitz emphasized that The
Selective Group fully intends to
build a single-family residential

- subdivision on the site.

Novi City Manager Edward Kriewall noted
that a public hearing will be scheduled after the
30-day period has expired to take official action
on the proposed closure of the road. Kriewall
said the hearing probably would be scheduled for
late December or early January.

Bradford of Novi will be developed
under the R-1 zoning classification,
the Jargest classification in the cily’s
single-family zoning standards.

(i. Michael Kahm of the Singh
Development Company told the coun-
vil Moenday that all the lots in the sub-
division have been sold to the Rossi

It will be a one-builder sub-
thvisen.” he reported. 'Houses will
have between 2404 and 2,600 square
feet and will range in price from
$175,000 to $200,000.

Kahm added that models *‘should
be up” within the next 30 days.

Dunbarton Pines No. 2 is being
developed under the city's RUD Op-

tion in the R-1 zoning district. Lots
will contain at least 9,600 square [eet
and have minimum widths of 80 feet.
Planning Consultant Brandon Rogers
reporied thal density levels for Dun-
harten Pines No. 2 are 2.422 dwelling
units per acre, well under the 3.6
dwelling unit per acre levels permit-
ted in the R-3/RUD plan.

The '‘covenants and restrictions”
for the Bradford of Novi subdivison
were praised by Council Member
Nancy Covert, who noted the
developer has guaranteed that all
one-story homes will contain al least
1.800 sguare feet and all two-story
homes will contain al least 2,000
square feet,

The “covenants and restrictions”
also guarantee that all garages must
provide space for at least two cars
and no garage may provide space for
more than three vehicles.

“I'm happy to see a developer pro-
viding those lypes of protections for
the people who move into that sub-
division," said Coverl.

Al the same lime, Covert critictzed
the “'covenants and restrictions” for
the Dunbarton Pines Ne. 2 subdivi-
sion, which preseribe a minimum
house size of 1,000 square feet.

She acknowledged, however, that it
was uniikely lhe developer would
construct houses that small in the
subdivision.

The city council has no control over
“‘covenants and restrictions” which
are private agreements between
developers and subdivision
residents.

Simmons Orchard to expand

The Simmons Orchard subdivision
will be getting bigger as a result of
action by the Novi City Counci] Mon-
day night.

How much bigger?

A total of 49 single-family homes
will be added to the subdivisien
located on the north side of Ten Mile
between Taft and Beck roads.

Simmons Orchard No. 4 will be

lecated immedialely to the west of
and adjacent to the existing Simmons
Orchard subdivision.
- The planning commission voted
unanimously (90) at its Nov. 5
meeting to recommend tentative
preliminary plat approval for Sim-
mons Orchard No. 4 — the fourth and
final phase of the proposed single-
family residential development.

The city council subsequently
voted lo grant tentative preliminary
plat approval Monday night.

When the fourth phase of the sub-
division has been completed, Sim-
mons Orchard will have a total of 254
homes.

Although the motion to recommend

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tentative preliminary plat approval
received unanimous support from
the planning commission, two
residents expressed reservations
about the proposed 49-lot subdivisen.

Michael Vozar, president of the
Simmons Orchard Homeowners
Assoclation, said residents were con-
cerned about the effects of the addi-
tional traffic generated by the new
residences.

“Currently, we only have one ac-
cess point out onte Ten Mile for the
entire subdivision,” said Vozar.
“We're concerned that both short-
and long-term considerations should
be given to managing traific in and
out of the subdivision."”

Vozar noted that traffic from the
49-lots in Simmons Orchard No. 4 will
be funneled through the subdivision
on Crestview or Cider Mill out to Sim-
mons Drive, which is the only acress
Into or out of the subdivision.

By comparison, Vozar noted that
Jamestown Green with 180 Jots has
two access points on Ten Mile and
Dunbarton Pines with 153 lots has
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Peachtree Center

two access points on Nine Mile and a
third on Taft Road.

“There are subdivisions with far
fewer homes that have had much bet-
ter traffic planning,” said the presi-
dent of the Simmons Orchard
Homeowners Association.

Additional concerns were raised by
Chris Pargoff, who owns property
immediately adjacent to Simmons
Orchard No. 4. Pargoff said develop-
ment of the first three phases of the
subdivision have produced an in-
crease In stormwater run-off on his
property to the point that “‘ponding”
occurs during the spring months,

“I'm airaid that development of
this property will increase the
possibility of flooding on my proper-
ty,” he said, asking that extra atten-
tion be paid to engineering plans to
reduce the run-off problem.

Although cencerned about the fact
there’s currently just one access
point for the entire Simmons Orchard
development, commissioners said
the problem should be correcled
when surrounding development oc-

Enroliment grows |
for Novi program

Enrollment in Novi's Community

‘Education program continues Lo

grow by leaps and bounds, according

to the most recent statistics on fall *46
participation.

Clara Porter, director of the com-
munity education department, told
school board members Thursday
that enrollment in the fa)l program
has increased by 259 participants in
comparison lo the same time Jast
vear. Total enrollment in the fall pro-
gramis 2,642,

Largest participation is in the adult
leisure time classes and workshops
with more than 770 participants.
Enroliment in children's classes and
workshops exceeded 600 partipants.

More than 200 children are enrolled
in some type of preschool offering.
Porter noted that 91 four-year-olds
and 61 Lhree-year-olds are enrolled in
reguiar preschool classes with the re.
mainder in courses such as Tip-Top
Tots.

» Among the district programs
which continue to grow isC A R.E. —
a before and after-school “'|latchkey'’
program — with some 145 par-

licipants.

Porter noted that the largest
CARE. cnrollment is at Village
Oaks with 58 participants followed by
Orchard Hiils with 53 and Novi
Woods with 34. She said all three
clementary schools average between
25-30 students per day attending the
program.

High school completion classes
also have attracted a growing
number of participants. Of the nearly
300 participants in high school com-
pletion classes, some 147 are sepior

citizens either working toward high

school completion or taking the
courses for enrichment.

Porter noted that one of the high
school completion classes which has
seen a dramatic increase in enroll-
ment is “English as a Second
Language." There currently are 15
students in the evening program and
arniother six in the daytime class. Par-
ticipants in the courses speak a
variety of languages including
Chinese, Spanish, Portugese, Per-
siap, Greek, Japanese, Arabic,
Lebanese and Italian.

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lll Voters dump tradition

ji to support Democrats

If Novi is “Repubtican Country,”
you would have a hard time telling it
from the results of last Tuesday's
general election.

Navi voters abandoned their tradi-
tional Republican tendencies to jump
an the statwide bandwagon and help
Democratic incumbent James Blan-
chard win another term in the gover-
nor's office by landslide proportions.

Blanchard received 4,104 votes in
Novi as compared to 3,068 votes for
Republican challenger William
Lucas — a matgin of 57 to 43 percent.

Some 7,201 of Novi's. 17,705
registered voters showed up at the
polls last Tuesday — a voter turnout
of 40.6 percent.

By comparison, approximately 55
percent of the city's 14,643 voters par-
ticipated in the 1982 gubernatorial
election.

Voters’ endorsement of the Blan-
chard/Griffiths ticket was in strong
contrast to previous elections when
the city traditionally has backed
Republican candidates. In 1982, for
example, Novi voters backed
Richard Headlee, giving the Farm-
ington Hills insurance executive 4,714
votes as compared with 3,085 votes
for Blanchard.

In addition to supporting the
Democratic team of Blanchard and
Martha Griftiths in this year's guber-
natorial race, Novi voters also en-
dorsed the candidacies of incumbent
Democrats in the races for Secretary
of State and Atlorney General.

Richard Austin received 4,041
votes in his re-election bid for
Secretary of State, while Republican
challenger Weldon Yeager was nam-

ed on 2,673 baliots.

In the race for Attorney Geperal,
Democratic incumbent Frank Kelley
received 4,016 votes in Novi, while
Republican challenger Robert
Cleland received 2,721 votes.

Outside of those three statewide
races, the city's Republican leanings
took over in other major races on the
1986 ballot.

(J In the race for the U.S. House of
Representatives (rom the 15th
Distriet, William S. Broomf{ield was
the run-away viclor in Novi and
throughout the district. In Novi, the
incumbent Republican received 4,441
votes, while Democratic challenger
Gary Kohut, an atterney from Troy,
received 1,883 votes — a margin of 70
to 30 percent.

Throughout the district, Broom-
field outpolled Kohut by a margin of
109,999 to 39,132. Broomfield has heid
the Congressional seat since 1956.

O Ir. the race for State Senate
froro the 15th district, Novi voters
backed another Republican, Frank
Brock, by a narrow margin. Brock
received 3,350 votes in Novi to 3,219
for Demaocratic incumbent Jack Fax-
on, Qakland County’s senior senator
with 16 years' experience, Faxon
easily wan re-election throughout the
district, however. District-wide, Fax-
on outpolied Brock by a margin of
46,222 to 27,601.

(] In the race for the 6oth district
seat in the State House of Represen-
tatives, Novl voters back incumbent
Republican Willis Bullard, Jr. The
Highland Township attorney receiv-
ed 4,128 votes in Novi ~ more than
twice as many as Demacratic

chatlenger Marshall Spinner of Nor- '
thville, who was named on 2,000
ballots.

] In the race for the 24th district
seat on the Oakland County Board of
Commissioners, John Calandro re-
tained his seat with the assistance of
Novi voters. Calandro received 4,086
votes in Novi, while Democratic
challenger Leo Faley of South Lyon
was named on 2,022 ballots.

In other races, Novi voters helped
elect Jessica Cooper to a vacancy on
the Oakland County Circuit Court. In
Novi, Cooper outpolled Lawrence
Ternan by a margin of 2,640 to 1,475.
Overall, Cooper was elected to the
circuit court seat by a margin of
121,872 to 73,399.

On the state ballot proposals, Novi
voters:

O vetoed Proposal A — a proposal
to allow for the establishment of the
Library of Michigan within the state
legislature. The proposal was turned
down by a vote of 3,05 1o 2,168 in
Novi. It also was defeated statewide.

O turned down Proposal B - a pro-
posal allowing for the approval or re-
jectton of administrative rules by the
state legislature. The proposal was
defeated in Novi by a margin of 3,377
to 1,608, It also was defeated
statewide.

[} approved Proposal C — a pro-
posal to expand the authority of the
state officers compensation commis-
sion to set the 'salaries of the
Secretary of State and Attorney
General. The proposal was approved
2,805 to 2,327 in Novi, but turned down"
throughout the state.

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%olice arrest two
suspected thieves

Novi poliee have arrested two men
they believe are responsible for a
scries of thefts of construetion equip-
nment throughout the area.

Preston Lewis Kirby, 40, and
samuel Williams Jr., 25, both of
Delroit, were arraigned Oct. 25 in
Walled Lake's 52nd District Court on
charges of “larceny over $100.”

After additional investigation,
Lewis and Kirby were arraigned
Nov, 4 in district court on an addi-
lional charge of “receiving and.con-
cealing stolen property over $100,”
aceording to Detective Jack Grubb of
the Novi Police Department.

Band for each of the suspects has
been set at $5.000 for both counts with
no 10 pereent permitted, according to
police.

Kirby and Williams were arrested
at approximately 2 a.m. on QOct. 28
when  officers on routine patrol
ahserved a pickup truck pulling out
of Trans-X Drive onto Novi Road
with a construction welder, valued at
approximately $5,400, atiached to the
rear.

Because it's unusual lo see con-
struction equipment on the road at
two o’clock in the morning, officers
stnpped the vehicle which was oc-
cupied by Kirby and Williams, ac-
cording to reports.

The two suspects reportedly told
patrol officers that they were return-
ing {from a sandblasting job in the
Lansing area and had gotten lost.

The officers observed the words
“Tony Angelo Construction Com-
pany’’ on the side of the welder and

subsequently dispatched a second
patrol vehicle to the site of the Tony
Angelo Company on Trans-X Drive
while remaining with the two
suspects.

Officers in the support unit check-
ed the site and reported that the locks
had been broken off the gate 1o the
construction yard and the office area
had been broken into.

At that point, police summeoned a
representative from the Tony Angelo
Company to come to the scene. When
he arrived, the representative iden-
tified the welder and said the two
suspects had no business having it,
according to police reports,

In addition, police found three
telephones in the suspects' pickup
truck which they were able to trace
back to two other companies located
on Trans-X Drive.

Delective Jack Grubb, who also
had been summoned to the scene,
subsequently checked the companies
and was able to determine that they
alsc had been broken into.

Grubb said subsequent investiga-
tion revealed that Williams was a
suspect in several thefts of heavy
construction equiptnent out of Farm-
ington Hills. Williams later admitted
to having been involved in thefts of
construction equipment during ques-
tioning by Farmiogton Hills police of-
ficers, Grubb said.

Both charges facing Kirby and
Williams stem [rom the incident in
Novi, Grubb said. Charges will not be
filed in the Farmington Hills cases,
added Grubb.

The proposal to close East Lake
Drive has received strong support
from residents along the read who
have recited a long litany of herror
stories about the speed and volume of
traffic along the lakeside drive.

“The drivers on that road are
crazy,” reported Arnold Ray, an
¥ast Lake Drive resident, at Mon-
day's council meeting. Noting thal
the posted speed limit along East
L.ake Drive is 25 miles per hour, Ray
suggested that police would have no
troubie writing traffic tickets to cars
traveling in excess of 60 miles per
hour by sitting in front of his house
for a few hours.

The proposed closing of East Lake
Drive consists of four major parts.

*. Constructing a cul-de-sac on
East Lake Drive approximately 120
feet south of Fourteen Mile, Total
cost of the cul-de-sac, including land
acquistion, has been pegged at
$71,850,

It Converting New Court Road toa
public road and extending it easterly
to Decker Road. The extension of
New Court to Decker is considered
critical in order to provide a second
point of access lo East Lake Drive for
police, fire and medical emergency

vehicles. Cost of the New Court ex-
tension is estitnated at $134,708.

[1 Installing two right-turn lanes
at Fourteen Mile and Decker Road
and converting the existing two-
phase tralfic signal to a four-phase
signal. Cosl is estimated at $38,475.

(3 Installing a three-phase signal
at Thirteen Mile and Decker Road.
Cost of the signalization is estimated
at $25,000.

Total cost of all four phases of the
project is $270,033.

In addition, city officials are con-
sidering the possibility of installing
“speed humps’ along South Lake
Drive. Traffic consultant Rodney At-
royo of Barton-Aschman Associates,
the city's traffic consultants, said
speed humps differ from speed
bumps in that the humps do not
discomfart drivers crossing at or
below the design speed,

The degree of discomfort increases
proportionately when motorists ex-
ceed design speed specifications, Ar-
royo said.

The propesal to install the speed
humps on South Lake Drive Is in
response to concerns of South Lake
residents that the closure of East
Lake Drive wili increase the volume
of traffic on their portion of the road
around Walled Lake.

‘The Woods’ future uncertain

There is a stand of beech and
maple trees on the west side of Novi
Road just south of Nine Mile, It's 39
acres of trees and trails that have
been left to grow unhindered for over
a hundred years. All that is coming to
an end. The land has been sold and
The Selective Company has plans to
put up a subdivision called Timber
Ridge.

Residents of North Hills Estate, the
subdivision that borders these trees,
have always known the area as '‘The
Woods.” They use them as a wonder-
ful community backyard where their
children play, and they walk their
dogs. Many residents have seen rab-
bits, raccoons and even an occas-
sional fox flitting through the trees.
Until a few weeks ago, they always
just assumed that ‘The Woods’ were
an added bit of pleasure that went
with their choice of homes.

The residents saw a legal notice in
the paper about a public hearing to
approve plans for a development on

the land. Years ago the owner of the
land had teld residents to use and en-
joy the woods, and now they were
faced with losing them.

Mary Lou Haas, a North Hills rest-
dent, explained, ‘“We're concerned
with where Novi is heading with
regard to its development. There is
no money set aside to purchase
woods for parks. I'd like to see them
not build on every woods. The
Woodlands Ordinance which was just
passed isn’t there to preserve woods.
Once you build in a wooded area you
violate the lrees and you're not really
going to preserve them."

Haas and her neighbors are con-
cerned with what form the proposed
development will take, and they want
some input before decisions are
finalized. They plan on attending the
next meeting of the -planning com-
mission to make their views known.

Because the issue of trees has
hecome such an emoctional one with
residents and commission members
alike, Michae! Horowitz of The Selec-
tive Group has defended his propesal
to the commission. “We've proposed

89 dwellings on the land, that's down
almost half from the number of lots
initially proposed. It's only Jogical to
try and aveid the trees, but the site is
entirely wooded. I personally
guarantee that when this subdivision
is developed, you will drive through
and say that this is 4 wooded sub.”

Because of the number of trees
located on the site, the plans propos-
ed by the developer must meet the
Woodlands CGrdinance specifications.
This is the first major project in Novi
to fall completely under the new
Woodlands Ordinance from planning
stage on, and commission members
stressed their commitment to mak-
ing sure that ali elements of the or-
dinance were followed.

Brandon Rogers, planning consul-
tant to the city, asked the commis-
sion to remember that the burden of
demonstrating that no feasible and
prudent alternative location for
structures or improvements, lies
with the applicant. He cautioned
Horowilz thal submitting one pro-
posal is not enough, that the commit-
tee needs Lo see as many alternative

Built-in entertainment centers,
security syslems, timipg devices and
underground sprinkler systems are
ail desirable amenities, but they're
not all the potential home buyer will
be looking for in 1987.

Quality workmanship, afrordabte
prices and warranties, these are
what will cateh the eye of the con-
sumer, according to David Link,
editerial director of Professional
Builder magazine.

Link spoke to a gathering of
builders at a recent lncheon hosted
by the Bullders Association of
Southeastern Michigan and Detroit
Edison. :

He said a survey of potentia} home
buyers in southeast Michigan for 1987
revealed that 94 percent said they
would rather buy a few items of good
quality than buy many items of
lesser quality. Eighty percent also
sald they would go for quality and
upgrade in design, while 84 percent
said they felt an insurance warranty
was important. In fact, 66 percent
sald they wouldn't even consider buy-
ing a house without a warranty.

“I call this the era of quality,” Link

Wood stoves still a

Fires associated with wood heating
have declined somewhat in recent
years, but still represent a serious
threat to life and property in
Michigan.

Blazes stemming from wood
stoves, fireplaces and chimneys
caused six deaths and 53 Injuries in
the state last year, according to in-
surance Industry sources. The total
cost approached $10 million.

Wood heating fires increased
steadily from the late 1970s (o 1983,
when the Michigan State Police Fire
Marshal Division reported 6,179 in-
cidents. The lotals dropped to 5,433 in
1984 and 4,159 last year, however.

A spokesman for Michigan
Association of Insurance Companies
(MAIC) said the decreasing in-
cidence may reflect greater public

said. “‘Of those people surveyed, 84
percent said they were planning on
spending more time at home. These
people are lopgking at homes as &
quality living environment."

The projected forecast for new
houses nationwide is 1.8 million units
for 1986, 1.75 million in 1987, 1.68
million in 1988 and 1.7 million in 1989.
If the forecast holds true, it will set a
new record of seven years of stability
al the 1.7 to 1.8 million houses per
year fevel.

Some of the tep needs in the
building industry to the end of the
decade, according to Link, are
changing prohibitive and regulatory
policies, making proper use of
available land, matehing products to
the proper market, having avallable
lew down payment loans and keeping
affordable housing near the
workplace. :

“Post-war baby boomers” will
make up the largest part of the hous-
ing market and retirees will play a
big role, too.

The biggest demands of the baby
boomers will be quality, value and
stability,

awareness about the danger inherent
with wood heating.

“A number of public and private
organizations have devoted a lot of
resources Lo pubiic education on this
problem,” sald MAIC President
Terry N. Buckles. *‘We're hopeful the
trend will continue.”

Buckles said the nature of wood-
heating accidenls has changed
drastically. In the late 1970s, when
homeowners were just rediscovering
wood as an energy source, improper
system installation was a leading
cause of Lhese [ires. Last year,
however, only about 10 percent of
wooed stove, fireplace and chimney
blazes originated In this manner.

Improper operation now accounts
for most wood heating accidents. *'In
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Consumers looking for quality

“Post-war baby boomers will be
looking for the things that say orimp-
ly stability,” Link said. ““They grew
up in a very unstable area, and they
are looking for stability. While they
approach middle age they will
generate a strong demand for single-
family housing. They will become
more conservative, as they approach
middle age, in their tastes and
lifestyles. The more they change, the
less they change.””

Link said that retirement com-
munities will not be a big demand
item in the future. Retirees will be
looking for smailer houses requiring
low or no maintenance.

“Preference will still be for tradi-
tional, centemporary exteriors with
open, medern interiors,” Link said.
“Baby boamers will tend to buy ac-
cording to where they think they
want to be, not where they are In
life.”

Referring back Lo the survey, Link
pointed out that 69 percent of those
surveyed were looking for houses in
the $85,000 range, while just 8 percent
were looking for houses valued at
more than $150,000.

“This reassures us that the starter
homes have not disappeared,” Link
sald, “Keep this in your building
plans if it's not still there.”

Link cautioned builders about
some of the things that potential
buyers listed as turnoffs when look-
ing for a home.

The biggest, mentioned by 84 per-
cent of those surveyed, was sales tac-.
tics. Some 82 percent were turned off
by cost, and 76 percent by poor
workmanship.

“This goes right back to the aspect
of quality, affordable housing,” Link
said. “There is a quality demand out
there, and houses must be kept af-
fordable in all aspects: land,
amenities, construction and finance.
A major concern for all home buyers
— 1 don’t care if they're iooking for a
house under $85,000 or over $300,000
— it all needs to be affordable.

“Pegple who buy a $300,000 house
really expect to get a $400,000 house,
and people who buy a $600,000 house
really expect to get a $700,000 house. 1
don’t care where you're al in af-
fordability and price range, it is still
important."’ :

1985, almost half of the fires occurred
because the appliance or system was
used in an unsafe manner,” Buckles
said.

Creosole build-up is responsible for
mest chimney fires. Dark in color
and with an unpleasant odor,
creosote is a by-product of wood bur-
ning that coats the interior of pipes
and chimneys, If heavy deposits
become very hot, they burst into
flame. Use of unseasoned wood pro-
duces more creosote.

MAIC recommends four basic
guidelines for wood burning safety:

O Buy only equipment approved
by a recognized testing laboratory;

OMake certain the system is in-
stalled according to authorized stan-
dards;

0 Learn and follow proper rules
for operation/maintenance; and

O Regularly inspect chimneys and
stovepipes for defiriencies and
creosote build-up.

Specific information on installa-
tion, operation and maintenance of
wood heat appliances is available
from many sources, Buckles con-
cluded, These include insurance
agents/companies, equipment
manufacturers and distributors, and
various state and federal agencies. -

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Vaccine shots urged by MDPA

Calling influenza and pneumonia
“under-rated killers,” the American
Lung Associalion of Michigan
'ALAMY and the Michigan Depart-
ment of Pubitic Health (MDPH) is
urging all Michiganians at risk to get
their {lu and pneumonia shots im-
mediately,

People under the age of 35 who are
at high or moderate risk from in-
fluenza were strongly recornmended
to get a supplemental vaccination
against a new A-Taiwan influenza
struin when the vaccine becomes
avallable in early December. They
shouldn't delay gelting the standard
1986-87 flu shot Lhal is available now,
however. )

“Recent reports show thal some
2,000 Michigan residents die each
year from pneumonia and influen-
za,” said ALAM President Robert E.
Brush, M.D. “That's why we've
chosen flu and pneumonia prevention
as the educational theme for our
Christmas Seal Campaign.”

“*Most deaths from flu and
pneumnonia are preveniable thanks to
safe and elfective vaceines,” Brush
said. ''Unfortunately, they are under-
utilized."

Flu shots must be given annually,
but the pneumonia vaccine provides
long-lerm protection and has to be
givenonly once in a lifetime,

“lhgh risk' Michigan residents
who are strongly encouraged to get
the currently available standard flu
shol and a pneumeonia shot are peopie
with chronic lung or heart disease
and residents of nursing homes and
other chronic care facilities. These
individuals are at highest risk from
influenza complications, according
to Stale Health Director Gloria R,
Smith.

She further urges that ali healthy
adulis over age 65 get the shots as
well as people who have illnesses that
require regular medical follow-up.
These condilions include diabetes,
renal dysfunctions, anemia, asthma
and/or other conditions that suppress
their immune systems. Also included
in this calegory are children on long-
term aspirin therapy,

Other persons for whom flu shots
are recommended are ithose who
care for or have close contact with
high-risk patienis. And, of course,
anyopne who wanls to avoid the flu
this year should consider getting the
protection.

High risk persons should ask their
doctor far the shots or they can call
their local health department to see
whether the shots are available. Flu
and pneumonia vaccines are reim-
hursable under Medicare.

About protection against the A-

Taiwan flu strain, Smith emphasized
that not everyone under 35 years of
age needs the special supplemental
vaccination. “I1's only those high or
moderate risk people who are in
danger of serious complications from
an influenza infection,”” she said.

“High risk younger patients,
however, should not delay getting the
1986-87 standard vaceine regardless
of when the supplemental vaccine for
the A-Taiwan strain becomes
available,” she advised.

Most people over 35 have been ex-
posed to flu strains similar io the
Taiwan strain between the mid-1930s
and 1950s. As a resull, they're likely
to be already prolected, health of-
ficials said.

Flu shots for infents under six mon-
ths of age are nol effective and,
therefore, are not recommended.
Anyone who is allergic to eggs also
should not receive influenza vaccine.
Doctors will probably wait until after
the first tri-mester before giving the
fiu shot to pregnant women. The in-
fluenza vaccine is considered

‘generally safe for expectant

mothers.

According to the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control, the percentage of
deaths from pneumonia and influen-
za reported in 121 U.S. cities during

the first four months of 1985 was the
highest since 1976. Statistics show
that 1.5 million people in the nation
are at risk, but only 300,000, or 20 per-
cenl, annually get immunized.

Flu is a fung disease, but it affects
the whole body. It may produce
chills, weakness, dry cough, aching
of the head, back, arms and legs,
sore throai and loss of appetite.

Far healthy children and adults, flu
typically is a moderately severe il-
Iness. But the flu can be very serious
or life-threatening for those over 65
or patients whe are sick from a
chronic illness such as lung disease.

“Pneumcnia is still the slxth
leading cause of death in this coun-
try, and it claims 54,000 lives each
year," Brush said. “It is a serious
complication of the flu.” Older per-
sons and persons with chronic lung
diseases are less likely to fight off
pneumonia and its complications.
And yet the pneumonia vaccine in
particutar is not utilized often enough
despite the fact that is provides pro-
tection against 23 different types of
bacteria responsible for % percent of
bacterial pneumonia in the country.”

consultant recommendations, ““The
main thing that the commission must
decide,” she said, “is what is the
right alternative, what is best for the
site. It is our right to ask the
developer to come up with as many
possibilities as necessary to make a
fair judgement.”

Earlier this year, Daskalakis filed complaints against two other movies

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Lenovers ponder cost of move

A stately yellow claphoard house stands on the
edge of the recently-cleared section of }and at the
corner of Grand River and Novi Road thatl will
soon be the Town Center. “\

The house has been a part of the landscape since
before 1907 and although its architectural style
does not fit into the plans for the new project, there
are some people who do not want to see the house
lost forever,

The owner/broker of the house, Mac Lenover
and his wife Susan, a builder, have run their Cen-
tury 21 Real Estate business from the house for 11
vears. The Lenovers want to make sure the house
remains in Novi and plan to move it to a new loca-
tion on Novi Road on Dec. 17. Susan Lenover ex-
plained, *that architecturally the house is of
historic value and we felt it would have been areal
loss to the City of Novi to have yel another historic
building just plowed under."

When they began to research the move, the
Lenovers found that the fees necessary to move it

were more than they had anticipated. *The fees
are astronomical for moving a building to a new
site,” Mrs. Lenover said. The cost {or moving the
house has been estimated at $17,000.

Mrs. Lenover said that she and her hushand had
the option of having the Trammel] Crow Company
level the house and of purchasing or building a
new office, *‘We also could have exercised our op-
tion to buy the land where the house presently sits
but we felt having the house this close to the Town

Center would have ruined the looks of the whole
project.” Instead the Lenovers made ar-
rangements to move the entire house Lo the new
site.

Mrs, Lenover pians to remodel the house com-
pletely once it is in place on the new site. "I think
that houses like this are an important addition to a
city. Novi should make sure it preserves some of
its history as it continues with the process of
developing. You can see how it has worked in
other communities like Birmingham and
Plymouth where they save historic bulldings. All
we'd like is some help from the city in preserving
this house.”

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Covert: council -
plays favorites

Novi Council Member Nancy
Covert charged other council
members with ‘‘favoritism’’ in
assisting various members of the
business community at Monday's ci-
ty council meeting.

Her remarks were challenged by
olher members of the council as the
simmering dissension between
Covert and her fellow council
members breke into a boil at the
meeting,

Covert made the charges of
“favoritism’* while the council was
considering a reguest from Mac and
Susan Lenover to waive fees
associated with moving their existing
Century 21 Real Estate building on
Grand River Avenue to a new siie on
Novi Road.

Although they admit the bullding
has no official historic designation,
the Lenovers maintain the building,
which was constructed in 1809, has
historic value and shouid be preserv-
ed.

The bullding is located on property
acquired by the Trammell Crow
Company for development of the
Town Center project.

The Lenover’s request for walver
of city fees was reviewed by a special
““Hardship Committee” composed of
Council Members Ronald Watson,
Edward Leininger and Hugh
Crawford.

After reviewing the request, the
committee recommended that fees
for city permits and reviews be cut in
half, reducing the overall costs to the
Lenovers by some $1,500.

The committee’s recommendation
was criticized as being too small by
Covert, who stated she felt the city
should do more to help a small
business person and help preserve
the old house.

“This is a smail business person
and her husband,” she said of the
Lenovers. “They’re not like Tram-
mell Crow or the Delwal Corp. I think
we Should remember the smailer
business people when we grant
various breaks,”

Covert referred specifically to the
council's declsion earlier this year to
grant tax abatement equivalenl to
$500,000 to the Delwal Corp. to move
its factlities from Eleven Mile to a
new site on Grand River. Delwal
Corp. President Willlam Walker had
filed an official petition for tax abate-
ment in accord with state law before
receiving the abatement.

She also asked the rest of the coun-
cil “to search your hearts in terms of

what we’'ve done to help larger:
developers.” ‘

Watson, who served as chairman of
the “Hardship Committee,” respond-
ed that the committee had done just
about everything it could legally do
to assist the Lenovers in reducing the
cost of moving the house,

“We only have jurisdiction over a
very small portion of the fees they -
would like us to waive," he said,

Leininger added that the commit-
tee was "strapped” in finding areas
where it could act legally, and
Crawford confirmed that the com-
mittee had acted in every area where
it had legal jurisdiction. .

In response to a suggestion that the
city waives its tap-in fees for sewer
and water amenities, City Altorney
David Fried confirmed that such an
action would be illegal.

Covert subsequently charged the
res! of the council with ““favoritism”
and stated that there's a “double
standard” in the city in terms of
assisting large business people but
not helping small business peobie.

Covert's allegations of
“favoritism” brought a quick and
immediate response from other
members of the council.

Council Member Martha Hoyer
challenged Covert to cite an example
of “favoritism,”” while Leininger in- .
dicated his intergrity had been im-
pugned.

Specifically, Leininger volunteered
to step down from his position on the
“Hardship Committee’” to give
Covert an opportunity to see if she -
could find more ways to assist the
Lenovers than the committee had
found.

Mayor Patricia Karevich gaveled -
the meeting to order before other
council members had a chance lo
respond.

The motion to waive 30 percent of
city fees for moving the house was
approved on a 4-3 vote, Watson, Lein- -
inger, Crawford and Hoyer voted in
favor of the motion, while dissenting
ballots were cast by Covert,
Karevich and Arlen Schroeder.

Schroeder suggested that the mo-
tion to waive a percentage of permit
fees was improper because the Cen-
tury 21 building does not have an of-
ficial histortc designation.

“It's important to establish the
historical validity of the building
before taking this kind of action,”
said Schroeder. Without an official
historic designation, the council by
waiving the fees is just subsidizing:
the efforts of a business person to,
move from one site to another, he
stated.

PONTIAC — Oakland County com-
missioners are considering spending

of the same studenls three and six
years ago.

In reading, 931 percent of this
year's 10th graders mastered 75-100
percent of the objectives with 89.1
percent mastering 75-100 percent of
the mathematics objectives,

In 1983, the same students {as
seventh graders) registed 86.4 per-
cent in reading and 66.7 in
mathematics. Three years earller,
822 percent of these students
mastered 75-100 percent of the
fourth grade reading objectives
with 73.6 percent mastering 75-100
percent of the mathematics objec-
tives.

The same comparisons were
made for this year's seventh
graders. In reading, 92.8 percent of
the seventh graders mastered 75-
100 percent of the objectives with
81.1 percent mastering 75-100 per-
cent of the math objectives.

In 1983, 95.7 percent of this year's
seventh graders mastered 75-100
percent of the fourth grade reading
objectives with 96.7 percent master-
ing 75-100 percent of the
mathematies objectives.

In addition to the math and

reading objectives, the state alse
administered its first science
assessment as part of this year’s
MEAP.

Piwko told the board the ad-
ministration still is assessing the
results of the science portion of the
MEAP and hopes to release results
inearly 1987.

The superintendent noted that a
sampling of the science section was
administered to some school
districts last year with statewide
testing conducted for the first time
in September,

He noted that the science assess-
ment will nol be incorporated into
the MEAP on an annual basls but
will be administered pericdically.

it's not there now,” said Fluhart, in-
dicating that the book has been
removed from circulation by
authorities.

Fluhart added that the book may
also have been available in some
high school libraries, although he
again emphasized that it 15 not now
avallable through the schools,

"“We know ol at least two book
stores which carry this particular
book,”’ added the Novi police detec-

tive. “When we contacted the book
stores, one of them responded that
they will seli it only to people who are
over 21 years of age. The other said
they would sell the book to anyone
who has the money {o pay forit."

The existence of the unnamed book
became known to law enforcement
officials when two Nov] High School
students were arrested in a series of
bombing incidents which occurred
early last spring.

Fluhart said one of the individuals
arrested in these incldents made

mention of the book during interroga-
tion by police.

The book surfaced again in con-
junction with the current series of
bombings. Fluhart sald a teacher at
Northville High School confiscated a
Xeroxed copy of the book from a stu-
dent. Fluhart would not confirm that
the student who had a copy of the
book is a suspect in the latest in-
cidents.

He did confirm, however, that the
investigation has been focused on
Northville High School students.

“Whoever is involved in these in-
cidents should be aware that it’s an
extremely serious situation,” said
Fluhart.

“To explode a bomb causing
tlamage can be a sentence of 25 years
imprisonment and/or a fine of
§10,000.

*To explode a bomb which causes
personal injury can be a sentence of
life imprisonment with no parole.

*These are not petty incidents,” he
added.

As We See It

Novi Council Member Nancy
Covert lashed out at her fellow council
members at Monday night's meeting,
charging them with “favoritism’' and
operating under a ‘‘double standard.”

Covert's comments were sadly
representative of an increasing
tendency on her part to either
misinterpret the facts or knowingly
distort those facts to suit the purpose of
her own viewpoint.

At the same council meeting and
on the very same topic, Council
Member Arlen Schroeder also express-
ed disagreement with the opinjons of
his fellow council members, but with
an important difference — Schroeder's
views were offered politely and with
respect for opposing viewpoints. Addi-
tionally, they were based on an ac-
curate understanding of the facts and
logical thinking.

Here’s what happened. Several
weeks ago the city council was ap-
proached by Mac and Susan Lenover
with a request to waive the fees
associated with moving the Century 21
Building, in which they conduct their
real estate sales business, from its cur-
rent site on Grand River Avenue to a
new location on Novi Road.

Susan Lenover said the house was
constructed in 1907 and has historic
value. She also admitted that the house
does not have an official historic
designation.

The Lenovers sold the property on
which the house currently is located to
the Trammell Crow Company to per-
mit development of the Town Center
project and now must vacate the site,
Instead of constructing a new facility
on the Novi Road parcel, the Lenovers
decided to move the existing facility.

The Lenover's request for
assistance was referred by the council
to a special “Hardship Committee”
composed of three council members —
Ronald Watson, Edward Leininger and
Hugh Crawford.

The sub-committee met with the

| Lenovers to discuss financial con-

siderations and returned to the council
table Monday night with a recommen-
dation that the city waive 50 percent of
all the fees over which it has jurisdic-
tion. In addition, the committee recom-

{mended that the city ask its con-
sultants to consider waiving a portion
{ of their fees to further assist the

Lenovers move their business from
one site to another.

Ronald Watson, speaking for the
sub-committee, noted that some city
consultants, notably Brandon Rogers
& Associates, have already performed
some work for the Lenovers at no
charge.

Total savings involved with waiv-
ing 50 percent of the fees was
estimated at approximately $1,500.

The recommendation was strongly
criticized by Covert, who charged the
rest of the council with favoring large
developers while doing little or nothing
to help the ‘“small business person.”
More should be done, she said.

Logic, not emotion,
must guide council

fact that the city council earlier this
fall had approved a request from the
Delwal Corp. for a 12-year tax abate-
ment to move its facility from its cur-
rent location on Eleven Mile to a new
site on Grand River Avenue, Approval
of the tax abatement request would
grant Delwal $500,000 in savings over
the 12-year period.

Schroeder’s criticism of the coun-
cil's ultimate decision to grant a
waiver of fees for the Lenovers came
from the opposite direction.

Schroeder took the position that
the Lenover's request for assistance
was without legal foundation. Agreeing
to walve any fees without sound
justification based on established
legislation would set a dangerous
precedent, he argued.

In essence, Schroeder took the
position that approving the waiver of
fees was paramount to helping a
private husiness move from one site to
another through the use of taxpayers’
money.

The Century 21 Building may have
been constructed in 1907, but it has no
official historic designation, he noted.

Schroeder was correct.

Although they have every right to
ask the city to waive its fees, the
Lenovers had no substantive grounds
on which to base the request. Worse
yet, they provided the council with no
justifiable grounds on which it could
honor the request and then turn around
and defend the decision to the next in-

dividual who says he would like the ||

taxpayers to susidize the move of an
old building from one location to
another.

Admittedly, there are certain
paraliels between the Lenover request
and the Delwal request. Both asked the
council for assistance in moving their
existing companies from one location
to another.

But that’s the extent of the
parallel, and attempts to draw any ad-
ditional parallels are superficial and
inaccurate. The Delwal Corp. made its
request for assistance through law
established by the state legislature.
The Lenover request, on the other
hand, had no such basis. The Lenovers
had the same right as anyone else to
apgly for tax abatement, but chose not
to do so.

Government must be operated by
laws, not emotions. Decisions must be
justifiable, and they must be based on
policies that can be applied equitably
to everyone,

In summation, it should be noted
that we are pleased the Lenovers have
decided to preserve the old house on
Grand River, In fact, they are to be
commended for the action.

At the same time, the council went
too far in granting the amount of relief
that it finally granted. Government by
law, not by emotion, is what's impor-
tant in this case and in all cases. Con-
trary to the opinion expressed by
Covert, the council erred in acceding to

newstand woman, walked my dog in the
park, sampled fancy restaurants, lived far
beyond my means and loved the excitement.

Chicago has always seemed to me tobe a
more manageable big-city town than New

York. You can walk to the curb and whistle

for a cab in Chicago and actually get one to
stop, unlike New York. Chicago has the
plays, the nightlife and the cultural pursuits
that city dwellers just love. It also has the
crime, the outrageous cost-of-living and peo-
ple everywhere. '

Chicago had something going for it that
Maine didn’t in my eyes. It was only five
hours from home. It was possible to drive
home for weekends, and I found myself look-
ing forward more and more to returning to
Novi for breaks from the city. There were
trees in Novi and places to walk the dog that
didn't involve dodging traffic. You could
open your window in Novi and not have the
:jvind blow the grime of the city across your

esk.

S0 in time, when the perfect job failed to
materialize in Chicago and I was free to to
decide where 1'd like to try my fortune next,
| decided to move back to Novi. Now, as
much as 1 like the area, there were some
trade-offs in making the move. I can't walk
to the corner grocery, but I can drive to the
A&P where 1'm likely to run into my aunt or
my brother, something that never happened

in Chicago.

I don't get my paper from the newstand,
but all the papers are delivered to my door,
something I could never get in Chicago. So-
meone always swiped the paper from the
stoop before 1 got to it. You can't whistie
down a taxi too easily in Novi, but then you
also don’l have to park half-a-mile from your
house to get a free space.

But perhaps the best part for me of liv-
ing in Novi isn't so much quantitative, it's
the lifestyle. A couple of weeks ago 1 took my
dog for an early morning walk. It was still
dark and the moon was full on my right as I
walked along the field near my home. My
shoes were wet from the frost and my nose
and hands were cold. I slipped on some rot-
ting apples in the grass, and, as I smashed
them with my feet, they gave off a sweet
heavy smeil.

There was an early -morning quiet to the
world until I heard that unmistakable great
honking noise, and a flock of geese took off
from the next-door cornfield. They made a
wide sweeping turn and flew right across
that full moon.

I don't think I saw the moon the whole
two-and-a-half years I lived in Chicaga. And
that’s what 1 tell my {riends when they
shriek at me from Colorado, New York or
whatever spot they've found to call home.

Road improvement top priority

tack.

After last Tuesday night's victory,
15th District state Senator Jack Fax-
on, D-Farmington Hills, paraphrased
another winning Democrat, saying
what Oakland Counly needs is
“roads, roads, roads and better
roads."’

The veteran Faxon, who defeated
Lathrup Village Republican Frank
Brock by a wide margin, sald im-
proving the district’s road system is
his *'top priority’ during what will be
his fifth, four-year term.

After a hard-fought and sometimes
bitter battle between the candidates,
Fagon’s victory was clear cut.
Oakland County's senior senator
defeated Brock 46,222 to 27,601,

Brock carried Lathrup Village 936-
705, but the incumbent was strong
aimost everywhere else in his
district,
Southfield, Farmington Hills, Farm-
ington, Novi and Wixom. Faxon was
strongest In Southfield, Qak Park and
Ferndale.

In Southfield, Faxon captured
17,022 vaotes to Brock's 6,478. Tradi-
tionally Republican communities
such as Farmington Hills, Farm-
ington and Novi brought Brock nar-
row wins. :

The challenger defeated Faxon in
Farmington Hills and Farmington,
9,669 to 8,560 and 2,030 tg 1,660 respec-
tively,

A relieved Faxon, who accused his
opponent of running a “negative”
campaign against him, called his
triumph a “big victory." He said he
intends to get right to work on distriet
issues, such as improving roads and
helping school districts recapture
categorical state-aid.

“What we need to do js get the
feeder roads (such as Telegraph)
working. People here are frustrated
by the inability to get around," said
Faxon, Oakland County's senlor
senator with 16 years experience.

“We can't wait another 10 years to
get going, or we'll all be suffering

from gridlock,” said Faxon.

The victory shows that *‘people
have good judgment, that they don't
like negative campaigns and that in-
dividuals who run should run on their
own records, and not try to tear so-
meone apart with false accusations
and distortions,’’ Faxon said.

Faxon charged that his opponent
distributed misleading literature
which unfairly criticized his effec-
tiveness and attendance jn Lansing.

According to Faxon, Brock
literature painted district increases
in crime and drug use as being the
direct result of his ineffective tenure,
and that he was ‘“absent or late”
from 1986 Senate sessions 70 percent
of the time.

The latter claim was untrue, said
Faxon, who stressed earlier that his
record has been better than “99.5
percent’ of his colleagues.

Brock said his literature was based
totally on Faxon's “‘public record”
and uot Intended as a personal at-

Despite Faxon’s claims, Brock was
diplomatic in defeat at his Southfield
headquarters early Wednesday mor-
ning.

As his campaign headquarters
emptied, Brock said the final tally
won't stop him from remaining ac-
tive in the Republican Party and tak-
ing another run at Faxon in four
years.

“*Anytime you run against someone
who has been in office as long as Fax-
on, it’s a tremendous uphill challenge
just to get name recognition on a par
with his,”" Brock admitted.

“Now the idea is to remain active

and invalved, and I intend to continue

to speak out on the Issues in this
district.”

Brock’s decision to run for the state
House, however, cost him his seat on
Lathrup Village's council. Outside of
his vow o remain an active
Republican, he was noncommittal
about his political future.

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Subdivision to
decide park use

Members of the Whispering
Meadows Homeowners Association
have a decision to make. The associa-
tion was deeded the ownership of a
5.27 acre parcel of land to use as a
park. The land is densely wooded,
and association members must
decide whether the park should be
cleared and used as an athletic field
or maintained in a wocded state.

The issue of the proper use of the
park land became a point of discus-
sion at last week's meting of the Novi
Planning Commission. The commis-

sion has been studying the proposed

plans for Whispering Meadows Sub-
division No, 4, located at Sunrise
Boulevard between Eight and Nine
Mile. The proposed 10 home sites lie
adjacent to the park land. The park is
currently accessible through a 25
foot private easement from Sunrise
Boulevard. _

Planning consultant Brandon
Rogers cautioned the commission
that a Woodlands review is not yet
complete and that a permit has not
been issued, If tentative approval is
glven to the developer, he may be re-
quired to make changes in the design
to insure protection of the woodlands,
Rogers advised,

Commissioner Riley Richard,
formerly a member of the Whisper-
ing Meadows Homeowners Associa-
tion, explained that a prior agree-
ment between the assoclation and the
developer involved the clearing. of
trees for a recreational field for the
use of residents. He raised objections
to the single access point to the park
and called for two points of entry at
either end of the proposed develop-
ment, each at least 20 feet in width.

Commissioner Jeseph Toth noted
that a recreational field of suitable
size would involve the clearing of a
large portion of the 602 trees on the
property. Toth said, ‘1 would not be
in favor of losing all those trees just
to put up a ball field. There are
already three other parks within the
Whispering Meadows subdivision
where children can play.”

Richard said that the steep grade
of the only other nearby field made it
unsuitable for playing soccer or
baseball.

A contingent of residents from the
surrounding Whispering Meadows
developments and owners of the 10
new lots voiced concern about the ad-
ditional traffic on Sunrise Boulevard
and the size of the lots proposed.
Several residents expressed a desire
for further input into & decision on
the park's use.

Commissioner Judith Johnson ex-
pressed concern that the planning
commission had no right to decide
the use of the park, since it was
privately owned, but that approval of
the plan involved making sure that
access roads (o the park sile were
avaiiable,

“If you don't have open areas that
are accessible, it defeats the pur-
pose.” Jehnson proposed that two ac-
cess points, each 12 feet wide, be buiit
on the north and south borders of the
proposed development. '

Richard countered that the area
and the proposed use of the park re-
quired more substantial access. The
proposal was tabled for further study
and will he discussed at the Nov. 19
meeting of the commission.

Larry Ciancio, president of the
Whispering Meadows Homeowners
Association, said that the matter of
how best to use the park land will be
discussed by the association. “*Neo
decislon has been reached yet, it is at
our discretion whether the land will
be -cleared for a balifield, or left
wooded."” .

He said that association elections
were being held Nov. 11 and the mat-
ter would be discussed following the
results. *'1'm sure that there are a lot
of people very interested in this

issue," said Clancio.

by local firm

More Americans are choosing
frozen cocktails instead of hard li-
quor. And Mclnerney’s Fountain
Syrup Co. of Northville is picking up
on the trend with its fruitty mixes for
low-alcobol cocktails.

Mclnerney's moved to Northville
from Farmington Hills in 1984 when
it was purchased by Paul Newman,
owner of Northville Laboratories, a
flavor and fragrance maker.

The firm developed its Pelican Bay
Frozen Cocktail mixes and juices in
February, 1986 and has aiready
distributed the syrups in many
siates, including Michigan, Ohio, II-
linois, New York, South Carolina and
Pennsylvania.

The concentrated fruit juices and
syrups, made in Northville at 100
Rural Hill Dr., are sold wholesale to
taverns and restaurants. They are
meant to be put in blenders with ice
and one ounce of liquor to make
cocktails in such flavors as
strawberry, peach, candy apple and
mocha creme.

Mclnerney's sells the mixes to
about 100 Michigan bars in ils own
distribution area, in addition Lo
taverns throughout the state who get
the product from other distributors,
The firm is plaoning to distribute the
mixes nationally and may introduce
the syrups {o the retail market,

*(The mixes) are very marketable
for many reasons,”’ said Mclnerney's
President Jack Paulie.

Because of strict drunk driving and
liguor liability laws, and because
Americans are going on health kicks,
people are staying away from hard li-
quer and drinking low-alcohol

cocktails instead, Paulie explained.

Mclnerney's promotes Ils low-
alcohol drinks, stressing that the
cocklails can help bar owners avoid
liquor-liability law suits, because
proprietors can be sued for what hap-
pens to an intoxicated customer after
he leaves the bar, said Division
Manager Debbie Lemere.

Mclnerney’'s was certified by the
state of Michigan’s Techniques in
Alcohol Management program, a
seminar promoting responsibility in
Michigan bar owners, offering in-
struction in how to prevent
customers from getting drunk.

“‘(Bar owners) can't let people get
drunk,"” said Lemere. '*They have to
watchit.”

Frozen cocktails seem to be the
alternative for people who want to
drink without getting drunk.

People drink a frozen drink slower
than they would drink a Martini,

Coins, slamps, antiques and other
art objects can be a profitable way to
spend your leisure hours if you invest
wisely and have the patience Lo await
the returns, according to the
Michigan Association of CPAs.

Patience is the key lo just about
any investment. However, experts
familiar with the investment poten-
tial of coliectibles agree that predic-
ting growth in value Is risky.

The prudent collector must
thoroughly research his or her in-
tended collection and patiently await
the reward. Nonetheless, a serious
interest in coilectibles can be a fun
way to garner tangible, practical
assets,

The value of certain collectibles,
such as limited edition figurines,

china, plates and paintings, in-

creases over time, The holding
period for a recognized piece of arl is
generally from five lo 10 years, with
the value increasing considerably 30
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Collectibles can make good investment

M oﬁey Management

to 40 years after the initial purchase.

Before you buy, it is wise to ask the
dealer how many of the edition are
available, if it is the only edition and
whether any reproductions have
been done by the original ariist.
Some states require dealers to in-
form customers of these facts.

Another consideration in
estimating the value of your collec-
tion is its quality. Generally, the bet-
ter the quality the more marketable
the item. In addition to quality, the
attractiveness, perfection and rarity
of an object make it desirable. And,
the more desirable an item, the
higher its value.

To make the most of any opportuni-
ty for growth in your collectible's
value, CPAs say you should consult a
catalogue and an expert in the field.
Read all the information you can

about collectibles you are consider-
ing purchasing. Check coliectors’
newsletters, trade magazines and
books. Remember to include the cost
of these publications when you are
estimating the expenses of collec-
ting. Also, keep in mind that op-
timistic reports in these publications
are not a guarantee that your collec-
tible will appreciate in value.

To actually get a return on your in-
vestment, you must sell it. An auc-
tion gallery might be a wise choice
since it presents the opportunity for
competitive bidding. Keep in mind
that dealers and galleries can charge
anywhere from five percent to 25 per-
cent commission, which sometimes,
but not atways, is split between the
seller and buyer. An item sold on con-
signment may take several months
or longer to sell. Thus, if you want
readily convertible assets and a

highly liquid investment, certain col-
lectibles may not {it your needs.

Profits from the resale of a coltlecti--
ble generally qualify for capital
gains treatment on your tax return.
Before selling a collectible, check
with a CPA on the tax consequences
of lusses or gains that may resull
from that sale. He or she can also ad- -
vise you on whether or not that col-
lectibie is classified as an investment
in the eyes of the IRS.

If you are thinking about coliec-
tibles as a way {o protect your money
and enjoy your free tirme, follow the
approach taken by successful cotlec-
tors. Carefully decide which coliec-
tibles you like and research their
possibilities for appreciation before -
you buy. "

With the right approach and advice.
from experts, collecting can turn out
to be a fun way to earn areturn on an
investmenl.

CPAs advise, however, that if you
are interested in investing in collec-
tibles, it should only be one part of
your investment strategy.

Book groups survive in video world

While limited leisure time seems
to be the primary factor in the
demise of local book discussion
groups, there is no questlon that
more and more readers are being
lost to cable television, video
cassetté recorders, computers and
the like.

Northville resident Zo Chisnell,
who has been a member of the
Great Books Program for nearly 10
years, said she has seen a steady
decline in her chapter's member-
ship during the past decade.

Founded about 25 years ago by
two former Northville residents,
the chapler once boasted 2535
members. .

“We weren't sure we were going
to be able to continue the group last
year," she noted, adding that
membership in the Livonla-based
chapter reached an all-time low of
4-§ people last winter.

As a longlime member of Great
Books, Chisnell said she believes
the new series has been somewhat
simplified — perhaps to attract
new members,

Despite the simplification,
however, Great Books continués to

philesophy and religion.

For most readers, it s a change
of pace from the usual selection of
best sellers.

Both Orr and Burrell noted that
library patrons most likely to read
the classics are high school
students — usually getting their
first exposure to Goethe, Thoreau
and Chekov.

Having had two sons complete
the humanities course at Nor-
thville High School, Chisnell con-
curs that some high school
students are far ahead of adults in
the readings of Western Civillza-
tion,

That's not to say that reading
has become obsolete. As reader in-
terests change, 50 do materials on
library shelves.

"The classics are not the first
choice for readers,” Burrell noted.
“What's much more popular are
coplng kinds of books — how to buy
a house, how to pay your taxes,
how to get adivorce. . .

Reye's Syndrome is a childhood
killer that strikes swiftly and without
much warning,

In conjunction with National
Reye's Syndrome Month
{(November), Thomas Price, ex-
ecutive director of the Nalional
Reye's Syndrome Foundation, ad
vises that parenis should become
aware of the deadly disease and
know its symptoms.

Reye's Syndrome can develop
three to five days after the onset of
the flu, chicken pox, an upper
respiratory illness or other viral in
fection, said Price, It affects ail
nrgans of the body, but, most lethal-
ly, the liver and the brain.

The disease is not contagious and is
often misdiagnosed as encephalitis,
meningilis, diabeles, poisioning,
drug overdose or sudden infanl
death.

Price advises that parents should
watch for these symptons after a
viral infection seems to have run its
course and the child is feeling better:

[] Persistent or continuous
vomiting;

[l Listlessness (loss of- pep and
energy, drowsiness),;

(7 Pesonality changes (irritabili-
ty, combativeness or slurred
speech};

{1 Disorientation (unable to iden-
tify whereabouts or family
members); and

[l Delirium or convulsions.

Price said the symptoms should be
ireated as perhaps the first indica-
tion of Reye's Syndrome, A child’s
life may depend on early diagnosis,
and parents are advised to seek
medical attention immediately if any
of the symptoms develop in a child or
young adult.

The American Academy of
Pediatricians also warns that aspirin
may increase the risk of developing
Reye’s Syndrome, Parents should
avoid the use of aspirin when a child
or young adult is recovering irom the
flu or chicken pox.

In conjunction with National
Reye’s Syndrome Month, the founda-
tion has launched a massive public
etducation campaign. *‘We will be
reaching countless households with
Reye’s Syndrome fact sheets in an ef-
fort to alert the public to the risk fac-
tor involved with aspirin, early
symptoms and the importance of pro-
mpt diagnosis,” said Price.

| Gross preaches

winning attitude

“In 22 years of sportscasting, I've
learned there’s very little difference
between people, but that difference
can make all the difference in the
world. That difference is attitude. A
winning attitude is the key to sue-
cess.”

The speaker is John Gross, award-
winning television sports reporter,
accomplished NFL Films
photographer, author of two books
with a third underway, and Novi resi-
dent.

Gross had been invited to speak, as
he {requently is, to a select group of
student athletes on the importance of
education Lo success in athletics and
in life.

Gross was ‘here, he says, because
he truly wants to make a difference
in young people’s lives. “More than
37,000 youngsters dropped out of
school last year in Michigan alone.
Maybe | can reach some of them," he
says.

As a former student athlete, he
knows the obstacles on the way to
professional, as well as academic
and athletic success. He had to learn
to overcome the barriers.

Gross has achieved the goals he
had set for his professienal life — to
be a sports reporler in a major televi-
sion market and to have his work ap-
pear on network television, His cur-
rent goal is to share with others,
through public speaking, the means
by which he and others have achiev-
ed success.

His challenge on this day was to
convince each person in the audience
that he or she had the potentjal for
success, His goal was to motivate
them to deveiop winning attitudes
aboul themselves. His methods were

mesmerizing.

On this occasion, as is his style,
Gross did not hide behind a podium
or rely on a microphone. He stepped
toward the audience and specke to all
as if he were having a persanal eon-
versation with each one there.

His voice rose and fell with the
cadence of a television commentator
as he cited team statistics and recall-
ed stories of individual success. He
paced the stage as he reeled out a str-
ing of ane-liners about sports
celebrities and sporting events. He
used his body, gestures and move-
ment to dramatize each story,

Evey joke, every line, was careful-
ly selected to emphasize the im-
portance of having a winning at-
titude. Using humeor, Gross relaxed
them. He didn't hesitate to laugh at
himself and the students laughed
with him,

Then without warning, Gross, a
master of visual imagery, would slip
into a stery illustrating the im-
portance of self-confidence, goal-
setting or perseverence, a story with
an emotional punch.

And just as quickly, before the
students could retreat from their own
reactions, Gross would remind them
again how little difference there |s
between people . . . how there didn't
have to be any difference between
thern and the winners of the world.
Gross effectively used humor to ease
the emotional tension of such
moments,

John Gross appears at schools
throughout the state and gets lots of
feedback. Are students motivated?
“I see It at Channel 7. I'll get a call
saying I've helped somebody,” he
pauses a moment. A boyish grin
breaks like a sunrise across his face;
his eyes light up. *“What more could
anyone want?"

Chad Balk, coach of the Novi Wildcat swim
team, is both surprised and happy.

Balk's Novi tankers somehow manage to find a
winning combination week after week. And they
did it again last week.

The Wildcats pulled off another surprisingly
easy win over a tough opponent to exiend their
current winning streak to four in a row. The 56-70
dunking of Brighton last Thursday gave Novi the
unofficial Kensington Valley Conference swim ti-
tle for the first time ever.

Since Novi and Brighton are the only two KVC
team’s wilh swimming programs, the annual
match determines the unofficial KVC champlon-
ship. And the powerful Bulldog tankers have
dominated — until last week.

“[}'s the [irst time we've ever beaten Brighton
and that made me very happy,” Balk said. *'We
had them weli scouted and we swam around them.
They swam a carbon copy line-up of the scouting
report we had.”

The 'Cats took firsts in eight of the 11 events, and
even registered another school record in the pro-

cess. Novi's record is now a sparkling 9-2 overall
with just two dual meets left on the scheduie.

“I'm surprised we handied (Brighton) so easi-
ly,” Balk admitted. '*Each meet we tend to find a
new winning cornbination. We switch swimmers
around to different events, and somebody always
seems {0 have a good meet for us,

The new school record came in the meet's final
event, Gwen Rowlands, Mara Deline, Christie
Duthie and Beth Surowiec won the 400 {reestyle
relay in a time of 3:59.7, shattering the old mark
by nearly four seconds.

Prospects bright
for Novi runners

The 1986 season was a rebirth of
the Novi boys cross-country pro-
gram, according to Coach Bob
Smijth.

The season provided the Wildcats
with many opportunities to defeat
opponents the team has never
beaten before — and, for the first
time in years, the Novi harriers
made the most of their op-
portunities.

"I call it the renaissance,” Smith
said. "“We had some good, powerful
athletes in the program up until 1984
and then the bottom dropped out.
There seemed to be a shortage of
good athletes for awhile and (the
cross-country team) was hit harder
than anybody. But now we are com-
ing back and earning back the
respect we've had in the past.”’

Novi won its first Kensington
Valley Conference dual meet ever In
'86. As a matter of fact, the Wildcats
won two dual meets (over Howell
and South Lyon) and for the first
time in a long time, managed to
move out .of the league cellar.
Smith's troops placed sixth at the
KVC Meet.

*‘We're not going to have any more
of those droughts,'” Smith promised.
“Qur runners believe in themselves
now, and they know how Lo win. Win-
ning breeds winning and this season
we finally started todo it."”

The big surprise of ’86 was the
stunning improvement exhibited by
sophomore Rob Rasmussen.
Heading into the season, Rasmussen
was a runner fighting for a varsity
letter. Af the end of the season, he
was the Wildcats' number one run-
ner.

“From the very first meet, Rob
took off and has been very good,”
Smith said. ‘‘He's still got a long way
to go, and I think he’ll shave a lot
more time off because right now he
is still growing and doesn’t have a lot
of strength yet.

“He believes in himself. Once his
body - catches up to his mental
growth, he’ll be a real power.”

At the start of the season, junior
Craig Cowden was Novil's un-
disputed top runner and even though
he losi some ground to Rasmussen,
Cowden was still at or near the top.
Cowden placed first among his
teamates in six of the season's 12
races with Rasmussen winning the
remaining six.

"They kept pushing each other
and I think it is making them better
— they are running harder,” Smith
said. “It's a very healthy competi-
tion.

“Craig (Cowden) Improved this
season. It just wasn’t like the
phenomenal growth that Rasmussen
had. Craig quietly cut 35 seconds off
his personal best time at Cass Ben-
lon.”

The number three runner most of
the year was another sophomore,
Bret Van Dyke. At season’s end, Van
Dyke was just four seconds behind
Rasmussen, giving Smith a very po-
tent 1-2-3 punch next season. Ac-
cording to Smith, Van Dyke didn’t
train during the summer and it hurt
him early. But once the season
began, he " started to improve
dramatically.

“Bret just ran out of time,"’ Smith
said. "If the season was longer, he
may have caught the other two."”

The third sophomore very much in
the picture for next season is Yash
Rohatgi, who spend much of *86 with
the junior varsity. Despite the J.V,
status, Rohatgi recorded the fourth
fastest time of the year for' Novi run-
ners and lacks only experience,

*'He could develop into the top four
next year, but right now he is behind
the top three, Smith explained.
*‘We have a very, good sophomore
class, but we are hurting without
many freshmen in the program. We
are good for two years, but we could
be desperate after that — the soceer
program is really wiping us out.”

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As firearm deer season (Nov. 15-
30} approaches, Department of
Natural Resources (DNR)} Law En-
forcement officlals urge hunters to
Lake every precaution for safety this
hunting season.

wpecidents during the firearm
deer season can be avoided if basic
hunter salety rules are observed,”
says DNR Law Enforcement Chief

Herb Burns.

Hunter accidents fall into one of
two categories: accidental and in-
tentional discharge. Intentional
discharge accidents usually involve
the victim being mistaken for game,
the victim being out of sight of the
shooter or the victim covered by the
shooter swmgmg on game. ‘‘These

anudents Burns notes, *‘most

ofLen involve members of the same
hunting party.”

To prevent intentional discharge
accidents, he slresses hunters
should wear hunter orange hats and
jackets or vests, should be sure of
the target and what’s beyond the
target before pulling the trigger, and
should not use scopes in place of
binoculars, ‘Never point a gun at
anything you don’t want to shoot,”
Burns adds.

Careless handling of firearms,
stumbling or falling, loading and
unioading, and removing firearms
from or placing them in a motor
vehicle are all causes of accidental
discharges. Again, members of the
same hunting party are usually vic-
tims, or hunters suffer self-inflicted
wounds.

Burns says hunters should handle
every firearm as if it were loaded,
walch the muzzle, do not carry or
transport a loaded firearm in a
motor vehicle, and keep firearms
unloaded when not in use.

Hunters using handguns should be
particularly careful. Most accidents
with handguns are seif-inflicted with
severe wounds to the lower leg,
ankle and feet. They are caused by a
hunter drawing a gun from the
holster and having a finger inside
the trigger guard while drawing it.

To prevent such accidents, hunters .

are advised to carry an unloaded
chamber under the hammer while
hunting,

DNR Law Enforcement statistics

‘show the total hunting accidents for

1985 numbered 85, including 8

_‘ tWarning to deer hunters: Be careful

fatalities. This is the fewest number
of hunting accidents in Michigan
since 1938, when there were 54, in-
cluding 23 fatalities.

The leading contributing factors in
1985 were careless handling of
firearms, where the viclim was gut
of sight of the shooter, or where the
vietim was covered by the shooter
swinging on game.

DNR-sponsored hunter education
classes are still available. First time
hunters, 12-16 years of age, must
complete the course before purchas-
ing a hunting license. Firearm deer
hunlers planning on using & handgun
in southern lower Michigan (Zone 3)
who were born afler January 1, 1960,
must also have a hunter education
certificate in thelr possession.

Three-quarters of the men and 65 percent of the
woemen pereenve themselves Lo be more physicaly
achive than others their age.

These statistics concern U-M o assistant pro-
sesar of physical education, Christine L. Brooks,
whn conducted the study. *The vast majority of
these individuals never did any form of physical
activity That would even begin to challenge their
cardiovasceular system, ' she reports,

“Ninely-nine percent never jogged, 95 percent
never ur rarely bicycled, %0 percent never or rare-
by swam and 43 percent never did any other spert.
Thew most frequent activity was walking, with 20
pervent claiming to take long walks often. Twenty-
‘hiree percent said they engaged in an active hob-
Ly such as gardening or dancing.™

Brooks' research is spurred by a U.S. Deparl-
ment of Human Services directive to have 60 per-
cent of the adult population physically active by
1417

“This poses a formidabie challenge,” she said,

“While considerable research shows a potential
link between physical activity, good health and
cithanced well-being, we know little aboul how Lo
effectively communicate this message to be
public.'

The fundamental question seemed Lo he: how do
people assess their physicad condition in the first
place? To find out Brooks analyzed data from the
1974 National Center fer Health Stalislics which
surveyed a national sample of 3,00 American
adults aged 20-64 on personal health practices and
Consequences,

*The data base has some limitations in thal the
calegories were not well defined and the guestions
left to peoples’ interpretation. The ‘other sport’
calegory could range from a slrenuocus activily
such as racquetball to a low intensity activily such
as golf,” Brooks said.

“But it is stil] noteabie that only 17 percent of the
men and about 20 percent of the women say Lhey
are dissatisfied with their physical conditton.
These individuals also have many more health
problems with about 60 percent reporting they had
heen bed-ridden ane or more days in the past year.
Seventy-four percent of the women and 56 percent
of the men thought they were overweight. All of

these percentages were much higher than in the
salisfied group, Brooks noted.

“Overall, the findings suggesl that Americans
are satisfied with their physical condition if they
perceive themselves to be healthier and more
energetic than olhers in their social network,”
Brooks concludes. “We should be encouraging
lhem to use a difierent evaluation strategy or to
meet certain goals. The recommended minimum
i$ vigorous exercise 35 minutes a day, Lthree times
a week."”

Despite claims about the popularity of exercise,
one-lhird of the American adult pepulation never
exercises, according to Brooks' studies, and only
10 percent meet the exercise requirements believ-
¢d to prevent heart disease, the country’s leading
cause of death and second leading cause of
disability, accounting for 52 million lost workdays
annually.

“Encouraging vigorous physical activily thus
becomes an impertant teol for preventing lifestyle
diseases, containing national health care costs
and promoting a higher overall qualily of life,”
she says. “‘Bul until we better understand what
motivates people 10 exercise more, the 1990 goal
will be impossible to meet,"
