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battle

in mall

Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole
remembers the days when Novi
was the last place you'd go lo do
your Chrisimas shopping. Now
Novi is a prime shopping area for
people from all over metro Detroit
and cities as (ar away as Flint,

And even though the- holiday
shopping season may be bringing
looks of joy to the faces of retailers,
it is also bringing complaints from
motorists.

On Friday, November 28, tradi-
ticnatly the busiest shopping day of
the year, dispatchers at the Novi
Police station were already deluged
with calls from irate shoppers.

Dispatchers Leslie Hilf and Don-
na Cerretanl were fielding calls
- about the lack of parking space,
people parking in handicapped
parking spots and back-ups on the
expressways. “This is only the
beginning,” moaned Hilf. “This is
the worst time of the year forus,"

All eight Novi police cars were
out on traffic control at the mall by
3:30 p.m. Friday afternoon.
Although traffic back-ups were not
extensive, BeGole expected the pro-
blems to grow as the evening pro-
gressed.

Twelve Oaks store employees en-
countered traffic problems as early
as B a.m. as they drove to work, Sue
Helke, security manager for
JCPenny’s sald the mall lot was
already filling by that lime, Police
reported that there were no emply
spacesbylla.m.

Cars were parked up on the grass
next to the paved parking areas Fri-
day afternoon as well as on any

areas

available stretch of pavement.
BeGole said over 800 tickets were
issued last year, primarily for fire
lane and handicap zene violations.
"“We try to use every available inch
of space in the lot,"" BeGole said.
His officers do not issue tickets
unless a car is clearly blocking a
marked zone.

Helke has seen many Christmas
seasons In her tenure at Twelve
Oaks and her memories include
some rather un-seasonal acts such
as lights over parking spaces.

“It §s running smoother this
year,"” she said. “'] think people are
shopping earlier. The crowds have
been here for the last couple of
Saturdays, so it's been more spread
out. And people know that parking
is really limited at Twelve Oaks so,
people are more wary."”

Planning for the holiday traffic
surge has been going on for some
time. BeGole set up a North Central
Novi Traffic Planning Committee
after receiving complaints last year
about traffic tie-ups and long waits
to get into shopping centers,

Committee members included
store and mall managers, city traf-
fic consultants, police, cily
engineering consultants, the mayor
and members of the planning com-
mission,

One of the first major concerns
facing the committee was the lack
of necessary parking space at
Twelve Qaks. A new parking lot
was added which will open up 700
more spaces in the spring when it is
paved, and which s providing 300-
400 spaces for this holiday shopping
season.

Pilot lands plane
by middle school

When Chuck Walker finally sat
down for Thanksgiving dinner last
Thursday afternocn, the Brookland
Farms resident truly had
something to be thankful for.

Walker had taken off In his
Citabria airplane from New Hudson
Airport earlier that morning omy to
have his engine stall out, forcing
him lo make an emergency landing
on the hall fields behind Novi Mid-

dle School.

“1t was a pretty exclting way to
spend Thanksglving,” said Walker,
28. '] was scared when it happened.
But after 1 got down safely, the
whole thing got to be more and
more exciting,

“Looking back on it now, I fell
like I bad a brush with danger and
was able to beat it out.”

Walker has been flying for 12
years and, in fact, frequently flies
professlonally for the family-owned
company, Univertical in Detroit.

When Thanksgiving morning
broke clear and beautiful, Walker
decided to fly the Citabria down to
Detroit for a bird’s eye view of the
Thanksgiving Day parade. ,

“1 wasn't ofl the ground more
than two minutes when 1 got the
feeling that something wasn't
right,” he reported. "I was lesing a
little bit of power, but it was nothing

serious and ] really didn't think’

much about it. 1t was no real pro-
blem."”

Two minutes later the engine shut
off completely, and all ot a sudden
Walker's “little problem” had
become a big problem.

“The first thing they teach you
when your englne cuts out is to start
looking for an open field,” he
reported. I spotted the playing
fields behind the schools on Talt
Road and they looked like a good
place to go down if I had to make an
emergency landing.

“fut I never really thought I was

going to go down,” he continued.
“When the engine cut off, I feit I
knew what the problem was and it
would only be a matter of seconds
before ] got it started again.

“I guess ] looked for a field out of
instinet. 1t's what they teach you to
do, but 1 never really believed I was
going to have to put it down. I had
no intention of landing.”’

Walker said It was approximately
two minutes from the time his
engine conked out until he was on
the ground.

“The first minute, 1 never ac-
cepted that 1 was going down,” he
recalled. **I was uptight, but I never
panicked. There was no time to
panie,

“*After about one minute, I began
lo accept the fact that [ was going
down. 1 still wasn't worried because
there was this nice big field down
below me. It wasn't until 1 got
closer to the ground that I noticed
there was a fence between the two
baseball diamonds, That com-
plicated things considerably.

“1 had to cut altitude and watch
my speed In addition to trylng to
line up the landing, I went through
some fairly tricky maneuvers try-
ing to bring It in. I was flying
sideways for awhile, trying to cut
alr speed and line up the approach,

Homeowner’s group sets goals

A group of Novi homeowners has
decided to put its money where its
mouth is, or, more accurately, to
put time and effort into solving
what are perceived to be some of
Novi's problems.

Eighleen residents representing
11 different subdivisions were
represented at the first meeting of
the Novi Homeowner's Council on
Monday, Dec. 1, t¢ determine the
goals and organizational methods
of the new group.

Judy Cubberly, bookkeeper for
the Village Oaks Homeowner's
Association, started the group by
sending out notices to over 30 sub-
division boards. She Included in-
formation on a similar group in
Farmingten Hills, Cubberly told the
assembled council, “There are a lot
of people willing to work out there,

our job is to get people involved.”
The Injtial meeting centered on

- defining the goals of the group. Col-

lecting and dispersing information
will be a primary responsibility,
with a rotation set up to insure at
least one member attends all coun-
¢il and planning commission
meetings. .

‘'We need to be a watchdog group
with the planning commission and
the city council,” said Peter
Winter, president of the North Hills
Homeowner's Association. “‘No
single subdivision can do it. We
need to stop things from sneaking
up on us. We need to be ready lor
the crucial times.”"

Council representatives discuss-

 ed the matter of homeowner apathy

to determine if they had the support
of thelr communities for the pro-
ject. “It's sad but true, people don't
gel involved until it directly attects
them,”” observed Gene Heathcoal of

the Meadowbrook Lake subdivi-
sion. **But there are issues out there
that . indirectly affect every other
subdivision, and the only way that
the citizens are going to be heard Is
in a unified group.”

Many members of the individuai
homeowner's boards were elected
by default, due to a lack of interest
on the part of homeowners. Winter
told the assembled council that
when big issues come up, total com-
munity support would be a factor.

“To have impact with the council
and planning commission you need
back-up. You must know your con-
stituency. Karevich, Hoyer and
Watson have been here for a long
time and their power base is right
here,”’ Winter said.

Members discussed what form of
specific political action the new
group would take, and most agreed
the organization would not endorse
candidates but would possibly hold

F3
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debates. There was support for the
idea of pultting their own eandidate
on the board.

“You have a group of people on
the council who have been there for
an excess of 10, 12 and 15 years. To
have any serious effect, you shoutd
seriously think about putting a
representative of your own on the
council or planning commission,”
Winter lold the group.

David White, treasurer of the
Jamestown Green Associatlion, sug.
gested setting up a parallel political
arm for the new council that would
endorse candidales,

The council agreed that one of the
purposes of the new group would be
te act as a “helpmate” or guide to
members of the city councl. “A
unified persistence can help focus
the city in-a different direction,”
observed Neil Greenfield of the

Homeowner’s council airs concerns

If everything were perfect in Novi no one would
think of forming another council of concerned
citizens, right?

Well, 18 representalives to the newly-formed
Novi Homeowner’s Council have a few things on
their minds.

“We were brought in kicking and screaming
because of the development of the land behind my
house,” Jim Duprey said, referring to the propos-
ed light Industrial site near his Meadowbrook
Lake house. :

Jim Utley, an Orchard Ridge homeowner and
seven-year Novi resident, echoed Duprey's sen-
timents. “'I'm pretty frustrated with some of the
council action. 1 empathize with Meadowbrook
Lake's zoning problems and urge the council to
change its zoning habits. They're not keeping the
people’'s point of view in mind."”

Laura Lorenzo of Lexington Green subdivision
is upset al the changes in Novi. “*Novi used lo be &

laid back semi-rural cemmunity. We're losing
that. I'm concerned with the philosophy of the ma-
jority of the city council,” she said. ‘‘The direction
that the community takes should be decided by
everybody not just the 14 people on the council and
planning commission.” .

Muitiple family dwellings were a big concern
with many of the homeowners present. One par-
ticipant suggested that “today’s apartments are
tomorrow’s slums*’ — a phrase which proved to be
popular with the group. Michael Navetta of Car-
riage Hill subdivision veiced concern with Novi's
growth and said the “‘apartment density is the
most detrimental growth of any kind."”

Rico Digirolamo of Meadowbrook Lake told the
group that the city doesn’t appear to know what
direction it wants to go in. *The city council works
on a fragmented basis. Do we want to be a Melvin-
dale or a Bloomfield Hills? We're already a
regional shopping area, why do we have to be an

Industrial area as well?"

Sensitive Issues such as the lecation of the pro-
posed Novi Sewage Treatment Plant and the
Jamestown Green group home were also on the
group's list. David White of Jamestown Green
noted that his homeowner’s assoclation ‘“‘recently
lost the war against the group home that the stale
mental health board stuck in our subdivision. A
group home for the mentally ill."”

The city council received its share of criticism
from the group. Brian Shea of Orchard Hills
agreed that the new organization had reason to be
concerned and said “the city council is an elite
group with strange ideas.” :

Council members may have a chance to respond
to the new organization. Plans were discussed to
invite the council to attend a juture meeting to pro-
vide an open dialogue between homeowners and
their elected officials,

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Final revisions made in Town Center site plan

[f all goes according ta ptan, Novi's
‘Town Center area should be open for
business in June, 1987,

The Novi City Council and Plann-
ing Commission met in jont session
[ast week 1o study revisions in the
final site plan for the Fown Cenler
project on the northeast corner of
Novi Road and Grand River.

The changes were really ad-
justments or ‘“finalizations," ae-
cording to Pat Corrigan, leasing
agent for Trammell Crow Company,
developers of the 300-acre project.

Alterations were made in the T0-
acre retail shopping area, including
doubling of the parking area on the
east side of the Town Center Area,
reconsideration of the dimensions of
A-building (the Vic Tanny site),
decper space requirements [or
tenants in buildings ¥ and H; and the
transformation of Building I from an
L-shaped building to one large
buiding with a vertical tower.

Building 1 will be the main struc-
ture of the shopping center. Ac-
carding to Corrigan, it is designed as
a 360 degree building with one side
facing the to-be constructed Crescent

Boulevard and acling as a civic en-

trance way for the city, and one side
facing the interior shopping area.

The area facing Crescent willbe an -

all brick structure, while the other
side will be brick, glass and stucco
covered with a copper-colored metal
roof, The vertical tower will be in-
corporated into the building, pro-
viding a civic symbol for the ceater.
The tower will have NOVI installed
vertically on the north and south
sides with a clock visible on the east
and west.

luminated at night and be visible
from Novi Road and I-696.

Mayor Patricia Karevich told the
develeper, ‘It looks like twe
buildings, and 1 mean that in a
positive way.” Not all the council
members shared her opinton,
however. Council Member Martha
Hoyer commented that she did have
strong concern over the appearance
of building 1 and questioned whether
the commercial side would enhance
the center’s look.

Jim Alt, architect for the Vic Tan-

ny developers, spoke briefly on the
aesthetic changes planned to
Building A. “We wanted to take full
advantage of the sile, which
overlooks the expressway on one side
and is visible to Novl Road and the
Town Center on the others.

Council Member Nancy Covert
questioned whether adequate park-
ing was planned for the Town Center.
Coverl referred to the lack of holiday
parking at Twelve Oaks Mall and ex-
pressed a desire to avoid a similar
situation in the new shopping facility.

Brandon Rogers, planning consul-
tant for the eity, said that the new
parking ordinance in effect for the ci-
ty made sure that ample space was
provided, The ordinance provides for
7-8 parking spaces per 1,000 square
feet of retail space.

Rogers compared the Novi
minimum with the normal standard
of 4 to 55 spaces per 1,000 square
feet. “Our standards are not the
minimum,” he said. Rogers totd the
joint session that he was comfortable
that adequate parking spaces had
been provided. Approximately 2,900
parking spaces will be available in
the entire Town Center area, ac-
cording to Corrigan.

Extensive landscaping is planned
for the center and most of the stores
will have plantings, artwork and
pulic plazas incorporated into the
design of the buildings. Bike paths

and bike racks will also be provided.

The planning commission recom-
mended acceptance of the final site
plan to the council, with provisions
made for future meetings to review
facade design details and to see
samples of materials. The counell in
turn approved the revised final site
plan with the same conditions.

Council Member Ronald Walson
told Trammell Crow representatives
that he appreciated the presentation
on Town Center deisgn concepts. ‘[t
has allayed mine and most of our
concerns as te whether the center
meets our plans of the Town Center
ordinance," he said.

Mayor Karevich commented that
the plans “bring back some of the ex-
citement of the project to the mud
that’s out there now. I can't wait for
it to be built.”

In addition to the retail center og
the western end of the property,
Trammell Crow plans to build two of-
fice buildings and a 150-reom hotel on
the Tawn Center site. A six-acre lake
is also planned to accommodate
slormwater run-off and add an
aesthetic feature to the overall
development.

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Board to be busy
over the holidays

The Novi Board of Education will
have plenty to think about during the
holiday season.

While December and early
January are normally slow periods
for public officials, at least two ma-
jor reports are expected to be
delivered to the school board prior to
its holiday break.

Among the reports headed for the
board table is the extensive study of
the district's facility needs by a 22-
member community task force.

Assistant Superintendent William
Barr, who serves as administrative
liaison to the committee, said
members have been meeting every
month since the end of September
and hope to have their report ready
by the board’s Dec. 18 meeting.

The task force was charged with
reviewing existing facilities in the
school district in terms of student
capacity and general ulilization;
reviewing student population projec-
tions; proposing for hoard considera-
tion and discussion alternatives
available as it relates to building
utilization and student capacily and

investigating the feasability of addi-
tional facilities if needed.

The board also should receive a.
copy of the North Central on-site-
visitation report by Dee. 19. :

Novi High School's third on-site
visitation by the North Central Ac-
creditation Bureau was held Nov. 12
and 13.

Clayton Graham, Farmington Har- -
rison High Scheol principal and
chairperson of the on-site evaluation
team, said the report should be
available by Dec. 19,

On the agenda for 1987 is a review .
of the superintendent’s evaluation by -
a board study group.

The study group, chaired by board .
secretary Raymond Byers, is looking
al the current evaluation method to
delermine whether to continue the
present format or recommend revi--
sions.

The review of the superintendent’s
evaluation is the first In nearly a
decade. The study group is expected.
to come back to the board with a
recommendation sometime in
February.

Flint, on the other hand, will lose 5
percent of its manufacturing jobs,
and the state will see ils unemploy-

“This highlights the need for
policy-makers lo recognize local
areas,” Donald Grimes, a University
of Michigan economic forecaster,
told the U-M's 34th annual con-
ference on the economic outlook.

“Michigan is not one economy, bul
a series of local economies. You can't
look at Michigan as automotive-
dominated,” Grimes said.

U-M forecasters jn the Institute of
Labor and Industrial Relations have
begun doing market-area predictions
for three key counties — Genesee
(Flint), Washtenaw (Ann Arbor) and
Oakland.

They found Oakland lost 29,600
jobs, including 25,000 in manufactur-
ing, in the recession years 1979--82.

But in the post-recession years of
1983-86, Oakland added 130.000 jobs,
including 28,000 in manufacturing —
“the only area in the state to show a
nel gain in manufacturing jobs,”
Grimes said.

With  diverse backgrounds yet
similar thinking, the women have
hlazed o lrail on cablevision Lthat has
hrought them national attenlion and
miny lacal awards.

“We laugh because we seriously
hve three hives and work 24 hours a
day. | have never worked harder or
enjoverd myself mere in my whole
life.”” McDonald said.

“The philesophy of ‘Communily
Upbeat' is to be educational and in-
formative, positive and upbeat, to
motivate citizens to become actively
involved in their communily because
it is only through active involvement
-thal communities can become a bel-
der place.” she added.

McDonald and Swope believe
Aelevision is a * funtastic medium” to
initiate  social change because il
“reaches so many people.

“There are a Jot of things that need
to be changed in Lhis world,” said

MeDonald. - ‘Community Upbeat'
differs from an ordinary lalk show in
Ihat we take social issues and want to
maoliviale peaple to change, spark
something in that person lo go out
and gel involved in their community.
Positive thinking is behind
everything we doon the show.”

Some of the diverse subjects handl-
ed on “Communily Upbeat” are
education, health, art, finances,
substance abuse prevention and
nuclear disarmament.

Swope and McDonald atiracted
Terry G. Kelley, 4 nationally renown-
ed documentarian and feature film
producer tn co-produce their recent
Rouge River project films.

“It's become a larger project than
cleaning up the river; it's bringing
people together — all working for a
commeon cause. IL can be an example
lo olher communilies in the nation
thal when they get behind a project,
anything can be achieved,”
McDonald said.

The producers pride themselves on
keeping an open mind for [uture
shows. I am always looking for
things that come up that 1 think need

to be addressed.”” Swope said.

“11's funny because for just getting
into this in the last couple of years,
we find we are right up there with the
major stations on the subjectsd we
lackle." she added. **We did a month-
long special on substance abuse
before the presiden! proclaimed drug
awareness 4s o national concern. It's
interesting how one story seems (o
lead to anather; everything comes
backtous."

“We carry notebooks with us
everywhere," McDonald said.
“Many people we deal with are uni-
gue and are stories themselves. They
don’t have (o be a famous personality
and that's the beauty of it.”'

MeDonald, an educator who until
recently was a science teacher for
Ptymouth-Canton Schools, has been
hired by Clarenceville Schools as
cable production specialist.

“Everything works together,”
McDonald said. “Even my palitical
experience has benefitted me. My
husband, Jack, is an Oakland County
commissioner who has served Farm-
ington and Farmington Hills for 12
years.

I have managed his political cam-
paigns. Just recenlly, ! was elected
precinct delegate ‘A’ in Farmington
Hills. I allended county and state
representatives conventions
representing my neighborhood. I
really practice what I preach."

On interviewing, McDonald said,
“Most peaple think you just get up
there and talk to somebody, but inter-
viewing is difficult: sometimes the
person is too talkative and it is dif-
ficult to break in with questions.

“l try to keep the inlerview on
course, There's timing, I had an in-
terview with a skidrow bum. I only
had eight minutes to bring out his
dynamic story. There was so much to
tefl.”

Anyone interested in the media is
invited to intern for ‘Community
Upbeat.’

“We had three college girls who
were interested in majoring in public
relations.

needed

on personnel costs

Novi’s City Council has taken what
it believes to be an important step
toward alleviating difficulties in
daytime response time by the fire
department.

Specifically, the council at its Nov.
24 session voted unanimously to create
four new fulltime positions called

“Fire Protection Officers’’ within the g

department.

Creation of the positions was pro-
posed by city administrators and given
a faveorable recommendation by a
citizens committee which has been
formed to investigate staffing needs in
both the fire and police departments.

“Daytime response time’’ refers to
the amount of time it takes the fire
department to arrive at fires which oc-
cur during the day. Novi’s department
is currently staffed by paid/on-call
volunteers, which means it’s staffed by
volunteers who are paid on an hourly
basis every time they respond to a fire.

The problem lies in the fact that
you can't make a living being a
paid/on-call volunteer. The members
of the fire department all have regular
jobs, and since most of those jobs in-
volve daytime work, there's deep con-
cern about the availability of sufficient
volunteers to respond fo fires which oc-
cur during daylight hours.

By creating the four FPQO posi-
tions, Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan and
the city council believe daytime
response time will be improved by the
mere fact that there will be fulltime
firefighters available at all times dur-
ing the week. Additionally, the four
FPOs will be stationed in the city’s
four fire stations and, therefore, will be
available to climb into fire trucks and
head for the scene whenever a fire is
reported.

"The concept sounds fine, and it
should, in fact, improve the city's abili-
ty to respond to daytime fires.

At the same time, however, crea-
tion of the FPO positions raises poten-
tial problems which the council should
watch closely. .

First and foremost, the council
must be alert to the potential ramifica-
tions on the budget of approving addi-
tional personnel.

The council’s recent approval of
the new positions was somewhat disap-
pointing in that it did not appear suffi-
cient consideration was given to ex-
amining the long-range effects on the
budget.

In proposing the new positions,
Assistant City Manager Craig Klaver
reported the cost to the city for the re-
mainder of the 198687 fiscal year
(through June 30, 1987) would approx-
imate $45,000. The largest portion of
those funds will come from money
originally budgeted for the salary of
Assistant Fire Chief Ted Kovarik who
has had to retire due to health reasons.

What was lacking from the in-
formation reviewed by council was a
projection of what the cost of creating
four new fulltime positions will be over
the course of a year.

The addition of four fulltime positions in
the fire department will improve daytime
response time and increase efficiency, but
the city council must keep an eye on the
long-range financial ramifications.

In addition, the council must be
careful to examine future requests for
more personnel in the paid/on-call fire
department with a sense of prudence
and concern for the taxpayers’ wallets.

In other words, now that the posi-
tions have been created, the council
must be certain that four positions do
not become six, seven or eight posi-
tions without ample justification.

For example, the city currently
has four fire stations — and there will
be one FPO for each station. But what
happens when someone figures out the
fulitime FPOs will receive vacation
time during the course of a year? Will
that be sufficient justification for
creating a fifth FPO position on the
pay role?

What happens if it is suggested
that it would improve response time —
which it undoubtedly would — if
fulitime FPOs are on duty on a 24-
hour/seven day per week basis? Will
that be justification for approving ad-
ditional personnel?

The situation is somewhat reminis-
cent of a proposal in the early-1970s to
create a traffic bureau in the police
department through a federal grant
which provided 100 percent funding the
first year and gradually decreasing
percentages over a three-year period
at which time federal funding was
eliminated entirely.

Former Councili Member Don
Young was the only council member to
oppose creation of the traffic bureau at

that time, pointing out that at the end

of three years the city would have to
pick up the entire cost of continuing a
department which has initiated by
fedttaral funds. Time proved him cor-
rect,

We are not saying that creation of
the FPO positions was incorrect. We
are saying that more consideration
should have been given to the long-
range budget implications, and, that
the council should demand complete
justification if proposals for additional

I was not supposed to turn on (o Ten Mile
and see a small brown dog on the side of the
road. The dog's eyes shone red in my
headlights and without really thinking I pull-
ed over to the side. My stomach was churn-
ing, and the pies I had to bake seemed a long
way off.

The dog had been hit by a driver who
didn’t even have the decency to stop. The lit-
tle dog was in shock and there was some
bleod, but there was enough movement in
her limbs to convince me she was going to be
all right. But 1 had no idea what to do next.

A lot of cars pass down Ten Mile at about
6:30 at night, but very few bother to stop for
animals hurt by the side of the road. Ruth
Slasor lives on Ten Mile and she came out to

help with the dog. She sees a lot of this sort of
thing and she knew enough to cover the dog
with an old quilt and to slide her over to the
grass. Ruth kept telling me to be careful,
that a hurt dog will bite, which is true, but
this little one didn’t try once,

Ruth's son called the police and brought
a board so we could meve the dog to their
garage, off the cold, damp grass. Once there
the dog perked up and looked around before
snuggling down into the quilt where it was
warm.

The police came and admitted there was
nothing they could do, short of shooting the
dog, which was an option that didn't need
discussing. Animal control was called, and
Ruth brought a heater out to the garage so
the injured dog would get warm. The dog
was picked up and as of Monday, Dec. 1, is
doing well at the animal control sheiter.

This little dog is a brown and white mix,
probably a cornbination of miniature collie
and terrier. She’s not a puppy, and I'm sure
she is someone’s pet who went astray.

There are literally hundreds of lost and
abandoned dogs in this area every day. We
all know the fate of these unwanted animals
and this is not meant to be another rehashing
of what is a very old and very sad story. Like
the woman at the animal shelter told me,
“You can’t believe the carnage after a holi-

1 went home that night none the better
for my experience, worried about the dog
and amazed at all the people who can drive
by an injured animal without even stopping.

I have a lot of respect for Ruth Slasor.
She has seen more traffic accidents involv-
ing both animals and people than most of us
will ever witness.

There are no easy answers in situations
like this, and I think the one rule to follow
above all others is to do what we can to ease
their pain. And if that means adding a little
sadness to our own lives, I guess that’s just
part of the responsibility that goes with
growing up and joining the world.

i really do hope this story has a happy
ending. If anyone has any information about
this dog, please contact me at the paper, or
call the Oakland County Animal Controi
Sheiter. They’ll have you come down and see
if it is your dog. Don’t wait, though, there
isn't very much time.

The ordinance is being considered by the Southfield City Council. if the
ordinance is adopted, Southfield residents who don't want to be bothered
by commercial handbills stuck on their front doors or cluitering their
lawns can seek relief by posting a notice saying '‘no solicitation on their
praperty.

Southfield City Attorney William Beach said the ordinance was drafted
to protect people against the nuisances of distribution of commercial and
non-commercial handbills.

Home ownership facing threats

The 14987 housing market . in
Michigan could see a repeat of this
year's record performance, but an
assault on federally guaranteed mor-
tgage programs could dim prospects
for middle-class ownership in the
future.

Thal was the outlook presented at a
news conference by the new national
and state presidents of the Mortgage
Bankers Association.

“Proposals lo do away with the
government programs could not
come at a worse time,” sald Thomas
M. French Jr., president of the Mor-
tgage Bankers Association of
America.

“Federal guaranteed loan pro-
grams have helped house 15 million
Americans who needed or deserved a
helping hand."

““Now, for the first time, the rate of
home ownership is on the decline. It
dropped from 65.5 percent in 1380 to
63.5 percent in 1985.

*Another report Indicates that only
50 percent of people under the age of
30 will ever own a home of their
own."”

French sees a calculated move to
gel the government out of the housing
picture to the detriment of millions of
Americans who could not own a home
without government help.

"“There is no doubt that federal
housing programs have been under
assault for some time," French said.
“If it has not been through such front-
door assaults as selling or privatiz-
ing, il has been through back-door at-
tacks such as user fees, which would
tax the programs out of existence.”

Endangered [ederal programs,
French said, include Federal Hous-
Ing Administration, Veterans Ad-
miristration, Federal National Mor-
tgage Association, Federal Home
Loan Mortgage Corp. and Govern-
menl National Mortgage Assotia-
tion.

French said there is no private
systemn that can successfully replace
government in guaranteeing mor-
tgages for first-lime buyers,
veterans and low- and moderate-
income earners who come to closing
with a miminum down payment.

“With bousing becoming less and
less affordable, FHA's role is more

crucial today than ever before,” he
said, "for too much of the country
owning a home may move beyond
even the reach of the middle class.”

The [ending market should remain
strong, however.

“With mos! economists predicting
morigage inlerest rates will remain
within 1 percent of those now in ef-
fect, the market here should centinue
strang in 1987," said Ronald Sinclair,
newly installed president of Mor-
lgage Bankers Association of
Michigan.

“Unless there is some unexpected
significant drop, we should aveid any
delays in processing morigage ap-
plications. The problem this year
followed the decline of interest rates
from around 12 percent to the 10-
percent level,

“In addition to attracting many
new buyers to the market, this rate
drop led to a refinancing rush that
severely taxed the staifs at credit
bureaus and lenders as well as ap-
praisal, survey and title companies,
With the reduced sales pace
customary at this time of year, that

problem has been resolved. We are
back at the normal approval of three
tosix weeks.

“Ope unknown is the impact of
homeowners seeking second mor-
tgages to replace traditional con-
sumer loans whose interest will not
be deductible under the new tax
law.”

Sinclair said additional highlights
in 1986 included a strong shift to 15
year mortgages from the traditional
30-year period and a resurgence in

home bullding that saw most of the .

improved lots brought ‘o use.

Noting rising prices in Michigan,
Sinclair sald homes here still
repreent “‘tremendous bargains’
compared to most other sections of
the country.

‘““The full price of our average
homes is usually less than the typical
loan required in western and nor-
theastern states,” he sald. “Even
with the current upward trend, a
median-priced home here should re-
main well within the affordability
range of households with average in-
comes."

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Existing home sales continue to slow

The fast early pace of 1986 existing home sales
locally continued to slow in October, indicating
that the demand built during the recession period
may have now passed its peak.

The Metre MLS, the slale's largest multiple
listing service, reported sales by its members last
month totaled 1,389 units. This was nearty 3.7 per-
cent below the 1,442 saies recorded in September.
But, sales year-to-date remained nearly eight per-
cent above 1885.

“A significant drop in mortgage interest rates
brought a lot of eager buyers into the market early
this year,” said Joanne R. Bryngelson, Metro
MLS president. *This wave moved our first half
sales some 20 percent above the same pericd a
