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council 
sends back 
office project 

Plans for the development of an 
office complex on a 90-acre site at 
the corner of Twelve Mile and 
Meadowbrook roads came to a halt 
Monday when city council sent a 
proposal for a rezoning of the land 
back to the planning commission 
for further study. 

The Trammell Crow Company, 
developers of the Town Center pro­
ject, had petitioned the council for a 
zoning change from RC (regional 
center) and RA (residential 
agricultural) to an OSC, office, ser­
vice, commercial area. 

Developer Craig Manske told 
council that Trammell Crow con­
siders the office project the perfect 
complement to the Twelve Oaks 
Mall area. 

The proposed office complex 
would have five story buildings 
circling the 32-acre lake on the site. 
Two access roads would be built out 
to Meadowbrook Road, which 
would carry traffic from the mall 
and the office center, relieving con­
gestion on Twelve Mile, Manske 
said. 

Council members agreed that of­
fice development was the most ap­
propriate use for the land, pro­
viding a buffer from the high densi­
ty commercial area to proposed 
residential development north of 
Twelve Mile. 

Council member Martha Hoyer 
expressed concern over the use of 
five story buildings east of 
Meadowbrook Road, as well as the 
gerrymandered approach to rezon­
ing. The land Trammell Crow is 
petitioning for rezoning abuts 
residential property that is not a 
part of this petition, 

Manske told the council it was his 
understanding that since he could 
not ask for a rezoning of land he did 
not own, the planning commission 
recommended to council the rezon­
ing process be started on the other 
parcels to bring them into con­
formity. 

Planning commission chairman 
Ernest Aruffo told the council it was 
the recommendation of residents at 
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last week's public hearing that their 
adjacent property be zoned the 
same as the Trammell Crow pro­
perty. 

Council member Nancy Covert 
explained that although she agreed 
with the eventual use of the land for 
office development, the impact of 
the development on zoning to the 
east and north must be considered. 

Council member Edward Lein­
inger agreed saying the project was 
premature and that the council 
should rezone the whole area at one 
time. "I feel like I am looking down 
through a small tube at one tiny 
area and not at the whole picture," 
Leininger noted. 

Council member Hugh Crawford 
said he was tired of receiving bits 
and pieces of projects with a lot of 
contingencies attached and prefer­
red to see whole projects presented 
with their full impact understood. 

Council member Ronald Watson 
said "The OSC is something that we 
intended to be cautious with its ap­
plication. It is the most intense 
district that we have." 

The council voted 4-3 to send the 
issue back to the planning commis­
sion with the council's comments. 
Planning commission members 
were charged with bringing the pro­
posal back with complete informa­
tion regarding Master Plan zoning 
proposals for the surrounding 
areas.

Believe it or not, there may be a 
reduction of traffic congestion in 
the Regional Center Area. • 

Ribbon-cutting ceremonies will 
be held tomorrow (Thursdaŷ  Dec. 
18) at 9 a.m. to officially open the 
long-awaited off-ramp from 1-96 to 
Donelson Drive in Section 15, the 
square-mile of land on the west side 
of Novi Road opposite Twelve Oaks 
Mall. 

The new ramp will open up traffic 
flow behind the Sheraton Oaks 
Hotel, West Oaks I and West Oaks II 
through to Twelve Mile, hopefully 
relieving some of the congestion on 

Novi Road. 
With the opening of the ramp, 

westbound motorists exiting 1-96 
will be able to move directly across 
Novi Road and enter the Sheraton 
Oaks/West Oaks shopping area 
without having to turn right on Novi 
Road and then making a left-hand 
turn into the West Oaks area. East-
bound motorists on 1-96 will be able 
to turn left onto the new ramp, 
avoiding the traffic signals along 
Novi Road. 

The new road system connects 
the interior road systems around 
the Sheraton and West Oaks I and 
West Oaks II. Drivers can now go

Tank's tree 
N o v i p i n e t r e e g o e s t o L a n s i n g

There weren't many trees on the property when 
Louis and Alice Tank moved onto their small farm on 
Nine Mile some 35 years ago. 

Today, the Tank's farm is filled with many fine 
specimens of trees. 

And one of them has been selected by the State of 
Michigan to stand in the courtyard of the 143 million 
state library complex currently under construction in 
Lansing. 

The Tank's 45-foot Michigan white pine was moved 
from its home on Nine Mile and transported to Lansing 
last week. The tree was placed in the "Courtyard of the 
Counties" during ceremonies on Monday. 

According to Paul Scharette, a public information of­
ficer in the Michigan Secretary of State's office, plans 
call for the white pine to be located in the courtyard ad­
jacent to the three buildings which are currently under 
construction. 

"We wanted a white pine because that's the official 
state tree, and we assigned the task of finding it to Ed­
win E. Irish who owns a nursery service in Warren, 

Irish found the Tank's tree through the help of John 
Brugeman, who also resides on Nine Mile. Brugeman 
was aware of the trees on the Tank property and in­
formed Irish that the couple owned several magnifi­
cent trees, including the white pine that was being 
sought, 

Although the state offered to purchase the tree, the 
Tanks donated it to the state for use in the Courtyard of 
the Counties. 

The Tanks were particularly proud to have one of 
their trees selected because they planted virtually all 
the trees on their property shortly after moving to 
Novi. 

"It was just cornfields when we moved out here," 

recalled Mrs. Tank. "We went up to the Cottage 
Gardens Nursery In Lansing and purchased a lot of 
seedlings which we planted all over the property. 

"My husband and I along with our children have 
planted more than 2,000 trees on this property. You'd 
never guess there was a time when there weren't any 
trees here if you were to see it today.'' 

Mrs. Tank also reported that her husband had at one 
time considered starting a nursery business. Because 
of bis interest in trees, the process of moving the tree 
from Novi to Lansing was particularly Interesting to 
him. 

Workers began the process of preparing the tree for 
the move almost four weeks ago. 

"They (the state) would call up every morning and 
said we could expect to see workers out here during the 
day," said Mrs. Tank. 

"After they got the root-ball dug out, they encased 
the whole thing In concrete so it would be able to withs­
tand the trip to Lansing." 

The root-ball was some 13-feet in diameter. Needless 
to say, a crane had to be used to lift the cement-
encased root-ball and tree from the Tank farm onto the 
truck that carried It to Lansing. 

The tree was placed in its current home during 
ceremonies In Lansing on Monday. The Tank's 
daughter and granddaughter were in attendance, but 
the people who planted the white pine 35 years ago 
were unable to attend. 

"They offered to send a car for us, but we don't get 
around as well as we used to," said Mrs. Tank. "Lou 
had a stroke and I had eye surgery recently, so we just 
weren'tabletomakeit." 

State officials did send the Tanks a videotape of the 
tree-planting ceremonies in Lansing, however. 

"It's very gratifying," said Mrs. Tank. "We think It's 
wonderful that they would want one of our trees."

Serious crime in Novi is up 21.7 

percent through the first nine mon­
ths of the year, according to 
statistics released by the Novi 
Police Department. 

The largest statistical increase is 
in aggravated assaults which rose 
42.1 percent through the first nine 
months of '186 compared with the 
same period last year. Some 27 ag­
gravated assaults have been 
reported so far this year as opposed 
to the 19 incidents recorded during 
the comparable 1985 period, 

The single largest numerical in­
crease, however, was in the area of 
larcenies which Increased 26.2 per­
cent. There were 1,031 larceny 
reports through September of this 
year — some 214 more than the 817 
incidents logged during the first 
nine months of 1985. 

Crime statistics are logged under 
two categories — Part I and Part II 
incidents. 

Part I crimes are more serious in 
nature, including homicide, 
criminal sexual conduct, robbery, 
aggravated assault, burglary, 
larceny, motor vehicle theft and ar­
son. 

Part II crimes include forgery, 
fraud, embezzlement, vandalism, 
weapons law violations, prostitu­
tion/vice, gambling, narcotics, 
drunk driving, disorderly conduct 
and vagrancy. 

Although larcenies are the most 
prevalent Part I crime In Novi,

New grant 
for project 
approved 

In response to the increase of 
criminal activity throughout the ci­
ty, a crime prevention officer will 
be added to the Novi Police Depart­
ment by Jan. 1. 

The Novi City Council approved a 
crime prevention grant at its Dec. 
15 meeting. The grant will cover 50 
percent of the total $50,000 cost of 
the program. 

Assistant City Manager Craig 
Klaver called the grant "probably 
the most important grant we've 
received over the years.'' 

The crime prevention officer 
position is a specialized one, with 
the officer given that permanent 
position, rather than a rotating 
assignment. The officer will be 
responsible for coordinating pro­
grams with members of the com­
munity. 

Klaver told the council that com­
munity interest in the program was 
readily apparent after over ISO peo­
ple attended a crime prevention 
meeting last week. ' 

Eight current officers have ap­
plied for the position and will 
undergo written and oral testing 
this week. Klaver told the council 
that everything will be done to see 
that the crime prevention officer, 
and a replacement officer for the 
department, will be hired by Jan. 1. 

Captain Richard Faulkner of the 
Novi Police Department said, "A 
crime prevention program is very 
essential for every police depart­
ment now. We must take a pro­
active rather than a reactive stance 
against crime." 

Faulkner outlined the goals of the 
new position: 

• To improve police/community 
relations througli informing and 
educating the citizens of crime pro­
blems and their responsibilities in 
relation to these problems. 

• To organize citizen groups to 
become involved and participate in 
local crime prevention projects. 

• To reduce the incidence of 
burglary and other related crime 
through citizen participation with 
the formation of such.programs as 
Neighborhood Watch. 

• To establish a program for 
citizens to assist police in the ap­
prehension and prosecution of 
criminals by becoming the eyes and 
ears of the police department. 

Faulkner said that the project 
will target burglary, larceny, auto 
theft, robbery and rape as crimes 
that citizen involvement and 
awareness can prevent.

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Traffic committee 
formed in county 

PONTIAC - The crush of traffic 
congestion on all of Oakland County's 
main roads and the deterioration of 
the county road system due lo \ack of 
funding has prompted the Oaiiland 
County Board of Commissioners to 
form an additional standing coinmit-
teeof the board. 

The Transportation Committee is 
being proposed by Commissioner 
Anne M. Hobart (R-'Waterford/White 
l̂ alte), chairman of the board's Plan­
ning and Building Committee. She 
stated that the Transportation Com­
mittee will act as liaison to all 
federal, state and county depart­
ments and agencies dealing with 
transportation matters. Included in 
the Transportation Committee's 
oversight duties will be the County's 
Aviation Division, Oakland County 
Road Commission and SEMTA. 
Previously, these agencies were 
under the purview of the Planning 
and Building Committee. 

"In order to give these critical 
transportation issues the attention 
Ihey deserve, they must be separated 
from the other major concerns of the 
Î lanning and Building Committee," 
Hobart stated. 

Commissioner Hobart added, 
"Oakland County's dynamic growth 
and development have over-taxed 
the road commission's limited fun 
ding sources. Our road commission is 
struggling under the burden, and it is 
incumbent on the county to seek out 
solutions which will assist the road 
commission in fulfilling its respon-
siblities. Oakland County needs to ex­
pand its road system to handle the in 
crease in traffic volume, and I feel 
there needs to be leadership by the 
Board of Commissioners in solving 
these transportation problems." 

The new committee will be formed 
at the Board's first meeting in 
January.

Kurt Schuster, a senior at Novi 
High School, has been nominated to 
attend the U.S. Military Academy at 
West Point by U.S. Senator Donald 
Riegle. 

Nominees were chosen from more 
than 500 applicants from throughout 
Michigan. To ensure the highest 
caliber nominees, Riegle formed 
seven regional screening committees 
across the state. 

Riegle and West Point rely heavily 
on the results of the committees' per­
sonal interviews with each applicant. 
After reviewing their qualifications, 
motivation and maturity, each com­
mittee makes final recommenda­
tions to Riegle, who uses the all-
competitive nomination method. 

The method calls for 10 names to be 
submitted for each vacancy. The 
academy then makes the final selec­
tion of the best qualified from among 
the group of nominees. 
"It is an honor and a privilege to 

have this opportunity as a member of 
the United States Senate to nominate 
such highly qualified young people to 
our service academies," said Riegle. 

The cost of educating a cadet is ap­
proximately $30,000 per year. Last 
year's appointments represented a 
federal investment of $2.28 million 
for four years of top quality educa­
tion.

Holiday crunch hits post office

'lis the season of decked halls, brightly-
wrapped presents — and waiting until the last 
minute to mail the gifts that just have to get to 
Peoria before Christmas. 

The crowds of holiday shoppers have nothing on 
the crowds of holiday mailers, according to Novi 
Postmaster Jim Asher. 

Asher said that although the bulk of the mailing 
is spread out from the day after Thanksgiving un­

til right before Christmas, this week will see a lot 
of panicked people hoping to get presents and 
cards to distant places before Dec. 25. 

The weekend before Christmas is usually the 
busiest for last minute package mailing, Asher 
said. Anyone mailing now will have to pay the cost 
of first class postage rather than parcel post to in­
sure delivery before Christmas. 

The Novi branch is prepared for the holiday 
rush. Asher has added extra personnel and now 
has three windows open for full-time service. 

The busiest times, according to Asher, are from 

11 a.m. to 1:30 p.m., but the postmaster claims 
waits are never longer than five minutes for ser­
vice with rarely more than eight people to a line. 

Parking can be more of a problem than service, 
however, and Asher finds that congestion on Novi 
Road makes the 4:30 to 5 p.m. time period difficult 
for drivers. "There is no traffic light on Novi Road 
and the hardest thing to do is to get from our lot on­
to Novi Road," he said.

Meeting called to plan new budget 
In what Jim Wahl, director of com-

munity development, called "a pret­
ty significant meeting," Novi plann­
ing commissioners last week began 
outlining work project plans for the 
next fiscal year. 

Although that year does not begin 
until July, Wahl called for a special 
meeting of the Novi Planning Com­
mission last Wednesday to begin 
discussion of next year's budget so 
final figures may be compiled by 
February or March. 

% Main projects will focus on en­
vironmental studies, the en­
vironmental design area. Phase III 
of the Master Plan Update and the 
capital improvements program, 
Wahl said. 

The first part of the environmental 
program will involve environmental 
protection aspects, such as ground 
water studies and hazardous waste 
analyses. Further protection pro-
jects will be recommended by the en-

^ vironmental resource committee. 
In the next phase, plans call for an 

environmental resource plan and 
design element. Wahl told commis­
sion members such a plan will likely 
be as involved as the Town Center 
project and may continue through 
1987 into 1988. 

Linda Lemke, registered land­
scape architect with Brandon Rogers 
Associates, planning consultants for 

^ the city, gave a summary of the pro-
W posed Environmental Resource 

Design Plan. 
The plan would utilize and overlap 

into one map all the existing data 
such as the sensitive land study, 
wetlands study, woodlands study, 
parks and recreation master plan, 
the ground water pollution study and 
any other relevant information. 

The information would be used to 
develop a master plan to target 

^ future potential property acquisi-
W tions; preserve woods and wetlands 

in their natural state; identify 
historic areas or architecture; locate 
specimen or historic trees; create a 
network of connecting green spaces 
by multi-seasonal access ways, such 
as walkways, skiways, bikeways, 
jogging areas, and perhaps horse 
trails. 

Lemke told the commissioners the 
one plan would simplify and unify ex-

m isting data into a concise map. It 
^ would then be used to generate fun­

ding for property purchase, and con­
struction and maintenance of Novi's 
extra special resources. "What we'd 
be doing is creating places for tomor­
row," Lemke told the commission. 

The plan would allow the city to 
tsoordinate public and private areas 
in a unified comprehensive en­
vironmental design. 

Wahl endorsed Lemke's recom-

mendation and noted that too many 
cities wait until it is too late to save 
their natural resources. "There is so 
much development going on we can't 
wait to act," Wahl said. 

Lee Mamola, a registered ar­
chitect and an outside consultant for 
Brandon Rogers Associates, 
presented the commission with 
another related study called the Ur­
ban Design Plan. Mamola explained 
the study would involve a long range 
architectural plan for the city as a 
whole. It would be a study that would 
recommend specific ways in which 
areas could be treated. 

Mamola told the commission that 
this would be an alternative to setting 
rigid architectural controls for 
builders. Instead it would be a city 
approved plan that would determine 
the scale and mass of projects in 
relation to a particular area. 

Phase III of the Master Plan will 
update existing land uses, make ad­
ditional traffic studies, utilize new 
census data, determine the city's 
housing needs and economic poten­
tial, examine areas reserved for 
recreational uses and open spaces, 
get the zoning map up to date, and 
determine the city's goals and objec­
tives. 

Commissioner Ernest Aruffo add­
ed a senior housing study and traffic 
studies on sectional collector roads to 
the list of necessary master plan 
revision studies. 

Capital improvement projects, ma­
jor physical projects (roads, fire sta­
tions) carried out by the city, are still 
in the planning stages.

Cranston said there was snow and 
ice on the road, and the woman was 
dressed in dark clothing. The 58-
year-old Union Lake motorist was 
released pending further investiga­
tion, police indicated. 

Harmon was the third traffic vic­
tim in Farmington Hills this year.

Popular diet failures cited by expert 
Popular diets fail because they ignore individual 

taste preferences and nutrient requirements, 
making them unsatisfying and unhealthy, a 
University of Michigan nutrition expert said 
recently. 

Successful diets allow for individuality and offer 
a balanced menu with slightly fewer calories for 
gradual weight loss, said Adam Drewnowski, 
associate professor at U-M School of Public 
Health. 

Taste preferences are a key ingredient to a suc­
cessful diet because no one is going to obey a meal 
plan that leaves the dieter craving a food that is 
off limits, Drewnowski said. 

Drewnowski's research on the taste preferences 
of people at both extremes of the weight scale is 
beginning to shed some light on the eating habits 
and food choices of people who are too Ihin or too 
fat. 

Most people who are severely underweight 

prefer sugary foods to fatty ones, Drewnowski 
said. 

An earlier study showed that many obese people 
have less of a sweet tooth than normal-weight in­
dividuals and prefer moderately-sweetened fatty 
foods to sugary snacks. 

"Obese subjects liked sweetened high-fat dairy 
mixtures as much as normal-weight subjects, but 
actually disliked equally sweet solutions of 
sucrose in fat-free milk," Drewnowski said. He 
suggested that non-caloric fat flavors may help 
dieters more than artificial sweeteners. 

His study of severely underweight people looked 
at 32 females, including 12 diagnosed as having 
anorexia nervosa characterized by exclusinve 
dieting; 13 cases of anorexia with bulimia and 
seven cases of bulimia, characterized by 
overeating then self-induced vomiting. The study 
also included a control group of 16 normal weight 
females. 

The women sampled skim milk, whole milk, half 
and half, heavy cream and heavy cream blended 
with saffloweroil. 

Varying amounts of sucrose were added to the 
liquids. The women sampled 20 mixtures and 
rated each for pleasantness, sweetness, fat con­
tent and creaminess. 

The women expressed the strongest preference 
for mixtures of 16.5 percent fat and 12.7 percent 
sugar. Normal weight bulimic patients preferred 
the sweetest mixture. 

In the obesity study, the normal-weight in­
dividuals gave the highest marks to the mixture 
with 20.7 percent fat and 7.7 percent sugar. Obese 
subjects preferred 34.4 percent fat and 4.4 percent 
sugar. 

Drewnowski's research shows that taste 
preferences appear to be stable and may be 
established during childhood or early 
adolescence.

A 13-acre parcel at Mile and 

Novi Road was approved for a zoning 
change by Novi City Council Monday 
clearing the way for a 188-unit multi­
ple family residential development. 

The Centrum Development Com­
pany plans to build luxury two-and-
three-story units on the heavily wood­
ed parcel that also contains three 
significant wetlands areas. 

A woodlands and wetlands review 
will have to be conducted and per­
mits granted prior to acceptance of 
the site plan for the project. 

Brandon Rogers, planning consul­
tant for the city, recommended ap­
proval of the zoning change from a 
residential agricultural designation 
to the multiple family zoning as the 
best plan for saving the most trees. 
Planning Commissioner Judith 
Johnson told council the project was 
an extremely well-designed one. 

Questions arose during the council 
meeting over whether the city's in­
frastructure could handle the addi­
tional 188 units at this time. 

Council member Nancy Covert ex­
pressed concern that the planned en­
trance and exit onto Novi Road was a 
safety consideration. In addition 
Covert questioned whether the city's 
current sewer capacity could handle 
any additional multiple 
developments. 

"The projects already on board 
will either completely exhaust our 
current sewer capacity, or we're 
already there," she said. 

Covert asked the council to wait on 
the project until further planning on 
road improvements and sewer 
capacity could be addressed. 

Council member Arlen Schroeder 
noted he was reluctant to single out 
this project as the stopping point for 
development while further studies in­
to the city's infrastructure capacity 
continued. "We can't start picking 
and choosing unless we have an 
overall plan, "he said. 

The motion to approve the zoning 
change to residential multiple family 
was approved 4-3.

• Make sure your car is in good 
condition, properly serviced and 
equipped with snow tires. 

• Take another person along with 
you if possible. 

• Maintain a full tank of gas as 
much as possible. 

• Have emergency "winter storm 
supplies," such as a container of 
sand, shovel, windshield scraper, tow 
chain, flashlight and blankets in your 
car at all times. 

• Travel during daylight on main 
highways whenever possible with the 
radio on to hear weather information 
and warnings. 

• If you become stranded, stay in 
your car unless help is clearly visible 
in the vicinity. 

• Avoid over-exertion. If you 
must push or shovel your car out, 
take frequent breaks and pace 
yourself. 

"Being prepared is the key to stay­
ing safe in the winter. Once the storm 
hits or you are stranded it is too 
late," added Phelps.

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Commission receives 
work progress update 

As part of a review of the 1986 
budget, planning consultant Brandon 
Rogers gave a work program pro­
gress report to members of the plan­
ning commission at its Dec. 10 
meeting. 

Rogers updated commission 
members on the various studies be­
ing conducted under the supervision 
of his office, many of which relate to 
the master plan update now in pro­
gress. He said he expects to have a 
public hearing on all elements of the 
master plan update in the near 
future. 

All research is done on the Existing 
Land Use study, Rogers told the com­
mission. The maps have been check­
ed in the field and although the text is 
not quite complete, the study is well 
within budget, he noted. 

The Existing Land Use study is a 
major component of the master plan 
update. 

Traffic studies have been com­
pleted by Barton-Aschman, traffic 
consultants, who will be making a 
presentation to the planning commis­
sion on their findings at tonight's 
meeting. Rogers said that work 
maps, flow charts and traffic and ac­
cident counts will be presented. 

Rogers also mentioned the city will 
be requiring any future development 
project of 10 acres or more, and any 
small impact development such as 
shopping centers, banks and drive-
ins, to fund their own traffic studies.

The population study, including 
population projections, daytime 
population, numbers from major 
condominiums and apartments and 
the number of school age children in 
each subdivision, is about 10 percent 
completed. 

The housing and density study will 
provide a density figure which can be 
used as a control number in zoning 
map calculations. It is running con­
current with the population study. 

The retail and office development 
study is receiving increasing atten­
tion. According lo Rogers, tremen­
dous numbers of proposals for office 
developments are now coming into 
the city. 

Jim Wahl, director of community 
development, noted that at a recent 
meeting of the 1-696 economic 
development committee, a major 
real estate brokerage firm giving an 
overview of office development used 
Novi as a prime topic. 

The Master Plan Update is continu­

ing with new maps and 22 amend­
ments to date. 

The architectual design controls 
study is within budget, according to 
Rogers. He said he hopes to have it 
done in 30 days. 

The Grand River Corridor Study 
will make significant progress when 
the M amendment is presented at 
tonight's planning commission 
meeting, Rogers said. He noted that 
the amended ordinance will be ideal 
for the Grand River area where light 
industrial abuts residential develop­
ment. 

The 1-1 amendment has received 
input from residents and developers 
through an implementation commit­
tee. Rogers commented that both 
groups made good suggestions 
toward the final draft. 

The Woodlands Inventory is conti­
nuing. The study will Include aerial 
photography work, Infra-red 
photography work and on-site check­
ing.

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Tax exemptions are criticized 
Businesses and homeowners are 

working al cross-purposes on proper­
ty taxes, according to the picture 
painted by a legislative consultant 

Communities compete with each 
other by offering businesses M per­
cent. 12 -y e a r property tax 
abatements to locate. 

(Jn the other hand, homeowners 
getting property tax credits on their 
state income taxes vote for local 
millage hikes in the belief they won't 
pay them but businesses will. 

"A property tax exemption is an 
erratic and inefficient form of sub­
sidy." said the scholarly study by 
Public Sector Consultants, Inc. 

The study, entitled "Michigan Pro­
perty Tax Exemptions and Their Ef­
fect," was prepared by Robert Klein. 
Its $45,000 cost was paid for by slate 
Sen. Harry DeMaso (R-BattleCreek) 
through tiis officeholder's expense 
fund. 

DeMaso, a political maverick who 
often supported Gov. James J. Blan-
chard, will retire from the Senate. 
Demaso chaired the Economic 
Development Committee and strong­
ly criticized the way "we've given 
away the tax base." 

It's likely to figure prominently in 
the thinking of Senate Republicans, 
who are making property lax reform 
their No. 1 issue in 1987. Many 
Democrats may like it, too, par­
ticularly Delroilers opposed to 
abatements for industrial giants. It

generated some discussion in the 
Republican gubernatorial primary. 

"A rough estimate is thai $77 
billion, or about 38 percent, of the 
value of all taxable property" is ex­
empt, the consultant says. 

Some exemptions — for govern­
mental and church properties — are 
legitimate and unlikely to be chang­
ed. 

Other favored treatments, 
however, are potential '87 targets. 
Among them are some industrial ex­
emptions, many commercial exemp­
tions, the low rates on mobile homes 
and federal properties. 

Industrial tax abatements are a 
particular focus. Some $10 billion 
worth were granted in 1974-85 lo lure 
new plant growth. 

They didn't work, said the consul­
tant: 

"Our examination of Ihe evidence 
suggests lhat abatements have pro­
bably done more to relocate in­
dustrial development within the state 
than to lure development from out­
side Michigan's borders . . . 
Abatements have stimulated very lit­
tle growth even at the local level." 

Loss of revenue to local govern­
ments has been pegged at $262 
million across the state this year 
alone. 

The consultant recommended 
limiting industrial abatements to five 
years. 

Commercial abatements of $700 
million are even more questionable, 
said the consultant. 

' One reason is that commercial 
development - shopping centers, 
restaurants, elc. - is limited by the 
'exporting" or industrial sector. 
A second reason is that commer­

cial development "is determined 
preponderantly by where the 
customers are" rather than by tax 
breaks. 

"Special tax incentives are unlike­
ly either to enhance or counteract 
market forces," the consultant said. 

Homeowners get breaks on their 
stale personal income taxes if their 
homestead property taxes exceed 3.5 
percent of income — a number called 
the "circuit breaker." 

Senior citizens get a 100 percent 
rebate of excess property taxes. 
Others gel 60 percent. 

Suburban school officials, in par-
ticualr, sell millage increases to 
homeowners on the grounds that the 
slate will give them circuit breaker 
rebates. And since few suburban 
school districts get state aid, 
homeowners have an incentive to 
vote for higher millage rates, and in 
effect, make Lansing pay for it. 

"A major problem with rebating a 
high percentage of property taxes," 
said the consultant, "is that tax­
payers will have little stake in keep­
ing local millage rates down." 

The system seems to punish 
established businesses not getting 
abatements and homeowners not 
eligible for rebates. 

Voss: MEAP test results are useful 
Even if most students "flunked" 

the first statewide science test given 
in grades 4, 7 and 10, the results are 
useful and should be used lo improve 
science curriculums, according to 
University of Michigan Education 
Professor Burton E. Voss. 

Most of the students in the state 
scored around 50 percent on the 
Michigan Educational Assessment 
Program (MEAP) science test given 
last October, compared to scores of 
80 to 90 percent on the reading and 
math tests. 

"I am very concerned that school 
districts will simply choose to throw 
out the results and future statewide 
science testing rather than use them 
in a constructive, sensible fashion," 
said Voss. He is also chairman of a 
National Science Teachers Associa­
tion committee that is developing 
guidelines for assessing K-12 science 
programs. 

"The period between the distribu­
tion of the objectives to be tested and 
the test itself was too short for 

schools to make appropriate ad­
justments," he added, "so it is 
crucial that the state offer another 
round of science testing in two or 
three years. The Michigan Depart­
ment of Education owes this to the 
schools." 

Voss, who was a member of the 
writing team for the 10th grade test, 
said that science scores should be 
studied carefully in each district. 

"If the results were bad," he said, 
"it doesn't necessarily mean the 
material isn't being taught. It may 
only mean that the students were 
taught the material after the test was 
given. Schools might consider adap­
ting their curriculum to the test ob­
jectives. For example, if questions 
about rocks were on the fourth grade 
test, in the future, consider teaching 
rocks in late third or early fourth 
grade instead of in the fifth grade. 

"However, districts should also 
evaluate their entire programs in­
cluding textbooks, laboratory 

facilities and professional develop­
ment in light of the test results. They 
should also look at their materials 
and equipment support systems with 
a critical eye. 

"Many current texts," Voss added, 
"do not deal adequately with the 
relationship between science, 
technology and society. Textbooks 
can no longer discuss atomic theory 
alone. They must cover theory, 
technology, applications and the 
social consequences of these applica­
tions." 

Learning skills such as inference, 
prediction and interpretation were a 
major part of the science test, ac­
cording to Voss, and these results 
should be assessed carefully, 
"Students should do as well on these 
parts of the science test as they do on 
the sections testing those skills in the 
reading and math tests," Voss said. 
"There might be gaps in science con­
tent depending on the curriculum, 
but the ability to use leaiTiing skills is 
fundamental."

The 10th grade science test in par­
ticular evaluated thinking skills — 
comprehension and application, 
rather than memorization and 
replication, Voss said. "The 
statewide results suggest that most 
science teachers must focus on these 
problem-solving abilities more than 
they have in the past." 

Voss also recommended that 
districts examine scores to deter­
mine the effect of the curriculum on 
particular sets of students. 

"For example," he said, "look at 
the results for students who have 
taken biology in ninth grade versus 
those who did not. Consider the im­
plications of those scores. Perhaps 
students need more science at an 
earlier age. 

"Schools must get tough," Voss 
said. "In the world we live in, we can­
not neglect science education. The 
MEAP science test results can — and 
should — be put to positive use for the 
future."

Tlie cily eouneil put its stamp of ap­
proval on the 1987 CDBG program as 
presented by I'arks and Recreation 
iJireelor Daniel Davis at its Dec. 15 
session. The CDliG program was 
established by the Housing and Com­
munity Development Committee. 

Couneil Member lionald Watson 
cmnpllmonted the committee for tak­
ing the initiative in building the 
paths He indicated that there was a 
citywidc need for such paths and 
said. ••I'm proud of us for at least put­
ting them in one area." 

Mayor Patricia Karevich agreed, 
saying. "It is a small part in a big 
program." 

The proposed safety (bicycle/jogg­

ing) path with begin in the Thirteen 
.Mile/East Lake Drive area, extend 
east to Decker Road and then north 
(0 Fourteen Mile. 

Currently for the 198,̂ 1986 year 
there is $74,836.31 available for use. 
The proposed estimate for the 1987 
allocation is $88,3.51.97 bringing the 
total available for projects in the 
coining year to $163,188.28. 

Davis outlined the 1987 projects 
under consideration for CDBG 
money 

In the area of recreational 
facilities, the 1986-87 CDBG program 
prescribes: 

I" Beach Expansion: Clean-up, 
landscaping, irrigation and fencing 
of the newly-acquired beach area at 
Lakeshore Park. Proposed 1987 fun­
ding - $10,000. Total funds available 
-$10,000. 

1J Building Expansion: Addition to 

the existing Lakeshore Park building 
to create expanded restroom 
facilities and a concession service 
area. Proposed 1987 funding ~ 
$25,198.52. Total funds available — 
$25,198..52. 

Total funding available for recrea­
tional facilities is $35,198.52. 

In the area of safety paths, the 
1986-87 CDBG program prescribes: 

• Approximately 7,000 lineal feet 
of an eight-foot wide asphalt path 
beginning at Thirteen Mile and East 
Lake Drive, east to Decker Road and 
north to Fourteen Mile. The project 
estimate is $114,000. Current 
available funds - $68,227.50. 1987 
proposed funds - $46,000. Total pro­
jected available funds - $114,227.50. 

In the area of minor home repairs, 
the 1986-87 CDBG program 
prescribes: 

• Emergency repair program for 

eligible low to moderate income 
households. Project estimate — 
$3,000. Current funds available — 
$846.55. 1987 proposed funding -
$2,153.45. Total projected available 
funds — $3,000. 

In addition, some $4,000 in funds 
have been allocated for the ad­
ministration of CDBG programs and 
projects as well as implementation of 
a newsletter. 

An additional $6,762.26 have been 
allocated for contingenies, including 
cost overruns and variances. 

Mayor Karevich recommended 
that funds from the contingency 
allocation might also be used to 
finance a proposed city survey. 
Karevich said that having served on 
the committee before, she believed it 
was a permitted use use of the funds. 
Davis said the committee is current­
ly checking into that possibility. 

C a b l e L i s t i n g s 

Master Plan revisions sought 
Novi's Planning Commission voted to recom­

mend changes in three areas of the city's Master 
Plan at a special session last Wednesday, Dec. 10. 

Commissioners are trying to finish revisions to 
the Master Plan so the document will accurately 
represent to future developers and property 
owners the direction the city plans to take with 
regard to the total land use in the city. 

An area of major concern has been a quadrant 
of land within Section 10, specifically the area bet­
ween Dixon and Novi Roads, just north of Twelve 
Mile. 

Currently a half-mile area of that section Is 
master planned for commercial use, but City 
Planning Consultant Brandon Rogers and com­
mission members agreed that a commercial 
development across from Twelve Oaks Mall and 
the West Oaks II shopping center was not the ideal 
use of the land. 

The current master plan calls for office develop­
ment near Twelve Mile and multiple family 
development toward 12'/.; Mile with single family 
homes further to the north. 

The Centrum Development Company owns a 13-

acre parcel of land just south of 12'.̂  Mile. The 
commission recommended that the parcel be 
rezoned to a multiple family zoning classification 
at its Dec. 3 meeting. 

Rogers said office development would be a good 
buffer along the north side of Twelve Mile would 
serve as a good buffer between the commercial 
uses in the Regional Center Area and the residen­
tial development to the north. 

Commissioner Charles Kureth disagreed with 
Roger's recommendation and said office develop­
ment on the north side of Twelve Mile would 
create a bad traffic situation on thet road. "I real­
ly don't want to see Twelve Mile like it is in Farm­
ington and Southfield," Kureth said. 

Community Development Director James Wahl, 
however, said that office uses across from a 
regional shopping center made good sense from a 
planning perspective. At the same time, Wahl 
warned the commission that offices will not 
market where there are significant traffic pro­
blems. 

Commission members voted to set a public 
hearing on the recommendation that the 

southeastern quadrant of Section 10, bounded by 
Dixon and Novi Roads between Twelve and M^k 
Mile be amended on the Master Plan. The recom­
mendation calls for eastern half be shown at PD-1 
(multiple-family) and the western half retain its 
R-A (residential/agricultural) designation. 

The residential classification will cover all the 
property previously proposed for commercial use 
in the southern portion of Section 10 up to the C&O 
railroad tracks. 

In Section 24 the commission voted to hold a 
public hearing on a change of zoning to com­
pliance with th? Master Plan. They recommended 
that the northeast area of Section 24 t>ounded by 
Haggerty Road be rezoned to mobile home, while 
a Master Plan amendment be made to change the 
former mobile home designation of land facing I-
96 and Seely Road to light industrial. 

A small section of land in the comer of Section 
25, facing Haggerty Road and Nine Mile, was 
recommended for a Master Plan change from of­
fice to multiple-family residential. A public hear­
ing will be held.

Library computerizes catalogue

There has been more interest in the 
card catalog at Novi High School's 
media center this past week than 
staff members ever thought possible. 

After nearly two months of typeset­
ting the information from the card 
catalog into the compiiter, Novi is the 
first district in Michigan to have its 
card catalog on computer. 

Librarian Marilyn Kiefer noted the 
new program went on-line last week 
- nearly a month ahead of schedule. 

"We started in the fall," she said. 
"Our goal was to have it on-line by 
the second semester." 

The new computerized card 
catalog is a far cry from the tradi­
tional wooden files stocked with 
thousands of typewritten cards. At 
the four terminal stations located in 
the media center, students can 
search by author, title or subject and 
receive a response In less than two 
seconds. 

If a student is uncertain of the 
spellingAf an author's name or tlie ti­
tle of a book, he or she only need to 
call up the first letter or two to find 
materials available. 

"It is so much more efficient,"

Kiefer notes, adding that the new 
card catalog runs simultaneously 
with the computerized circulation 
system which was installed last year. 

The new program, called Com­
puter Cat, is by Winnebago Software 
and uses a Corvus hard disk, an Ap­
ple He computer with two floppy disk 
drives, a printer and four Apple lis 
which are used for the search sta­
tions. 

The printer offers the user a com­
puted print-out of all the materials of­
fered on a certain subject or author. 

Kiefer notes that the system can 
handle up to 54,000 titles and can net­
work 63 search stations. 

Novl High School currently has 
12,000 titles in its collection 
(including non-print materials such 
as cassettes and films) which leaves 
more than ample room for expan­
sion. 

Kiefer says the four search stations 
have attracted throngs of students 
since the new system went on-line. 

"Most days we have two classes in 
here every hour," she says. 

"What's amazing is that I haven't 
had any questions on how to use it," 
Kiefer notes. "Kids are so computer-
oriented." 

With both the card catalog and cir­
culation systems computerized, 
Kiefer and paraprofessional Mary 
Scheloske have more time to handle 
admininistrative responsibilities and 
assist both students and staff! 

Kiefer, who was hired in October 
1985, credits the administration for 
putting the two systems on-line. 
"Without their support this wouldn't 
have been possible," she explains. 

Kiefer notes that Minnesota has 
been the front-runner in computeriz­
ing school media centers. "They've 
been on-line for about three years," 
the librarian says. 

Though Novi High School is the 
first school in Michigan to have a 
computerized card catalog. It won't 
be the last. Kiefer notes that Troy 
and Chippewa Valley public schools 
are about to go on-line with a similar 
system. 

Plans also call for Novi Middle 
School to have a computerized card 
catalog and the elementary schools 
are expected to have their circulation 
systems computerized by the end of 
the year.

Subdivision wins 
zoning approval 

Whispering Meadows No. 4 gained 
two approvals from the Novi City 
Council at its Dec. 8 meeting. 

The developer, Joseph A. Gerak, 
general partner in the Eight Hagger­
ty II Properties, petitioned the coun­
cil for an amendment to an exisiting 
RUD (residential unit development) 
contract. The site, at Sunrise 
Boulevard between Eight and Nine 
Mile, is zoned R-3. Gerak has propos­
ed lots of 80 feet by 175 feet in size 
which, although meeting the 
minimum lot area requirements, do 
not comply with the 90-foot minimum 
lot width standard. 

Existing lots in the adjoining 
Whispering Meadows subdivision are 
of 80-foot widths. Gerak had 
previously obtained approval for his 
development. However, work did not 
begin in time and the approval ex­
pired. 

Brandon Rogers, planning consul­
tant for the city, told the cotmcil the 
proposed tentative preliminary plat 
"can legitimately be considered as 
an amendment to the originally ap­
proved Whispering Meadows RUD. 
Thus, the smaller lot widths are 
allowable, subject to density limita­
tions." 

The council unanimously approved 
the amendment to the RUD contract 
for Whispering Meadows No. 4. 

In addition council considered and 
approved the tentative preliminary 
plat for the development. 

Whispering Meadows No. 4 will oc­
cupy an 8.1 acre site that was 
originally planned as a school site. 
When school district authorities 
decided the school was not 
necessary, the developer deeded a 
5.27 acre park to the Whispering 
Meadows Homeowners Association 
which includes a 25-foot private ease­
ment into the park. 

The site is densely wooded and 
discussion on the proposed use of the 
five-acre park was a hotly debated 
issue during planning commission 
meetings. Council members agreed 
with the planning commission that 
the park's proposed use was a 
private understanding. Members 
also noted that the decision to leave 
the site in its in natural state or use it 
as an active park for ball playing is a 
matter for homeowner vote. 

Ten lots are planned for the site 
and each lot will abut the park site. 
Council followed recommendations 
from the Whispering Meadows 
Homeowners Association that the 
plat include two private easements of 
12 and a half feet each, one at the 
north end of the site and one at the 
south, for entrance points to the park 
area.

A massive effort was made by all 
parties to get the road system work­
ing for this shopping season. Of­
ficials are pleased it will be in use 
for the last big shopping weekend.

tended we should see a lot of the 
current back-up on Novi Road 
dispersed," Flavian! said. 

The new road system is the pro­
duct of years of work on the part of 
many city officials, elected 
representatives and contractors. 

"This was one of the most difficult 
projects I've ever been involved 
in." City Manager PJdward 
Kriewall said. 

The battle began in 1979 when city 
planners realized thai a road 
system would be needed on the west 
side of Novi Road if development 
was ever to take place. Because the 
land was prime frontage directly 
across from Twelve Oaks and next 
to the freeway, development of the 
parcels was inevitable. 

The city declared the land a 
special assessment district and 
designed a roadway network to 
enclose the assemblage of parcels 
into a larger development. 

The first hurdle planners faced 
was a civil suit filed against the 
special assessment district. The 
suit eventually went all the way to 
the State Supreme Court before the 
city shifted gears and redesigned 
the area last year. The suit was 
subsequently dropped. 

A search then began for funding 
of the $1,453 million project. Some 
$400,000 from a county grant and a 
Job's Bill grant paid for half of the 
cost of the new ramp. County Com­
missioner John Colandro is credited 
by Kriewall for obtaining much of 
the grant money. 

Kriewall also traveled to 
Washington to obtain a design 
waiver from the Federal Highway 
for construction of the special 
ramp. 

"This road system is almost 
critical to the movement of traffic 
in that area," Kriewall said. "It 
won't be as noticeable this year, but 
next year it will be the key to get­
ting traffic back in there." 

In addition to the road construc-

tion, the city made improvements 
to the special assessment district 
by installing storm sewers and 

water mains. Work is 90 percent 
completed on that element of the 
project.

RESIDENTIAL BURGLARIES DECREASED 23 PERCENT in the City of Far­
mington during the first nine months of 1986, but vandalism rose 56 percent 
and drug violations nearly doubled. 

Public safety officials attributed the reduction in neighborhood burglaries 
to the city's three-year-old Neighborhood Watch program, which now has 
more than 50 percent participation from city residents. 

The higher vandalism figures are due to several incidents in the city dur­
ing 1986 when 30 to 40 vehicle windows were shattered with BB guns or sl­
ingshots. A similar spree of vandalism occurred in Novi at the same time 
earlier this year. 

THE CLUSTER HOUSING CONCEPT, under attack from West Bloomfield 
Township residents, is being defended by the township's planners, who 
pioneered single-family cluster housing in the early 1970s. 

Homeowners recently jammed a planning commission meeting to object 
to a cluster housing development proposed on a 69-acre site. Homeowners 
said they believed the clusters would lower their property values and result 
in increased need for township services. 

Township Planning Director Thomas Bird (responded that clusters have 
greater or comparable (market) value than conventionally platted subdivi­
sions. 

Township Assessor Robert Brandmier reported no detrimental effects on 
housing values due to the use of the cluster option. "When they put in a 
cluster, they're creating their own environment with landscaping and the 
use of amenities appealing to the purchaser," said Brandmier. He added 
that many cluster homes are worth $225,000 and more. 

STUDENTS FROM PRIVATE SCHOOLS are transferring into the Birm­
ingham Public School District at approximately twice the rate that students, 
are leaving to enroll in private or parochial schools. 

According to figures released by the Birmingham Public School District, 1 
some 229 students returned to public schools and 98 transferred out this year. 

Birmingham Superintendent Roger Garvelink said he hopes the trend 
means the quality of Birmingham's entire school program is getting better. 

Officials from non-public schools suggest other factors may figure in the 
trend. Those factors include higher tuitions at non-public schools, tougher̂  
academic standards in private schools which make it harder to meet college; 
entrance requirements and improved public relations. ;

Society program and provides

With that training, the teachers 
laid the groundwork for Candycane 
Castle in this year's edition of Mini-
Society. Students decided upon a cur­
rency where one candy cane dollar

U.S. currency. The students teamed 
up to bid for stores and the goods and 
concessions that they offered. 

Throughout the week of Dec. 8-12, 
the young merchants sold a variety 
of their merchandise to both teachers 
and students at school, as the con­
sumers exchanged real U.S. money 
for candy cane cash. On Friday, 

however, all came unwound when 
parents and families came to Candy 
Cane Castle to browse and buy 
amidst the numerous shops. 

Christmas ornaments, baked 
goods, gingerbread houses, pot 
holders, bookmarks, popcorn, 
magnets, candy canes and raffle 
chances were just some of the 
various goods sold at Candy Cane 

Castle. And the gingerbread houses 
sold fast, for a modest $800 (in candy 
cane cash). Many of the ornaments 
had price tags between $10 and $85. 

As part of their Mini-Society

(ACLU) in recent lawsuits to remove 
a nativity scene from public property 
and ban prayer at high school com­
mencements. He told about 15 church 
members that society is better off if 
government does not put its authority 
behind religion. 

"The union of government and 
religion destroys government and 
downgrades religion," said Sedler. 

The ACLU sued the City of Birm­
ingham, asserting that the nativity 
scene or creche in front of the city 
hall violated the constitutional 
guarantee of separation between 
church and state. 

Because the city hall display was 
not distinguishable from creches at 
Christian churches, Sedler said, the 
Birmingham scene was the city's of­
ficial endorsement of Christianity. 

"The creche says non-Christians 
are outsiders and not full members of 
the Birmingham political communi­
ty," said Sedler. 

The U.S. Supreme Court on Nov 3. 
refused to hear an appeal of the Bir­
mingham case, upholding the ruling 
that the creche on public property is 
unconstitutional. 

But in another case, the Court rul­
ed the creches could remain on 
public property if they are surround­
ed with ornaments to detract from 
their religious significance. 

Sedler said adding ornaments to 
the scene would degrade its religious 
symbolism. 

"The nativity scene is displayed at 
churches with pristine religious 
significance," he said. "The govern­
ment then gunks it up as part of a 
secular display." 

But what's wrong with a little 
religion if the majority of people in a 
town want it? 

"Maybe there's nothing wrong 
with it, but the Establishment clause 
(in the Constitution) just doesn't per­
mit it," said Sedler. 

The Establishment and Freedom 
clauses in the first constitutional 
amendment safeguard against 
governmental favoritism toward a 
particular religion in cases such as 
the one involving the Birmingham 
creche, Sedler explained. 

The Pilgrims came to America in 
search of religious freedom, he said, 
establishing a fundamental 
American ideal. The framers of the 
Constitution wanted to prevent 
government from establishing a na­
tional religion, while preserving 
citizens' right to free exercise of their 
beliefs. 

And in 1791, Sedler continued, the 
Religion clauses were adopted 
against the established church in Bri­
tain and its persecution of dissenters. 

Accommodations were made to 
protect the freedom of religion ideal, 
allowing governmental action to be 
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declared unconstitutional if the rul­
ings interfere with an individual's 
right to free exercise of their beliefs. 

One accommodation involved the 
Amish belief that eight years of 
elementary education is sufficient 
for their children. This tradition con­
flicted with the Wisconsin law requir­
ing all children to complete high 
school, Sedler said. 

But the U.S. Supreme Court main­
tained that Amish children do not 
need a high school education to func­
tion in Amish society. 

So Wisconsin's compulsory atten­
dance law as it applied to the Amish 
was ruled unconstitutional. 

In another case, the speaker said, 
parents asserted that their children's 
elementary reading textbooks pro­
moted Secular Humanism, a religion 
contrary to their traditional Fun­
damentalist Christian values. 

Parents in the Tennessee Textbook 
Case, as it was called, said that after 
reading the series of books, "a child 
could adopt the views of a feminist, 
humanist, pacifist, anti-Christian or 
a vegetarian," said Sedler. 

A federal judge ruled that home 
schooling for the Fundamentalist 
children could be an alternative to 
reading the objectionable books. 

"Because the use of these tex­
tbooks would violate sincere 
religious beliefs of these people, I 
agree with the federal judge's rul­
ing," said Sedler. 

Freedom of religion is guaranteed 
for everyone by keeping government 
out of religion, he said. 

"Just look how well our system has 
worked. In Oak Park you'll find peo­
ple in Orthodox Jewish garb going to 
synagogue on Sabbath morning," 
Sedler said. "And you can go to Dear­
born and find the people being called 
to prayer in the Mosque. 

"Anytime I bring an Establish­
ment clause case to court, I'm just 
strengthening the system. And I have 
no apologies for that." 
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As We See It 

Master plan change 
could be warranted 

That "master plans are not writ­
ten in concrete" is a cliche. 

Unfortunately, the phrase is 
often over-used, or misused, to suit 
the special interests of the individual 
asking that master plans be revised. 

Still, the phrase is a valid one 
because master plans, regardless of 
how well they are devised, must be 
flexible documents in order to ac­
commodate any number of changes 
that may occur over time. 

Novi's City Council currently is 
confronted with a proposal to amend 
its master plan which appears to be 
worthy of sperious consideration. 

The Trammell Crow Company 
has asked the council to deviate from 
its master plan to permit develop­
ment of a major office complex on a 
90-acre parcel in Section 14 — the 
one-square mile of land which 
already includes Twelve Oaks Mall 
and the Woodland Medical Center. 
The office complex is proposed to be 
developed near the southwest corner 
of the Twelve Mile/Meadowbrook 
Road intersection. 

A preliminary development pro­
posal calls for the proposed office 
buildings to be situated around a 32-
acre lake — better than one-third of 
the overall 90-acre parcel. 

A deviation from the master plan 
will be required for the development 
to take place, however, because the 
property currently is proposed on the 
master plan for multiple-family 
development. 

Although the council has sent 
Trammell Crow's rezoning request 
back to the planning commission for 
further consideration, the majority 
of the council members appear 
receptive to deviating from the 
master plan to permit the project. 

Council's apparent recep-
tiveness is based on several con­
siderations. First, there is a concern 
that the city may already have an 
overabundance of multiple-family 
housing units within its boundaries. 
The extent of multiple-family 
development in the city occurred 
primarily in the mid-1970s when the 
city found itself confronted with hav­
ing to sell sewage and water taps to 
meet its financial obligations at a 
time when the economy and the 
single-family housing market had 
dried up. 

The second influx of multiples 
occurred last year when more than 
2,000 multiple units were approved 
by the planning commission. Again, 
economic conditions which had a 
strong impact on the single-family 
housing market were a major factor. 

The second factor in the council's 

apparent receptiveness to deviate 
from the master plan regarding the 
Trammell Crow proposal is that of­
fice development generally tends to 
be among the more desirable land 
uses from a cost/revenue basis. 

A cost/revenue analysis of land 
uses in Farmington Hills during the 
late-1970s demonstrated that office 
development generates considerably 
more tax revenue than it requires in 
terms of city services. The least 
"cost-effective" land use was single-
family residential, which requires 
more expenditures than it generates 
in tax revenues. Multiples were a vir­
tually "break-even" land use with 
revenues and expenses just about 
cancelling each other out. 

One of the basic tenets in city 
planning promulgated on these pages 
for more than a decade has been to 
maximize tax base in specified areas 
in order to accommodate large-lot, 
low-density single-family develop­
ment in the southern and western 
portions of the city. 

An additional advantage to 
deviating from the master plan to ac­
commodate the Trammell Crow pro­
posal is that office development goes 
hand in hand with the council's ex­
pressed interest in promoting single-
family development. Generally 
speaking, white collar workers 
generated by office development are 
in a better position to afford single-
family homes if they so choose. 

The council is to be commended, 
however, for considering the poten­
tial impacts of the proposed devia­
tion from the master plan. Initially, 
planning philosophy in the Regional 
Center Area (Sections 14 and 15) was 
that multiples along the west side of 
Meadowbrook Road would provide a 
buffer into single-family develop­
ment on the east side of the road. 
How will that philosophy be changed 
by permitting office development to 
extend up to Meadowbrook Road? 

The Michigan Department of 
Transportation is proposing to con­
struct an interchange near the I-
96/Haggerty Road area. The inter­
change most definitely will impact 
the character of the land between 
Haggerty and Meadowbrook roads. 
Will office development in that area 
now make better sense than single-
family development? 

And if office development is per­
mitted to extend from Meadowbrook 
to Haggerty Road on the south side of 
Twelve Mile, what will be the impact 
on the proposed single-family areas 
north of Twelve Mile? 

Still, the Trammell Crow office 
proposal makes good sense for 
enough reasons to deserve a long, 
hard look at how real or imagined 
ramifications can be resolved. 

Varying viewpoints 
The following suggestion is set 

forth facetiously, but it does serve to 
illustrate a point. 

Prior to a recent budget-
planning session of the Novi Plann­
ing Commission, the suggestion was 
made that the planners request fun­
ding for an in-house psychiatrist to 
deal with the apparent occupational 
hazard of schizophrenia. 

At virtually every commission 
meeting, the planners get it from 
both sides. On the one hand, the com­
missioners have to contend with 
citizen complaints that the city is too 
easy on developers. 

Following those criticisms, the 
developers stand up and report that 

Novi has some of the toughest stan­
dards of any community in 
southeastern Michigan, reporting 
that many developers are moving to 
other communities rather than hav­
ing to contend with Novi's standards. 

Newspapers are not immune 
from the same criticisms. The same 
week that the paper was accused in a 
Letter to the Editor of having a "bur­
ning desire" for more development, 
three different developers telephon­
ed to complain about the paper's 
anti-development philosophies. 

So what's the message here? One 
old editor used to say that you know 
you're doing your job if everybody's 
mad at you. He may have been right.

She stated, "I 
am in the process of getting 
historical designation on the house, 
but I feel at the same time that the 
administrative fees charged by the 
city were excessive for a small 
business 'move.' " Of the over $4,000 
in fees less than 10 percent or $400 
stays in the city.

U.S. should stop 
funding Nicaragua

The U.S. government should stop 
funding the Nicaraguan Contras 
because it is immoral to promote 
takeover of another country, said a 
human rights advocate during a re­
cent public issues forum at First 
Presbyterian Church of Northville. 

Herbert Gunn, who led the discus­
sion on the United States' role In 
Nicaragua, Is the co-director of the 
Michigan Interfaith Committee on 
Central American Human Rights 
(MICAH), an organization instituted 
to educate North American Chris­
tians about human rights in Central 
America. 

Gun gave about 30 church 
members a brief history of the 
Nicaraguan revolution, explaining 
that the United States chose 
Anastasio Somoza Debayle to direct 
the Nicaraguan National Guard, a 
unit created to promote a stable 
Nicaraguan government that would 
not jeopardize United States' 
business interests. 

Somoza later arranged the 
assassination of Cesar Augusto San-
dino, the liberal rebel who became 
the forefather of the Sandinistas. The 
Sandinistas toppled the Somoza dic­
tatorship in 1979. 

In an interview after his speech, 
Gunn stressed that the United States 
must not intervene and should let 
Nicaragua develop on Us own, even If 
It means that the country will per­
manently adopt a socialist govern­
ment. 

"It's immoral for the United States 
to try to overthrow a government," 
said Gunn. 

He explained that Central 
American countries such as 
Nicaragua need to develop a 
"middle-ground" Ideology that in­
corporates qualities of capitalism 
and Marxism because the U.S. 
system of capitalism cannot work in 
a poverty-stricken country without a 
large middle class. 

"We need to let small, struggling 
countries develop their own coun­
try," said Gunn. "We need to learn 
how to work with revolutionary 
governments because there are go­
ing to be more revolutlnary govern­
ments in the future. 

"We can co-exist with socialist 
governments," he said. 

The Reagan administration, Gunn 
said, is funding the Contra rebels, 
asserting that these "freedom 
fighters" will halt the spread of Com­
munism in Central America by over­
throwing the Marxist Sandinista 
government.

But Gunn asserts that there is no 
threat of a Nicaraguan-prompted 
Communist invasion in Central 
America. 

"Nicaragua is strugglng for its own 
survival," said Gunn. "(Nicaragua) 
would be absolutely suicidal to try to 
Invade (other countries), Itnowlng 
the reaction of the United States." 

Gunn said the U.S. government is 
funding the Contras for other 
reasons. 

The primary reason for the United 
States' investment of more than $130 
million in the Contra cause, Gunn 
said, is to prevent the Contra revolu­
tion from becoming an example to 
other Central American ountries that 
want to overthrow their govern­
ments. 

Other countries would follow 
Nicaragua's example and might 
establish governments that would be 
against American economic interests 
in Central America. 

For example, Gunn said, 
Guatemala could adopt a socialist 
government in which U.S. business 
interests are not protected. 

The United States has an interest In 
Guatemala, Gunn said, because ex­
perts say that the country could 
prvide 10 percent of the United 
States' oil each year. 

"But Nicaragua Is not that impor­
tant economically, Nicaragua Is Im­
portant as an example. 

"We have to give Nicaragua more 
space," said Gunn. 

"If we think we can squelch a 
revolution whenever one arises, 
we're in for a long, tortuous history in 
Latin America. There are thousands 
of poor who are just not going to stay 
down forever. They're going to find a 
way to take control of their own 
lives." 

Gunn, a Detroit resident, returned 
In March from 14 months In 
Nicaragua after participating In the 
Witness For Peace program, an 
organization established to bring 
Christians to Central America to 
observe the effects of North 
American policy on the country.

burglaries and motor vehicle thefts 
also rate high. During the first nine 
months of the year there were 177 
burglaries - 13 more than 1985 
when there were 164 burglaries, a 
7.9 percent Increase. 

Motor vehicle thefts rose from 123 
In 1985 to 145 In 1986, a 17.9 percent 
Increase. 

Part II crimes are up 10.7 percent 
during the first nine months of 1986 
n comparison with year-ago 

statistics. 
The most prevalent Part II crime 

Is vandalism which is up 20.9 per­
cent with 336 incidents reported this 
year In comparison with 278 In 1985. 

Disorderly person complaints are 
up 7.4 percent from 271 incidents 

last year to 291 indicents this year. 
Fraud cases are up 36 percent 
(from 86 in 1985 to 117 in '86) and 
assaults are up 22.4 percent (from 
85 in 1985 to 104 in 1986). 

The largest percentage increase 
in Part II crimes is embezzlement 
which rose 266.7 percent from three 
cases last year to 11 cases through 
the first nine months of the current 
year. 

At the bottom end of the scale are 
prostltutlon/vlce (one incident In 
1986) and gambling (no incidents in 
either 1985 or 1986). 

There have been two vagrancy 
complaints so far in 1986, a 100 per­
cent increase over 1985 when only 
one vagrancy incident was record­
ed.

tion has released a report calling for 
major reforms in Michigan's proper-
ly lax SN'slem. 

The report entitled ".A i'ian For 
i'roperly Tax lU'form" was 
developed over a period of several 
monttis by leading experts in the field 
of property taxation. It outlines a 
series of reforms aimed at improving 
property tax administration, 
specificaily in the area of property 
tax assessment and taxpayer ap­
peals. 

According to James Barrett, presi­
dent of the Michigan Slate Chamber 
of Commerce, one of the employer 
groups in the coalition, "the changes 
proposed by the business community 
are designed to improve the ac­
curacy, efficiency and timeliness of 
our present properly lax system to 
Ihe ullirnate benefit of both lax-
payers and local units of govern­
ment." He explained that the proper­
ty tax is highly subjective, extremely 
complex and not well understood by 
the general public. 

"Many of our properly lax laws are 
antiquated and belter suited for an 

earlier era. In today's society of ex­
ploding technology, determing the 
value of real and personal property 
and resolving disputes belween lax-
payers and assessors is vastly dif­
ferent," Barrett said. 

Michael P. Smith, Vice President 
of Government Affairs for the 
Greater Detroit Chamber of Com­
merce, also a member of the coali­
tion, called Michigan's current 
system outdated. 

"Unless we upgrade our property 
tax laws lo belter suit current times, 
Ihe Stale of Michigan, particularly 
local units of government who de­
pend on properly tax revenues, could 
very well face a crisis situation. An 
outdated system thai forces tax­
payers lo litigate change is costly, 
time consuming and creates an 
unstable environment for all parties 
involved.

property taxation and in restoring 
taxpayer faith in the assessment and 
appeals process," Smith said. 

John Thodis, president of Michigan 
Manufacturers Association, another 
employer group in the coalition, said 
the number of current assessing 
districts burdens everyone. 

"It's not really necessary to have 
over 1,500 assessing jurisdictions and 
the costs lo taxpayers associated 
with each jurisdiction. Through con­
solidation of these jurisdictions, it 
will be possible to save millions of tax 
dollars that presently fund the opera­
tions of these 1,500 plus units. One of 
our recommendations calls for vastly 
reducing the number of assessing 
jurisdictions and streamlining this 
antiquated system. Such a consolida­
tion will drastically lower the ad­
ministrative costs of collecting our 
property tax and free up revenue for 
critical local services such as educa­
tion," Thodis said. 

Another key recommendation of 
the business community is lo totally 
restructure the property lax calen­
dar. According to the coalition's 
report, the present property tax 
calendar places unnecessary and 

often unrealistic demands on lax-
payers and assessors. It does not 
allow appropriate time for ad­
ministrative functions and resolution 
of disputes. Additionally, this system 
unnecessarily forces parties to 
litigate, thereby lying up our Boards 
of Review, the Michigan Tax 
Tribunal and our court system. 

"We propose a total restructuring 
of the calendar with an emphasis on 
resolving disputes early through 
mandatory taxpayer-assessor con­
ferences. We also encourage the ex­
change of information between tax­
payers and assessors, and open and 
informal communication between 
the parties involved. Most of all, we 
want to ensure that adequate time is 
allotted for the resolution of 
disputes, "Thodis said. 

Barrett added that the current 
system encourages expensive court 
action. 

"Our system should not encourage 
litigation as il currently does, but in­
stead should ensure ample time for 
the parties involved to discuss their 
differences. Litigation is costly to the 
taxpayer and eats up valuable tax 
dollars of the local unit involved. It 

should be a last resort and under the 
system we propose we hope lo 
drastically reduce the number of 
ca.ses which are now litigated, we 
believe unnecessarily, in our court 
system," Barrett noted. 

The 242-page report is bi'oken into 
eight sections that detail the changes 
being proposed by the business coali­
tion. They include recommendations 
to: 

• Define real and personal proper­
ty. 

• Reduce the number of assessing 
units. 

• Restructure property tax calen­
dar. 

• Improve competency of assess­
ing personnel. 

• Develop a sound property tax 
assessment appeal procedure. 

• Implement personal property 
audit program. 

• Phase out personal property tax. 
• Reduce property tax burden. 
Barrett pointed out that the State 

Chamber and other members of the 
coalition believe this is the first time 
that a private sector coalition has 
undertaken a thorough and in-depth 
review of our property tax system. 

"It is our hope lhal all these recom­
mendations will become the basis for 
legislation during the 1987-88 
legislative session. This report is a 
sincere effort on the part of the 
business community to point out the 
difficulties that taxpayers face with 
our present property tax system and 
to offer constructive and well thought 
out solutions to these problems. 

"It was the coalition's intent when 
we undertook this project to come 
forward with a balanced and com­
prehensive plan to improve our pre­
sent system of property taxation. We 
believe the report accomplishes that 
objective. We urge other groups and 
organizations in both the public and 
private sector to join this effort as we 
seek legislative support for our 
recommendations," Barrett conclud­
ed.

Despite rising housing prices more 
American households can afford 

' homes now than at any time since 
1978. 

"Realtors u.se an affordability in­
dex that measures the ability of 
reported median family income to 
finance a median priced existing 
single family home," said Joanne R. 
Bryngelson, president of Metro MLS. 

"The index fell below 100 percent 
during 1979 and wasn't restored to 
thai level until January of this year. 
In October il went past 108 percent in­
dicating that a family with median 
income of $28,712 could easily qualify 
for an 80 percent loan on an $80,000 
home. 

Bryngelson said increasing in­
comes and a sharp decline in mor­
tgage interest rates are both factors 
in the improvement. 

"We reached the low point during 
1981 when the index stood at less than 
69 percent," she sad. "At that time, 
median family income was only 
$22,388 and mortgage interest rates 
were above 15 percent. A median 
priced home selling at $66,400 would 
have required monthly payments of 
$677 for principal and interest on the 
required loan." 

She noted with interest rates today 
around the 10 percent level the mon­
thly payment would be down to $574 
even though the median home price 
has risen about $14,000. 
\ As 1986 president of Michigan's 

largest multiple listing service, she 
said the affordability index through 
much of the Detroit metropolitan 
market should be even higher than 
the national findings. 

"The median price for an existing 
home nationally is considerably 
more than we would find through this

area," she stated. "Our median, 
which indicates half sell for more and 
half less, likely would be closer to 
$60,000 than the nationwide $80,000 
figure. 

"This means more families with 
median incomes could qualify for the 
required loan. At the same time, the 
median income in many com­
munities here also is higher than the 
national median. Both of these fac­
tors would work to raise the af­
fordability index in this market area.

If you're like many Americans, 
you're probably wondering how tax 
reform will affect you and whether it 
means more money in your pocket 
and less in Uncle Sam's. 

But just sitting back and waiting to 
.see what happens won't help, ac­
cording to the Michigan Association 
of CPAs. Now is the time to initiate 
year-end tax strategies to help you 
make the most of your money. 

Before you can determine how to 
plan for the potential impact of the 
lax reform bill, prepare a projection 
of your 1986 income and expenses. 
Determine what your taxable income 
and corresponding tax bracket will 
be in 1986 and attempt to project 
what your income and expenses 
should be in 1987. By accelerating 
deductions and deferring income, 
many taxpayers can take advantage 
of current and future tax breaks. 

If your taxable income will be 
lower this year than your projections 
for 1987 or you find yourself in an 
Alternative Minimum Tax situation' 
where income is taxed at a relatively 
low rate of only 20 percent, it might 
pay to accelerate income into this 
year and defer certain deductions in­
to next year. 

For those of you who will have 
more taxale income this year and 
fewer deductions in 1987, your overall 
tax strategy should be to defer as 
much taxable income as possible into 
next year, since your personal in­
come tax rates may be lower. You 
should also consider accelerating as 
many deductions as possible this 
year. 

M o n e y M a n a g e m e n t 

Deductions to concentrate on are 
state and local sales taxes, consumer 
interest payment deductions, 
medical expenses and miscellaneous 
expenses, since they will either be 
eliminated or more difficult to take 
after December 31,1986. 

Another deduction you should look 
at is charitable contributions. They 
can add up, especially for those of 
you who donate regularly to certain 
groups such as your church, civic 
organization or favority charity. This 
deduction will still be fully allowed 
under the new tax bill, but only to 
those who itemize their deductions. 
Now is the time to take account of ex­
actly how much you contribute to 
charitable causes. 

Other dedu(;tions you should con­
sider are state and local estimated 
taxes, real estate and personal pro­
perty taxes. Consider making any 
payments by December 31 that are 
due in January. These could be worth 
more in 1986 than in 1987, 

The second step in your year-end 
tax planning strategy is to assess 
your capital gains on your in­
vestments. 

Beginning in January 1987, realiz­
ed long-term capital gains will be 
taxed at the same rate as the rest of 
your income. To take advantage of 
the current relatively lower tax rate. 

you should consider selling any in­
vestments you have held longer than 
six months that have proven to be 
particularly profitable. 

Finally, the area you should review 
as part of your year-end tax planning 
is retirement funding. The tax 
reform bill will affect the most 
popular plans: IRAs and401 (k)s. 

Currently, anyone who is employed 
or has their own business is allowed 
to contribute as much as $2,000 a 
year, fully tax deductible, into an 
IRA account of their own. An in­
dividual and non-working spouse 
may contribute up to $2,250. 

This will change under the new bill. 
Married couples who have an ad­
justed gross income exceeding 
$50,000 will no longer be allowed to 
take a deduction for an IRA if one or 
both are covered by an employer's 
pension plan. Single individuals with 
an adjusted gross income over 
$35,000 will also be excluded if they 
are covered by a pension. Only those 
who are not able to participate in an 
employer deduction sponsored pen­
sion plan or make a maximum of 
$40,000 as a married couple or a max­
imum of $25,000 as an individual, will 
retain the full deduction. 

Those who fall in between the cut­
off points for determining eligibility 
and are covered by a pension plan 

will find their available deduction 
will be phased out. 

Those who find themselves totally 
excluded from this deduction can still 
contribute to an IRA and benefit 
from the tax deferred income these 
accounts generate. 

Another retirement savings plan 
that has received considerable atten­
tion under the tax reform measure is 
the 401(k). Beginning in 1987, it wUl 
also carry more restrictions for those 
who have found it to be an ideal way 
to put away extra savings for retire­
ment. 

Under the tax reform bill, the max­
imum contribution will be restricted 
to $7,000, down from $30,000. And, 
those who are eligible to contribute to 
IRAs will have to make a choice bet­
ween the two programs as to which 
will offer a better tax deduction and a 
better retirement plan. 

Three tips for retirement planning 
in 1986 are: 1) Take advantage of 
your eligibUty to participate! in any 
retirement plan for tax deductions 
this year. 2) Open a new plan that is 
still available to you under the tax 
reform act. 3) If retired, defer tax­
able distributions from your IRAs, 
when possible, to save tax dollars 
under the lower tax brackets in 1987. 

Now is the most Important time to 
plan your tax strategy for the next 
few years. Keep in mind that tax 
reform does not necessarily mean 
your tax burden will be lowered. 
CPAs advise that with careful, in­
formed tax planning and the help of 
an expert, you can maximize your in­
come under the new tax law.

Far from being a "comeback 
state," Michigan is in its weakest 
position in 50 years, says conser­
vative economist Patrick L. Ander­
son. 

"Governor Bianchard is telling the 
truth when he says, 'Things'are bet­
ter than they were four years ago.' 
Every state's better off at the top of 
the business cycle," Anderson said in 
an interview. 

But in his newly-published study, 
Anderson compares Michigan to 
other states and comes up with a 
dismal picture of high business costs. 

"It's devastating. We're in the 
midst of a strong national recovery. 
We should be almost 10 percent 
above the national average" in 
eniployment and personal income, 
'instead, Michigan trails. At the top 

of ;a business cycle, Michigan's per­
sonal incomes ran 9 percent better 
than the national average. Today, 
Michigan runs 2 percent below. 

"We should be outpacing the na­
tion. We're at severe risk. If all 
Michigan can do is get behind the na-

tional average in good years, what's 
going to happen in bad years? 

"Michigan is in severe trouble 
right now because this recovery isn't 
going to last forever. For the first 
time in 50 years, we start (a 
downturn) from a position of 
weakness." 

A Lake Orion resident, Anderson is 
between jobs. Until last April, he was 
at Manufacturers Bank, doing 
business index studies with Vice 
President David Littman. 

Anderson left to work on the guber­
natorial campaigns of Richard 
Chrysler, who ran second in the 
Republican primary, and then for

William Lucas, the nominee. 
His 28-page study was published by 

The Heartland Institute, a Chicago-
based, two-year-old group, which 
commissions and publishes public 
policy papers. 

"They commissioned it from me 
last spring when I was stUl at the 
bank," Anderson said. "Putting it 
together took three months of inten­
sive work." 

Titled "Michigan in the Current 
Recovery," it's available for $3 from 
The Heartland Institute, 55 E . 
Monroe, Suite 4316, Chicago 60603. 

He advocates many familiar con­
servative solutions: reducing state 

and local taxation, fourth highest 
rate in the nation; reducing per 
capita welfare spending, second 
highest In the nation; and reducing 
state-federal employment costs, 
highest in the nation. 

What makes Anderson's study dif­
ferent from the Grant Thornton study 
of business climates is that "mine 
looks at Michigan in historical 
perspective," he said. 

Grant Thornton continually rates 
Michigan last among the 48 continen­
tal United States in business climate. 
Bianchard administration critics say 
Grant Thornton merely gives good 
marks to states with low rates of 
unionization, like the Dakotas, and 
bad marks to highly unionized states 
like Michigan. 

Anderson cites Grant Thornton 
with approval but says unionization 
is only one factor. Others are per 
capita income, employment and 
population loss. 

"Michigan used to be a 
powerhouse. Now we're a poor 
state," he said.

variant of flu from Asia, 
A/Taiwan/l-86, requires a special 
supplement in addition to the stan­
dard 1986-87 flu shot. 

High risk individuals are doubly 
urged to get the supplemental as well 
as the standard flu shots this season. 
Both viruses can damage the cellular 
lining of the respiratory tract, leav­
ing the door open for severe com-

^ plications — especially pneumonia, 
™ which can attack and possibly kill a 

person already weakened from flu. 
Persons considered at "high risk" 

are those aged 65 or older; those with 
already-existing chronic lung disease 
such as asthma, emphysema and 
chronic bronchitis; those with other 
chronic illnesses such as heart 
disease, kidney disease, diabetes or 
anemia; and those with diseases or 
receiving treatments that suppress

flu shot becomes necessary. 
There are three different types of 

flu viruses, referred to as A, B and C. 
Influenzas A and B are considered to 
be the most prominent viruses. Each 
spring, the U.S. Public Health Ser­
vice estimates what viruses will be 
circulating in the U.S. in the upcom­
ing flu season and then determines 
the make-up of the flu vaccine. Made 
from the killed virus, when ad­
ministered, the vaccine takes hold in 
a person's body and gives the body's 
own defense mechanisms a chance to 
build up a defense against the new 
strain. 

According to the Lung Association, 
flu shots will protect 75 percent of 
those who receive them. Others who 
have been innoculated against the 
virus and still get the flu can look for­
ward to a quick recovery as they will 
be stricken with less severity. 

An oral medication is also 
available for those who cannot take 
the vaccine or those who have been 
recently innoculated and need pro­
tection during the two week incuba­
tion period required for the shot to 

tke effect. Again, it is advised that in­
dividuals consult their doctors. 

Influenza symptoms vary, and 
often they are confused with the com­
mon cold. Some characteristic symp­
toms are the sudden onset of fever, 
chills, dry cough, weakness, and 
aches and pains. 

It is advised that individuals get 
their shots as soon as possible since 
the outbreaks of flu increase as the 
colder months approach. Although 
the occurences of flu increase as the 
thermometer reading goes down, it is 
not the cold weather itself that brings 
on flu. In actuality, as temperatures 
plunge, people are more apt to stay 
indoors making those closed-ln living 
and working environments breeding 
grounds for the airborne flu-
injection. 

The American Lung Association 
and its medical section — the 
American Thoracic Society — are 
dedicated to the control and preven­
tion of lung diseases, such as asthma, 
emphysema, chronic bronchitis, in­
fluenza and lung cancer.

Q: How is this money distributed? 
A; All money in the School Aid Fund is 
disbursed according to the Slate School 
Aid Formula which was developed by the 
Legislature. To maintain the same level 
of support to .schools without Lottery 
funds would have required another $130 
per Michigan household last year 
Q: How many Lottery millionaires 
were created last year? 
A; There were 91 players or Lottery 
Clubs winning prizes of $1 million or 
more during the year Included was the 
second highest award-$10 million-evcr 
won by an individual in the Michigan 
Lottery 
Q: How many cush prizes were 
awarded? 
A; More than 17 million cash prizes were 
won during the year the equivalent of 
nearly two for every resident of the state. 
Q: Didn't you announce record pay­
outs in one of the daily games? 
A: Actually, record payouts were 
recorded for both daily games. The June 
10 payout of nearly $5 million in the 
Daily :i was equal to 489 percent of the 
amount played in that day's game. The 
record-setting 386 percent payout in the 
Daily 4 on November 4,1985 already has 
been broken with u 668 percent payout 
on October 15 of this year

In the final two minutes, the 
Wildcats sank nine-of-10 from the 
charity strip to secure the win. Joe 
Miskovich had an off-day but still 
paced the balanced Novi attack 
wilh 18 points. Brian Schram had 
16, Matt Kamish 13 and Dave Skown 
11. Point guard Jeff Tanderys add­
ed eight points and chipped in with 
12 assists. 

"We consider Brighton to be one 
of the teams to beat in the league if 
we want to contend so it was a good 
way to start," Cicchelii reported.

Shannon McCuan, Brighton's top 
scorer who averaged over 20 a 
game heading in, managed just six 
as Kamish covered him like a 
blanket all evening. 

The loss at Northville featured a 
flat Wildcat team and a re­
juvenated opponent. The Mustangs, 
fresh off a double-overtime win 
against South Lyon, came out loose 
and took it to Novi in the early go­
ing. Tony Briningstool, known for 
his exploits on the football field, 
showed some pure athletic ability 
by scoring five quick points and 
pacing Northville lo a 13-6 lead 
after just five minutes of play. 

While the Wildcats struggled at 
the free throw line and on defense. 
Mustang guards Dave McCreedie 
and Steve Grant continued to score 
from the outside as Northville open­
ed up a 29-19 lead with four minutes 
left in the first half. Novi then put on 
a late surge, outscoring the 
Mustangs 12-4 the rest of the way 
and were lucky to head into inter­
mission only down by two, 33-31. 

"We came out very flat and I 
thought we were fortunate lo be 
behind by only two at the half," Cic­
chelii said. "Northville shot over 60 

percent in the first half from the 
field, and a large part of that was 
our poor defense." 

The two teams volleyed the lead 
back and fourth in the third quarter 
and heading into the final eight 
minutes, the score was knotted at 
45-45. At the six-minute mark, Novi 
turned the ball over twice and Nor­
thville capitalized to go up by four,

Bedor looking for a winner

It's a brand new season for the Novi 
volleyballers, and to be quite frank, the previous 
two seasons are probably better off forgotten. 

In the past 42 matches during that span, the 
Wildcats won only six times (that's a winning 
percentage of 14.2). Last season, under first-year 
Coach Kathy Bedor, Novi got off to a nice start, 
winning two in a row to start the season, but the 
bottom soon dropped out and the team lost the 
next 14 of 15 including 10 in a row. The team had 
just two seniors on the roster last year and, ac­
cording to Bedor, the youth and inexperience were 
too much to overcome. 

"I think we just expected too much from such a 
young team," she said after the '85-86 campaign. 

The current Wildcat team sports five seniors, all 
of whom have at least a year of varsity experience 
already. The two seniors from last season who 
have since departed include hitter Erin Barry - a 
first team All-Area selection - and setter Annie 
Hwang - an All-Area honorable mention pick. 

With five seniors returning and only two lost to 
graduation, Bedor has some spots to fill, but not a 
whole lot. Slated to fill the void is a group of six 
juniors who all played on the junior varisty team a 
year ago. 

The top returnee is 5-foot-lO senior Lisa Camp­
bell, who was a second-team All Area choice last 
season and will probably be Novi's top hitter this 
year. Campbell has been named the team co-
captain for the second straight season, and is ex­
pected to provide even more leadership. Bedor 
describes Campbell as an outstanding server (she 
connected on over 92 percent last season) and an 
underrated hitter. 

"Lisa went to volleyball camp in the off-season 
and picked up a lot of good habits," Bedor said. 
"I'm looking for good things from her this season, 
that's for sure." 

Other senior hitters who are back include 
Michelle Benoit and Vicki Muzzin. Both started a 
year ago and will be key cogs up front. Benoit (5-5) 
is the other co-captain, Muzzin (5-7) was the top 
J.V. player two seasons ago. 

The other two seniors - Kelli O'Neil and 
Natasha Respond - are both setters. O'Neil (5-6) 
saw quite a bit of playing time last year and, like 
Campbell, is a fine server. Rospond was on the 
team last season, but didn't see much action. 

Kristina Higley heads the juniors moving up 
from the reserves. Higley, a hitter, actually saw a 
little bit of varsity action last year when she was 
brought up to the varsity for the district playoffs. 
She is joined by other junior hitters Linda Clynick 
and Amy Rafferty along with setters Katie 

Hansen and Mary Marcus. 
Laura Case, a newcomer who didn't play last 

season, could be a contributor. Her natural ability 
intrigues Bedor and she's waiting to see if Case 
can develop into a complete player. 

"Laura didn't play last year, but she has shown 
a lot of promise," Bedor said. "She's got some 
natural athletic ability." 

Bedor is looking for a much improved season 
this year, but a lot will hinge on how quickly the 
newcomers can adjust to varsity-calibre play, and 
how well the team works together. 

"I think this year's team is better than last 
year's," she predicted. "1 think our record will be 
better because we have more returning players 
and more of a foundation to build on. We lost two 
seniors, but so far we've replaced them pretty 
well. 

"Serving should be our strength, we have a cou 
pie of good hitlers and my setters have looked 
pretty strong so far. The key will be how soon we 
learn to play together as a team - that will be im­
portant." 

As for the mental state of the team, Bedor isn't 
concerned. 

"These girls are hard workers and they really 
want to win," she said.

Coach Larry Teahan's concern 
about team depth certainly panned 
out as expected when the Novi swim 
team hosted state-power Livonia 
Stevenson last Thursday.

1 dual meet record, but again 
Teahan wasn't totally pleased with

Ironically, the Wildcats managed 
lo win five of 11 events in the 43-
itoinl loss on Thursday, but all too 
often, Stevenson was grabbing at 
least two of the top three places in 

each event. Novi had some swim­
mers who could match-up with the 
best the Spartans could offer — pro­
blem was, there weren't nearly 
enough of them. 

"Stevenson crunched us," 
Teahan said. "In a meet like that I 
can see our depth problems. Don't 
get me w ong, we had some 
outstanding swims, but (Stevenson) 
comes at you with three and four 
good swimmers in each event." 

The Wildcats actually led the 
meet after the first three events, 
but it took three incredible per­
formances from Jon and Steve 
Cohen to do so. In the opening 200-
yard medley relay, Jeff Cohen, 
Matt Lorenz and Steve Warthman 
joined Jon Cohen to win the event 
and set a new school record in the 
process. The time of 1:45.47 was 
also a new Novi pool record and was 

just one second shy of a state quali­
fying time. But in typical fashion, 
Stevenson teams placed 2-3-4. 

It was the youngest Cohen's turn 
in the 200 freestyle, and Steve didn't 
disappoint, winning the race in 
1:50.25, his best tim6 ever. Jon 
Cohen came back with a win in the 
200 IM and another new pool record 
time of 1:59.52, but again Stevenson 
took the next three places. 

In the 50 freestyle, Warthman's 
23.60 was good for second. And in 
diving, junior Ed Dodds compiled 
his highest score ever (156.0), good 
for third place. At that point after 
five events, Novi was trailing by 
just 10 at 44-34, but after the next 
two events, the deficit had suddenly 
ballooned to 26. 

In the 100 butterfly and 100 
freestyle races combined, only 
Matt Lorenz's second in the fly 

(58.51, lifetime best) avoided a 
complete shut out. 

Steve Cohen came back strong in 
the 500 freestyle lo win the event in 
a time of 4:53.68.

With only two returning players 

back from last year, Novi Christian 
Basketball Coach Richard Burgess 
will send a very young and inex­
perienced squad out onto the court 
for the 1986-87 season. 

But the Eagles have shown flashes 
of brilliance in the campaign's first 
four outings and, not coincidentally, 
have been victorious in three of those 
games. On Nov. 22, Novi Christian 
dropped its opener to United Chris­
tian of Garden City 54-43 at the 
Silverdome.
