Planners recommend rezoning

For the second time this year, the
Novi Planning Commission has
recommended a rezoning of the 11%-
acre ‘‘Chase property’’ located
south of Nine Mile between
Meadowbrook and Novi roads.

The property, named after its
longtime owner,. Willlam Chase,
was Tecommended for rezoning
earlier this year to an R-3 (lot wid-
ths of 12,000 square feet} classiflca
tion by the planning commission.

However, in October the city
council denied that recommenda-
tion. Instead it approved a motion
to rezone the land from an R-l
residential classification to an R-2.
The R-2 zoning permits 18,000
square foot lot widths., The councll

_voted 4-3 to approve the R-2
deslgnation, although the developer
- had requested an R-3 change,

At last week's planning cominis-
sion meeting, Anthony Margiotta,
representing the property ‘owner,
informed the commission that
because of the unique fealures of
the land, the actual density of the
final development would be well
below even the R-2 requirements.

Margiotta explained that he plans

be preferabie’

169 lots on the 119-acre site which
comes to 1.65 lots per acre, or much
closer to the city’s R-1 zoning
designation.

The land Is back for rezoning
Margiotta explained, because 1t Is
economically prohibitive for him to
build homes under the R-2 zoning.

“If we bullt under the R-2, we
would lose 69 lots, to meet the 1.3
lots per acre required. That would
mean houses would have to sell for
$200,000 or more and the area won't
support it,"' Margiotta told the com-
mission. He said he pians to build
houses starting at $175,000 if the R-3
zoning is approved.

“As 1 recommended before,
rezoning to R-3 is consistent with
the Master Plan density map and
consistent with the surrounding
zoning,” Rogerssald.

“In preserving woodlands and a
creek that runs through the proper-
ty, his densities will approach R-2.

I stand by
my original recommendation that
R-3 would be preferable.”

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YC UA option
explored for
sewer needs

Novi may have found a solution to
its sewage capacity problems
following a meeting with officials
from the Ypsilanti Community
Utility Authority (YCUA). )

City Manager Edward Kriewall
told Novi City Councll Monday that
the city is encouraged by Initial
meetings last week with YCUA of-
ficials.

Kriewall told council farmal steps
had been taken to begin the ap-
proval process ‘with YCUA.
Kriewall met Dec. 17 with Eldon
Ahles, director of the authority,
who advised him to make a formal
application to the utility’s board of
directors. Kriewall had a hand-
delivered letter to the board for its
Dec. 18 meeting, The board in-
structed Ahles to continue talks
with Novi.

Kriewall sald he is encouraged by
YCUA’s response to the city's re-
quirements for potential service.
Northville, .Plymouth and Canton
townships also are facing future
sewage disposal problems due to
the dissolution of Super Sewer, The
three communities have formed a
consgortium to petition YCUA.

Krlewall said he plans on talking
seriously to the other three com-
munities about the possiblilty of
Novl jolning forces with them, “We
are going to file a request {or con-
sideration to become a part of that
group,” Kriewall noted.

“We can help the other three
communities with the possible $17

million cost of building connecting -

sewers from Canton to Ypsilanti.
We would share in the costs on &
pre-rated basls, The more flows the
connector carries will reduce the
operating costs by as much as 20
percent,” Kriewall added,

He said he believes that working
with the other three townships (s the

loglcal thing to do. “We already -

share a common discharge point
with Northvllle at Five Mile. There
is no reason for Novi not to be a part
of the plan,”’ Krlewall said.

Ahles agreed with Kriewall's
assessment. “I think that Novi’s
chances of coming to YCUA are ex-
cellent. We haven't committed any
capacity to any other com-
munities.” Ahles said he hoped that
Novi's request would become a
joint effort with Plymouth, Canton
and Northville townships.

Ahles said the YCUA system has
a capacity of nine million gallons

per day which they are not msing at
the present time. He sald that the
authority could easily handle the
four commuunity's present re-
quirements while still preserving 15
percent of the capacity for his own
community's growth,

“This would not be on a forever
basis, however,”” Ahles said. “At
some point we would want to do a
plant expansion which would
replace the capacity the four com-
munities are using during the in-
terim.” That expansion would be
funded by the four communities,
Canton, Northville, Plymouth and
Novi if their applications were ac-
cepted, he added,

1t would take about three years to
finish construction of a pipeline to
Ypsilanti from the four com-
munitles, according to Ahles,
because of the necessary design ap-
provals, right-away approvals, bids
and bond procedures.

All four communities are under
time limitations. The lack of
sewage treatment capacity could
affect future develo;:mgd nt projects.

Estimates show that Novi will run
out of sewer taps within two and a
half years at its present rate of
developrnent.

“It is still much too early to tell
what we will be doing,” Kriewall
said. “‘We do have to move fairly
quickly on this.”

Future development projects
hinge on the city’s ability to provide
adequate capacity for more sewage
taps.

The city is looking into two other
options for increasing ils sewage
treatment capacity. Under con-
sideration are a possible force main
to the Detroit system; and building
a Novi wastewater treatment plant.

A projected surge In enrollment

according to a report released
Thursday by a citizens’ task force,

The 2l-member citizens' task
force presented the [indings of lts
three-moenth study on the district’s
facilities at. the Novi Board of
Education’s year-end meeting last
week.

In presenting the committee’s 27-
page report to the board,
spokesperson James Coe noted the
findings were based on information
obtained irom city officials, each
school_ building princlpal, builders

managers of apartments and éon—
dominjums and the director of comn-

- munity development,

Coe told the board the commit-
tee’s enrollment projections for the
next three years range from a
possible low of 3,403 (a 71 student
decrease from this year's Fourth
Friday count) to a high of 4,375 (an

additional 901 students over this

year's enrollment),

He noted that should enrollment
continue to climb, the district will
exceed functional capacity (25
students per classroom with
separate classrooms for art, music,
reading and special education) in
the elementary schools by 1988-89
with the district’'s elementary
facilitles going far beyond fune-
lional capacity by 1989-90,

The new off-ramp and access road
for the Sheraton and West Oaks | and
11 opened last Thursday {Dec. 18),
just in time for the onslaught of last-
minute holiday drivers traveling
through Novi's Regional Center
Area.

“Yes, it is definitely helping,”
observed Raiph Fluhart, Novi's traf-
fic staff officer.

According to Fluhart, the biggest
change can be seen in the number of
cars lined up to make a left turn into
West Oaks. “'Last year at this time
we had only one means of ingress and
egress, with one driveway out to Novi
Road,” Fluhart noted.

“That problem has greatly
diminished. Now we have four means
of access to that area, with two
drives from Novi Road, an entrance
off of Twelve Mile and the new
ramp."

The new off-ramp allows access to
cars from 1-96 to Donelson Drive in
Section 15, the square-mile of land on
the west side of Novi Road opposite
Twelve Oaks Mall.

The opening of the ramp allows
westbound motorists exiting 1-96 to
move directly across Novi Road and
to enter the Sheraton Oaks/West
Qaks shopping area without having
to turn right on Novi Road and then
make a left-hand turn into the West
Caks area.

Fluhart said that the interior road

Commission approves industrial zoning changes

The city will have a new three-
tiered industrial zoning ordinance
which will carefully control the
development and use of property ad-
jacent to residential developments,
following the Novi Planning Commis-
sien's unanimous passage last week
of an amendment to the [-1 zoning or-
dinance,

According to Brandon Rogers, city
planning consultant, the amendment
will allow llght industrial use of pro-
perty with eifective protection to
residents living nearby.

Rogers told the commission the
amendment was the result of input
from an implementation committee
consisting of citizens, commercial
and ipdustrial developers, planning
commissioners and consultants.

The three-tier approach to the light
industrial zoning ordinance allows
for different permitted uses depen-
ding on the location of the land. The
first tier allows for cerlain perraitied
uses on any land zoned I-1.

The second permits cerlain uses
subject to special conditions where
the I-1 zoning abuts residential. The

special conditions include approval
by the planning commission in ac-
cordance with special requirements
and subject to a public hearing.

The third tier covers certain uses
which are only permitted in locations
not abutting a residential district and
which are subject to speclal condi-
tions.

The present light Industrial or-
dinance contains two-tiers. The new
amendment introduces the residen.
tial adjacency factor in regulating
uses and requirements.

The amendment prohibits the con-
struction of a leading dock, door or
iruck well on the side of the bullding
facing a residential development.
Screening and side yards are man-
dated and no outside storage other
than properly screened dumpsters
are allowed,

The maximum height of a building
constructed adjacent to a residential
district is 25 feet, including all
mounted mechanlcal equipment.

Included in the ordinance, as well as
major revisions In the requirements

Rogers told the commission that as
part of the amendment a new hazar-
dous materials checklist will be in-
cluded into the site plan manual. If
any hazardous wastes are to be
stored on site, the checklist will be
kept on file by the city.

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Heat tapes could
be fire hazards

If you use electric heat tape to pro-
tect exposed pipes from freezing,
government safety experts ask you to
check the tapes now for possible fire
hazards.

Citing some 500 house fires believ-
ed to have been caused by heat tapes
over a six-year period, the U.5. Con-
sumer Product Safety Commission
(CPSC) said tapes should be careful-
ly inspected annually for cracked,
baked-out, deteriorated insulation or
bare wires that could cause a fire.
Defective tapes should be replaced
immediately. Always unplug the heat
tape prior to inspection to avoid a
shock.

Heat tapes are routinely used in
crawl spaces and in the substructure
of beach homes, mountain cabins,
cottages, mobile homes and similar
dwellings to prevent exposed water
and drain pipes from freezing. Some
heat tapes are left in place year-
round and are activated by a ther-
mostat when the temperature ap-
proaches 32 degrees. In other cases,

liomeowners plug in the tapes at the
start of the heating season and
unplug them in the spring.

Heat tapes have also triggere
fires because they were improperl
installed, a spokesperson for the
agency said. Some homeowners
disregard label instructions and lap
the tape over itself along the pipe in
the belief that better protection will
result. As CPSC pointed out, heat
tape manufacturers specifically
warn against overwrapping the tape
around pipes.

Consumers should know the kind of
pipe to be protected (copper, plastic,
galvanized steel, etc.), also pipe
diameter and length, when shopping
for new or replacement heat tapes.
Make sure the heat tape is approved
for use on the pipe found in the home,

CPSC said tapes should never be
wrapped around the thermal insula-
tion on a plpe or used near a flam-
Mmable object. Inspect existing heat
tapes to make sure no such fire
hazards exist in the home.

Blood donors needed

Save a life Saturday by donating
blood, urges the American Red
Cross. Donor centers will be open
from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. for the special
holiday bleod collection:

“During the holiday season, people
get involved with preparations, par-
ties, visiting friends and loved ones,
and they don't think about donating
blood,” said Red Cross spokesperson
Noreen Petersen. *‘But the need for
bleod and blood components con-
tinues.”

According to Petersen, blood
drives at colleges, schools, in the
workplace and community drop off,
thus putting an additional strain on
the community’s blood supply. Addi-
tionally, there is always a sharp in-
crease in utilization of blood after the
new year when many elective
surgeries are performed.

Blood can be donated by anyone in

good general health between the ages
of 17 and 70, who weighs a minimum
of 110 pounds, Donating blood is
relatively painless and takes less
than an hour from registration to

post-donation snack. The actual pro-

cedure Lakes less than 10 minutes.

Donating blood is safe. Thereis ab-

solutely no risk of contracting any
communicable disease. Sterile
disposable needles are used once and
immediately discarded.

Must adults could not give a defini-
han for these words, but 10-vear-old
Ryan Pheiffer can fell you exactly
what they mean: he was born without
atricuspid valve in his heart.

Hyan is a member of the Ticker
Club, an organization for children
with cardiac problems, their families
and friends

Ryuan's heart defect is congenital,
From the time he was barely five
weeks old, he has undergone five dif-
ferent operations to 'keep him func-
tioning as well as possible,” sad
Ryan's mother, Paula Pheiffer.

Since Ryan was an infant, the
Pheiffers have heen active in the
Ticker Club. **KEven though our other
chiidren are nol cardiac kids
themselves,” Paula Pheiffer explain-
ed, “they still go through the same
trauma and suffering when they have
a brother in the hospital.”

The Pheiffers and other other
families with ‘cardiac kids” make up
the Ticker Club in the metropolitan
Detrmit area. Most of the families
know one another because their
children are patients at Lhe
Childrens” Hospital of Michigan in
Detroit.

“Ticker Club first began when doc-
tors af the Childrens' Hospital gave a
party for the children who had had
successful heart surgery,” Paula
Pheiffer said. *In 1977, it grew into
the Ticker Club, and the cardiac kids,
lheir parents, families and {riends
are members. The group still has
parties for the families and provides
parent support,” she added.

A year and a half ago, Ryan under-
wenl his most recent operation —
tricuspid atresia transposition —
which redirected his crossed aorta
- and pulmonary arteries. When Ryan
was born, such an operation was not
- in existence, but now thanks to
research and technology, Ryan's
. condition is improved.
~ Hyan was then given medical ap-
-~ proval to participate in some ac-
tivities in physical education classes
al school. And now, a student at Novi
Upper Elementary School, he says he
likes playing dodge ball with his
friends al school. He also joined a
soitball team last summer for the
first time. Ryan's dreams of playing
baseball for the Detroil Tigers now
have a chance of being realized (as
well as his hopes of working atl a
Sanders Ice Cream Parlor)

On Nov. 6, Ryan and brothers Todd
and Rory were among 10 children
featured in a Pepsi Cola and Channel
4-sponsored commerical promoting
the Childrens' Hospital through dona-
tions generated by soft drink sales.

Ryan gave an inventory of all the
kids got out of the commercial: the
youngslers each gol their moment in
front of the camerad, a day of fun, a
chance lo meet new friends and a
free lunch in Farminglon Hills. The
commercial airs on felevision from
December 15 until the end of
January.

Ryan's family leads an active
lifestyle and Ryan is just as much a
part of it. Robert and Faula Pheiffer
manage (o juggle the activities of
their five children: Scott, Todd,
Ryan, Rory and Kellie, car-pooling
and coordinating basketbali prac-
lice, trombone and piano lessons, and
olher activities. Ryan enjoys playing
the piano and perhaps a bil more,
playing computer games with his
brothers.

Ryan is a healthy, functioning,
growing boy — with a liltle help from
the doctors at Childrens’ Hospital,
His condition is not corrected, only
ultered to allow his heart to function
betler. For the present, doctors know
of no other operation or treatment to
correct Ryan'’s conditian, “'but that's
the same thing they said eight and a
half years ago, and they discovered
new technologies,”” Paula Pheiffer
remarked optimisitically.

The Ticker Club is a great source of
friendship, support and fun for Ryan,
the hoy commented. “I like the peo-
ple and the parties we have,”

Ryan's final observation: "“We
have a lot of fun and laughs, and
don’t act like a bunch of kids with
problems."

To keep that smile on your tace@
long after your first day as a proud
new pet owner, follow these tips to
assure a healthy pet, provided by Dr,
Robert Muir, Michigan Department
of Agriculture, Regional
Veterinarian.

Before making the purchase, be
sure the puppy s active and alert and
has an overall healthy appearance. A
moist nose is a sign of a healthy dog.
If the animal has had the required
vaccinations, it should have a health
certificate which alse verifies it has
nol recently been exposed to any con-
tagious diseases, Check the dog's
eyes for any injuries or scars as well
as its legs for injury and to be sure
they are normally formed for the
breed. Rickets is 2 calcium deficien-
cy which would cause crooked legs in
dogs but the tegs of some dogs are
normally bowed so be aware of this. ¥
In addition, the puppy's fur coal‘ .
should be smooth and healthy in ap- ‘
pearance. Il is also very important to
have puppies dewormed if this has
not already been performed by a
verterinarian.

Once you bring home your new
pup, you want to maintain its good
health by caring for it in the proper
manner. Keep it in a warm, non-
drafty area. Feed your new pet
several times a day, preferably wit
a commercial food specifically for
puppies. This food has the exlra
nutrients the young dog needs. [f
small children will be around the
dog, make sure they do not play teo
roughly with it because it is not big
enough Lo defend itself.

To keep your pup happy, put an
alarm clock next to it at night. The
ticking noise quiets the animal and
helps it to sleep.

The acceptance of a citizens' task
force report on the Novi school
district’s facilities is a fitting conclu-
sion to 1986 for the Novi Board of
Education.

It should be noted that the school
board welcomed in the '86 calendar
year by reviewing the findings of a 15-
member task force on boundaries and
enrollment. The committee’s findings
and recommendation, unveiled last
January, led to the redrawing of the
school district’s boundaries.

The findings of the facilities com-
mittee, presented at the board’s
meeting last Thursday, continues the
work of that earlier task force. Its
charge was to examine the district’s
facilities, student capacity and utiliza-
tion and propose alternatives to deal-
ing with Novi's enrollment growth.

Task force members spent nearly
three months compiling data, inter-
viewing school and city officials and
surveying builders and developers.
Their effort has resulted in a com-
prehensive 27-page report outlining a
wealth of information.

Having started this school year
with 171 new students, it was not sur-
prising to learn from the committee’s
report that Novi’s enroliment will con-
tinue to climb at least until the next
decade. However, the rapid rate of
growth expected over the next three
years is a little unsettling. It is quite
possible that the school district could

A
small stipend for each meeting does
not begin to cover the hours that the ci-
ty council and planning commission
members must spend on some very
complex and potentially crucial deci-
sions concerning development in the
city. Nor does it cover the time spent

find itself with some 1,000 new students
by 1990.

Should this come to pass, the
district will face a classroom crunch in
its existing facilities. In fact, the task
force has concluded that by the 1987-88
school year there will be an over-
crowding problem in at least one
elementary school with all three
primary facilities facing problems by
1988-89.

Recommendations for dealing
with Novi's imminent building shor-
tage were presented by the committee
in the form of several alternatives —
from realigning the current grade
structure to building a new elementary
facility.

While the school board and its con-
stituents utimately will decide which
alternative(s) best suit the needs of
students in the district, the immediacy
of the issue must be addressed. Provid-
ed enrollment continues at its present
fast and furious pace, the district could
face an overcrowding problem in at
least one facility as early as next year.

We expect the facilities report will
take top priority when school officials
reconvene in 1987. In the meantime,
the task force is to be commended for
its tremendous effort in compiling one
of the district’'s most comprehensive
reports. There’s no doubt that its fin-
dings will likely change the face of
N}tl)vidCommunity Schools in the years
ahead.

The work involved is not limited to
attending meetings twice a month.
Background material on each issue
that comes before these groups is
dispersed days before the meetings
and must be read and reread prior (o
even sitting down at the table.

Piled snow is illegal

Residents and contractors are ad-
vised not to shovel or plow snow from
driveways into or across roads and
streets.

It is against state law to do so.
Violators are reported and police do
enforce the law, said John L. Grubba,
managing director of the Oakland
Counly Road Commission.

“The law is intended to protect
everyone from the hazards created
by piled snow or snowmelt appearing
suddenly in the path of a motorist.
These can easily cause the motorists
to lose control, which can result in
collisions with other vehicles or with
persons and objects along the road-
way,” said Grubba.

“It’s unfair and unnecessary to add
such hazards to the many
unavoidable problems of winter.
Always plle snow on your own slde of
the road, preferably behind curbs or

shoulders,” Grubba said.

“1I you cannot pile the snow behind
the curb or shoulder, pile it to the
right of your driveway as you face
the street so that snow plows will
push it away from rather than back
into the driveway entrance.”

This won't entirely solve the pro-
blem of ‘plowed-in' driveway en-
trances, but it will help. Snowplows
cannot be lifted for the thousands of
driveways they pass and
unavoidably roll snow from the road-
way itself.

Grubba has two other tips for
residents:

O Mallboxes installed on the road
right-of-way are there at the owner’s
risk. Get them as far off the roadway
as practical. A flag or other identify-
ing marker will help plow operators
better see and avoid them.

The task foree noted in its report
there is evidence of overpopulation in

The only facility where over-
crowding does not pose amimmediate
thrreal is al the middle school. Com-
mittee members concluded there are
ne polentiat (acilities problems at the
middle school huilding for the next
Lhree years.

The commitlee, which convened in
Seplember, was charged with
reviewing existing facilities in the
school distriet as it relates to student
capacity and general utilization;
reviewing studen! population projec-
tions in relalionship lo building
capacity and utilization; proposing
for board of education consideration
-and discussion alternatives available
as it relates 1o building utilization
and student capacily and in-
“vestigating the [feasibility of addi-
tional facilities. if needed, and if so.
when the facilities would be required.

Committee members toured the
district's facilities and met with each
school principal to delermine
building capacities.

The committee defined functional
capacity as the total number of
students each building can hold bas-
ed on 25 students per regular
classroom, 10 students per special
education reom and no change in the
art, music, reading and special
education programs now offered in

- each building.

Maximum capacily was defined as
the total number of students each
building can hold assuming each
classroom contains the recommend-
ed maximum student enrollment and
special programs such as art, music
and reading will nol occupy a regular
classroom but will be “*on a cart”
moving from ciassroom to
classroom,

Based on the commiltee's defini-
tion of functional and maximum
capacities, the district’s seven
facilities can house 4,062 students at
functional capacity and 4,726 at max-
imum capacity — with 25 students
per classroom in grades K-4 and 28
students per classroom in grades 5-8.

To illustrate the district’s potential
enrollment growth, the committee
surveyed builders, developers and
other resources that project the
number of students that will enter the
school system as currently
districted.

The commitlee based its enroll-

Based upon its survey of proposed
subdivisions and apartments, the
task force projected that student
enroliment could increase 887
students between 1987 and 1990. The
bulk of that enrellment growth would
be at the K-4 grade level where 338
additional students are projected. An
additional 123 students are expected
in grades 5 and 6, 112 new seventh
and eighth graders and 314 new
students at the high school.

With the majorily of single family
housing developments proposed for
the Novi Woods area, thal elemen-
tary would experience the largest
enrollment growth with 214 new
students. Orchard Hills could expect
115 new students with Village Oaks
receiving only nine new enrollments.

In addition {o reviewing planned
apartment and single family
developments, the task force also
looked at enrollment projections for
the school years 1987-88 through 1989-
9 based on a constant growth
method. The constant growth method
utilizes the projected student in-
crease from planned development in
1987-88 and assumes that it will re-
main cohstant for the balance of the
projected period.

Utilizing that method, the task
force projected enrollment would
soar to 4,349 students by the 1989-90
school year,

The commitlee also looked at an
average growth for the same years
using a five-year and three-year
history and a survival and siraight

line method projection.

The task force noted that a straight
line projection — which does not Lake
into accoun! any increases, only the
vear-to-year progression of this
vear's student population — shoes a
decline in enrollment of about 71
students by 1989-90.

However, such a projection does
not seem likely based on the develop-
ment alrcady under way in Novi,
More realistic is the comrailtee’s
enrollment projection based on cur-
rent student population combined
with the average distribution of new
students in planned single family and
apartment developments.

Using thal projection, the task
force estimated that 4,192 students
will be enrolled in the district by the
1989-90 school district — 130 students
beyond functional capacity.

Individual buildings exceeding
functional capacity by the 1989-90
school year include Novi Woods, pro-
jected to have 652 students (136
students beyond its 516 functional
capacity level}; Orchard Hills (115
students beyond its 475 functional
capacity level) and Novi Upper
Elementary (111 students beyond its
533 functional capacity level).

Navi High School, with a functional
capacity of 1,300 students, is pro-
jected to have an estimated 1,235
students by the 1989-90 school year.
Enrollment currently is 1,194 at that
facility.

While the task force was not charg-
ed with recommending a solution to
the potential overcrowding problem,
ils members were asked to list alter-
natives for handling the projected
enrallment increase.

Noting that Orchard Hills will face
a classroom crunch next year, the
lask force stated that possible alter-
natives would be to relocate the
districtwide special intensive sup-
port rooms Lo another Jocation
and/or reassign the newly con-
structed apartment buildings in the
Orchard Hiils attendance boundary
beginning in 1987-88.

Among the alternatives the task
force supgested for alleviating poten-

lial uvercrowding are the following:

. Convert Novi Upper Elementary
and the three exisling elementary
bulldings inlo grades K-5. Add grade
& to the middle school and build eight
additional classrooms,

Canvert the three elementary
school buildings Lo K-3 and covert
Novi Upper Eiemetnary to 4-6 and
huild eighl additional classrooms.

The task force listed several con-
siderations for the board to keep in
mind when looking at the various
altcrnatives. 1t also included in its
report a letter from Jill Streit, Novi
Upper Elementary P.T.Q. president,
requesting the task force to consider
the academic programs — par-
ticutary the upper elementary — as
well as the physical structures when
formulating its report.

After accepting the committee's
report, school board secretary Ray-
mond Byers said he thought *‘the
alternatives are fascinating, to say
the least.”

He also noted it "“will take us two or
three more meetings to completely
digest this."

According to Kriewall, city
engineers are dusting off the cost
estimates made years ago regarding
the construction of a force main to
Detlroit.

Kriewall said the design
is stil} viable but that no firm figures
have been compiled at this time.

sewage treatmeni facility, Kriewall
said engineers are developing cost
estimates for siting the sewage treat-
ment facility in other parts of the
community, from those considered
initially. Estimates place the cost of
building such a facility at $22 million.

¢il and planning commission to
discuss the city's options, sometime
during the first part of January.

Blue Star mom
wins with vets

Winnie Dobek raised 10 children
at home and now she is dividing
her time to share her love for
another kind of family — veterans.

As a Blue Star Mother, a mother
of a serviceman who returned
home from a war, Winnie Dobek
volunteers her time at the
Veterans Administration Hospital
in Ann Arbor. .

The Blue Star Mothers sponsor
the V.A. Hospital and provide Lhe
vetarans with supplemental sup-
port and services. “We planned a
Christmas party for them —
decorated the tree and gave them
gilts,"” Dobek explained. *“We also
bought a new wheelchair for the
hospital, And semetitnes we're just
there to listen or hold hands," she
said.

Dobek knows a lot about the life
of a serviceman. She coutd have
been a Biue Star Mother ‘in train-
ing' as she was lhe daughter of
John V. Johnson, an officer in the

first World War. Then three of her
sons volunteered Lo joln the ranks
of the Armed Forces and went on
to see action in Korea and Viet-
nam. Eddy served in the Army and
fought in Korea, while Don, a
Marine, wentl to Vietnan. Robert,
who is still serving in the Army,
saw brief action in Korea, but he
was shipped home due to the law
that two members of the same
household could not serve in com-
bat duty.

All Winnie Dobek's sons return-
ed from fighting in wars, to make
her a proud Blue Star Mother, to
create a special bond between a
mother and the boys — any boys —
who were overseas. That kind of
empathetic understanding of the
vetarans and their experiences is
the basis of Dobek’s relationship
with the boys in the hospital.

Through their Jocal church, Our
Lady of Victory in Northville, the
Elstros learned that Civic Concern
was being formed.

“We heard about Civic Concern
and attended lheir second
organizational meeting and then

. became part of the board of direc-

tors,” Elstro said,

"I's constant work for us both,"”
Elstro remarked. ‘*‘Besides the
food distribution days, we are do-
ing clothing and furniture pick up
and delivery to the Novi center.”

To supply food for the Christmas
baskels, Elstro recenlly went to
the A&P and purchased $800 of
non-perishables. “We try to buy
the staples: soups, tuna fish, paper
products and canned vegetables
and fruits, and we also bought a lot
of spaghelti and sauce, just to help
the folks out,” Elstro said. *It took
us four cars to toad up all the
groceries,”” he added.

Elstro is also currently *on call’
for the Meals on Wheels program

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Shirley Beason comforts Hospice patients and their families

Beason helps
hospice groups

To find gratification in working
with the terminally i is a rich gift
that Shirtey Beason shares with
the patients at the Hospice of
Southeastern Michigan In
Southfield.

Shirley Beason, a Northville
resident, recenily earned her 1,000
hour volunteer pin from working at
Hospice, which translates to ge-
nugne dedication to her volunteer
job.

Beason is a ‘primary volunteer,’
someone who works directly with
the terminally ill patient and the
families involved. The concept of
Hospice addresses the physical,
emotional, social and spiritual
needs of dying patients and their
families and close friends, Hospice
recognizes that each patient is an
individual and the team of doctors,
nurses, social workers, clergy and
volunteers work to provide in-
diviualized programs and a sense
of dignity for the patients' final
days.

“My job at Hospice is mainly a
support role,” Beason explained.
"“A lot of time is spent with the pa-
tient just listening and hand-
holding. And of course the families
are going through tremendous
stress and trauma, so 1 Lry to com-
fort them as much as possible."

Beason knows what she is talk-
ing about when she counsels and
comforts patients and their
families. She lost her husband,
William, to cancer five years ago
and she went through some of the
same (traumatie, depressing,
sleepless nights as do the families
she works with,

Through her husband's illness,

Beason first came into contact
with Hospice. *'We were both guite
depressed and withdrawn with the
whole situation,” Beason began.
“And then we came to find out
about Hospice, where we were im-
pressed by the people here who
were genuinely friendly and plea-
sant."”

William Beason became a resi-
dent of Hospice and their ltves
changed. “‘Both our attitudes im-
proved drastically,”” Beason
stated. “'He was really treated like
ahuman being with worth. We both
began laughing and sharing more
feelings together "

That positive experience had a
big Impact on Shirley Beason, and
seven months after her husband's
passing, she entered the training
program to become a Hospice
volunteer. In January, Beason will
mark four years working at
Hospice and she maintains, “'I'm
sure part of why 1 work is to repay
my debt there — they helped my
husband emotionally just tremen-
dously."

Bul what keeps Shirley Beason
coming back week after week now
is, “Whatever 1 put in it, 1 just
seem to get three times more back
through the love I see in the pa-
tients."”

“There is definitely life here,”
Beason said. “'I've seen so much
love, sharing and reconcilliation
between families, it's very rewar-
ding and I am grateful that | can be
there anddoit.”

Although the patients and the
families are only at Hospice for a

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‘Marlene Kunz helps needy families in Civic Concern

Civic matters are Kunz’s work

Civic Concern is Marlene Kunz's

concern.

Marlene Kunz is secretary for the
Clivic Concern Committee of Nor-
thville, which is a non-profit
organization formed in 1983 to en-
sure that the needy would receive
food,  clothing, sheller, utility
payments and short-term cash
assistance when other helping
organizations could not respond lo
such needs.

Kunz has been active on the Civie
Concern commitiee since she was
recruited by founder Charles A,
Smith in 1984. "I met with Civie
Concern at one of their monthly
meetings, and Charlie had my
name on the board of directors —
and thal was my formal introduc-
tion to Civic Concern,” Kunz ex-
plained.

A year ago, board chairman Pat
Kennedy asked Kunz to become
secrelary. "'l accepled, thinking the
job would be taking minutes,” she
said, but Kunz puts in a full - more
than ful — work week managing

food distribution, official
documents and records, rentats and
small medical needs.

Civic Concern presently provides
food distribution for 30 to 40
families in the Northville, Novi,
Livonia, Farmington, Farmington
Hills and South Lyon areas. But
during the Thanksgiving and
Christmas seasons, business picks
up considerably. Kunz said that
Civic Concern supplied 81 food
baskets for Thanksgiving and she
expects to prepare over 100 for
Christmas.

Marlene Kunz gave up a 20 hour a
week paid position as Northville
senior citizen coordinator to
volunteer with Civie Concern, and
she sometimes takes money oul of
her own purse and groceries off her
own shelves while she does her job.
“[ take groceries from my own
home to make sure people have
enough to last the weekend,” Kunz
admitted. *It's not right, but
somelimes it’s needed.”

Why work upwards of 40 hours a

week and give personal funds for
nothing?

Kunz deesn't see it that way.

*'1 love people," she said. '“There
is 50 much sadness in this wortd and
not many people can give of
themselves, When | see suffering
and people who are't golng to make
it through the month, 1 have to
help,"” Kunz explained.

“The people I meet here are so
entirely grateful — that makes
what I do worth it,"" she went on.
"“To offer them assistance and help
them go over one more hurdle is
what it's all about,”

“'4 lol of what people go through
~ their hurdles — are just due to
circumstance,’” Kunz noted. "' They
may need cold medicines or
something for a medical emergen-
¢y on a weekend and it's nice for
them Lo have somebody to call.”

Kunz respects the people she
deals with at Civic Concern, “'It
takes a lot of energy to come in that
door and ask for food and
assistance,” Kunz explained, “'and

I treat everyone with respect in and
out the door. They are people the
same as me,” she added.

Kunz’s giving-oriented nature
was influenced heavily by her
mother, “‘She came from a farming
community, and she taught me to
love and be concerned and not to ac-
cept money for working, doing peo--
ple favors,"

And now as the mother of three
children, John, Jefirey and Jean-
nie, Kunz's own lendency toward
glving has transferred to them.

Yes, Marlene Kunz somelimes
runs ragged from the hectic job she
has with Civic Concern. “'I get burn-
ed out, and 1 have to take time out to
do something for me.”

Kunz enjoys spending time with
her husband, John, as well as
polishing her bowling game. She
also likes playing bingo.

And what would Marlene Kunz do
wilh any winnings from a lucky
bingo night, “I'd probably buy a
Christmas tree or some cans of
Sﬂup."

The speaker was Governor James Blanchard.

The oceasion was a press conference to announce plans
for solutions to majer traffic problems in southwest
Oakland County, including Novi.

Sanghvi, who was born and raised in India, is only the se-
cond member of Novi Rotary to be elected a district gover-
nor, following in the footsteps of Leo Harrawood who was
elected to the prestigious position some 26 years ago.

“Rotary is as perfect an organization as there is,” said
Sanghvi, citing Rotary's concern for the human conditicn
throughout the world.

Faulkner also was the substifute
mail carrier for Bill Rackov 25 years ago. ““l knew everyone
in town,” he said.

Bailey, head of the Novi Building Department, recalled
that his first assignment 25 years ago was fo check out a
complaint that chickens were heing kept in a residential
areas.

“I got rid of the chickens,” he reported, “but for a long
time after that I was known as the ‘chicken Inepector’
around city hall."” .

i} Plans also appeared to be moving forward for a pro-
posed Novi Molorsports Musem and Hall of Fame. Plans to
construct a $2.5 million museum on five acres of tand
southeast of the Town Cenler Area were announced by
Larry Ciancio at a press conference at the Novi Hilton in
January. One of the guests at the conference, and one of the
members of the museum steering committee, was famed
Indy racer Bobby Unser, who once drove the Novi Special
race car at the Indianapolis 500.

The sieering committee subsequently retained noled ar-
chiteet Louis DesRasiers of DesRosiers Architecls in Birm-
ingham te design the building. At year’s end, sponsors were
working 1o raise some $2.5 million from private sources to
continue the project.

.. 1t was a boom year for development in Novi (see
related story}, but one of the higgest projects fe!l flat on its
face. Plans for a proposed Expo/Fashion Center apparent-
ly were abandoned by Dallas Market Centers, a 'related
entily"” of the Trammell Crow Company.

Dallas Market Centers had proposed to develop a 150,000
square foot expesition center behind the Sheraton Oaks
Holed up Novi Road. To help finance public improvements
Srouds, ele, assoclated with the convention center, Dailas
Murkel Center representatives petitioned the city council to
establish & Tax Increment Financing Authority (TIFA) .

Plans for (he exposition center fell apart at the same time
the Novi Community School District was drumming up op-
position 1o the TIFA district on the basis it would divert
furdds from schoul coffers.

Following the Nov. 1985 municipal election, the city coun-
cit formed a citizens committee to examine the mayoral
election process as prescribed in the charter.

The outcome of the committee's wark was to propese an
amendment to the charter providing that the mayor be ap-
pointed by the council from the members of the council.
Under the proposed amendment, the general public would
have elected seven council members who in turn would
have elected one of their own to serve as mayor.

The amendment was piaced on the Nov. 4 ballot where it
was turned down by voters by a margin of 3,220 to 1,971.

Boom times blanket Novi

Remember the recession that wracked the country in
general and Michigan in particular during the first haif of
the 1980s? '

Remember when unemployment was at 20 percent? And
higher?

When almost everybedy, it seemed, was being lured to
Texas with reports that jobs were plentiful?

When the future of Michigan appeared in jeopardy due to
the severe economic slump?

You'd never guess it today.

Reports show that Oakland County was one af the hottest
spots for development in the country during 1986. And Novi
was one of the hottest spots for development in Oakland
County,

Boom times. Bulldozers. Development. Jobs.

The planning comrmission was aimost deluged with site
plans and various development proposals.

No name loomed larger in development circles in 1986
than Trammell Crow, a multi-billion dollar development
firm based in Texas and the largest developer of commer-
rial real estatz in the United States. ’

Trammel! Crow representatives appeared in Novi during
1983 in contjunction with the city’s plans to develop the Town
Center area — the property around the Grand River/Novi
Ruad inicrsection. Company representatives announced
prars last year {o draft a development plan for at least 50

¢ oitUomatthesst quadrant of the Town Center Area.

in 3958 those plans continued to grow and grow, until at
the and ol the year, Trammell Crow had acquired a high
percentage of the property extending from 1-96 to Grand
River between Novi Road and Meadowbrook Road — and
wag planning to develop it for a variety of uses, including of-
fice compiexes and a hotel in addition to the retail center at
the Grand River/Novi Road intersection.

How much did the Trammell Crow holdings grow? By the
end of the year, the intial 50-acre project had grown to 300
dlres.

And that wasn't all. Trammell Crow also had acquired a
Hracre parcel near the southwest corner of the Twelve
Mile/Meadowbrook Road and announced plans to develop a
major office complex, featuring a 32-acre lake.

Few companies had heeded Governor James Blanchard’s
cry to “Say Yes to Michigan™ to the extent that Trammell
Crow did in 1986.

In fact. Blanchard was present when Trammell Crow
conducted groundbreaking ceremonies for its retail center
in August. “Trammell Crow's decision to invest in
Michigan is further evidence of Michigan’s attractiveness
as a place for business,” said Blanchard on the cccasion.

The company received final site plan approval for its
comrnercial center late in the year and was already busy at
wark on developing the 70-acre site. Major tenants of the
shopping center will include Mervyn's, Children's Palace,
T.J. Maxx, Designer Depot, Vic Tanny's and General
Cinema.

The shepping center will include more than 485,000
square feet of retail space and provide 1,000 full and part-

time jobs while generating an estimated $175 Lo $200 millicn
in sales annuaily.

The Trammell Crow proposals were not greeted warmly
by all city officials. In fact, Council Member Nancy Covert
and Planning Commissioner Richard Clark, in particular,
expressed repeated skepticism about the nature of the com-
mercial develapment and the traffic it would generate,

Other Trammell Crow projects were preeted with con-
siderably more enthusiasm, however. Like the company's
Lake Pointe Office Center propoesal, for example.

Groundbreaking ceremonies for the office center were
held at the same time as ceremonies for the retail center.
The first building in Lake Pointe will be a three-story, L-
shaped oftice building of 92,000 square feet adjacent to a
six-acre lake east ol the retail center. An agreement calls
for the Texas-based company to provide a total of 200,000

square feet of offices in the Town Center area.

Commissioner Clark haited Lake Pointe as the “type of
quality project we’'ve been trying to get from Trammell
Crow.” City Planning Cansultant Brandon Rogers call the
office building “‘a crown jewel for Novi.”

Also proposed by Trammel Crow is a Wyndham Garden
Hotel containing 152 rooms in a two-slory configuration
north of the Lake Pointe Office Building.

While Trammell Crow projects kept city oificials hopping
much of the year, they were not the only major nen-
residential projects to come on line in Novi during 1986.

1 Groundbreaking ceremonies for West Oaks II were
held by the Ramce-Gershenson Company in June, even as
bulidozers were involved in land balancing operations in
the background.

" An exiension of West Oaks 1 on Novi Road opposite
Twelve Oaks Mall, West Oaks Il is being developed near the
Twelve Mile/Novi Road intersection.

Upon completion, West Oaks I[ will contain 340,000
square feel of retail space and five major anchors —
Mainstreet, Builders Square, Marshalls, Toys ‘R Us and
Kids 'R Us. Toys 'R Us was completed and open for
business before the holiday shopping season.

West Oaks I and II will contain a total of 49 different
stores and 570,000 square feet of retail space.

O Another major proposal which won support from mest
city officials was the proposed Westhrooke Place develop-
menl at the Grand River/Beck Road intersection,

Develaper Joseph Gerak, best known as developer of the
Orchard Hill Place Office Park at Eight Mile and
Meadowbrook Road, announced in March that he had ac-
quired the 72-acre Bob-O-Link golf course and planned to
develop it in conjunction with Sylvia Gelstein.

The Novi Old Timers, a softball team for men over 55
years of age, was another interesting story in the summer
of '86. Led by manager-coach-player Chuck Burke, the
“0OTs™ competed against other teams Detroit area teams in
a program sponsored in part by the Novi Parks and Recrea-
tion Department.

[0 1984 when the leam was first formed, the team won just
one game. In '86, the “OTs'" were ane of the state's best
teams, winning their league championship and notching a
near-perfect 13-1 record.

Novi's Jack Ostine is younger, but his hobby is certainly
much more dangerous than sofiball. Ostine is involved as
an owner, driver and sponsor for several drag heats, and
participates in races sanctioned by the American Drag
Boat Association.

Ostine drove his “Blackjack 109" to a first-place finish in
an ADBA-sactioned race in Columbiaville, Mich. in early
June. In addition to owning and driving “Blackjack”,
Ostine, who lives on Walled Lake, is a sponsar for *“The Mist
901" and “Stage Fright’”.

Novi Community Education scuba diving instructor Bill
King must love to go diving. In the middle of February we
caught him and seven former students ice diving in Walled
Lake. Accoring to King, ice diving features a much greater
visibilily, especially in the murky waters of area lakes like
Walled Lake, Orehard lake and Union Lake — those were
King's three favorites in the area.

Novi race car driver Tim Evans completed yet another
season behind the wheel of a SCCA-sanctioned racer, and
Lraveled all over the country. The highlight of Evans’ 1986
season was a second-place finish in a SCCA six-hour en-
durance race at Sears Paoint, California, last April. Evans
was driving a Dodge Shelby Turbo.

Novi High School wrestling coach Tom Fritz wanted to
get younger boys interested in wrestling at an early age so
ke took the task into his own hands. Through the Novi Parks
and Recreation, Fritz organized and taught a wrestling pro-
gram for boys age 8-14 at the high school.

The sessions ran twice a week throughout the summer
and about 40 boys signed up. Frilz won a pair of state titles
while coaching at New Boston Huron High School before
conting to Novi. Programs like this are part of an all-out ef-
fort by Fritz to bring that kind of success tq Novi.

Speaking of success, the very successful Novi High
School baseball team splintered inte basically tweo teams
over the summer, and it wasa't surprising that both teams
boasted quite a bit of success. The South Farmington-Novi
Mickey Mantle squad featured very talented pilayers like
Novi's Dave Skown and Chris Hendersoa. The team went
14-11 during the season and Skown was named the team's
MVP as leader in RBIs, hits and homers.

The Farmington American Legion team played its home
games at Novi High School and had a group of Novi players

who ended up being key contributors to the team (like Steve
Cody, Ray Samolin, Brent Danjels and Paul Spranitis).

The team sported an impressive 23-13 mark, its best
record ever. In late-July the team won a nine-team regional
for the right to advance to Saginaw for the Zone Tourna-
ment where they finaily lost in the finals.

The Gerak/Gelstein team plans to develop a mixed use
Droject on {he site that will include office buildings, a hotel,
and limited commercial and recreational uses. ‘The city
council voted to rezane the property to an 0SC (office. ser-
vice, commercial) district in August, hoping that the
development not only wowid stand as a gateway to Novi on
the western boundary but also establish a tone for develop-
ment of the rest of the West Grand River corridor. :

- The Samelson Group continued te work on plans for
additions to the Orchard Hill Place Ofiice Park.

In July, plans were announced to develop a seven-story
addition to the existing Novi Hilton in the upscale office
park. The proposed addition will add 156 guest rooms as
well as expand the hotel’s existing convention and meeting
facilities. Upon completion of the addition, the Hilton will
have a totai of 396 guest rooms.

The Hilton addition was only part of the Samelson
Group’s proposals for Orchard Hill Place. In August, the
planning commission granted preliminary site plan ap-
praval for a 257,000 square foot office building immediatety
adjacent tothe Hilton.

Named the “250 Building,” the structure will consist of a
five-story and a six-story building connected by an atrium.
Samelson Group officials ajso annaunced plans at the same

time to develop a 200,000 square foot office building im-
mediately south of the 250 Building.

Samelson architect Al Paas said the 250 Building would
have a dramatic impact on molorists approaching Novi on
1-275. Planning Commissioner Riley Richard agreed, but
not in a positive tone. "It will be a massive intrusion on the
area,” said Richard.

T In 1987, 1988 and 1988, the proposed Secticn tl
deveiopment may have as much impact on the cily as
Trammell Crow's Town Center plans.

But in 1986 the Section 11 proposal was not much more
than that — a proposal. A Birmingham-based development
company announced tha! it had acquired most of the pro-
perty in Section 11 — the square mile of land which extends
from Thirteen Mile to Twelve Mile between Novi and

Meadowhraak Roads. Excluding the Oakland Hills
Memorial Gardens cemetery and the Tollgate Farm on the
Twelve Mile frontage, the development will encompass
some 290 acres.

The city council in November adopted a PUD Ordinanrce
which provides for mixed-use development on the site.
Although the Real Estate Investment Company had not
released sile plans for the parcel at the end of the year, the
preposed development is expected to include a variety of
residential uses (single-family and multiple-family}, some
professional offices and some limited commercial projects
(to serve the needs of residents within Section 11).

Planning Consultant Rogers called the new PUD a
“landmark ordinance” because it permits the preservalion
of karge tracts of woodlands and wetlands contained in Sec-
tion 11,

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Novi gridders
highlight fall
with KVC title

Novi's second-ever Kensington Valley Conference (KVC}
foothall title was the major highlight during the '86 fall
season. The Wildcat gridders had littie problem grabbing
the undisputed crown by beating the six other league op-
panents rather easily.

Coach Johin Osherne’s talented squad f(inished the season
with a sparkling 8-1 record, the only loss coming against
Lake Qrion at the Silverdome. But that one loss prevented
the team [rom qualifying for the Michigan foatball playoffs
as Lansing Everett edged Novi for the }ast spot in the
region.

The herves were many incinding quarterback Jeff
Tanderys and failback Joel Finzel. Tanderys passed for
aver 1,000 yards (46 percent completion rate) and seven
touchdowns and Finzel rushed for 1,032 yards (5.6 per rush)
and 11 touchdowns to become the only duo in school history
to pass the 1,000 yard mark in the same season. Bath were
All-Area and All-KVC selections.

Novi dominated the post-season all star teams. Joining
Tanderys and Finzel on the KVC and All-Area teams were
linemen Franz Samson, Kurt Schuster, Bret Keir and Mike
Bobbish, backs Randy Parker and Matt Kamish and
linebackers Joe Miskovich and Bill Yankowski. [n addition,
Oshorne was named the coach of the year.

Perhaps tost in the excitement of the foothall title was the
second straight KVC championship for Coach Jim Hansen
and the Novi girls tennis team. In the KVC meet, the
Wildcats advanced to the finals in six of seven flights to
snatch the crown away from Milford.

The top doubles team of Michele Benoit and Sandy Bragg
had a perfect 11-0 record in the league and won the KVC
championship. The second doubles team of Lisa Latham
and Kim Dasher also was a perfect 120 on the year and
KVC champions. In singles, Judy Pictrowicz was the mest
consistent, ending the year with a fine 10-2 individual
record. As a team, Novi finished with an 8-3 overall mark

(7-2 in the KVC), but fared pootly in the regional tourna-
ment,

Coach Bill Ayotte's girls’ basketball squad turned 1985's
6-13 record completely around. Navi played hard, if not
spectacular all season long, behind the playmaking and
scoring of junior guard Lisa McCarthy, and ended with a 13-
6 record (7-5 inthe KVC).

McCarthy was the heart and soul of the team, averaging
an area-best 18.1 points a game and scoring over 42 percent
of the Wildcat's points. She also led the team in steals,
assists and shooting percentage. She was joined by senior
swing player Sandy Maloney who scored 11.8 points and 7.2
rebounds a game. Bath players received All-Area recogni-
tion, and McCarthy was an All-KVC selection as well.

The Novi girls swim team recorded the best record in the
program’s history, winning 10 of 12 dual meets. The team,
led by sophomore Beth Surowiec, was canstantly rewriting
the record books.

A late-season surge (six wins in a row) propelled the
Wildeat tankers 1o a respectable second-place finish in the
Chelsea Invite to end the season. Surowiec was the only
swimmer to qualify for the state championships, where she
placed 12th in the 100-yard backstroke.

First-year golf Coach John Peace led Novi to its finest
season in the KVC since 1979. The team had an overall dual
meel mark of 3-5 (24 in the KVC), but the Wildcats rallied
to place third in the KVC meet and finish fourth on the
seasan.

Senjor Gary Plotrowice had a very steady season and was
one of only six golfers to be named to the AINKVC squad. A
second-place team finish at the Pinckney Invite was one of
the team’s highlights.

A rash of injuries severely handicapped the progress.of
the girls cross-country season, but the Wildcats still manag-
ed to remain competitive. The list of injured was leng and
painful : Maureen Deviin, Michelle Smith, Kristine Huotari
and Dana Gannos, (o name a few.
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In the wake of all the injuries, {reshman Jenny Galinad
rose from obscurity to become Coach Norm Norgren's top
performer. Galand was consistantly the team's first
finisher and her rewards include AR-County and All-KVC
mention.

As a team, Novi was 44 overall, 24 in the KVC. The
highlight of the campaign was a win over powerful
Brighton.

For the boys, 1486 will always be remembered as the year
it happened. “It"" is the cross-country program's injtial con-
ference dual-meet victory after seven long years of waiting.
The first one came against Howell and was followed by a
victory over South Lyon. Novi ended with a 24 KVC recard.

The team was led by junior Cralg Cowden and sophomore
Rob Rassmussen, a potent 1-2 punch. The two fronfrunners
took turns f(inishing first aed, later in the season,
sophomore Bret VanDyke made it a nice 1-2-3 punch.

Progress for the young Novi boys saccer program maved
ahead rather nicely in '86. Coach Nick Valenti saw improve-
ment everywhere he looked, including the scoreboard.

The team ended with a 56 record — the team’s most wins
ever. Although the Wildcats tended to fall against more
established teams, they were always very competitive
against teams of equal age.

Center Mike Schwartz was Novi's top scorer. During one
span at mid-season, Schwartz scored eight goals in three

games. His four tallies against Redford Union set a new

As Novi grows,
so does its

crime problem

Growing pains.

Regional shopping centers, major hotels, more residents.
The impact is felt in many ways — not the least of which is
the area of crime.

Early in the year the Novi City Comell appointed a
citizens committee to investigate staffing needs in both the
police and fire departments. The committee was still at
work, compiling data and scrutinizing proposals, as the
year came o anend.

And criminal activities continued to increase - particular-
ly in the areas of burglaries and Jarecenies. Through the
first nine months of 1996 burglaries were up 7.9 percent
{from 164 in 1965 to 177 in 1986) and larcenies were up 26.2
percent (from 817 in 1965 to 1,031 in 1986). There alsowas a
17.9 percent increase in motor vehicle thefts.

Continued increases in larcenies and burglaries led police
to }aunch informational meetings in mid-December 1o form
Neighborhood Watch groups. **‘We need the citizens to be
our eyes and ears if we're going to make a significant
reduction in the amount of crime,” commented Police Cap-
tain Richard Faulkner.

The biggest erime news in 1986, however, had to de with
two series of bombings. Two Novi High Schoo! students —
including the 1985 Homecoming King Greg Giorgio — were
charged in conjunction with a series of bombings which oc-
curred early in the vear, while three Northvilie High School
students were charged with several bombing incidents
which occurred in the fall. Identities of the suspects in the
fali bombings were not revealed due to their status as
juveniles.

FATAL ACCIDENT: Mary Margaret Madigan, 18, of Novi
was killed in an automobile accident on Sunday, Feb. 23. A
popular 1985 Novi High Sehoo} graduate, ““Meg” Madigan
was kilied when her car was struck beat-on by a vehicle
which had crossed the center line as she was traveling east-
bound on Ten Mile, approximately one-half mile west of
Taft Road.

The daughter of Richard and Suzanne Madigan was pro-
nounced “dead on arrival” at Botsford Hospital.

CHILD MOLESTER: Wayne Barz, a 26-year-o6ld Novi man,
was charged in March with three counts of eriminal sexual
conducl. The charges were Jeveled in conjunclion with the
assault of an 11-year-oki Walled Lake boy.

Barz later pleaded nolo contendered to two counts of first
degree criminal sexual conduct and one count of second
degree criminal sexual conduct in Oakland County Circuit
Court. He was sentenced July 21 by Judge Fred Mester to
2% to 20 years on the first degree counts and 21 to 15 years
on the second degree count.

The body of a young man who
died in a fire al the former
clubhouse of the Jokers Moloreyele
Club on Eight Mile Saturday has
been identified as Donald Gene
Oginski, 21, of Westview Drive in
Northville,

Police revealed the identily of the
viclim after receiving positive con-
firmation from deptal records
through the Oaktand County
Medical Examiner’s Office.

Although Novi police detectives
initially suspected the possibility of
foul play, the cause of death has
been determined to be smoke
asphyxiation and police now believe
Oginski was the victim of a fire
which he started in the basement to
provide warmth while he was sleep-
ing on the first floor,

Oginski's body was found on the
lower level of the building by arson
investigators several hours after
the fire had been extinguished, ac-
cording to Detective Frank
Barabas of the Novi Police Depart-

ment. ]

The fire was reported by a gar-
bage truck driver at 6:32 a.m.
Saturday morning. Fire iighters ar-
rived at the scene shortly thereafter
and had extinguished the fire in the
two-story, cement-block building by
g:15a.m. '

Novi Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan

“said at the scene that arson ap-

peared t¢ have been involved in the
fire. Lenaghan called arson in-
vestigators to the scene after obser-

ving a hole knocked through a ce- -

ment wall leading into the base-

ment of the building. A sledge ham-
mer was found standing next to the
hole.

Lenaghan also questioned why
the apparent arsonist had decided
to torch the cement biock huilding
when there is an old wooden barn
standing within 10¢ yards of the
rear of the building.

Barabas and Michael Poet of the
Oakiand County Sheriff Depart-
ment’s Arson Squad arrived at the
scene mid-morning and began sif-
ting through the rubble in search of
clues as to how the fire was started.

It was while they were searching
through the debris that the body
was discovered in the basement.
There was no identification on the
body, which was shipped Lo the
Oakland County Medical Ex-
aminer’s Office in Pontiac for a
posl-martem analysis.

The vietim was positively iden-
tified as Oginski on Monday. The
family was notilied of the death
Monday afternoon by Novi Police
Captain Richard Faulkner.

The medical examiner said there
were no signs of foul play and the

cause of death was smoke inhala-
tion. Additional lesls will be con-
ducted before the case is closed,
Barabas said.

The building in which Ogiaski
died had been used as a clubhouse
by the Jokers Motorcycle Club
since the late 1960s.

The Jokers took a 20-year lease on
the building and moved in in 1969.
They continued to use it as a
clubhouse uptil September of this
year when they moved to a new

location.

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Lake residents
debate closure

Caught in a tug-ol-war between
two groups of lake area residents,
Novi Cily Council last week labled a
proposal to close East Lake Drive
at Fourteen Mile.

The city is proposing closing East
Lake Drive at Fourteen Mite
through installation of a cul-de-sac.
As part of thal closure, New Court
Road would be converted to 2 public
road and extended easterly to
Decker.

Novi City Manager Edward
Kriewall explained that the city
hoped to extend New Court road at
a cost of §134,000. “*We have New
Court planned as a gravel road to
discourage pass-through drivers,"
he said, noting that the city would
take care of all drainage and
maintenance on the road.

While residents of East Lake
Drive have urged city officials ta
close off their street due to high
traffic volumes, the plans lo use
New Courl as a secondary access
point for East Lake Drive have
angered homeowners residing on
the private road.

**The reason that we bought there
is because it was a private road,”
New Cour! resident Terry Monroe
told the councit.

He further stated that he thought
the gravel road would be used as a
through street and that the traffic
and dust would negatively affect
the six homes on New Court. “'I
bought on New Court for privacy 6n
a dead-end road, and 1'd just as
soon keep it that way," he remark-
ed.

Monroe asked city officials why
they chose to use New Court road
instead of Herman, another private
road further south on East Lake
Drive. Monroe told the council that
only one house fronted Herman.

Rolph Kilian, traffic consultant
wilth Barion-Aschman Associates,
explained the city recommended
New Court be used as a secondary
access road because it is situated
further north than Herman, and
would reduce the length of the plan-
ned cul-de-sac on East Lake Drive.

Killan further stated the New
Court access was necessary for
both residents and emergency
vehicles, *'We'd have a 5,000 foot
cul-de-sac without the New Court

would make it 1,000 feet. It is ab-
solutely necessary,” Kilian told the
Couneil. )

Council member Edward Lein-
inger sajd ''Herman is as logical as
New Court. If we don’t want to en-
courage anyone but local traffic
and emergency vehicles, Herman
might be less desirable as a
thoroughfare.”

In addition to protests from New
Court homeowners, residents of
South Lake Drive expressed con-
cern over the number of cars that
would begin using their road follow-
ing the East Lake Drive closure,
Rod Arroyo, a traffic consultant
with Barton-Aschman, told the
council that 90 percent of ail current
East Lake Drive traffic could be ex-
pected to divert to Decker Road.

According lo recent traffic
counts, Fast Lake Drive carries
8.400 cars per day, and Decker car-
ries 9,800 cars per day.

The city's plans call for two right
turn lanes to be installed at Four-
teen Mile and Decker and that the
traffic signai be changed to a four-
phase signal. In addition a three-
phase tratfic signal wouid be added
to the 13 Mile and Decker inter-
change.

The total cost of the project is
estimated at $270,000.

The public hearing on the propos-
ed closure was postpened originally
50 that the neighboring towns of
Walled Lake, Wolverine Lake and
Wixom would have an opportunity
to respond.

Bjorklund said.

The franchise fee currently paid
to Novi by MetroVision, will not be
affected by the new act according to
Bjorkiund. The cable company
pays the city three percent of ail
revenues collected from Novi
subscribers. An additional two per-
cent of those revenues is paid to the
Southwesst Qakland Cable Com-
mission.

Bjorkiund indicated that those
percenlages would remain the
same, although if rates rise, the
gross revenues reimbursed to the
community would increase.
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
