Council approves small tax hike

NOVI — City residents are faced with a slight in-
crease In taxes if the proposed 1584-85 budget is
adopted by the council.

Residents will have an opportunity to comment
on the praposed $4.9 million budget when the coun-
cll holds a public hearing at the Novi Public
Library next Monday (May 7) at$ p.m.

The budget is scheduled to be adopted at the May
14 meeting,

The council concluded its “‘line-item review'" of
the budget at a work session Monday and announc-
ed it fit to be presented to the public.

Mayor Robert Schmid called It “a decent
budget,” Council Member Patricia Karevich term-
ed it “a responsible budget” and Council Member
Martha Hoyer sald officlals in other Oakland Coun-
ty cities are “'astounded" that Novi is able to offer
as many services as it does with such a low millage
rate.

“Our millage rate was the second lowest (among
cities) in Qakland County last year and I don't
believe anyone has lowered their rates since that
time," commented Hoyer.

The proposed 198485 budget does propose a
slight increase in the millage rate, however.
Specifically, the millage rate will increase a total
of 1116 milis If the proposed budget is adopted.

For the owner of an $82,000 home assessed at

$40,000, the .1116 mill increase amounts ta approx-
imately $4.64 per year.

The city levied a total of 10.9210 mills in 1983-84.
The proposed 198485 millage rate is 11,0326 mills,
The largest areas of millage increases are In the
general fund, which is proposed to rise from 5.2469
to 5.4320 mills, and the library fund, which is pro-
posed to rise from .7113 to 8584 mills.

City Manager Edward Kriewall has satd the pro-
posed 1964-85 budget Is “baslcally status quo in
terms of programs and/or the necessary stafl to
carry them out,” Noting that requests for addi-
tional staff were received from the police and
building departments, Kriewall reported that no in-
crease in personnel has been included In the budget
“because we are still able tohold our own....""

The city manager also stated that the emphasis
in the 1984-85 budget is on planning. ‘Here lies the
reflection of a community that wants to change and
reach for improvement,” he said in his budget
message (o the council. **The investment In plann-
ing is being realized at a stage in our development
when it can make a difference.”

Concerns over the budget were expressed at
Monday's work session by Council Member Arlen
Schreeder, Noting that the general fund budget will
be balanced by using some $565,000 from the fund
balance account, Schroeder stressed the im-

portance of maintaining a fund balance of approx-
imately 10 percent of the overall budget ($500,000 in
a $5 million budget}.

“As a growing city, it's very important for us to
maintain a fund balance of 10 percent in the
budget,” he said, **We'll be approaching the voters
next year to construct a new city hall and It's im-
portant to have 10 percent in fund balance so we
can recelve a good credit rating and keep our bon-
ding costs down, "'

Karevich commented that she was struck by how
much of the budget goes directly back to the
citizens of the community. She cited funds ear-
marked for fireworks displays, a grass cutting pro-
gram, the Christmas dinner, Michigan Week pro-
grams and the community calendar as examples of
expenditures which benefit residents directly.

Although Karevich said any additional cuts
should be taken first from that )ist of expenditures,
Schmid commented added that he felt the expen-

‘ditures cited by Karevich are “more important

than having to drive a dump truck one more year,”

“These programs are important to building a
community and building community spirit,” stated
the mayor. ‘‘Community spirit is important if we
want continued public support for bullding a quall-
ty community."’

The blood drive will be held tomor-
row (Thursday) from 1-7 p.m. at the
Holy Family Catholic Church at 24505
Meadowbrook Road between Ten
Mile and Grand River.

Blood can be donated by anyone In
goud health between the ages of 17
and 65 who welghs 110 pounds.

“Giving blood is safe and easy,”
said City Clerk Geraldine Stipp, who
also serves as chairman of the com-
munity blood drive.

“Your body quickly replaces the
one pint you give. An hour is all it
takes to give blood to save another's
lite — the actual donation time is less
than 10 minutes."’

. The goal for the spring blood drive
is 140 pints. Stipp said she hopes to
achleve the goal because the com-
munity failed to reach its goal last

fall when only 80 pints of blood were
donated.

Stipp noted that a blood donation to
the American Red Cross Community
Blood Drive can save up to four lives,
“Donating blood gives you a good
feeling about yourself because you
know you've helped someone else,”
ghe said.

Donated blood Is typed in Red
Cross laboratories by a machine that
automatically tests about 360 units of
blood an hour. Shortly after a person
has donated for the first time, he or
she receives a donor card In the mail
that lists his or her blood type.

City offici
laud approval
of ramp plans

NOVI — Clity officials belleve they
have cleared an Important hurdle In
the development of Sectlon 15, the
property on the west side of Novi
Road opposite Twelve Oaks Mall,

Oakland County Commissioner
John Calandro reported Monday that
approval has been received from the
Federal Highway Authority (FHWA)
to re-design the on-ramp to the west-
bound I-96 expressway.

“It's a major break through,” said
Calandre, who has been cited by city
officlals for his extenslve work on the
project.

“In addition to being part of an
gverall road improvement project to
facilitate traffie flow in the Twelve
Qaks/West Oaks area, the re-design
has been consldered a critical ele-
ment in the development of Section
15, Including the proposed expansion
of the Sheraton Oaks and construc-
tion of a convention center."

Calandro projected that expansion

Planners

of the hote! and constructlon of a pro-
posed conventlon center could create
In excess of 150 new jobs and provide
over $800,000 in local, county and
state lax revenues.

The ramp project also is expected
to open the door for other commer-
clal and office development in Sec-
tion 15 which ultimately could yield |
between 8,000 and 10,000 jobs, ac-
cording to estimates by the eity.

FWHA approval of the ramp re-
design project is seen as one of the
key elements In bringlng about
development of Section 15. Plans to
expand the Sheraton Oaks and con-
struct a convention center were pro-
posed aimost two years ago with the
understanding that any additional
development was contingent upon
the city’s ability to provide improved
traffic access to the West Oaks area,

NOVI — A propesed amendment to
the master plan that viould pave the
way for expansion of the Orchard Hill
Place Otfice Park will be considered
by the planning board at a public
hearing tonight {Wednesday),

The hearing will be held at the Novi

Public Library at8 p.m.

Specifically, the planners will con-
sider a proposal to amend the 1980
master plan to permit an extension of
g’f:ltce zoning north of 8% Mile to Nine

e.

Immediately after the hearing on
the amendment, the planners will
hold a second public hearing to con-
sider a request from Orchard Hill
Place Associates, developers of the
Orchard Hill Place Office Park at
Eight Mile and Haggerty Road, to
rezone the property from it5 existing
residentlal designation to an office
classification.

The planners’ recommendations on
both the amendment and the rezon-
ing request are scheduled to be con-
Sidered by the cily council on Mon-
day, May7. :

The two hearings are the latest
developments in efforts by Orchard
Hill Place Assoclates to expand its of-
fice park. Orchard Hill Place cur-
rently contains buildings for Digital
Equipment Corporation, Norris In-
dustries and Hewlett Packard. A
Hilton Hotel is under construction on
the site.

Eflorts to extend the olfice zoning
to permit expansion of Orchard RHill
Place have been going on for more
than a year. When the rezoning was
first proposed last year, residents of
Whispering Meadows and other adja-
cent subdivisions rose up in opposi-
tion, noting that the proposed rezon-
ing was In conflict with the city’s
master plan.

After the injtial rezoning request

is a disagreement over the powers of
the ZBA. Planning Consultant
Charjes Cairns maintains that the
ZBA is not empowered to grant
‘‘use” variances, while City Attorney
David Fried says they are.

Garrison Company represen-
tatives appeared before the planning
board last week, ostensibly to have
their site plans dealed in order to
gain access to the ZBA, Petitioners
muist be turned down by the planning
board before they can seek variances
from the board of appeals,

Pioneer Meadows
eyes road paving

NOV] — Residents of the Pioneer
Meadows subdivislon have learned that
the cost of paving their streets will be
more expensive than they expected.

In a public hearing to determine the
need for a special assessment district to
pay for the streel paving, residents
were told the project could cost bet-
ween $313,000-$386,000.

Engineering Consultant Clif Seiber
sald that either of the two plans, one
which calls for curb and gutter and one
with open ditches, would provide a
stable roadway for the subdiviston.

Seibert sald the residents should
decide whether they prefer curb and
Butters or open ditching. “It’s a per-
sonal preference. Do you lke the
aesthetics of curbs and gutters? Some
peﬁ;)le consider them cleaner,” Selbert
sald.

Residents learned the price to in-
dividual taxpayers could Increase
depending on the size of the bids and the
number of people included In the
special assessment distriet.

City Assessor John Merrifield noted
that there are 6,645 lineal feet of proper-
ty or 63 benefiting units which could be
assessed. However, some parcels do
not perk and it is questionable if the
owners of those parcels would derive a
benefit from the paving. Assessments
can be levied only when a benefit is
derived,

City officials said it could be 15-20
years before water and sewer lines are
extended to the subdlviston. Therefore,
property owners on lots that don't perk
would not receive a benefit during the

Iife of the special assessment project.
The life of the roads is expected to be 15
years,

If the city council decides not to
assess residents whose property does
not perk, the cost will be divided among
a smaller group, driving up the cost to
each individual.

The number of those belng assessed
is further reduced by a city policy
which provides that property owncrs
previously special assessed for a pav-
ing project wiil not be taxed again. As a
result, Pioneer Meadows resldents who
were specially assessed for paving
Beck Road will not be charged for pav-

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ing the interior roads in the subdivision.

if Merritleld assesses the project on a
front-foot basis, the average assess-
ment would range from $4,720 to $5,813.
Using a lineal foot method,
assessments would range from $4,546 to
$5,598. When interest is included,
residents could expect to pay $75 per
month for the project.

If the city does not assess parcels that
don't perk, the project cost would in-
crease approximately $300 for every
unit that is left out.

Residents also could pay the tlotal
amount of the assessment up-front.

One resident asked why the city could
not use some of the money it is now
spending to maintain the gravel roads
to pave Pioneer Meadows streets.

City Manager Edward Kriewall ex-
plained the city already subsidizes the
road maintenance fund, which primari-
ly comes from state gas and welght
taxes, and cannot afford to use that
money for paving.

He noted that there will be less funds
for paving in the future because voters
amended the charter so that the city
can no lenger special assess for road
maintenance and resurfacing.

“It's the council's policy not to sub-
sidize the initial paving of streets,” ex-
plained Mayor Robert Schmid.

Council members postponed a deci-
sien on whether or not to proceed with
the special assessment project until ad-
ditional Information has been obtained
regarding the lots which do not perk. Ci-
ty Manager Edward Kriewall sug-
gested the Oakland County Health
Department could determine whether
septic fields could be engineered for
some of the parcels in question.

John Kirkish, a resident, told council
he knows of four lots adjacent to his
which do not perk. “'1f the council deter-
mines the lots that don't perk aren’t in-
cluded, you'll be taking a dozen lots out,
Wedo want it paved, but the people who
derive benefit from it will pay through
the nose for it.

Residents asked to be informed how
many would be included in the special
assessment district before they make &
decision on the type of paving project
and whether they want it to proceed.

Board okays
Yerkes plans

NOVI — Everything's in order for work to begin
on the restoration of the historic Yerkes House on
Elght Mile between Noviand Meadowbrook roads.

The planning board last week gave tentative ap-
proval to Daniel Willlamson's plans to renovate and
convert the historic residence to an office building.

The home has been entered on the federal, state
and local historlc registers as a building with
historical significance. It is the first Novt bullding to
be placed on the national historic reglster.

Willilamson, a Novi resident and real estate ex-
ecutive, told planners April 4 that the home is on a
major road and has fallen into disrepair. ‘'The only
way to save it Is to convert it into income produclng
property,” he said.

The city adopted an ordinance establishing
criteria for allowing non-residential uses in historie
buildings after Willlamson first proposed using the
home for offices.

Under terms of the ordinance, any exterior im-
provements to historic bulldings must be done in a
manner that does not alter the period architecture
of the building. If the perlod architecture is altered,
the building reverts to a residential land use.

The home is located on one of the area's earliest
settled properties. The parcel originally was owned
by Joseph Yerkes, Sr., who served during the
Revolutionary War,

The Yerkes property was purchased In 1825 and
settled the following year, according to Jack Hof!-
man in his beok, *“Northville — The First Hundred
Years."

According to Hoffman’s account, & party of 14
followed William Yerkes and Thomas Pinkerton In-
to Michigan. After arriving in Detroit on & sailing
vessel, the party of ploneers and their valuable
traveled on a northern route across Farmington

before settling in Novl.

community survey

WALLED LAKE — A phone survey to
determine what kind of programs
residents in the school district would
like to see offered by the community
education department will be con-
ducted this month,

The public opinion survey will be
organized by Ned Hubbell, director of
Project Qutreach for the Michigan
Department of Education. The $1,500
consuitant fee for the project will be
split with the Huren Valley School
District, which also is served by Walled
Lake Commur'ty Education,

Acting Community Education Direc-
tor Jerry Sutton told the school board
recently that the results of the
telephone survey wili be reported to the

board in late June. A random sample of
registered voters will be contacted and
asked to answer 50-80 questions about
community needs and how the com-
munity education department meetS
those needs. Approximately 300-400
people will be included in the random
sample.

The district is responsible for
recrulting the volunteer interviewers
for conducting the survey. Hubbell will
write the questionnaire, train the
volunteers, code and tablulate the
responses and prepare a written report
of the findings.

The phone interviews will take place
on four consecutive evenings the week

of May 28.

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Huron Valley, Harper-Grace plan merger

COMMERCE — A letter of intent to
merge the proposed Hurcn Valley
Hospital with Harper-Grace
hespitals has been signed by the
boards of directors for each facility.

In related action, a six-month ex-
tension on the Huron Yalley Hospital
certificate of need was approved by
the Public Health Department. It
was the second extension for the per-
mit, which would have expired April
26
Harper-Grace officlals also have

announced filing an application for a
certificate of need for a proposed 225-
bed facility at Pontiac Trall and Hag-
gerty Road.

The merger, if finalized, wouwld
assist Huron Valley financially on its
construction, according to Huron
Valley attorney James Foresman.

“I think this merger gives us a lot
of benefits. The affiliation with
Harper-Grace will allow us o obtain
a rating for our bonds,” he com-
mented. ““Without a rating the bonds
are considered risky and you have to
pay much higher interest. With the
financial history of Harper-Grace we

The financial savings for the
hospital would be in the milllons of
dollars, Foresman said, regarding
the $45 million project, “If you have
for instance a 24-month period of con-
struction you don’t have any money
coming In,” he said. ““Money has to
be borrowed at (nterest. The less the
interest the less principal that has to
be borrowed.”

A merger with Harper-Grace
would not eliminate the need for
Huron Valley to obtain financing ap-
provals through a state or local
finance authority, according to

“We need to go through a hospltal
ficance authority to obtain tax-free
bonds, even If It was a replacement
Issue,” Foresman sald. “The state
Municipal Finance Commission may
or may not be involved. The law had
a limited review included and there
might be a waiver under certain cir-
cumstances,”

MiMord Township officlals recon-
sidered (helr vole to establish a local
hospital finance authority earlier this
menth. Previously the hospital had
been seeking funding approvals from
the slate hospital finance authority.

“We will know in a few weeks
where we will seek our funding. it
will be a joint decision between the
beards for Huron Valley and Harper-
Grace,” Foresman sald. “We are
moving as quickly as we can, It takes
awhile to deal each hospital board
and we need to have both sides com-
mitted to documenting the affilia-
tlon.”

The merger would actually leave
both hospitals independent,
Faresman said, owned by the same
parent corporation and able to share
services, Huron Valiey would retain
its own board of directors.

“We had been talking with Harper-
Grace for a long time. We signed a
letter of agreement several years
ago,” Foresman commented. “We
did not propose to offer some of the
more sophisticated treatments like
chemotherapy, open heart surgery
and really high tech services. We
wanted an arrangement with a facili-
ty to provide these services where we
could make referrals.”

Due to the successful working rela-
tionship between Huron Valley and
Harper-Grace, Foresman said the

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Few cuts made in first
council budget session

WALLED LAKE — The city coun-
cil tentatively approved a $146,000 ci-
ty library budget this week, including
about $3,300 in federal revenue shar-
ing funds for new equipment.

Librarian Donna Rickabaugh had
requested the councl] allocate to the
library $10,000 of the city's $67,000 in
federal revenue sharing funds for
1984. Equipment she proposed to pur-
chase with the $10,000 included adult
book shelving, furnishings for the
meeting room, a back-up computer

for the automated circulation system
and audio visual equipment.

But the council granted less than
hall the library's request, agreeing to
allocate onlty $3,355 in revenue shar-
ing funds for Yibrary equipment pur-
chase, The amount is reduced from
last year's allocation of $3,600,
Rickabaugh said the 1983 revenue
sharing funds were used Lo purchase
a copy machine and an office
typewriter.

To balance the 1984-85 budget, the

library will be using nearly $30,000 in
surplus funds it has aceumulated
over the Jast 10 years. Rickabaugh
noted that it also was necessary lo
dip into this surplus fund, which
presently tops $100,000, 1o balance
the 1983-84 budgel. “We're being
very, very careful about spending
that money untii we find out if we can
run (the new addition) on the
available budget,” she explained.

Books, buses in 1984 budget

WALLED LAKE — Preliminary
1984-85 and 1585-86 school budgets,
which propose a hefty boost to
library, textbook and building repair
funding, were considered by the
school board this week,

But the additional funds — a result
of the successful December 6, 1983
millage election — do not mean
smooth sailing for the next four
years, Assislant Superintendent for
Business Russell Wright warned.

The five mills for five years pro-
posal approved by district voters last
year allowed the district to call back
nearly 80 teachers that had been laid
off to cover the district's $1.6 mililon
1533-84 budgel deficit. Beginnlng with
the 1984-85 budget and continuing
through the last three years of the
five year plan, the new tax revenue
will be used to update libraries and
classroom textbooks, make needed
building repairs and provide for ex-
pected increases in salaries, benefits
and utility costs.

But If the school board allows the
latter three costs to Increase at a
greater rate than school district
revenues, It will be *“‘courting
disaster’” again, Wright sald.

Salaries, benefits and utility costs
are the three primary areas of the
budget, he noted. ‘*Unfortunaiely two
of these, often all three, seem im-
possible to cantrol.”

The district has not yet received
new benefit rates from Blue Cross/
Blue Shield, Wright noted. From 1380
to 1984, however, Blue Cross medical
Insurance increased an average of
about 21 percent each year.,

Although the preliminary $26
million 1984-85 hudget projects a
surplus of §973,164, it is followed with
a projected $2,500 deficit in 1985-86.
Total instructional expenses, in-
cluding benefits, are expected to in-
crease more than $1.3 nulllion over
these two school years,

I expenditures are not always in
line with revenues, the district will
find itself in the same precarious
financial condition as lasl year,
Wright cautioned.

As outlined during the December
1983 millage campaign, the 1984-86
budgets include expenditures for
rebuilding the district, Wright con-
tinved. These include $62,000 for
libraries, $260,000 for roof, ficor and
ceiling repalrs, $300,000 for school

buses and trucks and $75,000 for tex-
thooks,

The preliminary $28.3 million 1985-
86 budget includes $116,000 for tex.
thooks, Wright said. Superintentent
Don Sheldon noted that the cur-
riculum for secondary math, science,
English, social studies and writing
all are in need of review.

The budget is scheduled for adop-
tion by the school board before July
1. Wright noted that the preliminary
figures will change. Several areas
that may yet affect the budgets in-
clude the Blue Cross/Biue Shield
rales, the district’s state equalized
valuation (due May 23), loan and in-
vestment information and possible
changes in special education funding.

Trustee Patricia Jackman added
that the board is not tied to the
figures presented this month by
Voright. The preliminary budgets
represent the minimum expected
revenues coupled with the maximum
expected expenditures, she sug-
gested, adding that the document will
change as more budget information
becomes available,

WIXOM — A pre-application to obtain $56,500 in
state funding for bike paths and improvements for a
future park has been authorized by the city councll.

Former Parks and Recreation Director John
Momberg said the city changed the focus of the
previous year's application to the Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) Land and Water Conser-
vation Fund.

““The parks and recreation commission proposed
funding for the park access only,”” Momberg sald.
“My question Is whether there was a public hearing.

NQVI — Permitting offices to be con-
structed in light (ndustrial districts
could be the solution city officials have
been locking for to address the zoning
controversy on Novi Road.

The proposal was presented to the cl-
ty council as one of five alternatives for
the B&V and Stricker Paint property on
the west side of Novi Road. Al the re-
quest of the Stricker Paint company,
consideration of the proposal was
postponed until May 7,

Planning Consultant Charles Cairns
recommended that the zoning or-
dinance Dbe redrafted to delete
references to the '‘grandfather clause”

that allows existing outdoor storage to

be expanded In I-1 districts. He also
suggested that offices be added as a
“permitted use" in I-1 districts.

Cairns said his proposed changes
would enable the city o use the ]-
distriet as a research, office-oriented
district. Eliminating the “grandfather
clause” would restore the restric-
tiveness of the I-1 district and the in-

tegrity of Lhose sections af the zoning
ordinance regulating non-conformities
would be strenghtened, Cairns said.

“‘We have long questioned the ability
of the site to support office develepment
of the kind initially envisioned for the
area,”” he contlnued, 4 light industrial
park which empioys proper buffering
{echniques aleng the wesi boundary
will provide an effective land use buffer
to the residential neighborhood beyond
and at the same time permit a type of
restricted land use that the site can sup-

port.

*Uses jocating in a planned industrial
park of the type envisioned for the site,
and as suggested by the land owner,

One drawback to removing the
“‘grandfather clause” relating to out-

Gilbert Henderson, representing
homeowners in Clark subdivision,
which abuts the property to be rezoned,
told the council the research, office-
oriented district appears attractive.

“The options and the flexibility It
gives the owners and clty about
doubles,” Henderson said. “'If I owned
that land it weuld appear pretty attrac-
tive."

The B&V and Stricker Paint proper-
ties originally were proposed for rezon-
ing to bring them into conformance
with the master plan adopted In 1980,
The land is immediately south of the
C&O railroad tracks on the west side of
Novi Road.

This is the second time in as many
months the question has come before
the city council. In March the council
could not rally enough voles to rezone

the property. As a result the property is
currpenlly zoned heavy industrial 1-2 In-
stead of office (05-1) as master planed.

Properly owners have contested the
zoning and as a result it will take five
voles to rezone the property. When the
matter was before the council in March
there were four votes for a light in-
dustrial land use on the property, a use
which is less intense than the existing
heavy industrial classification.

A proposal to reject an office zoning
classification for the property, a land

use that is master planned for the area,

was supported on a 4-3 vote.

Representatives of the B&V Con-

struction Company, which owns the
majorily of the property in question,
said if the land must be rezoned they
would prefer an I-1 (light industrial)

classification so they can proceed with .

plans to develop a light industrial park.
The council has been asked by Stricker
Painl Company to retain the existing 1-2
(general industrial} designation so that
they can conlinue to operate on the site.

drugged out.’

students overdose on drugs in the
hallways, ambulances pulling up out-
stde the school and smelling marijuana
on students as they passed in the hall
afler a smoke In the restroom.

They all agree, however, that things
have changed.

“This year's been a lot different,”
sald Hall. It all started with a new com-
puter instalied In the attendance office,
she explaiped. Teachers now turn In at-
tendance sheets class by class, and the
computer immediately spits out the

to come here to learn, not to get

in their scheduled classrooms.

“With the computer it's a lot more
difftcult to skip class,’” Hall said, ad-
ding that the penaltles for skipping also
have been stiffened. Because of this,
“everything has calmed down,” she
said.

And the more stringent penalties for
possessing drugs in school were an-
ticipated after the crackdown on atten-
dance, they all agreed.

The school board approved the new
provision last month. Article Flve of the
secondary student conduct code

previously called for up to 10 days
suspenston and possible expulslon for
anyone caught trafficking or
distributing drugs or alleged drugs.
Possession of drugs or zlleged drugs
formerly was punishable by up to five
days suspension. The board's action
last montii requires the same penalty
for possession as for trafficking.

“It's a good idea,” Chiaravalli com-
mented. “Drugs are not for school.
We're supposed to come here to learn,
not to get drugged out.”

Students used to skip a class, get high
and come back to school, Eastman
said. Now, there's no chance of skipp-
ing and not getting caught, So If s0-
meone wants to use drugs, they stay
away the whole day, he explained.

“Except for those people who there's
00 hope for,”” Hall added,

“Those people are golng to do drugs
no matter what," Uhazte concurred.

Although possession of drugs among
their peers is quite common, the four
students agreed that the schaol board is
on the right track with the stiffer penal-

ty.

“1 don’t think it's stiff enough. If
you're dealing, you should be out of
school,” Uhazle commented. According
1o the conduct code, on 8 first offense a
student caught trafficking drugs might
be suspended but not expelled.

“But right now ( the rules as they are)
are dealing with the situation pretty
well. People are thinking twice. In the
future they might want to change It
again. But with the situatlon now, it's
working," Hall said,

Although students seem to agree with
the board's actlon to stiffen drug rules,
they caution about too great a
crackdown on students. For instance, if
the board were to call for the elilmina-
tion of the students’ cutdoor smoking
area, there would he utter
pandemonium, they clalmed.

*““The majority of the school smokes,"
Eastman protested. *There would be a
real ruckus.”

Hall guessed that about 5560 percent
of the siudent body smokes cigarettes
— at least a pack a week, Il their
privilege to smoke outside was taken
away, there would be more smoking in

the restrcoms, more suspensions and
much general unrest among the
students. The school board was to
discuss the high school smoking areas
at Its Monday, April 30 study sesslon,
but postponed the matter to a later,
undetermined date.

“Some people get nervous before a
test. They have to smoke to calm
down," Eastman explained.

“It would be very dumb (to ellminate
the smoking area}," Chiaravalll added.

“We need to smoke just lke the
teachers do,'’ Eastman said.

For those 18 years or older, It's legal
to smoke and this right should not be

ellminated, Uhazie saild. *You can't -

take that away from them."

“They can't make everyone quit
smoking,’' Eastman noted.

The students sald they would like to
have board members visit their school
to "get a feel for it." Perhaps they
would find that more freedom to
soclalize durlng lunch hour and bet-
ween classes, rather than more restric-
tions, would improve student conduct,
they said.

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Wixom treasurer enjoys theater

WIXOM — While his predecessor enjoyed playing
jazz music, recently appointed Treasurer Keith
Brady prefers thespian endeavors.

“l have a lot of outside Interests, but lately I've
been acting with the Willoway Theatre,” he said.
“I've been working there for about one-and-one half
years,”

During his time at Wlloway, Brady sald he has ap-
peared as an elderly estate owner in *'The Hollow,"
a school teacher in “West Side Story'' and most
recently as Brick in Tennessee Willlams' “Caton a
Hot Tin Roof."”

M first I was very nervous acting but you try to
tune out the audience and focus on the other actors,"
he commented. “Brick is a large role. I am real in-
terested in theatre but I see it as a hobby."

Brady was appointed city treasurer last month by
Mayor Gary Lentz, replacing acling treasoer
Richard Lehmann. Holder of a master of science
degree from Walsh College, Brady is a certified
public accountant (CPA).

We are in the budget period since the
charter says the budget must be approved May 22,”
he said. ‘“We are getting all the figures out and the
budget prepared. I'm learning the system ltself and
any changes necessary can be made later."

Brady sald he would like the city to move into the
area of computerization. The 1983-84 budget included
a proposal for purchasing a computer.

“Since 'so many businesses have become
automated for accounting, recordkeeping has
become more efficient and quicker,” he said. *The
reports generated become more informative.”

The Increased efficiency frees up the accounting
staff for more important tasks than bookkeeping
procedures. **We can spend more time on insurance
matters, acquisition of assets, supplies procedures,”
Brady commented. “You can look more at true ac-
counting functions.”

Brady was lving in Southfield but said he current-
ly stays in Farmington since (t ls closer to Wixom.

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Entry fees would
help protect park

Efforts by the Novi City Coun-
cil efforts to save residents money
are admirable, but it is possible to
carry a good thing to extremes.
The recent debate over charging a
vehicle entrance fee to Lakeshore
Park is a case in point,

A proposal put forward by
citizens serving on the Parks and
Recreation Comimission recom-
mended charging residents $1 per
day or $10 for a seasonal pass to
enter Lakeshore Park -- a recom-
mendation that is lower than fees
charged at similar parks in the
area.

Council members decided the
entrance fee was too high and sug-
gested it be reduced to 50 cents per
day or $5 for a seasonal pass.

When proposed, the parks and
recreation commission viewed the
fee as a method both to control the
numbers of people using the park
and generate revenue for the
department. Arguments that the
revenue would go back into the
park, helping pay for maintenance
and upkeep, were convincing. That
the cost of that would be paid by
those deriving a benefit from it, the
users, also made sense.

But council members did not
see it that way. Instead they sup-
ported a fee that will do littie more
than serve as a aggravation for
those who must dig in their pockets
for quarters. There is even a ques-
tion whether a 50 cent fee would
deter those the city would control
— young people who drive into the
parking lot, spin their wheels in the
gravel and leave.

Some council members sug-
gested a combination of city police
and park personnel should be able
to control those using the park
without charging residents an en-
trance fee. The days when that was
true have passed. Further, it would

be a waste of manpower for city
police to patrol each problem that
arises at the park.

Lakeshore Park is no longer
the overgrown, unknown piece of
property it once was. The park has
been discovered. Last year it is
estimated 13,000 people used the
beach alone.

The park now provides a ser-
vice to more people than it has in
the past and the city must find a
way to cover the cost of the resul-
tant expenses.

Parks and Recreation Director
Thomas O’Branovic made a valid
point when he said the parks
department has been given a man-
date to find alternative sources of
revenue. O'Branovic has been told
in no uncertain terms that the city
will not continue to subsidize the
parks and recreation department.
The department uses its millage
for operations, with little to spare
fq;' improving existing parks.

For the council to turn around
and shoot down a reasonable
revenue-producing proposal from
the department appears inconsis-
tent.

The question of whether a fee is
charged may yet be taken out of the
city’s hands. The Housing and Ur-
ban Development Department ap-
proved much of the funds that were
used to refurbish the park in recent
years. They may object to the ci-
ty’s charging any type of fee for en-
trance to the park.

But if HUD does not object, the
city should not hestitate to protect
the investment in both federal and
local dollars that have been put into
the park by providing control over
those using the park and revenues
to see the park is maintained pro-

perly.

A sound proposal

Efforts to provide municipal
water to industrial areas within
Commerce Township is a sound
idea to meet existing needs and
plan for the future.

Two proposals for providing
water are being examined by the
township through the efforts of
Assessor Wynn Berry. One is the
possible extension of Detroit water
to Maple Road. Another is acquir-
ing a 3.2 million gallon Detroit
Edison storage tank.

Like residential users, com-
merical and industrial operators
currently obtain water through
wells or private water systems.
For existing businesses, insurance
costs are higher due to the lack of
fire hydrants and sprinkler
systems. Some businesses may not
be able to expand their operations
for that same reason, perhaps forc-
ing relocation in other com-
munities. Businesses seeking to
locate in Commmerce may not want
or be able to build in a community
without municipal water,

Municipal water would help en-
courage business expansion within
the township and attract new
business. Existing jobs would be
preserved and additional employ-
ment might be spurred. The
township tax base would be helped
by making Commerce more attrac-
tive for commerical and industrial
operations.

Beyond economic factors,
municipal water is a key to
minimizing loss of property and
.perhaps life, through fires. There
has been speculation that a sprinkl-
ing system at Haggerty Lumber

would have curtailed the
devastating fire losses suffered by
that business several years ago.
Firefighters battled the blaze with
water brought by tanker trucks,
not a terribly efficient way to stop a
raging fire.

The possible purchase of the
Edison storage tank shows in-
itiative on the part of township of-
ficials. The tank is not in use by the
utility company and could serve
the industrial areas along Hagger-
ty Road. This route might even pro-
ve to he more cost effective than
utilizing Detroit water.

To fund the operations, the
township is considering tax incre-
ment financing available through a
Downtown Development Authority
{DDA) and Special Assessment
Districts (SAD). Both financing
mechanisms would place the fun-
ding burden on property owners
receiving the greatest benefit.

The availability of municipal
water in the township can’t be ex-
pected to cause a building boom in
Commerce. That is not the inten-
tion. It will provide support for ex-
isting businesses and build a foun-
dation for controlled future growth.

Township officials often have
cited the foresight of residents in
supporting public improvements.
Through road millage the townshi
has all its major roads paved.
Parks millage has purchased large
parcels of recreational land.
Hopefully residents also will sup-
port efforts to provide municipal
water and not wait for a crisis
situation.

_Your editorial of April 25 — “Power

struggles undermine unity,” regarding -

the situation in the Walled Lake School
District made an excellent point. Many
limes adulls get involved In Issues that
have a serious impact on children.

One such issue involves the
psychology department within the
Walled Lake School Distriet. A new
policy has been adopted where children
being evaluated or re-evaluated for a
learning disability are no longer to be
seen by a psychologist, as has been the
past practice, unless requested by the
teacher. .

As a school psychologist in a
nelghboring district, 1 find this policy
ill-advised and, to my knowledge, Wall-
ed Lake is the only district in Oakland
County with such a policy.

My concern s that children presently
placed in programs for the learning
disabled, or children referred f{or
evaluation for suspected learning
disabilities, will not be rendered ser-
vices that are standard practice
throughout the state, This pelicy may

resvlt in children being mis-diagnosed
and inappropriately labeled.

It is unclear to me whether this new
policy is the result of a cost-cutting pro-
gram or a further manifestation of the
power politics currently going on In the
Walled Lake School District. Whatever
the motivation, it is clearly the children
that suffer.

Seminar takes aim at liquor violations

NOV] — Captain Richard Faulkner of the Novi
Police Department Is a little perturbed at local li-
quor license owners,

The police department is sponsoring an “Educa-
tion and Compliance Seminar in conjunction with
the Michigan Liquor Control Commission (MLCC)
tomorrow (Thursday). And so (ar the response from
local liquor license owners has been less than over-
whelming,

*‘We have a total of 36 liquor license owners In
Novi and so far only six have responded to our in-
vitalion to the seminar," reported Faulkner.

*“This seminar Is for their benefit,’” he added.

“We're trying to take a positive approach to en-
forcement of the liquor laws In this community
through a cooperative effort. But the response to
our efforts to help Mquor license owners train their
employees has been considerably less than we had
hoped for."

The “Education and Compliance Seminar” will

be led by Sheila Webb, a supervisor with the -

MLCC’s licensing and enforcement division. It is
scheduled for tomorrow (Thursday) in Novi Police
Headquarters on Ten Mile from 9:30 a.m., to noon.

Liquor license owners who would like to send their
employees to the seminar are advised {o call Jeanne
Clarke at 348-7100 to make reservations.

“Most of the liquor license owners in this com-
munity know the rules and regulations,” noted
Faulkner. “The purpose of the seminar is to help
them train their employees abcut the rules and
regulations,

*The bottom line Is liabllity,"” he added,

*‘Individuals who own liquor licenses can be held
liable for any number of infractions. It's to their
benefit to make certain that their employees know

what is and what isn’t allowed.”

Among the toplcs to be covered In the seminar are
how to detect {alse identification, saies to minors
and how to deal with Intoxicated persons. The
seminar also will outline the MLCC's ad-
ministrative hearing procedures and provide an ex-
planation of actions for which employees may be
held liable,

‘““Not only is it against the law to serve someone
who's Intoxicated, it’s against the law to permit an
intoxicated person to loitet on the premises,” com-
mented Faulkner. ‘

Faulkner added that he felt discussion on how to
spot false identitication would be particularly
valuable. “We've had one local party store that has
been cited on two separate occasions in the past two
weeks for selling alcohol to minors,” he said.

‘“‘Another local party store has had to pay costs of
$300 for serving to minors,

“Selling to minors is a problem here in Novl, just
as It is everywhere,” he continued. ““The seminar
would show employees how to deal with it

“There's a liabllity factor here and it applies to
the police department as well as the liquor Heense
owner," he continued,

“If a parent calls up to report that his son or
daughter came home drunk last night, it’s our

responsibility to investigate and report our findings

to the MLCC.”

Faulkner noted that the seminar was scheduled
as a positive approach for solving the problem.
“The police department does not want to create the
impression that we're constantly out to nail liquor
Mcense owners,” he sald. “We had hoped the
seminar would show license owners that we want to
work with them to solve the problems.

fices on the Orchard Hill Place pro-
perty, the rezoning request can be
ap&mved without being in conflict
with the master plan.

An important part of the planners’
discussion will focus on a 23-page
sludy prepared by Vilican-Leman &
Associates. Entitled the “‘Haggerty
Road Frontage Study,” the docu-
ment provides the justification for
amending the master plan to provide
ofllces from 8% to Nine Mile.

The purpese of the report is *‘to
analyze those elements of change
that can be expected to take place in
the area if the land is reoriented to
non-residential use and what will
need to be done to properly insulate
the adjacent single-family homes
from the change.”

Among the findings in the report
are the following:

s+ ‘‘Development of the subject site
with non-residential uses cowld have
less impact on the ecology of the land
than residential development.

“Nen-residential development can
be controlled through the site plan
review process which permits
greater flexibility in butlding, park-
ing and drive locations. This flexibili-
ty also provides greater potential for
preserving the -existing stands of
trees and oiten requires less on-site
grading.”

+ “While there is little question
that development of the subject site
with non-residential uses will con-
tribute to the overall tralfic problems
along Haggerty and Eight Mile

Roads in the area, it is estimated that
the contribution will be something
less than one-third of the total pro-
jected traffic that is expected to .
travel these roads. ‘
“Furthermore, with most of the
development to consist of office uses,
trailic generated by such uses on the

. 5ite in the evenings and on weekends

would be less thari that generated by
single-family homes on the site.”

= “Non-residential uses proposed
for the land east of Haggerty Road
(in Farmington Hills) are offices,
sormne of which could front directly on
the road and be up to four stories In .
height. Development of the subject
site with a non-residential use such
as the type of office buildings propos-
ed for the parcel, could actually
eliminate the potential impacts on
the adjacent neighborhood.

“First, there would be no intercon-
necting of the existing streel system
in the adjacent subdivision with any
street system that would be
developed on the subject site, Hence,
there would be no increased traffic
flow on the existing residential street
system,

“Secondly, the impact of office
uses on the exisling residences
through employment of proper bul-
fering lechniques wouid be reduced
to a point where the impact would be
negligible."

DISCOVERING THE

WOOQODS

By KATHY

I you think of the woods as a dark, scary place or somewhere you
don't want to go, it might be time for you to exchange your copy of
Hansel and Gretel lor a field guide.

A trip to the woods can be a pleasant experience for anyons from
the tenderest tenderfoo! to an experienced naturalist. State parks, Huren-
Clinton Metroparks and acresof state land in the area provide ample op-
portunity to visit the woods, whether you want to learn about forest life or

Arming yourself with a littie knowledge before you go — such as {in-
ding out what kinds of trees you will encounter and learning a littte about
torest ecology — will probably make your trip much more enjoyable.

When asked what kinds of trees can be found In the area, Kensingien

Metropark Naturalist Robert Hotaling replied simply.
“Lots,” he said. About 50 species of trees can be found at Kensington,

which is fairly representative of the area,

What kind of tree you find depends mainly on the area yow're in, Hotal-
Ing explained, and has to do with what naturalists call *‘forest succession.”

“If you take a fleld and leave it alone, eventually it will become a
forest,” sald Hotaling,

The first plants to invade the open field would be tall grasses, followed
in a few years by shrubs. After the shrubs would be what are known as
“ploneer trees,” such as aspen and sumac. Small trees of these species
need full sunlight to grow and grow best in open fields.

Following the aspen and sumac — which does not reproduce in the
same area because the young trees are shaded out by their elders — are the
hardwoods that grow well in the shade, either oak and hickory trees or
beech and maple trees.

“Mature woods (in this area) are oak-hickory,” said Hotaling. *“You
see white, red and black oak, shagbark hickery. You also see white ash and
red maple.” .

Besides those in the mature forest, other common trees at Kensington
are several specles of aspen, black cherry trees and tamarack, or larch,
trees which grow well in boggy, stightly acidic soil.

‘“The larch is kind of neat because it is a conifer that loses its needles in
the fall,” said Hotaling. *“That's not something that you would expect."”

Although there are some conifers — trees with needles that produce
seeds contained in cones — in the area besides the larch, Hotallng said very
few are native to Scutheastern Michigan.

“Lots of the conifers you'll find around here are planted,” he said.
“There are a few junipers and cedars. We're a littie bit south of the general
belt of conifers.” ‘ ,

- Because of the large human population of the area, Hotaling said,
**virgin"’ woods — these from which trees have never been cut — are very
scarce,

“There are almost no virgin woods to speak of. They've been cut pro-
bably several times," sald Hotaling. *“You don't find that many large or old
trees, Usually the really large trees are in the moister areas that people did
not visit as much.”

Besides trees, naturalists include shrubs and vines in the study
category of woody plants, Shrubs and vines common in woods areas in-
clude the dogwood shrub, staghorn sumac — recognizable by its red, fuzzy
flowers in late summer — wild grapes, and poison Ivy and sumac.

Trees do many good things environmentally just by being there, said
Hotaling. Their root systems digging into the soil help anchor it and control
erosion; trees also provide shade and shelter for many forest creatures,

Appetizers at Riffle’s include spinach tortellin]
and titl shrimp, escargots en bouchee and oyster
florentine in timbale, all priced at §3.95.

Dinners are served with a salad, the vegetable
du jour and the chef's choice of poiato, pasta or
rice dish. Entrees range in price from Chicken
Francalse at $7.95 to three offerings at $14.95 —
Tournedoes and Brie, Lamb Framboise and a 12-
ounce Filet of Beef Tenderloin.

A recent dining excursion at Riffei's proved an
enjoyable experience, The wine list, though not ex-
lenslve, offers pleasant variety, ranging from a
1982 Cabernet D’Anjou Domaine de la Motte at $6
per hottle to a 1681 Chardonnay Vichon at $22.50.

We started our meal with Seafood Roulades, &
mixture of scellops, shrimp and crabmeat in a
paper-thin crust covered with a rich orange

beurre blanc sauce.

The Whitefish Almondine ordered by my compa-
nion was delicate and mellow. I selected Veal In a
Shaker Herb Sauce, one of the chel’s specialtles.
The veal was tender, the sauce mild and subdued.

Featured on the dessert menu are homemade
ice creams and chese cakes; a varlety of tortes
and pastries also are available,

Riffle's still has a way to go before it can be
mentioned in the same breath with MacKinnons
and Raphael's. For example, the caullflower au
gratin served with dinner was crisp but the sauce
was a bit strong. And the waitpersons were friend-
ly and personable, which helped make up for their
lack of expertise.

In all fairness, however, it should be noted that
Riffle’s has not yet held its grand opening and the
staff is currently in the midst of training programs
to kelp it eliminate early deflciencies.

Still, Riffle’s is a most welcome addition to the
local dining scene. Chef London and the new
festaurant appear to be facing a most promising

uture.

Church Women United bringa
together more than half a milion Pro-
testant, Roman Catholice, Orthodox and
other Christian women into one *‘com-
munity of caring.’

Woods offer treats

A wide variely of animals — in-
cluding gray, red and flying squirrels,
chipmunks, deer, raccoons, skunks,
r.cssums, mice and voles — as well as
some reptiles and amphibians — tree
frogs, loads, salamanders, garter
snakes — call the woodland environ-
ment their home.

The best forest for sheltering
animais, Holaling said, is one that con-
talns trees of a variety of ages and sizes
and accompanying shrubs, plants and
vines.

'Some of the most important trees in
the woods are dead trees because they
provide a place for animals to live,”
said Hotaling, “Trees that a lot of peo-
ple would think of as being useless are
really useful.”

While animals make thelr homes in
standing dead trees, Hotaling said
fallen dead trees were useful because
the decomposition of the wood returns
needed nutrients to the soil of the forest

ftror. Fallen leaves also make the earth
inside a wooded area particularly rich,

To familiarize yoursell with the wide
variety of woodland environments,
Hotaling suggested following one of the
marked nature trails at Kensington.

State parks such as Island Lake State
Recreation Area on the southwest cor-
ner of Grand River Avenue and Kens-
ington Road, the Brighton State
Recreation Area at Bishop Lake, and
the Pinckney Recreation Area south of
Pinckney also boast good short hiking
trails that cover a variety of terrain.

To learn more aboul the woods and
the plants and creatures that live in and
around them, Holaling suggesls In-
vesting in a good field guide. Some of
his favorites include “Michigan Trees"
by Burten V. Barnes and Warren H,
Wagner Jr., “A Field Guide to the
Birds" by Roger Tory Peterson,
“Wildflowers of Micigan” by Helen
Smith, and *“Amphibians of North
America" by Hobart M. Smith and Ed-
mund D. Brodie Jr.

Seme plants also cause injury from
sharp spines or thorns found on them,
often leading to secondary infections
which require medica) attention,

Poison ivy and poisen oak, which are
found nearly everywhere in the woods,
look very much alike. Each leal con-
sists of three leaftets. The old saying,
“Leaflets three: let it be!” may help
you to avoid these plants. The shapes
and colors -of these lesflets are
varlable. The leaflets of both plants
may have lebed or smooth edges.

In the spring and summer, poison cak
and poison lvy leaves are glossy green,
but they may also be deep maroon,
yellow or red.

These plants polson because (heir
sticky sap contains a mixture of
chemicals which cause allergic skin
rash, While touching these plants is the
most common way of geiling a case of
poison lvy or polson oak, i is possible to
gel arash from touching clothing, tools,
or other objects on which the sap clings.

“If someone wants & more organized
way to hunt morels, those are the
places to go,” she said.

But Weber sald the elusive fungl also
can be found closer to home.

‘*Any good wooded area in

dog or cat who is petted, but the worst
cases ol poisoning occur when the
plants are burned. The toxic oils are
carried by the smoke and settle on ever-
thing around. If the smoke is inhaled, a
rash can develop inside the lungs. Some
people have died due to this type of
poisoning.

1f you think you have been in contact
with either poison ivy or poison oak, you
can remove much of the oll by washing
your skin immediately with soap and
waler.

While most people know that poison
ivy and poison oak can cause often
severe skin rashes, there are other
harmfu! plants about which many per-
sons are unaware.

The woodland perennial, Jack-in-the-
pulpit, is such a poisonous plant. Eating
the corm or the bulb-like fleshy stem
causes intense burning sensatjon in the
mouth, throat and stomach.

With the possible exception of the
deadly amanita mushroom, the water
hemlock is the most poisenous plant in
the United States and is found in
swamps, marshes, ditches and wet
depressions in meadows.

southeastern Michigan is a potentially
good area. You don't even have to go
out in the woods. Some people have
found them in their back yards. You'll
find them in the woods, Loo, generally in
an old-fashioned hardwood forest."

Weber said both white and black
morels are found In this part of the
state, *

The best places to look for morels
locally is in old apple orchards that
have not been sprayed with pesticides
or near dying elm trees. Although
scientists don't know why morels grow
there, they know those two locations
are best for finding morels.

Weber said she has hunted marels in
the Proud Lakes Recreation Area and
the Ortonville State Recreation Area.
Most state parks and recreation areas
allow mushroom hunting, but Weber
suggested calling a particular area to
check first.

“You can do it as simple or as faney
as you want to. You should first learn
what mushrooms look like and know

Within 30 minutes of consuming a
dose of this plant, victims begin to
salivate. Muscle tremors and violeni
convulsions follow. If death comes, it is
because the victims cannot breathe.

While all parts of the plant are
dangerous, the root is the most
poisonous of all. A single mouthful of
the root is enough to kill an adult. Some
persons have died needlessly because
they mistook the plant for watercress.

A list of some of the most {requently
mentioned outdecr poison plants, ac-
cording to the National Clearinghouse
for Poison Control Centers, includes
woody nightshade (bittersweet), holly,
jimsen weed (thornapple), pokeweed,
buckeye, horse chestaut, iris, privet, li-
ly of the valiey, rhododendron, laurel,
azalea, English ivy, butlercups, and
yews,

Here are some helpful hints on how to
avoid plant polsoning:

1. Do not eat any wild plants, in-
cluding mushrooms, unless positive of
identification,

2. Become familiar with dangerous
plants in your area and know them by
name,

3. Teach children at an early age to
keep unknown planls and parts ol
plants out of thelr mouths. Make them
aware of the danger of poisonous
plants.

4. Teach children to recognize poison
ivy.

5. Make sure you know the plants
your youngsters are using as playthings
— seeds or [ruits - or as skewers for
marshamallows, for example.

6. Forbid children to make tea from
the leaves of any plant or to suck nectar
from flowers.

7. Do not rely on pets or birds o in-
dicale non-poisonous plants.

4. Avoid smoke from burning plants
unless you know whal they are.

9. Keep bulbs and seeds stored away
from children.

10. Remember that heating and cook-
ing do not always destroy toxic
substances. '

plants, call your nearest Poisen Control
Center immediately for

which species you are looking for and
only pick those,”

There is another type of morel, called
false morels. Of the family Verpa or
Helvella, they carry the nicknames bull
nose, elephant ears, brains, saddle
mushroom, liver mushroom and beef
steak. They should be avoided as they
can cause severe stomach distress.
Some are decidedly poisonous.

Weber, who has been hunting
mushrooms since she was a child, sug-
gested taking a basket, a knile 1o cut
the morels from the ground and wax
paper to wrap them. Plastic wrap is not
advised because they cause the
mushrooms to sweat and rot quicker.

Hunters should know how to get along
in the woods, and wear clothes ap-
propriate to the weather and that give
protection against poison ivy or other
pitfalls of the woods.

“If you do those things, you can go out
in a Rolls Royce and not do any better
than someone who goes out in an old

Jalopy.” _
Weber said she espeeially enjoys the

spirit of the hunt.

‘“It's like going out on a big scavenger
hunt, You're trying to read the natural
world and your reward is finding Lhe
morels. It's beautiful to be out in the
woods . . . with the bird songs overhead
and the wildflowers at your fect. I come
back relaxed but sometimes frustrated,
but it's a good frustraton,

“Many people find the relaxation and
the fresh air are the real bonuses. And
it can be a family affair. Any child old
enough to walk can gather them and
even grandfather is able lo go."”

Eating the morels should be done
with caution, she said. *'Just like some
people can’t eat ehocolate, some people
can't tolerate (morels)."

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Trade center hopes
clear another hurdle

NOVI — Prospects that a conven-
tion center will be constructed in
Novi cleared a major hurdle last
week when Sheaton OQaks officlals an-
nounced -that agreement has been
reached to purchase the abandoned
Lincoln-Mercury dealership from the
Ford Land Development Company.

Gerald Abel, general manager of

" the Sheraton Oaks, confirmed that

negotitations to acquire the abandon-
ed dealership at the entrance to the
hotel property have been completed.

At the same time, Abel emphasized
that a concrete proposal to proceed
with trade center plans is still a long
way from being accomplished.

“We've been working en this pro-
ject (convention center) for the past
two years and there finally appears
to be some positive action,” com-
mented Abel.

“Two major steps to get the ball
rolling have occurred in the past two
weeks, but there still are some
hurdles that have to be cleared
before any definite plans can be put

forward.

“There's nothing definite at this
pomt’n

The first obstacle to construction of
the convention center was cleared
last week when the Federal Highway
Administration approved the city's
plans to redesign the westbound 1-96
on-ramp. Redesign of the ramp to im-
prove traffic access into Section 15
(the area on the west side of Novi
Road oppestte Twelve Qaks Mall) Is
a critical element in any plans to pro-
mote development of a convention
cenler.

Sheraton representatives informed
city officials when the convention
center proposal was first set forth
that further development plans were
polntless unless traffic access to Sec-
ticn 15 In generail and the Sheraton in
particular was improved.

Oakland County last year allocated
some $400,000 in Federal Jobs Bill
funds for re-construetion of the ramp
with the understanding that proposed
expansion of the Sheraton and con-

struction of a convention center could
create in excess of 150 permanent
jobs and provide over $B800,000 in
local, county and state tax revenues.

The ramp project also i5 expected
to open the door for other commer-'
cial and office development In Sec-
tlon 15 which ultimately could yield
between 8,000 and 10,000 jobs, ac-
cording to estimates by city officials.

Acqulsitien of the abandoned
dealership from the Ford Land
Development Company was the se-
cond major hurdle to convention
center plans.

Negotiations between Plco
Management, owners of the
Sheraton, and Ford officlals have
been going on for more than two
years with little progress. The first
Indication that some movement
might be taking place occurred when

a “For Sale” sign was placed on the
dealership earlier this year.

City approves rezoning
for Orchard Hill Place

NOVI — The path has been cleared
for expansion of the Orchard Hill
Place Office Park as the city council
voted unanimously Monday to rezone
the property from residential to an
office classification,

‘1 happen to believe this rezoning
will be more advantageous to the élty
and the adjacent property owners
than permitting the property to
develop residentially,” stated Mayor
Robert Schmid in announcing bis
support for the rezoning request from
Orchard Hill Place Associates,
developers of the offtce park at the
Eight Mile/Haggerty Road intersec-
tion.

Noting that office development is
proposed by Farmington Hills on the
east side of Haggerty Road and a
Meler Thrilty Acres.is proposed !n
Northville Township, Schmid said he
believed the rezoning would give
residents an excellent buffer,

“It's better protection for the
homeowners,”” he said.

Rezoning of the Orchard Hill Place
property will not become effective
for 15 days. The 15-day pertod was in-

serted to make certain that deed
restrictions between Orchard Hill
Place Associates and the Whispering
Meadows Homeowners Assoclation
have been properly fiied.

" to an fssue which has generated con-

slderable controversy over the past
two years,

The rezoning request to extend Or-
chard Hill Place stirred an angry
response from Whispering Meadows
residents when it was first submitied
two years ago.

Since that time, however, the
developers of the office park have
been working with homeowners to
resolve complaints and win support
for their rezoning proposal. As a
result of those negotiations, Orchard
Hill Place Assoclates has made
several concessions to homeowners
which will be recorded in deeds and
covenants.

Wineman battles
through final vote

Two years ago, however, he was
among the leaders of a throng of peo-
ple who jammed a joint public hear-
ing of the councl and planning board
to demand — successfully — that the
rezoning request be denied.

Amidst threats of recall,
organizers of adjacent reaidents sub-
mitted petitions with some 960
signatures of citizens opposed (o the
rezoning request. -

Only one planning board member
~— Phillip Manring — voted in faver
of the rezoning request in front of the
large crowd. Council members voted
unanimously to reject the rezoning.

The tone has been decidedly dif-
ferent over the past two weeks,
however, as the planners approved
an amendment to the master plan
and the counctl voted unamiously o
approve the rezoning request.
