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't
draws
gunfire

Steven Michael Singer says the
reason he may be alive today is
because he carries a gun.

Singer, fell prey to two car
thieves who tricked him into letting
them steal his car on July 20. The
thieves, a man and a woman, ap-
proached Singer with an offer to
buy the 1987 Ford Mustang conver-
tible he had offered for sale in a
Detroit newspaper ciassified ad.

During the test drive, southbound
on Haggerty near Eight Mile Road,
the male suspec! pulled a small
revolver on Singer and demanded
Singer get out of the car. Im-
mediately after Singer complied,
the suspect fired what is now beliey-
ed to be two rounds of gunfire, at
Singer.

Singer, who is licensed to carry a
concealed weapon for employment
purposes, fired back at the couple in
what he believes was the best way
to save his own life,

“They took me by surprise. . .I
was talking to hoth of them while
we were driving, and they were ask-
ing about the car,”” Singer said. '
turned and leoked at the road to tell
her where to turn at, and the next
thing when 1 locked back I had a
gun pointed at me,"’

The {emale suspect had re-
quested to test drive the car. While
she was doing so, Singer sat on the
passenger side up front, while the
male suspect sat behind Singer in
the back seat. '

The woman pulled over onto the
southbound shoulder of Haggerty,
and that was when Singer said they
told him to get out of the car.

Singer said his experience was
“definitely something out of the or-
dinary,” and that many thoughts
were running through his mind dur-
ing the brief moments he was held
at gunpoint.

Maintenance plan approved

The first tangible results of the Novi Communily
School District’'s $6.25 million bond sale came
_before the Board of Education Thursday, July 23,
in the form of preliminary plans for a new

maintenance building.

On a 6-0 vote, the board approved a preliminary
design and location for the maintenance building,
as presented in drawings frem the architectural
firm TMP Associates. The building is scheduled to
be ready for occupancy by next April.

The building is planned to be built just east and
south of the bus garage on Eleven Mile Road, ex-
tending slightly into the present park area. The
drawings show an L-shaped building of concrete

block with a brown metal roof.

include warehouse space, a
maintenance/wood shop/electrical shop area, a
receiving dock, and offices.

TMP representatives said an exlension wall on
the building’s east side will hide the outdoor
maintenance and bus area from the park.

The plans were scheduled to be shown lo city of-
ficials Tuesday, July 28.

Last month, voters in the district endorsed the
sale of $6.25 miilion worth of bonds to finance four
construction projects on
southwest of Taft Road and Eleven Mile Read. In
additien to the maintenance facility, other projects
are; a partial remodelling of the Novi Upper
to convert the present
maintenance area into classroom space; a new
elementary school; and a new building to house the 3 Elementary school expansion

The list of bond issue projects also includes ex-
pansions at Village Oaks and Orchard Hills
elementary schools, but school officials have said
those projects are planned to be built with money
on hand and would only involve the bond money in
case of unforeseen costs.

All three of the new buildings are currently plan--
ned for the school district’s main campus on Taft
Road south of Eleven Mile. The new elementary
school is planned for the area west of the football
field on Eleven Mile, and the new administration
building is projected for the area in front of the
middle school. :

Reviews mixed
on lake project

The Landing, a public/private
development project on the shores
of Walled Lake, has its opponents,
and Its defenders — both of whom
are Jake front residents.

The Landing is a development

" project on a 12-acre site that was
the lecation of the old Walled Lake
Casino, directly north of the in-
tersection of Novi Road and South
Lake Drive, ‘

The project is a partnership bet-
ween the City of Novi and Eldridge,
Ine. a private development firm.
The project is a three-story building
which will house four restaurants,
banquet facllities, retail space and
a100-110 room inn.

As part of its partnership agree-
ment, the city purchased the land
and will retain all shoreline fron-
tage for public use. The city also

wlll receive at the developer's ex- -

pense an 1,800-square foot meeting
room with parking area and a dock
servicing 25 boats, plus a limited
boat launch facility.

Residents with lake front proper-
ty, and those near the proposed
development have entered into a
debate with the city — and each
other, over the appropriateness of
the development, and the proposed
docking facilities.

Jerry Ross, a West Lake Road
resident and lake front property
owner, said he supports the city’s
development plans and believes the
residents who are opposed to the
project don't really understand the
history of the project or its real ef-
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fect on the lake.

“It really concerns me to see
what is happening, with some of the
restdents on the lake alienating the
city which has done a good job with
the development,’* Ross said.

Ross said the issue of the marina,

or docking space for up to 25 boats,

has been misunderstoed. “It isn't
really a marina in the traditional
sense,” Ross said, *“When you think
of a marina you think of a place
where you can buy gas, have boats
repaired — a service station. This is
not that, The interpretation of the
word ‘marina’ throws flares up," he
said.

‘““Nobody wants more boats on the
lake, that’s a given," Ross said.
“But you can't deny property
awners their rightful access to the
lake. My feeling is the city is doing
the lake property owners a favor.
The property could have been
developed for condominiums and
any number of boats could have
gonein,” he said,

Ross said property owners in the
area have been working with the ci-
ty and the developer for years on
the project and guestioned where
those opposed to the project had
been during the discussion stages,

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New road plans ready

Novi planners will hear next week
what may be the most extensive revi-
sion to the city's existing master plan
undertaken yet.

Accarding to Brandon Rogers, the
city's planning consultant, the soon
to be unveiled thoroughfare study
could have a very positive impact on
the mos! densely populated area of
the city.

The traffic plan study was con-
ducted chiefly by Barton-Aschman
and Associates, the city’s traffic con-
sultants. Working closely with
Rogers, in order to consider the city’s
master plan as a whole, city traffic
experts analyzed a multitude of traf-
fic data concerning everything from
flow patterns to accident patterns,
according to Rogers.

If approved by the city, and funded
collectively by the city, county and
slate of Michigan, the plan would
mast directiy impact traific flow on
Novi and Twelve Mile roads.

"“Traffic planning is where the big-
gest changes will occur in the master
plan," Rogers said referring to the
proposal.

The most significant change to the
city’s current road system, ac-
cording to Barton-Aschman’s
Radney L. Arroyo, would be the con-
struction of a loop system to ease the
flow of traffic from Grand River to
12% Mile Road, and between Decker

and Taft roads.

“The praposed Joop provides a way
for people to get (through the area)
withoul having to travel on Novi
Road or Twelve Mile Road,” an area
in need of traffic flow management,
Arroyo said.

Arroyo added that the loop would
provide particular relief for Novi
Road, north of Twelve Mile Road, an
area which contains an abundant
amount of wetland acreage and roll-
ing topography, in an effort to
“reflect the environmental sensitivi-
ty of the area.”

An awareness lo sensitive land is
ane of the main reasons the cily is

‘reconsidering ils thoroughfare
syslem, Arroyo said, Changes were
also necessary because im-
provements were needed 1o case the
city's traffic flow burden and also to
reflect changes in land use, Arroyo
added.

“One of the goals when you are
preparing & thoroughfare plan is to
try and reflect the roads that are
necessary to serve the developments
which are proposed for a city over
ihe next 15-20 years — which is the
horizon {or the master plan,” Arroya
said.

He added that he feels confident
lhe proposed loop system will be
beneficial lo the city, especially in
light of future developments within
the loop area.

“With future boulevarding of
Twelve Mile Road and censtruetion

of the loop system, we should be able
to maintain an ellicient traific flow
through the area."

Another integral part of the new

proposal involves the extension of 1-

275, reffered to as M-9. The city’s new
thoroughfare plan takes into account
lwo possible alignments for the ex-
fension. Regardless of which align-
ment the slate decides upon, Arroyo
said the extension will have a very
positive effect on the city's traffic
flow.

Arroyo said the amount of traffic
flow around Eight Mile and Haggerty
roads, pear [-275, will be greatly

recuced once the M-9 extension is in

place.

Arroyo admited that a good plan is
only the beginning of the solution,
and that a major portion of the battle
will be securing the funding in order
to put the plan in place. But with a
good plan, he reasaned, your chances
of winning the battle are betler.

“The key to all this is getting the
improvements in place and securing
the funding," he said.

“By adopting a road system plan,
the city at least recognizes that these
roadways need to be there, and it can
start reserving the designated right
of ways so that when the tirne comes
and we have the funding available to
consiruct them, we will have the
right of ways, and we won't be ap-
proving site plans that put buildings
right where we want our raads to go

Clean-up efforts continue at the
Chateau Estates Mobile Home Park,
a month after the devastating tor-
nado set down, deslroying homes,
killing one man, and injuring six.

A tornade swepl down withou! war-
ning on the park, at 13 Mile and
Decker roads, en Sunday June 21,
killing Michael Muscatello, seriously
injuring his wife and son, and four
others.

. Eoing fast enough, but it did pick up

*Steam last week. If 1 could wave a

magic wand and have everything
picked up and the new homes in
place, il still wouldn't be {ast
enough,” he said.

The last of the wreckage should be
out of the park by next month, ac-
cording to Steiner, at which time the
new homes can be brought in. New
mobile hornes are being brought in on
a lol-by- lol basis as debris is cleared.

Steiner said the mood of the
residents is good. "It was great to
move the first new home inlo ihe
park. It really boosted spirits."

There is a tremendous demand for
new homes in the park, Steiner noted,
as Novi i5 a big draw for people look-
ing to relocate. He is anxious to get
the new homes on the lots to meet the
increasing demand.

Steiner said ahout 50 percent of

those in the park affected by the
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storm are refurning. Many of those
not returning are taking advantage
of the low-inlerest Small Business
Administration loans to make down
payments on houses in the area.

“Qur philosophy here is this is the
safest place in the world to live now,”
Steiner said, ‘‘we'll never be hil
again,”

The disaster has brought logether
neighbors “‘who haven't spoken lo
each other for thirty years," he said.
Steiner said he was very impressed
with the amount of help offered
following the tornado, and said '"the
city has left nothing undone"".
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Several families are still living
with relatives or in motels as they
wait for the debris to be cleared and
for new homes to be brought in, he
noted. Of the people not covered by
insurance, or only partially covered,
Steiner said they are being helped by
the Red Cross, but are also looking
for licensed firms to donate services
to set-up and install the new homes
when they become available.

By the end of next month, Steiner is
hopeful all of the debris will be mov-
ed oul of the park, and three-quarters
of the new homes will be set up on
sites.
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Planners to hold
public hearings

Novi planning comrmissioners will
hear public opinion on two proposals
to amend the city's master plan dur-
ing public hearings scheduled for
Aug. 5,

Proposals to change land in Section
15 from planned development (PD}
to a Planned Conference District
(PCD), and to change a parcel of
land in Section 35 from light in-
dustrial to single family residential,
will be open to discussion by
members of the community.

The change in Section 15 would
atlow for the construction of con-
ference centers to exceed the city-
wide five story height limitation and
reach a maximum height of 100 feet.
A proposed nine-story addition to the
Shearton Qaks hotel could qualify for
city approval if the master plan is
amended as proposed. The land
slated for change is an area north of

1-96 and west of Novi Road. The PD
designation in Section 15 allowed for
mare intensive office and commer-
cial use in the district.

The Section 35 change was promp-
ted by city council actlon. and seeks
o *‘create unilormity of lund use
planning and property ownership’ .of
a parcel of land localed south of Njne
Mile Road between Meadowbrook
and the C & O Railroad, according lo
Karen Tindale, secretary to the plan-
ning commission. The city council
previously denied I-1 zoning for-Lhe
parcel, requesting that the planning
commission consider rezoning the
master plan to show single family
residential land use, she said.

Residents are allowed to address
the commission, and are asked-to
limit their discussion to no more than
three minules each.

He credits the fact that he shot back as the sole

reasen he is alive Lo tell the tale.

“I had the gun in case I have lo use it, but |
always hope 1 never have to,” Singer said. "And |

hope I never have to use it again."

Singer said he fired two rounds at the car, and
he knows at least one hil the car. “That was
enough 1o stop them {rom shooting back," Singer

said.

*You carry a gun just in case, but you always
hope you never have to use il. It is aiways there if
something arises. That is the way that 1 look at it,

as a possible chance to save yourseli.
“I Lhink fortunately this time it worked out that

way.'

The car was later recovered by police officers in
Romulus. According to Singer. approximately
$3,500 in damage was caused to the new car after
the thieves apparently side-swiped something.

Dearborn Heights police officers apprehended
two people believed lo be involved in the Novi
crime, according to Novi Del, Ralph Fluhart. Both
are maies. One is believed to be the man whe shot
at Singer. The other male is thought to be the per-
son who drove off in the 1986 blue Cheverolet
Celebrity in which the thieves arrived at the

Singer home.

While planning for the construction
al Novi Schools' Tait Road site shilts
into high gear, comstruction work is
already underway at one of the
district’s two other building projects.

Bath Orchard Hills and Village
Oaks elementary schools are involv-
ed in expansions to handle additional
population expected at those schools
in the fail and over the next few
vears. Construction at Orchard Hills
has begun, and at Village Oaks will
begin sometime soon, Assistant
Superintendent William Barr said at
the Board of Education meeting
Thursday, July 23.

-Bach school is scheduied to in-
crease its size by four classroorns. In
addition, Orchard Hills will add a
general-purpose activities room and
Village QOaks will undergo an
enlargement of its
Eymnasium/multi-purpose room.

Barr said thal although there is no
firm date scheduled for completion of
the projects, they will not be done by
the beginning of school, September I,
He added that most of the construe-

tion should not disrupt school ac-
tivities.

“We're concerned at this time with
getling the building operabte during
the schoo] year with as little disrup-
tion as possible,’ he said.

The only substantial disruption wiil
probably be the expansion of the
Village Qaks gymnasium, Barr said.
He explained that plans call for the
bigger room to be built outside the
walis of the present gym.

“Then we'll knock them down, and
on Monday merning we'll have a big-
ger gymnasium,'' Barr said. It will
be a disruption..but we'll try to
minimizeit.”

The district plans to pay for the Or-
chard Hills and Village Oaks expan-
sions with money it has en-hand from
its sale of old Novi Elementary
School. The expansions were also in-
cluded on the list of projects in the
district’s recently-approved $6.25
million bond sale, but schoof officials
have said that money would only be
used for the expansions il the costs
run over expectations and the Novi
Etementary money is exhausted.

Shores on school disirict goals as a
*‘possible violation” of the state Open
Meetings Act; a violation of the
Freedom of Information Act, saying
that the board had been provided
with information which the parents
could not get; a petlition with 200
parent signatures opposing the pro-
cess used to make the changes; a
union survey of Upper Elementary
teachers showing a majority opposed
to the changes; a violation of
teachers' firsl amendment rights;
and a lack of community participa-
tion,

“We charge the Novi Board of
Education to fulfill its legal respon-
sibilities and postpone all proposed
changes at Novi Upper Elementary
School until needs are adequately
assessed, docuinented, and proper
procedures have heen im-
plemented,” the statement to the

“Beyond that," Breen said, I keep
getting calls from people about what
Mr. Sehramack is doing and about
what everybody else is doing. I can’t
respond for them.”

But Georgina Goss, Northville
Township supervisor and a WTUA
commissioner, sald, “‘Off the top of
my head, I am just delighted to find
out {rom Oakland County what has
been holding up our project.”’

“l am pleased that the Novi city
manager has told us exactly what
has been happening, because I
thought our project was a clean
water plan and had merit,” she said,

Breen noted that the three
townships were continuing talks with
YCUA and would not speculate about

“The county Is going ahead with
plans for the sewer without the three
townships," Duggan said.

Van Houten, whose city experlenc-
ed two major floods in the past
month, said although Dearborn
Heights officials had been in constant
communication with the county, the
subject of the WFUA communities
rejoining the North Huron
Valley/Rouge Valley project had not
been discussed.

“The project has already been
delayed because the three townships
have dropped out and the sewer
systemn had to be downsized,” Van

Houten said. “What we are in-
terested In now is getting some action
and the project built."”

Van Houten said It was his
understanding Commerce Township
would not be included in the project.

“Commerce Township was drop-
ped from the plan a number of years
apo after it was determined that their
inclusien would not help clean up the
problems in the Rouge River, but
rather would help them grow,” he
said.

The amended facllities plan for the
10-community project are currently
being reviewed by DNR staff and
proponents of the project are op-
timistic that staff review will be com-
pleted in time to bring the project
back to the individual communities
still part of the plan. '

In addition to Dearborn Heights
and Novi, super sewer participants
include the City of Northville, the Ci-
ty of Plymouth, Livonia, Westland,
Wayne, Inkster, Romulus and Red-
ford Township.

Wixom, which inittally was includ-
ed in the project, has dropped out of
the project, mainly because it was

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The city is currently embroiled
in a controversy over the proposed
development project on the shores of
Walled Lake. The project, recently
named The Landing, will encompass
12 acres of property just north of the
intersection of Novi Road and South
Lake Drive.

The city is a co-developer of the
project. Novi entered into a partner-
ship with the development firm of
Eldridge, Inc. and will retain the
shorefront rights, including the use
of the proposed docking facilities.

Residents of the area have lined
up on either side of the issue. Certain
lake area residents are opposed to
the development project. Some have
said the development’s proposed 25
stip boat docking facility will add too
many additional boats to the shallow
Walled Lake. Citing environmental
and safety concerns, these residents
have lodged a protest with the DNR
in an effort to block the dredging of
the lake. The dredging is necessary
to create a channel for the proposed
boat slips, according to the
devejoper.

Residents opposed to the project
have also cited the traffic problems a
development project will bring to an
already difficult intersection. The in-
tersection of 13 Mile Road, Novi
Road, and South Lake Drive has seen
an increase in accidents during the
last year.

And, on the other hand, there are
residents who believe in the project.
Some lakefront property owners
believe the development, which will
include a 100-110 room inn, four
restaurants, retail and meeting room
space, will upgrade the Walled Lake
- .area. These residents believe the city
.-has made concessions to the
- residents, and that 25 boats is a
"~ relatively small number that will not
:|"-"adversely affect the quality of life on
the lake.

Whether the lakeshore develop-
ment project is good one, whether the
development will add to an already
‘congested intersection, and whether
the addition of 25 boat slips will have
a negative effect on the lake itself,
are questions worthy of continued
dialogue. Unfortunately for the
residents debating these questions,
-{ . there is no one to turn to for unbiased
‘1 answers.

Residents with concerns over
development projects in the city nor-
mally have two avenues of pursuit.

Novi residents have an impor-
tant date to mark on their calendars.
On August 5 the planning commis-
ston will hold a public hearing on the
city’s proposed conference cenfer
master plan changes.

The city is proposing changes to
the master plan which would allow
the zoning of a portion of land in Sec-
tion 15, the area surrounding the
Novi Sheraton Qaks Hotel, to change
to a PCD, or planned conference
district. The conference district
would allow developers to exceed the
city-wide five story height limitation

_ %o reach a maximum height of 100
eet.

This is a major city planning
decision, and the public hearing
‘scheduled by the planning commis-
sion is the proper forum for residents
to air concerns and questions. Too
often, residents are unaware of pro-
posed changes and become involved

' late in the planning process, when
- decisions affecting planning policy
- have already been made. This is an
opportunity for residents to share

process.

City should remain
out of developing

their thoughts, early in the planning

They can meet with the developers
and discuss the issue, or they can lob-
by the city, through public hearings
and city council meetings.

The current controversy over the

lakeshore project leaves residents in
an uncomfortable position. The city -
is the developer in this instance, and
as such, cannot be seen as a detached
third party with the ability to wat-
chdog the process. Residents have
iost one of their two possible avenues
for clearing up questions. Any
answer given by the city manager, or
any city official must be seen as the
answer of the project’s developer —
someone with a vested interest in
seeing the development completed.

The city became a developer
because it was financially inviting
and because, according to City
Manager Edward Kriewall, only the
city could assemble the land
necessary for a project of this scope.

That type of reasoning could be
applied to almost any section of land
currently undeveloped in the city.
The city is often the first to know of
possible sales, and the city can
operate “‘without much hoopia’ in
assembling lands.

That does not mean the city
should shed its role as the ad-
ministrator of zoning and developing
merely because the opportunity
presents itself.

Residents of the city often
disagree with developers’ plans.
Under normal circumstances city of-
ficials act within the zoning or-
dinances in approving or disapprov-
ing projects. Residents can air con-
cerns and be assurred the city has no

direct interest in a particular pro-_

ject, merely an overall concern for
the public welfare and the long-range
quality development of the city.

The city should not get involved
in the development business. It
creates a conflict of interest and
denies residents a neutral sounding
board for their concerns.

Air concerns now

The planned conference center
district has been thoroughly review-
ed by the city planning consultant,
the planning commission and the city
council. The council passed the zon-
ing ordinance amendment for the
conference center in June. The
amendment places strict restrictions
on where and how the five-story
height maximum can be extended.
The conference center must be
located more than three-eiths of a
mile from any residential subdivi-
ston, or any land proposed for
residential use in the city’s master
plan. This severely limits the places
available for conference center zon-
ing in the city.

We believe the proposed rezon-
ing is a good one for the city. It will
enhance the city’s overall look and
continues the long-held planning
belief of a centralized commercial,
office, conference district in the city.

ficials told him they were ‘“getting
ready to move ahead with it," referr-
ing to the Super Sewer project, or
North Huron Valley/Rouge Valley
sewer project.

Kriewall said the county had
“wanted to wait for the three'” com-
munities not currently in the Super

Sewer project, but had now decided
to move ahead with the plan as cur-
rently outlined.

“They plan to wrap it up prior to
Christmas," Kriewall said, referring
to cost allocations that must be
agreed upon by the ten communities
currently interested in the regional
sewer project.

““The county officiais were not hap-
py with the extension of the grant
deadline,”” Kriewall said as it *'lets
everything slide’* but they had decid-
ed to ‘‘shoot for before Christmas'' as
the deadline in handing out the cost
allocations.

Kriewall said Commerce Township
had asked Wayne County about the

possibility of joining the regional
system but had been told ‘'they were
ineligible," according to Kriewall. 'l
told themm (Commerce Township)
they could probably buy any extra
capacity from us once the project
goes through,” he said. Kriewall said
the admission of Commerce
Township to the group could *“jeopar-
dize the whole project’.

The World Juniocr Championships
will be played at Mic-Mac Stadium
from August 1-8 and will feature the
national teams from Tiawan, Cuba,
Australia, Panama, Dominican
Republic, Canada and the U.S.
There will be games at 4:30 p.m.
and 8 p.m. daily through August 7,

The South Farmington/Novi
American Legion squad was knock-
ed out of the 18th District baseball
tournament after losing its first {wo
games.

Tanderys left North Carolina on
July 20 with his teammates, but
because of Olympic rules, was
unable to return to Novi, The team
is now in Battie Creek to train for
the tournarnent, and all the players
are being put up by families.

*Jeff was estatic when he found
out he was chosen," his father Jim
Tanderys said. '‘He is staying with
the team in Batile Creek and just
before the start of the games, they
will then go to Windsor."”

Tanderys was a member of the
North squad at the Olympic
Festival and was very involved in
helping the team grab a gold medal.
The leam won three of four games
and Tanderys was a major force in
two of those victories. In game one,
he started the game and was the
winning pitcher. In game two,
Tanderys knocked in the game ty-
ing run and then scored the game
winner.

In the opener on Juiy 18, the Novi
resident started against the West
unit, and went the first six innings
en route to a 12-1 win, Tanderys fan-
ned six, walked eight, gave up just
three hits and one unearned run.

According to Ross, Cabana didn't
suffer from a lack of falent, but
rather depth and consistency.

On the mound,
Steve Ross and McCaig were very
successful, but the rest of the pit-
ching staff was quite mediocre,

“We were a prefty good hitting
team overall, but we were inconsis-
tent,”” Ross sald. “‘Hitting was pro-
bably our biggest strength, but our
teamn average (.282) could have been
much higher.”’

Wladishkin led the team in batting
average (.452), extra base hits and
runs batted in, but it wasn't totally

Cabana was almost forced to go
through the season with a two-man
rotation, and it made for some tired
arms.

“We could have used more control
from our pitchers,” Ross said.
“Steve and Bill are two good pit-
chers. They have a lot of potential but
we needed a couple more pitchers to
provide depth and we didn't have it."

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Part-time ministry is full-time job

Could you use a hand with
housework? Are you tlired of dusting,
scrubbing, sweeping, straightening,
washing and wiping? Carol's Helping
Hands will be happy o help youout.

Carol Meyer began her housekeep-
ing service nearly nine years ago as a
church ministry. Together with her
minister’s wife, she began cleaning
homes of people who needed help —
women who went back to work, peo-
ple too ill to manage housework,
bachelors, widowers and others in
need of a “helping hand.” The part-
time ministry quickly grew into a
full-fledged business, but Carol slil)
stresses and enjoys the "helping”
aspect of the service.

Carol manages Helping Hands
from the farmhouse on Eight Mile
which is also the headquarters for
husband Larry's “Meyer Berry
Farm.” Larry grows and markets
strawberries, pumpkins, assorted

If you count Larry’s full-time job
as an engineer wilh Eaton Corpora-
tion in Southfield, the couple juggles
three businesses while parenting six
children — three each from previous
marriages.

**Just like the Brady Bunch,” quips
Carol, “but, of course, it's not that
easy.”’

The combined
families and careers have led to
some unusual rules. Like Carol's
business claim to clean almost
anvthing . .. “even windows — but
not barns."'

workers, but rather malches one
cleaner to a home in an effort to per-
sonalize the operation as much as
possible. "'I'm an intermediary bet-
ween the client and the worker,” she
says.

She visits each home personally
and interviews the homeowner to
assess his/her needs and estimate
the costs involved. These home visits
are a favorite aspect of the business
for Caral. ‘I enjoy getting out and
meeting new people,’ she says. “It's

interesting and often inspiring to
learn how otherslive and cope.”

Carol maintains a four-hour
minimum time limit for cleaning
homes, *'No one can really clean a
house in less time," she says, and
bases her rates on a formula which
includes the size, accessories and ac-
tivity level of the home, the level of
cleaning needed and whether it will
be cleaned weekly or bi-weekly.

She's very flexible, will substitute
or revolve jobs on request and makes
an effort to accommodate specific
needs. In addition to the standard
dusting, vacuuming, washing and
sanitizing of kitchen and bath,
Carol's '"helpers” will clean cup-
hoards, refrigerators, windows and
blinds, and strip beds.

“Every woman has idiosyncracies
or quirks. Some want you to use a
specific product or method. They'll
tell me, ‘My mother did it this way,
and that's the way [ do it teo.” That's
fine withme," Carol explains.

“My mother taught me to clean,
too. I walk through their house with
them and list specific requests,
room-by-room. Then I prepare a
computer print-out on the informa-
tion and give it to the cleaner.”

¢ Women driving alone should remain in the car if it breaks
down. Turn on flashers and the dome light to alert others
of your predicament, and keep car doors and windows
locked until the police or towing service arrive.

YOU CANOE?

*More saying ‘yes’

to popular sport

something like this: **Can you canoe?
Yes, canoe?"

A lot of beginning canoeists think
they can, bul really don't know a
thing about an ancient and complex
sport,

“There is a tendency Lo believe if
you're botrn in Michigan you know
how Lo do it,” said Harold Kirchen,
an American Canoe Association cer-
tified instructor who works for
Canoesport in Ann Arbor.,

““Most people think in terms of how
many people fell in and how many
cameras were lost. People think
that's canoeing; and there's usually
a lot of alcohol involved."

Contrary lo that popular belief,
there are literally hundreds of styles
of canoes and canoists. It can be as
complicaled as a two-week camping
tour, or as simple as an afterncon
trip to a canoe livery.

In our area, we have a little of both

_at Hell Creek Ranch, near the Huron

River in Pinckney. The ranch offers
day canoe irips with rental canoes,
horseback riding and camping,

. There is an old joke thal goes nowonder canoeing is an easy way to

spend a summer afterncon.

"“One thing we find a lot of people
go for one trip a year (o the
wilderness, and there is so ofien so
much beautiful canoeing around
here,"” Kirchen said.

"“I've mentioned the (Huron River}
tributartes—I actually paddled from
Chelsea to Dexter on tributaries,
which a lot of people don’t know you
can do. And with the chain of lakes in
the Pinckney-Waterloo area, you
don’t need to drive up north. You can
see mink and osprey with regularity.
So if 1 have two hours to spend I can
go out canoeing and be back home."

Canoeing began as the most
natural made of travel for land vein-
ed by small streams and major
rivers, and in fact it was the canoe
that is responsible for most of the ex-
ploration of our country.

Historians theorize that the birth of
the canoe came when early people
discovered they could float down a
river on the back of a floating log.
Hollowing the log with axes and fire
made il suitable for carrying more
people and gear. .

The addition of flattened paddles
allowed the early boater to push the
craft along a little faster and also
steer in any direction, even on still
waler,

Native people before the arrival of
Europeans used the canoe as their
only means of travel other {han walk-
ing. It was vital to hunting, carrying
freight and transporting war parties.
Indians fashioned canoes from
wooden frames stretched with birch
bark or animal skin Lied with sinews.

Today's canoes are made from a
variety of materials and come in any
number of sizes and shapes, designed
for different types of canoeing. The
most common are crafted from
aluminum or Fiberglas for
lightweight, sturdy construction.

Canoes follow a basic design, hut
have several small alterations to fit

different functions. Lake canoes are

equipped with a keel, a ridge running
the length of the canoe which helps
cut a straight path in still water.
Canoes for shooting rapids are
designed with an enclosed deck to
keep water from whooshing in.

Most canoeists iravel in tandem,
with the “bowman’ in the front and

What to Take:
Common sense dictates
how one should dress for
a canoe outing. Obviously,
weather conditions and
where you'll be paddling are
big considerations. Life
jackets, a bailing device and
water-tight containers for
clothes, food and gear are
musts. And don't forget to
secure all items in case the
canoe tips. In addition, it
may be helpful to take some
sunscreen, bug spray and
ahat.

Although canoes are eguipped with
seats, the best pasition for power
paddling is on your knees because it
allows the paddler to get a broad
base of support and get low to the
waler.

There are a number of different
strokes to learn, from the straight
stroke {o the **J" stroke to the figure
eight, but a good book or instructor
can go a long way toward teaching
proper technique. And iechnique is
everything if you plan on braving the
whilewater.

Before leaving the banks of the
river, however, you must do a little
planning. You must dress for the oc-
casion, decide how far you want to go
and where you plan to stop. If you
plan to picnic, you'll need to pack
food as well.

Absolute essentials for the canoe
trip are life jackets, called personal |
flotation devices or PFD's by canoe
masters, some kind of bailing device
(water will get in the canoe—just
don't let it accumulate), and airtight
containers for any gear you'll want
on the trip, such as dry clothing,
cameras and food.

The Bowman

The paddler in the front of the canoe is
called the bowman, or bowperson, if you
like. His or her job is to provide the bulk of
the canoe's propulsion and, with the stern
paddler's help, to initiate turns.

securely tied, will do fine,

Jusl in case the canoe should fip,
you'll want to tie these things to the
canoe with some sturdy rope.

Then, of course, the most impor-
tant piece of equipment next to the
_paddles, is the canoe.

“We don't think liveries are the
way to go,'"" said Ned Sharples, owner
of Canoesport, a canoe dealership
and supplier.

“It's sert of like a single-speed
bike, Reptal canoes aren't very
responsive. They don’t teach you
much about canoeing as a physical
sport. They just float on the water in-
stead of culting a path.”

But for those who are just beginn-
ing, renting a canoe may be a hetter
idea than buying, both because it
saves the time and expense of pur-
chasing, and because it eliminates
the problem of transporting the
canoe to water and having someone

Canoes are generally carried on a
rack atop a standard autemobile, and
two people can transport it to the
water's edge by placing it over their
shoulders with pads set on the thin
support beams called thwarts (pro-
nounced *thort").

To launch a cange, carry, don't
drag it, to the edge of the water and
push it out gently until it is floating on
the water. Then one person
(bowman) should hold onto the seat
and steady the canoe between his or
her knees. The sternman should
climb carefully into the canoe,
holding onto the sides, or gunwales
(prongunced ‘‘gunnel"), and sit
down. Then the bowman climbs
aboard and pushes off,

From there, the ride depends on
which river you choose.

Probably the easiest river to pad-
dle in this area is the Huron. It stret-
ches from Proud Lake west past
Milford then south through Island
Lake Recreation Area, dumps into
Porlage Lake in southern Livingston

Famirly keeas law on

It's called the ‘‘bulipen’ at
{akland County Circuit Court,

I's the holding tank where the ar-
rested — firsi-time offender or
hardened criminal, affluent or in-
digent, guilty or innocent — is placed
lo await arraignment,

“I's hot. It smelis. There's no
privacy,” said Kurt Schnelz, a Novi
attorney who spen! two years with
the Oakland County Prosecutor’s Of-
fice.

As an attorney with a fledgling
privale practice, Schnelz depends on
the income generated by court
assignments. Criminal defendants
can request a court-appointed at-
torney. And most do. Assignments
are made oh the basis of experience
and the seniority of attornies re-
questing assignments.

Althoupgh serving as a court-
appointed attorrey can generate
some income for attornies just begin-

. ning privale praclices, Schnelz is

somewhat restricted as to which
cases he can accept.

The problem is that his father is
QOakland County Circuit Court Judge
Gene Schnelz. And the young Novi at-
torney is prohibited from accepting
clients who will appear before his
father.

Schnelz grew up knowing he
wanted to practice law, *'It's the anly
thing I ever wanled todo,"” he said.

His decision to practice law also
made his fathier very happy.

Asked about professional role
models, Schnelz mentions his father
and a longtime family friend, Walled
Lake District Court Judge Harold
Bulgareili, for whom he clerked for a

while. But it soon becomes apparent
that his father is the individual who
has has had the greatest influence on
his career in terms of integrity,
honor, decency and duty.

After graduating from his father's
alma maters, Alma College, in 1979
and the Detroit College of Law in
1985, Schnelz was hired by the
Oakland County Prosecutor's Office,
Representing the people of Oakland
County, he successfully prosecuted
many of the accused who pass

- through the "bullpen’ and saw them

on their way to more permanent, in-
stitutional residences.

Schnelz said the opportunity lo
work in the prosecutor's office gave
him the opportunity to learn about
the system and learn quickly. "I was
so nervous when I first started
there,” he recalled.

The caseload was so heavy that
there wasn't time to be nervous for
long. There was an unending stream
of defendants, elusive witnesses to
locate and interview, laws to
research, and trial strategies to plan.

As a result of his trial experiences
with the prosecutor's office, Schnelz
developed skills that epable him to
feel at home in the court room. Many
attornies, he said, never have an op-
portunity for trial work and, conse-
guently, avoid taking a case to trial
— a tactic that is not always in a
client's best interest.

Taking risks, like going to (trial
with no certainty of winning or when
the odds seern against it, requires
confidence. Judge Schnelz believes
his son has what it takes. ‘'He's
smart, he's quick and he's got guts,"”
saitl the judge. “He's a very gutsy
kid."

Schnelz received numerous job of-

fers after gradualing from law school
and later while serving with the pro-
secutor's office, bui turned them
down, He was convinced the pro-
secutor’s office offered the greatest
opportunity at the time.

An inexperienced attorney can
learn a lot working for the county, in-
cluding when it is time to move on.
“‘Nobody has ever retired cut of the
proseculor's office,”" he said. *‘It's a
stepping stone to other things."

After three back-to-back jury
trtals, bound by a schedule that
defied the limits of the clock and
calendar, and on a public employee’s
salary, Schnelz, married and ready
to start a family, decided something
had to change.

He decided to leave the pro-
secutor’s office and enter a law part-
nership with Robert Bondy, a former
law school classmate, It didn't take
long for the partners to discover the
demands of private practice can be
even greater than the demands of the
prosecutor’s office.

Typteally, Schnelz decided to con-
sult his father before entering
private practice. But not necessarily
to ask his advice.

“Kurt has always been very In-
dependent,” said Judge Schnelz. “'1
did a lot of Jistening; he did a lot of
talking. In the end, the decision was
his alone.”’

The elder Schnelz knew {rom his
own experience as an attorney prior
to being elected to the bench that
private practice is more than merely
the practice of law. His son realizes
that private practice requires serv-
ing the needs of clients, managing
the firm’s business and finding time
to do both well.

“The practice of law is not
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necessarily a money-making pro-
position,” said the judge. “‘But, if you
start off wanting to do the best:fo}
your clients, everything else fallgii
toplace.” e
It's a lesson his son has learnel]
well. ““Over %0 percent of the défer}
dants I represent are guilty,” he-gd:
mitted. **There may be mitigating
circumstances, but most of thermare
guilty. S H
“The framers of the Constitul
never intended to protect the g@%
from punishment. My duty is to i
tect their rights. If ¥ have done.ifiy
job well, those rights will have bj
protected,' he said. '
In some cases that means a guitly
person will go free. In other caseSi
means the client will go to jail. In
either case, Schnelz knows he witl
have done his best and done his duty.
No apologies; no regrets. L
Schnelz and his partner are work:
lng toward the day when the
dependence on the bread-and-butter
criminal cases will be replaced with
a healthy supply of clients seeking
advice in estate planning, real éstate
and probate law. R
““He's no longer wearing the white
hat associated with the prosecutor”s
office, but I'm very proud of him;"
said Judge Schnelz. “‘Kurt is ex-
tremely hard-working, dedicated énq
very compassionate." o el

- Next year, the Detroit Zoo will be
60 years old. Many visitors, young
and old alike, have seen rare and
nol so rare animals that subur-
banites rarely get to see
elsewhere.

The 125-acre animal haven at
Ten Mile and Woodward had
almost 900,000 visitors last year
who observed 300 species of
animals — including insects, birds
and fishes.

-““We’re running about 10 percent
higher than last year (in atten-
dance),” Pat McClary, marketing
director for the zoo, said.

. ' There have been many zoo im-
provements made this year, some
made possible by a cooperative
development between the city of
Detroil and the Michigan Depart-
ment of Transportation (MDOT),
“We needed 12 acres for con-
struction of the [-696 Freeway
through south Oakland County,"
said MDOT Director James P, .
Pitz. “The Zoo needed financlal
help to upgrade its facilities, We
got together and made im-
provements to the zoo wusing
federal and state funds.”

Additions or improvements at
the zoo included a three-level park-
ing garage for zoo visitors and
SEMTA park and ride commuters.
New refreshment stands and rest
rooms were installed at the en-
trance and a gift shop, Zootique,
was built. New park benches,
lamps and turnstiles were install-
ed.

A new zoo train station and ex-
tensive landscaping, storm and

sanitary sewers were added — plus
condors, & grizzly, and tree
kangaroos. .

Tiger, bird and barn yar
graphics to make education at the
200 easier were added to comple-
ment the recent $600,000 remode}-
ing of the Penguinarium.

Many improvements are plann-
ed for the future of the zoo. These
include a renovation of the
elephant and rhino house for in-
door viewing; renovation of the
lion and tiger houses with glass-
fronted cages for nose-to-nose
viewing and a new zoomobile.

Also planned is a visitor educa-
tional center, plus polar bear and
other graphic displays to describe
exhibits and a plan to improve the
habitat for native wildlife on the
200 grounds,

“The improvements in the zoo,
such as using bear graphics, are
inlended to improve education, not
to enforce misconceptions about
animals,” McClary said.

Some events planned for the
summer include the curator pro-
gram. “This allows the public tirme
to spend with curators and ask
them questions,” she said. “‘We
also have winter and fal] walks.”

McClary said a great deal of the
attendance is made up of families
- mom and dad bringing the kids
to the zoo. But there are others who
come to the zoo as well.

“It's also trendy for dates,” she
said, “It's a cheap date.”
