The mother of a former Novi High 
School student is suing the school 
district on charges that officials 
Were negligent in a year-old case in­
volving sexual assaults made by a 
Volunteer swimming coach on her 
daughter. 

In the civil suit filed in Wayne 
County Circuit Court on Jan. 13, the 
mother of a l7-year-old girl charges 
five Novl administrators With gross 

negligence in the handling of Fall 
1987 offenses involving her 
daughter - who was 15 at the time. 
The volunteer swim coach is also 
named in the suit. 

Timothy McCoy Pelfrey, 24, of 
Novi is currently serving a 2-15 year 
sentence in Ionia Maximum Prison, 
after pleading guilty to one count of 
criminal sexual conduct In the third 
degree involving the woman's 
daughter last February. He was 
convicted in Oakland County Cir­
cuit Court. 

Pelfrey, who Was 23 at the time 

the offense occurred, was serving 
as a volunteer coach With the girls 
varsity swimming team. The 
woman's daughter, who was five 
months shy of 16, was a member of 
the swim team. 

According to Novi Board of 
Education President Michael 
Meyer, the mother is seeking 
damages in the range of $400,000 to 
$l million. Without elaborating fur­
ther, Meyer said school officials are 
deeply concerned about the in-
cidents Which led to the filing of the 
suit. 

"It's regrettable that one of its 
(district's) employees has engaged 
in such behavior, and it is with 
regret that a student Was involved 
- her reputation and good name as 
a part of all of this." 

Meyer added that preventative 
measures have been implemented 
at the schools with regard to new 
hires and performance monitoring 
of staff since the incident occurred. 
"We are trying to prevent 
something like this from ever hap­
pening again." 

Other board members, who defer­

red all comments to Meyer, have 
been kept abreast of the situation 
from the time it happened, he said. 
"We had hoped that it would be kept 
quiet for her (the girl's) good 
name." 

Named as defendants in the case 
are Pelfrey; Harold R. Anderson, 
head girls' swim coach; Merldeth 
R. Somers, teacher and assistant 
g i r l s ' swim coach; Mi lan 
O'Brenovich, Novi High School 
Assistant Principal; Robert 
Youngberg, Novi High School Prin­
cipal; Robert Piwko, Novi Schools 

Superintendent; and the Novi Com­
munity School District. 

Without commenting further, 
Meyer referred all other (questions 
about the case to the district's Bir­
mingham attorney Dennis Pollard 
of the firm Clark, Hardy, Lewis, 
Pollard and Page. Piwko declined 
any comment on the suit.

z o n i n g d e c i s i o n

The Novi City Council launched 
into "round two" of the battle over 
a Ten Mile/Beck Road rezoning, 
repealing a decision it made last 
October. 

At a well attended Monday night 
meeting, the city council voted 5-2 

i l 3 to repeal its former rezoning deci-
I sion and send the rural comer back 

..-D to its previous residential and small 

I
commercial classifications 

"I have a very mbced reaction," 
said Citizens for Responsible 
Development co-organizer James 
Shaw. "I'm very proud of the group 
I'm associated with . . . but it's not 
owryet. It's f^r from over." 

" "I'm very happy," said Jamira 
Utley, who collected about 250 
signatures for the drive. "The 
citizenry of the city got what it 
Wanted. 

"It's nice to see the city council 
look at the majority of the city 
rather than just a few," he said. 

City Attorney David Fried said he 
expects a lawsuit to be filed soon, 
seekhlg to block the city from mak-
hig the new zoning changes. 

"I fully expect it," Fried said in a 
phone interview Tuesday morning. 

The council voted 4-2 Oct. 17 to 
enact the rezoning at the northeast 
comer of the Ten Mile/Beck Road 
intersection. That rezoning paved 
the way for construction of a 
grocery store and convenience 
center at the 10-cre comer parcel. 
The repeal sends it back to three 
acres of a less-intense commercial 
classification and seven acres of 
residential. 

Citizens for Responsible Develop­
ment had completed a petition 
drive, hoping to force a repeal of the 
rezoning or a ballot question. Peti­
tion drives to overturn council deci­
sions are allowed under city 
charter. 

City Clerk Geraldine Stipp 
presented certified petitions Mon­
day bearing 3,226 names about 
500 more than what was required. 

After some debate, the council 
came up with the 5-2 vote to rescind 
its orginal motion. 

Council inembers Martha Hoyer 
and Edward Leininger changed 
their votes to favor the repeal. They 
had originally voted in favor of the 
rezoning. Councilman Ronald Wat-
son, who was absent from the Oct. 
17 meeting, also voted "yes" Mon-
day night. They Were joined by 
Council Members Nancy Covert 
and Hugh Crawford, who voted for 
the repeal. Both had voted "no" on 
the original rezoning request.

Mayor Matthew Quinn and Coun-
oilman Joseph Toth voted against 
the motion to repeal the original 
rezoning action. 

Hoyer said she changed her vote 
because of the citizen input. 

"I had.a really hard time with it 
. . , but when you have 3,300 people 
saying they don't like what you're 
doing, you have to do something. 

"I personally wish they would 
have entered the process sooner," 
she added. 

Hoyer said there was little public 
outcry about the comer when 
master plan changes were made in 
1987. 

"Because there wasn't that much 
involvement, we didn't assume 
there was that much opposition," 
she said. 

Master plan amendments at the 
comer were included in the tipdated 
1988 plan, which was unveiled in 
January. The October rezonjng 
sought to bring the land into con­
formance with what was proposed 
on the revised master plan. City of­
ficials said the grocery store and 
commercial center were needed to 
anticipate rapid peculation in­
creases in the city's rural west end. 
That area is expected be a home to 
28,000 people when the city reaches 
full development, according to 
estimates. 

Quinn said he favored the 
referendum alternative, since it 
would have guaranteed that the 
area not change in zoning for 
another two years, if successful. 

The repeal of the zoning matter 
will be sent back to the planning 
commission for a public hearing.

Novi Planning Commission 
members voted down a Code of Con­
duct last week, rejecting a proposed 
policy shaped by a rules committee 
from guidelines submitted by 
another member of the commis­
sion. 

In a unanimous vote last Wednes­
day, planners struck down recently 
compiled proposed policies on the 
"Conduct of Planning Commission 
Memljers." 

Every commissioner except Judy 
Johnson said they were not in favor 
of the code. Johnson was the lone 
member to bring up the subject at a 
January meeting, and submitted 
suggestions for such a code. 

Johnson said she introduced the 
matter in light of recent Novi News 
stories involving planner-developer 
relationships, which may have tar­
nished the reputation of some 
members. She called planners' 
behavior of late "sloppy." 

Specifically, said Johnson, she 
was referring to a plane trip Plann­
ing Chairman Charies Kureth had 
taken with the mayor and city 
manager to Chicago, which was 
funded solely by a developer who 
wanted to build a restaurant in 
Novi. 

~ Commissioner Ed Kramer said 
he didn't view the code as 
"negative" the way some planners 
did. He added that he considered it 
a good clause but saw no reason to 
rush into it." 

Commissioner Kathy McLallen 
said she didn't feel the commission 
needed "a total guide book at this 
lime," and wouldn't support it. 

Kureth again stated that he did 
[lot feel the code was necessary and 
called it a negative document. "It 
says what we shouldn't do, not what 
we should do," he explained.

Q u i n n o u t l i n e s 

e c y c l i n g p r o g r a m

Area residents may be lookulg at 
some radical changes in the way 
they dispose of household refuse, 
and it's coming a lot sooner than 
anyone thinks. 

City officials are currently work­
ing on four different ideas designed 
to prepare for the future and help 
"sensitize" Novi residents to 
dividing up their trash up at curb-
side. . 

"There's no question that there 
are going to be some changes m our 
lifestyles," said Mayor Matthew 
Quinn in an interview this week. 

"We need to face that our solid 
waste landfills are filling up," he 
added. "If we have five years left, 
as they say, we'll be extremely for­
tunate." 

Qumn has directed the city ad­
ministration to investigate four dif­
ferent topics: a citywide newspaper 
drop-off site, voluntary composting, 
citywide garbage collection, and 

use of recycled paper products in ci­
ty offices. 

The mayor presented most of the 
ideas in a state of the city address to 
the Novi Chamber of Commerce 
Jan. 17. 

Many of the specifics of the first 
plan — a newspaper drop-off loca­
tion — simply need ironing out, he 
said. Local charitable organiza­
tions would gain proceeds from the 
drop-off once weekly or bi-weekly. 
That would give them an incentive 
to promote the program in the com­
munity, Quinn said. 

The newspaper collection point 
would be located in the parking lot 
of the Novi Civic Center on Ten Mile 
near Taft Road. 

"It'll be there every week and 
people will know where to put it 
every week," Qumn said. "Besides 
helping to sensitize people to dropp­
ing their paper and cardboard pro­
ducts ther:e, it should help the 
charitable organizations raise 
money."

A new computer application course 
win be added to the Novi High School 
curriculum, offering students In-
depth study of computer spreadsheet 
and data base programs. 

Novi School board members 
unanimously voted to implement the 
class at their Feb. 2 meeting, follow­
ing a presentation of the outline of the 
course in January. 

The course is designed to better 
prepare students for the current job 
marlcet, according to Superintendent 
Robert Piwko, It would complement 
two other computer classes which 
teach a variety of computer techni­
ques and are less specified. 

Trustee Raymond Byers said he 
recently visited Southfield High 
School — which was cited as a state 
exemplary school - to compare the 
schools' computer programs, "We 
continue to excel above and beyond 
our peers," he said. 

"The integration of computers into 
the adult workplace Is getting more 
and more common," he added. "It's 
not going to get less important; it's 
going to get more important." 

Trustee Julie Abrams said she par­
ticipated on a curriculum task force 
for the district in 1984 and felt "this 
was the direction that was indicated 
we should go." 

Currently other area school 
districts, such as Huron Valley and 
Holly, have implemented similar 
programs. 

Noting that some students are 
more proficient in computer skills 
than others by the time they reach 
high school. Trustee Sandra Thorn­
ton wanted to know how the school 
handles that. 

High School Principal Robert 
Youngberg, who was on hand for text 
book and curriculum presentations, 
said "we work with them on an in­
dividual basis." 

The course Would be limited to 
eleventh and twelfth graders, and the 
cost is estimated at $2,218 for 
teaching materials, including a word 
processing program and text books. 

Students would be able to use the 
high school's existing Apple com­
puter equipment.

With trees bare and snow undergo­
ing an early melt, the extent of this 
problem gets pretty clear in a hurry. 

The rural west end of Novi and 
parts of the north end - despite 
dense Woodlands, active wetlands 
and significant natural beauty - are 
also blemished by piles of unsightly 
rubble, left there overnight by illegal 
dumpers. 

It's a problem that ordinance en­
forcement officials admit is both dif­
ficult to grasp and extremely hard to 
police. 

"You name it and it's probably out 
there," said Novi Code Enforcement 
Officer Alan Amolsch. "Old mat­
tresses, tires, wash machines, 
dryers, trash... that sort of thing." 

It's put there by people - a majori­
ty of whom are from Novi and have 
full knowledge that What they are do­
ing is Wrong, Amolsch said. 

The problem is common to a 

number of Oakland County com­
munities and is especially evident in 
rapidly developing communities that 
still have pockets of rural, 
undeveloped lands. 

The places which dumpers appear 
to be hitting most often in Novi in­
clude stretches of Napier and Gar­
field roads, plus the gravel section of 
Meadowbrook Road, north of Twelve 
Mile. 

A perusal of the area's natural 
beauty is interrupted by areas 
strewn with refuse. 

In some of those areas, "No Dump­
ing" signs have been spray painted 
with graffiti . . . almost out of de­
fiance, or new junk is simply nestled 
in a pile within a stone's throw from 
the stern warnings. 

"Any rural area, any two-track 
leading back into the woods, is going 
to create a potential problem,'! 
Amolsch said. "You can put the signs 
up, but people know it's wrong When 
they go out there. It's very hard to 
get the people who did it." 

Amolsch .said that dumping creates 
problems for landowners. Who often­
times become responsible for the 
trash once it is dropped on their pro­
perty. 

"It's unfortunate, but that's really 
the only Way We can do it," he said. 
"When they get a letter from us, or a 
follow-up phone call, they aren't very 
happy, that's for sure." 

If property owners opt not to clean 
up their property, ordinance enforce­
ment officials must secure a courf 
order to get the trash cleaned up. 

Building Department Assistant 
Director Don Saven said though cat­
ching the illegal dumpers is difficult, 
it's not impossible. 

Saven said identifications 
sometimes can be be found by sifting 
through the rubble. He Warned Novi 

Residents to make sure they contract 
mriQl legitimate hauling anil dumping 
itrms when doing a cleanup. If their 
trash ends up being identified in a 
rural area, they can be required to 
clean it up again. 

Saven said only around-the :̂lock 
surveillance would solve the problem 
and that's virtually impossible for ci­
ty staff. 

"When we find an address or iden­
tification in there, we have had some 
successes. And you better believe we 
get them to clean it up," Saven said. 
"We've literally brought the trash to 
theirdoorandsaid'cleanitup.'" 

Both Saven and Amolsch said in­
creases in landfilling and dumping 
rates are likely to have an impact on 
the amount of trash dumped in the 
countryside, but how much is dif­
ficult to tell. 

"The costs of dumping legally are 
high, but sometimes that has nothing 
to do with it," Amolsch said. "For 
some people it's just a lot easier to 
take it out in the middle of the night 
and get rid of it." 
, Saven said anyone witnessing i l ­

legal dumping should contact the 
Code Enforcement Division at 347-
04l5 or the Novi Police Department 
at 348-7100.

Police officials are urging 
residents to remember to use the new 
9ll emergency number properly. 

Since 9l1 went into effect In 
November, several problems have 
surfaced. 

"About half our emergency calls 
are still coming in on the old number 
(348-0911)," said Janet Hottum, Chief 
Dispatcher for the Novi Police 
Department. "That's not a problem; 
the call still gets answered, but it 
doesn't offer the advantages of the 
911 system." 

When an emergency call is placed 
with erjhanced 9l1 system, the 
caller's address' and phone number 
are flashed up on the screen within 
moments. That allows an emergency 
caller who may not be able to com­
plete a conversation to at least be 
identified or called back by police 
personnel. Such a service is not 
available in the 348-ti9l1 system. 

Some problems have surfaced with 
actual 911 dialing, though police of­
ficials claim it is not the fault of the 
system in place. Several phone com­
pany line problems were reported 
shortly after the 911 system was ac­
tivated in November. 

Other problems reported include: 
• Residents using the 911 number 

for non-emergency problems or ques­
tions. Police are recommending that 
residents use non-emergency lines in 
those situations.

• County emergency sirens are 
causing residents to panic and call 
911 for information. Police officials 
say the lines should be left open for 
true emergencies. Residents should 
get emergency information from 
radio or television. 

• New residents moving Into the 
area may not give their correct ad­
dress to the telephone service person. 
If the correct address isn't registered 
in the system, the incorrect fiddress 
will register when an emergency call 
comes in. 

• When residents call, a number 
with 9ll in it, those digits will 
register if the number is dialed too 
quickly. People are being instructed 
to dial slowly in order to have their 
number register, 

• Cordless phones, with extreme­
ly low batteries, will sometimes dial 
911 on their own. 

• Residents who set 911 on speed 
dialing systems may dial the number 
by accident. There have been 
numerous cases of children playing 
with the phones and hitting the speed 
dial number accidentally. 

"Some people are quite surprised 
when they get a follow up call from 
us," Hottum said. 

Dispatchers call back the "hang­
up" numbers immediately to verify 
emergencies or mistakes. If 
residents do not cooperate after 
dispatch contacts them on non­
emergency calls, a police officer will 
be sent to investigate, Hottum said. 

Novi Police dispatch currently 
handles 911 dispatch for Novi, Novi 
Township, Wixom, South Lyon, Lyon 
Township, Salem Township, Nor-
thfield Township and Green Oak 
Township.

The percentage of people out of 
work in Novi dropped slightly as 
compared to the previous year, ac­
cording to the figures. 

The city had an unemployment 
rate of 5.6 percent in 1988, down from 
5.9 percent in 1987, MESC Com­
munications Representative Norm 
Isotalosaid. 

Novi had a labor force of 13,858 for 
the year, up from 13,805. The number 

: of unemployed dropped from 800 to 
; 775. 

The figures are averages of mon-
: thly estimates from the MESC, 
Isotalo said. 

In comparison, Northville 
Township saw an average rate of 2.9 

• percent for 1988, Isotalo said. That 
compares to 3.0 percent in 1987. The 
estimated size of the workforce in the 
township was 6,050 (up from 6,028) — 
but the number of unemployed was 
down, from 183 to 175. The number of

Oakland County's rate was 6.3 per­

employed and 36,200 unemployed. 
Wayne County had a labor force of 
1,020,675, with 934,275 employed and 
86,400 unemployed. 
. The local figures were among the 
lowest for individual communities. 
The low end In Oakland County in­
cluded Huntington Woods, 2.3 per­
cent; Bloomfield Hills, 2.5; Pleasant 
Ridge, 2.7; Bloomfield Township, 
2.8; Birmingham, 3.0; and Orchard 
Lake Village, 5.1 percent. The 
highest figures in Oakland County 
were recorded by Royal Oak 
Township at 15.3 percent and Pontiac 
at 13 percent.

: The old adage about having to 
• "have experience to get experience" 
really strikes a nerve with young 
career-minded individuals, trying to 

Iget a little job know-how under their 
: belts. 

But students at Novi High School 
have found one way to combat the 

^problem — volunteerism. 
' The high school's volunteer pro-
: gram places about 25 students each 
• year in jobs working with teachers, 
senior citizens and the like. Some 

.students this year are even working 
at The Novi News and the Novi Fire 

'.Department. 
What they are all getting is insight 

into career opportunities, according 
to Ron Wixom, vocational counselor 
and coordinator of the volunteer pro­
gram. 

; "Kids can tailor their programs to 
themselves," he said, adding that 
:there are other reasons for becoming 
:a volunteer besides having the work 
experience look good on a resume. 

"It's boosting confidence," he said. 
"Kids don't realize what it takes to 
file books on shelves. Pretty soon 
they find out, 'Hey, I can handle 
some stuff and do fit in. '" 

If a student completes 100 hours of 
volunteering in a school year, he or 
she earns half a credit in social 
studies, said Wixom. Still other 
Volunteers are participating as a re­
quirement for membership in the Na­
tional Honor Societj> (NHS), he said. 

"Some (students) come just 
because they want to help people," 
Wixom added. 

Sophomore Brian Murphy seems to 
be one of those students. 

Although Murphy attained his goal 
of working 40 hours in the school's 
volunteer program, he said he wants 
to continue working as an assistant to 
Novi Fire Marshall Bill Conn. 

Brian's help with office records 
"has kept everything current," com­
mented Conn, who had nothing but 
compliments for Murphy's work. 

"I wanted to do something in­
teresting," Murphy said, explaining 
his decision to volunteer with the fire 

department. He said it was a toss up 
between the fire and police depart­
ments, because both places "have a 
lot going on." 

So far Murphy has accompanied 
Conn on business inspections under 
the new Hazzardous Chemicals or­
dinance and reorganized paperwork 
for the department's Fire Prevention 
Division. 

Murphy said the experience he is 
gaining will someday tie hi with a 
planned career in aeronautics. He 
said he'll either attend the Air Force 
Academy or Michigan Technological 
University and become an Air Force 
or commercial pilot. 

For now, though, he is masterhig 
the fine art of filhlg the department's 
paperwork while continuing to be ex­
posed to the goings on of the real 
working wortd. Murphy may have to 
cut back on his hoiu-s soon, however, 
because of the impending track 
season. 

Another student, Sandy MUler, an 
eleventh grader, has also put more 
time into her volunteering than is re­

quired for any program. She has sur­
passed the 200-hour mark as a day 
care instructor at the Novi-Northville 
Montessori Center. 

Like Murphy, this is also Miller's 
first year as a volunteer. She said she 
and Wixom worked out an opportuni­
ty for her to get some experience 
teaching younger children — a 
career path she may develop in the 
future, she said. 

"I like working with kids. Here it's 
not just babysitting; they learn." 

Miller can be responsible for up to 
as many as 12 children at a time, all 
between the ages of 2^k and 5 years. 
She is so enthusiastic about the work, 
that she is arranging a permanent 
position with the center at least 
through the summer. 

Her supervisor, Getha Rao, in­
sisted she will hire Miller the minute 
the word comes down from the state 
social services department, which 
currently allows only those 18 or 
older to be employed in such posi­
tions. 

Next year Miller said she will 
definitely volunteer again, maybe 
even at one of the district's elemen­
tary schools, so as to be exposed to 
older children. 

Miller said she doesn't mind work­
ing for no pay, saying there are 
others methods of compensation. 

"I feel like they've (day care 
students) learned something. And 
when they've learned somethmg, I 
have too," she said.

"The average market price has rised from $67,700 in 1987 to $72,500 in 
1988," said Beren. The figures are based on 2,000 residential home sales over 
the past two years. 

"There's a demand for homes throughout the community with every 
neighborhood either maintaining 0r increasing in value," Beren said. "Peo­
ple are interested in settling here because of the great location and excellent 
services." 

B l o o m f l e l d a s s e s s m e n t s r i s e : Property assessments in 
West Bloomfield Township will rise 5-8 percent this year, but are expected to 
rise 17 percent in other Birmingham-Bloomfield area communities. 

The average price of a home in West Bloomfield has gone from $165,000 to 
$175,000 according to township assessor Robert Brandmeir. 

While West Bloomfield residents are looking at a single-digit percentage 
increase in property assessments, residents in Birmingham, Bloomfield 
Hills, Bloomfield Township and the Southfield Township villages of Beverly 
Hills, Bingham Farms and Frankin will see double digit increases in the 15-
18percent range. 

Novi residents are facing a 16 percent increase in their assessments this 
year. 

L a w s a b o u t l a w n s : Beginning this spring, Birmingham 
residents Will be required by ordinance to put grass clippings, leaves and 
shredded twigs into specially-marked containers or biodegradable bags. 

The bags will be picked up separately by the city's trash collectors and 
taken to the South Oakland County landfill in Rochester Hills to be com­
posted. 

Darrell Middlewood, director of the Birmingham Public Services Depart­
ment, said the idea is to recycle the yard materials into a useable garden 
product as a first step reward a major change in waste disposal habits. 

The new ordinance. Which went into effect Jan. l , also allows Birmingham 
residents to compost grass, leaves and shredded twigs on their own property 
as long as the accumulation does not exceed l25 cubic feet and does "not 
emit odors offensive to a person of ordinary sensibilities." Composting at 
home has been illegal in Birmingham. 

It is unsure what will happen to 
developer Lee Walter's plans to 
develop a convenience shopping 
center at the Ten Mile/Beck Road in­
tersection following the Novi City 
Council's decision Monday to repeal 
a rezoning that was originally 
enacted in November. 

Preliminary site plan approval for 
the coiivenience center also failed 
before the planning commission on a 
4-4 vote last week. 

Walter has planned a large grocery 
store and convenience center at the 
northeast corner of Ten Mile and 
Beck Road. After a substantial 
amount of citizen complaints and a 
petition drive, the council overturned 
its original zoning decision Monday 
night in a 5-2 vote. 

The land will now go back to its 
original zoning classification - three 
acres of commercial and seven acres 
of residential. The council had 
originally rezoned all lO acres to a 
commercial designation, paving the 
way for Walter's development.

Approval failed from a 4-4 vote. 

with commissioners Judy Johnson, 
Ed Kramer, Kathy McLallen and 
Enrico Digirolamo dissenting. Com­
missioner Gary Phillips was absent. 

A decision was made to table the 
request for further information, as 
the dissenting commissioners felt the 
proposal was "incomplete." Au­
dience members had earlier claimed 
that the site plan submitted was only 
partial - particularly regarding the 
omission of a gas station tentatively 
planned to go on the site. 

"We believe that the developer left 
off the gas station because he 
wouldn't have to have a public hear­
ing," said resident Jerry Harris, who 
told the commission the plans were 
"hastily put together." 

Construction of a gas station re­
quires a .special land use approval by 
the commission, and therefore man­
dates a public hearing. 

Planning Commission Chairman 
Charles Kureth said he was not con­
vinced that the reasons the dissen­
ting commissioners were giving for 
denying approval were valid. He call­
ed the issues "picky" and said com­
missioners should "treat this plan 
like we do anything else." 

Dissenting commi.ssioners com­
plained of a lack of signage, other 
drawings and woodlands informa­
tion, even though the developer was 
not seeking a woodlands permit at 
the time. 

"We usually allow this to be taken 
care of at final site plan," Kureth 
said.

Novi parents got a first-hand look 
at a new Video about AIDS last week. 
The video program is scheduled to be 
viewed by seventh graders beginning 
next year. 

The film, which was produced by 
the state Department of Education, 
was approved along with a special 
AIDS (Acquired Immune Defeciency 
Syndrome) unit for the district's 
seventh grade health class. 

Approval came from the Novi 
Board of Education Feb. 2, after it 
held a special showing of the 20-
minute film titled, "AIDS - Taking 
Action." 

The film is narrated by actor David 
Shelley and is geared toward 
students of middle school level. In the 
first part, Shelley and three middle 
school student/actors dispel myths 
about AIDS. 

The actors reiterate that one can't 
catch AIDS through sneezes or 
donating blood, and that not only 
homosexuals get the disease. 

The student actors go on to say that 
their involvement in the film stemm­
ed from an incident that happend in 

their school, where a classmate died 
of AIDS. 

"If we had known about AIDS 
before, we Would have been nicer to 
our classmate" instead of acting 
scared, one student actor said in the 
video. 

The film gives a general overview 
of the human immune system, ex­
plaining the effect the AIDS virus has 
on it. Different levels of the virus are 
also explained. 

In the video it is stated that 2 
million people in the U.S. and Canada 
are infected with the HIV (AIDS) 
virus and don't know it, because they 
look fine and feel fine. "They might 
not ever get sick, but they can give it 
to people just the same," warns Shel­
ly-

Shelly also says the incubation 
period for AIDS is lO years. 

AIDS is an infectious disease 
transmitted through blood and other 
body fluids that gradually wears 
down the immune system. AIDS vic­
tims die from any of a number of 
other ailments which their immune 
systems cannot conquer. At the pre­
sent time no cure for the disease is 
known.

Acknowledging the sensitivity of 
the subject. Shelly tells the audience 
that he will be talking about ttlings 
that might be "embarrassing." He 
then adds, "But it has to be talked 
about." 

Shelly tells the audience that there 
are only three ways to get AIDS: 
through infected blood, semen and 
vaginal secretions, and that mothers 
can sometimes pass it on to their 
newborn babies. 

The way to avoid contracting the 
disease, he explains, is to stay away 
from high risk behavior such as shar­
ing contaminated needles used for in­
jecting drugs, and having multiple 
sex partners. "Just because they do 

it in the movies doesn't mean it's 
cool. 

Then Shelley says, "I'm gonna be 
straight with you. Anything you do to 
have contact with blood, semen or 
vaginal secretions puts you at risk." 

He stresses abstinence, imploring 
his audience not to cave into peer 
pressure. But he also says that using 
condoms is the best prevention for so­
meone who is sexually active. "But 
there is no 100 percent guarantee," 
he adds. 

"You won't get it from kissing, "he 
says, while all the film's actors tell 
those watching that "It's okay to 
have someone with AIDS in your 
class."

find a replacement for Falls. "I hate 
to see him leave, but I feel good about 
it. He (Falls) is ready to move on," 
admitted Nanas, who said he will 
soon begin the task of training so­
meone else for such a position. 

Official posting of Falls' position 
and the subsequent interviewing pro­
cess will probably take place before 
summer, said Superintendent Robert 

Piwko. 
Falls, who has been with the Novi 

Community School District l9 years, 
said he had know about the position 
for several weeks. The school board 
confirmed and approved both ap­
pointments during its last meeting in 
January.

The owner of Novi's historical Yerkes House has one 
more year to finalize plans for the home's reconstruction 
into an office building, including the addition of con-

-: dominiums on the same site. 
The house is located on Eight Mile between Novi and 

Meadowbrook roads. 
Farmington Hills developer Max Elbaz, who has own­

ed the home for two years, received a one-year extension 
on site plan approval from the Novi Planning Commis­
sion for the project. 

Elbaz, who is president of Elbaz Construction Com­
pany, Inc., originally received preliminary site plan ap­
proval in 6ct. 1987. 

The Yerkes house was built around 1870 by Joseph 
Yerkes, Whose father was one of Novi's original settlers. 
The 1.46-acre site is designated on state and federal 
historical registers. City officials feel it is important to 
preserve the house, since Novi is without an official 
historical district like other communities. 

"We are now working on financing," said Elbaz, refer­
ring to his partner Pat Hann of the same company. He 
said they are still trying to convince a lender that the 
concept of having both condominiums and a commercial 
office on the same site is feasible. 

Elbaz admits that even he was skeptical of the idea at 
finst, but said he became very confident after drawing 
up plans for the project. "We would like to see the pro­
ject happen in the City of Novi," 

That concern was also shared by planners in 1987 prior 
to the original approval of Elbaz's plans. Commis­
sioners were concerned that the structure's historical 

designation be maintained and the architectual style be 
preserved. 

At that time Commissioner Kathy McLallen said she 
was having "great difficulty" picturing condos adjacent 
to the Yerkes house and urged that as many of the trees 
surrounding the home be preserved as possible. 

Elbaz's plans included keeping several historical trees 
on the site. 

Building the eight-unit attatched condominiunls is 
necessary "to make it financially feasable," said Elbaz, 
who said the condominium units would be constructed on 
property behind the historic Yerkes house, far back 
from the Eight Mile frontage. 

If plans can be finalized and approved with in the next 
few months — as Elbaz said he hoped - construction 
could start as early as this summer, he said. 

At this time Elbaz said he isn't sure of the number of 
offices the renovated Yerkes house will contain. That 
will depend on the number of parties wishing to lease 
space there. 

He reported that he already has received calls from 
real estate offices, an attorney and an insurance agent 
about the possibility of leasing space in the house. 

"From the reaction so far, there will be no problem 
getting tenants," he said. The two-story house will con­
tain 48,000 square feet of office space under the current 
plan. 

If the commission doesn't give final approval for the 
condominiums, Elbaz said he would seek some kind of 
alternative. 

But, he added: "From what I'm seeing now there: 
shouldn't be any objections."

Novl in 1970. He became chairman of 
the high school science department 
in 1974 and remained in the position 
for nine years. He became assistant 
principal at Novi Meadows in 1983, 
and has since served as temporary 
principal at Orchard Hills Elemen­
tary. 

He is also currently an instructor 
for science education at the Universi­
ty of Michigan - the school from 
which he received his Ph.D. in educa­
tion. 

"I'm looking forward to it, and am 
elated to stay in Novi," Falls said. He 
doesn't feel the move will be a major 
change in one respect, and that is the 
age of the children he will be working 
With.

Imrick, who also expressed an In­
terest when his new job was posted, 
said he's "ready for the challenge" of 
a new school. 

Imrick spent eight years as prin­
cipal of Orchard Hills Elementary 
and three at Novi Meadows. Before 
that he was principal at two other 
.schools in the Grosse Pointe area and 
taught at the University of Michigan 
and the University of Detroit. 

Imrick will have to begin the task 
of choosing teachers and others to 

staff his school. But that process 
won't start until the district knows 
exactly how many student? the 
150,000 square foot building will 
house. 

The school, which is the largest of 
all the district's elementaries, will be 
K-4. 

No name has yet been given to the 
school, said Imrick, who admitted it 
probably won't be named after a per­
son. "That can be a hassel with peo­
ple not agreeing." 

In keeping with the other schools in 
the Novi district, "the board has 
decided to stay away from naming 
them after specific Individuals," he 
added.

In that pro­
cess, natural materials such as grass 
clippings, leaves, unused greens, 
etc., are stacked in a controlled pile 
and allowed to decompose into a fine 
humus-style material. 

"Obviously, there are areas where 
this is going to work well and others 
where, for aesthetic reasons, it pro­
bably won't," Quinn said. 

He said some ordinance revisions 
may have to be made and some 
guidelines established to allow con­
trolled backyard composting. The 
programs would be voluntary, he 
said. 

City officials have also been work­
ing towards a citywide garbage col­
lection program, even though it has 
been rejected by voters in the past. 

Last week city officials began sen­
ding out notices to homeowners' 
associations asking for "escape" 
clauses in current trash disposal con­
tracts. Changes in slate and federal 
law could soon require trash disposal 
to be done in-county. Some Novi 

waste is currently being disposed of 
in other counties by private contrac-
tors. 

"We're looking for something that 
will excuse the contractor from per-
formace on their contract when 
citywide collection is required," 
Quinn said. 

Oakland County communities are 
currently working under an exten­
sion of a state law that required 
intra-county waste disposal. 

The last proposal currently being 
worked on is a requirement that the 
city purchase only recycled paper 
products. It will get a cost analysis 
and be presented during budget time 
this spring. 

"If it's not totally out of line, I think 
it's a good step forward," Quinn said. 
"We're going to take a look at the 
costs during budget time." 

Novi is currently a member of a 
six-comnnunity splinter group called 
the Southwest Oakland Solid Waste 
Consortium (SOCSWC), which is at-
tempting to come up with its own 
plan of action on solid waste. Novi is 
the only community in that group 
that does not have a contractor 
handling waste citywide. 

SOCSWC members communities 
are also monitoring the county solid 
waste plans. 

It is commonly accepted that about 
70-75 percent of household wastes 
currently going into landfills can be 
recycled or reclaimed.

One more fast-food restaurant -
- Burger King - moved a step closer 
to setting up shop in Novi after 
receiving preliminary site plan ap-

, proval from the Novi Planning Com­
mission. 

The restaurant is proposed for 
development on the south side of 
Grand River, immediately east oMhe 
Pheasant Run Plaza near Haggerty 

. Road. 
The planning commisison granted 

a conditional preliminary approval 
for the restaurant. Plans for the 
development Were submitted last 
year. 

Commissioners disciissed concerns 
about traffic flow because the area is 
already heavily traveled. 

A December traffic study showed 
the restaurant would generate l,654 
average daily trips — l32 trips during 
morning peak hours and 69 dtlrlng 
evening peak hours. According to the 
report, the peak hour for traffic at 
the restaurant Would occur near noon 

and, therefore. Would not coincide 
with the peak hour of adjacent street 
traffic. 

It probably would generate 178 
trips during mid-day peak hour, the 
report added. 

The proposed restaurant will not 
have an outside eating area.

0 Providing a by-pass lane adja­
cent to drive-up windows. 

• Adding a "No Trucks" sign to 
be posted before the drive-thru lane. 

Planners approved the site plan 
contingent upon Planning Consultant 
Brandon Rogers's recommenda-
tions, which include having the 
restaurant's signs comply with 
Novi's sign ordinance,and revising 
final site plans to include accesis inio 
Pheasant Run Plaza, which would 
eliminate five parking spaces in the 
shopping center.

"quickly" and that other nearby 

municipalities weren't consulted, 
such as the City of Northville. 

Although they didn't approve the 
code, commissions did reaffirm their 
commitment to the state's Open 
Meetings Act, upon suggestion from 
Commissioner Ernie Aruffo. 

Said Commissioner Enrico 
Digirolamo: "We all have our own 
ethics, and the city council (which 
appointed the planners) believes in 
our code of conduct."

"Frankly I don't think there's any 
liability here," said Pollard. "It's a 
terrible thing to happen, but the fact 
that it happened under the cir­
cumstances it did . . . the school 
district - I don't think - is accoun­
table for it." 

He said the district has until March 
2 to respond to the charges and he 
does not expect a counter claim by 
the district. 

Specifically the suit claims school 
officials were negligent for failing to 
remove Pelfrey from his position 
after being notified that Pelfrey had 
made sexual advances toward the 
'girl. The suit says Pelfrey made sex­
ual advances toward her twice and. 
sexually assaulted her twice. All in­
cidents allegedly occurred from 
September through October 1987. 
'3iA statement signed by Somers in 
October 1987 says the girl told her 
(Somers) that she and Pelfrey had a 
romantic encounter, short of inter­
course in the school's weight room. 
Somers said that she, in turn, notified 
Anderson of the situation but that 
nothing was done to remove Pelfrey 
as coach. Pelfrey was arrested not 
quite two months after the alleged 
conversation between Somers and 
the girl. 

"We can't find anything that will 
substantiate that (the giri had in­
formed officials)," countered 
Pollard. "We're not aware that 
anyone else other than Pelfrey had 
knowledge that this was happening." 

The suit also claims the district is 
negligent for not thoroughly checking 
Pelfrey's background. A state prison 
record indicates Pelfrey Was ar­
rested for simple larceny in Farm­
ington Hills just two weeks before he 
was retained by the district in early 
September 1987. The charges were 
later dismissed, though he was 
assessed $65 in court costs. 

When contacted Monday, the 
woman's attorney Ronald DeNardis 
refused comment. He said he also 
has advised both the mother and 
daughter not to talk to the media. Ap­
parently the family has since moved 
from Novi but still resides in the 
state. DeNardis would not disclose 
their whereabouts. 

DeNardis and attorney Gregory 
Muller of the Detroit firm of Feikens, 
Foster, Vandermale, DeNardis and 
Muller are representing the woman. 

Pollard said there-is a chance the 
case could get dismissed by Wayne 
County Circuit Court Judge Michael 
J. Connor for failure to withstand a 
state "governmental immunity" 
statute. 

He said the statute says govern­
mental entities — such as school 
districts - are immune from torte 
liability except in rare cir­
cumstances. Such exceptions could 
involve an accident with a school bus 
or public building, but rarely do ŝ it 
allow for the prosecution of such a 
case as this, he said. 

Individuals working for such 
governmental entities are also pro­
tected under this statute, added 
Pollard, due to recent stale 
legislative changes. 

If the case goes to trial - providing 
the parties would not settle out of 
court (a possibility which Pollard did 
tlbt elaborate on), the district's case 
would probably fociis on proving the 
giri was a willing participant in the 
sexual acts, said Pollard. Pelfrey has 
claimed in court records that she was 
a willing participant. 

For purposes of criminal law, he 
explained, courts infer that a female 
under IB years of age cannot give her 
consent to sexual Intercourse. "But 
that doesn't apply in a civil action," 
such as in this case, he said. 

Pollard said, however, that so far 
he is not aware of any similar civil 
suit which fa i l^ on that basis. He 
also added that Pelfrey's previous 

conviction on the sex charge cannot 
be entered into court as evidence. 

Pollard said he and another at­
torney are investigating leads that 
might prove the giri was a willing 
participant. That search includes ob­
taining correspondence supposedly 
written by the girl to Pelfrey's step 
sister, which might shed light on the 
nature of the sexual encounters. 

Pollard said his office "had heard 
about" the letters, which Pelfrey's 
mother, Patricia Rowlands of Novl, 
claims to have possession of, and is 
continuing to investigate the matter. 

Any repercussions from this case 
will have no effect on Pelfrey's cur-
rent situation, said Pollard. The at-
tomey admitted that under similar 
charges, he has seen several of-
fenders get off with much lighter 
sentences. The soonest Pelfrey will 
be eligible for parole is Sept. 15,1989, 
according to a Miclligan Department 
of Corrections official. 

At the same time the school district 
answers the filed charges, said 
Pollard, It may request a change of 
venue. He said the district may ask to 
have the case moved to Oakland 
County Circuit Court, where the 
litigation could be expedited, 
although that would not be a reason 
for the judge to grant it.

A former Novi High School 
volunteer diving coach is serving 
lime in Ionia Maximum Prison 
after being convicted last year of 
criminal sexual conduct involving a 
15-year-old female student. 

Timothy McCoy Pelfrey, 24, ad­
mitted to having sexual relations 
with the sophomore swim team 
member in the fall of 1987, court 
records Indicate. 

The incidents look place in a Novi 
High School weight room and in 
Pelfrey's van, according lo police 
reports. 

The Novi Community School 
District, Superintendent Robert 
Piwko, Pelfrey and several other 
defendants were sued for between 
$400,000 and il million last month 
by the mother of the victim, who 
has since moved to another district. 
(See related story.) 

Court records indicate that 
Pelfrey pleaded guilty Feb. 4,1988, 
in Oakland County Circuit Court lo 
a count of criminal sexual conduct, 
third degree. He was sentenced to 
two to 15 years in prison by Circuit 
Judge Alice Gilbert. 

TIMOTHY PELFREY 

Pelfrey was taken into custody in 
November 1987 by Novi police when 
he admitted the offenses after fail­
ing a polygraph test, according to 
police reports. Novi Police did not 
release details of Pelfrey's arrest at 
that lime. Information was only 
released after the lawsuit was filed 
in Wayne County Circuit Court Jan. 
13. 

Novi Superintendent Robert 

Piwko refused to discuss Pelfrey or 
the case. Athletic Director John 
Fundukian, who was hired after the 
incident took place, also declined 
comment. 

Pelfrey, an accomplished diver, 
volunteered lo help the swim team 
in 1987. He would hold practice ses­
sions three times a week in the ear­
ly morning before classes at the 
high school. During one of the prac­
tice sessions, he admitted to going 
lo a weight room wilh the girl and 
having sexual relations with her. 

Several weeks later - Oct. 5,1987 
— Pelfrey admitted in a statement 
lo police that he drove the girl to a 
remote Lyon Township area and 
had sexual relations with her before 
classes that day. 

In an interview with Novi Police 
Oct. 13, Pelfrey first denied both in­
cidents. But after failing a 
polygraph test on Nov. 2 - a test 
conducted by Michigan State Police 
— he reportedly admitted both of­
fenses, saying she was a willing 
particpant, according lo police 
reports. 

Attorneys for the victim refused 
comment and said the victim and 
her family Were also refusing lo 
comment on the case. The name of 
the victim and her family are being 

withheld by the Novi News. 
Pelfrey graduated from Garden 

Cily West High School in 1982. He 
had been a competitive diver since 
the seventh grade, finishing 13th in 
the slate in 1980. 

He enlisted in the U.S. Army in 
1982, but received a General 
Discharge under honorable condi­
tions due to unsatisfactory per­
formance one year later, according 
to a state Department of Correc­
tions pre-sentence report. 

He worked at various occupations 
for the last several years, the report 
said. 

Pelfrey had only one other brush 
wilh the law and it occurred near 
the time he volunteered to help with, 
the Novi swim team. Records in-' 
dicate he was arrested tor a simple 
larceny by the Farmington Hills 
Police August 19, l987, and assessed 
$65 in fines and court costs at the 
47th District Court in Farmington 
when his plea Was take under ad­
visement, 

The charges Were later dropped, 
a court clerjc said. 

Pelfrey had faced a maximum of 
15 years in prison, under a provision 
of state law that forbids sexual con­
tact Wilh minors over the age of 13 
but under l6 years of age. 

P o l i c e s a y e v e n t s w e r e n ' t c o n c e a l e d

Novi Police said they had no con­
tact with school district officials 
before deciding to withhold informa­
tion about a pair of 1987 sexual in­
cidents involving a Novi High School 
volunteer coach and a 15-year-old 
female student. 

Police Captain Richard Faulkner 
said the reports of the incidents were 
withheld fr<)m the media due to the 
nature of the offenses. 

"Primarily because il involved a 
juvenile and we make every effort to 
protect young people and their 
families from incidents such as this," 
Faulkner said Tuesday. 

"The only time we do that is under 
these types of situations . . . we're 
subject to do it again," he said.

When asked if there was any con­
tact between the school district and 
police to withhold the information 
Faulker said: "Heavens no. The 
schools and Novi (police) never com­
municated on that issue al all." 

Faulkner said information would 
have been released if the news media 
would have inquired about it. 

Novi Schools Superintendent 

Robert Piwko declined comment. 
Novi Schools, Piwko, former 

volunteer diving coach Timothy 
Pelfrey and several other defendants 
are currently being sued in Wayne 
County Circuit Court in connection 
wilh the incidents. The family of the 
l5-year-old victim, who now reside in 
another district, is suing for between 
$400,000 and $l million. 

Pelfrey admitted to having sex 

with the girl — a sophomore swim 
team member — on two different oc­
casions in late 1987, but called her-a 
willing participant. ' 

Attorneys for the family of the vic­
tim said they were declining com­
ment on the case. 

Pelfrey is currently serving a 2 to 
15 year sentence in Ionia Maximum 
prison. 

Records indicate Pelfrey waived 
his preliminary examination in 52tid 
District Court on Dec. 2,1987 and was 
bound over for trial in Circuit Court. 
He pleaded guilty lo the offenses 
before Judge Alice Gilbert on Feb. 4, 
1988 and was sentenced to serve time 
for the crimes. 

The lawsuit makes several other 
allegations about Pelfrey's conduct 
- allegations Which are likely to be 
challenged in Wayne County civil 
case, school district officials said. 

M o t h e r o f f o r m e r c o a c h s t i l l b i t t e r

The mother of past Novi High 
School volunteer diving coach 
Timothy McCoy Pelfrey is bitter 
about the way her son's case was 
handled. 

Trisha Rowlands, Pelfrey's 
mother, said this week that she feels 
the two to 15 year sentence given to 
her son was too harsh. 

Pelfrey is currently serving two to 

15 years in Ionia Maximum prison for 
having sexual relations in 1987 with a 
15-year-old member of the swim 
team. Pelfrey admitted having sex 
with the girl, court records indicate. 

"1 actually felt sorry for this giri," 
Rowlands said. £ 

Pelfrey changed his story after 
first denying both incidents in an Oct. 
13, 1987 interview with Novi Police 
detective Al Rasmussen, according 
to police reports. He failed a 
polygraph examination Nov. 2,1987, 
then began recounting two incidents. 

according to the reports. 
Both the victim's account and 

Pelfrey's account given to police said 
the incidents occurred in a Novi High 
School weight room and Pelfrey's 
van in the fall of 1987. 

Pelfrey pleaded guilty a count of 
criminal sexual conduct in Oakland 
County Circuit court in February, 
1988, and received the two to 15 year 
sentence. 

The attorney for the victim's fami­
ly declined comment. 

Rowlands said Pelfrey pleaded 

guilty because "he felt guilty." She 
said they expected some jail time 
and some probation, but not two 
years in a prison like Ionia. ' 

"As a mother, I feel bad. The im­
pact that this has had on our family, 
the pain il has caused and is still 
causing . . . , " she said. "We love 
him, we'll stand by him, and weMl 
continue lo stand by him." 

Pelfrey would be eligible for parole 
in September, Department of Correc­
tions officials said. 
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Mayor Matthew Quinn is talking 
some flak for his decision to endorse, 
at an early date, the proposed half-
mill millage increase for Parks and 
Reci'eation. 

ln a "News interview" in this 
paper several weeks ago, Quinn said ftrtwornitiAnf 
he supported an extra half-mill for l a O V e r n m e n t 
parks and recreation. That money 
would be used to expand existing pro­
grams and acquire additional land for 
parks. 

He also spelled out several other 
goals for 1989 and the future — goals 
that wi l l ult imately take some tough 
choices when they come up for final 
review. They include: more money 
for roads, unified refuse collection, 
and more attention to city-based 
recycling programs. 

Quinn, after only a little more 
than a year in office, has developed a 
relatively deep command of the 
issues that face the city. He ar­
ticulately laid out the major areas of 
concern, as was evidenced in the 
"News Interview" we did in mid-
January. 

Whether or not you agree with his 
decision to endorse the half-mill 
parks question, we applaud the 
mayor for taking what amounts to a 
very gutty stand. He made his feel­
ings known just days before residents 
would be hit again with word of 
spiraling property assessments. And 
endorsing a tax question is never a 
popular item. 

We think i t 's inappropriate to 
criticize the mayor for stepping for­
ward to take a stand. It doesn't make 
a whole lot of sense; he's at least put 
an agenda on the table. The function 
of that should be to spark well-

intentioned and thoughtful debate on 
the issue among residents. 

There are compelling reasons to 
support the millage hike or bond issue 
to finance parkland acquisition. Novi 
is approximately one-third developed 
and parkland wil l continue to get 
more expensive to purchase by the 
day. Should it be bought with 1989 
dollars? That 's a major concern, a 
question Novi voters w i l l probably 
decide. 

On the other hand, with no relief 
in sight for increasing assessments, 
and trouble in other areas — like 
roads, park needs can pale in com­
parison quickly. A tough cal l . 

The bottom line is that i f 
residents disagree wi th Quinn, it 's 
certainly their prerogative. They 
have every right to go to the polls and 
vote i t down when the issue comes up, 
or even organize a committee to push 
for defeat of the millage question. 

But at a t ime in our country when 
leadership o t any k ind i s d a m scarce,, 
advocating a po^lfion %tnd putting it 
out there to fend for itself should not 
be discouraged by any means. The 
mayor is to be comniended for in­
fo rming residents of what he 
perceives the city's needs to be and 
providing leadership on possible solu­
tions to meet those needs. 

' Q u i e t l y e f f e c t i v e ' 

One of Novi ' s newer residents 
was asked recently what she thought 
about the city. 

The woman, who resides in the 
Yorkshire subdivision, thought a 
minute and then replied, "The 
schools are good and the people are 
nice, but the thing that impresses me 
most is how quickly they get the snow 
off the streets." 

T h e p e r s o n who p r o b a b l y 
deserves more credit for that than 
anyone else is Bob Shaw, who served 
10 years as director of the city's 
Publ ic Services Department. Shaw 
retired last week and walked out of c i ­
ty hal l Fr iday afternoon after being 
feted at a small retirement party by a 
group of friends and city employees. 

Shaw began his career with the 
city i n 1973. He was the personal 
choice of City Manager E d w a r d 
Kr iewa l l who had admired the quality 
of his work in neighboring cities. 
Shaw's first stint with the ci ty was a 
short one. He admitted privately that 

he was concerned about the uncer­
tainty of the city's pol i t ical climate, 
but left quietly without creating a st ir 
to accept a s imi la r position with the 
Ci ty of Farmington H i l l s . 

Kr iewal l lured him back to Novi 
when the position of P u b l i c Services 
Director was created, and Shaw re­
mained up until his retirement last 
week. 

During the years that Shaw has 
served as director of public services, 
the city's population has almost t r ipl ­
ed with a more than corresponding in­
crease in the demand for city ser­
vices. He handled it a l l , i n addition to 
getting the "snow off the streets" i n a 
t imely manner. 

Before leaving city hall for the 
last time last week, Shaw said he 
would like to be remembered as a 
"quietly effective, competent ad­
ministrator." 

He was indeed that. 

D o n ' t d r i v e o n i c e 

We're not exact ly sure what 
motivates people to drive their cars 
on frozen lakes, but it certainly is a 
disturbing trait. 

We know this for sure: every 
year, the Department of Natural 
Resources ( D N R ) , and state and 
local police agencies warn people not 
to do it. But every year they do it, 
either to shorten the trip between 
their ice shanty and the shore or just 
for the purpose of p l a i n joy r iding. 

Over the last month, there have 
been s e v e r a l i n c i d e n t s w h e r e 
motorists have gone through the ice 
on Walled Lake , causing persoQal in­
jury and doing substantial damage to 
their vehicles. 

We find i t disturbing that m-
surance companies actually settle 
with these types of people, as long as 
they have the proper k ind of in­
surance. Police, fire and emergency 
medical services also must respond 
to the incidents, and We a l l know wel l 
who pays for that. 

With a l l the unfortunate, t ruly 
unavoidable accidents happening 
every day, al l the human misfortune, 
its hard to be compassionate for these; 
people who take such a confounding 
risk. 

Most of a l l , i t 's difficult to accept 
subsidizing s tupidi i^ . ^ 

A n a r e a o f i n - b e t w e e n e r s 

We're iil-betweeners. 

We're the people caught 
living in two different cities. 
People stuck with one leg in 
Northville and one arm in 
Novi. Or more accurately, peo­
ple with kids in Northville 
schools and a tax bill from 
Novi. Our address says Nor­
thville; our tax assessment 
says Novi. In-betweeners. 

There must have been a 
simpler time when your address determined where you 
lived. Growing up I had it easy. Detroit was on nly mail­
ing address, and it was where I lived. Later when my 
parents moved to Novi and I was living away from 
home, things were a little more complex. "Where are 
you from," someone would ask. "Novi ," I would reply. 
In Maine or Chicago the answer would be followed by a 
dull stare from the questioner. "Uh, that's a suburb 
near Detroit - in Michigan," I would follow-up. 

But now I live in Northville. I think. My address is 
definitely in Northville. But when I look on a map my 
house lies just inches over the rather unevenly set 
border ~ in the City of Novi. 

The topic of in-betweeners has come up often 
around here. When we write stories for the Northville 
Record we like to cover Northville first, and surroun-
dinjg communities of interest, second. Which is all well 
and good if you live in Northville. But what if your ad­
dress is Northville and when you call the police it is the 
Novi P.O. that shows up at the door? Does crime in Novi 
become a pretty interesting subject for you to read 
about? Probably. 

But if your address reads Northville your children 
go to Northville schools and that means you want to 
know what is going on with that school board, not 
Novi's. See, it gets complicated. 

And what about community organizations? If I vote 
in the Novi City mayoral election I probably care a lot 
about what is happening with that city government. But 
if I shop primarily in downtown Northville and ride my 

bike in Northville Township, I care a lot about develop­
ment and business news in Northville, as well as new or­
dinances that might affect that area. Basically as a 
reader I want to know only what affects my life and 
those that I care about. I'm picky. But I'm also lucky. I 
have easy access to two newspapers. 

This whole thing came to a head recently when I 
was having lunch at my church. Church of the Holy 
Cross Episcopal is in Novi. Like many things, church 
affiliations cross over many community lines. 1 sat at a 
table with people from South Lyon and Northville. 

Someone asked me where I lived. I said Northville. 
Then I said Novi. Then I said I wasn't sure. I asked 
them what they meant. Pretty soon the questioner turn­
ed away and started talking to someone who could 
answer a simple question. The issue is getting com­
plicated. 

Ties to a community can be measured in so many 
ways beyond mere addresses. The schools your 
children attend. The place you go to worship. Your 
favorite walk after dinner. Where your kids play 
baseball, where you shop, go to the doctor and get your 
car fixed. 

When I first started working at the newspaper my 
beat was Novi. I remember one of my first stories was 
in a subdivision off Novi Road, directly south of Nine 
Mile. I talked to a group of residents about a vacant sec­
tion of trees that they felt were doomed to development, 
despite their affection and constant use of the area. The 
article ran soon after in the Novi News. I received a call 
some time later from one of the residents wondering 
where the article was. Although I knew that the subdivi­
sion was in Novi, she knew that her address was in Nor­
thville, that her children attended Northville schools 
and that she went to a Northville church. She had a 
subscription to the Northville Record and — in her eyes 
— the story had never run. 

I don't know what the answer is in terms of 
newspaper coverage, nor in terms of what city I should 
officially call home. For now I' l l turn to yet another pro­
blem: Which county do I buy a dog license in? I live in 
Oakland, but I walk my mutt in Wayne. In-between 
again.

In my opinion there is ilo need for 

the mayor, the city manager or the 
chairman of the planning commis-
sion to fly to another city to be ap­
praised of plans for restaurants or 
Whatever.

In modern times this old saw has 
been clarified by more precise rules, 
but common sense Is still required.

Clearly our Novi officials have not 
done this. I do not suggest anything 
crooked actually took place.

Developers, however, are always 
looking for an edge, and for the city 
officials to represent the city (read 
the people who live In the city) they 
must be properly distanced from the 
developers.

When planning officials 
are let in on details of jobs before the 
developer is ready to go public, they 
have a tendency to sign up unwitting­
ly before some of the potentially 

troublesome aspects of the project 
become apparent. This can reduce 
their ability to represent the citizens 
whose interests they are suppose to 
represent. 

1 believe public bus'"css should be 
conducted publicly. Too many 
private conversations take place. 
Developers can read zoning or­
dinances and maps, they can talk to 
local real estate people who unders­
tand the political Insights, they can 
attend meetings to learn where all 
the "hot buttons" are. 

I believe we would have better con­
trol over what happens in our city if 
private businessmen trying to scope 
out the zoning and such believed their 
conversations and proposals to 
public officials would become public 
knowledge. 

Bad government begins when the 
people who conduct the business of 
government begin to think the 
business of government exists in and 
by Itself, rather than being what it 
really Is — the business of the people 
who live in the city.

assessment notices have gone out to all 
Novi residents who have received an 
increase or a decrease in their property 
values. Residents should know that the 
assessment notice process is a 
requirement of the Michigan Statute. 
The Michigan Constitution states that 
the assessment levels of all property 
classes shall be at 50% of their true 
cash value. In essence, the assessment 
notices are only the first step in the

Assessof tion Department annually reviews our 

performance as the second tier of the assessment review, as well 
as reviewing our assessment prior to notices. The third tier of the 
review is done by the State Tax Commission who essentially looks 
over the County's shoulder, making sure that all counties are 
evaluated properly. This three-tier process, local. County, State, Is 
the heart of the assessment review process. Understanding this is 
important for the homeowners since the local assessor must by law 
attempt to evaluate properties at 50% of their estimated market 
value. Dissatisfaction with the assessment can be reviewed with the 
Assessor's office prior to the Board of Review in an attempt to 
coffect any errors. Homeowners who are still not satisifed can 
submit a petition to the Board of Review. In conclusion, it would be 
an excellent idea for homeowners to come into the Assessor's 
Office and review their property cards to be certain all data Is 
correct.

"Homeowilers, we need you. We 
are here to serve you. Please come 
visit us." 

That's the message Allie Fayz 
would lilce to pass on to residents sur-
rounding the Pheasant Run Plaza 
near the Grand River/Haggerty 
Road intersection in Novi. 

Fayz is the owner and leasing 
agent for he 23,500 square foot conve­
nience center which currently has 12 
tenants. 

And even though he maintains that 
business is generally good, he admits 
that he also needs to generate addi­
tional traffic for the merchants in the 
center. 

The Pheasant Run Plaza, ac­
cording to Fayz, is the oldest of a 
series of convenience-type centers 
which have sprung up in Novi since 
1985. 

It opened in May of 1986 with 15 
tenants - 12 of which are still in 
place. The client mix is fairly typical 
of convenience centei*s which are 

designed to meet the day-to-day 
needs of consumers in the general 
vicinity. 

Pheasant Run, for example, in­
cludes a Papa Romanow's Pizzeria, 
Quick Weight Loss Medical Center, 
The Box Shoppe (a packaging store), 
Kentucky Fried Chicken, Bulk Foods 
of Novi, Weslev Berry Flower Shop, 
Fantastic Sam ŝ (halrcutting salon). 
Financial Services Inc., Price Point 
Jewelry, Oxford Tailoring and 
Clothing and Sir Speedy Printing. 

The center initially Included a 
restaurant named Cucina dl Pasta, 
Which has moved on and been replac­
ed by another restaurant - Sam's 
Cafe. 

Three of the original tenants — Dis­
count Video, Tropa-Tan and A&M 
Mart (specializing in vacuum 
cleaners) - have either gone out of 
business or moved to other locations, 
leaving three vacancies In the shopp­
ing center at the current time. 

Fayz said he is not particularly 
worried about finding new tenants to 
replace the three Which have left. 

Pheasant Run Plaza, he maintains, 
is a very good convenience center 
with a nice mix of tenants who are 
concerned about meeting the needs 
of the community. He points with 
pride to a beautlflcatlon award from 
the Novi Planning Commission for 
shopping center design. 

At the same time, however, he ad­
mits that finding new tenants is 
tougher than it used to be. Pulling out 
copies of the Detroit Free Press and 
Detroit News, he points to small ads 
in the "Business Opportunities" sec­
tions seeking tenants for Pheasant 
Run Plaza. He also notes that 
another of the new convenience 
centers in Novi has an advertisement 
for tenants on the same page. 

"I've never had to do this (adver­
tise for tenants) before," he said. "It 
used to be that all you had to do was 
put up a small sign for tenants and 
you'd get more than enough calls to 
fill the vacancies."

If you are an older American, you 

may be able to strengthen your finan­
cial position by learning lloW to make 
the tax law work for you. According 
to the Michigan Associaion of CPAs, 
a little knowledge can go a long way 
in making your tax bill more 
manageable. 

HIGHER STANDARD DEDUCTION: 
First of all, if you are at least age 65 
(or blind) and do not itemize on your 
tax return, you qualify for an extra 
standard deduction. For married in­
dividuals filing jointly, the 1988 stan­
dard deduction is $5,000 plus an addi­
tional deduction of $600 per qualified 
spouse. 

For single taxpayers, the standard 
deduction is $3,000 plus an extra $750. 
The additional deduction doubles for 
anyone who is both elderly and blind. 

TAX CREDIT FOR THE ELDERLY 
OR PERMANENTLY DISABLED; 
Elderly taxpayers with a low annual 
income may also qualify for a special 
tax credit — worth as much as $750 
for single individuals and $l,125 for 
married couples. (Taxpayers under 
65 Who retired with a permanent and 
total disability may likewise qualify 
for this credit.) 

The credit is based on a taxpayer's 
income, filing status, age and 
spouse's age (if the taxpayer is mar­
ried). As a general ru1e, if you are 
single with an adjusted gross income 
(AGI) exceeding $17,500 or married, 
filing jointly with a combined AGI 
over $25,000, you are ineligible for the 
credit. Similarly, you can be dis­
qualified if your non-taxable Social 
Security or pension benefits exceed 
certain limits. 

For those who do qualify, be Warn-

M o n e y M a n a g e m e n t 

ed. Figuring the amount of the credit 
requires a sharp pencil or trusty 
calculator. To summarize, the tax 
credit is l5 percent of a "base 
amount," minus any non-taxable 
pension benefits you receive 
(including Social Security) and one-
half of any adjusted gross income ex­
ceeding $7,500 if single or $l0,000 if 
married. 

For 1988, the base amount is $5,000 
for qualified single taxpayers, heads 
of household or qualifying widow or 
widowers; $5,000 for married couples 
filing a joint return if only one spouse 
qualifies for the credit, or $7,500 if 
both gualify; and $3,750 for certain 
qualified couples who file separately. 

EXCLUSION OF GAIN FROM SELL-
ING A HOUSE: If you are a 
homeowner, your age may be the key 
to another tax break as well — one 
that can unlock the profits in your 
home. If you are at least age 55 and 
meet certain ownership and use re­
quirements, the once-in-a-llfetirae 
exclusion-of-gain provision can 
enable you to avoid paying tax on up 
to $125,000 of the profit realized from 
selling your principal home. 

3e sure that you thoroughly 
understand this critical tax break. 
Used properly, the $125,000 exclusion 
of gain can help you secure a finan­
cially sound' retirement. Un­
fortunately, too many taxpayers un­

wittingly squander the exiusion 
simply because they failed to get all 
the facts. Sarah and Frank found that 
out the hard way. 

Sarah was widowed at age 55. At 
that time, she sold her home at a 
$130,000 profit and moved into a 
rented apartment. To lower her tax 
bill, she claimed her $l25,0OO exclu­
sion of gain. Three years later, she 
met and married Frank, age 62. Dur­
ing their first few months of mar­
riage, the couple sold Frank's home 
for $250,000 and bought a con­
dominium in Florida for $150,000. 
Frank's gain on the sale of his house, 
after buying the condominium, was 
$lOO,000. When it came time to fUe his 
taxes, Frank wanted to exclude the 
gain from his income, but could not. 

What Fraiik and Sarah hadn't 
realized was the the $l25,000 
exclusion-of-gain provision is allow­
ed only once in a lifetime per in­
dividual or per couple. Because he 
sold the home after marrying Sarah 
rather than before, Frank could no 
longer claim the exclusion — even 
though he had never used it before. 
Since their combined income puts 
them into the 33 percent tax bracket, 
Frank and Sarah's misunderstan­
ding of tax law could cost them as 
much as 33,000. 

HANDLING LUMP-SUM DISTRIBU-
TIONS: When it comes to costly 

mistakes, few are greater then 
mishandling a lump-sum distribution 
from your employer's retirement 
plan. Unfortunately, tax reform has 
not made this task any easier. 

If you were not at least age 50 befoe 
Jan. l , 1986, and you receive a lump­
sum distribuion before age 59>/̂ , you 
have only two choices: pay taxes on 
the distribution or roll the funds over 
into an IRA or other qualified retire­
ment plan. On the other hand, if you 
were at least age 50 before Jan. 1, 
1986, and you participated in your 
employer's retirement plan for a 
minimum of five years, your options 
generally include a tax-free rollover, 
five-year averaging at 1988 rates or 
10-year averaging at 1986 rates. 

Complicating matters further, you 
have to decide whether to roll the 
funds over within 60 days. After that 
time, the funds will be treated - and 
taxed — as regular income. 

Paul, for example, retired in 1988 
and received a lump-sum distribu­
tion of $250,000 from his employer's 
pension plan. While considering his 
options, Paul deposited the distribu­
tion check in his savings account. 
Sbcty-four days later, Paul decided to 
roll his funds into an IRA. But his 
decision came too late. Because he 
missed the 60-day deadline, Paul has 
to pay taxes on the entire $250,000 — 
which can be as much as $82,500 since 
he is in the 33 percent bracket. 

If you are faced with a lump-sum 
distribution, your best bet is to 
discuss your options with a tax ex­
pert. He or she can determine which 
method will result in the best after­
tax return.

"Old age is the most unexpected of 
all the things that happen to a man," 
wrote Leon Trotsky more than 50 
years ago. 

That saying certainly holds true to­
day for the vast majority of 
Americans who postpone retirement 
planning until the last moment. 

As a result, only five percent of ail 
Americans are financially indepen­
dent at age 65. In fact, according to 
the U.S. Department of Commerce, 
approximately 75 percent of ail 
retirees end up depending on family, 
friends and Social Security as their 
only sources of income or support. 

If you find these statistics frighten­
ing, the lUichigan Association of 
CPAs advises you to begin investing 
for your retirement now, no matter 
how far in the future your retirement 
may be. 
" A financially-fit retiree will 
generally draw income from four 
basic sources — Social Security, an 
employer-sponsored retirement 
plan, personal retirement savings ac­
counts and other investment 
holdings. 

One of the most common financial 
mistakes Americans make is assum­
ing that Social Security can provide 
sufficient retirement income all by 
itself. Undoubtedly, many retirees 
could not afford to live without Social 
Security. The U.S. Department of 
iiealth and Human Services 
estimates that 60 percent of the 
population over age 65 would have in­
comes below the poverty level if they 
did not receive Social Security. 

But Social Security was never 
meant to serve as a retiree's sole 
means of support. Social Security 
just provides the foundation for your 
retirement funds. It's your respon­
sibility to build on that foundation. 

Where should you start? 
First, check your employer's pen­

sion plan to see how much money you 
can expect to receive upon retire­
ment or separation from the com­
pany. But even if the pension plan 
seems extremely generous, 
remember that the benefit of your 
employer-sponsored retirement pro­
gram may be significantly reduced if 
you do not remain with the company 
long enough to become fully vested. 

In light of this fact, and the uncer­
tainty concerning the future health of 
the Social Security system, personal 
retirement savings plans may 
become the most important vehicle 
for accumulating funds for your 
golden years. 

Although IRAs' acclaim as an in­
vestment tool suffered a blow due to 
tax reform, there are still benefits to 
investing in them. First of all, many 
people can still deduct at least a por­
tion of their IRA contributions. As 
long as you are not covered by a 
retirement plan, you may contribute 
and deduct the maximum amount 
allowed, regardless of income. 

If you (and your spouse, if you are 
filing a joint return) re not an active 
participant in a qualified retirement 
plan, you can contribute and deduct 
up to $2,000 of your earnings. 

If your spouse does not earn any 

compensation for the year, you may 
contribute up to $2,250 to a spousal 
IRA. And if both you and your spouse 
are employed, you can each con­
tribute up to $2,000 of your earned in­
come to your own accounts. 

If you or your spouse are covered 
by a retirement plan, you may still 
contribute to an IRA, but the amount 
you may deduct will depend on your 
adjusted gross income (AGI). If you 
are single and your AGI is $25,000 or 
less, you may continue to deduct up 
to $2,000 for an IRA. 

Likewise, if you are married and 
your joint AGI is $40,000 or less, you 
can still deduct up to $4,000 if you 
both work and each earns at least 
$2,000. 

Single taxpayers with adjusted 
gross incomes between $25,000 and 
$35,000, and married couples with ad­
justed gross incomes between $40,000 
and $50,000, may partially deduct 
IRA contributions. 

Even if you can't deduct any of 
your contributions, IRAs never­
theless offer several significant ad­
vantages. You can control how much 
you contribute, where you invest and 
how aggressive or conservative your 
investment should be. 

In addition, your IRA savings will 
grow and compound tax-deferred un­
til withdrawal, thus building your 
retirement funds faster than you 
could through many other regular in­
vestment channels. 

Another highly recommended 
method for building retirement sav­
ings is deferred compensation plans. 

often referred to as 40l(k) plans. In 
1988, the maximum amount you can 
contribute to a 401(k) plan is $7,313. 
The delightful aspect of 401(k) plans 
is that whatever amount you con­
tribute is automaticaily sliced off 
your taxable income. 

In other words, if you earn $40,000 a 
year nd contribute $4,000 to a 40l(k) 
plan, you will report only $36,000 on 
your income tax return. In addition, 
all interest and dividends are again 
tax-deferred. If your employer will 
match a portion of your contribu­
tions, consider yourself doubly lucky 
and contribute as much as you can 
afford. 

If you are self-employed, concen­
trate on setting up a Keogh retire­
ment plan. In most cases, your 
deposits will be tax deducible - and 
your savings will compound with all 
interest tax-deferred. Depending on 
the type of Keogh you establish (a 
defined-contribution pension plan, a 
defined-benefit plan, or a profit-
sharing plan), you can contribute up 
to approximately 13 to 20 percent of 
your net self-employment earnings. 

Saving for your retirement will un­
doubtedly require investigation of 
various investment options. CPAs 
suggest that you choose low-risk in­
vestments that offer you the op­
portunity to reduce your taxable in­
come and accumulate savings with 
ail interest or gain tax-deferred or 
tax-free. Alternatives to consider in­
clude annuities, municipal bonds, EE 
savings bonds and certain life in­
surance policies.

"We encourage 
customers to come in and just look 
around because, although we have all 
price ranges, we have very high stan­
dards for all the merchandise we 
carry. We offer very good quality 
jewelry at competitive prices.'' 

The store design also reflects those 
high standards with its marble foyer 
entrance, soft grey and burgundy in­
terior and the 30 display cases which 
house thousands of pieces of jewelry 
of all kinds that Wachlers has been 
making and stocking since June 
especially for the Novi store. 

"We picked Novi for our new store 
because of the growth in the area," 
said Wachler. "We have existing 
customers from this general area 
and knew it could use a store like 
ours. We wanted to broaden our 
customer base and expect customers 
to come from Novi, Northville, Far­
mlngton, West Bloomfield, Livonia, 
Plymouth, Brighton and even Ann 
Arbor.

helping Sam and Nancy Bazzi run 
Sam's Cafe, believes that competi­
tion from the Novi Town Center at 
the Grand River/Novi Road intersec­
tion has cut into some of the business 
at the Pheasant Run Plaza. 

"The Novi Town Center is a very 
strong center, but so are we," she 
said. "The merchants here give good 
service. If people come in once, 
they'll come back because they're 
impressed." 

Fayz tends to reject the competi­
tion theory. "It's not competition," 
he said firmly. "It's a matter of peo­
ple not knowing we're here. This is 
not a discount center; we've got good 
merchants and good merchandise." 

When asked if he thinks Novi has 
too many convenience centers at the 
current time, however, he answers in 
the affirmative. 

"At this time there are more than 
there ought to be," he said. "Four or 
five new centers have been built 
since this one was built three years 
ago." 

But Fayz also believes that the big­
gest problem confronting Pheasant 
Run Plaza is one of community 
awareness. 

He notes that a road (Karim Drive) 
was constructed last year from Ten 
Mile to Grand River. He wants peo­
ple in the predominantly residential 

areas south of Ten Mile to be aware 
that they can use Karim Drive to get 
to Pheasant Run without having to 
contend with traffic on Grand River 
and Haggerty Road — roads which 
generally carry a great deal of traf­
fic. 

"If people knew they could get here 
without having to drive on Grand 
River or Haggerty, I thhlk more of 
them would come to Pheasant Run," 
he said. 

"Our biggest problem is that peo­
ple just don't know we're here," he 
continued. "We need to let people 
know that Pheasant Run is here to 
serve them." 

Despite Fayz' perception of a 
recognition problem, the future looks 
good for the convenience center. 
There has been sufficient commer­
cial development in the surrounding 
area to keep the merchants busy dur­
ing business hours. 

A Burger King restaurant is 
scheduled to be constructed on pro­
perty immediately adjacent and con­
nected to Pheasant Run this spring. 
And additional office development 
along Ten Mile and Karim Road will 
provide additional business during 
daytime hours. 

"What we need to do is attract the 
residents who are here after the 
businesses close at five o'clock," said 
Fayz. "We have to make them aware 
that we are here to serve them.'' 

While many people have worked as 
clerks or cashiers for retail stores, 
they often don't think of the diverse 
job possibilities these organizations 
offer. 

Yet, Perry Freelon, employment 
specialist for Meier, Inc., says a 
retail operation is like a city, requir­
ing a variety of jobs. 

"We have almost a whole building 
full of computer professionals, and 
we alsp have our own legal staff," 
said Freelon. In addition, Meijer 
employs truck drivers, warehouse 
workers, accountants and office

clerks. 
Success in an organization such as 

Meijer requires that employees be 
comfortabie around people, said 
Freelon. "They need to be able to 
communicate ideas effectively and 
concisely. And a friendly smile never 
hurts," he added. 

Everyone who works in a store, in­
cluding the store manager, must be 
prepared to work a variety of hours, 
said Freelon. 

"Many of our customers work nine 
to five, Monday through Friday," he 
said. "They shop on evenings, they

shop on weekends. We find that even 
our Sunday business has grown. 
That's when we need our best people 
there." 

Freelon sees opportunities for ad­
vancement in an organization such 
as Meijer. He suggests that a degree 
in business, merchandising, manage­

ment or communications would pro­
vide skills necessary to be a good 
manager. 

"Because of the activity with 
customers and the fact you are mak­
ing decisions very rapidly, it can be 
an excitmg career," said Freelon.

N o v i c h u r c h d e d i c a t e s n e w a d d i t i o n 

Members of the Spirit of Christ 
Lutheran Church dedicated a new ad­
dition to the glory of God during 
special services at the church Sun­
day afternoon. 

Special guest at the dedication ser­
vice was The Rev. Milton R. Reisen, 
bishop of the Eastern Michigan 
Synod. 

Rei.%n urged the congregation to 
use the building as "a lighthouse, giv­
ing a beacon of hope to a World which 
needs it." 

Dedication of the addition was a 
milestone in the history of the Spirit 
of Christ Church which is in reality 
the history of two struggling con­
gregations - Freedom Evangelical 
Lutheran Church and Living Lord 
lAltheran Community Church which 
merged in January 1983 to form a 
single congregation. 

The history of Spirit of Christ dates 
back to April l%2 when the American 
Lutheran Church purchased a 3.5 
acre site on Ten Mile, west of Hag­
gerty Road, in Novi Township. The 
site remained undeveloped for 
several years until funds for con­
struction of a church building were 

provided by the estate of the late 
Hedwig E. Kusch of Detroit in 
memory of her parents, Albert and 
Adeline Kusch, and her sister, Minna 
Kusch Luth. 

Construction of the first unit of Liv­
ing Lord Lutheran Church began in 
1969 at a cost of $95,706. Designed as 
an experimental mission congrega­
tion, the church soon changed its 
named to Living Lord Lutheran Com­
munity. 

The first service in the new 
building Was led by Pastor Norman 
G. Borsvold on Dec. 14,1969. The con­
gregation was subsequently served 
by Pastors James Liefeld (installed 
in 1972) and Roger Marlow (installed 
in 1977). After Pastor Marlow's 
departure In 1979, several supply 
pastors conducted the services, in­
cluding David Romberg, Oliver 
Kirkeby and Donald Grandahl. 

As Living Lord Lutheran Com­
munity was stuggling to build its con­
gregation, a second Lutheran church 
was being established in Novi. The 
first service of the Freedom 
Evangelical Lutheran Church was 
held in September 1976 in the home of 

Mr. and Mrs. Carl Tomberg on Seven 
Mile in Livonia. The service was con­
ducted by Pastor Thomas A. 
Scherger and attended by a group of 
former members of St. Paul's 
Lutheran Church in Farmlngton. 

After two Weeks, the congregation 
relocated to its first home in Novi in 
the old Novi Elementary School on 
Novi Road. The church moved its 
location to the newly-constructed 
Novi Woods Elementary School on 
Taft Road in February 1977. Later 
that same year, members of 
Freedom voted to join the English 
Synod of the Association of 
Evangelical Lutheran Churches and 
to exterld a formal call to Pastor 
Scherger. Scherger purchased a 
home on Malott Drive in which the 
church office was located. A five-
acre parcel on Ten Mile and Wixom 
Road was purchased from the 
Lutheran Chiu-ch in America in Oct. 
197d as a future building site. 

Both the Living Lord and Freedom 
churches struggled for much of their 
early history. At one time. Living 
Lord had a building but no pastor, 
while Freedom had a pastor but no

building. Faced with the reality of in­
creased building and operating costs, 
the two congregations began discuss­
ing the possibility of a merger in 
January 1983. 

In separate meetings on June 16, 
1983, the two congregations voted 
unanimously to merge Into one 
church named the Spirit of Christ 
Evangelical Lutheran Church. 

Membership in the church has now 
grown to over 250 people. Faced with 
a growing membership and needing 
more room, the congregation retain­
ed architect Carl Gaiser m 1986 to 
develop plans for a multi-purpose 
education and fellowship room, 
enlarged narthex, new office, kit­
chen, rest rooms and storage space. 
Oak Builders was subsequently re­
tained as general contractor, and 
ground was broken for the addition 
on April 10,1988.

Rev. Steve Puffpaff, an Assemblies 
of God missionary to Jamaica in the 
West Indies, will be the guest speaker 
at the Cathedral of Hope, which 
meets at the Novi Hilton. 

Puffpaff will speak this Sunday, 
Feb. 12, at 9:30 a.m., according to 
Rev.Gradyn Jensen. 

In Jamaica, Rev. Puffpaff and his 
wife, Kim, will be working with 
church planting, discipleship train­
ing and Bible school ministry. 

The island of Jamaica lies in the 
Caribbean, about 90 miles south of 
Cuba. It is about the size of the state 
of Connecticut. Although most of the 
2.2 million people living in Jamaica 
are black, it is a multi-racial country 
consisting of peopie of African, In­
dian, Chinese and European descent. 
Their religious preferences include 
Anglicanism, Baptist, Church of God 
and Roman Catholics. 

Assemblies of God missionaries 
first went to Jamaica in 1934. Today, 
13 missionaries work on this island 
through the outreaches of radio, Bi­
ble school training, evangelistic 
centers and the International Cor­
respondence Institute program (an 
extension education program which 
offers homestudy courses from a 
basic Bible study course to the col­

lege level). About 12,000 Christians 
worship in 92 churches and outsta-
tions. 

The Puffpaffs gained firsthand ex­
perience in church planting while 
pastorlng an inner city work in 
Detroit, where the church developed 
into a multi-racial congregation. 
Then with their present pastorate in 
Kalkaska, they took a group of new 
converts and developed the church 
into a mature, autonomous congrega­
tion. 

While pastoring in Michigan, Rev. 
Puffpaff served on the church plan­
ting and development board for that 
district for four years, which super-
vised the planting and development 
of new churches. 

A graduate of Central Bible College 
in Springfield, Mo., Rev. Puffpaff has 
completed further studies in mis­
sions at the Assemblies of God 
Theological Seminary in Springfield. 
He also participated in three short-
term missions assignments to the 
countries of Germany, Jamaica and 
Kenya.

N o n - S m o k e r

We have all heard of the smoker who suddenly decides to 
stop smoking, and does. We have also heard of the person 
who stops smoking after only one session of hypnosis. These 
cases are Interesting because they tell us something about 
the potential within each individual to achieve a desired 
goal. But with further investigation we discover that more 
than 97% of those people go back to smoking withing days, 
months or even years. Some extra stress, trauma or other 
stimulus even causes them to retreat back to cigarettes. * 

Cigarette smoking is a copiog mechanism, an addiction, 
and whether it is physical, or emotional, it's an addition that 
is difficult to alleviate. Unti l recently it was socially 
acceptable and considered harmless. Smoking involves motor 
as well as psychological processes and is an oral form of 
satisfaction and seems to relax the smoker. The hazards of 
smoking are well know yet do very little in many cases to 
force the relinquishing of cigarettes. Obviously smoking fills 
many needs. 

Many smokers are concerned with weight gain and with 
withdrawal symptoms if they stop. 

For these reasons careful and concerned help through 
hypnosis is most important. One session of hypnosis, as has 
been said before can initiate the process of change or in 
some cases help a person act upon a decision with more 
confidence. However, it is rare that one session of hypnosis 
can make a non-smoker out of everyone who smokes.

As a team, the Novi mat squad 
has so many Weak spots that it's 
nothing more than mediocre. 

Individually, however, the 
Wildcats are much more for­
midable. 

A case in point was the MHSAA 
pre-district and district toumments 
for individuals last week at Walled 
Lake Western. The same Novi team 
that had a 1-12 dual meet record this 
season, advanced 10 grapplers (in 
13 weight divisions) out of the pre-
districts on Feb. 1 and then 
qualified three of them out of the 
districts into regional competition 
on Feb. 4. 

The regional qualifiers include 
sophomore Mike Gowans at 130, 
Ron Heifer at 145 and Ed Price at 
l7l. 

"I was real, real pleased when We 
qualified 10 out of 13 for the 
districts," said Tom Fritz, coach of 
the Novi mat team. "It says two 
things - the kids are coming along 
and it Was a Weak pre-district. 
Some of our young kids got a taste 
of victory and that pleases me. 

"I'd say we did about as well as 
can be expected in the district tour­
nament." 

Three Wildcats took first place 
honors in pre-district action — 
Gowans, Heifer and Price. Three 
more - Rick Mathias, Jeff O'Neill 
and Scott Vermillion - finished se­
cond. And four others — Brian Pa-
quette, Chris Conrad, Keith Schef-
fler and Dave Pierle - came in 
third. 

Gowans went undefeated on the 
day at ISO and pinned John Farinola 
of Bloomfield Hills Andover In l:32 
of the finals to finish first. In addi­
tion. Heifer beat Tim Knecht of 
Walled Lake Central lO-l in the 
finals of the l45-pound division and 
Price pinned James Lee of Walled 
Lake Western in 2:30 of the 171-
pound finals to also take top honors. 

Perhaps the biggest surprise of 
the tournament for Novi came at 
heavyweight. Sophomore Scott Ver­
million — substituting for the in­

Jon Cohen showed everyone at 
the Oakland County Championships 
on Feb. 4 why he's considered the 
top high school swimmer in 
Michigan.

Injuries and other unavoidable 
problems may end up putting a 
monkey wrench into Novi's chances 
for a run at the state championship 
in boys swimming. 

The Wildcats (8-0 overall and 
ranked fourth in Class A) may be 
forced to go to the MHSAA State 
Meet on March 10-11 in East Lans­
ing without Steve Cohen. 

If that happens, the squad's 
chances of contending for the state 
title Will be reduced dramatically. 

Cohen, a junior standout, suffered 
a fractured foot and a sprained 
ankle while delivering newspapers 
after school just prior to the 
Chelsea Invite on Jan. 28. At first, it 
was believed to be just a twist, but a 
doctor's examination later revealed 
a small crack in the bone. 

The foot was put into a cast on 
Jan. 31 and was scheduled to be 
removed on Feb. 7 (after The News' 
deadline). Cohen has already miss­
ed the Oakland County Meet and a 
dual meet with Plymouth Canton, 
and it's not known when he'll be 
back in action. 

"He won't be back for a while," 
said Steve's mother, Cyndy Cohen. 
"The doctor said that every time he 
pushes off the wall or dives into the 
water, it will be like hitting his bad 
foot against a brick wall." 

Even if Cohen is back and 100 per­
cent by state meet time, it may not 
help the Wildcats' chances. That's 
becaiise Cohen had yet to qualify in 
his two best individual events — the 
200-yard and 50C-yard freestyles -
or as a member of a relay team 
before he was injured. Before going 
down, Cohen was closing in on state 
cuts in both events and it was just a 
matter of time. He was eight-tenths 
of a second away in the 200 and two-

tenths in the 500. Now, Cohen is 
unable to compete and, therefore, 
unable to reach the qualifying times 
- at least for the time being. 

"It would be a big blow to us if 
Steve Cohen can't compete in the 
state meet," said Larry Teahan, 
coach of the Wildcat tankers. "We'd 
like to think we can find other swim­
mers to take his place, but obvious 
ly Without Steve it puts more 
pressure on us." 

Cohen is also a member of Novi's 
top 400 freestyle relay squad. The 
group was closing in on a state cut 
time before Cohen was injured but 
recorded a qualifying performance 
last Weekend at the Oakland County 
Championships without him. 

The dilemma facing Teahan is 
simple. For Cohen to compete at the 
State Meet, he needs to get back in­
to action before the end of February 
in order to reach his state qualify­
ing cuts. His best bet would be at 
the Brighton Invitational on Feb. 
24-25, but that may not be physical­
ly possible. 

"Steve is very frustrated about 
the Whole thing," Cyndy Cohen 
said. "He believes he can get back 
and qualify, but even though the 
mind is willing, the body may not 
be." 

Teahan is also going through a 
difficult time in his personal life. 
His daughter was seriously injured 
in a car accident in late January. 
Teahan has handed over much of 
his coaching responsibilities to 
assistant Rick Anderson, but it's ob­
viously a tough time for the whole 
program. 

"The kids and parents have been 
great, trying to help me out to get 
through this thing," Teahan said. "I 
haven't had the time to work with 
the kids like I normally do, but Rick 
has done a fine job.

One of the most serious dangers ac­
companying any Winter storm is the 
threat of physical overexertion which 
leads to heart attacks and strolces. 

This is a serlousthreat for eiiJerly 
people and people with heart condi­
tions. But even young and healthy 
people should take precautions. 

"It is important to remain indoors 
during storms and severe cold to 
avoid umiecessary risks," said Gail 
Christie, manager of Oakland County 
Emergency Medical Services and 
Disaster Control. "If you must exert 
yourself, pace your activity and ask a 
friend for help." 

To lessen any risks to your health, 
Christie suggests protecting your 
lungs from extremely cold air by 
covering your mouth with a scarf or 
bandana. 

She also offers several other 
helpful tips to keep the residents of 
Oakland County warm and dry this 
winter: 

• Take a thermos of warm 
beverage with you when outside for 
an extended period of time. 

• Wear several layers of loose-
fitting clothing to trap body heat 
while permitting air to circulate. 

• Remove layers of clothing to 
avoid perspiration and subsequent 
chill. 

• Wear tightly woven and water­
proof clothing as outer garments. 

• Wear mittens snug at the wrist 
rather than fingered gloves. 

• Wear a wool cap to keep your 
body heat from escaping. 

The more you know and prepare 
for winter storms, the better your 
chances are for survival in an 
emergency situation. This is 
especially true for those who must 
travel by car during an ice or snow 
storm. 

To avoid becoming a victim of ice 
storm ignorance, Oakland County 
Emergency Medical Services and 
Disaster Control is providing helpful 
hints to prepare. 

Residents are advised not to overexert themselves during cold winter weather 

"With more deaths as a result of 
winter storms during the last three 
decades than from tornadoes, hur­
ricanes and floods combined, we 
want to insure the safety of our road 
traveler," Christie said. 

Christie suggests if you must 
travel, take someone else along or let 
someone know the route you intend to 
travel. She also says to make sure 
your car is properly serviced, equip­
ped with chains or snow tires and has 
a full tank of gas. 

The car sould also be equipped with 
a container of sand, a shovel, a wind­
shield scraper, flares, booster 
cables, tow line or rope, a flashlight. 

a warm blanket, heavy gloves and 
mittens, extra woolen socks and a 
wool hat. 

Christie advises stranded drivers 
to stay calm and rationally plan their 
course of action. Once everyone is 
settled in the car, Christie offers 
these helpful tips: 

• Keep a portable radio handy for 
weather information and othe 
emergency advice. 

• Stay in the vehicle where 
rescuers will find you. 

• Put on flashers, raise the hood 
of your car or hang a cloth off the 
aerial or out the car window. 

D Do not waste gas by running 
your heat. Exercise to maintain body 
heat by clapping your hands together 
and lifting your legs up and down. 
But do not overdo it. Exercise warms 
you, but it can also cause body heat 
loss. 

• At night turn the dome light on 
so work crews may spot you. 

• Keep fresh air in your car. 
Freezing wet snow and wind-driven 
snow can completely seal the 
passenger compartment.

F i b e r h e l p s l o w e r b l o o d c h o l e s t e r o l

Coronary heart disease remains 
the number one cause of death in the 
United States. Research indicates 
Ulat there is a direct correlation bet-
ween serum cholesterol and risk of 
coronary heart disease. ^ 

Preliminary studies indicate (hat 
some types of fiber may help to lower 
blood cholesterol levels and thus may 
help to reduce the risk of coronary 
heart disease. 

What is fiber? Fiber is most com­
monly thou^t of as the part of plant 
foods that human enzymes cannot 
digest. These fibers pass through the 
body and aid in bowel regularity. 
This is true for fibers such as bran or 

whole grains. However, some fibers 
can be partially digested ^ d have 
been recently found to play an impor­
tant role in our diets. 

Fiber can be divided into two 
categories: water-insoluble fibers 
and water-soluble fibers. These two 
fibers perform different functions in 
the body. 

Water-insoluble fibers are the most 
familiar to us. They are found in the 
plant cell walls and include cellulose, 
hermicellulose and lignin. One of the 
most common sources of water-
soluble fibers is wheat bran. 
Vegetables and whole grain cereals 
are also good sources., 

What do Mfater-insoluble fibers do in 
the body? They add bulk to the diet, 
absorbing water and decreasing the 

time it takes food to move through 
the digestive system. This swift, 
passage helps prevent constipation' 
and may also serve to dilute any car­
cinogens, giving them less time to do 
harm. Recent studies suggest that 
foods high in water-soluble fibers are 
viscous and form gels in water. 

They include primarily gums and 
pectins and are found in beans, some 
fruits and vegetables, oats and 
barley. Research indicates that solu­
ble fibers can play a role in lowering 
blood cholesterol levels and helping 
to regulate the body's use of glucose. 

Since soluble and insoluble fibers 
have different functions in the body, 
it is important to eat a variety of 
high-fiber foods in order to get both 
types. 

How much fiber should you eat? As 
a general rule, you can get the fiber 
you need by eating several servings 
of fiber-rich foods each day without 
the need for high-fiber supplements. 
Americans eat on the average of lO to 
20 grams of fiber per day. The Na­
tional Cancer Institute recommends 
that we eat foods which provide 25 to-
35 grams of fiber per day. This 
means that most people should dou­
ble their intake of fiber.
