S0 the boss said to put
myself back on the {ront page and re-
mind people they can subscribe to the
paper by calling our circulation depart-
ment at 349-3637.

Of course, you can also call our office
at 349-1700. And, the invitation still
stands to talk to me directly. Tell me
what you like and don't like about the
paper. Or how we can make it better,

The other reason the boss wanted me
to get back on Page One was to give you
a quick update on what we're learning
from the survey. Kathy Mutch, a Novi
resident, called me a couple of weeks
ago and wanted to know whether [ really
Intended to read the surveys or was it
~ just a publie relations ploy.

1t’s no ploy. In fact, the surveys have
made for some extremely interesting
reading. .

Although I will make a comprehensive
report at a future date, I'lt hit on a few
highlights right now to let you know how
things are going.

The most interesting part of the
survey has been the response to the very
first question. i.e. “The three most in-
teresting parts of The Novi News are:”

Right up at the top of the list are
“police and crime news” and “coverage
of city council and school board news.”
Ranking a strong third is *‘Opinions and
Letters to the Editor.”

The resuits are particularly interesting
to me as I have been accused by my
peers at times of putting more emphasis
on “hard news’ (police, city council and
school board) than “soft news” (clubs,
organizations and features about peo-
ple).

Preliminary survey results indicate
clearly that you want me to give you the
so-called “*hard news” about what’s go-
ing on in our city.

Ranking at the botiom of the list to the
first question were “‘coverage of ciubs
and organizations,” “‘coverage of high
school sports” and “feature stories
about frlends and neighbors,”

Here are some other tidbits of in-
formation from the survey:

0 The majority of people think our
coverage of crime in the community is
about right, although some would like
more emphasis on crimes in locat
neighborheods.

O In terms of more coverage of local
merchants, it's about 50-50 betwéen

““yes” and “coverage is about right.”

0 A strong majority of people said we
shouid have more news about entertain-
ment opportunities in and around Novi.
We'll start working on that one right
away, and you should start to see results
before much more time elapses.

O Should we devote more coverage to
home improvements, interior
decorating, lawn and garden, etc? The
answer to this one surprised me. I
thought this was one area where we
conld do a lot more, but the people who
sent in surveys said otherwise. Most said
cutrent coverage is about right, while
“ng" was a strong secornd. Ranking a
distant third were people who felt we
should do more in this area.

" Inshort, the survey resalts and your
comments have been extremely helpful.
I hope you'll he able to see the results of
your comments as we make adjustments
in the paper in the weeks and months
. ahead.
In the meantime, folks, keep those
 cards and letters coming. They're ap-
preciated.

Beck plaza fight ‘not over’ yet

Citizens for Responsible Develop-
ment (CRD) has organized a new
petition drive, hoping to overturn
the latest commercial zoning at Ten
Mile and Beck Road.

CRD leaders told a erowd of
about 50 at the Novi Civic Center
Monday that lirne is short and hard
work is needed if the new petition
drive is going lo be a success,

“If we're going to get the other
2,500 signatures we need, we're go-
ing to have to get oul there and
work,” CRD organizer James Shaw
said.

"] assure you that it is not over,"”

he added. “We've got to have the
numbers. The numbers will doit.™

The new drive virtually mirrors
the first, which was underlaken
earlier this year in an effort toover-
{urn a B-2 zoning on a 10-acre parcel
on the northeast corner of the Ten
Mile/Beck Road intersection. The
city council enacted the rezoning
amid protests in October, paving
the way for a large grocery store,
shopping center, gas station and
restaurant to be developed.

After CRD organized its first peti-
tion drive, the council rescinded the
B-2 zoning Feb. 6, then, In 2 sur-
prise move, rezoned the area lo B-1
on March 6. That B-1 zoning will
still permit construction of the

grocery store and shopping center, |
but prohibits the service station and
restaurant al the cotnier.

Technically, the area still retains
its former B-1 and R4 (residential)
status until March 21 — 15 days
after it was enacted by the city
council,

Residents fight
lake drug traffic

Residents on Endwell Street in
northern Novi say they are tired of
the drug traftic on their street, and
are fighting back the only way they
know how.

About half of the 15 Endwell
Street residents — a street adjacent
to Walled Lake north of Thirtcen
Mile — have displayed “fighting
back” signs on their lawns, saying
they will not tolerate the reopening
of a “dope house” on their street,
which they say is called “Cocaine
Alley.”

I that doesn't work and the drug

’ traffic resumes, residents say they

will picket the alleged *‘dope
house” to try to force the residents
ouit of business.

“We really don't know what we
can do, or what to do. We just want
some help to get it done,” said

Cherie Burcham, a wife and mother
of three who lives just two houses
down from the so-called “dope
house.'

The “dope house” — as referred
to by Endwell residents, including
their children — was raided last
month by Novi and Michigan State
Police after (hey obtained a search
warrant from the Oakland County
Prosecutor's Office.

No drugs were found in the one-
story blue cottage, although Novi
Police Captain Richard Faulkner
reported that some drug parapher-
nalia was confiscated.

Taken from the house, Faulkner
sald, were glass smoking pipes,
often called “crack pipes,” and
bags of white powder that may have
been used as a cutting agent in the
making of crack cocaine,

An unspecified amount of cash
was stolen from the Nowi Stan-
dard Station at the Grand
River/Novi Road infersection
during an armed robbery which
cceurred Sunday, Marchs.

The station attendant told police
that a vehicle occupied by two
suspects entered the station from
westbound Grand River at ap-
proximately 2:45 a.m, After mak-
ing a U-turn, the vehicle stopped
in front of the station and a single
white male wearing a ski mask
exited the passenger's side and
entered the station,

The man told the attendant he
wanted all the money in the cash
register, then put his hand inside
his jacket and announced that he
had a gun,

Although a weapon was mever
observed during the incident, the
attendant opened the cash
register and placed all the money
in a brown paper bag, according
to reports.

The man wearing the ski mask
then ordered the attendant to give
him a handful of quarters. After
receiving the quarters, the

station
robbery

suspect ordered the attendant to
lie down on the floor behind the
counter. He then ran outside the
station and got back into the vehi-
cle which drove away in an
unknowa direction.

The attendant notified police
after he heard the vehicle pull out
of the station, but responding of-
ficers were unable to lorate the
vehicle in the vicinity of the gas
station,

The attendant described the
armed robber as a white male, ap-
proximately 6’3" to 6’5" tali. He
was satd to be wearing a brown
down-filled jacket and blue jeans.
He also wore gloves during the en-
fire time he was in the station,
making it impossible for police to
obtain finger prints.

The attendant was unabie to
pravide a description of the driver
of the car, but described the vehi-
¢cle as a late-model brown Ford
Thunderhird or Mercury Cougar.

The attendant was unharmed
during the incident. Police are
withholding the amount of money
stolen during the armed robbery.

Police wary of

drug wa

County Prosecutor Richard
Thompson's proposal to establish a
citizens grand jury to investigate the
“drug war” in Oakland County has
received a luke-warm reception from
Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole.

“Grand juries are tools which can
be used on special occasions within
the eriminal justice system, but nor-
mally the same job can be better ac-
comptished by highly-trained profes-
siena! law enforcement officers with
the Michigan State Police and
Oakland County Sheriff's Depart-
ment," said BeGole.

BeGole, who is glso an attorney,
suggested that a federal grant jury to
investigate drugs might be more ef-
fective.

“As lar as the ‘drug war' in
Oakland County, it extends beyond
Qakland County and that creates
jurisdictional problems,” said the
Novi police chief.

*“There are drug people living very
well off their fll-gotten gains in
Oakland County, but the action is
really in Wayne County,” he con-
tinued. '“The roots of the drug war is
not in Oakland County; they may live
here, but the turf is in Wayne Coun-
ty.”

BeGole did not totally dismiss
Thompson's propoeszl to establish a
citizens grand jury, however.

'To be effective 4 grand jury must
have a mission statement and
speeific goals and ehjectives,”” he ex-
plained. “To say that it will in-
vestigate drugs in Oakland County is
not specific enough.

“But il you were to develop a mis-
sion statement with specific objec-
tives, it's possible that it could be ef-
fective. But generally speaking the
criminal investigative sections of the
Michigan Stale Police and Oakland
County Sheriif’s Department are in a
!n!l:ch better position todo a thorough
job." .

Thompson, in his second month as
prosecutor, told the Oakland County
Board of Comrnissioners recently,
“There is a drug war geing on bet-
ween various gangs that started in
Detrolt and is seeping into Oakland
County.

“4 citizens grand jury could plerce
the veil of secrecy,” he said. “It's a
tremendous investigative tool, [t's a
method of compeiling people to come
in and testify.”

r panel

When gangs In a drug war refuse to
talk to palice, Thompson said, sach a
pane! would have the power to sub-
peena witnesses, charge them with
contempt If they refuse to testify and
charge them with perjury if they lie.

Thompson said he would poll lecal
police chiefs, particularly in the
south end. If they agree, he would
petition the 14 circuit court judges,
who would have to grant the petition
by a majority vote. He estimated the
process would take 60 to 30 days, -

“The grand jury would be chosen
as youselect a jury,' he sald.

The prosecutor clled a recent
shoot-out in Oak Park as evidence of
the drug war.

"It was a military-style assault on
ahouse . .. canisters of tear gas . . .
flares . . . machine gun fire, assault
rifles.”

Thompson said in an interview that
expenses for the grand jury would be
minimal, “We already have & team
of assistants in place — a dirug unit
feam.”

Calling it a "drug war" might be
sensationalizing the issue, according
1o Bloom{ield Township Police Chief
Donald Zimmerman. *It's a rose by
any other name," he said, “If there's
a territorial dispute over land, you
could call it a ‘drug war,' " he added.

The citizens grand jury was the
teast expensive in a series of requests
made of the county board by Thomp-
son, Other items:

{1 Additional assistanl pro-
secutors. Perhaps as many as 10, he
said later, Estimated tab — $450,000
to $500,000. Thompson currently has
71 assistants. He noted a 7.5 percent
tncrease in major crimes last year
(1o 66,022 incidents) and an 83 per-
cent increase in warranis issued.

1 More staff (o handle cases in
juvenile court. New state laws re-
quire that an assistant prosecutor be
present at more kinds of hearings.

O A child sexval assault unit *to
stop the criminal justice system [rom
traumatizing” child victims. He gave
no detaits.

01 An increase of 15,500 square feet
of office space. Currently his staff
has 13,500 square feet with some
lawyers sharing offices. Thompson
asked that the space problem be ad-
dressed as the county deslgns a new
courthouse wing.

Primary laws set
to change in 1992

Beginning with the 1992 presiden-
tial primary, voters will have to
declare a party preference at least 30
days before the primary in order to
participateinit.

The law was passed last year.
Many peoplte have already declared
their party preference, which was an
available option at last November's
general election.

.If not, though, there is plenty of
time left to declare.

Prior to 1983, Michigan had an

sidential primary syste,

m;\'u{: s were Alloed to.v%tcerin‘.‘
at

either” the Républican or Dem
presidential primary without declar-
ing a party preference beforehand.
Opponents of this system said that
it allowed voters to “‘cross over'’ and
vote for candidates of the ether party
who did nof have the backing of their
party regulars, thus boosting their
chances of winning. This ts what hap-
pened in 1672 in Michigan, when
Demoeratic maverick George
Wallace won the Michigan
Demoacratic Presideniial Primary

‘over mainstream candidates George

McGovern and Hubert Humphrey.
The National Democratic Party, in
an effort to stop similar occurrences,
refused in 1980 (o accept presidential
primary results from open
primaries. The Michigan
Democratic Party followed suit and
refused to participate in the state's
presidential primary, =etablishing
instead a caucis system to select the

parly presidential nominee. The
state Legislature abolished the
system in 1983,

The caucus system of nominee
selection, however, met with objec-
tion from Michigan voters who did
not-participate in political party ae-
tivities and were thus unable to par-
ticipate in the presidential nominee
selection. After two presidential elec-
tions using this method, the presiden-
tial primary was re-established by
law last year.’

As a_condition of supporting

passage  of . the. bill, legislative |
. Democrats insisted the ¢lection be -

closed, making voters declare their
party preference 30 days before the
primary, While this provislon is not
applicable to other primary elec-
tions, voters who do not make the
necessary declaration wili not be per-
mitted to vote in the presidential
primary.

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City pledged to large lot estates

Larger lot sizes mean lewer peo-

pie,

That's the philosophy behind a
maove by the Novi Planning Commis-
slon ang Novi City Council to rezone
10 parcels of land in the western and
middie parts of the city.

The parcels are being rezoned In
compliance with the city's Housing
and Depslty Study and its Master
Plan. Half of the parcels — located
west of Beck Road, are slated for
lower densities, which In essence
aliows for a minircurn of one-acre
lots and prehiblts cluster develop-

ment,

Parcel No. 1 and two parcels slated
No. 2 (see graphic which ac-
companies this story) have already
been rezoned by the city council upon
the recommendation of the planning
commlission.

Areas under both Nos. | and 2 were
rezoned from an R-1 {one-lamlly
residential) lo R-A (residen-
tial/agriculturaly district. That
rezening lowers denslties there from
1.65 units per acre to 0.8 units per
acre.

The odher parcels, 9-10, are siated
for change {rom higher density
residential to office districts.

The rezoning plan, according to the
city's Masler Plan, provides for

- gradually lowering the densities

from the central parts of the city to
ouliying areas. It i a move commis-
sioners have been considering since

1987,

It Is hoped that once lower densily
ordinances are adopted In the
western part of the city, more
spacious housing will occur there.
Commissioper Judy Johnson said it
appears lately as if builders are over-
bullding on smaller lots.

The commission isn‘t looking to
discourage housing developments by
rezonlng, she added. It just means it
willdbe roamier. A lot of people will be
glad.”

Of those land owners who, after
density change, wotild not be able 1o
build as many homes per acre,
Johnson seld they could expect
trade-off in the fact that thelir housing
upits would be more expensive and
land more valuable because of Jarger
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Some land owners don't agres with
Johnson’s assessment, however.
Speaking for his parents, Bob
McLean told comruissioners at & re-
cent commission meeting that the
new zoning change would be
detrimental to his parents, who own
21 acres in Section 31 (the western-
most parcel No. 2 on the graph).

Mclean said his parenis bought
the property &5 a retirement invest-
ment and ptanned to live there while
subdividing the lots for cluster hous-
ing.

Others opposed to the rezontogs in
the western parcels Include Com-
erica Bank of Detroit, which has held
acreage in parcel No. 2 for a Lamily
named Grevnin {or 10 years.

A letter written from the bank lo
the commission states that allowing
the rezoning “severely reduces the
value and marketability of the pro-
perty" lor the heirs and beneficiaries
of the estate. In a recommendation
for cluster housing, the letter states
clusters pol only provide a better
return on the money, but assisis in
preserving wetlands and woodiands.

In contrast to the argument that
only cluster-type housing will save
woodlands and wetlands, Johnson
said that s the exact kind of benefit
recelved {rom lower density zoning.

Another opponent of the lower den-
sities in western Novi is Willlam
Gladden, president of Headliner Real
Estate. He stated in a letter that be
feels western parcels should be
rezoned to the higher densities of R-2
orR-3.

He claimed that type of rezoning
would allow for easier development
in the area, which would draw atten-
tion to “dangerous poliution™ in the
Eight Mile Land Fill. He sajd that
pollutton has caused ground water
contamination in the area.

Rezoning the parcet in the middle
section of the city has a purpose 4150,
sald Johnson.

A proposed change from residen-
tiai to offlce In parcels 6-10 altows for
offices and bulldings to be buill pear
the 198 expressway, which is an
undesirable locatlon for houses in the
first place, she said. Noise 1s the most
commnon probiem with that mixture,
she added.

As far as office roning goes in
general, she explained, office
buildings are favored by cities
because they require the least
amount of city service and generally
generate higher tax revenues,

The criteria used to prioritize the
order of rezonlng recommendations
were based on current development
{rends, said Johnson.

“it {development) has beer pro-
ceeding In a westerly direction. And
we said, ‘Where would a developer
logically Jook at next?' ” Commis-
stoners also considered input from ¢i-
ty engineers, she said.

“We are looking at areas having a
lot of gravel roads and no sewer or
water,” sald Johnson. “Eventually
they {areas) will be serviced, but at
considerablecost to the eity."”

An attempt to provide for larger
lols In the western part of the city
confirms the commission's bellef in
avolding congestion assoclated with
some communities that develop loo
fast, she said.

Withoul naming any cities in par-
ticular, Johnson said, “We alwa;
Jook at any clty that suffers major
traffic congestion.”

Johnson sald the current [iscal
budget does not have enough funds
for the city to rezone ail the parcels,
but that cificlals will proceed as
funds permit.

Rezoning for all 10 parcels will pro- .

bably cost the city about 35,000
Johnson said. Included in the cost are
such projects as researching proper-
ty ownerships, map veriftcations and
titie searches.

Survey says driving traits changing

America’s status as the most
mobile natioh on earth is being
threatened by traffic congestion 80
gevere that motorists are changing
thelr driving habits, accordig to an
American Automoblle Assoclation
survey.

AAA’s first “Travel Attitude
Monitor” shows that 86 percent of
Americans belleve traffic congestion
Is worse or hasn't improved in the
last year. And more than three-
fourths of the motorists surveyed
said they aitered their vacation or
leisure travel plans becuase of
crowded roads.

Dubbed the “Hassle Index,” it was
developed to learn public attitudes
toward the quality of auto travel.

The survey shows:

{1 Onty 3 percent of motorists feel
that traffic congestion in their area
has improved since 1987.

0 40 percent of surveyed drivers
belleve loral roads are more CON-
gested than lasi year.

O 46 percent 58y daily congestion
Is unchanged. (Eleven percent were
undecided. }

The Hassle Index is based on a
telephone survey of 1,000 adult
respondents who traveled during the
first six months of 1988 or planned a

vacation trip during the last heif of
this year. The survey was conducted
by the U.S, Travel Data Center which
does special research for AAA.

“Americans' love for the cpen road
is being dealt a serious setback by
roads so crowded that traveling by
car is no longer the enjoyable ex-
perience it used to be,” satd Richard
F. Hehert, managing director of AAA
publte affairs.

“And severe congestion s occuring
not only in major utban areas but on
rural roadways as well.”

Traffic congestion Is of greatest
concern to motorists in the Northeast
and Midwest, where &7 percent of
those surveyed said local reads are
worse or unchanged from last year.

Drivers in all age groups surveyed
are affected by congestion, but
motorists age 45 and over are most
concerned as 90 percent felt trailic is
worse or hasn't improved sinee 1987,

Some 76 percent of adult
respondents also said they altered
their vacation or pleasure travel
plans becuase f traffle congestion.

0! these, 59 percent left eariier to
avold traffic, 33 percent left jater, 53
percent allowed considerably more
time to reach their destinations and
29 percent drove at jeast 10 miles out

of their way,

Additionally, trafftc congestlon
was 4 serious enough problem that 9
percent of those surveyed decided
against taking a vacatlon or pleasure
trip, 6 percent altered their destina-
tion and 11 percent switched montha,

To belp relieve serfous traffic con-
gestion, Hebert said, AAA recom-
mendsz the following six-point
strategy:

O The federal government should
release (he nearly $10 billion balance
in the Highway Trust Fund to con-
struet and improve roads.

0 States should designate scenic
roads and promote travel on these
roads as alternatives to other
heavily-traveled highways.

0 Interstate bypasses should be
built around congested metropalitan
areas and, where possible, include
separatetruck-only lanes,

2 Large trucks should be
resiricted to non-rush hour time
periods on crowded key urban routes.

0 Downtown truck deliverles
should be restricted to non-rush hour
time periods.

0O More car and van pool pro-
grams should be inftisted with
preferential treatment given to two-
person car pools.

According to Sandy Lemon, secretary to
Superintendent Robert Piwko, all application
forms are available at the administratien offices,
including the petition form, which can also be ob-
tained through the city offices. All paperwork
must be submitted by 4 p.m. April 10, she said.

Although no one has yet officially filed for the

Quinn and three council members
- Hugh Crawiord, Ronald Watson
and Nancy Covert — are up for re-

allenger

election this year. Quinn has diready
stated that he will run for a second
term.

Of the four, Quinn has supported
CRD positions the least. He voted in
favor of the B-2 rezoning for the area
in Ociober, then voted agalnst rescin-
ding the’ ordinance in February.
Quinn, at that time, said he favored
putting the matter to the public for
refererdum, which would have
“frozen'’ the new zoning in for two
years.

Quinn also veted in favor of the B-1
“compromise’’ zoning which was
agreed to al the March 6 meeting,
much te the surprise of the citizens
group.

Al that time, Quinn told CRD of-
ficiais that they were free to run
another referendum on the B-1 zon-
ing, which angered Shaw and other
CRD members.

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Walled Lake bond vote Monday

Voters in the Walled Lake School District will go
te the polls next Monday (March 20} to decide &
$47.8 million bond issue to build several new
schools and renavate older bulldings.

Polls witl open at 7a.m. and close at 8 p.m.

The 15-year bond issue, administrators say, is
needed to bulld new scheols to accomimodate rapid
growth. Aging, Inadequate bulldings also need to
be updated s0 students are offered equal educa-
tional facilitles, say administrators.

The election comes only a short time after tax-
payers recelved new assessments, mailed out last
month n each of the nine cemmunities which com-
prise the Walled Lake Districl.

A large poriion of northern Novi Is included in
the Walled Lake Consolidated School District.

Superintendent James Geisier commented on
the timing in a recent interview. ""No one Is happy
wilh rising assessments, but it beals the aiter-
native, There [s a cos! Lo having things appreciate
... Nobody Ilkes taxes to go up. We were concern
ed about the assessments, but we need to begin
operaling a new elementary school in 1990.

“We couldn't wait."

If approved, the bond issue wili mean the pro-
perty tax increase Lo the owner of an $80,000 home
with a slate equatized value of $40,000 would be $85
in school taxes, up from $905 o $970.

If the average, estimated 50 percent "ctircuit
breaker," or Homestead Tax credit were figured
in, the net tax increase would be more like $32 per
year, said Assistant Superintendent for Finance
Linda Moskalik.

Proposad improvements include construction of
two elementary schools, tentatively one in West
Bloomtield and one in Farmington Hills; a bus
garage/district maintenance lacility and a pur
chased or leased warehouse. The meney would

also be used to buy any necessary land for the Far-
mington Hills school and the funds needed to make
all Walied Lake schools equal to the newer
favilities.

if the proposal passes, bonds will be issued and
building begun in this three-phase timeline:

1989 - Purchase land, begln one new elemen-
tary schoo!, bus/malntenance facility and
removations at elementary schools.

1 June 19%0 — Begin new junior high school,
begin Western and Central high school renova-
tlons.

0 June 1991 - Begin a second elementary
school, purchase or build a distribution center,
renovate Clifford Smart Junior High School.

Elementary enrollment in the district has in-
creased 600 students the past two years. Enroll-
ment is expected lo grow by 337 students in 1885-50
and 367 students in 1990-91,

The majority of the new growth in the sprawling
Walled Lake district is along the eastern corridor
of the district, wiich Is ajong the western side of
Farmington Hills and West Bloomfield and into
Novi.

The greatest support for the bond issue in cam-
paigning has come from those areas, Geisler said.
“1t is most lfocused on the eastern side of the
district, the edge of Novi, Farmington Hills and
West Bloom(ield, the area where Lhe development
is. Other areas are on the threshhold, but they
can't yet point to new houses.”

New housing developments constructed or plan-
ned in the Maple Elementary School enroilment
area (which serves Wes! Bloomlield and Farm-
ington Hills residents) (rom 1986 through 1992
show 2,204 new single-family units and 4,746 units.

As a short-term solutlen, Maple Elementary

kindergarten students will be bused to L.oon Lake
Elementary in Wixom next year.

Less intense growth is being experienced in the
other elementaries that serve West Blomfield

. residents — Oakley Park (656 total new unils),

Twin Beach (2,336 units) and Keith Elemntary
{385 unis). Several schools have had additional
classrooms constructed as a stop-gap solution.

The equity program to improve all schools in-
cludes:

{J Al elementaries: Create or upgrade media
cenlers.

0 Smart Junior High: Butld an adequate media
cenler, renovate the locker rosms, add counseling
rooms and fine arts classrooms, and upgrade the
athtetic facilities.

1 Western High School: Add a career center,
rengvate fine arls classrooms and the girls locker
reams, and add energy conservation alterations at
theentrance.

[J Central High Schooi: Address immediate
needs of media center, cafeteria and music rooms.
Lok at future uses as a junior high school because
of limited potential.

The $47.6 million bond issue is a pared-down ver-
sion of a $70 million plan recommended by a needs
assessment committee, *Thelr ideas were
theughttul,” said Gelsler. ““We have {o consider
how to meet those needs.

Schdols, city to
comply with law

The Novi Communlty School
District and the City of Novi are cur-
rently out of compliance with the new
Hazardous Materials Ordinance, but
are making attempts to comply, ac-
cording to Fire Marshal William
Conn.

In mid-February, Conn senl warn-
ing letters by registered mail to ap-
proximately 10 local employers who
had not yet completed a hazardous
materials survey form. Included on
that list — which was made up most-
ly of larger retailers in the city —
were the Novi Community Schoot
District and the City of Novi.

Each of the entitles is belfeved to
be storing some chemicals that re-
quire documentation under the or-
dinance, like solvents used for clean-
ing, read salt and other such
materials.

Business owners were required to
comptete hazardous material
surveys in February or run the risk
of losing their business licenses. So
far, a majority have complled and
the fire department hasn't yet
recommended revoking the llcenses
of those who have not tilled out the
paperwork.

One registered letter was sent to
Novi Schools Superintendent Robert
Piwke. Another was sent to City

Manager Edward Kriewall.

Kriewall has reportedly directed
the fire deparimenl to complete the
survey for the city, while Piwke said
schools are ““taking steps to compiy”
with the ordinance.

“As far as | know, yes, we are
working towards compliance,”
Piwko said. “We will be complying
with it, of course."’

Conn said school maintenance per-
sonnel are currently working
towards completing a log of all
materials in the schools that may fall
under the new ordinance.

"“They are working on the hazar-
dous malerials survey, putting it all
on computer,” Conp said. “They ask-
ed for an extension . . . and we said
o problem, since they seem to be
making pretty good headway.”

The Hazardous Materials Or-
dinance, which was enacted last year
by the city council after months of
refinement, requires business
operators {employers) to document
certain types of chemicals used or
stored in the workplace.

If the quantity stored exceeds a
certain amount, employers may be
required to construct containment
devices or prepare emergency
preparedness plans in case of a spill.

Employers are also required to
submit to periodic inspections by the
fire department, which is responsible
for enforcing the 1aw's provisions.

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Future bleak for city’s building

Clly officials may be close to giving
up on their idea of leasing out former
Aladdin Tool facility on Novi Road,
and cowld instead recommend razing
it during budgel talks this year.

City Manager Edward Kriewali
said Tuesday that the city has had lit-
tle luck In seeking a “‘short-term” le-
nant to occupy the tacility, which it
purchased in October through a land
contract,

“As far as | know, we haven't had
anylhing yet," Kriewall sald. "If we
don't have any requests (in the next
several weeks), I think we're going to
recommend thal we tear it down in
the next budget.”

In Oclober, the city agreed lo pay
$270,000 for the structure, which sits
at 25289 Novt Read, hetween Grand
River and the C&O railroad crossing.

The agreement occurred after
several months of closed sessions.

Aladdin Tool, which also leased the
facility, moved to 22635 Heslip Road
in September.

Novl officials had planned to lease
out the Aladdin structure for 13
years as a simpie slorage warehouse,
with the ullimate goal of razing it 1o
make room for a propoesed roadway
to serve the southeas! quadrant of the
Town Center district. It sits directly
in the path of a proposed future entry
point 1o the southern Town Center
district,

The Town Center distriet is
situated at the four quadrants of the
Grand River/Novi Read intersection.

Kricwall said some interest in the
building was expressed by the Novi-
based Delwal Corp., but that they
recently declined to lease the facllity,

“Al cne poini, we thought they
might be interested in going in there,

but apparentty they couldn't wait for
our bidding procedure,” he said.

The city has advertised the struc-
ture for lease for several months, but
hasn't been able to get any other of-
fers.

In December, shortly after enter-
ing into the land contract, the city
secured @ waiver from the Zoning
Board of Appeals (ZBA), allowing
the Aladdln structure to be used as a
warehouse, Such uses are not permit-
ted in the city’s Town Center district,
which basically places an emphasis
on non-molorized types of shopping
and office uses. The ZBA also retain-
ed the right to review future tenants.

Later in December, the council ap-
proved allowing city administration
to adverstise for bldders to occupy
the (acility, which has been relative-
ly fruitless,

Kriewall sald the city was unlikely
to kose any money on the deal, even if

they were {o raze it this year. Cur-
rently, city officlals are planning to
pass the costs of the Aladdin
warehouse on to future businesses in
the southeastern quadrant of the
Town Center district, when
businesses or apartments are con-
structed in that area, as the district is
bullt out towards completion.

"“We should be able to get all of that
back,' Kriewall said.

Kriewall said it was much cheaper
to purchase the facility now, while i
was vacant, rather than attempting
tocondemn it at a later date.

The city’s acquisition of the Alad-
din Tool facility Is not the first time
that dedicated road monles have
been used for purpeses other than
roads. The clly is piso using road
funds &0 pay bond debt on a Depart-
ment of Public Works garage locaied
tothe east of the Town Center.

Proposed changes to a Novi lakefront ot or-
dinance cencetning storage of firewood have been
rejected by the Novi Planning Commission.

Planners considered two proposed changes (o
the ordinance. One amendment dealt with winter
storage of boats and the other concerned shed
storage, which Included a requirement to store
wood immediately next ta a house or garage ona
lakediront Jot.

Several commissioners stated thelr disapproval
of the wood storage aspect of the change. Commis-
sioner Gary Phillips was the first lo say it
oversteps the bounds of what the city can tell its
cltizens to do.

Commissioner Thomas Kavanaugh agreed, say-

ing, ‘‘We have to set the [imit where government
can interfere with people's lives somewhere.”’

He added, “I think lhat’s going overboard, tell-
ing people where to store their wood.”

Commissloner John Balagna sald he agreed
with them both.

Cily Attorney Dennis Watson said the purpose of
the ordinance amendment was to improve the ap-
pearance of lots throughout the clty. “The or-
dinance review committee came up with this solu-
tion," he explained.

Saying that Lhe siorage of wood next to homes
olten allracts ants and other problems,
Kavanaugh stated, ‘‘that is the last place to put
it.”

Although they disagreed with the firewood
storage proposal, commissioners agreed that the
winter boat storage time. The ordinance currently
permils boat storage time from Oct. 31 to May 31.
The proposed amendimnent would extend the period
from Oct. I to May 31. The storage Includes boats,
docks and recreational materials.

Watson said the clty received complainis that

the water was sometimes too cold by mid-October
for the storage of boals.

After {urther discussion, planners reached a
concensus to send the proposed ordinance changes
back to the ordinance review committee for fur-
ther revision.

‘Council move surprises planners

The Novi City Council decision last week to
rezone property at the Ten Mile/Beck Road in-
tersection to a commercial classification ap-
parently was as much a surprise to some planning
commission members as it was to area residents.

Council voted 42 on March 6 to rezone a 10-acre
pareel on the northeast corner of Ten Mile and
Beck Road from a combined commercial and
residential stalus to a single B-1 commercial
classification,

The couwncil's decision was made immediately
after the planning commission voted to recom-
mend that the parcel be rezoned B-1.

The zoning will not be effective until March 21,
15 days after it was enacted by council.

Now developer Lee Walter will be able to go
ahead with plans for a shopping plaza on that cor-
ner, which had been effectively killed one month
ago when council repealed a commercial
classification at the location. Last Monday's
rezoning was a reversal of council's earlier

repeal.

“It was one of the biggest surprises I've ever
had on the commission,” sald Planner Judy
Johnson, who said she was under the impression

. that Monday’s council vote was a “‘reaffirmation”

of its earlier zoning repeal.

*I had the feeling from the talk at the table that
B-1had been discussed before.”

Johnson, whe criticized a market study saying

. the Ten/Beck site was ideat for such a plaza, was

joined by Commissioner Enrico Digirolamo in
voting against the B-1 zoning recommendation.
The other members — minus Kathy McLallen,

Gary Phillips and Ernie Aruffo, who were absent
— voted to recommend the B-1 designation.

"1 started thinking that maybe those folks with
the petitions had a point,”" Digirolamo said, refer-
rring to the group Citizens for Responsible
Development (CRD).

CRD gathered petitions with nearly 4,000 names
of people protesting the shopping center, which is
proposed to carry & grocery store, hardware store
and other services.

“We're rushing along without a great deal of
discussion,” Digirolamo added, saying thal was
another reason he voted against B-1 zoning. He ad-
ded that he, too, was under the impresston that
Monday's meeting was a formality for the ciy to
“cover its bases,'" and nothing more.

Planner John Baiagna, on the other hand, said
he understood Mondsy's meeting to be just
another case of a rezoning, with a recommenda-
tion from planners to council, *‘We handled it the
way younormally handle a rezoning question.”

Balagna, who made the motion to recommend
B-1 zoning, said he had first discussed a B-1
possibility with Planning Chairman Charles
Kureth just prior to Monday's jeint meeting of the
commission and council.

The history of the Ten Mile/Beck
Road intersection can be traced back
to the the 1967 and 1980 master plans
— both of which called for a shoppitg
center at the corner.

And debate over the fate of the Ten
Mile/Beck Road site has been
rekindled recently by a eitizens
group which is attemtping to throw
oul the newest commercial zoning
classification at the corner.

Master plans and zoning are
distinctly different in nature. The
plan sets an overali Jand use goal, but
is not legally construed as a zoning
classification,

Further, the master ptan is agreed
upon by the planning comrlssion,
while fhe city council enacts all
rezonings.

So, while the 10 aces at the mor-
theast corner of Beck Road and Ten
Mile have been zoned three acres
commercial (B-1) and seven acres
residential (R-4) over time, the
master plan goal in both 1980 and 1548
called for placement of a 5-10 acre
commercial site at the cormer.

Technically, the area remains B-1
and R4 until March 21 — 15 days
after the city council's March 6 ac-
tion.

Developer Lee Waiter has plans
plans to put a grocery store and shop-
ping center at the corner.

In 1967, the corner was slated for a
“neighborhood shopping ' area.

Whether or not the northeast sec-
tion of Ten Mile and Beck Road
should remain at three acres (as zon-
ed) or be planned for an ullimate 10
acres, was a hot topie of debate in
1960 when the master plan was
reworked.

Though some ather convenience
areas In the west and northwestern
section of the master plan were lop-
ped off, the Ten Mile/Beck Road cor-
ner plan remained,

It also remained that way in 1968,
when the niewest master ptan went in-
toeffect.

Planning Censultani Brandon
Rogers said i0 acres is necessary lo
have a substantial shopping center in
the area,

“If you put a supermarket in today,
you need 10 acves," Rogers said.
“You've got parking, landscaping,
greenbelts, setbacks. . .

«1 don't feel that it is excessive,”
Rogers sald. “I'm sorry this thing
has golten into some serious
misunderstandings.”

Council members, who were
critical of a potential legal problem

silent about the matter,

Mayor Matthew Quinn and Coun-
cilwoman Martha Hoyer both said at
the March 6 meeting that revoking
the zoning and going out of con-
formance with the master plan could
result in a serious legal challenge
against the city. The city has lost
such suits in the past, when deviating
from the master plan.

Quinn would not expound on the
comments after the March 13
meeting.

“You had better talk to our at-
torneys,” Quinn said.

City Attorney David Fried has
declined to comment specifically on
what could happen.

“That's a question I really can't
answer,”" Fried said, when asked if
Citizens for Responsible Develop-
ment (CRD) Is forcing the city Into
an indefensible legal positlon by re-
quiring deviation from the master
plan as aresult of the petition.

“That is not germaine to the right
of the people to petition the city to
repeal anordinance,” Fried said.

Whether or not the petition would
apply to a rezoning wmatter, as had
been originally hinted at by Walter’s
attorneys, is still a matter of debate.

Walter’s attorney, Norman
Hyman, could not be reached for
comment on this story. Walter has
said repeatedly that he does not want
1o sue the city.

CRD organizer Jim Shaw said
Tuesday that the group is continuing
to seek a zoning change at the corner
that will re-open the master plan for

study and an amendment, which will
change the future of the corner.

“That can be done, and we've ask-
ed for it repeatedly,” Shaw said.

commission's implementation com-

As for city councll and office com-

meetings with council members and
step up efforts io avoid ordinance
problems with the planning depart-
ment via meetings.

Besides communication, goals
were listed in seven other areas:

Planning budget proposed
amid project controversy

Although not alt are in agreement
on where to spend the money, Novi’s
planning commissioners recently
adapted a proposed 1989-90 Work Pro-
gram and Budget and are sending it
onto the city council for approval.

The revised dratt of the commis-
slon’s proposed budget totals $232,800
— an increase of $24,500 {rom the
planners' 1958-69 budget.

The {fact that an increase is propos-
ed from last year was just one of the
sticking poinis during the budget
discussion at the commission’s
March 1 meeting.

Planners Enrico Digirolamo,
Kathy McLallen and Gary Phillips
voiced their objections to the cutlined
budget and voted against approval
All commissioners felt that the
hudget package should not have been
sent to council while some conflict
still exists as to which projects would
get priority funding.

McLellan specifically protested
funding for the Northeast Sector II
Study dring the coming fiseal year.
“We don't need to facilitate land
speculation there at this time," she
sald. Saying the areas to be studied
are of “intense density,” she added
that the study “will only serve to en-
courage development and traffic in
our last sector.

| think the city has another place
to spend $16,000," she said.

The Northeast Sector Study I Isan
offort to compile and map existing
projects, man-made and natural
features, and traffic characteristics
of the area between Twelve and

. Fourteem Mile from Novi to Hagger-
ty roads. A conceptual land use plan

would be developed.

Chairman Charles Kuareth
disagreed with Mcallen. He said
commissioners shouldn’t put off the
study particularly since the location
of proposed M- highway — which is
slated to run through that sector, will

be known soon. “'We are a planning
cominission that proacts, not reacts.
1think it's short-sided to walt.”

He also sald the fact that the exact
location of M-9 is not yet known does
not justify delaying the planning pro-
ject. “The Northeast Sector Study Is
slated to start In January, If we don’t
know by then {about M-9), then we'll
delay it.”* Kureth added, 1 think {t'll
be a well-spent $18,000."

Commissioners Judy Johnson and
Phillips, on the other hand, favered
including a project rot slated for the
budget. They said they wanted (o see
work begin on 2 Walled Lake study,
which would inelude road and Jot
standard analysis in the Walled Lake
region of the city

Johnson's concern was the poor
condition of the some of the dirt roads
in the area, on which emergency
vehicles might not be able to travel,
She added, “H we don't plan now, the
developers wilk plan for us,”

Planners then, after mulling over
whether or not to “humnp” one of the
elght studies already proposed to
make room for the Walled Lake
study, decided not lo make any
changes. .

That action prompted Communily
Development Director James Wahl
to warn commissioners against ex-
acerbating a stigma that the city “is
not concerned” with the Walled Lake
area.

“Over the years we've heard
things,” Wahl remarked, saying
complaints have been lodged by lake
residents regarding fire and police
response time and the plowing of
SNOW.

He said that he didn't mean the ser-
vices are inadequate, ‘‘pul that these

tionof the eity eouncil.”

Phillips then said he would favor
replacing the Walied Lake Study with
the Riverstroll Study, Seeing no sup-
port for the Walled Lake Study,
Johnson sald she would support the

budget without it but did net want the

comrrission to forget about it,

Noting the many points of
disagreement, McLallen said she
didn't feel the budget was ready to be
sent to council. "'I don't feel we have
a tonsensus.”

Digirolamo said he wouldn't sup-
pori the budget because of the $24,500
increase over last year’s budget.
“'We should stay within the realm of
lastyeat's."”

Commissicner Edward Hramer
reminded the group that it is the
council which has the final say on the
figures and that the council might
recommend dropping a preject that
would lower the budgetted amount.

The planners' budget is scheduled
to be presented to council for ap-
proval on March 20. Council is
seheduled to adopt the budget on May
15after a public hearing on May 3.

Among the projects listed, the
largest single line item is planning
consuitant fees at $55,000, followed by
two commission studies: Lhe
Transporlation Planning Model at
$25,000 and the Novi River Stroll at
$20,500.

The studies represent nearly half
the proposed budget of $98,100 — a
two-fold increase from last year's
budget.

Other studies the commission pro-
poses funding in the next fiscal year
include Natural Resources Design
Implementation, Urban Design Im-
plementation, Haggerty-Twelve Mile
Traffic, Fiscal Impaet, and
Transportation and Parking.

In addition to commission studies,
the budget is divided into three other
sectors:

O Supplies totaling $600
‘O-Four consulting service fees
totaling $80,600

O Commission activiies totaling

$53,500

The budget also propeses paying no
overtime, whereas §7,500 was allot-

Fenrich heads Novi Chamber

As the first quarter of the new year
rolls to a close, the new president of
the Novi Chamber of Commeree I3
already deeply Lnvolved in meeting
her ebjectives.

And if her ideas are any indication,
1989 promises to be a year of transi-
tion and growth.

Dianne Fenrich, manager of
Talbots in Twelve Oaks Mall, was
elected presidest of the 259-member
Nevl Chamber in December. She
assumed the presidency with the
startof the yearon Jon. 1.

The three other newiy-elected of-
ficers also serving a one-year term
are Bob Friess, president elect; Lee
Mamola, vice president; and Paul
Black, treasurer.

Fenrich, 4, who served as vice
president iast year, concedes that
she will now have to give up part of
chamber work she loves — coor-
dinating special events, She perform-
ed that task each of the past three
years (her only years in the
chamber}, boosting attendance and
participation with each gala or occa-
sion.

This year she gees her time being
absorbed with meetings, getting te
understand the fiscal aspect of the
chamber and working with bylaw
revisions, to name a few. *'Plus there
are alof of hidden hours you can't ac-
count for,” she explaned.

Add all that to the fact that she puts
in about 50 hours per week at hr
women's appate] store and juggies a
family of four at home. For all her
activity, though, she says she loves

what she does.

“Retail is fun. It atlows you lo be
creative, particulariy the merchan-
dising aspect and displays. The mer-
chandise may be the same, but it's all
in how you can rearrange it.”

Fenrich lives in Canton Towmship
“near the border of Livingston Coun-
ty,” and has worked in Novi ever
since the mall opened 11 years ago.
She worked in Sears’ personnel
depariment and was a manager of
the Childrens Place before accepling
her position at Talbots.

Throughou! her business career In
the city Fenrih said she has watched
as Novi bas changed into an upscale
regional retall center, mos! par-
ticularly the mall.

But she added, "“We have more
than our fair share of retail,” and
noted the record number of strip
shopping centers of late which still
have vacancies.

“The residential growth hasn't
caught up with the commercial
growlh,” shie observed.

She acknowledges that Twelve
Qaks is seen by some cityresidents as
a '""regional” factlity rather than ser-
ving the needs of the community, but
she disagrees, “Overall it is geared
toward Novl. It's bringing money In-
tothe city.”

Regarding the competitive Town
Centet complex, Fenrich says s still
needs some fine-tuning before it can
serve as Novi's walk-through
downtown, a theory city planners
have been working toward for years.

“It’s a very busy intersection, so
you won’t see a lot of walking. They
{city planners) want to bring in more
residential - that's a wonderful idea,

But we don't have it now, 50 we don'l
have thewalkers.”

When asked If it would have been
more desirable to have a downtown
shopping district ke Northville or
Plymouth, Fenrich sald, “Nel
everyone can bave a small
downtown,”' and cited Canton
Township as an example.

“This {s newet. At least Novi has
Its four cormers.”

Fenrich said one reason she I8
cager about the coming year as
president is because “not too many
chamber members are from the
mail,”" she sald, vowing to recrult 65
more members this year.

Also tops on her to-do list is work at
informing chamber members aboul
legislative actlvities atfecting their
bustnesses. She said In all her
previous chamber work she concen-
trated on the “soclal" aspect, and
now wants to focus on other matters.

Far instance, she thinks some
retaflers should be more aware of
how city zoning affectsthem, such as
the rezoning of Town Center which
the city is considering.

*They should be able to make more
informed decisions when i comes to
avote,"” she said. “But we don't want
tosway any opintons.”

Another major project Fenrich
wouild like to get under way is secur-
ing a mew building dor the chamber
office. Currently the chamber works
out of a small facility on the corner or
Novt Road and Grand River, she sald

Youngsters stroll along the so-called *Cocaine Alley'

Novi officer assigned to

county-wide

Novi police say residents will see improved per-
formance in the war on drugs now that the city has
assigned an officer to work with a county-wide drug en-
forcement team,

“Narcotics is not our expertise. We haven't had the
resources,”” said Novi Police Captain Richard Faulkner,
noting that a Novi officer was assigned to the Oakland
County Narcotics Enforcement Team (NET) for the
first time last month.

Approval for aNET cfficer was obtained last July.

In cooperation with NET and the state pelice, Novi
police last month raided a house for drugs on Endwell
Street in the northern section of the city. No drugs were
confiscated, however, and no drugmrelated. arrests
repulted from the raid. R

"We had been aware that that house was a problem,
said Faulkner, *but we had to do it by the numbers.”

He explained that most people are unaware of the for-
malities invoived in conducting a raid. Those “for-
malities” include gathering enough evidence for “suffi-
clent cause"’ to enter the house, so as to obtain a search
warrant by the county prosecutor. The warrant then has
tobe sigried by ajudge.

“We won't clean anything up by going in illegally,”
Faulkner added.

Faulkner was respending to charges by Endwell
Sireet residents who say they have contacted the depart-
ment numerous tmes about drug traffic on the street
and that nothing was done about the situation until the
recent rald. {See related story.)

Residents of seven Endwell homes have erected
“fighting back” signs en their Jawns, saying they won't
tolerate the “reopening” of the alleged *dope house” on
their street. The raided house is currently empty as the
male resident, arrested during the raid, is inearcedated
inthe Oakland County Jail on unretated charges.

Faulkner indicated that those lving in the raided
house were ot conducting the level of alleged drug traf-
fic that Endwell residents claim, '*Was it a dope house
far profit or to accommodale his close friends?”
Faulkner asked rhetorically. He noted that no money
was confiscated during the raid, which 15 typically an in-
dicator of a big operation.

Police Chief Lee GeGole satd, *There’s no major drug
operation going cn on Endwell. If there were, they
wouldn't be living on Endwell.”

four glass smoking Gevices, often called “crack plpes,”
said Faulkner, and plastic bags of white powder that
could have been used as a cutting agent in the making of
crack cocaine,

Faulkner also denied residents’ claims that police
have been contacted numerous imes with complaints
about the house over the past two years. Novi police
reports over the last two years show two complaints
were recorded regarding the raided house. The first, on
AUg. 2, 1987, was a complaint of disturbing the peace.
The second occurred four days Later on Aug. 8, and stem-
med from an anonymous note by a “Novi taxpayer”
alleging that the house was the site of a drug operation.

Nermal procedure at the time, said Faulkner, was to
turn the narcotics complaint over o NET. He added that
his department received over 16,000 complaints last
year, .
i takes time to buitd these types of cases,” he sald.

Defective Lt. Dottie MacAllen of the Michigan State
Police, head of NET, said she has no efficial report on
what action was taken by her team following the August
1957 narcotics complaint.

“Inftially, nothing led to an arrest,” she said.
“fowever, intelligence information can always lead to
oiber things,” she added, saying hat & tp hers and
there is the means to a specific actlon, such as a rald.

“Novi will now see improved handling of narcotics
complaints,” MacAllen stated, since lts police force has
assigned aman to NET.

Currently city officlals are looking into the possibility
of condemning the raided house, according to City At-
torney Dennis Watson. He said the building department
asked him to investigate the matter Jast week. *‘We don't
Kknow whether or not we can do anything . . . maybe treat
it as a public nuisance,’’ he said.

Faulkner said the condition of the house, in which the
arrested man, his pregnant wife and two children were
living, was “deplorable.” Police notlfied social service
agencies about the conditions immedlately following the
raid, he said.

Cherie and Mary Burcham said
they worry about the children play-
ing along the street with the constant
flow of cats.

“He can't move back in and start it
up again,” sald Cheric Burcham,
who expressed the unanimous hope

that police will moniter the house
carefully,

“This isn’t Detroit, we shouldn't
have tolive like this."”

Admitting that Endwell —
characterized by small, older, one-
time lake vacation cottages on a nar-
row dirt road — isn't one of the most
expensive streets in Novi, the
residents said they sometimes [eel as
if they aren’t being taken seriously. - <

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Taking a walk in the park

That’s what members of Cilizens
for Responsible Development (CRD)
are feeling, and it’s not any great
mystery why they feel that way.

The actions of the Novi City Coun-
¢il, Plannlng Commission, and
various city staff over the past few
weeks are, at best, outrageous, at
worst, unconscienable.

Frankly, this development — the
proposed Briarwood Plaza at the nor-
thest corner of Ten Mile and Beck
Road — appears, now anyway, to be
on the fast track. The skids look
greased, folks.

On March 6, the planning com-
mission and city council, which rare-
ly agree on anything without months
of referring and re-referring, pulled a
B-1 zoning classification out of the
clear blue sky and proceeded to agree
to it in one night. Neat and tidy.

A legal advertisement noting the
area as B-1 was prepared by the next
morning and published in the Thurs-
day editions of this news aper, even
though this “compromise” B-1 zoning
was supposedly unheard of until it
came up at that meeting.

Strangely, legal advertisements
from two other rezonings decided
upon at that meeting — ones which
have been debated vigorously and

“cess for months — weren't ready for
publication.

The new rezoning becomes effec-
tive March 21 — 15 days after the
March 6 action.

In February CRD represen-
tatives had succeeded in getting the
B-1 zoning rescinded at the corner
after collecting about 4,000
singatures, 3,200 of which were
validated.

Now they’re going to work on
another petition against the B-1 zon-
ing. They collecied an estimated 1,000
signatures over the weekend.

This week, a speciai planning
commission meeting has been
scheduled for March 22, even though
the issue hasn’t yet been considered
at the planners' table. The purpose of
this proposed special meeting (if in-
deed planners agreed to it last night)
was to consider Walter's develop-
g:ené plans for Ten Mile and Beck

oad,

City officials have said the pur-

Underground gascline storage
tanks and some piping were removed
Feb. 10 from Victor Muscat’'s NVC
Corp., located at 1930 Novi Road.
Workers and Novl Fire Marshal
William Conn reperted a gasoilne
odor after the tanks were removed.

A total of six tanks were removed
from the site, which had previousiy
housed an automoblle service sta-
tion. It is now used as a video game
storage and repair shop.

DNR officials last week asked for
new tests In the ares, in addition to
records of current lests being done
by Muscat's consultants.

“We're Interested in whether or not
there is a problem and how big of a
problem it might be,” satd DNR En-
virgnmental Quality Analyst Cheryl
Wallace.

Wallace said ihe DNR is concerned
about possible soil and groundwater
contamination in the area.

NVC Coryp. is located near Walled
Lake and Shawood Lake. In addition,
most residents in the area draw
water for household uses from
residentiat wells.

Wallace said the site stands a
chance of being ranked on stale
priority lists, commonly referred to
as “307 lists." That book, published
annually in the fall, ranks afl known
sites of contamination and possibly
contaminated sites.

Currently, Novi has three such
sites that have been identified.

In a letter to Muscat dated March
6, the DNR asked for a hydrological
Investigation of the site, a study of
possible vertical and herizontal
spread of contaminants, and a cor-
rective action pian for soil and
groundwater contamination.

Muscat also was reguired to
mitigate fire and gas vapor hazards,
although that appears to have been
done with the removal of the tanks,
zecording to Conn.

Conn reported- the situation to the
DNR when the tanks were removed

in February, which initiated the
agency's reponse.

Muscat was required to remove the
six tanks as a result of a Jan. 1%
Distriet Court order signed by Judge
Michael Batchik. The city initiated
the action after persistent com-
plaints from a resident whe lives in
the area.

Soil samples were taken after the
tanks were removed and the large
holes at the site were backilled for
safety purposes, Conn said.

The city sent Muscat a letter late
last year, requiring him to remove
the tanks within 30 days, He was then
issued a ticket and required to ap-
pear at 52nd District Court in Walled
Lake in January. '

Court records indicate Muscat was
found guilty of a city fire prevention
code that requires underground
storage tanks lo be removed within
one year of the establishment ceas-
ing operation as a service station.

Muscat wasn't fined, but was given
9 days to remove the tanks in the
Jan. 19 court decislon,

Muscat was unavaliable for com-
ment for this story.

4 utility rebate Is delivered right to your door by
two people elalming to be employes of the utility.

Spring is the season when con artists are likely
lo show up in your neighborhood, so Detroit
Edison cautions you to be particularly careful
about admitting persons into your home.

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Focusing on guns

Salem gunsmith earns world-wide recognition

Gun enthusiasts {hreughoul the
werld recognize Lhe professionalism
of B. McDaniel Ce., Inc.

The gunsmith shop in Salem
Township is owned and operated by
Byford McDaniel, beiter knewn as
“Mac."

McDaniel has boned his craft of
building and repairing guns over the
past 47 years. Approximately 70 per-
cent of his business comes from out-
of-state customers.

Before moving to his present laca-
tion at B88O Pentiac ¥rail about 11
years ago, MeDaniel owned a shop in
Grosse Pointe Park fer nearly 35
years.

A loolmaker by trade. McDaniel
has discovered the value of his skills
in designing special tools to make
parts for guns that have become
scarce or are ohsolete,

An 1899 Mannlicuher Chaenguser
(German rifle} is just one of lhe
many rifles MeDaniel has been asked
lo restore,

Bluing is an oxide trealment plac-
ed on the barrel {o prevent rust, Fur-
ther refinements serve to enhance
the original sheen.

A sense of humor is an added
specialty. “We're a littie bit different
from the others {gunsmiths). We do
things right," quipped McDaniel.

Accurale measurements are im-
perative in [fitting and designing
rifles, McDaniel spends many hours
using speciatized equipment to han-
dle the job. Lathes, mills and saws
aresome of the McDaniel tools uses.

A diamond is used to dress a grin-
ding wheel on a surface grinder to
altow high precision when a part is
made, explained McDaniel.

Woed for making the stock of arille
is imported from all over the world.

Black walnut that is at least 25 years
old is extremely expensive and is
carefully carved to give the correct
fit, he explained.

After much sanding and
refinishing, the stock has a beautiful
luster. French walnut and many
other wood varieties are also
available.

Rifles vary in size, weight, firing
capacity and uses, There are specific
firearms for specific purposes,
stated McDaniel,

Many hunters have called upon
McDaniel’s expert advice when
selecting proper hunting equipment.
A man in Alrica once asked
McDaniel to design a rifle made of a
solid bronze rod to eradicate
elephants.

Women comprise 5 to 10 pereent of
the gun shop’s clientele. Because
women generally learn {rom scraich
how to shool guns, they have the
potential lo be more accurate
shooters, the veteran gunsmith said.

“4 lot of men have misunderstan-
dings about shooting practices that
you can’t shake, but most ladies
come in knowing nothing and you car
teach them without having to contend
with bad habits.

“They often end up being better
shooters than their husbands when
il's over with,"” he said.

Women are fi{ differently for rifles
because of nerves which run along
the breast line, he explained. “You
have to be very precise about how
you fit a lady for a rifle. It can really
make a difference on the firing ae-
curacy.”

Sales at B. McDaniel arem't limited B

to rifles. Many handguns and ac-

cessory items are also available. §
Roger, Smith and Wesson are just a @

few of the many manufacturers of
nandguns that McDaniel carries.

Customers seeking a .44-caliber
Magnum, which acter Clint
Eastwood rade famous in the
movies, will also find their heart's
delight.

Although using cailing cassetle
tapes to hunt animals is illegal in
mest instamces, many wildiife
observers and hunters enjoy playing
the tapes to atiract animals for their
viewing, stated McDaniel.

It is legal, however, to use calling
tapes to hunt coyole, fox and crow
because the animals are considered
vermin, the gunsmith said.

Electrenic callers are also popular.
McDaniel hopes to have video fapes
available on hunting in the near
future.

Rooks discussing handguns, rifles
and hunting methods are sold fre-
queently. McDaniel said hunters are
pleased to discover that he offers the
books since most distributors don't
carry books,

Many hunters opt to refoad their
cartridges, explained McDaniel. For
those who exercise that option,
various specialized equipment Is
available at the shop for accurately
measuring powder used in the
reloading process, he said. Elec-
tronic scales are sold as well.

Ear muffs, binoculars, holsters, sl-
ings and shell belts are some of the
many accessory ifems available.

Customers feel comfortable aboul
making purchases because of the
time given to explaining the various
firearmns, explained McDaniel.

“4 lot of ladies come shopping for
their husbands. They're not laken ad-
vantage of, and they get the right
thing," he said.

Muzzle-loaders have become
popular with children and women.
The growth rate annually is between
W and 15 percent because of &
relatively low cost of $3 for a full day
of sheoting, said McDaniel.

Various forms of targets are of-
fered for practice shooling. *‘Many
individuals enjoy shooting for com-
petition,” he said.

B. McDaniel's is licensed by the
federal gevernment. “Ironically an
18-year-old can buy a gun from a
private citizen, but you must be 21 to
purchase from a professional gun
deater,"” explained McDanie).

The shop must [ile a Firearms
Transaction Record issued by the
Department of Treasury before any
firearm is sold. It a handgun is pur-
chased, state laws require an addi-
tional form be filed for a handgun
license.

The aumber of repairs ranges bet-
ween 3,000 and 4,000 anpually while
the number of firearms sold at
MeDaniel’s varies between 1,000 and
1,500 annually.

Much effor{ has been placed into
making sure that adequate safety
and security measures have been
met.

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Books maké good gifts

Books are an excellent gitt idea for
everyone, especially children. Whea
you're selecting books for young
children, the primary consideration
to keep in mind is each ¢hild's age.

Six months of age isn’t too young
for a child to begin getting ac-
quainted with books. Books for an in-
fant must be very durable, of cour'se,
so the child can shake the books,
chew on them and turn the pages
without destroying them.

Cioth pages machine-stitched on
one side or heavy, stiff, waterproofed
cardboard pages are appropriate for
children from 6 months lo 3 years of

age.

All colors and materials used in
books for very young children should
be nontoxic and washable.

The story or plot contained in the
books should be simple in the early
years. Books for children up through
the ages of 5 of 6 should be primarily
picture books deating with families,
familiar animals, pets and other
things that children can rejate to.

Rooks for very young children are

more to be looked at with them than
read to them. As parent and child
lock at, point to and talk about the
bright, colorful pictures, the chiid
can learn the names of objects and
animals and about such concepls as
coler, number, size and shape, as
well 03 attitudes about the enjoyment
to be detived from books.

Activities such as looking at books
also help bulid and maintain a loving
and trusting relationship between
parent and child. Research has
shown that a child needs plenty of
warm interaction with people to
become & loving adult.

Books with sturdy pages and
brightly-colored pictures of things a
very small child can identify with
will also be appropriate for a child 2
or 3 because he or she can begin to
enjoy the simple story accompanying
theplcture.

‘By the time children are 2 or 3, they
can be {aught how to handle books
carefully and can usually handle
paper pages without tearing them.
They can also go o the library and

help select books to take home.

Taking small children {o lhe
library at & very early age helps
them learn to value and respect
books and lo use the library.
Libraries usually have books suitable
for even I-year-lds. Parents, of
course, will want to supervise the use
of library books o be sure they're
cared for properly and returned in
good condition. .

When children have special pro-
blems or concerns, llbrarians can,
often suggest books to help them,
work things out. Fear of the dark, :
resistance to going to bed at night, &
niew brother or sister in the home, o |
a death In the {amily are among the .
igsues thal books may help
youngsters deal with. .

Books can also show children that,
the world is ful] of all kinds of people -
and that ii's OK that everyone jsn't -
the same, Parents can foster this ac- -
cepting attitude by making sure thel
their children’s books show members
of various ethnic groups as real peo-
ple, not stereotypes. -

Chances are, you've probably
heard or read about HDTV.

It stands for 'High Definition
Television.' Bul area experts say
that it will be several years before
HDTYV becomes a reality. In addition,
there is some question f the new
technology will ever calch on with
the general public.

“I'm reading about HDTV just like
everybody clse,” said Bill Herrick,
manager of Fretter Appliance in
Novl.

Within the next five to 10 years,
television is expected to make the
jump from its current standard to the
superior High Definition system,
which will sport a much clearer,
brighter picture and steree sound.
HDTV will have much sharper
reproduction because the system has
a picture cabability that's six-times
greater than what you watch now.

A normal television screen has 525
horizontal scan lines, but the pew
HDTV will have between 1,050 lo
1,125 lines. So the basic idea to send
more electronic detail with the
sighal.

“The first thing they will have to de
is upgrade the entire network and
broadcasting systems to make it
compatible because it has higher-
resolution than standard tebevision,”

with HDTV. The very rich may be
able to afford something like it. But
until the general public can afford it
and finds it desirable enough to go
get it, it won't calch on.”

Kukulka estimated the cost for an
HD television set at well over $1,000.
And the price tag within the televi-
sion industry to upgrade its systems
so they are compatitibte with the new
technology will probably reach the

billions. But the general consensus is
that it will happen sometime in the
19005 because it is expected o be a
multi-billion dollar market waiting to
be tapped.
“You're talking about a lot of
money industry-wide to get all the
standard television systems iransfer-
red over,” Herrick said. “'But it conld
be well worthit.”

The HDTV sysiem is now under
development in Japan and Europe,
and may be in place in those coun-

America, which seems o lag behind
in this type of technology nowadays.

“We haven't received any official
information about HDTV from the
company, but there’s a lot of talk
about it,” Kukulka said. “I've heard
that it's a least five years away, but
others have said it's closer than that.
The big question is whether the
public will want to upgrade their
systems right away and pay the price
forit.”
