City officials said labor concerns
within the bullding department and
concerns that his radon work was
cutting into other duties
necessitated the move.

Marko, who was billed at a
seminar several months age as
leading one of the most aggressive
community-based radon prevention
programs in the state, has relin-
quished al) radon duties to publie in-
formation director Cindy Stewart.

Acoording Lo a memo dated April
28, Department of Public Services
(DPS) Director Lenora Jadun com-
plimented Marko for his work, but
told him “effective immediately,
you will relinquish this duty to
(Stewart).”

“Ms. Stewart will be handling all
pubiic information such as letters,
telephone calls, attending seminars
for radon education, and hosting

The Mo went on to say T
wotlld expect that you will devote-
your dutles to the butlding inspec-
tion function as you did prior to the
radonprogram.”

In: her role as DPS chiel, Jadun
supervises the bullding department
and Department of Public Works
(DPW). She could not be reached
for comment on the memo by press
time Tuesday.

City Manager Edward Kriewall
said Marko did a “great job” with
radon, but that several factors, in-
cluding tabor concerns within the
building depariment, necessitated
the move, He would not elaborate

further.

State funding
may bring M-9
project closer

An $11.5 millien grant has been
approved as a first step toward a
state ‘‘takeover” of Haggerly
Road, possibly clearing the way for
progress on the erstwhile M-9 pro-
ject,

City and county leaders got word
Friday from Lansing that Haggerly
Road was approved in the latest
reund of funding from the
Transpertation Economic Develop-
ment Fund. The $11.5 milkion will
pay for approximately five miles
worth of unspecified improvements
between [-96 and Pontiac Trail,

Total cost of the takeover is $73
million. The $11.5 is designed to
cover right-of-way purchase and
preliminary engineering, according
to Economic Development Fund
Censultant James Dressel.

Currently, plans are in the offing
for a six or eight lane divded
hghway — M-9 — that would pro-
gress north from 196, It 1s designed
to relieve congestion caused
because of the lack of a major
north-south passage through
western Oakland County.

M-% plans hinge on lwo separate
alternatives through Novi — either
along the existing Haggerty Road
route, or along at a polnt on Twelve
Mile, just west of Haggerty Road. A

| public hearing is scheduled for June

to help decide the preferred route.

Oakland County Road Commis-
sion officlals said they had little in-
formation on the state takeover by
Monday afternoon.

“What we have is an absence of
concrete information on what will
bappen next,” said road commis-
ston spekesman John Joy. “It’s best
degceribed as premature. But this ef-
fort, uitimately I am sure, will offer
a better opportunity for residents to

cerned homeowners since the struc-
ture on Buckminster started geing
up last week. "We have no legal
read to stop them,” Connelly said,
who plans to address city officials
with the group’s concerns,

“If they want te build them fine,
then build them in a subdivision of
modilar homes, not in a subdivision
of regularly constructed homes,”
Connelly added.

Cedar Springs currently contains
120 hemes with additienal
residences proposed In future
states, The subdlvision is located on
the north side of Tea Mile between
Novi and Taft roads. The subdivi-

sion's single remaining vacant fot
now belongs to the Northwest
Bullding Corporation of Southfield
— the company which is erecting
the modular home.

Erlc Semke, one of the company's
owners, said Cedar Springs
residents have nothing to be wor-
ried abeut. “There will not be
anyone who will be able to tell a dif-
ference,” he sald of his soon-to-be-
completed three-bedroom, two-bath
ranch house.” He 1s buflding the
home on speculation, and plans to
list it for $179,900.

A Novi man has been charged with
two armed robberies which occurred
at the Novl Square shopping center
on Pontiac Trail near West Road
earlier this year.

David Allen Butler, a 23-year-old
resident of the Westgate VI Apart-
ments, is currently being held on
$300,000 bond in the Oakland County
Jafl, according to Detective Ralph
Fluhart of the Novi Police Depart-
ment.

Butler is facing two charges or
armed robbery in conjunction with
the robbery of the Viilage Pantry II
party store on March 18 and & third
count of armed robbery in conjunc-
‘Hon with the robbery of a Novi
woman near the Automatic Teller
Machine (ATM} at the Michigan Na-
tionai Bank branch office on Pontlac
Tratl on March 27.

All three armed robbery charges
are felonies and carry a maximum
sentence of up to iife imprisonment.

Butler also faces one count of
UDAA (auto theft) and ancther count
of malicious destruction of property
under $100.

Butler was taken lnto custody by
uniformed officers responding to a
stolen automodile report from Del-
ly's Pizza in the Novi Square shopp-
ing cenler at approximately 11:30
p.mn. on Saturday, April 2.

Responding to the report, uniform-
ed officers bagan searching the area
for the vehicle stolen frem oulside
the pizza parlor. They located the
vebicle parked outside a bullding in
the Westgate VI Apartments, entered
‘tjhe buliding and began knocking on

- As the officers were inside the
apartment bullding, a man answer-
Ing the description given by
witnesses at the pizza parlor walked
out of one of the apartments, ac-
cording to Fluhart.

Oificers apprehended the man,
later identified as Butler, conducled
& pat-down search in which they
located a knife In one of his pockets,
and  transported him to the Novi
Police Department where he was ar-
rested on the auto theft charges.

He was later charged with
malicious destruction of property for
having discarded the pizza delivery
sign on top of the vehicie.

When the case was referred to
Fluhart for further investigation, the
detective noted a strong similarity
between Butler and videstaped pic-

?.le Qakland County Prosecutor’s Of-

Butler was arraigned on the armed
robbery counts hafore 52nd District
Court Judge Harold Bulgarellt on
April 25. Band for each count was set

The blast did cause substantla] damage, but no
injuries.

Novi fire officials are investigating what caused
a metal water storage tank in the Chateau Estates
Mobile Home Park to explode suddenly Monday
afternoon.

The tank, which holds water for household use,
exploded and ripped in twe in the early afternoon
Monday, while most residents were indoors or at
work.

The large chunk of metal that blew away from
the tank flew approximately 275 feet before com-
ing to rest against a storage shed about two blocks
away from the blast, The metal section was pro-
pelled at ground level, skipping along the grass
every 20-25 feet before coming to a stop.

Conn said that some chemicals are used to treat
the water in the tank, although he wasn't sare if
that had anything to do with the exploslon,

Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan sald Tuesday that
seme pressure was maintained in the tank during
normal operation and that it likely could have
been a tank failure,

Chateau Estates residents were without water
after the incident, Conn said. Park management
was atiempting to get an alternate water supply
system in piace by press time Tuesday,

The park, which is located off Thirteen Mile,
near Decker Road, is supplied with water through
a comunity well system.

The City of Novi is apparently
serious about a crackdown on basket-
ball hoops located near city streets.

Depariment of Public Works
{DPW} Superintendent Bruce
Jerome said this week that he plans
to seek “'Jegal counsel'* by May 15 if
as many as 12 area residents don'l
act to remove the basketball hoops
from the streets near their homes.

“It’s a dangerous situation, and the
city can’t ailow it to occur.”

Jerome sald some of the hoops are
in less-drequently-traveled cul-de-
sacs, but that the liability question is
still valid,

“Either they are all right or they
are all wrong,” Jerome said. '“We
can’t enforce it selectively.”

Jerome sald he is also concerned
that automobiles: which strike the
poles could blame the city for having
unsafe streets.

He said additicnal letters will be
going cut to an additional three
families this week, calling on them to
remove the basketball poles.

Novi officials said this week thal
“eleanup days” — like the one that
filled Lakeshore Park with tons of
discarded materials Lhis past
weekend - will be held in the future,
but will have to be monitored much
more closely.

City Manager Edward Kriewall
said Monday that the mess in
Lakeshore Park won't necessarily
“seare city officials out of"' doing it
again.

“I would say there Is a pretty good
chanee of us repealing It every six
manthsorevery year,” Kriewall said
during a break in the Novi City Coun-
cil meeting Monday night. “That's
providing the costs don't get way out
of control.

“Ideally, you do it for the one day
and don’t even deal with the other
trash. You take the refuse strictly
from Novi residents.”

The tremendous success — or
fallure —~ of the north end spring
clean-up weekend was evident by
Monday morning, Lakeshore Park’s
parking lot was filled with huge piles
of outoi-the-ordinary debris, lke
tires; appliances and old fyrniture. ...

Though the eleanup was supposed
to last Saturday and Sunday, all four
of the 40-yard dumpsters supplied for
the event were filied before noon
Saturday. Tuesday, city officlals
were attempting to get the remaining
debris removed with dump trucks
and tractors.

Kriewall said the eveniual bill
could run up to ‘“‘several thousand
dollars."”

Department of Public Works

(DPW) Superintendent Bruce
Jerome said there were positive
aspects of the spring clean-up, which
was sponsored by a north end citizens
groap.
“It's not a total disaster,” Jerome
said.

The event will be financed by the
City of Novi. Costs are not yet known.

Some of the materials dropped off
Saturday and Sunday can be reclaim-
ed.

Lakes area resident James Korte,
who put in long hours over the clean-
up weekend, said he was impressed,
but not surprised at the amount of
material area residents left.

DPW Superintendent Bruce
Jerome said that the park should be
cleaned up by Friday, and is likely to
remain closed unttl then.

“'What in the world are you suppos-
ed to do with all of this stuff?” Kerte
asked. “In a reguiar city, with cur-
side pickup, half of this stuff woutd go
week-to-week.”

Currently, Novi subdivisions must
contract for garbage services or
residents must secure pick-up on
their own. The other allernalive is

That
censortium — & spiinter group which
is progressing Independently from
the Oakland County plan — is made
up of six neighboring communitles,
including Novi, South Lyon, Walled
Lake, Farmington, Farmingten Hills
and Southfield. '

Phelps said LARA didn’t record
who dropped off the junk, but that
most appeared to be city residents.

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Planners cut programs from budget

Several key planning studies have
been postponed indefinitely as the
Novi Planning Commission attempts
Lo trim jts propesed §989-90 budget to
guidelines passed down by the Novi
City Council.

Commissioners are atlempting 1o
trim their budget after the city coun-
cit directed that a sizable chunk be
cut from the planners' proposed
budget for the fourth consecutive
year.

Specifically, the council imposed a
20 percent reduction In the commis-
sion's proposed 159%-90 budget. As a
resull of the council's budgel diree-
tives, the commission will have s
smallest budge! tn the past four

ears.

Planners had proposed a budget of
$231,800 for the coming [iscat year.
After reviewing iLs figures, the coun-
¢il countered by approving a plann-
ing budgel of $185.000 -- a reduction

The commission's budget pro-
posals have been reduced by an
average of $62,400 over the past four
years, The biggest reduction came in
the 1986-87 fiscal year when the com-
missiton’s proposed budget of $301,300
was scaled back to $200,000.

The commission's $185,000 budget
in the 1989-90 fiscale year wili be the
smallest it has had Lo work with since
198386 when it was ¥108,500. Plan-
ners in that year received the exact
amount from the city that they re-
quested.

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Coach quits committee
over Cicchelli firing

Expressing dissatis{action over the
firing of Novi High School basketball
coach John Cicchelli, 2 middie school
teacher publicly disassociated
kimself from an athletic philosophy
comimittee he was working on for the
Novl Community School District.

Gary Kelly, a Novi Middle school
science teacher, told members of the
Novi Board of Education and an au-
dience ol about 50 on April 20 that he
has resigned from the athletic
philesophy committee “‘due to some
lthlngs that have been happening late-

v

Kelly also coaches football and
valleyhall in the Novi school district.

Kelly, who did not mention Cic-
chelli specifically, saidd he was
“frustrated” to see his name still on
the roster of 12 committee members
after he had already resigned.

At an assembly in the Novi Middle
School cafeteria the next morning,
Kelly said he was referring lo Cic-
chelli’s March 22 firing as head
basketbal coach the previous night.
The reason he didn't mention Cic-
chelli's name, said Kelly, is because
Cicchelli is challenging his dismissal
threugh the Novi Education Associa-
tion's grievance procedure,

"*John Cicchelli is the embodiment
of ali the things good coaches are
made of,” said Kelly. "I just think
the whole {athletic philosophy} docu-
ment is {ainted because Cicchelli

Detroit man faces
purse theft charge

A 24-year-od Detroit man has been
arraigned by Novi Police on charges
of snalching a woman's purse at
Twelve Oaks Mall on April 6.

Jack Lee Wilbert Jr. was arraign-
ed last week in 52nd District Court on
charges of “larceny froin a person,”
a fefony which carries a sentence of
10 years imprisonment.

He walved pre-trial examination
before 52nd District Court Judge
Harold Butgarelli on Monday, May 1,
and has been bound ever to stand
trial in Oakland County Circuit
Court,

Wilbert also has been arraigned on

charges of armed robbery by both
the Southfield and Lathrup Village
police departments. In addition, he is
awalting trial on charges of carrying
a concealed weapon and recovering
and conceallng stolen property over
$100.
The armed robbery charges were
lodged in conjunction with an inci-
denl which occurred after the purse
snatching at Twelve Qaks Mall, ac-
cording lo Novi Police Delective
Jack Grubb.

The purse snatching Incident oc-
curred at Twelve Oaks on Thursday,
April6.

A Detreit woman, an empioyee at
J.L. Hudsons, told police she had
parked her car in the Red Lot at ap-
proximately 8:20 a.m. and was walk-
ing toward the matl.

The woman said she stopped

momentarily to get a piece of gum
from her purse when she was ap-
proached from bchind by an in-
dividual later alleged to be Wilbert.
The man grabbed her purse and then
ran back to his car, according to
police. )

The woman said the assailant said
nolhing and did not strike her at any
time while stealing the purse. She
also reported that no weapon was
seen during the theft.

Afler running back te his car, the
man jumped in and sped out of the
parking lot hack to Novi Road.

The incident was allegedly witness-
ed by a contractor working at the
new Liz Claiborne store inside the
mall. The witness ran to his own car
and pursued the escaping vehicle
Jeng enough to obtain a license plate
rumber.

Through subsequent investigation,
Grubb tearned that Wilbert had been
laken into custody by the Lathrup
Viliage police on suspicion of armed
robbery. Lathrup Viltage police
reported thal Wilbert had in his
possession the drivers license, vehi-
cle registration and check book of the
woman whose purse had been snatch-
ed at Twelve Oaks on May 6 at the
lime he was taken into custody.

possible cannnection between the high PNA levels and

cresote-treated railroad ties from the CSX railway,
which runs near the Rouge River through Novi.

The city made the discovery during sampiing for
routine pollutants, Even though the Rouge streiches
throughout a number of Wayne and Oakland County
communities, little such testing is done elsewhere.

Plans for the Rouge River cleanup day are progress-
ing on schedule, said Lenora Jadun, the city's Depart-
ment of Public Services (DPS) Director.

Jadun said trouble spots along the Rouge in Novi are
currently being identified, to help organize the June 3
event, Debris and junk that clog the river wili be stated
for removal. Not all organic materials, like stumps and
tree limbs, will be removed. Some perform a natural

Rural rezoning
tabled by council

The Novi City Council decided to
postpone a decision on another *‘west
end” rezoning question Monday
night, wanting to walt for an at-
torney’s ruling on whether or not the
city committed to a more-intense
zoning when It viewed conceptual site
plans of a proposed development
several years ago.

‘The parcel, located in all of Section
19 and part of Section 20, is scheduled
10 be rezoned to conform with the cl-
ty’s 1958 master plan goal of large-lot
estate zoning in the rural western
half of the city,

The area is bordered by Ten Mile
and Eleven Mile from Beck Road to
Wixom Road (see number four on
map}. The city is considering a pro-
posal to rezone the parcel from its ex-
isting R-1 (single family residential)
designation to a R-A ({residen-
tial/agricultural) classitication.

The change would lower the densi-
ty from 1.6 dwelling units per acre to
0.3 units per acre.

Planners recommended approval
of the zoning change last month, It is
the fourth of 10 parcels that city of-
ficiais have mapped out for rezoning
as is called for in the master plan.
‘The previous three parcels have all
gone from R-1 to R-A aswell.

The planning decislon was
unanimous after a public hearing
April 19, during which only a few
residents spoke — all of whom were

in favor of the rezoning.

Commissioner Judy Johnson
reiterated to the audience, that the
rezoning Is “‘part of the city's effort
to prevent congestion and traffic in
the west end"” thal has already oc-
curred in the sonthesst end,

Resident Laura Lorenzo spoke in
favor of the change, and noted that
for those who think the low density Is
too restrictive, nearby Milford is put-
ting homes on three-acre lots. “1
don’t think we’re asking tos much,"
shesatd. “I think it will work.”

One letter opposing the change
cited the same concerns as others
have who don’t went to see the densi-
Ly lowered — the loss of uniis per
acre,

Representatives of the Detroit-
based Edward C. Levy building com-
pany wrote that they are in the pro-
cess of mining property in that parcel
for the purposes of developing a 743-
acre subdivision. The proposed sub-
divislon comprises about 75 percent
of the entire area to be rezoned.

The letter stated that the Levy
Company and three other parties
own 331 acres of the land at the pre-
sent time and are three years away
from completing the mining work,

The number of unils they would be
abie to develop would effectively be
cut in half under the change, they
noted, and for that reason they op-
pose it

Councll members apparently view-
ed conceptual plans that called for
half-acre lots when the mining plans
were discussed several years ago.

The deal is structured so that the
[MUSeWn group can meet Its expenses
befgre turning over a percentage of
the profits. That doesn’t include ex-
peses associated with building and
construction, or any special exhibits,
special programs or set-aside
building funds.

The city-owned land fronts the 1-96
expressway, giving the Molorsports
Museum great exposare. The struc-
ture is currently planned to be three
stories, containing approximately
£0,000 square feet of exthiblits, con-

cession areas, and offices, ete,

The lease deal has led Councilmen
Walse, Edward Leininger, and Hugh
Crawford to tread a thin line. Watson
is required to abstain from all city
council voting that may involve the
museum, since he serves as the
facility’s executive director.
Craw’ord and Watson alse serve cn
the board of directors, although City
Attorney David Fried has ruled that
they aren't reguired to abstain, slnce
they receive no direct financial com-
pensation from the museum,

Al a time not too far in the future,

Watson may well realize some per-
sonal gains, but not now. The group is
still in a fund-raising mode with the
hopes of putting together enough of a
financia] commitment to construct
and pay for the museum’s operation.
Payroll has been quite low on the list.

Watson said they are hoping to use
foundation-type sponsors to pay for
exhibits in technology modules,
located throughout the museum,

The impetus for the Motorsports
Museum idea came from the well-
publicized “Novi Special” race car,
which was constructed locally and

still occupies a substantial ehapter in
the auto racing history books.

An actual version of the Novi

(EDC), was recently restored and is
on display at the Novi Clvie Center.

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Former UAW international President Doug Fraser talked to students at Novi Middle School recently

A lesson in labor
Fraser visits middle school students

Doug Fraser, former internalional president of
the United Aute Workers union, wasn't sure how
he would relate to his audience of Novi middle-
schoolers |ast week.,

Alter all, Fraser's typical audience Is the suit-
and-tie Lype.

But a sirange thing happened after Fraset, 73,
gave a patriotic talk on the merils of democracy
and moking every vole count. The assembled
seventh and eighth graders had the audacity to
ask him questions about forelgn trade, capitol
punishment, Polish solidarity, labor unions and
even Dan Quayle. No, they weren'{ interested . . .

“[ tried hard to anticipate what they would like
Lo hear and talk about,” said the Nerthville esi-
dent and semi-retired executive, as he busily sign-
ed autographs in the Novi Middle Scheol cafeteria
April 21,

'‘As you can see from the response, 1 must have
struck a chord,"” added Fraser, who called his ab-
dience “refreshing” and praised the students’
youthfulness and enthusiasm,

Fraser began his UAW career at an early age,
achieving a local union president post at 27, He
rose through the ranks to become the organiza-
{ien’s sixth International president in 1977. He
retired six years later,

But as Fraser admitted, he doesn't really know
what retirement is like because he hasa't tried it
yet. Fraser is currently a labor studles professor
at Wayne State University and serves as Columbia
University's labor leader in residence.

And besides meeting occassionally with
presidenta! groups ~— such as the commitlee
which brieted George Bush before his recent visit
to Hamtramek, Fraser also goes on speaking
engagements.

‘The first query pesed during the guestion and
answer Session at the middle school concerned
for¢ign trade wilth Japan. “We golla get a lot
tougher,” Fraser responded, saying all U.S. of-
ficials have to dois ask for a fair trade agreement,
“But we're so alraid {o offend the Japanese.”

Fraser was then asked about his political party
affiliation. When he replied “Democrat,” the
answer evoked a mixed chorus of cheers and boos,
Bul he walved them aside saying, “The point ks
that it's everyone’s duty and responsibility to get
invelved. In the long run it's the only way
democracy can survive.”’

No, Fraser doesn't beleve In capltol punish-
ment because he doesn’t think it Is a deterrent to
sertous crime. Noting that his response might not
have been the prevailing attitude, he added,
“Don’t forget, the majority viewpolnt was once
the minority viewpeint.””

. He said he's held the minority viewpoint all his
ife.

And about Dan Quayle. “‘How do you Hke him?”
one student asked. Fraser said: “It confines me
:yhy he (Bush) picked him. He had so many op-

ions.”

Students were also interested In Fraser's view
of the Iran-gate scandle, and in particular the very
public trial of Col. Oliver North,

“It's not an adequate defense to say he was do-
ing the president’s will,” said the former UAW

chief, “Shouldn’t they stand up and say ‘No, I'm
not going todo it!' evenif it comes [rom the presi-
dent?” Audience members seemed Lo agree as ap-
plause filled the room.

Fraser sald he is in favor of the minimum wage,
which gave rise to one student's question: “If
wages go up, will unions die out?” Fraser's
answer was aflat *ne.”

“Large companies are interested in maximizing
profit. They don"t care or worry about working
conditions and money, unless sgmeone makes
them doit. A union could do that,” he said.

Fraser alsc told students they are witnesshng
perhaps one of the most revolutionary perlods in
world history right now, citing the reforms of
Soviet Unlon leader Mikhail Gorbachev and the
Polish solidarity movement. . - - .

The last question concerned immigration to the
America, One student wanted to know if Fraser
felt immigrants were taking U.S. jobs.

Fraser siated that miltions of undocumented
workers exist across the country, the latest surge
of which has come from Mexico, where in some
areas conditions are desparate and no one can
make & living. But putting the burden on
employers to show their workers are legal should
‘“stem the tide," Fraser said.

He closed with one thought. “We shobid never
cut off immigratien. This country is great because
we opened the gates. Your grandparents and
great-grandparents were immigrants, and they
came here for a better living.”

Fraser then announced that he was born in
Scotland, ' ‘We should never forget where we came
from,” hesaid.

Novi Meadows students
celebrated Earth Day last week by
cleaning up the grounds around the
school. The City of Novi officially
opened its new recycling center
behind the Novi Civic Center Monday
night. And the Lakes Area Residents
Association (LARA) sponsored a
massive spring cleanup in conjunc-
tion with the city at Lakeshore Park
over the weekend.

All three events bode well for the
future.

The opening of the recycling
center is another step in the process
toward reducing the amount of trash
pumped inte landfills. Currently,
citizens are being asked to recycle
their trash on a voluntary basis,
separating newsggpers, glass and
plastic bottles to be recycled so they
do not take UF rapidly-diminishing
space in landfills.

Mayor Matthew Quinn noted in
brief remarks at the opening of the
center that mandatory recycling may
be as close as one or two years away.

The LARA-initiated cleanup at
Lakeshore Park was easily the most
massive project in the past week. An
estimated 250-300 people brought
their out-of-the-ordinary disposable
items to the two-day spring cleanup.

The projeck.wias. such a success
that the park resembled a minor land-
fill Monday morning with huge
mounds of trash piled in the center of
the parking lot. In fact, the city decid-
ed to close the park this week untii the
debris could be cleaned up and hauled
away.

Four 40-yard roll-off dumpsters
gmvided for the cleanup were filled
efore noon on Saturday. And Novi
Department of Public Works (DPW)
officials estimated that it would take
8-10 more dumpsters to remove the
additional debris.

LARA President Sara Phelps was
the driving force for the cleanup, and
she deserves much credit for its suc-
cess. Phelps noted that the cleanup
should reduce the amount of trash
which is dumped iliegally in fields
and along roads.

Her suggestion that similar
events be scheduled on.a regular
hasis holds considerable merit and
should be pursued.

Last and not least is the Earth
Day cleanup heid by Novi Meadows
students. It certainly did not have the
long-range significance of a recycling
center. And it did not have the
magnitude of the LARA cleanup. AH
it was was students taking respon-

- sibility. for cleaning 'up. their. own .

areas. i

That type of attitude, adopted by
everyone — students, adulls,
homeowners and merchants, would
do much to make the city a nicer,
cleaner place in which tolive.

Marko’s list of accomﬂhishments
in a very short time was impressive
enough.

official to remark that Marko had
become the most gqualified building
inspector in the state in dealing with
the gas. They credited Novi with com-
ing up with the most aggressive local
radon program in the state.

Marko, in typical Ken Marko
fashion, got laughs out of it too, with
the outragecus “Radon Buster” out-
fit.

But this was no buffoon. Marko
advanced with a goal of helping the
community deal with a ing and
frightening situation. It werked. Peo-
ple who called the Novi Building
Department cFo!: some answer, some
peace of mind.

_ Indeed, there were pressures on
the building department and Marke
once he began assuming dual roles as
building inspector and raden point
man. Several city officials pointed to
an unspecified labor problem within

Murphy, the only executive Oakland
ever has had since voters adopted the
system in 1974, hadn't planned to seek a new
term in 1988 — until then-prosecutor L.

Don't count him out — for a
Senate race or anything else.

George Kuhn? The drain commissioner
has itched for Murphy's job in the past, and
the Kuhr surname has heiped three other
family members into office.

Patterson? Far from abandoning
himself to aceumulating weatth in private
law practice, he’s been working on an anti-
tax campaign. For what long-range pur-

pose?

So far, only partisan offices have been
discussed.

Keep in mind OQakland witl add four cir-
cuit judges and two probate judges in the
next four years or s0. Those $90,000 jobs are
good forlife, once you're in.

And some district judges move into
them, why, thelr seats open up, too.

For the politically ambitious, QOakiand

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Area Briefs

Southfield tries recycling: Trash coliection day wili be a
lot different in Southfield a year from now than the way it is today.

By April 1, 1990, Southileld expects to have Implemented full curb-side
separation of recoverable items for recycling, such as newspapers, glass
ahd metals.

Public Services Director Roger Smith said the first year (of recycling)
will probably be voluntary. **It will be one or two years before it will be man-
datory,” he said.

Srnith said the city will use a system similar (o those being used in Canada.
Homeowners will place recyclable materials in a container, and trash
workers wlll sort the materials Into different compartments in a truck.

Southfteld is a member of the Seuthwest Oakiand County Waste Con-
sortium, an ad hoc group which alse includes Novi, Farmington, Farm-
ington Hills, South Lyon and Walled Lake. The consortium is looking into the
possibllity of contracting for areawlde trash services.

Farmington teachers pink-slipped: The rarmington
Board of Education has issued “pink slips'’ to 39 teachers in the district’s re-
quired annual notification of possible layoifs for the 1989-90 schoo! year.

‘The list of pink-slipped teachers was approved by the school board as re-
quired by the collective bargaining agreement with the Farmington Educa-
tion Association. If positlons rematn open in early June, teachers will be call-
ed back according to certification and senjority.

Callbacks this year will be affected because 12 high-seniority teachers are
returning from leaves and another 12 are being transferred inveluntarily
because of changes It school programs. Ail 24 will have a chance at jobs
before the 38 teachers who received pink slips are called back.

Crack down on d0gs: west Bicomfield is considering tougher

laws for owners of dogs. The township board has introduced leash and excre-
ment removal laws. In addition, the beard has referrred to the planning
commission a proposal to outlaw the possession of mare than two dogs on a
single property.

The leash and excrement removal ordinance would require all dogs to be
leased in public and thelr owners (o remove excrement from public places.

The proposed limit on the number of dogs, which the township board feels
should be considered by the planning commissien as a zoning matter, is in-
tended to prevent residenls from breeding dogs for profits. Residents who
own show dogs sald It wil] interfere with their hobby.

Tratfic safety board: The City of Farmingien is considering
the creation of a traflic safety advisory board to tackle the city’s growing
traffic problems.

City Manager Robert Deadman said the duties of traffic boards include
review of such issues as restricling or prohibiling parking on residential
streets; need for public and curh parking; speed limils; one-way streels and
yield signs vs. stop signs; and the need for scheol crossing guards. The

Single
taxpayers with an adjusted grass in-
come (AGI) of $25,000 or less may
continue to deduct up to $2,000 for an
IRA. Likewise, married taxpayers
with an AGI of $40,000 or less can still
deduct up to $4,000 if both spouses
work and each earns at least $2,000. A
partial deduction is atlowed for
single taxpayers with an AGI bet-
ween $25,000 and 35,000 and married
couples with an AGI between $40,000
and $50,000.

Technically, the IRS can disalipw a
deduction if the education qualifies
you for a new trade of benefils you
personally, rather than the business
itself.
