Layton said scattered power
outages were reported over the
weekend.

-“‘The preblems were nof
widespread,” he said, “Icing of the
power lines combined with heavy
winds were to blame for whatever
small problems we had."”

Emergency wrecker services
were busy, as well. AAA of
Michigan spokesperson Renee Mon-
forten said calls for assistance were
much higher in the past week than

‘Grand Plan’
rezoning is
now on hold

Four proposals on zoning and
master plan changes necessary to
the future of an industrial park in
the western part of the city were
tabled by the planning commission
following a heated public hearing
on Dec. 20.

During the approximately five-
hour hearing on the proposed zon-
ing change, about 24 people spoke
against the industrial park/in-
dustrial relocation program. They
were supported by the applause of a
full house of Novi, Wixom and South
Lyon residents at the Novi Civie
Center. One speaker was in favor of
the pian, a businessman who hopes
to move his company to the in-
dustrial park.

Novi's “Grand Plan" calls for the
relocation of some 22 industrial
businesses from the city's Town
Center area at Grand River and
Novi Road, and along Interstate 95,
to the proposed industrial park.
‘This would free the Jand for com-
merleial and office development, as
well as residential development in
the downtown area.

1tems number one and two on the
planning commission's agenda,
hoth deallng with the rezoning of
land in the notthern half of Section
18 from residential to heavy in-
dustrial, were tabled until the city
staff brought back answers to gues-
tions raised by residents about the
project’s impact on traffic and pro-
petty valwes, as well as the
ramifications of possibly building a
seven-community solid waste
transfer system on the site.

The staff was also asked to assess
the impact of adding 308 acres of in-
dustrial development to the city’s
existing industrial lands, thereby
subtracting from Movi's residential
lands.

The First item called for a change
in the city’s master plan for land
use, adopted in 1988, to recommend
general industrial and non-center

Neighbors view

The governments of Wixorn and
Lyan Township asked the City of
Novi te reconsider its rezoning
plans for a 3%-acre parcel border-
ing the {wo communities.

Letters were sent from bath com-
munities. Each has residents who
have protesied the proposal to build
an industrial park in Section 18 at
Wixom, Napier and Twelve Mile
Roads.

Novi is seeking the rezening of 300
acres of the tand to a general in-
dustrial classification and 26 acres
{0 a general business designation.

Lyan Township Supervisor James
Atchison spoke at a Dec. 20 public
hearing before the planning com-
mission. Several of the township's
citizens living on Napier Road have
written letters of protest to Novi or
have circutated petitions against
the rezoning.

“We wouldn't do it to you. We
wouldn't put heavy industriat next
to restdential,” Atchison said, “We
would like to see a buffer.”

A letter sent 'y Lyon Township
reads in part: “We are very. con-
cerned that such uses may have a
deterimental impaet on the long-
term development prospects for ad-
jacent lands in the township. In
general, our goal for the nor-
theasterly part of the township is to
develop a light industrial corridor
along Grand River Avenue, and
reserve all Jand south of Twelve

Mile Road for low density residen-
tial development. Qur hope is that
even the gravel tining areas can
eventually be reclaimed for
residential use.”

The township's master plan pro-
poses rural residential develop-
ment from Twelve Mile to the
soulh, The letter states that the pro-
pased rexoning in Novi wenld create
an incompatability hetween the twa
sides of Napier Road, which divides
the twa communities,

Lyon Township asked thai Novi
consider creating a transitional
{and use in the area, either light in-
dustrial or office research along
Napier Road.

‘The statement from the City of
Wixom was read kil (hé public
record by Darwin Parks, ad-
mipistrative assistant to the Wixom
City Manager. Wixom residents liv-
ing in the Leisure Ce-op Apart-
menty, a senior citizens’ develop-
meft, have protested the industrial
patk and a proposed waste {ransfer
facility.

The position statement asked that
Novi hold off on the rezoning until
certain issues were addressed.
These include the financial effect
the industrial park will have on
residential propezty in Wixem.

Wixom suggested that Novi con-

zoning petitions

While residents of Oid Dutch
Farms stood outside in the freezing
cobd last week to cotlect petitions pro-
testing the building of an industrial
park just north of their mobile home
development, iheir 383 signatures
cannot actually stop arezoning.

Assistant Cily Attorney Dennis
Watson said during a planning com-
mission meeting Dec. 20 that a peti-
tion of protest cannot hall a rezoning,
but it can alter the type of city coun-
cil vole required for the zoning
change. f an appropriate petition
were presented, the city council
wowld require a 5-2 vote to approve
the rezoning.

But the petition must include the
signatures of 20 percent of the pro-
perty owners within the area to be
rezoned or 20 percent of both the pro-
perty owners within the area and pro-
perty owners 25 feet from the land
proposed for rezoning. This
eliminates the 0Jd Dutch Farms
residents, as well as their neighbors
in Novi Meadows, who may own their
mabite homes but do not own the land
they siton.

Novi Meadaws js owned by Lautrec
Ltd. of Farmington Hills and Old
Duteh Farms is owned by Uniprop
Inc. of Birmingham. Uniprop could
be be eligible to sign the petition.

About 300 acres of residentially-
zoned land bound by Wixom, Twelve
Mile and Napier Roads is proposed
for rezoning to [-2, or general in-
dustrial. Another 26 acres, iow zoned
industrial, is proposed for a change
{0 a general business district, 1o ac-
commodate a Meijer's Thrifty Acres,

In the area proposed for rezoning,
there are 18 individual parcels of
land, Five of them, tolaling just over
195 aeres, are owned by Milford A.
Campbell, owner of Campbell
Machines in Swannada, Neorth
Carolina. Campbell lives in the
Caymen Islands.

Campbell has been working with
the city on the development of the in-

dustrial park. He also owns the land
proposed for the site of the Meifer's

Thrifty Acres. It is unlikely he is op- .
posed lo the rezoning. :
Cadillac Asphalt Paving Co, owns .
529 acres on Wixom Road. Delta
Trucking Co. of Detroit owns about 16
acres. There are also seven in- .
dividuat residences in the area pro-
posed for rezoning. :

Two of (he property owners have
gone on the record as opposed o the
zoning change, Paragon Properties
Co. of Birmingham, owners of 75
acres west of the industrial park site, -
and homeowner Stuart Zuckerman,
who owns flve acres of land on
Twelve Mile.

Paragen has sought to bulld a
mobile home park on its land since -
May 1984, when the company first
submitted a request for a rezoning -
from residential-agricultural to
mobile home distict. The rezoning re-
quest was denied by the city council ,
on the recommenrdation of the plann-
ing commission. Paragon filed a.
lawsuit against the city in Jan, 1985, -
which was dismissed and then refiled .
in June 1989. The case is still pending. -

A letter delivered to the planning
commission on Dec. 20 from the at- .
torneys for Paragon reads in part: -
“In that action, the City of Novi has .
admitted that the property has no !
reasonable use as presently zoned.””

Paragon protested the proposed in- .
dustrial zoning on the grounds that it
would deprive the company of -
developing the property for residen- .
tial or any other uses, X

Together, Zuckerman and Paragon~
account for 11 percent of the property-~ ¢
owners. A third homeowner has also
criticized the plan, but has nol gone .
on record as formally oppesing it. :

At least four property owners
would have to sign a petition to re-
quire a 5 to 7 city council vole on the
rezoning.

However, another type of pelition
drive has been effective in overturn-
ing zoning changes. Earlier this
year, led by Citizens for Responsible
Development, residents opposed to a-
rezoning at Ten Mile and Beck Road
successfully petitioned for a referen--
dum election to overturn a city coun-
cil zoning decision. - o

The issue of how many suto centers
is too many arcse recently when the
Novi Planning Commission con-
sidered a special land use permil for
the Weiss Development Aute Center.

Planners denied Weiss the permit,
because the auto center was to be
localed on a 1.9-acre parcel zoned
light industrial {1I-1} on the northeast
corner of the Ten Mile/Novi Road In:
tersection.

To gain a speclal land use permit, 2
facility needs at least two acres of
land and 200 feet of frontage on a ma-
jor aterial. Weiss had only 1.9 acres
and 165 feet of frontage on Novi
Road.

Despile the inadequacies of the
site, planners briefly discussed the
viability of establishing another auto
service center in Novi.

Commissloner Ernest Aruffo said
he could not approve a special land
use [for the project unless an
economic feasibility sludy is com-

However, Schlagheck said it Is nol
fair for the city to comment on how a
parcel of land is used by a developer.

He added the special permil re-
quested by Weiss Development
Center was rejected by planners “for
more concrete reasons.’

Commissioner Judith Johnson
said, however, that planners should
look into "'need based on population”
of a cerfain type of facility and
possibly incorperate it into the or-

He added that he belleves the
Weiss Auto Center will have “ab-
solutely” no problem linihg up
tenants — in fact, Weiss said he has
received commitments from some
national aulo care companies.

“We have commitments by na-
tional users who would like to do
business in Novi,” he sald. “Certain
types of users look at location and
we're situated on a corner lot near a
light.”

Weiss said in comparison to other
communities, Novi has a relatively
low number of aulo centers.

A lot of
them have just got paid and are lock-
ing to  Wrap up thelr Christmas shop-
ping,” said Grubb.

Grubb satd that (he situation had
cleared by 5:45 p.m. and the Novi
Road and Beck Road exils off 1-96
were re-opened to (raffic at that
lime.

St what does it mean? Do the
traffic jams prove that Novi has too
much commercial development?

Development

Theoretically, the only Novi
residents who were impacted by the
Dec. 16 or Dec. 22 traffic jams were
those who were unwise enough to ven-
ture into the Twelve Oaks/West Oaks
area during peak shopping hours.

On the other side of the ledger,
there would seem to be little hope for
much imprevement in the immediate
future. In a sense, Novi's shopping
areas are victims of their own suc-
cess. Twelve Oaks Mall, in par-
ticular, has earned a strong repula-
tion for safely, cleanliness, and the
quality and diversily of its mer-
chants.

One of the major factors in the
amount of traffic in the Twelve
Oaks/West Qaks area this year was
the recently opened missing link of
the I-696 expressway. Philip Morosco,
general manager ‘of Twelve Oaks
Mall, said merchants reported 2
significant increase in people whe
came from as far away as Macomb
County to shop at Twelve Qakls.

There’s every reason to believe
that the Twelve Oaks/West Oaks area
will continue to. attract shoppers.
There's also reason to befieve that the
number of shoppers will continue to
increase in the years ahead.

It would appear that two thin
are needed to help resolve the traffic
problem, First, additional parking s
needed within the shopping centers,
particularly Twelve Oaks. And, se-
cend, there’s a need for more traffic
lanes on Novi Road and Twelve Mile,

The first solution — expanded
parking areas — is up to the owners of
the shopping centers. The second —
widening Novi Road and Twelve Mile
— falis to the public sector. There are
currently no plans to widen Novi
Road in the Regional Center Area,
but plans te widen Twelve Mile are
moving ahead.

How quickly those improvements
can be accomplished is hard to say,
There’s a possibility that the city will
have to live with occasional gridiocks
in the Regienal Center Area at least
for awhile. That’s the bad news. The
good news is thal Christmas — and
gridlock conditions — comes but once
ayear.

Too long, too long

waited half the night to conduct their
business with the commission, 1t's ad-
mirable that the planning commis-
sioners, who are volunteers, are will-
ing to stay out to the wee hours on a
work night to get that business done.
The alternative would have been to
hold up decisions on Belle Tire and
Westminster Subdivision — and those
people who wished to discuss these
plans — another probably inconve-
nient two weeks. But trying to get
work done at 2:05 in the morning?

Agenda scheduling is something
that should be examined here. When a
public hearing promises to draw a
standing room-only crowd, items to
follow would ideally be short and
sweel. The commission chairman
(and the mayor) may have fo gel
tougher in keeping the commentary
from residents (and city officials) to
a reasonable length and to the point.
We're not talking crowd control with
a whip and a chair here. Public and
governmental input is vital. But what
about a timer to keep things a little
shorter and sweeter? A little shorter
than 2:05 in the morning?

A Detroit daily recently fell into the euphemism
trap on an article on the Detroit Zoo's plans to
“euthanize” three perfectly healthy Madagascan
brown lemurs, because they took up space and didn't fit
in with the zoo's overall plans. Euthanize, of course,
means mercy killing, an end to suifering. What the
veterinarian does to your deaf, blind 17-year-old dog
with kidrey failure. It has nothing to do with snuffing
out healthy animals to have mercy on your budget. Zoo
officials may prefer to use the word *‘euthanize” but it
really doesn't apply.

The Novi News has taken heat over the past few
weeks for using a couple of forthright, dirty words in-
stead of the professionally sanitized vocabulary created
by the waste disposal industry.

It all began in 1825, when William
Yerkes, aged 31, and his cousin, Thomas
Pinkerton undertodk the rigorous journey
from Seneca County, New York, to
Michigan, ¢laiming tand in the Novi area.

Alfter setiling their claims, the men went
hack to New York for the rest of the family.
They returned a year later with William’s
father Joseph; his brothers and sisters; his
wile Hester and their four children.

Joseph Sr., a veteran of the Revolu-
lionary War, purchased nearly 300 acres on
the south side of Eight Mile Road, close to his
son William's farm.

William, the original Novi/Northville
Yerkes, had 10 children, Six of them were
born in Michigan, including Robert, born in
1829 in a log cabin on the family homestead
in Novi. He married Sara Holmes of
Plymouthin1856.

In 1870 Robext sotd his fars in Novi and
built & home on Base Line Road on a 160-acre
tract of land. The Victorian Gothic master-

piece still stands and remains in the family
of lhese early pioneers as a private
residence.

Sara 1iolmes Yerkes died in 1902, with
Robert following in 1914. Both are buried in
the Yerkes Cemetery along Eight Mile
Roadd,

Another of William’s sons, Charles, was
born in 1833 on the family farm. He married
Evelina Wells in 1858 and bought a farm in
Novi near Base Line Road. His farm was
subdivided in 1923.

William Purdy Yerkes, another son of
the original settler, became a lawyer, judge
and the first president of the village of Nor-
thville in 1867. The next year he and his wife,

"Sarah, built the house which still stands in

Northyille’s Mill Race Historical Village.

John Yerkes, William Sr.'s brother,
married Sarah Thornton, another old name
in Novi’s history. Their farm was located
near Napier and Eight Mile Road.

In later years, one of the Yerkes
members took over the Northville Mills and
it, along with the millpond, soon took on the
Yerkesname,

Yerkes Street in Northville is named as
well for this prominent family.

Wherever there is a history of Northville
or Novi, in fact, the Yerkes family name
stands out distinctly:

3 George Yerkes was Novi Township
Supervisor in 1877, He and his family had a
home on High Street. .

O William G. Yerkes, along with

another long-time Northville resident, John
Knapp, owned a hardware store in town,
opened in 1891.

0 W.H. Yerkes was among the first to
install a telephone at his Northviile
residence in 1897.

0 R.C. Yerkes helped organize the

Globe Furniture Co. in Northville i the ear-

- 1y 1900s.

O George B., Robert C. and William H.
Yerkes were all among the original
members of Meadowbrook Country Club
when it began in 1916.

O Mrs. W.G. Yerkes was a trustee of the
Northville Library asseciation in 1926.

Joseph, another of the original Witliam's
sons, built 2 house north of Eight Mile Road.
around 1369. This home, a magnificent
testimonial of Victorian elegance, became
Novi's only registered historic site.

Sadly, after the last family moved away,
the home was left to deteriorate and, last
August, the inevitable {ook place: the
neglected building was destroyed by fire,
thus eausing Novi to lose yet another of its
rare 19th century structures,

The Yerkes name, however, continues
strong. The remaining homes, the street and
the cemetery are lasting memorials to this
impor{ant local family.

CPAs offer help on interest deductions

Remember the good, old days
when figuring your interest deduc-
tion involved nothing more than tapp-
ing a few keys en a hand-held
calculator?

Well, these days are long gone. To-
day, one of the most baffling
elements of tax law centers on the
rules for deducting interest.

According to the Michigan Associa-
lion of CPAs, the Internal Revenue
Service (IRS) distinguishes between
four basic types of interest —
business, investment, mortgage and
personal.

Each type of interest recejves dif-
ferent iax treatment. As Hamiet
woitld say, there's the rub. Before
you can determine how much, if any,
interest is deductible, you must first
figure out how tax law would classify
the interest.

BUSINESS INTEREST: Any interest
that you jncur while condueting your
business or trade is almost always
fully deductible as long as you carry
out the business or trade with the -
tent to make a proiit. For example, if
you operate a catering business for
profit and borrow money to purchase
a new state-of-the-art oven, Interest
on that business lean will probably be
100 percent deductlble, Luckily, tax-
payers rarely encounter comptica-
tions when deducting business In-
terest,

INVESTMENT INTEREST:
Unfortunately, investment interest is
somewhat more difficwlt to pin down.
Under tax law, investment interest is
any interest paid on loans used to buy
or carry property held for invest-
ment purposes.

In general, investment properties
are those which generate inlerest,

Money Management

dividends, annuities, capital gains,
rents or royalties. For example, you
may pay investment inferest on a
margin account used to purchase
stock, or on a loan used to purchase
land that you expect to appreciate
greatly in value,

Interest on Investment loans is ful-
ly deduetible up to the amount of
your net investment income. For
1939, you can also deduct up to 20 per-
cent or $2,000 of the interest in excess
of your net investment income,
whichever is less. To determine net
investment income, reduce your in-
vestment income — such as interest,
dividends or capital gains — by the

amount of expenses you incurred to .

produce the income.

MORTGAQGE INYEREST: Generally,
you may deduct home mortgage in-
terest on your principal residence
plus one secondary residence. To
qualify, the interest must be incurred
on a loan secured by the residence.

However, the deduction for mer-
igage interest is not as simple as it
may appear at first glance. Under
fax law, home mortgage interest
must be ¢lassified as either acquisl-
tion indebtedness or home equity in-
debtedness. According to the IRS, ac-
quisition indebtedness is debt incur-

red in acquiring, constructing or
substantially Improving a personal
residence.

1f your debt salisfies these con-
ditons, you may deduct interest on
loans of up to $1 million. (Altemnate-
ly, any mortgage debt incurred prior
1o Oct. 14, 1387, is treated as acquisi-
tion indebtedness under a grand-
{ather provision of the 1986 Tax Act
and Is not subject to the §1 million
limitation.

On the other hand, home equity In-
debtedness is debt secured by a per-
sonal residence but used for purposes
other than those associated with ac-
quisition indebtedness. If your loan
falis inlo this calegory, you may
deduct interest on up to $100,000 in
debt. For example, you can take out
ahome equity loan to finance the pur-
chase of a new car, a trip to Hawali
and a year of coliege tuition for your
child, and still deduct the interest on
the loan as long as your total home
equity indebtedness does not exceed
$100,000.

Whether you can afford to risk your
home on 2 lean for sech expenses,
hewever, is a question you should
discuss with your CPA,

Unemployment system rates high

A recently issued federal study of state unemployment
insurance programs reports that Michigan has one of
the nation’s rost highly experlence-rated systemns.

"“The findings mean that Michigan employers are
more directly able to contzol thelr own unemployment
tax rates than employers ln most other states,” sald
Elizabeth P. Howe, director of the Michigan Depart-
ment of Labor,

“In other words, a Michigan employer to a greal
degree can control his or her unemployment costs by
controlling layoffs."

The study showed that Michigan had an experience
Rating [ndex (ERD) of 80 percent in the 1988 rale year,
ranking Michigan fifth among states for which findings
were available. Wisconsln had the highest rating at 3
percent followed by Illinots and West Virginia at 83 per-
cent and Indiana at 81 percent.

At 33 percent, Wyoming had the lowest rating. The
1998 rate year Is based on data for the 12 months ending
June 30, 1987,

jobless benefits in Michigan are eﬂeclively dmrged to-

taxable employers.

“Michigan's rating clearly demonstrates that we are
meeting our commitment to making the unemployment
insurance tax system one thal Is highly experience
rated,” she said.

The ERI is best sulled as an indicator of changes in a
state's rating over titme and is less useful as a com-
parative measure between states because of differences
in Ul financing iaws.

The ERI repott, the tirst of its kind, was prepared by
the U,S. Department of Labor and will be issued annual-
ly. The study of state ERIs arose from a suggestion
made by the National Commissien on Unempleyment
Compensation and further developed by the Otfice of In-
spector General,

Appr ximately 20 percent of the uh]lty s yearly
naturaj gas suppiy comes from the state. This compares
to 16 percent in 1985,

“We believe it makes good business sense Lo purchase
as much of our supply from Michigan as possible,” said
Edgar L. Doss, General Manager of Consumers Power
Company’s Metro Region “By purchasing natural gas
from 'ﬁwh]gan wa're pmnding economic benefits to
our state.”

Since 1087, Consumer Power has purchased natural
gas from fields located in Northvilie, Novt and South
Lyon in Oaklard County and Casco Township in St, Clakr
County. In addition, natural gas is also purchased from
fields located in the lower peninsula communities of
Gayiord, Kalkaska, Manistee, Newaygo and Oscela.

Most of the utility's remaining supply comes from
wells Jocated in Texas, Oklehoma, Louisiana and Kan-
sas, accounting for about 78 paregnt,

Since 1990 is the last year in which
personal interest is even partially
deductible, CPAs strongly urge you
o pay off all consumer loans and
credit cards as soon as pessible.

How can the IRS tell whether in-
terest on a particwlar debt is
business, investment, mortgage or
personal? In case of an audit, the IRS
will mgke a judgment based on the
evidence you supply. In other words,
if°’you plan to take a full deduction for
Interest expenses, be prepared to
prove how you have used the funds tn
question.

In particwlar, pay attention to your
record keeping, carefully filing
cancelled checks and miscellaneous
loan records. You may also want to
deposit proceeds of different types of
loans into separate bank or checking
accounts so that you can clearly
demonstrate which funds were used
for whal puposes.

Too busy to ceok? [n Just minutes
you can dice, slice and shred your
way te a lavoriul Chinese stir-fry.
Just grah your wok and get to work!

Stir-frying is aquick -cooking tech -
nique in which meat and vegetables
are cooked tn a small amount of eil
over high heat,

The point of stir-frying s to keep
the feod moving constantly so that all
partsof the dish come In contact with
the holtest part of the pan and cook
evenly.

“The wok gets so hot that the food
can sometimes stick to the bottorn,”
said Ken Yeung, manager of the Gol-
den House Chinese Restaurant in
Hewell, “You have Lo pul two-to-three
tablespoons of oll on the bolton of the
wok.”

Because the food is tossed quickly
in hol ofl, the nutritienal value, fla-
vors and celor of Joods Is preserved—
the meat remains tender and julcy
and the vegetables stay crisp.

The wok Is the Idea utensll for stir-
[rying as its rounded bottom and
sloping sides help keep the food in
motion, but askillet canalso be used.

Woks are made from stee), alumi-
num or cast iron. “Stainless steel
woks aren't as good hecause they
don't retain heat” Yeung advised.

Some Ingredients commonly used
in stir-frys are chicken. beef, shrimp,
snow peas, broceoll, green, yellow
and red bell peppers, water chest-
nuts, bamboo shoots and bean spr-
outs. Dishes can be seasoned with
ginger rool, garlic, comstarch, plum
sauce, scalllons, sugar, soy sauce er
wine.

“A Iot of people der't know the
right amount of seasonings to use,”
Yeungsald. “You have toadd season-
Ings slowly, until you get the desired
laste.”

In mzking stir-fried dishes, you
have toremembertowork quickly. As
it takes only a few minutes to cook
meats and vegetables in the wok, ev-
erything must be prepared ahead of
ime.

Cutiing the ingredlents is the most
Importanl part of preparation. Foods
must be cut into small pieces so that
they will cock rapidly.

The general rule of thumb in stir-
frying is 1o slice the ingredlents as
thin as posslble so they will cook fas-
ter. Meats are typlcally cut inte
% -inch thick slices and vegetables
should be cut to the same size and
shape so that they will cook in the
same amount of tme.

Unless your wok 1s no-stick, it
should be brushed with unsalted ofl
or fal over Jow heat before you begin
stir-frying, You will be able 1o tell if
the wok is heated enough for cookdng
by sprinkling a few drops of water
intothe wok. Ifthe waterbubbles and
skitters, the wok Is ready.

Ingredlents can be cooked In two
tablespoons of any ofl—sesame, pea-
nut, vegetable or com ofl. Meats
should be browned first before ad-
ding vegetlables.

You will be able to tell when the
food tsdone because it changes color.
‘Thinly sliced pork and chicken turns
white and beef1s no longer red. Veg-
etables become brighter In color and
remain crisp.

Manager Edward Kriewall called
“The Grand Plan” philosophi-
cally one of the most imponant
things to happen te Novi.

As an incentive, the cily is
considering tax abatements and
tax-free land exchanges. Deve-
lopers interested in land in
Novi's Town Center district
would negotiale a property
switch with a business reloca-
tion candidate by parchasing
land in the industrial park,
building a new facility for the
participating business and then
rading it for land in the down-
town area or along Intersiate
96.

As the year drew to a close,
the “Grand Plan" remained in
preliminary stages.

THE LANDING: The Landing,
a joint' city and private sector
development agreement initiated
three years ago, appears (0 have
reached the end of the line.

Developer Jay Eldridge had
until Dec. 15 to begin building
a hotel on the site of the old
Walled Lake Casino, at the in-
tersection of Novi Road,
Thirteen Mile and South Lake
Drive.

After acquiring the land, the
city sold it to Eldridge for $10
an acre in 1986. In retumn, the
chy signed a contract calling for
the developer to build a
100-room hotel, with four re-
staurants and retail space. He
would also provide & public
marina and a boardwalk along
the lake.

Due to legal difficulties, El-
dridge did not acquire clear title
10 the land wntil March 1988,
In August, he told the city’s
Shoreline Property Committee
that new hotels buill in the
Novi area since the original
agreerient was drafted made it
impossible o get financing to
build The Landing. As a substi-
tute, he suggested 72

condominiums. .

Meeting with opposition o
this, he came back again with a
two-phase building proposal.

The first phase would have in-
cluded banquet facilities, retail
and restagrants, The hotel would
have been buslt in the second
phase if financing were
available.

Instead, the city council opted
10 let the conract stand and
lime ran out on Dec. 15,

dent Patricia Hann, who planned
to resiore it and build eight
condominivms on the land,

But that didn't happen. Fol-
lowing the fire, the still-elegant
white house stood charred,
boarded up and surrounded by
mbble. Shorily afterwards, the
Yerkes House was deemed a
safety hazard and demolished.

creation needs assessment com-
miliee, which said the money
should be used 10 purchase two
city parks, including the
170-acre Novi Tree Garden.

Faring betier was the city's
Proposal Two. Voters okayed a
change in the city charter allow-
ing the city council to raise the
dotlar amount for purchases
requiring council approval and
the doilar amount of purchases
requiring scaled bids. Both had
remained unchanged since 1977
at $1,500 and $3,000
respectively.

NOWI'S ARK: Some Novi re-
sidents found themselves row-
boating home when four inches
of rain fzll over a three-day
period, cresting on June 21 as
the city's stormwater detention
basins and the middle branch of
the Rouge River flooded.

Meadowbrook Lake subdivi-
sion’s name took on new mean-
ing when water sheeted over
the dam on the neighboring
fake and coursed through some
strests, :

Novi Road between Eight and
Nine Mile, Timber Ridge Sub-
divsion, Meadowbrook Road
north of Twelve Mile and the
Chateau Estates Mobile Hemes
Patk.

Haggenty Road. Called M-3 or
lhe Haggerty Road Coanector,
the 5-mile roadway would run
from 1-96 north to Pontiac
Trail.

Novi administrators with gross
negligence in the handling of
fall 1987 offenses involving a
15-year-old, The volunieer swim
coach, Timothy McCoy Pelitey
of Novi, also was named in the
suit, which sought damages in
the range of $400,0600 1 31
milion.

School officials remained
mum on the fawsuil issue, untl
March, when it was ammoanced
that the district would fight the
charges. School district officials
decided not lo settle oul of
count with the parent and denied
wrongdeing in the matler,

Attomeys for the district for-
mally denied the charges of ne-
gligence involving alleged sexual
assaulis made by the volunteer
swimming ceach on a
15-year-old student in late
March, Atomeys also requesied
that the svit be transferred from
Wayne to QOakland county,
where they maintained the case
properly belonged. A change of
verue fequest was submitted to
Wayne County Circuit Court on
March 16, along with formal re-
ponses (o the charges.

In late April the change of
venue was gratied, allowing an
Oakdand County court to decide
the case.

MILLAGE RENEWAL: In Fe-
bruary, the school district held
an election to renew a 13.0
millage package, representing
about one-third of the district’s
fo1al operating budget. The
13.0-mill package was one of
two packages that must be re-
newed at regular intervals.

SCHOOL ARSON: A morning
fire broke out at the Novi High
Scheol in late May, leading to
the evacuation of 1,130 students,
Fortunately, nobody was injured.

The blaze started in the high
schoo! art room, in Jume Fox's
jewelry-making class. A 15-year-
old freshman was beld in con-
nection with the incident.

BOUNDARIES RESET: Re-
flecting the growth expected in
Novi school district’s student
population, elementary school at-
tendance boundaries were
realigned by school officials
during the year.

A need to realign aftendance
boundaries was brought about
by the construction of a new
elementary school. Plans called
for dividing the adjoining
Simmons Orchards and York-
shire Place subdivisions into two
different zones. The change af-
fected about half the children
atiending Novi Woods
Elementary.

A small portion of students
atlending Orchard Hills Schoot
— stdents living in the Coun-
try Cousins and Highland Es-
lates mobile home parks — also
would be reassigned to attend
the new elementary school -
(Parkview). To equally distribute
students between Novi Woods
and Parkview, officials also di-
vided the Novi Woods atten-
dance zone into two sections.

ELECTION: Four candidates
ran for rwo seats on the Novi
Board of Education in June, in
an election that recorded one of
the largest voter umouts for a
school board race in years.

Seeking election to the board
were incumbent Julie Abrams,
Craig Foreback, Sally Marchak
and John Streit One of the
vacancies was created when
Joan Daley, a long-time trustee,
decided not to mun for re-
election. The other seat was for-
merly held by Sharon Pelchat,
who resigned Jast fall. Pelchat
was lemporarily replaced by
Abrams, who was appointed to
seat by the school board.

A wital of 2446 ballots were
cast in the June election, repre-
senting about 14.3 percent of

the district's registered voters.

LUNCH BOYCOTT: Novi
High Schoot students staged a
10-day protest over school lunch
price increases and an alleged
reduction in quantity.

The incident reached an amic-
able end, however, when a food
service committee was formed
and found that lunch prices in
Novi were lower than
neighboring districts.

MONEY WOES: Novi plan-
ners approved their 1989-90
working budget of $232,800 in
March amidst controversy that
the $24,500 increase over last
year was not necessary.

Planner Enrico Digiralomo
said he wouldn't support the
budget because of the $24,500
increase over last year’s budget.
“We should siay within the
redlm of last year’s.”

Commissioners approved the
budget, but the city council
mandated that a sizable chunk
of money be removed from the
budget. In April, commissioncrs

approved a scaled-back budget
of $185,000. I was the smallest
planning commission budget
since 1983-86 when the com-
mission operated with a budget
of $108,800.

MAPLES OF NOVI: Novi's
first PUD (planned unit develop-
ment) made great strides in
1989, as planners gave final ap-
proval to phase one of the
Maples of Novi in late
September,

Maples of Novi is located
cast of Decker Road and Four-
teen Mile. Phase one includes
84 detached single family
homes 10 be built on the
northeast portion of the site.

When (he project is com-
pleted, Maples of Novi will be
a mixture of 900 dwelling units,
mcluding 100 senior citizen un-
its, 300 single-family artached
condos, 350 single-family de-
tached condos and 150 “starter
homes.”

JOHNSON NAMED: Novi
Planning Commissioner Judith
Johnson was named vice prosi-
dent of the Michigan Society of
Planning Officials (MSPO) in
Cctober,

“I'm very excited and hon-
ored to be representing Novi in
this organization,” said Johnson,
who joined the commission in
1983,

Among them was the Wall
Street Journal’s listing of Novi as among the
top 20 school districts in the country, the
Detroit News claiming that Novi is "a class act
district’, and the Mrilﬁdle School earning their
second “exemplary” ' school status from the
State of Michigan. With all these honors, staff
and students have placed Novi among the best
Michigan has to offer. .

for academic achievements of Novi's
students, they once again led the pack, the 202
members of the Class of ‘8% earned honors of
their own with four salutatorians and three
valedictorians and 80 percent of the clags goin
on to college. The Class of ‘89 also had 4
students with a fg.p.a. of 3.5 or better, 33
students on the four-year honor roll and 17
students recognized bg Phi Beta Kappa for
earning a g.p.a. of 3.8 or higher_ throughout
their high school career. In fotal, the class
earned ‘586,000 in colleée scholarships, almost
200,000 more than the Class of '88.

developed. This is the case with
Chablis, Bordeaux, 2nd Champagne
— all regions in France. However, it
is now common for other localities to
“borrow” the name, as in a Spanish
or California Chablis,

Wines are natural or still, spark)-
ing or bubbly, and fortified (a very
strong or sweet part or sherty). A
sparkling wine Is bottled before the
{ermentation Is complete, trapping
some natural carbon dioxide inside.
Fortitled wine, such as port, is

created by adding brandy during the

fermentatlon process.

Vintage refers to the year a wine is
bottled, and by inference, the climate
of that growing season and quality of
harvest. The exception here is with
champagne. Most are a blend of
several harvests, a grower declares
a vintage only if the harvest Is truly
exceptional, and vintage cham-
pagnes are considered high quallty.

Not all wines age gracefully. In
general, reds grow smoother and
lighter as they mature, and the flavor
of whites intensify with time.
Another exception is the French

Other permils range from $220 for a small-game
ticense to the sports-persons license at §1,000. The
new permits will be vaild through the remainder
of the license-holder’s life, regardless of whether
fees increase or Lhe licensee moves out of state.

Recently, House lawmakers approved a bill that
would expand the state's lifetime hunting and
tishing license. The bill would authorize the DNR
to sell a new comprehenstve lifetime hunting and
flshing license at $1,025, adding the resident
license for small game, firearm and bow-and-

fisheries projects.
