Northern EqulUes Grqup of Far­
mington Hills i s collectlrlg viola­
tions for dral1iage trenches Which it 
says were dug for agricultural pur­
poses near Beck and West roads.

Is buying land i n the Beck/West 
road area to bi1ild 291 acres of in­
dustrial park development, has 
maintained that area drainage ac­
tivity Is solely for agricultural 
purposes. 

Nevertheless, It Is Illegal to farm 
In an industrial district Without a 
variance, which the company never 
received, according to Assistant 
City Attorney Dennis Watson. 

He added the company is still 

free to petlUon for the Variance. 
B a b i n c M c said Northern Equit­

ies Group should be denied that 
Variance but says he has little Input 
into the decision. 

"They can go to the zoning board 
of appeals for a Variance, and Nell 
Sosln (the company president) has 
indicated that he plans to do so. but 
I don't think that It Is legal use of the 
exemption," he said. 

He explained the Variance clause 
Was added to the zoning ordinance 
to protect nonconforming farmers 
— not to allow developers to drain 
wetlands for agricultural purposes.

A sharp division in the city coun­
cil over how the d t y s $11,220,000 
i n revenues for f i s c a l year 
1990-1991 Will be spent raised the 
question Monday if Novi wil l be "in 
business" on Ju ly 1. 

According to the d ty charter, a 
balanced budget must be adopted 
no later than the third Monday of 
the month. May 21. A 5-2 council 
vote is necessary, but at present 
council members Joseph Toth, Tim 
Pope and Nancy Covert say they Will 
not support the budget Which has 
been thrashed out in an extended 
series of special sessions over the 
past weeks, presenting the possibil­
ity of a deadlocked vote. 

Covert and Pope say they back 
Toth, who calls for the "brakes" to 
be put on U1e budget, elements of 
which he terms "obscene," "anti-
community" and directed towards 
development at the expense of com­
munity services. He specifically ob­
jected to $648,575 In expenditures, 
indudlng monies allocated to the 
community development depart­
ment; staff club memberships, 
seminars and magazine subscrip­
tions; a11d- special studies foii the 
planning commission. 

"At this point, there Is a posslbU-
Ity of a four to three vote," Covert 
said, call ing for an additional 
budget study session. 

The city's fiscal year runs from 
Juty 1 to June 31 of U1e following 
year. 

"What happens according to 
charter, come the next fiscal year 
and you Will not be operating. You 
can't make appropriations by dty 
ordlTKince anfi state laW. You might 
be out of business." said City Attor­
ney David Fried, advising the the 
council to "stay next Monday late" 
to Work on the budget. 

Pope bbjected to What he called a 
lack of "give and take in the budget" 
process and said he supported 
Tolh's initiative. 

"I'm uncertain With the bottom 
line and What it's going to cost the 
taxpayer . . . I can't support a 
$5,000 study to look at a river Walk 
. . . I can't support the budget the 
way It's writtea" he said. "With 
growth, the budget can be con­
trolled In respect to keeping taxes at 
an appropriate level." 

Pope said he would like to see tiie 
i11illage lowered more than cur­
rently proposed and hopes to have a 
target figure by next week.

Novl already has a proposed city budget for fiscal year 
1990-1991, but the figures could change if three dissi­
dent city council members successfully exercise their 
powers of persuasion over their four colleagues next 
Week. 

Meanwhile, the budget in place as of a public heailng 
on Monday calls for a decrease In the overall mlllage lev­
ied from 11.1761 to 10.8879. The total operating miUage 
Will rise from 8.8131 to 9.0178. The mlllage levied for 
bonds, which Is lowered annually as the debts are paid off 
and unlike the ge.neral fund mlllage Is not subject to the 
Headlee rollbacks or T r u t h In Taxation" requirements, 
will be reduced from 2.3630 to 1.8701. 

One mill Is a one dollar tax per each $1,000 of state 
equalized valuation (SEV) of a property. SEV can by law 
be no higher than 50 percent of the market value of a 
property. In Novl. tax assessments are up an average of 
six percent this year. 

The owner of a home valued at $100,000 can. If this 
budget Is approved, anticipate an annual tax Increase 111 
the $18 to $94 range, based on an assessment Increase of 
six percent to 20 percent. 

The city's overall SEV has Increased 12 percent this 
year, triggering both rollback mechanisms. The budget 
as proposed Would reach the maximum allowable under 
the Headlee rollback requirements and surpass those of 

T r u t h In Taxation" for the municipal streets, police and 
fire, parks and recreation, drains and the library funds. 
In response to escalatlngpropertyvalues, "Truth InTaxa-
tion" Is a state law requWng local governments to either 
maintain consistent propeity tax revenues from year to 
year or Vote to specifically approve an Increase after a 
public hearing. 

The general fund mlllage (4.5495) Would be reduced 
4.583 percent, bringing It be below the TVuth I n T t o t l o n 
level and 16 percent under the maximum alloWed by 
Headlee. 

T h e reducUon offsets the Increase In property Values 
the community has received," City Manager Edward 
Kriewall said. "The tremendous growth In the community 
has really tra11slated across the board to help keep taxes 
down. . .Most cities In the state of Michigan are alloWed 
to levy up to 20 111ills under state law." 

The city council has already whittled down the mlllage 
by .1745"from the figure originally proposed by the dty 
admlnlstraUon In March. However, council members 
Tim Pope and Nancy Covert say they Would like to see 
further reductions In the mlllage levied. Under the dty 
charter, the coimcll must adopt a budget no later than 
the third Monday In May 

Data on how these figures translate Into the 111tly-
gritty of a tax Increase for the average homeowner Was 
presented Monday by Kriewall. The owner of a $100,000 
home who has a 6-percent Increase In property tax as­

sessments thlsyearwould paydly taxes of$577, $18.25 
oVer last year. That same home with a 10 percent In­
crease In assessment Would pay $598.83, a $40 tax hike 
over 1989-90. With a 20 percent boost In the assessment 
on the $100,000 house, the taxes would rise to $653.27, 
a $94.46 jump over the previous year. 

By categoiy the mlllage levied would change as follows: 
general fund from 4.8358 last year to 4.5495 this year 
(the dty charter permits as much as 6.5 mills to be levied 
for the general fund); munfclpal street fiind firom .7640 
last year to .8352 this year (maximum allowable Is one 
mill): and Novl Public Ubraiy, .8107 last year to .8352 
this year (maximum permitted Is one mill). In addition, 
the voter-approved police and fire mlllage would rise from 
1.2166tol.5451thls year; the pajics and recreaUon fund 
fiom .8107 to .8352; and the drain revenue from .8107 to 
.8352 in 1990-1991. 

Novl residents will pay the following Voter-approved 
dty debts; street debt funds down fit3m .5838 last year to

S i e b e r t f a c e s 

l i f e s e n t e n c e

A Novl man and his alleged ac­
complice were bound over to Wayne 
County Recorder's Court May 2 on 
charges of deltveiy and conspiracy to 
deliver narcotics. 

Douglas Siebert. 34, Will face a 
mandatofy life sentence if comlcled, 
but his lawyer maintains that evi­
dence supporting any coilsplracy is 
o111y circumstantial. 

"I don't feel the prosecution has of­
fered anything but circumstantial 
evidence to indicate a conspiracy," 
said attorney James Lawson before 
his client was bound over. 

However. 20th District Court 
Judge Ed Plaweckl said that circum­
stantial evidence can be used to sup­
port a conspiracy and circumstances 
are Incriminating enough to bring the 
case to trial. 

But Lawson argued that the prose­
cution's primary Witness, Wayne 
Kelly, Was Working With the Livonia 
Police Department When the kilo of 
ccxalne conflsciated by police Was de­
livered. Which shoiild negate his tes­
timony on the conspiracy charge. 

"What we have here is the police 
department Working as a co­
conspirator, and they can't do that," 
LaWson told the Judge. 

Plaweckl replied, "A person can be 
convicted of conspiracy even though 
everyone else involved is given 
immunity." 

Kelly, who was freed of all charges, 
testified during the pelimlrlcuy ex­
amination that he met Siebert at the 
Key West Bar in Detroit to arrange a 
one-kilo cocaine deal. 

According to testimony, Kelty later 
picked that kilo up from the Dear-
bom Heights residence of Siebert's 
alleged partner, Raymond Oabnan, 
in the presence of an undercover nar­
cotics officer. 

Oatman faces idenUcal deliveiy 
and conspiracy charges for his al­
leged role in the drug operation. 

Testimony given by two other al­

leged conspirators, Paul McCormlck 
of Westland and John Oliver, indi­
cated that the kilo conflscated was 
part of a seven-kilo cocaine transac­
tion which took place i n mld-
Januaiy. 

McConnick testmed that he and 
Siebert went to Miami. Fla . to secure 
the seVen kilos. The Westland resi­
dent said he aided the deal in order to 
pay off $60,000 to $100,000 of gam­
bling debts to Siebert. 

McCormlck testlfted that Oatman 
later picked up one of those kilos 
from him at the Knights Inn on Ford 
Road in Dearborn. 

In return for his testimony, 
McCormlck was allowed to plead 
guilty to reduced conspiracy charges 
Which c a n y a 10- to 20-year 
sentence. 

OllveL who admitted being part of 
the Florida drug operaUoa testified 
Uiat. based on Siebert's l11strucUon. 
he picked up the seven kilos from a 
house in the Miami area. He told the 
Judge that he tra11sported that co­
caine from Florida to Michigan in the 
modified gas tank of a 1984 Ford 
Thunderblrd. 

Oliver Will not be charged in this 
case. In return, however, he has 
agi^ed to plead guilty to other drug-
related cha1ges carrying a 10- to 
20-year sentence which arc pending 
In the 18th Distr ict Cour t i n 
Westland. 

Both siebert and Oatman are ex­
pected to be arraigned May 14 In Re­
corders Court on chaiges of dellVery 
and conspiracy to defiver over 650 
grams of narcotics. A trial date will 
probably be set for sometime In 
September. 

Meanwhile, Siebert is out on a 
$500,000 cash bond, which was re­
duced from the orglnal $1 million 
bond set at his district court arraign­
ment. Oatman, however, was unable 
to raise his $500,000 bond and his 
lawyer Is expected to peUUon for a 
further reduction.

They followed him to Detroit, where he was finally ar­
rested after he entered a Westland apartment empty-
handed and came out with a bag lul l of miscellaneous 
merchandise. 

Upon further inVestigatlon. items were reported miss­
ing from one of the Canton apartments he was spotted 
entering. 

The suspect was arraigned on the Westland charge 
and bond has been set at $50,000 cash. He faces a possi­
ble 15-year sentence on this charge.

is "City Hall Commentary"— gov­
ernment advertising space pur-
chased in the Ncfvl News — paid polit­
ical propaganda or the legitimate ex­
pression of a municipality trying to 
get its viewpoint across to Its 
citizens? 

Controversy on the topic surfaced 
at two separate city council budget 
study sessions on the proposed 
1990-1991 funding of $3,600 for the 
approximately one-eighth page ads, 
which usually run in the A section of 
the Novl News on a fluctuating basis. 

"City Hall Commentary" debuted 
on Jan . 19, 1989 With an Inlroduc-
lofy statement by Mayor Matthew 
Qul11n. Unlike most cases when new 
revenue enters the publication's cof­
fers, the $5,000 the city budgeted in 

1988-89 for the advertisemenU was 
greeted With a Novi News editorial 
against the project. The gist of the 
editorial was that city officials could 
call the newspaper With story ideas 
and conccriis about city events, as 
well as write letters to the editor. 

Picent "City Hall Commentaries" 
have included profiles of pald-on-call 
Ilrenghters, Public Information Di ­
rector Cindy Stewart on the basket­
ball hoop ordinance, City Clerk Gerry 
SUpp on the U.S. Census, and Com­
munity DeVelopment Director James 
Wahl on the Grand Plan. 

A motion by Council Member Tim 
Pope to delete the item from the 
budget failed four-to-three, with 
council melnbers Nancy Covert and 
Martha Hoyer supporting Pope. 

"It's a useless column in my opin­
ion, especially with the Novi News go­

ing to twice weekly . . . 1 don't feel 
that in the Eastern European tradi­
tion we need to give a City Hall Com-
mentaiy in a lodt-step Idnd of thing 
—here is the Grand Plan," Pope said. 
"At what point does it become adVo-
cacy and at what point does it be­
come public information?" 

Hcyer contended the commentary 
is used to promote issues which have 
not yet been discussed by the city 
council. 

"Nine times out of 10 when the 
'City Hall Commentary" is in the 
paper the same item is discussed on 
the finont page of the paper," Hoyer 
said. "I talk to many people in this city 
who don't know what it is. They call 
this a paid ad and they don't read it." 

Council Member Nancy Covert 
agreed: "They're antiquated and out-
of-date and, quite fra11kly, by many 
people considered a Joke." 

But Council Member Hugh Craw­
ford defended the advertisement as a 
means o( getting information to the 
community, rather than "relying on it 
to be reported accurately." 

-I think i f s an insignlflcant 
amount that serves a purpose," he 
sald. 

City Manager Edward Krlewall 
pointed to the coverage given the Novl 
Public Libnuys April 22 open house 
as an example of when a "City Hall 
Commentaiy" could fill a gap. 

"Here's a case where the news­
paper M e d to bring out people to a 
municipal event," Krlewall said. 

A n 11-inch artkJe on the libraiy 
event ran in the newspaper's stan­
dard "Diversions" feature, which 
runs on the back page of the D sec-
Uon In both the Novi News and the 
Northville Record.

South Lyon Mayor Jellrey Potter is 
considering running for the 24th Dis-

itrlct county commission seat that 
will soon be vacated by J o h n Calan-

/dro, R-Novi. 
'-- If he decides to run and wins the 
."spot. Potter, who was elected as 
'mayor last November, could leave his 
ilnayoral post i n January — 10 
months before his current two-year 

•itenn expires. 
Potter last week mailed out nearly 

.'•FO letters to South Lyon City Council 
members, local officials, supporters 

-and homeowners seeking their input 
on whether he should r i m for the 
"open office. 

"The respo11ses back from the peo­
ple (who jiecelved the letters) have 
been highly favorable and they are 
encouraging me to run for the posi­
tion," Potter said. "I'm not going to 

run headfirst into a buzz saw. I want 
to make sure I'd be supported and 
have a chance to win i f 1 do run." 

So far only Kay Schmld, of Novl, 
has filed for candidacy for the posi­
tion. All candidates must file for can-
dida(y on or before Tuesday, May 15. 

Schnlld is a Republican; Potter 
would run as a Democrat. 

The 24th District Includes the City 
of Novl, Novl Township, part of the 
a t y ofNorthville, South Lyon, and 
Lyon Township. 

Calandro has served as 24th Dis­
trict county commissioner since 
1981 and has opted not to seek re­
election for the spot. His two-year 
term expires Dec. 31. 

In a prepared statement sent to 
each community in his district, Ca­
landro said he is leaving his position 
because of family, personal and Job-
related reasons. 

Potter sald he was urged by several 
unnamed coi1stltuents to run for the 

* county position. Plus, he saw that 
there was an opportunity to win In 
the election. 

'So far Kay Schmld is the only per­
son who is an actual candidate. She'll 
run unopposed if no one else runs for 
the office," Potter said. "It's not often 
that a coi1nty seat is imcontested in 
an election. 

"Here's a situation where I can run 
and have a chance of wlnillng. But 
the question I have to ask myself ls: 
Can I run now and stand a chance of 
wlnnl11g, or should I wait and stand 
little chance of winning?" Potter 
continued. 

In the letter sent out. Potter ex­
plained; "Ifl do not run, it is likely to 
be won by a Novi area resident, who, 
would be difficult to challenge in sub­
sequent elecUons." 

During the upcoming election, 
slated for Nov. 6. Potter believes he 
Would have a good chance of 
winr1i11g. 

"The person who Fd be running 
against (Schmld) apparently doesn't 
have much e^qjcrlence. Her only con-
necUon with politics is t h r o u ^ Re­
publican conunlttees," he said. 

Schmld, a Ftepublican, has served 
as chairperson of the Michigan Week 
FestlvlUes Committee for the Qty of 
Novi, and as treasurer of the Novi 
Civic Center Planning Committee. 

She started as a Republican pre­
cinct delegate from 1977-78 and is a 
foimdlng member and Vice president 
of the Republican Women of West 
Oakland. 

In January 1989, Schmld was 
elected as one of four people In the 
state to sit on the Michigan Republi­
can State Committee. She also has 
been elected to and served as Novl 
city director, and southwest area 
di1ector. 

Potter believes his experiience out­
weighs Sch1nld's, despite being the 
city's mayor for oilly six months and a 

council member for two years. 
Besides being mayor. Potter is a 

Michigan Municipal League delegate, 
the South Lyon representative for 
Southeastern Michigan Coundl of 
Governments and the local represen­
tative for Community Economic De­
velopment Advlsoiy Cotmdl , a divi­
sion of S E M C O G . 

Potter said his fellow council mem­
bers are i n support of h im running for 
the post. He does not believe, how­
ever, that he would become a lame-
duck mayor i f he chooses to run for 
the office. 

"Not at all would J become a lame-
duck mayor. I have a highly suppor­
tive council and I would continue to 
be a highly effective mayor if I choose 
to r u n for the office," Potter 
explained. 

Potter, l n his letter, cited hisjob re­
sponsibility at Ford Motor Co. as one 
reason he'd like to become a county 
commissioner. 

"I an1 happy to serve as your mayor 
and believe we are making real prog­
ress toward the goals outlined in my 
campaign. My effectiveness is some­
what limited by the fact that the pay 
for this position — about $500 per 
year—limits the amount of time I can 
take off my Job for public service," he 
wrote in the letter. 

"The position of county conmlls-
sloner would pay about half of my 
pi-esent sala1y (currently, a comnils-
sioner's yearly salary is $19,198), 
enabling me to go to jMit-time status 
on my Job and devote two to three 
days a week to working on problems 
l n our area. It would Increase my ef­
fectiveness i n growth and planning 
areas, regional tiansportatlon, grant 
availability, landfill siting and waste 
issues and other areas. It would also 
help to build a bridge of common in­
terest to the township and provide 
much better access to the overall po­
litical syste1n," he concluded.

Center 
endorsed 

After nearly tWo moilths of some­
times stormy debate, Oaldand's new 
Open Housing Center has Ijeen en­
dorsed by the County Board of 
Commlsslone13. 

By avote of 19 to 6, commlssloners 
recently adopted a 1TesoluUon sup­
porting the "confxpt of the Oakland 
County Center for Open Housing to 
bulld comnlunJty understandlngand 
support fair and open housing." and 
urged other commu111tles to adopt s l -
mSar resolutions. 

Conlmlssloner Ul l lan Jaflfe Oaks, 
D-Southfleld, Who co-sponsoi-ed the 
Initial 1rsolution on behalf of the cen­
ter, said she Is ' \ 'eiy pleased," even If 
getUng the approval took 1nore than 
two months. 

"I think some of the opponents 
Were concer11ed that passiiig the re­
solution Would interfere With free en­
terprise," she sald. But once they 
understood the center's goals—and 
realized It wouldn't duplicate the 
Work of other agencies - - they 
approved. 

The center, funded With glants 
from the City of SouthfteJd and the 
Southfleld School District, opened l n 
Fannlngton Hills as an agency to 
promote integrated housing. 

The center sought endorsement 
from co1nmlssloner3 in February as a 
vote of confidence. 

Although the endorsement Was 
laigeJy symbolic, some commlsslon­
ers balked. 

In the end, however. Oaks and 
others convinced their colleagues 
that the center merely advocates 
What existing law requires. 

Commissioner David MofBt. R-
Bloomfleld Township, concurred. "I 
Was illltlally concerned," he sald. "I 
Wondered about the criteria We use 
before endorsing any agency. "But 
now Tm satls&ed with the endorse-

City Clerk Audrey LeUeviie said that two land­
fills in the Sault Salnte Marie area Were recentfy 
closed down by the state, forcinfi the citv to negoti­

ate an increased garbage hauling contract to take 
the refuse to a landfill near Gaylord. Residents' 
quarterly disposal fees leaped firom $24 to $60, 
spurring the petition drive. 

-1 think With all this hanging over their (the 
commission's) heads they did not want to bririg a 
group up here and have all this going on at the 
same time," IveUevre said. "This may al l blow over. 
It's a problem for the Whole area at the moment." 

NoW. like a liigh school senior Without a prom 
date, Novi is searching for a partner. But by noW. 
most clUcs are matched up, Qulnn said. 

He admits to some disappolntnlent abiout the 
cancellation. Qulnn said ihe northern city Was 
chosen for the trade because he hit It olTWlth Ly11n 
at a recent convention for city offlclals. The key 
common interest Was city center development. 

Marie Is working on the rejuvenation of 
their older downtown, WMe Novl hopes to bulld 
one from scratch.

Developed by the American Association of F?e-
tired r^rsons. the course covers the effects of ag­
ing and medication on driving, strategies for com-
pensatlng, updated Irafflc rules, defensive 
driving, coping with today's IralDc volumes, 
energy saving and accident prevention measures. 

Participants can measure their brake reaction 
Ume, visual acuity, peripheral vision, depth per-
ceplioa ability to recover from glare for flight driv­
ing, and other elements Important to safe driving. 

They may also take part In a driving exercise 
which allows them to drive their own vehicles with 
an Instructor present. The Instructor will point out 
possible problem areas In driving behavior and 
suggest strategies for Improvement. 

No records of scores are maintained, and re­
sults have no bearing on a drivel's license. The 
goal of the workshop Is simply to help older drivers 
continue to drive for as long and as safely as 
possible. 

Over 700 Oakland County seniors have already 
participated in the workshop, which is regarded as 
a national pilot program. It Is the only driver re­
training program for seniors In the United States 
which Includes pswcho-physlcal testing and ac­
tual bchind-the-wheel assessment. 

Persons 50 years of age or older are eligible lo 
participate. The workshop fee is $7.

habit of discharging into Uic storm 
sewers, which is no problem as long 
as the water does not contain chlor­
ine or other additives or detergents." 
she said. But the water in Ulis case 
did apparenUy contain chlorine. 

Fields said she had talked wlUi 
sWlm club ofllclals, Who were una­
ware the dral11age had caused any 
damage. "They were unaware of the 
Impact they were having, so no enfor­
cement action Is plar1ned on being ta­
ken a l this time," Fields said. 

"I view this as an accidental 
discharge." 

Swim club ofllclals could not be 
reached for comment by press Ume.

Petres had found a pool al Uie club 
drained and drainage hoses leading 
from the pool when he inspected Uie 
area Tuesday, May 2. The pool Is not 
connected to the sanitary sewer sys­
tem.

Novl's Drug Awareness Resistance 
EducaUon (DARE) program ls seek­
ing addlUonal funds to Onance possi­
ble expansions to U1e f̂ov^ Meadows 
School. 

For the Qrst time. Ule d ty plans to 
earmark $3,450 in funds for opera-
Uonal expenses. However, that mo­
ney Will onfy subsidize a "bare-
bones" program, according to D A R E 
InsUuctor Robert Gatt of U1e Novi Po­
lice Department. 

"We still need money to bi1y shirts 
and hats as well as generaify enhanc­
ing the exlsU11g program," he said. 

Accordlilg to Gatt, the p1x>gram 
cost approximately $4,000 to run 
this year and he needs at least 
matching funds to retain program 
quality. 

DARE, which ls a 17-session prog­
ram targeted at teaching s ixth-
graders how to say no, recentty re­
ceived its first donaUon for the 
1990-91 school year from Simkins 
and Simklns, a NorthVlUe legal firm, 
for $500. The lawyers represent a 
fo'.:ndaUon whose sole puipose Is to 
support substance abuse programs 
in area schools. 

"We really appreciate Ule contit-
buUon," GaU commented. "It will 
help us, but we sUll need additional 
funds." 

He added Ulat several fund-raising 
events are being braiilstormed to 
help raise addlUoilal money. One 
such event is a softlxdl game between 
Ule Detroit Red Wings and U1e "stars 
of Novi." However, U1e Red Wings 
have not yet committed. 

"Maybe if everyone in Novl called 
the Red Wings office and u1:ged U1em 
to participate, Uiey would," Gatt 
quipped. 

U l e DARE instructor sald he 
hopes to expand the program next 
year by plailniiig several group out­
ings contingent on funding and 
school approval. 

Gatt said that he alao hopes to 
bring a modified D A R E program to 
Ule Middle School by winter 1991 or 
fall 1991. In fact, he wi l l attend a 
D A R E co11ferer1ce this summer i n 
Phoenix, Ariz, to discuss the im-
plementaUon of Uie exparlslon. 

"DARE is the most positive and 
proactive program that l las come 
along ln my career, and I t l i lnk it can 
be made even more effective," he 
commented.

'We're hoping to meet with Head-
lee to see if we can reach a comprom -
ise," county Ixxlrd chairperson Roy 
Î wold said recently. '13ut even if 
that doesn't work. I thliik we should 
be ready to ĵ o ahead." 

Kewold said the Ixiard's lef̂ al 
counsel, WiUianl Hampton, hopes to 
rrleet with Hcadlee liiis week to dis­
cuss the threatened suit. 

Fiewold, a Kfxhester Rebuplican. 
and other cominlssioners were en­
couraged lo "rxen:i'>e f̂ oine leader­
ship" and proceed with the 
$470-million solid-waste proĵ ram. 

In an ernp-'issloned 20-minute 

speech. County ExecuUvc Daniel T. 
.Murphy reminded commissioners 
they 11ave been Informed on the solid -
waste prô r̂am and Its comfxinents 
— an Incinerator, recycling facilities 
and private landfills — for several 
years. 

CommLssloners know the plan­
ning and research that went Into the 
w.nste plan and the/ve had lllree s«-
p>irate opijilons from lawyers afllrm-
L'lg they could fund the program by 
selling bonds that would be paid off 
wi'.h tipping fees. 

"You can't back off Just tiecause 
somebody threatens a lawsuit," Mur­
phy said. He was inferring to a threat 
from tax-foe Headlee, Who says he 
will sue If county ofllcials proceed 
with plans to sell almost S600 million 
m bonds without first getting avofe of 

the p<;ople. 
OlTlclals were scheduled to begin 

.selling bonds this summer to finance 
the waste program, an $80-mllllon 
extension to the courthouse, and a 
$10-mll11on computer center. 

PL-ms were put on hold — and offl-
clals got "aiJ shook up," as one Com­
missioner G. William Caddell. R-
Walled Lake, put It — when Headlee, 
chair of the watchdog group caiJed 
Taxpayers United, threatened his 
suit. 

The best example of how the 
threatened suit disrupted county de­
liberations occunred April 12 when 
the board's finance committee re­
fused to act on a contI-act for the ma­
terials recovejy facility scheduled In 
Auburn HUis. 

Solid waste planners Weiie sur­

prised by the move because they ex­
pected prompt approval of the MRF 
— Which was to be operational late 
next year or shortly after. 

One of those voting lo table the 
contract, commissioner Marilyn E. 
Gosling. R-Bloomfield Hills, said the 
solid-waste plan Was moving too fast 
and she wanted additional infonna­
tlon In view of the possible law suit 
from Headiec. 

"Tllat was a veiy favorable con­
tract," Murphy said In his speech. It 
came In at nearly half the (antici­
pated) price and "dkl evelythtng We 
Wanted It to do." 

Yet commissioners took no action, 
Murphy said. 

The $30-mil11on M l ^ Is the least 
controversial component ofthe solid-
waste program because people Want 

more recycling. Murphy noted. 
"WeVe got to move ahead." 

Murphy's adtiress dreW a standing 
ovation from some commlsslonci^. "1 
thought It Was excellent." said com­
missioner Nancy McConneU, R-
Bloomfield HlUs.

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Officials don't call tour 
a 'waste' of their time

Novi City officials got trashed on a 
recent tour lo the I>aciflc Coast. 

On April 26. a team of seven city of-
(IclaLs — escorted by Unora Jadun, 
general manager of the Resource Re­
covery and Recycling Authority of 
Southwest Oakland County (RRRA­
SOC) — Jetted lo the San Ftanclsco 
Bay area and SeatUe to tour three 
"sUte of the ;u1" materials recovcfy 
faclLUes {MlWs] and Watch how the 
other side of the country takes out 
Lhclr garbage. In June, they'll take a 
day trip to a Providence. Rhode Is­
land plant Wlllch Is the model for a 
proposed local operation. 

It appears more than likely that a 
MRF serving the autlioilty's eight 
member communities will be located 
In Novl. although technically sites In 
Wlxom and Southfleld are still under 
consideration. However, only Novl of­
flclals were Invited to take the three-
day RRRASOC-llnanced lour. Which 
came In under Its $13,000 budget. 
Jadun said. 

Those on the trip were City Council 
members Joseph Toth. Hugh Craw­
ford, Edward Lelnlnger. Tim Pope 
and Nancy Covert: City Manager Ed­
ward Krlewall: and planning consul­
tant Brandon Rogers. 

'II was Very InslrucUVe." Covert 
said. "It made me a lot more serisltlVe 
and I started separating garbage.' 

"We Were looking at It and looking 
at It vefy carefully because we Want to 
preserve the lifestyle of Novl. I really 
believe recycling Is the Way of the 
future."

buzzword of the l990s and M R F Is 
one of the trendlest new acronyms. 

A M R F Is Where trash Is sorted Into 
marketable recyclables like plasUcs, 
glass, paper and scrap metals; ma­
terials suitable for composting, like 
yard Wastes; and unredeemable 
waste Which Will ultimately be land-
filled or Incinerated. Manufacturers 
use the material to make aijything 
from carpet fibers and park benches 
from plastic to animal bedding and 
housing Insulation from shredded 
neWspapers. 

RRRASOCs goal Is to divert 50 
percent of Its member communities' 
refuse sent fixim landMs or burners 
by recycling 35 percent and compost­
ing or reusing 15 percent. 

Council members trailed a gar­
bage pickup operation. Viewed ciirb-
slde trash separation In residential 
neighborhoods and Watched paper 
being baled In a Seattle M R F , Toth 
said. In Marin County, California, 
they observed a Wood chipping oper­
ation at another M R F and saw pigs 
and goats being fed food scraps from 
restaurants. (Designs for the local 
M R F do not Indude a pig farm.) Many 
of the recyclable materials on the 
West coast are sold and shipped to 
Asian manufacturers. 

"We all had our cameras In hand; 
Brandon had a Video camera. We 
looked like Japanese tourists," said 
Lelillnger. "We looked at everybod/s 
garbage. These sites are some of the 
nnest sites In the country. They said 
our problem Is We don't cha1^e 
enough for garbage." 

In SeatUe, the group InVcstlgated 
the Recycle America operation. J a ­
dun said. Residents there distribute 
their trash Into three boxes color-
coded for glass, plasUc and newspap­
ers, and use cans for yard Waste and 
nilxed refuse. Three different truck 
riuis pick up the material. The Seat­
tle MRF, located In an Industrial dis­
trict, processes neWspapers, glass, 
aluminum, paper, tin cans and plas­
tics. The sorting operation Is loW-
technology and labor Intensive and 
the trailsfer station Is cleaned and 
washed down dally, Jadun said. 

"To our surprise, odors Were not as 
prcValant as Imagined, basically be­
cause Waste Is transported before It Is 
allowed to decay," she added fri a 
neWs release. 

The city employs several rate col­
lection structures to encourage 
Waste reduction — the more trash 
you produce, the more you pay. 

"If you make them pay more, 
they'll recycle more. If somebody says 
you can only put out 15 gallons of 
garbage. It tnakes you Want to recy­
cle," Lefrlfriger said. 

The next operation on the tour Was 
the Marin County Resource RecoVe1y 
Center In San Rafael, California, 
where both residents and commer­
cial Vehicles have the opportunity to 
dump thefr refuse off at the local 
MRF, Magnetic belt sorters are used 
there to separate out tin and alumi­
num from the Waste stream and 
Wood debris Is conVerted to sawdust 
foruse as a fuel at nearby papermllls.

"Week or so, when they get eveiybody 
together," he added. 

Roberts told police that two gun­
men kidnapped h is daughter the 
evening of ^ r i l 15. Roberts, a M a ­
comb County resident, was separ­
ated from his wife at the time, and 
had forcibly taken the child bom her 
mother during an altercation at a 
s t e r l ing Heights shopping m a l l 
March 29. 

Roberts said he and the child 
stayed with friends and relatives u n -
Ul the alleged April 15 kidnapping. 

Roberts also alleged that his wife's 
father, Doug Allor o f Utica, accom­
panied the gunmen at the time of the 
incident. 

AUor later denied Roberts' charges 
and said Roberts Willingly gave the 
child over to two men who were serv­
ing h im show cause papers which or­
iginated fixim a custody battle be­
tween the parents of the child. 

Brittany Roberts was located With 
her mother by township police the 
day after the alleged abduction. The 
two reportedly were in hiding at an 
u n d i s c l o s e d S h e l b y T o w n s h i p 
location. 

Presnell said Roberts has not 
dropped charges against the men. If 
the prosecutor determines that the 
charges are leglUmate, those In­
volved with the abducUon may face 
kidttapping, assault and coliunlsslon 
of a feloiiy with a handgun cha1ges, 
he said.

WeVe really basically 
endorsed the site." 

In Apri l , the authority sent a con­
tingent of Novl city offlclals to the 
West coast to tour MRFs and transfer 
stations in two communlUes). But 
mat could work the other Way, ac-
cordl1ig to Jadun. 

'It is the primary goal of the Re­
source Recoveiy and Recycll1ig A u ­
thori ty of Southwest O a k l a n d 
County to be a good, destable neigh­
bor. With Novl's stringent bermlng 
and landscaping requirements, the 

facility Will be a model naUonaUy. 
Other clUes' representatives wil l be 
visiting Novl to see our state-of-the-
art facility," she said. 

Twenty-nine potential M R F loca-
Uons were reviewed by a committee 
made of each co1nmu111ty's directors 
of public works. Three sites were 
selected, two of them in NoVi. based 
on criteiia such as accessibility to 
n1aJor roads, truck hauling times, 
piurchase and site Improvement 
prices and environmental consldera-
Uons. But last M , following a meet­
ing of city managers, the Haggerty 
Road/Grand River site was pulled 

from the list forwhatwas termed 'po­
litical reasoixs' and replaced by a 
Wlxom property. 

On Dec. 5. the Novl City CouncU 
okayed three proposed sites. In no or­
der of priority, for the MRF, One was 
in the Grand Plan industrial park, 
another was the Southfleld Mobile 
Home Park on Telegraph Road north 
of Eight Mile Road, and the last Was 
in Wlxom on Wlxom Road north of 
West Road. 

The Wlxom site Was eliminated 
due to accessibility problems for the 
other communities, J a d u n said. 
Along With NoVI, the authority is com­

posed of Southfleld, Fannlr1gton, 
Farmington Hi l ls , S o u t h Lyon , 
Walled Lake, Wixom and Lyon 
Township. 

Due to the need to relocate the re­
sidents ofa m(>blle home community, 
the Southfleld locaUon Would haVe 
been cost prohlbiUVe, J a d u n said. 

The MRF, as part of the proposed 
Grand Plan Industrial park, met with 
protests from neighbors of Old Dutch 
Farms, a mobile home commiuiity to • 
the south of the parcel. The selected 
site Is adjacent to another mobile 
home community. Highland Hills 
Estates.

Ear th Day provoked our newspapers to 
sum up What they are doing about recycling 
and to tell our readers where we stand. 

Two environmental problems lace the 
newspaper business. 

First, the paper on which news is printed 
is made from cellulose fibers that come from 
ground-up trees Ulat have been cut down. A 
Sony thought 

A partial solution is to use newsprint 
made kom recycled fiber ~ grind up old news­
papers, remove Ule i n k and use the resulting 
slurry of pu lp fibers i n making fresh newsprint. 

Newsprint made from 100 percent re-
cyded fiber is Impossible to r u n Uirough the 
press, but we can print wlUi 50 percent recycled 
fiber. So you get 50 percent more newsprint mi­
leage per tree cut, wh ich isn't bad. 

Our company's policy is to use retried 
newsprint as much as we can. Our oUier news­
papers i n Michigan use around 15 percent re­
cycled paper, which wi l l increase as we get more 
recycled stock from our suppliers. 

Second, old newspapers make up a high 
percentage ofthe trash i n landfills. A s a society, 
we are runn ing out of landfill space. 

For years, we have been selling our waste 
newsprint to a recycling firm. B u t so many peo­
ple now recycle their old newspapers that the 
supply Of paper has outrun the demand, (Some 
day, Ule newsprint manufacturing companies 
Will bu i ld enough paper mills to use a l l Uie old 
newspapers, but that wi l l take years a n d years.) 
We need to figure out new and imaginative ways 
to use recycled newsprint. 

The Observer and Eccenti lc newspapers 
ran a n ad for Ear th Day Ulat asked: "What do an 
apple, a cow and a car door have i n common?" 

It answered: 'Recycled newspapers play a 
role i n a l l three. Apple growers In Uie norUiwest 
use recycled newsprint for packing, farmers 
use i t for bedding instead of stiaw, and auto 
manufacturers use it i n car doors."

"IVIany of Uie people I used to 
knowdon' t visit anymore." Mrs . Gates had said, 
'Just Uils one Jewish couple. I Uilnk Ulat Is part 
o f their culture."

The demographics of our society are going 
to continue following the current trend wi th the 
elderty claiming a larger piece ofthe total popu­
lat ion pie. We need to come to grips with our ne­
gative attitude toward older people and malce 
the wor ld a less hostile place for the elderty. 
Once we start heating the elderty wlUi respect 
and stop malting a Joke of Uie term Golden 
Years, maybe then the thought of growing old 
won't be so terrible.

-J find the saying 'a little know­
ledge is a dangerous thing.' is appro­
priate In this case. I Want to continue 
to share With as many people as I can 
What I consider to be a rcallsUc View 
of Japan." 

Shrestha Works With both Japan­
ese and Americans to bring the mis­
conceptions of both to the attenUon 
of the other. She noted that Japanese 
do not understand Amerlcarls any 
better than Americans understand 
them. 

-Especially during the last year I 
Was In Japan. I concentrated on 
making comparisons l>etWeen the 
two countries, eveiything from the 
educational systems to cultural dif­
ferences," Shrestha commented. 

"I tielleve my experience was un­
ique (compared with most business 
people) In that I did this (compari­
sons) on my own. 1 was not sponsored 
hy a Japanese and, therefore. Was 
not shown only What they wanted me 
to see. 

"I saw and experienced everything 
•Vlthout their Influence (except for a 
few parties -— Japanese style)." 

In the seminars Shrestha con­
ducts, her goal Is to expose Ameri­
cans to all facets of Japan and her 
culture, things they wi l l not hear 
from Japanese the11iselves. 

'If that American business person 
then goes on to do a Joint Venture or 
be bought out by the Japanese, so be 
it. I feel 1 Will haVe done my 'duty' In 
explaining one to the other. 

"It Is not my place to say (or not to 
say) that someone should not do bus­
iness With Japanese. But if they are 
aware of the Japanese style and 
thought process, then they WUl be 
belter able to make their own deci­
sion regarding a Venture wi th 
Japan." 

Wi th her Japanese c l ients . 
Shrestha ls busy l iylng to do "cross-
cultural" training which she said 
they need as much as do the Amrel-
cans. She noted that too many Ja­
panese have heard untrue or exag­
gerated stories about America and 
Americarls ("Like 'If you don't cut 
your grass, your neighbor will call the 
police on you,'") 

•Hopefully, When my clients re­
turn to Japan, they can slow down 
'stories about America' at their 

source." Shrestha added. 
In addition to presenting seminars 

on .American/Japanese culture at 
Eastern Michigan University and 
Washtenaw Community College, 
Shrestha gives language Instruction 
md does some Interpreting. 

Shrestha said she finds Japanese 
nanagement style Verv different bom 
i c American style. 

"There are more group discussion 
11d problem solvlr^ techniques In 
apanese companies," she said. "In 
jnerican companies, there Is a dls-
inct 'ladder of command' and upper 
lanagement makl11g decisions." 

On the other hand, Shrestha said 
.merican managers don't get as 
1uch respect as do Japanese mana-
ers (In Japanese companies, 
artlcularfy). 

"If they (American managers) get 
lald enough, they tend to Ignore the 
ict of not getUng respect," Shrestha 
dded. 

"I don't thliik most Americans 
callze hoW deep the Japanese desire 
0 be numtier one Is. It's a national 
onsdousness to only be number 
me. Even With school children, being 
•econd or third In any competition Is 

not good enough." 
ShJnestha said she has found that 

Japanese have two faces — one oiit-
slde, one inside. The outside face may 
be smiling when the Inside one Is hot 
smllling at all. Ihey belleVe to show 
e1notlon ls to show weakness," she 
commented. 

"They really roll out the red carpet 
the first Ume they meet you. You wlU 
feel Veiy flattered." 

"The Japanese feel the United 
States Is no longer number one ~ not 
even Ul the tiaUpark. They (the J a ­
panese) bielleve they are number one 
In economic success." 

Shrestha noted that Japanese are 
expected to make It to mld-lcVel man­
agement by 30-35years ofage and to 
upper-level by age 50. 

"At this point I really want to con­
centrate on being a goodwill ambas­
sador," Shrestha said. "It (Cultural 
Communications) keeps me busy do­
ing what I truly enjoy — talking with 
people and learning and doing."

'Kead up before you plan or plant a 
garden — especially perennials," 
cautioned Anne Raney Brown ofF?a-
ne/s RalnlxiW Gardens ln Lyon 
Township. 

Browa who grew up as part of the 
'gardening Raney fainlly, said hardy 
mums are some of the best peren­
nials (plants tliatcome up year-after-
year Without replanting) to include In 
a garden. 

They can be planted early because 
they can Withstand a light frost, can 
be cut back after the early blossoms 
haVe died and will branch out and 
bloom again In the late fall. Brown 
noted. 

Both shrubs and flowering peren­
nial plants can provide attractive de­
coration for a yard and now Is the 
time to plant most of these types of 
gardefling mainstays. Brown said 
mums can be planted almost any 
time you can work tlle soil because 
they are most liardy. 

"Some types of hothouse-grown 
mums will not live over tlie Winter, 
but the hardy mums Will," she said. 

Because Ihey are relatively ea^ to 

grow and oflerdlVerslty, perennialsof 
many types have been popular With 
gardeners for at least a century. 

According to 'Growing Peren­
nials," CooperatlVe Extension Ser­
vice Bulletin E-1984, a border bed of 
o11Iy pere11i11als Was first suggested 
In 1890hy George Nicholson, curator 
of the Rfjyal Botanic Gardens at KeW, 
England. 

In the l900s, tender bedding 
plants (those which must tie planted 
annuallj^ were in lavor, but peren­
nials came back into their own ar­
ound 1914. 

Perennial borders were developed 
with taller shrubs and plants at the 
back and shorter ones aJoilg the bor­
ders oflawns and gardens. This pro­
vided only a one-sided of'&xint" View 
of the llowers and soon planting of 
narrow islands offlowers became po-
pi11ar tiecause they could then be 
viewed from all directions. 

Today's trend Is toward mixed bor­
ders or beds that Include trees, 
shrubs, perennials, bulhis, annua1s 
and biennials (planted eVeiy two 
years). This offers color and Interest 
on a season-long basis. 

Brown said maiiy people Jilre her 
to design their perennial gardens and 
bieds because it does take time to 
plan and plant so that the flowers 
bloom early, raid-season and late. 

Designing a perennial garden, ac­
cording to ttie book. "The Perennial 
Garden" by Jeff and Marilyn Cox. 
should start with an assessment of 
the property to be planted. Questions 
should indude what size and shape 
of plantings the owners desires, as 

well as what color and kind of plants 
those persons enjoy most. 

It Is always Important, also, to con­
sider the zone In which you llVe. Zone 
6 in Which this area Is located has an 
aVerage annual minimi1m tempera­
ture of minus 10 degrees (Fahren­
heit) to zero degrees. SoU types and 
moisture should also be co11sldered. 

Experts can be co1isulted on these 
ite1n3 lf the gardener is in doubt. 

All first blossoms in perennial gar­
dens are bulbs which means flowers 
like crocus, tulips, hyacinths and 
daffodils. A profusion of color can be 
achieved by planting these in large 
tieds or they may t>e scattered 
throu^out a Wooded area or set in 
With shrubs to provide attractive 
blooms before the bushes them­
selves begin to flower. 

Many rock garden plants are pe­
rennials and brightly hued creeping 
phlox are some ofthe easiest to grow. 
They do well In sunshine and seem to 
blend with almost any other 
plantings. 

Many ^rpes of succulents also fill 
tlie crevices In rock gardens and sev­
eral offer blooms as well as Interest­
ing foliage. 

Some perennial plant lovers piiefer 
to maintain the woodsy effect of their 
property and should select peren­
nials which thrive in shady 
condition. 

Brown sald ferns and Wildflowers 
are especially good for this. I^boW 
Gardeiis and other area horticulture 
businesses offer such tilings as trll-
Uums, Jack-in-pulpit, bluebells and 
violets for this purpose. Violets do 

Well In shade or sun and Will multiply 
rapidly so that ifsomethlng Is needed 
to fill a problem area they are a good 
choice. 

Lllly-of-the-Valley is another plant 
Which likes shady spots and multi­
plies with veiy Uttle effort on the 
grower's part. Forget-me-nots also 
fall in \his catego1y, according to 
Brown. 

"Hostas have beautiful Variegated 
foliage and are excellent for providing 
color all through the growing season 
even though they do not bloom," 
Brown said. 

Wild and ciiltlvated columbine are 
also good pereni11als for gardens. 
They are easy to grow and provide 
lovely, delicate Dowers In a variety of 
hues. They do not, hoWever, last In­
definitely from season to season and 
must be replanted after a fewyears as 
do bulbs and other perennials. 

Another pereilnlal Which coVers a 
long growing season and a rainbow of 
colors is the llUy. Hybrid lililes such 
as offered at Raney's are popular be­
cause tliey require relatively little 
care and produce many attractive 
floWers over a long growing season. 
Day llllies are especially nice for pro­
viding colo1-ful blooms throughout a 
summer season. 

There are nearly as many types of 
floWers for perenrllal gardens as 
there are gardeners interested In 
grovrtng them, so look over the selec­
tions at local plant merchants and 
don't hesitate to ask advise from the 
experts.

a special report, "Progrcsstve Hous­
ing Program for America," 

The primary objective of the plan is 
to provide a continuing supply of af­
fordable housing for American faml-
iies. The social owners Would pro­
duce new housing that Would 1je kept 
out of the speculative housing 
market. 

The basic concept is already being 
implemented In some areas, but or11y 
on a small or experimental scale. 
There seems to be growing support 

for such a plan. 
legislation has been introduced 11i 

the U.S, Houseof IteprcscntatlVcsby 
Rep. Ronald V. Dellums, D-Calif,, 
that would establish the legal found­
ation for the plan. It has litUe chance 
of becoming law in the near fuXun, 
but may beco1ne a sIgnlQcant trend­
setter. 

Under the plan, the first housing 
projects to be converted to social 
ownership and operation Would be 
those now threatened With foreclo­
sure. Initially targeted Would be pri-
Vately oWned and goVemment-
asslstcd housing projects. 

The plan Would then enVolvc arxl 

expand to convert other types of 
housing projects. 

Michael Stegman, a housing ex­
pert vrtth the University of North Car­
olina, thlnlcs the concept Is too big 
and aggressive for Americans to 
sWalloW, The enabling legislation Will 
never be enacted, he predicted. 

However, a more active role for 
government and non-profit groups In 
acquisition of certain housing pro-
Jects Is a good idea. Stegman said, 
"But 111creaslng the proportion of 
socially-oWned residential property 
is no gaurantee that lt Will be Well 
managed, WeU maintained, and Wc11 
cared for," he said. 

Q: For ths most part, are flrst-tim« 
home buyers squeezed out of today's 
real estate market? 

A: No, nrst-Ume home buyers 
continue to be a large and important 
part of the cuirent marltet. NeW buy­
ing and financing concepts help 
them enter the world of home owner­
ship, despite high prices. 

A recent report from Centuiy 21 
Real Estate Corp. revealed that 38. 
percent of the more than 400,000* 
property transactions recorded dur-_ 
ing the past year liy Centuiy 21 of--
flces involved first-time home-
buyers. -

Q: Our old Tudof-styte house has 
wonderful woodwork and beams 
throughout ths downstairs—one rea-
son, in fact, that we bought the house. 
I'm finding that it makes the rooms 
dark and heavy, however. 

Of course, we'd never think of 
painting the wood, but Is there any 
other way to brighten things 
u p ? - L C . 

A: Let Cecil B, DeMllle direct you: 
This Is the iMng room of his estate In 
Los Fellz, Calif., redecorated as a de­
signer show house by Marsha 
Broderick, ISID, president of Pink La­
dles Design and Construction Inc. In 
Calabasas, Calif, 

The dark beaihs are the 1naln fea­
ture of the house, Which Was built In 
1913 and had also been home to 
Charlie Chaplin and his Wife. Desig­
ner Broderick pulled a number of 
professional tricks out of her hat to 
make the room look and feel lighter, 
brighter and more today. She: 

•Lightened theWood floors to a gol­
den honey color. 

•Used a largej off-White rug to re­
flect light up Into the room. 

•Used pastel-colored upho1ste1y— 
the fabric she chose has a silken 
sheen for an added glow. 

Broderick also added the glint of 
gold throughout the room—a grand 
gesture appropriate to the memory of 
DeMllle. You might achieve the same 
eflect With, say. brass lighting fix­
tures, andirons and accessories, 

Q: Our daughter will graduate from 
college this year and plans to get her 
own apartment and furnish It with 
things from her room at home. 

She has a bed with a rounded up-
holstered head, two matching night 
stands and a dresser, if she uses it all 
together In a one-room apartment as 
she plans, won't It look too bed-
roomy?—A.S. 

A: Not if she disguises the bedroom 
begln111ng3 of her furniture hy as­
signing It new iMng room roles. For 
example: 

•Add a second headboard to the 
other end of the bed (upholster both 
sides of It and the original head­
board), and add piles of pflloWs to 
turn the bed Into a sofa by 

day—"upholsteiy" could be a Ught-
flltlng mattress cover, 

•Use the two night stands as the 
bases of a desk-cu1n-dl11ing table. 
The top could be a flush door painted 
something attractive, or—better—a 
rectangle of Vi -Inch glass. 

•Let the dresser function as a stor­
age piece, not for clothes alone, but 
also for tables linens, silverware and 
(llshes, 

•A42-or54- inchroundof!4 -Inch 
plywood on any base of suitable 
height Would also make a dining 
table when you add a wardrobe of 
round tablecloths. Folding chairs for 
company can live in a closet. 

•.Accessories should be kept on the 
tailored side to further obscure the 
fact that this Is an all-In-onc room.

Ann loved to shop. Shie 
shopped when she Was happy. 
She shopped when she Was sad. 
She shopped when she Was 
lonely, frustratcfi or angry. 

Last year Ann .stopped 
shoppl11g. 

She owed $40,000 on her 30 
credit cards and was having difli-
culty making the inlniinum 
montlily payments. 

'I Was borrowing from Peter to 
pay Î ul," Ann saJd. "1 Was veiy 
frightened. 1 couldn't see myself 
getting out." 

Although her stofy sounds ex­
treme, surprisingly. Ann is Just 
one of an Increasing numhier of 
people caught In the vicious cycle 
of piirchasing on credit. Buying 
more than they can aiTord at an 
Impulsive moment, many of these 
people convince themselves tl1at 
they can afford It or are getting 
sometliing for nothing until the 
credit card bills start pouring In 
and Interest payments spiral up­
ward and out of control. 

And When the credit limit on 
one card Is reached, people arc 
finding It too easy to simply say 
"yes" to one of the many offers for 
new credit cards they are finding 
In their mall boxes. 

Despite popular mlsconcep-
Uo11s of the wife gone crazy With 
the husbiand'scards, credit abuse 
Is not a cJiaracterlstlc possessed 
tiy any specific sex or age category, 
social ^ u p or economic class. 
Anyone can lose financial control 
of their life. And as more people 
are getting not only tlielr flrst, but 
second, tlllrd and fourth credit 
cards, credit counselors expect 
the debt situation to worsen as 
people discover the ease of obtain­
ing credit and the convenience of 
buying With it. 

The trend tov/ard an Increased 
reliance on credit has already tie-
gim. Purchases made on credit 
and not repaid Inuxledlately more 
than doubled between 1980 and 
1987, the last year for Which sta­
tistics Were available. With a total 
of $349.4 billion of consumer cre­
dit outstanding ill 1980, that fig­
ure sWelled to $865.5 billion out­
standing ln 1987. For purposes of 
a real comparison, this is an in­
crease from 18,2 percent of dis­
posable personal Income spent 
With credit Inl980to21.5percent 
spent on credit in 1987, according 
to statistics fit)m the Federal Re­
serve Bulletin, 

'1 have a brother Who had a 
problem With credit cards and I 
had always promised myself that 
Wouldn't be me," said Lynn, a 
30-year-old bookkeeper whose 
credit card debt ballooned out of 
control, Afler accumulating an 
$11.000 debt on 21 different cre­
dit card accounts, 17 of which she 
Was behind on payments, Lynn 
forced herself to seek the help ofa. 
credit counselor. 

And, surprisingly, many people 
hiVohred With credit counseling 
agree that a high Incoine Is not a 
guarantee against development of 

a credit problem. Rather, Income 
level may just predict the degree of 
Indebtedness. 

"1 have a good income but I lived 
beyond It," said Ann, currently a 
member of Debtors Anoiiymous, 
Who asked to be identified orily as 
Ann. '1 liked to live like a million­
aire even though 1 Wasn't one." 

The appearance of Debtors 
Anonymous on the scene In 1982. 
and Its subsequent growth, is one 
visible response to the enormous 
ciy for help by people with runa­
way spending habits. Now a na­
tional organization, local DA 
groups have been springing up in 
Michigan over the last couple of 
years. 

DA relies heavily on the pre­
mises and techniques of Alcohol­
ics Anonymous and other self-
help groups which treat the out­
ward problem, ln this case chronic 
indebtedness, as a symptom ofa 
deeper, more troublesome 
disease. 

The group espouses self-help 
rhetoric with the belief that one 
needs to take charge of one's own 

life, one day at a time, accepting 
help fiiom a supportive network of 
people With similar problems. 

Maureen, Who is also in DA, 
says her previous problem of a 
continuously mounting shopping 
debt had roots ln her deeper psy­
chological problems and compill-
slve tendencies. 

"Walklnglnto a store for me Was 
Uke magic — it could change a 
mood of anger to one of complete 
ecstasy," Maureen said. "I Was on 
a high the whole time I was there." 

Maureen finally hit rock bottom 
after depleting a $40,000 joint 
savings account she held with her 
husliand and rumlingup a credit 
card debt of about $12,000. 

"I Just spent It on clothes and 
frivolities," Maureen said. "My 
husband Was fi'eaklng out. If I'd 
have kept going, we would haVe 
neVer dug out." 

HoWeVer, since last October, 
Maureen has halted her quick 
draw of the plastic cards and her 
rampant buyl1ig sprees. She said 
it is stiU difficult for her to think 
alxiut shopping and she often gets 

the old, familiar rush of excite­
ment. But now when this hap­
pens, she goes to a DA meeting or 
calls someone else n the program. 

She is still trying to pay off the 
old debts, but says she is hopeful 
about thefuture and finds 
strength and confidence In know­
ing she Is now In control of her life. 

Another consequence of the 
moVement toward credit as the 
preferred method of purchase is 
the growth of credit counseling 
services. Operating on a different 
premise, credit counseling as­
sumes that people in trouble with 
creditors simply need to leam the 
basic skills of managing their own 
money. 

'Money management Is some­
thing that people have to learn," 
said Joan Witte, public affairs and 
administrative manager for Credit 
Courisellng Centers Inc. "We take 
a very educational approach With 
people having financial problems. 
The bulk of the people we counsel 
are people who never look at their 
budget." 

Wtte said that although DA 

can be a source of strength and a 
relief from stress for many people, 
she believes credit counseling 
centers are a preferred Way for 
people with large credit problems 
to regain control. 

"Money problems and all the re­
sulting problems is a lot for one 
person to cany," Witte said. She 
said the DA approach encourages 
people to tjy to get back on track 
by themselves, which can be 
"quite a heavy load for one 
person," 

And that was true in Lynn's si­
tuation. After talking to a NoVl cre­
dit counselor, Lynn said, "1 felt like 
someone had lifted a tremendous 
weight off my shoulders." 

Since its inception in 1968, cre­
dit counseling centers have 
earned a greater amount of re­
spect and authority from busines­
ses and have more clout than an 
individual In dealing with credi­
tors. They are uniquely positioned 
as a neutral conduit to negotiate 
flexible repayment schedules for a 
client that Is overextended, ac­
cording to Witte. 

"1 can't describe the feeling of ] 
helpessness," said Lynn, Who had 
eventually gone out to charige an 
answering machine for screening 
angiy creditor caUs, "I needed 
someone to help me manage my 
money and get these people off my 
backs." 

Credit counselors help thefr 
clients Work out a money manage­
ment budget, they negotiate with 
creditors for clients Who can't 
make payments, and they Will 
even take over check-Writing 
responsibilities. 

"We tiy to go over eveiythlng 
With them (dlents)," said Gall 
Shultz. "We 1nake suggestions on 
how to bring costs down," 

Shultz, a credit counselor at the 
Credit Counseling Center in Novt 
said she believes people are accru­
ing more debts thes^ days be­
cause of the ease of obtai1iing 
credit. 

"People are getting In over thefr 
heads," Schultz said. 'Bankrupt­
cies are on the rise, and we are 
openfrig more offices." 

StatlsUcs bom the U.S. Office of 
the Courts show that Schultz's 
observation Is correct. Personal 
bankruptcies have been rising 
steadily since 1980, which re­
corded 278 filed and 364 pending. 
Figures for 1987 show more thsul 
double that number, with 561 
bankruptcies ffied with another 
809 pending. 

Witte shared her thoughts; 
"We have grown tremendously, 

which Is kind of sad because We 
are k1 the credit counseling busi­
ness," Witte said. In 1988 thefr or­
ganization helped clients pay 
back $20 million to creditors. In 
1989, that amount rose to almost 
$25 million and "based on the pro­
jections so far for this year. We will 
surpass that," Witte said, 

"People thfrlk that because It's 
(credit) offered to them, they can 
afford It," Schultz said. 

And although Lynn quickly ac­
cepts full responsibility for her ea­
ger spendfrig, she agrees that the 
accesslbUlty of pre-approved cre­
dit was one factor leading to her 
quick fall off the favorable credit-
rating list, 

"I have a ve1y bad feeling that 
the credit card companies are do-
frig a disservice to people," Lynn 
said. "They should have a more re­
sponsible attitude about who they 
^ e credit to." 

Even at her deepest point In 
debt, Lynn was receiving fristant-
use "Just sign here" credit cards in 
the mail. Some of the cards were 
even fixim companies she was 
havfrig dffffculty paying. 

"I am afi:ald to use a credit card 
now," said Lyim, who has chipped 
her friltial $11,000 debt down to 
$5,000 fri less than a year. And al­
though she has no savings ac­
count, no health Insurance and 
Worries ahiout unexpected ex-
perises, Lynn feels better noW. 

"I can breathe again," sjild 
Lynn." .And I sWear It Will never 
happen to me again."

Northville resident Vfrgfrila No-
tarainni, 69. has both a Visa card 
and a Sears card but she uses 
them bioth only "sparingly."

Fred and DebJ Delx)ng belong to a 
motorcyde group. 

Despite W11at you are probably 
thinking, neither of them has a tat­
too, has no fecial hair, and 
Debt's riding clothes arc not skin­
tight or black leather. 

"We arc t1ylng to break the 
stigma," said Debl Delong. a member 
of the Cold Wing Itoad Riders Assocl­
aUon (GWRRA). "The HeU's Angels 
are the other side of the spectrum 
from us." 

And her husbiand Fred, an area 
representative for the group's Novl-
b £ ^ d chapter chimed in, 'TVe are 
Just eVeiyday people With a particu­
lar sport." 

And it Is a sport they are 1x)th good 
at and popular in. Recently named 
"Couple of the Year for Chapter H," 
the Delxings Were selected to iiepre-
sent Michigan at the next leVel of 
Gold Wing riders' couple competi­
tion. This distinction earned them 
$150 of traVellng money, a cham­
pagne toast from their fellow riders 
and a flag a11nouncing their hard-
fought UUe flying on the back of their 
bike. 

The GWIUIA, begun in 1977 by se­
Ven passionate bilcer couples, is noW 
an interriatlonal organization With 
enthusiastic riders in 24 diflerent 
countries and all 50 of the U11ited 
States. Gold Wingers in Michigan 
alone gained enough membership to 
divide themselves Into 32 different 
local chapters With more than 2,000 

riders throughout the state. The 
group's only requirement for mem­
bership is the ownership ofa Honda 
Gold Wing rider. 

For purposes of comparison, the 
Gold VWrig rider is the equivalent ofa 
Rolls F̂ ĉ 'ce in the car indusUy—It is 
the luxu1y ride for the leisure rider. 

"A bike like this today runs 
$10,000," said Fred, And, IDebl adds 
quickly. That's before the toys," 

The DeLongs' Gold Wing Is an im­
maculate rose-beige machine 
wrapped in chrome. The velvety 
brown double seat Was custom-
designed for each of their individual 
wel^ts and leg proportions. The 
fully loaded motorcycle is complete 
with cruise control, a CB radio, an 
AM-FM stereo cassette player, a 
trailer hitch, a makeup mirror — 
and, lest it go unnoticed, a high-
frequency deer horn. 

No, the DeLo11gs are not What one 
might expect of the typical biker cou­
ple. Dressed inmatchlngoutfits, they 
are sportlng thefr usual riding garb: 
white cotton polo shfrts embroidered 
with thefr names and Gold Wing logo, 
buttoned to the neck and sealed With 
a bolo tie, black denim Jeans and a 
bright red belt, Fred is 42, Debl ls 37, 
both have a hfrit ofa southern draWl, 
and both hold White-collar Jobs at 
IBM. 

Married almost seven years, the 
DeLongs cruise Weekly on thefr Gold 
Wing, The bike, purchased neW in 
1986, now has 17.000 miles on it. 

"I enjcy this because it gives me 
the opportunity to be vHth other peo­

ple with similar frlterests," Fred said. 
"When I rode smaller bikes, I didn't 
find many people to ride With." 

Not onfy do thefr fellow Chapter H 
bikers serve as a traveling entourage 
on road trips both long and short, but 
they also constitute an important as­
pect of the DeLongs' social lives. 
Chapter H, which covers both Novl 
and Northvllle, meets for breakfast 
every Sunday morning at the Union 
76 truck stop and eveiy Wednesday 
evening at Donna'sTriickStop before 
leaving on an ice cream nm. 

And, in addlUon to Uie group's out-
frlgs and fun acUvlUes, both Fred and 
Debl are ve1y serious When It comes 
to menUonlng the organlzaUon's 
charity benefits.

It defends the clailn as the most 
visited naiionnl park In the U.S. The 
Great Smoky Mountains grace the 
slates of Tennessee and North Car-
olltl.a .IS p,irt of the Blue Rjdgc Moun­
tain cliain. 

Witliln this unique ecosystem are 
found flora aiid faurh-l tliai exist no 
where else tn the world. 

I made my first visit to tile Sfnoky 
Mountains with veterans of Its steep 
wlnflirlg roads, verdant green mea­
dows. enchantll i>» streams, and 
homesteads bearing witness to a 
simpler Way of life. 

1 began to make friends With the 
mounLiliis by introducing myself to 
Llielr bounties. We hiked beginner 
trails and quiet Woodland waJkways. 
We picnicked beside streams that 
flowed Into the Pigeon River. We 
hiked more difficult trails as our bo­
dies became accustomed to uphill 
foot travel. Each day and With each 
step I became closer to the moun-
Lalils surrounded by a bluish ha^c 
that eiims them their distinctive 
flnme. 

As a challenge ever before us, the 
day came When we Were ready to hike 
the Chimney Tops, t had conditioned 
my body for half of my life. Walking 

three miles a day, seven days a Week, 
almost 365 days a year. But the flat 
lands of southern Michigan do little 
to prepare a body, regardless of the 
age, for enduring the heights of true 
mountains. 

The hike to the Chimney Tops Was 
rated dUHcult, a rating reserved lor 
seasoned hikers. We had done 
adequate hiking. Our bodies and our 
minds told us that we were ready. We 
began the eight mile cllinb Well-fed 
aild confident. The sway-back tjalls 
were steep, bu 1 We Were young and so 
was the day. Mile two began to Wear 
our bodies as legs protested climbing 
the steep Incline. Lungs expanded to 
take tn thinning air. Mile three found 

us weary. A short rest and a granola 
snack renewed our spirit of mission. 
At mile four, we prayed that the trail 
would lessen Its angle of elevation. 

Mile five and six are a blur. 
Mile seven caused our spirits to 

stir; Wc had endured this far. We can 
make It now. 

Signs along the Way had been our 
Iflformers. The one before us read, 
"CllimncyTops — .3 miles. Caution 
— steep and dangerous trail." 

We read the sign With curiosity but 
no apprehensloiL We're almost there! 

One more bend and We could see 
it. losing 100 feet, at an angle popu­
lar to mountain goats. Were the 
Chimney Tops. And they did look like 

chimney tops from a distance, but up 
close they looked like a massh^e depo­
sit of dark mountain material. Many 
Weary hikers sat at the foot of the de­
posit. A feW younger people Were ca­
vorting on the huge. Imposing meta-
moiphlc material. 

Why Wasn't anyone serious about 
going up? My partner and I looked at 
one another. In that moment of emo­
tional eye contact our minds and 
hearts united: We Were going to climb 
this mountalnl 

The climb Was not easy, nor Was it 
the most dlfllcult thing I had ever 
done. Physically, It Was a definite test 
of endurance. Mentally, the thought 

of falling quickened the clinging Im­
pulse. Emotionally, I Was at the peak 
of awareness as the body and soul 
merged to achieve a goal. 

We cUmbied the Chimney Tops. 
The vleW Was a portion of our prize. 
The solitude Was healing. The grand­
eur of the mountains surrounding us 
opened our senses to the magnitude 
of the creation. 

I will always feel a special bond 
With the Smoky Mountains. I was 
only a guest then, but they treated 
me Well. I gave them 1iiy footsteps. 
They gave me determination, appre­
ciation and the insight that the 
mountain Is Worth the climb.

I have a vtvld picture of the Louisiana plantation 
countiy, a11d It has nothl11g to do With either the 
Mississippi or the Civil War. 

It's a picture of a young guide In a beautiful an­
tebellum dress. She Is nesting on a grand 19th 
Centuiy verandah, fanning herself In the sununer 
heat. Her hooped skirt Is lifted Just far enough off 
the Wooden floorboards to reveal her footWare; a 
pair of scuffed White athletic shoes and a pair of 
short White socks. 

T11at's the way It Is along the Mississippi River 
north and sou th of Baton Rouge. The great houses 
buflt before the Civil War-tiwy call It the War of 
Northern Aggression—are their In all their pil­
lared grandeur, but If you peek beneath the sur­
face you find the 20th century. 

The best example of this Is found In the wonder­
ful old plantation houses offering t»ed-&-breakfast 
accommodations on the stretch of Old Man River 
that runs trom NeW Oriea1is north past Baton 
Rouge, 

They are old In all the expected Ways, but they 
have the mattresses and modem facilities thatyou 

and 1 expect When We stay overnight in America. 
If you read your history, you Won't be surprised 

to leam that change is a riatural part of the Old 
South. This remarkable collection of plantatIoi1s, 
and the lush southern life they represent, come 
out of a ve1y short period In American hlstoiy. 

Mississippi plantations Were built because of 
four 19th centuiy changes. Innovators leamed to 
granulate sugar and to remove seeds from the cot­
ton plant. Napoleon ceded the Louisiana Territory 
to the United States. And Fulton Invented the en­
gine that put steamboats on the Mississippi. 

It Was only 50 years betWeen the flrst grand 
plantation house and the War that destroyed plan­
tation Ufe, but you should see What Is left behind 
from that half centuiy! 

There are b&b accommodations at Oak Alley, 
MadeWood and NottaWay plantations between Ba­
ton Rouge and New Orleans: and at Cottage, 
Asphodel, the Myrtles and Mlllbank In Felldana 
Parish north of Baton RougcYou can Visit but not 
sleep In Roscdown.Houmas House and other 
graiid plantation houses open to tourists but not 
to oVemlghterS. Some, like Madewood, are

Best-selllngauthors and Michigan 
residents William X. Klenzle and Lo-
ren D. Estleman wfll be signing their 
latest novels at Borders Book Shop In 
the Novl Town Center on Satirrday.

Both Klenzle and Estleman write 
myste1y novels Which take place In 
Detroit. Though both authors i11cor-
porate in their books places and 
events familiar to Detroit Metro area 
residents, Klenzle's stories center ar­
ound Catholic priest and amateur 
sleuth Father Robert Koesler, While 
Estleman speaks through the hard­
bitten streetwise detective Amos 
Walker.

About a fourth of Americans in re­

cent food-industry surveys said 
speed and ease of preparation Were 
their most Important considerations 
when buying food. More than a tliird 
said they rarely had more than 30 mi­
nutes to fix a meal. 

Recent consumer focus-groilp fv-
search conducted by the U.S. De-
p.irtment of Agriculture found people 
may feel thelI- busy lifestyles -— which 
require them to eat on the run — 
don't alloW enough lime to prepare 
healthy meals. Their primaiy consid-
eraUon when determining wliat to eat 
or cook may l>e how to saVe time. 

Many tlme-saV111g food options arc 
available. The Association of Home 
Appliance Manufacturers (AHAM) 
estimates that 75 percent of Ameri­
can households now haVe a micro-
wave oven. Today's superrnarkets 
also offer a great variety ofheat-and-
serve Ueins. The problem, according 
toDlanne Odland, a nutritionist from 
USDA's Human Nutrition Ir1forma-
Uon Service, is that many "quick to 
flx' recipes aren't quick enough; and 
many convenience foods, which can 
be real lime savers, are 111gh in calo­
ries, fat. sugars and sodium. 

Odland said. "The key to enjoying 
nutritious meals In minutes is the 
same as for meals that take lots of 
time to Ox and serve — and that Is to 
follow the Dietaiy Guidelines.- The 
Dietary Guidelines for Amerlcarls are 
seven basic principles that encour­
age variety, balance and moderation 
In food consumption. The first two 
guidelines encourage people to eat a 
variety offocxls that provide enough 
essential nutrients and calories to 
maintain a desirable Weight; the 
olher five describe special character­
istics ofgood eaU11g, suggesting peo­
ple eat an adequate amount ofstarch 
and fiber and avoid too much fat. su­
gar, sodium and alcohol. 

The guidelines are the basis of 
USDA's new public education effort, 
"Eating Right. . .The Dietary Guide­
lines Way," Which e;q)lalns nutri­
tious Ways Americans can fix meals 
in minutes, shop for and prepare 
foods, plan menus, enjoy bag 
lunches, snacks and desserts, and 
eat out. 

When preparing meals is a race 
against time, you have to be Well-
organized in order to play "beat the

According to Odland, there 
are two Ways you can save time—by 
reducing the "active time" you are ac­
tually involved in food preparation 
and by reducing the "total time" it 
takes to Dx and cook the meal Irom 
start to finish. 

She offered these time-saving tips 
for Americans Who may only have 
time for fast-paced foods; 

• Make sure your foods, cooking 
utensils and equipment are arranged 
conveniently for quick Work. 

• Keep a supply of versatile foods 
on hand that can t)e used in a Variety 
of Ways — such as an assortment of 
canned and frozen Vegetables, 
ground Ijeef, ctilckcn, and so forth. 

• GlVe some advance thought to 
your meals—even iflt's only making 
a mental note ofwhatyou Want to eat 
tomorrow so you can remember to do 
things such as deJrostlng meat over­
night ln the refrigerator if you don't 
have a mlcrowaVe. 

• Make a game plan. HaVe a logical 
order ln mind for the tasks invohred 

in preparing the meal. Start a portion 
of the meal that involVes more total 
time tlian actlVe time — such as put­
ting the rice on to simmer —• U1en 
Work on another portion — such as 
cutting up your salad ingredients. 

• Focus your efforts on one part of 
tlie meal. Don't choose a meal Where 
each component requires elatxjrate 
effort. If the main dish requires spe­
cial attention, add a simple vegetable 
or salad. If the main dish is simple, 
dress up the vegetables or 1nake an 
interesting side dish.

Look 
for new recipes that use foods you of­
ten have left over, and create your 
own line of versatile leftovers to cany 
you through a busy week. 

Many Americans, when pressed 
for time, may turn to the convenience 
foods—Vegetables in heat-and-serVe 
pouches, mixes to which you add 
only Water, titizen dinners, and so 
forth. While these foods may save you 
time ln the kitchen, you llave little 
control over the amount offat and so­
dium. Be sure to read the nutrition 
and i1igre(iient lalaels. 

Marry convenience foods are avail­
able in low-calorie, lowfat or low-
sodium versions. It's important to 
know, however, that loWer-sodlum 
versions are not necessarily low in 
fat. Low-fat products also may hie 
high in sodium. Read the labels lo 
find the ones that are lower in fat and 
sodium, and think aJxiut how the nu­
tritional value of these foods may 
compare to the foods you typically 
eat.

The 
benefits of all thls sWeaUng Is well-
documented. EScerclslng counters 
dironlc fatigue, premature aging and 
hypertension. It is closely related to 
psychological Well-being. 

At tJieveiy least, a weU-tonedbody 
Is good to look at. But tight tummies 
and big biceps are lai^ty byproducts 
of a more Important form of fitness: 
the healtliiness of tlie whole person. 

Trtic physteal well-being encom­
passes proper, natural breatliing; It 
tJirives cn good l » s i c nutrition; and It 
requires a rest period tliat allows the 
body to rediaige. , 

Diet Is an essential Ingredient. MI-
diael Jacobsen, director of tl1e Cen-

ter for Science in the Public Interest, 
has said that at least two-tliirds of 
Americans Would improve their 
health by following a few guidelines: 
less fat, sugar, salt and Wghly pro­
cessed food; more improcessed foods 
and fiber. 

But intake without exercise is not 
enou^. Despite all the press cover-
age of "fitness fi-eaks," about half of 
all Americans still say they don't ex­
ercise at all. ^ 

It's true that the body-beautllul 
sweepstakes lias some spectacular 
casualties. Compulsive Workers can 
become compulsive runners on the 
road tobtlmout or Inju1y. And people 
who cxerdse heavily are not Immune 
to heart attacks and other serious 
Illness. 

The Watchword Is "moderation." 
Aiything can ble overdone a1id well-
being cannot he aclileved merely by 
whipping oneself Into physical 
sJiape. Wtiat Is missing bom maiy 
exercise routines Is compassion for 
one'slxxiy—the loving care tliatpro-
teds It from over-stralnlng and al­
lows It periods of rest
