Special equestr

When 9-year-old Carrie Searfos
donated her horse Crackers to the
Tolligate 4-H Education Center, it
wasn't because she had tired of
rding,

Rather, she understood the fun
and value of horseback riding and
wanted to share the joy of riding with
other disabled children.

“Itwas partly heridea,” said David
Searfos of his daughter, whois disab-
led. “She thought is was a shame that
he stood there (in Its former stable)
for days before she would come and
ride him. She wanted to share him
with other kids.®

So in Aprll, Tollgate’s 4-H Excep-
tional Equestrians, a horseback rid-
ing program for physically, develop-
mentally and emotionally disabled
riders, recetved a new horse.

Tollgate Farm Is located on the
comner of Twelve Mile and Meadow-
brook roads In Novi.

Although the riding program at
Tollgate Center is still in its Infancy,
statewide the program has been in
existence for the past 18 years.

“We had always had a walting list
for kids to get in,” said Thomas
Schneider, who has been involved
with several other riding programs in
Oakland County before becoming di-
rector of the newly created Tollgate
program, "We thought this would be
a marvelous place to get this going.”

Employees and volunteers at Toll-
gate have been working diligently to
get the Tollgate grounds prepared

and are excited for the program kick-

off on June 1.

“This program glves them free-
dom,” sald Cindy Richards, who
coordinates the program at Tollgate.
"Some of these lids can't walk and
when they get on a horse they are
able to move.” ‘

And Searfos pralses the riding
program for the same reason.

“For you it is nothing to ride a
horse, but for a child that Is In a
wheelchalr they can move around
like never before,” Searfos said.

Searfos’ daughter is not confined
to a wheelchsir, but he sald that she
does have “certain lmitations.”

Before handicapped chlldren are

accepted into the riding program,
thelr medical records and general
physical condition are gone over
thoroughly. Richards said they are
able toaccept children with many dif-
ferent types of disabilities but there
are certain cases thelr particular
program cannot service.

“For example we cannot service
someone that Is paralyzed from the
neck down,” Richards said.

The children are always with certl-
fled handicapped riding instructors,
and the education center recruits
many volunteers who work with the
chiidren.

“Each child starts off riding with

ians benefit from largess

three volunteers,” Richards said.
And once their skill level improves
and the children are more comfort-
able with the animals, they require
less supervision. -

*They [the children) come in
scared, but once they leave you can't
get them off,” Richards sald.

Currently the Tollgate program
has five horses and are shopplng for
more, Richards estimates that they
need a total of elght horses to get their
spring and summer programs off the
ground. The center looks for people
willing to donate very friendiy. docile
horses, which are ideal for their parti-
cular riding program.

“There ls such a tremendous need
for programming for the hand-
icapped,” sald Richards, who estl-
mates there are 50,000 handicapped
children {n Oakland County.

“This program is for therapeutlc

and educational purposes as well,”
Richards said. Not only do the child-
ren come out toride for an hour once
a week, but they are taught animal
care, and soclal and decision-making
sk(ls, Richards sald.
. The Tollgate Center is equipped to
take on as many as 75 student riders
during their spring and summer ses-
sions, They have not yet filled the ros-
ter and it is on a first-come, first-
served basts. The cost of the program
1s $40 for an ejght-week session and
they also offer a two-week summer
camp for the same price.

But because the program Is
funded through the 4-H crganization
as well as grants anid donations,
there Is financia} ald available for rid-
ers that qualify.

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State mulls equal education

A subcommittee of slate representatives s
mulling three proposed constituional amend-
ments atmed at “equllable opportunily” in state
school Tunding.

They anlicipaie a lawsull in which Michigan's
schoul furding system may be held unconstitu-
Uonal because It provides only $2,500 per pupl in
some districts and $8,000 in others,

“There are distrcts out there twisting 15 the
wind,” said Rep. Willlam Keith, D-Garden Clty. A
nine-term lawmaker, Kelth chalrs both the sub-
cominittee and the House Education Committee,

The lrick is to write constitutional language
that (1) acourt could use In saying Michigan s fall-
ingits poorer school districts and {2) allows the Le-
wslature (o rewrtte the budget itself to meet the
“equltable” test.

"It should be illegal to have a $2,500 10 $8.000
disparity in schoo! funding.” Rep. Kirk Proflt, D-
YpsUantl. sald at last week's meeting. Afreshman,
Profit has a district that nelghbors western Wayne
and sautherin Oakland and Livingston countles.

“The danger,” repiied the veteran Keilh, “Is that
we're putting ourselves at the mercy of the courts.”

Rep. James Kosteva, D-Canton, agreed, notlng
that the Kentucky Supreme Courtordered anedu-
calion progmam costing $1.2 billlon.

A legislative stall’ analysis sald the highest
courts In Arkansas, California, Connecticut, Ken-
tucky, Monlana, New Jersey, Texas, Washington,
West Virginia and Wyoming have declared uncon-
stitutional their states’ school financing plans.

But Kosteva, a third-termer, and freshman Su-
san Grimes Munsell, R-Howell, are uncertain the
public will accept an “equitable opportunity”
amendment.

Munsell wants to see such an amendment sup-
ported by two of the biggest players tn educational
funding: the Michigan State Chamber of Com-
merce (business) and the Michigan Education As-
soclation {teachers unlon]. *I don't feel we can
move lorward withou! those two,” she sald.

Kosteva has grave questions zbout whether the
public will buy equitable funding. “Pelitically,
there's a real lack of support. No one has fire in
their belly,” he sald.

Kosteva also fears the public will see it as “a pig
ina poke” — something costly that fails to beneflt
their hometown schools.

Here are the three proposed constitutional
amendmen!s:

+ House Joint Resolution {HJR) Q requires the
Legislature to provide *an efficlent sysiem™ of
public schools ensuring "equitable opportunity
for a thorough education.”

Sponsored by Proflt and co-sponsored by Keith,
it Is the shortest and simplest of the three. For that
reason, Proflt says t's the most understandable,
the most salable and the best.

* HJR-S requires the Leglslature to fund
schools “on an equltable basis.” It also gives con-
stilutional status to [ocal boards of education —
the meaning of which puzzles lawmakers.
Further, !t adds sex to the list of reasons (religlon,
race, color and national origin) for non-
discrimination.

Sponsor Is Rep. James ONelll, D-Saginaw, the
acknowledged House expert on school funding.
Kelth {5 a co-sponsor.

+ Senate Joint Resolution O started out ident-
cal to RJR-S but was amended In the Senate Edu-
cation Commiltee lo make education "a funda-
mental right.”

Keith thinks the term {s “overkill.”

SJR-O is sponsored by Dan DeGrow, R-Port
Huron, the Seniate GOP expert on school funding.
The Senate Education Committee reported it out
without recommendation. Thus, SJR-O is In
limbo. not on the Senate calendar but not dead.

Some subcommittee members, such as
Munsell, like the idea of prohibiting sex discrimi-
nation. But the consensus is that it doesn't belong
in an “equitable funding” proposal.

The House and the Senate, each by a two-thirds
vole, woujd have to place the measure on the
ballot.

A majorily of all Michigan voters would have to
say yes to amend the constitution.

And that presents another problem to Keith.
“We could put this out jon the ballot), and the
public could say no. Then what do we do?" he
asked. “There would be no pressure on the
Legislature.”

Members recalled that voters in 1989 rejected
two separate sales tax increases for educational
funding and virtually a't “reform™ proposals in the
last 20 years.

Sald Kosteva to Profil: “Your goal is laudable,
but how do we sell #? I'1n trying to keep one foot In
reality.”

Support for mandatory school age

YPSILANTT — City officlals gave
Gov. James J. Blanchard his war-
mest applause In a recent speech
when he renewed his support for
raising the mandatory schoal atten-
dance age 1o 18,

“If we think we can keep them only
te 16and think we've really Joined the
world, then we are completely out of
(t,” Blanchard sald to city, township
and county officlals from the 15th
and I6th Congressional Districts.

Prospects are good in the House of
Representatives, but the Senate hags
tumed down the idea, he sald.

“As a matier of courtesy, we sent
the matter over to the State Board (of
Educaton), and they voled 4-4,
meaning it was tumed down. The
dummies didn’t know the law was
written so we could do without them,

and we are.

“So the bureaucracy (n our state
Department of Education and state
board s, from time to time, partofthe
problem.”

The Stale Board of Education, an
elective body. is split 44 between
Demeocrats and Republicans.

The mandalory school attendance
age has been 16 since the 1940s. in
his “State of the State”™ message,
Blanchard advocated rajsing It to 18
or untf the student graduates, whi-
chever comes first.

The governor made [t an economic
development issue, saying Michigan
needs a better-educated work force
to compete In the world economy.

National statlstics show Michigan
has a highly regarded education sys-
tem but relatively low high school
graduation rates because in the past
It was easy for young people to get
high-paying auto plant jobs,

Theage plan s embodled in House
BIl 4616, sponsored by Rep. Claude
Trim, R-Waterford, and co-
sponsored by James Kosteva, D-
Canton.

Trim has not asked for hearings on
the bill, according to a staff member
of the House Education Committee.

In interviews, many suburban
lawmakers have been cool to ralsing
the mandatory school age. Thelr gen-
eral view is that teachers would be
forced to put up with older, unmoti-
vated students who resent beingina
classroom.

Blanchard, speaking to a largely
favorable audience in Eastern Michi-
gan University's conference center,
also asked municipal officials to:

It would limit school oper-
ating tax increases to the rate of con-
sumer price inflation and provide
$25 million In the existing state
budget to pay school districts the
difference.

Blanchard admdtted {t wasn't a
cut, but added: “The only reason we
haven't had more meaningful prop-
erty tax relief in the last 20 years is
that someone always promises more

After spending $110,000 in con-
sulting fees, Novi planners put thefr
noses back to the grindstone to come
up with a more acceplable version of
the Grand Plan.

One of the notable changes being
considered is a reduction in 1-2 uses,
some of which may be replaced with
alternate types ol development, How-
ever, the Wixom /Grand River site will
probably remain.

"We have got at least 10 different
ideas we are working on,” sald Plan-
ning Director James Wahl. "Every-
thing is just preliminary at this point
— It's going to be a while yel.

“I think the site has to remain the
same because as | sald In my presen-
tation to the counctl, It is the only eco-
nomically feasible slte — but that is
another thing we are jooking at,” he
added.

When asked about the alternate
zoning being considered, Wahl re-
plied, “We are looking at several diffe-
rent types of zoning so [ can't really

say lor sure, but light industral is
one oplion.”

But he quickly added that all types
of alternative zening except commer-
cial are being mulled.

He said another option 1s decreas-
ing the amount of I-2 uses in orginal
plan and replacing it with increased
bufler area.

Regardless of alterations, how-
ever, the Meijer store would remain
the comerstone of the plan if it re-
malns at the present locaton (see re-
lated slory).

"One option is to allow the Meljer's
store to go ahead and then work on
the surrounding zoning.," Wahl
commented.

Company officlals stil hope to get
the 11 acres in Wixom zoned for com-
merclal use immediately and see how
things progress, according to Wahl.

Wahl said more concrete plans will
come up at Wednesday's planning
commission meeting, which starts at
7:30 p.m.

The planning commission orgl-
nally instrucied stafl at its May 1
meeting not to abandon the spirit of

the Grand Plan, which is to relocate
non-conforming 1-2 uses out of the
Town Center area In order to facili-
tate a downtown.

Commissioners are expected to
give the planning department more
concrete direction at this week's
meeting.

“It ts the opinton of the planning
commlssion that the clty needs some
type of relocation project in order to
create a downtown area,” com-
nented Chairperson Charles
Kureth. *I think mos! officials agree
because the orginal plan recetved a
favorable 13 to three vote, Il you
count the commission [and city
council together), but it sl fafled.”

“Sure,” said Rick Morgan, senjor
real estate representatlve for the
firm, when asked if the company
would pursue its plans for a store at
the southwest comer of Grand River
Avenue and Wixom Road In Novi.
Twenty-six acres of the proposed site
are In Novi; 11 acres for the parking
lot are in Wixom, The council’s ruling
meant that the 26 acres did not get
the necessary rezoning to a business
classtflcation.

At an April 11 speeial city councl]
nteeting on the Grand Plan, Morgan
said that Mejjer had entered Into a
purchase agreement with Campbell,
the owner of the land, and had “con-
siderable non-refundable money at

Auxiliary force to

In the early weekday morning
hours of six o'clock to eight o'clock,
when most Novi residents are turn-
ing off thelr alarm clocks and turning
on thetr coffee pots, the city's fire pro-
tection is at its lowest, officlals say.

At that time, the majority of Novi
Fire Department's pari-time paid-
on-call {volunteer) firefighters —who
typically ll in during nights and
weekends — are on the way to their
regular bread-and-butter johs. The
city's nine full-time fire protection of-
ficers (FPOs) -aren’t scheduled to
show up for work until 8 a.m. Even
then, the department experlences
personnel shortages and falls tomeet
minimum stafl standards when re-
sponding to a fire, according {0 Fire
Chief Arthur Lenaghan.

To fill that gap, Lenaghan has
proposed a part-time auxiliary force
to beef up fire protection in Novl
throughout the day, as well as cover
for the FPOs' sick days, personal
days and vacations. The $84,600
program won the support of six city

councll members during a budget
sessfon this month [Council Member
Nancy Covert contended that not
enough documentation was pro-
vided) and Isin place for the tentative
Novi budget for flscal year 1980-91,
which must be adopted by May 21.

As sub-coniractors, the auxiliar-
fes would draw hourly wages of 8
per hour, no more than 24 hours per
week, but would not receive fringe
benelits, They would serve on a ope-
to-aone basis with the fire protection
officers. The plan calls for already
trained individuals, perhaps firefigh-
ters from other communitfes, to step
Into the part-time Novl jobs,

The auxiliary program — which
will be staffed by nan-unien employ-
ees — has been endorsed by the Novi
Firefighters Association, the unfon
for the pald-on-call firefighters, and
by the FPOs" union, Fire Fighters As-
soclation Local 3232,

In additlon, two of the 12 addl-
tional FPOs requested hy Local 3232
have also been added to the proposed
budget for flscal year 1990-1991,
and the union has suggested a work
shift of four days per week, 12 hours

Morgan referred all further discus-
sion of the project to the company's
public and consumer affairs coordi-
nator, Jennifer White.

“At this point, we're reviewing this.
We're looking at our options and try-
ing to declde what our next course of
action will be, A final decislon has not
been made at this point, This is the

A shift supervisor Is alse In the of-
fing for the department, although the
councll for the second year In a row
axed Lenaghan's request for an as-
sistant fire chlef, At present, he is the
only supervisor in the fire
department,

“It would be like we went to the
Teamsters and we wanted to glve
their work to subcontractors, We'd
have to negotlate that,” Assistant
City Manager Cralg Klaver said dur-
ing a budget session.

"We're going to literally negotiate
the exact salaries of those positons. 1
don't think it's appropriate for us to
discuss it at thistime. . . We'llbe ne-
gotialing the number of personnel. If
the union decided the numbers were
not acceptable, they could deny the
auxiliary program.”

To date, union supporl for the
program appears strong, Daniel Roy,
president of the Novi Fire Fighters
Undon sald the proposed auxiliary
program would beneflt everybody.

*Everybody gains on this program,
The citizen gets extended coverage.
The union gains three employecs,
The city gains a low cost force. It just
kind of shows you that all unjons are
not just take, take, take,” Roy sald.
“The union is willing to work with the
city on a problem like this®

The safety factor Is a big plus for
the FPOs, he explained, who cur-
rently have about seven people on the
scene of a daytime fire. With the au-
dliary program, that number would
grow to 10. National experts recom-
mend a minimum of anywhere from
10 to 18 firefighters at a structure
fire,

The City of Taylor added anauxll-
ary firefighter staff twoyears ago, and
Milford is in the process of developing
a similar program, Lenaghan sald.

“IJustsaw it as a cost-effective way
to meet response times,” he
explalned.

$100,000 less. Lenaghan attributes
this to an increased effort in fire pre-
vention training and public educa-
tlon — but the statistics . could
change overnight with one fire com-
parable to the 1989 $4-$5 million
blaze which devastated Novi Ameri-
can Inc. last summer,

Although he Is uncertain how
many auxiliaries he'll actually find to
take the Jobs, the goal is two pos{tions
per each of Novi's four fire stations,
Lenaghan said. The counctl cut his
original proposal for four positions in
half. The program is also scheduled
for monthly and six-month
evaluations.

At present, three stations have two
FPOs during the day and station one
has three.

During the day, two te three paid-
on-call firefighters are available at
Fire Station One; no one is available
at Fire Station Two; one pald-on-call
firefighter can respond from Fire Sta-
tion Three; and cone to two are on
hand at Fire Station Four.

Under the new scheduling system
and with the two new full-time staff
members, a total of 10 FPOs will be
onduty four days aweek and one day
will have efght scheduled. Awdliardes
will take up the slack.

Recruiting pald-on-call firefigh-
ters remains an ongolng job for the
Novi Fire Department. Although an
Intensive recruiting effort for the “vol-
unteers” added 10 recruils In fall
1989, that was oflset this springby a
loss of 10 pald-on-call staif members.
Statfon Two at Thirteen Mile and Pa-
ramount Roads now has only seven
volunteers.

Training officer Donald Dominick
sald that three applications for the
positions have been sent in to date.
But getting volunteers Is not an easy
assignment.

"I seems to be the trend now all
over the nations. The traditional *
dad did it, my brothers all did it," it
doesn’'t seern to be falling into place,”
Dominick said. ’

Department budget pending

The proposed fiscal year 1990-91
budget for the Novi Fire Department
willadd a new part-time auxillary fire
department, two full-time fire protec-
tion officers, one shift supervisor and
one first-attack flre truck.

The $1.367,560 budget now sche-
duled for final city council approval
on May 21 s $57,000 less than the
budget approved for last year, Twelve
percent of the city's general fund s
allocated to the fire department, a fig-
ure topped only by the police depart-
ment, which recelves 37 percent.

Last year, the department drew
$400,000 of its funding from a 1987
voter-approved 1.2 millage for police
and fire needs. With council approval
pending, the millage could be set at

1.5 this year.

While union salary levels are still
under negotiations, the proposed al-
location for personnel salarles and
benefits will rise from a year-end est-
mate of $766,470 to $1,016,160. Of
that, $84,400 has been set aside for
the auxiliary program, $250,000 for
the paid-on-call firefighters,
$445,056 for full-time stall and a
$51,937 salary for Fire Chiefl Arthur

Lenaghan, raising him to the pay
level of the police chief. At present, he
holds the only supervisery positionin
the department. The recommended
salary level for the shift supervisoris
§33,235.

A salary level of $24,000 Is recom-
mended for the two new fire protec-
tion officers.

The only vehicle purchased sche-
duled for the new year, the fire truck,
areplacement for a 13-year-old vehi-
cle, will cost $83,000.

The top-level hourly salary for the

paid-on-call firefighters will rise from

$12.20 hour to $12.50. Among
neighboring communities, Lenaghan
sald the lop level wages for the paid-
on-call crew would place the Novi pay
scale in second place behind North-
ville Townshlp. Entry-level wages for
the position are $8 an hour.

Pay levels for the volunteer forces
in other neighboring communities
are $10.95 to $12.10 an hour in Far-
minglon Hills, $10 {o $14 an hour in
Northville Township, $11 an hourin
Northville, $9 an hour in Wixom, $8
an hour in Milford and $5 10 $12 an
hour in Commerce Township.

Student in motorcycle mishap

A Northville High School senlor re-
mained in intensive care Friday after
being kniocked offa molorcycle Tues-
day, May 8, at the comerof Eight Mile
and Sheldon roads.

Mark Edward Klokkenga, 18, was
listed [n guarded conditlon at St
Mary Hispital in Livonia Friday
morming.

According to witnesses at the
scene Tuesday, Klokkenga was turmn-
ing onto Elght Mile from Sheldon at
about 5:20 p.m. when he was struck
by a Volkswagen Fox heading weston
Eight Mile. The car lipped ontoitsleft
side during the accident, and was left
lying in the middle of the
intersection.

Gary Powell, the Novi resident
driving the vehicle which struck
Kiokkenga, sald, “it wasn't my fault
. . .heturned infrontofme. [ had the
green light going west on Eight Mile.

“I dom't know ( he stalled or what,
but he was right there in front of me,”
Powell said. “It was a pretty terrifying
experience.” Powell said the accldent
happened so fast he did not see

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where Klokkenga was coming trom.

*[ fee} terrible,” he added. *I wish I
would have hit a car, | wish I would
have hit a tree, anything but a
person.”

The left side of Powell's windshield
was smashed In during the accident,
apparently by Klokkenga. “He took
the full brunt of It, his head hit the
windshield,” said one frefighter at
the scene.

The Honda motorcycle was left ly-
ing on lts side near the middle of the
street, its front wheel broken from be-
tween the mangled forks.

Community Emergency Medical
Services and Northville rescue per-
sonnel responded almost lmmedi-
ately to the accident.

At the scene, gasoline was trick-
ling from both the motorcycle and the
overtumned car. Several -firefighters
spread absorbent material on the ga-
sollne to soak it up, while pme stood
on the side of Eight Mile with a hose
In his hand, ready to put out any
blaze,

The north two lanes of Eight Mile
were closed and westbound trafilc
was routed onto the next lane south
while emergency perscnnel strapped

Klokkenga to a board for transport.

As they splinted his shattered right
ankle, Mark was heard toyell in pain,

Mark was taken to St. Mary Hospi-
tal in Livonla, where he spent several
hours in surgery. Though he was re-
ported to be in stable condition after
surgery, Klokkenga was readrnitted
to the intensive care unit
Wednesday.

Klokkenga's brother John, 23,
said Thursday, "He's In a lot of pain
but he's all right. Right now they
think his brain might be bruised so
they have him intintensive care under
consiant survelllance. He got his bell
rung preity good.”

John satd Mark’s right ankle was
broken at the joint and his toes dislo-
cated in the accident. Mark was
wearing John's motorcycle helmet -
and driving John's bike — when he
was hit.

“He just tumned in front of the car,
he just dldn't see it,” John said of his
brother. *It usually happens the
other way around, where the car
driver doesn’t see the bike."

“Hefust remembers {lying through
thealr, landing on the pavement, and
his leg hurting."

Mark’s father, Don Klokkenga, re-

was [mproving.“There’s nothing
wrong but the broken ankle,” he said.

As to the cause of the accident,
Klokkenga sald Mark had not talked
much about it. because he remains
under sedation. “I don't even know
whal direction he was going,” the el-
der Klokkenga safd. "All he told John
and Iwas, I never saw the car until he
hit me.' "

Alter the accident, Powell sald he
wanted to see the speed limit on that
stretch of Eight Mile from Novi Road
to Taft Road dropped from 40 to 35
milesperhour.

Even here in the metropolitan
area, where food trends are running six to nine
months behind the coasts, gartic is cropping up
as the herb de rigueur.

Even though garlic is experiencing a re-
surgence, it has been cultivated for the last

5,000 years. Anclent Egyptian writings attest
toits improatnce as a crop asearly as 3200B.C.

And what a crop it was. Bulbs of garllc
have been used medicinally — for strength and
virility, as a germicide — to ward off vampires,
and, lastly, as a food source.

We can credit the poor people of Yunnan,
China, with bringing garlic to the culinary
forefront.

Theyused the lily relative by mixing it with

| chopped lver and ate it raw because they had

little fuel for cooking.

The Italians became known as garlic lov-
ers, although It is mainty the Calabrains and
the Sicilians who used the seasoning in so
many of their dishes. Ironically, Northern Ita-
lians prefer various other spices.

More than three million metric tons of
garlic are produced worldwide each year.

China, South Korea and Thailand rank as
the top three garlic producers, followed by
Spain, Egypt and Indla. The United States
ranks seventh with about 100,000 melric tons
grown annually, all or most being fresh bulbs
from California.

The U.S. crop is mainly dehydrated for
garlle powder, garlic salt and seasoning salt be-
cause these forms are more convenient for the
food tndustry than raw garlic bulbs, which are

susceptible to spoilage.

Gaining in popularity (arnd a big hit in the
Janes Gang kilchen) is the processed chopped
garlic available packed in oil in small glass jars.
This virtually eliminates the peeling, chopping
and potential sprouting that always occurs

with the fresh variety.

I always keep a [ew bulbs of the fresh
garlic around, and when 1 see them beginning
tosprout, [ peel themand place themin asmall
glass jar filled with oil in the frdge.

The oil fs great for stir-frying and the garlic
will keep almost forever,

Ah, but what are metropolitan Detroit's
best kitchens doing with garlic? A random sam-
pling found baked garlic appearing as an appe-
tizer at RIK.'s, tossed with escargot and pulf
pastry at the Larkand pureed and reduced with
top cream as a flavorful sauce for hearty veni-
son and buflalo steaks at MacKinnon's.

Yours truly will never be able to forget the
garlic soup which was a staple at the old
Aliette's on Porter and 24th streets in Detroit’s
Mexican town.

Last fall, on a business trip to Chicago,
upon being sealed at Bistro 110 and ordering a
glass of chardonnay, the waitperson brought a
small breadboard with a few slices of warm
bread, a minl-tub of whipped butter and a
whole baked bulb of garlic,

[ immediately thought about what woutld
happen to may taste buds upon biting into a
bulb of garlic, and sensing my trepidation, the
waltperson suggested I use my butter knife 1o
pryout the tender cloves and spread them like a
paste over the butter spread bread. For a few
minutes, I thought [ had died and gone to
heaven.

St. Julian is state’s oldest winery

St. Jullan Winery in Paw Paw is this
state’s oldest winery. It was founded by Mar-
fano Meconi in Windsor, Ontario, as the ltalian
Wine Company in 1921, After the repeal of Pro-
hibition in 1933, Mecond moved his operation
across the river io Detroit.

To be nearer a source of fresh grapes, the
winery relocated to Paw Paw In 1937.

An anti-ltalian sentiment, prevalent dur-
ing World War Il as America fought fascist taly,
caused Mecont to rename the winery, He chose
St. Julian, the patron saint of his village birth-
place in Italy.

In the late 1940s, Meconi's sons Eugene
and Robert and his son-in-law Apollo Braga-
nini expanded the winery's influence. Through
the 1970s — a heightened period of interest in
dry wine nationwide — St. Julian Winery re-
sponded by planting French-American hybrid

pe varieties, capable of withstanding the
state’s sub-freezing winter temperatures.

Since 1978, under the direction of David
Braganini, Apollo’s son, St. Julian Winery has
become the state’s largest single buyer of the
hybrid grape varieties — Chambourcin, Che-
lois, Cayuga White, deChaunac, Foch,
Chancellor Nolr, Seyuval Blanc and Vidal
Blanc. These varleties produce dry, seml-dry
and sprakling wines.

Additionally, St. Julian produces wine
from two vinifera varieties, chardonnay and jo-
hannesberg reisling, that have shown promise
of survial in the cold Michigan winters.

Within the domestic wine industry, wine-
makers make more hops, skips and jumps
among wineries that a fast-packed checker
game, This frequently causes product inconsis-
tency. This is not the case at St. Julian since

winemaker Chas Chatherman has been with
the winery since 1974, ]

St. Jullan Winery can lay claim toa host of
firsts. Among them, it takes credit ior belng the
first Michigan winery o establish a wine-
tasting room —in 1959, Currently, more thana
quarter of a million visitors tourand taste at the
winery each year,

Additional tasting centers and relail out-
lets are located throughout the state: in Frank-
enmuth, Mackinaw City, Parma, Holly, Union
Pler, Monroe and South Haven.

In the 1989 Michigan State Fair Wine
Competition, St. Julian winery won two first
places (gold medals), for the 1988 Vignoles
{Sweet Reserve) and 1986 Chancellor Noir.

With a production of 45,000 cases of wine,
made entirely from Michigan grapes, St. Julian
is Michigan's largest producer, laying claim to
37 percent of the total sales from Michigan's 20
wineries,

A recent tasting of some of the winery's
newest releases gives clear indicaiton that St.
Julian has the potential for remaining at the
top of the state’s wine industry.

Because of limited chardonnay plantings
within the Lake Michigan Shore appelation,
there are only 80 cases of the 1989 Chardonnay
($14). Grapes for this wine were purchased at
the premium price of $1,500 per ton, The wine
if Chablis-like, with typical earthy, steely aro-
mas, but solid appley, pear flavors.

It was 100 percent barrel-fermented in
one-year-old Nevers French oak and left four
month sur lie for added complexity. Its crisp-
ness makes It a natural seafood
accompaniement.

*Vignoles is an interesting wine to sell,”
Braganini contends. ‘People are unfamiliar

with it and are surprised (o find how compar-
able it is to the styleofa Califonia chardennay.”

The 1988 Vignoles ($9.50) Is bone dry with
good [ruit characters. Its bold style is reminis-
cent of California chardonnay and its clean,
fruit finish is appealing.

Punctual harvest (as opposed to late
harvest) 1989 Riesling {$9.50) showcases
floral, apple blossom and appley fruit with
hints of orange zest, The 1,75 percent residual
sugar is not evident on the palate because it Is
balanced by high-side acidity which keeps it
fresh and clean. It's a clear winner at this price.

“Seyval Blanc is our most popular wine,”
remarks Braganini, “We call it Paw Paw Ples-
porter.” The 1989 version ($5.50) is too sweet,
by our standards, toaccompany food, but it isa
nice springtime sipper with fruit and mild
cheese.

St. Julian produces an outstanding,
lighter-style red wine from chambourcin
grapes. The 1988 Chambourcin {$3.50) sports
berty, cherry, fruit characters with hinis of
American oak. It's soft and approachable —a
red wine for people who say, “I don't like red
wine.”

If you like cream sherry, St. Jubian pro-
duces one of the best. It's labeled Michigan
Light Solera Cream Sherry ($7.50/500mL).
Wines in the solera date back to 1971. It's full,
rich, nutty, and dessert in itself. It could be
poured over vanilla ice cream or incorporated

in a vanilla cheese cake recipe.

May is Michigan Wine Month. Celebrate it
by trylng wines from St. Julian oranother of Mi-
chigan's winerles. New York, Pennsylvania and
Maryland are some of the states that have deve-
loped a real grassroots pride in their wine in-
dustry. Let’s get it going in Michigan.

Detroit, with an average monthly mortgage burden of
18.5 percent of gross household Income, ranked 33rd on
the “favorability” scale of 150 U.S. markets surveyed,

Peoria, Ill., ranked first with an average monthly bur-
den of 8.8 percent. San Francisco, at 54.1 percent, was

150th.

Aging baby boomers segment housing market

As the baby boemer starts worry-
Ing about retirement and the baby
bust matures, housing demand will
become more sharply segmented
thanin the past, according to the Na-
tional Association of Realtors.

The study, “Demographics in the
U.S, — The Segmenting of Housing
Demand.” anticlpates strong hous-
ing demand and stable house values
over the next decade in spite of the
smaller baby bust population pro-
ducing fewer prospective buyers
than the baby boomers.

The demand will be fueled by
widely varied housing needs — for al-
fluent trade-up baby boom couples,
baby boomer thinking about retlre-

ment and growing numbers of non-
traditional households and [mnl-
grants, the report says.

“The heallhy markets will offer di-
versity. They will have a varlety of
niche-oricnted housing,” sald NAR
President Ira Gribin.

The study explores several current
and projected demographic changes
that may have the greatest effect
upon the housing industry over the
next decade, Foremost among these
are lhe changing age structure and
housing composition of the U.S.
population,

The total number of households in
the nation rose by an average of 1.3
million annually during the 1980s,

dropping from 1.7 million annually
during the 1970s. The population
ages 25-34, the group at which
househeld formation Is typical, is
getting smaller, while the age group
65 and older Is gelting larger.

The number of married-couple
households is declining. The decline
is belng countered by an increase In
single-person household, female
headed households, non-famlly
households and larger numberof 18-
te 24-year-old men lving with their
parents. Additionally, the average
household size dropped from 3.13
people in 1960 to 2.66 people In
1987.

Households are moving mare fre-

=dropery boutique-

guently, which s causing and will
continue to cause a higher houslng
turnover rate, Legal immigration, no-
tably by Asfans and Hispanics, is in-
creasing. Theaverage rate of 570,000
was 30 percent higher in Lhe 1980s
than in the 1970s.

Increased demand by floreigners
seeldng (o reat or buy in the United
States will contribute to housing de-
mands {n the 1990s, the study says.

The changing needs of changing
hoouseholds will help offset a dropin
housing demand due to the smaller
baby bust population said NAR chief
economist John A. Tuecillo, Predic-

Wetlands act as
filtering system
for Great Lakes

Whie presenang Michigan's wet-
lancs and cleaning the Great Lakes
may fwe twn separale jobs, the former
tant assist the latter.

Wrellands absorb and process pol-
latants like phosphorous, disease-
catstiyd germes. toxie metals, pestt-
cides and grease; some of the things
that have created Greal Lakes popu-
fated hy fish not safe to eat.

Eluaisth Nartls, director of the
East Michigan Environmental Action
Counecil, spoke about wetdands to a
suali awdtence al an Oakland Com-
munity College, Orchard Ridge cam-
s seminar on the environment
recendly,

Usually founid along coasts, at the
edie of lakes, mouth of rivers or in
low-lying liclds, wetlands can take
the form of swamps, bogs, marshes
or wel meadows. They are home {o a
lot ef piants and andmals, a spawning
ground for fish and a necessary pit
stop for migratory waterfoul lke
whistling swans and buffleheads.

Harmis noted that 70 percent of Mt-
chigan's wellands have been de-
siroyed. And of lhe 3 million plus
acres remaining, some people are 01-
ing them In as long as they think the
Department of Nalural Resources
isn't looking.

While patting the DNR on the back
for doing "a tremendous Job given the
resources they have,” Harris sald an
awful lot of cheating goes on behind
the ageney's back. "What they would
need to do a perfect job is to have
somebody almost every place in the
state.”

Harris urged her audlence to
phone the DNR whenever they sce
somcone filling in a wetlands. Some-
times, however, the DNR will allow a
developer towipe out awetlands area
if he agrees to create another wet-
lands somewhere else. This [s called

70 percent of Michigan’s
wetlands have been
destroyed.

nutigation, and the developer Is us-
ally required to build the replace-
ment wetlands twice the size of the
one he destroys.

While mitigation might help the
state toward Its goal of adding
300,000 additlonal wetland acres,
Harris questions the viability of man-
made wetlands.

“In five or six years, we may have
something that {just) looks like a wet-
lands,” she sald. "We need many
more experiments at lower rsk.”

Harris suggested the state should
buy former wetlands areas from pri-
vate owners and put the wetlands
back where they were (o begin with.

She sald the places where wetlands
naturally occur offer the best chance
for their survival,

While the Goemaere-Anderson
Wetlands Protection Act of 1979 goes
a long way In preserving Michigan’s
wetlands, some communitles don't
feel tt's restrictive enough. Several
have established local wetlands erdf-
nances that place more restrictions
on developers than the state does.

In Cakland County, Novi, West
Blooomfleld Township and Roches-
ter Hills have adopted wetlands pro-
tectlon ordinances. While West
Bloomfleld's ordinance is considered
restrietive, Rochester Hills is being
sued by a developer over its more
recently-enacted ordinance. “Many

communltes are declding that It's
well worth the cost,” Harrls sald.
Governmenl regulation of wet-
lands Is welt and good, Harrls sug-
gested, but environmental education
in public schools is important too.
Schools, she sald, should have prog-

the environment, including
wetlands.

Harrls has been active environ-
mentally since the early 1970s. A
longtime member of her 20-year-old
