Dominic Fracassl fell for it 
instantfy. 

"Look at those fangs, manP the 
seventh grader at Our Lady ofVictory 
School in NorthvUle said incredul-
ousfyas his bulging eyes followed the 
movements of the swl1nmlng shark. 

The two sharp-looking, fang-Uke 
features hanging from the shark's 
mouth were actuaUy 't>a1bels," an In­
structor qi1ickfy assiIred a disap­
pointed FVacassl. Barbels are sen-
soiy organs sImUar to cat's whiskers. 

Fracassl's class huddled exdtedfy 
around a portable ta11k which con­
tained a 4-foot nurse shark and a 
horseshoe crab as they learned atiout 
ocean life through the Living Scier1ce 
Foundation's "hands on" technique. 

Founded In 1981 ty a disillu­
sioned biology teacher and three 
others, the Living Science Founda­
tion has changed locations, in­
creased curriculum and expanded 
greatfy since Its inception. 

Tim Joslyn, trained as a biology 
teacher, was unable to find a teach-
Ingjijb when he was recruited to start 
a Battle Creek zoo. WhUe attempting 
to promote awareness of the new zoo, 
Josfyn and his partner took the zoo 
animals Into sfiiool classrooms. 

The response to them and their 
animals was overwhelming and U1e 
basic Idea of the Living Science 
Foundation was Ixim. 

"Our goal is to Increase the stuffy 
of science by Increasing chUdren's 
positive experiences wl51 science," 
Josfyn said. 

Joslyn explained that too often 
children have a negative experience 
with science either from an animal 
dissection in a biology course or 

• simpfy believing they are "dumb" In 
science. 

Their program seeks to combine 
fim and learninfibVnot forcing chUd-
ren to participate and aUowing the 
students to get as dose to the a11I-
mals as they feel colnfortable. For ex­
ample, with their Bu1Tnese python 
they set up a three-tiered pajrtldpa-
tlon plan; students can simply watch 
and Usten, touch the snake's skin or 
even get a hug from the snake. 

"Because of the three choices we 
get a 90-97percent (physical) partld-
patlon rate with the chUdrcn," Josfyn 
said. 

Josfyn emphasized student parti­
cipation as a critical element of Uieir 
progam. 

"These kids are going to tie n1aklng 
decisions on endangered species 
someday," Josfyn said, "ff they have 
never seen these animals, how are 

they going to make informed 
decl8lo11s?" 

The growth of the orga111zatlon has 
been tremendous: Fiom the found­
ing four employees, the Foundation 
now employs 20 people. .And after 
visiting 14 schools in the first year, in 
the 1989-90 school year more than 
200,000 chUd1Ten in 550 schools wUl 
have had the Living Science 
experience. 

"I Uke the hands-on approach be­
cause It realty keeps the kids' Inter­
est," said Linda 0kasi11ki; seventh-
grade teacher at Our Lady ofVlcto1y. 
The LSFs "Ocean's Edge" program 
was brought to Our Lady ofVicto1y as 
a gift from its PTA. The cost of each 
program is $50 per dass. 

In 1985 the Foundation moved to a 
nondescript building in Novi to be 
closer to their growing number of 
Detroit-area clients and is a veritable 
zoo of both common and unusual 
creatures. A visitor knows he has 
reached the right place when greeted 
in the waiting area by a 20-pound 
Burmese pyUlon tying motionless on 
the carpet, curled around a water-
fiUed dog bowl. Contained behind the 
dosed doors are chinchillas, prairie 
dogs, tree fixifis, lizards, snakes, 
sponges, sharks and various other 
animals which live between their 
Novi cages, transport tioxes and 

dassrooms throughout the state. 
AVariefy of programs featuring dif­

ferent regional habitats and the cor­
responding animals which live there 
are offered. Our LadtyofVictoiy opted 
for the "Ocean's Edge" pro^m 
which introduces the students to live 
sea stales, sponges, ô abs, sheUflsh, 
and, of course, the shark. 

'Unless you Uve by the ocean you 
don't get to see this stuff," said Donna 
Valente, eighth-grade teacher at Our 
Lady of Victoiy School. 'It really 
brliigs to life the things they see in 
their textbook." 

In addition to the Informational 
ocean Jffe program, the Foundation 
also offers "Scaty Survivors" which 
Introduces kids to snakes, Uzards, 
turtles and frogs, "Amazon — The 
Magnificent Jun^e" which features 
parrots, snakes and other jungle ani­
mals, and many other programs for 
schools or interested groups to 
choose from. 

Additionally the Foundation has 
branched out to indude astronomy 
classes With a portable planetarium 
and plans to buUd an aquarium facll-
Ify in Novi which wUl be a "real hands-
on place." 

"There is a lot of learning that can 
be fun." Jostyn said. "They are not 
necessarily antagor1istic."

Gypsy moth caterpUlars — the 
Very words strike terror into the 
hearts of New Englanders a1id cen­
tral Mlchlganders aUke. 

Fortunately for local residents, the 
funy scoui^ which can defoliate 
whole forests in a single siunmerhas 
not made significant inroads in 
Wayne and Oakland counties. 

But a Michigan Department of 
Agriculture (DO^ oflScial warns ttiat 
may change over the next few years. 

"It's in a few communities: Beverfy 
HiUs, Bloomfleld HUls and Binghani 
Farms,".said Cad DoUhopf, the DOA 
regional supervisor for southeast Mi­
chigan. "We're also expecting within 
the next few years that ti1e lai^ In­
festation that Is In central Mk£lgan 
wUl move down here." 

'Oakland Counfy got its name 
fiom the oaks, so there's plenfy of 
food for them here," he warned. 

Gypsy moth cateipUlars have long 
been a threat to forests in the north­
east. The cateipUlars feed on U1e 
leaves of trees and shrubs, partlcu-
larty oaks, birch and maples. Im­
ported fix>m Asia, the insect was acci-

dentalty released Into the envlron-
ment from a Massachusetts 
laboratory In 1869. The i11sect keeps 
spreading biecause it has no natural 
enemies in this count1y. 

The caterpillar can be identified by 
rows of blue and green dots down Its 
back. It does its greatest damage be­
tween May and Juty. UnUke its less-
destructive cousliL the eastern tent 
caterpUlar, the gypsy moth caterpil­
lar does not buUd tents. 

The gypsy moth gets its name from 
its habit of tiavelir^ great distances. 
As tiny caterpUlars, they can be 
blown hy Uie wind for mUes. Bljt May 
cover even greater distances with U1e 
unwitting help of people. 

In Hl^and, for example. DOA of­

ficials have tracked the source of that 
area's gypsy moth Infestation to a 
wooden shed that a homeowner 
ti:ansported from the East Coast. In 
Bloomfleld HlUs, 13 gypsy moth egg 
masses Were found on a dothespln 
bag that a woman brought from her 
former home on Cape Cod. A snow­
mobile tiailer in Rochester HUls, 
which was prevlousty parked in an 
i11fested area In ccntial Michigan, 
has been identified as one of the 
sources of the gypsy moth there. 

"That's where it gets its name; it 
hitchWkes," DoUhopf said. "It's a 
gypsy-" 

DoUhopf uiged residents and visi­
tors to the area to examine traUers 
and items brough back Into tiie area 

from infested regions, looking for the 
buff-colored, veh«ty egg dusters, 
particularly in Juty and August when 
the adult moths lay thefr eggs. If 
found, the egg masses should be 
either burned or dropped In kerosene 
or bleach. 

Beverty HUls, Bloomfleld HiUs and 
Bingham Farms were aU intending to 
perform aerial spraying tills year to 
contiol tiie CaterpUlars. but decided 
against 11 for several reasons. They 
couldn't get a bid that was reason­
able and also by tiap count 1 could 
teU tiiem that they weren't going to 
get any defoUation this year," DoU­
hopf said. He warned that defoUation 
is Ukety next year, as tiie population 
keeps on increasing. 

Fortunatety for lo^ residents, few 
If any gypsy motiis have been spotted 
yet in NorthvUle and Novl, and no de­
foUation Is expected to occur here. 
"Any spraying for gypsy moth in that 
particular area Is a waste of time." 
DoUhopf said. 

State and federal authorities are 
involved in several efforts to contiol 
the insect. liKludlng introduction of 
insects and parasites which feed on 
tlie caterpUlar, quarantines to pre­
vent tiiefr spread, and sex lure traps 
to track thefr population and spread.

Novi ;i(:hool.s thls week arc lInple-
inentlnfi a program thai will teach 
stuck'ni.s that a Uttle extra elTort 
when disposing of waste can help 
proteci their future. 

Siartiil̂  Tuesday, the NovlStihool 
District will lest a dJsIrict-wlde recy-
cllnfi projiraln. In every school child 
ren will t)c asked to help sort the ma­
terials used to serve and packiige 
their meals. 

Novl is the ftrst dlslrlct In the 
coiIilty to start such a program. The 
recycling efforts are being InlUated as 
a pilot program that will run through 
tile end of lhe school year. 

At the lioaal of Education meeting 
Thursday, district olllclals Viewed 
tilree videotapes about the hieneflts of 
recycling and how a program similar 
to Novi's hiis been successful In Ole 
Lexington School District In 
Massachusetts. 

The tape, "Do the Right Thing: Re­
cycle," emphasized that recycling 
programs In schools help teach child -
ren at the earliest possible stages not 
to \x wastefiil. 

Superintendent Robert Plwko said 
many children already are recogniz­
ing the need for recycling. The board 
members expressed their support for 
the new program. 

Toward a larger goal of helping to 
preserve the environment, the recy-

dlng prognim specifically Is aimed at 
ieduclng the amount of waste going 
Into lantiails. expLiined Pat Hill, di­
rector of fcxxi service for the district. 

Since the 1989-90 school year 
started. Hill has lx?en working with 
other district olBctels toward Imple­
menting the program. Assistant 
Superintendent William Barr said 
cofnirilttees weft: fonned in each 
building to set up the process, and 
the children were told about the 
start-lip of the program. 

Hill .said she expects the children's 
reactions to Ihclr rww duUes to be 
"very Interesting." 

" 1 think It will work well once we get 
started," she added. "It will take total 
cooperation from everyone involved." 

In each scllool, the program calls 
for the Installation of al least two sta­
tions where students will dump any 
waste from their food trays, rinse the 
trays, and put the trays In one con­
tainer and other plastic materials In 
another. 

Hill said the degree of difficulty in 
accomplishing Qlis task will vary 
with the menu selections. The child­
ren might have a harder time scrap­
ing off the remains of nachos and 
cheese or pancakes and syrup than a 
hamburger bun, for example. 

After the sorting process, the ma­
terials to be recycled from through­
out the dLsUict are bagged and taken 
to a central location from which they 
are transported for processing.

A recycling company washes and 
grinds the used materials Into fluff, 
which Is later heated and formed into 
pellets. Manufacturers buy the pel­
lets to make new products, such as 
hangers, hair combs, flower pots and 
building 111sulation, according to the 
Videotape. 

A few students have been selected 
to demonstrate the sorting to their 
peers. They will wear hats that say, 
"Recycle Novl" and tend the station In 
their schools. 

The district has been using recycl­
able materials — polystyrene trays 
and food wrapping, for example — 
since the early 1980s, HlU said. Re­
cent naUonal emphasis on prcselv-
ing natural resources prompted one 
of the district's suppliers to come 
forth wlUl the recycling plan at this 
Ume, she said. 

"The Umlng is perfect." Hill said. 
"We're Worklî  on cutting down on 

the volume of trash that Uie schools 
generate." she said. 

-The kids are learning about recy­
cling and we shouldbe teaching U1em 
about It even at the lower grades." 

At a recent parent advisory meet­
ing. Hill said tliat a fourth-grader 
asked what percentage of his class­
mates he Uiought would participate 
in a recycling program responded "75 
percent." 

Hill admitted his esUmate might 
be a UtUe opUmistlc, but she thinks 
the pracUcc will become acceptable 
to the childrea 

"There is a lot of Interest in the 
schools about landfills and recy-
cll11g." she added. 

Barr said he expects Uie program 
to implemented throu^out Oakland 
County by the start of U1c next school 
year. A video and photographs of 
Novi's pilot program will shared wlU1 
school districts throughout the 
county, he added. 

S e n a t e p a s s e s b u s , d r u g z o n e b i l l

LANSING — The state Senate last week passed 
bills to make schools safer from drugs and update 
school-bus safety rules. 

For law-abldlr̂  drivers. It means they wfil stop 
20 feet from a school bus with flashing lights In­
stead of 10. 

"We're not going to tolerate drug tampering with 
our children." said the spwnsor of U1e drug-free 
zone bill. Sen. FYed DUllrlgham, R-Fowlervfiie. 

This started as a drug-fixe school bUl, but It be­
came a drug-Dree zone bfil," he said. His Senate 
BlU 553 was amended to cover public pjarks, play­
grounds, swimming pools, youth centers and even 
video arcades. 

Afl area senators supported the bUls, which go 
to the House. 

The drug bfil Increases penalUes for dealers 
who Invade Uie drug-firee zones. 

"It's a Uered approach. There are three times Ule 
normal penalUes for drug distributors," said 
DUlingham. 

For this rea.son, he worries aloud that House 
Judiciary Chair Perry BuUard, D-Ann Arbor, may 

frown on Uie Senate bfil. Bullard usually criUclzcs 
bUls calling for putUng more people In prisons or 
for lengthening sentences. 

"But the penalUes are not mandatory," Dfillng-
ham said, adding It may make the blUs more palat­
able to the House. "The Judge has Increased dls-
crcUon based on the calme." 

SB 5.33 was approved 34-0. 
The school bus code Is contained In three bUls 

sponsored by Dfilln îam and Richard Fessler, R-
Commerce. 

•It's a total, comprehensive compUaUon of the 
bus safety rules — a one-stop shopping center for 
people concen1ed about school bus safety," Dil­
lingham told the fuU Senate. 

"Currently, there are several laws, conflicting 
rules and attorney general opinions covering 
school buses." Among the changes DUfingham 
cited: 

• Beglrining drivers wfll have to complete a 
course, and all must take six hours of conUnulng 
educaUon eveiy twoyears. CurrcnUy. a new driver 
has a year to complete the course. The state wfll 
pay for training. esUmated roughly at several mU-
llon doUars. 

• There wfll be a i1nlfonn system offour red and 
four yeUow flashing ll^ts on buses. 

• A new 11111Tor system Will enable drivers to 
better see passengers they have dlschaî ged. 
Sponsors told of children being run over and killed 
by buses When they stooped to pick up articles and 
couldn't be seen by drivers. 

• State Police wfil inspect aU school transporta-
Uon vehicles, not Just buses. 

The bUls passed 32-0. They aire Ue-barred, 
meaning all must ^ass for any one to take elTect. 

In conunlttee, Fessler Inserted an amendment 
teUlng the state to study the feasibility of aright-
hand dlschaige rule. If adopted, the rule Would 
prohibit drivers from dlschaiiglng passengers Who 
had to cross the road to the left of the bus. 

The rule would raise transportation costs and 
lengthen chfldren's bus rides. But proponents say 
It would save school districts mllUons In lawsuits. 

Fesslei's TVaiisportatlon Committee received a 
late proposal that the state require 'pusher" or 
rear en^es on school buses. Such buses Would 
have no hoods that would cause bUnd spots for 
drivers. The proposal surfaced too late In deUbera-
Uons for action. 

H o u s e b i l l s p l i t s a r e a l a w m a k e r s

LAiNSING — Area state represen-
taUves were deeply split over a new 
school aid bfil Uiat stripped S650 mil­
lion in "categorical" aid bom WeU-oCf 
scliool districts and spread It around 
to poorer districts. 

Brushing aside party lines, law­
makers from rimal and low-valuaUon 
areas generally backed House Edu­
caUon Committee Chairperson WIl-
fiam Keith's subsUtute school aid 
bfil. 

"This Is what I propose to break the 
trend." said KelUi. D-Garden City. 

Under hlsbUl. 78 percent of Michi­
gan's 562 school districts will receive 
state aid next faU compared to 70 to 

72 percent in 1985-90. 
The $3.15 bUlion bfil goes to a 

House-Senate conference committee 
to iron out differences. 

Big losers would be suburban out-
of-formula districts with high busi­
ness property tax bases. The Keith 
bUl would not pay their Social Sec­
urity, pension and aid for such cate-
goricals as media centers, pregnant 
teens and professional development. 

KelUi's goal Is to reduce state aid 
for categoricals, which aids aU dis­
tricts, and shM the money Into the 
general state aid formula, bringing 
"equity to more students and 
dIsUlcts." 

The measure, a substitute to the 
Senate-passed bill, squeaked 

through the House last week on a 
bare 56 votes. wIUi 29 voting no and 
25 absent. 

Area representaUves voting yes 
were Susan Grimes MunseU. R-
HoweU. and Ftancis Spanlola. D-
Cormma. 

VoUng no were Wills Bullard, R-
Hl̂ iland, David Honlgman, R-West 
Bloomfield, and Judith Mfilcr, R-
Blimlngham, 

Not voting were Gerald Law. R-
Plymouth, and Kirk Profit, D-
YpsUanU. 

Buflard and four outstate Republi­
cans filed a printed protest against 
the lack of InfoiroaUon on the impact 
of Uie bfil. They said: 

'A major budget bUl with extensive 
changes Introduced hours before the 

vote, and a new substitute not even 
avaflable In print tiefore session, al­
lowed no time for personal analysis 
nor even cursory study and response 
from aifected school districts. In fact, 
those superintendents able to do a 
brief review exj»essed concern." 

Speaking for suburban districts 
was Rep. Maxine Berman, D-
Southfleld, who said, -Fhere Is a per­
sistent noUon that equity Is more Im­
portant than quality. There's no new 
money (for schools) In this budget All 
they did Was take from out-of-
formula districts and spread It over 
hundreds of districts."

Taldng out the trash Will never be 
the same ln the City of Novl. 

June lis the target date for the city 
stall at the Novl CMc Center, the po­
lice departjnent and the fire depart­
ment to begin recycling office paper. 
The details are stlll being Worked out, 
said purchasing director Carol Kall-
novlk, but typically ln an offlce-paper 
recycling progra11i the Waste Is sorted 
Into three bins: one each for White, 
colored and computer printout 
paper. The sorting process often be­
gins deskside, as workers drop their 
papers into small contal11ers. Paper 
With glue on it,suchas envelopes and 
teleplione books, cannot be recycled. 

Novl Is already tiylng out several 
brands of recycled paper, Kallnovlk 
said, to determine Which gives the 
best quality for the money and Works 
Well in the city's copylng machlnes. 

It's possible that Novl may be one 
of the first of the eight-member com­
munities in the Novl-headquartered 
Resource Recovery and Itecycling 
Authority of SouthWest Oakland 
County (RRRSOC) to start ofllce 
paper recycling. Lenora Jadim, gen­
eral manager of the eight-community 
consortium, has been assisting 
Walled Lake City Manager Michael 
Dornan in putti1ig a program in place 
there on June 1. She also Worked 
With Novl resident Judge Brian 
MacKenzle of the 52nd District Court 
in Walled Lake, Which began office 

paper recycling on May 21. 
With the Novl government as an 

example, Jadun said she's hoping 
that local businesses willj ump on the 
office paper recycling bandwagon. 

Office paper recycling Is catchl11g 
on With a number of large corpora­
Uons, Which find they are reallzl11g 
substantial savings in landfill Upping 
fees and earning some cash as Well. 
The paper is purchased by Detroit 
area distributors, who then seU the 
material to predominantly out-of-
state paper niills. KaUnovik said she 
is talldng to several comparlles to de­
termine which will buy Novfs scrap 
paper at the best rates. 

"Wiite bond office paper is one of 
the best moneymakers. If you're go­
ing to make aiiy money In recycling. 
It's that and cardboard," Jadun said, 
adding that the white paper can sell 
for as high as $60 a ton. 

RRRSOC estimates that Its mem­
ber commu111tles, including South-
neld, Far1nlngton Hills and Walled 
Lake, Will dispose of 8,451 tons of of­
fice paper. 19,379 tons of mixed 
paper and 22,774 tons of newsprint 
in 1990. 

Jadun said most companies can 
reduce their trash by one- third 
throu^ office paper recycling. 

Employees were enthusiastic 
When the 52nd District Court in 
Walled Lake started its office paper 
recycling program last Week, accord­
ing to court administrator Michelle 
Bllger. Staff members keep small 
containers for the refuse tmder their 

desks. The courthouse has an ar­
rangement with Oakland County to 
pick up the paper, and there's a lot. 

Bllger said that beyond the typi­
cally voluminous paperwork gener­
ated by the court, under state law 
they may dispose of old ffies and tran­
scripts alter 10 years. 

•WeVe always tried to recycle in­
ternally, through using old scrap 
paper as notepaper,' she said. 'In the 
Judicial system there's a massive vol­
ume. It's Just like an ejcploslon of 
paper." 

Initially, the district court Will not 
seek to make money off of these dis­
carded documents unUl the program 
is in the swing, Bllger said. Later, 
they'll Investigate the economic 
opportu111ties. 

"I encourage all businesses when 
they can do it, to recycle. It's a good 
program,' she said. 

Novl businesses Which want to ex­
plore office paper recycling oppor­
tunities can contact Î nora Jadi1n at 
348-4675. With the southwest region 
having the largest office building 
base ln Oakland County, she said It's 
possible that a numbo* of local bu­
sinesses could Join forces to put a 
program together. RRRSOC is also 
looking for the donation of a building 
to be used as a central Warehouse for 
office paper aWalUng pick-up by a re-
cycling company. 

"If you're interested, let's all get 
together and sec how We're going to 
resolve this thing," Jadun said. 'It's 
basically a painless program."

a settlement concerning the leaking 
roof of the six-year-old building.

breach of contract proceeding with 
the American Arbitration AssodaUon 
In Southfleld. 

The companies have since agreed 
to repair the roof and guarantee that 
it will remain watertl̂ t for the fol­
lowing five years.

Drug traillcklng Was riskier, cost­
lier and more dangerous in 1989 
than It was In the previous year, ac­
cording lo statistics released hy the 
Oakland County NarcoUc Er1forcc-
ment Team. 

More people were airested and 
more guns, money and property was 
seized In 1989 than in the previous 
12 nlonths. according to figures in 
the annual NET report. 

The higher figures are a reflecUon 
of Increased police activity, not 
necessarily a tiarometer of drug use 
throughout the county, said State 
Police Lt. DorotJty K. McAllen. 

•%Ve don't really know how Wide­
spread drug use really Is." said McAl­
len. commander of NET, Which has 
29 odlcers fh)m the Oakland Coimty 
Sheriffs Department, the Michigan 
State Police and commimities like 
Farmington Hills. Southfield. Troy 
and West Bloomfield. "ButWedogeta 
good Idea of police activity fixim these 
figures.' 

Figures tell drug users loudly and 
clearly that Oakland County Is a ri-
sWy palce to do business, said McAl­
len. whose 15-ycar career Includes 
stints as a sergeant in Livirlgston and 
Washtenaw counties and as a com­
mand officer of state police street 
narcotics units in Detroit. 

To get an accurate picture of over­
all drug use. NET numbers have to be 

correlated with figures on the num­
ber people hospitalized for overdoses, 
the number admitted to treatment 
centers, attitudes and police commit­
ment, said Donal L. Relslg, director of 
the Michigan Offlce of Drug Agencies. 

"Mere numbers seldom tell the 
story," said Reislg, who Was ap­
pointed Mlchgan's 'drug czar" after a 
legal career that Included service as a 
prosefxitor, circuit court Judge and 
president of the Michigan State Bar 
Assodation. 

"Some communities will have zero 
drug arrests," Relslg said. "But that 
doesn't mean they have zero drug 
usage. 

"Other communities may have 
hundreds of nickel-dime arrests. But 
that doesn't mean their dnig use is 
on the increase." 

As Michigan drug czar. Relslg ls 
closely Linked With numerous rlarco-
tlcs Investigations. He hadn't seen 
the most recent NET figures, but Rei­
slg said he Is familiar with sinlilar an­
nual reports around the state. 

"We believe the level of drug usage 
across the state is flat." he said. "We 
believe it's relatively high, but not 
necessarily on the upswing. We can 
only get fragments of the total 
picture." 

Fr>igments of the pictiire painted 
by the 1989 NET figures shoW an ac­
tive drug scene that ls getting more 

costly and more risky, almost fixim 
month to monlh, said McAllen. 

The risk of getUng caught and con­
victed is even greater, she said, be­
cause of the Oakland County grand 
jury convened to speclflcalty probe 
into tile narcotics traffic and unsol­
ved murders. 

The grand Jury Was In session for 
only four months of 1989, but during 
that time it Was responsible for at 
least 15 indictments, according to 
Oakland County Prosecutor Richard 
Thompson. 

Thompson called the gnuvd Ju1y 
the county's most potent weapon Ln 
the war on drugs, mainly because it 
can compel testimony from other-
Wise reluctant Witnesses — either 
through the promise of Im1nui11ty or 
the threat of Jail on contempt 
charges. 

Earlier tills year, Thompson con­
vinced a majority of Oakland Circuit 
Judges that two grand Juries arc 
needed. One will continue to convene 
imtll It winds down the lnvestlgatloi1s 
brought to its attentions since last 
September. The other Will be called 
soon. Thompson said. 

NET figures for last year profiles 
typical drug dealer as a white male. 
18 to 23. Who lives in Oakland 
County and may even hold a Job here. 
While the typical dealer lives ln a city 
or township, he sells outside Jils

home turf, according to NET 
statistics. 

"We can't pretend that our drtig 
problem Is from Flint. Detroit or else­
where." said McAllen. who lives in 
Oakland County. 'It's torn here, ar­
ound us." 

Here are other parts of the nsirco-
tics picture in Oakland County as in­
dicated by NET figures for 1989: 

• Although many oif the drug ar­
rests were In Pontiac and the iMban-
ized southeaster ]:)ortloh of OaKland, 
at least 5 percent were ln rural areas 
like Springfield. Brandon and Oxford 
townships. 

That shows drug trafflc is not an 
cxdusivcly urban problem, McAllen 
slad, it's on the farm as well as on the 
streets. 

• Although NET officers have not 
encountered any macl1Lne guns, 
McAllen said the weapo11s seized are 
more sophisticated as Well as numer­

ous. "We used to sec a lot of cheap Sa­
turday night specials," she said. 
"Now We see expenslve, high-
powered rifles and pistols — 111any 
With scopes." 

Weapons are a 1natter of show­
manship with young dealers, she 
:><uu, 'part of the macho i1nage to im­
press people. With experienced, 
hlgh-volume dealers, guns are a 111at-
ter of protection—not agalnst pdlce, 
but against other dealers Who may 
rob them." 

• Because ofhigher risks—arrest 
ae v.'eU as robbery by other dealers— 
pushers are more lee1y of strangers, 
and take more time to size up a pros­
pective buyer before 1naldng a sale, 
McAllen said. 

'A year ago, dealers woi11d trip all 
over themselves to sell to us," she 
said. "Now they're more cautious, 
more suspicious." 

That may be part of the reason one 
NET statistic ls down ln 1989 com­

pared with the previous year, she 
said. 

I\irchases and seizures of drugs 
Were down—405 In 1989, comparwi 
with 452 ln 1988, for a decline of ab­
out 10 percent. 

"We can'tjust buy narcotics on the 
street comer anymore," McAllen 
said. 'It takes more eflbrt, more 
Ume." 

At the same time Oakland police 
agencies were increaslng thefr ef­
forts, federal authorities were tight­
ening U.S. borders and stepping up 
thefr part frl the war on drugs, McAl­
len said. 

Because lfs more dllQcult to bring 
drugs frito this countiy, prices have 
risen drastically, she said. "Conse­
quently, the cost of doing business— 
or supporting a habit — ls much 
higher." 

In late 1988 and eaiiy ln 1989, 
drugswere so readily available—and 
the risk of arrest so minimal — that 
the street prtee of a Mo of cocaine 
was about $15,000, McAllen said, 
and a gram cost about $85. A kllo of 
cocalne contains 1,000 grams. 

Since getting drugs into the coun­
tiy tiecame more difficult — and the 
risk of arrest or robbery Increased — 
the per-kllo cost of cocalne has 
Jumped to $25,000, and the per-
gram cost has Increased to about 
$100, she said.

State Sen. Richard Fessler Ls 
pleased his two bills rcgulatirlg Jet 
Skis were passed by the Senate in 
only 90 days. 
- "I think they're needed in this 
boating season," said Fessler, R-
Commerce. "We've had a problem 
with them whlzzli1g in front of other 
boats." 

The bills set age limits for use of 
personal wateraaft, make careless 
opcraUon a misdemeanor and regu­
late hours of usage. 

The Senate recently passed SB 
763 and 764 by votes of 35-1 and 
33-2 with all area area senators sup-
xirtlng them. Fessler introduced 
hem Jan. 30. 
; The bills are ln the House Marine 

Committee. Neither of Fessler's two 
GOP prlmaiy opponents — David 
Honlgman of West Bloomfield and 
Judy Miller of Birmingham — is on 
that committee. 

It's common In Lansl11g for a rep-
resentaUve to block a bill sponsored 
by an enemy se11ator, and vice versa. 
The goal is 11ot to let the enemy get 
credit for something that may turn 
out to be popular, 

Persor1al watercrail are small mo-
torboats that use either an outboard 
motor or an inboard motor powering 
a water Jet pump. 

The operator sits, stands or kneels 
on top rather than sitting inside the 
craft. 

If enacted, the bills Will: 
• Prohibit Uveries from renting Jet 

Skis or other personal watercraft to 
persons under age 16. 

• Prohibit persons under 14 from 
operating them. 

• .Allow persons between 14 and 
1 6 to operate them only When accom­
panied by someone 16 or older. 

• Require operators to use Coast 
Guard-approved life Jackets. 

• Restrict tfrneofoperation from a 
half-hour before sunrise to a half-
hour after sunset. Fessler said the 
rule is the same as for \rater sklfrlg. 

• Prohibit "Weaving through con­
gested vessel trafflc. Jumping the 
Wake of another vessel unreasonably 
or unnecessarily close" to other 
vessels. 

SB 363 amends the Marine Safety 
Act of 1967, and SB 364 amends the 
Charter and Uveiy Boat Safety Act of 
1986.

They also appear on Joey's 
"Spotlight on Comedy," a cable TV 
show which has been broadcast on 
Omnicom for Just over a year. 

"We have fun wilh 11," said Ble­
laska, who serves as the show's host. 
'We have a real good time with it. No 
one gets paid for this. We all chalk it 
up lo experience." 

The show's producer, Pete Smith 
of Novl, iTecalled meeting Blelaska at 
the Omnicom studio during tlie an­
nual "Baskets of Love" telethon for 
the Salvation Army.

Joey's Comedy Club In Uvonia 
opened in February 1988 and the Al­
len Park club opened In the fall of 
1989. Blelaska and his brother, Ed, 
were the original owners. They took 
on a couple of partners When the Al­
len Park club opened.

Long before Novl was an up-and-
coming suburb. Ah Wok restaurant 
was drawing people westward with 
meals that had Detroit restaurant 
critics raving, 

Today, Novl has changed. .Ah Wok, 
thankfully, hasn't. Szechuan, Man­
darin and Cantonese meals are still 
prepared with the utmost care. 

Ah Wok advertises 'gourment cui­
sine," temiinology more fanilllar to 
FYench or American menus than 
Chinese, but this ls gourmet, and ills 
special. 

A selection of hinovative dishes of­
fers intriguing alternatives to more 
customary Chinese fare—like an ab­
solutely perfect Seafood Wor Ba en­
tree featuring a combination of lob­
ster, crab, shrimp, scallops, baby 
com and other vegetables served over 
sizzling rice. 

Not only was this a fantastically 
well-prepared meal, but the entree 
was loaded with lobster and the other 
seafood ingredients. At $13.75, It 
was a bargain. 

That seems lo be the way it ls at.Ah 
Wok. The chef doesn't scrimp on ln-
gredlents and the portlons are 
liearty. He also uses flrst-class, fresh 
Ingredients and doesn't treat the veg­
etables as filler. 

At the suggestion of another Ah 
Wok fan, we tried General Chlng 
Chicken, a breaded chicken dish 
served with a "hot-spl(y" sauce with 
scalllons, ginger and garlic. 

We found this a little sweet, rather 
than hot and spicy, though a Veiy In­
teresting dish. 

Because It was so sweet, ft would 

tiest be tried when ordering several 
entrees to share — everyone could 
enjoy a small portion of It rather than 
try it as an entire meal. 

Other InteresUng special dishes 
Include Sam Pan Wor Ba, a dish of 
beef tenderloin chicken, pork and 
vegetable served on sizzling rice 
($10.50), and Wor Dip Har. an entree 
featuring shrimp wrapped in bacon 
($11.25). 

The two entrees we tried from the 
more conventional part of the menu 
were superb also — shrimp egg foo 
young and chicken chop suey. 

Both were flavorful, especially the 
chop suey, which was among the 
best we've ever tasted. 

This entree wasn't laden with bean 
sprouts. Instead It had a hearty com-
birlatlon of celeiy, o111ons and tender 
chicken. The shrimp egg foo young 
also was excellent and filled with 
baby shrimp. 

Main dishes are a la carte, though 
you can complete the meal with soup, 
an egg roll and tea for another $ 1.50.

"Kather than a straight entrance 
from A to B, We put in curves. It glVes 
Irlore character to the sub," he said. 
"Kcctarlgular lots of the 'SOs and '60s 
are pretty much gone." 

Community plaimers and political 
officials have established stricter 
den.sUy, setback and landscaping re­
quirements lo help promote that 
open look. 

But perhaps the biggest impact on 
platting ajid site plan development 
has been the emergence of the state 
Department of Natural Resources to 
protect Wetlands. 

Some municipalities like Novl. Ro­
chester Hills and West Bloomfleld 
also have adopted local Wetlands 
ordinances. 

Developers have responded with 
more creative plats for traditional 
subdivisions and site plans for con-

Tree preservation lias "Impacted 
sulxiivislon layouts, too. 

Since last year, developers in Far­
mington Hills llave contended With a 
tree protection ordinance. 

"That's a common element to a 
community." Countegan said. Tou 
Just can't cut them without some sort 
of oversight." 

Actualty, ail lots aren't created 
equal, even Within the same subdivi­
sion. Lots With many trees or parcels 
that back up to Woods often sell at a 
premium. 

"A premium lot is a lot that maytie 
twclcs to a park area, stream, open 
space," Paclocco said. 'Comer lots 
aren't too desirable. People don't 
want to be exposed on two sides. 

"Cul-de-sacs are very popular. The 
only trafllc is people who llVe there. 

"We t1y to come up with as many 
(cul-de-sacs) as we can. Those are the 
k:lnd of lots that gel a premium. You 

end up with fewer houses, but they 
bring more money With a premium 
and the end result is the same." Pa­
clocco said. 

Lot prices can Vaiy by more than 
$30,000 Within the same 
subdivision, 

"If you deVelop on a lake and sites 
are close or contiguous (to Water), 
they Would be more of a pren1ium," 
said John Shekeijian, a partner in 
the John Richards DeVelopment 
Corp. of Bloomfleld Hills. 

"Others fiirther away from a major 
street might be more valuable," he 
said. 'Some lots may open up to an 
out-lot or large common area. 

'A lot Is not premium becau.se it's 
nicer, but costs more to develop," 
Shekerjian said. 

Lots alone can account for more 
than half of the total cost ofbuildlng a 
new house, especially on lakefront 
property, Johnson said. 

But there's no accounting for spe-
dflc tastes. Ttiat's why Johnson In­
cludes plenty of options when he 
plats a subdivision. 

"Some lUce a comer lot, some a ple-
s11aped lot for kids to play oa while 
the guy next door might want the pie 

reversed for a big frontage to show 
oS,' Johnson said. 

He and other developers Just don't 
slap a land-use plan together when 
they acquire property. "We spend 
time looking at a piece from the 
ground . . . from helicopters," John­
son said. 

Plats or site plans orlgl11a11y sub­
mitted for review generally don't 
come through the approval process 
unchanged. 

"Density, that's one of the flrst 
things I look at." said George WU-
helmi, Westland's plan11I11g director. 
"Usually, you cut out a niBnljer of 
lots to create livable space. We've got 
some cases of triangular lots Where 
actual utilization of the lot would not 
really make it livable," he said. 

"We like at least tsvo entrances. 11 
there's only one, we ask them to 
make it as short as possible then put 
in a perimeter road or loop road," Wil-
helini added. 

"We're always looking at landscap­
ing. protecUon of trees, layout, how It 
flows, trafflc impllcatlons,^ said 
Countegan.

F l o w e r s p o o r b e d f e l l o w s i n c o n d o y a r d ? 

I live in a txindominlum where the 
board has to give approval for the 
planting of flowers ln front of our yard, 
l have petitioned the board, but they 
Indicate that they are not prepared to 
give us pemilsslon because of the ad-
ditional cost of malntalnlng the flow-
ers. That makes no sense to me. What 
can i do? 

I presume from your question that 
the tioard has the authority under 
the condominium documents to 
grant permission with respect to the 
planting of flowers at the condo11ii-
mium. If It Is purely a matter of eco­
nomics as iar as the board ls con­
cerned, offer as a condition of its ap­
proval that you will maintain the 
plants. If necessaiy. 

If you can show that the flowers 
are not going to hie a detriment to the 
condominium project as a whole and 
you agree to underwrite the costs of 
maintenance or replacement of the 
flowers. I believe that the board 
would be abuslngits (ilscretion in not 
granting you such approval. 

I am puchaslng a condomlnium on 

s land (x>ntract and mni to run for the 
board of directors. The president of 
tlie association has Indicated that I 
must be a title holder in order to qual­
ify for the board. Is this fair or 
reasonable? 

As a land contract purchaser, you 
do not have legal title to the property, 
but what is corjsidered by the law to 
be equitable title. You must check the 
condominium documents to deter­
mine whether an owner is defined to 
Indude a land contract vendee. 

In many condominium d<x:u-
ments, that is the case. If so, you liave 
the right to run for the tx>ard of direc­
tors since you are. In a sense, a mem-
hier of the association. On the other 
J1and, if Vendees are not deemed co-
owners, and the requirement to Ije on 
the txard is that you be a member of 
the association, you 1nay not t>e qual­
ified to serve on the Ixard. 

Consult with your attoniey con­
cerning the particular condomli11um 
docvunents of your project. 

I am on an advisory committee, and 
the developer Is talking about turning 

over control of the association to the 
members. I lfvant to know what i 
should be doing to prepare for the tur-
nover along with the other advisory 
members. Several members of the 
board do not think It is necessary to 
consult an attorney at this early stage, 
but I tend to think otherwise. Can you 
help? 

The advisory committee Is a hiody 
established in order to prepare for the 
transition of control from the 
developer-controlled board of direc­
tors to a co-owner controlled board of 
the association. There are a number 
of audits which should tie imderta-
ken Ijy the association coinddent 
with the taking over control of the as­
sociation. One of these audits, 
namely a legal audit. Is designed to 
Insxm that the condominium docu­
ments are well-drafted and In accor­
dance with the condominium 
statute. 

There are also other protections 
that should be undertaken by the as­
sociation Inddent to the takeover, In-
dudlng a review of the various con­
tracts of the assocIatloiL Indudlng 

Developers 1nay replace the gov­
ernment as the principal flnander of 
road, sewer and water Improvements 
should Impact fees — which are be­
coming Increasingly co1nmon In 
other states — t)ecome a reality in 
Michigan 

Mark Wycofi", president of Plan­
ning and Zo11ing Center Inc. in Lans­
ing, a pla1111ing consu1tl11g firm, 
called Impact fees a "legitimate 
public activity." 

He is currently working with Ro­
chester Hills, Springfield, Indepen­
dence, Oakland. West Bloomfleld 
and Waterford township oflidals to 
draft legislation to allow Impact fees. 

The language, which should tie 
completed in about two months, will 
be presented to lawmakers vho have 
expressed an interest in Introducing 
the leglslaUon. Wycofi" said. 

State legislators and groups from 
around the state have contacted him 
about legislation. 

In a Januaiy poll. Impact fees - -
which range bom $200 to $30,000 
per unit — are the No. 1 concern of 
developers, said Ai1n Beale of the Na­
tional Association of Home B11ilders 
(NAHB) land and development ofllce. 

Beale said bufldcrs may absorb 
some costs, but Impact fees wlU be 
passed to consumers, which means 
rlslr1g housing, ofllce and co11uner-
cial costs—all of which could have a 
stifling eflect on economic growth. 

There are alternatives to impact 
fees, she said. Bond sales based on 
tax-Increment financing districts 
and special-assessment cllstricts, for 
example, could pay for infrastructure 
improvements, Beale said. 

Despite a general dislike for im­
pact fees, devdopers have come to 
accept them as a part of doing busi­
ness, Beale said. 

"Impact fees have pretty much be­
come a reality," he said. "As long as 
fliey are put together fafrly, builders 
don't have that much of an argument 
with them." 

Developers often take an active 
role ln the development of Impact fee 
regulatlo11s.

VVhen asked about his chosen 
profession Darreil A. Campbell, 
Jr., M.D., associate professor of 
su rgery and d i rector of the Kid ney 
Transplant Program at the Univer­
sity of Michigan Medical Center 
will tell you it is "tremendously 
satisfying." 

Dr. Campbell and his associ­
ates who comprise the transplant 
team of doctors at Û M Medical 
Center - Dr. Robert Merlon, Dr. 
John Ham, and Dr. Jeremiah Tur-
cotte - refer to organ transplanta­
tion as an "acceptable alterna­
tive" to organ failure. 
• "Our work allows us the oppor­

tunity to restore health and happi­
ness. What more is there?" and 
with that Dr. Campbell reached 
into his coat poci<et and pulled 
Out three slides - the first of which 
he Inserted into the projector. The 
slide was that of three young girls, 
sisters, ranging in age from 11 
months to 5 years old. Dr. 
Campbell focused his discussion 
on the 11-month-old child who 
was sitting expressionless next to 
her two wide-eyed, smiling sis­
ters. Her eyes were focused on 
some unidentifiable distant ob­
ject. Her face was colorless and 
bloated. 

Dr. Campbell explained that 
when the child's parents brought 
her to the Medical Center to be 

examined, she was in desperate 
need of a kidney donor. The sec­
ond slide was inserted. It was the 
photograph of a healthy, happy 
baby in the arms of her mother. 
This was the same child one year 
after a successful kidney trans­
plantation. 

The last slide was inserted 
showing a once desperately ill 
child who had grown into an 
adorable young lady of five years. 
She was dressed in cap and gown, 
preparing for her graduation from

kindergarten, smiling at the world 
with a look of anticipation. ' 

Within the last ten years, the 
success rate of transplantation 
operations has dramatically in­
creased. From 1980to 1990, what 
had been a 40 percent success 
rate for kidney transplantation has 
increased to 85 percent. More 
drastic than this is the 20 percent 
success rate for liver transplanta­
tion to 80 percent today. 

Dr. Campbell attributes the dra­

matic improvements not only to 
modern technology but also to 
the countless number of individu­
als involved in each transplant 
operation from start to finish. "With 
each procedure performed, there 
are several individuals involved," 
said Dr. Campbell. "Everyone is 
important to the ultimate success 
of each case." 

However, as Dr. Campbell 
warned, organ availability is al­
ways a problem. To be consid­
ered an eligible donor, the candi­
date must be pronounced brain 
dead. This means that all vital 
organs are functionable and that 
only the brain is incapacitated. 
According to Healthwise, a Uni­
versity of Michigan Medical Cen­
ter publteation, of the 25,000 po­
tential organ donors who die each 
year in the United States, only 20 
percent provide organs. 

"It's a shame organs are avail­
able and not used," Dr. Campbell 
said. "The situation is even more 
serious for children than it is for 
adults. An organ donation, in a 
small way, may relieve some of 
the pain of the tragic loss of a 
loved one. It can bring new life to 
a seriously ill child."

n automobile accident last fall 
changed 7-year-old Jill's life for-

•% ever. It left her quadriplegic, leav-
'"9 unable even to breathe on 
her own. The simplest of child-
ilood pleasures now seemed 
unattainable. 

One of those pleasures was 
going to camp, which she used to enjoy each sum­
mer before the accident. Because of the generosity 
of donors and the efforts of volunteers, Jill will be 
going to camp this summer. She and 19 other 
ventilator-dependentchildren will fish, gatheraround 
campfires, and traverse nature trails June 3-8 at 
Camp Fowler in Mayville, 106 miles north of Ann 
Arbor. 

With her pretty brown hair tied back in a ponytail 
with a pink ribbon to match her pink fingernails, Jill 
goes through another day on the rehabilitation floor 
at C.S. Mott Children's Hospital. Through the venti­
lator her voice barely gets above a whisper, but her 
excitement is clear when 
she says that, yes, she is 
looking forward to camp. 
Theother children, aged 
2-20, are also looking 
forward to camp, as are 
their parents, according 
to Mary Dekeon, a clini­
cal specialist in respira­
tory care at Moll who 
played a crucial role in organizing Trail's Edge ors. 
Camp for ventilator-dependent children. 

"The amount of equipment the children need is 
overwhelming," Dekeon said of the 
ventilator-dependentchildren who have since been 
discharged for home care. "In some cases, the 
homes these kids are living in are like little intensive 
care units, especially if lung disease is the primary 
problem." 

Children with lung disease require, in addition to 
the 35-pound ventilator unit and its accompanying 
16-pound battery, a 15-pound oxygen tank. Also, 
portable suction equipment is necessary, and 
sometimes feeding tubes. The children's mobility 
varies — some are wheelchair-bound, some are 
not. 

"My son is extremely mobile," said Laura Hewitt of 
Walled Lake, whose son Sean, 3, needs a ventilator 
at night and oxygen all the time. "He has a 21-foot 
tube to his oxygen tank and he uses all 21 feet of it." 

Sean was born two months premature with se­
vere respiratory distress failure. He is now an active 

three-year-old whose care, like any oxygen/ 
ventilator-dependent child's, is a full-time job. 

" It can wear you out—it's a 24-hour a day job that 
does not go away," Hewitt said. The camp will 
provide her and the other parents with a welcome 
respite from that job. 

"It makes you nervous (to send your child away), 
but the people will all know Sean, and I feel safe 
leaving him in their care. The camp is a wonderful 
idea because parents don't have the time, energy 
and often the money to do such things with the kids." 

Money won't be a problem this year. There is no 
charge for the 20 campers. The bulk of the fees is 
being paid by a grant from friends of University 
Hospital and staff contributions. 
The camp staff is participating on a volunteer basis, 
using their own vacation time. A full-time physician, 
nurses and occupational and physical therapists 
will be on hand. Each child will have a full-time 
partner, a nurse or respiratory therapist disguised as 
a camper. 

"The partner is 
supposed to be their 
friend," Dekeon said. 
"We had a three-day 
seminar to get in the 
spirit of the camp, to 
teach the nurses and 
Respiratory Thera­
pists to be more like 
real camp counsel-

Two other such camps in Minnesota and Florida 
have had parents and families attend as well, but 
Dekeon said that idea was rejected on tile basis of 
giving the families a break from caring for the chil­
dren, and the children an opportunity for some 
independence. 

"Some of these kids are in their teens and have 
never been away from their parents, even for one 
night," said Dekeon, "and the parents have never 
had a chance to go out to dinner." 

Mott has discharged 35 patients on ventilators 
since a landmark lawsuit in 1981 allowed 
ventilator-dependent patients to live at hoirie and 
still receive Medicaid. As the Hewitts and countless 
other families have discovered, the full-time care of 
such a child can be a frustrating test of will. 

Last year, Mott formed a parent support group for 
these families, and the response has been favor­
able, said Dekeon. "It's a forum where parents can

"By upgrading existing facilities 
and creating new ones, the Center will offer conven­
ient, sophisticated health care for women and chil­
dren of .Michigan and surrounding regions." 

Maternal and Child Health Care Planning 
Improvements in maternal and child care facili­

ties were originally included in the Replacement 
Hospital Program (RHP) that culminated in the 
February 1986 opening of University Hospital and 
the A. Alfred Taubman Health Care Center. This 
project replaced University Hospital's 626 adult 
medical/surgical, special care and adult psychiat­
ric beds, and the greater portion of ambulatory clinic 
facilities. 

During RHP planning, it became apparent that 
the needs in maternal and child health care ex­
ceeded the scope of the replacement program. 
Planned improvements in those areas were with-

With the fall open­
ing, the new MCHC construction phase 
will include, a new pediatric intensive 
care unit (ICU) with an ICU bed expan­
sion from 10 to 26 beds; a new neonatal 
intensive care unit with an ICU expan­
sion from 24 to 29; relocation of child 
and adolescent patients into new pa­
tient units of 14 and 18 beds respec­
tively; relocation of obstetrics, gynecol­
ogy and psychiatric ambulatory opera­
tions and expansion of pediatric medi­
cal and surgical ambulatory operations, 
into the now center, expansion of pedi­
atric support services such as radiol­
ogy and respiratory therapy; addition of 
another rooftop helipad allovi/ing direct 
access for children and expectant 
mothers transported by Survival Flight, 
U of Ms emergency helicopter trans­
port service. 

The MCHC will have its own entrance 
for patient/visitor drop-off, planned with 
easy access to parking through an un­
derground entrance. The lobby is filled 
by natural light from an atrium and large 
expanses of glass. 

A "park theme" has also been used 
throughout the lobby. The white ter-
raz7o flooring will be the "sidewalk," 
green carpet v/ill suggest grass, with 
authentic park benches and lamp posts 
included. A children's playhouse will be 
set in the middle of the park. 

In close proximity to the center lobby, 
a new vencling service is being offered 
in an outdoor cafe setting of tables with 
colorful umbrellas. Also close by, the 
new gift shop will have much more space 
with 
greatly expanded lines of merchandise. 

Families and visitors will benefit from 
easy access to the Med-Inn, a 90-room 
hotel linked directly to Mott Children's 
Hospital, and the nearby Ronald 
McDonald House, which provides ac­
commodations for families of hospital­
ized children at the Medical Center. Pa­
tients and visitors can enter the three 
ambulatory clinic levels of the expanded 
Taubman Center directly from the ad­
joining parking deck. 

Kelch said demand for pediatric in­
tensive care is growing at tertiary nriedi-
cal centers like Mott Children's Hospital. 
Today, a lot of pediatric care is being 
provided on an outpatient basis with 
hospitalized children more cntically ill, 
requiring the expertise of a tertiary 
medical care center." 

The new Pediatric Intensive Care Unit 
will include three sections of beds, with 
an isolation room in each section. More 
private consultation rooms will be read­
ily accessible for staff to speak with 
famihesabouttheconditionof theirchild. 
Two large waiting rooms will reflect the 
park theme with painted wall graphics 
and playhouse elements. In these rooms 
comfortable seating for families and visi­
tors Will be provided, including chairs 
that convert to beds for sleeping over­
night. 

The Pediatric clinic expansion, adja­
cent to the Taubman Center lobby, will 
increase the number of examination 
rooms and include expanded waiting 
space for patients and families. In the 
new waiting area, there will be an attrac-

Obstetric Perspective 
In each of the new eight birthing 

rooms, there is sufficient space and avail­
able equipment to accommodate the 
labor/delivery/recovery of the mother, 
together with her support partner. Each 
soothingly-colored room will have a 
shower and bathroom, natural lighting 
through a bay window and a phone for 
spreading word of the new arrival. The 
birthing rooms and support space are 
planned to provide a quieter, more or­
ganized, esthetically appealing atmos­
phere in which family togetherness is 
promoted. 

"Added space and updated labor/ 
delivery/recovery facilities will help keep 
the obstetrics and neonatology depart­
ments on the cutting edge as well," ac­
cording to Preston V. Dilts Jr., M..D., pro­
fessor and chairman of the Department 
of Obstetrics and Gynecology. He 
added, "the locations of these facilities 
have been planned to hasten the mov­
ing of sick newborn babies to the physi­
cally adjacent neonatal intensive care 
unit with immediate access to many 
life-saving treatments." 
Molly Gates, M.S., R.N.C., coordinator. 

Perinatal Outreach Program, said, "as a 
state-designated perinatal center, the 
University of Michigan Medical Center 
provides all levels of obstetric and neo­
natal care ranging from the well-woman 
care offered by our certified nurse mid­
wifery service to the most advanced 
technologies required for high-risk preg­
nancies and newborns. Referrals are re­
ceived from our primary region, which is 
approximately a 50-miie radius, as well 
as transports from other tertiary centers 
in Michigan and surrounding states." She 
added, "one of our biggest responsibili­
ties at the U-M Medical Center is to work 
with our referring hospitals lo identify 
which types of patients need the types of 
service we can provide." 

in the renovation phase of the center 
project that begins this fall, a new mother 
and baby unit and nurseries will be con­
structed adjacent to the new neonatal 
unit and the labor/delivery/recovory area. 
The mother/baby unit will be predomi­
nantly private rooms with the remainder 
being double. The patient rooms will be 
larger to accommodate a trend toward 
"rooming in" — keeping the infant in the 
same room as the mother. Increasingly, 
the traditional nursery-down-the-hall 
will be used only for infants who need 
closer observation. 

Neonatal Perspective 
James and Lynelle Holden Pennatal 

Hospital, the first hospital in Michigan to 
offer neonatal transport and routinely 
treats premature or sick infants trans­
ferred from about 10 hospitals in a 
50-mile radius. "We offer a full range of 
neonatal surgery, as well as specialty 
services that many other neonatal units 
can't handle, such as neonatal neurol­
ogy and cardiology," Gates said. 

"The neonatal intensive care unit 
(NICU) in the Holden Perinatal Hospital 
provides advanced and experimental 
treatments which attract referrals from 
other NICUs," said Gates. These unique 
treatments include extracorporeal mem­
brane oxygenation (ECMO) and 
high-frequency jet ventilation. Dietrich 
W. Roloff, M.D., professor and service 
chief of neonatology, said the center will 
allow the intensive care unit to grow fur­
ther. 
The ECMO treatment has been most 

successfully used to support newborns 
with respiratory failure long enough for 
their lungs to strengthen, ECMO was 

developed by a UMMC faculty member 
nearly a decade ago. 

The high-frequency jet ventilation treat­
ment provides respiration at a rate about 
six times faster than conventional ventila­
tion. This treatment prevents further lung 
damage in newborns with severe respi­
ratory defects. 

In the colorfully painted NICU, each 
baby will have his or her own bed space 
with ample surrounding area for the nec­
essary support equipment. This space 
also has ample natural light. More private 
consultation rooms will be readily acces­
sible for staff to speak with families about 
the condition of their baby.

Surgeon General of the United 
State s Public Heaslth Services, An-
tonia Novello, M.D., M.P.H., who re­
ceived her training in pediatric 
medicine at the University of Michi­
gan's C.S. Mott Children's Hospital, 
1971 -74, will give the keynote speech 
at dedication ceremonies for the Ma­
ternal and Child Health Care Center 
on October 19,1990. 

Dr. Novello, former deputy direc­
tor of the National Institute of Child 
Health and Human Development, is 
an expert in the field of pediatric 
AIDS.

Former associates at Mott have 
fond memories of Dr. Novello from 
her training days at the University of 
Michigan.

He predicted that her skills would 
serve her well in her new position. 
"As a resident, she demonstrated a 
tremendous ability to work with oth­
ers to accomplish complicated 
tasks.

Psychiatric Perspective 
Each of the new larger inpatient rooms 

for child and adolescent psychiatric 
patients will have a bathroom and shower 
and a communication system for calling 
staff. The layout of the unit and the open 
design of the patient unit station will 
enhance communication between staff 
and patients. Such support services as 
laboratory and pharmacy will be readily 
accessible through the units' central 
location. 

Through the new child and adolescent 
psychiatric ambulatory operation, we will 
serve a wide range of outpatients. In car­

ing for these patients, our staff will have 
more and better equipped interviewing 
rooms and convenient access to diag­
nostic services located within the center. 

Patients will have both medical and 
psychiatric care delivered in the new 
center, according to John Greden, M.D., 
chairman of the UMMC Department of 
Psychiatry. "This is a good situation for 
the many children and adolescents who 
have conditions which involve both physi­
cal and psychiatric problems such as 
diabetes, seizure disorders, eating dis­
orders, sexual abuse and substance 
abuse." 

Luke Tsai, M.D., chief of service at 
Child and Adolescent Psychiatric Hospi­
tal, said "Child psychiatry as a field is on 

the edge of making major advances in 
understanding underlying biological 
causes, especially in attention and de­
velopmental disorders. With rapid im­
provements in research techniques, such 
as brain imaging and gene mapping, we 
are on the verge of a new generation of 
approaches."

Victims of emotional deprivation 
A common denominator ainong psychosocial 

dwarfs is that they are victims of emotional depriva­
tion, both subtleand overt, says Nancy J. Hopwood, 
IVI.D., a professor of pediatrics and communicable 
diseases m the Pediatric Endocrinology and fVle-
tabolism Service at the University of Michigan 
Medical Center in Ann Arbor. 

PSD represents one end of a wide spectrum of 
emotionally induced growth disorders, Hopwood 
says, "tnvironmentaliy-induced growth retardation 
associated with psychosocial deprivation, emotional 
stress and/or neglect may be the most common 
single cause of deviant growth in infants and chil­
dren in the Untied States today. All too often, how­
ever, the child's small stature is ascribed to other 
causes because environmental factors are unap­
preciated," she says. 

"Among preschoolers and children who are 
growing slowly and don't have a known medical 
illness, theincicienceofemotionalcomponentgrowth 
failure is at least 50 percent," she continues. How­
ever, Hopwood is quick to emphasize that not all 
children with stress-induced growth disorders are 
psychosocial dwarfs. "We see children al! the time 
who experience periods of slow growth that my be 
emotionally based, but they don't have the classical 
symptoms of psychosocial dwarfism," she says. 

The most striking feature of PSD is that physical 
and developmental growth resumes at an acceler­
ated rate almost immediately upon removing these 
children from their family environment, Hopwood 
says. The earlierthe intervention, the more dramatic 
the improvement. 

"In very severely growth-retarded children with 
PSD, if you put them m a different environment, such 
as a hospital, they start gaming weight right away 
even though they're not eating any differently... 
Some of these young children can gain 3 or 4

contacted an established agency, Heal 
the Children, Michigan. With the assis­
tance of the fvlichigan coordinator Jan St. 
Martin and local coordinators Donna and 
Bob Baird, the staff of the Cardiology De­
partment, under the direction of Amnon 
Rosenthal, M.D., professor of Pediatrics 
and director of Cardiology Service were 

committed to the program. All the physi­
cians involved donate their time and waive 
their professional fees to help make this 
program a success. 

"Many times the children who seek 
medical help at U-M arrive with not only 
heart disease but also parasites, lice, 
and very bad teeth." Everyone helps, 
from the cardiac team to the dentists, the 
infectious disease staff and on down the 
line. "We try to take as many children as 
we can with the amount of money we 
have. It usually means only a handful of 
children," states Dr. Bove. Twenty-eight 
hospitals in Michigan are involveij in this 
program. 

"Although U-M does all of our cardiac 
patients, many of the children who are 
hosted in this area are also assisted by 
the medical teams at St. Joseph Hospital 
and Chelsea Hospital," explains Donna 
Baird, local coordinator. 

Each case varies depending upon the 
complexity of the problems. "We try to 
accept out children that we are reasona­
bly confident we can help," explains Dr 
Bove. "Sometimes these children have 
such advanced diseases that they are in­
operable. It is survival of the fittest in 
some of these countries. Although they 
are stricken as infants, their problems are 
not serious enough to keep them from de­
veloping into young children and these

are the kids who become inoperable be­
cause of irreversible changes in their 
hearts and their lungs."

the Children by a medical team that trav­
els to other countries once a year. The 
team performsthose medical procedures 
which are possible in a "not so sterile" en­
vironment. While the medical team is in 
that country, they also prepare referral 
cases for between 300 to 400 children. A 
medical package is prepared for each 

child examined. These profiles of chil­
dren are then brought back to the United 
States and distributed throughout all 
chapters located in 31 states. Doctors 
and missionaries also send referrals to 
local doctors who direct them to the local 
chapter of Heal the Children which redis­
tributes these cases to the center of spe­
cialization. 

Donna and Bob Baird of Chelsea be­
came involved in this program after host­
ing a young boy from Korea. They were 
then asked to speak in Grand Rapids, 
the program's state headquarters, about 
their experience. Following this, they 
became the local coordinators of this 
nation-wide program. 

Currently, Donna and Bob are the host 
parentsofBienivento(Benny) Augustine, 
a five-month-old infant with transposi­
tion of the great arteries. Although Donna 
and Bob will continue to serve as host 
parents, they will turn over their position 
as local coordinators to Mrs. Tammy 
Houle and Mrs. Kathy Kentala, also of 
Chelsea, within the next few months. 

Donna, motheroffive, stated, "I would 
like to think I am taking care of my own 
children, knowing that they can grow up 
in a world where everyone is healthy and 
happy."

interact, and offer their frustrations. They experience 
such isolation because they can't leave the house, 
and their friends sometimes feel uncomfortable 
coming over." 

lt was from this support group's summer quarterly 
meeting last August that the idea of a summer camp 
was born. One parent mentioned how her boy had 
always gone to camp before his severe 
neuro-muscular disease made him 
ventilator-dependent, and if there was one week out 
of the year they could look forward to, their lives 
would be easier. 

Dekeon went to work exploring the idea. By No­
vember, she was referred to Camp Fowler and 
began to realize that the distressed parent's dream 
could become reality. 

"Camp Fowler is about 10 years old and it's 
absolutely perfect," said Dekeon. "It's used for 
mentally handicapped children and adults, so it has 
all the facilities." 

The entire camp, including its nature trails, is 
wheelchairaccessible. A pontoon boat largeenough 
for five wheelchairs will be used for fishing, even by 
the children who cannot move their limbs. 

Besides fishing, the kids will be doing various arts 
and crafts, going on scavenger hunts, and writing 
and participating in skits. 

Tfiese activities will help the children express 
themselves artistically, intellectually and socially. 
The camp's philosophy is that although these chil­
dren have "special" needs, they also have "normal" 
needs. Trail's Edge is designed to meet both.

P e d i a t r i c r e s e a r c h e r s w o r k i n g 

f o r h e a l t h i e r , h a p p i e r c h i l d r e n 

As the last decade of the 20th century dawns, 
pediatric researchers at the University of IVIichigan 
fvledical Center are worthing to ensure heaithier, 
happier lives for the children of the 21st century. 

The U-tvl's Department of Pediatncs and Com­
municable Diseases is on the cutting edge of re­
search into possible therapies and eventual cures of 
genetic disorders such as cystic fibrosis and Down's 
Syndrome that can cause malformation and mental 
retardation in children. 

Dr. Robert P. Kelch, chairman of the department, 
divides the research into two general areas: clinical, 
physiologically-oriented work, and molecular and 
cellular biological research. Scientists working in 
the latter area experiment with genetic engineering 
techniques, attempting to solve the riddle of geneti­
cally transmitted diseases, while those in clinical 
research are involved in such areas as the testing of 
new drugs. 

"The research of the department spans from 
practical clinical studies to someone working on a 
basic level trying to under-
stand the mmute alterations 
of a gene that will lead to a 
severe disease," Dr, Kelch 
said. "It'll take a little bit ot 
time before that basic infor­
mation is turned into some 
sort of gene therapy or drug 
thatcan be taken to the bed­
side. What's exciting is that 
it isn't taking anywhere near — — ^ 
as long as I thought it would." 

In the mid-'60s scientists were just learning how 
genes worked, and now scientists are routinely iso­
lating genes in attempts to single out defects and 
correct them. 

"Science is moving very quickly," said Dr. Kelch. 
"The time from basic discovery to clinical applica­
tion has shortened rather dramatically." 

Treatment of patients with abnormal immune 
systems being done at fvlott Hospital is an example 
of how basic genetic research can be applied 
clinically in a matter of a few years. 

Investigators in several laboratories, including 
some at fvlott, discovered that some cells release 
hormones which regulate the functions of other 
cells. One such hormone is granulocyte-coiony 
stimulating factor (G-CSF). G - C S F regulates the 
actions of white blood cells, the body's chief defend­
ers against infection and inflammation. Over the 
past year, 40 patients with white blood cell deficien­
cies, mostof whom suffered from chronic infections, 
have ali been successfully treated with G - C S F at 
Mott under the direction of Laurence A. Boxer,M,D., 
professor of Pediatrics and director of Pediatric 
Hemotology/Oncology Service. 

This type of genetic research accounts for about

two-thirds of the enormous amount of research in 
progress in the department which has an annual 
research budget more than $5 million. 

"We're looking at all sorts of genetic diseases that 
control normal development of the brain and body, 
diseases that afflict patients and cause severe men­
tal retardation," said Dr. Kelch. "We're using genetic 
engineering to understand the very basis of these 
disorders, such as isolating the gene for a certain 
type of malignancy, then determining why the gene 
IS abnormal, what the abnormality means, andfinally 
developing a way to treat it, prevent it, or both." 

Working to solve malignancies is Edward Pro-
chownik, M. D., PhD., associate professor of Pediat­
rics, who is doing research with oncogenes, a spe­
cial type of gene involved in cell differentiation, 
related to normal and abnormal cell growth. Dr. Pro-
chownik's research is breaking new ground into the 
determination of how cells become malignant, or 
cancerous. Once that is determined, Dr. Kelch 
pointed out, a better way of combatting malignan-

cies can be found. 
' Dr. Kelch said that the 

biggeststepscanbemade 
when scientists not only 
isolate the genes for ge­
netic disorders, but find 
ways to put back the nor­
mal gene into enough cells 
to cure those genetic dis-
eases. "I believe that's a 
process that will happen 

over the next ten years or so," he said. 
In clinical drug research. Dr. Kelch pointed out 

the work of Robert Levy, M.D., associate professor 
of Pediatrics and Pharmaceutics, a pediatric cardi­
ologist who is developing a way of delivering drugs 
directly to the heart and various components of the 
heart. He is trying to prevent calcification, or block­
age, of artificial valves in children with heart defects, 
the primary reason for the failure of artificial valves. 

Dr. Levy has developed a ring that, when surgi­
cally placed around the artificial valve, releases a 
special chemical to prevent calcification. The chemi­
cal is localized to the heart, and not enough of it gets 
into the rest of the body to cio any harm. Similar rings 
are is also being tested in animals to treat irregular 
heartbeat. 

Mott pediatric specialists are undertaking many 
other research projects at the facility and at the 
Clinical Research Center, both in actual clinical 
testing, and on the most basic level of genetic re­
search. 

Dr. Kelch, like any scientist, is optimistic about the 
immediate future. "I think that over the next decade 
we will be involved in studies that will unravel the 
basic causes of genetic disorders."
