Novl Historical Society president 
K a i b y Mutch is hoping that members 
of the community wi l l care enough to 
Join her newly-organized "FViends of 
the Sa l ly "Ihorton House." The 
group's first meeting is on Thursday, 
June 28, at 7:30 p.m.

•When I think about the Yerkes 
house — so many people passed by 
and said something shoirld be done 
— if the Thorton house Is ultimately 
saved. It could be the oldest existing 
house i n Novl," Mutch said. 

The elegant late-Vlctorlan era 
Yerkes house fell prey to an arsonist 
in fall 1989. 

Buil t circa 1838, the two-sto1y 
frame farmhouse now sitting behind 
Home. Sweet Hone restaurant was 
owned fay SalfyThortoa awldowviiio 
came to Novl i n 1827 with her five 
teen-aged children. The house, appa­
rently located at the northeast comer 
of Novl and Nine Mile Roads, was an

upscale move for the family, who pre-
Vlously lived i n the frontier settler's 
standard log cabin. 

A hundred years later, the house 
was moved for the first time—several 
hundred feet south — to make way 
for the construction of the Itogers 
mansion, now the Home Sweet Home 
restaurant. Owner Charles R c ^ r s 
was married to Harriet Thorton, 
g rea t -g randdaugh te r o f S a l l y 
Thorton. 

In 1988, it was transfered from its 
locaUon behind Ark ln Distributing 
Compariy at 43100 Nine MUe Road 
closer to the corner of Novl Road to 
clear space for the co.npariy's expan­
sion. Today, the small bui lding 
stands to the left and rear of Home 

Sweet Home. 
T\vo years ago, company president 

Irwin Arkln sought to sell the house 
but with no offers coming In, he relo­
cated rather than razed the 2.000 
square foot structure. 

Now Ark ln said the land the his­
toric home sits on is needed once 
again. But it seems as If he can't give 
the house—which is in sound condi­
tion — away. 

T d like to see the d ty use it some­
how, r d like to see it be saved, i n a 
park as an office building. I Just hate 
to see it destroyed," he said. "It can't 
stay there. 

' A l l they have to do is pick it up and 
take It away." 

While A i W n declined to say what 

the land the Thorton house is sltUng 
on Is needed for, he'd like to see the 
home moved "as soon as possible" or 
It will be leveled. However, Home, 
Sweet Home has lieen meeting With 
the city's planillng concepts commit­
tee to discuss a proposed banquet 
and caterlrlg addition to their blind­
ing, as well as a parking lot to the 
west of the site. 

But Novl City Manager Edward 
Kriewall said that at present the city 
has no plans for the house. 

Ark ln has unsuccessfully offered 
the Thorton home to neighboring bis­
t o r t ^ groups. UVonla's Greenmead 
won't accept structures from outside 
that city. NorthVille's Mil l Race V i l ­
lage also has refused custody of the 
quaint building but will strip It for 
floors ar1d frames to use to repair 
houses already In place i n the Village. 
Aridn said. But that's a last resort, he 
added. 

And the most logical choice, the 
NoVl His to r ica l Society, s imply 
doesn't have the funds to take oVer 
and restore the Thorton home. 
Mutch said, or for that matter aiiy 
available land.

lANSING — The state House of 
RepresentatlVes Is b e i n g a proposed 
(xinstltutlonal amendment requiring 
"equal opportunlty for education" 
amid fears It will hurt aflluent sub-
u1t>s in the name of helpljlg the poor. 

The measure also would raise the 
proportion of the state budget spent 
on all education--- from klndej^garten 
through the doctorate level — from 
the current 45.6 percent to 52 per­
cent In five years, 

"Educational opportunity has 
been determined by p roper ty 
Wealth." the spoiisor. Rep. Kiik Pro­
fit. D-YpsllanU, told the House E d u ­
cation Committee last Week. 

The committee reported out House 
Joint Resolution Q on a Vote of 13-4 
with two absent a11d sent it to the 
House Door. 

Among supporters Were Rep. Su ­
san Grimes Munsell, R-Howell, Who 
Voted yes without conunent, and 
chairperson W i l l i a m Kei th , D -
Garden City. 

Among opponents were two mem­
bers from out-of-formula suburban 
Wayne County districts — L y n 
Bankes, R-UVonla, and James Kos-
tcVa, D-CaJiton. Their largest school 
districts get no state aid and are 
fighting Keith's efforts to eliminate 
their categorical aids. 

The measure ipequires a two-thirds 
Vote of both chambers to go on the 
Nov. 6 ballot and majority approval 
by Voters to become part of the state 
constitution. 

H J R Q would: 
• Require the Legislature to pro­

vide "equalopportunltyforeducation 
for each public elementaiy and sec­
ondary school pupil." (Currently, the 
constitution requlres only "friee" K-12 
schooling without racial or religious 
bias.) 

• Dedicate all lottery profits and 
interest to the school aid fund. 

• Mandate the Legislature to raise 
spending for elementary, secondaiy, 
community college and higher edu­
cation to at least 47.5 percent of 
available state revenue i n fiscal 
1991-92, then to49,50.5and52pcr-
cent b f 1994-95. 

'Available iwenue" is defined as 
the general fund budget plus the de­
dicated school aid fund. 

Flrst-year improvement would be 
$179 million, a co-sponsor said. 

Profit said his proposal woukl pro-
Vide "a constitutional foundation" for 
equal opportunity — "not dollar for 
dollar: it would allow local school dis­
tricts to enhance their programs.* 

Bankes said poor school districts 

which want to sue the state for more 
aid found their case was badly 
banned because the state constltu-
tlon currently falls to require equal 
opportunity. 

"This would allow ajudlcial oppor­
tunity to override tlie Leglslatilre and 
local control." said Bankes. pointing 
to court rulii1gs In Kentuclty and 
Texas. 

"These 100 poor, in-formula 
school districts need 'equal opoor-
tunlty' for their lawsuit to be success­
ful," Bankes said after the meeting. 

Another suburbanite. Rep. Wil­
liam Bryant. R-Orosse Pointe, said 
earlier the measure practically in­
vites a lawsuit agairlst the state. 

Keith said It's wise to lump all edu-
caUon funding into one budget categ­
ory because "if you have a bulge (po-
pulaUon boom) rminlng through the 
system, you need the flexibility be­
tween higher education and K-12." 

Another supporter. Rep. Joe 
Young Jr., D-Detrolt, agreed, calling 
the measure a 'holistic" system. T d 
want heavy emphasis on K-12," 
Young added. 

Bankes, however, feared the mo­
ney will be dispersed too broadty. 'It 
can be dispersed without paying for 
social security, retirement or cate-
gorlcals," she said. 

' I f there's a recession, maintaining 
52 percent for education could mean 
cuts In social services and mental 
heal th 
"It was a philosophical Vote and not a 
practical Vote. Philosophically, Fm 
for it, but this Is the real world." 

A business group opposed the 
measure, but three education groups 
supported it. 

Steve Young, lobbyist for the M i ­
chigan State Chamber of Commerce, 
objected to the trigger language of 
equal opportunity . . . We don't 
need the buzzword language of equal 
opportunity." But he liked the sec­
tion raising the state budget's per­
centage for all education. 

Lobbyist A l Short said the Michi ­
gan Education Associa t ion , the 
state's largest teachers urllon, "fully 
supports it. Public education has to 
be priority number one for state 
government." 

Ellen Hoekstra, representing the 
Michigan Federation of Teachers, 
said that uilion 'strongty supports" 
the measure. ' I f we look at other 
states' court n111ngs, we see 'equal 
opportunity is more than a n educa­
tional buzzword, as the State Cham­
ber says." 

Tom White, lobbyist for the Mich i ­
gan AssoclaUon of School Boards, 
said local elected officials "support 
the general concepts. 'Equal oppor­
tunity' provides a useful consUtu-
tional policy statement."

Oakland Commulilty College's 
Board of TYustees has approved a 
$6-mllIion budget Increase for the 
1990-91 school year. 

The $62-million budget includes a 
$2-per-credit tuition Increase to help 
pay expenses that frugal state appro-
j«iaUons and depleted mlllage wtm't 
cover, c^fidals said. 

There are no majornewinitiatives 
In the budget. Just a lot of enhance­
ments yet to be completed," college 
budget chairperson An tha iy Jarson 
said, noting the purchase of a 
$441,000 mainframe computer to 
j d n systems on five camptlses. 

Careful planrllng, redticed staff, 
and unexpected investment returns 
totaling $200,000 allowed OCC to 
preserve $300,000 i n its general 
fund, Jarson saki. But Impending 
needs, he added, soon wil l sap re­
serves J f outside furiding dedlnes 
further. 

•Our facilities are nice, but even­
tually they'll begin to disintegrate." 
he said, d t ing needed roof repair at 
Orchaixl R l d ^ and parking tot ex-
panslon at Southfleld. 

Board member David Hackett sakl 
financial pressures soon wlU cut into 
teadilng.

This Was the largely unsuccessful 
stance taken May 14 and during the 
May 16-17 meeting by council mem -
bers Joseph Toth, Tim Pope and 
Nancy Covert. The trio proposed 
trtaiming $864,448 from the prop­
osed city budget of $11,220,000 and 
shifting $ 150,000 to additional com-
murlity services. The deadline forap-
proVlilg the budget Was May 21. 

Hayraan. Who Worked In Covert's 
November campaign, said he and 
other friends are talking to as many 
Novl residents as they can to encour­
age them to attend tonight's city 
council meeting (at 8 p.m. in the Novl 
Civic Center). 

"My concern Is that the mlllage, al­
though dropping down originally 
from last year, is a mlllage increase," 
Hayman said. "1 baslcal^ feel theyre 
out of touch With the citizens, at least 
my neighbors and people I talk to. 
We're contacting as many people as 
We can and telling them to bring In at 
least one or two people. 

' I f no one shows up, maybe I am In 
a minority position." 

Under parliamentary procedure, 
for the couilcll to reconsider the 
budget, Mayor Matthew Q'alnn said, 
a member of the rhajortty passing the 
document woi11d have to bring it up 
for reconsideration. The majority 
consisted of Quinn. Mayor Pro Tem 
Edward Lelninger, Council Members 
Hugh Crawford, Martha Hoyer and 

Toth. Pope opposed the resolution 

and Covert left In protest before the 
vote. 

The millage, as ftnally adopted af­
ter much counci l wrangling, is 
10.8035 — down from the orlg£ally 
proposed 10.8879, as well as from 
last year's 11.1761. The decrease 
came due to the lower payments on 
some debt funds. The operating mll­
lage as adopted is 8.9334, lower than 
the orlglnaUy proposed 9.0178 but 
somewhat higher than last year's 
8.8131, Under the terms of the Head­
lee Amendment rollback, the maxl-
mum operating mlllage that can be 
levied is 9.8971. In addiUon, taxpay­
ers UVlng Within the Novl school dis­
trict will pay 26.44 mills to the educa­
tional system this year. 

The city's Income generated by the 
total local S E V went up 12.4 percent 
this yean 19.7 percent in ftscal year 
1989-90; 28.1 l percent in fiscal year 
1988-1989 and 14.45 peicent In 
1987-1988. The aVerage property tax 
Increase for homeowners Was 6 per­
cent. .Appeals at the city's board of re­
view were up 10 percent over last 
year. 

Hayman says that he felt the dou­
ble troimcing of a proposed intrease 
i n the parks and recreaUon mUlage 
(in .April and November) was a goal 
indication of where Novl residents 
stand on tax Increases. 

" l have friends now. Who are not on 
a fixed income, who are moving out," 
he said. These people can't aford the 
continual upward spiral. 

T h e problem is, everybodys mad 
about the increase in taxes, espe-
ciaUy the SEV (state equalized valua­
tion) scenario. It's like a license to 
come in the middle of the night with­
out any ofllclal bel11g directly in­
volved with tax Increases. 

"I think what realty needs to hap-
pen there ought to be more of a local 
Invohwment by more of the citizens to 
imderstand what Is going on. The re­
ality is weVe got X number of dollars 
to spend on city services. If the city 
council In their wisdom decides these 
special funds need to be spent on cer­

tain thing, people need to under­
stand where their dollars are going to 
be spent. It's getting kind of luzzy as 
to what Fm paying for." 

A l t h o u g h the c i ty c o u n c i l 
wrangled over the budget in more 
meetings this year than in previous 
years, citizen turnout was slim. 

'Over the past three years. We've 
had a good amount of citizen Input 
during the budgeting hearings and 
citizen participation, but 1 don't recall 
much after the fact," Qulnn said. 
"This year Was the worst attended (by 
residents). There was plenty of op­
portunity for input." 

The mayor said it was unlikely that 
the budget, which will not go into ef­
fect until the city's fiscal year begins 
on July 1. would be altered at this 
date. 

Theoretlcalty, we could amend 
the budget at any time, but that 
would be dlfilcult," Qulnn said. "My 
personal opinion is that it's not likely 
at this time, not after all the time and 
efllbrt we've put i n and the figures are 
all In place, u1iless they can somehow 
point out we made an error. 1 
wouldn't see aity reason at this time 
to modify It. Obviousty, we will listen 
and find out What they have to say." 

What Hayman says he is prepared 
to tell the council is that With tl1e 
city's SEV rising due to assessment 
increases and ^ g h growth, the ml l ­
lage should stay put. 

'If they can't cut the operating ex­
penses of the city i n that environ­
ment. What happens When the d ty 
stops to grow," he said. "I see a bur­
den being placed on me. If some­
thing's not done, I Won't stay in the 
city.

Wetlands dral1iage near Be<:k and 
West roads continued May 29, de­
spite issued Violations and Depart­
ment of Natural Resouites InterVen-
tlon, affording to one local resident. 

"A group of citizens diked up the 
trenches In a couple of places (on the 
Wlxom site)," Wlxom resident Nick 
Kennedy said. ".And tl1e swamp Was 
reforming rather nicely until Workers 
came out and tore the dike away right 
before the holiday --- now the thing Is 
draining again." 

However, when the Novl News exa­
mined the Wlxom site on May 31 the 
ditch was diked and no longer drain­
ing. Two nearby sites In Novl were not 
accessible. 

Meanwhile, Northem Equities 
Group of Farmington HUls, the com­
pany responsible for draining at least 
three wetland areas near the Beck/ 
West Intersection, maintains that the 
drainage Is for agricultural purposes. 
It Is contesting two wetlands viola­
tions Issued by the City of Novl as well 
as similar Wixom Violations. 

Pre-trial dates are expected to be 
set for some time In Ju ly . Each Viola­
tion carries a misdemeanor charge. 

Northem Equities President Nell 
Sossln , the person speclflcally 
named In the NoVl Violations, could 

not be reached for comment by press 
time. 

The company was ordered to All In 
the drainage trenches a couple of 
weeks ago. according to one D N R 
representatlVe. 

Kennedy said workers diked the 
drainage trenches on the NoVl site 
but the blockage eroded away and 
drainage continues. 

However, a DNR official could not 
be reached for further comment or to 
Verify continued drainage at either 
the W x o m or Novl sites. As of May 23 
the m a t t e r was s t i l l u n d e r 
investigation. 

Novl Ordinance Enforcement Of­
ficer Steven Bablnchak said that he 
was unaware of the continued drain-
age. However, tickets been Issued for 
the orglnal ofle11se and any con­
t inued drainage through those 
ditches Is not a further violation of 
NoVi's wetland ordinance. 

Northem Equity representathres 
have told several city officials they 
plan to lease the land for fanning for 
the comming season and later use it 
to bui ld a 29 I -acre Industrial paxk i n 
the area. Portions of the Novl land 
have already been furrowed. 

However, farming is only allowed 
with a permit in an industrial district, 
which the development compaiqr did 
not seek before draining the site. No 
permit has been requested as of June 

1, according to Novl Building Depart-; 
ment reco1Tds. 

If the city issues a permit, how-;,' 
ever, Northem EqulUcs could legally ; 
drain the site and the11 build its in -
dustrlal park without the hindrance , 
of wetlands. 

Wixom a t y Manager William Bar-
low said that he discussed the In­
dustrial park with Northem Equities 
representatives prior to ^11126 vio­
lations, at which time they revealed; 
plans to alter the water level. 

T h i ^ said they planned to do 
some fanning In the Inteilm and ult l-
matelyplafmed to build an indus t r ia l ' 
park, and as part of the process 
wanted to alter some of the wet­
lands," Barlow said. 'I told them that 
t h ^ would need to go through proper 
city and DNR permit processes to do 
that, but they chose not to." 

When asked i f the company indi­
cated whether the drainage was for 
agricultural or industrial pilrposes. 
Barlow said, "They mentioned agri­
cultural work but also indicated that 
there were some field tiles (which are 
used for agricultural irrigation) on 
the site and wanted to alter the wet-
lands to historic levels." 

A l t h o u ^ the wetlands Invohred 
are mapped and protected by ordi­
nance, they were artlfically created 
over ten years ago, according to 
Bablnchak.

Oakland County recently began a 
census that requires non-compilers 
to pay a fine, possibly In court. 

"The cetjsus coi1nts dogs, not peo­
ple, and charges a $20 late registra­
tion fee to pet owners who have not 
purchased a 1990 dog license. 

Licenses normally cost $5.50 for 
spayed and neutered dogs and $8.50 
for those that aren't. The late fee, for 
all dogs, officially began Friday. June 
1. 

But Oakland Cotmty Animal Con­
trol ofllcers started to knock on 
nel^borhood doors two weeks ago to 
issue $20 Uckets. 100-150 afready. 
for unregistered dogs that violators 
must pay In 15 days to avoid a day in 
court that could cost an extra $100. 

'We're mandated by state law to do 
a census every year." Cari Anderson, 
county animal control manager, 
said, noting thefr first census was In 
1985. 

The Uckets. followed hy court cita­
tions if unpaid, wi l l be Issued slowfy^ 
but surety. 

"We'll go to every house." Ander­
son said. "But It wi l l take three to five 
years to cover Oakland County." 

Ten census-takers this summer 
will comb Novi. Commerce. West 
Bloomfleld and Farmington Hills 
weekdays from noon to 8 p.m. and 
some weekends, he said. 

Last year the census team cowred 
25.000 households and issued 5.000 
tickets. 

"Over 9 5 percent of the people got a 

registration filled out i n 15 days." A n ­
derson said. "Few people ended up in 
court." 

The county has 64.000 dogs, he 
estimates, averaging one i n evety 
other household, but only 33,000 
were registered In 1989. 

Anderson hopes the marathon 
census will close the gap. 

"Hopefully the public will be edu­
cated so tha t we o111y have to do a cen­
sus eveiy other year," he said. 

Registrations, which require a 
photocopy of the ani1nals' vaccina­
tion record, are the only proof dogs 
have of rabies shots. Anderson said. 

"The World Health OrganlzaUon 
says in order to prevent a rabies 
epidemic at least 70 percent of the 
dogs must be vaccinated against ra­
bies." he said. "We don't have that 
yet." 

Dogs also must be registered, 
which entails wearing a license, so 
the department can return lost ones 
to owners. 

"We don't get 50 animals a year 
that are registered," Anderson said, 
adding he received 13.000 lost dogs 
and cats last year. The animals that 
are not adopted. 75 percent last year, 
are destreyed. 

Residents can obtain dog licenses 
at township treasuries, c i tyderkof t i . 
flees, or at county animal control at 
1700 Brown Road i n Auburn Hills.

T a k e a m e a l o n t h e w i l d s i d e 

Does sauteed alligator or braised 
wild boar get those glands salivating? 

No, huh? You'll lake the hambur­
ger, fries and a Coke? 

Diners really aren't as bland as 
burgers, but even the area's top chefs 
scoff at exotic foodsjust for the sake 
of belrlg exotic. 

"We had alligator and rattlesnake 
on the menu before, but We don't go 
too far Into exotic," said Milos 
Clhelka, Who presides over the 
kitchen of the Golden Mushroom In 
Southfleid. 

"For one reason, the (meat) Is al-
reaciy cut up you don't know 
what you're getting, It could be 
donkey or horse," he said. "For 
another. I like to serve food I like to 
eat myself, not Just to he spectacular 
or exotic." 

At the Golden Mushroom, exoUc 
translates Into white Italian truffles, 
at $400 a pound, and Beluga caviar 
at the same price. 

"We do a tremendous amount of 
game each r11ght for dinner and two 
or three times a Week for lunch — 
buffalo. Venison, pheasant and Wild 
boar," Cihelka said. 

The game is most likely to be 
roasted for dinner and served in 
stews or pot roasts at noon. Cihelka 
claims that rattlesnake tastes like 
chicken and alligator like turtle. 

"It needs to be braised to make it 
tender." 

Most folks probably haven't tasted 
25-year-old balsamic vinegar from 
Italy, but It's one of the specialties for 
sale at 2angennan's Dell in Ann Ar­
bor. There's also Michigan stiaw-
beny preserves from the I.eelenau 
Peninsula (early-glow Variety grown 
for flavor oi11y), & e d wild bluelier-
rles, air-dried Swiss beef and raclette 
from Switzerland. 

'Raclette is a cheese from Switzer­
land that's melted and put on bioiled 
potatoes, to be eaten wlUi pickled on­
ions and cornlchons, which are littie 
pickles," said Ar i Weinzweig. who 
owns the dell at 422 Detroit St. at 
Kingsley. 

Zingerman's has 100 varieties of 
cheese, including some from Ireland, 
England and handmade goat cheese 
from upstate New York. The Varieties 

of sausages include Spanish chorlzo 
(the kind used i n paella) and Mullard 
— not Mallard — duck pate. 

"It's a French dellcaty, the best 
you've ever tasted," Weinzweig said. 
'It's handmade by a woman whose 
father is a chef i n southwestern 
Fiance where this is a real delicacy. 
Another related product she makes 
and we cany is rillettes — cooked, 
shredded duck blended with duck fat 
and spices." 

2angerman's also carries a wide 
Variety of old-fashioned beans and 
chipitoes — smoked, dried Jalepeno 
peppers from New Mexico. 

At MacKinnon's In NorthVllle, 

smoked leg of wild boar Is offered, 
with an emphatic recommendaUon 
by Chef Tom MacKinnon. 

'It tastes like wild pork, but the 
smoking takes away some of the wild 
taste," MacKinnon said. 

Opah. a 200-pound fish from Ha­
waii, is being sliced into steaks which 
a i e then dmbro i l ed . 

MacKinnon's pet gripe on trendy 
foods is arugula, a salad green he dis­
misses as "a bitter weed." 

•It tastes like endlVe," he said. 
"Who wants to eat an cndiVe salad?" 

For MacKinnon, a product has to 
go beyond trendiness and taste good 

10 be accepted. Wild turkey lender-
Ioi11s would qualify. 

"It's the piece right on top of the 
bird's ribs," he said. "It's Juicy and 
tender, but Veiy different—it doesn't 
taste like tiB-key." 

A new twist on pastas is four-color 
striped noodles. MacKinnon's offers 
a raVioll with one spl11ach side and 
one tomato side of pasta. Another ex­
otic offering is sauces laced with 
cherry pepper — the peppercorns 
come from Michigan's cheny capital, 
TVaVerse City. 

"It adds sweetness with a hint of 
sour," MacKli1non said. 

His new place, the Macomb Inn in 
Utica, offers a chicken ballantlne, 
chicken breast stuffed with chicken 
and cheny raisins and wrapped in a 
puff pastry. The Inn, a renovated 
130-year-old house. Is on M-59 and 

Van Dyke near the Palace of Auburn 
HlUs. MacKinnon commutes the 32 
miles between his two establish­
ments daily. 

Keith Famle, proprietorof Les A u -
teurs in Royal Oak and formerchef at 
Chez Raphael, doesn't prepare much 
in the way of exotic foods. 

"I detest alligator," Famle said. 
"Lion tastes more like cat. I think 
some things are better looked at than 
eatea" 

Famle does prepare a good 
amount of game "grouse, pheasant, 
buffalo — grilled and sauteed, de­
pending on the cut of meat." 

MiclSgan has always been big on 
game, p a r t i c u l a r l y du r ing the 
harvest and hunting seasons, Famie 
said. 

New on the fruit scene and Les A u -
teurs menu is four-inch baby pineap­
ples gnawn i n CaUfor11ia. Famle flUs 
them with a pineapple mousse and 
offers them for dessert. 

A n exotic—make that eccentric— 
twist at Les Auteurs is the so-called 
Crayon Club. Diners are encomaged 
to draw, doodle or sketch while they 
wait for dinner. .An entire wall is de­
voted to the results. 

"We had one artist from New York 
In here Who drew the entire scene of 
the Berlin Wall coming down with the 
east meeting the west," Famie said. 
"You have to come i n and see it."

N e w c a k e m o r e s a v o r y t h a n g o o e y 

Lately IVe been on the proverbial bandwagon 
heralding the 'lighter" side of food. Everyone talks 
about getting In shape for su1nmer but I, for one, 
have no doubt that clothl11g 1nanufacturers are 
designing waistbands different this year because, 
for some odd reason, mine seems to be somewhat 
lower than my navel. 

Now I could continue with what we should and, 
unfortunately, shouldn't cat but. . . 

a) I've already mowed the lawn three times. 
b) rVe tilled and planted the garden. 
c) rVe already planted the flowers around my 

house. 
d) I redid the bathroom (by myself). 
I want some cheesecake. 
Ah, but before you get all fired up thinking that 

these pages will be filled with gooey, creamy. New 
York style varieties of cheesecakes, look again. 

Savoiy cheesecakes are a whole new Variety of 
exclusive cheesecakes that seem to be gaining in 
popularity In the Detroit area. Perfect for lunch, 
bnmch, casual suppers or buffets, these do-
ahead treats combine a creamy taste with a 
smooth, velvety texture. They take the same form 
as their sweet counterparts, but the flavorings are 
a real surprise. 

From the exterior, they look like cheesecakes. 
Instead of a graham cracker or cookie crust, these 
crusts are formed by- combining toasted bread-
crumbs, grated cheese (which helps the ous t 
brown and crisp) and melted butter. 

The essential filling remains the same: cheese. 
Soft and delicate cream cheese is the common de­
nominator l n these cases. Fresh cream cheese, 
which has a slightly tangy flaVor and contains no 
preservatives, ls preferred, but the packaged 
bricks available at the supermarket are accept­
able. (Fresh cream cheese can be purchased at 
specialty food stores and cheese shops.) Cottage 
cheese and ricotta can be added to lighten the 
taste and calories. 

Other than a melange of fresh herbs, filling and 
great cheese, the only other staple really neces­
sary to prepare these delectable goodies Is a good 
quality sprfrlgform pan. If you have yet to Invest in 
one. It can be purchased at al l gourmet and 
kitchen shops, with the lesser-quality pan coming 

in at under $5, to non-stick all-aluminum Variet­
ies at well over $30. 

If you're thinking about taking the cheesecake 
to a function, you might also want to invest i n the 
same-size cardboard-bottom insert. These are ab­
out lOcents each, and you will never have to wony 
about leaving the bottom of your sprlngform pan 
in someone's kitchen again. 

To my filends: I think I have about eight 
different-sized bottoms In my cellar. Call me If you 
want them. 

A l l the recipes call for pretoastlng the bread­
crumbs. If you have never toasted breadcrumbs 
you can use freshorprepackedvarieties. Sprinkle 
them on a cookie sheet and toast them l n a mod­
erate (350-degree) oven for 5-10 minutes, stirring 
occasionally. 

Contraiy to popular belief, you cannot toast 
breadcrumbs from crumbUng toast. Of course, if 
you thought that, you really have no reason to 
even t iy to attempt these recipes. 

These cheesecakes can be made as much as 
two days In advance and then refrigerated. Before 
you s tar t \ x sure the sprlngform pan hjis a tight 
lock and seal to avoid water leaking into the cake. 
The finished cakes are at thefr peaks within 24-36 
hours of baking. If you must refrigerate them, al­
low plenty of time to bring them to room tempera­
ture before servfrig. 

CRAB CHEESCAKE

Thefr wlnemaker, J o h n Buechsenstein, Is a lead-
ing. force fri a meny band of Wfriemakers, the 
Rhone Rangers, who specialize in producfrig 
wfees fiDm varieUes naUvc to France's Rhone 

VaUey. 
"Syrah is often described as plummy with wUd 

currant flavors," said Keehn. "We make a puree of 
ripe plums (canned plums also work), add a few 
dried currants and simmer this with Syrah as a 
base for a sauce, wine JeUy or sorbet, creating a de­
licious flavor complement for wUd game, pork, 
liver or pate — especlaUy when served with the 
same wfrie. 

"As a rule of thumb, this preparation will work 
well with any smoked, roasted or grilled foods wi th 
stronger flavors. For syrah, the herb of choice ls 
rosemaiy." 

McDowell Valley Vfrieyards has designed a 
Rhone-style label for Its Calffornia Versions of 
these wines. The label carries the brand name Les 
Vieux Cepages. After tastfrig the 1986 Les Vieux 

Cepages Syrah ($15), it's easy to i1nderstand how 
Keehn's concept of similar flavors can also guide 
the matchfrig of tradiUonal seasonfrigs to the fruit 
flaVors perceived In a wine. 

Many red wines haVe a decldeiily beny flavor— 
such as raspbeny, blackberiy, cheny or plum. 
These frults are tradltionally seasoned with sweet 
spices such as cin11amon, nutmeg, allspice and 
clove. Basil, tarragon, mfrit and anise also have 
many of the same sweet, hot, sp l ty characteristics 
and wUl make superior complements to the food 
and wine selection. 

The Keehns live in the middle of thefr wlnety 
vineyards and have the dlstfrict Calffornia advan­
tage of raising thefr own vegetables, herbs and

Suburiaan livixig can be Ireacher-
ous. especially If you're an animal at 
the mercy of Irafflc and other dangers 
of hi iman life. At this time of the year, 
the result Is a lot of orphaned baby 
a111mab. 

While sUUsUcs aren't available, 
an Increasing number of Oakland 
County residents are stumbling 
upon orphaned raccoons, squirrels 
and birds — the result of the growing 
clash between suburban growth and 
Wildlife. 

"It's becoming more apparent. I 
don't know if I'm becoming more Well-
kn(3wn for What I do, but more and 
more people are callillg for help WiUl 
baby anlmctls they flnd," said Far­
mington Hi l l s resident Beverly 
Cornell. 

Cornell is one of many licensed by 
the state Department of Natural Re­
sources to care for wild orphaned 
animals. The rehabllitators raise the 
your1g and release them back to the 
wild when they are old enough or 
healthy enough to be on their own. 

The season for Wild aninlal babies 
generally runs through the end of 
May. Squirrels gcncralfy have babies 
In the spring and Call, and so do cer­
tain types of birds. Raccoons have 
their young in the spring, as do 
ducks, Cornell said. 

She Is ah-eady caring for 13 or-

W h a t y o u c a n d o . . 

Here are some steps that can be 
taken to help orphaned wildlife 
babies and newborns: 

• Immediately call the state 
Department of Natural Resources 
Oakland County office. 666-1500, 
to have the bables placed with a 
rehabllltaUon specialist. 

• If the animal docs not feel 
warm. Its tempei^ture must be 
brought back to noniial 11i1medi' 
atcly. Animal tempcnltl1rc« are 
higher than humans. Keep the 
aillmai warm with a heating pad 
ivrapped in layers of toweling to 
prevent burning. A hot water 
bottle will work. 

• i f the tuilmal's skin tents 
wdtlen pinched, it is likely dehy­
drated. It should be given a small 
sdutkm from an o r d syringe ev­
ery 15 minutes for an hour. 1116 
solution consists of 1 tsp. of salt 
and three tbs. of sugar In a quart 
of warm water. 

« Hous ing the a n i m a l is 
simple. You can place it i n a small 
box or kitty carrier with news-
paper and s d l flarlnel or towel. 

Heat either from a heating pad or 
protected light bulb, sholiki be 
I»ovlded. 

• If it wil l be a couple (rf days 
before the animal can be placed 
with a rehablUtatKm specialist, 
the animal must be fed p n ^ r i y . 
Ignorance about feeding can be 
deadty to the baby. If you are un­
certain about what ytm are doing, 
call a Veterinarian. 

» Flnom any pet stOTe or veter­
inarian, you can get Eebliac Power 
or l iquid. That should be mixed 
with bottled spring water and 
baby vitamins that do n a t contain 
iron. Raccoons must be fed with 
an oral syringe, pet nurser or baby 
botUe. Squirrels can only be fed 
with an oral syriil^e. 

Healthy ba ly alalmaJs can be 
fed every 2-4 hours. ' 

Baby aninlals must have their 
bellies rubbed with a warm cklth 
to help them eliminate wastes. 
Ih i s must be done after evety 
feeding untU their <ye» o p c a RaC-
coon eyes open 18-24 days of age 
and squirrels, 35-42 days irfage. 

phaned animals, including sqi11rrels 
and raccoons. That's not including 
the five bunnies she had, the result of 
Easter and parents' desires to make 
their children happy — for a short 
time. 

Some believe that orphaned wild­
life should be left solely to nature's 
ways. But Cornell disagrees. 

T h a t may be 11ature if we all llVed 
in a big rural area," he said. "But we 
don't. People arc encroaching on the 
animals. Some animals, such as rac­
coons, haVe become adaptable to 
suburban living." 

The reaction of many people is to 
Immediately pick up haby animals 
when they see them, but state De­

partment of Natural Resources Lt. 
CllirJohnson advises against that. "If 
you don't see their mom, leave them 
alone. If you pick them up and take 
them home Immediately, then you 
have orphaned them. 

The mother won't be around if 
people are around. Animal mothers 
are not like human mothers. They 
will leave their babies if they sense 
danger," Johnson said. 

Cornell suggests leaving the a111-
mals alone for several hours to be 
sure the mother Is not reti1mlng. "Pa­
rents will come back If people aren't 
around. Guard the babies, but don't 
stand over them. Nine out of 10 
times, the babies' parents will come 
back." 

If the mother Is dead or has not re­
turned after several hours, Johnson 
said, the Oakland County DNR office 
(the phone number is 666-1500) 
should be called to have the animals 
placed with one of marly DNR wildlife 
rehabilitation specialists. 

Orphaned animals should be gi­
ven to a rehab specialist within 24 
hours of bel11g found, partlculaiiy If 
their eyes are still closed. If the eyes 
are dosed, that means the animals 
are unable to eliminate wastes on 
their own and could die from uremic 
poisoning. Cornell said. 

Rehabllitators will not retrieve a111-
mal babies or their mothers if they 
need to be taken from a chimney, 
porch or attic, for example. While 
calling the DNRforarehablUtator, re­
sidents also should call a Ucensed 
control company that can live-trap 
the a11imals and release them to the 
wild if the arllmals are oki enough.

"What We're doing to the Great 
Lakes we're also doing to ourselves," 
said Sally Cole-Mlsch, director of 
public affairs for the International 
Joint Commlssloa Great Lakes Reg­
ional Office. "V/t need to take action 
now or we are threatening the health 
of luture generations." 

Cole-Mlsch spoke about the state 
of Michigan's most prized asset re­
cently at an Oakland Commu111ty 
College environmental seminar at 
the Orchard Ridge campus i n Far-
ml11gton HUls. 

She recited the litany of problems 
the Great Lakes have been more and 
more beset with as technology and 
progress maroh on. 

Two aquatic creatures trans-

ported inadvertently to the lakes by 
ships arriving from the Baltic Sea are 
multiplying faster than they can be 
dealt with. The river ruffe, a small fish 
threatening to take over Lake Super­
ior, is what Cole-Mlsch calls 'the rab­
bit of flsh species." 

The zebra mussel is also causing 
problems. Of prlmaly concern Is the 
mussel's tendency to attach to water 
intakes, a pracUce that could lead to 
expensive Irradicatlon operations. 
Buoys in Lake St. Clafr, Cole-Mlsch 
said, have been known to sink, 
weighed down as they are by zebra 
mussels. 

Both the mussel and the river ruffe 
"multiply Incredibly last (and are) 
changing the food chain tremend­
ously," Cole-Mlsch said. "We don't 
yet have a predator for (either of 

them)." 
The lakes' most pressing problem, 

however, is toxic contamination. Sci­
entists have foimd more than 1,000 
chemicals In the Great Lakes that 
shouldn't be there i n the quantities 
they are. "Most of these are extremely 
persistent chemicals that 1i1ay last 
for years," Cole-Mlsch said. 

Arsenic. DDT. P C S and cadmium 
arejust foilrof the ha1Tnlul chemicals 
found in Great Lakes flsh. Deformi­
ties are becoming more co1nmon in 
Great Lakes animals, from tilmorson 
fish to znalformed turtles and sea 
gulls. 

However. Cole-Misch said, the 
contamination mvist affect people di­
rectly to engender the groundswell 
necessaiy for change. "It's only stu­
dies on hiunans that will change our 

behavior," she said. 
One stufiy of children bom to wo­

men who ate Great Lakes flsh turned 
up some startling results. The child­
ren showed a greater tendency to 
have smaller than normal heads, 
lower intelligence quotients and 
slower development rates. Children 
of women who did not eat Great 
Lakes flsh were healthier on average. 

Cole-Mlsch said her o1ganlzation 
W011CS mostly through the govern­
ments of the United States and Ca­
nada, but big government can't solve 
all oiu* problems. 

"Government can help, but I think 
the citizens are the keys to the suc­
cess." she said. "We can all play a 
vital role in how we educate each 
o t h e r a n d h o w we e d u c a t e 
otu^h^es." 

A l t h o u ^ Cole-Misch told her au­
dience of perhaps 20 people the time 
has come for "drastk: actioa" she 
stopped short of advocating c M l dis­
obedience a l a Earth Firstl and 
Greenpeace. 

"For my professional Ufe, Fm golilg 
about as for as I can today (by giving 
this lecture)," Cole-Mlsch said, "b l 
nty personal life I may go past that"

Exploring a woodlot or meadow employs the 
use of all your senses. "Haste may not be used too 
much, unless one knows what can and cannot be 
eaten, but listening, smellfrig. feeling and seeing 
should be used regularly. 

While exploring, it is fun to actively Investigate 
some objects or areas. Looking under pine trees 
for owl pellets, imdigested fur and bones, will re­
quire one to actively seek out such areas to 
explore. 

Another area to actively explore is undera M e n 
log. Marty small creatures rely on the cover, pro­
tection and moisture found u11ider a log. Small mi l ­
lipedes and centipedes, ants, fungi and, ffyou are 
luclty, a salamander can be spotted. 

Not maity logs have salamanders hidlilg under 
them, so when you And one consider yourself for­

tunate. A few weeks ago In Hines Park, we folmd 
one under the first log we rolled back. My son and 
dau^ te r were thrilled. 

It turned out to be a gray phase of the red-
backed salamander. This one was not partlcularfy 
big, only about 3'/l inches long. They can get up to 
5 inches long. 

When I first picked it up it was motionless. Cold 
temperatures caused its repose. But i n a few mi­
nutes, the warmth of my hand heated the sala­
mander e n o u ^ to make it move actively from my 
hand to the anxiousty awaiting hands of the 
children. 

Continued handling and exposure to the diying 
afr could k i l l the salamander because they supple­
ment respiration by "breathta^ through their 
skin. Mucus-coated skin helps oxygen dissolve 

and aids absorption through the skin. 
Red-backed sala1iiai1ders have red, yellow, or­

ange or gray backs. They feed on small animals 
found under logs, such as sow bugs (roly-polyre, 
pill bugs), spiders and a great number of ants. U n -
Uke some salamanders, red-backs do not have to 
lay thefr eggs i n water. Females protect thefr egg 
dusters attached to moist sui&ces imder logs. 

After examining the creatures under a log, be 
sure to return the log to its original position. Those 
animals are imder there becuase they need the 
moisture and darkness.

meats. However, Michigan's growing 
season Is not al l that short and a 
small herb gardea started about 
now, wi l l provide fiiesh herbs all sum­
mer king. 

•When I begin to create a dish or 
pJan a menu, the wine Is an In t^ ra l 
part of the over-all flavor concept 
vrilen it Is used onty as a complemen-
tafy beverage or as an ingredient" 
Keehn said. 

"We want the taste relationship 
between food and wine to be flavor-
enhancing, a syner:glstlc pleasure, 
not a competitive battle for domi­
nance. We use wine as a signfficant 
seasoning ingredient primarily for Its 
contributions of fruit and addity. 

"A wine's addity can provide a 
structural backbone for bui lding 
sauces, fruit w vegetable butters, sa­

lad dressings aild stocks. Wine add­
ity enchances food flavors." 

Keehn also observes that in addi­
tion to adds, akx)hol i n wine is a na­
tural tenderizing agent. Therefore, 
she suggests using wine as a mari­
nade to tenderize as well as to add 
flavor. 

For foods that are lighter i n color 
(such as veal and pork) and where 
dlscolOTation would adversety affed 

visual appeal, Keehn recommends 
using white or rose wtoles with good 
fruit and addity. 

If you would like to t iy these sug-
gesUons with McDowellVallfy Viney­
ards white wines, you might consider 
either the 1988 Fume Blanc ($8) that 
contains 14 percent Semillon i n the 
bIend,orthe 1988CaIifomlaappella-
tion Chardonnay ($9). 

The FUme Blanc has fiulty under-
tmies and broad palate feel With this 

wine, Keehn also suggests foods with 
high texture levels such as sword-
flsh. c h k k e a crab, veal and rabbit. 
The seasoning of choice is mustard 
and /or c u n y . "Asparagus, art i­
chokes and spinach, which devas­
tate some wines, woik well with the 
Fume Blanc," she said. T h e herb af-
flnlty is t e s h marjoram, not oregano. 

Food can be easity and elegantty 
tied to the wine through the season­
ing. Make lt fim, e^qperlment and re­
member that there is not a right or 
wrongway. With this attitude, eating 
can be elevated to a d i n i n g 
experience. 

"We refer to seasonings as the ties 
that bind. These seasoning 1nay be 
an herb or sptee combination or 
another food that contributes flavor, 
such as tomato or garlic." 

Keehn also notes wines that are 

high i n addity seem to be enjoyed 
more when combined with foods high 
i n fet content such as butter, cream 
or cheese. In additioa h l ^ a d d 
wines can be balanced by foods hav-
frig some sweetness, such as a tart 
chardonnay served with scallops i n a 
tarragon cream sauce. Also, addity 
and akohol In wine serve as a solvent 
to deanse the palate. 

Older wines, with fading addity, 
are better enjoyed with foods having 
restrained flavors and less fat con­
tent so as not to mask the more 
subtle wine flavors. With an older 
cabernet sauvlgtlon, Keehn suggests 
a lean tenderioln roasted with fresh 
vegetables like potatoes and carrots, 
a simple sauce ilslng the deglazed 
panjufees, a splash of wine and re­
strained seasonings—a little thyme 
and a pinch of salt a1id pepper.
