If 1-96 can be called a golden corri-
dor of retail trade In Michigan. Novi 
has the Midas touch. 

The city came In third in Oakland 
County in retail growth along Uie 
freeway from 1982 to 1987. Accord­
ing to Uie U.S. Census of Retail 
TVadc. shopping opportuniUes along 
1-96 in Uie county i1icreased 53 per­
cent in Uie five-year Umespan. The 
corridor is bounded by on the north 
and souUi by Eight and Fourteen 
Mile Roads, and on U1e east and west 
by Dequindre and Napier Roads 
respecUvely. 

Flguncs recently released by the 
Oakland County Department of 
Community and Econon1ic Develop­
ment show that in 1982, Novi had 
216 retail establishments employing 
3.820 people. By 1987, 316 stores (a 
46-percent Increase) employing 
5,683 workers (a 49-percent hi-
crease) had located here. Sales skyr­
ocketed 97 percent, from $263 mil­
lion to $561 million. 

"1 Uiink Uie Important Uilng there 
is aU this growth took place before Uie 
freeway opening," sa id Oakland 
County Special Projects Coordl11ator 
Jack Driker. "In a lot of parts U1e 
building ofthe freeway actually hin­
dered the growth. There's eveiy rea­
son to believe that with the fiwway 
open Uie condiUons for retail gttiwth 
will continue during the next five-
year period." 

WlUiin Uie study's timeframe, two 
major local shopping centers — Novl 
Town Center and West Oaks II 
opened. The first stores fri West Oaks 
I began openfrig in 1981. 

By the end of the Dve-year period, 
only two ofthe IScommunlUesinUie 
study area accounted for more retail 
ouUets along the freeway than Novl: 
SouUifield wiUi 16,450 and Farming-
ton Hills wlU1 6,692. Royal Oak came 
,clo9<i..Wl|b 5;1S5 shops. OUier mim-
Iclpalltles WlUjln Uie region Include 
Oak Hazel Paris, Beveriy HlUs, 
Madison Heights, Clawson and 
Femdale. 

Countywlde, retail sales along Uie 
corridor In the five-year period 
Jumped from $2.8 billion to $4.3 bU-
lion. The number of stores along Uie 
corridor expanded from 2,874 to 
3,388 and Uie number of retail woilc-
ers grew from 37,623 to 50,718. 

"It's undoubtedly one of the most 
important coiridors fri Uie state retail 
trade," Dricker said. T h e balance of 
Uie county grew a lltUe bit taster Ulan 
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W e s t O a k s s h o p p i n g c e n t e r Is part o f N o v l ' s g r o w t h a s a retail cen te r 

it did in this corridor area. Oakland 
County as a whole and south Oak­
land County are ve1y major parts of 
Uie retail trade fri the state." 

Data on retail trade for Uie final 
Uiree years of Uie '80s has not yet 
been compiled by the county, he 
added. 

Neighboring Wixom saw large per­
centage increases in retail growth —• 
54 percent more stores, 45 percent 
more retail workers and 83 percent 

more sales. However in the five-year 
time span, overall Wlxom added se­
ven to its existing 13 stores and 42 re-
tall employes to the existing 94. Sales 
went finom $6 1iiillion to $11 million. 

The portion ofNorthvllle wlU1fr1 Uie 
perimeters ofthe stufly was one ofslx 
cojnmunlUes showing a negaUve re-
tall groWU1 (others Were Royal Oak, 
Pleasant Ridge, LaUirup Village, Far­
mington and Beverly Hills). From 

1982 to 1987, Northvllle had a 
50-percent decUne ln retall estab­
lishments along the 1-696 Corridor, a 
76-percent decline b i workers em­
ployed at these companies and an 
83-percent decrease fri sales figures. 
Northville's e i ^ t retail establish­
ments reglsterwl in 1982 dropped to 
four in 1987, the number of people 
employed dropped from 22 to six and 
sales plunged from $6 million to $1 
million.

LANSING — Homeowners Would 
have to stop putting thefr yard clip­
pings In the brash and burning Uiem 
beginning ln 1994 under two bills 
that cleared the state House ofFtep-
resentatlves and are on U1e way to the 
Senate. 

"It doesn't make economic sense to 
spend $30 a ton to put yard clippings 
in valuable landfill space," said Rep. 
James Kbsteva, D-Canton, sponsor 
of House BlU 4872 Uiat passed 77-10 
on May 31. 

h i otiier action, the House gave fi­
nal passage to Uiree Senate bills 
aimed at recycling old motor oil and 
sent them to Gov. James Bkmchard 
for his signature. 

The bills were supported by area 
Reps. Willis Bullard, R-Hl^i land, 
Geraki Law. R-PlymouUi, and Susan 
Munsell, R-Howell. 

If Kostcva's bill becomes law, Mi­
chigan would more Uian meet its 
state goal of composting lOpercentof 
Its solid waste stream by 2005. 

"Ifs estimated tiiat 20 percent of 
landfill space is yard clippings," said 
Kosteva. Mtehlgan United Conserva­
tion Clubs' estimate is even higher—

Spanlola. favored the no-bum bill, 
which was passed 74-18. 

All supported Uie three oil regula­
tion bills which the House passed on 
91-0 votes. The bills are afrned at 
keeping oil out of underground water 
supplies. The prlmaiy target Is do-it-
yourself oil changers, according to a 
House staff analysis.

Two NonhvlUe High Schtxil slu-
denls are sharing with their class­
mates a lesson abolit dmg abust^ 
they learned from a character Ihcy 
know as "Alice.* 

Touched by the troubles of tlie 
main character in GoAs/fy4y/ce,Tuml 
Johnson and Pamela SplgarelU 
chose the book as the topic for their 
final ploject In Individualized Read­
ing cla.ss. 

The book, author anonymous, 
tells the story of a rea! 15-year-old's 
struggle With drugs. "Allce".s''Joys and 
woes are related through her detailed 
diary entries. 

The two seniors said they are try­
ing to show the effects drugs can have 
on a person by using Alice as an ex­
ample of someone like whom their 
peers do not Want to end up. 

Teacher Lisa Rohde assigned her 
class to relate the theme of a book to 
their choice of a project — a speech, 
mobile, bulleUn board, poster board 
or collage. 

Johnson and Spigarelll created a 
bulletin board that combines the 
confused thoughts of the character 
In the book with dramatic illustra­
tions as Well as general Information 
on prerventlng drug abuse. 

Rohde complimented tlie girls' ef­
forts. "I think their (project) is parti­
cularly good because they applied 
the theme as Its relates to everyone's 
life in the classroom," she said. 

"What these students 
have clone is read a book, 
get energized and become 
aware."

They also incorporated Informa­
tion from pamphlets they obtained 
from Charles SUlec, student assis­
tance program coordinator. 

'What these students have done is 
read a book, get encrgtjed and be­
come aware," SUlec said. 

T h e y took a risk to state their be­
liefs. In the process, they took their 
own feelings and actions into ac­
count about drug and alcohol abuse. 

"Tills is one more step toward 
helping students make safe and posi­
tive decisions in a school class envi­
ronment," SUlec added.

Because Alice's relaUonshlp wlUi 
her parents was described at length 
In her diaiy. boUi Johnson and Spi ­
garelll formed sbDng opinions about 
a parent's role in prevenUng d m g 
abuse. 

"IfUie parents see a change In their 
kid's atUtude. it's their responsibility 
— not to boUier them — but to be 
aware." Spigarelll said. 

Johnson added. "Parents have to 
be open-minded about it. It's going 
on and they need to be aware oflt."

In Kurt Vonnegut's "Jailbird" Uie 
main character was heard to sigh In 
times ofdistress, "He must have been 
a Harvard man." 

Harvard, and Uie Ivy League for 
that matter, doesn't shine In Loren 
Pope's new book, elUier. "Looking 
Beyond Uic h y League; Fincilng the 
College That's Right for You" (Pen­
guin) Is designed to be a how-to guide 
in selecUng a university. 

But a few volleys are fired at Uie 
prestigious schools. 

He might n m into a litUe poison ivy 
tearing down the myUis. One of the 
major ones is Uiat Uie Ivy League or a 
big university is Uic only way to go. 

Pope characterizes such InsUtu-
Uons as a 1nass vortex of impersonal 
amphitheater-sized setUngs with 
classes taught by teaching assis­
tants instead of professors. Under­
standably, grads from such schools 
are a bit mlQed by his book. 

"I was on a talk show in Cleveland 
and a caUer was reaUy rabid," said 
Pope, who was in Southfleld recentty 
to promote his book. "He said I was 
hurtfrlg Uie unh'ersiUes. I said, 'I 
tiilnk they wlU survive no matter 
what I say.'" 

To take a swipe at big universlUes 
and the Ivy League wasn't Pope's fri-
tenUon. The Idea for the book came 
about 35 years ago when his own 
chfldren were lookfrig for a college. 

At file time. Pope was the educa­
Uon edltorfor the New YorkTlmes. He 
also served as an admfriisfrator at 
Oakland University. He sought ad­
vice bom contacts in the educaUon 
field. 

Much to his dismay, lltUe advice or 
InformaUon was available. He 
wanted to do a co1isumer research 
project but found no one to finance it. 

As a result. Pope founded Uie Col­
lege Placement Bureau fri Washing­
ton, D.C. Some 25 years later came 
Uie book. 

Pope doesn't hide his beliefs. In his 
opinion. Ule smafier school is often 
the best route for students — espe­
cially fiiose pursufrig a degree In the 
liberal arts. 

"Ever sfrice Sputnflc, universlUes 
have become research frisUtutes," 
Pope said. T h e prof s Job depends on 
research and publishing. It's either 
publish or perish, hi an undergradu­
ate college, teaching Is more 
Important." 

Often students find this out too 
late. Only one-third of aU students 
are In the same school four years la-
ter, accordfrig to Pope. 

one reason for the mass exodus is 
the lack of research done by the stu­
dent. Pope recommends those plan­
nfrig to attend coUege first make a 
thorough visit by themselves. 

Prospective students s h o u l d 
spend a night fri a dorm, eat in the 
cafeteria and ask other students 
"Ralph Nader-type" quesUons. .Also, 
they should meet with one or two fa­
culty members. 

According to Pope, one teU-tale 
quesUon to ask professors Is how 
many people at the school do they be­
lieve actually have an interest fri 
learning. 

"Lf many of them say 5 percent, 
then r d shake the dust of Uiat school 
ofl" my shoes," Pope said. 

Of course, selecUng a college or 
university doesn't always onty In­
clude Uie student. Too often, parents 
have a big say pickfrig Uie place. Pope 
said this is often dteastrous. 

Most of Uiis stems from the self-
esteem attached to attending a major 
university or Ivy League school. Pope 
said the mysUque of big name 
schools started back fri Uie 195OS af­
ter Uie Korean War. 

The "college scare," as he calls It. 
came with Uie noUon that an Ivy 
League educaUon was the end-all sa­
vior for financial and personal suc­
cess. Not so. according to the author. 

T h e world is changing so fast." 
Pope said. "The o l d - b ^ network is 
dying out. We've changed bom a 
manufacturing, industrial economy 
to a service economy where know­
ledge i s w h a t c o u n t s , n o t 
connecUons." 

His also dispels other myths and 
reveals friteresUng staUsUcs In his 
books. Of 137 Nobel Prize winners 
bom Uie United States, onty nine are 
from Harvard. By comparison, 
smaller City College ofNewYork has 
seven. 

Some of Uie smaller schools are 
producing a large number of docto­
rates. He cites Kalamazoo CoUege as 
a prime example. It had the fourth-
highest percentage (9.3 percent) of 
doctoral graduates fri the naUon fjrom 
1951 to 1980. 

Such schools are producing a good 
porUon of scientists, who are deidfri-
ing in numbers. 

In Uie final analysis. Pope said Uie 
coUege's frnpact on one ilfe can be 
overrated. 

"In my book the most college can 
do Is flnd out who you are," he said, 
"and help you to take a step or two in 
Uiat dfriecUon."

300-plus-acres Wxom/Grand River 
development remain fritact. The 
Meljer store, bufferslze and proposed 
road Improvements are mialtered. 

Commissioners unanimously ap­
proved the revised ediUon, as they 
did UM original. Members Gary Phil-

lips and Charles KureUi were absent 
for the June 7 vote. 

Commissioner Judy Johnson fuUy 
supported the new plan. "It wlU not 
onfy give the town center room to 
grow, it wUl give Uie industries cur-
renUy Uiere a place Where Uiey can 
expand," she said. 

fri response to public comment 
that the second submittal Is Just an 
attempt to raUroad the p l a n John­
son said. T o say Uiat Uils is all a 
sham and noUifrig is changed, is Just 
grasping at straws. 

"It Is a better plan and at least It 
addresses some ofthe concerns resi­
dents had about 1-2 abutUng resi-
denUal because Ule heavy industrial 
is no longer up to the trailer park."' 

But anU-fridusUial park advo­
cates disagreed. "Grand Plan Two, 
Uie sequel, is like most movies which 
try to make it better the second Ume 
around but laU short." said Bfr-
chwood Subdivlson Association 
President Gaiy Christensen.

Robert Cartwright, a Leisure Co-op 
resident and NAPP board member. 'I 
think it is an frisult to the councU's in-
teUigence, sending (it) back." 

RepresenUng Leisure Co-op, Cart-
wright is urgfrig Grand H a n property 
ownere to send opposlUon leters fri 
order to force another 5-2 council 
maigfri In order to approve the plan. 
Ovmers of at least 20 percent of land 
Invohwl are needed, wlilch Neigh-
bors Against Poor Plannfrig (NAPF5 
was able to achieve to stop Uie orglnal 
plan on AprU 25. The plan faUed on a 
4- 3 councU Vote fri Its fevor. 

But an attorney for Paragon Prop-
erties — which owns 53.55 acres of 
the plan and pushed for the orglnal 
5- 2 drive — said Jie is not sure what 
his client plans to do.

Invoking a UtUe-used state law, a 
veterans' organizaUon was able to 
play on the the heartstrings of the 
Novl city councU to virtn a $1,000 
grant. 

The Mfiltafy Order of Uie Purple 
Heart — a 192-year-old organizaUon 
for veterans wounded by the enemy 
in combat or who were held prisoner-
of-war —Is bringing its 58th naUonal 
coiWenUon to the Novl HUton on Au­
gust 14-18. Purple Heart Depart­
ment ofMlchlgan Commander Neils 
Schmidt and Carl Pardon, manager 
of veterans' services for Oakland 
County, drew on Michigan PubUc Act 
323 of 1939 to seek Uie money. The 
law aUows but does not require local 
governments to appropriate up to 
$25,000 per annum from thefr gen­
eral funds to confribute to veterans' 
society convenUons held within thefr 
jurisdkiUon. 

On June 4, the coimcU agreed in a 
5-2 vote (wiUi thumbs down from 
council members Tim Pope and

County ileadquartered in Novi. 

RRRASOC Director JenoraJadun 
and first division 52nd District Court 
Judges, led by Novl's own Brian 
MacKenzle, have Jofried forces to get 
Uie new recydlng operaUon up and 
nmnfrlg. 

"We need all the help we can in or­
der to get Uils new bulldfrig and recy-
cUng opperaUon going," Jadun said. 
"We have onty had one community 

service person so far, but he worked 
out weU." 

The authoritys first volunteer 
worked last weekend on various 
deaning projects at the RRRASOC's 
new headquarters on Sixth Gate in 
Novl, which Jadun says Is In dire 
need of repafr. 

"We need people assigned to hdp 
on a regular basis because we are op­
eraUng on a bare-bones budget." she 
said. 

Possible projects include general 
deaning, mafritenance, developing a 
small scale model of Uie proposed 
material recoveiy facUity sited for 
Grand River and Haggerty roads as 

weU as public relaUons work. 
A total of five people have been as-

signed to the recycling headquartere 
to complete community service sen­
tences, MacKenzle said. But he is t1y-
ing to estabUsh a steady stream of 
help. 

"It takes time to get started be­
cause we (first division 52nd court 
Judges) attempt to assign Uie right 
person wlUi Uie right community ser­
vice project—so it Is Just a matter of 
the right people coming along" he 
said. 

The WaUed Lake division of Ule 
52nd DlsUlct Court assigns people 

convicted of minor crimes to over 300 
community service projects across 

the coimly, MacKenzle Said. 
"We (Judges) typicaUy assign peo­

ple to community service who need to 
realize that they have done some­
thing wrong, but don't require a JaU 
sentence," he commented. 

Canididates friclude people com-
mitUng traffic violaUons, drunk drW-
frig or even first Ume shoplifting 
oflenders. 

In addiUon to supplying commun­
ity service volunteera, Uie WaUed 
Lake court also plans to supply the 
authority with a steady stream of re­
cyclable waste. That eflfort Is cur­
rently u1iderway.

"They got a tremendous amount of 
Volunteer labor and material, to help 
keep the program going, but they 
need more (money) for Job training 
and administration," she said. 

The VUla Fantasia model probably

Concerns about the economy and Job security 
apparently are slowing the pace of neW home sales 
in suburban Detroit. 

When that happerrs, Irrfonnatlon and pubUclty 
become especlaUy desli^ble commodities to 
buUders. 

Several sales representatives and real estate 
professionals made those observations recently 
during a get-together sponsored by the BuUders 
Association of Southeastern Michigan. 

"It (the market) is substantlaUy off t o r n last 
year," said David Bubes, a sales represe11tatlVe for 
Wlneman & Komer BuUdlng Co. "Doom and gloom 
in employment has put caution in people. 

'I hear there's more transferees going out than 
coming In," he added. 

Bette Kessler, a sales rep for the Herman 
Frankel Organization, said houses and condomi­
niums in its WoodcUff development. Which start at 
$340,000, are moving fahrly WeU. 

But sales are slower in Its Slmsbuiy condo de­
velopment Where units start at $177,900. 

Kessler attributed that to younger people haV-
I11g to seU their current house or condo to buy up. 
Those who buy Into the more luxurious Woodcliff 
development are more settled In their lives and 
better off financiaUy. 

The market Was described as "not wonderful 
but getting better" by Beverly Weingarden, an as­
sociate WlUj Bordener Realty Which also repre­
sents Wlneman & Komer. 

Lesley Mancen, afllUated With Ashton & Associ­
ates, Which does pubUclty for the IrVlne Group, de-
scrUied the market as soft, 

"We've got Veiy educated buyers, Veiy profes­
sional buyers," she said. There's a lot to look at. 
Theymaygobacktolookataplace 13 times biefoi^ 
bujing." 

Upwards of a dozen buUders ml11gled with real 
estate professionals to talk oVer what's avafiable in 
the Increasingly competitive housing market. 

Although the turnout was fairly light, particip­
ants spoke weU of the experience, especially 
agents who deal with transferees Who Want to buy 
neW. 

"Young executives don't have time to drive 
nel^boihoods, Thqr have to rely on agents to help 

them out" said Benlta Hoge, an associate with 
Ralph Manuel Associates. "Sometimes 1 get a 
Whole group (of agents) from dUTerent offices to do 
a tour. There's so much of It, It's hard to keep 
track." 

Dolly HUl. manager of Ralph Manuel's Birming­
ham office, said. T o u have to keep abreast of 
What's out there," 

Ron BrodzUt and Al DeZeU, broker associates 
with ColdWeU Ba11ker, picked up some literature 
on new subdivisions of Which they Weren't previ-
ousfy aware. 

"We came to see new developments, what's 
avaUable," BrodzUc said. "They (buUders) haVe a 
Veiy gooid interest In being cooperatlVe, The 
market Is a Utile on the tight side, Evelyoiie's try­
ing to generate sales. Since our UveUhood depends 
on U, we go forth." 

Transferees make up abiout 30 percent of the 
firm's business. 

"Our purpose Is to save them time driving all 
over the countiy," BrodzUt said. "We schedule ap­
pointments after Interviewing them. We're know­
ledgeable because We do go around and preview 
developments. 

"When you get people from the coastlines . . . 
tra11sferees to this area, price doesn't seem to be a 
problem," DeZeU said. T o u get people from the 
Midwest Clnclrlnatl, KentucI^, they get sticker 
shock. 

"Taxes (here) reaUy scare people." he added. 
Weingarden fotmd another reason to attend the 
program besides pubUclzl11g the Boulder Park de -
velopment In Bloomfleld HUls. 

"People do comparison shoppl11g. 1 have to 
know What's out there," she said. T h e more I 
knoW abiout other products, the more 1 know ab­
out mine. 1 have tobe knoWledgeable about the en­
tire market." 

Real estate professionals are Interested In 
prices and specfficatlons. but those aren't the ma­
jor concern, said Pat Hansen, sales rep for Robert 
R. Jones Associates. 

T h e y Want to know What's avaUable today, 
what can they moVe their client into immediately," 
she said.

office, retaU and residential rental markets in 
Detroit and its suburbs are slumping, several 
property managers said in recent Interviews. 

Richard Roeser, owner and manager of more 
than a dozen oflice buUdlngs, cited a study by 
Grubb & EUis that projected an office Vacancy 
rate at upwards of 20 percent here by the end of 
the year. 

With supply exceeding demand due to oVer-
buUdlng, office owners and managers have been 
offering financial Incentives to retain tenants 
and attract newcomers. Roeser said. 

But that's not the first thing he l i k e s to do. 
When the market cools, Roeser said he redou­

bles efforts to make sure 111s buUtilngs are in top-
notch condition and tenants' whims are 
satisfied. 

"Plantii1g flowei-s, making sure the office is 
clean — tl1at it's a pleasant place to be," R:>eser 
said, "flyou haVen't taken care ofthe buUding or 
customers, theyrc going to move." 

"Stale" was the Word used to describe current 
retaU and office markets In metix) Detroit by Har­
old LaWson, president of a development and 
management compaity. 

"We need more growth from outside. That's 
our problem," he said of office space. Tou're go-
li1g to need some companies coming to the area 
With faith In the future. 

"The office market Is probably more overbuUt 
t h a n any segment. Eveiyone's competing. Ten­
ants knoW tirat." 

And ask for concessions. 
An Influx of major retailers Uke Target, Kohl's 

and Mervyn's has contributed to an overabun­
dance of shopping centers here, LaWson said. 

"Developers have to build a cenier for each 
one," he said. 'There's not enough Utile guys 
(tenants) to go around. 1 think We have too many 
centers for total purchasing doUars avafiable." 

S u p p ^ and demand and interest rates are the 
biggest variables Impacting the residential rental 
market, said Ron Slavlk, Who founded a com­
pany 16 years ago to lnanage apartments.

In this Instance the apocalypse is the ascension 
to the White House of a hereditary line of evangeli­
cal rulers. When "Rebel Storm" opens in 2099, 
that line is represented hy the Blessed Reverend 
Jlnlmle Joe II (Rod McCaly) Whose rule is erlforced 
by shock troops roaring around on motorcycles 
and tn rather decrepit vans. Thefr garb is some­
where betWeen Darth Vader and the Roman 
Arena. 

Thefr leader, Don Waldo (John Rhys Davies), is 
a sadistic fanatic who Will stop at nothing to rep­
ress and eliminate the Kropfelders. The latter. It 
turns out, sum up everything abhorent to fun­
damentalists — atheistic rock 'n' roll and 
sexuafity. 

Thiilgs get pretty silly when a film's dramatic fo­
cus and political turning point is popular music. 
Elliot Kropfeld, it turns out. Was a rock 'n' roU disc 
Jockey Who refused to knuckle imder When the 
ChrisUan evangelists assumed power.

During several years of maniage, viewers are 
e^qiected to beUeve, aU Uiese hard types landed at 
thefr countiy estate fri heficopters and she never 
caught on. "Ihat's Ufe in Uie suburbs with a major 

modeling career and a cute daughter. 
When Lauren does overhear an fricrln1fr1atlng 

discussion, she confronts Rick wlUi her know­
ledge of his nasty occupaUon. His rcacUon, of 
course, is posiUvely unfriendly When she raises 
Uie quesUon of divorce and custody of thefr 
daughter. 

Given his refusal, she manages to slip away 
wiUi $2 mUUon in cash that conveniently hap­
pened to be in Uic house where she could get at it. 

Lauren changes her idenUty, launders the two 
lnlUlon bucks and takes flying lessons wlUl Char­
lie (John Heard).

Perhaps it is supposed to be artis­
tic. That's probably the most feasible 
answer. 

The lead sfriger, guitarist and 
founding member of the band, 
known only as "Robert," explains the 
album thusly: "You don't have to be 
out ofyour skuU to listen to repeUUvie 
music. Our music is trance-Uke any­
way. There's Uils cycle, and there's 
always thfrigs coming ofl" the cycle, 
taking to a completety different tan­
gent, Itall depends on Uie listener. It 
should be a hold, a conglomerate. 
NoUilng fri Uie music should be more 
Important Uian anythfrlg else. It 
should be a total onslaught ofeveiy-
Uiing togeUier." 

As strange as this "explanaUon" 
sounds, it actually does make a litUe 
bit ofsense. You see, the album is fuU 
ofloud, fuzzy guitars, thumping bass 
and poundfrig rhjrthms — common 
stuff fri energeUc rock or punk al­
bums. What is imusual is that in­
stead of 'revving up" the Ustener, 
these sounds work togeUier to luU the 
Ustener frito a trance. 

The sounds are repeated to a 
monotonous degree. Hence, the de-
scripUon of "trance-Uke." 

It seems Impossible to beUeve U1at 
music made with fu:zzy guitars, 
thumping bass, etc. . . . could be 
hypnoUc, but Loop has maiiaged to 
do It wlUi Uils album. 

The group said that it was frl-
fiuenced by such divergent elements 
of popular culture as Vietnam films, 
MC5, new age, Stanley Kubrick and 
Sun Ra. Judging by "A Gilded Eter­
nity," Loop doesn't seem to be lyfrig 
Thefr music is someUiing that can 
oiity be described with almost mean­
ingless oxymorons Uke "loud new 
age" or "relaxing hard rock."

W H E N S L E E P W O I ^ ' T C O M E 
In tile middle of the night last La­

bor Day weekend, a local man callnly 
and deliberately opened U1e long. 
Ilantiw window of his second-story 
condominium hiedroom and stepped 
out . . . Into noUilngness. 

Minutes later, he picked himself 
up from the lawn and Just as calmly 
and deliberately rang Ule doorbell of 
his condoiniI1Ium. His spouse let him 
ln and called 911. Some Ume later he 
was In Uie emergency room of Provi­
dence Hospital undergoing treat­
ment for 12 broken ribs and a broken 
shoulder, all for an event he couldn't 
even recall. He had been sleepwalk­
ing and apparenUy mistook Uie win­
dow for a door. 

While sleepwalking and oUier vio­
lent and sUange behavior during 
sleep are not common sleep prob­
lems of one sort or another are. They 
affect t h e nlghtUme rest of at least 15 
percent of the populaUon. 

That's Uie esUmate of Dr. R B . 
Sangal. director of the Sleep Disor­
ders InsUtutc. a private pracUce lo­
cated since Apiil 1 in the Beaumont 
Medical Building in West Bloomlleld. 
The Icxal adflress houses offices for 
consultaUon and referral for testing 
and treatment at Sangal's full-
service sleep disorders center in 
Ttoy, 

Sleep-related disorders include 
snoring and breathing dllllculUes in 
sleep, dayUme sleepiness, insomnia. 
Impotence, sUange behavior and sei­
zures In sleep. 

AlUiough the medical specialty 
has been aroimd for 20-25 years. 
T h e problem has always been pre­
sent," Sangal said. "People Just don't 
like talking about it. Ifyou're not 
sleeping WeU. there's Uie suggesUon 
Uiat It's your own fault when Uiat's 
not really true. .As Uyou could sleep If 

T e s t i n g m a y b e t h e c u r e 
you onty tried harder." 

ESccesslve sleepiness is Uie com­
plaint of many of Sangal's paUents, 
also manifesting itself in chronic fa­
tigue or decreased alertness. Com­
mon causes include sleep apnea, 
narcolepsy, IdiopaUiic CNS hyper-
somnolence, closed-head Injiuies or 
chemical Imbalance In the brain. 

Insonmla, the inability to sleep, is 
a symptom related by many InsUtute 
paUents, and the result of various 
condlUons, Uicludlng stress, de­
pression, drugs and alcohol and the 
chronk: use of sleeping pUls. 

Perhaps as many as one in six 
have sleep apnea — stopped brea-

Uiing during sleep, associated wlUi 
heavy snoring. 

"Most liave no idea they even 
snore," said Sangal. 'It's the spouse 
who first becomes aware of the prob­
lem. They onty know they're tired and 
sleepy the ne:xt day." 

The apnea may last 10-12 seconds 
and may occur several hundred 
times per n l ^ t . With each apnea, 
blood and brain oxygen drops. Uie 
heart slows down and blood pressure 
rises. 

Then a brief arousal occurs, too 
short for Uie paUent to be aware of, 
Sangal said, often accompanied by a 
snort, gasp, or leg or body Jerk. The 
paUent resumes breaUiing, falls back 
to sleep and repeats. 

The severity of sleep apnea de­
pends upon the frequency and the 
depUi to which the heart rate M s 
each Ume. Mild apnea may cause no 
symptoms oUier Uian snoring and 
may not need to be treated. Moderate 
sleep apnea can cause dayUme sleep-

friess. But severe sleep apnea has 
been associated wiUi high blood 
p r e s s u r e , irregular hear tbeat , 
strokes, heart attacks and sudden 
deatlis. 

"Thirty percent of Uiose with se­
vere apnea will die fri 8-10 years." 
Sangal said. 

Many sleep problems are Inher­
ited. "It'sastoundlnghowmuchwe're 
a creature ofour genes," S a n ^ said. 
Among those Inherited disorders are 
narcolepsy, described as sudden, 
unconUollable lapses Into deep, rest­
ful sleep. 

Another Is idiopaUilc CNS hyper-
somnolence, excessive sleepfriess 
which is not relieved by 1iapping. 

Most sleep disorders can be 
freated, Sangal said. The first step is 
evaluaUon in Uie sleep lab. PaUents 
arrive for an overnight stay In the 
hotel-like setting around 9 p.m. Elec-
Uodes are attached to Uie scalp, face, 
chest and legs. The paUent goes to 
sleep at 11 or 11:30 p.m. 

Surprlslngty, Sangal said, Uiey of­
ten sleep better fri Uie lab than they 
did at home. "They leave all Uiefr 
problems at home, which Is some-
Umes the cause of Uie sleeplessness 
. . . SomeUmes the problem Is onty a 
percepUon. The frisomnla Is befrig 
caused by poor sleep habits. The me­
chanisms are OK but Uiere is stress." 

WhUe Uie paUent Is in safe, com­
fortable sleep, a technlclEm Is observ­
ing 'electrically, physiologicalty, vis­
ually and audibty," S a n ^ said. A 
thousand pages of paper record 
heart, muscle movement and more, 
to be friterpneted Uie next day by the 
technlclanandrevlewedbySangal. "I 

confirm what was found or what was 
not found," Sangal said. 

He then recommends treatment. 
For those wlUi moderate sleep apnea, 
weight loss and medicine. For those 
wiUi more severe symptoms, surgeiy 
may be requfred to remove excess 
Ussue in the throat which is blockfrig 
the afrways, or use of pumps to me­
chanically inflate the afrways. "For 
sleep apnea, the success rate is 
90-95 percent," Sangal said. 

Narcolepsy and idiopathic CNS 
hypersomnolence ca11 be controUed 
wiU1 medlcfries. 

It Is possible that those suffering 
fixim Insomnia may require nothing 
more than behavioral changes. San­
gal said. someUmes as simple as reg­
ular sleep patterns. "There are some 
people who go to bed one day at 9 
p.m.. one day at 1 a.m. and wake up 
at different Umes. For some people 
Uiat's fine. They can tolerate it. For 
others, I t causes havoc." 

For occasional frisonmia, Sangal 
said, "PrescripUon plUs are wonder­
ful if used occasionally, but Uiey can 
be abused. When used for more Uian 
one or two montlis they may create 
addlcUon, leading to withdrawal 
symptoms and rebound insonmla. 
It's used In freatalent as a last 
resort." 

Over-the-counter sleeping piUs 
are not recommended because of the 
side effects, Sangal said. 

The average adult needs 7-8 hours 
sleep per night, Sangal said, "but 
some can get by wlUi four. OUiers 
need 10-12. It's Whatever makes you 
feel good during Uie day."
