One of three planning commis-
sloners up for re-appolntment will
not seek another term, opening up
alleast one of the seats on the body.

After spending six years on the
commisslon, Gary Phillips recently
told the Novi News he s “calling it
quits,” while commissioners Kath-
leen Mclallen and John Balagna
will seek second three-year terms.

But Philllps could not be reached
by press time for further comment
on his decision to resfgn as of June
30.
Meanwhile, the City Councl] Is
looking for his replacement. At
press Ume, the clerk's office had re-
cetved five resumes for the three
openings, Including those of In-
cumnbents Mclallen and Balagna.

Newcomers vying for a commis-
slon seat include Ed Phelps, Dean
Unick and Erc J. Schafer.

Incumbents asking for reap-
paintment to the commission typl-
cally have their requests granted.
However, It Is not automatic and
they still must reapply.

“We haven't gotten a lot of re-
sporise yet, but there is still tims for
those interested to apply.,” said
Mayor Matthew Quinn, who makes
appointment recommendatlons to
the eouncll. “We are looking for
someone with a well-rounded back-
ground — someone with work ex-
perlence, who is educated and ac-
tively attends planning commission
meetings so that they have know-
ledge of how the body works.”

- He said that nelther pro-
development nor anti-development
orientations will be favored.

“There is no preference for efther
pro-business, pro-woods or anti-

anything groups,” Quinn sald.
“Well-rounded people with no partl-
cular convictions probably have the
best chance.”

Although current terms expire
on June 30, commissioners will be
allowed to contlnue to serve untl]
the appolntments are approved.

Resumes will be accepted up to
the July 2 interview date, -after
which appolntments are expected
to he made July 6.

Quinn sald that the appointment
process was pushed back this year
because of a heavy council load,
which Included a lenglhy budget
Process.

On the incumbent front, both
McLallen and are confl-
dent they will be reappointed lo sec-
ond terms on the commission.

Balagna was appointed in 1986
when Joe Toth stepped down to
take a council position, and McLal-
len was appointed In 1987,

°[ think It takes at least one term
as planning commissioner to
understand the dutfes and now I
can focus on those duties,” Balagna
said.

When asked {f his political ambi-
tions went beyond the commisslon,
he sald, " don't have a future politi-
cal plan in Novi — I have no ambl-
tion to be mayor or on the city coun-
cil; 1 just want to do my part to help
the community.”

McLallen said that Novi is at a
critical point in terms of develop-
ment and would like tocontinue her
input.

"I would like to continue shaping
the historical erdinance and work
toward establishing an enviromen-
tal habitat ordinance to supple-
ment the clty's woodland ordi-
nance,” she satd.

Train derails
near Ford plant

Three rallroad cars derailed from
CSX Transportation tracks near
the Ford Moter Co, plant on Wixom
Road just south of Pontlac Trall at
11:07 a.m.

Fire guts new
‘apartment site

Two Novi fireflghters were
treated for heat exhaustion and
another was slighlly injured in a
June 13 blaze which lasted over five
hours at a building under construe-
tion In the River Oaks Apartment
Complex off Novi Road near Ten
Mile.

Two englines, three squadsand a
fast-attacking pumper had the fire
under control within 30 minutes.
The fire erupted at 4:21 p.m., but
because of complications, firefigh-
ters didn't clear the scene until 9:25
pm.

"We got there in three minutes,
made a good start and were able to
cul the fire off," sald {lre chief Ar-
thur Lenaghan. “We were able to
save about a third of the butlding,
which was all exposed lumber.”

The blaze was stild under investi-
gatlon at press time. Flre officlals
listed the cause as unknown and
have turned the Invesligation over
to the insurance company repre-
senting the owner, Solomon Deve-

Novi teachers agree to contract

The Novl Board of Education and
the Novi Education Assoclation len-
tatively have agreed to modify thetr
cdsting contract and extend 1t
through the 1992.93 school year.

The school board Thursday voted
6-0 to modify the contract for the
1990-91 school year and extend it for
the 199192 and 1992-93 school
years, pending receipt of the offictal
results of Thursday’s vote by teach-
¢rs, as well as a copy of the final con-
tract language. Board Secretary MI-
chael Meyer was absent for the board
vole,

Martha Franchi, president of the
Novi Education Association, said Fri-
day she expected the assoclation's
voting resulls to be formally ratified
by Friday or today.

Both sldes sald they were pleased
with the modified contracl. Districl
officials and the union representat.
ing the Novi Comrnurity Schools’ ap-
proxdmalely 240 teachers discussed
the contract for four wecks.

Superintendent Robert Piwko safd
this was the first Ume the teachers’
contract had been settled so far In
advance,

“That's what s exciting,” Piwko
sald. Also, it guarantees the school
year through 1992-93, he sald.

Franchi sald the assoctation previ-
ously had participated in “expedited

bargaining” with the district, How-
ever. she added, “This has been a
whole new process.

“When you have the cooperation of
the prolessionals, the Board of Edu-
cation and the administration.”
Franchl satd, "something like Lhat Is
possible.

“We're graleful that we have that
kind of good communication.”

Board of Education President Ray-
mond Byers praised Franchi, Jean
Rose of the Michigan Education As-
soclaton and John Swallow, distric
direclor of special services, for their
quick resolution of the contracl
Issucs.

“Everyone wins in a situation like
this.” The education process can con-
tinue and teachers can go home with
a contract, he added.

Franchl agreed, “"We can go onlo
the break with a certain sense of sec-
urity — a good feeling.”

Atlssue were the district calendar,
the salary schedule and insurance
coverage.

“The calendar Issue was very Im-
portant to our members,” Franchi
said. Novl schools will return o a
calendar similar to what was In effect
prior to the contract that began in
1688, she sajd.

The revised calendar agaln will be
similar to those (n surrounding dis-
tricts, Franchi sald. Including a “full”
winter break, for example.

Swallow sald Friday the extended
break at Christmas time will necessi-
lale a pre-Labor Day start. The
school board Is considering methods
by which lo inform district residents
about the calendar changes, through
a newsletter or a speclal mailing, for
example.

The two bargaining sides also
agreed on adjustments to the teach-
ers’ salary schedule for each of the
three contract years.

For the 1990-91 school year, the
planned salary increase will be two-
tenths of a percent greater than orlgl-
nally planned. Plwko sald. The total
pay ralse will now be 7.2 percent, In-

stead of the 7 percent increase inl-
tally negotlated, Swallow explained.

The proposed budget for next year
— to be approved later this month —
allows for that increase, which repre-
sents approximately $23,000, Piwko
sald.

For the §991-92 and 1992-93
school years, the extension proposal
calls for the teacher salaries to be In-
creased by 6.8 percent and 6.5 per-
cent, respectively, Piwko said.

The tentative agreement also in-
cludes general modificaton to the
teachers' insurance coverage, Piwko
sald.

The coverage that a teachers
spouse has now will be considered
and compared before coverage auto-
matically is provided to the leacher,
he explained. That Includes a spouse
employed in or out of the district, he
added.

“}t will be a conslderable cost sav-
ings to the district,” Piwko said.

Franchi sajd, "We feel il was a good
way to deal with it . . . in a district
that's attempiing to be very
generous.”

Board members specifically stated
their support for thal aspect of the
agreement,

“That Is absolute prool that there
is more concern in the district for
educating than playing contract
games,” sald Board Vice President
Robert Schram. “T'm proud of the
slaff and the administration.”

Sheeze attack

Center seeks volunteers
for allergy relief study

Summertime, and the lving s
sneezy — atleast for 25 percent of the
population,

And I you're one of them — and
feeling pretty miserable these days —
you may want to sniffle your way over
1o the Allergy and Asthma Center of
Southeast Michigan. The Novi clinle
is offering people with spring and
summer respiratory allergies a
chance to contribute to medical sci-
ence, gel free treatment and eamn
some money by enrolling n a series of
pharmaceutical tests,

Village Oaks Elementary student
Mara Dec Luca, 9, has already spent
in anticipation the $200 she will take
home as a participant In a test for
children; ages 6to 11 — by buylng a
ew bike. Mara, who 1s a dedicated
consumer of Kleenex, inherited hay
fever from her father. Her seasonal
allergles make the normally even-
tempered child tred, run-down and
grumpy, says mother Pamela De
Luca. The over-the-counter medica-
tion she takes saps Mara's energy
further,

Volunteering for the month-long
test was the first experience Mara
has had with allergy treatment.

“We're doing our part for research.
The doctor had a nice talk with her
about her room and too much dust
and things lying around. That was
my motive,” Pamela De Luca sald.

To quallfy for the program, Mara
had ta react adversely to grass pollen.
While the cottonwood tree takes a
bad rap for [nducing spring allergles
as its fluffy white seeds raln down
this Ume of year, it's actually the
microscoplc grass pollen thal's the
culprit, says Dr. Michael Rowe of the
Allergy and Asthma Center.

After nearly 40 years, Innkeepes
John Anhut has decided to pass the
Botsford Inn into another set of
hands,

Though it is not yet sold, Anhut Is
making a serious effort to do so,

“The area has been good for me but
it {the inn} needs new direction,” An-
hut said recently. “l just feel it needs
someone with a lot more energy than
I can give.

“This place is a very, very personal
place,” he added. *1 put my life into
i.°

The 68-room Inn, which has three
apartments, 10 banquet and meeting
rooms and a 100-seat restaurant,
was liated for sale several months ago
at a price of $3.5 million,

The 154-year-old Inn Is on the
north side of Grand River, north of
Eight Mile — at the gateway to Far-
mington Hills and at the borders of
Livonia and Redford Township.

Anhut has seen the inn's business
change in four decades from parties
with strolling violinists to weddings
with disc jockeys and a hip beat,
Competition for business meetings
has also become stiff with the area’s
growth and addition of hotel chains,
he sald.

“We've had to completely change
the concept here,” sald the In-
nkeeper, whose family bought the
Grand River business from Henry
Ford in 1951.

*It was a nice quaint place to eat,”
with meal hours, he said,
"Today, you bend and twist the hours
tosult the customer —and we're glad
lo have them.”

According to Farmington Hills as-
sessment records, the building and
property on which It sits has a state
equalized value of $762,900, 50 per-
cent of the fair market property

children will get medication in var-
ying dosages and 25 percent will take
a placebo. But neither doctor nor pa-
tlent will know which is which.

"Some people just get better with
the placebos. Some people think
they're marvelous with the place-
bos,” Rowe sald. “Sometimes people
will get better because they're under
a doclor's care regularly; there's
some maglc for some people.”

The clinic will test two medications
this summer. The first Is an antthist!-
mine which causes drowsiness. The
second Is a Brlsh prescriptionnasal
spray for hay fever. Both medica-
tlons, vartations of products already
avallable here, are currently on the
market in Europe. The companles’
names carnot be released due to the
confidentiality of the study.

Rowe, who 1s affiliated with Royal
Oak's Willlam Beaumont Hospltal
and a member of the drug committee
of the American Academy of Allergy
and Immunology, says he conducts
the test because "it keeps me up to
date with the fleld.”

The research studles are commis-
sioned by phanmaceutical compa-
nies todemonstrate the safety and ef-
fectiveness of new drugs pending the
drawn-out approval by the federal
Food and Drug Administration
{FDA}. Ten to 15 sites throughout the
U.S. may be conducting the same
study on thousands of patients.

"Certain medications have prior-
ity. such as those for AIDS and
cancer,” Rowe sald. “Unfortunately,
allergy and asthma medications
don't have a lot of priority. With aller-
gles people just basically suffer, they
don't dle.”

Along with the children’s research
study, the clinic will also conduct a
test for people aged 12 to 65 with
spring and summer grass pollen al-

-lergies. There will be another In Au-
gust and September for the same age

group, but targeted for the long-
suffering victims of ragweed. The
tests have been evaluated and ap-
proved by Beaumont Hospital's hu-
man rights commitiee, a group of
medical professionals and lay people,
Rowe said.

“It's very safe and effective medica-
tion and | think a lot of people find
this intriguing, too,” he explained.
“They'li learn a lot about allergles. In
the future, they don't have to suffer
like they did in the past. There can be
a great benefit to making life more
comfortable.”

Botsford Inn up

Known by various names over the
ysars, including the Weston House,
the Plank Road House and for the
past 130 years, the Botsford Inn, this
Farmington Hills landmark has had a
number of owners.

Here's a short history:

* 1836~ The Inn was built and op-
eratad by brothers Omin and Allen
Waston. The Weston farnily also es-
tablished the first stagecoach lina be-
tween Detroit and Howell.

+ 1841 ~Miltord resident Staphen
Jennings acquited the Inn.

+ 1849 — John Claugherty bought
tha Inn, prompting tha postal service
to dub the community clustering ar-
ound the inn "Clarenceville.”

» 1860 Bought by the Botsford
family, tha inn was first run by Milton,

Botsford Inn history

then, after he died, by Frank in 1883,
Thair family name is retained on the
landmark 1o this day.

» 1924 — The inn was bought by
auto mogul Henry Ford, who moved it
back 200 fest from Grand River, and
began restoring it, Ford's era of Bots-
ford ownership included the Great
Depression, whenthe Inn was clossd
for paniads of up to 21 months, ac-
cording to local histonians.

* 1851 — The Anhut family bought
the business. It was operated by John
Anhut Sr,, and his son and nams-
sake, who is the current innkeepsr,

» 1885-80 — John Anhut saoks a
buyer for the historic inn — someone

“This bill will buy the insurance
com a new yacht.” said Sen.
Virgll Smith, D-Detroit.

Current law says {allure to weara
seatbelt "may be considered evidence
o and may reduce the re-
covery for damages . . . ° but limits
the reduction to 5 percent. Geake's
Senate Bill 762 strikes out the sen-
tence limiting the reduction.

Supporters included Fred Dilling-

ham, R-Fowlerville, and Jack Faxon,
D-Farmington Hils,

Opposed were Richartd Fessier, R-
Commerce, and Lana Pollack, D-Ann
Arbor.

It was praised by the Michigan
State Medical Soclety, the
Hospital Assodiation and the Ameri-
can College of Emergency Piiysi-
clans. “The intent of the bill Is to pro-
vide some protection to specialists
who are called into the ER during
emergency sltuations when no previ-
ous doctor-patient relationship ex-
ists,” said Dr. Susan H. Adelman,
president of the medical society.

Many mementos of
those days can be seen at the Herry
Ford Museumn and Greendleld Village
in Dearbom.

The Anhut family, headed by John
Nicholson Anhut, bought the Bots-
ford In 1951, three years after Herry
Ford's death. Anhut acquired the inn
from the Ford estate. Eventually, An-
hut's son and current proprietor,
John W. Anhut, logk over the
business.

Consultant likens cash to blood flow

You see the bills and know what
your obligations are. There's some
money in the account and, of course,
there are the accounts recetvable.

Just then, your accountant deliv-
ers the company's monthly financial
statement, Although it indicates that
your business has been profitable,
you find yourself still wondering
where your company stands.

If this sounds all too familiar, you
may want to consider starting a
workable weekly cash flow manage-
ment system for your business, For
those Interested in seeking a better
way to handle their money and plan
for its use, such a system has proven
very suceessful for companies of all
slzes.

Weekly cash flow management
systems often are confused with ac-
counting and, as a result, usually are
ignored as a management tool, said

Ron LeTourneau, principle with the
Southficld-based management con-
sulting firm of LeTourneau, Lobb &
Assoclates.

“Accounting basically serves to
{dentify and ultimately summarize
the financial aspects of past business
transactions for the firm,” LeTour-
neau sald. "The main audlences for
the financial statements include
bankers and tax authorities.”

Business owners often don't
understand them or find them to be
frrelevant. When compared to a
weekly cash flow management sys-
tem, accounting merely tells firm
management "what happened” as
opposed to what will happen in the
future

“Anybody can make money,” Le-
Tourneau said. “The trick is being
able to keep it."

As such, a weekly cash flow man-

agement system gives the decision-
makers the ability to predict the com-
pany’s cash needs before they occur
— and could potentially harm fts fi-
nanctal position.

Such systems are nol meant lore-
place a flrm's current accounting
procedures, he sald,

*The right system {s simply a pro-
cess that assembles the firm's finan-
clal information in such a way that it
becomes understandable to com-
pany management and, as a result,
truly useful for short-term business
planning purposes,” LeTourneau
sald :

As a management consultant
warking with small- to medium-sized
companies, LeTourneau has found
that cash flow-retated problems pre-

vent a majority of firms from dealing TP

with fssnes requiring attention and
action before they occur,
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It's been talked about for years,

Two-way, real-time plcture
phones, on-line information via the
television, movies on demand, home
shopping — the stulf of science fic-
tion until only recently, when tech-
nology caught up with the fantasy.

Many of the potential uses anticl-
pated for the computer can be done
on a lelevision screen with a simple
device not unlike today’s remote con-
trol, according to David Decker, re-
search manager at GTE
Laboratories.

Instead of a keyboard, the user
makes selectlons from multiple-
choice menus, he sald.

GTE has taken the concept out of
the laboratory and into the fleld.
“These things are already in opera-
tion in the test project in Cerritos, Ca-
lifornda, and U everylhing continues
1o work as expected, much of the
country could be wired by the year
2000.

“What we're seeing now is the fore-
runner of what will be available in the
21st century,” he said. “All this tech-
nology Is available in the labg and in
experiments — this is not a fantasy; It
works."

Now that the technology is avail-
able, the two biggest obstacles to
having such a system In homes by
the end of the decade are public ac-
ceptance and federal regulations.

“What is the market acceptance?”
he asked. A great deal of the accep-
tance will depend on costs and what
services are offered.

GTE envisions a system offering
home shopping, finacial services, en-
tertainment, travel, restauraunts
guide, public services, and even on-
line data bases — all at the touch ofa
button,

Cosl, Decker said, should be com-
parable to current cable television
rates with additional services costing
more,

But offering such services at a re-
latively low cost is dependent on who
offers the services. Under current
federal regulations, which the tele-
phone companles are atiempting to

change, companles like GTE and Mi-
chigan Bell are restricled to offering
only telephone services.

if those laws are not changed, GTE
and other phone companies would
have to lease out capacity on the sys-
tems and allow private firms to offer
the services.

“You would probably see a higher
cost i that were to happen,” he sakl.
GTE's pilot project in Cerritos, which
is being done in cooperation with
local eable comparnies, was given a
special waiver by the Federal Com-
munications Commission {FCC).

Although It sounds simple, the
technology Is complex, he said.

Some technology necessary for
two-way visual communication has
existed for years, he sald, Plcture
tubes provide the main communica-
tion media, and computers make
possible some of the dificult tasks
that must bhe performed
automatically.

Conventional copper wires cannot
transmit video signals quickly
enough for the two-way communica-
tion necessary in an interactive sys-
tem, Decker said.

Coaxdal cable, which is primarily
used to transmit video signals via
cable systems, has shown promise
for more advanced roles and the
switching necessary for two-way
communilcation is pessible, but wir-
ing the entire country to onc cable
system would be a daunting task, he
added.

“And why would we, when we al-
ready have the entirecountry hooked
up to telephone lines?” he added.

Fiber optics, the ultra-thin, ultra-
fast medium used for most long dls-
tance telephone calls, provide greater
possibiiities, he said: “Fiber optles
provide the superhighway for data
transmission.”

When coupled with a new broad-
band switch developed by GTE late
last year, fiber-optic cables will per-
mit the tranmission of broadcast
quality video signals, opening the
door to two-way visual

communication,

Previously, those looking for simi-
larinfermation would spend hours in
county clerk offices, Golden said.

I have seen this situation occurof-
ten in condominiums where the
managing agent, perhaps in a good-
faith effort to consummate the deal,
doea not give the board an opportun-
ity nor does he or she suggest that the
board have the management agree-
ment reviewed by counsel. Unfortu-
nately, the management agreements

generally are drafted to the beneflt of
the management comparny, and
there are normally provisions in the
agreement concerning indemnifica-
tion, terminaton of the managing
agent and a change in ownership in
the managing agent, which are ex-
tremely important to condominium
assoclations and that may have to be
negotiated.

In your situation, | would contact
the managing agent and indicate that
you are unhappy with the fact that it
did not suggest to you that your at-
torney review the management
agreement and that it would appear
to be the professional thing to do.
Perhaps you will then be in a position
to point out the items to the manage-
mentcomparyand if it is operatingin
good falth it will serfously consider
revising its agreeement to meet your
reasonable requests. Learn from this
lesson for the future.

Black walnut is still
our premier timber

(AP) — Anclent Romans loved wal-
nuts, and thought so highly of the
meaty fruit that they planted the tree
throughout south central Euro
and England. Attention always fo-
cused on the walnut for its nut crop,
while cak prevalled as the choice for
furniture, :

In America, though, native black
walnut has always been prime stock.
Wood magazine reports that while
frontier families gathered walnuts to
eat, city crafismen worked the dark
wood Into classic pleces. Today,
black walnut continues as the aristo-
crat of nattve hardwoods and the
hallmark of tradition.

Black walnut's range covers most
of the eastern half of the U.S, and
southern Ontario. Prime watnut re-
qulres molst, deep, rich, well-drained
soll, such as Is found in the upper
Mississippl River valley.

In idylllc conditlons, walnut
reaches a helght of 150 feet and a
6-foot diameter, More commonly, it
matures at about 100 feet with a
3-foot diameter, The tree's thick,
dark-brown to brownish-gray baric
has marked ridges.

. Walnut's distinctive leaves mea-
sure onie to two inches in length and
carry a dozen or more leaflets. In

spring, flowing catkins emerge on
branch twigs. In mid-summer, nuts
appear.

Walnut's heartwood varies from a
purplish-brown with thin, dark veins
to gray-brown and even orange-
brown. The narrow sapwood tends to
be white,: ‘

Unﬁﬁuared walnut has straight,
somewhat open grain. red wal-
nut — fiddlebacl, hurlf":\agt':xmp and
crotch — feels coarse-textured, A
cublc foot of dry walnut weighs about
39 pounds, making it just a little hea-
vier than cherry.

Walnut remains a favorite for fur-
niture, paneling, musical instru-
ments, tumed bowls, relief carvings
and sculpture. Veneer proves popu-
lar in marquetry and as furniture ac-
cents. Walnut's shock-resistance,
strength and stability also make it
perfect for shotgun and rifie stocks.

Black walnut rates as classic ca-
binet stock not only because of ils eye
appeal, but because woodworkers
get good results with either hand or
power tools. But it does sometimes
require special treatment.’

The media often portray them as
the heavies, unable to express emo-
tion or worse yet, devoid of it.

But men have just as many emo-
tions and fust as much difficulty sort-
Ing through them as thelr female
counterparts, especially when It
comes to those assoclated with
divorce.

“They may have different sets of
issues, bul that doesn’l mean one set
(s any less important than the other,”
sald counselor Melvyn Raider, “Men
are socialized to be strong and to in-
ternalize thelr pain, 10 absorb it as {f
they were a sponge.

"They act almost as a buffer for
other members of the family and
rather than seck to dissipate their
[eelings through support, they're
taught they need to do whatever it
takes to go on with living,” he sald.
“Often at the price of not working
through the Issues and the feelings of
divorce,

“AJot of men see the world in a li-
nearway,” Ralder said, “The problem
is that feelings and emelons are cir-
cular and we need to approach them
In many ways.”

Men are taught that if a problem
exists, they need only to find a solu-
tion and it will go awgy. But things
aren't that simple, Raider sald, ad-
ding that sometimes men don't
understand that they might have to
approach a problem over and over
again until they've worked through it
and resolved it In their minds.

Ralder has a private practice in
Southfleld and s also a professor at
Wayne State University, where he
eamed his MBA and doclorate. He
specializes in marital therapy and dl-
vorce counseling and also holds a
master's degree in soclal work.

“We need o be cautious about not
stereotyping, but asa group there are
some (male) characteristics that are
often similar,* he said. “Men will
sometimes respond to a problem by
using alcohol, or by working overtime
and when they do come home, by do-
ing as much yard work or whatever
they usually do at home to stay oc-
cupled so they don't have time to sit

and think.

“Men alse don't Identify with hurt
and instead will tum it Into anger,”
he sald. “Women on the other hand,
will feel hurt and will express that
hurt to their family and friends."

That hurt then follows the natural
progression into anger and rage be-
fore acceptance is achleved, he sald.
Men, however, may lake longer to
reach acceptance because they re-
fuse to deal properly with the first
stage, the hurt,

“Men will Just get angry.” he sald,
“They complain that their wife Is try-
ing to take them to the cleaners oris
using the children against him. They
make {t a financial batte.”

“They rarely look to themselves to
see how they contributed to the mar-
riage breakdown,” he said. “It be-
comes a fight reaction and some will
withhold alimory or child support
because it's thelr way of getting even,
of dealing with the anger.

“It's also a way of punishing the
wile — to make her have to call and
ask for it,” Ralder said. "It might not
be right, but it can be a male way of
dealing with the anger.”

By refusing to accept and deal with
the hurt, a man slows down his emo-
tional acceptance of the death of the
marriage.

“A man will often get Into another
relationship very quickly,” Ralder

sald. “The problem s, if they haven'l

addressed their feelings first, they
cauld wind up in a relatjonship very
similar to the one that just failed.”

A deep loss that often ts part of the
territory for men in a divorce but may
go unnoticed by women is the loss of
thelr children. Even though the
courts arrange visitation, most child-
ren live full-time with thelr mother,
and so the father loses day-to-day
contact with them and the parenting
and dectsion-making that goes along
with it,

*Dad'sric asa parent becomesan
artificiz: one,” Ralder said. “They be-
come a Disneyland dad, taking their
chiidren lo the movies, and to McDo-
rald's and t» the amusement park
and {o ball games.

“They =pend all of their time just
dolng fun things, and aside from the
taci nat the women tend toresent it,
the men don't like it. They miss see-
ing their kids in the moming and
helplng them with their homeworkin
the evening. Thelr relationship with
thelr children could be likened (o the
difference between an adult dating
relationshlp and a marriage —
they're only there for the good parts.”

Men often experience tremendous
gullt, Raider sald, knowing that be-
cause of the fafled relatlonship thelr
children usually can't live in as nice a
place or have the same educaitonal

.

possibllities for the sheer economic
reality of taldng one household and
splitting it into two,

And if the divorce occurs when
children are between the ages of 13
and 17, the father often loses their
respect.

“Oftentimes a son will say they
don't want {o be anything ltke dad
and girls on average wili go to the aid
of thelr mom,” he said. “So In effect,
dad has now lost his companion, his
wife, his sexual partner, the status
that comes with belng a married
man, his parenting role and the re-
spect of his children.”

Ralder offered a recent Informa-
Uonal seminar for men only. He
found that in past programs the men
either didn't show, or were reluctant
to talk around women,

“Basically I'm Just trying to sensit-
ize people to the issue,” he sald. “We
do kind of an emotional [nventory to
give people the opportunlty to assess
where they are on cerlain points.”

Although Ralder said he does see
more of an openness, 1t will probably
be a long time before soclety changes
the way men and women are raised,
allowing men to be mare open with
their feelings.

“Some of the younger ones are a
Hitle more open, but I'm not sure
there's any dramatic shilt in that
direction.”

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Capitol Hill tackles
child care problem

As Congress gears up o lake on
child care legisiation, it (s Interesting
to nole how our legislators In
Washingten, D.C. have reacted to
thelr own child care concemns.

Bolh the House and Senate have
eslablished on site child care cen-
ters, each of which is operated very
differently.

The Senate Employees’ Child Care
Cenler has been In operalion for six
years. According to {ts director, Ar-
lene Altman, whols a native of Detroit
and a graduate of Wayne State Unl-
versily, theirs is a parent-governed
center.

“Parents lobbied for space, and we
had to have a law changed,” said Alt-
man. “The original law staled that no
children were allowed on Senate
grounds.” A Senalte roll-call vole was
laken (o grant $20,000 in start-up
funds, and the Senate provided rent-
free space in the old immigration
bullding. Two years later, however,
the building was refurbished for the
Capitol's police departmen! The Se-
nate then had to find new quarters
for all of the tenants. “We couldn’t
find an appropriate space for a child
care center,” sald Allman. “In the
end, the Senate gave upa cormerofits
parking lot, and with some of the 're-
hab’ funds, we purchased a prefabri-
catedbuilding thal was especlally de-
signed for a child care center.”

Allman is proud of the center,
which Is NAEYC-accredited, "Qur
center has real parent lnvolvemeénl
and a pleasant environment. We
have room for 48 children, ages 18
months to five years, bul we alsohave
alongwalinglist,” sald Alunan. Any-
one who draws a Senale paycheck is
eligible toenroll their children, Child -
ren are taken on a first-come, first-
served basls.

Since the establishment of the Se-
nate's center, the Trible Amendment
was passed, This amendment allows
federal agencies to allot space to any

individual or entity to provide child-
care services to i{s employees. Space
is rent-free, and start-up funds are
provided for renovations and equip-
ment. In Michigan, the Federal Cen-
ter in Battle Creek and the MacNa-
mara Federal Bullding have cenlers
that are funded [n this manner.
The House of Representatives es-
tablished its center, housed in part of
a two-story office bullding, in 1987.
As a resull of the Trible Amendumeit,
they. too, were provided start-up
costs and rent-free space. Certain
uttlites are also paid. Director Nataife
Gltelman notes that the center has
an unusual mix of children. “The pa-
rents of our children are members of
Congress, clerks, secretaries, police
— chlldren from different ends of the
economic strata, Approximately 20
to 30 percent recetvs scholarships.”
Thelr center is also filled to capac-
iy, with 68 children 10 weeks and
up, and the wailinglistislong, "There
has been a push for expansion,” says
Gllelman, “but space i3 expensive.”
Gitelman cited some of the rea-
sons for opening the center, “There is
a tremendous Jack of quallty child
care in the arca. In addition, many
parerits have long commutes. If there
should be a problem with a child, the
parent is close by.” The commute to
work now gives (he parents extra
time to be with Lhelr children.
*Although we are not a co-op ,”
says Gilelman, “parents play an m-
portant role, They serve on the board,
help with partles and trips, and visit
during lunch. What a relief it is to
working parents to know that their
children are in a safe and Lappy
environment.”

For summer ‘visitors’
treat home like a B& B

We have two studenis who are
coming home agaln for the summier. |
Iova them very much, but they don’t
cocperale very well and creale so
much clutter that, frankly, | dread It
Do you have any suggestions?

1 asked Dolores Lamping, M.A.,
C.5.W. of Farmington Hills Counsel-
ing Services, and here are her
comments,

Extensive studies have been done
1o understand both human and ani-
mal relationships to space or “territ-
ory.” As with animals who routinely
mark thelr territories with scents,
humans have a strong need for territ-
ory or ownership of space. People
wino work in shared offices, for In-
stance, often go to great lengths to
distingulsh thelr areas with plants,
pletures or other ways to show own-
ership of thelr domain,

Lamping has counseled many
familles whose students have be-
come accustomed to having thelr
own spaces at college while their pa-
rents have also gotten used to
spreading out at home. Slandards
have been different, with parents’
standards usually higher (although
this sometimes reverses, with the
students insisting on more neatness
and cleanliness). Just as It was an
adjustment when they went away,
now there must be another adapta-
tion on their return.

The thought of home has served as
an anchor of security while your stu-

dents were away, and It is important
to reaffirm a sense of welcome and
belonging to re-establish strong
bonds. If you have had negative ex-
perlences in the past, think of crea-
tive ways to deal with the situation
now.

When your children were small
there was no question about whowas
“In charge,” but that has changed
now that they are young adults. You
canno longer relate {o them as child-
ren, so perhaps you can consider
your young adult to be a guest for 10
weeks, This would not be a partent/
child relationship, but an adult/
adult one, ’

If you ran a bread and breakfast
(B&B) inn what would you expect ofa
guest? Which rooms could guests
use and which would be off limits?
Would pets be allowed? Smoking? Al-
cohol? What would the guest's re-
sponsibilites be? While staing in a
hotel {s an impersonal experience, a
B&B is personal — you are sharinga
family's space cn a temporary basis.
Behavior at a B&B isn't negatiable.
You respect the surroundings and
stay on a pre-accepled basis or you
go elsewhere.

Pretend your students are guests
at your own B&B. If you establish
ahead of time in a cordial and friendly
manner what you will and will not do
and what is expected of your stu-
dents (recognizing thatl both sides
will have to give a little), being
together can be a joy this summer.

He's on the U.S. Soccer Federa-
tlon's national budget commitlee,
which oversees the financial alfatrs of
the national team.

Faulknerwill also provide radlore-

_ ports to WIR-AM's J P. McCarthy in
the morning during his two-week
stay.

Some of us, though, won't be as
lucky. Fortunately, Turner Network
Televiston plans tocarry a package of
games, {including the final match at 2
p.m. Sunday, July 8.

Previous finals have been classics.

Some 20years later, thenumber of
Americans playing the game has ex-
ploded. They are only starling to get
ihe fever of the world game.

Places such as the Soccer Locker
in Farmington Hills and Soccer Store
& More In Livonia are well-stocked
with 1980 World Cup memorabilia,
such as T-shirts, shorts and soccer
balls.

"Interest in thetr favorite country
picks up,” sald Nick O'Shea, who Is

ownerof Soccer Store & More and sa
former professional player. “We'll get
people coming in asking for T-shirts
for Ireland, England or whoever
they’re rooling for.

O'Shea s pulling for Ireland,
which Is in the same group as archri-
val England, He also hopes the Un-
lted States does well, as does Sal
Malek, owner of the Soccer Locker.

Both see this year's World Cup —
not 1o mention the fact the United
States hosts the intemational spec-
tacle in 1994 — as a great boost lor
the game here.

“What it will do is give the game
recognition,” Malek sald. “Without
the U.S., the only people watching
would be soccer people, Kids are be-

corming more aware of It We need
American heroes to promote the
game."

Amerfcan herces who, It is hoped,
will become as synonymous with the
sport as Argentina’s Diego Mar-
adona, Holland's Ruud Gullit and
Marco Van Basten and England's
Bryan Robson.

U.S. players such as goalkeeper
Tony Meola and forward Faul Cali-
guir] are starting to get recognition.
Bob Gansler's team is also charged
up by a 3-1 win over Poland In a re-
cent World Cup warm-up match.

"Obviously I'm not picking the Un-
ited States to win it all,” Faulkmer
sald, “but they'll do better than

expected.”

Nicklaus’ Bear can bite best golfers

Ilyou're going toplay The Bear, de-
signed by Jack Nicklaus at Grand
Traverse Village in Acme, better
spend some time at the driving range.

That's because tee shots that stray
from the terraced falrways end upin
the rough below on either side. From
there, you could be hitting the ball
from a nasty side hill, thanks to
mounds scattered throughout the
course.

The Jayout — 7,065 yards from the
dmmplonship tees, 6,176 from the
men's tees and 5.281 from the ladles’
tees — also demands high, well-
placed fron shots.

That's because several greens are
guarded by lipped sand fraps or
water.

Come to think of it, The Bear also
demands well-planned approach
putts, as some of the large, slick
greens are two-tiered.

The Bear can rear up and bite. But
while Nicklaus course design w'll
challenge anybody, it’s not so tougi>
that an average golfer can't make a
few pars.
Take the case of a humble writer,
whose chip-in birdle attempt dies on
the lip of the cup on the 352-yard No.
1 hole, leaving a tap-in for a par 4.

Never mind what he shot the rest
of the way.

It's one tough, varied golf course,
and you better bring a lot of golf balls.

But while your score will Ukely take a
beating, the hazands and other de-
sign [eatures are a lreat to experi-
ence, not a chamber of horrors to
endure.

The Bear will test your abllity to
Judge the limits of your own game.
And you'll be more entertained than
beaten down.

Like the Legend at nearby Shanty
Creek, The Bear was opened for play
In 1985. The Nicklaus course has at-
tracted more tournament play to
date, Including the annual AAA ML-
chigan Open and the Ameritech Se-
ndor Open, scheduled forJuly 16-22.

While the Legend, carved out of
dense woods near Lake Bellaire, may
edge out The Bear for natural beauty,
the Nicklaus course has a more var-
ied topography. There are wooded
holes, water holes and wide-open
holes where the wind whips in off of
Grand Traverse Bay.

"One of Nicklaus® ideas or trade-
marks are the mounds on the
course,” notes Roger Putman, one of
the golf coordinators for the resort.

While some in golf course design
favwor a traditional approach that
says don't mess with the natural lay
of the fand, Nicklaus is known for not
being shy about using bulldazers to

augment an Interesting layout.

Some of the most striking holes on
The Bear combine natural beauty

with a litile bulidozer action. Among
the test examples of this approach (s
the par-3 No. 4, 143 yards from the
men's trees,

Upon surveylng the scene from an
clevated tee, one notices maples and
poplars bordering on the right and
scrubby growth ina wetland that an-
gles from left of the tee area toright of
the green.

The wetland gives way to water
Jjust In front of the green, which sug-
gests using one more club than
normal.

“This is the one the Michigan pros
probably complain about the most,
because of the narrowmess of the
green,” Putman sald.

And Just behind that narrow, ob-
long green are bulldozer-created

mounds. That means ifthe tee shotls .

strong, at tricky pitch or chip witl be
nceded to save par.

Hit that shot too softly and you're
stili mired in mounds. Hit it too hard
and you're In the water just off the
front edge of the green.

A flat ball drop area sits just left of
the putting surface. From there, the
golfer who leaves a tee shot in the wa-
ter or wetlands has a simple chip or
pitch, and a good chance to make
bogey-

This is a recent addition.

“Thecourse hasbeensetuptobea
littie easler these days from the men’s

tees to accomunodate the higher
handicappers,” Putman said.

No.5, a 376-yard par-4 from the
men's tees, s also bordered by wet-
lands to the right and a stream on the
lelt. That stream empties into a large
pond which guards the front of the
green. t's a medium-length par 4,
but an accurate tee and fairway shot
are required to avoid a splash.

To two-putt this green ls also a
challenge, because it's two-tiered.

Because there are 63 sand traps
on The Bear, one tends not to think
as much of the water - but there are
10 holes with water hazards.

Adding to the beauty of the course
are several cherry trees and a sha-
dowlng effect caused by the mounds,
terraced fairways and grass-sided
bunkers.

Other standout holes include the
par-3No. 9, 142 yards from the men's
tees and surrounded by water on
three sides. Water also comes into
play on 10 and 11, and on No. 12.
Here, a pond sits 270 yards from the
men's tee, then continues aleng the
right side of the green on this
361-yard par four.

Water and sand guard the front of

the 141-yard, par-3 13th. It's an es- -

pecially pretty hole, as the player hits
to the T-shaped green from a tee area
bordered by maple trees.

DNR takes aim at
bluegill problems

Anyone whe has fished an inlard
lake in southermn Michigan is sure to
have landed a stunted blucglll or two
L ney auways scerm (o SIIW up ArQuit ll.l
feeding time at your favorite fishing
hole and have little trouble toxment-
ing you by continually stealing your
balt

“The [stunted bluegill} problem is
pretty much unique to southern Mi-
and we really dont know
why,” explalned Jim Waybrant,
fisheries biologist at the Pontlac dis-
trict office. “The problem is that these
swall fish are actually pretty old. It"s
not just a problem of a large crop of
young (Ash).”

Bluegill can live up to 10 years but
the average life span is closer to se-
ven. They average seven inches in
length but they cangrow up to 12 In-
ches. The state record for bluegill Is
two pounds, 12-ounces, although
they usually weigh less than one
pound. (The DNR will present a Mas-
ter Angler award to anyone who
caiches a bluegill that weighs one
pound or more] Stunted bluegtil
rarely reach five inches In length and
welgh only a few ounces.

“Similar fish eat similar food,”
Waybrant sald. “For instance, a
three-inch bass will eat the same
thing a three-inch bluegill will eat.
With a large number of stunted blue-
gl in a lake it presents a fish com-
munity problem. We think the

stunted blueglll are dropping the.

food base for all fish of that size to
zero. We think stunted bluegill, in
fact, are the cause of poor fishing for
all spectes in some bodies of water.”
(Remember that excuse next time
you come home empty handed. Tell
your wife there were just 100 many
stunted fish.}

The good news is the DNR s In the
third year of a research study project
looking at ways to increase the aver-
age size of bjueglll In inland lakes.

Sixteen lakes in southern Michi-
ganare included in the project, which
features several procedures, includ-
ing gathering data on the size and

numbers of stunted 'gills in a body of
waler, lreating some lakes with the
ﬁsh taxicant Antimycin and stocking
predator ish SUCh aswalleye Insome
lakes.

Three Oa]dam:l County lakea are
Included In the project. Twe of the
lakes—Big Lake and Crescent Lake—
are scheduled to be treated with Anti-
mycin this spring. The third lake—
Big Seven Lake—will be used for
comparison purposes after the tests
are completed on Blg and Crescent
lakes.

Antimycin {s a chernical that will
be applied to eachlake at a rate of one
part per billion when the water temp-
erature reaches 65 degrees. The
chemicat is very selective and will
only affect smali pan flsh in the upper
five feet of water, Large fish will not be
affected. The toxicant is harmless to
people, animals, reptiles and birds at
ihls concentration and will break
down into a completely hanmless
compenent in less that 48 hours,

“Antimycin will work in the top five
feet of water and will become diluted
as it sinks to the bottom,” Waybrant
sald. “The beauty of Antimycin Is that
with the temperature of the water
when we put it in, it will become
harmless in three to four hours. It de-
composes very rapldly.”

The lakes treated with Antimycin
will be stocked with six-inch walleye
fingerlings this fall. Tiger muskie and
catfish have also been discussed for
use as a possible predator fish in
other lakes in the future. DNR offi-
cials hope the walleye will then con-
trol the panfish population through
predation.

The Introduction of these fish
could also lead to a new fishery in the
respective lakes.

“If the (walleye) produce a useful
fishery we would continue to stock
the lake In the future,” Waybrant
sald. “If we get a chance to get every-
thing working and a lot of walleye
aren't caught in the first couple years
Ithink we stand a pretty good chance
(of a new fishery).”

Stairclimber is a step
in the right direction

Dear Myrna: My husband just
bought a atep machine for us to use. |
really prefer an exerclise class, but |
feel | must use this machine. Are
these machines good and are they
considerad aerobic?

Yes, stair climbing by machine is
conaldered aerobic as long as you

work continuously for atleast 25 mi-

nutes at your target heart rate.

These machines are interesting in-
ventions. The stair climbing ma-
chines have steps that work against
hydraulic resistance.

Similartoa treadmill, the step falls
asyour welght activates it. A ladder-
like climber lets you step with your
leftlegand pull with your right armiat

the same time and vice versa against

resistance provided by your body
welght.

You haven't Indicated to me what
kind of machine you have. Some are
more effective than others, althotigh
all of them are effective calorie bur-
ners and give you an aercble tralning
effect, too.

Several of these machines don't
give you a sensation of climbing
stairs, but feel like riding a bike by
standing on the pedals instead of sit-
ting on the saddle. The resistance
can be {ncreased on most machines
toraise the Intensity of your workout,

Stair climbing can be an effective
part of an exercise program. This is

why my studio is now starting a new
clasa called stepping. If you already
prefer a class format and like climb-
ing stalrs, it adds a perfect variety to
your aerobie workout.

Stepping (Icallit], whether it be via
machine or Incorporated in an exer-
clse class, is anice change. You don't
have to be coordinated, You can be a
beginner. The intensity can be
adjusted.

Being on the President’s Council
on Physlcal Fitness, I had a once-in-
a-lfetime chance to teach aeroblcs at
the Great American Workout, May 1
on the south lawn of the White
House.

We had 15 sports stations headed
by sports stars and Olympic gold me-
dalists.
