City adjusts
to using hew
ZIP codes

Updating address stickers,
driver's licenses, Christmas card
malling lists, magazine subscrip-
tlons, business stationery, bank
books — most Novl residents now
find themselves zapped with a lead
of busy work sfter ZIP codes

changed Sunday.

People with Farmington and
Walled Lake ZIP codes officlally
have mailing addresses reflecting
their hometown, but another see-
tion of the city remains in Northville
for all postal purposes. In addition,
a small portion of Wixem currently
served by the Novi Post Office has
bcén transfered to the Wixom Post
Offlee.

In a move o upgrade effictency,

the United States Post Office rea-
ligned ZIP Codes [or over 300,000
adciresses at 22 post offices inhigh-
growth Oaldand, Macomb and Li-
vingston countles, Fifty-two new
ZIP Codes have been created — four
of them in Nowvi.

Every sectlon of the city west of
Taft Road and south of
[nterstate-96 was given a 48374
code; all delivery areas east of Taft
Road and south of 1.98 have a
48375 ZIP: post office boxes
changed to 48376; the portion of
Novl north of 1-95, which formerly
had Farmington and Walled Lake
mailing addresses, recelved a
48377 code, Areas of Novi within
the Northville 48167 ZIP Code dis-

trict remain unchanged.

Recycling center
is part of plan OK

A Haggerty Road site for a large
recycling station became part of
QOakland County's master plan for
garhage management Thursday.

Rumors of eleventh-hour politi-
cal opposition to the site, on the
west side of Haggerty below 1-96,
never malerlalized. The light-
industrial {I-1) site was included in
the final version of the trash plan
approved by the county beard of
commissloners,

Prior te the meeting, Brian Fan-
non — owner of neighboring High-
land Hills Estates and president of
its management company, Lautrec
L4d. ~ told the Novl News that he
planned to make a case against the
site at the county level and that he
lobbfed Novl's county commis-
sloner, John Calandro, to ald his
cause,

Calandro, however, decided to
leave the fate of the MRF In the
hands of the city.

“This {s a local issue, not a
county Issye,” he sald. I talked
with Mr. Fannon and listened to
what he had say, and I also listened

toMayor (Matthew) Quinn, but1be-
llewe the sclid-waste plan should
slay as written,

“There is enough fexiblity in the
641 Plan (the county’s trash-
management plan, mandated
under Publie -Act £41)
that If the city decides the Haggerty
site is innappropriate, an alternate
site could be named.”

‘The plan specificaily names both
the Haggerty Road site and another
location on Wixem Road in Novlas
preferred options. It also states that
the Resource Recovery and Recy-
cling Authortty of Southwest Oak-
land County retains the option to
bring an alternate site back to the
county board at a later date,

The authority — a multl-
community group which includes
Novl — favors the Haggerty site.
RRRASOC Director Lenora Jadun,
with a lawyer and a handful of au-
thority members intow, came tothe
county meeting In case the rumored
battle arose,

“We know Fannon talked to Ca-
landro, so we have to be prepared
for the worst,” Jadun sald before
the meeting.

Two committee chalrs negotiated
the deal In a masaive bill that raises
overall state ald by 7.7 percent to
$3.15 billion.

All Gakland County senators, in-
cluding Faxon and Richard Fessler,
R-Commerce, and Sen. Robert
Geake, R-Northville, voled against
the measure, They were joined by
Macomb's senators, including
Democratic chiel Art Miller of
Warren,

The deal was struck Thursday
moming, and by noon the Senate
passed it 22-14, two votes more than
the bare minimum of 20, Among out-
state supporiers was gubernatorial
candidate John Engler, R-Mount
Pleasant.

House approval was expected Fri-
day. Gov. James Blanchard Is itkely
to sign it beeause he has advocated

Rumors have it
that King Edward banned the game
because of ils immense popularity,
although royalty continued to play.

Eventually, it found its way to the
states In the late 1800s, and has
shuflled through times of great and
waning popularity for the past 100
years.

But now, listen to Phil Skewer,
president of The Shuflleboard Feder-
ation [ne., and you may belleve shul-
feboard’s past papularity may be a
thing of the near future.

Skovers corporation promotes
shufllebcard — played on a long
table, ot on the foor—tournaments
throughout the Undted Stales.

In fact, the Northville-based feder-
atlon acts as the sole promoter of the
table-top game in the country.

“We lmow that we can take Joe
Blow off the street, show him a shuf-
fleboard table, and show him how to
play and we can hook this guy on the
game,” said Jehn McDermotl, vice
president and one of the top 10 play-
ers in the nation.

And that sums up one of the dis-
tinet goals of The Shuffleboard
Federation.

*[ always thought about this
game,” Skover sald. °"It's a great
game, But It was never promoted
properly.”

According to the federation, table
shuflleboard's participation skyr-
ocketed 100 percent over the past five
years. Currently, more than 10 mil-
lion people play L over 5,000 leagues
and on more than 500,000 tables.
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| Table shuffleboard group pushes historic game

Skover sald much of thal upswing
in popularity is a credit te his group.

[n addition to Increasing particl-
palion, the corporationalso standar-
dized a set of rules for the game and
developed a handicap system skmilar
1o golfs.

“For the first time in the history of
the sport the rules are standardized,”
McDermott sald. “You can lave
home for a competition and not have
oo many surprises,”

Skover said that {he companyhas
over 30 amateur and professional
compelitlons *under our belt® in la
three years of existence.

And now the company has picked
up corporate sponsorship lor its
largest tournaments. For example,
over Memorial Day weekend shulfle-
bearders could compete in the 1990
Budweiser Michigan Shuffleboard
Tournament.

All net proceeds from that event
went to the Michigan Agent Orange
Commission, which serves the child-
renof fndigent Vietnam veterans who
have special needs.

To give away prize money, the fed-
eration had to be tied to and ralsing
meney for a slate-approved organiza-
tlon, Skover, a Vietnam veteran, de-
clded to develop relations with the
agent orange comrmission.

Although the corporailon is three
years old, Skover began researching
past promolers stx years ago. Skover
sald that at least five people have at-
tempted lo promete the game.

"It was a good time to make a ca-
reer change about six years agoand !
took a shot at this,” said Skover, who
was formerly a real estate broker, “I
thought that Ifit was promoted prop-
erfly and exposed to everyone, it

Skover, McDermott and Cheryl
Collins, vice president, presently log

Now six years and "a lot of money”
into the venture, Skover considers it
a suceess.

Prisoners drew a lne in the dirt
and the closest to the line with a
penny won.

In the late 1800s, shuffieboard
{ournament coverage reached an all-
tme high, eaming as much news-
paper space as bascball and prize
Aghts. The game's popularity was
also high before World War ITand im-
mediately after.

But hustlers and pool eventually
spolled shuflleboard.

*The hustlers defindtely had an f-
fect,” McDermott sald. “There were a
number of guys 20 to 30 years ago
who were literally living on this, going
town to town pulverlzing local
players.”

Local roofer sees
life change in area

Othal "Bim" Baggett, owner and
operator of Baggett Rooflng and Sid-
[ng, (s celebratlng 40 years In busi-
ness this year and 1s showing no sign
of retiring anytime soon.

"We intend to keep going untl] we
can't chimb ladders anymeore,” he

Says.

Baggett, who came to Norttwille In
1937, began roofing as a teen-ager,
working for Sterling Fryman. In
1950, he started his own business,
workingout of an apartment on Ran-
dolph Street n Northville, He made
$2,800 that year, but notes that “Ev-
ery year's been better, Every year we
increase the business,”

Baggelt Roofing and S{ding is are-
sidential commereclal roofer, al-
though they are phasingout the com-
mercdal work and the siding. When
he began, Baggettwas dolng the work
himself; now he hires 10 to 12 ¢m-
ployees to assist him.

Baggeit's employees do most of the
roofing. Much of his time Is spent
measuring the job and getting
permits.

“We didn't used to have permits,”
says Baggett. "Now you have lo have
permits for everything, Now It's quite
aninvolved thing, getting the permits
and measuring the job, [don'thave a
lot of time to work on them anymore.
But, ! still da occasionally.”

Despite the hassles, Baggetl feels
it's benelicial for the homeowners.
"Qur cusiomer s assured he's gei-
ting a licensed contractor, someone
who's nomally insured. Then they
have a record of it, if anything goes
wrong,” says Baggett.

Baggett has done rooflng work for
govemnments, including the old fish
hatchery on Seven Mile, Northville
City Hall and the historcal section of
Northviile. “We do Jobs for just about
evervbody,” he says,

‘When Baggett first started out, In
the early '50s, working on new
houses was the primary focus of his
business, “Back at that time, all the
oldcarpentersused toget everything.
There were nio speciality tems back
then. At that time, the only thing
there was was new work, sowe had to
go and do new houses, We did new
houses for 25 years."

By the time the older houses
started needing

“Now [
don't know anyhody and | work with
people In town every day.”

Despile that feeling, he sttll iries to
maintain a personal relatfonship
with his customers.

“Everybody 1 doa job for ] talk 1o,”
he says. *1don't send a salesmar out
(o anybody to sell them a Job, That's
how we get most of our jobs, from re-
ferals. We try 1o follow up. If some-
bady has a complaint, we try {o re-
solve it."

In keeping with this phlosophy,
Baggett goes up on the roof himsell
and Inspects 1t before glving repair
estimates. “We always check them
out throroughly, so that when we give
somebody a price on a job, they kmow
what It's golng to be; there's no hid-
den extras.”

Although he has always operated
out of Northville, Baggett at one time
used to do business over a vast area
of southeastern Michigan. These
days, he concentrates more on the
local area,

“We used to travel quite a ways,”
he says. “We used to go to Ann Arbor,

“Now there are $0 many different
things on the market that we might
not use the same thing twice in a
menth,”

Fortunately, since he gets hls sup-
plies from local wholesalers, ordering
materials is rarely a problem. They
usually come in the next day,

The manufzacturer warranties the
material for anywhere from 25 to 35
years, depending on what is used.
Baggel puarantees the labor for one
Yyear, and while he only does roafing
from spring to December, he offers
malntenance service all year long.

Simple steps and common sense can save energy and keep bills lower

Today's rising costs of natural gas
and electricity and Increasing envir-
onmental awareness have seemingly
fueled a fire In many people who are
now slriving for wiser and more
frugal use of energy in the home.

Thanks to energy-saving ldeas In
new home construction as well as
helpful tps from Consumers Fower
Company representatives, area folks
can more easly head toward Jower
energy usage and cut those monthly
bills.

"Most of the people we talk with are
certalnly very energy consclous,
says Ed Funke, vice president of
markelrg for Cambridge Construc-
tonin Northville, acompany whichls
I its | Lth year of custom-designing
homes.

‘Energy efliclency 1s deflnitely
more common today than we have
seen before. H is first and loremost in
mary people's minds,” Funke says,
adding that it “doesn't take a whole
lat to make a home energy eMclent —
homeowrers can take it as faras they
care te.”

So bullders, like Cambridge Con-
structlen, are resporxling fo thls
growing demand among thelr cus-
tomers by making avallable a whole
range of options to upgrade the
energy efficlency of new homes. For
example, quick recovery appllances
Including high eflciency furnaces,
are often standard features of new
homies, Cambridge, Funke says, also
offers automalic set-back thermos-
tats, which are becomlng more and
more common, (o regulate the temp-
erature i one's home to colncide
when the occupants will be home,
The furnace can be programmed to
tum down at right when everyone is
asleep, heat back up as meming
nears, ardd perhaps be set to go back
down during the day if no one will be
home.

“We advise our homeowniars amn
give them the cholce of every option
that's out there for enerpy conserva-
tion,” says Funke, “And It's {mpor-
tant because people are hanging out
more Ln thelr homes nowadays and
putting the money into thelr homes
where it makes sense. Of course,
energy effiviency Is one (dea that
makes sense.”

One relalively new ltem that
Funke says Is also becoming quite a
common upgrade is “Ty Vekt,” & po-
lyester membrane made by DuPont
that is wrapped around a home dur-
ing construction and left in place per-
manently to act as a barrier for air
infitration.

“And Ty Veki s not that costly,”
says Funle. “Fora 4,000-square-foot
house, for example, It would cost
maybe arcund $1,000.*

fashioned lireplaces, he says actually
vent warm reom alr up the chimneys
and can waste energy.

Uslng the right type of windows In
a home i3 another importanl step
townzd energy elliclency. and Funke
recommends solid wood casement or
double-hung windows, and no alu-
minumor vinyl frames. "Atone point,
there was a push for viny! — it was
real trendy, But we find Lthat wood 1s
really the best insulator and keeps
constant the two lemperatures on
either side of the windew. And since
homes are often butlt with plenty of
windows today, the need for the best
kind of window has .

“Your grealest heat loss (s through
the glass in the home and the roof. So
it"s necessary Lo have the better win-
dows and to bump up celling insula-
Uon — we recommend an R-factor of
38, says Funke,

“Butagaln, it doesn't take an awful
Iot Lo make a home energy eficient. I
a home is bullt properly, 1t really
should have high efflclency. Of
course. you don't want !t lo be atr-
tght by any means, because you do
need fresh alr exchange, But a home
needs a nice, equal, balanced result,”
he says.

Tom Rugh, communications di-
rector for Consumers Power Com-
pany, agrees that most steps toward
energy conservaton are slmple and,
In fact, are often dlsregarded by lots
of people.

*Most of the energy-saving sugges-
tons we give to customers are preity
common sense sort of things that,
quite frankly, lots of peaple just piain
Ignore.”

Use by church raises questions

Qur condomirium ls thinking about renting out
our clubhouse for use aa & Sunday school service
foralocai church, The board says that ltwill be pald
approximately $50 per Sunday end thinks It is con-
tributing the clubhouse for a good cause, Do you
have any commants?

This s a particularly controversial issue be-
cause the establishment of a church at the con-
dominfum may well be a violation of the “commer-
clal activity” section of the condominium
documents.

1t ia more difficuit when you consider that there
are members of the assoctation who may disagree
with the use of the clubhouse for any religious in-
stitution of any type. They may argue that the use
by the church 1s no different than a member of the
assoctation ustng the clubhouse for 2 personal
property or a business gathering,

Others may argue that it is no different than al-
lowing an aerobics clasa in the elubhouse because
presumably members of the assoclation may be
able to use it and renting the use of the clubhouse
for a church is. in effect, a good deed.

Twould suggest that you have your assoctation
attorney thoroughly review your condominium
documents and provide you with an opinton re-

garding the Jegal and perhaps the political remifi-
cations of this decision. It may be very similar to
the controversy created by the abortion lssue.

You have asked a very complex series of ques-
tions. First, ft would be necessary to review your
condlominium documents toconfirm that thecon-
domintum assoclation Is responsible for taking
¢are of the basement of your unit. In many con-
dominium documents, the basement 13 commeon
¢lemenit, and the association has the responsibil-
ity to maintain, repatr and replace it if necessary.

Assuming this ts the case in your sttuation,
there may be a number of canses of the basement

‘h mkuhlaniig |

leak problem from red holes to fnsufficient drain-
age. Ifyour association has been unsuccessful tn
ohtaining a competent contractor, you should put
the assoclation and the managing agent on notice
that you will be retaining a consultant, f.e., either
an engineer or architect to [nvestigate the base-
ment problem.

You will expect that the association reimburse
you for this expenditure since it has presumably
been unable lo find the real source of the problem,
Hopefully the assoclation or the management
agent will accepl our suggestion and pay for and
authorize your retention of an architect or engi-
neer to find out the source of the problem. After
that time, it will take the recommendations of the
architect or enginecrand the hiring of a contractor
lo fix the problem.

If the association s responsible for the base-
ment, it is not necessarily the previous seiler's re-
sponsibifity to have the problem fAxed. Obvicusly,
if the assaciation ts not responsible and the hase-
ment problem was, in a sense, a fatent defect, you
may have recourse against the previous seller.
