City budget
overrun gets
second vote

A Novi City Council vote belleved
to have authorized a flscal year
1988-89 budget amendment last
month was found in violation of the
city charter and was re-cast a sec-
ond time on July 2.

Much debated at the ime, the
June 18 resolution endorsed
$1,440,324 in expenditures over
and above the approved budget of
$9.3 million, Department overruns
accounted for some of the money,
but most of the additional funds
pald for roadwork. The money is
drawn from the clty's balance of
surplus funds,

At the time, Finance Director Les
Gibson warned the councl if the
budget was not realigned by the
deadiine, the city's auditors would
be obligated to notify the state trea-
surer and atforney general. State
law requires municipalliies fo ba-
lance their books.

The June amendment squeaked
by with a 4-2 vote, with council
members Nancy [Covert] Cassis
and Joseph Toth taking the minor-
Ity pasition, Mayer Pro Tem Edward
Leininger did not vote because he
was overseas on business.

However, City Attormey David
Fried said July 2 that he had incor-
rectly advised the counell it June
that the budget amendment only
requirsd a majority vote. Fried re-
ferred the counctl to his November
1975 opinlonwhich safd that a five-
vole majority Is needed when the
councll authorizes expenditures
net In the adopted budget,

Mayor Matthew Quinn explained
{hat the previous vote “was impro-
per — in the charter {t was null and
vold.”

The adiustment to the budgetin-
cludes $236,102 in administraitve
department overruns, an addi-
tional $894,222 spent on the con-
struction and maintenance of ma-
Jor streets and another $311,000
for local streets, The realignment
also accounts for departments
whichran a totalof $1 19,539 under
budget.

With Leininger back in town, the
admendment reprise passed witha
5.2 vote, Cassis and Toth again dis-
sented on the grounds that the de-
partments should have stayed
within their budget perimeters,

“Saomebady better stand up and
say you're everrunning,” Toth said,

I the amendment were not
passed, Cassls sald, the council
would give a strong message that it
intended to keep within the
framework of the budget, adding
that the individual depariment
should fund the overruns out of this
year's budgets.

But Council Member Martha
Hayer said that the money had al-
ready been spent on iters such as
legal fees and utilitles and If the
budget were niot balanced, the elty's
bend rating would be damaged.

The city exneeded the budget for
consulting fees, bullding and vehd-
cle maintenance, telephone bills
and operating supplies.

"We've already spent the money,
we need to clean up the budget or
face the attorney general” sald
Hoyer. “If 1 have a problem with how
things are being handled, Il call
somebody in here and chop thetr
head off at the neck {f I have to.”

Clty Manager Edward Kriewall
sald that next year the administra-
tlon planned to proposed as a
‘number one budget priority” the
funding of a budget analyst,

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The number of displaced home-
makers tn Michigan rose by 28 per-
cent during the past decade, from
445,685 10 571,950 n 1989, accord -
ing to data issued recently.

The data comes from the Speciai
Populations Office at Oakland Com-
munily College in conjunction with
the Washington, D.C. release by the
National Displaced Homemakers
Network of a new report, "The More
Things Change .. .: Displaced
Homemakers and Single Parents In:
the 1980s.” The report reveals dis-
proportionately high rates of poverty,
unemployment, and doubled-up
housing for America's 15% million
displaced homemakers.

“This data conflrms,” Special Po-
pulation represeniative Lynn Scu-
dleri said, “that even though many
doors to employment have opened {o
women in recent years, the home-
makers who take years out of the
work force to care for thelr familics
are still largely locked out of higher-
Paying jobs.”

The report analyzes 1989 Census
Bureau data to assess the demo-
graphic characteristies of displaced
homemakers nationwide. Displaced
homemakers are women whose prin-

Lab digs deep
with evidence

Technolegical advances made in
the lasi 20 years have had a dramatic
:npact on how the average persen
ives, works, and even plays.

Mariy of the things that used 1o be
jaissible only In Flash Gordon movies
andother scl-fladveniures noware a
part of everyday life.

This Is certalnly true In the area of
law eqforcement.

Police agencizsallover the country
sre now employing sophisticated
squipment In their fight against
crime, especlally In the areas of drug
rrforeement and enufying missing
j«rsons and crimlnals,

Local police agencles routineiy use
Ligh-speed computers, lasers and
autormnobile tmcking syslems In thelr
elforts to prevent erimes and catch
criminals.

“We are doing the same stuff today
that law enforcement has always
dong, IU's Just hew we are dolngit s a
lot different.” sald James Hauncher,
director of the Mich{gan State Police
crime laboratory in Northville.

*Caps have alwayslooked forclues
to [ind Lhe bad guy, but now we have
the technology that fets us do it a lot
better and a lot faster.”

One area that mighl best support
Hauncher's statement 1s In the area
of Angerprint analysis,

investigators have always
searched for fingerprints at a ¢rime
seene or on a weapon i the hopes of
tylug a suspect to Lhe crime scene.

Up untl] a few years ago, however,
lvestigators were limited to search-
Ing for prints on 2 hard surface witha
type of dusting powder.

And when they found a viable
print, the only hope of matching It to
a suspecl was if an agency already
had ancther print of the person on file
s¢ a physical compazison could be
made.

- Today, eviderwe techniclans not
only use powder, but Superglue and
speclal lasers to find prints not vist-
ble ta the human eye. The new equip-
ment also allows officers to “LM"
prints from porous swfaces that in
that past would not yleld a quality
print.

And erice a fingerprint has been
retrieved, an Automated Fingerprint
ldentification System, or AFIS, can
now search by computer for a possi-
ble matching print whereas before it
would have taken the equivalent of
72 manpower years lo complete the
same lask.

Another berielit of the new system
is the fact that investigators nolonger
need a suspect [n order to use a fing-
erprint, because AFIS randomly
cheeks every print in a central com-
puter bank for a possible match.

“Before, If you didn't have a sus-
pect a fngerprint was nearly use-
less,” Hauncher sald. “Now, you
might get a match of a person who
had nobusiness belngat the sceneso
you know he or stie committed the
crime,”

‘The Northville crime lab serves as
a support syatem for more than §00
police departments ir: southeast Mi-
chiganand Ohlo, exclustve of Detrolt,

Hauncher said his staff of engl-
neers. scientists and other
“academic types® process evidence
for about 8,000 felony cases each
year.

Lab technicians process crime
scenes, conduct fabricand body Aluld
analyss, fingerprint searches and
bailtsties testing among other things.

Hauncher called physical evi-
dence the key to law enforcement In
the 1990s.

~Physical evidence does not forget
and it does not lle, unlike withesses,”
he sald. *As new technology con-
tnues to become available, we have
the capability to analyze new pleces
of evidence, provide better analysis
and use smaller samples.”

Lynne Helton, a staff serologlst
with the Northville post, left a jobwith
the Food and Drug Administration
nearly ve years ago touse her sclen-
tific talents te help catch criminals.

“The work can be mundane but it
is also very exciiing.” said Helton,
who has bachelor's and master's de-
grees in forensic chemistry, “The
challenging part is when you have {o
testify in front of a jury and try {o ex-

LoJack uses compuiers mounted
in police crulsers to help track stolen
cars that are equipped with hidden
transmitters,

The homing signal is triggered
when an equipped automeblle is Te-
ported stolen and is entered into the
state police computer network.

Communities that don’t have Live-
nia’s resources rely on the State Po-
lice for such advanced technology, or
share the equipment of departments
like Livonia.

Under consortium agreements, a
dozen wesiern Wayne communlties
carnrequest to use Livonia’s AFIS sys-
tem for their benefit.

~The simple fact is that not every
department needs this type of equip-
ment,” said Canton public safety di-
rector John Santomauro.
