Tax picture
outlined
for citizens

If Novi residents are concerned
about thelr property taxes, you
weuldn't have known it by the
tumout at a special meeting on
July 11.

Only about a dozen residents
showed up for a detalled explana-
tlon of the city's assessing pro-
cess, the millage and the 1990-81
budget. The discussion, led by
City Manager Edward Kriewall,
City Assessor James Klausmeyer
and Finance Director Les Gibson,
was sparked June 4 by a delega-
tion of citizens who asked the city
council te roll back the millage to
last year’s levels, as advocated by
council members Tim Pope,
Nancy Cassis and Joseph Toth.

Those present agreed with
Krlewall that the next step s a
meeting for Novi residents with
State Sen. Jack Faxon (D, Far-
mingten Hills) and State Rep, Wil-
lis Bullard (R, Miiford).

“If you want to change the
whole taxing plcture, you have to
bring somme of these people down
and start yelllng at them,” sald
Kriewall. “City to city, local gov-
emments are Tespon-
sibly. When you start getting to

the county and state level, that's
another thing.”

Village Oaks resident Oliver
Hayman, who has protested the
increase in local taxes, praised the
administration for lts explanation
of the city finances.

“The issue however ia not with
the administration of the budget,”
he said.

They're the elected offi-
clals and they determine where
the money Is spent. This Issue was

acres of new wetlands for every acre
highway construction destroys, The
agency added the 1.5-acre condition
to the lst of growing mandates in
May.

The highway, which wili run from
Twelve Mile to Pontlac Trail just west
of the existing Haggerty Road, will
disrupt 23.5 acres of wetland arcas,
while current MBOT plans call for the
creation of 29 acres of wetlands. The
EPA would llke the state agency to
mitigate at least 35 acres.

But MDOT maintains that 29
acres s enough and more than meets
federal guidlines.

“We want to replace what we take,
however, mitigation is expensive and
we arc already going beyond the one-
to-one replacement rato required by
the govermment,” Lotoszinskd said.

spur sales

Owners of Independent food
markets, trade assoclations and a
consultant in the industry are split
on what Impact the acguislten of
Great Scott! supermarkets by Kroger
will have on independents.

Some speculated thal a portion of
Creat Scolt! customers, who account
for an 8-percent Detroit area market
share, could take a closer look at In-
dependents, especlally if those stores
are convenient to the home or
workplace.

Others, citing the neighborhood
niche carved by many Independents,
pibjected little or no gainin their cus-
tomer base.

-Stiil others suggested that as fewer
big players get in the game and com-
petition heats up, Independents will
have 1o work hard to keep the cus-
tomers they now have.

“As long as Independents have
competitive prices and good service,
they may do better,” sald Jemy
MtVety, as West Bloomfleld consul-
tant in the hospltality industry.

“Some consumers loyal to Great
Scott!, when the flag goes down, may
go. somewhere else,” he said.

Ed Bullack, store manager at the
Shopping Center Market store in
Ndrihwvilie, only sees the sale helping
independents if Kroger elects to close
a Greal Scolt! store,

~If Kroger takes over those Great
Scotts, they have a good name,” Bul-
lock satd. “It could hurt the indepen-
dehts unless they close them down —
unless an independent can pick up
soine of the Greal Scott! stores.”

The Northville Shopping Center
Market is part of a five-store chain
whith includes the Food Emporiums
in: Berkley, Bloomfleld Hilis and
Sauthfield.

“Inthis area here, it's going tohelp
the independents to some degree,” he
sajd. “Ihere isn't (a Great Scottl) ar-
ound here, A & P and Mefjer are the
orly competition we have.*

‘Bob Coleman owner of Bob's of
Canton, and Willlam Welch, an
owrier of five Hollywood Markets in-
cluding ene in Troy, belleve the mer-
ger presents oppartunities for thelr
businesses.

“They (large chains) can't give the
seivice | do,” Coleman said. "Kroger
is ‘known for slow checkout. Three
things T dwell on — cleanliness,
friendliness, quality and price. Qual-
ity and price are one.”

*The perception was Great Scott!
was high {prices), Kroger, too,” sald
Welch. “That should leave room for
me.

“I'would hope to think that some-
one Jeft outin thedark. . . would glve
Hollyweod Mariet a shot,” Welch
sald. “That could conceivably

happen.”

Jerry Zajdel, owmer of Your Better -

Market In Redford, isn't as optimistic
as Coleman or Welch.

“I don't think there will be any
change.” he said, “They'll stay right
there, unless they close the store.”

Linda Gobler, president of the Mi-
chigan Grocers Associatien, doesn't
expect that independents will reap a
windfall as a result of the Kroger/
Greal Scott! marriage.

*I'm not sure a merger or buyout
impacts on smaller stores,” she sald.
*Most ihdependents really create a
niche for themsetves. You get intodif-
ferent neighborhoods, and retailers
are accepted and become part of the
community.”

Gobler sees more competition
among the three large remaining
chains, A & P/Farmer Jack, Meljer
and Kroger/Great Scott!, than be-
tween them and the independents.

“The industry is very competitive

. . .and operates on a 1-percent pro-
fit margin,” she said.

Ryan Mathews, editor of Grocery
Marketlng, envisions two possihle
outcomes with the recent local
developments.

“Kroger would absorb Great Scottl
units and go throupgh merge and
purge locations . . . if they have two
stores close to each other,” Mathews
said, “Typlcally independents can do
well in those situations with niche
marketing,

*The worst-case scenariols Kroger
has made & firm commitment to the
Detrolt market, will keep the majority
of stores, open new units and get very
aggressive marketing.”

Mathews expects Kroger to come
out fighting,
