School bells V/lll ring a Week earlier this year— 
Aug. 28 for most students In the NoVl Co11i1nunity 
School District. 

Students in grades 1-12 will attend a half-day 
that Tuesday, then start their regular schedule 
Wednesday. Kindergarten and preprimaiy Im­
paired students will begin classes Wednesday, 
Aug. 29. 

In addition to the earlier starting date, the sche­
dule for the 1990-91 school year features a longer 
winter recess—the break tieglns at the end of 31e 
day Dec. 21 and classes resiime Jan. 7. 

In an effort to make parents aware of the sche­
dule changes, district ofQcials are 11ialllng a 'Back 
to School" newsletter to all Novl district homes, in­

serting the newsletter In a Novi News Issue and 
listing the calendar changes on the local commun­
ity access channel. 

Some parents already are aware of the calendar 
changes. Wayne Vlcklund, whose son ls an eighth 
grader, said he is unhappy the school now Will 
start before Labor Day. 

•1 don't think (district officials) considered that 
moving the starting date could have an impact on 
a large number of people," Vlcklund said. 

As a sln^e divorced parent, Vlcklund said he, 
like a growtag percentage of the population, had a 
closely detailed settlement for custociy during the 
summer and holidays. Because ei1closlng 
another holiday In the school year cut Into his vis­
itation privileges, Vlcklund said he renegotiated 
the settlement with his ex-wife. 

John Swallow, assistant superintendent In 
cha1:ge of human resources, said the revised 
calendar brings the Novl district in line with other 
schools In Oakland County. 

The calendars for the 1990-91, 1991-92 and 
1992-93 school years are spelled out in the oin-
tracts negotiated by the district and Novl Educa­
tion Association. 

The Board of Education and the teachers' union 
last month formally extended and modified sev­
eral aspects of the contracts. Including the 
calendars. 

The administration (ildn't feel (the calendar) 
was an Issue," Swallow said. 

The calendars planned for the next three years 
are Veiy similar to what the district had prior to the 
1988 school year.

In calculating ambulance re­
sponse times, the private carrier 
Co1nmunlty Emergency Medl(:al 
Service (CEMS) and the Novl Fire 
Department are not of one mind. 

In March — the only month 
used in Fire Chief Arthur Le-
naghan's recent stuffy — CEMS 
incllcated the company exceeded 
10 minutes in 2.5 emergency 
runs. Fire department offldals 
found the compaiqr's ambulances 
arrived on the scene 121nlnutesor 
later 10 times—alxiut 20 percent 
of the calls for that time span. The 
delayed responses, he said, 
occurred at locations throughout 
the city. 

"TVe found that it may be neces­
sary to question the Valltiity of the 
infonnation they were providing 
us," Lenaghan said. "The range 
Was as h l ^ as 23 minutes in one 
case. That's not acceptable. They 

should be able to meet the 
criteria." 

Novi follows state department 
of public health regulations which 
specify that an ambulance service 
should have response times of 10 
minutes or less on 90 percent of 
its emergency runs. 

The Dre department has been 
independentfy monitoring CEMS 
response times si11ce last Dec. 1, 
following several allegedfy delayed 
answers to emergency calls. Fire­
fighters on an emergency call are 
asked to fill out reports indicating 
when an ambulsuice arrives on 
the scene and the qualify of ser­
vice. Lenaghan said the clfy attor­
ney is currentfy polishing up a pri­
vate ambulance service guideline 
for Novl which CEMS will be ex­
pected to follow.

A poLce investigation Into the 
wrongful death of a 70-year-old 
Novl Care Center resident, which 
was expected to wrap up last 
week, still continues. 

"This Investigation is just mu­
shrooming," commented Lt. 
Robert Stames, Who Is spear­
heading the lnqul1y into the death 
of Esther Tauren, There is a lot 
more involved than what we first 
thought." 

The Investigation began Jufy 9, 
When Tauren, a former Farming-
ton Hills resident, died while being 
fed her evening meal. 

The Oakland County Medical 
Examiner listed aspiration of food 
as the offlcaJ cause of death. Ftollce 
say the coroner found Tauren's 
airway completely blocked by 

food. 
The 70-year-old, who suffered 

from Alzheimer's disease, was 
also (lehydrated at the time of 
death, police said. 

Because of her condition, 
Tauren could not ask or reach for 
water and relied solefy on the facil­
ity to provide for her needs, ac­
cording to famlty. 

She had been treated for dehy­
dration at I^vldence Hospital in 
Southfleld and released July 5 — 
four days prior to her death •— ac­
cording to her famlfy and police 
sources. 

Stames recentfy alerted the at­
torney general's health care fi-aud 
division about the case and said 
the department may ask for assis­
tance. The Michigan Department 
of Public Health is already in­
volved In the case.

Since Januajy, Bcauchemln said, 
the company has been following 
Novl's proposed policy. 

The guidelines include requiring 
the private carrier to: answer all calls 
With an advanced life support unit 
Within the lO-mlnute criteria; con­
tact an emergency back-up company 
If a unit ls unavailable; inform the 
city in writing 30 days prior to a rate 
Increase; use ambulances with cabs 
aixi chassis no more tllan Qve years 
old; submit a monthly report on re­
sponse times; and when an 
emergency call Is received, notify the 
Novl dispatch center. 

Lena^ian and City Manager Ed­
ward Kriewall met With Beauchemin 
and Gcrsh Cooper, head of Botsford 
General, earlier tills month to dis­
cuss tlie company's service. CEMS 
lias bicen the main ambulance firm in 
Nov! for approximately seven years. 
In September 1989, the firm entered 
into a 30-day action plan to improve 
operations in Novl, Which Included 
opc1iing the north end station and ar­
ranging for Paramed Ambulance to 
provide a back-up service for that 
end of the city. An additional basic 
life support unit velilcle was pur-
diased for tliat station. 

The ambulance company has two 
stations wliich answer Novl calls. 
One. at Tlilrtcen Mile and Decker 
Road. Was opened In December 
1989. in the midst of allegations that 
the response times to the north end of 
the city Were slow. The second is in 
NortliVllle on Center Street south of 
Eight Mile Road.

"I don't believe for a minute Uiat 
tlie clock in the police department Is 
five minutes different from the clock 
at Community EMS." he said. 'If you 
Jiave a unit at Eight Mile and Hag-
gerty and you have a run to Thirteen 
Mile and West Road, it's physically 
Impossible to get there in 10 
minutes."

Althou^ the Taiiren case Is the 
only Novl Care Center death under 
InvesUgatlon by police, the defart-
ment has received several compalnts 
from families of Novl Care Center pa­
tients and other nursing homes. 
TJiOse calls have been referred to the 

Attorney Generals Office or the De­
partment of Public Health. 

On a related note, tlie Novl Care 
Center Was one of several Farming-
ton Hills-based nursing homes 
owned by Farmington physician Ed­
win Blumberg Which were put into 
chapter 11 operating ba1iim1ptcy 
late last year. 

News reports indicated the home 
is being sold, but gave no further in­
formation.

To most people, firefighters axe Ilfe 
savere, heixxa In red during times of 
crisls. 

But tragically, one segment of the 
population often fears firefighters 
wh^n they are needed the most. 

As Clly fire Inspector Robeil Tlir-
ner explained, young children some-
times Dee fipom rescue personnel dur-
Ing a blaze rather than riinnlng tow-
aid them, and toward safety. 

7?umer said the sights and sounds 
of firefighters In their gear and brea­
thing apparatus scare the children, 
who then run and hide. "We find 
them in closets, under plle§ of 
clothes, between mattresses . . . 
wherever they can squeeze Into," he 
said. 

"That's our worst nightmare, fay­
ing to find a child who Is hiding.' 

To help allay those fears, T\imer 
has teamed up with Norm Fankell of 
Industrial Video Productions In 
Northvllle, arld Rob Stenger, a com­
munications major at the Unlversl^ 
of Iowa. The team has spent the last 
several weeks vldeotaplilg the North­
vllle City Fire Department in acUon. 
Their aim Is to create a videotape that 
will teach children that flrefli^ters 
are their friends. 

Turner and Fankell first came up 
with the idea after a softball game In 
which the two friends played 
together. 

"We were Just having a couple of 
beers after a game and talking about 
video," Fankell recalled. "We fiou^t 
that would be a good tool for Bob to 
use. I guess the goal is to show that 
the fireman Is the children's friend." 

Since thea the idea has grown 
Into a safety video that could be used 
by Aire and law enforcement person­
nel around the state. Stenger, who Is 
competing a summer internship 
with Fankell's company, has taken 
over the aiming and editing of the 
tape as a school project. 

Stenger Is using the production 
studio In Fankell's basement, and 
Fankell's video equipment to make 
the tape. "Rob's doing most of the 
work, rm Just supervising." Fankell 

said. "At the same time, though. I 
want to put out something quall^." 

Stenger anticipates the finished 
product will be about 15 minutes 
long. "It's probably one of the bigger 
things m have done," he said. 

"Right now rm In the process of 
getting all the video I need." 

That includes the footage from the 
Northvllle flre department, shots of 
actual ftres from Farmington lillls, 
and shots of the fiall-time &e depart­
ment in Sterling Heights. The Ster­
ling Heights footage shows firefigh­
ters relaxing In the flre department's 
TV room and kltchea to make the 
point that the flre hall Is often a home 
away from home. 

Stenger has also written the script 
for the video, and most of film will be 
narrated by an off-camera speaker. 
But Turner does some on-camera 
speaking, taking off equipment and 
explaining what each piece is for. 

T m going to wade through all the 
footage I've got tomorrow," Stenger 
said last week. Then It's time to set 
down at the editing bench and put it 
all together." 

Stenger said tliat process could 
take one to two weeks, or longer. 

"Tm Just going to use It for my re-
sume, and the flre department can 
use it for their presentations to 
groups like schools," Stenger said. 

Fankell added, "If It's good 
enough, we'll be glad to donate it to 
other fine departments . . . if we 
make arW money, we'll Just doiiate It 
to the children's fire fund.

It 
is unafflllated with a11y religious group. 

"It's a long way from being concluded, 
but an offer has been made that's accept­
able a l the appraisal price.

n l e delay i n selling the facility has ' 
been less a function of the asking price 
than of the archdiocese's desire to com­
ply with the township's wishes, said 
Berman. 

Township ofllclals hoped someone i n ­
terested in run11ing a convention center/ 
golf course wbuld buy the facility. It was 
rumored for awhile that the seminaiy. 
would become a Japanese cu l tu rd ' 
center. 

"There have been other potential buy-: -
ers Whose plans the archdiocese didn't 
feel would be the best fwssible thing for , 
the whole commuillty," said Berman. 
"Sometimes you say no even when U , 
hurts." 

St. John's buildings and grounds have 
been maintained by a skeleton crew. 
"We've kept building security and main­
tenance facilities there. You have to do _ 
that so a building doesn't deteriorate,"' 
Berman said.

Heavy, but necessary. 

'People see these pictures and 
think they can get clcse." 

Not s<i. Olleii an aniateur photo­
grapher getting too close is what 
causes an animal, such as a bear, to 
attack. 

Attacks are not caused by vicious 
t)ears, but by huinans who don't 
know the rules of the forest. 

"Bears basically leave people 
alone," said Bartlebaugh. "I know of 
no unprovoked attacks. Most are 
caused by animals defending their 
young or food .source. People have got 
to remember that they are Intruding 
in a bear's 'house.'" 

Bartlebaugh feels so strotigly ab­
out teaching Would-be Wildlife photo­
graphers lhat he formed the Center 
for Wildlife Information, a group de­
dicated to teaching photo ethics. 

'We're not here to tell people What 
not to do," he said. "We tell them what 
to do. We want to teach people how to 
teach others." 

The group formed offlcialiy in 1988 
When a group of arllmaJ photogra­
phers met in a rustic bar In Montana.

They decided to research how people 
made mistakes when dealing with 
animals. 

For this, they developed an "unor­
thodox. u11approVed and unoffldal" 
research team in Which members 
went out to national parks a11d ob­
served how humans interacted With 
aillmals. 

Their fears Were conflrmed — they 
found the humans to be full of mis­
conceptions about how to Interact 
with animals. 

They were nice people," Bartle­
baugh said. "They appeared to have 
an above-average Income, some were 
members of the Sierra Club, they 
seemed to be college educated." 

But not educated in how to deal 
With animals. 

"Some of the giiys tried to be ma­
cho and get aa close as possible to the 
animals," he said. "We saw people 
trying to put their kids on a bilSiaJo.* 

Not smart. Contraiy to popular be-
lief, the most dangerous animal Isn't 
the bear, it's the buffalo. 

To clear up this sort of misconcep­
tion, Bartlebau^ is tiying several 
tactics to educate the public. He re­
cently spoke at the University of 
Montana's International Wildlife 
Film FesUval. 

The center has developed all types 
of promotional material - everything 
torn slide shows and bumper stick­
ers to placements designed to teach 
others how to photograph animals. 

But. perhaps his most effective 
teaching metliod Is the sticker about 
photo ethics that he attaches to the 
tack of each of his pictures. 

It says, in part. "All of us share the 
responsibility for our own safety and 
for that of the animals when We ob­
serve them." 

In a time when photographers 
proportionally outnumber their a11i-
mal subjects, this is sage advice 
Indeed.

The Cflfiter for Wikllifo tniormation says the foilov^ng bears we tfle nlost 
dangofous: Cute, frieftdly boafs that appear to be oompletefy (fisinterf̂ ted in 
you; a sow with cubs; a bestf vvlth fresh kin; arid a bisar habitiMed to hun^ 
afld no longer able to feed itself naturally. 

How do professional photogra^ers get such great photos? The Center kt 
Wildiife Information uses these guidelines: By using captive and confStioned 
animals; photographing in specially controlled areas; traveiklg into the bade 
country; and using a very strong telephoto lens and paHance. 

The Center for Wildlife information offers the fdtowing tips for ph<^raphing 
animals: 
• Remain alert to potential danger in spite of your attempt for tlie per­
fect photo; 
• Maintain a distance of no less than 500 to 1,000 feet to avoid 
provocation: 
• Never surprise a bear or other animal, retreat at any sign of stress or 
danger 
• Use a 400-milllmeter or longer lens. Avoid direct contact with ani­
mals, even through the lens: 
Q Dm'i crouch or taJce a stance that may resemble an aggressive 
stand; 
• I3on't follow or chase an ajciimal; 
Q Don't make animal sounds or walls to attract an animal's attentton: 
Q Don't crowd or slirround an animal; 
Q Stay out of dense brush:

At the onset, signs of I^e disease 
indude flu-like symptoms out of sea-
son, such as a ̂ n e c k , dhOls. fewer. 
SQie throat headadKS. &tlgue and 
Jdnt pain. And unlike some types of 
arthritis, the pain seems to move 
Enom i(M. to Joint 

Some people vibo become infected 
devek)p more sertous problems. An 
megularbeaitbeatmay occur, some­

times requiring Implantation of a 
temporaiy pacemaker. 

Lyme disease also can cause prob­
lems with the central nervous sys-
tern, causing meningitis, fiudal psJay 
or encephatopattay. 

While peqde should be m guard 
against Lyme disease, people 
shouldn't become alarmed or para-
noid to the point vî iere tb^'re afrakl 
to go outside. By taking the needed 
precautions agabist the disease, peo-
pie can still enjoy their iavorite sum­
mertime activities. 

There are several things peqlle 
can do to guard against the disease, 
according to the foundation: 
Q Wear protective ckitblng like k » g 

skirts ot pants with, the legs tucked 
inside of socks. 
• Check yourself and your children 
far tides. Look doeely at the hair, 
ears, tindexarms, truiuc of the body, 
ffoin and back erf' the knees. 

Q InspectpetsforticksbeforektUilg 
them indoors. T h ^ may cany the 
ticks into the house, where t h ^ may 
Moffandfhenbitefimily members. 

Q Homeowners can dear away 
bnlsfay and grassy that attract ticks.

Recycling of building site mater­
ials lags behind other parts of the 
solid waste stream, but there maybe 
hope as the opportunlUes for such re-
cycling become more readily 
available. 

Until then, it's up to the building 
industly to cut back on its waste and 
reuse whatever scraps remain. 

Builder Association of Southeast 
Michigan (BASM) ExecuUve Vice 

, l^sldent Irving Yackness said buil­
ders are aware of a need for recycling, 

' but theydon't have the opportunites. 
Building materials like scrap 

wood, wall tioard, scrap metal, poly/ 
polyvijiyl chloride (PVC) and metal 
piping, paints and chemicals don't 
generally iaU in the same categories 
as the common recyclables. 

Loch McCabe, an economist and 
program analyst with the consulting 
firm Itesource Recycling Systems 
Inc. of Ann AAOT, recently told a 
gathering of BASM members that 
there are few options for the builder 
who wants to be environmentally 
filendty. 

While communities and the pri­
vate sector offer alternatives to the 
private dtizen—glass, some plasUcs 
and paper recycling is becoming 
common—builders' options are lim­
ited, McCabe said. 

Builders can still recyde paper, 
plastic and glass resulting from office 
work, but imtil recycling becomes a 
viable alternative for construcUon 
materials, the builder's tlest option is 
to reuse and reduce waste. 

"Ifyou throw out somethlngyouVe 
paid for, you're wasting money right 
there," McCabe said. 

Dave Denske, president of Canton 
Waste Recycling t i c , is the first to of­
fer recycling services to the builders 
In this area. 'We're experiemenUng 
with it and it's something we're look-
ing forward to." 

The increase of waste disposal 
costs, he said. Is the vejy reason that 
reqrcllng is becoming a reality, 
Denske said.

Canton Waste Recycling is accept­
ing only Waste lumtier, which is 
ground up into wood chips and dis­
tributed as mulch. 

Denske is e3q)erimentlng with con­
crete and scrap metal rec^Jing on a 
smaller scale with township resi­
dents, but is not offering it as a com-
merdal service yet. 

Diywall and PVC piping present a 
different problem. "IVe talked to peo­
ple about tt, buti liaven'tbeenable to 
find anyone to take ttyet. We can't re­
cyde anything we can't get rid of," he 
said. 

"It ca-̂ i hi very profitable (to recyde 
waste m.'ten.»:is) instead of throwing 

them out but we need to have some­
place to get rid of it," 

Desnke said, "Everything has a 
value once it's separated." 

Denske speculated that recycling 
will create a great ma11yjobs and bol­
ster the economy as more compa111es 
create products from recycled 
materials. 

Cindy Burgress, Public Admi­
nistration Research Group in Ply­
mouth, a consulting firm, said recy-
cling, reusing and redudngwaste arc 
not enough, ff alternatives to the 
throw-away sodety are to work, buil­
ders and everyone else must "com­
plete the loop," 

A growing willingness to recyde 
and he responsible for waste, while 
admirable, must be complemented 
by consumer demand for products 
made from recycled materials. 

"You're not doing any good ffyou're 
not buying (products made from re-
cyded materials),' Bi1rgess said. 

Burgress said the main obstade to 
recycling has ahrays been lack of in­
terest. It was always been a lack of in­
terest. It was always cheaper and 
more convenient to throw out than 
recyde and so public and private in­
terests have not been galvanized tow­
ard a market based on recycling. 

"My feeling is it hasn't been se:gr 
enough — but now it's hitting in the 
pocket book," she said. 

There are already some recycled 
building products available. The Of­
fice of Waste Reduction Services, ac­
cording to spokesperson Bill KesUng 
has obtained and is distributing co­
pies of the Recyded Products Guide, 
a publication listing manufacturers 
of products made from recycled ma­
terials, Kesling said.

The recycling symbol's familiar 
three arrows may be 11iore important 
than you realize. The tliree arrows 
represent collection, processing and 
reuse — the thIre elements that 
must balance for 1Tecycllng to be 
succcssiul. 

Because collection is the flrst step, 
most recycling programs have di­
rected their efforta at establishing 
sound, dependable collection. Their 
plan has Worked, almost too well. As 
many recycling programs have dis­
covered, the current markets are not 
usually sufficient to handle the vol­
ume of materials currently being col­
lected for recycling. We must begin to 
build these markets. 

The 1990s are being proclaimed 
the "decade of the environment." In­
dividuals and businesses through­
out the country are partldpatlng in 
recycling and conservation prog­
rams. If these programs are to con­
tinue to be successful. Individuals, 
businesses and organizations must 
take a leadership role in creating 
markets for recyded products. 

The flrst step In establishing these 
markets is to request, buy and use 
recycled products — Ijoth at home 
and at Work. 

The next step Is to encourage gov­
ernments and businesses to buy re­
cycled products and establish ongo­
ing procurement piDgramS for re­
cycled products. 

In the past finding informadon ab­
out suppliers of recyded products 
was difilcult. This Information has 
become more readl|y available. 

RECYCLED PRODUCTS GUTOE: 
The American Recycling Market Inc. 
published the flrst "Official Recyded 
Products Guide" in 1989 which listed 
product suppliers and vendors. This 
guide may be purchased or may be

LOCAL SUPPLIERS: Many local 
suppliers may already cany a supply 
of recycled prtxlucts.

Check the yellow 
pages for the nearest location. 

Goven1ments significant!)' impact 
the marketplace, both in terms of 
purchasing quantity and by encour­
aging the private sector to buy re­
cycled products whcneVer possible. 

The Michigan Legislature enacted 
PA 412 in 1988. This law amends the 
Management and Budget Act by re­
quiring that all paper products pi1r-
chased by the state be recycled If the 
cost does not exceed 110 percent of 
the non-recycled price. It also states 
that by 1991,50 percent of the state's 
total paper purchases must be re-
cycled paper. 

Encouraging the purchase of re­
cycled products bcghis with getting 
yourself invohred. Set an example 
with your own purchasing practices. 
Then share your Ideas with family, 
friends and community groups. 

Learn whether and to What extent 
your local and county governments 
are currently purchasing recycled 
products. Commend them for ary 
positive efforts. If they're not using 
any recycled products, express your 
desire for them to begin purchasing 
recycled products by calling, vinritlng, 
and meeting With the mayor, coimty 
executive, city council and solid 
Waste officials. 

Use the same procedures When 
contacting local businesses about 
their use of recycled products. 

ff We are to enjoy the beneflts of re-

w i i e n b u i l d i n g a h o m e 
I hold ilUs to some roal ostate with my brother-in-

law. The deod says that we hold It as "joint tenants 
with full rights of survivorship." Can I convey my in-
teres! In the property, which I am told Is a life estate, 
and cut off the interest of my brother-in-iaw upon 
my death? 

The answer is no. There is no rule prohibiting 
you from trajisferingyour life estate Interest In the 
property to someone else. On the other hand, your 
conveyance of your Iffe estate to someone else 
would not destroy what is called a "contingent re­
mainder" of the Joint tenant who was holdfrig the 
property wlthyou. In otherwords, even ffyou con­
vey your Itfe estate to a friend, ff that person dies 
before your brother-in-law, your brother-in-law 
WlU have legal title to all of the property. 

Simply put, upon the death of either of the origi­
nal co-tenants, the other co-tenant, or any person 
to whom he has transferred his contingent re­
mainder, takes the whole estate. The state Su­
preme Court has recently confirmed this condu-
slon and also has held that the Joint Iffe estate may 
be partitioned vi/lthout affecti11g the contingent re­
mainder. This simpty mca11s die property can be 
divided up during your Iffetime but that does not 
affect the right of the contingent beneficiaries of 
the Iffe estate to thefr interest in the property. 

Our managenrtent company has Just submitted a 
new contract with us In our condo, and they appa-
rantiy have divested some of the partners and are 

In the process of forming a new corporation. Our 
present attorney has had some affiliation with the 
old management cotnpany In that It was responsi-
ble for sending him a number of accounts and, In 
fact he had some business relationship with the 
management Arm Inlhat they were joint owners of a 
building, among other things. Several members of 
the board think that It Is necessary to retain another 
attorney to review the new management contract to 
look Into Its legal and financial background. Do you 
think that fa neeassarv? 

Your board is astute in ensiuing that they will 
be free from any criticism on the part of the mem­
bers of the association hy retaining an Indepen­
dent attorney Who has no affiliation vidth the man­
agement firm, either financial or proprietary. 

To the extent that the management company Is 
responsible for the attorney receiving numerous 
accoimts almost exclusive^, and ff the attorney 
has some business relationship with the manage­
ment firm, the attorney may Well be in a conflict of 
interest. Even ff he or she is not, it 111ay appear that 
he or she is and the best Judgment of the attorney 
may l>e altered because of this financial relation­
ship With the mar1agemcnt firm. 

Prudence being the better part of valor, you 
have made the right decision in retal11111g someone 
Who Is totally Independent of any tle-lns with the 
management firm. 

My husband and I have found a condontlnlum 
that we real!y tike, but It Is a cooperative condomi-

nlum where we would own the condo but not the 
land. In the cooperative all property is ovmed by the 
corporadon which Is owned and operated by the 
members. We would lease the land and the lease Is 
good for 99 years. It Is a community of people 55 
years and older. Could you please tell me what Is 
your opinion on such an an-angement? 

Obviously, without reviewing the "Condomi­
nium Documents," it is hard for me to determine 
exactly what you are intending to purchase. It ap­
pears that you may be dealing with a leasehold 
condo wherein the land is not part of the condo 
project but it is being leased under a 99-ycar lease. 

•You may be confused as to whether, in fact, it is 
a c t»pcraUve where all of the premises of the pro­
ject are owned by the condo assodation. It may be 
that you are conftlsed as to what you are intending 
to purchase. 

The best advice I can give you is to get a know­
ledgeable attorney to review to "Condominium Do­
cuments" in re^ud to the cooperatlon-condo/ 
leasehold-condo to determine exacdy what you 
are thinking alx>ut purchasing and to give you an 
opinion in regard to it.

P o l l r e v e a l s h o m e b u y e r s ' p r e f e r e n c e s 

When it comes to product selec­
tion in a new home, nearly evety new 
home buyer leaves all the decisions to 
the builder. But that doesn't mean 
you can't be educated about what 
goes in, on and around your new 
home and select the products with 
your builder, says Richard Blnsacca, 
new products editor of Builder 
magazine. 

Although many products installed 
in a speculatlVe housing project are 
dictated by the type of buyer the buil­
der hopes to attract, you shoi11d still 
tie aware of the quaJlty of the pro­
ducts relative to the price of the 
house. .Ahnost all builders offer up­
graded product packages. 

"Buying a new home is one of, 11 
not the, biggest investments you wiU 
ever make," Blnsacca said. 'Yet most 
buyers make that decision based on 
nothing more than aesthetics and lo­
cation. Ignore the latter for now and 
think about how iar good looks really 
go. The attraction starts to wear thin 
ff the Windows are drafty, the lino­
leum floor peels and the siding 
fades." 

Basic home appliances and build­
ing products can be easily re-
seaniied at consumer-targeted sho­
wrooms, do-it-yourseff home center 
stores and in home-Improvement 

magazines. Blnsacca cautions 
against upgraded products for the 
sake of getting more whistles and 
bells. 

'New high-tech toys with a lot of 
flashing ll^ts and push-button con­
trols often mesmerize buyers without 
really doing more than thefr standard 
counterparts," he said. Technology 
should be functional as well as at­
tractive and lun. 

"For Instance, what does a touch-
control dishwasher do any tietter 
than a conventional, tum-the-knob 
model? Protiably not much. But ff the 
upgraded appliance offers better per­
formance (varied cydes, a more pow­
erful spray, tietter energy effldency) 
then it might be worth it." 

Blnsacca says one high-tech pro­
duct worth buying is a theimostat. 
Electronic programmable controls 
for the heating and cooling system 
can reduce yoiu-energy consumption 
by allowlrig you to schedule the sys­
tem to operate at peak elHde11fty. 

But even in energy-co11scious 
areas, where builders make a point to 
offer an energy package, maity bity-
ers don't think about it beyond the 
sales brochure. Hlgh-effidency fur­
naces, heat pumps and afr condition­
ing systems are a bit more ejqpensive 
but Worth the money, Biilsacca said. 

Professional Builder magazine 
polled 814 people nationwide who 
plan to biiy new houses fri the next 
six months and asked what they re­
quire fri thefr next dwelUng. Here's 
what they said: 

• Increase the size of the family 
areas, like the kitchen and family 
room, and add doset space, 

• Ofthose polled, 42.8 percent fa­
vor sln^e-level homes; 29.7 percent 

gve the note to two-stoty houses. 
• Detached houses are favored by 

85 percent. Those favoring attached 
housl11g favor townhouses. 

• Energy-saving features and 
quality of construction ranks tops fri 
concern, and buyers want formal 
guarantees. 

« Houses with three or more bed­
rooms are preferred. 

• Two-car garages are preferred 
by 61.1 percent. 

• Buyers want at least two bath­
rooms, regardless of the house's 
price range. 

• TVaditlonal architectural style is 
the top selection. Regionally, West 
Coast and New England house btty-
ers lean toward contemporaiy style. 

• Most buyers want to eat In a se­
parate dfrling room, but they also 

want eating space In the kitchen. 
• Brick is the overall favorite ex­

terior finish. Regionally. New Englan-
ders like wood shakes; the West 
Coast Iflies stucco. 

• Most bityers would trade lot size 
for upgraded amenities. 

• 'Wlen the choice is size or amen­
ities, bityers of detached houses 
want more size.
