The group originally asked
councll for a $197,400 allotment
but got enly 5180.000, which was
$5,000 less than fts 1989-90
budget.

Dr. Hobert Piwko, superintendent
of the Novi Cemmunity School Dis-
Lrict, sald Lhe board will discuss set-
ting a Sepl. 25 electon date for resi-
dents to vote whether to Issue bonds
to fund the construction of a *lnk”
belween two district schools.

The proposed Instructional/
technology ink between Novi Mea-
dows and Novi Mliddle Schiool was
une of the allernatives recommended
by the district Facllitles Committee,
formed In the spring of 1990.

The commlittee was asked to ad-
dress the increasing pepulalon of
Novl Meadows, Nevl Middle School
and Novi High Schosl. Committee
members discussed separate addi-

Uons toeach butlding, the addition of
common [acilities, bullding new, se-
parale facllitles, as well as several op-
Uons for the expansion of the physl-
caleducation and athletic lacilitles at
the high schoel.

The committee's final report con-
cluded there was need for both edu-
cattonal and physical education fa-
cilities ane urged the board to act In
what il considers the bestinterests of
the commurty.

Plwko said Menday the board is
expected to proceed with onty the
cducational facllity for now. The
board will review the recommenda-
tien for the high school, he added,
passibly placing that proposalon the
ballot tn the spring.

“We know that the need at the
grade 5-6-7-B levels has to be
addressed,” Piwko said. “This 15 a
priorily.

‘The Facllitles Committee’s final re-
port listed several advantages and

For example, the fuctuating
school population could be accomo-
dated more easily with “loating”
classrooms, Stall and faciiltfes could
be shared. State-ol-the-art equlp-
ment coitld meet the needs of Y-
through eighth-graders In one
facdlity.

Disadvantages the committee
ciled include more expensive operal-
ing costs (than separate add!tions];
schools could lose thelr individual
identltles; commurlty access to ath-
letic felds behind both buildings

would be restricted and transition
anxiety for children from fourth to
fifth grade may increase.

The school disirict must seel voter
approval 1o seil bonds because it is
the tax dollars generated by the debt
miliage that go toward repayment of
the bond ameunt as well as the inter-
est on the bonds.

The school district issues the
bonds 1o the bidder that offers the
lowest Interest rate tothe district, As-
soclate Superintendent Wililam Barr
sald.

Piwko said that he does not expect
that the district will have to raise the
millage rate to fund repayment of &
new bond issue.

“It appears that we are again in the
fortunate situation that we will hot
require additional millage,” he sald.

Wixom police officer and Nowl resi-
dent Alan Blashfield received a dis-
tinguished service medal for spear-
heading the investigation Into an
alcohol -related accident which led to
several landmark erimtnal
convictions.

The Wixom coflicer recelved the
coveted medal last month at the an-
nual police chiel's conference. He
was one of 18 officers from over 500
departments bestowed with the dis-
tinguished service distinction.

“Oficer Blashfield did a bang-up
joh and we are all real proud of him,”
Wixom Police Chiel Lawrence Hol-
land said.

Although Blashfleld is equally
proud, he maintains that It is the
story behind the award that is irapor-
Lant, not the medal itself.

[twas 8 a.m. Easter Moming 1988
wiien an ntoxicated 18-year-oid lost
control of her vehicle and plowed into
a nearby tree at 73 miles an hour.

“Arriving al the scene that serene
morrdng was one of the strangest ex-
periences [ ever had,” Blashileld
commented.

To demonstrate the velocity at lm-
pact, the vehicle's engine was thrown
2 Y% [leet backward Inito the passen-
get compartment and a tre securely
{astened in the trunk flew into the
back seal.

“The worst thing is that the accl-
dent shouldn't have happened. It was
purely alcohol induced,” the officer
sald,

Twelve beer cans, elght of which

were empty, were found inside or
iéar the car, according to police
-eports.

."One of strangest things about the
accident scene was that the 23-year-
ald, who was the only one able to
walk, was found trying to throw the
peer cans away from the car.” Blash-
ileld said, “He was cut up badly and
oieeding, but all he kmew to do was
ger-rid of the evidence.”

“The 18-year-old was hospitalized
fokinternal injures. The 14-year-old
pagsenger ended up In a body cast

ard the 23-yid-old passenger suf-
lacerfations from”

fered arm and fo
being thrown ugh the vehicle's
windshietd. All three were legally in-

toxicated at the time of the accident.

The trio Involved in the accident,
all of whom were from the Walled
Lake/Wixom area, attended a
Wolverine Lake party the night befare
the accldent. Admission was
charged, which is not allowable with-
out a liquor license, and numerous
minors between the ages of 14 and 20
were present.

The testimeny galhered by Blash-
fleld durng the [allow-up investiga-
Uon resulted in felony convictions of
the Wolverine Lake party-thrower
and the man who bought the party’s
hall-barrel of beer, and knowlingly
sold admission tickets to minors.

The 18-year-old driver, who was
without a license, was convicted of
two counts of felonious driving and
sentenced under the vouthful traln-
ing acl.

AWalled Lake party store was also
convicted of feur liqour law violations
tn association with the accident. The
Hop-in on Pontiac Trail sold beer to
two of the individuals Involved in Lhe
accident three Hmes during the
night. Based on the convictions, the
store had Its license suspended for
six months.

The 18-year-old and 23-year-old
purchased three 12-packs [rom the
storebetween 12a.m. and 6a.m. and
were visibly intaxicated at the time of
each sale, according to the cashler’s
police statement, [n addition, the fi-
nal sale alsa took place hetween 2
a.m. and 12 p.m. on Sunday momn-
ing, which 1s prohibited by law.

On top of having its liquor license
suspended, the store was [fined
$2,800 and forced to donate an addi-
tional $2.400 to the Walled Lake
Western substance abuse counsel-
ingcenter — which is the first time in
state history that this type of finan-
cial communily service was
mandated. .

The store clerk was convicled of
two misdemearnor charges, sellingal-
cohol after hours and selling Lo vis-
ibly intexicated persons. He was sen-
tenced under the youthful training
act,

“These conviclons send a mes-

sage that we are willing to go beyond

Just writing. the-accident zeport in
‘alechoi-related accidents and fnd
out who Is responsible,” Blashfleld
sald.

Farm makes renovations

For the same reason, Tollgate does
nel pay city property taxes.

This summer, a garage will be re-
nevated to provide a itchen, a bath-
room and two conference rooms Lo be
used for a varety of educational
programs, said Tollgate Direclor
Thomas Schretder. inthe future, the
revamped garage might beused as a
fine arts center — Tollgale will be
kicking off an arts program thls
winter.

At present, the new conference
rooms — which will hold a total of 60
people — will be used lor worksheps
and weekend tralning, [requently
conducted by MSU faculty members.

Alse (n the works this summer are
a serles of nature trails which will be
open to the publie, The tralls will in-
clude Interpretive statlons on topics
such as the environment, forestry,
wildflife and land management.

In additfon, the 142-year-old hay

barn will be cleaned up and remod-
elled for use asa games and activities
center. Eventually, Tollgate hopes to
winterize the bam and purchase a
portable stage for theater programs,
Schnelder sald.

Next year, a $2.5 miliion In-door
horseback riding arena and stables
are planned to augment the existing
equestrian program for handicapped
children. This would be built at the
north end of the property. About
1,000 Lo 1,500 children are expected
Lo participate per year.

The third phase of construction —
within five years — calls for a confer-
ence center facility which could hold
up to 300 people, inctuding overnight
accommodations, Furihermore, Toll-
gate's master plan calls for a blo-
dome. a geodestic dome in which an
ecosystem would be developed to de-
monstrate the results of changes in
earth’s biosphere. The dome would

include a pond for aquaculture
studies,

The center also has leng-range
plans for a computer lab and a video
preduction studio where educational
programs would be prepared for
broadcasting throughout the state by
sateflite,

Schrieider has been keeping Novi
City Manager Edward Kriewall and
Community Development Director
James Wahl posted about the
expansion.

“The process we agreed on with the
city manager and the planning direc-
tor was that we would be very happy
to share with them the Information
and the plans we have beendoing on
the site for them to comment on, We
want todothat inthe interest of eoop-
eration,” he explained.

The city has no complaints on that
score: “They're really working closely
with us,” Kriewall sald.

Architect's
role should
be clear

Belore you approach an archilect
lo develop plans for your dream
house, think about your goals for the
project, the Michigan Assacialion of
Home Builders advises.

What kind of design and materials
do you envision? Does your budgel
maltch yeur aspirations?

While your architect will help you
think your project through, you
showld have a general understanding
of your goals and reseurces to help
you select Lhe architect who's best far

u.

Look al paris of projects shmilar to
yowrs thal yeu especially Like. Whal
is 1t about Lhem you find appealing?

Contact the ovner and ask which
architect they selected and why.
Names and addresses of archilects
are avatlable from the Detrolt chapter
of the American Instilute of Ar-
chitects. Keep In mind that some ar-
chitecture finns speciallze.

Interview several architects. When
talking to candidates, ask to see
photographs of projects they have
worked on thal are comparable to
yours (n size and type.

Ask for names of owners you can
contact. Ask to meet any other mem-
bers of the deslgn team who may be
trvolved in the project,

You should walk away from your
meetng knowing how the architect

- expects ta work with you and other
members of the tearn. What does the
archltect see as the most important
issues or conslderations?

Is his style and approach simllar to
yours? Doyou feel good aboul the ar-
chitect as a person? [s the “cherni-
stry” right?

Don't hesitate to ask questions.
Think of the architect as a profes-
siona] who will bring expertence and
specialized knowledge to your
project.

Once you've found an archllect
you fee! comfortable working with, sit
down and discuss exactly what ser-
vices will be needed. Some owners
bring thelr particular expertise to the
owner-architect relatfonshilp: some
will need step-by-step guldance.

Basic architectural services in-
clude: schemaile design, design de-
velopment, construction documents
(working drawing, specifications and
contract), bldding and negotiation
{contractor selection), and contrue-
tion contract administration.

But the architect may be helpfut in
other ways such as providing finan-
cfal feastbllity studies, assisting in
site selection and zoning applica-
tions, exploring energy-savirng sys-
tems, providing landscape and inter-
for design and helping you (hrough
the approval process required by
many local jurisdictions.

The complexity of the project wiil
often dictate the level of service sup-
plied by the architect.

The formal agreement between
you and your architect — the owner-
architect agreement — spells out
what both you and the architect ex-
peet from the professional relation-
ship. f'you've agreed to a list of ser-
vices and discussed the budget, the
formal agreement should follow with-
out difiiculty.

It belongs
toeverybody, and It's accessible,” the
Detroit Symmphony Orchestra’s prin-
cipal flutist, Ervin Monuoe, says
emphatically.

“Youdon't have to take flve years of

. college tobe able to enjoy what you're

going to hear. And when you talk
down lo somebody — there's no rea-
son forit. If somebody has not had ex-
posure {o a Brahms symphony, you
can talk about iL. You should make it
accessible to the person.”

Monroe, being interviewed in the
Troy house he shares with his wife,
Susan, and their children, made 1t
appareni that this belief is rooted In
his childhood, his more than 25
years as a musiclan and {eacher and
his experience as past president of
thi Natlonal Flute Assoclation.

With a hint of a Southern accent,
he recounted the obstacles and lack
of educational opporturnities and ac-
ecessibility to classical music he en-
colintered growing up in Niceville,
Fla.. as the youngest of sx. He reve-
aled how his love for the flute helped
overcome these obslacles and
opened opportunities, making him
one of the most successful flutists in
the country.

In the great room, a fire glowed In
the fireplace on a chilly spring even-
ing as Monroe sat talking to a visitor,
A {all man, Monroe s a gregarious
host with an open mannner.

“His mother, a school teacher and
*real music lover,” gave him a plecolo
when he was 10. However, the in-
strument proved defective. Though
she was the family’s sole supporter
by then, she agreed to buy him
another instrument and told him to
pick one. Realizing there wasn't a
flute player in the Niceville Elemen-
tary School band, he chose flute. Im-
mediately, he “loved it, and decided
that was it.”

* By 12 he said, "Iwas 50 serlousab-
out making this my occupation in
lfé, T went to find out where you goto
make a living playing flute. So [ was
told, you play in an orchestra”

Ervin Monroe: “You don't have to take fiva years of college to be abie to enfoy what you're going to hear. And when you talkdown
to somebody — there’s no reason for il.

Just blast it out into the woods. We
lived in the woods. I would go cut and
run with my dogs. You could hear it
threugh the woods.”

Meanwhile, at that tme in the
mid-1950s, what Morroe could lis-
ten to on late-night radlo was jazz
from New Crleans and rhythm and
blues, including B.B. King "long be-
fore he became popular,” on a black
station out of Galveston, Texas. To-
day, he likes playing blues.

His ~first real exposure™ to orche-
stras also came the summer he was
12, at Florida State University's Tal-
lahassee Camp. By the seventh grade
he played in a nearby high school
band, In the 11th grade he was per-
forming in the Pensacola Symphony
and playing saxophone in a high
school jazz band. It wasn't untll he
went to Oberlln College In Ohlo that
he studied with a private teacher.

Menroe's determination again Is

shown in his story of how he satisfled
the requisite audition for Oberlin.
Hearing the Oberlin Woodwind En-
semble was to perform in Hattles-
burg, Miss., he took his flute to the
performance, thinking he might be
able to audition, Impressed, he went
backstage tothe dressingrootn of one
of the players, "who was washing his
hair in the sink,” and announced, “i'd
like to play for you.”

He said, “So play.”

‘That particular musiclan turned
out to be the bassoon teacher. He
liked what he heard and the school
accepted the “dressing roomn recital,”
sinee Monroe couldn't alford to travel
to Ohlo. His studles at Oberlin
opened the opportunity to study in
Salzburg, Austria, for a year, and o
learn German.

Asastudent, Monroe sald, hisatti-
tude was, "Wow, I've got this oppor-

tunity to clo this. I'm golng to really
work hard. I'm going to do it

For his master's degree he went to
the Manhattan School of Music in
New York, because that's where all
the orchestras used to hold audi-
tions. During that year, impressario
Sol Hurok contracted him to play
with the Ballet of London tour, the
Royal Danish Ballet and Bolshol Bal-
let. By 1968 ke joined the Detroit
Symphony Orchestra.

Monroe is editor-at-large for the
“Flutists Quarterly,” and has amuslc
publishing comparry, for which he ar-
ranges and transcribes compositions
for flute that he distributes
internationally.

He's artistic consultant for Mura-
matsu Flutes U.5.A., performs with
the DSC and teaches at Wayne State
University, Oakland University and
privately.
