Quality teachers can
be from any college

My daughiterp
wants to go into |
leaching and Is
looking for the best
college 1o attend
for a teaching de-
gree. From your
experience, where
did the best teach-
ers coma from In e
the districts where EEEEE ¢
you wera an SR
adminlstrator?

[can't ever remember talking to a
teacher and asking what college or
university she/he was graduaied
from. Even during teacher candidate
Job interviews the collge or university
was nol a mafor {ssue to me.

Knowledge of their subject area,
empathy for children, clearly stated
goals, and evidence of a willingness
lo continue their educatlon, to be a
teamn player, were characteristics
looked for over and above the Instity-
tionn they attended.

This {s a tough question. There are
obviously certaln state institutions of
higher education that do focus more
oti teacher education than other
schools.

However, there arc colleges and
universitles whose major focus s not
cducation but who also deliver good
to excellent teachers,

Iwilihave to say, as a formerassis-
tant superintendent for instruction, |
really didn't care where they gra-
duated from as long as they could
teach.

Indeed, I scheduled myself tnto
classrooms on a regular basis to get
out of the central office with all its
“paper pushing” so as lo keep in
touch with what was going on in the

-real world, the classroom,

The good and great teachers could
have come from a lousy teacher edu-
catlon program. However, their own
creativity and commitment to teach-
Ing. to children soon had them betng
recognized as a quality teacher.

Indeed, you could put a great
teacher in an old bam with nothing
more than one 1920 McGulley
reader. In a few months that great
teacher would transform the bamn
Into an alive, stimulating leaming
environment. Great teachers over-
come all obstacles.

Let me pose this question. Think of
the 10 finest elementary, secondary
or college teachers you had. What
college or university did they attend?
Can't answer t, can you?

For me to teil you which college
has the best teacher education prog-
ram Is imposs(ble.

A major research study of every

&l cducation department, and (ts pro-
e [essors and their performance would
Bl be necessary to draw any conclu-

slons. Then. those education depart-
ments rated average or below by the
study would reject the findings.

However, all things belng equal,
the lollowing criteria s what 1 would
use in determining the best experi-
ence for getting a teaching degree.

I would louk for those teacher edu-
cation departments whase major fo-
cus Is teaching, followed by profes-
sional journal writing and then seck -
tng research grants from the federal
government.

Look for departments where the

professors make themselves avall-
able to meet and counsel their slu-
dents on a one-to-one basis. Also
look for one where the professor
hasn't abdicated all his or her stu-
dent conlact hours ta a teaching
assislant.

Toanswer your question, the best
teachers sort of evolve once they are
in the fleld, in the classroom, They
leam from peers. the quality and ex-
emplary teacher role models in their
own building and from dynamic staff
development expericnces.

They don’t come from any certain
college. They come with a desire and
commitment to be the best. They are
teachers who are constantly self-
evaluating their own performance.
They Improve every day.

They are more concemed with
their performance than their admi-
nistration {s — they are those with
that certaln, special gift. Don't kid
yoursell, students know them and
parents know them.

A Sept. 25 bond election — designed to provide
fora growing student population — was approved
Thursday hy the Nowvi Board of Education.

The bonding proposition will ask voters If the
Novi Community School District should borrow
$5.4 million Lo connect Novi Middle and Novi Mea-
dows schools and to add to Novi Woods Elemen-
tary School.

The $5.4-million project cost includes a
83.[-milllon  fnstructional/iechnology center
linking the two bulldings, a preschool addition,
middle school renovations and a site development
allowance. -~

Also Included s a 10-percent bullding and site
cotitingency, fumnilure and equipment, profes-
sional ees and miscellaneous expenses — as well
as an accrued (nterest allowance.

Novi Superintendent Robert Piwko said the dis-
trict may have to levy an additional quarter-mill to
pay for the princlpal and interest, equaling ap-
proximately $25 per household ayear, Or, he said
the district may not have to levy any additional
millage to pay for the project,

For the 1980-91 schoo] year, the district cur-
rently is planning to levy 3.10 mills toward the

debt fund,
The district may not have to increase the num-

ber of debt mills because the disirict's state equal-
{zed valuation — by which the millage rate Is
multiplied — has continued lo rise, Piwko said.
When a millage rate Is applied to rising property
values, revenues increase.

Voter approval in Seplember would allow con-
siruction tostart in the spring and the addilions to
be open for the start of the 1991-92 school year,
Piwko said.

The proposed nstructional /technology link be-
tween Novi Meadows and the middle school was
one of the alternatives recommended by the dls-
trict Facllities Committee {0 address the projected
enroliment Increases at the fifth-, sixth-, seventh-
and eighth-grade levels.

Board members approved the “{echlink” con-
cept as shownat the Thursday board meetingina
drawing by the distriet’s architects, TMP of Bloom.-

fleld Hills.

Piwko sald the project Is continually evolving
and TMPwill adapt the plansto the district’s needs

as the board continues to incorporate input on dif-
ferent aspects of the project. :

The project proposal also includes the addition
of four classrooms at Novi Woods to house the dis-
trict’s growing Novi Community Education pre-:
school program. )

The construction of the techlink will eliminate
the need for portable classrooms for the grade 5-8
levels, but will displace the preschool program
which also {s located there, :

The calendars for the next three
schoo] years were spelled out in the
contracts negotlated by the district
and Novi Education Assoclation. The
agreements were formalized on the

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Four battle for appellate seat

Four candidates are vying for a single open seat
in the 2nd District of the Michigan Court of Appee-
als. The top iwo vote getters in the Aug. 7 primary
wili slug it out for the six-year tenn in the Novem-
ber general election.

The following is a brief synopsis of each candi -
date's background, judicial orientation and an-
swers to pertinent queslions facing the court of

appeals.

E. THOMAS FITZGERALD

The Owosso lawyer Is a three-time loser for a
Court of Appeals post, falling short in 1988, 1978
and 1976. In 1978 and 1976, however, he lost by
only 1 percent of the vote.

He also made a bid for a Michlgan Supreme
Court post In 1986, finisning sixth out of 24
candidates,

Fitzgerald, who speciatizes in criminal law, tries
casesat all levels of the state court syslem, includ-
ing the Court of Appeals. He has also tried several
cases in the federal court system.

He {5 the senior partner in the Owosso law firm
of Fitzgerald and Dumon,

What special quallfications do you bring to the
bench?

“I have 24 years of extensive trial experiences;
compasslon, Intelligence, work ethic and
perseverance.”

 What s your view on the role of the judiclary In
our sociely?

“One of respect and one that the people in our
society should look up to for leadership and gui-
dance, so that this nation can remain aland of the
free and the home of the brave.”

What is the most pressing question facing the
court of appeals? What solutions do you propose?

“I think there are two main problems. First, |
think the court of appeals is terribly overcrowded.
About 40 percent of the cases are appeals of right,
which {s when someone has pleaded gullty and
wishes towithdraw that plea as a matter ofright. !
would propose to ellminate some of these cases.”

Another problem Fltzgerald cited was conflict-
ing decistons rendered by different panels of the
Court of Appeals. “I propose that panels with con-
trolling {ssues should sit enr bane to decide {ssues,
avoiding a burden to the Supreme Court.”

Other comments:

"I will admlt that [ might lose something by not
being a circuit or district court judge first. How-
ever, one of my close friends has always been the
fncumbent or was running In those races so |
never took them on. But I don't think a previous
Judgeship Is necessary for this positlon.

+ I think Lhave a good shot this time. [have been
on the ballot so many times that people think that 1
am the incumbent.” .

LINDA S. HALLMARK

~As an Qakland County Circuit Court releree,
Hallmark has extensive experience in deciding dl-
vorce and custody malters, During her 10 years in
the quasi-judical role, she has cenducted numer-
ous evidentiary and show-cause hearings. taken
testimony, and Issued written opiniors.

-~ Hallmark, 38, recetved her law degree {rom
Wayne State University in 1977, While in school,
she worked as a clerk for the Michigan Atlorncy
General's appeals division.

Aller graduatlon she was an associate in the
firm: of May and May, where she specialized in
probate and criminal matters. During this time,
she appeared In court three or four times a week.

What special quallfications do you bring to the
bench?

“| am fortunate in having practiced ina number
of legal areas, Including probate, eriminal and
general civil practice. For the past 10 years, I've
been hearing cases in the domestie relations area.
Many of these have Involved the most difficult and
emotional tssues facingthe court today. They have
included child custody, ‘physical and sexual ab-
use, and visitation Issues,

“in the course of these cases, I've developed a
great deal of sensitivity toward the impact of the
court on human lives. 1 understand how lmpor-
tant it Is to treat all persons comlng before the
court with courtesy and understanding. 1t is also
important lo prevent undue delays which resull in
cost and frustraton to boih attorneys and

litigants.”
What Is your vlew on the role of the judiciary In

our society?

“The Judiciary 1s an essential element in our
system of checks and balances. The courts exist o
enforce existing laws rather than create new laws.
Judges also have a unique opportunity to become
leaders in thelr communities.”

What Is the most pressing question facing the
court of appeals? What solutlons do you propose?

“The most serfous and urgent problem isthe ra-
pidly increasing volume of cases the court s re-
quired to review and decide . ..

“First, more judges can be added, either by
creating new seats or by use of visiting judges. . .1
support the conclus{on that some new judgeships
are required In the near future.

“A second and better approach for the long term
is to reduce the number of new cases at the trial
court level which utmately result in an adversar-
fal trialfrom which one party feels compelled toap-
peal. This reduction should not be accomplished
by restricting access to the court or by limiting the
right to appeal. But judges at all levels should
understand and encourage the use of alternative
dispute resolution in civil cases.”

Other comments:

“I have been Interested In running for a judge-
ship for a long time. [ feel that I am most comfort-
able with the Court of Appeals because of the
amount of research and writing involved — [ have
a lot of experience In this area.”

THOMAS EDWARD KENNEDY

In his 14 years as a 37th District Court |udge,
Kennedy has had only one decisfon overturned by
the Michigan Court of Appeals.

During this time his courtroom has remained

oper: to the media with the exception of one crimi-

nal sexual conduct case involving a 6-year-old.

Priortobecoming ajudge in 1976, Kennedywas
an attortiey for General Motors Corp, speclalizing
in allegations of design defect. He also had a per-
sonal practice from 1972-76, during which he
tried criminal and civil cases.

He has appealed two criminal cases in the Mi-
chigan Court of Appeals and has appeared before
the Michigan Supreme Court on behall of the 37th
District Court In the case of City of Center Line vs,
37th Distict Court Judges.

What spacial qualifications do you brng to the
bench?

“Since taking office Jan. |, 1977, it [s estimated
that ! have conducted each year, an average of 80

preliminary examinations, 10 criminal jury trials,
200 criminal bench trials, 15 civil jury trals, 100
civil bench trals and hundreds of civi! infraction,
landlord-tenant, smal! claims and other miscella-
neous matters,

“[ have served as a circult judge, by assignment
in the Wayne and Monroe County Clrcuit courts,
handling domestic relations and criminal matters.
In total, I have conducted over 4,500 criminal and
civil trials and preliminary examinations.”

What is your vlew on the role of the judiciary in
our soclaty?

*[t 1s the responsiblity of the judiciary to provide
a forum for dispute resolution whichis, and s pre-
ceived by the public to be falr and impartial. The
judiciary should not attempt to legislate but
should apply constitutional and statuiory law ina
manner consistent with legislative intent.”

What Is the most pressing question facing the
courtof appeals? What solutions do you propose?

“The challenge to all courts In the 1980s, and
now into the 1990s, is the substantial increase in
caseload. 1 have taken personal control over case
scheduling, as well as requests for adjournments
to ensure that cases are resolved without undue
delay. In my court the average civil case is con-
cluded within six months and the average crimi-
nal case within 90 days. The same attention to the
scheduling can be expected to improve caseflow in
the Court of Appeals.”

The felony charge carries up to flve
years in prison upon conviction,

Farmington police delective
Robert Schulz said his department
had sought poisoning charges
against the 18-year-old manand also
a 16-year-old girl who worked at the
clinde. The girl 1s also a Novl resident.
Charges agalnst the juvenile are
pending with the Cakland County
Prosecutor.

"This is the kind of thing that
started out as a lark, then blos-

somed,” said Gary Goss, deputy di-
rector of the Farmington Department
of Public Safety.

“But they should have known the
conscquences,” he added. “They
work ina veterinary setting. They be-
lieved 1l would have had some kind of
effect.”

On Friday, the 29-year-old office
manager at the Vitlage Animal Clinic,
al Gl and Crand River In Farming-
ton, reported numbness to her face
and lightheadedness after drinking
from a water bottle believed to have
been laced with the tranqudizer
chlorpromazine hydrochloride, Goss
safd.

She was taken to Botsford General
Hospltal, where she was treated and
released,

Bloed from the victim, samples of
medicalions from the veterinary
pharmacy and the victim's water
bottle were all taken for analysls to
the Michigan State Police crime labin

Northville,

Chlorpromazine hydrochloride is
a generlc name for the tranquilizer
Thorazine. according to medical in-
formation. The substance aflects the
central nervous system and is com-
monly used to treat certain forms of
mental llness. Overdoses can cause
cardlac problems and possible coma.

According to a Farmington De-
partment of Public Safety report, one
of the employees offered this infor-
mation to police:

Two employees were cleaning the
back room of the veterinary phar-
macy at 5:30 p.m. July 26. One em-
ployee noticed a pill on the floor and
reportedly dropped the plll into the
office manager's water bottle, which
sat on a nearby shelf. The report said
both employees were aware of the si-
tuation and agreed to put the pill Into
the water bottle,

When the office manager arrived
and opened the oflice the next morn-

Ing, she saw the water bottle on a
shell and took a mouthful. It tasted
bitter and she spat it out, but not be-
fore she had swallowed a small
amounl of it.

Theclinic owner, whowas called at
home, recommended the victim take
something to Induce vomting and
came immediately to the clinic.
There, he noticed several items out of
place in the pharmacy area, saw a
white substance in the botlom of the
bottle and advised the victim to call
the police.

A spokesperson al Michigan State
University’s veterinary pharmacy
was surprised to hear of the use of
chlorpromazine in a veterinary set-
Ung. “It's a human medication,” he
sald. "We don't use it here.”

He said chlorpromazine could pos-
sibly be used in small amounts to
tranqullize'an animal for surgery or
other procedures,

The renewal will generate $5.4
million in revenue. This rate was

Hot sunglasses are for form and function

What would Jack Nicholson be without his
sunglasses?

Uncool? Exacty.

Uncomfortable? Explicitly.

And unprotected? Unequivocally.

Despite the image of the tinted spectacles, sunglas-
ses are more than an expensive fashion statement for
the jet set’s rich and famous and its wanna-bes.

Where the eye is concerned, the somewhat frivoulous
accessory Is now considered a health and safety
necessity.

Who says? The American Optometric Associaton, for
slarters.

. Some of its pronouncements are old news: The sun's
brightness and glare may cause discornfort when you're
accustomed to lower light levels. Concrete, glass,
chrome, asphalt and snow can create gla-= sltuations
that aggravate that discomfort.

Some news is relatively new: Recent research [ndi-
cates long-term exposure to the sun's ultraviolet radia-
tion may cause cataracts or other sight-threatening
conditions.

And cataract surgery reduces the natural protection
afainst ultraviolet radiation, due to the removal of the
eye's lens, exposing the retina to direct ultraviolel
radlation.

Ophthalmologtst Dr, Amy Eston of Metropolilan Eye
Surgeons in West Bloomiield wouldn't see or be seenin
the daylight hours without her pelarized patr.

Why does she wear them?

“Other than the fact that [ look cool?” she sald. “It re-
duces glare. It doesn't have to be extremely sunny to get

glare and my polarized sunglasses decrease that glare.
Some sunglasses only make It dark.

~And there is some thought that ultraviolet lghl pre-
cipitates cataract damage. .

*I recommend wearing sunglasses for most people,
although I recognize that some people just don't bike
wearing glasses. It'sa good ldea to use them, not Just for
comfort but for reducing exposure lo ultraviolet rays.”

Wearing sunglasses on a bright day can help you sce
better that night, sald a spokesperson from the optical
department of Henry Ford Medical Center-West
Bloomfleld.

Unprofecled eyes becorne tred with the strain of
quinting, and that tredness carmies aver {nto the even-
ing hours.

Now that to wear or not towear is no longer the ques-
tion, what type of sunglass to wear s,

Don't go by price, said an August 1988 Consumer
Reports article. Prce has little relatlon to perfomance.

Most sunglasses of among 180 pairs tested did a
commendable job of reducing ultraviolet rays, whether
they cost $2 or $200.

While some people, calaract patients for example,
may need extra protection from UV, most wearers can
get adequate performance from inexpenstve lenses, the
consumers group sald.

Following Is a sunglass primer [or those in the
marke! for eye protection.

Sunglasses basically come with four types of lenses:

Standard tnted. avaflable in glass or plastic, will
meel the needs of most people.

They come inia variety of colors, but that has nothing
todo with blocking ultraviolet light. A good cholce {s me-
dium gray because ol ali the tints, it distoris color per-
ception the least.

Polarized lenses are best at reducing reflected glare
and are especially suited to driving (when glare bounces
ofl pavernent) and fishing (when it reflects off the water).

Light sensitive [photochromatic) lenses are made of
glass. They lighten and darken according to the amount
of light and some change color.

Unfortunately, the process is not instantaneous and
can be allected by automoblle windshields, which may
block out the UV lght that triggers the darkening
process.

They are also temperature sensitive, darkening more
in cold weather than hot.

Mirror lenses or flash lenses have a metallic coating
over tinted lenises, They reflect unwanted light instead
of absorbing it like tinted lenses. They're designed pri-
marlly for wear under intense glare from snow or water.

For performance It makes no difference {f the lens is
glass or plastic. Both must meet federal impact-
resistance standards, but tests show that plastic {s
more impact-resistant than glass.

And {{ it makes a difference, plastic lenses are also
lighter, though they scratch easier.

Watch oul for lens distortion In less expensive sun-
glasses; they can be uncomlfortable to wear, though
they cause no eye damage.

It's easy enough to try before you buy. Hold the glas-
sesat arm’s length and look through them with one eye,

:‘icicusing al something rectangular, a door jamb or floor
.

Move the glasses up and down and back and forth. If
the lines are distorted or wavy, try another pair.,

The darkness of the lens depends on the wearer's
comfort zone, within reason. Glasses that screenout 75
to 80 percent of available light are adequate protection
for most outside activities, the American Optometric
Asseclation said. , ‘

These would allow you to see youreyes while wearing
them as you look into the mirror in a well-lit room. Sun-
glasses that fllter out 85 percent are recomimended for
extended, espedally bright conditions.

Generally speaking, the larger the sunglasses the
better the protection. The larger lens shades eyes form
sunlight slanting n.

Look for frames that follow the conteur of the face
and keep the lenses close to your eyes. Make sure the
frames don’t block side vision,

Be aware of the blue light controversy. Some sclen-
tists belfeve that prolonged exposure to blue Hght — the
shorter waves of the visible light — may injure the re-
tina. Others disagree.

They do agree, however, that blue blockers at the
least increase the clarity of distant objects and enhance
detail ouside. ’ . ’

Can wearing sunglasses ever be dangerous?

“When you wear them at night,” says ophthalmolo-
glst Eston. "Only because il can cause accidents.”

And take them off indoors, too. Unless of course you
want to be recognized, while appearing not to want tobe

There are sunglasses and there
are sunglasses.

S$teven Franklin Optics in Board-
walk sells sunglasses. Deslgner sun-
glasses, ranging In price from the $36
funky, Iridescent Frogskins, to the
$480 sleek and chic, gold-filled
frames by Alain Mikit of Parls.

“We're seliing fashion and color,”
sajd the company's namesake, Steve
Franklin, an opticlan with 15 years’
experience and a Ferris State associ-
ate’s degree in applied optics behind
him.

“There’s too much competition out
there to sell the mundane. If they're
searching for something mediocre,
they can get that anywhere. If they
want something different in quality
and flair, we're here.”

Sunglasses should be worn as
more than a fashion statement, how-
ever, Franklin sald.

“When you're driving east in the
morning and west In the eveningit'sa
necesslty, not an alternative.”

Light sensitivity is a major concemn
for many especially contact lens
wearers and those who are taking
certaln medications.

“Antihistamines, beta blockers,
cortisone derivatives can all make
the ¢ye more sensitive.”

And concemn about protection
from ultraviolet rays is mounting, in
light of the increased ultraviolet light
penelraiing the hole in the ozone
layer, he said.

Fortunately, “Almost any reput-
able sunglass manufactureer pro-
vides that protection,” the optician
said,
The coating is independent of the
color and darkness of the lens.

“It's pure and simply a coating that
can even be put on clear lens arl

many do just that for occupational
reasons,”

Franklin is impressed with a new
product this year produced by Dow
Corning In the Serengety sunglass

collection.

Strata, as it has been named, {il-
ters out the troublesome blue light
without removing all the blue in the
landscape. [t is polarized and some-
what photochromatic (light
sensitive).

The bad news on Strata is the re-
tall price, $275-$300, and the limited
(two) styles.

“Unfortunately (the style) Is
generic,” sald Frankiin, “They were
not willing to stick thelr necks out.
When people pay that much for sun-
glasses they'd like people to notice
themn.”

And more bad news — it won't be
available In prescription glasses for
at least a year down the road,

The lens color of choice for
summer?

“There's been a resurgence of
green and gray-green,” sald Frank-
lin. “Gray used to predominate be-
cause of all the colors available, it
creates the least eolor change.”

Green was the first sunglass color,
Frankiin sald, but Bausch and Lomb
introduced gray-green In the '40s.

Interlake races are for |
newcomers to boat racing

Brisk breezes and lapping waves.
.Serene salitude. A test of raw skill.
*. These qualities and a plentiful
supply of lakes comprise the basic
elements in Michigan sailboat rac-
ing, a sport that lures aficionados
who revel In adrenalin-rushing corn-
‘petition and success bom of stark
proficiency and a bit of luck.

But not just any sailboats. Small
sallboats, 17-foot sloaps, And not
just any racing. Interlake racing,
where expertise is the telling edge.

This, lovers and masters of the
sport say, Is the absolute best,

“In small boats, you really get the
feel for salling. You get a chance todo
everything. You're the skipper,” sald
Mike Golden, an Oakland County in-
surance agent who has been sailing
22 years,

Golden helps oversee a com-
prehensive sailing program offered
by the Michigan Council of American
Youth Hostels (AYH), likely the
largest program of its kind in the
country. AYH also hosts a summer
schedule of interlake racing on Kent
Lake In Kensington Metro Park,

“Interlake racing is a true test of
skill between skippers. There are no
advantages,” Golden said, because
each crafl welghs the same and car-
ries identical salls and equipment.

“Until you've raced a small boat,
made {{ perform the best it can, you
haven't really salled,” Carcl Boyke,
27 of Rochester, sald of interlake rac-
ing. Boyke, who learned to sall “from
a book™ as a youth, enrolled in the
AYH basic salling class because |
wanted to learn other than by the
book.”

Boyke got more than she bar-
gained for. Ayear ago she married the
sailing instructor, a 28-year-old sea-
soned sallor and automotive engl-
neer named Bill Boyke.

first look at The Legend golf course,
nestled among the poplars, pines
and evergreens at the Shanty Creek-
Schuss Mountain resort just north-
west of Traverse City in Bellaire,
Mich.

You'll likely have the same reac-
tion upon spotting the tree-lined falr-
ways that follow. Marny are viewed
from some of the highest elevated tee
areas in the state,

When Arnold Palmer was the toast
of the PGA tour in the late '50s and
carly ‘60s, they called the legions of
fans that followed fim from hole to
hole “Arnie’s Army."

In contrast to the more solemn,
business-like Jack Nicklaus, Palmer
was known for his charging style —
hitting a driver off the falrway to
reach a par-5 green in two, or boldly
aiming for the flagstick with a Jong
iron, ignoring disaster posed by a
gaping bunker or water hazard.

The Legend, designed by Palmerat
Shanty Creek and opened for play in
1985, embodies that touch of bold-
ness Palmer Is known for.

" For sheer natural beauty, this
18-hole layout is hard to beat. From
those elevated tees, golfers are
treated to sweeping vistas of wood-
lands and the rich blue of Lake
Bellaire.

That's because
a player must hit 200 yards over a
serubby, rocky chasm, to reach an
elevated falrway.

That is pessibly the most demand-
ing shot on the course. But occa-
stonal golfers should know that The
Legend [s well-suited to their games,

Compared to The Bear, there are
fewer sand traps surrounding
greens. And few of Palmer’s traps are
lipped, Like those designed by Nick-
laus at The Bear. This means that on
several holes one can roli a ball onto
the green from the fairway, whereas
The Bear often demands that the
player drop fairway or pitch shots di-
rectly on the green.

To get to The Legend from the pro
shop, players must take carts downa
winding path and through a tunnel
under Shanty Creek road. Upon en-
tering daylight, one spots a sloping

hill to the left where “The Legend”
logo 1s spelled out ont a hillside.

Comny? Nah. It just heightens the
expeclation for what's to come.

The first hole Is representative of
the entire course, It has an elevated
tee area - actually, four separate tee
areas, black, blue, white and red,
From the black tees, the course Is
6,764 yards and rated at 73.5 [paris
72).

The blue and white tees are for gol-
fers of more average ability. The
course plays at 6,269 from the
tougher blues, and 5,801 from the
whites. The Legend is 4,953 [rom the
red, or ladies" tees.

While the notion of plenty of trees
may scare occasional golfers - 70's
shooters too - know that fatrways are
generally wide, and flanked by sev-
eral yards of not-too-deep rough,
making The Legend playable for all.

Water doesn't come into play until
the sixth hole, where a small pond
sils in the right rough mere than 200

from Utah and Montana where sail-
ing is virtually unknown.

front seat as a sort of mobile counseling couch.

It's been a risky business, even after he realized he
shouldn’t start the sessions by asking his patients to lie
down and relax. In fact, he {s one of the few auto therap-
ists to actually conduct sessions behind the wheel.

He talks his patients back on the road slowly, empha-
sizing that the trick {s to stay mentally in the present, not
worrying about the past or think too much abeout the fu-

ture. Remember, this s where our presidents come from.
These follow-up sessions are real follow-ups, as he tags
along in ancther car to be sure his patients keep on the
move.

His technique is results-oriented, and in fact he
clasms roughly three-quarters of his patients eventually
get over their phobia well enough to make it down to the
7-11.

» Body impedance ts a computerized system
that sends a tiny electrical current through your
body via electrodes attached to your wrist and
ankles. The amount of water in your body affects
the flow of current. This reading can be converted
into percentage body fat, sinee only fat-free tissue
contains water. If you are dehydrated, you will get
an Inaccurate reading. If you have just eaten a
large meal orhad a few drinks, you will also getan
inaccurate reading as well as if the measuring de-
vice fs placed In an improper position.

Cenerally speaking, I recommend you use body
fat measurement as a measure in itseif to reflect
changes in your body as you shape up. I do firmly
