Barbara, aFrenchteacher at North Farmington
High School, sald she enjoyed conversing with a

with him — and certainly will use — are the slang

expressions he picked up here,

Walled Lake drivers agree to pact

roads, is scheduled to open for the
1991-62 school year, becoming the
district’s 13th elementary.

The Walled Lake Board of Educa-
Uon has approved a three-year con-
tract for school bus drivers who've
been working for a year without a
settlement.

The relroactive contract gives bus
drivers an 8-percent hourly wage
hike adjustment for the past school
year and another B-percent ralse for
the coming year.

The contractalready had beenrat-

Schools may go
for millage vote

The Northville Board of Educa-
tion tonight will decide if a special
millage election 1s necessary to
rajse funds lost to a state recap-
ture plan,

A school-filnance committee
faced with developing a strategy to
balance the district's 1990-91
budget determined that the exact
funds lost to recapture should be
raised through additional millage.

The budget currently is short
appraximateiy $885,000 as a re-
sult of the passage of the 1990
State Ald Act that “recaptured”
state aid money the district had
counted on to fund operations for
the coming school year.

Approximately 30 Strategle
Planning Committee members
met al the high school Wednesday
todiscuss the board's alternatives
to compensate for the funding
that the board had {ncluded inthe
district budget adopted in June.

Newly elected Board President
James Peirle reviewed the dis-
trict's financlal situation with the

group.

“It's Important to understand
our predicament,” he saild, "On
June 30 we were all right. The
budget was balariced based on the
Strategic Plan and we had a fund
balance that we thought was
appropriate.”

Then commlittee members for
1% hours asked school admini-
strators, the three board mem-
bers present, and each other
questions about the district's
options,

The committee said that the
best course of action is to hold a
Sept. 27 election for an operating
millage amount that would gen-
erate encugh reverue to cover the
distriet's shortfall.

Many of the committee mem-

bers expressed conicemn about the

cuts the administration sald
would be necessary if elther the
board decldes not to hold an elec-
tion, or if the millage propesal
fatls.

Superintendent George Bell
said, with the board's direction,
the administration will begin neaxt
week identifying items that are to
be cut in order to adequately plan
for the latter scenario.

"It will be the second week in
September before we have a
handle on what it will take to pro-
duce $885,000," Bell sald, *but I
can tellyou it's golng to be painful.

“In all fairness to the commun-
ity, they have to kmow what this
means.”

The school board is expected to
take formal action on the commit-
teerecommendation —setting the
ballot-question language and the
number of mills to pursue —at its
meeting topight.

The committee discussed what
type of millage proposition to
pursue. Ballot proposals sug-
gesied were to ask for:

¢ The exact amount of millage
nieeded to make up for the “recap-
tured” funds thereby balancing
the budget (the consensus
alternative).

* A millage amount that would
generate enough revenue to make
up for the recapture amount as
well as fund the programs that
were cut in order to Initially ba-
lance the budget in June,

s Ora combination of millage for
the recapture amount with the re-
newal millage amount that the
district has to pursue In the
spring anyway.,

Once they concurred on a
course of action, the committee
members discussed the obstacles
to holding a millage election in an
*antl-tax environment.”

Kees and Valorie Bakker are
pledging their lives to help the needy,
particularly those In Africa,

The Novi residents have set a goal
to move to Alrica, south of the Sahara
Desert, in 1993, They will spend the
rest of their lives In area's western
outback where they Intend to fly a
Maule STOL (short takeoff and land-
ing) bush aireral, transporting sup-
plies to the natives and providing
emergency transportaton services,

The Maule Is the only six-seat
plane that is stil built in the United
States. Its price tag exceeds
$111,500.

This particular aireraft has the ex-
tra cargo space that such a relief ef-
fort requires, while It {s still small
enough tobemaneuvered ina limited
amount of space.

"You have to remember, there are
no runways in Africa like there are In
the United States. We'll be Janding in
the middle of bush,” sald Kees.

For the Bakkers, such a relief e
fort would involve the purchase of
this atreraft, maintenance of any pri-
miltive flight fleld, and constant con-
tact with local missionaries who
would interpret the native languages
and thelr needs.

"But our dream Is {o take two
planes to Africa and become a side-
by-side bush-{lying team," said Kees.

The Bakkers, who have been mar-
ried for nearly three years, have been
to Africa three times collectively.
However, none of these trips was
made together.

Valerie, a Franklin Road Christian
School teacher, was the first to go to
Africa as a member of the St. Clair
Shores Assembly of God Missionary
relief team. This team consisted of 12
people who, during January 1984 in
Djibou, Burkino Faso, assisted the
local people In buildinga church and
a primitive medical station.

“What hit home with me was the
children,” said Valogc. ng;téﬁu-
farly a young girl who was y
bugxed by a cocking fire, “There was
nothing we could do for her because

“We spent the majority of our time
traveling from village to village in a
Range Rover, sometimes for 12-hour
stretches,” sald Kees, “Obviously
there is a practical need for aviation
in these remote areas”

It was during this trip that Kees
met Bruce Warner, a former pilot. In-
stantly becoming a friend, Wamer ig-

nited Kees' desire to provide aireraft
support to these primitive people.

Warner agreed to teach Kees, and
eventually Valorle, whom Kees had
met through the church and later
married in 1987, how to fly f the Bak-
kers would pay to have his pilot's
license brought up to date.

(Warner} saying you owe me $400,
and the next thing I knew we were
student pilots,” sald Kees,

During his most recent trip tn
1988,.Kees and 11 other volunteers

retumned to Burkine Faso to prepare
the foundation for a large church.

Again the need arose for aviation
to transport desperately needed sup-
plies tosuch a remote area. This vold

strengthened the Bakker's mutual
destre to fly bush planes in this relief
effort,

‘It elther impacta you tremend-
ously or you're not aifected at all,”
sald Valorie. "We were strongly af-
feeted and are prepared to give our
lives to this cause.”

Police souglit poisoning charges
against Novara and a 16-year-old fe-
male employee from the clinic, also a
Nowiresldent, after Diane Lundquist
reported numbness to her face and
lightheadediness after drinking from
herwater bottle at work, She is the of-
fice manager at the Vilage Animal
Clinic at Gill and Grand River In
Farmington.

Police belleve Lhe waler was laced
with the tranquilizer chlorpromazine
hydrochloride, a generic form of the
tranquilizer Thorazine. Abottle of the
drug was found In the clinic's phar-
macy. The substance affects the cent-
tral nervous system and Is commontly
used to treat certain forms of mental
lliness. Owverdoses can cause cardlac
problems and possible coma.

Lundquist was taken to Botsford
General Hospltal, where she was
treated and released.

Charges against the juvenle are
pending through the Oakland
County Prosecutor’s office.

Now is no time to condemn GM

I'm not quite sure it's time to feel
sorry for General Motors, since they
scem to toddle along pretty well de-
apite aseemingly unending streamof
criticlsm about virtually every aspect
of thelr operations.

On the other hand. it appears
there are quite a few people in the me-
dia attempting to cover the launch of
GM's new Satumn division lke so
many poor shooters crouched n
duck blinds with feathers tied to thelr
heads, in case you wondered where
their sympathies reside,

A particularly silly story recently
appeared on the front page of the De-
troit Free Press, wherein it was re-
ported that the Saturn doors were
sticking in tests in Phoenix. No mat-
ier that GM routinely tests plastic
parts In Phoenix at temperatures of
250 degrees Fahrenhelt — hot
znough to do a credible jJobona TV
dinner. The stcking parts were sup-
posed to be delaying the Satum
launch,

Not toworry, by the next issue, the
engineering job was completed in
less than 24 hours and the doors
were fixed; at least that was that the
Free Press would have you believe. Or
inaybe the second story thai declareo
the doors were fixed was oupjrosed (0
be some kind of conccdon.

Alyway. a company (natcanitx vy
doors it jess than a day nuw wectines
the target of a front-page story it U

. Wall Street Journal that says inal
they are too slow. Not only too siow.
the Saturi car is compared unfavor-
ably with the specdy efforts of Japan-
3¢ automaker Honda to set up man-
ufacturing in the U.S. The conclusion
of the writers is that Saturn s expen-

sive, siowto getstarted, and notmak-
ing ifs origtnal goals.

The irony to the Journal piece s

that even the facts as related in the
stary don't support the conclusion.
The Journal reports the cost of bulld-
ing the Saturn plant is $1.9 billion,
compared to the $2 biilion spent by
Honda, yet insists the GM expendi-
ture fs “enormous,” compared to
Honda's, and GM hasn't beat the Ja-
panese on cost. While it's difficult to
change your mind when it's already
made up, the Journal might start by
reading its own figures.

Even more curfous is the notion
that the Saturn plant is slow getting
built. Much of this confusion starts
from a research project GMlaunched
in the late 1980s to study high-tech
manufacturing. Dubbed the “Saturn
Project,” 1t led 1o & press conference
in 1983 where Chalrperson Roger
Smith announced that GM's re-
search would eventually lead todeve-
lopment of a small car, competitive
with the Japancse.

1may have been theonly one at the
press conference who asked Chafr-
man Roger “Which Japanese car?”
since he answered “the Honda Ac-
cord,” not some mythical ultra-cheap
small car, as frequently reported. At
the time, the Accord was siuailer
\nal, © Foru lenmips and seiing for
S Tundy ian a nid-sizc Suck,
while GM's I,hcapcm ae7 o (the
Lnevette) was less thar $5,000. [left
ihinking the guy was awiully bright
10 see the handwritingon the wall ab-
sut the importance of the Honda —
since by GM standards at the time it
svarcely seemed much of a threat.

That press conference was already
about two years after Honda had be-
gun bullding cars in the U.S., after
they spent about four years real es-
tate shopping and a trial run at mo-
toreycle engines. The bean-counters
at GM did, in fact, twiddle their fin-

gers for nearly two years before the
Satumn Corp. company was formed
and the corporate decision was made
to fund and build a Satumn car and
manufacturing complex.

Five years later, according to the
Joumal's own calendarof events, Sa-
turn was ready to bulld the car,
transmission, and engine, as well as
launich a new dealer network to sell
the thing.

According to the same calendar
the Journal published with the arti-
2le, Honda 1oLk 1U yeais 10 accoru-
plish the same thing, albeftii didita
piece at a time, siarting with the mo-
torcycles, then cars, then engines,
then lawnmowers. The completion of
afull-scale U.S. manufacturing com-
plex is ending isi a dead heat. Honda
only began building transmisstons
(which Saturn will do at the launch)
late last year. foday, Honda still
bullds more than 25 percent of the
content of its U.5 assembled carsin
Japan.

Redevelopment 1s the best of both

Hut there's a problern. Developers
don't want to buid in developed
areas hecause it costs loo much to
put land together,

Government, according to Oak-
land County director of economic de-
velopinent Joseph Joachim, will
seed to lend a hand (0 assembling
larger parcels I developed areas.

Res{dents, clty planners and mun-
icipal afliclals are beginning to see
the drawbacks of uncontrolled
growth, and are beginning to redirect
growth back to areas that were elther
abandoned or underused, he said.

Land assembly is a high priority of
the Greater Detroft Economic Deve-
lopiment Group (GDEDG), a consar-
tum of leaders from Detroll, Cak-
land, Wayne and Macomb countles,
Joachim said.

"We're trying to design soniething
equitable and workable.”

Quite simply, development cannot
oceur on the cookie-cutter parcels of
the pasl, Joachim said.

Piecemeal development has re-

sulted in small. separately owned
pareels thal are uscless todevelopers
who bulld larger projects lo take ad-
vanlage of economies of scale.
- Property and development costs
are expensive, but throwing land as-
sambly costs into the equation
tnakes redevelopment undesirable,
Joachim said. In such rcases, deve-
lopers naturally prefer construction
in rural areas.

 "The way to encourage developers
Is lomake redevelopment costs inur-
ban areas comparative to green-fleld
development costs,” he said.

_ State funds could be used to clear
and prepare land for development,
Joachim said. But there are relatively
few state funds avallable though
there are same untapped sources, he
safd.

The land assembly fund is a re-
volving fund that loans money to
communities for Industrial and com-
mercial redevelopment.

I total, the fund has $7.3 million
available for land assembly for in-
dustrial or commereial projects, ver-
sont said.

Projfects must meet certain re-
quirements, verson said, but obtain-
Ing low- or no-interest loans from the
fund are not as difficult as most
belleve.

Projects must be In areas where
unemployment and state equalized
value Is 70 percent or less of the state
average and population growth is 75
percent or less of the state's average
population growth,

“There are very few communities
that don't qualify for the require-
ments,” Iverson sald. “You'd have to
be a very successful area. not to
comply.”

Loans are repald after 10 years or
if the project is leased or sold,

Land assembly became a pricrity
only two months ago so iittle has
been accomplished, said Gloria Ro-
binsen, director of the Wayne County
planning division and chair of the
GDEDG land assembly technieal
committee. ;

The technical committee has be-
gun reviewing Michigan law and
public and private projects for possi-
ble solutions to the land assembly
problem.

The technical committee probably
won't have any concrete proposals
for several months, Robinson said.

The technical committee has been
talkdng to buliders to determine thelr
willingness to redevelop, she said.

There currently appears tobe little
need for government assistance In
land assembly, but antl-
development pressures In the sub-
urbs are meeting up with redevelop-
ment pressures from the more urban
areas,

As llttle as five years ago, people
saw lttle need for redevelopment,
said Ozkland County Director of Eco-
nomlc Development Joseph
Joachim. Land in the suburbs was
plentiful and the tax beneflts of con-
struction were welcomed by most
communities,

Today. the story has changed, he
sald. Roads, sewer and waler sys-
tems in the west and nerth of south-
eastern Michigan are overburdened,
and the already developed areas have
seen thelr tax bases move away from
the urban areas.

The multi-use project at [-696 and
Woodward Avenue in Royal Qak,
Joachim said, is a good example of
the advantages and problems faced
by redevelopment.

Once assembled, the redevelop-
ment will create jobs, Increase the tax
base and Improve the city’'s south
side, Joachilm said, but the
$100-million office, housing and
hotel project has been burdened by
land assembly problems.

Costs to assemble land necessary
for the project have been higher than
expected, property condemnation
has been challenged, and state land
for the project has been difficult to
acquire.

“What we want to do is make this
whole process run smoother,”
Joachim said.

Governmenf's abllity o acquire
land has been limited to two methods
~— condemnation, which allows a
municipality to take property for the
public good; and outright purchases.

The condemnation law has posi-
tive and negative aspects, sald Lewls
McDaniels, Royal Oak director of
community and economic
development.

On the positive side, condemna-
tion allows a community te acquire
land quicidy. If the land's value is dis-
puted, the municipality can take the
land and settle the debate in court.

On the negative side, McDartlels
sald, are the potential costs of legal
fees, :

For example, the govemnment —

after an independent appraisal of the
property — sets the value of a parcel
at $500,000 and takes the property.
The owner, who decides the property
isworth more, filesa lawsuit claiming
the property is worth $! million.

During the court suit, the municl-
pality is responstble for further ap-
praisal costs, court fees, Its legal ex-
penses, and when the court makes a
decision, the property's value.

If the court decides that the prop-
erty value is $750,000, the munlct-
pality is responsible for that
$750.000 plus one-third of the differ-
ence between municlpal estimales
and the final judgment, which Is pald
to the property ewner's attorney.

The condemnation laws could be

change«! to limit the amount pald to
atlomeys, McDaniels suggested.

Condemnation laws were written
to protect an individual's property.
he sald, and governments must be
certain a project is for the public good
and that compensation Is fair.

Adjustments might also be made
to the Tax Increment Financing Act
(TIFA) and the downtown develop-
ment authority (DDA) laws, McDa-
niels said.

As long as the desired property is
within the established districts, TIFA
and DDA monies can be used to as-
semble land, but there are
difficultes.

For example, municipalities would
need to borrow money against the ex-
pected taxes gained from the DDA
and TIFA districts te pay for the land.
Even after the money is borrowed,
however, it still takes time to buy and
assemble the land.

Trading municipal-owned prop-
erty with the destred property could
work, but few municipalities own ex-
pendable land.

State loans and granits ke the Mi-

chigan Land Assemble Fund are ex-
tremely useful to communitles inter-
ested in redevelopment, McDanlels
said,

He suggested the state could in-
crease the funds that are avallable
and county goverriments might be
able loan maney. The Michigan land
assembly fund has been useful to
Royal Oak and other communities,
McDaniels said, but the money has
been limited.
