State health officlals Thursday
ordered a ban on newadmlssions lo
Novi Care Center Aug. 16 until the
center correcls several “serious®
deficiencies,

Meanwhile alliclals are consider-
Ing possible action against thie facll-
ity’s license.

The admisslon banresulted from
a monthlong stale Investigation
into the July 9 death of a 70-year-
old Alzheimer’s disease patient who
choked to death while being speon-
fed by an aide. '

Investigators determined that
employees were unable torecognize
signs of distress and were unaware
what to do for Esther Tauren’s
choking,

The Oakland County Prosecu-
tor's Oflice is still reviewing the ¢ir-
cumstances behind the death for
possible criminat neglect charges.

During a recent review of the fa-
cility following Tauren's death, the
state concluded Novt Care Center
suffered from several care inade-
quacies, They included patient
rights violations, fallure to follow
physician orders, use of unquali-
fled employees, poor stafl training
and poor daily hyglere pratices.

Health officlals also found in-
adequate staflto provide feedingas-
sistance, especlally to confused

According Dr. Richard Yerian,
head of the compliance office, the
center must submit a written plan
of correction within 30 days,

The home will be prohibited from
admittingnew resldents until anin-
spection proves that all cited defi-
ciencies are corrected, he sald.

This ban will not affect current
patients. But as further action
against the facility, the department
may decided to revoke or restrict
the facilty's llcense, Yerian sald,

Facility funding may also be cut,
he added, Both Medicare and Med-
caid have been notifled about the
dellctencies and unless there is
“substantial correction™ within 45
days, the facility will not be allowed
to participate in either program.

Both sides file exceptions in suit

BothNoviand Detroit Edison have recently filed
exceptions to a proposed compromise decision on
street lighting rates handed down in Lansing by
administrative law Judge Lana Shafer.

Shafer recommended to the three-member
Public Service Commission [PSC) on July 14 that
Edision be allowed to amend its street light tariffs,
allowing a 16.4-percent increase as opposed to a
39-percent boost as of Jan. 1, 1991, Edison's
proposed rate hike would be based on direct and
overhead costs —which are equal to half of the di-
rect costs, while Shafer called for a hike based on
direct costs only, This is essentially what the PSC
staff offered fn an unsuccessfial attempt tonegot!-
ate a settlement between the two parties in Febru-
ary. Shafer said it would ensure that the rate was
reasonable.

Both sides hope to persuade the commission to
alter her terms in thelr final ruling. Each has until

Aug. 23 to respond to the other's exceplion.

Novi, which has rallied Northville Townshipand
13 other communities to its cause, contends that
the utility company's October 1989 request to
charge new customers a “contribution to atd con-
struction® puts an unfair and diseriminatory bur-
den on developing communities. The up-front
charge would be $206 for an overhead streetlight
and $335 for an underground one, raising the in-
stallation prices of each to $680 and $1,200
respectively.

Novi officials have said that to install street
lights: in a 150-home subdivision, the up-front
contribution Edison s asking for would amount to
$102,000 to $180,000. Previously, installation
costs were paid off over a gradual time perlod.

The communities intervening in the case are
Howell, Canton Township, Chesterfleld Town-
ship, Commerce Township, Highland Township,
Livonia, Southfield, South Lyon, Fowlerville, West
Bloomfield, Howell Township, Huron Township

and Ypsilantl. Each municipality has contributed
$2,500 to the war chest.

Edison on the other hand contends that it will
lose $1.8 million because the costs of installing a
new street light far exceed the revenue generated.
Company representatives say the new rate system
will avold price Increases for all customers and
that if the new tarifl fs not approved, the company
will cease its Option One service.

Optlon Omne is when Edison owns, maintains
and operates the streetlights. In Option Two, the
customer owns the lights but Edison provides the
maintenance and energy, while in Option Three
energy offers energy only. Shafer ruled that i Edi-
son wished to stop service, it would have to make
an additional request to the PSC.

David Clark, an attorney for the utility com-
pany, said Edison has countered Shafer's deciston
with the suggestion that the increase based ondi-

Novi trio gets

a glimpse of life

in Soviet Union

Avisit to the Soviet Union replaced
preconceptions with cultural appre-
clation for three Nowt youths.

Tammi Brandon, Kathleen Daly
and Christopher Frelich toured Mos-
cow, Kiev, Kharkov, Ulyanovsk, Le-
ningrad, Kazan and Helsinkd, Fin-

land from June 29 to July 21

The 1990 Novi High Schoal gradu-
ates sald they returned with a new at-
titude about Soviet culture and ab-
oui whal they have at home too.

The trip was arranged by the Peo-
ple to People High School Student
Ambassador Program. The national
program was founded In 1956 by
President Dwight D. Eisenhower
with the belief that “private citizens
reaching out in friendship to the peo-
pleclother nations could makea slg
nifleant contribution to world peace.”

The People to People program re-
quires students to submit an appli-
cation, letters of recommendation
and a screening questionnaire. Ma-
turlty, well-rounded interests and
the ability to adapt are as Important
to a student's selection as academic
standing, according to People to Peo-
ple officials,

Fifteen stuclents and two teachers
[rom the metropolitan Detroit area
traveled together, slaying for four

days in each city. The ltinerary in-
cluded visits lo cultural events, mo-
numents, commerce centers and
meetings with representatives of the
young Communist Party and Inter-
national Club.

Puallfying as “student ambassa-
dors,” called for Brandon, Daly and
Frelich to attend seven orlentation
sesslons where they were Instructed
on toples such as how to pack, how to
exchange currencles, why to stay
away from the "black market,” howto
cope with the language barrlers and
some words to get by.

Brandon said the lessons oflen

weeks and could be applied to future
trips.

The three said they were gratefu]
for the group leaders’ sufigestions to
lake lollet paper, sheets and snacks.
There were some limits to the extent
they wanted to substitute Soviet
ways for their own, they laughingly
agreed.

Before they left, the students were
reminded that they were represent-
ingthe United States' values and cul-
tures. They also were briefed onwhat
they might expect to find once they
artived [n the Soviet Unlon.

The most striking difference the
three students observed was in living
condltions.

Their hyglene habits were diffe-
rent, Frelich pointed out. But the
Novi youths said Lhey were allowed to
maintain their shawer-a-day routine
In the hotels they stayed at during
thelr visit.

Temperaturesduring thelr stay re-
malned at approximately 98 degrees,
with little ratn. Natives told the stu-
denls that was the normal climate for
that time of year.

None of the buildings were atr-
conditjoned and refrigeration — and
therefore ice — was a luxury, they
discovered.

Frelich sald none of the American
students liked the portion of the en-
tree they termed “mystery meat.”

“Thie meals there were the same for
threc weeks — meat, potatoes and
cabbage,” Daly satd.

Even the Moscow McDonald's was
a disappointment, they said.

Another distinct difference the
students noted was the Soviet mode
of transportation.

“People there walk everywhere,”
Daly sald. “{Now) I feel so guilty driv-
ing my car to the grocery store.”

Brandon added, “We're so
wasteful.”

Daly said, “What we accept as ev-

ery day s extravagance to them.”

History course comes to Jife

Marilyn Kaestner has been combin-
ing two of her favorites this summer
— history and teaching.

The third-grade teacher at Amer-
man Elementary School has devoted
hours to researching the lives of past
Northville children In order to deve-
lop individual histories.

Once she gains enough informa-
tlon about a Northville inhabitant of
yesteryear, she will assign his or her
identity to one of her current pupils
in an effort to let them gain a real
sense of the era.

The bays and glrls are encouraged
to act incharacter, and to pursue ad-
ditional information about their “si-
blings,” thelr eventual profession,
whether they marrfed and other as-
pects of “thelr” lives.

The teacher sald she tries to track
the lives of children so that her puplls

can compare directly their com situa-
tions, From those comparisons the
children will draw the lessons about
their community, she believes,

“I think It's going to really exclte
themn to learn about Northville,”
Kaestner said.

She said her ongoing project is one
of several that Northville teachers are
working on “to make the history of
Northville come alive.”

Far example, other teachers are
working on historical novelettes,
based on the history of Northville,

“The goal is to gain information for
all third-grade teachers to have ac-
cess to,” Kaestner sald. “It's an idea
bank to make (social studies)
Interesting.”

She sald when she has collected
enough names to assign to the pu-
pils, she ideally would like to transfer
her notes to computer, then onto
cardstock so that each teacher would
have a set to use.

“We only saw four houses while we
were there and they were shacks,”
she sald.

A tour guide {nformed the group
that most often four pecple live in a
three-room flat.

"Nat three bedrooms,” Brandon
sald, “three rooms.” She sald there
was 1o comparison with the lifestyle
to which Nowv! residents are
accustomed.

At the same time, the three stu-
dents agreed, the environment was
far from their preconcetved notions.
They said they saw areas designated
for open discussion.

“They can really do anything they
want,” Brandon said.

Daly said, “I thought everything !
would see would be . . . drab. That's
why it was such a shock.

Some of the landscape was very
beautil'ul very hilly, she added.

Most of the Soviets they talked to
were open and iriendly, the students
sald.

Frelich said that people were will-
ing to respond when asked about
Mikhail Gorbachev — some lked
him, some didn't.

Brandon added. “They sald they
were Impressed with his foreign pol-
fcy, but not his domestic programs.”

“Some lked speaking English to
us,” she added. Brandon said they
were in “total disbeliel” when they ex-
changed Informatien about lfes-
tyles, living accomedations and
families,

Daly added, “Only those with high
political power galned such pri-
vilege.” She sald the housing was an
example of how the government is de-
signed to make everyone equal.

Brandon said thelr group was im-
mediately identiflable as Americans

because they wore People to People
red t-shirts, blue Jeans and tennis
shoes.

“Older generations would just look
at us and walk away,” Frelich safd.
“The younger people were really fun
—trading items llke pins, gum, pens.
t-shirts.”

Some store owners' preference for
francs or U.S. dollars taught them
about the value of "hard currency,”
they said. “Everyone wants American
money.”

Daly sald she had a hard time
spending a 50-ruble bill because of
the low cost of many [tems. Approx-
mately six rubles equal one U.S.
doltar.

The students brought back post-
ers, lacquered boxes, Pepsi bottles
with Cyrillic letters, a flag, military

paraphemnalla, a Ukralnian shirt, re-
cords, rubles and lots-of photos. .

Frelich, who plans to major In in-
temational business, satd he would
like to return to the Soviet Union to
study.

He sald he was a little disap-
polinted that the trip tumed out to be
more of a tour than an educational
experience. The group was altowed a
lot of free time towalk around the city
without any guldance, he said. |

Daly, who will attend the Univer-
sity of Michigan-Dearbom this fall,
alse plans to continue her pursult of
Soviet culture.

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Ex-Record editor settles inup North

Jack Hoffman almost ended up in
his own obituary column six years
ago.

At 52, he had just suffered a mas-
stve heart attack and was running
nine suburban Detroit weekly news-
papers — including The Northviile
Record and the Novi News — with a
combined circulation of 59,159. His
was a high-salaried, stress-packed,
report-filled, bottom-line job with a
media conglomerale.

Once solidly back on his feet, Hofl-
man told his surprised boss, *I quit.”

Hoffman had convinced his wile
Joan, an executive secretary [ora De-
trolt industrialist, that they should
operate their own country weekly.

S0 in 1985 they bought the tiny
Straitsland Resorter, located at the
tip of northern Michigan in the sum-
mer vacation town of Indlan River,
populallon 4,000.

Joan and Jack now produce a 30-
to 44-page weekly tabloid. Their
equipment: two Apple compulters, a
laser printer, 35mm camera and
darlaoom and pasteup tables, all in
two rooms attached to their spaclous
home overlooking the Litile Sturgeon
River.

"On May 9, 1985 we produced our
first paper (using a Compugraphic
typesetter). It was Just awful,” Hofl-
man remembers. ‘We worked all
night long. I realized the sun was
coming up. It can't be,’ | told myself.
Tm supposed lo be in Petoskey

_{where the Resorter was printed).” "

"We drove there, about 20 miles,
and [ handed them the fats. ‘Hey,
you're missing one,’ the fellow told

. me. I had to drive all the way back to
" get it, We were three hours late.”

Since that fumbling start, the
Hollmans have settled tn as small-
town publishers. Circulation has

. grown to a summer peak of 3,325,
During Indlan Rivers' winters of
- 36-inch-deep snowfalls, when news-

stand sales tumble, the press run
drops to 2,650.

" Gross business in 1990 will top
$270,000, Hollman predicts.

From the moment the Hoflmans
landed in Indian River, Joan, without
a minute’s experience in newspaper-
ing, became a full partner in the
weekly operation. Jack magnanim-
ously gave her the tille of publisher.
That means she takes care of the
baoks, sets and paginates ads on her
Mac, handles classified and
circulation.

In a typical issue, the Hoflmans
will have 50 to B0 stories, including
several well-researched and defily
written Jeatures, Subscribers are
also treated toa wide variety ofJack's
photos, some exiremely arty.

* The editor usually writes a per-
sonal column, “His Tum." Some-
‘Urnes Joan does “Her Tum," Editor-
fals are dubbed *Our Tum" and
-reader letters, which often fill a page,

run under the heading, “Your Turn.”

Mainly because of the quality and
depth of product the Hoffmans cre-
ate, advertising has been amazingly
vigorous.

“The Resorter is the most eflective
advertising source we have, our best
producer,” says Indian River realtor
Dick Kolb, whase firm regularly buys
two pages In two colors. “We also run
from time to time in the Ann Arbor
News and the Detrelt Free Press and
Detroit News.

Hoffman, a 1956 journalism gra-
duate of the University of Michigan,
spentayearasareporter with the Sa-
ginaw News. In 1957 he was hired as
editorof The Northville Record by pu-
blisher Bill Sliger, a sage in the fleld of
community journalism.

Hoffrman's skills as a writer even-
tually were spotted by public rela-
tions brass at General Motors. In
1964 GM offered Hoffman a high-
salaried PR post. Hoffman accepted,
then quickly began to regret the
move. ‘I hated the job, just hated it."

One moming two years later, as
Joan and Jack sat at the breakfast
table, he confessed, “Golng to GM
was a big mistake.” Almost as if on
cue, the phone rang. It was Sliger,
asking Hoflman, “What would it take
to get you to come back o
Northwille?”

“My old job,” Holfman replied.

The next day he gave GM natice.
Hofiman remembers the reactlon of

“He thought I was crazy. The {irst
thing | did back at the Record was
shoot pictures of the high school
band marching through downtown
Northville. I told myself, ‘My God, this
is so much more fun than working for
General Motors.' "

Hoffman and Sliger were a
matched set. They agreed that a
weekly first must pack its pages with
well-written local news.. Circulation
will climb, followed closely by adver-
tising, With Hoffman back, Sliger be-
gan to buy other area weeklies, Hoff-
man assumed more responsibllities
and the Sliger group prospered.

Then one day, Phil Power's Subur-
ban Communication Corp. offered
‘Sliger a bundle of cash for his group
of weeklies and a corporate vice pres-
idency. Sliger accepted. Hoffman
agreed to stay as a key management
player with the new owner.

In 1981 Suburban named Hofl-
man general manager of its nine-
paper Sliger/Livingston Division.
Pressures multiplied for Hofman. He
found he dreaded all the report writ-
ing and big-business’ polities.

Hisnear-fatal 1984 heartattack In
reality probably saved his life. Prop-

elled (nto the entirely different lifes-

tyle of the North woods, Hoffman

soon returned to vigorous health.
At the Resorter, he is back to the

basics he loves — reporting and writ-

Ing, taking pictures and selling ads,
pasting up pages, carting papers (o
20 widely spaced newsstands.

For the most part, life is sweet,
True, he works horrendous hours the
first three and one-hall days of the
week, especlally in summers, but,
from Thursday afternoons until
Mondays there are hours for casual
work, occaslonal fishing and hunt-
ing, and carving his magnificent
wood ducks.

What s this 58-year-old country
editor's philosophy of the weekly
newspaper business?

“I think the newspaper and its peo-
ple should be actively Involved in the
community, The fvory-tower cancept
says newsmen ought not to get In-
volved — this might affect their objec-
tivity. I've always [elt | had to be in-
volved and, {{ I couldn't, then news-
papering no longer would be fun,

“We sit and editorialize aboutwhat
we ought tobe doing, By not partici-
patlng, it seems to me, you're defeat-
Ing the whole purpose.”

Then Hollman ticks off his Indian
River connettlons,

“I'm secretary of the chamber of
commerce, director and past presi-
dent of Kiwanis and secretary of the
Walleye Association that stocks Burt
Lake.”

Hoffman adds that in his North-
ville Record years, "I served on the
City Commission and charter revi-
sion committee. I was president of
the historical society.” Hoffman even
wrotea history of Northville, The First
100 Years, which took most of his
spare lime for three years,

rect costs go into effect next year, to
assuage “sticker shock,” but that the
following year the higher rate in-
crease should be implemented.

“We would prefer to have our pric-
ing position but the compromise is
better than not having any contribu-
tien put Into effect,” Clark said.

Novi's atiorney Hugh Anderson
has accused Edison of overstating
the costs. A review of Edison’s books
showed that the average cost of a
strect light over the past 100 years
was $800, while the average cost ofa
light in 1989 was $535, he argues.

*It makes absolutely no sense o
charge more for new lights when the
cost of new lights s less than they're
charged over their whole history.
They found ways ta cut costs and yet
they clalm they're losing money,” An-
derson sald.

“Because they're greedy. They
want extra money and they thought
that everyone would be such suckers
they could pass it on.”

Novi representatives have charged
that the rate change would be discri-
minatory, by making street-lighting
customers the only class of consum-
ers subject to higher prices for new
business than for old business.

Shafer found that Edison's cost
calculations were reasonable and
wrote In her opinlon that she was not

persuaded by Novi's argument that
the company “double-dipped” in Its
caleulations by including both over-
head and miscellanéous costs in its
averages. She agreed with Edison
that the only other alternative to re-
coup losses would be an across-the-
board 16-percent Increase in street.

In an effort to minimize woodland
impact, the developer, Beztak Co.,
elected to utilize the city’s cluster op-
tlon, which requires that over 50 per-
cent of the 1,171 protected trees on
the site remain intact, In exchange,
higher building density is permitted
on the remalning portions of the site.

Planning Commissioner Thomas
O'Branovic complimented the deve-
loper’s efforts. "Even though we don't
want to see any of the woodlands de-
stroyed, they have gone a long way to
save most of the site,” he said.

Because of the Increased-density

option, each of the 17 bulldings will
house three or four condo units,
which are expected to cost between
$150,000 and $185,000 apiece.

The planning commission granted
Beztak cluster approval on Wednes-
day. In addition, the commission
granted prellminary site plan and
woodland approval,

Despite cluster eflorts, Beztak
maintained that some woedland en-
croachment is unavoidable because
of the high density of trees on the site.

The project, however, could be
waylald indefinitely because of the
state Health Department’s morator-
lum on water permits.

Several Northville elementary
school teachers are working on
projects to make history come alive
for thetr pupls.

Their Ideas were prompted by
the Board of Education’s approval
in May of revisions and text recom-
mendations for the kindergarten-
through-grade 12 soclal studies
cumiculum.

Northville teachers and admini-
strators worked on the revislons
for three years, acrording to Dolly
McMaster, assistant superinten-
dent for instructional services,

At the elemnentary level, the new
curriculum emphasis begins with
the family in kindergarten, fol-
lowed by {families, family roles and

achild's place in time and space in
first grade.

The second-grade social studies
course materfal fecuses on tradl-
tions, celebrations, heroes, monu-
ments, geography and current
events.

Bill Hamilton, director of in-
structional services, said all the
elementary soclal studles curricu-
lum {s divided into two parts —
conceptual and geographie.

- The concept of *What {s a com-
munity?" is introduced in the third
grade. Objectives for the children
include the abllity to define the
term “community” and to under-
stand that a community Is a pro-
duct of its past, present and future,
for example.

Other concepts that are ex-
plored at this level are the effect of

geography and climate on the com-
munity, and that communities
have ltkenesses and differences.

Hamilton explained that the
children start by leamning about
Northville’s people, government,
history and business.

“We start with looking at our
own city,” he sald, “and then ex-
tend those units to look at broader
areas.”

Northville's characteristics will
be compared with those of other
cultures, Japan in the east and
France in the west, for example,
Hamilton said.

In thelr approval of the revised
currleulum, school board mem-
bers agreed the materials would
encourage grealer awareness in
the pupils.

Walters, a speclalist in emergency
medicine at Henry Ford Medical Cen-

, -.ter in West Bloomfleld, has seen §
“'10-15 cases of heat exhaustion and

one case of overt heat stroke -— a
Fourth of July jogger.

“There's a lot of confusion about
what heat stroke and heat exhaus-
tion are,” Walters said.

“Heat cramps, heat exhaustion
and heat stroke are the same disease,
but just the continuum of a scale.”

Heat cramps are at the least serl-
ous end of the spectrun, and victims
seldom end up in the emergency
room. [t's the depletion of body {lulds
and electrolytes {acids, bases and
salts) in the muscles, most often seen
in weekend athletes.

“Typlcally it's abdominal muscles,
but with runners it could be in the
legs — the muscles they're using
most. With swimmers it could be ab-
domen and shoulders,

“People belleve you don't sweat
when you swim, but that's not true,
you just don't realize it. Some pools
have heating units, some water Is
warm from the sun, and you can be
laying out in the sun by the pool.”

Heat cramps can be very painful,
Walters sald.

For treatment he recommends
“rest, flulds and replacing lost elec-
trolytes with Gatorade to rehydrate.

“I'm not pushing Gatorade butltis
the most commercially available
electrolyte replacement and you can
get it in any 7-Eleven.”

“Shop "t you drop™ has fiiven way
te “shoo-bop-shoo-bop™ as Troy's
newes! slogan, now that one of metro
Detroil's top cidles stations has come

to towtl.

For the first time tn anyone’s mem-
ory Troy has its very own radio sta-
tion. WKSG, 102.7 FM, moved from
its Mt. Clemens headquarters to the
850 Bullding on Stephenson High-
way three weeks ago, and Is stil un-
packing boxes. according to disc

Jockey Mike Hay.

“We didn't make a great deal of
hoopla over this. A lstener only
wants 1o hear the music, and the
music stays the same,” said Kay, a
native Detroiter who untll last March
spun hits for stallons In Tulsa, Cin-

cinnatl and Loulsville,

What Kay means is, other than
giving out thelr new phene number {o
listeners, KISS-FM execs haven't
beer touting their tony new location.

“There might be people who think
thls is a more prestigious address,”

said Kay.

“But you don't want people in Ma-
comb to think were abandoning
them,” added Kay's boss, Al Wilson,

the station’s general manager.

Actually, the move had more to do
with space constralnts than any-
thing else, and wanting lobe closer to

advertisers, they said.

Tabe sure, no one out in radioland
would ever know the diference. The
station's signal is transmitted over
phone lines to Mt, Clemens where (U's
the same

broadcast [rom
transmitter.

Disc jockey Tom Force, formerly Zak Burns of WABX and W

“There’s not room for five aldies
stations here,” [n the nation's No. 6
market. sald Wilson, who described
WHKSG's forrnat as “upbeat oldles™ all
the time.

“You're not going 1o hear any Ka-
ren Carpenter here,” Kay said. "We
play what makes people feel good.
Our niche 1s not to be light and easy.”

The station, which has researched
its market thoroughly, is giving lis-
teners what they want, he added,
“We're targelinga 37-year-old aduli,”
said Wilson.

And, because “maost people in the
moming don’t want to hear 12 mi-
niules of talk,” WKSG plays the most
music of any oldies station during
moming drive Ume, Kay said.

And exactly what constitutes an
“oldie?” you ask. “Anything from the
late "50s lo *72,” said Kay. Of course
wilh that narrow time frame, KISS
deejays have to worry about playing
the same old songs all the time, or
what Kay called "burnout, or the fa-
tgue factor.”

So to combat the burnout, the sta-
tion has regular features like “Secret
Sound,” where deeJays play some
prerecarded sound like rubbing
sandpaper, and has callers try to

guess what it is; “Three for Thurs-
day;” and “Feel Good Friday.”

One time, sald Kay, after Kenneth

On a long work table In front of the

" ing grooves into a chunk of wood, A"

. young women gazes intently at the
" smooth white ceramic piece onwhich

" she Is working.
" LeMar managed to get a lew free

bullding in exchange for fixing up the
place, Co-0p members bulld serveral
private studios in the bullding, which
are rented to other artists. The in-
come from those studios pays rent for
the entire bullding,

“It's a recyclable program, every-
thing keeps paying for tself,” LeMar
sald. The income from selling a plece
of work goes into buylng more art
supplies which, in turmn, allows more
work to be created. '

LeMar steps in front of one of the
group's ongolng projects — a mural
goingup the front stairwell of the stu-
dio. The mural is fllled with big yellow
suns, blue delphins, red mouths,
televisions, happy faces, mermalds
and skeletons,

“It's ot finished,” LeMar said. “It's
just a way for us to learn to work
together. We're all doing our own
thing. There's no restrictions on
color, size or subject matter.”

LeMar's talent for deal-making
has helped the co-op perform some
remarkable feats. What began as a
tiny group of friends looking for ways
to display thelr art now has more
than 250 members.

The co-op offers free cammunal
space where members can work 24
hours a day. They provide free art
supplies, like a typesetter, kiln, and

airbrush. Members can get assis-
tance in everything from solving their
framing problems to finding the right
photographer. Workshops are avail-
able on a variety of subjects, includ-
ing cutting-edge jewelry making and
the art of silk screening a T-shirt, Co-
op members even get discounts on
art suppliesat area stores. The cost of
membership is $10 a year.

“We try to help artists with the
little details they run into,” said
LeMar.

One of these little details is how to
get work shown in a town glutted
with artists,

“The gallertes around here have a
‘Don’t call us, we'll call you' attitude
toward local artists,” sald LeMar,
“Some take 40 percent of the sales.”

LeMar responded to this by creat-
ing the “roving gallery.” He asked
local stores if they would be inter-
ested in exhibiting some of the co-
op's art,

The proposition was a success,
since it benefited both parties — the
store owmers got free art for theirbu-
sinesses and the artist got prime ex-
hibition space.

Unltke area galleries, these bu-
sinesses will often ask for little or no

commission for showing the work.
They're Just happy to have it around.

Co-op members don't eschew
earming money as somehow "unartis-

tic” or “sellingout,” nor are they moti-
vated by greed. Money is simply a way
to do what they want to do — make
art, get is displayed and maybe help
someone out along the way.

“We're striving to give a lot back to
the community,” said LeMar. The co-
op worked on plans for Earth Day In
‘conjunction with the Rainforest Ac-
tion Movernent, The groups put 10
percent of the Earth Day-generated
monies toward saving the rain
forests,

“I have this secret theory that art
can save the planet,” LeMar said
sheepishly.

The co-op plans to continue to de-
vote {tself to discovering the needs of
theartists, then finding ways to fulflll
those needs. It may Install a color
darkroom and publish an expanded,
full-color newsletter.

“I guarantee that in one year we
will have more art displayed thanany
other group,” said LeMar.

Given the co-op's track record,
that may not be an unrealistic pre-
dicition. In April, less than a year af-
ter LeMar started the organization,
the co-op celebrated the grand open-
ing of its artist-owned gallery.
