Preliminary figures show that Novi's population has
soared from 22,252 to 30,843 and the city'’s housing
count has jumped from 8,667 to 12,930. But Assistant
City Manager Cralg Klaver says that 2,000 or more peo- City
ple may be Jeft out of the tally and that the city plans to
appeal within the given 15-day timeframe.

“We're too low," Klaver safd. “We've had lots of prob-

Last week's admission ban re-

sulted in part from a monthlong
state investigation into the July 9
death of a 70-year-old Alzheimer’s
disease patient who choked to
death while being spoon-fed by an
alde.
Investigators determined that
employees were unable to recognize
signs of distress, despite the fact
“the patient was observed shaking
and tears were reported running
dovm the face”

ment report stated that employees
were unaware how to react to Es-

Pope said Tuesday the bud vase
was the only gift he had received as a
council member, except for promo-
tional items such as a Resource Re-
covery and Recycling Authority of
Southwest Oakland County pole
shirt and coffee mug.

Mayor Pro Tem Edward Leininger,
saylng that he attended a food-
tasting party held by the Hotel Bar-
cnette and as a raffled-off door prize
won a night at the facllity, asked if
this should be disclosed.

“i'you were there in your capaclty
as a councl member, I think it
should bedisclosed,” Pope answered.

Leininger said he had “no problem
making that disclosure.”

“Itall depends on how{t's accepted
and how it's offered. Il somebody
gives you a nickel and expects a fa-
vor, that's not unethical. If somebody

_gives you $500 and doesn't expect

- that's ‘not * unethical.”

The council adopted in concept the
ethics guidelines drafted by Mayor
Matthew Quinn In June. If adopted
the code would apply to all elected
and appointed oflicials, as well as
non-union city employees,

Fried sald that a stipulation in the
proposed code that a non-monetary
gift of less than $50 may be accepted
might be confusing,

“It was put In there because they
didr't want every time you had lunch
with a perosn, someone could come
around and say they're trylngtobribe
you,” he said.

The code now under consideration
covers conflict of financial and per-
sonal interest; Impartiality; the use of
public property and confldential In-
formation; the recefving of gifts by of-
ficials, their spouses and minor
children. It would require the disclo-
sure of personal and financlal inter-
est before an officlal vote, except for
10 percent or less ownership of sec-
urities In a public corporation that
has buslness transactions with the
city.

Council Member Joseph Toth
questioned the need for the policy.

It is suspected that this kilo was the ane later
confiscated by the undercover narcotics officer at
Qatman's hone.

Siebert is currenty out on a $500,000 cash
bond. Oatman, who was unable to raise his
$500,000 cash bond, Is in the Wayne County Jail

Both Siebert and Oatman were bound over (o
Recorder's Court May 2 after 20th District Court
Judge Ed Plawecki determnined thal there was
substantial evidence against the pair.

Jury selecton will begin the Morning of Nov. 5,
and the trial, which will be held in front of Recor-
der's Court Judge George W, Crockett, s expected
to run approximately a week.

The newest member of the Novi
Planning Commissjon maintains
that he is an ordinary, level-headed
guy — but be warned: his mild-
mannered demeanor can be
decetving.

He is a certlfied public accountant
and works as a controller for the
landfll siting division of Waste Man-
agement in Livonia.

He has lived with his wife Terriand
two kids in Novi's Chateau Estates
mobile home park for four years and
even describes himself as a “couch
potato,”

Al first glance, the well-dressed
corporate executive seems a bit on
the quiet side. But he wamed that
people are often deceived by his
thoughtful nature — recalling the old
saying that “still waters run deep.”

“Tam always reserved at first,” the
Hope College business graduate
explained.

“I try to be open-minded,” he said
inregard to his personality. “I tend to
be quiet untfl | knowwhat's goingon,
until I get the facts, Then I tumn the
other way.”

Schaeler said that he will be a fair
planning commissioner and doesn't
have a hjdden agenda to accomnplish.

Although he has been Inundated
with zoning ordinances and master
plans since he was appointed last
month by Mayor Matthew Quinn, he
is excited about his three-year post.

Planners approve rules

for bed-and-breakfasts

Novi residents may not have to jet
toEurope or drive down the New Eng-
land coast to enjoy tea and scones In
a qualnt country inn, If a new ordi-
nance gains councll approval,
~ Planning commissioners ap-
proved an ordinance allowing bed
and breakfasts in Novi on Aug. 15. If
the councll ratifies the ordinance,
clty homesteads could be used as
country Inng —which Is an emerging
trend arnong communities in Michi-
gan's southeastern tip.

“There are bed and breakfasts all
over the state,” sald planning consul-
tant Brandon Rogers, who drafted
the new ordinance, “Novi is more ur-
ban than many of the areas, but there
ls still room to accommodate them as
long as they are properly regulated.”

Under the ordinance, B&Bs would
only be allowed in non-platted rest-
dential areas -- not subdivisions —
and only with a speclal land-use
permit,

“There is some concern that it is al-
lowing commereially operated innsin
the middle of residential neighbor-
hoods, but it wouldn't be like puting
Up a neon sign and operating a
hotel,” Rogers commented.

Only four bedrooms could be re-
nted out and stays would be limited
to fourteen: consecutive days, in an
effort to limit the impact on
neighbors.

There was commission discussion
about increasing the number of al-
lowable rooms to eight, but the idea
met opposition,

"If we go up to eight rooms, we are
getting close to a small motel,” com-
missloner Ermie Aruffo said.

There was also limited debate ab-

out whether stays should be re--

stricted to one week, to ensure forth-
comming B&Bs would notbe used as
boarding houses. But the consensus
was that a two-week limit accom-
plished the same goal,

Additional restrictions to protect
B&B nelghbors may be added to the

ordinance, which still needs a coun-
cil OK.

Rogers drafted a similarordinance
for the City of Milford last year, which
was deemed state-of-the-art at the
time. The City of Northville's B&B or-
dinance heiped paved the way, witha
successful inn, the Atchison House,
operating within walking distance of
the town's center,

Some people believe that B&Bs
carinot be sucessful in suburban
areas like Novi. However, Rogers
malntains that there is a need for
these cazy inns within the city.

“B&Bs are used by business peo-
pleaswellas tourists,” he satd, “They
offer an altermative to the conven-
tional hotel for people who don't want
topay hotel rates or don't like the typ-
fcal hotel atmosphere.”

Although there {s no pending re-
quest before the city, a few homeow-
ners have previously made Inquiries
into turning their houses into B&Bs
—~one being the owner of Meyer Berry
Farm on Eight Mile Road.

The Northville Public Schools bus
schedule and related information will
be Inserted in the district publica-
tion, “Scheol News,” which is ex-
pected to be mailed tomorrow.

Operations Supervisor Norm
Frank sald the transportation de-
partment is making finai prepara-
tions for the school year’s start. The
district bus routes are newly revised
and summer inspections and main-
tenance readied the bus fleet.

Also, installation in the busyard of
a 10.000-gallon diesel fuel storage
tank — paid for with revenue from
the bond issue approved by voters in
October — isexpected to be complete
by Sept. 4, Frank sald.

Routing for the 1990-81 school
year was affected to a great extent by
the open of Cooke as a middle schoal
and by an influx of elementary stu-
dents from two new subdivisions in
the northwest corner of the district,
Frank said.

Last year, all middle school stu-
dentswere transporied to Meads Mill
Middle School. Implementation of

the Cooke boundarles — north of
Main Street and west of Taft Road —
crealed new routes for seven buses;

*The reguiar one-through-12 runs
were completely revised as a result of
Cooke opening up,” Frank said,

*Once the school year starts, we
will see some changes as a result of
the new kids coming in."

A Wayne County Intermediate
School District computer program
provides for the Northville transpor-
tation department a printout of the
district map plotied with each stu-
dent'’s name, graduating year and
house location.

The request from the Southern Mi-
chigan Ol Cempany (SOMOCQ) to drill
for ofl in Novi recently got pul off by the
Novi City Council to allow time for coun-
cll members to look at other operations
similar to what the company proposes
locally, This Is unnecessary; the council
could have rejected the permit straight
off.

The city's planning commission,

which recommends to the council but
has little actual authority, in late June
voted down SOMOCO'srequest. Therea-
soning was simple and sound: city ordl-
nances permit ofl drilling only in areas
zoned industrial. SOMOCO's operation
would drill on residential land. No
permit.

Now SOMOCO, predictably, argues
that things aren't so black and white.
The sort of aperation the company prop-
oses {5 not really what most people think
of when they think of an oll well. The big
equipment would be far away, with exist-
ing oll operations at Wixom and Eleven
Mile roads, on land which is indeed
zoned industrial,

It's an interesting argument, but
we don't see how it holds water when
measured against the zoning ordinance
asit stands. Ifofl drilling isnot permitted
on residential land, then it's not permit-

-1 ted, and SOMOCQ has offered no com-
{ pelling reason to deviate from the rules.

The company minimizes the im-

4 pact of oll cperations on residential

areas, but the impact still does exst.
Novl's zoning ordinance is tightly written
to protect the integrity of residential
areas, and putting in an oil drill aban-
dons that worthy aim,

As long as the members have al-
ready decided to go, the council's tour of
similar facilities may bring a new per-
spective tothe drilling issue, f SOMOCO
can provide convincing evidence that its
residential driling methods are suffl-
ciently different from traditonal drilling,
city officials might want to explore the
option of altering the zoning ordinanceto
allow the drills under tight restrictions.

But this is a big if, and untll such
time as it happens, the current city ordi-
narce is in force. There are sound rea-
sons for restricting oll drilling to indust-
rial zoning; it's an industrial operation.

writing the article. :

This particular herbicide has been
studied quite extensively and, to
date, there is no conclusive evidence
that it poses a long-term health risk
to pets or people in amounts com-
monly used on lawns, Some lawn
care companies have no doubt
stopped using 2,4-D, but this {s most
likely a result of concern aver law-
suits rather than any hard scientific
evidence ofa human cranimal health
risk. The statment that lawn care
products containing 2,4-D can be
purchased over the counter in some
“restricted” fashlon Is also mislead-
ing. To my knowledge, there s no re-
striction placed on the purchase of
products containing this herbictde.

I agree that lawn care companies
have an obligation to disclose what is
being used on lawns and in what
amounts, This would assist veterina-
rians In assessing a suspected pet
polsoning [n the unlikely event that
such a poisening occurs, In addition,
precautions should be taken to mi-
rimize a pet's exposure to freshly
treated lawns. However, at this point
in time, there is no basis for suggest-
ing that the use of this herbicide at
recommmended concentrations pre-
sents an unacceptable health risk to

pets.

place for ice cream.
What with Guernsey

enjoy the creamy

Opening In its present location in 1939, the
store has been serving dalry and ice cream pro-
ducts ever since. i

The new soda founfain in the Northville
pharmacy 13 actually the more traditional type
of ice cream service in this country.

In the late 19th and early 20th centuries,
every pharmacist’s shop had, along with the
prescription counter, a soda fountain or soda
bar tended to by a soda jerk, who “jerked” the
soda from the taps. Soda bars at the turn of the
century generally had marble counters and a
mirrored wall, with fancy stools and smali
tables and chairs. '

Ice cream was brought to the westen
world by Marco Polo from China; Nero put fla-
voring into snow, creating the original snow-
cone; Alexander the Greatused snow to ¢cool his
drinks. By Dolly Madison's time, ice cream had
become the national dessert of the United
States.

Around 1830 soda water and syrup were
added to ice cream, and the ice cream soda was
born. Fred Sanders was reportedty the first to
bring this innovation to Detroit in 1830..

Ten years later, the “unsoda,” a soda-less
soda was created and called the Sunday Soda.
The clergy objected to a treat being named after
the sabbath, so the spelling was changed to
*sundae,” and everyone was happy.

Northville

Ice cream cones are ancther development
of this early perfod of America’s sweet tooth.

At the St. Louls World's Fair of 1904, on a
particularly hot day, the ice cream vendor ran
out of dishes. His neighbor, a man selling thin,
flat wafers, hitupon a world-shatteringidea. He
formed his hot wafers into cones and when they
cooled they remained in that shape. He offered
them to his friend as a substitute for plates.

“Cornucoplas™ were sensational and the
name was shortened to “cone” after a couple of
years of constant use,

Good Humors — ice cream on a stick —
were derived in 1929, complete with the white
truck and belis that are still popular today.

Eventually, soda fountains — Hke those at
Guemnsey and Cloverdale Farms — evolved into
full-fledged, full-service restaurants. But ice
cream remains the main draw of both
establishments.

From the early days of our country toman
living in space, ice cream has been and con-
tinues to be a truly American tradition,

Scholarship recipients may
find life a bit more taxmg

Ifyou or your child Is the recipient
of a schalarship and fellowship, you
may be surprised to know that the
tax law may come nlpping at your
purse strings next Aprll, Depending
ona number of different factors, you
may find yourselves unexpectedly
owing substantial funds to the Inter-
nal Reveniue Service (IRS).

According to the Michigan Assocl-
ation of CPAs, you should determine
now whether or not you will have to
report this year's payments as tax-
able income. Your first task 1s figur-
ing cut whether or not your grant ac-
tually qualifics as a scholarship or
fellowship. Sounds ecasy doesn’t 1?
Well, take a look at the definition in
the IRS publication on scholarships
and fellowships and think again. To
summarize, a scholarship s basi-
cally any amount given to a student
for the purpose of obtaining an edu-
cation at a university or college, while
a fellowship generally alds a person
pursuing a specific study orresearch
project. :

Under tax law, however, not all
scholarship and fellowship pay-
ments receive equal tax treatment.
Depending on the date you recetved
the grant, and on the type of services,
if any, you perform for the grantor,
you may have to include part orall of
the money in your taxable income.

If your scholarship or fellowship
was awarded before August 17,
1986, count yourself lucky. The tax
trealment remains basically the
same as In the past — including

many provisions that may reduce
your tax lability.

Ifyouare a candidate for a degree,
you may exclude from your taxable
income 1he basic scholarship or fel-
lowship grant, including the value of
room and board. In addition, you
may exclude any grant funds specifi-
cally designated for travel, research,
clerical help and equipment. But be
warned, you must actually spend
these amounts for the purpose of the
grantand within {or shorily after) the
term of the grant, or else the funds
may become taxable.

On the ather hand, you gencrally
mustreport as income any grant pay-
ments that you recelve in exchange
for past, present or future employ-
ment services, or for research that
mainly benefits the grantor of the
award. {An exception fs made in cer-
tatn cases where the services are re-
quired of all candidates for the
degree.)

dents, certain social service agency
interns, and others in similar post-
tons, are income and do not qualify
as eitherscholarships orfelluwa]ﬂps
The payment for services rule also
applies to grants that require a stu-
dent to work for outside employers.
An example of this sftuation would be
a university grant that requires a
Journalism student to work as a reg-
ualar staff employee of a local
nCwspaper.

if you are not a candldate for a de-
gree, you may still be eligible for cer-
tain tax benefits if your grant was
made before Augusrt 17, 1986,
Under these circurmnstances, you may
exclude from your taxable income
any amount recelved for such ex-
penses as travel, research, clerical
help or equipment.

In addition, you can exclude up to
$300 a month for each month tn
which you receive scholarship or fel-
lowship payments. You may claim
the $300-a-month exclusion for a
period of 36 months, consecutive or
not. But once you exceed the
36-month limit, you must include in
your gross income all amounts you
receive under the grant, including
funds designated for qualifled
eXpenses,

To complicate matters somewhat,
the $300-a-month exclusion only ap-
plies {f the grantor of the scholarship
or fellowship Is a tax-exempt, non-
profit organization operated exclu-
stvely for religious, charitable, scien-
tifle, iiterary or educational pur-
poses, testing for public safety,
prevention of crueity to children or
animals, or fostering national or in-
ternational amateur sport competi-
tions. Other acceptable grantors in-

clude any lUnited States agency,

state, or possession; a foreign gov-
ermment; orany organization created
under the Mutual Education and
Cultural Exchange Act of 1961,

Reclpients of scholarships or fel-
lowships granted after August 16,
1986, may find life a bit more taxing,
The $300-a-month exclusion for
non-degree candidates, for Instance,
has been repealed.

Under current rules, scholarships
and grants are tax-free only if you are
a candidate for a degree and you use
the funds for tuition, matriculation

: l'ees. buoks. supplies ancl equipmcnt

You cannot exclude from income
any money recetved for such ex-
penscs as room, board and travel,
Nelther can you exclude the portion
of a grant, including any tuition re-
duction, that represents payment for
teaching, research or other services

— even {f teaching or research s re-

quired for the degree.
The new law also considers non-

cash awards, such as a partial or
total waiverof tuition in exchange for
teaching, research or other services,

as taxable incorne.
For further information on how to

handle scholarship and fellowship
funds, you may want to consult your
awn CPA,
