Companies looklilg for a place to parlt their 
deslcs and fax ma'clllnes can play fi11ldky and 
ljard-to-get tliese days, WliUe office leasing 
ageilts may find themselves pollslilng their Dale 
Camegle sales tecl111iqucs. 

Regional oveibulldlng has left Novl with pos­
sibly the highest officevacantyrate in the metro­
politan area—aiqrwhere bom 40 to 50 percent. 

Prior to 1977. there were less tJian 10,000 
square feet of office space in the city. By 1980, 
tills had ballooned to 182,000 square feet and fi­
nally hit the one million maik by decade's end, a 
figure which leaves out houses a>nverted to uses 
sudh as real-estate offices. FYom 1987 to 1989 
alone, 782,775 square feet of office space \vas 

constructed here. 
As of July 1, the Southfleld-based commercial 

real-estate firm Cushman & Wakefield gauged 
Novl as liavlng one of the metropolitan area's 
leading vacancy rates, 46.5 percent. 

Dearborn is the lowest, at 10.8 percent. Far-
mlngton llllls has a 20.1 percent vacancy rate 
and Soutl1fleld's Is 22.8 percent, Wlille the over­
all metropolitan average Was 20.5 percent, the 
company said. 

"The office market In Novl is a new market, so 
they have a lot of vacancies with all the new 
buUdlog going up. It's a market that's going to 
eventualfy do real well. It's a new product now. 
It's got to mature." said Rlcliard O'Connor, real-
estate broker at The Dletz O1ganlzatlon In Bir­
mingham. The compaixy specializes In income 
properties. 

Td say the whole nation's overbuilt at tlils 
point, notjust Novl in particular. There's been a 
lot ofbi111(Ui1g going on. Ihe market's got to catch 
up With the building." 

O'Connor doesn't see the market in Novl be­
coming economically viable until offices In 
Southfleld, Farmington and Livonia fill In and 
force the tenants westward. Novl's proximity to 
both Arm Arbor and Detroit is a selling point, he 
added. 

Released in Jtlly, The Hayman Corporation's 
"Metropolitan Detroit Office Market Survey" de­
scribes both Novl and Auburn Hills as markets 
that Went "just too far, too soon." Auburn Hills 
has a 35 percent Vacancy rate and Novl is listed 
at 40 percent.

In response to the state's "recap­
ture" of funding, several school dis­
tricts — including Nov! and North­
ville — are suing the state seeking 
damages and a preliminary 
Injunction. 

The Novl and Northville boards of 
education voted tojoin other out-of-
fonmula school districts that are at­
tempting to remedy the loss of state 
categorical and social security 
funding. 

The recapture provision of the 
1990-91 State Aid Act took $72 mil­
lion In funding tliat previously had 
been allocated to certain districts 

and rerouted It to poorer, In-
formula districts. 

The Birmingham law firm of 
Clark. Hardy, Lewis, Pollard and 
Page Was asked by several affected 
districts to review the case and sug­
gest possible courses of action to 
contest the recapture provision. 
Districts Who Join the lawsuit In­
clude hiring the firm in their resolu­
tion to participate. 

An Aug. 22 letter &Dm attorney 
Dennis Pollard to one ofthe partici­
pating districts sald a "viable legal 
argument exists to support the af­
fected school districts' attempt to 
recover tlils . . . (funding fiom the 
state)."

and office combined. 1 tliink there's stfil a pretty 
good market for that product." 

SmaUer ollice bufidlngs seem to be doing better 
noWdays than the mammoth complexes, Walil 
added, With consumers looking for 10,000 to 
20,000 square feet of space rather than 100,000. 

To lure tenanu Into existing bufidlngs, a com­
mon incentive is one free month of rent for each 
year the space is leased, O'Connor said.

Pollard said the rcasonlfig beliind 
the schools' case Is that the recapture 
proVislon of the State Aid Act violates 
the Headlee Amendment to the Mi­
chigan ConsUtulton. 

That amendment says the state is 

•prohibited from reducing tlie state-
financed proportion ofthe necessaiy 
costs of any activity or service re­
quired of units of local government by 
state law." 

The funding that the state recap-
tured Was money the districts used 
for mandated "categorical" programs 
— special education and gifted prog­
rams, for example. The state also re­
captured social security funding. 

The state's recapture of social sec­
urity Is the real issue, Barr said. Both 
NoVl and NorthVlUe school districts 
each year liad been receiving more 
than $1 mUlion In social security 

fiiom the state. 
The recapture plan reneges on an 

agreement the state made in 1955 
With the federal government to pay 
udiool district employees' social sec­
urity, according to Pollard. 

TTie attorney in his letter warns the 
districts tliat It may take many years 
for a decision to be reached in the 
lawsuit. Therefore, he said, any mo­
ney damages "wiQ not have any 
meaningful short-term value." 

one of tlie purposes of a prelimin­
ary injunction, he sald, is to maintain 
tlie status quo during the lawsuit so 
tliat when it flnalty Is resolved the 
point Is not moot.

A pretrial exam in the case of a for­
mer Novl Care Center nurse's aide 
charged With patient abuse has been 
delayed to aUow the defendant to ob­
tain counsel. 

Susan Brown, 42, of Pinckney Was 
charged Aug. 22 with one count of 
patient abuse for allegedly kneeing 
an elderly patient In the buttocks. 
The abuse charge Is a misdemeanor 
offense canylng a maxlmura one-
year sentence. 

Brown, a lO-yearNovl Care Center 
employee, allegedly took a 75-year-
old female resident Into the corridor 
leading to the facility's shower room 
on June 1. The aide had the patient 
•spread eagle" against the wall and 
kneed her tn the buttocks as a discip­
linary measure, according to Novl Po-
hce Lt. Robert Stames. 

Witnesses alerted the center's ad-
ml111stratlon and the nurse's aide 
was Immediately put on probation. 
She Was later fired following a 10-day 

Internal Investigation according to 
NoVl Care Center Administrator 
James TliTln. 

BroWn was airatgned last Week In 
front of 52nd District Court Judge 
Harold Bulgarelli. She Was released 
on a $500 personal bond. 

The case has been assigned to 
Judge Michael Batclilk, but no pret­
rial date Was set by press time. 

Stames told the Novl News that a 
second patient abuse complaint 
against NoVl Care Center is being In­
vestigated and chaises are expected. 
Oflldals at the attorney general's of­
fice Would not verify the statement, 
but said that they expect to Issue a 
patient abuse warrant for an em­
ployee In an unnamed facility some­
time this Week. Officials would not re -
lease any details tultil formal charges 
are made. 

The NoVl Care Center, Which Is lo­
cated on MeadoWbrook Road near 
Ten Mile, has been the subject ofsev-
eral goVemmcnt prokies Into In­
adequate care over the past few 
months.

If you can 
leave it out until you see your 

dentist --- do so. If you must, 
have it in place for appear-' 
ance's sake, vaseline or den­
ture cream will hold it in place 
temporarily. 

Don't try to repair a broken 
denture or bridge yourself. It 
could damage both the ap­
pliance and the tissue against 
which it rests. A broken den­
ture is a real emergency and 
can be repaired quickly by the 
dentist. A single fractured 
tooth in a denture can also be 
replaced quickly by the 
dentist. - - '

A 20-year-old Novl college student 
claims that the NoVl Police Depart­
ment Violated hls ctvll rights by un-
falrfy suspecting litm ofan attenlpted 
theft solely because he Is Hispanic. 

The theft in quesUon Involved 
nunleroils unlawful Withdrawal at­
tempts from the sa1ne Novl electronic 
teller macliine. Ca11leras at the ba11k 
recorded the unsuccessful transac­
tions, according to police. 

The attempts Were made wl th a 
card reported stolen from the owner's 
automobile. Credit cards and per-
sonal Items were also stolen, the 
crime report sald. 

Carlos Alvarez, a 1988 Novl High 
Scliool graduate, was Identified as a 
suspect when pictures taJcen at the 
scene were compared iwlth h igh 
school yeartiook shots, he said, 

"The whole t l i lng Is absurd—they 
picked my plcttu-e out of a l i igh 
school yearbook and that was the 
only thing that made me a suspect," 
said Alvarez, who does not liave a 
prior record. " I am sure the fact my 
last name is Hispanic hiad sometlilng 
to do wi th it," 

He said t l iat he is seriously consid­
ering sii ing the city for Its "prejudiced 
accusation" bu t i t Is unknown wl1at 
damages could tie sought. 

Alvarez said tl iat he was part icu­
larly upset at the Idea ofthe police us­
ing a yearbook picture wli lch was ta­
ken over two years ago, when he was 
still a minor, to Identify h im as a 
suspect, 

"I really want parents to know t l ia t 
when their k ids are getting their pic­
tures taken, they will be used as mug 
shots," he said. 

It Is unknown IfAhrarez Is stll l a 
suspect in the incident. But he said 

t l iat he has not tieen quesUoned 
further by the police. 

Det. Ralph Fluliart. who Is as­
signed to the case, said he could not 
comment because of the possible 
lawsuit. 

Fluhart told the Novl News tliat the 
matter was Immediate^ turned over 
to city attorneys once a lawsuit ap­
peared probable. A copy of a letter 
sent by Alvarez's father, Ramon, who 
Is an assistant state attorney general, 
was also forwarded to the city 
attorney. 

Deputy Police Chief Richard 
Fal11lor1er also said t l iat his depart­
ment cannot comment on the case 
and deferred questions to the d ty at­
torney's office. 

But Assistant City Attorney IDen-
nls Watson also refused to comment, 
cit ing the continued police investiga­
t ion Into the unlawful electronic 
teller card use. 

Watson did say that using high 
school yearixiok photos as mug shots 
Is common practice among area po­
lice departments and is perfectly ^ 
legal, but he would not comment on \ 
any o the r a l leged clVU r i g h t s . 
Violations. ;> 

Alvarez, who lives w i th his parents > 
in Meadowbrook Glens subdivision, 
said that police told h im that he was ; 
the only suspect In the crime. He also > 
said tl iat the officer who came to his 
door Insisting t l iat he go down to po- -l 
lice headquarters for questioning 
told l i lm t l iat he was certain Alverez*' 
was the guy who did It, 

However, that officer could not^^ 
comment on the case because ofposC-

Alvarez said that the burden oJC" 
proof should lie on the police depart-;" 
ment to prove wliy he was a suspects 
i n the crime.

For the third time this year. South Lyon School 
District Voters WlU head to the polls for a school 
millage election on Tuesday. Oct. 23. 

The South Lyon Board of EducaUon has ap­
proved the date for the elecUon In a 6-0 vote, but 
delayed discussion on the amount of mills to seek 
unUl Its Monday, Sept. 10 mceUng. Trustee Pam 
Clark Was absent from the meeUng at wli lch the 
elecUon Was schedi1led. 

A list of potenUal program restoraUons and 
Uielr costs ivas distributed at t l iat meeUng. but 
South Lyon Superintendent Wayne Case urged 
board members and members of the community 
not to consider the list as all-lnclustVe or an exam­
ple of how much the district should attempt to re­
gain through a millage elecUon. 

"I don't want you to make choices at t i l ls mo­
ment," Case told the txard. He said he Will present 
recommendaUons Sept. 10. 

Board Trijstee Tom Duncan said he Wants to go 
for a small numljer of mills. 

T h e community needs to Vote on sometlilng 
With a small tax Impact," he said. "We need to pro-
Vide smaller steps tiaclt to Where We Want to be 
rather than t iy to take one giant leap." 

At the top ofthe list of potenUal restoraUons was 

the d is t r i c t ' s t ranspor ta t ion program, at 
$650,000. 

However. If addlUonal mlUage Is approved by 
Voters in Octotser, Case said It Would lllcely be 
some Ume Ijefore the transportaUon program can 
be restored. "You're probably talking about 1991," 
he said, adding Uiat he would haVe to explore the 
Issue before offering a date. 

The delay In returning buses Would be due to 
the Ume necessary to li lre a new transportaUon 
supervisor, litre and Ualn bus drivers, and oUier 
matters necessaiy to get Uie buses back on Uie 
road. 

Case said It could be dlfl lcult to And and train 
bus drivers tiefore passl11g enough millage to re­
store Uie transportaUon program. 

"No one Would quit a Job they have for some-
Uilng Uiat might happen," he said. 

Bus driver Mary Lynn McDanlels, In Ule audi­
ence at Uie meeUrig, said she felt Uiat ln October 
all 25 ofthe district's bus drivers would be wi l l ing 
to begin working immediate^. 

'Because ti l ls Is the district they Want to work 
for," she sald. HoweVer. she said If Uie district 
waits too long, many of Uiose drivers may find Jobs 
elsewhere. " I fyou wait unUl Januaiy Tm not sure 
you'll have 25." she said. 

Board President Alma Smith said she Would 

like to ljegln Work biefore Uie elecUon to br ing tiack 
transportaUon. 

Trustee Bil l Taulbee said he wants to see a time -
line developed to begin work before Uie mlllage 
elecUon so tliat bus transportaUon could be re­
stored sooner. 

"It would be totally u11acccptable to me to iiave 
more than two weeks pass before restoring buses 
aller passage of a mlllage," he said. 

Case said that In order to provide such a Umc-
llne the district Would need help fipom former 
UansportaUon supervisor Jeanne Asch, who has 
left the dlsblct for a poslUon In Birmingham. 

However, Taulbee ai^ued tl iat since Asch is no 
longer employed In the dlsUlct, South Lyon can­
not rely on her services.

Novl schools' secretaries and para-
professlonals liave agreed With the 
district to modify their existing con­
tract and extend It t h r o u ^ the 
1992-93 school year. 

The Secretarial and Paraprofes-
slo11al As-soclatlon voted Moiiday to 
ratify the 1990-91 contract modifica­
tions and 1991-92 and 1992-93 con­
tract extenslbi1s, said union presi­
dent JoAnn Koch. 

The Board of Education tenta­
tively approved the contract last 
Thursday, pending receipt of the offl-

clal results of the union vote. 
At Issue were the salaiy schedule 

and Insurance coverage, said John 
SWalloW, assistant superintendent of 
human resources. He sald the pact Is 
a good one for both sides. 

Koch said slie Is happy wi th the' 
agreement. 

"It was a filendly. informal process 
this year," she said. "This Is the flrst 
time We dealt wi th Mr. Swallow. I 
think it went pretty well." 

The district and union agreed on 
adjustments to the secretaries' and 
paraprofesslonals' salaiy schedule 
for each of the three contract years. 

For the current school year, the 
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planned salary Increase wi l l l)e two-
tenths of a percent greater than orlgl-
nalfy planned.

State police Investlgatlng the Aug. 
16 deatli ofa Nortl1vll1e Regional Psy-
cliiatric Hospital patient are treating 
the death as a homicide, the ofScer in 
charge of t l le Investigation said 
Tuesday. 

William Gibbons, 46, died at St. 
Maiy Hospital i n l-tvonia from head 
injuries sustained at the Northville 
hospital tllree days earlier. He died 
after being rushed to the Uvonla hos­
pital Aug. 13 for What a Northville 
Hospital ofllclal termed "a medical 
emergency." 

State Police Sgt. Itobert Sllva said 
police are considering the death a 
possible homicide imt2 their investi­
gation points to another cause. ' I t 's 
still under Investigation t}ecause We 
liave lots ofpeople to tallc toyet." Sllva 
said. 

The Wayne County medical exa­
miner's office is also treating the 
death as a homicide. T h e original in ­
formation Was that there was some 
sort of a scuffle," said Dr. L.J. Dra-
govlc, the assistant medical exa­
miner Who performed the autopsy on 
Gibbons' body. 

Dragovlc said Glblwns died of a 
trauma to the back ofthe head, "con­
sistent With l i l t t ing a l1ard surface." 
But he Was u11certaln whether Gib­
bons died from an actidentel fall or 
another cause. 

"The manner of death is sti l l con­
sidered a homicide im t i l proveii 
otherwise," Dragovlc sald. He plans 
to review the case With state police 
Thursday, to get the results of their 
investigation into the death. 

"lf I have their assurances other-
Wise, then r i l tie more t l ian liappy to 
change it to 'accidental,' ljecause he 
might liave fallen dur ing a seizure," 
Dragovlc said. 

Gibbons had a l i lstory of seizures. 
Dr. Walter Brown, director at the 

Northville hospital, said tliree hospi­
tal employees have been suspended 
While the invesUgation talces place 
because they l iadn't followed "certain 
(hospital) policies and procedures" 
during the Incident. 

' I t appears t l iat there we1Te some 
problems in teims of how he (Gib­
bons) Was cared for prior to when the 
medical emergency Was called, and 
we're responding to t l iat," Brown 
said, ' I t appears t l iat some emplcy-
ees could have been a little more con­
scientious about doing their Job," 

According to Sllva, Gibbons lay on 
a hallway in the Northville hospital 
for abiout five hours before he was 
transported to St. Maiy Hospital. 

A preliminary investigator's report 
submitted to the Wayne County med­
ical examlner'sofflceliySt. Mary staff 
mehUoned the possibility of a fight or 

' " f o ^ play" In connecUon wi th Glb-
hioils' death, but state police and hos­
pital officials had found no evidence 
^ & \ l e s d a y to tiaclc up t l iat theoiy. 

Sllva said none of the people he 
huh Interviewed yet had confirmed 
whjsther Gibbons was Invoh^ed In a 
fight or had fallen. 'As far as I know 
helWas laying in the hallway, and 
th4rs all that they Were able to tell 
m&" Sllva said. "I liave ljeen unable 
to l lnd anyone to tell me. Yeah, he 
fel5' 

Brown said last weelc that the pa-
heat appeared to have died from na-
t u ^ l causes. "There is no evidence of 
anybody beaten to death," he had 
sald. "Notliing t l iat we liave indicates 
any th ing abou t anyone being 
beaten." 

Be said TXlesday that the hospl-
tafe continuing investigaUon had ^ 
falfed to find evidence of foul play. 
yfehave no IndlcaUons . . . of any 
iOg^t taldng place or any violence to 
the patientdurlng that t ime,"hesald.

Went 
into efiect on Halloween, 1989. 

The regulations allow garage- and 
pole-mounted basketbal l hoops 

along either side of a drlVeWay at the 
lialf of the front-yard or side-yard set­
back nearest the owner's residence. 

"I see some of the people stil l haVe 
theirs up. Orchard I^dge stil l has 
posts and hoops facing the street. 1 
don't know What they did," Yaylalan 
said. 

That's Ilkely to tie a temporaiy si­
tuation, The building department 
earlier this month sent out notices to 
over 300 homeowners, asking them 
to check i f they are in compliance 
With the basketljall hoop ordinance 

and if hot, to rectify the matter. 
Building ofllclal Earl Bailey said 

basketball hoops Were Visually 
checked throughout local neighbor­
hoods, to determine Wliich struc­
tures are potentially out-of-bounds. 

"We've given eveiybody over a year 
to comply and then We went out and 
started enfoixement procedures," 
Bailey said. 

Now the tiall Is i n the Zoning Board 
of Appeals' coi jr t . The city council 
lias suggested that the ZBA consider 

holding one or two special meetings 
to deal With this issue alone and 
waiving tlie standard $100fee forap-
peals. The bioard's next meeting Is 
Tuesday. 

"The ZBA Will make up their minds 
how to liandle it. I have no idea. It 
might be one big meeting," Bailey 
said.

Our Oakland County Board of 

Commissioners, With Roy ReWoId as 
cha i rperson, have proposed a 
$500-mlllion solid-Waste plan Which 
centers around a Waste-to-energy In-

-clnerator. The proposed incinerator, 
to be located 111 Auburn Hills, w i l l . 
b u m 2,000 tons of trash per day, 24 
hours a day, 365 days a year. 

We cannot afford this incinerator 
because of Its potential grave risks to 
our financial, physical and environ-
mental health. What are the prob­
lems associated wld i Incineration? 

Incinerators are not a proven tech­
nology. Operational failures, fires, 
explosions, cost overruns, revenue 
deficiencies, employee Injujy, toxlc 
emissions and contiimlrlaUon of 
food, soil and Water have al l been do­
cumented Iri muIt lplencWs stories 
Wltl i ln Uie past two years. 

Incinerators are Vely cjqpenslve. 
The la1Tge-scale Oakland County In­
c ine ra to r has a pr ice tag of 
$ 170.165,000. The Oakland County 
Commissioners voted to proceed 
With the sale of bonds for this plan 
Without requesting voter approval. 
This Is the most expensive project 
O a k l a n d C o u n t y h a s e v e r 
undertaken. 

Incinerators are not profitable -— 
they are capital-intensive and money 
losers. The term "Waste to energy in­
cinerator" is misleading in diat It 
leads one to believe that Wastes a i r 
being converted Into somcUiinggood: 
energy, Wliich can be sold for profit. 
News stories all over the countiy In 
the past tWo years have cited lost in­
cinerator revenue as costing taxpay­
ers unplanned millions of dollars. 

The onfy people Who profit from an 
Incinerator are the contractors, con­
sultants, developers. Investors and 
lawyers. Many municipalities Will be 
asked to sign a contract for garbage 
at a certain fee called a tipping fee. 
Tipping fees are passed on to resi­
dents In terms of tax. special assess-

. ment or curbslde fee. 
If contracted steam pnaduction 

quotas are not met for Whatever rea­
son (Insufficient garbage, incinerator 
malAincUon, inchlerator shutdoWn), 
tipping fees are increased, costing 
you as a taxpayer even more. Detroit 
Edison has canceled its contract With 
Detiioit because Its inchierator Was 
unable to meet contracted steam 
production quotas. Tli ls Wlll cost De­
troit taxpayers $6-mlll lon dollars a 
year! So much for Waste to energy for 
profiitt 

Incinerators are not safe. . .a safe 
l iKlncrator has not yet b>een built. 
Even With state-of-the-art pollution-
cont ro l equipment, incinerators 
spew toxic emissions into the alr: 
toxic heavy metals such as lead, mer­
cury, and cadmium. Some of the 
most toxic compounds known to 
man — dloxlns and fiorans — do not 
exist ln the raw garbage, but rather 
are formed by the burning ofgarbage. 

For eve1y three tons of garbage 

bi1med, approximately one ton ofash 
remains In the Incinerator Itself -— 
tl1ls Is also very toxic, considered l ia-
zardous waste, and must be land-
filled. Our skin, our lungs, our land, 
our Water, our food chain, and our 
offspring vrfll be endangered, We Will 
continue to have a landfill problem, 
and We will also have an alr pollution 
problem if We alloW our alr Ways to 
become seWers. 

An Incinerator is a bad investment 
for Oakland County . . . because of 
these risks to our physical, environ­
mental and financial health. HoW de­
sirable Will it be to live in Oakland 
County i f We go into tiie ti^ash busi­
ness? Our property values are at 
stake. 

What can you do to stop the 
Incinerator? 

J. Act fast. The Oakland County 
Commissioners have dlsWbuted the 
solld-Waste agreements to al l county 
municipalities for approval in the 
next l-2 months. Contact your 
county commissioner, and also Da­
niel Murphy, county executive. Tell 
them their solid-Waste plan is unac­
ceptable as long as It indudes an 
incinerator

' I n Detroit's ear ly days, corporal pun l sh -
mehtwas amat te r of course.

o f leading DetiDlt cit izen J o h n R Wil l iams, at ­
tended grade schools In Detroit between 1816 
to 1819. H is school ejq)eriences could have 
coIne ou t o f -a -ho I ro r movie. 

The first school he attended. In Uie spr ing 
of 1816, was kept by Mr . and Mrs. Goff, located 
i n downtown Defroit on Uie comer of Bates a n d 
Larned streets. 

' "Mr. Goff," wrote Wil l iams, was "a s h o r t 
Ul ick s e t red-faced m a n (who) presided over 
tileboys'roomwiUifulesandrope.. .Therope 
and ferrule was generaUy applied un t i l the boy 
b ^ e d for mercy . . ." 

' Gof i 'sdnrnkenGTudtyeventt ia l lybrought 
on a conspiracy when a group ofthe la5;gest s t u ­

dents took thei r revenge upon their inebriated 
inst ructor " l ike an enraged swarm of bees, w i t h 
flsUcufls, k icks, pinching, b i t ing . . ." 

Thus ended the Goffs' school, which Was 
DetiPOlt's first Engl ish school for young chi ldren 
after Uie War of 1812. 

By Uie fal l o f l 8 l 6 , young Wil l iams Was 
enroUed In another school r u n by Mr. Danforth, 
w h o boarded w i t h his fami ly. 

"Mr. Danfor th Was a smal l . Waspish, 
v io lent- tempered man, a n d I was l iear ly 
pounded to deaUi by h im, " Wi l l iams wrote. 

"He wouW box my ears, frequenUy knock­
ing me off the bench into the flreplace, merety 
lounging, o r leaning over to rest, as si t t ing o n 
the h igh bench was a great to r ture to me, I being 
then not qui te six years o ld . " 

Besides Uie b m t a l boxmg o f Wil l iams' 
ears, Danforth fiequenUy th rew rulers at s t u -

. dents and "one day threw a n open penknife at a 
scholar." 

Danfor th was summar l ty dismissed fiom 
h is duties and was last seen crossing Uie De-
tiolt River in to Canada. 

B y the 1850s, discipline I n Detroi t schools 
hadn ' t changed much , w i th students sti l l hav­
i ng ttie p a l i m of Uieir hands "Vanned w i th a 
n i l c r . " Ottlers who misbehaved would find 
themsehres seated upon a chafr i n the comer, 
virearing apqinted dimce cap, to be ridiculed hy 

thefr peers. 

Despite the lack of legislation restilcUng 
Uie use o f corporal punishment in the schools 
some 19th Centuty teachers were wor thy o: 
their professlOn. 

Novl's first school was r u n by H i ram Wil 
mar th In Ule winter of 1827-1828. According to 
Robert Yerkes, i n his h ls to iy of Novi, "Mr. Wi l 
mar th was an exceUent teacher." 

Bu t even Novl schools had-thelr sliare of 
terrors. Yerkes mentions another schoolhouse 
bu i l t a few years later. Th is school had a h a p 
door in the center of its log Hoor. 

"Under th is trap d o o r . . . was a n excava 
tion, Uie d i r t being thrown back against the logs 
on elUier side. B y whose order tills infernal p i t 
was made, I do not know," Yerkes wrote, "but I 
do know i t was the cause of anxiety to me in my 
veiy earty d a y s . . . Uils p i t was used as a place 
of p tmlshment for the scholars . . . " 

FYom educational ideas that proposed 
complete fimlom and total lack of discipline for 
children to mart ineUsm t l ia t caused mut iny 
among the students, educat ion has come a long 
Way. 

AU o f us alive today shou ld be grateful we 
never had to cope wlUi the l ikes of drunken Mr. 
GofTor Ule psychotic Mr. Dan fo r t h—or the hor­
rors of Robert Yerkes' pi t o f despafr.

It may not have a sWlnunlng pool 
or a bar and It may not be part of a 
chain. 

But Wltl1 a resident Watchdog 
named The Duke ofMllford and own­
ers who live on the pjiemlses. tlie Hu -
ron Valley Motel Is a home away from 
home With character. 

Since buying the business from 
Del and Jerry Papln four years ago, 
owners Ralph and Pat .Ascenclo have 
spruced up the rooms and appear­
ance of the motel wlille maintaining 
Its personal atmosphere. The motel 
lias 13 rooms and has t)een In Milford 
for 22 years. 

"We haVe totally redecorated since 
WeVe talten over," said Pat Ascenclo, 
Whose husband I ^ l p h handles 
maintenance at the mote l 

The rooms are all updated With 
new mattresses and are newly 
painted. We Installed touchtone 
phones so We can noW attract bu­
sinessmen that Wouldn't stay here 
before because We didn't liave those 
touchtone phones, wl i lch you can 
also plug a fax machine Into. 

"We arc open 24 hours a day and 
We are tlic furthest northwest motel 
ln Oakland Cotuity. I fyou Were going 
anywhere In the lakes area here, you 
would liave to go to Novl, o r Farming-
ton, or down toward West Bloomfleld 
and Farmington Hills to find another 
place to stay." 

Plates at the motel range In the 
summer from $29 to $42 per night 
depending on the type of room. 
Weekly rates run at approximately 
$199 d u r l i i g the summer and 
$140-$J5p i n the Wlritcr. 

"^tbavc sbbe rooms t l iat have 
two doublebeds and some tha,t have 
aiqueenbe^and two rooms thatliave 
twin bedst Where we can get a rolla-
way ln because we service a lot of 
(construction) crews tl iat work ln the 
area and sometimes they want to put 

tliree fellows lo a 1X)om to save ex­
penses," Pat said. 

"Another feature tliat we liave In a 
lot ofour rooms ls refrigerators. So for 
people staying or the crews, they can 
put their own coffee pot In there or 
pop or beer or Wliatever. The aeWs. 
they oflen buy lunchmeat and we 
warm It up for them here In the 
mlcroWave." 

Ralph Ascenclo empliasizcd tliat 
Ixcause they oWn the motel Ihem-
sclVes. he and Pat are able to provide 
some flexlblllty ln accommodatlng 
guests. Tile olBce ls always open, 
pets are allowed, and In times of 
power outages people Who are with-
ou t Water can shower at the motel for 
a small fee. 

Pat added that cheaper rates can 
lie reduced for groups that stay for a 
long duration. "We'll usually work 
things out," she sald. ' I f there's a 
crew coming l n for a couple of 
montlis, we'll Work sometl i i lg to 
make l t convenient for tliem." 

That concern for the convenience 
of Its customers seems to add to the 
motel's personal atmosphere. A cat 
and dog play a role ln t l iat atmo­
sphere as well. The Duke ofMllford Is 
the registered name of a German bird 
dog left to the Ascenclos by the Pa-
pins when they sold the motel and re­
tired to Florida. 

The Duke Is a Watchdog part time 
(When he's awake) and the Ascenclos 
said that a lot of return customers 
ask about him When they call or 
Write. 

Another local lnliabltant at the 
motel ls a cat named Muffin. "She 
usualty Just sprawls out on the desk 
up there," Pat said. "WeVi? gotten 
thank you notes from people Who 
llavis enjoyed the cat so milch, he-
cause i f you pet her, she'll follow you 
right back to your room." 

In addition to the animals, the 
motel sometimes provides coffee or

donuts In the morning for large 
groups staying for a few days, such as 
wedding parties. 

The only exception to the Huron 
Valley Motel's hospitality is designed 
to help local parents. Young people 
must be 2 l years old and have a cre­
dit card in order to rent a room. 

"For New Year's Eve and prom time 
We screen veiy carefully," Pat said, 
admitting tl iat the ploys used by 
prom Idds aren't always original. 
They come in With their tux and they 
yawn Illce they're so tired and ask. 'Do 
, you. h9Ve:any. ropp?s?yrs_M^^^^^ 
Weal*aysk1iowwlilchweekends the 
proms are and we ahvays tell Who-
cvei's tiehlnd the desk to watch for it. 
.And you can alWays tell a youngster 
on the plione because the first thing 
they askis, 'HoWolddoyou have to tie 

to rent a nx)m? " 

The Ascenclos hioth agreed that 
what they enjoy most atiout their 
motel is the opportunity It gives tliem 
to meet different people. From prom 
kids to travelers from Germany and 
Japan, they have al l at one time 
Wallted tlirough the office door. 

That same office door provides en­
trance to a room connected to the 
one-floor residence the Ascenclos live 
In at the motel. They agreed that It 
was a bit of a change from owiilng a 
house. "We need a garage and a base-

.ment.'^.Pat.Asceiiclo laughed...'^Other 
t l ian that, it's line." 

The Huron Valley Motel is open 24 
hours a day and Is located at 640 N. 
Milford Road. For more ii1formatlon 
call 685-1020.

You get spacious Wallc-ln closets, 
better-deslgned Idtcliens and bath-
rooms, and enough electrical 
outlets. 

.At the same tlrae, you're drop-
plng a lot of money into something 
tliat's not even there yet—and may 
not be flnlshed When you want to 
move ln . You may not get What you 
ordered. Builders sometimes substi­
tute materials and alter designs, a 
prerogative written into many new-
house contracts. 

If t l iat soimds to you like a 
potential nightmare, you're reacting 
properly. Bt1ylng a not-yet-bullt 
home Isn't lUce buying a n existing 
one. It's l iarder, atxwrdlng to the 
editors of Changing Times 
magazine. 

In short, you're not buying a . 
piece of land and a house; you're 
buying a builder. More to the point, 
you're buying a builder's reputaUon. 

In addit ion to maldng the usual 
checks With the Better Business 
Bureau and the local biailders' asso­
ciation, you' l l probabfy look at mod­

el homes when b i y i n g Into a 
subdivision. But when you see a 

_jn()del, keep In mind t l ia t you're 
lookliig at the ESilder's best effort, 

j j l^lded^;:^ eye-catdhliig Mecora-
tbrs optiorls," sijch iais addlOorial • 
moldiiiig, custom lighting and spe-
clal finishes on cupboards. 

To get a more realistic picture, go 
to a comparable sulxl ivlslon also 
built by your builder. (Get subdivi­
sion names from the builder or the 
real estate section of your local 
newspaper.) Visit follss who live 
there. Talk about quality and ser­
vice. Ask the owners how long It 
took to complete each home and 
how maiiy were delivered when 
promised. 

.Ask the builder w l ia t liappens to 
unsold homes. Houses tl iat are dis­
counted to sell qulckfy can affect 
the value of tlie entire sulxllvlsion. 
As a result, builders t ry to avoid 
pricM-cutting, except perhaps on the 
final l iandful of units. In a slow 
market a builder may pay points on 
your mortgage. 

As w i th existing homes, t iming 
affects the price. You may find a 
slower market in the faU and wint­
er. You pnibably won't he able to 
get a discount, but you may be 
able to negotiate for options like 
decks or carpet upgrades. The , 
do\mslde of buyii ig dur ing the wint­
e r Landscaping Would be delayed 
unt i l spring. And it may be liaJder 
to maintain tJie quality of a house 

imder construction d iu lng the cool­
er montl is. 

You'l l also want to consider when 
in the d)rfetrueUon cycl'(&''CTi3y. 
Prices may be lower when yoq buy 
a house that's built early oh. In 
booming markets, houses often 
Jump In $10,000 increments as a 
development is completed. But buy 
too early and you'll w ind up living 
ln a construction site for several 
years. 

If you Walt, you 1nay ei id up 
farther from the busy liighway at 
the entrance or closer to the lake 
tliat was Just a hole i n the ground 
when tlie first buyers moved In. 
Tliere's also less risk when you buy 
later. You can monitor the quality 
of the houses and watch how the 
neighborhood sl1apes up. 

You put a contract on a new 
house Just as you Would on an 
existing house, except you face a' 
lot more decisions. 

If the market is active, you may 
l)e advised to put down a deposit 
011 the lot irfimediatefy. lyplcaUy the 
deposit Is 5 percent, but you may 
be able to bargain even i n a 
competitive market. As w i th the 
purcd1ase of an existing borne, you 
should be able to get the deposit 
back If the deal falls t l i r o u ^ — 
because of financing, for example. 

Then you and the selling agent 
l iammer oi1t the details o f the con­
tract. You pick the model you like

and the options you Want to add. I f 
you are sitting In a model, you can 
point to things you Want. Other­
wise,' you'll' be using Illustrations, 
brochures and samples of riiaterlals. 

You'll Want to consider how to 
pay for ea(:h opUon you choose. 
When the cost IS lumped Into your 
mortgage, lt's,^asler to afford, bu t 
it's more expensive in the long run 
because -it's amortized over tliree 
decades. I f you add the options 
later, you save some Interest, bu t 
some tilings are more dlfl lcult to 
add alter the house Is complete. 
Decks are easy; l>ay Windows and 
batlirooms aren't. 

You probabfy Won't be able to get 
the bi111der to guarantee dellveiy on 
a specified date, for example, and 
there wi l l be little you can do dur­
ing construction of your house to 
keep the builder on schedule. But 
you can add a clause to your con­
tract demanding tliat your house be 
bui l t to the qud i ty standards of the 
model. 

Ask Whether the home you're 
considering is covered by the Home 
0Wne1is Wa1Tanty Corp. or another 
lnsi1rance plan. Such plans cover 
repairs for major construction 
defects and usually last for a period 
of 10 years. Builders pay the pre­
miums for these insurance plans, 
but they remain In effect even ff 
you sell the house.

N e w h o m e c o m m u n i t i e s o f t h e ' 9 0 s

Our last co lumn focused o n new and 
particularly creative features t l iat wi l l lie 
induded i n future new homes. Now We Will 
consider new home communities of the 
future. 

New residential developments wi l l i n -
creasin^y offer smaller, more affordable 
homes in response to d ianging demo-
grapliics and an updated profile ofthe typ­
ical American home buyer, according to 
Andrew B. Greenman, president of The 
Greenman Group, a research and market­
ing consulting firm. 

Households i n the 1990s wiU be smaller 
amd new home designs wi l l tie more so­
phisticated and flexible, i t was stated i n , 
the current issue ofGreenman's •"Develop­
ment Digest" newsletter. Buyers wi l l more 
acttvefy seek bu t a new home development 
w i th a positive community atmosphere. 

To be successful i n a h^f i ly competitive 
field, developers wi l l need to offer a pleas­
ant, healthy environment i n their new 
home community, coupled w i th prtracy, 
and effective security ^ s t e m and on-site 
recreation' facilities. 

The design of Individual homes wi l l 
change as the "SOs decade progresses. .Al-
t h o u ^ smaller i n size, the floor plans wi l l 
be more efllclentfy designed, and al l space 
wil l l>e utilized to i ts maximum potential. 

•With land prices on the upswing, i t 
makes more sense than ever to focus on 
creating 'smart space' rather t l ian increas­
ing home size," the Greenman newsletter 
stated. 

" In virtualfy all price ranges, home buU-
ders are beginning to reclaim foimerly 
wasted space—tieneath stairivays, be-
tiveen wall studs, imder coimters, i n 
closets. 

"Results? A return to the wonderful 
'nooJcs and crannies' ofyesteiyear—those 
special little features t l i a t ^ v e a home ex­
tra peisonality wlil le expanding usable 
space." 

Anotlier change taldng place in new 
home communities relates to landscaping. 
The centuries-old concept o f "xeriscaping" 
Is liecoinUig increasingly popular. 

This involves the use of efficiently 
plarmed landscape arcliltecture, using 
special water co11servaUon techniques. 
The trend is particularfy strong i n states 
where water conservation and plant pre­
servation are critical issues—e.g., Galffor-
nla, Arizona, Florida. 

According to landscape architect Bruce 
Howard, of Bruce Howard & Associates, 
the cost-effective xerlscape approach dff-
fers depending upon the nature ofthe site. 

ffexlsting vegetation Is present, Howard 
ljegi11s by identifying the types of vegeta-
Uve communities, such as liardwood. 

liammocks, plneWoods or Wetlands. Then 
he selects new plants that either are indi­
genous to these communities or are of s i ­
milar growing habits and needs. 

I f available, native plants are ideal be­
cause they are already adapted to local 
growing conditions and can help establish 
the site's overall "look." 

On t ia i ren sites, Howard recommends 
grouping plants based on foliage textures 
a1id colors wi th similar Water require­
ments. This allows the creation ofproperty 
zones, based on different i r r igat ion 
demands. 

Q: How wlll the upcoming closure of mill-
tary bases across the country Impact the 
real estate market? 

A: I t Will spark Increased activity In 
some areas and depress other markets— 
particularfy in the sale and rental of resi­
dential real estate. 

A recent survey, conducted by Centuiy 
21 Real Estate Corp., revealed that biases 
not being closed Will experience a substan­
tial Influx ofmUltaiy transferees. And that 
wi l l bring more sales, rentals and probably 
higher values to those areas. 

Planned shut-downs and reductions at 
ml l l taiy bases wi l l mean a total Influx of 
approximatefy 26,782 Army, Navy and Alr 
Force active duty personnel to existing 
bases and installations over the next five 
years, according to Pentagon estimates, a 

Centuiy 21 report stated. Many of these 
transferees and their families Will choose 
to live in off-base housing. 

The survey found thata large numberof 
transferees doesn't necessarily translate 
Into a hot market for off-base rental prop­
erties. However, factors such as attractive 
housing prices, low property taxes, high 
appreciaUon potential and rising rental 
rates often leave transferees anxious to 
buy rather than rent. 

Conversely, rental housing becomes 
more attractive In higher-priced markets 
and i n markets Where the stock of existing 
housing is limited—such as in smaller 
communities. 

Q: Is the "farming" technique in real 
etate brokerage really effective? 

A: Yes, It's very effecUVe for some real es­
tate salespersons Who know how to organ­
ize and Work the system. A "farm" is a de­
fined geographic area (often a neighbor­
hood) Where a salesperson concentrates 
efforts to list and sell properties.

s High blood pressure — hyperten­
sion — is one ofthe most serious dis­
eases In the United States. 
: As many as 60 million Americans 
have high blood pressure. Ofthese, 
only one-tliird are Well-controlled. 
Hypertension is not 'nervous ten­
sion" as some people believe from the 
rtanle, but stress Is a predisposing 
iactor. 
; High blood pressure ls a chronic 

clevaUon of pressure of the blood 
Within arteries Which increases a 
person's risk of stroke, Jieart attack 
or ]dd.ney disease. In addition to 
stress, some of the factors Which con-
(jrlbute to elevated blood pressuFc 
^ e l s are: heredity. Increased use of 
salt and high alcohol use. 
} High blood pressure Is sometimes 

(jailed the "silent Idl le i ' because It 

gives no Warning signals. For this 
reason you sho11ld liave your blood 
pressure checked regulrty. Should 
you be diagnosed as having high 
blood pressure, then frequent moni­
toring Is deslrable. 

The goal for most hypertensives 
should be to keep blood pressures 
below J40/85.Thepurchaseofhome 
blood pressure equipment can In­
form a person when they are not 
Wltliln target range so they can take 
appropriate acUon to get back wlt l i ln 
their target range. Frequent reading 
helps prevent IlSs disease from being 
silent. 

For an Investment of$20 to $80. a 
person can purcliase eqi.iipment and 
be taught to monitor blood pre.ssure 
readings at home. A log wlth the 
dates and readings can be made and 

then brought to the periodic follow-
up medical visits. 

A l l new equipment should be 
brought to the physician's office to 
test Its acciuacy against a mercuiy 
sphygomomanometer {blood pres­
sure cuil). The person could then be 
taught how to take and record blood 
pressure correcUy. 

Some people sense that their blood 
pressure is elevated Wlien they luVe a 
headache, experience warmth or diz­
ziness c r are upset. The Validity of 
their perccpUons can be tested with 
blood pressure readings. A relaUon-
shlp between elevated blood pres­
sure and periods of stress or heavy 
salt usage can also be monitored. 

After training l n home blood pres­
sure monitoilng. the person should 
obtain serial blood pressure mea­

surements. A determinaUon can 
then be made ofwhen an oflBce call is 
needed. One isolated reading tliat is 
elevated is not a cause for concern. 

Siblings and the children ofhyper-
tenslVc persons can also tie easily 
screened at home since the blood 
pressure equipment Is readily avail­
able. Remember, heredity Is a fiictor. 

A s you can tell, home blood pres­
sure monitoring can liave several ad­
vantages for the person w i t h 
liypertension.

They have developed a trust While Working 
together on a Weekly basis for the past tWo 
years. 

Flelnholz and Cunningham are two ofthe 10 
steafly an1ateur builders who volunteer their 
time to swing liammers and haul lumber to 
complete renovations at Northviile's IVIill Race 
Historical Village. 

Seated comfortably in a quiet comer of 
downtown Northville, the IVIill Race conUnues 
to expand and improve because ofa dedicated 
few Involved i n the Northville Historical 
Society. 

The Village's most recent acquisition Was 
the historic Cady Inn. an 1831 Northville 
building tliat once served as a local inn and 
tavern. 

Relocated fixim its original plot ofland doWn-
toWn on Cady Street, the aging Cady Inn Was 
displaced by a burgeoning city's much-needed 
parking lot. 

Members ofthe Historical Society were only 
too happy to take in the homeless stucture and 
Welcomed it to the Mil l Race Village three years 
ago 

Contemporary renovations liad converted 

the Cady Inn to tliree separate apartments in 
the years before it Was aquired by the Historical 
Society. 

"We l iad to tear eveiytlilng out," says reno­
vation Worker Francis Gazlay, gilmacing as he 
describes the modem dome lighting they dis­
covered in an upstairs bedroom. 

Maintaining the building's original shell and 
seVeral unaltered floors and ceilings, the Work­
ers Went about trying to restore the Cady Inn to 
Its former gloiy. 

The amount of Work demanded by the His­
torical Societys most recent addition to the 
Mill is strildng, considering the length of time 
the project has been ruririing. 

The core group of mostly retired men liave 
met everyTuesday and Thursday from 9 a.m. 
until noon for the past tWo years. Throughout 
the viflnters, with only a Worldng flreplace and 
partial insulation, they Were there. 

-We could see our breath inside the build­
ing," said renovator Art Rockall. "but it Wasn't 

that bad." 
A n d that flreplace, still Intact since the Cady 

Inn's early days, is the onty liint ofthe flnlshed 
product to come. 

The sturdy, dark brick flreplace sits uncom­
fortably in a room Where notliing else is com­
plete. Scraps of plywood, piles ofsaWdust and 
Various tools dot the floor of the otherwise 
empty room. Llghtbulbs hang limply from ex­
posed Wires. 

But patlendy i t sits in defiance of the unfin­
ished Wall, promising of the long, narrow 
room's transformation into a cozy eating and 
meeting place. 

When completed, "hopefully by December," 
Rockall says, the room Will he available to rent 
for conferences, reunions and other festive 
allairs. 

"Thiat is one reason Why We Want tills build -
Ing done," says RockaU, who hopes meeting re­
ntals Will generate some of the much-needed 
funds to complete and operate the Mfll Race 
VUlage. 

A small kitchen planned for an adjoining 
room Will serve as a food preparatiori area, a l ­
though the ivlill Race is not getting Into the 
feeding business. 

"Ifpeople Want to get a caterer for their meet­
ings, that's fine." said Rockall. 

The room closest to completion is an office 
designed for the front room of the Cady Inn. 
Currently, the M i l l Race's administrative Work 
is done out ofan office in the Village's Cottage

As Cunnl11gham and Relnholz 
Work thelr Way up the stairs, they get 
closer not onty to the compleUon of 
the Cady Inn but also the smoother 
operation of the Village, 

Ttie upstairs porUon of the Cady 
Inn contains two large rooms — one 
lntended to house the Historical Soc­
iety's anchlVes the other to promote 
lllstorlcal aWareness, 

Tile group lias collected various 
historical data glVlng proof of North­
vllle's great historical oilglns. Maps 
and documents, taped Interviews 
and pictures Will be nloVcd from ihe 
nooks and crannies of the damp 
basements they are now stored in, to 
tie organized and safely stored In an 
archive they can call their own. 

The other room Will be renovated 
and adorned With authentic furni­
ture and dressings to resemble an 
lnn room from the original Cady ImVs 
heyday. II Will be one stop on a tour of 
the Village Intended to leave Visitors 

with a sense of Northvllle's disUflct 
heritage. 

The largest task blocking the buil­
ders' path to completion, is the con­
struction of the first floor bathroom 
wliich they intend to make wheel­
chair accessible. 

.All i n al l . Itockall says they are 
plugging right along, al though 
maybe Just a little slower than he 
would like. Beginning in Septemtier, 
he Will tjy to step up the renovation 
elTorts by implementing a Saturday 
workday as well. 

"I am trying to get more people In­
volved," says Rockall. 

F ^ k a l l says the Mill Race project 
has nol attracted as inany people as 
he would like because many local 
people believe the Historical Society 
Is a private organization. 

Rockall says this perception is 
false and the Historical Society al­
ways welcomes neWcomers With an 
Interest In the area's history and peo­
ple.

A imique neW program of­
fered by a local l1air salon 
Would allow Would-tie Ixautl-
clans to combine their school­
ing With on-the-job training — 
with pay. 

'What We are offering them 
Is free tuition, a salary, and 
they Will be able to begin deve­
loping a clientele," says Gerald 
Haynes, co-owner of Gerald's 
Hair Salon in NorthVllle. "We 
are guaranteeing them Jobs as 
well •— they Will get a chair 
(upcn completion)." 

Gerid's is trying to imple­
ment a complete training prog­
ram for aspiririg stylists ln re­
sponse to what Haynes sees as 
a "shrinking pool" of qualilied 
hairdressers. 

"There are an awful lot of 
beauty salons where the kids 
Just aren't making a living so 
school counselors and parents 
are trying to direct them into 
other things," says Haynes. 

So Gerald's three salons, 
also located In Dearborn and 
Franklin, decided to tiy entic­
ing seVeral of the more defii-
cated students to come into 
their salons, under their Wings, 
and leam the tricks of the 
trade. 

The State Board of Cosme­
tology, the state agenfy that 
regulates the salon and cosme­
tology business, allows each 
salon to provide traii1ing for 
tWo apprentices i f they so 
choose, after which time trai­
nees can apply for a beauti­
cian's license. 

Participant's In Gerald's 
training program Will receive 
all instmctlon for free as Well 
as being paid a mi111mum 

wage while they are on the 
floor helping out With such 
tasks as sWeeping hair and 
foldirlg toWels. according to 
Haynes. 

Most private cosmetology 
schools charge tuition ranging 
from $4,300-6,000, acconfiig 
to Pauline Drace of Virginia 
Farrell Beauty Schools. 

What Gerald's is proposing 
is a two-year program as op­
posed to the 10 -18 months 
of schooling generally required 
by most private cosmetology 
schools. 

Haynes sees the longer per­
iod of Instruction as Incidental 
because most cosmetology stu­
dents fresh out of beauty 
school must serve as a 
beautician's assistant to gain 
salon exposure after gradua­
tion, often With no pay. 

"Usually they are not ready 
at tliat time (right after gradu­
ation) — at least not for our 
environment,'' said Haynes. 

Formerly, Gerald's had a 
part-time program Whereby 
they accepted recent graduates 
of cosmetology school and al­
lowed them to serve as stylists' 
assistants. 

Although Drace agrees that 
there is a "big adjustment be­
tween school and the salon 
World," she does not tlilnk cos­
metology school students are 
necessarily less prepared for 
Work than salon-trained 
beauticians. 

Drace expressed concern ab­
out Was the lack of cosmetol­
ogy theory training associated 
With salon training. Theory In­
cludes such tlilngs as the 
location of nerves in the head 
and the neck and the impor­
tance of an easy repertoire 
With clients. These constitute

HoWeVer, Hajmes maintains 
tliat l l is new program recog­
nizes that deflclency With simi­
lar programs and lias taken 
steps to correct it.

Haynes feels he lias thought 
of all the angles and Is noW 
anxious to get the program 
rolling "as soon as passible."

You proliabty don't t l i ink atxiut 
tllis 22-mile-loiig cl iain ofroclts, con­
nected t>y bildges and set i n a wide 
circle of treacherous reefs here i n the 
Atlantic':o<iean. 

' Bermuda l ias the same warm 
weather colors we associate wi th the 
Caribbean: deep blue skies, tur­
quoise waters, golden beaches. But i t 
lias an entirely different Weather pat­
tern and a different mood. 

There is no unemplcjyment here, 
no Income taxes, no poverty. Labor ls 
so scarce tliat they don't even groW 
their own food axiy more, lmporting 
everything, exporting notliing, send­
ing ships bade to Uie U.S, empty. 

The good news ls that Bermuda 
has the second liighest median in­
come In the World after Kuwait, 
$23,000 a year. The bad news is that 
Benmuda is one of the most ejqjen-
slve places l n theWorld, for locals and 
tourists alike. 

It ls stlll a Wonderful destination 
for the sun-lover from April tlirough 
October, the sweater-lover from 
November through March, and it can 
be an affordable vacation ifyou buy it 
as a package. 

My friend and felloW travel Writer, 
David Allen, for nine year^ a senator 
and now a Member of Parliament irl 
Bermuda, says tliat tourism from the 
midwest lias risen dramatically dur­
ing the last year or two. 

Allen is "shadow Minister ofTour-
lsm," which means he is the opposi­

tion member expert enough to chal­
lenge government policies and ready 
to become Minister of Tourism if his 
party gains power. 

He pointed out tliat Micliigan's 
Mott family, famed for apple sauce, 
has had a house called Parapet in 
Bermuda for more than l ia l f a cen­
tuiy and tliat Stuart Mott is stlll a 
part-time resident. 

I sailed In alxiard the cruise ship 
M.V. Horizon, the newest, largest and 
one of t h l ^ a s t expensive of the four 
cruise slilps ttlat sall to Bermuda 
May through October. The Horizon 
and the Meridian a l p a r t of Celebrity 
Cruises, oWned by Cliandris; the 
other two are Royal Vik ings "Viking 
Star" and Rcyal Caribbean's "Nordic 
Prince." 

Wliat amazed me When We sailed 
across 774 miles of open sea from 
NeW York City was that aiiy sailing 
ship could liave found these Isolated 
islands, set in a Vast sea, let alone 
bumped into themi Hundreds of ves­
sels have shipwrecked on the reefs, 
including a supertanker tliat broke 
its back 15 miles from shore in the 
1980s. 

The islands, tips ofdead undersea 
volcanoes. Were unlnliabited When 
Spaniard J uan de Bermudez carved 
his name on a rock In l 503 and sailed 
away into the Sargasso Sea. The is­
land Was colonized when the Sea 
Venture shipwrecked here in 1609, 
Wlille sailing west from England With 
supplies for the infant colony of 
Jamestown, V i r ^ n l a . 

Modem cruise ships arrive safely 
every Week, but i f i had aiiy doubt ab­
out those treacherous reefs, it Was 
dispelled When we squeezed tlirough 
Two Rock Passage, With onfy a few 
feet of water on either side. 

We had sailed past the low green 
i s l ands , scattered With pastel 
houses, the historic city of St, 
Geor;ge's, the golden sand beaches 
and into Great Sound on our Way to 
the capital dty ofHamilton, The Hori­
zon (and later the Viking Star) docks 
on Fixint Street, forming a Wall along 
the street and giving us our first fa­
bulous VieW ofBermudlan Ufe duririg 
morning "rush hour." 

The government cons ide red 
58,000 people to be overpopulation 
on these 20-square-mlles of islands, 
so It allows orify one car per famify. 
Bermuda has a good bus and feny 
system, but much of the Work force 
arrived on mopeds: young men in 
slilrts, ties. Jackets and Bermuda 
shorts; secretaries i n silk dresses 
and high heeled shoes; grand­
mothers with shopping bags and mo­
torcycle helmets. 

Hamilton has a charming and col­
orful "downtoWn" a1x)ut six blocks 
wide and six blocks uphi l l past the 
parliament buildings and the cathed­
ral tliat tops the "slqrline." No build­
ing is allowed to top or obscure the 
Catliedral of the Most Holy TYinlty. 

Tourists buy English china and 
sweaters here, but prices are too high 
for my taste. I prefer to enjoy the feny 
dock, the helmeted policeman in liis 
Bermuda shorts directing trafllc 
from a shaded platform called The 
Birdcage, the centuries-old tree that 
fronts Par-Ia-Ville Gardens and the 
B e r m u d a H i s t o r i c a l S o c i e t y 
Museum. 

M u c h of the town Is protected by 
an historic trust, according to tour 
guide Vince Cann, who charges 
government-set rates o f$20 an hour 
for up to four people, $30 for a slx-
seater, minimum tliree hours. (You 

can rent bicycles, mopeds or scoo­
ters, but not cars.) 

Vince drove us In a wide arc ar­
ound the bay and along the southern 
coast road, resplendent with inlet 
and ocean views and embroidered 
with glorious beaches. Vince is a 
txim and bred "Bermuda Onion* who 
knows every passerby, every lildden 
i s land corner and encyclopedic 
knowledge of his homeland. 

A s we drove aroimd the liarbor 
ahd uphill to a million dollair view he 
told us tliat Juan de Bermudez' name 
is sUll visible in the rock at Spanish 
Point, that the shipWrecked Sir 
George Sommers built two neW ships 
to cany on to Jamestown in 1610 
and came back to settle Bermuda. 

Bermuda Was never a plantation 
colony, but it is 60 percent black, 40 
percent White, because England 
brought English prisoners to build 
forts and skilled slaves from the 
southern U.S. to build ships. The 
Brits stored gunpowder here during 
the American Revolution, but 100 
barrels of gunpowder were nonethe­
less s m u ^ e d to American slilps. 

Bermudlans farmed and sold veg­
etables to the U.S. , but a tourism eco­
nomy began when sai l ing ships 
brought Well-to-do Americans here 
for Winter vacations. After World War 
T\vo, average folks like us could af-
ford let planes so tourism switched to 
summer, but marly travelers still love 
the springlike If unsWlmmable 
Weather fiiom November to May, 
available at "bargain" rates, 

"There are no rivers i n Bermuda, 
so eveiy liouse has its own tank to 
collect rainwater, pure enough to 
drink happily," Vince said as We 

looked acn3ss the roofs of old sea cap­
tain's houses to Hamilton toWn and 
blue inlets ru111iing betWeen green 
fingers of land. 

Blue, green, pink, red and beige 
houses were Scattered like colored 
toys across the landscape, each 
topped with a White-washed roof of 
Bermuda stone. "The pastel colors 
Were easy to add to Whitewash i n the 
c!d days," Vince says. 

Housing prices start at $250,000, 
but every Bermuclian seems to oWn 
one. Vince gave me this scenario: 

"My niece is a secretaiy, her hus­
band a motor mechanic, they Worked 
two Jobs until they saved $30,000 to 
put down on a $120,000 piece of 
land. They started building Immedi-
atefy, sweat equity, and when the 
walls were up the bank loaned them 
enough to pay off the land and hire 
contractors. 

T h e i r main floor apartment has 
two smaller renta l apar tments 
underneath, so they live i n a rental 
unit until the Income from the other 
two flats pays off the mortgage. Then 
they move into the main floor and the 
rentals pay for coUege i n the U.S. or 
Canada and two or tliree vacations a 
year i n America. The house is now 
worth half a mil l ion dollars." 

Ely tllis time we had meandered 
past pink hotels and coastal views to 
park at Horseshoe Bay, (a $12 taxi 
ride fiom town), one of the popular 
lieaches tinged slightly p ink by a mi l ­
lennium of powdered seashells. 

Bermuda inhabits the world's 
most northerly coral reef, so diving is 
good. You can hire a boat or take your

The Sandpiper Was docked at the foot of Jeffer­
son, beside the park Where the people of Toledo 
celebrate life wi th stage shows and music every 
Frtday night. 

We crossed the gangplarik i n a pouring rain and 
settled our wet bags on the Wooden benches that 
run down the sides and the middle ofthe 65-foot-
long open-sided tour boat.

Captain Robert Brooks Ughtenlng a bolt on a Very 
wet roof.

The occasion Was the annual picnic of the Great

The Sandpiper is a replica of one of the tliree 
types of canal boats that changed the face ofOhlo 
fri the 19th centuiy. Olilo Was isolated until a 
1,000-mile-long netWork of navigable carials Was • 
bufltbetWeen 1825and 1847, providing transpor­
tation for agriculture and industiy going out 
tlirough the Great Lakes, and for settlers coming 
i n through the Erie Canal . 

Onfy a few of the deep excavations , the high 
earthen embankments or the timber and stone 
structures of the canal system are left today. But 
a r y map shows the path by shoWfrig the cities that 
grew along the canals: the Miami-Erie fiom Toledo 
to Cfrlclnnatl, tlie Ohio-Erie east and north to Col­
umbus and Cleveland, with feeders finom towns 
lflce Marietta, Ohio, 

To put that fri a World perpectlve, 1847 was the 
year that San Fiancisco hec&me a city, five years 
after the Clifriese gave Hong Kong to the Brit ish. 
There Was noPATAand few, except merchant safl-
ors, ever went to Asia. 

Captain Brooks Was a modem sailor fri the U.S. 
Na iy , and lie l iad to grow and change too. He 
started a steam raUroad and later a steam boat for 
tourists near Grand Rapids, Ohio, waited a long 
time for one of the old canals to be restored, gave 
up and l iad the Sandpiper built to carry groups up 

and down the Maumee. 
You, the fridlVidual traVeler, can ride the Sand­

piper Saturdays and Sundays i f Capt. Brooks 
doesn't already have a charter. He charges fridlVi­
dual traVelers rates of$4 adults and $2.50 chfld-
ren for a one-hour rifle. 

By now the scent ofklelbasa and burgers Was 
Waftfrig tluDugh the Wet boat, drinks had been 
pulled firom paper bags and poured frito plastic 
cups.
