The $400,000 settlement offer may i1ot repre­

sent Brlarwood's actual damages In the case, ac­
cording to City Attorney David Fried. 

"I don't know how the mediation panel came 
up With that llgure -— they don't liaVe to give the 
reasoning behind It, and they didn't." he 
commented. 

When asked if Briarwood attorneys gave any 
indication whether they Would accept the 
$400,000 settlement or proceed With lltlgaUon. 
Pried said, "I really have no idea what they wil l 
do." 

The group's primaiy developer, l.ee Walter, 
filed suit against the city in Apr i l 1989 in an at- • 
tempt to force reinstatement of the commercial 
zonUlg needed to build a controversial strip mall 
on the northeast comer of Ten Mile and Beck. 

He maintained that he didn't Want to sue the 
city but saw no other alternative. 

Debate over the proposed mall began over two 
years ago, when the city opted to rezone the 

10-acre property firom a combl11aUon B-1 (busi­
ness) arid residential use to B-2. 

The B-2 zoning allowed for construction of a 
grocery store, commercial center, restaurant 
and a gas station on the comer — all of which 
were Within the city master plan's giildeUnes. 

The city council , however, reVoked that zoning 
after Citizens for Responsible Development 
(CRD) launched a petition drive to oVertum that 
zoning. 

The city rezoned the entire 10 acres to B-1 
zoning, to the dismay of C R D . The B-1 zoning 
called for a reduction In the size of the groce1y 
store a n d disal lowed the accompanying 
development. 

The matter came to a head alter Novl residents 
Voted to rescinded the B-1 zonlilg and opted to 
revert the site back to its original combination 
B-l/residential zoning.

Who Was Immediately put on 
probation. Was fired after a 10-day 
lnten1al investigation.

BroWiL who Is free on a $500 per­
sonal bond, was arraigned Aug. 22 
in fi:x)nt of 52nd District Judge Har­
old Bulgarelll.

1>V;SI.NG — -OK. for thLs of>c," the interviewer told 
t.he children. T n l goliig to ask you to put your heads 
(lowTl anci close your eyes, so the answers can be a sec­
ret. Ready? 

"How marly of the girls here have wariicd to be boys?" 
Some -52 hands went up. 

"How many of Ihe boys here have Wanted to be g l r l s r 
OnJy four hands wint up. On top of that, the txjys 
l a u d e d , hooted, snickered or acted outraged at the 
qiieslion. 

The scene cxrcurrcd across Michigan last year as the 
s'uite Dcpartmerlt of Education's OfQce for Sex Equity 
surveyed 4.38studentsfronl kindergarten through l2th 
grade. RunU, urban and subt1rban students were 
qiil/zed. Another 1,100 wrote essays. 

Gender bias Is alive and well, the report showed, 
tki l l i se.xcs strongly believe boys are treated differently 
— usually but not always letter — than girls. 

Girls are seen as having more limited opportunities 
for Jobs and advancement, a report to the Slate Board ol 
Education said. 

"School districts throughout the state share the go­
als of efjuity and the reallzaUon of all human potential. 
It would appear that these goals remain unachieved," 
Dr. Eugene Cain concluded at the end of 11 p<1ges of text 
and quotations. 

The state board received the text last week but has 
yet to discuss it. 

Tlle bad news, said G i l n : "Compared to earlier find­
ings, even greater percentages of students lli1k geflder 
with Jobs." 

The good news: T h e only change from the earlier 
study was a 7 percent decrease in the percentage of stu­
dents who reported teachers treated female and male 
students dilTerently.' 

Some 58 percent said boys and girls are treated diiTe-
rently In class. "Boys are expected to be disruptive and 
lough and are disciplined more severly than girls, even 
when girls commit an IdenUcal transgression," Cain 
found. Many male science teachers favored boys, the 
kids said. 

Half the students said there are different policies. 

A r ecen t s tudy r e v e a l e d that k i d s s t i l l t h i n k b o y s a r e t rea ted d i f fe rent ly f r o m g i r l s 

rules, rituals and traditions for boys and girls. Boys are 
c^qjected to be bad and tough, so they're punished more 
quickly. A school was reported to have a different "no 

fighting" policy for bioys and girls. In another school, 
girls Were excused (mm gym class 10 minutes early to 
aUoW more time to "do their hair." 

Ninety percent said boys are better i n some classes, 
gjtrls In others. Boys' subjects are gym, math, science 
and shop — 'a girl would burst into tears If she broke 
her nall" In shop, one boy said. Girls* subjects are 
music, art, English, languages, typing and home 
economics. 

•.All sports" were seen as male domains, except 
maybe figure skating. Jumping rope and cheerleadlng. 
One boy's opinion: "If a guy plays the flute, he's a fag." 

Tix gender stcnx)typlng showed up strongly In Job 
labelling. 

There were 19 female Jobs: "waitress, secreta1y, 
nurse, telephone operator, art teacher, music teacher, 
mald. cashier, have babies, beautician, elementaiy 
teacher, doctor. First Ucty, librarian, laundress, take 
alimony." 

There were 45 male Jobs, Including: "lawyer, police, 
news anchor, manager, stockbroker, rock singer. Presi­
dent, "higher level" teachers, scientist, doctor, princi­
pal, rapist, being in Wars, pay allmony." 

The essay question, posed to 1,098 students, was: "If 
you awakened tomorrow and discovered that you were 
the opposite sex. how would life be difllerent?" 

Girls said thqr would "not have to wony about get­
ting pregnant" and have sex "and not get caljpd a 
whore," but they also would be taken more scrt&usly 
and given moi* opportunities in Jobs and school. 

Few boys saw any advantage to being girls, other 
than "crying your way out of tralllc tickets," not paying 
for dates and getting in trouble less. 

Many boys said they would contemplate suicide at 
the hmnillatlon of waking up female. Said one: "I Would 
stab myself in the heart 50 t i m e s . . . If I wel r still alive, I 
would n m i n front of a huge semi in 18th gear and have 
niy brains smashed to Jell-o." 

Al l students believe personal appearance is highly 
Important to girls. Boys saw an advantage to being able 
to look scruffy. Said one boy: "If I Were beautiful (as a 
girl), r d continually have to fend off men: ff I were ugly, 
rd have to take their putdowns . . ." 

Another sujrjned lt up: "Women a ln t got the same 
rights In some things."

There were more sighs of relief 
than expressions of anger that Grif­
fiths had reached the end of the road, 

"I think everybody i n the party 
knew this was coming. I tliink we're 
all Very relieved tiie governor made 
this decision by convention time," 
said Donald Tucker, Birmingham at­
torney and 18th Congressional Dis­
trict chairperson. The lS th District 
Includes NoVl and part of NorthvlUe. 

Technica l ly delegates at the 
Democratic state convention in Flint 
will make the decision Sept. 9. But as 
practical pollUclans, they'll likely 
rubber-stamp Whomever the gover­
nor Wants. 

Coiigresslonal district conven­
tions across the area Were abuzz With 
speculation on GrUllths' successor 
the day afler Blanchard ai1nounced 
his decision. 

Mentioned as possible running 
mates: Olivia (Ubhy) Maynard. head 
of the state Ofllce of Aging; Macomb 
Prosecutor Ca r l Marll1Tga; state trea­
surer Bob Bowman; and possibly re­
tiring Sen. Mi tch Irwin of the Upper 
Peninsula. 

Taking themselves out of conten­
tion: Bowman and Wajrne County 
Executive Eklward McNamara. 

Keynoter at the Oakland Demo­
cratic convention Sati1rday morning, 
Bowman said: "1 a1n honestly not 
privy to the governor's position, but 
Fm sure he'll follow his head, heart 
and guts in making his appointment. 
Tm sure he'll make it by convention 
time in Flint. 

When asked If he is In the running, 
the 34-year-old economic guru of the 
administration said. ' N o . Tm not a 
candidate. I like what I'm doing, a n d ! 
plan to stay." 

Tucker Wouldn't speculate on po­
tential candidates. "There are at least 
15 people In the administration alone 
Who are well-quallfled." 

U.S. Rep. Sander Levin of South-
field, who twice ran for governor i n 
the 1970s, said: "I trust the gover­
nor's Judgment and his goals. I can't 
and won't make any predictions. 

"The govenlor is concerned that 
We have someone who can step in i f 
the governor steps down — someone 
he can count on and who will have 
good health for the next four years," 
Levin said. 

"I don't think Martha wi l l oppose 
his decision because she supports 
the party, and I don't think this Will 
have any effect on the electloa" he 
added. 

But Louis Miller, Oakland County 
Democratic chair, was a little more 

worried alx)ut repercussions firem 
nixing Grlfilth. He said, "We'll t iy not 
to create an open Wound With this 
Issue. Martha Is well-respected -— 
She's loved Ijy all of us." 

When asked about sucessor pre­
dictions. Miller said, "I don't have any 
inside track as to Who wil l be ap­
pointed. IVc heard rumors." 

He added that a new candidate 
would help the Democratic ticket In 
Nove1nber. 

Aldo Vagnaal , Farmlngton Hills 
council member and veteran of 
Democratic Wars, was also worried 
about the decision's fallout.

State Sen. Jack Faxon of Farming-
ton Hills said: Tve known Martha 
loilger than J i m . and she's a real 
fighter. I have no Idea who wlU be ap­
pointed. I'm not a member of the in­
ner circle. 

"I don't know i f she'll oppose his 

decision, but I know she has been a 
team player all her life," Faxon said. 

Griffiths stiJnned Blanchard and 
the party earlier In the summer with 
her announcement that she Was 
available for a third term and her re­
mark that Blanchard should see a 
psychiatrist ff he thought otherwise. 

"She was a laughingstock wlLh her 
announcement" said Joe Benyo, a 
Westland delegate to the 15th Dis­
trict convention In Wayne County. 

Commenting on Blanchard's deci­
sion not to honor Griffiths' desire to 
stay In office, Faxon said, "1 don't 
Want to say It's forced retirement.

P r o s e c u t o r s e e k s d e a t h p e n a l t y 

Prosecutor Richard Thompson 
hopes federal law will enable Oak­
land County to do something not al­
lowed under state statutes — apply 
the death penalty to drug dealers 
Who commit mimder. 

If he has his way. "Dealers who 
deal In death will risk the same in 
Oakland County," Thompson said 
during a press conference recently. 

Michigan prosecutors cannot ci1r-
rently seek the death penalty be­
cause the state does does not allow 
capital punishment. 

Thompson — who believes the 
death penalty may be warranted l n 
some cases - - said the coi1nty may be 
able to circumvent that prohlblUon 

by referring some murder cases to 
the U.S. District Attorney's office 
Where defendants could be subject to 
more stringent penalties. Including 
capital punishment. 

Federal death penalty statutes 
have not been used yet, but they call 
for its possible use upon convlctlon 
whea-

• A person convicted of distribut­
ing a specific amoimt of drugs either 
murders someone, or dlTKts the 
murder of another persoa 

• A person convicted as a key par­
ticipant i n a gang, or other a l m l n a l 
caganlzatlon lnyoh«i l n drug traf­
ficking, murders someone or directs 
the murder of another person. 

• A person convicted of drug traf­
ficking murders or directs the mur­
der of, a law enforcement ofBclal. 

U.S. District Attorney Stephen 
Markman has agreed that cases 
meeting the above criteria may be 1e-
fe1TTed to federal offldals for prosecu­
tion to the full ertent of the law. 

l l i ompson said Oakland is the 
only county i n Michigan to consider 
this change of jurlsdlcUon. 

But other co1nmunltles, like Chi­
cago, are considering that option, ac­
cording to Markman who attended 
the press conference. 

Thompson said the death penalty 
would represent "the most formid­

able Weapon In the arsenal" against 
drug users. He said he was announc­
ing his plans to 'put drug users on 
notice." 

Punishment under stricter federal 
regulations is warranted. Thompson 
said. In light of Michigan's homicide 
rate which Is projected to Increase 9 
percent this year. If those projections 
are accurate. Michigan would rank 
sixth In the nation. 

The prosecutor cited a study by 
the U.S . Senate J u d l d a i y Committee 
claiming that drug-related homicides 
are up 118 percent since I983;The 
same stucty predicts 1 ^ wil l be the 
"laloodlest year i n American histo1y." 

F i s h k i l l s t i l l c o n c e r n s r e s i d e n t s 
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samples were evaluated by .Analytic 
and Biological Lalxiratories. The wa­
ter most recently tested was drawn in 
1989 from a branch of the Middle 
Rouge River as It leaves Walled Lake 
north of South Lake Drive. 

"It looked basically the same as the 
last two years. We are finding chlor­
ide In the Water and It's a result of 
road salts and sprayl11g the roads In 
the summer," Keast said. 

Her final report wi l l be ready 
within a month, as part of rouUne 
testing commissioned by the city's 
Stormwater Mai1agement Financial 
Review Committee. The tests, con­
ducted In 1987, 1988 and 1989, will 
provide a data ba11k for future 
evaluations. 

Walled Lake resident E d Hughes 
has taken that city to task for dump­
ing a huge pile of snow plowed from 
salted roads onto Mercer Beach. No 
source for the heavy metal contami­
nation was pinpointed by Anatytlc 
and Biological Laboratories. But 
Hughes has charged that a swampy 
location where heavy metal leVels 
were high Was formerly used as a 
dump site. 

RuthTuttle, Colnmerce Township 
.Area Historical SorJety president and 
lifelong Walled Lake resident, said 
that In the 1930s and 1940s the site 
of the present Walled Lake Apart­
ments was used as a community 
dump site by the owner to flU i n a 
swampy piece of land. The trash was 
covered oVer many years ago. 

'Last spriilg, water came up fipom 
there. My son owns the property next 
door. We noticed water was coming 
up torn the former dump site. They 

couldn't seem to stop it,* she said. 
Ttittle said the water ran into a 

drain on her son's land and bom 
there ran into the lake. The family 
has long protested the cltys place­
ment of the drain on their property. 

Lakes Area Residents Association 
(LARA) President Sarah Phelps has 
asked Novl City Manager Edward 
Kriewall to monitor the situation. 

"WeVe got concerns. Fm not going 
to run a red flag up and say don't use 
the lake. Y o u don't put out fires by 
putting gasoline on them," Phelps 
said. ' I 'd like to know If the City of 
Walled Lake screwed up, they're go­
ing to pay for it. Anything that hap­
pens to the water quality is serious." 

Michigan Department of Natural 
Resources [DNI^ staff has attributed 
the kills to post-spawning stress and 
eaccesslve plant gixwth i n the lake de­
pleting the water of oxygen. 

Seventeen-year lakes area resi­
dent J e n y Ross, a member of the 
Stormwater Management Financial 
Review Committee, said the weed 
level Was "minimal" i n 1990. 

"You can power your boat almost 
all over the lake without the propeller 
becoming entangled," he said. 

He said he didn't feel the number 
of dead fish this year was unusual, 
either. Ross added he had no qualms 
about eating Walled Lake fish. 

"I saw some dead fish that had a 
fungus growth that I wanted to take 
to the D N R but I couldn't net them," 
he added. 

"I am concerned. Tm not going to 
be sensational about somethSig. 
Novl spent a lot of money to do that 
t e s t . . . What I'm concerned about 
with this lake Is we're starting to get

per mill ion. Keast noted this was dl-
rectty related to road dust control 
spraying and salting, but that only 
chloride levels above 400 paits per 
million are harmful to trout and av-
ove 4,000 parts per million are harm-
f111 to bass, pike and perch. 

n s h which died this spring in­
clude carp, pike, bass ai1d bluegUl. 

Keast recommended alternative 
ice-control measures and that the 
d ty investigate restrictions on lawn 
fertilizers used near lakes and 
waterways. 

'Eveiy spring we get calls from 
people IMrlg on at least 20 to 30 
lakes, al l upset because the fish are 
dying. It Isn't unique to Walled 
Lake, 'sald D N R fisheries biologist 
J i m Waybrent. "The problem with 
Walled Lake is If In feet there Is a 
chemical problem causing a fish kil l , 
it only happens In the spring. It 
would be masked by natural causes." 

Hughes sent copies of the lab re­
port to the Michigan United Conser­
vation Clubs, a Lansing-based um­
brella group for over 450 environ­
mental and outdoors societies, where 
it currently Is under review by Todd 
Grlschke, a fisheries biologist. 

"1 was kind of skepUcal of the data 
because it was taken in May and I be­
lieve no fish were kept at the time of 
the killing. Tlytag to draw a link be­
tween the kills and what's In the wa­
ter In May is pretty difflcult," 
Grlschke said. "The (heavy metal) 
levels In the water do not appear to be 
substantially high e n o u ^ to create 
the kills . The kil ls aie not taking 
place right now. That says to me that 
whatever caused the kil ls in the be-
glr1nlng. that season is over." 

Grlschke said he wil l continue to 
Investigate the situation, but he be­
lieves fish may have died due to a 
combination of factors: spawning 
stress, temperature fluctuations, 
heavy rains, nmoflfof chemicals from 
the land (including pesticides), and 
road salt. 

"I would say that bom what I can 
see from this tbta there is no problem 
with eating the fish. The mercmy 
leVels are okay," he said.

T h e j u d l d a l system Is l a c k a ^ l s i -
cal l n terms of auto theft; they don't 
get worked up about it because It 
Isn't a heinous crime." he said. 'Bu t 
evejy time a car is stolen It costs tax­
payers money." 

In a ftirther effort to oxnbat auto 
crime, the reglonal chapter acts as a 
lobbying group for theft-prevention 
legislation and insurance regulatkm 

matters. 

The group is currently pushing for 
insurance reimbursement man­
dates. Th i s would prohibit bump 
shops from using used parts, which 
are often supplied through stolen 
auto "chop shops." 

"This wouW Increase the repair 
cost and therefore insurance rates, 
but consumers are alrea^'^ pa-ylng 
higher rates because of Increased 
auto thefts — so It would even out," 
Barabas ejqrialned. "Evely time a car 
Is s t i ^ n , insurance rates go up." 

Previousty the gpoup, which has 
over 600 members, woriced to get the 
Mtehlgan Ac t Committee to fund 

local auto prevention ul i i ts through a 
$ 1 fee assessed to each pobcy holder. 

Illinois is starting a similar system 
this September, based partially on 
the oiganization's efforts.

The Michigan Department of.Agri-
culti1re Is advlsI11g consumers to be 
cautious of mlsleadi11g advertise­
ments when buying bulk freezer beef. 

Large flashy ads wi th low prices or 
special deals enUce-consumers, but 
after waste has been trimmed, the 
price per pound of meat i n bulk deals 
is often greater than that of compar­
able supermarket purchases. 

M D A officials caution consumers 
to be aware of disreputable dealers 
who use balt-and-swltch tactics, 
much like most appliance stores do. 

A n attractive advertisement will 
emphasize low prices and special de­
als. This ad is the bait. When custom­
ers arrive, they find the advertised 
item sold out. A salesperson will then 
urge a more expensive alternate deal, 
thus the switch. 

M D A suggests consi1mers take the 
following precautions when buying 
bulk beef: 

Be suspicious i f a dealer Isn't will­
ing to seU an advertised item. 

F i n d a dealer w i t h a good 
reputation. 

Compare the bulk meat price per 
pound versus the supermarket price. 

Don't let salespersons h u n y you. 

Don't sign anything without read­
ing eveiything. 

Michigan law requires bulk meat 
dealers to give customers a signed. 
Itemized statement of the price, cuts 
and quantity included i n the purch­
ase. Also, adVertisIng is required to 
declare the estimated net price range 
per pound after cutting, trimming 
and processing, or the actual price of 
the delivered product. 

Persons who think they have been 
baited and switched are asked to call 
the M D A food division at (517) 
373-1060. 

"Too many people have a miscon­
ception that the only reason to take 
your film to a one-hour lab is the 
quick turnaround," Brown says.

Pour sauce overperch, mound the potatoon top 
and sprinkle With chives. 

FISH FUMET 
(Recipe from the Appendix, 
by Unda and Fred Grifllth) 

Let your fish merchant know a few days ahead 
of time that you want to make a fish fumet, so that 

he has time to gather some good bones for you. Do 
not use bones bom strong flsh Ilkc tuna or oUy fish 
like mackerel. Linda likes halibut, salmon and 
bass. Please note that when we sweat the Veget­
ables we do not use butter because fat Will make 
the stocJc rather cloudy. 

Makes 3-4 cups 
2 cups chopped onions 
1 cup carrots, peeled and chopped 
1 cup chopped celeiy 
2V4 quarts water 
3 pounds flsh heads, bones and trlmnllngs 
1 bunch celery 
1 bay leaf 
2 sprigs fresh t l ^ e 
10 white peppercorns, bruised 
2 cups Saiivlgon Blanc wlne fr 

In a large stockpot, place onio11s, carrots, celeiy 
and 1 quart water. Cover with wax paper directly 
on the vegetables and bring to a txjll. Reduce heat 
immediately and simmer ISmlnutes. Discard wax 
paper, then add the rest of the water and the re-
mai11ing ingredients. Br ing to a boll, reduce heat to 
a brisk simmer, and cook 1 hour. Remove scum as 
it accumulates on the s11rface of the liquid. 

After 1 hour, remove fiiom heat. Use a large, flat 
Chinese strainer to remove as much of the flsh and 
Vegetables as you easily can. Then pour stock 
through a colander that has tieen lined with two 
layelTS of cheesecloth.

Together, Fred and M a x have 
mapped out the Fisher style, which is 
typified In the Coach Insignia wl11es. 
"I Want to present nuances in my 
wines rather than poWerftil. upfront 
flavors," said Fisher. 

"Fine-tuned Wines With layered 
complexities is our goal," Gasiewlcz 
said. 

Fisher wines arc aged in l>arrels 
made from center of France Wood 
that give delicate flaVors. "Limousin 

oak Imparts heavier flaVors that are 
not always in balance," Gasiewlcz 
said. "I like barrels from the forests of 
central France with medium-to-
heavy toast leVels. Toasting removes 
the reslny character along With other 
harsh wood qualities and leaves a 
subtle spidness in the Wine that has 
1xx»me part of the Fisher style of 
chardonnay. 

Fisher showcases his Coach Insig­
nia wines when possible. The 1988 
Fisher Coach Insignia Chardonnay 
($20) points up an Important Fisher 
philosophy. Blending mountain-
grown and Valley-floor grapes ofiers a 
greater opporttinlty for complexity of 
flaVors than wine made strictly from 
a single site. 

The wine features pineapple aro­
mas, subtle spice and toasly oak Van­
i l l ins revealing that It had both barrel 
fermentation and time on the lees. 
There Is complex fruit and creaml-

ness on the palate With pineapple 
and spice following t h r o u ^ into Uie 
balanced, lengthy aftertaste. It's 
drinkable and delicious. 

E^ch of the three Fisher estate Vin­
eyards producing the fruit for the 
1987 Coach Insignia Cabernet Sau-
Vlgnon ($22.50) Is part of a unique 
marriage of fruit made In the wlneiy, 
Napa County grapes account for 44 
percent of the Wine, With the rcmaln-
Ing 56 percent originating from So­
noma County vineyards. A blending 
with 10 percent mciiot softens the 
overall impression of youth and 
makes the wine enjoyable now. 

Evolution of both spicy aromas 
and flavors in the glass reveals a po­
tential to age through the decade of 
the "903. The wine's charm Is repre­
sented In the complex, rich and ex­
tended finish.

,„ Carrots are used In many culinary 
dishes. They may eVen contain an ac­
tive cholestrol-lowering compound 

> (the same one as In oat bran), wi th 
ifcWcr calories, especially If the bran 
has been used to make mufiins. In 
fact, the fiber In carrots. Whether 
raw, cooked, frozen or canned, is the 
same.

Be 
sure to use one that la 8-12 Inches 
deep, wi th good drainage hdes and a 
soil mix that drains well s i ich as

then when carrots are 2 Inches h i ^ . 
thin by cutting off the tops. These 
root vegetables will grow Well In par­
tial shade. Don't forget to Water and 
f e r t i l i z e , f o l l o w i n g p a c k a g e 
directions. 

Seed packets Will Indicate which 
carrots are suitable for containers. In 
addition, the tops alone will be an at­
tractive foliage while the carrots are 
maturing. 

Tomatoes are a favorite of mariy 
home gardeners. It's difficult to ima­
gine that the translation of Its first 
name literally means "edible Wolf-
peach,' but Was so-called In South 
America «*>cre the wi ld cherry to­
mato Was discovered. The Aztecs 
named the plant tomato from thefr 
word •tomatl." cultivated It and b led 
some early breeding. 

When tomatoes reached Europe, 
they were grown as ornamentals be­
cause of the notion that they Were 
toxic, being members of the night­
shade family. Thomas Jcfierson grew 
them and used them as food i n this 
country. 

Hant them deeply i n well-drained 
soil — new roots will form along the 
stem to help with the nutrients. Ocu­
lars can be made as a barrier to cut­
worms. Stakes should be installed at 
planting time. Mulch wi l l help retain 
moisture and reduce Weeds. They 
need 6-10 hours of sun daljy. 

Tomatoes can also be grown In 
containers. LeppM Klein , dubbed 
'America's champion tomato ffmiet^ 
by the Nattonal Ganlen Bureau, has 
written a book on the subject He has 
been experimenting with the process 

for 15 years, arid discusses soils, 
growing cond i t ions , hardening 
transpkmta and all the other things it 
takes to grow tomatoes successfully. 

His approach Is to make boxes of 
foam or wood and grow tomatoes in 
them. He gets a very high yield and 
has tomatoes ready for harvest six 
weeks ealiler than the conventional 
gnxvlngmethod. His Instructions are 
very dear, as t h o u ^ he Is standing 
next to you. To order his bok. send 
$10.70 f o r ' l O O Pounds ofTomatoes 
out of an Inexpensive Foam Box."

It may be too late for this season, 
but the boxes could be made as a 
winter project and ready for early 
start next spring. 

As the Labor Day weekend passes 
and school starts up again. 1 am re­
minded that summer has come to an 
end. 

The good part Is all the the wonder­
ful, fresh, flavorftil herbs that are 
abundant in my garden now. It Is 
such a Joy to Walk out the door and 
pick Whatever 1 please. There are few 
pleasures greater for a cook than the 
pungent smell of Just-picked basil, 
thyme, oregano and rosematy. 

The Inevitable anival of fall means 
harvesting and preserving our herbs 
for Winter cooking. 

Care should be taken as to When 
and hoW to pick herbs for diying. 
Since some herbs lose some of thefr 
flavor during the drying process, the 
best time to harvest Is when the flow­
ers first open. At this age, the oils that 
give the herbs flavor are most 
distinctive. 

Of course, there arc exceptions to 
every rule: pick rosemary and thyme 
When the blooms are the fullest, and 
sagejust as the buds first appear. It is 
preferable to cut back the herbs on a 
d iy , sunny day after the deW has 
evaporated. 

Some ar1nuals bloom early In the 
summer, and if you didn't cut them 
back toofartheflirstUme.thlsWillbe 
an added bonus. When harcvesUng 
In the fall, cut to the ground. Shrubby 
perenr11al herbs such as rosemary 
and lavender should be cut back ap­
proximately one half of the season's 
growth to encourage a compact plant 
next year. 

Herbs which pnxiuce seeds (cara­
way, dill, arlise) can be harvested 
also. As the seed heads t11m brown —-
but before they l l i l ly ripen and scatter 
— cut the entire seed head off and 
shake Into a bag to collect the seeds. 
If seeds are to be used for future 
planting, cut while the seed head is 
still yellow. 

Perennial herbs can provide you 
w i t h fresh leaves year-round If 
brought Indoors. Mints, rosemary, 
chives and thyme are examples. 

The main ways to preserve herbs 
are drying and freezing. Drying Is a 
simple process of ejqjoslng the leaves 
to warm, diy, circulating afr. No di ­
rect sunlight Is Important. If the 
herbs are dried outside during the 
day, remember to bring them i n at 
niglit so the dew won't dampen them. 

Cut herbs wi th long stems tofadli-
tate tying them In btmchcs. Wash 
ti^em gently, laeirig careful not to 
damage the leaves, and remove ariy 
that are yellow or bruised. Then tie 
the ends together and hang In a place 
where afr wil l circulate, Where It Is 
warm and out of direct sunlight. If 
di18t Is a problem, cover the herbs 
with a paper bag and punch holes In 
it. 

Other alternatives hlcludc drying 
herbs on screens one layer at a Ume, 
turning them eveiy other day. Drying 
In the oven or microwave is another 
possibility. 

when the leaves are crackly d1y. 
usually after 1 -2 weeks, remove them 
from the stem Whole. Flavor retention 
Is better fri whole leaves. Crush them 
only when you are ready to use them. 

Store i n carcftjUy labeled airtight 
containers In a cool, dark place. If 
moisture accumulates after packag­
ing, take them out to dfy for another 
day or so. 

Some tender herbs such as dill-
parsley, basil , chives and tarragon 
freeze Well. Harvest and wash them 
as you would for diylng. leaving the 
foliage on the stems. Tie them small 
bunScs and blanch In boiling water 
for 30 seconds. Use the string to pull 
them out and Immediately plunge 
them In an IccWater bath, necessafy 
to stop the cooking process. Remove 
the leaves, chop If desired, and freeze 
in carefiilly labeled plastic bags. 

Blanching is not neccssaiy for dil l , 
chives and basil . 

Another alternative Is to chop 
fresh herbs and freeze With a small 
amount of water in ice cube trays. 
Pop the cubes and add them frtjzen to 
soupa and sauces. 

A few words of caution When oook-
frig with herbs. Tiry to match the food 
you're cooking with the herb. Tty to 
Imagine beforehand how different 
comlblnaUons wUl taste. Don't use 
too many herbs during one meal, and 
t>e conservative with the amounts 
used. A n herb is meant to flavor, not 
overpower. 

A gfxxl rule ofthumbistouse twice 
as many fresh herbs as dry. Heat re­
leases flavors and oils better so cold 
foods need time to marinate or deve­
lop flavor. Dried herbs lose flavor as 
they are stored. Buy only what you 
wi l l use In three months. Crumble 
d iy herbs to release flabors. 

There are still enough days left to 
use your herbs fiesh. too. Several 
times a week, I will pick assorted 
bunches of herbs, and wash and 
chop them for use at a moment's no­
tice. Simply store them covered in the 
refrigerator, and dig in When the urge 
arises. 

This week's recipes can help you 
answer the urge. Herbbutterscanbe 
made now and frozen for later use. 
They ar a great way to flavor sauces 
fish and vegetables. Margarine Is a 
good substitute for butter. For those 
not willing to eat butter or oleo, try 
mixing up a package of Butter Buds 
and add 2 tablespoons of fresh herlis. 

Pesto, an Italian seasoning blend. 
Is becoming a popular flavoring in­
gredient for soups, meats, eggs and 
vegetables. Or , simply toss a half-cup 
of pesto with your favorite pasta. 

Taboull, a Mediterranean spe­
cialty, makes a rrlce appetizer or sa­
lad, and is a great Way to use up 
parsley.
