City Clerk Gerry Stpp came Into
work Saturday for a few hours,
while still o on vacation, to
startch if the preliminary fig-
ures rels by the U.S, Census
Bureau really do count every local
nose. The bureau says Novi's popu-
lation has rocketed from 22,252 in
1980 to 30,843 this year — a
37-percent fump.

Cliy officials said initially that as
many as 2,000 individuals may not
be tabulated. Each *missing” per-
son equals $160 lost to the city an-
nually in state revenue sharing
funds.

Water flow crisis
meeting on tap

Representatives of the Michigan
Department of Public Health will
meet here Sept. 19 with officials
from 14 communities — including
Novi — to discuss the declaion to
deny water permits for new deve-
lopment in parts of Wayne and Oak-
land Counties.

Saying 1t was necessary to pro-
tect the publichealthof existing wa-
ter customers, in July health de-
partment director Raj M. Wiener
ruled that after Aug, 1 permits
would be refused for projects which
would Increase the hydraulic ca-
pacity of the Detrolt water system
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until the completion of a new $650
million transmission station In
Rloomfleld Township and 12 miles
of waterlines.

Wiener, as well as the Qakdland
County Road Commission and the
Detrolt Water Department, is ex-
pected to address the concemns of
the municipalities at the meeting.

“What I'm hoping they will do is
tell us community-by-community
how the situation will affect deve-
lopment. I thinkwe really need to sft
down and deal with specifics,” said
Novt Superintendent of Public
Works Bruce Jerome. '

By the seventh grade, the content
focuses on how HIV affects the im-
mune system, how HIV ls/is not
transmitted, recognizing personal
feelings about HIV tnfection and
AIDS, how feellng affects behavior,
preventing the spread of HIV, high-/
low-risk behaviors for transmission
of HIV, and refusal skills. _

After reviewing the course mater-
fals, the Novl teachers and parents
recommended that AIDS instruction

at the Afth-grade level should take
place after the Instruction en human
reproduction; there should be con-
tinued Inservice on AIDS education
avallable to teachers and adminisira-
tors, and a letter to parents shiould be
sent out prior {o mnstruction.

The letter the Nowi district would
mail informs parents that thelr
child's health curricwlum will in-
clude a study of HIV and AIDS.

The letter encourages parents to

use this opportunity {o share with
their child thetr beliefs and values re-

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Sex conviction, sqhool
civil suit goes to trial

A civil suit against Novl Commun-
ity Schools stemming from sexual re-
lations between a 23-year-old volun-
teer swim coach and a 15-year-old
sophomore will go to trial Sept. 11.

The parents of the teen-age victim
brought suit against the district and
six of Its employees In 1989, several
months after the high school's assis-
tant swim coach, Timothy McCoy
Pelfrey, pleaded guilty to having in-
tercourse with the girl twice.

Pelfrey, however, maintained that
the girl was a willing participant in
the acts, which took place in 1987,

The then 23-year-old coach re-
celved a two- to 15-year sentence.

The parents allege that school dis-
trict negligence allowed the incidents
to happen, according to their suit,

The sult centers on an allegation
that the two head ccaches were
aware of previous sexual advances
toward the girland falled to notify her
parents. One of the alleged advances
involved masturbation in front of the
girl in the school's weight room, ac-
cording to the case. Both Incidents
took place several days before the two
inctdents of sexual imtercourse,
which the plantiffs’ suit calls “sexual

-agsaulis,”

The suit charges that one of the

The defendants neither deny nor
admit any of these clalms, according
to the district's reply to the
complaint.

The plantifls’ case also claims the
defendants conlinued to allow Pel-
frey access to the school buildings
and unsupervised authorily to
supervise members of the team indi-
vidually after they became aware of
the sexual advances.

Howewver, the defendants denled
this contention in thelr response to
the plaintiff's complalnt,

Named In the the suit are Harold
Anderson and Meredith Somers, who
were swimming and diving coaches
at the ime; John Osborne, the athle-
tic director at the time; Robert Youn-
berg, the principal; Milan Obreno-

Pelfrey is also narned in the civil
suit, but is not represented by school -
district attormeys.

The sult seeks damages in excess
of $10,000 for all five counts In the
sult.

The damages claimed in the suit
include: injurles and trauma; psy-
chic trauma, both past and future;
emotional distress, both past and fu-
ture; humillation and embarrass-
ment; all school costs stnce the incl-
dents; and all medical bilis asso-
clated with the incidents.

Court records show that two medi-
ation attempts were made to settle
the matter out-of-court. However,
they were apparently unsuocessful.

The case, which is scheduled to
begin at 8:30a.m, Sept. 11, hasbeen
assigned to Oakland County Circuit
Court Judge Alice Gilbert.

Current oi! well owners in the township include
Arbor Petroleum Co., Kelly Oll and Gas, the South-
ern Michigan Ol Company (SOMOCO), Mosba-
cher Energy Co., and Grace Petroleum Co. Gas
well owners in the township include Schmude Ol
Int. and SOMOCO.,

In addition, Washtenaw County’s Salem Town-
ship has two of] wells, owned by Smith Petroleum
and Mosbacher.

SOMOCO also owns one operating oll well in the
City of Novi.

The oil and gas wells In Lyon Township should
remain active for at least 20 more years, Wellman
sald,

Oil pumped at the Lyon, Salern and Noviwells is
sent to Michigan oll reflneries. Wellman saild three
refineries exist in the state,

“You may be using Michigan oll and gas when
you go to the service station, Twenty percent of oll
and gas consumed by Michigan people Is from Mi-
chigan. About half of the ol consumed in the U.S.
this year {s brought In from outslde the country.
That shows we have a heavy rellance on other
countries for our ofl,” Wellman said.

Bruce Waldo, assistant district geologist for the
DNR, sald alarge number of ofl and gas wells have
been found in Lyon Township in recent years be-
cause of anclent coral reefs found hundreds of feet
beneath the ground.

“The ancent coral reefs are there from when a
sea was over the area millions of years ago. Oil s

also being found in the township in brown Niagara
rock formations,” Waldo said,

Waldoadded that il dritlers have found ancient
coral reefs in Milford Township as well.

“But those were plugged up by salt and weren't
oll-producing,” Waldo explainied. “No ofl has been
found in Milford yet.”

Drilling for oll {s an expensive project. Although
the costs vary, depending on the project’s size, it
inftially costs hetween $200,000 and $250,000
Just to drill,

“Ifoil Is found, there Is the job of constructing a
pump and paying for workers, if there's a need, to
man the pumps. Not always Is a drilling success-
ful,* Wellman explained,

But If the drillings are a success, financial re-
wards can follow for years to come.

Although the nine wells are located in Lyon
Township, the local government reaps few
benefits,

“We get the revenue on property taxes that well
owners pay to the township,” sald Lyon Township
Supervisor James Atchison. "But that’s all.”

Aside from financial gains for the well owners,
there are some negative aspects for homeowners
living near the operations,

“The wells do produce a smell and they are very
roisy. The nolse Is caused by the big engines that
are requlred to keep the pumps working,” Atchi-
son said,

Although there is really no advantage to the
towmship for hosting the wells, Atchison sald he is
happy they're operating.

At lcastit gves the people who own the proper-
tles a little extra money. it's a good source of re-
vepue for them.”

Soine of the models have cloth, rather than porcelain bedies, and

Denski designs and makes those, as well as the clothing in which

the finished dolls are dressed.
Denski, who has been sewing since she was six years old, be-

gan designing and sewing doll clothes about eight years ago when

her husband's grandmother asked her to make a dress for a doll
she cwned, That project was such a success that soon she was

getting orders from doll owners all over the Nerthville area. Before

l(;lng. she was successfully exhibiting her wares at doll and craft
shows.

The natural next step, as her interest In dolls grew, was learn-

ing to make minor repairs. She learned to replace eyes, "re-string”

dolls with elastic (to hold the parts of the doll together and in
pasitien) and to repair and replace wigs.

A few years ago, Denskl took a class in porcelain doll-making
at Schoolcralt College, made her first doll, and was entranced by
thie process. She's been making them ever since, with production
now at over 100 dolls per year,

Among the dolls Densld manufactures and offers for sale are a

Shirley Temple reproduction, antique baby doll reproductions and
a replica of the old “one-penney” dolls, which are porcelain dolls
small enough to hold in the palm of the hand and which were
- popular In early Amercan times.
Dolls, stamps and coins are the three most collected items in

the world, according to Diane Roest of Diane’s Dollhouse in South

Lyon. The reasons for collecting are almost as varied as the dolls
themselves: '

+ Parents buy them for thelr children;

"o Adults collect them for their beauty, originality and age (one
antique doll sold recently at a Sotheby's auction for $167,000);

« And with the current home decoraling emphasis on anything

she makes and répairs them, but also because they were the .
grilrtr:ary toy for children during the period when her house was
ulit,

The doll-making process takes time, First, the head and various
body parts are formed by pouring a liquid clay called “slip” into a
mold. After a few minutes, the extra slip is poured out of the
mold, and the shell of the head, arm or leg remains. The molds
are plaster of paris, which “sucks” maisture out of the shell.

Within a few minutes, the “greenware” shell is ready to be re-
moved from the mold and placed in the dehwmidifled “drying
room.” When the greenware is dried, approximately two or more
days later, the shell can be painted with glaze and fired in the
Kin. In the case of a head, Denski said three separate painting
and fire cycles are required.

Palnting the eyelashes {s the most painstaking procedure — it
takes a very sleady hand and an eye for very fine delail to paint
them realistically.

Some of Denskl's dolls are made with doth bodies, which she
also makes. Antique reproductions frequently call for cloth bodles,
she sald. For some, she uses a purchased paitern, but for many,
she makes her own. Often, a customer will come in with an ant-
que doll whose cloth body Is in tatters. Denski will recreate that

body for the doll,

When not making her awn porcelaint dolls, Denski still creates
finely-detailed original clothing for customers' dolls. Some of those
dolls are being readied for competition, and some of them are very
valuable. Denski sald that one beautiful antique doll she dressed
was worth about $10,000. When that doll was brought Into her
house, she said, she hustled her three children, Alex, 8, Bevin, 6,
and Emrtna, 5, out of the room until the dressing was cormnpleted.

She specializes in creating wedding dolls, and will do an entire
wedding party in doll-sized facsimiles of the dresses the actual
particlpants will be wearing at the wedding. Densld eventually
hopes to open a studlo where she can teach doll-making to
others, as well as canttnue to produce her own spectal dolls.

Home sales show healthy surge

Things are looking up in the home sales
market. We may not be moving into a
“boom market,” but indicators are show-
ing positive signals. ‘

“The recent plck-upinhome sales is evi-
dence we've turned the comner,” said Ri-
chard Peach, deputy chief economist for
Mortgage Bankers Assoclation.

Analysts at the National Assocfation of
Realtors agree.

“[t appears the market is springing back
to a substantial level of sales,” sald John
Tuccillo, NAR chief econemist,

Until May, the home sales market was
sliding downward every month since last
December. In May, home sales {inally
showed a gain (2.3 percent) over the previ-
ous month. In June, sales rose by a sub-
stantial 8 percent. Increasing sales activity
continues, though officlal data {s not yet
available.

The primary reason for the healthy

surge in home sales {s tied (o mortgage in-
terest rates. As rates slowly decline In May

and June, home sales Increased.

“The lower interest rates served as a ca-
taylst to start bringing prospective home
buyers back to the market,” said Norman
Flynn, NAR president.

"People have been watching to see
which way rates are headed. Now they're
scouting the inventory. In general, it ap-
pears the market is bullding up steam.”

That's the good news. The bad news is
that home prices are still rising—slowly
but steadily—in many areas, making it
even more difficult for first-time buyers to
acquire a home,

William Apgar of Harvard University Is
very pessimistic about prospects for low-
tncome families during the coming decade.

*Continued high home prices and rents
imply that housing affordability problems
of first-time buyers and low-income ren-
ters will not fade away In the 1990s,” he
safd.

At this writing, mortgage Interest rates
are generally expected to continue declin-
Ing In the months ahead. But that could
change with new economic developments
sparked by the volatile situation in the

R e

Middle East.

Q. Does the law require Ihat foreclosed
properiles~-those financed with federally
Insured funds—be appralsed by a licensed
or cerlified appraiser?

A. In a recent action by the Federal Re-
serve Board, It was mandated that such
homes over $100,000 in estimated value
be appraised by a licensed or certifled ap-
praiser. This also applies to commercial
properties over $250,000,

For residential properties under those
values, the appraiser is not required to be
licensed or certified at this point. For com-
merclal properties under $250,000, the
appraiser must be licensed but nat neces-
sarfly certified.

However, two major appralser groups
are fighting this new ruling, The Soclety of
Real Estate Appraisers and American In-
stitute of Real Estate Appraisers have filed
a petition with the federal Reserve to
reopen and amend its ruling.

“The Fed's ruling represents a repudia-
tion of congressional intent and grealy
weakens appralsal reform which Congress

tect the users of appraisal services,” said
Rich LeGrand, SREA president.

On Jan. 1, these two long-established
appraiser groups will officially merge and
become the Appraisal Institute.

Quirk chooses Israel for studies

. Jonathan Quirk has aiways done
what he wanted, even if {t has meant
going agalnst the grain.

2 And never have the stakes seemed
%o high.

»+ As most Americans {n the Middle
Bast are trying to get out now, Quirk
Is aboul to hop a plane to Israsl to
Btudy Grst-hand the Arab-lsracli
vonflict as part of his college’s “most
chailenging” study abroad program.
- “I am a little anxious because of
what [s happening over there now,”
sald Quirk, referring to the recent
U.S. military bulld-up {n Saudi Ar-
abla. Omne student regisiered for the
rogram, recenlly dropped oul when
he Middle East crisis began to heat
up in early August.

However, Quirk intends to go
ahead with his plansbhased on hisbe-
lief that Israel wili nat get involved In
the current conflict which began
when [raq invaded Kuwait about four
weeks ago.

“If any sort of tenslon erupts, we
would be out of there,” safd Quirk,
who [s 20.

Organizers for the Great Lakes
Jerusalem Program, which will place
29 college students In and around
Jerusalem, have already looked tnto
an alternative site In London If Israel
gets dragged into the current Middle
East crisis.

The three-month program will ro-
late the students between & kibbutz,
or Jewish setlement in lsrael, and a
Palestinlan camp In the Israeli-
occupled West Bank lo give them a
perspective on both sides of the
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conflict.

“[ don't think that most peaple in

this country understand what the
Palestinian clalm to the land 1s," said
Quirk.
Both the Paleatinlans and the ls-
raclis have historical claims to the
land that now makes up Isracl, and
several other areas controlled by the
country since 1967 as a result of a
war between Israel and several Arab
countries.

“It is a cultural awareness on one
level but it {s also more than that,”
satd Quirk as he described the politi-
cal problems he will be exposed to.

Quirk bellevea the program he Is
taking part in may spend more time
expioring the Palestinian perspective
but that doesn't bother him and he Is
firm about maintaining his
objectivity.

“The information we receive irt the
U.S. 18 limited,” Quirk said referring
to the Palestinian people.

A junior at Hope College studying
political science, Quirk g:&.me in-
terested in the Arab-Iaraell conflict
after taking a course on Modern
Jerusalem.

"It has been going on for so many
years and no one has found a solu-
tion," Quirk satd about his Interest in
the conflict,

Preparing for his trip to Israel,
Quirk was not required to learn any
Hebrew or Arabic, the major lan-

guages spoken in Jerusalem, but
had qulle a summer reading list,

“Sixteen books,” said Quirk of the
list assigned to the travelers. “Just
about everything you ever wanted to
know.”

Nature's autumn palette of crim-
sons, oranges. greens and golds
looks fine when viewed from a con-
crete highway. From a beat, the col-
ors are even more spectacular be-
cause they're bordered by iridescent,
rellecting waters. So here’s our report
of some Michigan waters on which
you can immerse yoursell in color to
rightor lelt, from the familar comfort
of your own craft.

AU SABLE RIVER: We start our
tour of the mighty AuSable at the
hospitable little- town of Oscoda,
where theriverempties into Lake Hu-
ron. From here small motor boats
can go up the river nearly all the way
to the first of six Consumer Power
Company dams.

Along the way we meet Bob and
Sue Schmidt of AuSable. “In mid-
September,” Bobtells us, “you'llsee a
lot of boats along here, especlally
niear Foate dam. The chinook salmon
will be coming up the river to spawn.”

Because of the dams that supply
electric power to nearby communi-
ties, you can't navigate the river in
one pass. And In some of its sections
the water averages from one-and-a-
half to three feet deep, so motorboa-
ters have towatch for deadheads and
other submerged hazards.

These waters are Ideal for canoers,
who can portage around the dams.
Every July, two-person teams com-
pete In the annual AuSable River Ca-
noe, Marathon, They start at the

distance of about 70 miles as the
crow flies.

This river does not runas the crow
flies, however. It meanders entranc-
ingly through a forested wilderness
for 240 miles. It passes through the
sand-hills of the Huron Natlonal
Furest, which extends over 425,000
arres.

We visit the Ilooded pond abaove
Foote darn, the first and the lowest of
them. We find a lake-like area with
developed campgrounds, picnic
areas, beaches and launching
ramps, much like the ponds above
the other dams on the river.

But in many parts of the AuSable
we feel we are hundreds of miles from
civilization. The wildlife thinks so,
too, Bl Csapo, a National Forest
Guide, tells us with pride that there
are 14 pairs of bald eagles now nest-
tngbetween Grayling and Oscoda, all
having chicks every year.

Bill works at the visitor’s center at
the Lumbermen's Monument, which
1s 260 steps above the river about 14
miles west of Oscoda, Looking down
through the trees, we have an eagle's
eye view of a fishing boat. It seems
like a waterbug cutting a tiny silver

The peak color time in this area is
from mid-Septermnber to mid-October.
As for overnight lodgings, this part of
the state boasts that prices are more
moderate on its "Sunrise Side.” We
recommend the Holiday Inn at East
Tawas, 15 miles down the Lake Hu-
ron shore, with a Michigan harbor of
refuge next door.

It'sanarchipelago of 36 wooded is-

lands and peninsulas along the
south shore of Michigan's Upper Pe-
ninsula. Some 20 miles northeast of
Mackinac Island, it's a well-sheltered
part of Lake Huron with the goed
winds, [lat waters and interesling
places to explore so loved by sallors.
There is a harbor of refuge at Hessel.

There were nio roads in the area
until the late 1800s, so carly settlers
communicated only by boat.

The last one was torn down about
1972. They weren't safe and people
came up and built their own places.”

From the water, we see the plctur-
esque cottages and boathouses peo-
ple bullt on the mainiand and the Is-
lands. The buildings add their un-
lqgue charm to the blazing cedar,
tamarack and yellow birch trees
along the shorelines. Some of the cot-
tages are still occupled by fourth gen-
eration family members,

We take a short cruise among the
islands aboard the Chippewa. The
motor ship is owned by the same Ar-
nold Line whose steamers brought
vacationers to the area in the late
1800s.

Chippewa's skipper Is the hand-
some Jimmy Brown, grandson of the
late U.5. Senator Prentiss Brownh
who obtained the authorization lo
build the Mackinac Bridge. As we
pull away from Hessel, our guide
polnis out the Senator’s boathouse,
near the cottage where Captain
Brown spent much of his childhood.

Not far from Geneva and Lau-
sanne, Montreux and its neighbor
Vevey sit on a steep coast banked
with vineyards and rimmed with
mountains. From vantage peints on
the beaches or as you climb the hills,
the snowy Alpine skyline crowns the
view.

Although these old communities
trace their roots to other millen-

‘niums, conquerors and fire have

played havoc with the antiquities:
there are not many bulldings more
than two centurles old.

The lakeside Castle of Chillon,

Part of an old television commer-

- clal shows two kids hitting balls on a

golf course at dusk. Thelr conversa-
tion went something like this:

*It's getting late,” the first kid said.
“Yeah," sighs the other one. “Guess
we'll have to stop when It geis too
dark to see the ball”

That of love for the game I8
shared by many, Including golf
course architect Harry Bowers of
Northfleld Township. Atter hearing
him talk about golf, it's easy to ima-
gine Bowers as one of those kdds out
on the course after dark,

*I grew up with a golf club in my
hand,” he said.

Butasa golf'architect, Bowers, 32,
has done more than just hit balls, His
work has taken him acrosa the coun-
try and occasionally out of It. Among
the better known courses in Michi-
gan that he has worked on are Tree-
tops in Gaylord and The Rock on
Drummond Island.

The latter project was no small
task. According to The Fencepost, a
magazine published by Domino's

- Pizza, “The Rock is built on 257 acres

of land. The island 18 madé up'of a
rock called dolomite and it was
necessary to dynamite 9,000 linear
feet of dolomite, truck in 400,000
cubic yards of top soll and excavate
600,000 yards of mud and peat from
ponds tocreate the course.™ The Rock
measures 6,837 yards from the back
tres and 4,992 yards from the front
tee.
While employed by golf pro Robert
Trent Jones, three courses he
worited on were named Best New
Course of the Year by Golf Digest
magazine.

Bowers now woris on his own and
attributes much of his success to his
own work ethic, part of which 15 to
visit the site of cach project he is
workingon at least once a week. A ta-
lented amateur player in addition to
being a succesasful designer, Bowers
describes himself as more of a tradl-
tional architect from the “old school,”

“If the architect i3 not there, he

does one of two things,” Bowers said,
*He either okays the features he
doesn't really feel comfortable with,

" or he changes them, .
“Either way the owner loaes, be-

cause If the architect olcays
he’s really not satisfled with,
quality's sufering. And ifhe changes
things, then the owner Is paying for
extra work that should have been
done the first time. So that's why 'm
becoming more popular and getting
more of an exclusive name. I've been
preaching that philosophy. If they're
going to pay the architect $150,000
to design 18 holes, he better be out
there every week. He ahould be.
That's his job.”

After he graduated from South
Lyon High School in 1976, Bowers
went on to earn a dual bachelor's de-
gree in landscape architecture and
soll science at Michigan State
University.”

Now it seems that his work has fol-
lowed him home, at least for one pro-

Unfor-
tunately our feet are different from
each other, and don't allow such

changes.

With the new school year ready to
begin, now Is the time to evaluate
your child's shoe wardrobe, and re-
place shoes that are too small orwormn
out, Young pecple’s leet are atill
growing and forming right up
through puberty. A palr of bad shoes
now could lead to lifeleng foot prob-
lems such as flat feet, bunions or in-
grown toenails, and In the worst
cases arthritic condltions in the foot,

Dr. Jack Kaufman, a podiatrist
with Novi Footcare Assoclates, says
parents have o take responsibility
for the proper 8 of their child's shoe.

"Children will wear shoes no mat-
ter what size you put them in,” Kauf-
man 3ays. “They won't com . But
whal happens when the sli:]t:mis too
small s that It crowds the toes, and
can lead to an Ingrown nail.”

Another problem Kaufman sees
often is children wearing hand-me-
down shoes. That's not as surprising
as it seems since children are more
likely to outgrow a shoe than they are
to wear it out.

“With a growth spurt, they can be
outofashoe in three months, easily,”
he says. “Sometinies even less than

person's shoes I8 that they can meld
the child's oot to someone else's
shape. Since shoes are supposed to
provide support and comfort, some of
the resulting problems can be flat
feet, an improper gait or stumbling.

Kaufman recommends that pa-
renits go into the child's closet once a
month to examine shoes for prob-
lems. An unevenly worn heel can in-
dicate an improper gait. As far as size
is concemed, there should be at least
one thumb's width between the end
of the child's longest toe (elther the
first or second) and the tip of the
shoe.

Shoes that are worn out or too
small should be thrown out, noques-
tions asked,

If you suspect your child hasa foot
problem, don't panic. Kaufman ad-
vises that you take the child toscea
pediatrician or podiatrist,

“Most children's foot preblems
correct themselves,” Kaufman says.
“But when they dont, It can be
disastrous.”

With treatments such as exercise,
casting and orthotics, your child can
get back on the right foot, so to speak,
Older children may require wedges in
their shoes for a short time.

"Kids tolerate orthotics pheno-
menally,” says Kaufman. *It does
help.”

And when dealing with a physi-
clan, Kaufman advises that parents
speak up.

"Ask questions,” he says, "and if
