— The Novi fire department receives
its first call that a tornado has touched
down in the Yorkshire subdivision, less
than a quarfer mile from the school
building. Stragglers in the parking lot
were pushed lo the ground by high

winds.

That was the scenaro of events at Novi High
School Friday, as told by Youngberg and district
Superintendent Dr. Robert Piwko.

“I'd say it was pretty close, yes,” Youngberg
said. “I'd also say our tomado drills paid off,

~ Everyone almost was to a safe position in time,
The teachers, administration, secretarial staff
and students really pulled together and worked
as a team.”

Piwko also was complimentary of the quick
actlon ofschool officials at the high school, Plwka
explained that {t is indeed In compliance with
clistrict policy to release students from school
when a tomado watch Is in effect. A watch had
been Issued, but a warning had not yet been

posted.

"If it 1s a warning we won't let them go; we'll
hold them tll the waming has explred. But a
watch can go on for hours, And in the event ofa
tornado, it is better to have students dispersed
than to have them concentrated at that one
point.” Further, Piwko sald he believed the dis-
trict's tornado preparedness had worked,

*The tornado siren was gotngoffand all Teould
think to myself was I'm going todie,” recalls Novi
High School student Betsy Fisher

Worried that she was late, Fisher, 17, was

to the school parking lot to wait for her
brother, Mark, at about 2 p.m. She was sidet-
racked by a friend and stopped to chat. Sud-
denly, her companlon screamed arid pointed toa
black funnel in the sky racing east towards the
Novi Public Library,

"It jumped back down and dissolved and
formed again, Then it started to come down
agaln and that's when I took off. It just swirled
and it went down boom,” she said.

But Betsy Fisher says the loudest nofse she
remembers was her heart pounding. As she ran,
she sald a frash dumpster blew Into the alr and
"the sky was covered with cardboard.”

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Class size, money
key strike issues

Every yoar we're faced with teacher
sirikes. You sald you were president
of & teacher unlon and as an adminl-
sirator you negotiated from both
sldes of the lable. Please share some
observallons of what oceurs during
school negotiations that many of us
many not be aware of,

Both sldes will bring what they be-
lfeve are the 30 to 40 most critical
education {ssues to the bargaining
table. The closer a strike appears, the
more the isaue will narrow down lo
class slze and money.

Teacher negotiators will be told by
those teachers who have master’s de-
grees thal they speni considerable
ime and energy getiing the degree
and should be financially compen-
sated for the effort.

Teachers with no master’s degree
will tell thetr negotiators that taking a
couple of extra classes at some uni-
versity doesn’t make one a better
teacher. Therefore the pay differen-
tiat between a teacherwith a master's
degree and a teacher with a bache-
lor's degree should be minimal.

Teachers in districts where millage
votes are falling, where there 1s no
money, will go back o work without a
contract. This 1s especially true in
districts where salaries have been de-
eent when money was available,

Most teachers, by late August, are
ready for school and do not want to
strike, Teacher union leaders don't
want a strike but see It as their last
and most powerful alternative,

Adminlstrators and board don't
want a strike and know, by law, [t s
lllegal for teachers to strike. Theyalso

know judges are very reluctant o
force teachers back to work. They
know [udges want to keep the dis-
agreement In the scheol “family” and
out of the ourt system.

Many elementary teachers would
opt for a bit less money to get smaller
class sizes. However, many teachers
wili opt for money rather than
smaller class size. Especially those

tern who know that thelr average sal-
ary for the last three years deter-
mines thelr retirement pay.

Most teachers have a master's de-
gree. Few go on for an educational
speclalist or doctorate, Teachers' ne-
gotlations, lherefore, will use the
masler's as a focal point for salary
increases.

Nasty strikes tend (o be shorter In
very amall districts. The Crestwood
School Mstrict, a small distriet in
Dearborn Helghts, once fired jts en-
ttre staff and hired new teachers.
Nasty strikes in large districls can
run longer because unions leaders
know 1t 1s difficult to replace hun-
dreds of stall members,

Some teachers and some board
members will tend to circumvent
their own bargaining team to resolbve,
in good faith, the conflict. Often this
“white knight™ approach falls.

Inthe early years of teacher negot!-
ations {the '60s and '70s) many
school districts gave up some of thelr
management rights in licu of glving
money they didn't have. Manage-
ment rights negotiated into teacher
cantracts during that period [i.c. se-
nlority or bumpling rights) arc very
difficult for management to recap-
ture in the '90s.

Districts currently on strike will
soon open. Many teachers will forget
about the strike and go about thetr
business. Some teachers will be bit-
ter toward the administration which
takes its direction from board which
takes its direction [rom residents.

Students will want the strike to
end. They want to see thelr class-
mates and continue their education.
‘They sometimes feel like pawns and
hostages In something most don't
understand.

House considers tax share bl“

The state House of Representatives faces a con-
troversial bill permf{iting schools ta share praperty
taxes on buslriess countywide,

“We would hope you'd get around to statewide
property tax sharing,” Gerald Dunn, lobbylst for
10 weslern Wayne County school districts, told
the House Education Committee.

Bul Dunn sald his members “will not particl-
pate” In the voluntary plan, adding that the Livo-
nla district opposes the measure.

Rick Simonson, lobbyist for Oakland Interme-
dlate School District. said his 28 superintendents
like the !dea of tax base shasing but, for technical
reasons, Oakland couldn't participate under the
current bills,

The House Education Committee Tuesday re-
commended the bills — a victory for Michael
Washburn, Forest Hills superintendent, who
spoke onbehall ol industry and 20 school dlstricts
in Kent County. Washbum is a former Ganden
City superintendent and®Wayne-Westland
principal.

Sponsor of the bllis, commitiee chair Willlam
Keith, D-Garden Clty, sald a dozen tmes that the
measure Is “permissive,” that no one district
would be forced to share business taxes, and that
the plan could be adopled only by unanimous
agreement of all school boards within an Interme-
dlate (county} district.

But opponent Lyn Bankes, R-Livonia, sald the
Michlgan Federatlon of Teachers union unvefled
the hidden agenda by saylng Kent County would
be "a pilot project” for the rest of the state.

Added Washburn: "It (lax base sharing)
wouldn't happen on a statewide basis without a

model.”
To questions from lawmakers about whether

districts with industrial tax bases would lose re-
venue, Washburn sald, “There will be some losers
in the short term, but In the long term there won't
bc -

Had the plan been Ln effect the last five years,
Washburn said. Kent school districts would have
closed much of the gap between poor districts,
which spend $2,500 per pupil, and his wealthy
Forest Hills, which spends more than $5,000.

“Ifwe (the state) don't close the gap,” Washburn
sald, “the courts will."

Kelth's panel gave the bills 12-3 vote support.

Bankes was joined in votng no by Wiliam

Asian advantage lies in the home

Tal directed a recent survey that
compared the attitudes and behavior
of Michlgan residents and Taiwanese
citizens concerning education,

Results showed that 46 percent of

the respondents in Taiwan spent at
least flve hours weekly helping their
children with homework, That figure
compares to 17 percent for Michigan
residents who responded.

“Parents in the progressive Aslan

countries place a great deal of em-
phasis on the importance of educa-
tlon from the time a chiid enters
schiool,” Taf said. "In general, they
alsodevote more time than do Ameri-
can parents to helping thelr children

with homework.”

Wixom would bear the brunt of
"unacceptiable® peak hour traffic
generated by Novi's Grand Plan, ac-
cording to a Southeast Michigan
Coundl of Governmenis {(SEMCOG)
report on the industrial park slated
for the Grand River Corridor.

With the analysis completed, the
Nowi City Council is scheduled toren-
der a decision Sept. 26 on the rezon-
ing needed to transplant industry
from Grand River Avenue and Novi
Road toa 300-acre site at Wixom, Na-
pler and Twelve Mile roads. The rele-
cation would clear the path for an
old-fashtoned downtown with com-
merctal and offlce bulldings. As part
of the package, a Mefjer store, with
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the parking ot in Wixem, would be
buflt at Wixom Road and Grand
River.

The Grand Plan would make exist -
ing traffic worse, the SEMCOG study
concluded. Hardest-hit would be
northbound Wixom Road at the east-
bound and westbound ramps of |-96
and southbound Wixom Road at
Grand River Avenue. The number of
vehicles drivingon the Interchangeat
peak hours i3 expected to rise from
880 in 1985 to 1,200 1n 1995 and
5,000 in 2005. In addition, conges-
tlon is expected to be critical on
northbound Napier Road and soulh-
bound Twelve Mile Road, both at
Grand River Avenue.

“I think the city (Wixom) is pleased
with the results, It certainly has high-
lighted our concerns about the extent

We were happy
with the recommendation that the
communities get together and talk
about It, It {s our hope that the mes-
sage will be received by the people of
Nowi," satd Wixom City Manager Wil-
liam Barlow.

SEMCOG's conclusions are no-
thing new, sald Novl City Manager
Edward Krewall: “It's pretty much
information we knew about before
There will be some long- m;nl,fe
concerns, butour positionall alongls
that Intersection will be updated.
We're not really impacting that whole
area more than any other develop-
ment would. If it were mobile home
zoning, It would be even worse.”

Kriewall sald that in the near fu-
ture the city council would be asked
to approve an application to the state
Department of Commerce for a
strategic planning grant to finance a
Wixom/Novi traflic lmprovement
program.

According to SEMCOG traffic
analyst Carmine Palembo, the
Wixom traffic analysis is more com-

“They should all sit down and take
a look at the lmprovements that
should be needed and try and priorit-
ize them,” he said.

Both 1995 and 2005 projections
concur that the traffic will worsen in
the area whether the Grand Plan
happens or net.

SEMCOG recommended addl-
tional traffic lanes on Wixom Road
and Grand River and an upgrading of
the Wixom Road/1-96 Interchange,
which I8 deemed the most serious
traflic problem. The two cities have
already split the costs for a study of
improvernents to the Beck Road /I-96
Inte; .
SEMCOG planners sugdested that
Wixom and Novi work with the Oak-
land County Road Commission and
the Michigan to develop the Beck In-
terchange and offered to provide a
20-year traffic projection If federal
funding 1s sought.

Barlow says he'd like to see a jolnt
effort by the communities of Wixom,
Novi, South Lyon, Lyon Township,
Walled Lake and Commnerce Town-
ship. He calls for a joint conceptual
traffic design, which would include a
plan on how state and federal fund-
Ing could be won for the roadwork.

As Barlow sees {t, Grand River Av-
enue and Wixemn Road should be
widened within two to three years af-
ter the project ls initiated.

Schools seek to settle sex suit

Oakland Clreult Judge Alice Gil-
bert adjourned a civil batile against
Novi Community Schools slemming
froma 1987 sexuai Incident in an at-
templ to reach an out-of-court
seitlement,

A hearing lo hammer out the hope-
ful agreement 1s slated for Nov. 13,
according to court sources.

School attormey Paul Pedersen
would not comment on Lthe case or
any possible out-of-court settlement.

When asked if parties had already
reached an agreement, making the
hearing merely a formality for the re-
cord, he simply replied no comment.
While plaintiff attorney Ronald De-
Nardis did not return phone calls.

Parents of a teenage girl brought
suit agalnst the district and six of its
employees in 1989, several months
alter the assistant swim coach, TI-
mothy McCoy Pelfrey, pleaded gullty
to having unlawful intercourse with
their daughter twice. Peliry is also
named in the suit.

Pelfry, who was 23 years old at the
tme of the crime, mainiained that
the girl was a willing participant in
the acts. He was senlenced to 2- to
15-years.

The parents allege that scheol dis-
trict negligence allowed the incidents
to happen, according to the suit,

Meanwhile, the school's attomey,
ini the form of a summary disposition,
has asked the judge to remove all
school employees from the suit based
on the premise of governmental im-
munity.

When asked about the Incident, Vockler said, "1
realize sorme people are saying I'm a hero, but that
doesn't matter — I'm just glad we are all okay.”

Knockeart wasn't certain where she, her hus-
band Randy, daughter Jennifer, 5, and Jimmy will
stay until they secure permanent housing. Jen-
nifer was at school when the tornado hit. At press
time, Knockeart and the children had taken tem-
porary shelter at the Novi Police Station.

A Walled Lake police officer was first at the
sceneand escorted Linda andJimmy Knockeart to
the Novi atation. Vockler and her daughter were
able to retumn to their home.

Knockeart sald she had never scen a funnel
cloud belore, and she says she never wants to see

one again.

Huddled In a hallway for safety
Friday afternocon, Terri Naumann
and her co-workers from “Secribbles
and Giggles” in Twelve Oaks Mall
were laughing.

Iwas say-
ing with my luck T'll go home and my
house will be blown down and my In-
surance would have expired yester-
day,” she said.

Naumann had good news and bad
news, Her insurance policy hadn't
run out. But her home on White
Plains Drive in Yorkshire subdivision
was hard-hit by the tornado. Alumi-
nun siding was pecled off the south
side of the gray Tudor, the roof and
gutters were damaged and the build-
ing's very foundation may have been
dangerously shaken.

Consumers Power Immediately
cut off the gas lines to the devastated
streets.

“I couldn't belleve it,* she said,
while sheltering in her garage from
the raln with Fire Chlef Arthur
Lenaghan.

“If Thad gas, 'd make you a cup of
coffee.”

It 13 often said tornados sound like
rushing trains, but Yorkshire Subdi-
vision residents would dlspute that.

Barbara Kushman listened to the
strong winds that afternoon and
headed for her basement. Kushman
was lucky, her house was on the
north side of Amherst Drive, Just

“We're not going up there,” fire-
fighter Dan Lexington commented.

Cooking vegetables
lakes delicate touch

While walking through the Far-
mer’s Market on Thursday, I'was jeal-
ous of my sister Kitl, who ltves in Cali-
fomia and has access 1o beautiful
produce year-round. The gorgeous
tomaloes, candy-sweet comn, tender
string beans and brillant red peppers
will be a memory before long.

Those of us who do not can —or
freeze — this late summerbounty will
be at the mercy of mass-produced
and purchased vegetables.

‘The quality of grocery store pro-
duce Is better than ever. However, we
must remember the buyers are Um-
ited by supply and overwhelmed by
demand. Produce is expensive and it
isimportant toknow proper handling
procedures to use for preservation of
quality, nutritional value and taste.

All vegetables can be classifled as
part of a plant, For example, carrots
and turnips are rocts, asparagus a
stem, lettuces and spinach are
leaves, brocooll and caullflower are
flowers, tomatoes, peppers and
squash are fruits and corn, beans
and peas are considered seeds, Their
flavors range from strong to mild, The
colors vary In hues of green, yellow,
orange, red and white,

It1s preferable to make your selec-
tions of perishable vegetables rather
than the pre-packaged when possi-
ble. They should be firm, crisp, and
bright in colorwith nosignof decayor
bruising. Do not purchase large
quantitics that will go to waste if not
used quickly. Learn to distinguish
between defects that only affect ap-
pearance versus those that affect
quality. Never handle vegetables un-
necessarily or exterisively while
shopping.

Most fresh vegetables, even under
ideal conditions of temperature and
humidity, retain top qality for only a
few days. It is obvious that fresh
green vegetables, because of thelr
high water content, become wilted
when left at room temperature for
any length of time,

The superior quality of vegetables
stored under refrigeration i3 well
lnowm. In addition, vitamin losses
are kept at a minilmum. Some veget-
ables such as cabbage and carrots
are kept for months in cold storage
without appreciable Joss of vitamins.

Store fresh green vegetables in
bags or covered containers to reduce
moisture loss. Drain and dry well if
washing before refrigeration to delay
decay.

Seeds remaln fresh longer if left in
the pods. Tubers (roots) and bulbs
may be held for short periods of time
in a cool dark place. Store unripened
tomatoes at room temperature and

rpe tomatoes In the refrigerator.

Preliminary preparation of veget-
ables is important. Most produce
growsinor near the ground and fs ex-
posed to dirt, sprays and microor-
ganisms present in the soil and ac-
quired during the marketing process.
Thorough washing is essentfal. A
vegetable brush aids in the removal
of tough dirt.

Extra care should be taken with
vegelables to be eaten raw. Trim all
spoiled or discolored portions. Leafy
vegetables may require several wash-
ings in deep water to remove all the
debris. Lift the leaves out of the water
carefully to assure leaving the dirt
behind.

i vegetables must have their skin
removed peel with a swivel peeler.
Save peelings and stems for veget-
able stock, It is preferable to leave
skins on when possible as many nu-
trients are located fust below the sur-
face and are peeled away.

Remove the woody stem portions
of asparagus and shitake mu-
shrooms. Cooking will not soften
them. The thick stems of broocoli can
be peeted and used in addition to the
flowery buds. Care must be taken to
cook heavier stalks a few minutes be-
fore adding the tender portions.

Holding vegetables in water prior
to cooking is not recommended due
to the rapld loss of vitamins and
nutrients.

Vegetables are cooked for several
reasons, The flrst is to break down
the cellular structure and thus in-
crease palatability and digestibility.
Cellulose is softened by cooking,

Secondly, flavor changes occur
with cooking. Consider the difference
in flaver between raw and cooked on-
jons. Finally, texture changes are
numerous, Cole slaw versus boiled
cabbage 13 a good example.

The general rule for any vegelable
is to cook in the smallest amount of
light salted water for the shortest
time possible, Bring the water to a
boil, add the vegetables and bring
back to a boll as quick as possible,
There will be fewer color changes,

less nutrient loss and a greaterreten-
tion of vitamins with the observance
of this method.

With stronger vegetables such as
brussels sprouts and cabbage more
water s preferable to dilute some of
the strong flavors, Steaming is the
best way to cook most vegetables §f

quality and nutritive value s destred.

The accompanying recipes will
helpyou touse up some of the excess
veggles you may have grown or have
had donated.
