Prlorlty in Novi Cutbacks mean back-to -basics

The Novi board of education re-
cetved a report at Thursday's meet-
ing, which one board member said
included the “warts and all* of the re-
sults of inclustve education in the
district.

Inclusive education, called “the
cutting edge trend” for special educa-
tion students by special education
director Donna Tinberg, was new to
the district last year and remains in
effect at all levels this year,

Michigan law requires that hand-
fcapped students be educated in the
least restrictive environment. Inclu-
sive education, which places speclal
education students in classes with
regular education students, 1s one
option for fulfilling this requirement,
Minberg sald.

Conversely, students whowere ar-
iginally unable to recetve speclal edu-
cation because they did not qualify
for state categorical aid could benefit
from having access to the extra alds
and services avallable in the class-
room for special education students,
sald Superintendent Robert Piwko.

Vice president Stephen Hitcheock
expressed concern that a special
education student could be disrup-
tive to a regular education

classroom.

Tinberg sald that although classes
have occaslonally becomne ptive,
the experience i usually helpful for
regular education students to learn
to accept differences, although no
statistical studies have been done on
the issue in Novl.

Our schoo! district -

had to make 2ome cut
backs. We lost, among
other programs, our
glfted-and-talented
program, which my
fourth-grade daughter
wes in. Why are Impor-
tant programs always
picked out when cut-
backs are made?

Because when school opens this September,
there must be teachers in each classroom to greet
the children. k

You can't close down two fourth-grade class-
rooms, leaving the children with no teacher, to
support a gifted and talented program no matter
how enriching the experience.

Your district had a “pull-out” program with the
teacher in a specific arg:l:vhen children came to
herand then returned toclass, Pull-out programs,
gifted-and-talented or otherwise, always go first
during cutbacks,

My views of gifted-and-talented programa
sometimes differ from some of my peers. Districts
which primarily use 1Q and test scores for “gifted”
{dentification end up with what I call a class of

“academically disciplined” students, not neces-
sarlly gifted.

The gifted in music, art, writing, auto mechan-
ics, etc,, can often be overlooked In district efforts.

The worstcase scenario for any district 1s
where parents see being in a gified-and-talented
program as important socially as it 1s
educationally.

‘The classic story of pﬂfted-and-ta.lentcd selec-
tion fs the school district that used a 130 I cutoff
point for entry.

Aparent had a child in the program. The family
moved across the river to another absolutely iden-
tical socio-economic schoo] district where the 1G
cutoff point was 133, Her child, a 130 1§, was no
longer “gifted” and could not get into her new
school's 133 1Q program.

The challenge to school districts is to develop
other in-tlass enriching expericnces for children.

One specific step Is to infuse the gified-and-
talented learning activiies that existed in your
program Into the regular classroom. However, this
takes considerable inservice and commitment by
building principals and teachers,

We need gifted-and-talented programs. If forno
other reason we recognize the talented athlete and
sperd considerable money on enriching athletic
experiences for them.

As an aside, we must realize the number of

gifted-and-talented students in a school district is
always determined by the amount of money the
district has to operate.

If a district does not have enough money for a
gifted-and-talented program, it abviously has no
gifted and talented children.

It 1s amazing how when money becomes avail-
able gifted and talented children become
avallable.

This {3 not a slam at those districts who can af-
ford it; their residents pay for it. It is not a slam at
those districts that can’t afford the program; they

simply don't have the money,
However, it Is a reality that gifted and talented

children are in every school district whether a
program exists or not.

Keep in mind there are manyquality teachersin
the regular classroom who are offering challeng-
ing experiences of the same nature you will ind in
a gifted-and-talented program. Knowing who
those teachers are, hopefully having them foryour
daughter, will result In the enriching experience
you and all parents want for their own.

After the April defeat, the plan was
revised, removing 81 acres of the
heavy-industrial 2oning and adding
36 acrea of light industrial and a
47-acre city park. The 1-2 zoning no
longer backs up agalnst Old Dutch
Farms mobile home community.

In addition, it s not likely that a
seven-community materials recovery
facility will be part of the industrial
park, asoriginally proposed, because
a Haggerty Road site has been pegged
for the recycling center.

But the changes left NAPP mem-
bers unappeased.

Oakland County commissioners
are closer to adoplng a code of eth-
ics, even though its staunchest sup-
portera acknowledge it will not deter
anyone bent on wrongdoing,

It certainly won't stop anybody
from being crocked,” said commis-
sioner Thomas A. Law, R-West
Bloomfleld. “But it is a reminder to
elected officials as well as county em-
ployees that people In government
must have high standards.”

Law and commlissioner Marilynn
E. Gosling, R-Bloomlield Hills, called
for a code of ethics last November.

Now, as then, both say they believe
most officials — elected, appolnted or
hired -~ have high personal ethics.

Nontheless, Gosling and Law In-
sist, it's a good Idea to have a written
code of conduct.

Commuissioners on the personnel
committee last Thursday circulated
copies of a proposed “Standards of
Conduct for Oakland County Officers
and Employees.” They asked com-
missioners to review and comment
on the code before the next board
meeting, Thursday, Sept. 27,

So far, reaction has been generally
good, even though some commis-
sloniers say any ethics code probably
{sn't needed and won't likely make a
difference,

“I personally don't see any need for
a code of ethics,” sald cominissioner
Richard G. Skarritt. R-Milford. "] ha-
ven't seen any misconduct in office.
Furthermore 1 deon't think this code
would stop anybody from doing
something Improper.”

Even so, Skarritt said having a
code is “a good thing” and he. will’
likely vote for it.-. SOV

“People in public life generally
have high standards,” said Rewold,
R-Oakland Township. "But 1 belleve
It helps to put things In writing.”

Commissioner Lawrence R Per-
nick, D-Southfield, expressed his
support this way: "Good people don't
need lo have a code of ethics. And
people who are going lo abuse the
gystern are going to abuse It anyway.

“But at least with a code, people
can't say they didn't know something
was wrong, It can't hurt to put it In
writing.*

In drafting the county’s proposed
code of ethics, Law, Gosling and
others encountered a number of phi-
losophical difficulties as well as nuts
and bolts problems.

They wanted, [or example, to sub-
Ject elected officials to the same kind
of standards that apply to hired em-
ployees under civil service
regulations.

But in many cases — such as us-
ing “inside information” for personal
gain — there are no provislons for

_ punishing an elected officlal.

A county employee can be discip-
lined or fired, commissioners found.
But elected officials answer directly
to the electorate, .

In dearcut case lke theft or
fraud, both clected officlals and
county employees are subject to
criminal law. But commissioners
were uncomfortable trying to estab-
lish ethics for hired personnel, when

Ing niche that colncldes with a grow-
ing societal concemn.

Glllette Is well versed in the hous-
Ing needs of the elderly. He is presi-
dent of American House Retirement
Residences with 14 senfor citizen
communilies {n southeast Michigan,
ncluding one [n Nowl.

With the number of senlor cltizens
growing rapidly — and federal assls-
tance decreasing almost as rapidly —
granny flats may be the wave of the
future.

Glllette and associates said they
are approaching the citles of Far-
mington Hilis, Rochester Hills and
Dearborn Heights with the
proposition.

They plan to submit site plans for
granny flats — or elder cottages — at
theirretirement communitiesin each
of those cities as prototypes. They en-
vislon 22 in Farmington Hills, 8 in
Rochester Hills and 41 in Dearborn
Heights.

They will be offered as an option for
seniors who don't want, or can'{ af-
ford, more expenstve quarters like
those al American House facllities,
that can run as high as $1,400 per
month.

The "granny flat* concept has been
popular In Australia for years, but
hasn't caught on in the United States
because conditions haven't been
ripe, he said, "Untl now."

In Australla, seniors set up the
pre-fabricated units in thelr relatives’
backyards, allowing senfors them in-
dependence, while keeping them
close enough to watch the grandkids
grow up. That use probably won't be
tried here In the near future, as it
would cause too many zoning battles
In cormununities that fear it is like al-
lowing multiple-family zoning in

Our condominlum has a prohibi-
tion on landscapling property without
the association’s approval. Our deve-
lopar has allowed purchasers to do al-
moat anything they went around thelr
unit. Now the board has taken over
and wants 10 Imposs some restric-
tions. How should we proceed?

This s a classic problem at con-
dominiums because developers who
have controlled their associations do
not follow restrictions they have es-
tablished i the documents. This not
only leads to polential lability for the
developer-director designees on the
board, but also creates the problems
you mentioned.

The association should establish a
firm landscaping policy and enforce
it. To the extent that the developer
has allowed modifications to be
made, and those modifications are
not within the landscaping plan, at-
tempts should be made to compel the
co-owners, to the extent reasonable,
to make the necessary . The
co-owners should understand that
the association must maintaina con-
aistent and realistic policy with re-
spect to landscaping, as is the case
with any other type of acathetic restr-
fction in the condominium docu-
ments. You may well be advised to
consult with iegal counse] as to how
far you may go in dealing with recal-
citrant co-owners under the
circumstances.

Our cooperative Is considering
converting to a condominium. We
have heard that it may be & good eco-
nomic vehicle for us to liquidats owr
units at a much higher prics. Do you
have any sxperience In that regard?

It is not unreasonable to expect at
least a 30-percent increase in the
value of & unit once it is converted
from a co-op to a condominium in
certain locations.

Heaven is baked beans. Or a mari-
nated bean salad. Or humus, the
middle eastern pate of ground chick
peas, olive ol and lots of garlic. Or., , .

There are numerous ways to enjoy
beans, which are simple to prepare,
nutrticus, inexpensive and good
tasting.

The types of beans and legumes
are numerous. For definition’s sakea
legume is a plant that produces a pod
with edible seeds inside, Examples
are lentils and peas.

Most strains of dry ted
ir. the British Isles, lentils from Chile.
Dry peas and lentils are believed to be
some of the firet culttvated crops by
man, Bean varfeties include kidney,
ltma, navy, great northem and gar-
banzo. Michigan is a top producer of
navy and great northern beans.

Beans and legumes have long’
been known for thelr nutritio
value, Because they are a complex
carbohydrate they digest slower than
othercarbohydrates and satisfy hun-
ger longer. The calorie count is mod-
est, 1 18 calories per ¥4 cup of cooked
beans of legumes, They are a prized
energy and protein source.

Beana and legumes are not com-
plete proteins since they are missing
one of the essential amino acids re-
quired in our dicts. This {s eastly re-
medied with the additdon of rice,
dalry products or small amounts of

meat,

Beansand legumesare toutedasa
“detergent food” because of thefrhigh
fiber content, up to 9 grama per serv-
ing. In comparison vegetables offer 5
grams per serving, and frults only 3
grams per serving. Fiber is important
in removing food particles, fats,
cholesterol and other residual food
materials from the digestive syatem.
Some of the minerals and vitamins
supplied are iron, calelum, pho-
sphorus and potassium. Sodium
content is low.

Beans and lentils are nature’s best
buy in protein. They are inexpenstve,
available year round, are easy tocook
and will keep almost indefinitely. A

Store leftover dry beans and le-
gumes in an al t glass or metal
container in a cool, dry location. Not
the refrigerator.

Cook more beana than needed and
refrigerate covered for several days or
freeze. quantities take no lon-
ger to than small ones.

Peas and lentils need no soaking,
They should be cooked from the dry
stage, without soaking. Lentils cook
in 30 minutes or less and peas take a
bitlonger. There are several methods
for soaking beans. The preferred 1s
soaking overnight. Pick over beans
for any pebbles or dirt and cover with
cold water. Six cups of water {8 re-
commended. Longer soaking lessens
cooking time and dissolves a greater
amount of the gas-causing proper-
ties In water,

With the “quick soak” method, the
beans arc picked over, rinsed, cov-
ered with water, boiled for 2 minutes,
covered and allowed to stand for ]
haur. Then proceed as directed inthe
recipe. Quick-soak beans will not re-
tain their shape as well as thoee
oooked over night. There are differing
views on whether to rinse the beans
after scaking or to cook in the sarne
liguid. It is thought that valuable
minerals and vitamins are lost down
the drain with rinsing, ,

The standard method for cooking
beans is to place soaked beans intoa
good-sized pot. An old fashioned
bean pot is ideal for keeping beans
moist, Add & cups of hot water, 2 ta-

‘blespoons of oil or butter and 2 teas-
poons of sait. Simmer gently to avoid
breaking the skins.

The addition of a quartered onlon,
several cloves of garlic and the sub-
stitution of chicken stock for the wa-
ter will yleld a much more savory
bean. Because acid alows down cook-
ing add tomatoes and vinegar last,
Change the flavor of beana by adding
marmalade or maple syrup for the
brown sugar or molasses. Canned
beans do not require addjtional
cooking.
