Novi plan to move firms
killed off by city council

The “Son of Grand Plan" was put
to sleep Sept. 26, with the promise
that no additional “family mem-
bers® of the 300-acre industrial
park project will be bom without
the midwifery of the city councll.

Earlier supporters of the prop-
osed industrial park in an April vote
— Mayor Matthew Quinn and May-
or Pro Tem Edward Lelninger —
jolned opponents Nancy Cassis,
Martha Hoyer and Tim Pope (n: kdll-
ing the ambitious project which
would have relocated about 20
businesses from the Grand River/
Nevi Road area to the vicinity of
Wixom, Napier and Twelve Mile
roads. Seven homeowners would
have been uprooted tomake way for
development In what Is now woods,
wetlands and abandoned. farm
fields.

“The request Is defeated, The
matter Is concluded,” Quinn sald.

Councll members Hugh Craw-
ford and Joseph Toth stood fast in
backing the clty-Initiated rezoning
of the land from residential-
agricultural to heavy and light
industrial.

‘The council reached unanimity
on Toth's metion to stop all clty
adminstration activity on the pro-
Ject, unless councdl tums on a
green light.

“We don't want a sister of the
Grand Plan coming. We spent a lot
of money. This project is dead. I
don’t want it to be resurrected,”
Toth sald.

By July, the city had paid out
$82,000 on the Grand Plan. Ifithad

succeeded, developer Neil Sosin
would have reimbursed Novi
$35,000 for engineering and envir-
onmental studies and another
$17,000 would have been collected
through special assessment dis-
tricts In the industrial park.

Unveiled in November 1989, the
Grand Plan was greeted with out-
rage from residents of the adfacent
Old Dutch Farms mobile home
community, nearby Birchwoods
subdivision and Wixom's Lefsure
Co-op Apartments, as well as
Napler Road homeowners. They
united toform a residents’ advocacy
group known as Nelghbors Against
Poor Planning (NAPP). Officlals of
Whxom and Lyen Towmnship echoed
the citizens’ concerns.

NAPP members were jubillant
foilowing the council declsion.

*I believed that we wouild be cap-
able of defeating the Grand Plan. |
belleve it is the American way to be
able to defeat something like that,”
sald NAPP leader Linda Townsend.

However, NAPP board member
Gary Christensen, president of the
Birchwood Homeowners Associa-
tlon, saild the recall petitions the
group planned to circulate if the
plan succeeded have not yet been
tossed aside.

“Just because this thing went
down doesn't mean we're not Inter-
ested In who's sitting In those
chalrs,” he sald.

NAFP Is expected to consider the
matter this week, he added.

Grand Plan opponents cited
unmanageable traffic, as well as
potential dangers of environmental
and well-water contamination from
the heavy-industrial park.

David Rector, DPH feld supervisar
in charge of licensing and certifica-
Uon, recently commented on the Novt
Care situation. “The facility (s simply
lax {n its delivery of nursing home
services. and thus i3 not the first time
I's been cited,” he said,

“We based our recommendation to
cut funding on a follow-upvisit to the
facility a few weeks ago,” Rector
added. “Some of the problem areas
cited earlier had improved, but there
were still uncorrected problems.”

The admissions ban on the Mea-
dowbrook Road facility was mposed
in August because of substandard
practices uncovered d a July
Department of Public Health visit.

That visit iImmediately followed the
choking death of a 70-year-cld Alz-
heimer victim and a patient abuse in-
cident in which a nurses alde al-

legedly kneed a 75-year-old resident
in the buttocks as a disciplinary
measure,

Rector said the stafling problems
cited in the July report continue at
the facility, despite TWen's repeated
comunents to the contrary.

Tffen maintalns that corrective
measures have beeri under way since
August and that stafl members are
continuaily being trained. He also
sald that upgrades in accor-
dance with the DPH's own rules will
take at least five months to complete.

“I really don't know what they ex-
pected us toaccomplish in sbx weeks,
when it takes at least five months to
go through the process,” Tif-
fn safd. “We have already dene a lot
tolmprove training like holding man-
datory Inservice days and hiring out-
side experts to demonstrate

A series of councl] votes were cast
before the deathknell for the Grand
Plan,

Due to an eleventh-hour protest
petition from Paragon Properties —
which in July won in court the right
to bulld mobile homes on land within
Grand Plan boundaries — the coun-
cll once again was tied to a 5-2 vote.
Stuart Zuckerman, whose five-acre
homestead would have been
rezoned, tumed in a hand-written
protest during the course of the
meeting.

Complying with the company's
request, Crawford moved that the 75
Paragon acres be deleted from the
rezoning. With only the support of
Toth, Quinn and Crawiford, this
failed.

Quinn said that if the land were
rezoned, Paragon would be free to
build a heavy industria] park not
subject tothe serfes of covenants and
restrictions Nowvl attached to its
Grand Plan. This could include ore-
smelting and waste incineration.

“I have a feeling the only reason
this (Paragon) would be removed
would be to remove the 5-2 require-
ment, | feel uncomfortable with this,”
Pope said.

Crawford then moved to exclude
the Zuckerman property from the
rezoning.

“My sole interest, contrary to what
other people might like you tobelleve,
is to provide protection for Mr. Zuck-
erman. If he is living there, and it's
industrially zoned, our ordinance

requires no buffering,” he said.

Zuckerman agreed with the
removal: “I'm for it, Leave me out of it
Out, C-U-T-

‘That resolution [atled. Hoyer then
suggesied that the counctl petition
the planning cornmissfon to reverse
their previous master plan amend-
ment in support of the Grand Plan.
This met majority approval, with
Toth and Crawford dissenting.

Toth then moved that the rezoning
be approved. This fell, gathering yes-
votes from Crawford and Toth alone.

“If'you listened to all the residents,
you'd never get any place. Quite a few
of them are in favor of Meljer being on
Grand Rtver ... The idea of good
planning means you have to stick
your neck out,” Toth satd.

Crawford agreed, clting the pro-

ject's benefits to the enlre city: I
think the Grand Plan is an excellent
idea. I think it serves the whole com-
munity. ] do have concern with the
Paragon parcel not being part of the
Grand Plan. It could be a problem. !
strongly believe this is the only way
we're going to see our town center
developthe waywe'd like to see it, The
marketplace 13 not going to make it
develop the way we'd like to see it."
In voting no, Quinn reversed his

“This land Is your land, this land is
my land.”

If folksinger Woody Guthrie were
alive loday, he'd have to drastically
revise the lyries to that once popular
song.

In high-priced metropolitan areas,
partcularly along the waterfront,
land affordabllity is just about
extinct. That. In turn, drives up
-housing costs.

“The land /house price ratio (s nor-
mally around 32 percent,” said Don-
na Regner, supervisor of construc-
ton lending for Comerica Bank.

. In 1980, land represented a mere
‘10 to 15 percent of the total cost of
new houslng. In 1590, land acquisi-
ton can account for more than half
the total cost, depending on location,

“Ifwe're talldng lakefront property,
the land/house ratic could be as
much as 50 or 55 percent,” Regner
said. “The more expensive the land,
the more expenstve the home. We
look at the whole appraised value.
I've seen {largd) account for as highas
58 percent on a lake In West
Bloomlleld.

. Orchard Lake property Is also at
premium price, according to Regner.
Communities like Livonia and Ply-
mo&:th hover around 32 percent, she
said.

"In the early '80s land was a
fourth or ifth of today's cost.”

Many factors account for the tre-
mendous cost of land acquisition,
according to Bonadeo, He spunasce-
narto based on land selling for
$20,000 per acre,

“The developer buys 50 acres.
First, there’s the Department of
Natural Resources, who says 10
acres can't be bullt on. Now your cost
Is $30,000 per acre.

“Next you go through the town-
ship, county and state boards — 21
different boards. This process takes
20 months, during which time you've
paid taxes and interest on the
property.

“Then you get ready to build
houses, and there are more regula-
tions. For Instance, salety glass must
be installed on any window 18 inches
above the floor. That gets costly.”

In days gone by, bullders were
responsible for paving roads in new
subdivisions. Today, they must sow
seed for 15 feel on ecach side of the
road. They alsa have to plant trees.

“All these costs are charged off the
land,” Bonadeo said. "Buflders pay
for every tmprovement on a lot. After-
ward, the city charges $40 per linear
foot for future sewer and water lines.

*It'sa Catch-22 situation,” he said.
"I's nobedy's fault and it's every-

body’s fault.”

Land costs are increasing at a faster rate than bullding costs, especially around the lakes

Desplte the high cost, Bonadeo
says, “land here is almost free com-
pared to the rest of the world.”

Conslder Japan, where ot costs
account for as much as 90 percent of
the house price. And Western Eur-
ope, where the ratio puts land at
more than 50 percent of the total

ce.
“Japan is small and mostly rocky,”
Bonadeo said. “If a builder here
doesn't ltke something, he can go out

anextra fivemiles. We have theland.”

Wil such ratios catch on in the
United States? Indus sts sa
no. Banks and buﬂg:;alzre tog
tradition-bound, the profit potential
is limited, and the market doesn't
want it.

*I don't think the com-
munity would accept it, due both to
the size of the house and the value of
the structure tothevalue of the loan,”

says David Jensen, a Denver-based  bullding homes for the low wage ear-

builder.

But the land/price ratic has gra-
dually nudged up since 1980, when It
hovered between 10 and 15 percent.
The haves can afford to go with the
flow, but the have-nots are starting to
loak like never-will-be's.

You hate to see the outdoor grow-
‘ing season wind down. You'd like to
slart your own garden transplants in
‘the spring. You feel so bad when your
houseplants suffer the low-light
winter blues.

If you're nodding in agreement at
this point, there’s 2 good chance that
you've given some thought to bulld-
Ing a home greenhouse. You may
even have loyed with the idea of mak-
ing a greenhouse serve as a solar col-
lector, too.

So what stopped you? Needed
more information? It's as close as
your county Cooperative Extension
Service office.

Through the county oflice or
directly from the bulletin office at
Michigan State University, you can
buy a copy of Extension bulletin
E-1784, “Solar Greenhouses for the
Home."

It explains the differences between
a solar greenhouse and a convention-
al greenhouse and anactive and pas-
give solar system. It discusses
Intended use, design, materials,
costs, local geographic and climatie
conditions, and other factors you
need to consider before you pick upa
hamrner.

. In Michigan, an added-on solar

o

- greenhouse can serve as a solar col-
. Jectorand provide supplemental heat
-for the bullding to which it's
.aitached. In the coldest months,

however, the temperature In the
greenhouse may fall ioo low to permit
year-round growingol plants without
added heat,

You need to decide early on
whether you'll heat the greenhouse
in the winter so you can use it year-
round or whether you'll use It to
extend the cutdoor gardening season
in spring and fall. That deciston will
affect design and construction. It will
also influence the cost of bullding
and operating the structure. The bul-
letin provides fairly detalled informa-
tion on the varlous options to help
you make a sound decision.

If you're already handy with tools,
you can use the plans in the back of
the bulletin to bulld not only several
styles of greenhouses, but also hot-
beds, coldframes, and a plant germi-
nalion and growth unit with floures-
cent lighting. If you're not the do-it-
yourself type, you can use the
informatlon In the bulletin to help
you choose from greenhouses avall-
able from kits or bullt on-alie by local
firms.

cheese, and today's kitchen culinarian can wrap
up-a-tasty: lunch -or.dight dinner-with mintmal ex-
ertion and maximum raves from any who
partake. You don't have to be -pppm'-East-Side
Manhattanish and supply chinad cups and plates.
A few bottles of trendy German beers or wine
coolers or a randornly picked assortment of spar-
kling waters can do for these sandwliches what
$60 per pound tea would do.

The Breakfast Club

Schoolcraft dishes up delights

For most of us, breakifast is a chore
rather than a treat.

Our brains are still fuzzy, our eyes
droop, our mouths are sticky, We can
barely put a sentence together, let
alone a meal. A balanced, nutitious
meal Is hard to come by under these
conditions, and one that tastes good

. is practically out of the question. .. high

Oh, sure, you can stop by the local*
fast-food joint, or sit down at Denny's”
or Big Boy, where the menu still fea-
tures the same basic stufl it had 10
years ago — and stuff you could eas-
tly cook yourself by getting up a half-
hour earlier.

For something creative and un-
ique in the morning, try the gourmet
breakfast at the Culinary Arts School
at Schoolcraft College, For amere pit-
tance, you can fill up on some of the
latest lessons as they are being
leamned by tomorrow's fine chefs.

No stack of pancakes and bowl of
Wheatles here. The fare is very up-
secale, though the prices are not. Ev-
erything is made by the students
from scratch.

“We have an a la carte menu —
which means people can have what
they want cooked to order,” sald Chel
Mary Brady, who oversees students
as they whip up brealdfast. “We also
have a buffet on Thursday.”

The buffet 1 a true bargain at
$2.99, and features such ltems as
cranberry whole wheat pancakes,
pesto scrambled eggs and blintzes. A
la carte Items change dally, but are
rarely more than $4.

*It's a very different type of break-
fast,” Brady said. "It's not two-aver-

easy-bacon-hashbrowns-and-white-
Wonder-bread. There's lot of imagl-
nation here.”

And there are plenty of nutritious
options. There are egg-white-only
omcelettes and other low-fat and low-
cholesterol alternatives.

Sylvia Hayes, a marketing instruc-
tor In the Culinary Arts Department
and frequent customer for breakfast,
gave the nutritious side of the menu
marks. e
*{Chefl Brady) is watching out for
my health,” she sald. “She has them
make up all kinds of nutritious
things for me, and it tastes delicious.
They can even make a sausage with-
out any fat”

The school makes all its otvn saus-
ages In the meat-cutting department
headed by ChefJohn Vanderwouw of
Northville. There the students learn
butchering, use of spices, and smok-
ing techniques, among other things.
The meat shop is equipped with two
smokers,

"A lot of things go on In this little
corner,” sald Vanderwouw.

What comes out is a Ravorful
bounty that leaves any sausage
you've ever had before in the dust. At
the first Thursday buffet last week,
five different kinds of sausages were
available, with fillings like chicken,
ham, and smoked veal and wild
mushroams.

On the buffet line, student Mike
Burley was preparing open-face egg-
white fritattas with fresh vegetable
filling, and doing a brisk buslness,

“I like them [fritattas),” he sald.
“But they're usually gone before I get
a chance to eat them.”

Within minutes, he was out of eggs
again.

The atmosphere is typical college
cafeteria: students siiling cross-
legged in vinyl chalrs at formica
tables. Often the students have thelr
noses burled In textbooks as they fll
their mouths with gourmet fare.

Schooleraft staffers and workers
from nearhy office bulldings mingle,
too, and the Informal ambience
makes for frequent conversation with
strangers.

. *This Is great exposure for the stu-

" dents,” sald Jim Utley, a research

technician at the college. "They ex-
perience what {t's actually like to be
in the workplace. They're tn a con-
trolled situation, but they're geting
all the exposure they would geton the
Job.

“Canyou e having no outlet
for the food, and having to prepare
litle pleces so they don't waste too
much?

Schooleraft has a highly respected
program, and Instruclors and stu-
dents win medals regularly In nation-
wide competition, Chef Jeff Gabriel
sald graduates often step right into
Jobs as sous chefs at places like the
Rattlesnake Club, the Whitney, the
Frankiin Hills Country Club, or
Novl's Too Chez.

Said Brady, “They're the future of
our industry. These are the people
that will be cooking for us for the next
50 years.”

Schoolcraft College is at Haggerty
Road south of Seven Mile, The Culin-
ary Arts building is on the northwest
corner of the campus, with gourmet
breakfast served Monday through
Thursday from 7-10 am. On Thurs-
day, the buffet is open 7:30-9:30 a.m

Hotels literally
served food prepared outside their
kitchens. -
Hors d'oeuvres are beautful to
look at. They must be made from the
freshest ingredients, and artistically
prepared and presented. Done cor-
rectly each should be as uniform as
all the others of its ldnd. Arrange only
one type of hora d* ocuvre per platter
or serving plece, avolding choices.
The visual effect of a tray filled with
perfect, bite-sized morsels of the
same varlety {s stunning. Any gar-
nishes must be just as beautiful as
the appetizer, and chosen for en-
hancement of the main ftem. The dis-
play should be simple and beautiful.

Flowers, ribbon, fresh herbs,
herbs and lace are wonderful for de-
corations. A tray not garnished looks
bare next to one with a sprig of herbs
or dotted with edible flowers.

A well-equipped kitchen makes
preparation much simpler. Expen-
sive tools are not required and can be

found in ldichen supply stores or
through mail order catalogs, I have
found many items in garage sales
and I am always on the look-out for
unusual molds, serving dishes and
utenstls, One of life’s true pleasures
is finding a unique plece of equip-
ment when least expected.

Some tools | And very useful are: a
food processor; blender; hand and
counter mixer; sharp, high-quality
kntves (chef's, paring, boning, slic-
ing); an assortment of minfature
quiche and tartlet pans; pastry bags:
assorted trays; baskets and “odd”
serving dishes. As you become more
proficient so will your equipment.

Probably the most versatile form of

entertaining Is the cocktail party. Itis
one of the easiest ways toentertain at
home, whether formal or casual

' Light hors d'ocuvres are passed or set

on a buffet table {or tables} and
served with beverages for twoto three
hours. Replenish as needed.

The number of pieces per person
varies with the type of cccasion. If

dinner is to be served light sclections
should be made. If appetizers are all
the food to i:» served they must be
more substantial. Examples would
be a barbecue, antipasto or tapas

When selecting an appetizer al-
ways bear in mind the rest of the
menu. It isimportant not torepeat in-
gredients or dominant flavors. Con-
sider the occasion, season, and your
imagination when making your
choices.

Remember to give some time and
attention to beverages and glass-
ware. For large partiesitis preferable
to rent while smaller intimate gather-
ings can provide a chance to show off
a special glass or dish collection.

Situate the food and drink
throughout your home to avoid large
groups lingering In one or two spots.
Force your quests to mingle. When [
making up guest Usts include people
that will compliment each other, not
all of the same background. My favo-
rite parties have had people of all
ages and walks of life in attendance.

"Eleanor & Ray Heald/Wine
Aging wine is a
science in itself

Inthis column, frequent mention of aging or cellaring
wine is made. Just how much care does bottled wine
need?

Wine ages and matures as a result of a multitude of
chemical changes that eventually reach what 1s often
referred to as a wine's peak.

This peak, or optimum drinking time, is actually -

more like a plateau. As a rule of thumb for most dry,
white table wines, that period Is two to three years. Gen-

" erally, red wines stay on the plateau flve years, with the

world's greatest red wines maintaining optimum drink-
ing for 10 to 20 years or longer.

The encmies of wine ageability are heat, cold, axygen,
excessive handling, and time. Wines can be stored
safely from 40 degrees to 65 degrees Farenheit. I rapld
fluctuations of more than 5 dégrees to 10 degreey
Farenheit occur, the wine may be adversely affected.
The cork may work loose due to sudden pressure
changes, allowing exposure to air or leakage of wine.

Proper storage temperature depends on the wine's
age and howlongyou wish tokeepit. fyou cellarwine to
drink in a year or two, a warmer temperature (60 de-
grees to 65 degrees farenheit) will speed development of
bottle bouguet. ;

Ifyour intention {s to cellar wine for a longer perfod of
time, cooler temperatures are cssential, '

Chemnical reaction rates generally double with every
temperature increase of 18 degrees farenheit. There-
fore, wine storage over 70 degrees Farenhelt can causé
undesireable changes. White wines benefit from cooler

" storage because the fruity character diesipates more ra-

pidly at warmer temperatures.

A wine bottle should be stored on fta side or upside-
down to keep the cork wet, As long as the cork remaing
wet, the transmission of afr through the cork into the
wine is minimal. !

When wines are stored upright, the cork dries ouf

and oxygen In the air will rapidly cause chemical
changes in the wine, thus spolling it.

Wine bottle corks begin to deterlorate after about ten
years, If the cork is crumbly, it needs to be replaced in
order to maintain a proper seal. Getting wine recorked
is possible, but not easy. The best suggestion here —
drink it. .

We discussed what makes an ageable cabernet sau-
vignon with several Sonoma County winemakers. .

“When it comes to making a cabernet sauvignon that
will last, I put away all restraints,” contends Lance Cut-
ler, winemaker at Gundlach-Bundschu Winery. “I let
the grape give me everything its got — alcohiol, tannin
and fruit, [ also use new oak barrels, If you want a wine
you can't begin to drink for flve years and expect to live
for another 10, you have to pack it In,” --- .

- Cutler sums it all up, “Buy the oldest' Gundlach-
Bundschu Cabernet Sauvignon you ¢an find.”

Dave Ramey, winemaker at Chalk Hill Winery, says
“Years ago, the University of Callfornia at Davis was
helping put the wine industry back on its feet following
prohibition, They provided guldelines to aid winemak-
ers in producing commerclally-acceptable products,
The guidelines were not those needed to make great,
longlasting cabernets.

“Our techniques may seem to be reverting to old-
world methods, but we are paying closer attention to
overall vine heaith, degree of stress — as evidenced by
leaf coloration and defoliation near harvest —and the
taste of the fruit. When it gets close to harvest, it is most
important to get out and walk the vineyard.”

John Hawley, winemnaker at Clos du Bols Winery
maintains that “Fruity Cabernets age better than her-
bal, vegetative ones. During the winemaking process, it
is also important to mindimize the extraction of hard, bit-
ter tannins that come from stems and seeds,

“They do not dfsappear with age. This can be
achieved by controlled, light pressing. Old wines, hav-
ing lost much of their youthful fruit, may still remain
hard, bitter and astringent because of the type of tan:
nins they were “born with.”

This techy lingo can be summed up easily. If a young
red wine does not taste good when it's young, it won't get
better with bottle aging. Red wines do round out with
cellaring, and they do develop a bottle bouquet.

If, however, red wines are hard, bitter, tannic and
astringent when young, they'll age ungracefully and be
hard, bitter, tannie, astringent old wines! :

| Book catalges our erltag

Miller. a part owner of R& R Indus-
tres, a machine shop In Nov, felt so
strongly about the average Ameri-
can's lack of geagraphical and histor-
lcal knowledge that he decided to do
semething about [t

On Aug. 10 of this year, the Web-
berville restdent published a book
called "Cur United States.* Deslgned
like a calender, the book has a spirial
binding and has information on each
af Lhe flfty states In alphabetical or-
der. The top page has each state
highlighted on a map of the US.;
while the bottom page gives statisti-
cadl information and brief paragraphs
on history, geography and economy
far each state.

The book also includes the order In
which states were admitied to the
undon and on what dates; the pledge
of alleglance; and a list of all 41 U.S.
Presidents. Miller says he learned a
lot during the two years he spent put-
Ling the book together.

“The roughest onie for me todowas
the District of Columbia,” Miller says.
“['always wanted to ¥mow where a
state got its name from. Sowe dugup
all the name origins of every state .
and the District of Columbia was a
real devil. 1 couldn't find out where 1t
gat its name. I finally found it. It's
named after Christopher
Columbus.”

“The cover of the book features a
mbntage of American feons Including
the Declaration of Independence,

which Miller wanted to Include In the
text, but was too long; the flag, the
statue of Uberty, the space shuttle
and Miller's maternal cousin, Abra-
ham Lincoln.

‘Rather than deal with the large
New York publishing houses, Miller
self-published, and had his book
printed by Book Crafters in Chelsea.

“They did a good job on it,” Miller
salys of his publishers. "They did the
book exactly as I wanted it, as far as
paper weight and all. I wanted to
make sure the book used a heavier
paper so there would be durability.”

Miller chose not to go deal with the
New York publishers because manty

of ¥iem requiré atithors to deal with
s-omet.[mes very expensive lterary
agents,

“I found a literary agent in Royal
Oak who wanted several hundred
doliars just to read it. Then, ifhe liked
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Doug Miller wrote and published Our United States on his own word processor

1t he wanted severaj thousand dollars
to represent me for nine months.®

The book has been well recetved by
those teachers who have secen it, says
Miller who feels that there is a need
for it in schocls. However, he doesn't
feel he could sell it to school systems,
“They're fighting toa hard for dollars
now.*

Miller hasn't given up on ap-
proaching individual schools, how-
ever. His sister-in-law Is a teacher In
the Huron Valley school system,
who's arranged for him to come In
and speak.

“What they do in thelr schools Is
have authors come In and talk to the
kids and present the book. This may
be a way to help me get inlo the

schools. She's setting me up with

nine different schools.”

He also plans toapproach libraries’

with his book. Currently he is In the
process of getting an ISBN (Interna-
tional standard boek number a

num stem used by librarles
and mgfts y

“ think you could do a lot of se-
quels with this book,” Miller says.
"My plan would be to do Mexdco,
which is divided into stales aswe are,
and then the provinces of Canada.
Actually, you could take literally ev-
ery country in the world.”

Although Miller says there is room
for many sequels, he also says that
he would like to live in European
couniries before writing books on
them, He also might include the U.S.
possessions In future printings of
Our United States.

He dealt with a variety of sources
in accumulating his Information and
initially wrote to the chamber of com-
merce of each state. Other sources
include encyclopedias, travel guides,
and dictionaries.

Miller says writing the book was a
good experience and that he learned

alot. “I never thought of it i that as-
pect when [ started,” he says.

The publishing goal for this book Is
five million copies. About 11,000 co-
ples have been published so far, and,
although the book [s not yet avallable
in stores, It can be ordered from
Miller at P.O. Bax 994, Novi 48376,
The phone number is (313)
349-5010.

The cost for the book. which comes
