An Orchard Hills Elementary School teacher put her
love of space to work when she attended a space camp
for teachers in Alabama last summer.

Third-grade teacher Karen Tomilo jotned about 650
other educaters from across the country in a seminar
offered by the University of Alabama in Huntsville and
the U.S. Space Academy in Huntsville in learning as
much about space as can be taught in a five-day course.

Parental commitment yields Asian advantage

Much has been written about how the
mathematlc achlevement on slandardized
tests of Chinese, Japanase, Talwanese and
other Aslan students |s far superior to Amerl-
can students. We test bilingual students,
Immigrant children and 26ma who can't even
speak English, lsn't that the reasen our math
scores ara lower?

No! It is the Aslan Advantage.

Harold Stevenson, a psychology professor
at the Untversity of Michigan completed {with
others) a six-year study on mathematics
education. They compared American,
Japanese, Tatwanese and Chinese clemen-
tary students.

He found the Asfans score higher on stan-
dardized math testa than do American child-
ren, Stevenson calls the results the Asian
Advantage.

The advantage 1s made up of several fac-
tora. Firat, the study showed that American
parents of elementary students place a grea-

skills,

It also showed that ¢lementary teachers
oftent lean more toward teaching language
arts and’ reading than toward math. Yet
Asian parents and teachers placed an equal
amoumt of importance on math and reading,

Also found was that Chinese teachers In
upper elementary grades spend an average
of 12 hours per week on math, Japanese
teachers spend nine hours per week on math
and American teachers spent approximately
four hours per week on math,

This may, in part, be due to the parents’
and our national emphasis on reading, It is
probably also due to the time needed for the
numercus other teaching responsibilities
that make up, and sometimes clutter, an
elementary school day. And reading must be
taught.

When it came to homework, America
wasn't even In the ballgame. Chinese fifth-
grade students spend 12 hours per week on
hemework, Japanese fifth-graders spend

nine hours per week and American fikh-
graders spend an average of three hours per
week. .

It is also known that Asfan mothers struc-
ture and supervise the evening homework
study scasfons as a part of thelr culture and
tradition. Few Astan mothers, unltke Ameri-
can women, hold jobs outside the home,

Student time In the classroom or into
other ventures outside the classroom
showed an even more glowing difference in
American and Asian priorities,

American fifth-graders were out of the
classroom up to 18.4 percent of the time for
varfous reasons while Chinese andJapanese
fifth graders were out only 0.2 percent of the
time. More out-of-class time for Arnerfca’s
elementary students means less class time
for math,

The most important aspect of the study, in
my opinion, is the Aslan’a belief in Mastery
Le:

aming.
Astan children are not passed on to the

next grade without having mastered the
math skills taught at their present grade
level. Asian educators use the Mastery
Learning theory — each math skill must be
mastered in order to move on to leaming a
higher-level math skiil,

Indeed, Astan fAifth-grade teachers know
all children

How do they accomplish this? Students
are continually given quizzes on the basic
math skills they must master to be success-
ful at the next grade level,

If they are not successful on any math
quiz, they don't get a “Try harder next time,
Brian.”

-1Us his first shot at a mainstream
aGdience, after years of skewering
punk culture through his magazines
and ltving the life as the front man for
Detroit bands ltke the Boners, Love
Snot with Jerry Vile, and the Martin!
Set.

Peterson, stlll dazed from the
strain of producing the magazine's
first Issue, described its birth at the
second-story offices of Orbit the day
the premiere issue hit the streets.

He led the way past tables littered
with fast-food boxes, wadded pleces
of paper, ashtrays and a Tabasco
boitle through the several rooms on
the second floor that Orbif occuples
above a body shop on Main Street in
Reyal Oak.

Along the way, he stopped several
fellow employees as they headed out
the door, advising them to cut down
on the number of magazines they
were leaving at distribution polnts —
and suggesting that they sneak back
Into some of the places where they
had already dropped magazines off to
take some coples back.

It seems there weren't qulte
enough issues to go around.

“‘The twice-monthiy paper s avail-
able for free throughout metro De-
trolt, in places as far north as Novi
and Walled Lake, and as far west as
Ann Arbor and Ypsilantl. One of the
few places that you cannol find the
magazine Is Northville.

Which is a shame, because its edi-
tor is a former resident and Northville
High School student.

Peterson recalls Fun with fond-
riess. “We made a difference, however
small, on the lives of certain people,”
he said, “ think we were the first ones
to make fun of [news anchor) Bill
Bonds' toupee. People just lgnored
those atiributes, but now even he
Jokes about It on the TV."

Funt also took a scathing view of
the punk bands which it covered.
“We Just teased people unmercifully
In Fun," Peterson said. “Our gossip
column would talk about a band just
signing a contract, a contract for
thelr janitorial services, and always
tclélng bands not to quit thelr day
jobs.”

There are similarities between Fun
and Orbit, Peterson said, but the dif-
ferences far outweigh them. "This is
how Fun started out, writing about
music and weird pop culture,” he

sald. But Orbifs focus Is much
broader, covering most forms of en-
tertainment in the metro Detroit area
rather than the punk scene alone.
*Punk rock is so much different
now than it used to be, too,” Peterson
sald. "It imples mohawk haircuts
and stuf ke that, and [ think then It
was more just the real creative people
were into It, rather than some kid
who saw something on MIV and
rushed out to the punk rock store to
buy it.

City seeks grant for car museum

Novt will ask the state department
ol commerce for a $100,000 grant for
the Motorsports Museurn and Hall of
Fame.

The city council agreed Monday to
seek money for this use, Ina 4-2 vote,
with councll members Nancy Cassis
and Tim Pope dissenting. Novi has
unsuccessfully bid for the grant in
the past for the township hall resto-
ration and a trolley, City Manager
Edward Kriewall sald.

“Based on the printouts ['ve seen,
this kind of effort seema to be in line
with what the state dreamed of in
terms of equity grants,” Kriewall said.
“1 explained my displeasure (to the
commerce department] with some
communities getting several grants
and we have not gotten one yet.”

Novi will apply for the grant and

work with the Motorsports Museum
to tmplement it.

The Michigan Equity Grant for fis-
cal year 1990-91, {f approved, would
assist the museum in placing a port-
able information center of video
tapes, kiosks, display modules and
brochures {n the atrium of the Novi
Civic Center, sald museum Execu-
tive Director Ron Watson, while the
questcontinues for fundingtobuilda
permanent home for the project. The
grant will only fund projects with a
one-year completion date, so the dof-
lars cannot be used to build the
museum {tself, he added.

“There are visitors that come from
a long ways away to see what we have
here,” Watson sald, "There's a lot of
money coming in from private sour-
ces for this ultimate goal [the
museun bullding)} ... We have
generated some funds and we have
spent them on promotion, We cotld

show the money that was spent on
this display here and have a pretty
healthy match.”

Krewall said the dty will pay no
matching funds for the grant. The
exhibit currently consists of displays
of 1990 Hall of Fame Induciees and
several race cars,

Pope said he objected to applying
for money for the Motorsports
Museum on the grounds that a pro-
Ject such as the restoration of ploneer
Sally Thornten's house was a more
appropriate use, 'adding that the city

Cassis agreed, saying that she was
morally behind the museum but that
the city should stand aside fiscally:
“With all due respect, ] really think
it's going to take the private sphereto
come forward in much greater effort.
Privatization of this project should be

Novi area population? .

More people may live in Novi than
the U.S. Census Bureau found,
according to City Clerk Gerry Stipp.

The city expects to hear sometime
this manth the results of an appeal of
the preliminary census counts, Each
uncounted person means $160 less
per year for Novi's coffers in state
shared revenue funds.

Stipp calculates that as many as
1,527 people may be “missing” — a
total of $244,320 annually for the
next decade potentially lost. Among
those not included were 356 resi-
dents of the city’s three nursing
homes.

The U.5. Census Bureau found
30,843 residents from 12,934 hous-
ing units and B07 vacant units in the
city. Stipp said the bureau did not
include three census blocks with 463
housing units. Using the Southeast

Michigan Councll of Governinents
average of 2.53 individuals perhome,
that would add up to 1,171, -

This would take Novi's population
up from the pre
30,843 to 32,370. In 1980, the city
had 22,252 residents. According.to

Resldentlal construction con-
tnues on a fairly steady pace here,
bullders say, desplte talk about
Michigan being near or in economic
recession and the military bulld-up
in the Middle East.

Many builders contacted reported
that bullding activity 1 as good or
beiter than they had projected at the
beginning of the year.

Declines were described as slight,

It i3 a liitde moderate, but it's
always moderate at this Ume of year,”
sald James S. Bonadeo, president of

the Builders Association of South-
easterm Michigan and president of a
Ptymouth butlding company.

“We (Bonadeo Butlders) are way

ahead of last year, about 20 percent,”
he said. “I expect we'll do $10-311
million in business,”
w l;)‘y:fn:d %cnson. president of a
aterford bullding com . spoke
of similar success, pay. spe
"Our business {s up 25-30 percent
from last year and last year was a
good year for us,” Benson said. “This
year we project out to 125-130
houses.
"We don't build much over
$100.000," he said. "We have financ-

ing tools available, FHA and VA. If ;_:

people are credit worthy, we canusu-
ally get them In a house.

“We got worried six weelks ago
when things cropped up In the
Middle East,” he added. “We're build-
ing up in North Qakland, Ortonville.
‘Thal's a big drive but people are com-
ing out every weekend.*

Builders expressed few concerns
about interest rates, which they say
have been steady this year,

Bernard Gliebeyman, president of
Crosswinds Communities of West
Bloomileld. sald his sales have been
better than expected this year.

“The affordable market (s allve and
well,” he sald, “We haven't really been
affected much by the economy.”

Glieberman sald he expects to sell
out all 136 condominium sites in
Farmington Hills, priced
$114,890-5126,990, by next spring.
He's sold 50 condos in Westland
priced $75,000-$100,000 before
event opening a model.

Donald Pratt, president of Wake-
Pratt of Troy, also reported a solid
1990.

*We're having a good year even
though the market is a little soft
now,” he sald. “I'm projecting a good
year next year, too.”

Pratt builds custom designed
houses priced at $350,000 and up,
plus starter condominiums in Pon-
tlac for $50,000-$60,000.

“The higher end stufTis usually not
quite as dependent on the ups and
downs of the economy.” he said,

Young couples and singles are
keeping traffic brisk at the condomi-
nlums.

growing fresh herbs

Herb gardening s exciting, The
plants are easy to grow and aren't
really fussy about solls. Of course
there are a few basic rules that need
tobe followed, but all tniall, the exper-
lence can be most rewarding. Let me
tell you about a few of my favorite
ornamentals — skipping the culinary
ornes.

Most herbs prefer at least six
hours of sunshinc a day, but there
are others that do well In partial
shade; some are even shade-loving,

One of these s swect woodruff
{Galjum odoratum), the May wind
herb, It makes a wonderful ground
cover and at this tme of year is
blooming profusely with tiny white
flowers. The foliage is a dark, rich
green.

It likes moist, woodsy-type arcas
and scems to do beat with evegreens
close by. | make wreaths from this
herb later in the scason when the
stems and foliage seem to have
“cured” and will keep the shape.
Whlleg:cn it haa no fragrance but
when dried it smells like new-mown
hay.

Another ground-cover-type herb
is wild ginger (Asarum canadense)
with pretty heart-shaped leaves, It
thrives In at least partial shade and
moiat soil. My bed softens a corner of
the deck. Its flowers are inconspicu-
ous, growing very close to the

. This one i3 fun to discover
with a child. :

Lavender (Lavendula — many var-
leties) 13 an herb that prefers a sunny
location. Inmy garden T have placed it
s0 that, when walking on the step-
ping stones, onecan brush the leaves
which are fragrant as well as the flow-
ers, and enfoy the heavenly scent,
The stems, leaves and flowers are
used in potpourrt and the flowers are

also used In arrangements and
wreaths.

Rue (Ruta graveclens) has blue-
green foliage and tiny yellow flowers.
Again, it likes sun. I grow this
because the seed pods are wonderful
used in wreaths and other crafts.
They canbe picked while still greenor
left on the plant untll they tum
brown. The oils can cause a rash
similar to polson tvy, especially when
cared for on a hot sunny day. Wear
gloves for protection,

Beebalm (Monarda didyma) is a
mint and like other mints needs tobe
contained so that it doesn't trawal
through the garden. Although this
herb isn't as “energetic” as some
other mints, the plant can be putinte
a large container such as a drain il
or bucket which has had the bottom
remaved, and sunk into the ground.

If that {sn’t possible, inaert a sharp
spade around the plant to break the
runners that have formed just below
the surface of the soil — twice a year
during the growing season should do
it. The bright red flowers on tall stems
make a happy statement in the gar-
den. They dry well for amangements
and the individual petals can be
pressed for book marks and station-
ery. The Monarda family fs quite large
with flowers ranging form blue to
scariet,

The last one, woolly thyme, with
the long botanical name of Thymus
peeudolanugincsus, sets the tone for
my rock garden. Low-growing and-a
fast grower, it can also be used
among paving stones or along walk-
ways. The tiny, fuzzy sllver-gray
leaves are enhanced when the little

rose-pink blossoms appear, They
can also be pressed,

These herbs are all perennials,
readily obtalned at a nursery and
caslly grown,

Plant seeds now
to grow own trees

Mighty ocaks do grow from little
acorns. But growing trees and
shrubs from seeds is often not as
simple as gathering seeds and pop-
ping them Into the sofl.

Curt Peterson, extension hortlcul-
turist at Michigan State Untversity,
explains that many seeds need spe-
clal treatment before they will
germinate.

Acorns from red oaks, for
instance, and the winged seeds of
sugar maples need a cold treatment
to germinate. Gather seeds in the fall
and store them in damp peat moes,
sand of vermiculite in the regirigera-
tor (40 degrees F) for 90 days, Peter-
son suggests. This will simulate the
condltions they would undergo lying
in leaf litter on the forest floor and
prepare them for germination. You
can then plant them in flats or pots
fndoors or walt until early spring and
plant them outdoors,

Other nuts — walnuts, butter-
nuts, buckeyes and hickory nuts —
and white pine seeds also need chill-
ing. The seeds of the white oaks, on
the other hand, need no cold treat-
ment. You can plant them in the fall
as soon as they fall from the trees,

Plant nuts one to three times as
deep as their diameter, Peterson
advises, and cover the planting area
with half-inch mesh hardware cloth
to protect the nuts against rodents
and squirrels,

Chilling seeds to prepare them for
germination Is called stratification.
Another treatment, scarification,
may be necessary, either alons or in
combination with stratification, to

weaken hard seed coats and so
enable seeds to germinate.
“Scarification occurs naturally as
seeds pass through animals’ or birds"
digestive systems,” Peterson
explains, “as fungl break down the
hard seed coat and as seeds freeze
and thaw.” “
Scarification may involve rubbing
seeds on a file or sandpaper, or soak-
Ing them in warm water for 24 hours.
(Commercial growers use sulfuric
acid on some seeds, but this process
isn't recommended for home use]:
“Youngsters loocking for a sclence
project might want to gather nuts or
other tree seeds in the fall and try out
various combinations of stratifica-
tion, scarification and germination
temperatures on them,” Peterson
suggests. “Fruits from trees and
shrubs are another possibility.”
One tree you definitely do not want
to grow from seed is the gingko. This
ancient tree s monoeious -— that is,
individual plants are either male or
female. Female trees produce fruits
with an unbearable odor. In short,
they stink.

Because of thelr nodous fruits,
female trees are not considered an
asset to the home landscape, Peter-
son cbserves, If you could stand to
collect the fruits and store them until
they ripened so you could separate
pulp from seeds, every seed you
planted would have a .50 percent
chance of growing fnto a female trée.
Ifyou want gingko trees in your yard,
your best bet s to buy known male
trees from a reputable nursery, he
suggests.,

Having grown up in Wyandotte, ! find
life on the river and lakes comes easy. We
always had access lo a boat, even though
the fanciest tumed out to be a i6-foot,
22.year-old fiberglass hulk that could
barely make a wake. Many a time, the
motor failed io retum us to our destina-
tion, which then tumed a fishing expedi-
tion Into an afternoon of rowing compet-
tion, We never complatned.

The elder Soranno’s love affair with figs
— succulent, sweet fruit fit for the gods —
has its origins In Barl, taly, a southern re-
gion, noted for lush growth and julcy pro-
duce, where he was born,

As a child, Mike partook of figs fresh
from the tree and warmed by the sun,
turned sugary from long storage in large
crocks or roasted and delicately stufled
with crunchy almonds.

“My mother wrapped figs in a napkin. {
carrled them to school in my pocket for
lunch,” he said in recalling a simple child-
hood long past. :

Such memories abruptly ended when,
as a lad of 12 years, Mike joined his father
and an older brother in the United States.
It would be eight long years before he saw
his mother again.

It was on a vis{t with his brother 1o the
home of a sweetheart in Detrolt that Mike
first saw someone bury a fig iree, “Her
father needed to bury his trees. I told him
I'd help. It was my first experience.”

In the more than 50 years since, Mike
has tallored his own method through trial
and error. “I know what works best.”

The trees are planted some eight feet
apart.

Shortly after his
marriage, Mike planted a cutting culled
from a tree in Dearborn that had been
started years ago by an old Italian woman
who used to sell her fruit from the
roadside.

Mushrooms have only been com-
mercially cultivated for the past 100
years but have had mystical powers

or centuries.

i Anctent Egyptlan pharachs and
Roman emperors forbade common-
s from consuming mushrooms,
rpserving this enjoyment strictly for
tjobility. Later, convinced of the
strengthe; pawer of mushrooms,
the Romans fed this “food of the gods"
to their soldiers in preparation for
battle,

. The early Chinese labeled the
mushroom “the divine fruit of immor-

tality” and equated its consumption.

Not untll the 17th cen-
tury were the first mushrooms cultt-
vated in limestone quarries sur-
rbunding Paris,

* Those mushrooms are the ances-
tors of those we serve today. Though
it seems that mushrooms pop up
everywhere overnight, cultivating
mushrooms {s an exact sclence.

Select, handle and store your
mushrooms with care. The most
desirable mushrooms to choose are
those with the “vell," or membrane
attaching the underside of the cap to

the Soranno family. Mike's fig trees did not
get burled until Christmas Eve, late by all
standards and especially Mike's. He wasin
the hospital, recovering from major, life-
threatening surgery, and unable to attend
to the task.

At their mother's request, Mike’s sons
and daughter attended to the chore during
holiday festivitles.

Although there 1s no taste differ-
ence between these and mushrooms
with the veil open, the shelf life is
much longer.

There is adefl-
nite flavor difference between the
fresh and dried. Dried mushrooms
are great for a hearty winter soup,
while the fresh are good in sauces,
salads, and as a vegetable on thelr
oWl
Choose smooth, firm mushrooms.
Size and natural color differences are
not indicative of quality, The most
common mushroom, the domestic,
range In size from button to large,

and in color from white tc brown.
Taste and texture are not affected by
either variable so selection should be
based on preference or recipe need.
Handle your mushrooms with
care as they bruise easily. Bruising
does not affect taste but it does affect
appearance. Store mushrooms In the
refrigerator immediately,
Ahumidity level of 85 to 90 percent
{s desirable to prevent drying and
shriveling. Drape a damp cloth or
paper towel over mushrooms to keep
in moisture but do not water them.
The mushrooms will deteriorate.
The closed vegetable bin Is not a
good storage place for mushrooms as
they need air clreulation. Buy only
fresh mushrooms in the quantity you
need and use them promptly. If
stored properly, the domestic
mushroom will last for seven days.
Do not clean mushrooms in water
as the porous vegetable absorbs
water and nutrients and flavors are
washed away. Wipe gently with a
damp cloth or soft vegetable brush to
avoid bruising.
Mushrooms are a healthy choice,
adding nutritional value to recipes

. vitamins, potasstum and fiber. A %

With their meaty |
taste and substantial texture,
mushrooms are packets of power
and energy.

They are high in protein, fron, B

cup serving is only 14 calorfes and is
low in sodium and cholesterol.

Canned mushrooms lose much of
their Vitamin C in processing. If you
must use canned be aure to include
the julce as most of the nutrients are

leached out during canning.

Do not overcook. As a general rule
saunteed mushrooms should be
cooked two to three minutes while
soups, stews and sauces may call for
longer cooking times to draw out the
flavor, allowing the taste to permeate
the dish.

Mushmoms are ideal flavor boos-
ters for a variety of foods. Add to pas-
tas and marinades, top meats with
sauteed mushrooms, include rawon .
vegetable platters with dip, stuff and
bake or add to your Sunday moming
omelette. The possibilities are
unlimited,

with burgundy

France’s Burgundy wine reglon. a
225-mile clongated stretch, begins with
Chablis, southeast of Paris, and extends
south through the Cote d'Or (divided into
the northern Cote de Nuits and southemn
Cote de Beaune), the Cote Chalnnalse,
the Maconnais and on to Beaujolais.

Burgundy's best production is minuscule
compared to Bordeaux. N

The major white wine is produced from
Chardonnay. The reds of the Cole d'Or
and Cote Chalonnaise are made from Pinot
Nor.

Because of their limited production,
Bugundy wines arc expensive. Conse-
quently, when you try to match them with
foods, you don't want to make mistakes.

Generalities for food complements can
be made. Burgundy's red wines are excel-
lent with beef, game such as pheasant
and veniscn, pork roasts and medium-
flavored cheeses. White Buﬁ:md‘cs go well
with ts, scafoods such as shrimp
and clams, and goat's milk cheeses.

A scafood medley in fifo cup with a
beurre blanc sauce was presented with the
1987 Domaine Joseph Matrot Meursault-
Blagny ($27). It showcased a sweet oak
character In the nose and on the palate
with good fruit depth and high acid
balance. It did not work with the lobater
in the medley but went very well with the
whitefish, shrimp and musaels.

The richness of lobster requires a rich,
gencrous wine ke the 1987 Puligny Mon-
trachet “Les Combettes” from Domaine
Etlenne Sauzet ($40). It features soft oak
and vanilla flavors with bright frult and a
smooth, clean finish.

Several wines were sampled with grilled
barbarie duck breast with cognac and
green peppercom sauce, wild rice pilaf and
miniature vegetables. The more mature,
less fruity wines matched best, such as
the 1986 Louls Trapet Latricleres Cham-
bertin {$36) aporting wonderfully developed
aromas of cherries, dried rose petals and a
handsome forest character. The multi-
layered, complex flavors are a statement of
breeding, It was a great match with pep-
percorns in the duck sauce.

This wine also served as a perfect com-
plement to a roast rack of lamb with pota-
to pancake and tomato Provencale as did
the 1987 Albert Maorot Beaune Tuerons
($28), an excellent young wine with fresh
cherry-maspberry frult. The lamb enhanced
the background of toasty oak, muted by

the exuberant fruit.
