Two confused geese, Lady and Qracker, peris-
tently stand sentinel in the charred remnants of

| their home not far from Twelve Oaks Mall,

Like the three goats they shared quarters
with, the geese have been off their feed and water
since a 52-year-old barn on Twelve Mile Road fell
prey to arsonists on Oct 9. The incident Is one of
three suspicious fires on Twelve Mile Road this
month, all under irnvestigation by the Oakland
County Sheriffs Department's arson unit. The
Novi Fire Department saved two torched vacant
houses on Oct. 5 and 15.

Around 1 a.m. Oct.-9, farm owner Deborah
Bundoff dialed the Novi Police Department to re-
port trespassers when the dtspatcher told her a
fire had been called in on her 11-acre property,
On a night of viclent rain, Bundoff was waiching

from the lady on the phone. She told me 1t
seemed like It was my house that was on fire. As|
came out the side door, I saw the fire,” Bundoff
said, adding that a fire truck was racing up the
long, unpaved driveway.

Her nearby house was spared, but the unin-
sured bamn and chicken coop were destroyed,
along with supplies, feed, and two adjacent black
walnut trees. AS many as 16 setting hens were
lost the night of the fire, but a few may have es-
caped the barn.

Firefighters found the three goats huddied in
a birthing pen within the structure and the geese
Ina comer shrinking from the flames. Ten chick-
ens were safe in a second coop.

*[ basically think at this point from talking
with her (Bundoff) and everybody else — there
was no electricity in the barn — it almost can be
assured, it was definltely an intentionally set
fire,” sald Sgt. Robert Gohl of the sheriff's depart-
ment's arson unit.

is that her property was rezoned to an ofice dis-
trict in 1989, Because her bam was a2 non-
conforming use, she cannot set a new siructure
up on the same spot, but must push It another
250 feet further back from the road — and her
house.

Worst of all, she must live with the fear that
the arsonists could retum, BundolTsald she has
been plagued with trespassers roaming her
property, including the two prowlers with flash-
Hghts she saw on her land one night in Septen-
ber. She does not look forward to Devil's Night.

“It's not as if it were a populated neighborheod
where the kids would do something. A lot of the
homes around here are being boarded up. I don’t
care to have to live In this kind of situation. It's
unfortunate,” Bundoff said, “Did you ever have
somebody knock on your window in the middle
of the night? There's not a whole lot you can do
except hope they den't come in.

Retention

Holding kids back is
matter of discussion

Falling a grade tn school is the
third most feared event Ini the life of 2
student following only blindness and
the death of a parent, acconding toa
Massachusetts Department of Edu-
cation survey.

Novi parents Steve and Lumi

.Myers wanted to protect their
daughter from that dreaded life ex-
perlence, and they disagreed whena
first-grade teacher wanted to retain
thelr daughter.

Retention is educator jargon for
preventing a student from advancing
to the next grade level.

Jun, it seems, was reading at a
third-grade fevel and had learned the
multiplication tables, buther teacher
thought she was too fmmature for the
second grade.

“Jun can be very headstrong and
impatient,” Steve Myers said, But he
and his wife did not feel that tmpatl-
ence was cause for holding thelr
daughter back a grade.

‘The Myers' daughter Jun was ad-
vanced after discussions between
them, the principal and the teacher.

Today Jun is a successful fourth
grader. Steve Myers does not want to
avenge his daughter's nearretention,
but he would like the district to have

-a look at thelr retention policy.

*There's no injury toJun,” he said,
“I'm not trying to redress a wrong.”

Steve Myers sent a copy of The Bay
State Teacher, which condemned re-
tention as a *bad practice that usu-
ally doesn't work,” to the Novi Board
of Education asking for a public dis-
cusslon of the issue, The magazine {s
published by the Massachusetts De-
partment of Education for the state’s
teachers.

The Massachusetts department in
April issued an advisory to all school
districts against retention.

Myers caught wind of the advisory,
which caused a bit of controversy in
the state, and decided to pass the in-
formation on to the Novi school
district,

.. At the last meeting of the. Novl.
Board of Education, Superintendent

Robert Piwko strongly defended the
district's policy. .

*(The retention policy) has been in
exstence for years and it has served
the district well,” Piwko sald.

“We alwaya try to make a decision
in the best Interest of the student,”
Plwko sald. “It's an outstanding

policy.

Under state law, the final decision
onwhether toretaln a student fs with
school authorities, Piwko sald.

But parents are involved In the
decision- process and can
appeal a teacher’s decision through
the boand-of-education level, said the
director of speclal programs, Rita
Traymior.

“Hopefully, the parent and teacher
have been working throughout the

big surprise,” Traynor sald.

The dlistrict's policy Is to retain a
student only if no other alternattve
exists.

The district retalns very few stu-
dents, about three or four a year at
the kindergarten through fourth-
grade level, Traynor said.

The numbers go down further In
the upper grades. One or two stu-
dents at the seventh- and eighth-
grade level may be retalned. At the
high school level every effort Is made
to pass students to the next grade be-
cause of a fear that students will drop
out, Traynor sajd.

Traynor said parents concerned
about their child's achievement often
request their child be held back.

The child's soclal development
may be a factor Inretention, she said.

"Some children are too young
emotionally when they start school,”
Traynor sald.

The cast to the district for sending
a child through a grade twice is ne-
gligible when the goal 1s tomotivate a
student to stay with school until gra-
duation, Traynor said.

“It's not a quick decision,” she
sald. “It's not based on inexperienced
decisionn making.”

The district may not have a prob-
lem with its policy, Steve Myers said,
but he is glad the issue has been
raised for consideration.

"It may well be that the policy is
well said and well implemented, that
doesn't mean it isn't an Issue that
should be rafsed once ina while,” he
sald.

“Individual mistakes can always
occur. If Jun was the only challenge

Bundolf has also lost income; she
sold the eggs to neighbors, But the
farm's Uvestock are basically pets.
What really bothers her, she sald,
was that the animals suffered. She
hopes some hens escaped. Three
were reportedly seen along Twelve
Mle afler the fire, but have not been
captured.

This fraglle country setting surviv-
Ing In the midst of a high-traffic road
and soaring suburban development
has been even further jeopardized.
Wildlife making their home on Bun-
daff's acres fled following the fire, in-
cluding a herd of deer.

Her traumatized and dehydrated
goats - Priscilla, Want To and Julte
~- are under a veterinarian's care.
Bundofl must give them several
shots a day. But the animals seem
dazed and have lost some of their
apirit.

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Knowing when to j
quit your day job §

Let's imagine that you're are about
to open your own Import gift shop
this weekend. You've been a full-time
manager with the XYZ Co. and, for
the past three years, you have spent
every spare moment since last fall
working on your gift shop.

Now the vision is about to become
reality. There's fust one more issue
left to be decided. Do you continue
working for your present employer?
And if so, for how long?

Knowing when to stay and when to
leave applies to anyone employed
outside the home. But for the new
business owner leaving an existing
Job can spell disaster when the tim-
ing isn't right.

At one end are would-be entrepe-
neurs who quit their jobs as soon as
they decide whal it is they want to do.
At the other extreme are those who
refuse to leave no matter how busy
their business becomes over lime,

Paul Kennedy, owner of Kennedy
Plumbing in Livonia, belleves quit-
ting a job prematurely is the biggest
mistake an owner of a new business
can make. .

“It's not like leaving your job to
write a book,” Kennedy said. “I've yet
to meet anyone who was financlally
independent enough to take on that
type of risk.”

He pointa out that it is possible to
successfully plan and work at the
new business on a part-time basis.

*In my own situation, 1 worked
nights and weeckends for several
years before 1 was making enough

money to break out on my own."

John Henke, Oakland University
marketing professor, cautions
against staying longer than neces-

sary before quitting to work at the
new husiness.

“If the owner isn't readily available
to make decisions and respond
quickly to changes as the business
grows, he or she will ultimately lose
control of the operation. Depending
on who has been put in charge,
things may work cut extremely well
or fall apart completely.

"Regardless of what happens, the
risk associated with the company's
long-term success s fust as great.”

He stresses the ethical considera-
tone of working on two careers si-
multaneously. “The practice of pur-
suing what is considered ‘personal’
business during your employer's
time is not only unfair to the com-
pany and its other employees, but
creates a whole new series of compli-
cations sooner or later.”

He advises those starting new bu--
sinesses to talk to those in slmilar

Aelds.
“This is a crucial step and would

mean speaking with not just a few
people but several,” Henke sald. It
also helps to get in touch with small
business advisers who are available |
to share information based on their
previous work with clients.

“The one thing to remember is that
experience is the best teacher, espe-
clally when {t's somecne else’s experi-
ence you've learned from.”

Try as you may, as a working
mother there is no way to keep busl-
niess separate from home life, Hed-
rick sald, so it's necessary to recog-
nize It and work around It.

With the fall hunting season right ar-.
ound the corner, many houscholds will be
the recipients of deer, elk, bear and a
host of smaller game.

If you find yoursell In possession of a
piece of venison or perhaps a brace of
quail, even a mallard duck, don't panic.
Cooking wild game 13 as simple as pre-
paring beef, pork or poultry.

‘The problem facing most game cooks 13
that they must correct the misiakes made
by the hunters.

Far more meat i3 ruined in the fleld
than will ever be ruined in the kitchen. If
hunters had to buy beef and pork in the
same condition as the game they Kill, we
would be a natfon of vegetarians,

While most hunters are men — with
women cntering the fleld this year in re-
cord numbers — & basic knowledge of
cooking, even more In meat preparation,
should be tantamount before entering the
field.

* Ask any hunter what makes a good
steak and he or she usually answers,
"aged beef”

;- Too often, venisen is “aged” by impro-
per care in the fleld. But it s by [ar
the most mistreated by hunters who fall
to remove the hide in time or who do a
poor job dressing the carcasa,

The result 1s soured meat, & condition
most hunters wrongfully explain by saying
the meal has a "gamy taste,” In truth, the
meal s not gamy, It 1 spoiled.

Il a coock comes upon meat that has
been treated improperdy to begin with,
there are few things short of masstve
doses of spices, marinades and herbs that
will disguise the flavor.

Let's take a closer look at venison, A
venison steak or chop can be cooked like
beefsteak. It can be brotled, barbecued or
pan-fried. il fs best medium rare.

Venlson is not necessartly tough. [t can
be tough if cut against the grain. It also
can be tough If all the moisture is cooked
out.

Venison Is by far the most healthful
red meat you can eal. It 1s low in choles-
terol, has mostly lean, fat-free Ussue and,
of course, has no chemical additives that
ranchers usually administer to cattle,
sheep and pigs.

The meat ltself is not marbled the way
beef 1s.

All visible fat should be trimmed fom
venison because it 13 generally tallowy

"haunch can be roasted with strips of ba-
con lald over the top to compensate for -
lack of fat and marbling.

Game birds such as quatl, dove or
duck. like big game, are best when prop-
erly cared for in the field,

This means dressing and plucking as
socon as possible. Improper drainage of
blood and lack of plucking, coupled with
a too-soon tess into a plastic unbreath-
able bag, can spell disaster in the
Kiichen.

But what can a hunter do to prepare
for the upcoming season? )

If every hunter spent an equal amount
of time cleaning his or her equipment, as
well as visiting a friendly neighborhood
butchier or poultry expert, there would be
little cause for chalking up a dinner that
tastes "gamy.”

Dish up some of the fall’s finest fruit

In the Peanuts cartoon, Linus tells us
that the Great Pumpkin rises each Hallo-
ween from the “most sincere pumpkin
patch.”

If there’s any truth to the legend, then
Linus may want to plunk himselldewnina
fleld at the Meyer Berry Farm at 48080
Efght Mile Road in Northville, one of the
sincerest pumpkin farms around. He'd
better hurry, though, because the pump-
kins are being snatched up by the busload
as we reach the heart of the pumpkin
season.

“Sunday is our big day,” sald Carol
Meyer, who runs the farm with husband
Larty, “Last week we had all four kids
working. The cars were lined ug sofaryou
couldn't sce the end of the line, it was
steady.” :

The Meyers have over 10 acres of pick-
your-own pumpkins, as well as gourds
and hardy mums for sale. But more than
that, a visit to the farm offers a chance to
getout in the crisp (all breezes, to hear the
wind rustle through the leaves, and to plck
that one special pumpkin to carve into a
Jjack-o-lantern or bake into a pie.

“it's family fun time,” said Carol. “We
don't just sell pumpkins. Anyone can g
down to the Shopping Center Market and
get pumpkins or gourds, What we offer ia
recreation, too.”

Kids find the pumpkin farm irresjst-
able, and are awestruck by the big
150-pounder grown on the farm. Meyer's
takes reservations for school and other

groups.

“We had nine groups today," said Carol,
“It can get hectic. On Friday we had three
hereatonce, and one of the buses wouldn't

For the record, pumpkins are found on
creeping vines that growalong the ground.
They don't grow on trees. Larry, a second-
generation farmer, will be the first to tell
you that.

“It'salot of work,” he sald. “T've got a reg-
ular job in town, and | think you'll find
most farmers around here are just moon-
lightera. You need a lot of to make a

itving at It

Larry also noted that some people may
have been under the impression that the
farm was for sale, In fact, only his father's
homestead, a blue frame house on Eight
Mile, is for sale. The Meyers now live in a
newer home set back from the road. Only
two acres of the 45-acre spread will be sold
with the homestead.

Meyer'a is one of the few pumpkin farms
in this area tohave a bumper crop this sea-
son. Part of the reason is that Lary and
Carol went to “Pumpkin School® last year
at Domino's Farms in Ann Arbor. The
seminar, atiended by ‘over 300 pumpkin
farmers, was full of useful information on
fertilizers, frost prevention, and ways to
keep the plants growing longer.

“One they told us is that you need
bees,” said Carol. Just by colncidence, a
young couple came to them a couple of
days later saying to rad

bees, and asking to use the Meyer farm.
The Meyers were happy to oblige, and the
relationship has worked out to the benefit
of the bees and the pumpkins,

As for cooking with pumpkins, the
sweel flesh makes great dessert fixings. It
goes great In casseroles, too, or alone with
butter, sali and pepper as aslde dish. Here
are some guldelines provided by the
Cooperative Extensfon Service at Michi-
gan State University:

TO BUY: Select a pumpkin that is heavy
{or itg size. The rind should be smooth and
free from spots and discolorations. Very
large pumpkins often have stringy, course
Desh, and are less sweet. Pumpkins will
keep two to three months if stored at 50 to
55 degrees with a 70- to 75-percent
humidity.

TO PREPARE: Halve the pumpkin and
remove the seeds and stringy partion. Save
the seeds for toasting.

‘Tocook in water, cut the halves fn small
pleces and pare off the skin. Add pumpkin
to a small amount of bolllng water and
caver, Stmmer gently for 25-30 minutes or
unti! tender. Drain well and put through a
sleve aor blender.

Tobale, cut the pumpkin into halves or
quarters and remove the seeds, Place cut-
side down In a shallow pan and bake ina
350-degree oven for one hour, or until the
pumpkin becomes tender and begins to
fall apart. When cool, scrape pulp from the
shell and put through a sieve or blender.

The strained pumpkin is now ready for
use in your dishes, or to be frazen for later
use. To make one 9-Inch pie, use 1 % to2

cups.
TO FREEZE: Cool and pack into alrtight
container, leaving !4 -inch of head space.

Burgundy area
short but sweet

Burgundy is not France’s largest wine
region, but it {s {ts most fabled. The
legendary aspects may cloud our view of
the region's relatively small wine
preduction.

The region’s premium acreage, the Cote
d'Or, Is 30 miles long. Annual wine pro-
duction s about one-tenth that of
Bordeaux.

Burgundy’s major white wine is pro-
duced from onnay, while the reds
arc made from pinot nofr.

Just over 200 years ago, the Frerch
Revolution wrought the single most impor-
tant transfiguration on Burgundy's viney-
ards. The vincyards were confiscated from
church and monastery ownership and put
1o plecemeal auction. Today, the system of
small ownership prevalls. The great viney-
ards remain intact as appellations, but
they are divided among multiple
proprictors.

Cote d'Or wines are clasaified as grand
cru, premier cru and village wines. The
quantity of grand cru Burgundy wines
cannot possibly satisfy world demand for
the wines from this region. In recent
years, prices of Burgundy wines have es-
calated in double-digit percentages
ennuslly,

Burgundy’s system of labeiing the reg-
fon's wines Is dependent on geography. If
you are not familiar with this geography,
the caslest way to sclect good wines Is by -
the name of the producer or the shipper.
Below, we discuss aseveral reputable pro-
ducers and recommend a wine from each. -

Maison Louls Jadot was founded tn
1859 by the man whose name it bears.
Two succeeding generations of Jadots
built the company reputation. In 1962,
when Louls Auguste Jadot died, survived
only by his wife, she appointed Andre Ga-
gey as managing director,

The winery is in the heart of Beaune,

where technical director Jacques Lardiere

oversees three cellars, one of which dates
back to 1477, In contrast, the most re-
cent cellar, completed tn 1986, s ultra

high-tech:.
In 1880, Joseph Drouhin bought the

business rights of a wine firm founded in |

1756 and bestowed his name on the en-
terprise. Today, Robert Drouhin, third-
generation family member, leads thé

Burgundy house standing at the center of

the old part of Beaune within the inner
circle of the anclent Roman fortifications.
John Mongeard represents the cighth

generation oi s family to produce wines |

at Domaine Mongeard-Mugneret in the
Cote de Nults. He is a distinguished pro-
prietor, producing barely 10,000 cases

annually of outstanding wines from a host

of appellations in which his family owns
small vineyard parcels. ,
"When a propretor works his own land,
there is a conscientousness that cannot
be achieved by hiring people as the large
negotlants arc forced to do,” Mongeard
said. "'m not saying that ali small
producers in Burgundy make top wines.

Hard work and dedication are complemen- |

tary to the knowledge of the vineyards
and how to make the wines.”

His production of pinot nolr makes
traditional use of one and two-year-old
barrels except for the Richebourg, where
100 percent new-barrel toesty cak enri-
ches the fruit components of the wine.
“This wine is always powerful and round,”
Mongeard safd. “The fruit can support the -
tannin of young wood. The terrofr is the
difference in quality for Richebourg.”

At Domaine Louis Trapet, Jean Trapet
is the fifth generation to direct this prest-
glous estate whose beginning dates to :
1680 in the village of Chambolle-Musigny. -

Untl the end of the 1940s, Louis
Trapet sold his harvest in barrels to the
local Burgundy trade. In the early 1950s,
the Domalne began bottling small quanti-
tles. For the last decade and a half, the
entire production of 7,500 cases has been -
Domaine bottled and 50 percent is ex-
ported. The portion remaining in France is
coveted by Michelin three-star restaurants.

Blackberty and berry fruit distinguishes
Trapet's young Chambertin appellation
wines. They develop a complex, concen-
trated, extracted character as they ma-
