A 30year-old La11slng man Was 
arrested Thursday aller leading 
Stale Police on a high speed chase 
from Howell through NrrVl on east-
bound 1-96. 

John Harold Harrington. 30. Was 
stopped by State Police near the ifi-
tersecUon of 1-96 and 1-275 in Far­
mlngton Hills, according to Michi­
gan State Police Sgt. Richard Mills. 
Three State Police cars Were da­
maged in the chase. Whicll reached 
speeds of 120 miles per hour, he 
said, adding that minor injuries to 
Harrington and tliree police officers 
resulted from the incident. 

Police said Harrington Was 
charged With felonious drlVing and 
malicious destruction of police Veh­
icles. Mills said he Was held fri the 
Uvfrigston County Jail before being 
arraigned Friday. 

The chase began at ahiout 10:30 
a.m. Thursday on 1-96 near Howell. 
Several motorists called the State 
Police on cellular phones to advise 
them of the man. Who Was fr^Velllng 
frl an older model Chevy pickup 
truck, police sald. 

Ofllcers fixim the State Police 
post frl Brighton first responded to 

the scene, near Howell, and began 
chasing Harrington along 1-96, 
Mills s-ald. The officers puUed up 
next to Hanlngton, slgnall11ghim to 
pullover. 

According to police accounts, 
Harrfrigton then began Waving a 
While Bible and shoutfrig at the of­
ficers. He then forced the police car 
into tile road median. Mills said. 
The chase continued With two cars 
from the State Police post fr1 North­
ville Joining pursuit near Mfiford 
Road. 

Harrington exited 1-96 onto 
M-102 In NoVi, With poUce stfil 
chasfrig him. Near 1-275, a North­
vUle trooper rammed Harrington's 
truck into tlie path of a Brighton 
troojjer's vehicle. The Nor&vllle 
tnxipt r was forced into the median 
While Harrington and the Brighton 
trooper Went frito a ditch, accordfrig 
to p'illce, 

"We have no idea Why he did 
this," Mills siild. "An frivestlgaUon 
to see if drugs or alcohol Vras In-
vohred ls Ijeing done." 

An imdetermined number of 
other vehicles Were forced oS the 
road along 1-96, he sald. No other 
injuries were reported ln the 
Incident.

Predicting an adverse impact on 
present and luture residential de-

^velopn1ent,theLcUy-coundl Wed­
nesday put a cap on the Southern 
Michigan OU Company's (SO­
MOCO) application to sink an oil 
well less than a half-n1ile west of 
Echo Valley Estates Subdivision. 

In two 6-1 Votes, with coundl 
member Martha Hoyer dlssentfrig, 
the oil compafiy was denied both a 
variance to drill on residentially-
zoned property and a pennlt for the 
oil WeU, which would have drained 
an estfrnated $50 million fr1 fossil 
ftlel. Health, safety. Welfare, odor 
fit)m the operations and a potential 
danger to the ground Water bi Echo 
Valley Were listed by the coundl In 
vetoing SOMOCO's request. 

"It Is the applicant's burden to 
prove that there are no serious con­
sequences," said Mayor Matthew 
Qulnn. "I believe that the peUtion-
ers have not carried the burden of 
establishing that there arc no seri­
ous consequences. 

"There Is UtUe doubt there will be 

an Impact on ordelly growth. This 
area on the south side Is the next 
one to be developed as people move 
down Ten Mile." 

Qufrin also noted that lf the Echo I 
Valley Wells were contaminated 
during the drilUng, It might be diffi­
cult to extend dty water to the sub­
division on Ten MUe Road, due to a 
moratoriumonnewwaterlfriesdec-1 
lared by the state department of 
public health. 

Residents of Echo Valley cheered 
the decision, but the story may not 
have ended yet. SOMOCO has the 
option of appealing the decision 
through the courts. 

SOMOCO's attorney John De­
Vries questioned whether the exhi­
bits submitted by the comparty in 
the course of sworn testimoiiy ta­
ken since .August were In "safe 
keeping" with the dty "^mtll the 
next matter." 

"Fm wlllfrig to take possession of

Who says you can't do it all? 
You can become a performing tap dancer. Jazz 

dancer and ballei-lna by the end of the school year. 
Community education da11ce classes are gear­

ing up in Novl. and preparations for a spring reci­
tal will soon be imderWay. 

A pitigram called "That's Dancing" teaches sev­
eral dance forms and cul111inates with a spring re­
cital. The $285 fee covers the entire year including 
lessons, recital costumes and end-of-the-year 
pictures. 

The fee can be paid in Lnstallments of $95, but 
after Nov. 26 neWcomers will not be permitted to 
Join the dass to allow the dancers to begin prog-
ressi11g toward recital time. 

The recital Will be held May 21 at Novl High 
School. 

Since becoming a perfonning dancer may not 
appeal to eveiyone, a half-hoiB- class teaching 
tumbling, tap, jazz and ballet skills Is also 
available. 

Called "Just Dance." the class gives kids a 
smatterirlg of dance forms While parents Watch 
and sometimes participate. 

"It gives kids a chance to tiy things on for size," 
said Dennis McVlttle, owner and teacher forThat's 
Dai1clng. the dance company hijied by community 
education to teach the classes. 

Learn actual dances in the "Combination 
Dance" class. Thls class also teaches seVeral 
dance fomls. Because the class does not partici­
pate in the year-end redtal. new students canjoln 
before each session. 

All classes are offered in groups of4- to 6-year-
olds and 7- to 10-year-olds. 

In addition, specialists can take classes in spe­
cific areas like ballet, tap. Jazz or even pompon. 

Adult classes are also available including ball­
room dancing. 

That's Dancing teaches in 16 school districts 
with a staff of 16 teachers. 

In Novi, all of classes meet at Novl Middle 
School. 

Registration and a list of dasses is available 
through Community Education 111 the Educa-
Uonal Services Building on Tiait Road in Novl. 

We and some of our friends want to 
put our children In a private school 
but don't have the money to do so. Do 
you ever see parents given the choice 
of the school they want and some mo-
ney from educatlon to help pay for the 
schooling? 

YesI It is alrca(3y happening in 
Wisconsin, and 14 other state legl-
slath^e bodies in the countiy arc con­
sidering going to the "school of 
choice" option for parents. 

The Wisconsin plan Will ultimately 
grant $2,500 for each student from 
state aid funds. Ihis type of financial 
assistance, not very popt1]ar Wlth 
public school administrators and, 
espedalty, teacher unions Ls often 
called the voucher system. 

Strangely, the Wisconsin state 
representative that pushed the "Pick 
Your OWn School' movement is Rep, 
Polly WiUiams, an Intense and fleiy 
black Democratk: lawmaker. 

She has fought long and hard to 
get 1,000 academically eligible inner 
city children Into private, non-
religious schools. She believes the 
private school environments are 
safer and more educationally chal-
lenglng than the present inner-dty 
schools these children are attending. 

But Wait, did I say Polly was a 
black Democrat? Yea, she is. And 
When she recently arrived in 
Washington to celebrate her vlctoiy, 
she Was scorned by the educational 
establishment, the NAACP and, of 
course, the teacher unions Who deft-
nltely Want her program killed. It Will 
obviously take money out of the 
public school coffers. 

The money, "school of choice" ad-
vocates say, is part of their own local 
tax money they already pay for 
education.

As the need for child care in­
creases, more school districts are be­
coming actlVely involved in this busi­
ness as an extentlon of their services 
to the commtmlty. 

Not only do they offer before and 
after school programs, but day care 
and preschool programs, as Well. 

Many Oakland county districts, 
such as Troy, Rochester Hills, West 
Bloomlleld and Bloomfleld Hills, 
have developed a Wide range of child 
care programs to meet the needs of 
their communities. 

In 1985. the Recreation and Com­
munity Services Division of Bloom-
field Hills Schools opened the Fox 
Hills Early Childhood Center, in the 
former Fox Hills Elementary School, 
Which had been closed due to declin­

ing enrollment. 
According to Fox Hills Supervisor 

Sally Smith, the idea for the center 
Was that of ScJlool Superintendent 
W. Robert Docking. 

virtually the entire one-stoiy. 
open-Wall style bt111ding has been 
overtaken by hundreds of preschool­
ers in a variety of programs. 

Opening vvlthjust over 100 child­
ren in 1985. last year's enrollment al­
most reached 400. 

The Fox Hills Center offers a vari­
ety of programs: parent-toddler clas­
ses; a program for 2 'A - to 3-year-
olds, Where the parent initially stays 
With the child unUl he is reacfy to be 
left hy himseff; and two, three, and 
flve-day programs for preschoolers of 
different ages. 

In addition, the Center has a day 
care program. Which operates firom 7 

a.m. to 6 p.m. Children in the day 
care program may also be enrolled In 
the preschool, Which ls in the same 
buUdlng. 

The center makes use of Bloom­
fleld HUls resources. With a social 
Worker, speech pathologist and 
others to help children With special 
11eeds. Special education programs 
are also offered there. 

Most of the teachers at the Fox 
Hills Center have either advanced de­
grees or specialized training in early 
childhood. 

In 1988-1989, the school district 
participated in a collaiboratlVB prog­
ram With Oakland University. 

Participants included 48 pre­
school through second-grade teach­

ers throughout the district Who com­
pleted a 20-credit program. 

According to thejoint report on the 
project, this group Was singled out 
"tiecause P-2 children leam diffe­
rently from older children. Yoi1ng 
students acquire knoWleiige and so­
cial skills best from active, hands-on 
techiiiques including games and dra-
1natic play."

Boyle: "Fm the only Justice Wlth 
signillcant trial coiut e^qperience." 

Hughes: "You don't necessarily 
have to be a trial Judge {to be an ap­
pellate court Judge). You need trial 
experience — and common sense.'

Deer are becoming a growing 
traffic menace on Michigan roads, 
forcing Michigan motorists to stay 
extra alert this time of year. 

According to Michigan State Po­
lice, nearty 47,000 car-deer acci­
dents Were reported In the state Ln 
1989, the highest ever for a single 
year. These accidents killed six peo­
ple and Injured 1,857. In Oakland 
County last year, there Were 777 car-
deer accidents resulting In 48 Inju­
ries, ln Wayne Coimty, 193 car-deer 
accidents caused nine lnjuries. 

Maiiy motorists are taklng the pre-
cautlon of lnstalllng smaU Warning 
tevlces on their bumpers to help 
teep deer off the roadway. 

The device ls acUvated by onrush-
111g air and en1its an ultrasonic tone, 
toudible to humans, that startles 
:leer and usually stops them in their 
:racks before they cross roads. 

Michigan's deer herd Is estimated 
1t 1.8 million head — among the top 
i1ree in the naUon — so Michigan 
fnotorists are constantly exposed to 

the threat of deer on the roadways. 
The most hazardous time of year is 
the fall rutting season. When deer are 
on the move much more. 

"Always be aware that no matter 
where you are in Michigan, deer are 
nearby," said U. Dan S1nlth. of the 
Michigan State PoUcc TVafflc Services 
Division. "When you see a deer along 
the road be espedalty alert, lt usuaUy 
mea11s there are more deer right bie-
hlnd or close by. even ff you cannot 
see them." 

Smith Who said that 67 percent of 
car-deer accidents occurat night, ad­
vises motorists to watch for deers' 
eyes shining in the dark, ff you see a 
deer at nl^t, slow down and try 
blinkingyour headlights or sounding 
yoi1r horn. 

"Ifa deer runs in fitint ofyour car, 
do not swerve to n1iss it," he said. 
That's how most serious accidents 
happen, ffyou swerve, you Will prob­
abty lose control ofyour car and hit a 
tree or roll over. That Is a lot more 
dangerous than What 1j11ght happen 

ff you hit the deer." 
Another Word of caution fiom 

Smith: Do not approach the deer af­
ter you hit It. The animal may be onty 
stL111ned and could leap up suddenty 
causing InJuiy to you. The accident 
should be reported 11iimediatety to 
the local police department. 

"There are two tl:d11gs every Michi­
gan driver should know about car-
deer accidents," Smith said. "First, 
they can occi1r anyWhere in the state; 
and second. When you sec one deer, 
be alert for all the others that are 
nearby but carmot be seen." 

Many groups also endorse certain 
deer alert devices as an effective 
means of preventing car-deer 
accidents. 

Tests of the device Indicate an 80 
percent effectiveness. The device. 
Which is adjustable to fit all bumpers, 
mustbe cleaned periodically to main­
tain its effectiveness. 

Ma11y laW eifforcement agencies, 
company fleets, and major corpora­
tions require the device on all their 
cars and trucks.

A Jury Wa.s .selected last Week In a 
lawsuit agalilst the driver of a car In-
VoJVed In a 1989 hit-and-run death 
on Ten Mile Road between Novl and 
South Lyon, but the case Was settled 
In a consent Judgment tiefore thejuiy 
Was asked to niake a decision. 

The lawsuit was filed by Michael 
and Jean Dedes, Who:5c daughter Ad­
rian was killed in June, 1989, When 
she was walli1\g for the school bus 
near the family's home on Ten Mile 
east of Chubb Road. Adrian's sister, 
Lauren, suffered a brokencollartx)ne 
In the accident. 

The case against Anthony Neu-
maier of Wixom, the driver ofthe car, 
and his father, James Neumaier. the 
legal owner ofthe car. Was settled for 
$50,000 (the limit of their insurance) 
In the death case and $5,000 in the 
injury case. 

In addition, the Dedes family 
settled out-of-court ln thch- case 
against the Oakland County Road 
Commission for $ l0,000 in the death 
case and $5,000 in the injury case. 

The Dedes" lawsuit originally 
named seven parties as defeixlants: 
the Neumalers: the Oakland County 
Read Conlmlssion; South Lyon Com­
munity Schools; Joan Shifferd. 
school bus driven Jean As<±e. South 
Lyon Schools' transportation super­

visor, and South Lyon Superinten­
dent Dr. Wa>Tie Case. 

Oakland County Circuit Judge 
Hilda Gage dismissed the cases 
against the South Lyon schools and 
school persoilnel last August, citing a 
state law that holds those parties 
iinmune. 

However, the Dedes family and 
their attorney, Sheldon Erllch. have 
appealed the Judge's decision. Erllch 
explained last August that the appeal 
Is based on a disagreement with the 
Judge's interpretaUon of that law. 

A criminal case chal̂ glng Anthony 
Neumaier with negligent homicide 
Was dismissed last month by 52nd 
District Court. Division 1. Judge 
Brian MacKenzle. bu t that decision is 
also on appeal. MacKenzle was never 
made aware during the tile crlmlnal 
hearing that Lauren Dedes had been 
InVolVed in the accident. 

Testimony against Neurjialer ln 
the criminal lKaring alleged that 
Neumaier made statements lmmedl-
atcly after the accident that he Was 
ax1^ about the damage Adrian's 
body had do11e to his car, a11d that he 
made obscene hand gestures. 

Neumaler's attorney made a mo-
Uon last Week that testimony about 
his behavior at the accident scene be 
barred from tlie c M trial, but Judge 
Gage denied the moUon.

Issues at a Ijeague ofWomen Voters forum held in 
the Novl Civic Center Thursday night. 

Thie people of this district are tl1ed of taxes," 
said Denise Alexander, Ftepublicjui candidate for 
state Senate. 

Blaming overtaxation on govei11ment 1nls-
spending, Alexander said she differs with Incum­
bent Sen. Jack Faxon on Issues of taxaUon and 
goVen1ment spendl1ig. 

Alexander was criticized by audience questions 
for negative campalgr1ing. 

Alexander denied knowing about a "Club Cor-
rectloiis" campaign flyer that accused the state of 
providing prisons equipped With luxuries (lnclud-
ing n1111lati1re golf courses) for prisoners. 

Although Alexander's plctiBe appeared on the 
literature, she said the state Republican commit­
tee distributed the flyer Without Informing her. 

Faxon defended the state saying 10 years ago 
• Michigan clUzens told polltlcla11s to get criminals 

off the street. 
Alexander Was aware of literatiue distributed 

; by her <:jwn campaign criticizing Faxon's Voting re-
• cord on taxation issues. 

"I don't consider informing the public about niy 
• opponents tax record negatiVe campaigning." Ale­

xander said. 
Faxon disagreed, saying he is proud of his re-

; coid and tax Increases could have been greater 
Without his efforts. 

"SltUngon the Appropriations Com1111ttee Is not 
a bad place for someone representing this area to 
be," Fajcon said. 

Faxon defended his record saying the tax In­
creases he supported, includl11g GoV. James 
Blanchard's 1983 tax Increase, haVe promoted fis­
cal stability in MichlgarL He also said his votes 
were cast on a nonpartisan basis. 

*I am not a st1x>ng partisan when It comes to 
working with both parties," Faxon said. 

The candidates for state representative for the 
60th District had a few things to say about taxes 
too. 

"I d o n ' t c o n s i d e r I n f o n n i n g t h e 

p u b l i c a b o u t m y o p p o n e n t s t a x r e ­

c o r d negat ive c a m p a i g n i n g . "

-Our property taxes are too high," said Republi­
can incumbent Willis Bullard. 

Bullard supported Blanchard's tax program 
that critics say will only saVe tax payers a nickel a 
week, but he WUl support further tax cuts too. he 
said. 

"It's a good start, but it's only a start," Bullard 
said. 

He plans on supporting further property tax de­
creases, he said. 

Opposing Bullard Is Democrat Robert Taub. 
Taub stressed that he Is the only candidate In 

the state representative race who lives ln Novl. 
"Novl is U1e flash polnL the cutU1ig edge for 

growth," he said. 
Taub said 1noney i^sed In Novl should stay in 

Now, especially Wlien It comes to school funding. 
"That's why people are living here, Novl has the 

best schools in the state," Taub said. 
Negative campaigning was also an issue for 

these state representative hopefuls, but not in the 
usual way. 

Bullaid congî atulated Taub for not Indulging 
negative campaigning. Bullard Joked he Would not 
1111nd ff Taub attacked hlm at the forum hiecause 
Taub had managed to stay out of negative cam-
palgnl11g for so long. 

Taub responded with a speech calling Bullard a 
"career pollUclan" and suggesUng that the two-
year ten11s were designed to promote changes 
within the state House. 

"I don't think this is a career poslUon," Taub 
said. "We should all consider ourseh^es potential 
candidates." 

Taub later said he was referring oilly to the state 
representatiVe position, and he does support can­

didates like Jack Faxon and Carl LeVin despite 
their having served more than one term in an 
ofllce. 

Kay Schmid and Jeff Potter had Vety little to say 
about ne^UVe campaigning, but taxes were a big 
issue for the 24th District Coimty Commissioner 
hopefuls. 

"We haVe the bi1rden of supporting a growing 
area," Potter, a Democrat, said. Taxes are one of 
the biggest complaints 1 hear about." 

Potter said his record as mayor of South Lyon 
has shown him to be responsive to taxpayer's 
needs. 

'I have a real record In fiscal respoilslblllty," 
Potter said. 

Schmid said she would Work with the other 
commissioners to establish the h>est fiscal policy 
for Oakland County. 

"As your County Commissioner, 1 will be com­
mitted to good common ae11se," she said. 

She plans to use her common sense to encour­
age the state legislatvire to provide "enabling legis-
laUon" to change the way roads are lunded. 

Novl roads were discussed in greater detail by 
Nailfy Cassis and Gil Henderson. A road bot1d 
proposal Novl voters can expect to see on the 
November ballot is not supported by Nancy Cas-
sis, a member of the Novl City Council. 

Henderson (disagrees. 
The proposal is not only unwise given the cur­

rent economic condiUon In Michigan, but It Is 
"morally wron^. Cassis said. 

She tielieVes the proposal Would force families 
to make great sacrifices to pay for the bonds, 
something that Is not ethically correct, shie said. 

(Cassis not only does not support the proposal, 
but she also expects It to fall. 

"We are witnessing a general rebellion against 
taxes," she said. 

Henderson said Novl residents of the 1970s 
paid for the roads used by toda/s residents a11d 
today's residents must subsidize the roads needed 
for luture growth In Novl. 

"It's Incumbent upon us to do so," he said. "We 
don"t like It, but the Indians didn't like it either."

If you're a partner, 
get treated like one 

I have been asked to enter into a 
partnership with someone who 
claims to need my professional exper­
tise in the prepared foods industry. 
This person wants me to invest 
$15,000 to help him plan and open a 
carry-out food business within his 
video store, yet he's already treating 
me like an employee rather than a 
partner. Not wanting to miss out on 
what could be an excellent opportun­
ity, how can 1 go about correcting the 
present situation? 

If you haven't formally met to dis­
cuss your mutual Ideas regarding 
this proposed venture, that woi11d be 
the first place to start. 

Uriless you take U1e inlUative to be 
acUvely Involved WlUi the project's 
plan11ing and Implementation as a 
partner, it comes no surprise that 
you might be treated like an 
employee. 

But if you have found that your 
plans or recommendaUons have 
been consistently Ignored by your 
prospective partner, perhaps this 
isn't quite Uic "excellent opportunity" 
you had originally anUclpated. 

Achieving success as partners in 
any business depends in large part 
on the ability to listen and communi­
cate opcIJy With each other. Perhaps 
your potential partner perceives your 
lnVolVcment With this venture In an 
entirely different way than you do or 
vice Versa. 

Regardless of the specifics, you 
need to talk about It and Whatever 
other concerns you may have. Once

Ities. What advice would you otter? 

If your brother Is genuinely seri­
ous about starting his own business, 
the first thing I wo\11d suggest Is that 
he quit listening to other people ab­
out what he should or should not be 
doing regarding a career. 

As 1 point out In my marketing 
seminars, the "hottest" new business 
opportunlUes In any glVenyear mean 
nothing when one out of eveiy two 
business start-ups fafl WlUiln the 
first three years of opcraUon. 

His time Would he better spent re­
viewing his own interests, sldlls and 
hobbies to Identify What he is best 
suited for and prepared to do. 

I Would also recommend that he 
obtain employment In the field th&t 
most appeals to him hetore going off 
on his OWn. tf he becomes dlsUlu-
sioncd after a year or tWo, at least he 
Would haVe earned, rather than lost, 
money hi the process.

locaUon Is frequenUy an important 
factor in the faflure of small bushiess. 
What this Wan111lg underscores Is the 
Importance of knowlrtg what to look 
for In choosLtig a locaUon for your 
new business. The dedslon to buy a 
particular piece of property should 
not be made on Impulse or solely be­
cause the locaUon Is beautiful or 
close to home. There are some gen­
eral guidelines you can follow to help 
you make the right choice. 
LOOK AT THE DEMOGRAPfflCS 

The Michigan Association of CPAs 
suggests that you tiegln by InvesU-
gatlng U1e make-up ofseVeral target 
commu111Ues and lcx:aUons. One of 
the tiest resources for InformaUon 
about a community and a particular 
locaUon are census bureaus. They 
can teUyou ff the community is grow­
ing or shrinking. 

In addition, Uley can supply you 
W1U1 Vital detafls about a commun­
ity's populaUon. such as \he aVerage 
income, predominant occupations 
and median age. By comparing this 
Information WlUl past figures, you 
can determine ff and how a commun­
ity Is changing. 

Also find out Whether nearby resi­
dents tend to be college-educated or 
blue-coUar, Whether Uley rent or buy 
their homes and whether pixDperty 
Values haVe Increased or decreased. 
These statistics Will paint a picture of 
the population and help you deter­
mine Whether it can support your 
type of business. 

For Instance, ff you're thinking of 
opening a chfldren's boolcstore in a 
nelghtxjrhood Whose local poulation 
Is near retirement age, you may Want 
to coilsider anoUier locaUon that ser­
vices younger customers. 

Besides Uie census bureau, other 
sources of biackground Information 
Include local government agendes, 
chamt1ers of commerce, the Small 
Business AdmiilistraUon, trade as­
sociations, local newspapers and 
local residents. By talking to Uie loc­
als, you can get a feel for the distinct 
personality of the area and Which 
types ofbusinesses are more Ukely to 
Uirive. Also, read the editorials and 
letters to the editor in U1e local press 
to find out some of the concerns of 
community residents. 
TRAFFIC PATTERNS 

Traffic patterns are an important 
factor in choosing the right location. 
For example, tfyourbusiness is man­
ufacturing, you should have quick 
and easy access to Uansportation 
routes and necessaiy suppliers. If 
you are a retafler, you should pay 
particular attention to store VislbUlty 
and the amount of pedestrian and 
Vehlde traffic. The Small Business 
AdmlnistraUon has a numt)er of pu­
blications that can help you utilize 

traffic studies. 
Find out ff any new construcUon ls 

planned for the near luture that 
might affect your business. For In­
stance, ff a new office bufldlng is 
under construcUon several blocks 
away, and you're thinking of opening 
a coffee shop, you may be able to ser­
vice many of the employees who work 
in Uie bufldlng. 
MAKING T H E RIGHT CHOICE 

Let's suppose that you've selected 
the area Where you'd Uke to locate 
your business. 'Ihe next step Is to 
choose a particular property. Here 
agal1L CPAs suggest Uiat you foUow 
some basic guldeUnes to help you 
make U1e r i ^ t choice. 

Obviously, proximity to compeU-
tion is often a factor In dedding 
Where to locate a business. If It turns 
out that the shoe store you plan to 
open wfll be Uie Uilrd one ofits kind to 
move in on the sUeet, you might want 
to reconsider your choice. 

Small business owners often 
make tile mistake of ignoring the 
site's histoiy, ff four businesses have 
come and gone in the bufldlngyou're 
thinking ofpurchasing. take a doser 
look at the property. You may have 
missed a subUe — but devasating — 
flaw in the building's locaUon. 

When you are satisfied with the 
site, concentrate on the physical con­
dition ofthe bulldlng. Ujok at Uie age 
of the plumbing and wiring. Is the fa­
cility large enough to accomodate a 
future expansion? WUl you have to 
make substantial modiflcaUons be­
fore you move In? Are Uiere ample 
parking spaces avaflable so ttiat cus­
tomers are not inconvenienced? How 
close is the bufldi11g to major roads 
and public transportation? 

When you're ready to buy or lease 
tile property, you'll have to weigh all 
legal and financial ramfficaUons. 
How high are Uie property taxes? 
Should you lease now or buy Uie 
property outright? Are there zoning 
regulations that may adversefy aiofect 
your future plans? Are Uiere local or­
dinances which restrict U1e type of 
business that can exist in Uie bufld­
lng or limit your hours of operations? 
These arc basic but vital questions 
Uiat you m11st get answers to before 
signing any agreement. To help you 
get U1ose answers, consult your CPA 
and an experienced lawyer. 

Unless you're planrilng to sell anti­
que, gold-plated hammers, your 
Wouldn't be wise in ope11lng a hard-
Ware store on chic Rodeo Drive In Be­
verly Hflls. But. opening the first 
video rental store In a middle-class 
town may tie an excellent move. As 
Uley say in Uie real estate business. 
When It comes to buying property, 
Uie Uiree key factors are: locaUon, lo­
cation, locaUon. That's sound advice 
for ai^one thinking of starting or 
movl11g a small business.

T h e Amerlcan" is a 7,500 squaie-
foot American Count iy (or Cape Cod 
style) home built by James D. Compo 
Inc., Farmlngton Hil ls . It is the 
largest of the 10 completely l u m ­
ished and landscaped homes being 
shown during Homearama. 

Ihose cormnenting on why tlie 
chose T h e American" said such 
things as, "It has a nice layout," "It 
has a beautiful view and nice decks," 

"It Is comfortable and warai," and 'It 
Was large, but it felt nice." 

Top runners-up in the two days of 
balloting were T h e Balmoral" by 
Robert R Jones Associates, Inc., 
West Bloomfleld, a 5,200 square foot 
English Colonial style home, and 
T h e Glengany" Ijy Damascus Deve­
lopment CorporaUon, Rochester, a 
4,150 square foot English Tudor 
style home.. 

James, Janet and Christopher 
Compo, p r i n c i i ^ of the James D. 
Compo Inc. building firm, all had a 
hand in the construction of the lux­
ury "idea home." 

James D. Compo, a Farmlngton 
Hills resident and president of the 
company that bears his name, has 
been in the building business more 

Ulan 30 years. 
Christopher Compo, a Northville 

resident. Is also a vice president of 
the compaiiy. 

Janet Compo, James Compo's 
wife and a vice president of the com­
pany, is involved in architectural de­
sign and Interior decoraUon In the 
houses. She was the flrst woman to 
receive the BuUder of the Year Award 
ihim the Builders Association of - -
Southeast Michigan. 

The Compos took pride In the fact 
that the T h e American," Was entirely 
i n the American tradlUon and with 
American materials. 

Highlights of the home induded 
three fireplaces, inclutilngone In the 
master bedixiom, two Wet bai^ and a 
six-level deck at the rear of the home. 

The flnished Walkout basement 
featured an exercise room, samia, 
changing room, custom spa, com­
plete bath, fireplace and a bullt-ln 
fish tank adjoining the bar. 

Eveiything In the .American was 
built on a grand scale, bom the huge 
oak enb:a11ce door to the living room, 
which required two structural col-
U11U1S to support themasstvetspan of 
Its celling. , . 

The houses of Homearama are pr-
toed at $500,000 to $875,000. Each 
home was created by a separate bu i l ­
der In conjunction with an architect, 
an interior designer and landscaper. 
The result is 10 highly individualized 
homes, each with a laimdry list of 
custom features suited to the lifes­
tyles of the rich and famous, or 
maybe Just the rich. 

I am having a water problem In my 
basement The board of directors and 
management company repaired It but 
received no permit for the repairs or 
any Inspection and the basement still 
leaks. I have been loldbya contractor 
that the work done by the association 
was not proper. I contacted the De-
partment of Licensing and Regulation 
and complained about the manage­
ment company, and they responded 
by saying that the sgency does not 
license or regulate condominium 
management companies. I am con-
cemed that the management com­
pany Is not working In my best Inter-
est to solve the problem of water Jn 
the basement and etorage areas. 
What can I do? 

You may wish to write your legisla­
tor to di8ci1ss Whether management 
companies should be licensed In this 
state. Many management flnns have 
real estate licenses because they also 
are I r r r o h ^ in the sale of property. 
The qualifications for maiiagemcnt 
companies are the subjectof national 
discussions regarding certification 
and specifications for qualifications 
Induding licensing. Maity manage­
ment companies Wish to update their 
quahflcaUons by certiflcaUon or 
licensing. 

A s to your question, it appears 
that your only recourse, having noti­
fied the association board and the 
management company, is to begin 
legal proceedings against the associ­
ation, its managing agent and per­
haps the board of cllrectors for dam­
ages incurred because of y o u r 
basement. 

The board has a responsibility to 
maintain the premises within its Jur-
Istictlon, and the management com­
pany has a rcsponslblSty to retain 
contractors that are competent and 
Who presumably do the proper Job l n 
correcting the problems. If die board 
or management company have not 
done so, they are ciilpable. 

I understand that there has been 
some question raised about the appli­
cability or coverage of certain direc-
tors and officers policies regarding 
certain contingencies that arise in 
condos. Can you comment? 

It appears that not ali directors' 
and officers' liability policies are 
alike. While that might not necessar­
ily be a siB-prise to managing agents, 
all too often directors of assoclaUons 
look to the bottom line in terms of the 
price of the policy in determining 
What Insurance company to retain as 
opposed to the extent and nature of 
the coverage. 

This is paricularly critical in con­
nection With polides Where certain 
protections regarding director cover­
age may not be provided by your par­
ticular insurance company. It is my 
recommendation that each associa­
tion independently evaluate the ex­
tent and coverage of Its Insurance 
policies to ensure that It is obtaining 
the maximum coverage for the direc­
tors and officers in the event of the 
various contingencies including in­
demnification problems When they 
arise. 

As in the case of any other service 
person retained by your association, 
you normally get only What you pay 
for. If you skimp on Insurance com­
panies, accoimtants, attorneys or 
the like, you may findyoursclfbehlnd 
the eight ball at a very cmbarasslng 
time as directors.

S m a l l g a r d e n g o o d i d e a f o r k i d s 
Haruiing a n d planting a garden with young­

sters can be fun for all . A suiajl plot or a container 
such as a ha l f barrel Will suit the purpose and be 
the right size for children. We don't Want to over­
whelm them wi th the project. 

Let's make this first garden a cutting garden. 
We'll use annuals and sow the seeds directly into 
the soil. Annua l s are colorful and the rewards are 
great. 

The first consideration is Where the garden Will 
be. If a container fitted with Wheels Is used, it can 
he moved to take advantage of the s u n as It moves 
across the sky. Most annuals need a minimum of 

. seven hours of simllght to produce their pretty 
" flowers. Then the ne:xt thing is to dedde what to 

! plant Look at photographs in garden catalogs or 
" books and read the wealth of Information on the 

backs of seed packages. 

A design can be drawn on paper, but spxmta-
ndty wll l give the little ones more creative Iteense. 
After all . it WlU be thelr garden, and surprises can 
add exidtement to the project Instead of planting 
the seeds In rows ( a l t h o u ^ the flowers will be ea­
sier to ptek). a pattern can be m d e that wil l be 

both pleasing, interesting and more fun as the 
flowers appear. Write the name of the plant and 
the planting date on Popslcle sticks or slats from 
mini-blinds to mark the spots. 

This might be a good time to invest in tools Uiat 
will fit litUe hands. Can you imagine hoeing the 
garden wiUi the handle twice the length it should 
be? Also, for close work an old spoon and fo1k Will 
suit perfectly — a shoehorn makes a good trowel. 

To teach the kids about seeds and sprouting, at 
the time you plant the seeds outdoors, make a 
seed viewer so that they can Watch What happens 
as the seeds begin to grow. 

You will need a glass Jar With stialght sides at 
least four Inches taU, dark consbuction paper, 
paper towels, four or five lai^e seeds (nasttirtiams 
are good), paper towels and Water. Fit construc­
tion paper Inside the glass about an inch below the 
rim, then make a sleeve far the outside of the glass 
about two Inches taller witli the same paper, sta­
pling them to keep their shape. 

Wi th the construction paper against the inside 
of the glass, crumble paper towels, one at a time, 
and fill the glass wi th them. Place the seeds care-

fuUy into the glass between the paper and the 
glass —you will be able to sec the seeds. Ftour wa­
ter on the paper towels until the constiucUon 
paper is vcIy moist. 

It may be necessaiy to water again if the paper 
dries out. Now slip the sleeve over the whole works 
and set it i n a sunny spot. The outer sleeve will en­
sure darkness in the container. Each day lift the 
sleeve to watch the progress and explain that the 
same thing is occurring In the ground with the 
seeds they have planted. 

Here are suggestions and Varieties that can be 
planted now. Approximate days for germination 
are ln parentheses: African Daisy (8-14); caledula 
(4-10), their hot colors wfll keep witches away ac­
cording to legend; coreopsis (8-14); cosmos (5-10), 
an easy one to grow; celosla (10-20), can be dried 
and deome (10-20), the spider flower. 

Others to b y are: cornflower (4-©; dlanthus 
( l O - i g with a clove-like fi^agrance; foigct-me-not 
(7-14) wfll self-sow; gafllardla or blanket flower 
(10-20); ^obe amaranth (10-15). also dries weU In 
several colors; marigold (7-10); nasturtium (7-10) 
good, peppery flavor to add to salads; nlcotiana 
(14-1^ With heavenly fragrance. 

Consumer concerns With contfriu-
frig economic faflout fiiom the Persian 
Gulf SituaUon and the threat of In­
creased federal taxation brought a 
sharp September drop In local home 
resales, accordfrig to MetiD MLS, the 
state's largest mult iple l i s t i ng 
service. 

"September sales Were down by 
nearly a thfrrl fitim August, our sec­
ond highest sales month this year, 
and some 20 percent below the year 
earlier figure," said Douglas G . 
Courtney. "We thfrik this same eco­
nomic 1mcertafr1ty wfll be reflected fri 
national sales figures for September 
when they are released later this 
month." 

He said Metro MLS membera com­
pleted sales of 1,072 sfrigle-family 
homes and 105 condominiums i n 
September, compared to 1,615 and 
139 frl Augus t For the flrst nfrie 
months, sales were reported down by 
only 6.7 percent. 

"We look on much of Oie Septem­
ber declfrie as being deferred sales," 
said Courtney. There stfll Is a veiy 
high number of potential biiyers fr1-
terested fr1 moving frito \he market, 
but we thfrik many are declining to sit 
Ught until emerging economic condi­
tions become dearer." 

He noted that prices In most local 

areas were remaining relatively 
stable with Uie September median 
price of $80,000 hddfrig a mid-year 
levels and up only $ 100 from August. 
The national median price for resales 
remafris at $97,000. 

"Whfle a national news magazine 
reported Ume on the market for 
homes i n some regions has grown to 
six months or more without any firm 
offers, our average stay on the 
market Is up only slightly," Courtney 
said. "Despite some 10 percent more 
new listings this year, the average 
stay is sUll only about 50 days In 
1990, Just a few days longer than at 
Ulls Ume In 1989." 

Courtney said that wi th acUon be­
ing taken to reduce Uie growfrig fed­
eral debt and a slow-down to near 
stagnaUon in economic growth, steps 
should be taken to ease both short 
and long-term friterest rates. 

"Home sales remain an frnportant 
factor i n naUonal economic trends 
and would respond to any substan­
tial reduction frl mortgage interest 
rates," he stated. "Both the public 
and private sector also must con­
tinue to seek better ways to assist 
flrst-Ume buyers. Thefr purchases 
bring a stiing of successive buys into 
play as successive sellers move up 
the housfrig ladder."

Fall color &x>m foliage and fruits 

isn't the onty or even the most Impor­
tant considera t ion when you're 
selecUng landscape plants. 

Hardiness, ability to survive trans-
planUng, size and shape, and bee-
dom from pest pndilems usualty rate 
h i ^ e r than M l c d o r on the list of de-
sfrable traits. 

But once you've narrowed your 
selecUon to several plants tiiat wUI 
meet you top priority needs, why not 
select for fall cokir. too? And v * a t 
better Ume to chedc out Uk possflilll-
Ues tiian fri the M ? 

You can also take the opposite 
tadc suggests Michigan State U n i -
vensity Extension horticulturist Cur t 
Peterson: you c a n watch for attrac­
tive i ^ t s . then use a plant klenUfi-
catioa guide to figure out what they 
are and find out ff tbeyl l meet your 
other landscape needs. 

Two examples of plants with strik-
frig faU color but other, less desfrable 
fr^alts are the sassafras and the 
gingko. The variabty shaped leaves of 
Uie sassafras usuaUy turn a brfllant 
red-oran^ In the iaU, but it's not of­
ten planted as a landscape tree be­
cause It rarety survives befrig bans-
planted. The fan-shaped leaves of Uie 
gfrigko, a prehistoric spedes dating 
back millions of years, turn a pleas­
ant butter-yeUow In the fall. Female 
gfrigkos are undesirable i n Uie land­
scape, however, because they bear 
messy, smelty fruits. To be sure o f 
getUng a male tree, you mtist bity 
nuise iy stock grown from cuttings, 
lather Uian trees grown fixmi seeds. 

TVecs fiequentty recommended for 
faU cdor In the latiidscape friclude the 
red maples. "Octoljcr Gkny" turns a 
r i c h golden yellow, whi le ' R e d 
Sunset* is a flaming r e d For shades 

of red. orange and yellow, choose su ­
gar maple; for reddish purple. Japan­
ese maple or caUe1y pear for deep 
red, red or white oak: for yeUow, 
honey locust, hornbeam and poplar 
for lemon yeUow, larch; and for 
purple, ash. 

Shrubs, too, c a n provide splashes 
of color frl the landscape. Probabty 
the most outstandfrigfor fallcolorare 
the viburnums, some of which are 
known as "bumfrig bush" because of 
Uiefr red M foliage. 

Ground covers and vbies, too, 
have someUiing to offer fai the way of 
fall cokir. Ivy and other creepfrig 
plants vM be green long after dedd-
ous landscape plants have lost Uiefr 
leaVes. And Vfrgtnia creeper and Bos­
ton Ivy both turn red frl Uie fiilU. 

"Don't overlook Uie abUlty of fall 
and winter fruits to add cdor to the 

landscape," Peterson suggests. 
"Shrubs, In particular, offer fruits'In 
a variety of colors, fiiom white and 
black Ulrpugh purple, red and pfrik. 
Crabapples bear ydlow, orange, pfrik 
and red firilits, and some last wcU into 
Uie winter." 

Bfrds and oUier wfldllfe may come 
to your yard to feed on these fruits, 
Peterson notes. The chance to watch 
Uiem may be an added benefit crfad-
dfrig these trees and shrubs to your 
home groimds. 

For frifonnaUon on selecUng land­
scape plants, ask at your county 
CoqieraUve Extension Service office 
for "Selecting Ornamental Plants," 
ExtenUcm bulletin E-1936. It's Just 
one of Uie dozens of buUeUns on gar-
denfrig and home landscaping bp ics 
avaflable at your county Extension 
office. 

"In August, the value of residential 
bufldfrig eased 4 percentfrom Its Juty 
rates, however, the construction sec­
tor remains strong," according to 
Gaty D .

; What really 
makes cookie 
crumble? 

With the onslaught of school comes 
school lunches, and especlalty at the bc-

^''^'ginning of the school year, moms (and 
some dads) get roped Into Joining the 
great cookie brigade. You might get asked 
to make cookies for the school open 
house. Brownies or Boy Scouts, Lidlan 
Guides or field trips. 

J- Unfortunatety, most folks don't have a 
..jclue as to what makes a cookie crumble. 

Americans love to eat cookies and most 
.ftlove to make them, but aU too often their 

o,;.ideas about why one cookie ts crisp and 
X another dty is pretty half-baked. It's be-
/ . cause of the dough. 

Baslcalty, cookie dough Is a combina-
.;, 0(Ki of fat, sugar, flour, leavening and 
j.^moisture, such as egg. Changing the 
\ . . proportion of any basic frigrcdicnt also 

(.changes the cookie's cllaracter. Little 
variations make the dflference between a 

.jigreat chocolate chip and a mediocre one. 
A l l doughs bcgfri with the additioil of a 

fat. This might be butter, margarine, solid 
J.,, shortening or lard. Butter creates Uie fln-

est flavor but it also has a tendency to 
j", j make the cookies bleed and spread out. 
.f^Margarine helps hold the cookie's shape. 
...^Therefore, the best combination Is half 
'• butter, half maigarlne. Avoid using 
^ jiWhlpped butter or diet fats because they 
.jjContain too h l ^ a concentration of water. 

'.j^- Sugar not onty sweetens the dough but 
."(„lt also makes the cookies tender. Most 
..^'cookies call for graniflated sugar, but light 
^j.,or dark brown sugar can be substituted 
. ,.,fn most cases. Brown sugars gtve Uie 

cookies a richer flavor and a more moist 
textiBT. Honey and molasses can be sub­
stituted for a chewier cookie but remem­
ber to lower the dry frigrcdients to subsU-

^ t u t e for the added moishire. Aga in the 
^'^best cookies use combinations of half gra-
'-^^ulated sugar and half brown sugar. 

When It comes to using eggs, the pro-
"'"iefri in eggs is what binds U1e dough 
-•^.togeUier while the moisture In Uic eggs 
•^Itdds liquid. There are no ifs ands or buts 
;^'^bout this one — use only the freshest, 
^ ^ r a d e A Laige eggs for the best results, 

f toom temperature eggs are best because 
they blend in easier. 

In most cookie recipes, baking powder 
or baking soda wfll provide flufftncss. 
fViUiput Uiis .leavening the cookies Would 
6c dry and hard histead of light and 
flalty. Adding leavening is another Way of 

^incorporating afr hito Uie dough. Bakfrig 
''powder and soda contain an alkaline and 

an a d d that react when wet. This reac-
•;,-tion forms carbon dioxide, a gas which 
,-iWfll expand In a hot oven and fiUs Uie 
.'-cookie wlUi tiny afr pockets. The pocket 
,. remafris after the cookie is baked, creating 

, M^t, tender cookies. Double-acting baking 
powder is the most common leavening 

-,f^d wfll gtve Uie best results. 
- c.| Flour Is Uie foundation of the cookie, 
o but the flavor of flour should never be 
J,.-apparent when tasting the finished pro-
,'jduct. Cookies with too much flour arc 
,,.^'pasty and tough. Most recipes cafl for 
-.•'using an aU-purpose flour, which Is a 
. ..mixture of hard and soft flour. Some re-
j^! dpes caUing for Whole Wheat or other 

grain flours offer a more nutritious cookie 
^ with a nuttier taste. Even cookies caUing 
., /or aU-whole-wheat flour should contafri 
['^fiome amount of aU-purposc flour for best 
. . results . 
'^^ Cake flour Is best when cookies cafl for 
Q o t s of handling, such as Uiose formed by 

pressing or rolling the dough. Regardless

L u n c h e s f r o m h o m e a s s u r e g o o d n u t r i t i o n 
It's 11:30 a.m. Do you know what yoiu-

chfld Is eating? 
You WiU i f you've packed it yourself. That's 

at least one advantage to sending your 
elementaiy school youngster to school with a 
brown bag lunch instead of lunch money, ac­
cording to LesUe Seiglsoa food program spe­
cialist for Weight WaU:hers, bic. The regis­
tered dietitian is a former staff considtant for 
Beaumont Hospital and an occasional con­
sultant for Uvonia Public Schools. 

The Type A lunches sold by schools provide 
V* the recommended daity allowances, Sergl-
son said, ii the chfld eats a l l of the prepared 
lunch Uiat's offered, "but the tiadfrig Uiat 
goes on is fricredible." 

"Plus, it's sUU fristituUonal food, cooked 
mass production, not home cooking," she 
added. "It's higher fri Cat than the average per­
son should have and the selections are 
Ifrnlted." 

"It's real great for the working parent for 
whom it's reaUy necessaiy," she said, but, she 
suggests type A lunches should be Umited to 
once a week to add variety or to serve as an oc­
casional reward. "The menus are sent home. 
Choose the meal 'sviUi the chfld," she said. 
"(For Type A lunches) pizza Is tops on my Ust. 
It's better than most Imiches kids could have 
— bread, protefri, vegetables," Seigison said. 

A n d at Uie bottom of her Ust? 'Stay away 
from breaded, filed flsh sticks," she sug­
gested. "It's high frl calories — which doesn't 
matter for kids, but it's also high fri fats. Don't 
get them started earty. 

"Eating away fixim home starts at home 
with modeUng. They need Uie knowledge to 
make the ri^t choices." 

Serglson cautions agafrist regulaiiy giving 
money to buy the cookies and snack cakes of­
fered by some schools. "Make it a reward, 
something special," she said. "Fm going to 
dealwlUireaUty—kids are going to eat that. If 
you never aUow it, Uiey'U go after It to a greater 
extent, trade for It. Moderation is the key." 

Mflk should be Uie regular lunchtime be­
verage, Serglson said. "I prefer to see the 2 
percent sold. There's no need for whole milk 
after the age of 3," she said, "and few chfldren 
reaUy need sk im." As for chocolate, "I 
wouldn't want a chfld to get used to it, be­
cause of the fat content and sugar. Agafri 
moderation, as a special item. If you continu-
aUy gtve Uie sweeter item, they get used to the 
'dessci iy approach." 

Mention soda pop and chfldren's lunches 
in Uie same breath and Se1glson gets exdted. 

"I hate it! I don't think it's necessaty. It has 
no redeeming value except for flavor. It (12 
ounces of Uquld) fiUs the child up Uke crazy 
and they're so fuU they don't eat Uie rest of 
Uiefr meal." If Uie chfld is getUng mflk for 
breakfast and cU11ner. the cans or boxes of 
realfiult juice—not Uie 10 percent drinks — 
are an acceptable occasional beverage substi­
tute, she said. 

Save the pop for an after school snack in­
stead, said Serglson and not the diet version 
miless there's a weight problem. "Most kids 
don't need cUet soda . . . I'm concerned about 
NutrasWeet. Fd avoid it for chfldren. Keep it to 
a minfrnum. There are no studies that shoW 
the effects on a growfrig bocty. Childhood is 
not the time to play games and ejqieriment." 

"Serve caffefrie-fiPM regular fristead," she 
said. "Make sure the servfrig size Is in propor­
tion to the body size of U1e chfld. TWeK^e 
ounces is too maity calories taken fri by a 
smaU chfld." 

In broWn bag lunches for elementary 
school youngsters, peanut butter and Jelty ia 
stiU the standard, Seigison said. 'It's a good 
satisfying lunch on whole wheat bread. Make 
sure there's a good proportion of peanut but­
ter to Jelty. That's a lot of fat, but kids don't 
have to wony." 

Add carrot sticks, smaU containers of yo­
gurt, an orange or an apple. "SmaU" Is the key 
here, Serglson said — smaU cartons of yo­
gurts, smaU fruits — so that the chfld is not 

overwhelmed by the quantity. "Downgrade 
the portions according to age." 

Add a smaU treat, Seigison said. A couple 
of cookies or a smaU cupcake is appropriate. 
" A n oatineal cookie Is a better choice than a 
cream-fiUed Oreo or a chocolate-coated. If 
they have that tt1«y're less Ukety to trade thefr 
sandwich." 

' f f a chfld does not have a weight problem 
and is active," Serglson said, "clSps are OK, 
but again as a special item, not an e'veiyday 
occurrence. .And use smaU servfrigs, not the 
single servfrig bags. It's better to buy a large 
bag and put a smaU portion frito sandwidi 
bags." 

Good lunches caU for plannfrig, Seigison 
said, and should fridude the basic food 
groups. Bread, protefri, and fruit are easy, she 
said, "Get a vegetable In ffyou can, but it's 
tough at that age. Parents think a child won't 
Uke broccoU. ff theyVe never bled It, don't as-
r-iiiae they won't. Here's where modeUng at 
home comes frito play." 

To add variety to the basic brown bag fare, 
the dietitian recommended bagels or EngUsh 
muffins Instead of bread. "You don't have to 
have a sandwich. Wedges of cheese, for fri-
stance, are fun, espectoUy for the younger 
chfld. A mufiSn. cheese wedges or yogurt 
make a fine lunch. We assume a lunch should 
be sandwich, fruit, chips and cookie, but we 
can get creative." 

Serglson offered hints on lunch-packfrig. 
Get the chfld Invohred In the lunch-making 
process, she said. "Let them take possession 
of the lunch. Give them choices." 

If you want a chfld to value a healthy lunch 
irom home, serve healthy meals within the 
home, she said. 

A n d wi th non-nutritive snaclcs, don't 
overdo it but don't forbid them altogether. "If 
they have an occasional Oreo at home they 
don't need to hade thefr sandwiches for them 
at school."

Oct. 1, 1990 was a historic 
day frl U1e Calffomla wine Indus-
fry. It marked the ofBdal release 
of the 1986 BcauUeu Vfrieyards 
Georges de Lafrjur Private Reserve 
Cabernet Sauvlgnon — the 50Ui 
vintage of a Wine first produced 
in 1936. It Is Uie original Califor­
nia "private reserve." 

In the youUiful Calffomla Wine 
Indusby, it is unusual to hear a 
Wfr1eiy boasting a 90-year history, 
or a 50-year hack record for a 
single Wine style, but BeauUeu 
Vineyards can do both. 

T h e Georges de Lafriur Private 
Reserve Cabernet S a u v i ^ o n Is a 
blend of selected cabernet lots 
from BeauUeu Vineyards No. 1 
and 2," contends BeauUeu 
Vfrieyard's president Anthony BeU. 
' E a c h tank of fermenting, fire-run 
cabernet (no press Wfr1e is ever 
used) is evaluated dafly. The 
selected lots Uicn go to l a r ^ red-
Wood tanks to complete malolactic 
fermentation. FoUoWing this, Uie 
Wfrie is llghtty clarified and cold 
stabUzed before spendfrig 30 
months in a mixture of new to 
15-year-old American oak barrels. 
The tannfris are softened with a 
Ught egg white fining and the 
wfric receives one fuU year botUe 
age prior to release." 

"We use oak onty as a spice i n 
the BcauUeu Vfrieyards Private 
Reserve," explains wlnemaker Joel 
Aiken, "We do not want It to 
overpower the wine. The fritense 
concentiation, characteristic of 
the vineyards, comes through ev-
eiy year." 

Although many California pro-
ducers insist on using FVench 
oak barrels for aging cabemet 
sai1vignon, it Is mature American 
oak that gives the BeauUeu 
Vfrieyards Private Reserve its deU-
cate cedaiy signature. One of the 
few fruty coUectiblc CaUfomia 
cabemets, the BeauUeu Vineyards 
Private Reserve is noted for early 
approachabUity as weU as 
longevity. 

The Wine's success can be at­
tributed to the sofl and location 
of the vineyards that produce 
smaU, intcnsety flavored berries. 
As the vineyards age, the vines 
are replanted in small blocks With 
cuttings that have been selected, 
by clonal trials. Irom the best 
parts of the existing vineyards. 

Modem ceUar methods and 
vfrieyard techniques help Aflten to 
retain a Wine style that has 
proven its age-Worthfriess over the 
years. 

Georges de Latour c^ame from 
France to found BcauUeu Vfriey- i 
ards in 1900. BcauUeu Vfrieyard ' 
No. 1 and No. 2 were purchased? 
by him. They are located on what 
Is now commonfy caUed the 
'Rutherford Bench," situated near 
the original BeauUeu property In 
Rutherford, CaUf 

Nearfy four decades after estab-
Ushing BeauUeu Vineyards. Latour 
raised a glass of his 1936 Caber­
net Sauvlgnon and said. "This is 
the wfrie 1 haVe been t iying to 
make all my life." That wine, 
wli lch received a gold medal and 
the sweepstakes aWard i n the 
1939 San Francisco Fair, Was 
named the Georges de Latour Pri­
vate Rcsertr foUoWing his death.

Forpoachfrigorsaute-
select a firm apple such as .Aus­

tralia's popular Graruty Smith. 
>" Softer apples are good for bakfrig 

and pureeing. A Rome Is an example. 
-Dessert or eating varieties Include 

Red and Golden DeUdous and Jo­
na than Ripe apples vary fri color 
from deep 1ed. to green to yeUow de-
pendfrig on thefr variety. 

Whether an apple is sweet or tart, 
soft or crisp depends on type, time of 
year and handling and stoiage proce­
dures. When choosfrig apples look for 
fruit with a bright, even background 
color, firm, no bruising and a tight, 
non-wrinkled skin. The peak season 
for apples is earty summer to late faU 
depending on variety. 

To clean apples core the center 
WlUianapplecorerforawhoIefiult. If 
Uie finiit is not meant to be whole, cut 
into quarters and remove the core. 
The peel may be removed as desired 
or as the occasion dictates. Raw ap­
ples are a cnmchy addition to salads 
such as chicken or waldorf. Grated 
raw apples Uven up pancakes or waf­
fles or a nice green salad. 

Cookfrig Umes vary with the vari­
ety and firmness. As mentioned ear-
Her choose firmer fiiilts for poachfrig 
and sautelng and softer for pureeing 
and baking. Most cookfrig methods 
may be used tf Uie right variety Is 
pafred up vriUi the method. Baldng, 

fryfrig, brofllng, poachfrig and sim­
mering for applesauce are examples. 
Apples are done when translucent 
but StiU hold Uiefr shape, or soft for 
purees. 

AU apples (Uscolor when cut, so 
until t h ^ r e reacty for use, store U1em 
fr1 lemon Juice mixed with water or 
fijJl strength pineapple juice. Store fri 
the refrigerator or cool dark place for 
Uiree weeks. If sfriring for a long tirne 
at room temperature, separate them 
to prevent rotting. To speed ripenfrig 
place frl a brown paper bag wiUi 
holes, add ripe fruit to qukJcen the 
process. 

Apples are low frl calories (60 per 
medium-sized), contafri no fat, 
cholesteroL or protein Much of the 
fiber Is contained In Uie skfri.

p . C , and rve been going to the 
Cinema 'n' Drafthouse ever since I 

. Was able to drink." Kfrn said. "It's In-
: expensive and a lot of fun. When I 
icame to Michigan, I looked for some­

thing similar and found that ft Just 
didn't exist." 

The original Cinema 'n' Draft-
house opened in Orlando, Fla., In 
1975. Its immediate s u c c e s s 
prompted a franchise start-up a few 
years later. Today. 19 Cinema *n' 
Drafthouse establishments exist 
throughout the southeast and 
southern United States. 

Smyth and Kirn came together In 
1989 as partners, due to thefr enthu­
siasm about Wayside and a shared 
belief that Michigan would welcome 
and enjcy such an activity. 

"When I was first exposed to the 
Cinema 'n' Drafthouse in Orlando, I 
thought to myself, T h i s ls the best 
way to see a movie that rve ever come 
across,'" Smyth said. 

Movable tables and chairs allow 
filends and families to assemble 
themselves In airy fashion and enjoy 
the experience of eating, drinking 
and movie as dose together or as far 
apart as they desire. 

T h e theme is art deco," Smyth 
said. "A lot of glass block and neon in 
the lobby. Indfrwt lightfrig and Char­
lie Chaplin motlfcan be found lnskle 
the theater." 

The movies are Intermediate n1n, 
which means they are accessible to 
Wayside six to eight weeks after thefr 
first release. 

Standard, state-of-the-art projec­
tion and sound equipment is used. 

The screen Is the size of those found 
fri theaters. The 13,000-square-foot 
b u i l d i n g houses two 200-8eat 
theater/restai1rants, with shared 
kitchen and lobby space. 

The customer chooses one of two 
movies being shown at the Wayskle. 
E^ach movie is shown twice each 
evening weekdays, with a 1nld11lght 
showfrig on Weekends. 

"On the weekends, between the 
late show and the midnight show, we 
offer a live, stand-up comedian in 
each theater," Smyth sald. T h e y per­
form for 15 minutes each and then 
switch theaters and perform agafri." 

.And although the age mfr11mum 
for the Drafthouse will tic 21, there 
will be exceptions, Smyth said. 

"We plan on running specials dur-
l11g the Christmas holidays, spring 
break and summers as well as spe­
cial events for famUies, children and 
the elderly," he said. 

Smyth and Kfrn estimate that cus­
tomers spend about $7.50 each at 
the Wayside. That indudes the ad­
m i s s i o n price — $2 S u n d a y -
Thursday and $3 Friday-Saturday— 
with the bialance food and beverage. 

"It's an friexpenslve night out," 
Smyth said. 

The menu consists of sandwiches, 
salads and desserts, along with a var­
iety of drinks. 

You'll find party platters filled with 
such foods as baby back ribs, spicy 

chicken wings, potato skins and ter-
iyakl chicken strips. There's also the 
usual nachos, tortilla chips and 
salsa, popcorn, veggie platters, ham-
burgers, dubs, subs and sandwi­
ches, coney dogs and pizza. 

For dessert, there's chocolate sul-
dde cake, cheese cake, root beer float 
or hot fridge sundae. 

Beer Is served in chUled mugs or 
the pitcher. Wines, Wine coolers and 
champagne can be ordered by the 
glass, carafe or bottle. Soft drl11ks 
come ln regular andjumbo sizes, and 
there's also Iced tea and coflTee. 

Walters a n d W'atresses walk 
a1no1ig the tables througtiout ..the 
evenfrig, taking orders, serving food 
and quietly removing dishes. 

"The service iswhatyou would find 
at a casual restaurant, such as a 
Bennigan's and TGIF," Smyth sald. 
"You don't need any spedal skfil to go 
to the Wayside. Y o u don't need a11y 
special attire. You don't need to make 
reservations. You don't need to spend 
a lot of money. 

"Evelyone knows how to eat, drink 
and dress casually. Ifs for eveiyone." 

Sm)rth and K i m also plan on fea­
turing spedal events, such as dosed-
c i r c u i t b r o a d c a s t s of b o x i n g 
n1atches, NBA games University of 
Michigan and Eastern Michigan U1il-
verslty away games, as well as even-
frigs taî geted for special groups. 

Eveiythlngruns In cycles andvid-
eoplcs are no exception. One such 
cycle — WoridWarll films emphasiz­
ing individual, human suffering be­
cause of the Nazis — started Oct. 25 
with Claude Chabrol's "The Blood of 
Othefs" (1984, color, not rated, 131 
minutes). 

"Murderers Among Us: the Simon 
WIesenthal Story" (1990, color, no 
ratlng, 157 mlfiutes) stars Ben 
Kfrigsley rChandl") as Welscnthal, 
It's due out Oct. 31, while Nov. 7 ls 
the release date for "TTwt Summer of 
White Roeee" (1990, color, R, 98 mi­
nutes), starring Tom C o n d , Susan 
George and Rod Stclger. 

Al l three are alxive-average ln 
scope, cast and direction When com­
pared to most video productions. 

Along With Francois Tfufiuat, 
Alain Renals and Jean-Luc Godard, 
Chabrol became Internationally re­
nowned three decades ago as a leader 
of the French NcW Wave. That move­
ment Was Instrumental ln turning 
motion pictures from large-screen 
studio eptes to subjective. Interior 
films noW so Widely prized. 

That small band of rebels evolved 
neW techniques necessltated by low-
budgets and lack of studio back-
groilnd or training. Now, however, 
success has given them access to 
mains tream money a n d major 
personalities. 

That's not to say that they have the 
d o u t of Eddie Murphy or Syhrestcr 
Stallone. When it came to the first 
flfrn made from a Slmone dc Beauvofr 
novel in 1984, "TTic Blood of Others," 
C a n a d i a n c o - p r o d u c e r s J o h n 
Kemeny and Denis Heroux ("Quest 
for Fire" and "AtlanOc City") had to 
scramble to raise the $7 million 
budget. 

Thefr creative solution was an In-
ien1atlonai„:Q11e..involving several 
scripts shot simultaneously hut for 
diflerent release dates in Fiance, the 
United States and Canada. The Video 
available Oct. 25 is the two-hour 
American theatrical release filmed in 
English. T h e Blood of Others" Was 
also produced in four- a n d six-hour 
Versions and dubbed In French. 

H B O screened the four-hour Ver­
sion fri the fall of 1984 a n d the six-
hour cut Was designed as a mlnl-
scrica. The cast reflects the fritcrest of 
bitematlonal backers With American 
actress Jodie Foster taking the lead 

as Helene Bertrand, a dress designer 
In Paris just before (1938) Worid War 
n. she ls emplcyed by Madame Glgl 

(Stcphanc Audrai^. a real operator. A 
Well-known French acfriess, Audran 
to the cx-Wlfe of director Claude 
Chabrol. 

Chabrol's father joined the French 
restetance shortly after the Germans 
entered Paris In 1940 and fought die 
Nazis throughout the War. Hence, the 
subject of"The Blood of Others" had a 
particular appeal for Chabrol. 

Helcne's boyfriend. Paul (Lambert 
Wilson), is Involved With the Com­
munist Party and its anti-Fasclst ac­
tivities. One of his comrades, Jean 
Blomart (Canadian actor Michael 
Ontkcan), is attracted to Helene — 
and she to him. 

The film's strong, contemporaiy 
theme depicts Jean as gaining sta­
ture and identity through his actions 
In the external Worid -— here as a po­
litical figure fighting, first fasdsm in 
general, and then later the Nazis in 
particular. 

Those actions define his character 
While Helene is Identified solely by 
her relationship With the man she 
loves. Helene leaves Paul for Jean 
and, as time passes, the Nazis oc­
cupy France. 

She performs remarkably heroic 
acts, but solely for the man she loves. 
Her activlUes have nothing to do W1U1 
War or politics Which she considers 
unimportant, irrelevant to life, love 
and personal relationships. Hers Is a 
naive position. 

Ultimately, and quite ironically, 
she becomes a heroine of the Resis­
tance for the Wrong reason. She Just 
Wants to please her man. It's an Inter­
esting philcjsophical comment. "The 
Blood of Others" Is a n effective state­
ment about these Issues While avoid­
ing typical War film melodrama and 
battle scenes. 

The film concentrates on charac­
ter development and the evolution of 
Itlcas. That's a particularly difficuk 
thing to do in a film Where actors 
largely perform actions to reflect 
emotions and attitudes. 

With the exception ofFostcr Who is 
too plump, brash and stereotyplcally 
American for the role, the cast per­
forms realistically and effectively. 
"The Blood of Others" evolves slowly 
as character and situation develop. 
Once under Way. hoWevcr, the film 
builds considerable Impact With cx-
dting u n d e i ^ u n d activities. 

In the flnal anafysis, "The Bli:>od of 
Others" greatest appeal Is its Won-
dcrtul visual recreation of the Worid 
War II era. Such Images and the cour­
age of those who fought the Nazis will 
remain with you long after the flnal 
crefllts have faded from the screen
