The dress was returned' to \ n v , 
but the scarf was Inadvertenly left 
behind, police said. Novl police con­
tacted MTV sever?J times in an 
attempt to return the scarf, but 
were unsuccessful. Gatt said police 
dedded to auction the scarf to ben­
efit DARE. 

Sealed bids were accepted for the 
scarf fiom early October untfi Nov. 
1. A minimum bid of $500was set to 
discourage low oflers, Gatt said. 

Bids for the scarf were opened 
the night before the auction, he 
said, so that Novi Police could 
Inform the winner. Gatt said police 
wanted to have the wl11ner on hand 

for the aucUon, which was held at 
the Novl Civic Center. 

Moses Flndley, of Southfiek 
was the w ln iKr of Madonna's scarf. 
Gatt said Flndley Intends to reauc 
tlon the scarf — used by the Mater­
ial Gir l in a musk: video and movie 
several years ago — to benefit the 
homeless in Detroit. He added that 
Flndley hopes to taise$10,000 fiom 
the scarf. 

The $714 raised by the auction 
wUl go to buy items wi th the DARE 
logo for students, Gatt said. He salt 
shirts, hats and binders are some of 
the items that will be purchased to 
remind students of what ther 
l e a r n e d t h r o u g h the D A R E 
program.

A n attorney told hls 56 school dis­
trict clients, including Northville and 
Novl. that the sUte Court of Appeals 
has liailed for seven weeks to take the 
first step in their $72-mllllon suit 
against the state. 

"It borders on being scandalous," 
said Dennis Pollard, who Illed the 
suit Sept, 13 on behalf the dbtrlcts. 

The Blrmirlghain attorney said he 
asked the appellate court to assign 
the Macomb Circui t Court their 
request for a prcl imlnaiy injunction 
to prohibit the treasury from cutting 
their sUte aid. 

T h e court routinely could dedde 
what forum to send adjudication of 
an Injunction. Where's It going to be 
heard? We haven't heard," Pollard 
told h i s sup>erintendent clients 
Thursday. 

"In 'Dunaint' Wc had a dedslon (on 
assignment) within a week." said Pol­
lard, referrlrig toa similar suit he won 
on behalf ofFltzgerald School District 
in Macomb Coi inty against the state. 

Pollard predicted the case could 
drag on 10 years or more. 

Polalrd wants the appellate court 
to assign the new case to the same 
Judge — George Dcneweth - - who 
upheld the school on every major leg­
al point. 

Ten percent of the state's 562 
school districts — mai111y in the met­
ro suburbs and along the Great 
Lakes shores — arc suing the state 
over the 1990 aid act.

The schools contend the Legisla­
ture violated the 1978 Headlee 
amendment to the Michigan Corlstl-
tution by tailing to pay for programs 
mandated by the state. 

T h a t 'recapture' offends me." said 
Lawrerlce J . Nichols, superintendent 
of Royal Oak and former superinten­
dent of Northville. "It says somehow 
wc managed to sneak In. in the 
n1iddle of the night, and stole it. The 
state government has failed to fund 
its own — not our — formula." 

"Rccaptiue" is a term coined by 
legislators. 

The 56 plaintiffs are all "out of for­
mula," meaning they receive no gen­
eral state alcl. The "recaptured" 
money was put into general state aid 
in a bi l l en^neered by Reps. Will iam 
Keith, D-Garden City, and James 
OT^Iclll. D-Saglnaw. and Sen. D a n 
DcGrow, R-Port Huron. 

Keith, chair of the House Educa­
tion Committee, makes no secret of 
his desire to end all categorical a id. 
He wants to put the "recapture" 
money Into formula aid and increase 

the number of distr icts in the 
formula. 

Currently about 70 percent of dis­
tricts are In-formula. Keith would 
increase that to 80 or 90 percent. 

Marry superintendents said the 
aid loss woiild force them either to 
make layoffs or ask voters for local 
property tajc increases. 

One superintendent asked Pollard 
ff the appeals court's long delay were 
connected to the gubernatorial 
election. 

"We have no Idea what's going on," 
Pollard replied. 

Both Gov. James Blanchard and 
his challenger. Sen. J o h n Engler, 
supported the categorical aid cut. 
They and legislative leaders see it as 
necessary to reduce the funding gap 
between the richest districts ($8,000 
per pupU) and the poorest (barely 
$2,500). 

Nichols said that since 1978 the 
state routinely had imderfunded 
categorical aid, but usually by only 
$20 million. This year the under-
fimdlng leaped.

' • " It's not as though the couple are 
istiangers to the Northville communi­
ty. Mohammed worked in Northville 
and as an engineering technician In 
Livonia before the faintly decided to 
move to Kuwai t , where he h a s 
relatives. 

Mohammed, who asked that h is 
^ t name not be used for fear of reta-
H4Uon agaI11st fa1T1ily members st i l l 
filing in Kuwait, found employment 
43 a sales er1gineer there, Renee 
1jrorked as well. In a preschool for 
handicapped chi ldren. The family 
l t \ *d Just outside Kuwait City for 

i i 

three years. 
The couple decided to flee. 

Mohammed said, "when they (Iraqis) 
started looking for the Americ?1is." 

The family was contacted by the 
American Embassy after the Aug. 2 
Iraqi Invasion, and told of the 
demand by the Iraqi government that 
all foreigners report to hotels In 
Kuwait. 'I decided not to go to the 
hotels because I knew they were Just 
going to grab us and send us to Bagh­
dad." Mohammed said, 'At night I l is­
tened to Voice of America' and they 
advised Americans not to go." 

Mohammed had first learned of 
the earfy morning invasion on h is 
way to work that day. "ItwasaThurs-
day," he recalled. On his drive Into 
Kuwait City, Mohammed said he 
came across barricaded streets, and 
people warned him that troops and 
ta11ks were roamlilg around the city. 
"So IJust went home," he said. "I con­
tacted the American Embassy and 
they said, 'Iraq has invaded.'" 

But it was nearly a month before 
the family found a way out of the 
beleaguered countiy. Moha1nmed 
could not drive because of the driv­
er's llcetlse that identified him as a 
Utlited States cit izea and Renee 
could not even leave the house for 
fear that someone would recognize 
her as an American. 

W i t h the he lp of re la t ives, 
Mohammed eventually contacted 
officials at the Palestlillan Embassy. 

There he was given papers IdcnUfylng 
he and his family as Palestinians. 

They left their home by taxi on 
Aug. 28. "I had to pay the taxi driver 
$2 .OOOJust to take us to the Iraqi bor­
der," Mohammed recaUed, Renee sat 
In the back seat with a veil across her 
lace during the trip, to disguise her 
appearance as the taxi passed 
through checkpoints manned by 
Iraqi soldiera. 

Because the Iraqi army had 
already sealed Kuwait's border with 
Saudi Arabia, the family had little 
choice but to drive through Iraq to 
escape. 

Once they had crossed the border 
into Iraq, the sbc hitched a ride to Jor­
dan with a truck driver hauling sheep 
and several S r i Lankans. "We went 
Into Iraq and through all of their 
checkpoints . . . It took 24 hours to 
get to Jordan," Renee recalled. 

Needless to say. Mohammed said. 
-We didn't stop to eat or anything." 

At the Jorda11ian border, Renee 
said, "evaythlng was in such a mess 
that they had people (firom the Ameri­
can Embass)^ stationed at the bor­
der, but nobody told u s . . . nobody 
in Jordan seemed to think It was 
important." So the couple paid 
another taxi driver $500 to drive 
them to the American Embassy in 
Amman, nearly 200 miles away. 

Vho weeks later, the family flew to 
the United States. 

Though the fear has subsided, the 
famlty's Irustration over what they 
left behind still lingers. 

In Kuwait, they had a home, a car, 
a life of their own. They left It al l 
behind. "Our car, our house, every­
thing Is Just gone," Renee said.

V i n y l i s a 
petroleum-based synthetic and cer­
amic is fl1Tsd clay. 

T h e more labor involved, the more 
you're going to pay," said J i m Moody, 
owner of Paynter Floors of Novl. 

"Eve1y time you do something 
more creaUve it pushes costs up," 
said Bockart. 

But buyers could upgrade a bit 
and get more bang for their bucks l>y 
using two relatively inexpensive 
treatments in a single room, sug­
gested Kerly Bentlvollo, a Milford 
builder. 

"Maybe they will make part of the 
room an oakwood flooring and put a 
carpet Inlay in the center," he sald 
"That way, they'll spend $1,000 
rather than $4,000." 

Al l treatments aren't appropriate 
to eve1y room and eveiy family 
situation. 

Wood, which expands and con­
tracts, would be a poor choice for a 
high-humidity bathroom with a lot of 
towels lyl11g around. Moody said. 

"Hard floors {wood, marble, cer­
amic) are not good Where you Want 
acoustic quality, like a media nxsm,"

"Wood is a product that I think 
Works pretty much for eve1yone and 
is in a price range for almost every-
one," Bockart said. 

"Marble and vinyl tlle are great in 
high-use areas," Zatl11a said. "The 
material itself cleans Well. It's easy to 
maintain." 

Al l kinds of people can have a hand 
In m a k i n g dec i s i ons o n f loor 
coverings. 

"A lot of times the architect deter­
mines what's going to bie in the 
house," Zatlna said. "Sometimes, 
builders are stubborn about the 
flooring and windows they Want.

Sljue aiKleti l tlInes, the words 
'honey" and "honey-sweet" have 
been used as terms of endcanncnt. 

In cooking, honey can irplace 
white or brown sugar In most clrcum -

- stances. Because honey contains 80 
percent sugar and 20 peirenl water. 

' .some adjustments must be made. 
For baking, use about 25 pcircnt 

more honey than sugar hy weight 
and reduce the amount of other liq­
uids aaordingly. 

When a recipe calls for sugar, start 
- by replacing honey for half the 
. .imount of sugar and experiment 

from tJlcre. 
As a seasoning, honey helps bring 

. out hidden flavors. 
Root vegeubles like carrots and 

rutabagas Will always profit from a 
touch of honey. 

In rural parts ofAnlerlca. home­
grown tomatoes stlll are eaten with a 
sprinkle of sugar or sparingly spread 
with honey — the sweetening brlng-

- Ing out the flavor better than salt. 
Most of us arc used to the multi­

tude of plastic and glass Jars of honey 
available locally In our grocery 
stores. 

But honey comes In an Infinite var­
iety of flavors, each taking credit from 
the assortment of nectar gathered by 
the bees. 

SIfiglc-source honey Is produced 
In regions where a crop that Is a good 
honey plant — apple tixcs. alfalfa 
and clover, for instance — Is grown 
over a large area. Hives of bees arc 
brouglit Into the area for the floWer-

Ing period of the crop, usually several 
weeks. 

(By the Way, bees are seldom left 
pennanently as they Would have 110 
food for the rest of the year.) 

Bees tend to gather nectar fiPom 
one kind of blossom, i f possible, and 
they fill their combs In orderly 
fashion. 

Smal ler-scale Ijcekeepers, by 
keeping track of blooming times of 
the flowers In their vicinities, are 
quite accurate In naj11l11g the domin­
ant flower sources and tastes of thdr 
honey. 

Balducci's In New York City, one of 
tlie largest food shops ln the country, 
offers 34 kinds of honey. Including 
Tasmanian leatherWood, and Italian 
chestnut honey that is so thick It 
must be gouged from the Jar With a 
spoon. 

More locally, ZIngennan's Dell in 
Ann Artior's Kerrytown has Just as 
Impressive a list of honeys from 
which to c h ( x » e . 

Janet Mason. In retail sales at 
Zlngerman's. said their biggest sell-
ers are the Petoskey-based American 
Spoon Foods assortment of Blueber­
ry Blossom and Northern Wild Flow­
er honeys. 

Both sell for $4.49 for 11 ounces 
and have equally impressive flavors 
to match the prices. 

They also featufr an unhealed, 
creamed honey With pollen and an 
Oregon Apiaries l ine of apricot, 
s t r a w b e r r y , b l u e b e r r y a n d 
raspbeny-flavored honey, Whlcih she 
said is outstanding on Waflles and 
French toast and while cooking wild 
game. 

Their prices arc comparatively a 
little higher than the $4.50 I paid 
recently at the Eastern Market for a 
4-pound Jar of pure Michigan honey 
from the T .M. Klein and Stms farm, 
bu t i fyou have a dlscemlrlg palate for 
intriguing flavors, the extra cost 
might Just be worth it.

According to food authority WaV-
erly Root, In his last cul inary endea­
vor, "Food" (Simon & Schuster, 
1980), artichokes Wclie a rare and 
unknown luxury in the United States 
In the 19208. Most reference Ixxjks 
cite that the artichoke was flr^t Intro­
duced Into Europe in the 15th 
century. 

Chroniclers such as Jane Grlgson 
give Catherine de Medici credit for 
popularlzlngartlchokes. It's sald that 
once, 'She ate so many artichokes at 
a wedding feast l n 1575 that she 
nearly burst." This Was considered 
scandalotis because yotrng women ln 
the 16th centiuy were not supposed 
to eat In public aiiy foods considered 
to be aphrodisiacs. 

It is certain that artk:hokes g1iew ln 
the Vicinity of Naples in the 15th cen-
tu1y, and thelr popularity spread to 
other parts of Europe, especially 
Prance and Spain. Most food author­
ities agree the Spanlsh first brought 
artlchokea to California where they 
are cultlvated today. Nearly 50.000 
tons of artichokes are harvested each 
year l n CastnyVlile, Calif., which 
clahns to tie the artichoke capital of 
the United States. 

I have to admit that the artichoke 
may be one of the most artistically 
designed vegetables, but It also ls the 
most tlmc-consuming to prepare and 
eat. Once you have mastered the fine 
art of preparing them a11d the plea­
sure of eating them, the extra care 
and cookLng time won't matter to you 
Inch evenly across, uslng a large 
knlfe. Once that is done, trim the 
prickly point of each leaf using a 
scissors. 

Next step ls to remove the feathery 
choke cut of the center. This may 
require a little twisting and tugging. 
Lastly, carefully scoop out the tiny, 
sometimes pinching fibers which are 
attached to the artichoke bottom. 
Best method to accomplish this is to

Shopping for this luxurious veget-
able Is as easy as selecting cucum­
bers, once you know what and what 
not to look for. When shopping, look 
for artichokes which are large, 
rounded and tightfy packed. Ixxise, 
spreading leaVes are a sign of over-
maturity. 

In the spring, the leaves shoi11d 
and wil l be a brighter green than 
those in the fall. To make sure the 
artichokes are fiiesh, squeeze the top 
of the vegetable with your fingers. 
Generally. If you hear a squealqr 
sound, they are fiiesh and moist. 
Store them wrapped In a perforated 
plastic bag in yoL1r refrigerator. They 
WlU last up to one week, before using 
them. 

Once you are ready for cooking, 
you need to take a few precautions to 
prevent discoloration. I often wear

thin disposable plastic gloves so that 
the a1^choke's natural color doesn't 
stain niy hands. Whether you pre­
pare them whole to be served with a 
sauce or for sti1filng, use only a stain­
less steel knife or scissors. 

After r insing the artichokes In cold 
water, pat dry. With a large knife, cut 
off the stem flush with the base. This 
is done so the artichoke wi l l stand 
upright when steaming. Remove the 
loose or discolored leaVes around the 
base. T r im the top by cutting off one 
lemon Juice into the caVlty and on the 
fiieshly tr immed leaves to prevent 
discoloration. 

In almost al l artichoke recipes, 
you need to boll or steam them in 
either acidulated water (with lemon 
Juice) or water with olive oil. To pre­
vent further discoloration or a bitter 
flavor it l s pertinent that the arti­
chokes are cooked only i n a stainless-
steel, enamel, cast-iron or tin-lined 
copper pot. 

For medium-to-large-size ar t i ­
chokes, s immer them in liquid 3 to 4 
Inches deep, uncovered. Cookl11g 

them with the l id on the pot also will 
cause them to discolor. Once tender, 
they may Ixt removed gently with a 
pair of tong9i, draining off excess 
water. .At this point they can be 
served with a garlic butter sauce or a 
mayonrialse-mustard sauce. 

To serve them with a stufilng, fol­
low the procedure Just described, but 
parboil them onfy about 20 minutes, 
then drain and fill or stuff. When 
using traditional Italian cheese or 
bread stufilng, as my grandmother 
did, an additional 20-30 minutes of 
steaming is necessaiy after stufllrlg. 
The artidiokes are cooked when the 
leaVes pul l out easily and the base or 
artichoke hiottom (my faVorite part) 
wfll be soft enough to pierce with a 
fork. 

011ce you have accomplished this 
technique and become 'hooked" on 
artichokes, you undoubtedly wfll 
want to Include them In your meal 
plans on a regular basis. This natur­
a l , cooked vegetable c u p a lso 
becomes a great garnish or small 
serving accessoiy, for warm sauces 
to be served with a fillet off ish or an 
appropriate salad, as well as for stuf­
fing wlth tossed nilnl-vegetables or a 
traditional shrimp salad. 

To appropriately eat a cooked art i­
choke, remove one leaf at time, using 
yoi1r thiunb and Index finger. Then, 
gently scrape the tender inside of the 
leaf with your teeth. Discard the 
remainder of the leaf by setting on 
your dinner plate. The stuffing, arti­
choke heart and bottom can then be 
eaten with a fork. 

Whole artichokes may be cooked 
in advance, refrigerated and then re-
steamed, either stufled or hoUow 
before serving.
