Northville 1st to be evaluated under new plan

® To present an established course content *

Northville High School was the first school
in the state to be evaluated using a new Indl-
vidualized approach Nov. 6.

From the days not too long ago when
schools were evaluated by the number of
books in the library and the number of chairs
in the average classroom, a new approach
has evolved.

“We're breaking new ground,” said David
Fultz, chairperson of the evaluating commit-
tee and superintendent of Grand Blanc
schools. “It's futurstic, fnnovative,”

For the new evaluation proceedure, the
North Central Association {of which North-
ville is a member) asks edueators from ar-
ound the state to study the disirict's

Strategic Planning Inltiattve goals for this
school year,

The strategic plan was developed by dis-
trict educators, administrators and parents
to provide an ongolng program to improve
the qualﬂy of education in Northville,

This year’s evaluation is different because
it studies the district’s goals as defined by
district parents and staff, and how well those
goals are achleved. Previously the NCA set
district goals.

Other districts with strategic plans may
eventually use the new evaluation process,
but Northwille, the first school to come due
for an evaluation under the new plan, will al-
ways have done It first, said Susan Couzens,
Northville High School chairperson of the
program.

Evaluators were chesen from the few dis-
tricts In the state that, like Northville, use a
Strategic Plannirig Initlativé to set annual
Improvement goals for qualit\r in educalion.

The current own-
ers of the 10-acre site, James and
Charlotte Bush, bought the land In
November of last year.

“They want to sell it for develop-
sald Vickd Burrows.

Thecurrent owners have no inten-
tion of developingthe land or selling it
In the near {uture, Rivard said. He
added that a no-trespassing sign was
posted to keep the appearance of the
land In good condition and to protect
people rentinga home (from the Bush
farily} adjacent to the cemetery.

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The best-designed sites are those
that don't interfere with the natural
conditions of the property.

And some say you can go nature
one step better.

Defining a good site is difficult be- -

cause {t's hard to quantify many of
the intangibles that are the site’s ma-
keup: individual site shapes, the lay-
ouit of the roads, the preservation of
indigenous flora and fauna, the sub-
tlety with which the lots blend with
the natural setting. A good develop-
ment site is part science, part art,

They have what the French call —
a certain “je ne sais quol.”

Gary Shaplro, president of the
lvanhoe Companies in West Bloom-
fleld, satd he looks for the difficult, yet
Interesting sites others may have
passed up: those that have erviron-
mentalassets and natural amenities.

Shapiro developed Mission
Springs on Darb Lake, a single-
family residential projfect in West
Bloam{leld, which was chosen by the
American Planning Assocfation Mi-
chigan Chapter as the best-designed
development of 1989,

Shapiro fs also developing Wood-
land Ridge, ancther single-family de-
velopment, and The Pointe on Pleas-
ant Lake, a condominium develop-
ment, also n West Bloomifleld.

“Good development,” he said,
*means Individually balanced lots
and a balanced development site.”
Excavatlons of each site should be
limited, usingexcavated soil for base-
ments or foundations on the site.

Wetlands are built around, rather
than destroyed: mature lrees are
saved; roads and house sites are put
in with little grading; the natural to-
pography is used to enhance deve-
lopments; and when it comes to utdli-
ties, the distance between two points
need not be a stralght line,

“Sometimes there has to be some
mitigation of one {o help the others,”
he said.

Shapiro said many good sites are
rulned because they are overdeve-
loped, “Not every square foot needs to
be developed.”

In the past, bullders would
squeeze an extra home on a develop-
ment, but builders have discovered a
nicer, less cramped site will sell for
more and make up for the lost home
sale. L e e e

Robert Lelghton, president of
Robert C. Leighton Assodates Inc. in
Ann Arbor, said good site develop-
ment involves locking beyond the
boundaries of the property to be de-
veloped. Open spaces between two
properties should match up and
complement each other, and nearby
architectural or natural characterts-
ties should blend smoothly from one
area to the next.

Robert C. Leighton Assoclates de-

Throughout this series, 1 have
frequently made use of the term
“currentand potent{al customers”
to identify two of the major target
markets served by any business
organization. But what about the
forgotten "third” market — your
firm's Inactive customers?

Believe it or not, this market
may represent your greatest op-
portunity for increased sales. Be-
fore spending time and money on
promotional strategles to attract
*currentand potential customers”
this year or next, you may want to
focus on this potential business
that's right under your nose.

Research conducted on the
topic Indicates that active cus-
tomers become inactive when a
business stops paying attention
to them. A much-smaller percen-
tage ceascs dealing with organiza-
tions because of unresolved com-
plaints or inferfor products and
services,

The data here suggests that
customers should never be taken
for granted If you expect them to
remain loyal aver the long term.

The first step in bringing your
dead customers back to life is to
tdentify who they are. Using your
customer lst as a gulde, isolate
those who have not done business
with you as often as can reaso-
nably be expected.

Depending on the nature of
your business, customers may be
constdered inactive after as Hitle
as two weeks or as long as two
years,

Prepare a letter to all of these
Inactive accounts, Let them know
what is going on In your business
and give them one or more good

Shake up business
with old customers

reasons Lo start buying from you
again, It 1s, of course, vital to em-
phasize howvalued thesecustom-
ers are to your company.

Ifyou operate a retail business,
don't make the mistake of sending
out fliers or coupons in liew of 2
letter. The same rule applies for
business serggee firms that merely
mail out newsletiers or announce-
ments to their inactive accounts,
These supplementary naterials
may be included with a letter, but
they do nothing to prompt the
reactivadon process.

Remember that the purpose of
this first contact is to get your foct
in the door so you can begin to re-
build your former relationship.

Ifan inactive customer does not
respond to your initial letter(s}, try

him or her personally by
phone, Ask why the individual or
their organization hasstopped de-
aling with your business.

If they mention a past conflict
orcomplaint, resolveitrightaway.
Then you will be in a better posl-
tion to offer customer incentives
thatwork foryour businessrather
than against it.

In general, it takes a minimum
of four contacts during a 30-day
period to re-establish your busi-
ness identity with fnactive cus-
tomers. It takes approximately 60
daysand from four to six contacts
before these customers become

active once again.

Holiday dishes can
be made healthful

With the holidays knocking on the
door many of us will be indulging in
foods not so healthful. Given the
cholce of a steamed chicken breast
with vegelables or Buffalo wings with
blue cheese dressing for dlpping
most would choose the laiter.

“Tasty goodies™ have similar char-
acteristles: goodd taste, texture, smell,
color and variety. These desirable as-
pects are assoclaled with undesir-
able ingredients — namely fat [usu-
ally saturated), sodium and refined
sugars. Stralght suhsttutions are
not usually possible but there are
ways to create more nutritional me-
als. Many flavorful and versatile in-
gredients can go a fong way to liven
up what might be considered dull
food,

Some suggestions follow for ingre-
dient substitutions. The more you
use themn the easter it will become. Be
apen-minded and flexible. Due to the
heaith demands ofthe public. it s be-
caming a challenge for chefs ta pre-
pare good, nutritional food. It is just
aseasy foryoutodosoathomewitha
little practice.

Salt can be eliminated withthe use
of herbs, spices and other flavor en-
hancers. Lemon, lime or orange fuice
or zesl, wine, balsamic vinegar,
garlic, low-sodium soy sauce, garlic,
ordons, mild to hot peppers and
sharp grated cheeses are examples.
Substitutes for butter include diffe-
rent olls {oltve, canola. peanut, se-
same} to use for sauteelng.

Start with a bit of cll in a hot pan
and brown food quickly. Finish with
defatted chicken stock, wine, beer or
a vinaigrette. Vegetable juices are
also a possibility. Use just enough tc:
keep the food from sticking. Canoiz:
ofl can usually be substituted for
butter or lard in baking. Margarine
does not offer signifigant calorie or
nutrtonal Improvement.

ing commercial products suchas Eg-
gbeaters. More important, there arc
no additives.

Use low-fat, low-sodium import

cheeses or varleties that are sharp in
flavor such as parmesan, astago and
cheddar. Finely grate and use spar-
ingly. Instead of cream In soups
thicken with a starchy vegetable
such as polato or parsnip, then pu-
ree, Ori id yogurt blended with flour,
twa tea. oons per cup. or favor with
wine o1 sherry.

Vegelable purees arc excellent
substitutes for cream sauces, as is
skim milk blended with ricolla
cheese. Texture i3 important so the
use of toasted sceds {scsame, poppy.
sunflower, pumpkin), granola, and
water chestnuts add flavor and
crunch without the fat.

Cooking methods used are tmpor-
tant also. Steam, bake, grillor poach,
versus frylng and sauteeing. Choose
lean meats and fish. Trim all visible
fat. Marinate to tenderize and in-
crease flavor.

Now that we have cooked our food
properly, sauces and condiments to
enharnce the flavorarein order. Fresh
or dried fruit purces may be used for
syrups, mixed with yogurt or riccota
as a spread. Use olive ofl onbread in-
stead of bulter, or puree sauleed mu-
shrooms, roasted peppers or stewed
tomatoes and whip In a small
amount ofotl or ricotta to make more
spreadable.

Drain no-fat yogurt overnight to
remove all molsture and use as a
base for spreads. Substitute yogurt
or low fat cottage cheese for sour
cream. Use flavored mustardaloneor
blended with yogurt or riccota as a
substitute for mayonnaise.

Vegetables cooked in a flavorful
chicken stock and pureed are fine
sauces. Use herbed or flavored vine-
garswitha touch of ol for dressing on
greens. The only limit to healthful
cooking {s your jmagination.

Their turkeys pre-date trend

It's always a pleasant feeling to
anticipate a trend, especlally when
you're 20 years ahead of the rest of
the world.

Marilynn and Jerry Peacock are
much toa nice to act smug, but Pea-
cock’s Poultry Farm In Troy has been
selling Amish pouliry and beel, sup-
plted by the same 12 Amish farmers,
since 1970,

“It was before Amish was ‘in,' ”
says Jerry Peacock, "and before peo-
ple were concerned about chemicals
and additives. My father, Thomas
Peacock, was lookdng for a rellable
source of farm-ralsed poultry and
beef, and someone put him in touch
with the Amish in Indiana.

“The chickens, turkeys, ducks and
beel we sell are ratsed and sold with-
ouf any chemicals or preservatives. It
takes a full 12 weeks to raise a
chicken without chemical help, as
opposed lo elght weeks with
injections.”

Jerry and wife Marilyn are the
third Peacock genieration to run the
business. Located next to the Pea-
cock home, which was formerly the
Peacock farmhouse, the store also
selis Amish Jellies, jams and relishes,
as well as Amish potata chips, butter,
cheese and brown eggs. There's even
Amish popcorn {n small burlap bags.
All are produced without chemicals
ar preservatives.

“We have a [amily policy,” says
Jerry. "We don't sell anything that we
don't like, so we can give an honest
opinion. If one likes something and
one doesn't, we'll carry the item.”

“There's just one exception to the
rule,” adds Mariyn. “The candy. it
was so good, we ate it all, The Amish
women make it by hand. and thechoe-
colate was so creamy and the mint so
fresh that we just couldn't keep

away. Finally. we just quil cartying
"

“It's important that the turkey be
sealed n an air-tight bag because
they're not frozen and there are no
preservalives,” says Cyndl, as she
feeds Shawna slivers of creamy Baby
Swiss cheese.

Every Peacock turkey has an oven
timer that pops up when done. Amish
turkeys cook faster than ordinary
turkeys — about 12 minutes per
pound, and they're much juicler thar
others, as well.

“You want {o see a madhousc?
Come out here the week before
Thanksgiving. Cars are lined up on
Rochester Road with thelr parking
lights on, waiting for someone to pull
out of the parking lot so they can get
in, We Just can't handle more than
400 people a day, even with extended
hours. It's not a question of enough
personnel, we just don't have the
room in the slore,” Cyndi says.

Ninety nine percent of holiday or-
ders are specialorder, and many cus-
tomers have thelr orders in already,
And — you won't belleve this — the
store Just got a telephone for the first
time ever.

*We had to,” says Marilyn. “There’s
another store with a name sim#lar to
ours, and she was getiing all of our
calls, Then Cyndi called information
and the operator said, “I wish I did
have Peacock’s number, I must have
had 300 calls today asking forit,” " so
we got a phone for humanitarian us
well as business reasons.”
