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Juke box is sound investment for nostalgia buffs

When the neon lights are shining and the
mirrored ball is turning in Ed Blaln's sho-
wroom, you may think you've stepped into
Jukebox heaven. A nickel or a dime [s all you

- need toflre up Glenn Miller ar The Supremes.

But walking away with a jukebax for your
own home requires a bit more capital.

Blain, Detroft's king of jukebaxes, has
been tracking down, restoring and setling

. vinlage Jukeboxes for 20 years. He began his

career in a Pontlac flea market and now
works exclusively out of several storefronts
on Gratiot Avenue near Six Mile in Detrait,

Over the years, he has restored close to
2,000 jukeboxes, servicing restaurants,
homes and even customers as far away as
Berlin, Germany. According to Blain, more
thanhalfof his sales are to people in Qakland
County suburbs like Rochester, Birming-
ham and the Bloomfelds.

“My wife and [ went to this place looking
for an inexpensive newer model machine,”
sald Gus Doerfler, a paper sales manager

In its heyday, 50,000 |8
jukeboxes were manufactured annu- B
ally and there were 500,000 in
distribution.

The “granddaddy” of jukebox
manufacturers Is Wurlltzer, which
dominated the jukebox Industry [
through the 1940s. Wurlitzer manu- B
factured classic jukeboxes, including
its highly prized 1015. o

But even though the 1015 was a |
classic, it had a few drawbacks. It &
played clumsy 78 rpmrecordsandits [
selection was limited fo 24.

In 1951, Seeburg introduced 45 §
rpm records, They were smaller than . g
their cousins, the 78s, and cheaper
to manufacture. They also spawned
Seeburg's Model A jukebox, designed
to play 100 selections.

The Seeburg Model A soon re-
ndered the Wurlitzer jukebox obso-

- lete and within a short time gave rise

to the B and C models. O

Jukebaxes were the mainstay of &
coln-operated businesses until video
games came along. Between 1972 g
and 1982, the demand was for video |
games as opposed to jukeboxes.

Today, jukeboxes are becoming
collector's items. It's estimated that
there are 20,000 private collectors in
the United States.

With his slick black hair and gravely,
tough-guy volce, Blain, 65, s a perfect com-
pliment to the machines he sells. He esti:

house space.

Polnting te one of 50 machines that line
his panelled showroom, Blain conducts a
brief history of jukebox styling.

“The value ofa machine doesn't depend on
how old 1t 1s,” he said, explaining why the
"30s models, similar in design to an old radio
cabinet, can be obtained for considerably
less than the neon and chrome gems from
the 1940s and early ‘50s.

Perhaps the best known of these is the
Wurlitzer 1015 of 1946. The crowning
achlevement of famed designer Paul Fuller,
this bullet-shaped steeple of wood houses
glass colored by green, biue and red flashing
ncon. An electrically operated bubble device
runs up tubes along the sides.
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. And for collectors, the cost de-
pends on the Jukebax being bought..
When it was first made, the classic
Wurlitzer 1015 cost between
$700-800. A few years ago, one in
mint condition had a value of

. $15,000 to 20,000,
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Jazz gultarist Earl Klugh bought one for
his home in Bloomfleld Townshlp and
stocked it with 78 rpm recordings of Count
Basle, Duke Ellington and other jazz greats.

“There's something Intanglble about the
sound,” he said. “It's certalnly more fun than
playing your stereo, As amusiclan, [ appreci-
ate that unique, bassy sound.”

Perhaps the last great jukebox design was
1981's AMI Continental, a futuristic bubble-

-topped model with aguamarine accents.

Hotél manager Bill Kirihuff has one in his
Art Deco-style basement In Birmingham.
He's got it filled with everything from Patsy
Kliine's “Crazy” to the Pet Shop Boys'
“Opportunities,”

“I originally bought it as an investment,
but it's grown Into something more,” he said.

Unlike earller models, the ‘60s and *70s
machines no longer allowed the player to see
the record selections spinning,

“The companies thought the public was

too sophisticated to be enthralled by a plece
of mechanism,” Blain said. “Actually, It was
Jjust a cockamamle excuse for buflding
cheaper machines.”

Now, with the price ofa vintage jukebox ri-
valing that of a new car (a clean Wurlitzer
1015 sells for about $13,000), customers are
looldng to the newer, less expensive alterna-
tives. Amodel from the '60s or'70s canbe ob-
tained {including delivery) for around $500,

Christmas {s an especially busy season for
Blain. Last year he was making deliveries at
11 o'clock on Christmas Eve. He remembers
one clever customer who hid a jukebox be-
hind a paneled wall in his basement. When it
came time to open gifts, he simply removed a
hit of paneling and revealed his surprise.

The dimly lit back rooms of Blain’s operd-
tion are cverflowing with machines, some
completely stripped for parts. Others walt for
a finishing touch to make them operational

Consider liabilities
of security choice

Our assoclation Is consldering gel-
ting a master key instead of a key lock
box. What do you think?

With the increase in the amount of
Hability the assoctation is incurring
with respect to security, it is my re-
commendation that the association
not have a masterkey for all the units
but have a visual key lock box
whereby there are individual keys for
individual units,

If the master key 1s lost, you have
placed all the units in jeopardy,
whereas an individual loss of a key
results only in changing the locks on
that particular unit.

Of course, you will want to tnvest-
gate the question of whether the as-
sociation wants to retain access o
any units under any circumstances,
particularly If they have the right to
gain access to the unit in case of an
emergency In the condominium
docunients.

I also recommend that the co-
owniers have deadbolts to enhance
security.

Lam planning todevelop a condom-

- Even with the economic climate
slipping inio the doldrums, there are
still some people willing to take ag-
gressive financial risks.

The partners in Lhe Villas, a Livo-
rda condominium community un-
veiled last Tuesday, are just such
people. Angelo D'Orazio and Tony
Carmacchd, along with Northville na-
lives Earl and Steve LaFave of Beck
Development In Wixom presented
the luxury development in a ribbon-
cutting attended by many Livonia
and area dignitaries.

That The Villas contalns so many
firsts for Livonla represents a sub-
stantial gamble for the principal
partners.

“It's an uncertain time, but we feel
strongly that {I's going to be a suc-
cessful community,” sald Earl La-
Fave. “We feel there's a large void in
the Livonia market for a large, up-
scale, detached condaminlum
development,”

. The Villas is located south of Eight
Mile Road just east of 1-275, Homes
in the Vilas feature three different
models, ranging in price from
$199,500 to $235,900. Every home
is completely detached, which isa a
flrst in Livonia. This building method
which has proven extremely popular
in the Bloomfield-Birmingham area,
and was most recently tried in Novi at
the Briarwood condominiums.
